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Future earth-girdling satellites
should he able to “keep talking”™ for
longer periods with the help of a new
peneil  tube, designed  especially  for
zatellite communications systems by
the RCA Electron Tube Division.

The new developmental tube incor-
porates design innovations thal are ex-
pected to make it capable of operating
more than 25,000 hours, an exceplion-
ally long life expectancy for tubes of
this type.

Motion picture projectors pruduced
by RCA have been [itted with nylon
“shoes” for longer life and gentler Gim
handling. Use of nylon pressure shoes.
which hold the flm in place and as-
sure proper {rame alienment, provides
quieter projcctor operation. consider-
ably Jess Alm wear, and an increase of
between tweo and three limes in the
life of the shoec itself.

For the elecironic consumer prod-
ucts industry as a whole. the next
lifteen years promise to he a period of
unprecedented  growth, change and
opportunity, according o RCA Presi-
deni John L. Buins.

Individually
conirolled alr conditioning units will
be spaced across the roofs. vbscured on
adinmistrative and engineering huild-
ngs by concrete beams. in an eflect of
tropical rool construction.

The need for this plani stems from
the wide acceplance won by the RCA
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301 svstem in hboth business and gov-
ernment. Thus far, more than 100
RCA-301 systems have been ordered.

The experimental device is a major
advance in centinuing research for
econnmical methods of producing sub-
stantial power by conversion
from solar energy in space and Fom
conventional heat sources, such as
buwming gasoline and natural pgas.
