Survey of Radio Listening

Dear Household,

We would like you to take part in a survey of Radio Listening in your
area.

Naturally, the two questions which immediately come to mind are -
“"Why are we chosen" and "Why should we co-operate".

These two questions can be answered very simply.

Firstly, there are a great many families living in the area covered by this
study. Obviously, we cannot contact every one of these families, so we
have randomly selected a number of families in different localities in
such a way that the selected households will in total be representative of
all the families in the area. Your family is one of these selected
households.

Secondly, to ensure a high degree of accuracy in the results of the survey, a
household, once it has been selected, cannot in any circumstances be replaced
by another household. Therefore the co—operation of your household is of vital
importance.

Tho object of this radio listening survey is to obtain basic facts to enable those
concerned to keep abreast of rapidly changing conditions and to guide them in
their programme planning so as to give continually improved programmes and
service to listeners.



We trust you see the importance of your co-operation and that by performing
this service you will be taking part in a study which will have widespread and
long-term effects on the ]istenirig available, not only to you but to all people in
your district.

It is just as important to know how little or how seldom people listen as it is to
know how much or how often they listen. Everyone is important.

All the information which households supply us, except peoples' names, is
transferred to computer input tape by trained operators who process the
information so that it can be put through the computer. The information which
many households provide is totalled and these aggregates are presented in a
confidential report to those concerned with the radio industry.
