Q. What d,, you cnn~ider is the mu~l efllcievt 
recnficr. 

A.: Individual circum.~tance~ go\'Hn U:e answer 
to this question, but the following- should be 
instructive: There are seven rnelhotl~ of converting 
A.C. to D.C. or rectifying A.C. They nre as 
f,.JloW!>- (1) The use of n commutator as on a 
D.C. generator. (2) Dri,-ing a D.C. gi,nerator with 
an A.C. motor, u~ually termed a molor generator 
outfit (3) The ~lercury Arc Rectifier, used !or cliarg-
1ng at heavy rates. (-l) By the electrolytic recti-
fier or ~c,don valve. (5) By the Synchronous or 
rotary converh·r, only u~ed in i,11wer hou~Ps. (6) 
The vibrating, n,echanical, or polarity changing 
device, (7) The vacuum Lub,•. Of the~e se,·en, 
:radio has <lepended almost enlh-ely upon lhe vacuum 
tulie and the electolytic type, with a fair ~prinkling 
of the m(•chanical vibrator type for battery charg­
rng, 

Either the \'Hlve or the efodrolytic rectifier, 
~hen used sing!~·. is fundamentally a half wave 
rectifier; thal i,, it qmnches one half th.c wave aud 
passes the other half through, giving a pulsating 
currem of maximum amplitude. Either, when 
duuhled, make.• a full wave rectifier, still giving 
a pulsating current, but th, amplitude of the pulsa­
tions is ~light. and the frequency is double the 
frt11uency of lhe A.C. input, viz., where 60 cycle 
current is used the frequency of lhe pul,ations in 
thc rectified current is 120 cycleR. In deciding 
what kind of rectifier you should use for ci,rtain 
duties, r raders will find that each has its advantages. 

Elet'trolytic rectifiers are expensive to build, 
hut require a fair amount of attention. The 
ordinary types of home constructed ~ lectrolytic 
H•ctifiers will nol pass a steady current of more 
than 200 to 300 millinmps, so that they cannot be 
used for charging "A" batteries. They are, how­
ever, reasonably efficient for "B" biLtt.ery charging 
or rectifying high voltage alternating current for 
amateur transmiss on. 

The valve rectifier, on the other hand, requires 
little or no attention. Th2 manufadurer,: proce.s~ 
of the famom; Tungar valve is a1< follows: The 
bulh is first carefully exhausted to the hi!l:'hes.t pos­
s.ihte vncuum, after which it is filled with Argon 
gas in a high Rt11Le of purity. Th'i, prevents dl~­
integration of lhe filament nnd calhorle (or plate), 
and ensures long life. Owing to the presence of 
this gas, however, it is not suitable for rectifying 
the high tension voltage for lransmlttin~. and a 

hard redifying Lube, such as the Kenotron, is 
r~commended. 

Q.: Is the Tungar rectifier suitable for charging 
•·B" batteries? 

A.: Yes. In case M.r. Atkin.son's lelter, pub­
lish d on page 19 of "Wireless Weekly," June lHh, 
rcgard,ng the correct charg;ing rate for a Philco 
"8" battery haR led readert< lo think that Lhe 
Tungar rectifier is unsuitable for this work. Wo 
have pleasure in publishing the following table, 
which shows at a glance the cliarging rate obtained 
v.ith var:ou, cannle power lamps. when used to 
charge a 24, 41!, and 96 volt battery.

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TIIE broadcasting on Saturday, June 19th, of the 

famous Italian Singer was a treat for city listen­

ers-in, many of whom had been acquainted of 
the lasl,..minute arrangements which had to be made 

by 2FC, but Lhe effect apon the great army of 
com1try and Interstate enthw,iasts, who, tuning in 
casually to the Sydney station, quite unexpectedly 
heard the announcement regarding Toti Dal Monte. 
There was no time to get any newspaper announce­
ments published outside Sydney, since arran11:emcnt~ 
were only finalised on the Friday evening. Despite 
this, the huge mail with which 2FC has been 
deluged provides a splendid indication of the extent 
of the circle in which are situated lhe regular 
listeners to the station. From almost every part 
of Australia, ana irom New Zealand, letl-ers have 
belln pouring in during the last. couple of weeks, 
giving, in every case, unstinted prnise to the 
excellence of the transmfasion. 

At Clevedon, 30 miles from Auckland, Captain 
G. Humphreys Davies beard the broadcast peclecUy. 
"If the lady i$ !Lil charming as her voice," he 
writes, "the sooner we have the arrangements for 
transmitting scenes, the better." 

"The l.ransmission was recehred clearly here at 
101.1d speaker strl!Dgth on a four valve aet," writes 
a listener at Lake Yealering, 2,000 miles away in 
Westem Australia. "The Signorina's voice came 
through loud and dear, and the burst of applause 
just pi-evious to the last item seemed to last ior 
nearly five minutes." 

