Engineered
tor business

Engineers are good at many things. We have analytical minds. We can
dissect a problem by evaluating the conditions, formulating possibilities
and determining a course of action. We can usually learn the skills

needed to accomplish a task. We have to be flexible to adapt to situations. On
average, I would say that the engineer is the one person at the radio station who
really could handle any job within the station. We may not do that job perfectly,
but we can at least comprehend the duties and learn the skills.

At the same time, engineers are often bad at business. This is not necessarily
a bad thing, but it has its problems.

Why do radio engineers choose their career in
radio engineering? We obviously have the apti-
tude and the skills for the job, but there are other
reasons. I think many engineers will tell you that
they do their job because it's not really like work.
It's like getting paid to practice a hobby.

That's a blessing and a curse. Our personal re-
ward of a job well done in defeating a challenge
provides satisfaction, but many engineers tend to
accept less than what they are worth. Engineers
are often enablers, and through the desire to get
the job done will unintentionally compromise their
own circumstances. The compromise often affects
these engineers financially.

I sometimes contract my engineering services for
special projects. The rate that I charge depends
on the project. While any project will utilize all
my acquired knowledge, it may not use all my
skills. That affects my rate. In addition, the level
of decision -making on my port is considered in
my rate. Simply building some wiring harnesses
to a dictated spec is less involved than designing
the logic routing of a networked system and then
determining the necessary cabling requirements
to build the harnesses.

The problem is not always directly tied to the
salary. Consider this example.

You are a station employee. A project begins,
and it is determined that a certain hand tool is
needed for the job. You own this tool personally,

but the station does not. What do you do: Buy
the tool you need, or bring your own tool in to

complete the project? For this discussion, let's say
that the tool is not a capital expense item.

When I was faced with this situation, I would
first evaluate the need. If it was obvious that I

would use the tool repeatedly, I would just buy
it. IA station engineer should have a certain dis-
cretionary budget.) If I would only use it once, I

didn't mind loaning my tool to the station for that
one-time use. The decision to buy the tool for the
station happened when I needed the tool a third
time. If I used my own tool once or twice, it was
no big deal. If I needed it a third time, it was
time to buy it.

Taking this tool scenario a step further, I have

visitec stations where employees have brought in
their own equipment to help the station get through
an emergency. The loaned equipment is still in

place after many months or even years. Again,
being a hero and saving the day is a good thing,
but when the crisis is over, it's time for the business

to take care of its own needs.
It's fine to help an employer in a crunch, but you

shouldn't have to subsidize the station with your
personal equipment or tools.

Likewise, evaluate your own professional worth.
Market conditions will affect this as well, but there
are times when it is better to pass an undervalued
opportunity so that you are available for a more
lucrative one later.

Also watch for what I call the bright, shiny
objec-s. Gracious praise in private, embroidered
jackets or hats, and even food are nice, but they
can devalue your worth. The praise should be
public. The gifts should not be a substitute for
fair compensation.

The short answer: Earn what you are worth.

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Project
management

While the term has been around since the 1950s, the concept of project
management has been around since the beginning of history. The
project management professional (PMP) has only recently become a

specialized credential recognized in a wide variety of businesses. In foct, many
companies now consider formal project manager training and certification for
new hires or employees seeking to grow within an organization.

History
Some concepts behind modern day project management can be traced back to

the builders of the pyramids. Interestingly, the predecessors to what we now call
engineers were in fact the first project managers,
as they were tasked with finding efficient, cost-ef-
fective and timely methods to complete complex
(for the day) tasks. In the 19th century, spawned
by the industrial revolution, the U.S. government
started to undertake major infrastructure devel-
opment, including the transcontinental railroad,
interstate highways and the beginning of creating
systems for the delivery of water, sewer, power
and telephone to major cities.

A Gantt Chart can quickly show the relative status of various
projects. These charts can be created in Excel.

