Origins

Ever since the Gospel was first proclaimed over radio, on
January 2, 1921, on Pittsburgh’s pioneer station KDKA,
evangelical program producers have had to struggle for the
right to be heard. Although most of the early religious radio
programs were paid-time evangelical broadcasts, a move
was made by the Federal Council of Churches (now the Na-
tional Council of Churches) and the giant networks to refuse
payment in favor of granting sustaining—or free—time for
all religious programs.

In 1943 the National Association of Evangelicals form-
ed a committee to fight for the right of churches and
parachurch groups to continue to buy air time. This was the
birth of National Religious Broadcasters. In April 1944 a
group representing 50 broadcasters met in Columbus, Ohio,
todraw up a statement of faith and to begin work on a con-
stitution, bylaws and a code of ethics.

Growth
Since then the organization has grown to comprise about
1,450 religious broadcasters, all of whom subscribe to the
original purposes. With headquarters in Morristown, New
Jersey, National Religious Broadcasters now engages in far-
reaching activities that touch on nearly every facet of
religious broadcasting.

Functions/Services

Each February thousands of broadcasters gather in
Washington, D.C. for the annual NRB Convention, which
draws top name speakers such as Billy Graham, Jack
Hayford, Oswald Hoffmann, E. V. Hill, the late Francis
Schaeffer, Jerry Falwell, Pat Robertson, James Dobson,
and, usually, the President of the United States. The related
NRB Media Expo draws hundreds of exhibitors to share the
latest in technology and services with the broadcasters,
while a full range of workshops provides a means of shar-
ing the knowledge gained by experienced broadcasters.

National Religious Broadcasters maintains a full-time
publications department which, besides producing annually
the Directory of Religious Broadcasting, publishes a mon-
thly magazine, Religious Broadcasting, thathasacircula-
tion of over 10,000 copies. It is the only publication of its
kind providing news, information and feature articles to
keep its readers abreast of the latest developments in the
religious broadcasting field.

Among other services, National Religious Broadcasters
maintains a clearinghouse for personnel experienced in
broadcasting. For asmall fee, persons seeking employment
inreligious broadcasting may be included inthe NRB Em-
ployment Registry for up to one year. Members of National

Religious Broadcasters can have access to the employment
listings without charge, while non-members are charged a
fee for the service.

The most recent service offered NRB members is the
NRB Comprehensive Benefit Plan which allows members
to offer employees, at a far lower cost, extensive medical
and life insurance benefits.

As an association, National Religious Broadcasters pro-
vides a forum of fellowship and the sharing of information,
not only through its annual convention and its publications,
but also at regional chapter conventions, usually held each
autumn in various parts of the United States. Regional con-
ventions, like the national convention, provide speakers,
seminars and workshops for attendees, as well as oppor-
tunities for fellowship.

In 1988, NRB’s Board of Directors and membership ap-
proved the standards of accreditation for the Ethics and
Financial Integrity Commission (EFICOM). This new self-
regulatory commission is designed to insure the highest
possible standards in fund-raising and financial expen-
ditures in religious broadcasting.

Goals

Today National Religious Broadcasters carries on the ef-
fort to emsure that two goals are met: (1) that religious broad-
casters continue to have access to the-radio and television
airwaves, and (2) that broadcasters observe a high standard
of excellence in their programming to present the Gospel
clearly. It does this through an active, dedicated Board of
Directors elected from its membership, as well as through
a full-time professional staff at its headquarters in New
Jersey and through legal representation in Washington,
D.C. Bills before Congress and cases before the Federal
Communications Commission are under constant
surveillance through a relationship with government
agencies.

Research

In 1984 National Religious Broadcasters was one of the
major sponsors of the ‘‘Religion and Television’" report
prepared by the Annenberg School of Communications at
the University of Pennsylvania and by the Gallup Organiza-
tion of Princeton, New Jersey. That study, which re-
searched viewing habits of Americans who watch religious
television, determined that religious broadcasting is not in
competition with the local church, as had previously been
charged. Instead, the study showed that persons who watch
religious television tend to be more involved in and give
more financial support to the local church than those who
watch little or no religious television.

