Westcott On Stern's Case Again 
ongtime Howard Stem nemesis Al Westcott is at it again 

the Las Vegas resident has filed yet another detail- 
ed indecency complaint with the FCC. This action - 

which names 17 Stern affiliates, Infinity Broadcasting, Mel Kar- 

mazin, Infinity's board of directors, and the entire Stern on -air 

team - cites numerous cases where Stern and company al- 
legedly used some of the infamous "seven dirty words" While 
he acknowledges that the most offensive words are virtually al- 

ways bleeped, Westcott contends that their use in any form dem- 
onstrates Stern's contempt for the FCC's indecency rules. 

The October 1 complaint is at least the fourth anti -Stern 
filing Westcott has made since early June - all of which are 
awaiting action by the Commission. Westcott has a pretty good 
track record with the agency - two complaints he made last 
year have generated indecency fines totaling nearly $1.2 million 
against stations that carry Stern. 

Stern Signs His `Private Parts' For 10,000 Fans 
Acrowd of more than 10,000 jammed NYC's corner of 5th Ave. and 48th St., where Howard 
Stern was signing copies of his book, "Private Parts' at the Barnes & Noble book- 
store last week. Spanning five city blocks, the line of autograph- seekers - many of 

whom camped out overnight - snarled traffic through Midtown. Fans even carried signs and 
chanted slogans denouncing the FCC. Stern's entire staff and family were present - including 
wife Alison, who sat by his side and proudly displayed his work.

Tough Times 
Morris said Arbitron's bitter 

rivalry with Nielsen, along with 
the sour economy, stripped Ar- 
bitron of about 40% of its TV 
subscribers. Those that remain- 
ed, he said, were paying rates 

that didn't ever cover the bottom 
line. 

But the company isn't giving 
up on TV completely. It will dis- 
tribute a modified diary to TV 
viewers that will not only cap- 
ture their broad viewing habits, 
but also their consumer spend- 
ing behaviors and habits. The 
resulting data, however, will not 
resemble the overnight or quar- 
terly information familiar to 
those in the trade.

Capitol Hill Summit For Performance Royalties 
NAB President Eddie Fritts, noting that broadcasters 

already pay over $300 million annually to ASCAP and BMI, 

argued that there's no reason to change the longstanding 

relationship between radio stations and record companies - the record companies get free promotion from airplay 

and stations get free use of the recordings. 
"No one can seriously believe that radio stations 

transmitting digitally will lead to massive taping of music 

off -air or have any negative effect on the sales of CDs 

and cassettes; said Fritts. NAB insists that any perfor- 
mance royalty should only apply to subscription music 

services, which are designed for home taping. 
Although there was no meeting of the minds at the 

first session, Hughes plans future sessions to work on 

a compromise. 

House Intellectual Property Subcom- 
mittee Chairman William Hughes (D- 

NJ) called radio and record industry 
leaders to Capitol Hill (10/14) in an effort to re- 

solve differences over his performance royal- 

ty legislation.

RIAA is happy with the bill to collect royalties on 

digital transmissions of music (including DAB) just as it 

is written.

SALES at MARKETING 
Improving Your Spot Pricing Standards 

Want to try something different? Write down how 
you price your commercials. Has the way you 
price your spots changed or improved over the last 

year? Over the last three, five, or IO years? When was the 
last time your commercial pricing method was challenged? 

The way we price our commer- 
cials affects owners, sales manag- 
ers. salespeople, and customers. 
Theretore, it's important to possess 
a standard to arrive at t'air and 
reasonable prices for commercial 
inventory. 

Better Performance 
Establishing and improving any 

standard - including the way we 
price our spots - produces better 
performance. Stations will generate 
more sales proposals and convert 
more of these proposals into actual 
orders. 

To establish a pricing standard or 
improve one that already exists, 
there must be a willingness to ad- 
vance. Many broadcasting profes- 
sionals have years of experience in 
sales management. Ifs difficult for 
them to admit a pricing standard is 
necessary or a pricing process im- 
provement is desired. 

However. these professionals 
who rely on intuition should 
remember that a mind aided with 
standards. processes. and applica- 
tions can assess more information 
at one time than an unaided mind. 

Reliance on intuition works just 
tine if your strategy is to price in- 
ventory by the moment. avail. or 
cost- per -point (CPP): it's speedy 
and requires little eftort. But it 
doesn't work well for the long term - and solutions that don't work can 
become problems themselves. 

Long Term Effects 
Although it's costly. people still 

focus on short-term results: the 
conquest of an avail. getting that 
order. or meeting that CPP. With 
such concern for immediate profits 
and results. some people are reluc- 
tant to spend time to establish or

improve pricing standards. Over the 
long term. they may tail to be com- 
petitive. 

Granted, most broadcast industry 
professionals perceive delays in 
adopting new standards, proce- 
dures. and technologies as costly. 
They should remember, however. 
that delays in adopting pricing stan- 
dards for their commercial inven- 
tory are no less harmful. 

Progress is difficult for broadcast 
managers who continue to do things 
the same way - improvement can't 
occur where standards don't exist. 

However. those who set and im- 
prove inventory pricing standards 
not only can make pricing advance- 
ments. but also can identify pricing 
problems before they occur. 

These managers understand the 
importance of standards and will 
use discipline to maintain them. 
This often means resisting the 
temptation to give in to the latest 
CPP demands front an agency, na- 
tional rep, or salesperson. even 
though its fast and effortless - 
these managers know the conse- 
quences of such actions are just too 
great.

Proactive Process 
The pricing -by- standards process 

embraces proactive, strategic, long- 
term, and demand- driven concepts 
rather than reactionary, tactical. 
short -term, and avail- driven ones. 

Here are tour pricing standards 
to help stations generate more sales 
proposals and convert more of those 
proposals into actual orders: 

I. Establish multiple rate 
classes. Customers and advertisers 
value a station's programming dif- 
ferently. Buyers. for example. deter- 
mine value on how different your 
programming and product are from 
others. 

The more rate classes a station 
has identified (i.e., local retail, 
local ad agency. annual. political, 
and national advertiser), the more 
likely it will be able to recognize the 
different price sensitivities of its 
customers. 

Establishing customer rate clas- 
ses based on different buyer percep- 
tions (and their corresponding price 
sensitivities) is not only proactive. 
but also an integral part of the 
pricing -by- standards process. 

2. Attach terms and conditions 
of sale to each rate class. These 
often are just as important to cus- 
tomers as the actual price. They 
enable customers to segment them- 
selves based upon their needs and 
ability to pay. Terms and conditions 
include: 

Expiration elates: Every price 
quote should list the date the offer 
expires. Avoid "evergreen" expira- 
tion dates. 

