Sell -off of valuable radio division 
unlikely unless bidding war develops 

CBS Ines announcement of a proposed merger with QVC 
Inc., leaving QVC Chairman Barry Diller as head of the com- 
bined company, immediately ignited radio industry specula- 

tion about a possible sell -off of the CBS Radio Division. But 

analysts contacted by R&R were generally skeptical about any 

radio sale - at least as the deal with QVC stands now. 
"There would be no financial reason to sell [CBS Radio] :" 

said Alex. Brown & Sons analyst Drew Marcus. "It would 
just be a function of whether Barry Diller sees radio as a stra- 

tegic core business.' 
Marcus said the announced deal, which would pay CBS 

shareholders $2.7 billion as QVC acquired 46% of CBS in a 

stock -swap merger, is "fairly underleveraged." In such a scen- 

ario, he indicated, there would be no reason for Diller to sell 

off assets.

Pearl Jam Asks Congress To Break Ticketmaster `Monopoly' 

Charging that Ticketmaster has a monopoly on concert 
ticket sales nationwide, Pearl Jam's Stone Gossard and Jeff 
Ament appealed to Congress last Thursday (6/30) to join their 
crusade to reduce service charges on ticket sales. 

"All of the members of Pearl Jam 
remember what it is like to not have 
a lot of money;' said Gossard, who 
wore a long -sleeved orange shirt, 
velvet shorts, and rope shoes to the 
hearing. His grunge -rock attire was 

quite a contrast to the pinstriped 
suits and wingtip shoes usually seen 
on Capitol Hill. 

Ticketmaster charges ruck concert 
ticket -buyers $3.50 -$I5, plus an ad- 
ditional $2 per ticket if ordered by 

phone, according to Gossard and 
Ament. Ticketmaster said its average 
fee, including all types of events, is 
$3.15. 

"This is really about choices;" 
Gossard said. "The lack of competi- 
tion is not conducive to free enter- 
prise." The band has attempted to 
bypass Ticketmaster, including dis- 
tributing tickets through radio sta- 
tions for a concert in New York 
(R&R 4/22). "I think it was a suc-

cess, but it was a lot of work,' 
Gossard said. ' 

Impossible' Prices 
Pearl Jam canceled a summer tour 

because the group wanted to hold 
ticket prices to $20 or less. Band 
members say that proved impossible 
because of the "exorbitant service 
fees" tacked on by Ticketmaster, 
which has exclusive contracts with 
most of the nation's major concert 
venues. 

The Justice Department is inves- 
tigating an antitrust complaint filed 
by Pearl Jam in May, which accus- 
ed Ticketmaster of monopolizing the 
distribution of concert tickets and 
hiking its service fees. The company 
was permitted to buy its main corn - 
petitor, licketron, during the Bush 
administration. 

Ticketmaster CEO Fred Rosen 
denied the band's charges at the 
House Government Affairs subcom- 
mittee hearing, but only after Gos- 
sard, Ament, and most of the media 
had exited. "It is frankly a matter 
of some concern to us that a rock 
band can -by virtue of its celebri- 
ty status - cause this kind of hear- 
ing to take place," Rosen said. 

Others Join Fight 
Pearl Jam is not alone in its attack 

on Ticketmaster's service fees. Man- 
agers and representatives for Aero- 
smith, the Nitty Gritty Dirt Band, 
and R.E.M. also testified. 

Meanwhile, Ticketmaster has 
handed over its audited financial 
statements to the subcommittee and 
to the Justice Department. In the 
fiscal year ending January 31, Tick - 
etmaster had revenues of about $190 
million, before-tax income of $6 
million, paid income taxes of $4.6 
million, and net income of $1.4 
million. 

"While we are not privy to Pearl 
Jam's finances, we suspect the band 
earned more than Ticketmaster last 
year;" Rosen noted in his written 
testimony. 

Now that Pearl Jam has focused 
attention on the service charge issue, 
more congressional hearings could 
be scheduled this year. "I don't 
know a lot about grunge, but I know 
a lot about the importance of fair- 
ness and equity, and I think you've 
raised some very important ques- 
tions," said Rep. Lynn Woolsey 
(D -CA).

Sheila Hardwick has sued KING (AM)! 
Seattle, charging that age discrimina-

BMI Proposes Rate Court

Healthy Habits Take A Dive 

The 1994 Prevention magazine index - which measures 21 preven- 
tive behaviors - dropped for the second time in its 11 -year history 
from 67.3 to 66.8. (Top score possible is 100). Incidentally, the only 

other decline came between 1987 and 1988, when the index dipped 
from 65.2 to 64.8. 

Some Significant Gains 
However, Americans have made improvements in 14 behaviors be- 

tween 1984 and 1994. For example, the share of people who regularly 
wear seat belts has soared from 19°% in 1984 to 73% today, the per- 
centage of Americans with home smoke detectors has climbed from 
67% to 92 %, and the share of people who say they avoid drinking be- 

fore driving has grown from 68°ío to 62 %). 

Furthermore, 44% of adults say they never drink, up from 34°'o 
In 1984. While the percentage of those who admit to drinking heavily - more than three drinks on the days they drink - remains stable 
at 13 %, the share of those who drink moderately fell from 53% to 43 °'e 

Less dramatic gains came in such areas as avoiding smoking (up 
from 70% to 75°°), getting regular strenuous exercise (from 340/0 to 
40° /0, and taking steps to control stress (from 59 °/e to 62%). 

Eating & Speeding 
Eating healthy remains a problem. The share of Americans who 

limit fat in their diets has fallen slightly, as has the percentage of those 
who avoid high-cholesterol foods. What's more, the share of those who 
avoid sugar and sweets has dropped steadily for the past 10 years. 

As a result, the percentage of adults aged 25 and older who main- 
tain the weight recommended for their sex. height. and body build has 
declined from 23% to only 19 %. Not surprisingly, 68% of adults are 
overweight, up from 58% in 1984. 

Nevertheless, the greatest area of backsliding has come on the 
road. The share of drivers who say they always obey speed limits has 
plummeted from 56 °.° in 1984 to 45 °% today. 

Leisure Edges Learning Among U.S Interests 
mericans are focusing more 
on leisure pursuits and less 
in those of an educational 

nature, according to a survey com- 
paring subject interests in 1985 and 
today by the NYC -based Roper Or- 
ganization. 