In the Observatory at Hobart, Tasmania, ?.fr. J. 
C. Foley received the t.ransmissions perfoclly. In 
a most interesting letter, he gives credit to 2FC, 
mentioning, incidentally his i·eception of Lhl! station 
during the daylight hours. A telegram from 
Gnowangerup. W.A., reads: "Congratulations con­
cert broadcast received rlenr·ly and much appre­
ciated." Listeners at St • .Mary's, Westbury, East 
De\'Onport, Queenstown, King Ji-land {11U in Tas­
mania), all convey,•d lh!' 'lame appreciative messages 
to l!FC. and a l!"lance lhrough their letters conveys 
some idea of what broadcasting means to these 
people. ru New Zealand, at points such as Merrins­
ville, in lhe Wailillto district, Chelsea and Pru·nell 
(suburbs of Auckland), regular followers of 2FC, 

listened to the voice of Dal Monte and hea1·d every 
word perfectly. 

It would be impossible Lo enumerate the I.owns 
in Victoria at wbicli the transmission was picked 
up and enjoyed by hundreds of people. "With 
great pleasure," Excellent strength and faultless 
modulatio11," "A large gathering assembled at our 
home had an en ·oyable evening," "Got you splen­
didly," "A great success," "Louder than any other 
Att.stralian statior1," "Enjoyed her beautiful singing" 
-these are but a few of the phrases taken from 
lhe letters of Victorian correspondents. In one 
case lhe whole of the transmission came through 
clearly only 2 miles from 3LO. 

Queensland, of course, retunlS its quota of 
enthusiastic admil·crs of 2FC. From Cbarleville, 
Longreach, Charters Towers, Gladstone, Ipswich, 
Childers, - from dozens of outback stat.ions and 
from the suburbs of Brisbane, letters of appreciation 
have simply poured in to 2FC. A Charters Towers 
listener says cnthusiasticalJy, "Per medium of 2FC 
we were favoured with a front seat ticket to the 
most glorious concert it has ever been our privilege 
to hear"; and another, "Saturday night wiU always 
be remembered as the radio night.." Several of these 
Queensland letters also refer to daytime reception 
of 2FC and every one cnnies a message of thanks 
to the station for having arranged such a concert. 

A huge pile of letters constitutes the apprecia­
tions from country Hsteners in Nuw South Wales.

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NOTES AND NEWS 

STA.TE BROADCASTING. 

THE State Governmen7•s scheme fo~ a State _owned 
and controlled radio broadcasting station is 
asauminl!:' definite shape. Pre!iminary det~ils and 

inquiries were left to Mr. A. C. Willii,, Vice 
P1·osident of lhe Executive Council, who, with the 
assistance of Mr. E. Voigt, "father" of the Trades 
Rall Station, 2KY, has now presented a plan, whieb, 
at a cost of .£10,000 will provide a central station 
at Sydney \vith relay stations for re-broadcasting in 
four country centres. The lowns which will have 
the relay stations have not yet been seclcted, but 
NcwcasUe, Bathurst, Dubbo, Wollongong, Goulburn, 
Wagga, Albury, Tamworth, Glen fnnes and Lismore 
have been suggested. 

The feeling among members of the Cabinet is 
that a State wireless st.ation could render service 
by broadcasting, not only programmes of music and 
other forms of entertainment, but al.so lectures on 
health matters, and agricultural questions, infor­
mation about produce market prices, employment 
and unemployment and similar topics. Some time 
must necessarily elapse before the Stale scheme can 
be in operation. 

THE CANBERRA. BROADCAST. 

The broadcasting, by Station 2FC, of a pro­
gramme from Canberra on Saturday, July 17, wil1 
be historic as the first event of the kind from the 
Capital site. The Canberm Phila1·monic Society 
will sustain the main part of the programme with 
the aid of a number of visiting artiRts, including 
Miss Mabel Batchelor, Mr. E. Butterworth, Mr. 
Wilfred Thomas, Mr. Ernest Archer, Mt·. G. C. 
Fitzpatrick and others. 

"IT'S JUST A LITTLE TIIING." 
Sir Joseph Carruthers, who recently sailed for 

Honolulu, has nothing but praise for broadcasting. 
"Nothing of which I know conduces so much 

to break down the isolat.ion or counlry life as the 
installation of a good Radio Set. To just turn a 
switch and than to find oneself list<lning to a church 
service or to a fine musical performance, or to some 
instructive entertainment, means that the country 
home is brought into touch wilh the best of the 
outside world.

Ac­
cording t<> witnesses, he didn't take off the head­
phones while a 2BL programme was on the air 
until the following Sunday morning during the 
broadcast church sel'vice-and, only then when he 
heard the 'r-r-rattle of the contr-r-eebution box.' " 

IN REAL LlFE. 
3LO AR'l'IS'l'S' OONCERT. 

When some of the most prominent artists from 
the Studio of 3LO, Melboume, gave a public con­
cert at the Melbourne Audit.orium on Saturday, 
June 26th, ~he press and public were unanimous 
in their appreciation.