Events in the 20th century, particularly the World
Wars, created a general labor shortage throughout
the country. Without a plentiful workforce, govern-
ment and private organizations were forced to seek
better methods to manufacture ships, airplanes,
weapons and other materials needed to support
the wars. Frederick Taylor is credited with being the
first to apply scientific reasoning to work processes
while working with the Navy to improve the quality

and delivery time for ship construction. Essentially
the first efficiency expert, he was able to break
down smaller tasks and create methods and pro-
cesses that made positive improvements across a
number of industries. His partner was Henry Gantt,

who was concerned with the order in which work
was performed and felt the flow of work had a
significant impact on the outcome of the particular
project. To address the problem, he created some
processes and graphical tools to analyze the work
flow. His best known tool is the Gantt Chart, which
is a stacked bar graph indicating start and stop
duraticns for individual tasks.

In 1954, Bernard Shriver combined much of
the research and techniques created by Taylor,
Gantt and others while working on the U.S. Air
Force's missile program. He coined the name
project management and is known as the father
of project management.

Recognizing the need to identify the "Critical
Paths" in a project, the U.S. Navy and DuPont
sought better tools that could be implemented.
The result came in 1955 when the Navy (and
subcontractor Booze, Allen & Hamilton) created
the PERT (Program Evaluation and Review) to use
in the Polaris missile program and in 1957 DuPont
created the "Critcal Path Analysis" (CPM). Both
of these methods ore useful to determine how a
number of tasks interact on a large scale.

Project management concepts
Tradi-ional project management is based on

three basic constraints: time, cost and scope. If
you place each of these on one line of a triangle,
it is within this triangle that a project manager must
operate while maintaining quality throughout.

The PMI breaks projects into smaller pieces
based on five process management groups and
nine knowledge areas. You will need to understand
how each of the knowledge areas fits in each
process management groups. The five process
management groups are Initiating, Planning,
Controlling, Executing and Closing. The nine
knowledge areas are:

 Integration Management - Coordinating the
elem, ,f the project.

Just to make things more
interesting, the nine knowledge areas also break
into 39 component processes, each of which can
map across the five process management groups.
Space doesn't permit a detailed explanation of all
these groups, knowledge areas and component
processes; however, they are addressed in the
PMBOK or the many books and websites dedi-
cated to professional project management.

The project
management professional is an excellent credential
to add to your resume and soon will become a
necessity to compete in the job market.

FCC Issues Surface
in Presidential Race By Harry Martin

0 nly a month or two before the 2008 presidential nominees face off
in primaries, and less than a year before the general election, top
candidates from both major parties are discussing key issues affecting

communications policy. The picture will undoubtedly become clearer as of Feb. 5,
2008, this year's Super Tuesday, when up to 20 states will hold their primaries.
But several big names have already given indications of where they stand on
some of the most important issues facing the FCC.

Senator Barack Obama ID -IL) has been very vocal on FCC issues. He is adamant
about preventing further media consolidation. He issued a statement at the FCC's

September localism hearing in Chicago expressing
his disappointment at the Commission's leniency
in permitting consolidation. Obama's comments
echo the sentiments of Democratic commissioners
Michael Copps and Jonathan Adelstein, who
agree that the Commission should be doing more

Dateline
Feb. 1 is the deadline for submission of biennial

ownership reports by radio stations in Arkansas,
Louisiana, Mississippi, New York and New Jersey.
On Feb. 1, radio stations with more than 10 full-time

employees located in Arkansas, Louisiana and
Mississippi must file their Broadcast EEO Mid -Term
Reports (Form 397) with the FCC. These reports must
now be submitted electronically.
Also on or before Feb. 1, radio stations in the following

states must place their annual EEO Reports in their
pubic files: Arkansas, Kansas, Louisiana, Mississippi,
Oklahoma. Nebraska, New Jersey and New York

to encourage diversity in ownership in broadcast
media, promote the development of new media
outlets and the expression of diverse viewpoints.

Obama issued a second statement in October,
commenting on reports that Chairman Kevin Martin
intended to issue proposed media ownership rules
in mid -November and schedule a vote on them
for Dec. 18, 2007. Obama said that date is far
too early in view of the issues that need to be
considered. "I believe both the proposed timeline
and process are irresponsible," Obama wrote,

saying more time for public consideration is war-
ranted because, "minority owned and operated
newspapers and radio stations play a critical role
in the African American and Latino communities
and bring minority issues to the forefront of our
national discussion."