KEY EVENTS
IN RELIGIOUS BROADCASTING 1989

January

* The fonty-fifth annual convention of the National Religious Broad-
casters convened in Washington, D.C., beginning January 30. "Accountable to
God and Man -- 45 Years of Service and Integrity” served as the theme for the
convention which concluded on February 3. Among the featured NRB con-
vention speakers were: President Ronald Reagan, Vice President George
Bush, Pat Robertson, Jack Hayford, Robert Cook, Billy Graham, D. James
Kennedy, Paul Yonggi Cho, and Chuck Swindoll. Named to the NRB Hall of
Fame was Charles Stanley. Fifty-six new members became a part of NRB
during the convention.

* NRB executive director Ben Ammstrong appeared live via satellite on
the BBC throughout Great Britain January 12 in response to a BBC television
movie, The Vision, which portrayed religious satellite broadcasting as a
sinister plot with political overtones. Dr. Armstrong, while defending the right
of religious satellite broadcasting, contended that the movie revealed an un-
founded parancia on the part of the producers.

* On January 31, the first meeting of the Ethics and Financial Integrity
Commission (EFICOM) was held during the NRB Convention. Appointed as
commissioners were Marvin Beckman, David Clark, B. Sam Hart, Howard
Jones, John Mendler, Sam Moore, Jose Reyes, Carl Richardson, and chair-
man-elect Thomas F. Zimmerman.

* Darryl Seibold, NRB member and general manager of KCJH-FM in
Stockton, Calif., died in a light plane crash January 15 while retuming from a
business trip. The 33-year-old Seibold had been with KCJH-FM for nearly ten
years and was host of the daily Concepts For Living program. He left a wife
and three children.

February

* Jerry Rose, presidemt of WCFC-TV (Channel 38) in Chicago, suc-
ceeded Robert Cook as NRB president following the election of officers on
February 3 during the national convention in Washington, D.C. Others clected
to NRB's Executive Committee were first vice president David Clark, second
vice president Robert Ball, secretary Kay Arthur, treasurer Robert Straton,
plus members-at-large Al Sanders, Richard Bott Sr., E. Brandt Gustavson,
George Sweeting, and Dr. Cook.

* Near-unanimous approval of EFICOM was given by the voting mem-
bership of NRB during the national convention in Washington, D.C., on
February 3. Three-hundred-twenty-three out of a total 330 votes were cast in
favor of EFICOM.

* Former Intercollegiate Religious Broadcasters (IRB) chairman James
Owens served as an assistant to the producer for ABC Sports during the Cal-
gary Winter Olympics. Dr. Owens, who has worked on other ABC events
such as Monday Night Football and the Indianapolis 500, is a media specialist
and associate professor of communications at Asbury College in Wilmore, Ky.

* Far East Broadcasting Company (FEBC) announced plans to increase
the broadcast power of its South Korea programming from 50 kw to 100 kw.
The change was expected 1o take place by June and would benefit Christians
in the North as well as those in South Korea.

March

* NRB sponsored three workshops and a luncheon at the National As-
sociation of Evangelicals (NAE) convention in Orlando, Fla., March 8-10.
The third workshop, "Accountability in Religious Broadcasting,” drew heavy
media coverage, as did the luncheon which featured Jerry Falwell speaking on
the topic "Religious Broadcasting Addresses the Issues of *88."

* On March 24, the Executive Commitiee of NRB recommended that
the membership of Jimmy Swaggart Ministries be terminated in light of his
confessed moral misconduct, which was deemed "prejudicial to the interests
of the Association,” as stated in Article I Section 4(b) of the NRB Bylaws.

* Thomas C. Durfey, associate professor of telecommunications at Oral
Roberts University and a former NRB staff member, died March 17 while un-
dergoing minor heart surgery. The 52-year-old Durfey was survived by his
wife Ellen, who formerly owned radio station KTCR in Wagoner, Okla.

* LeSea Broadcasting dedicated the first full-power, full-time Christian
television station on the Hawaiian Islands in downtown Honolulu on March 7.

* Edward O. Temple Jr., former president of the Southeast Chapter of
NRB, suffered a fatal heart attack and died at his home in Lynchburg, Va., on
March 26. Temple, 56, served for many years as a chaplain at Lynchburg
General Hospital.