Cancellation /RI/a/ule charges: 
Some rate classes attach a noncan - 
cellable condition to the schedule. 
Others allow changes, but advance 
notice is required and /or a small 
service fee is charged for schedule 
modifications. 

Collection requirements: Each 
rate class should have a payment ex- 

REV PAD' REVIEW 

How To Measure Your Pricing Success 
Determine the efficiency of your pricing -by -stan- 
dards program by calculating the "REV PAD" 
(Revenue Per Available Ad). 

The REV PAD combines two traditional measures used in broad- 
cast operational analysis: sellout and average rate. Sellout increases 
if demand is stimulated by lower rates; higher rates discourage sellout. 
The productive balance between these diametrically opposed measures 
is evaluated by the REV PAD. 

To calculate the REV PAD, divide the station's total revenue for 
a given period by the total available ads for sale during the same period. 
Note: Bonus ads should be included in the number of available ads 
since they're controllable; ads missed owing to technical difficulties 
should be deducted. 

Now, compare your results with your projected target to deter- 
mine the effectiveness your pricing decisions. Here's a REV PAD 
example:

or all of the schedule in advance of 
broadcast.

3. Set different pricing levels by 
month. A station's pricing will rise 
and fall owing to remaining capaci- 
ty. More important. however, are 
the starting points for rates by 
month, week, or day. This accounts 
for the seasonality of demand and 
is an excellent example of the stra- 
tegic nature of the pricing -by- 
standards process. 

4. Dedicate time each week to 
the pricing process. Establish a 

pricing team made up of those in- 
dividuals who are responsible for 
pricing and inventory management 
decisions. This team should meet 
weekly to discuss: 

Market trends and current market 
revenue information for this year 
and the last two years 
Pending business reports and 
comparisons with like seasons 
Lost business reports 

Remaining capacity levels and 
availabilities by rate class 

Applications that help evaluate 
the above data and produce a 

price torecast by rate class.

THE COMPETITIVE EGGE 

Generation X: The Truth Behind The Baby Busters 
It's time to set the record straight about the Baby Boom, 

Baby Bust, and the non- existence of Generation X: There 
may be millions of Americans younger than baby boomers, 
but that doesn't make them a generation. 

It you're targeting the younger 
generation, here's information to 
keep your focus and make sure you 
don't run into the same set of prob- 
lems created by the last media dar- 
ling, the Yuppies (a group repre- 
senting less than 4% of the popu- 
lation that received 80% of the pop- 
ulation's attention - often with 
disastrous programming and mar- 
keting consequences). 

The latest media darling - Gen- 
eration X - is a product of the ag- 
ing baby boom. After 30 years of 
nonstop media and marketing atten- 
tion, baby boomers have become 
"boring" to the younger generation 
and journalists who don't want to 
write about middle age. 

The Birth Of X 

Demographers say there are be- 
tween 65 million and 77 million 
baby boomers, often defined as the 
generation born between 1946 and 
1966. Stricter definitions outline 
boomers as a group that started 
when annual births exceeded 4 mil- 
lion a year and ended when annual 
births dropped below that mark. 

Soon after the boom ended, an- 
nual birth totals were so low, dem- 
ographers began to refer to the event 
as a "Baby Bust." No one disagrees 
on the size of the bust: 41 million 
Americans born between 1965 and 
1976, placing busters between 17 

and 28 today. 

As the first boomers turned 40, 
advertisers and marketers realized 
there were significant differences 
between these aging boomers and 
a younger consumer group who

(surprise!) acted like younger peo- 
ple. Many enjoyed newer music 
(but more liked Classic Rock); they 
were staying at home until their ear- 
ly 20s and buying different styles 
of clothing than boomers. After 30 
years of thinking about the Baby 
Boom as The Big Generation, a ten- 
dency arose to label groups separ- 
ated by 15 years of age from each 
other as generations. 

Boomers 
Status substituters 

Comfortable

By the late '80s, the first attempt 
to label the group following the 
Baby Boom as a "generation" took 
place. Canadian public -opinion 
pollster Allan Gregg gave a speech 
on the Baby Bust and borrowed his 
title from Billy Idol's former band, 
Generation X. Gregg described 
how his definitions of the generation 
originated: "Mostly it was anec- 
dotal and visceral ideas about what 
these younger people were all about ... angry, alienated, and shut out. 
By the time we got solid research 
in the field and found out that the 
anecdotal stuff was a 'crock; the 
Generation X myth was catching 
fire. Everyone was talking about 
this angry, alienated generation, 
and it was mostly untrue." 

Canadian cartoonist /author Doug 
Copeland kept the myth alive. He 
borrowed Gregg's Generation X 
term and created a comic strip for 
Vista, a monthly business maga- 
zine, wherein he honed his vision 
of a generation of people who were 
angry at boomers, trapped in dead - 
end jobs, and smarter than their 
bosses. Copeland left Vista to write 
a novel based on his comic strip 
( "Generation X: Tales Of An Ac- 
celerated Culture "). 

Copeland was a great phrase - 
maker, creating such insightful, de- 
scriptive terms as "McJob." Later, 
these phrases were picked up by 
mainstream publications such as 

Business Week and Time, which 
never bothered checking the facts as 

they rushed to portray this Genera- 
tion X. 

However, those who fall into the 
Generation X age cell don't think 
of themselves as a generation the 
way boomers did. They're not a sin- 
gle market by any stretch of the 
imagination, despite the tendency to 
portray them that way. 

Media Mousetrap 

Madison Avenue and the media - radio and record people includ- 
ed - constantly look for simple an- 
swers to difficult problems; it's the 

best way to cut through media clut- 
ter. Unfortunately, it sets off a type 
of thinking that leads to a percep- 

tual mousetrap built around the tbl- 
lowing factors: 

People are in a hurry. They're 
eager to digest enormous amounts 
of intbrmation using simplified 
catch- phrases so that they won't 
seem out of touch. 

TV is most effective, using sim- 
ple, stereotypical ideas and phrases. 
In fact, print publications increas- 
ingly borrow their formats from 
TV, using simple pictures and short 
articles to explain events. 

People generally use media to re- 
inforce the way they feel rather than 
seek a full picture of a situation. For 
example, if people are angry, they'll 
look for something that plays to 
their emotions and offers a target 
for their frustration. Rush Lim - 
baugh and Ross Perot are brilliant 
at understanding and exploiting 
this. 