Leading the list of decliners are fi- 
nancial topics. Learning about mon- 
ey investing has dropped nine points 
to 38% from 1985. Economics 
(down five points to 26 %) and the 
business world (down three to 24 %) 
round out the list. 

Facing seven -point falls are com- 
puters (27 %) and music (23 %). In- 
terest in health breakthroughs 
dropped four points to 38 %. On the 

other hand, Americans still want to 
learn more about politics (27 %, up 
one point) and cars (18 %, up three 
points). 

Sex & Age Differences 
Men are more interested than 

women in pursuing investing (42% 
vs. 35 %, respectively), sports (25% 
vs. 8 %), and cars (27% vs. 10 %). 
Topics women prefer include med- 
ical developments (44% vs. 32 %), 
fashion (23% vs. 4 %), and best- 
sellers (19% vs. 11 %). 

Age also plays a part in learning 
preferences - baby boomers (aged 
30-44) lead others with their interest 
in investing (46 %). Not surprising- 

More Americans Want Green Cars 
While most Americans 
who bought new cars 
and trucks last year 

wanted them in white, green was the 
second most -popular color in every 
vehicle category except sport/com- 
pact cars, where green was the run- 
away favorite.

Marcus noted. He estimated there is 
a 50-50 chance someone else will 
make a bid for CBS, which could 
drive the price up to a point where 
the eventual winner will have to sell 
some assets to pay down debt. Poten- 
tial bidders on Marcus's short list are 
Turner Broadcasting, lime War- 
ner, former Metromedia group 
owner John Kluge, and investor 
Marvin Davis. 

First Boston analyst Harry 
DeMott said he expects to see at 
least one other bidder - and doesn't 
think CBS Chairman Larry Ttsch 
would hesitate to accept a higher 
bid. DeMott identified the Walt Dis- 
ney Company as the player he thinks 
is most likely to top Diller's bid. He 
suggested there may be a bidding war 
much like the battle for Paramount 
Communications, in which Viacom 
Inc. topped Q4C after each had push- 
ed the price tag higher. 

"It will end up getting expensive, 
and whoever gets [CBS] will have 
to sell some assets to fund the deal. 
At that point, I think you will be see- 
ing the radio division sold," DeMott 
said. 

DeMott also acknowledged Wall 
Street rumors that the CBS O &Os 

- both radio and TV - could be 
paired with Group W's stations and 
spun off as a separate public com- 
pany after selling off enough stations 
to comply with FCC ownership 
limits. 

For the record, a CBS Radio 
spokeswoman gave R &R a "no 
comment" when asked about the 
possibility of any sale. 

No Need To Sell 
Barry Diller's background may be 

all movies and TV, but that hasn't 
convinced Paul Kagan Associates 
analyst Bishop Cheen that Diller 
will want to shed radio assets.

Surviving A Bad Book 
With the first Spring '94 advances hitting the streets next 

week (7/12), I chatted with two GMs and two PDs, asking 
them to share how they pick up the pieces after a bad book - without hitting the panic button. 

Dusty Hayes 
When PD Dusty Hayes joined 

WABB /Mobile in summer 1991, the 
station was already on a downward 
spiral that ended with a low of 4.3 
in the Fall '92 Arbitron survey.

AM & FM /Los Angeles, says the first step in 

analyzing a ratings book is not only to evaluate 
what went wrong, but what went right.

selves what was

Arbitrons methodology three to 
six months to reflect positive pro- 

gramming changes. And if you 

wait for Arbitron to tell you there 
are problems, it puts you even fur- 
ther behind - possibly into the 
next book. So you need to know 
what's going on in the market.

urgency to do something. So have 

the strength to stand up for what 
you did. And make sure you ask 
for what you need going into 
every book. Then you don't have 

to wonder, and your superiors 
won't second -guess you. 

"[And don't forget] to rally the 
troops. Be open and honest. Talk 

about what can be improved, but 
don't fail to focus on what they 
did right. You can't let any jock 
feel he's dragged the station 
down" 

pusses, then they become part of 
your changes for success. That 
doesn't mean you can't have staffers 
who disagree with parts of your plan 
or who want to make constructive 
suggestions. But your staff must sup- 
port the plan. 

"My plan was to move the music 
back toward pop from its rhythmic 
direction - some bad baggage I'd 
inherited. I told (owner /GM] Ber- 
nie [Dittman] we needed to stay the 
course as a CHR that played music 
the market wanted to hear instead of 
music based on a national trend. Or 
else we needed to blow up the sta- 
tion and completely change the 
format. 

"The quickest way out the door is 

to whine to management about 'not 
having the tools to win.' It may be 
true. But the idea is to incorporate 
a request for those tools into your 
plan so your recommendations can 
be acted upon. Making excuses for 
not having all of the marketing and 
programming weapons to win - 
when you haven't asked for them - 
doesn't work." 

Part of Hayes 's turnaround was to 
deliver on what station management 
wanted from him - which includ- 
ed dressing better and displaying a 

positive attitude every day. "I 
figured if I didn't succeed then it 
wasn't because of a lack of effort on 
my part, despite Arbitron. As far as 

that goes, Arbitron is like the Bible - either you believe the first page 

or you won't believe any of it. The 
fact is, it's what agencies use to buy 
advertising time and you've got to 
learn to play the game."

KKRZ /Portland PD Ken Ben- 
son recalls that his station was No. 
I during Winter '93 but dropped 
nearly two shares the following 
survey. "We dipped 8.3 -6.6 in three 
months and were bummed because 
we'd made no changes to warrant the 
drop. In a continuously measured 
market like this, the Arbitrends and 

the extrapolations allow a sneak 

preview about whether we're going 
to get kissed or stiffed. A bad book's 

biggest impact is on our national 
business. However, we've got an un- 

derstanding within Citicasters: 
Some of our outlets may go up and 

some go down every book, but they 

remind us to stay focused. 

"In a four -book market, we figure 
one book will be great, two will be 

average, and one will be lousy. The 
worst thing you can do is overreact. 
If you get a third downward month 
then you may have some problems 
and that requires some analysis. Let 
management know you're on top of 
the situation and be ready to offer

Advice For Program Directors 
Be ready to articulate your new plan to win 
Ask management for all the tools you need 
Lay out your finalized strategy to the air and sales 
staffs, and encourage suggestions 
Project a positive, winning attitude 
Stay focused on your station - not 
the competition. 