In addition to suggesting that a special panel
be commissioned to address minority owner-
ship concerns, Obama favors shorter broadcast
license renewal terms and more scrutiny from the
commission regarding whether broadcasters are
addressing their public interest obligations.

Online debate
Net neutrality, a policy that generally disfavors

ISP discrimination among Internet users in terms
of functionality and pricing, is another hot -button
issue being referenced by candidates and is likely
to come up throughout the election campaign. The
Democratic candidates, most notably Senators
Obama and Clinton ID -NY), support net neutrality.
Taking a contrary view, Rudy Giuliani released
a statement saying that the federal government
must fight the urge to unnecessarily tax and over -
regulate the Internet. Senator John McCain IR-AZ)
has expressed a similar view, stating that the FCC
should interfere only in markets where there are
demonstrable infractions or unfair competition.

Another communications issue that could gener-
ate considerable talk throughout the election is the
deployment of broadband in the U.S. and America's
progress compared to that of other countries. Most
of the candidates who have spoken out have fo-
cused on the social benefits of broadband and its
ability to provide improved access to health care,
education and other vital services.

Due to the increasing importance of communica-
tions issues to the economy and, more broadly, to
social discourse, we can expect more attention
to be devoted to these vital issues as Campaign
'08 continues to unfold.

Once an HD Radio system is operating in a stable fashion, the various parameters and
data streams associated with the MPS and the SPS (and perhaps even another SPS)
must be monitored. It used to be that all a station really needed to do was watch the

peak modulation level, and in addition with FM, the pilot level and once in a while the L -R
level (for the occasional out -of -phase song). Now with HD Radio, it's important to monitor
and measure the time alignment and level alignment between the analog modulation and
the MPS, and stations will likely want to monitor the RBDS on the analog channel along with
PAD data for both the MPS and SPS. Fortunately, there are now multiple monitoring devices
made specifically for HD Radio, and each of these devices gives the end user options about
which parameters are to be measured, and how the device is to alert the user once a problem
is detected. Do you want a contact closure to signal your legacy remote control? Or do you
want an e-mail about an out -of -tolerance parameter? Want to browse into the monitor itself
via the Internet? Well then, you're in luck: That's a common feature now.

Here's a rundown of several major monitoring products
available today.

Belar Electronics offers the FMHD-1, a combination
analog and HD Radio monitoring system. This radio
has three antenna inputs: one for off -air reception, and
another group of two to be used while the device is
located at the transmitter site. One input of that group
is used for high-level RF from an analog transmitter, the
other is used for high-level RF from the HD Radio transmit-
ter. The monitor receives and demodulates the analog
and digital signals simultaneously, displaying them on a
640 x 240 color LCD display. (A rotary knob/encoder
completes the basic user interface.) The display is used
to show HD Radio status, data, time alignment, and
configuration information; for the analog transmission,
it displays total modulation, pilot, L, R, L+R and L -R. Ad-
ditionally, the display can be used to show a spectrum
of the analog and digital signals.

The time alignment scales are ±375ms (±16384
samples) and ±5.8ms (±256 samples).

The FMHD-1 has eight user -assignable audio outputs on
its rear apron that can accommodate the analog versions
of the FM signal plus the MPS, SPS I and an SPS2. The
unit also has three user -assignable AES-31D outputs (7552
unbalanced). There are two demodulated composite
outputs and iwo LVDS outputs (RJ-45, 10052).

This monitor can be controlled by a computer via
its Ethernet capability or the RS -232 serial connector.
Wizard for Windows is the Belar software that allows
the user to remotely monitor the FMHD-1. And finally,
there are four user -assignable relay contacts to indicate
alarm conditions.

Audemat-Aztec offers three different versions of its
HD radio monitoring system: the Goldeneagle HD

FM, the Goldeneagle HD AM, and the Goldeneagle
HD FM/AM.