* David Otis Fuller, founder of the Which Bible Society and the
Children’s Bible Hour, died of an apparent heart attack. Dr. Fuller, 84, was an
NRB member and a co-founder of Grand Rapids Baptist College and Semi-
nary.

* Christian psychologist and broadcaster James Dobson, along with two
others, resigned from the National Panel on Teen Pregnancy Prevention in
protest of the panel's refusal to find ways to teach sexual abstinence to teens.

* NRB's Executive Committee approved 26 organizations for member-
ship status on March 25.

April

* According to a telephone survey conducted by the headquarters office
of NRB, James Dobson's Focus on the Family, heard on 744 stations
throughout the U.S., is the most-syndicated daily radio program among
religious broadcasters. The remaining top ten daily NRB radio programs in-
cluded, in order second through tenth: Thru The Bible, Insight For Living,
Back To The Bible, In Touch, Point Of View, Haven of Rest, Radio Bible
Class, Minirth-Meier Clinic, and Faith Seminar of the Air.

* Christian statesman and broadcaster Billy Graham and wife Ruth spent
April 13-27 in mainland China. Dr. Graham preached and visited various
churches, in addition to meeting various government leaders and college stu-
dents. The couple spent time touring Mrs. Graham's binthplace.

* World Wide Productions, Lid., assumed responsibility for the staff and
ministry of Trans World Radio’s Chinese Ministries Department on April 1.
The move would allow TWR the opportunity to continue reaching into many
other Asian countries. .

* For the first time, NRB sponsored a booth featuring its services during
the media exposition at the National Association of Broadcasters convention
in Las Vegas, Nev., April 9-12.

* NRB president Jerry Rose was among the scheduled speakers at the
Washington for Jesus rally which attracted tens of thousands to the Mall in the
nation’s capital on April 29.

* Retiring Church of the Foursquare Gospel president Rolf K. Mc-
Pherson was honored during a luncheon in Los Angeles, Calif., on April 29
for his 44 years of service to his denomination and religious broadcasting. At
the luncheon, NRB executive committee member Al Sanders commended Dr.
McPherson for his years of leadership at pioneer Christian station KFSG-FM.

May

* The Lutheran Hour, produced by the Lutheran Laymen’s League in St.
Louis, Mo., is the highest-syndicated weekly religious radio program in the
U.S. according to a survey conducted by the offices of NRB. Hosted by Os-
wald Hoffmann and Wallace Schultz, the Lutheran Hour has been on the air
for over 50 years and can be heard on 645 NRB-member stations. Rounding
out the top ten in the survey were, from second through tenth: Hour of
Decision, Children's Bible Hour, Revivaltime, Baptist Hour, Focus Weekend,
Unshackled!, Radio Bible Class, Moody Presents, and Questions and
Answers.

* Pat Robertson retumed to the Christian Broadcasting Network after
formally suspending his campaign for the Republican presidential nomination
on May 17. Dr. Robertson also announced that he had filed for incorporation
of a new political action commitee.

* David Clark, first vice president of NRB, resigned May 20 as trustee of
PTL. He recommended that all of PTL's assets be sold and the ministry lease
facilities from the new owners.

* Marsh Broadcasting officially acquired six AM radio stations from
Universal Broadcasting on May 13. The transaction, valued in excess of $11
million, is the largest group purchase of religious formatted stations on record.
FCC approval of the sale was received April 20.

* Jack Van Impe celebrated his fortieth anniversary in the ministry. He
has won three Angel Awards for his work in religious media.

* NRB-member radio station KQCV served as the driving force behind
the National Day of Prayer ceremony held on the steps of the capitol in Ok-
lahoma City, Okla. Station manager Robin Jones coordinated the service,
which was attended by the largest crowd ever for the event in Oklahoma.

* Mel Johnson, host of the daily Action and Young World radio
programs, marked his thiny-fifth anniversary in youth broadcasting on May
20.

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June

* Clyde W. Taylor, onc of NRB’s founders in 1943, passed away at the
age of 83 at his home in Amold, Md., on June 3. In Christian circles, Dr.
Taylor was known as "Mr. NAE" for his 40-plus years of service to the Na-
tional Association of Evangelicals and its subsidiary organizations. A one-
time missionary to Peru, Dr. Taylor was a former general director of NAE and
also contributed to the founding of the World Relief Corporation and National
Religious Broadcasters.