This mousetrap can catch us 
when we rush to understand some- 
thing we haven't noticed much be- 
fore. That's why books like "Mega - 
trends" have sold so well, even 
though many of the trends have 
turned out to be nothing more than 
yesterday's news. 

Targeting The Segment 

Many books have been written on 
Generation X: 

William Dunn's "The Baby 
Bust: A Generation Comes Of Age" 
tries to set the record straight. Dunn 
says, "If I were a baby buster, I'd 
call up the local branch of the 
ACLU and file a class- action suit,

alleging slander against a worthy 
generation. At the very least, I'd 
cancel my subscriptions to the var- 
ious publications defaming 44 mil- 
lion individuals and consumers." 

Alex DeMers joined the chorus 
against a wholesale rush into Gen- 
eration X with "Generation Why ?" 

But almost no one has noted that 
baby busters don't share the same 
generational characteristics as baby 
boomers - making it impossible to 
target them as a generation. 

In my book "The Baby Boom: 
Making Sense of Our Generation at 
40." 1 note the following facts about 
the Baby Boom and Baby Bust 
generations: 

Baby boomers are highly exper- 
imental and comfortable with 
choice. 

Boomers leave big shoes to fill. 

They're "status substituters" - 
they'll keep a car five years, but in- 
stall a $1000 stereo. Lately, they've 
substituted quantity of life for quali-

ty, demanding cleaner air, health- 
care reform, and better workplaces. 

Although they've been called the 
"Beatles Generation," 30% held a 

negative view of the band. 

They experimented with sex and 
drugs. 

They were united by radio - 
songs were the newspapers of their 
time, telling them about life, love, 
and war. They watched the same 
TV shows because there often were 
only two or three available 
channels. 

They responded positively when 
the Who wrote "My Generation." 
The majority thought it spoke for 
them. 

Busters share the first two 
Boomer traits named above, al- 
though busters are less secure about 
status, usually making sure brand 
names are placed for others to see. 

However, busters differ from 
boomers in the following areas: 

Although they're sexually active, 
they're more afraid of sexually 
transmitted diseases. Their drug of 

choice is alcohol, but they experi- 
ment extensively with other drugs. 

They don't think radio speaks for 
or unites them. They watch cable 
TV, and only a few shows reach a 

significant portion of them at one 
time. 

They grew up with two working 
parents, making them seek "fam- 
ilies" by association (i.e., wearing 
"team" baseball hats). 

A cover version of "My Genera- 
tion" was a stiff. 

If you're serious about targeting 
the Baby Bust, it's important to do 
segmentation analysis research to 
determine which part of this group 
you're going after. One technique 
is Audience Mapping. It's especial- 
ly important if you're looking at 
busters' musical tastes. 

You can reach them by creating 
families (i.e., TV's "The Simp- 
sons" and "Roseanne") and re- 
specting their intelligence, their 
ability to choose, and their need for 
universally recognized status.

they would be damaged by his 
material. 

The $500.000 fine - $125,000 
each against WXRK /New York, 
WYSP /Philadelphia, WJFK -FM/ 
Washington and WJFK (AM)/ 
Baltimore - was issued in August 
and prompted by a complaint from 
Las Vegas resident Al Westcott. 
His filing also resulted in a $73.750 
penalty for Stern affiliate KFBI/

"We aren't walking away from 
television forever. Inevitably, the 
electronic media are going to come 
closer together, and ... we're go- 
ing to have to maintain a broad 
presence in the market," Morris 
stated. "We're going to be redirect- 
ing a lot of our resources into areas 
we think are better aligned in many 
ways with what our customers have 
been asking for. One of the impor- 
tant areas is qualitative, adding 
that dimension of who buys what, 
where they shop. etc. to our total 
service." 

Morris said results of the TV- 
based qualitative data can eventu- 
ally be cross- referenced with radio 
listening data in smaller markets 
(ranked 56 and below) and sold to 
radio subscribers. Arbitron is test- 
ing the concept in Montgomery, 
AL; Colorado Springs; Peoria, IL; 
Ft. Wayne, IN; and Erie. PA, Cli- 
ents in larger markets will continue 
to be directed to the Scarborough 
data, which is owned by VNU but 
marketed by Arbitron. 

Still unresolved, however, is Ar- 
bitron's 70% sample increase pro- 
posal. VP /Radio Station Sales & 
Marketing Jay Guyther said 37% 
of subscribers have agreed in 
writing to pay modest rate increases 
in return for the additional sample, 
while another 15% have promised 
to return signed contract addenda 
this week. 

But Guyther and Morris stress- 
ed that the combined 52% support 
rate is still far below the level they 
need to order additional sample for 
the Winter '94 survey. If such sup- 
port is not forthcoming by the end 
of this week, the increase will be 
tabled until the Spring sweep.

R &R: Evaetly how has Z100's 
presentation and on -air attitude 

SK: For many PDs. Z100 was the 
template for CHR in the '80s. How- 
ever. its signature "in- your -face, 
Barnum & Bailey. Disneyland. 
Superman." big -voice. godlike 
presentation went away just like the 

'80s. We've adopted a "less -form, 
more -substance" approach. We 

boiled 2100 down to the very 
essence of what we were trying to

'90s lifestyle - including the con- 
versation and content. 

In the last several years CHR has 

repelled listeners to other stations 
because 2100 and stations like it 
were so polarized. For relief they 
went to the "lite rock. less -talk. best

In New York. adult stations 
like WPLJ and WLTW are shifting 
gears because they're not designed 
to attract a younger audience.

Or where Blind Melon 
is touring? For lack of a better term, 
2100 is a pop Generation X station 
that has redefined modern pop mu- 

sic in New York. 
R &R: So s'ou're not buying into 

a fife/, rotu're buying into a trend? 
SK: No. We've established a 

trend. Aerosmith's "Cryin' " is a 

record you won't hear anywhere 
else in New York. At least 50% of 
the ZIOO's curtvnt music can't be 

heard anywhere else. and we let 
people know that. It's like owning 
the only McDonald's in the city. 
We're just applying basic CHR me- 
chanics instead of AOR tòrmatics. 
Our rotations at as tight as they've 
ever been and in some instances 
tighter depending on available 
music.

Reinventing 2100 For The '90s 
R &R: In terms of marketing and 

promotion - what does /doesn't 
work? 