Wisdom For General Managers 
When questioned by owners about "what went 

wrong;' GMs can stay centered by: 

Evaluating and identifying what went wrong and 
what went right 
Remaining calm and backing the 
programming department 
Holding fast on spot rates 
Rallying the troops and resisting the urge 
to blame staffers 
Fighting for what they believe in and asking 
corporate for the tools needed to win.

"If you're losing cume to a direct 
competitor, you've got to take a wait - 
and -see attitude. If it's a continued 
TSL problem then you may have to 
look at the product itself as market 
tastes may have changed. After our 
down book we did a perceptual 
study and found part of the dip was 
real. But most of it wasn't. The idea 

is not to be afraid to ask for help to 

get back on track. 

"The quickest fix in preventing 
one bad book from taking the sta- 
tion into a tailspin is to sit everyone 
down and lay out your observations 
about the station and the rest of the 
market. Then involve them in the 
big picture. And let them know 
you're not going to overreact or 
second -guess yourself."

Joining The Computer Age 
Why - and how - to update your music scheduling and other software systems 

Take a stroll through your local computer store and scan 
the aisles of software. You'll see an incredible array of tools 
you can use at your station, literally at your fingertips. So what 
are some of the benefits of joining the computer age, along 
with some of the costs? 

Assuming that 
there is at least a 
286 AT computer 
in your office, why 
would station own- 
ership (a) upgrade 
it, and (b) put it in 
the programmer's 
office? The 286 is 

still all right for 
simple word pro- 
cessing. (Instead of 
scrapping it, perhaps it can be used 
in the sales office for copywriting.) 
But it's incompatible with many of 
today's software programs. While 
some music scheduling systems still 
run on 286s, future revisions will re- 
quire the updated components.

Program Potentials 
In addition to music scheduling. 

here are a few other software pro- 
grams that can be used in radio 
today: 

Desktop publishing (print your 
own station newsletters) 
Computerized organizers for 
addresses, appointments (with 
alarm features), calendar, to-do 
lists, yearly planner, anniversa- 
ries, etc. 

Internal fax /modem to send or 
receive fax messages right at 
your desk 
Budget -managing programs to 
help you keep track of different 
expenses throughout the year 
Programs for scheduling air 
talent 
Project programs to help in pro- 
motional event -planning 
Employee Manual Makers 

Safety Plan Builders to help 
comply with OSHA 
Auxiliary tools such as Spell 
Check, Thesaurus, Grammar 
Check, Dictionary, etc. 
Print Shop programs to make 
professional looking signs, post- 
ers, banners, etc. 

An additional benefit provided by 
new equipment is speed enhance- 
ment. Music scheduling programs 
will run faster, giving you more time 
to devote to other aspects of the job. 
Another important fact: You don't 
need technical knowledge of com- 
puters in order to fully utilize soft- 
ware programs.

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With today's Desktop publishing software, many different template- 
types are available For exampla station managers can create a newslet- 
ter similar to the above sample in no time at all 

bly smaller. At that time an 80MB 
hard drive was considered very 
large, but today you can wipe that 
out with three or four word proces- 
sing programs. 

'Another key reason to upgrade is 

that by the end of the year Micro- 
Soft will release the next version of 
Windows. And it's a huge leap be- 
yond what people have in their com- 
puters right now. So much is hap- 
pening now that the time has come 
for management and ownership to 
review a complete package of corn - 
puter technology for the whole sta- 
tion. RCS markets a comprehensive 
setup of programs that work to- 
gether. 

"Selector has a new version com- 
ing out that lets you audition your 
segues as you schedule them. You 
can also access the production 
room. For example, if the produc- 
tion director finishes a promo and 
wants the PD to hear it, it can be ac- 
cessed through the computer at the 
PD's desk. These are the kinds of 
things that are coming. Owners 
shouldn't think they need a new 
computer just for the PD - they 
should be looking at all the ways to 
tie all the departments together" 

Additional Resources 

Prodigy, CompuServe, and 
America Online are the most pop- 
ular information networks that pro- 
vide direct access to a multitude of 
services including E -Mail, news, 
weather, sports, entertainment infor- 
mation, stock quotes, newspaper da- 
tabases, and special interest/lifestyle 
forums. Special interest forums have 
recently become very popular with 
radio people across all formatic 
leans. 

Of those online services, Philpott 
says, "There are a lot of different 
forums that pertain to our industry 
in each of those services. They pro- 
vide additional resources that can be 

used for show prep, gathering infor- 
mation for the sales department, etc. 

In the broadest sense, these online 
services allow you to access culture. 

"For example, on the day Kurt 
Cobain died, people were talking 
about it on all the services. It was 
an immediate place to see reactions. 
You can also access newspaper data- 
bases on any topic by providing 
search parameters such as the topic 
and a range of dates. A list that fits 
your criteria will come up with a de- 

scription of each article and you can 
select whichever ones you want to 
read. 

"The live chat areas in the radio 
forums are fascinating. All types of 
industry people from air talent to 
engineers to record companies have

'A lot of the record companies are 
starting to see some possibilities for 
some alternative marketing tech- 
niques. Right now Prodigy is offer- 
ing free memberships to radio sta- 
tions so listeners can leave messages 

for the station and its personalities. 
"The online services also have 

features that allow you to track your 
expenses. You can see how much 
time you spend per session, current 
usage to date per billing cycle, and 
an activity detail, which is a specific 
log of each session. It's also possi- 
ble to restrict usage to certain areas

BLACK RADIO IN COLUMBUS 

WCKX Scores Big With 
Suburban Signal 

You may not ordinarily think of Columbus, OH as a large 
black population center. But with a 12+ population of nearly 
1.2 million and a black population of 11.7 %, the African - 
American presence in the market is actually quite sizable. 

The market is served by two Ur- 
ban outlets - WCKX and WVKO - and thanks to a phenomenal win- 
ter Arbitron, those stations' com- 
bined share has risen from 6.0 to 9.6. 
WCKX had a particularly good 
book, jumping 2.8 -5.7 and ascend- 
ing from 14th to sixth in the 12+ 
rankings. 

Winning Formula

WCKX's road to glory began 
when Sunrise Broadcasting ac- 
quired the station in November 1991 

and, two months later, made sweep- 
ing changes - starting with the hir- 
ing of Kelly and VP /GM Vince 
Frugre. 'At that point," Kelly recalls, 
"I was allowed to create a new sound 
for the station that was different for 
the Columbus market. Harry Lyles 
was our consultant. and we collec- 
tively tried to position the station in 
a positive direction. Our target demo 
is 18 -49, with an exphasis on 18-34 - 
year- olds" 

Frugé explains, 
"When Sunrise 
took over, owner 
Joerg Kelebe 
basically set forth 
an agenda based 
on the ratings and 
where he wanted 
to see the station 
go in the form of 
revenue. It's been 
a bit of a stru K le. 