These units will constantly monitor a station's (or sta-
tions') parameters and generate alarms should any of
the selected parameters fall outside their pre-programmed
tolerances. The unit will display all RBDS and PAD for
HD Radio. It has an embedded Web server (used with
client software supplied by Audemat) to study the detected
parameters from afar via the monitor's Ethernet capability.
Another feature of the Web server is that of streaming
audio: The end -user can listen to a stream of embedded
left and right audio, or alternately, the left channel can
be a stream of the analog audio while the right channel
is a stream of the digital audio. This obviously facilitates
the time alignment adjustment. Of course if you are in
the same room with the unit, the audio is available on
a headphone jack, or via balanced analog audio, or a
balanced AES version.

Alarms ore reported via e-mail or optionally by voice or
contact dosures that signal an in -place remote control.

An optional FFT spectrum analyzer module enables the
end -user to see the real-time spectrum of the complete RF
signal. Thresholds can be set with respect to a spectrum
mask so out -of -tolerance conditions can be detected and
reported. With the spectrum analyzer option comes what
Audemat refers to as the Digital Demodulator, which pro-
vides representation of total modulation, pilot and RBDS
injection, and the analog and digital levels displayed in
a bargraph format.

Day Sequerra has a wide line of HD Radio monitoring
products such as the M4.2R (an updated version of the
M4). This monitor will tune both AM and FM bands
and has the capability of storing up to 20 presets. It

will detect and display RBDS data (Program Service
and Radio text fields) for the analog modulation, plus
PAD data (station long and short name, program type,
song file, artist, album, genre and comment fields) for
each HD channel.

It has six alarm relay contacts that can be assigned to
represent loss of RF carrier, audio, OFDM, RBDS, PAD,
multicast or time alignment. These same alarms can
be reported to the end -user via e-mail. Day Sequerra's
remote control software is called Remote Dashboard
and communicates with the M4.2R via its Ethernet

port. There again, if you are in the same location as
the monitor itself, you can listen to the demodulated
signals via the front headphone jack or via balanced
analog (+4dBU) outputs on the back.

Analyze this
After installing and commissioning an HD Ra-

dio transmitter, a proof of performance needs to
be run. A spectrum analyzer is needed for this,
and perhaps you'll be lucky enough to have one
at the ready. Fortunately there are several relatively

inexpensive analyzers out there that fill the bill.
First is the Boonton 9102, which is a hand-held device

that measures from 100kHz up to 4.0GHz (optionally up
to 7.5GHz). The display features Resolution Bandwidth
from 100Hz to 1MHz, and video bandwidth from 10Hz
to 1MHz; and one of its power measurement capabilities
is known as channel power - probably the most accurate
way of measuring the HD Radio power spectrum. The

from a clean slate. The new studios and offices could be
designed exactly to current needs. The fresh start also
provided a chance to consider a new location.

So why North Carolina? For MRN Radio, the decision
was fostered by the fact that many NASCAR racing teams
are based in the Charlotte area. This puts MRN Radio in
the heart of its core. The building that MRN Radio now
occupies even has a direct tie to NASCAR: It previously
housed Darrel Waltrip's race shop.

Planning the move
When planning for the new facility began, MRN Radio

Chief Engineer Doug Watson was able to take the fresh
start and build exactly the facility the network needed.
This started with locating the right building. Obvious
factors, such as sufficient space for the studios, busi-
ness and operations staff were a given. One important
consideration for the new facility was not based on the
studios aid staff, but rather the MRN vehicles.

MRN Radio operates four vehicles to cover racing
events around the country. Like any remote vehicle, these
rolling studios require occasional maintenance. What's

different about these vehicles is that they are not the
traditional panel vans like most radio stations operate.
Two of them are 53' long semi trailers. There is also a
satellite uplink truck and an 18' trailer that is pulled by
a pickup truck. These complete mobile studios are in
constant use during each season, so the time to give

them the heaviest maintenance is during the off-season
in December and January. Working on them outside is
not a preferred method, especially during the winter. A
garage able to house both vehicles was on the required
needs list. In the end, finding a building with a previous
tie to NASCAR was just an added bonus.