* More than an estimated three million dollars in damage was done by
fire 1o the LeSea Broadcasting facility in South Bend, Ind., on June 12.
Moving to makeshift quarters at the Christian Center Cathedral of Praise,
LeSea’s WHME-TV was back on the air seven hours after the blaze. The
damaged broadcasting facility was expected to be rebuilt by the end of the
year.

* Philippine president Corazon C. Aquino proclaimed the first week of
June would annually be recognized as "National Gospel Broadcast Week” in
her country. The proclamation coincided with the fortieth anniversary of Far
East Broadcasting Company's first station, DZAS, which went on the air in
Manila on June 4, 1948.

* Rate proceedings were instituted June 30 in Federal Court with
ASCAP by NRB's Music License Committee (NRB/MLC). The action was
taken on behalf of radio broadcasters who play a limited amount and selective
portions of the ASCAP-controlled music repertory. The action followed near-
ly five years of negotiations between NRB/MLC and ASCAP, during which
the latter refused to allow special licensing for stations who play only a
selected amount of ASCAP material.

* Trans World Radio dedicated a 500,000-watt AM transmitter at its
facility on the island of Bonaire in the Netherlands Antilles June 22.

July

* The Southwest Chapter of NRB held its regional convention in Dallas,
Texas, from July 20-22. More than 100 delegates attended the convention,
whose theme was "Equipping the Saints for Better Service in the Great South-
west.” Featured speakers included Malcolm Smith, Marlin Maddoux, Jerry
Rose, Frank Minirth, Paul Meier, and Hal Lindsey.

* Two missions organizations with radio outreaches, SIM International
and Intemational Christian Fellowship (ICF), announced a scheduled merger
for January 1, 1989. SIM’s radio broadcasts originate from Kenya, while the
ICF radio ministry is based in India.

* More than 10,000 broadcasters, publishers, and retailers attended the
thirty-ninth annual Christian Booksellers Association (CBA) intemnational
convention in Dallas, Texas, from July 16-21. NRB, taking part in CBA for
the second year, had an exhibit featuring its services and annual convention.

August

* NRB-member stations KTBN-TV and KKLA-FM joined forces with
KBRT-AM and concemed individuals to protest the scheduled release of
Universal MCA's “The Last Temptation of Christ” during an organized rally
that drew a crowd of more than 25,000 10 the studio on August 11. Christian
leaders involved in the protest included NRB board member Bill Bright, Don
Stewart, Donald Wildmon, and Rosie Greer. NRB member and rally par-
ticipant Frank Eiklor exited a private screening of the film "beyond rage at the
vulgar portrayal of Jesus Christ.”

* The Caribbean Chapter of NRB held its second annual convention in
San Juan, Puerto Rico, from August 17-20. Featured speakers were NRB
president Jerry Rose and Bishop Samuel Green of the Church of God in
Christ.

* The Heaven and Home Hour, founded in 1933 by Clarence Erickson,
celebrated 55 years of seven-day-a-week broadcasts. The current speaker and
president is James M. Christensen.

September

* The Westemn Chapter of NRB held its regional convention in Los An-
geles, Calif., from September 18-20. Special speakers at the convention, the
largest of NRB's regional meetings, were Jerry Rose, David Clark, Larry
Burkett, Jack Hayford, and Ken Wells. A feature of the convention was a first-
ever public question and answer forum with NRB's executive committee.

* NRB's Southeastern Chapter featured outstanding speakers like John
Ankerberg, Richard Lee, and Michael Guido during its regional convention in
Aulanta, Ga., from September 21-23.

* Jerry Rose, NRB president, and Kay Arthur, NRB secretary, were the
headline speakers at the Southcentral Chapter’s regional convention on Sep-
tember 29 & 30 in Memphis, Tenn.

* The NRB Executive Committee approved the applications of 36 new
members at its board meeting in Los Angeles.