SK: Hype isn't working if there's 
no steak with that sizzle. Self - 
indulgent promotions that are over - 
hyped and overproduced are 
history. When we did our 10th an- 
niversary party [in July], we were 
more sensitive about the artists and 
where the funds would go. We 
avoided big corporate charities in 
favor of caring organizations such 
as Habitat For Humanity. We want- 
ed to make sure the money went to 
local areas. That concert also 
helped us redefine and reposition 
Z100. We grabbed acts such as Bon 
Jovi, Duran Duran, 10,000 Mani- 
acs, Terence Trent D'Arby, and the 
Proclaimers. 

We have a very focused, targeted, 
music- driven, TV commercial 
that's an example of the music we 
play and the attitude we present on 
the radio. The Spin Doctors are our 
spokesmen and it's a very '90s- 
looking production featuring music 
from the Spin Doctors, U2, Rod 
Stewart, Mariah Carey, and 
R.E.M. 

Z -Jays On Parade 
R &R: /f you've done this well 

without the morning show of your 
dreams, what do you think will hap- 
pen when you do put that together? 

SK: It'll be the finishing touch. 
But ZIOO's format is not as morn- 
ing show- dependent as in the past. 
Ross Brittain has done an ad- 
mirable job of putting the show 

m 
We found out Z100 
was still a great 

name for the station - we just had to 
live up to our 

audience's 
expectations. 

together; by design, the station is 
outperforming mornings. Once 
mornings is on track and it's out- 
performing the station - which in 
time it will - the results will be 
amazing. 

I have a wonderfully talented air - 
staff including Ross, Human New- 
man [middays], Elvis Duran 
[afternoons], Chio The Hitman 
[nights], Patty Steele [entertain- 
ment reporter], and Kid Kelly 
[overnighter]. Not only do the peo- 
ple love the music, but they're ac- 
tually listening to what my people 
say and do between the records. 

R &R: At the time (tithe sale, ru- 
mors abounded that Shamrock was 
going to sell Z /00- Is there any truth 
to those rumors? 

SK: Shamrock is elated. The 
assimilation process is ongoing. But 
they're wonderful, supportive peo- 
ple who have allowed Z100 to be to-

tally autonomous. They want to 
know where we're going, why we're 
going there, and how we're getting 
there. But above and beyond that, 
they left the department heads to 
run Z100. 

Through motivation and support 
from GM Alan Goodman, Mal - 
rite, and then Shamrock. I was en- 
couraged to get outside of the box, 
to become a visionary again, and 
try things most people might not 
have the support system or confi- 
dence to attempt. If that sounds like 
consultant- speak, it's not. [You 
shouldn't] be afraid to reinvent 
yourself. It's an exercise we should 
all go through. 

R &R: Can this new 
CHR concept work 
markets? 

SK: Depending on the market 
and the competitive factors . . . 

we're laying tracks for CHR's fu- 
ture. We're applying a lot of un- 
conventional strategies to a station 
that was going through the same 
trials and tribulations as other 

streetwise 
in other 

CHR& around the country - but in 
a market that everyone said was 
very rhythmic, urban, with com- 
plicated ethnicity. We saw this op- 
portunity, put our blinders on, and 
moved forward. It's working here; 
hits are hits. I'm convinced that if 
Soul Asylum, Gin Blossoms and 
4 Non Blondes can work in New 
York, they can work anywhere. 

R &R: If you'd made these 
changes earlier, would the effect 
have been the same? 

SK: The market was ready, as 
was the available music. This spe- 
cific genre of music has always been 
here but was lying dormant. 
R.E.M:s "Losing My Religion," 
U2, Red Hot Chili Peppers, and 
Toad The Wet Sprocket were con- 
sidered bridge or balance records, 
but have been some of the biggest - 
selling, best -testing records in 
years. Because they didn't fall into 
the conventional mindset of pro- 
grammers and record labels, we 
shied away from them.

'94 Budget Planning In High Gear 
Autumn's falling leaves signify more than just cooler 

weather. It's also time for stations to make their financial plans 
for the coming year. 

KIOZ /San Diego GM Steve 
Jacobs discusses where to start 
when formulating next year's bud - 
get. "At an established station. 
study your historical information. 
then make your decisions for next 

year. The biggest line item in any 

budget is personnel. which clearly 
accounts for 55 % -60% of all ex- 
penses. Many stations have been 

cutting hack people over the past 
several years and trimming down to 
the bone. Most AORs have been op- 
erating at a reduced level in terns 
of expenditures for the past two 
years. if not more. 

"Initially, we give the department 
heads information from the previ- 
ous years so they know what ex- 
penses to plan for. We allow them 
to build their ideal situations. Then 
we meet and talk about why certain 
things are needed and what they 
hope to accomplish with them. We 

eliminate anything that doesn't have 

a specific purpose or objective." 

Realistic Goals 

Jacobs reminds you to set realis- 
tic goals for your department. 

Most people who've been budget- 
ing for any period of time know that 

the figure from last year is going to 

he the benchmark for next year. if 
you're looking for a 15 % -20% in- 
crease in your programming bud- 

get. it's probably not going to 

happen - at least not in this econ- 
omy. When the economy reaches 

the point that it has in Southern 

California, you have to be awfully 
careful about how you spend your 
money. 

"We're always looking for ways 

to trim expenses. And with such a 

high percentage of expenses in peo- 

ple. there are now new things loom- 
ing on the horizon to consider. like 
health care. From what I'm seeing, 

it looks like businesses are going to 

m

® 
have to pay an increased premium 
for health care. so that's going to 

kick the expense side of the ledger 
up. It can only come from one place - the bottom line. which most 

broadcasters are already having 
nightmares about. 

"The last figure I saw showed 

more than 55% of all radio stations 
in the U.S. were losing money. I 

suspect its turned around a little, 
but there are other items that we 

have to be concerned about. Re- 

search. Arbitron, and things of that 

nature are not incidental costs 
anymore - they're significant to 

the overall budget. A lot of broad- 
casters are looking for ways to 

operate with fewer people through 
some torn of automation. But you 

can't dehumanize radio, particularly 
an AOR station that depends on 
warmth and personality to deliver 
more than just music. If you only 
live by the music you play. you're 
one -dimensional :" 

Auxiliary Costs 
Jacobs advises_ against slashing 

budgets for a couple of expensive, 
but vital areas: promotions and 

research. "When times get tough. 
we've watched clients cut back their 
advertising. In radio. we (tell clients

they/ shouldn't reduce advertising 
so that they continue their momen- 
tum and maintain market share. 

That's an area we shouldn't cut hack 
in either. and at this station. we 
haven't. 

"As tar as research. that was an 

area we did cut out for a period of 
time. And frankly. we ran into some 
minor problems because of it. So 

were hack into research in a big 
way. and we feel it'll bring the sta- 
tion hack to where it should be." 