"At that time, there were a lot of 
variables involved. For example, our 
stick is 20 miles west of Columbus 
in London [its city of license], and 
we didn't have the greatest signal 
over the city." That situation was 
rectified in August 1992, Frugé says, 
when the station boosted its power 
to 6000 watts with a directional pat- 
tern aimed right at Columbus. "We 
still have a Class A signal, but it's 
much better than it once was" 

Claiming Its Core 

Until last fall, WCKX also had to 
contend with competition from 
WAHC & WWHT, a Rhythmic 
CHR FM simulcast. But WAHC has 
since migrated to Pop CHR, and 
WWHT has become "Arrow 105.7." 
Kelly boasts, "We actually forced 
those stations to change. One of the 
problems they faced as a white 
operation trying to program black 
music was that they weren't able to 
really get into the community like 
we have. That's one thing we've real- 
ly stepped up over the past year. 
We've really started giving our au- 
dience quality prizes and cash 
giveaways. And to increase our com- 
munity involvement, we hired Toni 
Martin, who used to be WVKO's 
Promotions Manager, as our Com- 
munity Sery ice /Promotions Direc- 
tor.

"Our owner has always emphasiz- 
ed that he wants this station to be 
more than just a jukebox. He always 
wanted us to be committed to the 
people of this community, and we've 
been able to accomplish that. 

"We're doing a lot of things now 
that we didn't do two years ago. 
We've started a 'Stop The Violence' 
campaign that will continue for as 
long as it takes to curb the violence. 
We've also gotten involved with 
'Youth On The Move' in conjunction 
with McDonald's and our local 
black newspaper, the Call & Post. 
That program recognizes the posi- 
tive contributions of our area's Afri- 
can- American youth. Our station 
also has a talk show, 'Express Your- 
self,' that we've taken to the streets, 
and we've been getting a very posi- 
tive response. We're also involved 
with the city's Midnight Basketball 
program, which gives 17-25 -year- 
olds the opportunity to come in off 
the streets to local gyms and play 
basketball in an organized, con- 
trolled environment. And we're in- 
volved in fundraising for the Black 
United Fund of Central Ohio." 

Local Know -How 
Before joining WCKX, Kelly 

spent seven years as MD /morning 
man at heritage Urban WVKO. "My 

Heritage WVKO Holds Its Own 
AIthough WVKO/Columbus had its thunder stolen 
by crosstown competitor WCKX in the Winter '94 
Arbitron ratings, the market's heritage Urban 

outlet made some noise of its own, scoring an impressive 
3.0 -3.9 12+ increase. 

WVKO OM K.C. Jones ex- 
presses optimism about his sta- 
tion's results and Black radio in 
Columbus. "Our city has gotten 
larger. Traditionally we've been the 
Urban market 'ender, and we ex- 
pect to resume that role in the 
next book or two. We're very hap- 
py about our increase, but we're 
also happy for WCKX because it 
shows the power of Urban radio 
in this market. This entire market's 
listening tastes have changed 
over the years, and obviously 
black music is being accepted 
with positive popularity." 

Steady Focus 
Jones says his station's philos- 

ophy remains essentially un- 
changed. "We continue to be a 
leader in the community. Promo- 
tions that involve the people in 
the community is really our thing. 
We're committed to that approach, 
and it works for us. We're always 
out in the streets doing positive 
things, and that always endears 
you to your audience. 

"We haven't blown off our 12+ 
and 18- 34- year -old listeners, but 
we have tried to appeal a bit more 

to our older demographics. We 
more directly target the 3549-year- 
old market with a female base 
these days. Through focus groups 
and auditorium testing, we've 
found that by playing the more 
mature music, we've been able to 
please a larger audience." 

Mainstream Music 

The music, Jones believes. is 
attracting a lot of new ears to the 
format. "Our core audience of 
African- Americans is pretty much 
staying the same, but in some of 
the research I've seen, we're star- 
ting to bring in listeners from 
other formats who like what 
they're hearing on the Urban sta- 
tions in the market. People are 
looking at what's going on with 
music in America and finding 
they enjoy what we have to offer. 
R &B is the root of where all the 
other music in this country has 
evolved from. I think that has 
something to do with the popu- 
larity of our music right now. 
Black music has become the 
mainstream contemporary music 
in this country" 

experience at WVKO and the things 
I learned there have helped me do 
a better job at this station. For seven 
years I was programming music for 
the people of this market, and now 
I have that experience to draw from. 
My knowledge of the community 
and the music people here like is a 
real plus for us." 

Kelly says the station's sound is 
primarily current -oriented, comple- 
mented by about two recurrents and 
three gold selections per hour, built 
around a 12 -unit apot load. He also 
maintains a strict policy regarding 
rap: "If it's positive, we'll play it - 
if it's negative, we won't. Columbus 
is a very conservative area, and we 
have to be sensitive to that" 

Uncommon Communication 
Kelly believes his relationship 

with Frugé, which includes daily 
meetings, helps make him a better 
programmer. "Because Vince and I 

have worked together, we have total 
respect for one another. He's always 
kept me abreast of sales revenues 
and their importance. It's important 
that we both know what the station's

goals are in terms of audience and 
sales revenues." 

Now that WCKX's ratings for- 
tunes have taken a turn for the bet- 
ter, Frugé's goal is to turn the ratings 
into a fortune. "We definitely should 
be able to improve our revenue share 
with these numbers. We don't sub- 
scribe to Arbitron, but if our num- 
bers are as good as other people say, 
we should do much better on a na- 
tional basis. We've done a very good 
job of selling what we had on a local 
agency and local direct level. We had 
to educate the local agency people 
and let them know that we were here 
too, as opposed to thinking WVKO 
was the only Urban station in the 
market." 

Immediate Impact 
Since the winter Arbitron results 

were released, Fruge says, "We've 
been getting more calls, inquiries, 
and sales. It really feels good to see 
what's happened since those ratings 
came out. People from other stations 
and some agency people called to 
congratulate us on our good num- 
bers and, mind you, we only knew 
what people were telling us. We've 
worked really hard the past couple 
of years and I'm happy for our en- 
tire staff. 