Covering nearly 25,000 square feet, the

facility includes a garage that measures 41'
wide by 157' long (about 6,440 square feet).
When Waltrip used it, the building had six
office spaces in the front, while the remainder
was used for the car shop. MRN Radio kept
the existing front offices and integrated them
into the floor plan. Additional offices were built,
as well as two control rooms, two talk studios,
a production studio, four identical audio ed't
suites, three identical video edit suites and a
rack room in the open area.

There are two large spaces currently used fcr
storage. Both measure just over 1,500 square
feet and provide plenty of expansion space
for the future.

A prime need for the new facility
was an area that could house the
various remote vehicles.

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The two air studios and talk studios
are built in a mirrored fashion. The
main reason for this was to provide
natural redundancy for the on -air
operations. While they are function-
ally identical, they are not completely
cosmetically the same. The studio
nearer to the entrance was built to be
a showcase, and it is visible from the
lobby. The other air studio is toward
the rear of the building and does not
have the same public visibility.

While the front studio has large
windows looking into the lobby, the
showcase design was also applied
to the furniture itself. The control room

counter top is not parallel with the wall looking into the
talk studio. Instead it is slightly angled to show more of
the console surface when viewed from the lobby. The talk
studio table is also angled to avoid having one guest's
back directly toward the lobby window. The control rooms
and talk studios measure about 20' by 1 1'.

The production studio, while in place, is not yet built
completely. The redundant air studios and edit suites
provide sufficient capability to serve the network's needs
for now. Except for the studio furniture, the room stands
empty now.

New facility, new technology
The long-distance move covered not only many miles, but also a

large technology gap. The old studios were built around traditional
audio production consoles, not broadcast consoles. Each studio was
a stand-alone island, and each operator had a plethora of knobs
and buttons in front of him. The operators learned what each was
for, but this is still a radio facility. The new studios would have radio
consoles. Watson chose Axia Livewire with Radio Systems Studio
Hub+ interconnects for the job.

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compared to the previous facility
exemplifies the technology jump. The
operators had to learn a completely
new approach to audio routing and
control. While the previous consoles
had many controls at the user's fingertips, the Axia sur-
faces place many of these controls under menus because
they are not really needed that often. In addition, the
operators had to learn a new automation system as a
Google SS32 system was installed in the new facility.
The installation of the new audio systems also provide a
simplified means of routing audio.

Watson and the installation crew quickly learned an-
other advantage to installing a networked audio system:
installation time. In this case, there were fewer wires tc
strip and connectors to attach because of the extensive
use of prefab RJ-45 cables.
The rack room is in the engineering shop, and it

houses the expected audio codecs, computers and other
equipment, as well as the satellite uplink and downlink
equipment. The satellite dishes are mounted behind the
building. MRN Radio is currently using a temporary C -
band uplink from NPR Satellite Services until the network's
uplink license is granted by the FCC.

Backup power is provided by a 150kVa generator
The generator also supplies power to a 80kVa UPS
system that feeds the air studios, one audio edit suite

A major part of MRN's operation, Nextel Vision produces the
video entertainment for the screens at the race tracks. Josh
Lieberman is at the controls

one video edit suite and the rack room. Because of its
back-up power and location, the facility will also serve
as a back-up data center for International Speeaway
Corp. in Daytona. This will provide an off -site back-up
should the Daytona facility go off line.

The project followed a fcirly strict schedule, and it
went live on Oct. 2, 2007. The first show to originate
from the new facility was NASCAR Live. When all went
well with that show, it was decided to originate Sirius
Speedway from the new location on Oct. 3, but some
unexpected difficulties arose, so that day's program was
transferred bock to Daytona. The bugs were fixed, and
Sirius Speedway officially moved to Concord on Oct.
4. The Daytona facility was left in place for a week as
a back-up, but no problems arose.