* VISION TV, Canada’s Faith Network, was launched as that country’s
first national religious television network. Unaffiliated with any religious net-
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work in the U.S., VISION TV allows Canadian religious groups and broad-
casters the previously denied opportunity of access to prime time.

October

* An historic agreement was reached between NRB and the Evangelical
Council for Financial Accountability (ECFA) to administer the newly
developed Ethics and Financial Integrity Commission (EFICOM). Arthur Bor-
den, ECFA president, was appointed administrator of EFICOM, which was
produced through nearly two years of concentrated effort by a special NRB
subcommittee. Each NRB 501(c)(3) member was given three months, begin-
ning November 15, 1988, to submit its application to the commission.

* NRB member Charles Swindoll received the Religious Heritage of
America's Clergyman of the Year award during the group’s thirty-eighth an-
nual national awards program. Beverly LaHaye, another NRB member, was
named as Churchwoman of the Year during the same ceremony on October 10
in Garden Grove, Calif.

* Billy Graham was the featured speaker at the Youth For Christ (YFC)
"Celebration of Hope" reunion in Chicago from October 20- 23. Dr. Graham,
the first full-ime employee of YFC, preached during a Saturday rally at the
historic Moody Church in downtown Chicago. Other special guests included
YFC's first president Torrey Johnson, Cliff Barrows, George Beverly Shea,
Ted Engstrom, Paul Freed, Warren Wiersbe, and former NRB president
Robert Cook.

* Radio station HCJB in Ecuador announced the addition of three new
languages, Rumanian, Greek, and Macedonian, to its broadcasting lineup. The
addition brought to 15 the number of languages in which HCJB broadcasts the
Gospel worldwide via radio.

* St. Charles, 111, in suburban Chicago, served as the site for the regional
convention of NRB's Midwestern Chapter from October 12-14. Speakers
were David Mains, Joe Stowell, Jay Kesler, and Erwin Lutzer.

* The first national Christian radio station in Japan celebrated its first
year on the air October 27. The station, known as "Friendship Radio,” broad-
casts 24 hours a day.

* The new Bible Conference Center in Sandy Cove, Md., was the locale
of the October 29 & 30 regional convention for the NRB’s Eastemn Chapter.
Clinton Uuerbach, Dave Virkler, Alex Leonovich, and Dave Bailey were the

special speakers.

November

* Christian Communication LTD and Far East Broadcasting Company
created a new association to share in the effort of evangelizing China. The
new Far East Christian Communications Association would produce Gospel
broadcasting programs for the one billion people of China, in addition to
producing literature and tapes for Christian growth and offering assistance to
other ministries that assist the Chinese church.

* The Christian Broadcasting System began airing a daily program of
the Bible being read at dictation speed for listeners in North Korea and China.

* Mosaic, a video magazine-format program, was scheduled for release
by the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America. The half-hour program,
modeled after network news magazines such as 20/20, was intended to help
shape the identity of the newly merged denomination.

* Charles Leaming, speaker on the Faith Gospel Broadcast in St.
Petersburg, Fla., died suddenly of a heart attack on November 7. Dr. Leaming,
a charter member and founder of NRB, served on the organization’s senior
board until his untimely death.

December

* Oswald CJ. Hoffmann, co-host of the Lutheran Hour, retired
Christmas Day with a broadcast from mainland China. A broadcasting veteran
of several decades, Dr. Hoffmann, 75, was featured on the Lutheran Hour for
33 years. The Lutheran Hour is the most syndicated weekly religious program
on radio in the U.S. (see above -- May).

* Dr. D. James Kennedy's 30-minute Christian radio program, "Truths
That Transform,” was added to the American Forces Radio and Television
Service (AFRTS). AFRTS distributes radio programming to more than 1.4
million U.S. military personnel and their families via 88 land-based stations,
170 relay stations, 425 ships at sea, and all U.S. embassies worldwide.

* An open house was held December 1 at the new headquarters of NRB
in the Morristown, N..J. suburb of Parsippany. Among those in attendance
were NRB president Jerry Rose, NRB Finance Committee chairman Thomas
Zimmerman, NRB treasurer Robent Straton, plus NRB Executive Committee
members Brandt Gustavson and Al Sanders. Approximately 30 persons com-
prise the headquarters staff.