Commenting on the need for a 

PD who understands the budget 

planning process, Jacobs says. "In 
today's environment, you must have 

a complete PD. You can't just have 
somebody who's a good music di- 
rector. In addition to overseeing the 

product. the PD has to be adept at 

planning. budgeting, and managing 

people:' 

Budgeting Basics 
%VNIMS /Clocland PD Michael 

Luczak outlines the basics for first - 
time budget planners. "Bring a cal- 
culator and get a copy of the bud- 

get you're working on. Then get an 

indication from the GM of your pa- 

rameters. such as whether he ex- 

pects an increase or decrease from 
programming. if decreases are re- 

quired. it's important to first find 
out if you have to cut back in per- 
sonnel or another area. 

"If its a question of losing 
bodies. you have to look at every 
person and decide who is critical to 
keep the operation running. It's im- 
portant to look at the quality of the 

people. how they're matched up to 
their respective jobs. and whether 
they can - during economic belt - 
tightening - assume additional 
chores if a position is to be 
eliminated. 

"Once you get to this part of the 

process, you need to think like a 

GM /owner. When you have to make 

hard decisions. ask yourself, 'How 
will this hurt nie if I don't have it?' 
We also use this when discussing 

value -added promotions. In cutting 
the budget. you must define the 

critical areas of operation: What are 

the things it would be impossible to 

do business without? Again, con- 
fer with the GM and make sure you 
agree on those issues. When you get 
to gray areas. question each line 
item. 

"Most companies start out with 
a preliminary budget where you 
provide an overview. Then you 
either get the go -ahead or you're 
way off. If you're OK, they'll ask 
for the final budget. If you're not. 
they'll tell you how much to cut. 
The basic difference between the 
preliminary and final budget is that 
the first is an overview, and in the 
final - every single line item is 

scrutinized." 

Building Budgets From The Ground Up 

MMS /Cleveland PD Michael Luczak says that 
as an alternative to working off last year's bud- 

get, you can do what is called a Zero Base 

Budget. Starting from scratch, each expense is review- 

ed regardless of the current figure in that area It's also 
what's done in start-up situations. 

Luczak points out additional 
basic elements to keep in mind 
before working on the station 
budget, regardless of the method 
you select: 

Plan early 
Communicate with the GM 
Have a clear idea of what upper 
management expects from you 

Have a good idea of the areas 
where you can and can't cut 
back. 
Don't panic - any good opera- 
tor knows you have to spend 
money to make money. The 
idea is to avoid surprises for 
the GM. 
"Because radio changes so 

much;' says Luczak. you can't ex- 

pect everything to go according to 
plan. So it helps to build a few 
things into the budget where 
there's some flexibility. It could be 

called a 'line item slush fund' or 
'morning show prizes: The idea is 

to have some money stashed 
away for the unexpected promo- 
tional opportunities that fall in 
your lap. Think of it as a safety net 

or reserve. 
"Another thing I've found help- 

ful is to look at the station's mon- 
thly closing statements. I'd 

suggest that PDs ask their GMs 
if they could be privy to that in- 

formation for the purpose of 
following along to see where he's 

at throughout the year.' 

If you're going to be 
an effective 

manager, you need 
to know as much as 
possible about the 
money it takes to 

operate your 
department.

Get Involved 
At stations where the PD is en- 

tirely accountable for the promo- 
tion /marketing budget, those 
elements will be responsible for a 

major portion of the programming 
budget. Luczak explains the process 

when the two are separated. "In our 

case, the promotion director works 
directly with the GM. but he and 

I confer with one another on our 
plans. Marketing comes under pro- 
motions. so the promotion director 
also consults with the sales manag- 
er. Obviously. the promotional 
budget is tied into programming, so 

it's not uncommon for program- 
ming and promotion directors to 
both be present during the review 
of each budget.' 

If you're a PD and you aren't al- 
ready involved in budget planning, 
Luczak suggests you start now. "If 
you're going to be an effective man- 
ager and get along with your GM, 
you need to know as much as possi- 

ble about the money it takes to 
operate your department. It helps 

any younger PD to realize that this 
is a business - and it's good to oc- 
casionally wear the hats of GM, 
sales manager, and owner. Ratings 

are nice. but the bottom line, just 
like any business. is dollars. At the 

end of the day, that tells you who 
the winners are."

Now LMA'd, Q93 & WYLD -FM work in tandem to create successful music mixes 

Three of New Orleans's four Urban stations - Clear 
Channel's UC WQUE -FM (Q93) and Snowden Broadcast- 
ing's Gospel /Urban AC WYLD -AM & FM - are involved 
in an LMA. 

Q93 PD Gerod Stevens and 
WYLD -FM PD Skip Dillard dis- 
cuss their stations' success amid the 
LMA, which also comprises all - 
Sports WQUE (AM). 

Gerod Stevens 
WQUE -FM 

In the Spring '93 Arbitron, UC 
WQUE -FM leapt from 9.2 to 10.3 
12 +. tying for second place in the 
market with Country WNOE -FM. 
This summer, Q93 claimed the 
market's top spot, soaring to 12.2 
12 +. 

Stevens interprets the gain: 
"We've continued to be very active 
in our community. Our target au- 
dience is persons 18 -34 - that's an 
active group of people. We not on- 
ly have tried to be out where these 
people go, we've also put together 
activities for them to attend. We 
also play the uptempo style of 
music our listeners like. New Or- 
leans is a 24 -hour town; we believe 
in staying on top of what happens 
out on the streets. 

As a 100,000 -watt station, you 
always must find a way to touch 
your listeners. We never forget 
where we come from. We get out 
there and shake some hands on a 
regular basis. We also get involved 
in things outside of the city and in 
all of the different neighboring 
communities." 

No 'Shock' Value 
Q93 is geared toward a younger 

demo, but Stevens refrains from the 
'shock jock' on -air approach. "Our 
staff is comprised of personalities, 
but we don't get into anything dis-

tasteful on the air. New Orleans has 
the largest number of black Catho- 
lics in the U.S.; we have our dos 
and don'ts about what we consider 
good taste on -air. 

"(Previously,] people in Urban 
radio were saying you must do what 
CHRs were doing and forget the 
personality. But black radio was 
where personality radio started - 
where you knew the person on the 
air. People in black communities 
were saying, 'I've got to listen to so- 
and-so because he's our friend.' 
That air personality was just like we 
are: a normal, hard -working human 
being trying to hold on to his job. 