"I'd also like to make it very clear 
that we have enormous respect for 
WVKO - I've always felt there was 
room for two Urban stations in this 
market. WVKO's niche is with the 
older demographics, and ours is 
with the younger demographics. 
And it seems to be working out that 
way. We have been able to tap into 
some of that older demographic .. . 

Urbans have been able to appeal to 
that 25 -54 demo when some other 
contemporary music stations cant"

We Like American Music 
C' Has the format declared its independence from British bands? 

After reading about "the decline of English rock" in the 
June issue of Musician, I decided to see how three of the for- 
mat's most respected music minds feel about today's music 
from across the pond. 

Weak Material 
"Some of the 

bands that were 
strong in the past 
are delivering dis- 
appointing al- 
bums," laments 
WHTG /Asbury 
Park, NJ PD /MD 
Matt Pinfield. 
"Many of these 
bands - not to 
mention any names - are on their second, third, and 

fourth albums, and the material is 
weak. The only thing that's really 
knocked me out recently is Oasis 
[import]. They capture the old Brit- 
ish excitement from a few years ago 
but don't sound as retro. 

"The British press tries to cham- 
pion bands because they need some- 
thing to write about. Recently they 
started [touting the] 'New Wave Of 
New Wave.' But nobody has really 
broken through with a fantastic rec- 
ord. I don't know if the artists are 
aware of what's happening in Amer- 
ica - [the music's] more raucous, 
guitar -heavy, and a little more en- 
ergetic. We'll see what happens 
when the next Stone Roses album 
comes out " 

Pinfield admits to hearing the anti-

ger Alternative stations. It's almost 
like a bit of a backlash. 

"Stations are going on audience 
reaction and retail stories more than 
ever. The records that are reacting 
are American. The fans seem to be 

more passionate - you can tell by 
show attendance. The problem with 
a lot of British bands is that they 
come here with hype and expect it 
to happen with two weeks of tour- 
ing.

Continual sales show peo- 
ple are staying interested. I don't 
know if it's going to be something 
that lasts like Pearl Jam and 
Smashing Pumpkins - they just 
don't burn out." 

Not so long ago, Fulmer recalls, 
the format was at the opposite end 
of the cycle. "A few years ago, Man- 
chester took over Alternative with 
fun party music. Some of those 
bands got huge. But right now the 
audience isn't asking for this music.

The 25th Anniversary reunion festival and revamp- 

ed documentaries aren't all that's coming out of 
Woodstock, NY this year. WDST/Woodstock mom - 

ing man Nic Harcourt teamed with Magnetic North 
Audio's Tod Levine to create Slice/Woodstock Records, 
which recently released a compilation - "Alternative 
Woodstock" - showcasing the talent of Harcourt's 
favorite local bands. 

Harcourt's convinced that 
upstate New York's Hudson Valley 
is about to explode as the next 
major breeding ground for inno- 
vative Altemative music. This pro- 

ject was under way before we 
knew of any anniversary festival" 
he notes. 

"Alternative Woodstock" fea- 

tures tracks by Abba Rage, the 
Bandits, Cellophane, Conehead 
Buddha, Countless Others, the 
Fierce Nipples, Go Van Go, Guys 
With Eyes, Happy Rhodes, Max - 
love, Oblivion Grin, Peacebong, 
Perfect Thyroid, Puc, and Witches 
Meadow. Harcourt, who hand- 
picked the bands for the disc, is 
vocal in his opinion that "at least 
three or four ... will be signed by 
year's end" 

If anyone is qualified to make 
such a bold statement about the 
local alternative scene, it's Har- 

court. Since 1992, he has been the 
host of "WDST Live On Tinker 
Street" a segment dedicated en- 
tirely to live, in- studio perfor- 
mances from local bands. After 
two years and more than 80 
shows, Harcourt wanted to share 
his discoveries with the rest of 
the world. Levine. an engineer 

with compact disc manufacturing 
experience, had a similar interest 
in Woodstock's talent and ap- 
proached Harcourt with the idea 
for "Alternative Woodstock" last 
summer. Together, they compiled 
the CD using existing recordings 
submitted by each band. 

Although the disc has nothing 
to do with the Woodstock '94 
Music and Arts Festival, which 
will be held in Saugerties August 
13 -14, Harcourt doesn't intend to 
pass up a golden opportunity to 
draw attention to the artists in- 
volved in his project: The "Alter- 
native Woodstock" bands will be 
performing at Woodstock's Joy- 
ous Lake the week before the 
festival.

not really what's happening now. We 

gave it a shot, but it hasn't tested 
well so far. People on the streets like 
it because it has a unique sound - 
it's crazy and retarded. 

"Everything comes and goes in 
cycles. People who have supported 
English music and imports should 
continue, because it's going to come 
back eventually. A lot of music corn- 
ing from England has always been 
for people who want to seek it out 
and find it. I don't think the quality 
of music from England has chang- 
ed. There are great records coming 
out. Suede is a phenomenal band. 
They have one of the best songwrit- 
ers to come around in 10 years. It's 
very interesting music." 

Masters, who tries to champion 
British records on his nightly air - 
shift, admits to becoming disturbed 
by recent trends. "It's a little bit 
frustrating for me, because Ameri- 
can bands aren't my favorite kind of 
music. Some of these bands aren't 
really that Alternative at all."

Targeting The Disenchanted 
Then and now: NAC can be entirely dominant; says format pioneer John Sebastian 

This second column in the ongoing series, "Format 
Pioneers: Breaking The Mold :' features 25 -year radio veteran 
John Sebastian. 

His program- 
ming track record 
includes CHR 
(KDWB /Minne- 
apolis, KHJ /Los 
Angeles). Rock 
(KUPD /Phoenix, 
KDKB /Phoenix. 
and WCOZ /Bos- 
ton) - and NAC 
(KTWV/Los An- 
geles). Presently 
PD of CityCasters' Classic Rock 
KSLX /Phoenix, the ever- controver- 
sial Sebastian sounds off on his 
NAC experiences and the state of the 
format in the following interview. 

R&R: Why did you decide NAC 
had enough potential to become a 
viable format? 

JS: In Fall 1982 I perceived a 
huge gap in radio between the avail- 
able formats and what a significant 
portion of the adult audience wanted 
to hear. In my spare time I began re- 
searching a new sound, format, and 
perspective on programming. 