Tips, tricks, hints and more

Remote rack mounting
with the new year comes the time to gear up for remote season. Rack mount-
ing equipment is convenient, but when it comes time to ship that rack the

mounting will not hold up well to shock and stress. On many of my remotes,
I need to mount gear originally intended for desk top use in a rack.
Many manufacturers make adapter kits, but many of them are of
poor design and often will not survive more than one trip. The photo
at right shows a desktop distribution amplifier that I mounted to
a Middle Atlantic 2RU rack shelf. What is different is the original

rubber feet on the amplifier (which
have through holes in them) act as
bushings (similar to the way a car's engine

is mounted). I have found this to be the only
way to mount these particular amplifiers. And

experience has found this method to outlast the
manufacturers accessory rack mount.

EV, AKG, Shure and most
other mic manufacturers maintain on-line parts lists.
Consult them if you run into mics you can't control.
You probably don't have the right parts.

this progress. Having personally witnessed the foray of nearfield monitoring into
the studio, the evolution of powered monitors brought a welcome quality to this
practice.

studios and control rooms to forgo main monitors.
Enter the new KRK Systems VXT series.

The series has three models, VXT4, VXT6 and
VXT8, each corresponding to their low frequency
driver sizes of 4, 6 and 8 inches. According to
KRK the curved design and improved structural
integrity are responsible for extending the low end
while decreasing the port turbulence.

The monitor input is a Neutrik combo connector
that accepts XLR, 1/4" TRS, and 1/4" TS connec-
tions. Customizing controls include a continuously
variable potentiometer for signal input (-30dB
attenuation to +6dB gain). A ground lift switch
is useful for those without grounding schemes or
custom made cabling. The Audio Mute feature

would be more appropriately named SleepMode.
According to the manual, the switch engages a
timing circuit that senses a lack of audio over a
period of time and then places the monitor's power
supply in an energy saving standby state.

The Clip Indicator/Limiter switch allows the user
to select one of three modes. In the left position,
the front LED illuminating red indicates potential
driver damage - no audio is affected. The right
position engages an actual circuit that limits the
audio and prevents possible damage. Varying
degrees of compression are indicated by the
intensity of the front panel LED illuminating green.
The middle position disengages the indicator and

limiting circuits completely. The limiting circuit is
not transparent enough for use in critical mixing
or mastering environments (though the indicator
only mode might prove useful). In contrast, the
limiting mode would be a great asset in use for
on -air control rooms where durability supersedes
minute mixing decisions.

The VXT6s and VXT8s also have two shelving
controls that the VXT4s do not. The HF adjustment
provides the ability to add or subtract 1dB above
2kHz. The LF adjustment is designed to compensate

So how do they sound? For this review,
I received a pair of VXT6 monitors. To my
ear, the monitors seem to be relatively flat,
although this may not be what you desire or
have become accustomed to. In my testing,

Another caveat when using these
monitors for tracking and mixing music
was headroom. In my control room the
nearfields are approximctely four feet
away from the listening position. At that
distance, the VXT6s delivered 86dB SPL
before clipping. While this is adequate
volume for listening to final product, both

at the default of whole. The most impres-
sive part of the new cabinet design is the
clarity of audio in the low-mids (100Hz to
800Hz). The reproduction in this range is
very good. The mids are smooth and the
overall imaging is well defined.

well as audibly clipped while
soloing individual drum tracks. If
you track without main monitors
and like to feel the music, the VXTs

may fall short. I would highly
recommend you check into the
VXT8s for this purpose as they
have a larger amplifier.

Finally, I used the VXTs during some network

production for the NFL. For this I engaged
the limiter function. Strangely, my dissatis-
faction with sung vocals wasn't prevalent
in voice-over work. Both male and female
voice-overs were smooth and distinct. The
VXTs were easy to listen to for long periods,
their output volume was more than enough
for production and the limiting function is
transparent enough to make the speakers
almost indestructible to roaue audio.

without feeling wooly. \Aillen listening
to pop and synth genre, I felt the high
frequency energy was somewhat diffused.
This seemed to be more than my unfamiliar-
ity to a new response curve. The overall
excitement of the mixes just seemed to be
more subdued on the VXTs. I also felt some
room ambience from Barenboim's Brahms
Symphony No. 3 was missing. Although
with classical recordings, the imaging of
the orchestra was notable.