"Today, things are reversed. 
CHRs and Churbans put personali- 
ty back into their presentations, 
while Urbans are saying, 'Play 
more music and cut out the talk. 
You've got seven seconds to say 
your liners.' But not at WQUE -FM - we take the personality ap- 
proach. We do our share of long 
music sweeps, but I don't forbid my 
talent from talking or thinking of

creative things to do. I want them 
to be creative and know how to have 
good taste about what they decide 
to do on the air from set to set." 

Skip Dillard 
WYLD -FM 

Among persons 12 +, WYLD - 
FM scored an 8.2 share in Winter 
'93, 9.1 in Spring '93, and 8.7 in 
Summer '93, good for fourth place 
in the market. Interestingly, SMN 
Urban AC KMEZ fell 5.7 -3.9 12+ 
in the summer book, while WYLD 
(AM) rose 2.2 -2.8. 

Dillard discusses his approach to 
programming an Urban AC in New 
Orleans. "While our target au- 
dience is adults 25 -54, I think we're 
quite different then any other Ur- 
ban AC in the country. Most other 
stations who moved in the direction 
of this format just took out the rap 
and dance music and replaced it 
with ballads. Because New Orleans 
is such a party city, we thought we'd 
get away from sounding dead and 
slow. 

"You'll hear a lot of uptempo 
things on this station that you won't 
hear on other Urban ACs, like the 
Bar -Kays" 'Hit And Run,' Parlia- 
ment's 'Flashlight; the Ohio Play- 
ers' 'Firé and 'Love Rollercoaster,' 
and War's `Slippin' Into Darkness.' 
These are specially selected pieces 
of music for this area and our local 
adult audience. Many adults grew 
up listening to this music; it's 
familiar. This market also has bal-

lad -heavy KMEZ on satellite, so we 
thought we'd do something dif- 
ferent. And it's worked for us." 

Balanced Mix 
According to Dillard, WYLD - 

FM is both current- and gold - 
based. "We have a 50/50 music 
mix. Our research found that our 
adults still enjoy hearing new music 
from new artists. So we made that 
an important part of our program- 
ming and music strategy. But these 
people also enjoy hearing music 
from the artists they grew up with, 
whether gold or current. Like any

mainstream Urban, we add new 
music weekly. But we're very care- 
ful about what we add and stay on 
songs a lot longer - which is what 
the adult listener tends to demand. 

"When [owners Jim Snowden 
took over this station, he said, 'Your 
adults grew up with personality ra- 
dio; we should have personalities 
on the air.' So we pulled all the liner 
cards and placed community -mind- 
ed people - who the everyday per- 
son could relate to - on the air. 
Our approach is brief but infor- 
mative. When you open the micro- 
phone, you should have something 
to say that's meaningful; let people 
know what's happening in your ci- 
ty or the world. We also hit the 
streets regularly so that people 

know we care. In doing so. we win 
people over each day." 

How do Stevens and Dillard 
avoid invading each other's musical 
space? Dillard responds, "Our mu- 
sic tends to cross paths - there's a 
fine line between adult music and 
what's considered young -end demo 
music.

Duopoly Management: 
`A Political Nightmare' 
`Quadruple OM' discusses life in duopoly's fast lane 

Programmers who are fortunate enough to retain their 
jobs after their station becomes involved in a duopoly or LMA 
often find they must quickly master the ins and outs of time 
management and a host of other organizational skills. 

One such survivor is Bill 
George, who - in his pre -duopoly 
days - was PD at WWLI /Provi- 
dence and OM for 'WLI and sister 
B /EZ WLKW. But an April deal in 
which Tele -Media acquired 
Capital Cities /ABC N/T -CHR 
combo WPRO -AM & FM sudden- 
ly gave him OM responsibilities ter 
four stations. 

So now, in addition to his own 
programming chores, he must also 
manage the PDs and staffs of 
WLKW. WPRO (AM), and 
WPRO -FM. "I went from a pro- 
gramming staff of 14 to 54," George 
remarks. "There's a lot more de- 
mand for my time. I'd like to write 
liner cards and promo copy, but 
there's been a slight loss of atten- 
tion to some of the finer details." 

George. who designates a differ- 
ent station to monitor each morn- 
ing, usually arrives at work by 
8:30am and stays until 6:30pm. 
"It's important to be visible. I meet 
tormally with the PDs at least once 
a week to discuss their stations' 
events and direction. About every 
other week, 1 also attend a sales 
managers meeting. 

"The bulk of my time is spent 

acting as a clearinghouse, dealing 
with everything that comes in. 

After Igo through it all, I delegate : 
Individual Needs 

By trying to help one of his sta- 

tions, George sometimes finds 
himself in the awkward position of 
affecting another. For example, 
WPRO -FM is currently running a 

promotion targeting at -work listen- 
ers. "That was an area where 'PRO - 
FM needed to improve." George 
notes. "But when I look at what's 
happening there. I see I'm attack- 
ing one of WWLI's strengths. We 

must do what's best for each in- 
dividual station - without making 
a direct hit on one of our other sta- 

tions." 

When planning promotion bud- 
gets and time buys, George must 

take each station's format into con- 
sideration. "It's a political night- 
mare. There will always be staff 
pressures, but we focus on each sta- 

tion separately. 

"WPRO -FM's CHR profile is so 

much different from Soft AC. CHR 
and N/T are expensive formats: 
Soft AC isn't nearly as budget- and 
labor-intensive." 

Bill George 

Vise Grip 
For nearly six years, George's 

focus was strictly WWL1, so it 
would seem natural that his senti- 
ment would rest there. "PDs need 
to be passionate about their pro- 
duct. But in my role as OM for four 
stations, I try to rid myself of any 
emotion. 

"We focus on making this a team 
effort. [Crosstown) WSNE is a 

straight -ahead AC, and our mission 
is to keep them out of the ballgame. 

We use 'PRO -FM on the lower end 
and W W LI on the upper end. We're 
putting the rest of the market in a 

vise by locking other stations out." 
The same pressure is being ap- 

plied on the AM side with sports - 
oriented 'PRO (AM) and WLKW. 
"We're putting some sports on 
WLKW and are now able to block 
most other stations from carrying 
sports." 

Because the duopoly phenome- 
non is still relatively new. there are

no blueprints or manuals, but 

George believes he's making week- 

ly progress. "I'd been a PD, but 

managing them was foreign to me. 

You learn something new almost 
daily." 

Growing Pains 
Believing duopolies have bene- 

fits, George states. "It will be a 

good trend for the industry, espec- 
ially when the right sales and pro- 
gramming specialists are in place. 
Stations should end up making 
more money. 