Keep in mind that this was before 
Classic Rock, NAC, or AAA [Pro- 
gressive] formats had come into ex- 
istence. I realized that much of the 
25 -54 adult audience was severely 
disenchanted with the state of radio. 
After much soul- searching I decid- 
ed to give all my rock clients five 
months' notice and devote myself 
fulltime to a new form of radio. 

I believe I was the first to use New 
Age music in the regular program-

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thing powerful and potentially revo- 
lutionary. Despite my unblemished 
track record of success, the only op- 
erators I could convince were "des- 
perate" cases. Eventually, I was able 
to procure seven radio clients. Each 
of these "bold" radio people oper- 
ated stations in very small markets; 
Anchorage, Casper, Ft. Pierce, etc. 

Another challenge was the fact 
that a number of these client stations 

six years, my major market break 
came in a most ironic way. 

R&R: Mfrs this what led to your 
working with KTWV. 

JS: The Wave had caused quite an 
uproar within the industry when it 
replaced legendary Rocker KMET. 
Using some of [the music philoso- 
phy] I'd pioneered several years 
earlier, the Wave had debuted with 
several impressive books. 

However, the initial buzz seemed 
to subside. When the ratings slid to

were burdened with severe signal 
problems and /or financial issues. In 
most cases, we overcame those ob- 
stacles and succeeded. Several of 
these stations went to #1 or #2 in 

25 -54 adults and /or 25 -54 men. In 
every case, they [the stations] be- 
came the #1 qualitative station in 

their respective markets, [effective- 
ly delivering] the highest percentage 
of well-educated and high- income 
I isteners. 

My little band of "eclectic" sta- 
tions had an amazing influence on

ming of commercial stations. I cre- 
ated an eclectic mix of adult music 
that incorporated the best of what 
has become the NAC, AAA, and 
Classic Rock formats. There was 
clearly so much potential in this for- 
mat. 

R&R: How was this program- 
ming concept received by the broad- 
cast community? 

JS: To my shock and amazement, 
I was unable to convince the major 
radio players that I vas onto some- 

the music of that time as well. We 

broke artists such as Basia, Bruce 
Hornsby, Sade, Kitaro, Vanni, 
Tracy Chapman, Enya, Every- 
thing But The Girl, Kenny G, 
Gipsy Kings, David Lanz, Mann- 
heim Steamroller, and Suzanne 
Vega. Despite our amazing success - under what can only be describ- 
ed as less than advantageous circum- 
stances - major stations just 
wouldn't give me and this new ap- 

proach a chance. After struggling 
with this beloved concept for almost 

1.7 12+ and the station placed 13th 
in 25 -54 adults, new GM Allan 
Chlowitz came in and hired me to 
program KTWV in summer 1988. 

Finally, I had a legitimate chance 
to prove the potential of my idea. We 
had a great station with one of the 
best signals in Los Angeles, the dol- 
lars to compete in the marketing are- 
na, an incredible staff, and a GM 
who would allow me to program the 
station exactly as I wanted. 

m 
NAC can provide the most beautiful, 

relaxing ... inspiring music in an 
environment which eliminates the BS found 

in other formats. Most stations fall 
far short of this description. 

The Wave experienced an unpre- 
cedented and as yet unsurpassed 
meteoric rise in the ratings. In the 
next few rating periods, the station 
went from 13th to a virtual tie for 
first in 25 -54 adults. In one Ar- 
bitron, we actually beat KLOS in 
their bread -and -butter demo (25 -54 
men) and were #1 in all of Los An- 
geles. No major market NAC has 
ever matched these numbers. 

[It's interesting to speculate] what 
could have been accomplished back 
in the early '80s if a major market 
station had put my format on the air 
before Classic Rock appeared. The 
question operators ask is: Why did 
we do so well with KTWV back 
then? Why has [this success] not 
been duplicated there or elsewhere 
since? 

This is really the crux of what I 

want to say here. The hole in the 
U.S. marketplace is so enormous 
now that even if NAC programmers 
don't target the disenchanted adult 
audience accurately, they still can be 
consistently Top 5 in 2.5-54. But if 
they tap into the full potential of this 
music, NAC can be entirely domi- 
nant. 

R&R: Describe the current state 
of NAC radio. 

JS: What I hear on most NAC 
stations today is mediocre music. 
There's very little feeling, passion, 
or spirituality. And it's [no longer] 
a cutting -edge format. [Using the 
Wave example again], we were able 
to be #1 in 25 -54 men by being the 
most progressive, emotionally mov- 
ing radio station on the dial. At the 
same time our texture was soft

enough to attract an excellent share 
of women, too. 

Music and radio have changed 
dramatically since 1982 when I be- 
gan exposing much of this music. 
Certainly radio is a completely dif- 
ferent animal than when I began in 

this business in 1968. However, the 
basics never change. I've had the 
success I've experienced because of 
my ability to hear music that will 
touch people, often on the first lis- 
ten. Furthermore, I allow the needs, 
likes, and dislikes of the listener to 
teach me how to program. And 
that's really where the NAC format 
comes from. 

Many radio listeners across the 
country are sick and tired of the way 

most radio stations are run. They 
can't stand the overcommercializa- 
tion, the added -value promotions, 
the repetition of the music, and the 
stupid DJ banter. In our society, it's 
getting more and more difficult to 
survive day -to -day; listeners are 
looking for a quiet place to escape 
in a healthy way. 
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It's imperative that 
the [NAC] 

programmer be 
allowed to break a 
lot of heretofore 

sacred rules.

NAC radio, programmed to its 

maximum effectiveness, can be this 
respite for the masses. It can provide 
the most beautiful, relaxing, sensu- 
ous, inspiring music in a radio en- 
vironment which eliminates all the 
BS found in most other formats. 
Most of the NAC stations I hear fall 
far short of this description. 

This very basic prescription can 
result in tremendous bottom -line fi- 
nancial success for a radio station. 
But an NAC station must be run like 
any other successful radio operation. 
It has to have a competitive signal. 
The station must be marketed and 
advertised aggressively. And it's im- 
perative that the programmer be al- 
lowed to break a lot of heretofore 
sacred rules. 

These strategies will enable that 
station to become the favorite of a 
large number of just the right kind 
of listeners. The potential of a well - 
run NAC is to be #143 25 -54 and 
#1 qualitatively.

AC. In KSSK -FM's case, the station 
relies on CHR crossovers. "We 
started playing All-4-One's 'So 
Much In Love' far along in its [life 
cycle] when it was a CHR recurrent. 