Next, I substituted Pro Tools HD for the
CD player. The low -end clariy was again
immediately apparent. Kick drums and
percussion sounded tight and punchy. The
bass guitar was round and full of bottom
end. Personally I feel the acoustic piano
is one of the most demanding tests in pro -
audio. The transients in these raw tracks
have a way of subtly distorting microphones

and high frequency drivers. But the VXTs
seemed up to the task. For soloing vocals,
I wanted to reach for some EQ. These
tracks just felt lacking in air.

As with microphones, a monitor's sonic
beauty is best judged by the ear of the
beholder. For KRK groupies, these are a
home run. Their brand ancestry is definitely
audible. The company has retained the
good from their previous mid -level lines,
while improving other facets of their design.

Ihave been using Mackie consoles for years for everything from remotes to
live mixes and even an occasional production room mixer. The consoles
have always performed well for the price. The issues I have continually heard

about Mackie mixers is that the mic preamps were never all that great and the
EQ sections left a lot to be desired. Well, Mackie apparently heard the same
complaints and delivered big in both areas with the VIZ3 line of mixers.

Recently I had the chance to use a new Mackie 1642-VLZ3 for several remotes.
I was also able to test it in a more controlled studio environment. The first thing
I noticed is that the physical appearance is very similar to the older 1642 VLZ

Pro. It has solid steel construction so it can handle
the radio remote circuit without a problem. Similar
to the VIZ Pro it has eight channels of mono mic/
line input, two channels of mic/stereo line input
and two channels of stereo line input. It also has
three -band EQ with a sweepable mid frequency
on all the mic channels and a four -band EQ on
the stereo line channels.

Redesign
The big differences with the 1642-VLZ3 are the

mic preamps and the EQ sections on the console.
Mackie totally redesigned the mic preamps for

this line. The new XDR2 preamp
does not disappoint. It offers a ton
of headroom with no distortion. The
mic preamp sounds like a more
expensive external preamp that
you may have needed with older
Mackie consoles. The best thing I

can say about the XDR2 mic pre is
that it is quiet and adds no color to
inputs, even with hot levels.

The channel EQ has also under-
gone a change in the VLZ3 line. The
first eight mic channels have a three -

band active EQ set at 12kHz and
80Hz but has a sweepable mid EQ
that can be set at a peak anywhere

from 100Hz to 8kHz providing the exact sound
you are looking for. The remaining channels have
a four -band EQ with set frequencies on all bands.
Mackie claims it's designed to be "musically -cor-
rect" and it does seem to work well for line level
inputs; however, two of these channels will also
handle mic inputs and I did find the EQ used on
the first eight mic channels to work better for mic
inputs. That being said, Mackie has really made
improvements on the sound of all the EQs on this
console compared to earlier consoles.

The other thing I really liked abut this console
- and all Mackie consoles - is that they are built
tough. Mackie continues to use sealed pots in
the VLZ3 consoles, which helps when a soda
is dumped on the console. Mackie also has the
pots ride just above the chassis so if something is
dropped on the console the impact is absorbed
by the steel frame and not the circuit board. To
that end, even the internal circuit boards are set
on shock absorbers to help prevent damage.

As I said earlier, I used this console at a number
of remotes with no issues. It travels well, sets up
easily and allows for a number of configurations

needed for broadcasts. With
the four aux sends in addition
to the main and tape out, it is
easy to set up different feeds for

different needs. You can send
a different mix to a house PA or

ISDN unit or even use the aux
feeds for monitor feeds for a
live band mix without difficulty.
Mackie also allows for some
aux feeds to be used as a
pre -fader send, which works
great for a talkback channel
to the studio.

The mid EQ is slightly
different for the upper
input channels.
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In the studio

The console also easily fits into the studio en-
vironment. With the new, very clean sounding
mic preomps and the new, better -sounding EQ
sections, the 1642 VLZ-3 worked nicely in a pinch
as a console for an imaging studio. It has enough
direct bus outs to work with any DAW system for
multi -track recording.

Mackie even built-in a power supply that easily
switches between 110/120 and 240 for use any-