Dealing With Duopolies And LMAs 

"T hey might have made sense on paper but, in 
reality, LMAs aren't working to anyone's best 
interests, remarks Phoenix -based consultant 

Bob Lowry. 
"They've had a very bad ef- 

fect on PDs and announcers. In 
terms of lost opportunity and lost 
jobs, however, GMs have perhaps 
suffered the most. LMAs have had 
more impact on people's careers 
than [satellite programming or] 
anything else. 

"If you go to a convention, you'll 
see more unemployed PDs, MDs, 
and announcers than ever. But the 
response by stations in LMA 
situations is that they'll do 
anything to save money' 

Rich Get Richer 
Based on the feedback he gets 

from his 14 AC clients and other 
industry associates, Lowry says 
LMAs aren't working, but duop- 
olies are. "There's a very suc- 
cessful, positive one in San 
Antonio where Clear Channel 
owns everything. They've done a 
nice job of integrating it, and pro- 
gramming hasn't been affected at 
all:' 

Lowry cites the San Antonio 
duopoly as an example of a 
strong company becoming 
stronger without having to slash 
budgets. "In this case, they're ac- 
tually spending more to protect 
the franchise. 

"But some owners in LMA sit- 
uations bastardize one of the sta-

tions. There's nothing to prevent 
a station from [helping itself with 
an LMA, then] going off on its 
own:' 

Lowry says the biggest winners 
in the new duopoly /LMA scen- 
arios are salespeople: "They're 
happy because there's more in 
their arsenal to sell:' 

Basic Economics 
Confident that we will see 

fewer LMAs, Lowry explains, "Vir- 
tually no one will claim they're ef- 
fective. Duopolies make sense 
because there are more stations 
than markets can [sustain]. 
Owners can either go dark or form 
a duopoly. There are too many sta- 
tions fighting for too few dollars. 
In a sense, a duopoly can help. 
But hopefully LMAs will go the 
way of Arbitron diaries:' 

" Duopolies are good for pro- 
gramming because they encourage 
creativity, rather than stifling it. 
The bad thing is that they eliminate 
jobs. There were 20 fewer positions 
when our stations were combined." 

When the duopoly was formed, 
George predicted it would take 9 -12 

Sales Alliance Spells Results 
What happens when you take a News /Talk -AC- Classic 

Rock duopoly and pair it with a competing crosstown AC? 
You get results - or in this case, a sales alliance called 
"Results Radio." 

That's precisely what's happen- 
ing in Madison, WI: Mid -West 
Family Stations N/T WTDY, AC 
WMGN, and CR WJJO have 

teamed with Odon Communica- 
tions AC WMLI to form a unique 
sales partnership. "It operates as a 

sales company representing all tour 
stations," explains WTDY -WMGN 
& WJJO Exec. VP /GM Bill Van - 
cil. "Of course, WMLI maintains 
full control of its programming and 

management and sets its own ad 

rates. 

"We can design marketing plans 
for clients using whatever combina- 
tion makes the most sense. Custom- 
ers can get men with WTDY and 
WJJO. Clients buying WMGN and 
WMLI together can get women, 
because those are two of the top sta- 
tions with that audience." 

Bill Vuuwil 

Growing Team 
Ten fulltime salespeople hit the 

market's streets representing the 

four faci'ities. "They're paid on a 

base plus tonus situation, as oppos- 
ed to comnissions." Vancil points 
out. "Salespople have benefited 
most from the alliance ... more 
than the station 'wners and share- 

holders. We'll see i difference in the 
bottom line in time, but salespeo- 
ple have seen immediate income in- 
creases. 

'50% of their bonuse, are based 

on reaching dollar goals spread out 
evenly among the tour stations. The 
rest of their bonus money is based 
on specific nonmonetary goals, 
such as making special presenta- 
tions." 

Results Radio hopes to add two 
more salespeople within the next 
year. "Our three stations might have 

a staff that large, but it wouldn't be 

nearly that big if we all operated in- 
dividual sales staffs." 

Agencies in particular have be- 

come big supporters of the alliance. 
"Close to 70% of Madison's radio 
business is done through agencies. 

They like the idea of having one 

sales rep talking about four different 
stations rather than having a lobby 

full of salespeople." 

No Regrets 
According to Vancil, the alliance 

"has had more of an impact on 

months before people felt comfort- 
able with the arrangement. "We're 
about 70% there. We were prepared 
for growing pains. It's very easy for 
staff members to think they've be- 
come smaller because the staff in- 
creased. Things aren't going to be 
OK from day one."

WMLI than on us. I don't say that 
to demean the partnership, but

Vancil's optimistic about the part- 
nership's future, but cautions that it 
may not be right for everyone.

We have 
to produce sales that will generate 
a profit for all of the partners."

No Help Wanted: Market 
For Talkers Has Softened 

There is no question that, despite the steady rise in the 
number of Talk outlets, the market for talk hosts has soften- 
ed significantly. 

In recent months, I have receiv- 
ed a steady stream of calls and let- 
ters from unemployed talk hosts and 
would -be talkers despondent about 
their inability to find work or move 
up to a larger market. Virtually 
every one of these frustrated job 
seekers voices the same complaint: 
"I'm good at what I do, but there 
just isn't anything out there." 

"People are being displaced . . . 

and there's not an abundance of new 
Opportunity," tiays Don Anthony, 
President of Talentmasters, an At- 
lanta-based radio talent search firm. 
"It's not time to panic yet." Accord- 
ing to talk executives and consult- 
ants, the job drought has several 
obvious causes, including industry 
economics, the rise of simulcast 
LMAs and duopolies, a shortage of 
topnotch local talent, and the rise 
of high -visibility syndicated per- 
sonalities such as Rush Limbaugh 
and G. Gordon Liddy. 

Rush The Job Slayer? 
While it's impossible to quantify 

the impact of Limbaugh and com- 
pany, virtually every source con- 
tacted for this story agrees that the 
availability of high -quality syn- 
dicated programming has resulted 
in a significant net reduction in the 
number of talk jobs. 

According to WWRC /Washing- 
ton GM Dick Rakovan, who has

replaced two local hosts with syn- 
dicated programs in recent months, 
bottom -line considerations are for- 
cing stations to make some tough 
calls. Where the local host is per- 
forming marginally, it's hard for 
stations not to drop his show in 
favor of a syndicated program that 
will likely perform as well - if not 
better - while reducing the sta- 
tion's cash costs. 

"The economic realities of the 
'90s and the availability of Larry 
King and Pat Buchanan caused 
me to make some value judgments 
about the work of [the ousted 
hosts]." recalls Rakovan. 