"We never touched recent singles 
by Shai and PM Dawn when they 
were currents, but played them as re- 

currents after CHRs pounded them. 
Like many other ACs, though, we 

immediately picked up [AII-4-One's] 
'I Swear.' " 

While it would appear Shishido 
believes AC is an artist -driven for- 
mat, he actually thinks it's song - 

driven. "Even big stars like Madon- 
na and Gloria Estefan can have 

stiffs. Big -name artists have the 

money to support them. Elton John 
is good at what he does - he knows 

how to write hit music.

remarks. "Production values are al- 
so familiar and that's comforting to 
our listeners. This format's hot right 
now.

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`After MidNite,' IRN Offer 
Overnight Alternatives 

Programmers concerned about filling six hours of pro - 
gramming on a low budget now have two overnight alternatives. 
They don't merely fill the void but offer positive programm- 
ing to enhance stations' images and - more importantly - 
their revenues. 

'After MidNite" is the newest 
overnight sensation. Hosted by Blair 
Garner and syndicated by After 
MidNite Entertainment, the live 
show emanates from Los Angeles 
but also broadcasts live from special 
country events, such as this year's 
Country Radio Seminar. On the air 
less than nine months, 'After Mid- 
Nite" already boasts more than 100 

affiliates, including KNIX/Phoenix, 
WDSY /Pittsburgh, WMIL /Mil- 
waukee, KZSN /Wichita, and 
KEBC/Oklahoma City. 

The program is personality- and 
feature- heavy. Its staff includes a 

number of radio veterans and stan- 
dup comics whose writing and pro- 
duction supports Gamer, a former 
air personality with WPLJ /New 
York and KITS /Los Angeles. One - 
on-one interviews with country art- 
ists are a staple; the list of stars 
who've dropped by the studio to chat 
with Garner reads like a "Who's 
Who" of country music.

Showbiz On No Budget 
WKSJ -AM & FM/Mobile has 

carried the show since its early 
beginnings. PD Scott Johnson says, 
"After MidNite' meets a need we've 
had for over two years. We'd been 
looking for something to put on 
overnights and even approached 
some satellite networks about taking 
only that portion of their program- 
ming. But we weren't able to work 
that out. We never had much of a 

budget for the overnight show, and 
'After MidNite' gives us an over- 
night sound better than anything 
we've ever had before." 

After MidNite' filled a need for 
KKAT /Salt Lake City as well. As 
KKAT & KALL -AM & FM- 
KODJ VP /Programming John 
Marks explains, "Overnights pre- 
sent a gaping hole; they're every 
PD's problem. You want to do 
something special, but who has the 
budget? 

"We want our overnights to have 
music tonnage, showbiz value, and 
be a great lead -in for our morning 
show. With the budget traditionally 
available for an overnight person, 
you can't expect to bring a lot of 
showbiz values to that slot. After 
MidNite' is closer in presentation to 
our morning show than almost any- 
thing we could produce locally. It's 
high -profile personality, fun, and 
entertaining. They have access to 
entertainment people and do phoners 
and interviews. No one else in the 
market can provide the same type of 
entertainment unless they want to 
hire a morning person for over- 
nights. Plus. it fits our format to a 

T. And a lot of what Blair does over- 
night we can recycle in our morn- 
ing show." 

Morning Prep Service 
Like Marks, Johnson cites the im- 

pact of 'After MidNite" on his mor- 
ning show and the rest of the sta- 
tion's programming as a value -added 

benefit of being an affiliate. "Every 
day we get raw interviews that we 
cut up and use elsewhere on the sta- 
tion; there are comedy bits, fake 
commercials, and artist info we put 
in our artist database, and a faxed 
show -prep package. 

"I tape all six hours every night 
and pull ideas/bits for contests, 
stagers, and phone topics. It's not 
easy to come up with fresh material, 
so we use 'After MidNite' as a 

catalyst and recycle a lot of stuff in- 
to our morning show. 'After Mid- 
Nite' gives us a big - market show to 
emulate. It provides the spark we've 
been looking for; it really perks up 
our mornings." 

Flexibility Aids Localization 
Marks admits at first he was skep- 

tical of relinquishing control of one- 
quarter of his station's programming 
to a satellite program. "What turn- 
ed me around is there's lots of flex- 

ibility to localize the show; it leaves 
us a lot of room to make it ours. 
There are plenty of avails over and 
above what's formatted to get your 
call letters in. And Blair customizes 
whatever you need. Our board op 
has a keen sense of taking all those 
elements and making it sound like 
KKAT's overnight show." 

Marks is also a fan of show host 
Garner. "Blair fits the profile of to- 
day's Country station. His style 
sounds like KKAT radio, so it's not 
like we shut off KKAT at midnight 
and a new station comes on. And the 
music fits our mix. Anything less in 
either of those two areas and we 
wouldn't take the show. But it's an 
easy fit just as it's delivered." 

Keep On Truckin' 
The Interstate Radio Network is 

another overnight alternative - one 
that's been on the air for seven years. 
It's billed as "Trucker Radio At Its 
Best." Offering eight hours per 
morning, seven days a week from 
Chicago, the show features Fred 
Sanders, Bob Tracy, and Gene 
Davis as its core hosts. 

IRN boasts its own meteorologist, 
who covers interstate highway wea-

ther from the WGN radio weather 
center. It also features two minutes 
of international and national news 
per hour from the Shadow Net- 
work. Regular features include 
trucker news, legislative updates, 
sports at :45, the "Nashville 
Hotline," and the "NASCAR Up- 
date." Stations have the freedom to 
tape any of the features and use them 
throughout their programming day. 

In its early days, IRN concen- 
trated on signing big -signal AMs as 
affiliates. Its list includes 50000 -watt 
giants WSM/Nashville; KRAK/ 
Sacramento; KTWO /Casper, WY; 
KFRE/Fresno; and WPTR /Al- 
bany. The lineup also features FM 
outlets WOVK/Wheeling, WV; 
WXKX /Parkersburg, WV; 
WIMT/Lima, OH; and WKIK/ 
Richmond. 

On The Road 
Each year the IRN conducts a 

truck giveaway; this year's prize is 
a $150,000 Kenworth with studio 
sleeper. As part of the promotion, 
the network literally hits the road on 
a regular basis, visiting affiliates and 
hosting remote broadcasts while 
showcasing the rig. The IRN sets up 
shop at a truck stop and broadcasts

on the affiliated station in the late af- 
ternoon or early evening. IRN per- 
sonalities also make visits to events 
hosted by affiliated stations. 