(Editor's Note: EFM Media's 
successful imposition earlier this 

year of cash payments ranging in- 
to six figures fin- Limhaugh's pro- 
gram - far more than stations 
would pay for a local midday host - is a testament to Limbaugh'.s 
status.) 

in addition to saving money, con- 
sultant Bill McMahon notes the 
availability of decent syndicated 
programming has allowed many 
station managers to avoid something 
they hate - taking chances on de- 
veloping talent. "It's an easy way 
out. It's easier to take a syndicated 
show for no cash than take a chance 
with somebody with no track rec- 
ord or a mixed record." 

That mentality, it seems, could 
cost the format dearly in the long 
run by reducing opportunities for 
potential future talk stars. But some 
observers say stations can't be 
blamed for being cautious given the 
current shortage of high -caliber talk 
talent. 

"The sad reality of the [radio] 
business is that it consists of a few 
superstars and a large number of 
people who are adequate or not 
very good," says Anthony. "I'd say 
two out of every 100 tapes we re- 
ceive is usable." 

An executive at one syndicator, 
who asked not to be identified, add- 
ed: "A lot of guys say, 'I'm out of 
work,' " and I think, 'Well, you 
shouldn't have been working [as a 
talk host] anyway.' " 

Local Vs. Syndicated 
This problem has been somewhat 

exacerbated, the experts say, by the

Talk format's surging popularity 
and visibility, which has prompted 
numerous personalities from other 
formats - many of whom lack the 
skills to be successful talkers - to 
actively seek talk host jobs.

put to the long -term test. But, they 
emphasize, marginal talkers will 
continue to have a hand time finding 
work. 

"The future is increasingly bright 
for the format," predicts McMahon. 
"But it's going to take a shakeout 
of all these syndicated shows and 
some local host success stories to 
really improve the job outlook" 

Consultant Scott Burton thinks 
the job market will improve as the 

programming pendulum swings 
back toward an emphasis on local 
shows and as the caliber of the 
available talent improves. "I still 
think local is the best way to go. As 
more people become qualified to 
host talk shows, I think you'll see 
more live local programming." 

While Rakovan agrees local 
shows could make a comeback, he 
believes the standard for hosts who 
replace failed syndicated shows will 
be exceptionally high. "They'll 
have to have marquee value. It will 
be people like [KFI /Los Angeles 
evening host] Daryl Gates or 
[WABC /New York morning 
drivers] Curtis and Lisa Sliwa." 

Anthony also sees a bright future 
for strong talents. "There's going to 
be continued growth in Talk -type 
stations - not just News /Talk sta- 
tions but music -talk hybrids, too. 
And there's always going to be a 
need for good people - the best 
people. It's the [mediocre] and en- 
try -level talent that will [have trou- 
ble[." 

Would -be talkers who lack super- 
star status must try to boost their 
value to the station. "You have to 
be good and willing to do more," 
advises Anthony.. "You might need 
to do a production shift or carry a 
sales list." Still., you have to be 
prepared to accept the ugly truth. 
"If you're looking for a job in the 
format, my advice is give it six 
months. Then start thinking about 
something else."

There's A New Kid In Town 
Latest Katz study reveals the impact of new format competition 

What exactly happens when new Country stations sign 
on? How do market Country leaders fare with new, head -to- 
head competition? Do new entries raise Country shares or 
merely fragment the audience? 

Considering the number of FM 
Country stations in Arbitron -rated 
markets has grown nearly 80% over 
the last seven years, these are im- 
portant questions. To answer some 
of them, the Katz Radio Group 
studied 11 major markets where 
new Country competitors recently 
have hit the scene. 

As Katz market research special- 
ist Lisa Chiljean notes, "Many fac- 
tors - from market size to market 
fragmentation to existing market 
conditions - can play a role in how 
individual markets will react to a 
new competitor." 

Shares Up 
With Competition 

In six markets where new Coun- 
try stations debuted, the Country 
Life Group increased in the 12+ 
and 25 -54 cells. Three markets fell 
12+ and 25 -54, one was off 12+ 
and flat 25 -54, and another was 
down 12+ and up 25 -54. (Note: 
These comparisons are based on 
Arbitron ratings from the book 
prior to a new Country station's 
debut as well as Spring '93 figures; 
for specific market data, see the ad- 
jacent "Country Life Group 
Shares" chart.)

The biggest increase came in 
Albuquerque, where a pair of new 
Country stations expanded the 
Country Life Group shares by 56% 
12+ and 38% 25 -54. The largest 
deficits were found in Austin, 
where 12+ shares fell 17% and 
25 -54 numbers dropped 22 %.

Chiljean contends other factors 

must be considered when looking 
at the four markets that experienc- 
ed an overall loss in Country shares 
following the entry of a new format 
challenger: 

Austin: Increased fragmentation 
within the rock arena has caused 
share erosion. Note, however, that 
KVET & KASE remain the clear 
cut front -runners. (KVET -FM - 
LMA'd by the KVET and KASE 
ownership - simulcasts with 
KVET.) 

El Paso: Increases by rock and 
Hispanic stations may have con- 
tributed to Country share erosion. 

Memphis: Since the change here 
is less than a year old, percent 
change is calculated from current 
Summer '93 Phase II trends. 

San Antonio: Recent increases 
within the Hispanic arena may have 
eroded some Country shares. 

Heritage Endurance 

Referring to what she calls an 
"overwhelming conclusion," Chil- 
jean says, "Pre- existing, dominant 
Country stations continue to lead 
the format despite some share ero- 
sion. While a new Country compet- 
itor will affect individual markets 
differently, the heritage No. 1 

Country leaders continue to lead 
the format by a large percentage 
within all markets analyzed here." 

Chiljean 's conclusion isn't all that 
surprising, however. In my 10 -year 
anniversary column (R &R 6/11/93), 
I noted that only one of the of the 
Top 10 AQH Country outlets from 

1983 had been beaten by competi- 
tors that had signed on in the last 
10 years. 

Country audiences have long 
been known for their fierce loyal- 
ty. Owners introducing new Coun- 
try outlets have always known they 
were in for a long fight. Of all for- 
mats, Country is probably the most 
difficult for a challenger to knock 
off in a head -to -head attack. In- 
deed, many challengers have attack- 
ed Country leaders in stages 
often going after the 18 -34 audience 
(which is more apt to move) - and 
later broadened their attacks after 
gaining a foothold. Few Country 
leaders ever are dislodged in the 
first couple of years.