Filling A Need 
WXKX OM Tom McGuire cites 

music and personality as reasons he 
put IRN on his highly rated FM 
station. 

"We have a huge third -shift pop- 
ulation in this area, and I wanted to 
give them a morning drive -type 
show. But I know from the requests 
we got when we did the show live 
that they want some songs that are 
older than we normally play during 
the day. And, while IRN has be- 
come more current -oriented in the 
last year, it still plays a lot of pre-'-87 
music. So it fills a real station need 
as well. 

"I also feel the people who work 
on the other side of the clock need 
and want more than back -to-back 
music. With the tedium and bore- 
dom that can take place at those 
hours, they need a huge dose of the 
human touch, and they get that from 
IRN. There's a toll -free phone num- 
ber that's promoted heavily, and they 
spend a lot of time on the phone 
with listeners. The personalities are 
very accessible and create the same 
type of bond I'm asking my day and 
evening people to make" 

Asked whether the show's trucker 
orientation presents any concern, 
since the bulk of his post- midnight 
audience is non -truckers, McGuire 
said, "Even though the service ele- 
ments have to do with trucking, the 
airstaffs aren't trucker types them- 
selves. The personalities transcend 
it from being just a trucker show and 
make it more universal."

Vital Stats 
'After MidNite" airs Monday - 

Saturday, midnight -tam ET. It offers 
six hours per morning, with hours 
one through three re-fed so that it 
may begin at midnight in any time 
zone. IRN airs live seven days a 
week, midnight -8am ET. Stations 
must air a minimum of five hours 
but can air all eight if they choose. 

Both shows are offered on a barter 
basis. `After MidNite" has 12 

minutes of spots per hour; it gets 
five and affiliates receive seven.

In today's economic and com-

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Talkin' Back To The President 
n Talkers respond to Clinton's criticism of the format 

If President Bill Clinton's recent criticism of Talk radio 
was designed to generate sympathy for his plight as a victim 
of a hostile media, he appears to have failed miserably with 
Talk programmers. In fact, those contacted for this story fell 
just short of calling the Chief Executive a whiner for com- 
plaining that talk hosts are unfair and foster cynicism among 
their listeners. 

Clinton's charge that Talk radio 
doesn't convey accurate information 
about such issues as his health care 
reform plan drew some of the 
heaviest fire from format insiders. 
WLS-AM & FM /Chicago OM 
Drew Hayes pointed out that Talk 
programming includes not just the 
hosts' opinions but those of callers - many of whom simply disagree 
with the Administration. 

This is just like the 
Dan Quayle `Murphy 
Brown' comment. [In 

both cases] we're 
talking about 

fictional characters. 
[Talk hosts] don't 

shape public 
opinion, we reflect 
it. If we shaped it, 

George Bush would 
still be President.

Truth vs. Fantasy 
"Opinions on major issues will 

always be divergent - and that's just 
too bad;" said Hayes. "To contend 
that the only place that truth could 
possibly come from on these issues 
is the White House is ridiculous - 
it's fantasy. There is the truth the Ad- 
ministration perceives, and the truth 
their opponents perceive." 

WABC /New York PD John 
Mainelli concurs. "On all of these 
major issues there is going to be a 

lot of debate, and back -and -forth 
discussion. But that's politics, isn't 
it ?" 

Mainelli also took issue with 
Clinton's complaint that conservative 
talkers such as Rush Limbaugh 
have an unfair advantage over him 
because they have several hours of 
airtime each day to express their opi- 
nions unchallenged. The President, 
Mainelli pointed out, is the true 
King of All Media. "President Clin- 
ton can announce a press conference 
or a speech and it will be carried live 
by all the broadcast networks - and 
the New York Times will run a full 
transcript the next day," he said. 

That's Entertainment

Clinton faces is only going to get 
worse in the future. "I don't think 
you're going to see many two -way 
races in major elections;' says 
Burns. "There's always going to be 
a third Ross Perot -type character in 
there. 

"Look at what's going on in Vir- 
ginia, where you have several major 
candidates for the Senate. As a 
result, you're going to see more 
situations where 60% of the voters 
didn't vote for the winning can- 
didate. Those people are going to 
use new media like Talk radio to 
voice their complaints." 

WFLA /Tampa OM Gabe 
Hobbs said Clinton, like many 
others, overestimates the power of 
Talk radio. The President, he said, 
should remember that talk hosts 
project personas and strike poses in 
order to entertain their audience. 

RUSH LOVE - WMAUWashington recently sent a busload of hardcore 
dittoheads on a one -day trip to New York to see a taping of Rush Lim - 
baugh's television show. The fanatic fans spent some 10 hours on the 
road (five each way) for the pleasure of sitting in with the Big Man. 
Seen honoring that spirit are Limbaugh and WMAL afternoon drive 
co-host Bill Trumbull. 

"We are primarily entertainers," 
says Hobbs. "If he's going to criti- 
cize us, he ought to criticize movies 
and television [dramas] that he 
doesn't like. In fact, this is just like 
the Dan Quayle 'Murphy Brown' 
comment. [In both cases] we're talk- 
ing about fictional characters. [Talk 
hosts] don't shape public opinion, 
we reflect it. If we shaped it, 
George Bush would still be Presi- 
dent because the overwhelming ma- 
jority of talk hosts are conversative." 

But WGST /Atlanta PD Nancy 
Zintak isn't entirely sure about that. 
While she also believes Clinton 
overreacted, she thinks Talk radio 
may have significant opinion -mold- 
ing power. 

She wonders: "If advertisers buy 
time on our stations because they see 

we have the ability to influence con- 
sumers, how can we say that our 
programming doesn't have influ- 
ence, too ?" 

Talk Power? 
WWDB /Philadelphia PD David 

Rimmer said that if Clinton believes 

Talk has so much power, he should 
encourage his Administration to fur- 
ther embrace the tormat. "We've 
had some good visits from senior 
Clinton people who were interview- 
ed by our hosts," says Rimmer. "I'd 

like to see more of that and I'd like 
to see them stay longer and take 
questions from our audience." 

In the end, the programmers 
agreed, Clinton's anti Talk tirade, 
which aired live on KMOX /St. 
Louis and received massive publici- 
ty, did little more than hurt his im- 
age by adding to his reputation for 
hotheadedness. 

"I think we got a glimpse of that 
behind -the -scenes temper we've 
heard so much about," said Zintak.
