n this business of trends, it’s al-
ways great to see something un-
usual happen, such as the re-
emergence of Gene Watson on
the chart with the single “Change Her Mind.”
Since we’ve tossed aside so many valuable
performers in the country format in favor of
the tlavor of the day, it’s reassuring to see a
dark horse emerge.

While it often ap pears that record deals close
with the words “You look great, and you're un-
der 25. Let’'s make records,” it’s becoming
harder to find country acts who are just great
singers, period. It's even rarer for a song to
break through on the sheer strength of a vocal
performance or material regardless of the
artist’s age. Plus, it's always so much fun to root
for an underdog. But Watson is such an earth-
shattering vocalist that he should have been on
radio all along.

As we've watched country’s youth move-
ment and the power of video kill many radio
stars, it’s time for us to re-evaluate what these
pretty, young faces have cost us. Artists like
Watson have been bumped from the radio for
all the wrong reasons. Watson’s vocal perfor-
mances through the past five years have im-
proved noticeably, although he was always a
great singer, as shown on “Farewell " and
“This Dream’s On Me.” Even though he hasn’t
always had top-notch material, he’s a singer’s
singer and has been able to adorn a lot of
mediocre songs with his delivery.

In 1994, when I was MD at WSM Nashville,
Step One released Watson’s “Uncharted
Mind” album. Like most country stations,
WSM was caught up in the throes of “today’s
hot, new country,” dealing with current releas-
es coming like machine-gun fire. We decided
to expose the singles from “Uncharted Mind”
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Mine The 14-Carat Artists More Often

only on the Sunday-morning nostalgia show.
At that ume, we were torn about program-
ming songs from George Jones and Merle
Haggard. With the station’s sound being driv-
en by songs like Garth Brooks’ "Ain’t Goin’
Down (Til The Sun Comes Up),” it was difh-
cult to make room for legends. And it seemed
like the right thing to do at the ime.

Watson joined me on the Sunday oldies
show to showcase “Uncharted Mind,” and he
told me that he'd stopped smoking, which had
improved his vocal range and durability. The
proof was in the grooves. On that set, Watson
covered Marty Robbins’ “You Gave Me A
Mountain,” which most new acts would have
butchered on their best day. Yet Watson made
the song brand-new again, and I broke out in
goosebumps. When he left the studio, 1 recall
feeling awful about not playing the single in a
regular rotation.

Most established artists, like Watson, know
that in order to get airplay, they have to make
records compatible with the sea of new voices.
In fact, most complaints I've heard from PDs
regarding older artists center on outdated-
sounding recordings or substandard material.
But those reasons don’t wash when it comes to
“Change Her Mind,” which has the pedigree
of hit writers Danny Mayo, Paul Nelson, and
Larry Boone.

Radio shouldn’t focus on playing a more
matureé artist on an independent label—that
info isn’t top of mind with listeners, anyway. It
should be about sharing such a singer with the
part of the audience that hasn’t had the luxu-
ry of hearing the artist sing yet. Hearing Wat-
son sing for the first ime way back when was
life-transforming for me and still is today. In
true fanatic-fan fashion, I'm want to share that
with everyone else.

Waugh Drives South;
Lonestar’s ‘Big News’

CA Records senior VP Butch
Waugh is relocating from New
York to Nashville as GM. He will

At a recent performance in Charlotte, N.C,,
Lonestar was asked by WSOC staffers to sing a
parody of its hit, “No News,” for the Carolina
Panthers game in the NFC finals. The re-
sponse was so strong that when the Green Bay
Packers won the championship and a spot in
the Super Bowl, WMIL Milwaukee recruited
Lonestar to recut the song into a Packers trib-
ute titled “Big News,” with lyrics by WMIL
morning man Bill Whyte. WMIL also had the
group record a second version of the song that
was ready to hit the airwaves when the Packers
won the Super Bowl Jan. 26.

Mike Crawford is upped from publicity coor-
dinator to media manager at Atlantic Records.

KRAK Sacramento, Calif., has been removed
from the country radio panel due to a format
change. The panel now totals 161 reporters.

In addition to performers Hank Williams
Jr., Charlie Daniels, Travis Tritt, and Jo Dee
Messina, the 1997 Fruit of the Loom Com-
fort Tour and Experience will include a trav-
eling midway of country lifestyle attractions,
including a country music museum filled
with items from the collection of MCA artist
Marty Stuart, a studio where attendees can
cut their own demos, a side stage for perfor-
mances from songwriters and local musicians
at each tour stop, a technology pavilion
(dubbed “the Electric Cowboy”) where par-
ticipants can play country-themed games at
interactive kiosks, and a merchandise tent.
The tour will include more than 60 concert
dates this year.

Alan Jackson has signed on as a spokesman
for Ford trucks, which he will pitch in five TV
commercials and numerous radio spots. Jack-
son worked as a Ford salesman before making
music his career. His father worked at a Ford
assembly plant for 25 years. Also, Jackson and
his wife, Denise, are expecting a new baby in
September.

Clay Walker has launched a World Wide
Web site at www.claywalker.com. The site in-
cludes biographical info on Walker and tour-
ing partners Terri Clark, James Bonamy, and
Emilio; an audiovideo theater to preview
Walker's albums and videos; a tour schedule;

lect as positive. Says Reprise’s Linehan, “From
a political standpoint, it . . . solves a lot of the
problems that we've all been wrestling with in
recent years, because you're no longer in a po-
sition of stifling one company it you do some-
thing with another station. [But] it’s my per-
ception that within companies. there’s still a lot
of competitiveness between stations.’

In country, where the presence of several
outlets in most markets made for particularly
ugly battles, Warner Bros. senior VP of pro-
motion Bill Mavne leels that “some turf battles
have gone away in certain markets, which is
nice. It's one less thing 1o have 1o deal with.”

MCA Records senior VP of promotion Skip
Bishop says, "When one radio group now
owns several sticks in one market, we now find
It easier to bring in an artst, because the con-
flicts are minimized. They understand it's ben-
eficial to the whole group, and since one own-
er controls the action, the right hand always
knows what the left hand is doing.”

What about the fears that consolidation
would give some chains too much power? Or
that fewer lorniat wars would lessen the likeli-
hood of a station being forced on a song? 550
Music VP of urban promotion Tom Broca-
montes does see “less urgency to play new mu-
sic due to less competition.” And while the
dreaded “group add” isn’t a mass reality, there
are still concerns. Linehan foresees more con-
solidation over the next year, prompting a
greater need for caution, so “that you don't of-
fend whole groups.”

MCA senior director of national promotion
David Haley says networking between PDs is
a double-edged sword: both good and bad
news travels further. But, MCA's Bishop adds,
“when dealing with station groups. we can
now get more accurate consohdation of infor-
mation both to and from more stations with
one meeting. I've also seen more PDs gain
more responsibility, but many are able to em-
power more people at the local level, which is
good for everyone.”

IT WAS THE BEST OF TIMES . ..

So who feels empowered now? WDCG
(G 105) Raleigh. N.C., PD Brian Burns became
OM of that station and new rival WRDU when
G105 was sold to SFX in 1996. He says, “The
Telecommunications [Act] has certainly creat-
ed opportunity for me personally . .. I’m now
able 10 manage several operations simultane-
ously, doing what | love, and making a com-
petitive salary, without having to step away
from programming to the GM olfice. In the
past, the only way to accomplish this was by be-
coming a consultant and living on airplanes.”

When WKLB Boston’s country rival flipped
to oldies in a new megapoly, MD Ginny
Rogers’ PD) was transterred to the new format,
giving her the chance to show her talents as
acting D). As a reward, Rogers was upped to
APLYMD. Similarly, MD Ali Castellini’s WNRQ
Pitsburgh was bought and changed by vival
WXDN. She stayed with the new owners and
eventually became P of WXDX. In “a highly
competitive situation,” says Castellini, “you can

come to the attention of your competition. [[f

you do], they tend to talk to you after your
company’s bought out.”

For his part, Evergreen’s de Castro says his
company “has heen able to recruit some of the
greatest professionals in the radio industry,
and we continue to look for others.”

And from a consultant viewpoint, DeMers
Programming’s Jim Owen says, “At the same
time as corporate managers are figuring out
liow 10 manage their mega-companies, we are
working on the intricacies of dealing with a
large number of stations who find their indi-
vidual circumstances changing. The good
news is that the new ‘super-companies’ have a
strong need for programming input on a lo-
cal level.”

. IT WAS THE WORST OF TIMES
On the llip side, there’s country \WWMIL. Mil-
waukee, which has been through four owners

since the Telecom Act passed. “My life has
heen in limbo for the past six months,” says

OM/PD Kerry Wolle. Part of the downside of

being traded so often, Wolle says, is “we nev-
er know from one day to the next what our
benelits are going to be.” There is also the is-
sue ol owners not wanting to spend money on
a station they are planning to spin off. “Bud-
gets were thrown out the window.” he says,
with even a badly needed heating system be-
g put on hold. “The entire fall marketing
campaign was squashed. Therefore, we were
left to be creative and go back 1o a lot of grass-
roots marketing that cost very little money.”

Under those circumstances, Wolle says,
there is a need “to be as positive as we possibly

n.” WE|M Chicago ’D Jay Alan, whose sta-
tion is bemng spun oft by Evergreen, has a sim-
ilar take. So does \WWKRQ) (Q102) Cincinnati
PD Jimmy Steal. With Jacor having purchased
Q102 from CitiCasters, then spinning it off 1o
American Radio Systems at the behest of the
Justice Depariment, Steal subscribed to the
philosophy that “we couldn’t control things at
that level, so it was stupid to worry about it.”
Despite this, Q102 had its most financially suc-
cessful year in "96.

Then there’s the time crunch. Radio One
Broadcasting VI of programming Steve Heg-
wood says, “For all of us in radio, our person-
al life is really not happening—we’'re always
working.” Hegwood oversees stations n
Washington, D.C., Baltimore, and Atlanta
and has a new one coming soon in Philadel-
phia, “so | will begin to travel more come
spring.” As a result, he says, “I don’t feel
grounded in any one city. By the time I get
settled in Washington, it’s time to go to At-
lanta; by the ume | get setiled in Adanta, it's
time to goto D.C.”

Michael Donovan, president ol Entercom’s
three Seattle rock FMs, savs,
work [is] at least twice as much. And particu-
larly at this juncture. because we are husy tak-
ing advantage of the opportunities, whether
i's putting our relationships with vendors un-
der one contract [or] various issues where
we're able to economize. | now must look at
everything in a more global view.” He’s also
gone from 30 to 130 employees. “And I believe
1Us still my responsibility to have a relationship
with every one of those people, so I'm a busy
guy.”

The time crunch has not gone unnoticed by
record reps. Mercury’s Nix says, “Timing is
everything in trying to break an artist and a
record, and if somehody hasi’t listened to it
because they have a million other things to do,
it delays the process. A lot of these guys tell me
their oftice is not the atmosphere where they
can listen to the music [anymore).”

Of course, some folks wish they still had an
office. D Erik Johnson recenlly left modern
AC KKNB Lincoln, Neb., as part of a consol-
idation nto a four-kM complex. The combi-
nation of those properties has “meant front-
office people have lost their jobs. ..
overnights are now automated. One individ-
ual watches all four radio stations at night.
So, there’s three full-time on-air positions
that are gone. A lot of P/Ts share duties be-
tween the four stations.” Johnson estimates
that six P/Ts are gone and there are fewer
starter positions overall.

Former album rock KCAL. Riverside, Calif.,
morning man Gonzo Greg has spent the past
six months job hunting, as well as “watching
satellite TV and designing Web sites.” Seeing
Telecom’s eflects irom the sidelines, he cites
the “compression of available jobs for talent,
and the hyperintense pressure to return big
numbers immediately” as the impetus for his
new drinking game: “The next time you get
together with a bunch of people in the indus-
try, try it out,” he advises. “The first player
names a radio station. The next player has to
name the past four owners of the station.
Then, everybocly starts drinking, because your
station is about to be sold to Heftel, and none
of you speaks Spanish.”

New York for country music. Although we
felt we could have been very successful with
an alternative rock format, the country op-
portunity was significantly greater. The rock
format was actually doing well,” Blatter adds.
“It had been on the air for three years, and
the station had never had mmore success in its
history, both revenue- and ratings-wise.”

With WYNY gone for a year, Blatter’s
biggest programming challenge at the new
Y107 was acquainting the market’s country
listeners with the music they had missed in
that time. In addition to a regular current
music category, Blatter added a caich-up cat-
egory ol songs that had been hits since
WYNY'’s demise. While Y107 goes heavier
into pre-'87 gold, including several Kenny
Rogers titles, than most imajor-market main-
stream country outlets. Blatier says the sta-
tion will evolve in a more current-intensive
direction. But, he adds, “as the station catch-
es up, it's hard 10 say where it will end up.”

Despite the heavy presence of gold that
evokes that era, Y107 is not, Blatter insists,
trying to duplicate the sound ol WYNY in its
late "80s-carly "90s heyday, when Blatter was
MD there and current WRGN consultant
Mike O’Malley was PD). “\Ve wanted (o come
on the air with a familiar-sounding station. in
doing that, the result was having to play a lot
of records from the time when WYNY had a
cume ol [.1 million,” Blatter explains. “One
of our goals in putting this on is that the mu-
sic be as familiar as possible 10 as many people
as possible.

Blatter says he is careful not to overesti-
mate the musical knowledge of his target au-
dience, even about songs that were released
betore WYNY left the format. “We found
from our research that, believe it or not, i
the New VYork area, the majority of country
listeners are not fully aware of certain artists
that are considered superstars in other mar-
kets, like John Michael Montgomery, Tim
McGraw, and Faith Hill,” he says. “Since 91
or '92, WYNY did a poor job of developing
artists . . . \We plan on developing artists with
our audience and not moving too fast for
them.”

The other differences from WYNY, he
says, are that Y107 and its jocks will have “a
very New York attitude™ and be more visible
on the streets than WYNY ever was. That vis-
ibility, which Blatier describes as a “huge
street campaign,” will be enhanced by a Film-
house-produced TV spot set to hit the New
York airwaves in the next few weeks.

The idea of trimulcasting on signals in dit-
ferent parts of the metro was first conceived
for Odyssey's New York property. according
to Blatter, but because of station availability
and other complications, it was first imple-
mented in L.A. He says there is a tactical ad-
vantage to “trimulcasting on the same dial
position from a marketing standpoint. There
have been other [simmulcast] combinations
tried, but they weren't on the same frequen-
cy, and it was confusing to the listeners. Ease
of use is [our] advantage.”

Blatter says further signal enhancements
are in the works for Y107 and that Odyssey
has “a team of engineers working . . . 1o con-
tinue to make technical enhancements on the
trimulcast.”

While Nashville has heen very supportive
of the new format, Blatter says, the support
from the listeners has been “unbelievable.
Their reaction was better than I could have
even imagined. Thousands of E-mail mes-
sages have poured in from listeners and tens
of thousands of phone calls and faxes. People
were ecstatic (o have a station where they can
hear country music. In the areas where we
don’t have a clear signal, people are upset.”

WRGN s only format rival is WM G, which
covers parts of 1 .ong Island, N.V. But Blatter
claims that “the reach of our three stations is
significantly more” than that of WM|C. “\Ve
hit all the northern suburbs and a good por-
tion ol New York. WM|C is only in portions
of Long Island.” (See coverage map, Coun-
uy \1rp|dy Monitor, Dec. 13, 1996.) “\Ve
don’t consider them to be a l]ld]Ol‘ factor in
[our] day-to-day programming.

Blatter’s first paying commercial-radio job
was at WVBR lihaca, N.Y,, where he served
as promotion director and MD. After a quick
swing/weckender stint at classic hits WCZX
Poughkeepsie, N.Y., he moved to WYNY as
programming assistant and was quickly
upped to MD in '88. Afier 3'/: years at
WYNY, he moved to syndicator M]1 Broad-
casting as director of programming, where
he spent the next two years. From there, he
segued 1o Odyssey as PD of then AC WRGX,
which he flipped to rock. He was upped to
VP of programming a year ago; his duties in-
clude N/T WRKI. Rockland County, N.Y.

chents But being involved with the monitor-
ing process extends far beyond being added
as a monitored station. It takes participation
on al! fronts for us to provide you with the
most accurate and timely information on a
daily basis.

For radio, the most important thing is to
make us aware of any significant changes that
might affect our ability to monitor stations.
Changing frequencies? Changing call letters?
Changing formats? Duopolizing your com-
petition and moving your call letters and for-
mat to their frequency? Doing a special week-
end or something that will significantly
change the types of songs we detect? Off the
air for an extended period because of tech-
nical difficulties? They’re all changes that re-
quire a phone call to me at 212-789-1261.
While calling BDS might not be your first
priority when you’re changing format, giv-
ing us early warning means that BDS will be
able to keep monitoring you correctly
through your changes—and your phone call
will stay confidential.

We also need your help with music. If
you’re playing local records, tapes submitted
by listeners, custom edits that you’ve done
yourself, “unplugged” versions of songs
recorded live in your studio, or any other
current titles that aren’t likely to have been

submitted to us by record labels, we need a
dub—especially if you see that those songs
aren’t showing up on our monitor of your
station. If you're working with local bands or
labels, encourage them to overnight their
music to Lana Goodman, BDS, 8100 N.W.
101 Terrace, Kansas City, Mo. 64153.

On the label side, remember that it is very
important to service BDS with all materials.
Every version of a song is needed in order to
guarantee a detection; that means sending us
advance cassettes, DAT; vinyl, videos, and any
other media on which music can be record-
ed. It also means checking your forthcoming
priority titles to make sure they’ve been
added to the BDS system before the week
you go for airplay.

Some BDS clients and monitored stations
still aren’t fully aware of how the system
works (which is one of the reasons we added
this column last year). Others assume that
when the occasional mistake happens, we've
just decided to live with a certain margin of
error. We don’t. We're constantly performing
quality control and making sure our library is
as complete as it can be. But with more than
1,000 stations to monitor, we need as much
of your input as possible.

Houston's success with “1 Will Al-
ways Love You” was followed up on
the R&B side when two No. 1 country
hits, “1 Swear” and “I Can Love You
Like That” by Atlantic artist John
Michael Montgomery, were remade by
R&B quartet All-4-One. And the Boy
Howdy song “She’d Give Anything,”
which reached No. 4 on the country
chart, was recut by Gerald Levert as
“I'd Give Anything” and became a top
five R&B hitin 1994. All those remakes
were spurred by the involvement of
producer David Foster, who was also
behind “Nobody Knows.

Most recently, Garth Brooks' “If To-
morrow Never Comes” has been re-
made by new Elektra R&B act Joose,
Hank Locklin’s 1960 hit “Please Help
Me I'm Falling” ended up as a cut on
Work act Puff Johnson's album, and
even Shania Tivain’s “If You're Not In
It For Love (I'm Outta Here)" has been
recut by Arista dance/pop act Real

Kenny Rogers’ “Sweet Music Man,”
and, most recently John Berry’s
“What’s In It For Me.” Her country
counterpart, Barbara Mandrell, had a
string of hit R&B covers, including
Denise 1.aSalle’s “Married But Not To
Each Other,” Shirley Brown'’s “Voman
To Woman,” and Luther Ingram’s “(If
Loving You Is Wrong) 1 Don’t Want
To Be Right.”

Lionel Richie saw country covers of
the Commodores’ “Three Times A
Lady,” “Easy,” and “Sail On” lead to
collaborations with Kenny Rogers
(who would then end up on the R&B
chart) and Alabama. The Pointer Sis-
ters were already established as pop
and R&B hitmakers when they chart-
ed country with 1974’s “Fairytale”; in
1986, Anita Pointer would team with
Earl Thomas Conley on the country
hit “Too Many Times.” Ronnie Mil-
sap began his career in 1965 as an
R&B artist; after moving to the coun-
try side, he charted several R&B re-
makes and even made a brief foray
into disco in 1979.

The country/R&B pipeline came
closest to drying up in the late '80s,
when both genres, which had been

Jude researcher
who won the 1996 Nobel I'mize in medicne, and
KSS] Sacramento, Calif., PD) Don Langford, a
longtime supporter of St. Jude whose daughter
became a patient there last summer when she
was diagnosed with Hodgkin's disease.

Another speaker, KQFC Boise, Idalio, morn-
ing man Dave Burnett. stressed how the radio-
thons can make a difference in people’s lives.
“Our job is not saying cute intros over [Alabamal)
records,” he said. “It’s using the trust we have
built with our listeners to raise money for this hos-
pital. ht glves me a purpose for going to work in
the morning.”

“HER MAN"” (DECCA)

Atage 13, Gary Allan walked into a bar a few
blocks from his home in La Mirada, Calif, to
audition for asinging job he’d seen advertised.
Despite protests from the club owner that he
was too yvoung, Allan convinced the man to let
him perform the following weekend. At 15, he
was offered a record deal but followed his par-
ents’ advice o let it wait. Years later, and within
weeks of arriving m Nashvitle, Allan had his
choice of several major-label deals. “Used
Heart For Sale” is his debut album. The follow-
up single, “Forever And A Day,” has already
charted.

The Buffalo Club
“IF SHE DON’T LOVE YOU”’ (RISING TIDE)

Three musically diverse artists came to-
gether to form this band. Guitarist Charlie
Kelley grew up on a farm listening to every-
thing from Bryan Adams to Willie Nelson.
Lead vocalist Ron Hemby, a tormer member
of the Imperials, brings in a strong gospel
background from his native Missouri. Drum-
mer John Dittrich, formerly of Restless Heart,
hails from New York and Texas, where he en-
joyed jazz and top 40. The band's sell-titled
debut is scheduled for release in March.

Burnin’ Daylight

“LOVE WORTH FIGHTING FOR” (CURB)

Marc Beeson (a former solo artist and au-
thor of Restless Heart's “\When She Cries”™),
Sonny LeMaire (bassist, vocalist, and song-
writer for Exile), and Kurt Howell (kev-
hoardist and vocalist for Southern Pacific)
make up this trio, which set out with the sole
mtention of getting its songs recorded by oth-
er artists. In fact, its first showcase invitations
read, “We don’t want a record deal, just cunt
our songs.” Nevertheless, the act’s shows at-
tracted label execs with oflers.

Regina
Nicks spent nearly six vears working as McEn-
tire’s personal assistant at Starstruck Enter-
tainment. Overheard singing to herself at
Starstruck, Nicks was encouraged to meet
with a producer who, in trn, reintroduced
her to Leigh.

Kevin Sharp
“NOBODY KNOWS” (143/ASYLUM)

Kevin Sharp’s family, which imchided seven
children and numerous foster children, lived m
Idaho and Sacrammento, Calif. His high school
years were spent singing in choirs and playing
sports. During his senior year, however, he was
diagnosed with bone cancer. Many operations,
painful treatments, and experimental drugs fol-
lowed, and Sharp was given little chance 1o live.
Surprisingly, he went imto remission in 1991.

He grew up lis-
tening to the Fagles and Linda Ronstady,
while his brothers instilled in him their own
musical preferences for Gene Pitney, Roy Or-
bison, and Marty Robbins.

simoother and more ballad-oriented during the
"80s. went through major changes. Country be-
came both more iraditional and more rock-fla-
vored. R&B’s new-jack swing movement made
that format grittier, But in 1992, “1 Will Always
Love You” started the ball rolling again.

In 1994, Al Teller, then president of MCA and
now head of Redt Ant Entertamment, spcdrhe.l(l-
ed the heavilv pul)ll( 1ized MCA project “Raythm,
Country & Blues.” That album, produced by
MCA Nashville president Tony Brown, eamed
country and R&B acts on duets from both gen-
res, including Vince Gill and Gladys Knight's
“Ain’'t Nothing Like The Real Thing,” Al Green
and Lyle Loveu’s “Funny How Time Slips Away,”
and Natalie Cole and Reba McEntire’s “Since 1
Fell For You.”

AMERICAN ROOTS MUSIC

R&B and counnry's emotional similarities have
long been recognized by both sides. “"R&B and
country songs ave very, very close.” says Al Cooley,
VP of A&R at Atlantic Records’ Nashville division.
“Countrvy music is white man's blues.”

Teller says “Rhvthm, Country & Blues” was
“born of the simple fact that country and R&B
are American roots nusic. Songwise, there was so
much in common in terms of the feel and the
content and emotion. The album itself’ demon-
strated very vividly that that was very much the
case, and the arusts themselves got very exated
about it.”

Cooley says the main appeal of country songs
(o the R&B world is “great Ivrics.” The melodies
n the two genres, he says, dare “almost the same
type. Thevre just recorded diflerently.”

Gerald [evert, hunselt a songwriter and pro-
ducer. agrees. “The real thing about country mu-
sic to me is not the music. it’s the lyrics,” he says.
“The lyrical content is just so deep, the songs are
s0 to-the-point and direct. 1 was watching the
country music channel recently and heard [the
current Martina McBride] song that said, 1 don't
have a shoulder to ary on, so Pl just ery on the
shoulder of the road.” | just think that’s so dever.”

RADIO RECEPTION
Although “Nobody Knows™ had been a hit in
other formats first, and despite previous grum-
bling in some quarters of country radio about the
pop/rock lean of much of the format’s current
producr, there was little resistance to the song a
country radio. lFanything, says Asylum hield pro-

motion manager Nancy Tunick, the familiarity of
the song as a pop hithelped it at country. “Alot of’

people were aware of it, and there was much less
resistance than we actually feared,” she savs,
adding that younger country Pls were much
more aware of the pop version than older PDs.
Cooley says Atlantic’s Nashville oftice original-
Iv wanted to ship the Monigomery version of “I
Swear,” written by the Curb-signed duo of Frank
Baker & Gary Myers, 1o pop and R&B stauons.
After meeting resistance at the Nashville division,
which feared a crossover hit could hurt Mont-
gomery’s country credibitity, label head Doug
Morris decided 10 have All-4-One cut it and
added it o that group’s alveady-completed album
at the H1th hour Tellingly, All-4-One found
greater acceplance at op 40 than at R&B radio
with “I Swear.” It staved at No. | on the pop sin-

gles chart for 11 weeks but peaked ar No. 13 on
the R&B chart.

On the R& B side, the andience for such songs
as “I'd Give Anvthing” and “1 Will Always Love
You” were unaware of the country connection
unul after the songs had hit.

“Nobody knew I Will Alwavs Love You’ was a
country song,” savs Arista VP of R&B promotion
Lionel Ridenour: “It became a mice thing 1o talk
about alter the fact—and oh, by the way, this song
was recorded earlier” But it wouldn't have made
a diference one wav or the other.”

“Nobody who was [in] R&B knew [‘1'd Do Any-
thing'] was a remake,” says Levert. “Alot of peo-
ple thought [ wrote it . . . [t was something every-
hody could relate 10.”

Red Ant's Teller says he was disappointed in ra-
dio’s re.l(u()n to the “Rhyvihm. Country & Blues”
project. *“The album sold well in excess of 1 mil-
lion copies, but frankly I was hoping we could
have done better.” he says. “One of the reasons
we didn’t have bigger commenrcial success is that
we were unable to get a single successtully off at
radio. These were duets, hut lolks at R&B radio
said it was really a country record, and country
programmers said it was an R&B record. We
were the victim of the very thing we were trying ro
prove a point about.”

SONG SCAVENGING

Atlantic’s Cooley says non-Nashville producers,
labels, and artists are now turning 1o Music City
much more often in their search for songs. Bette
Midler, tor example, reportedly cut an album full
of Nashville-penned tunes. “All the [song] plug-
gersand writers | deal with are all geting calls |of)
mterest from LA, because LA is more melody-
oniented and Nashville’s been more lyric-orient-
ed,” he says. “People relate 10 lyrics.”

Today, “David Foster and [producer| Don Was
search this town fo s(mgs, " Coolevsays. “When 1
was a plugger in the *70s and "80s, vou never had
much contact with L.A. producers.” But Cooley
foresees the trend contmuing. “1 think iU’s some-
thing that's going to keep on getting better and
better for Nashville,” he savs.

Levert, who was initially uncomfortable record-
ing “I'd Do Anything.” is now actively looking for
other country tunes to take to the R&B market
He plans 1o place a country cover on the new al-
bum by lis father's group, the ()’Jays, whom he
has just signed to his new BMG-disiributed Glob-
al Soul label. “Detinitely another country song
could work.” he says. “1 thought it was a smart
move. It opened me up 10 other audiences.

“The best news is the people outside of Nash-
ville are discovering the wealth of songs available
here,” says Mercury Nashville president Luke
Lewis. “I think because of the talent in this town
1’s inevitable that is grown.” Lewis says another
advantage tor Nashville of the increased interac-
tion with outside producers is that it *also oflers
an outlet for songs that producers in this 1own
nught not cut on country artists.”

But Lewis says the song search process proba-
bly should be less one-sided. “\e could be miss-
ing the boat not taking a harder look at songs out-
side of Nashville, like "Nobody Knows,” ” he says.
“The best thing is it may create more cross-polli-
nation between the two communites . .. Tt paid
ofl'for Kevin Sharp, and for country music.”

Nationwide Station Reflects National Tastes,
As WCOL Weathers Changing Market

s no surprise that WCOL-FM
Columbus, Ohio, PD Gary Moss
counts consistency among the ma-
jor factors that helped his station
take a full-share jump in the newly releascd fall

Arbitrons. In recent wecks, most of 1he rest of

the counury stations in the market have made
dramatic changes. And even though those
changes won't be reflected until at least the win-
ter book, WCOL. hopes 1o benefit from them by
virtue of its consistency.

In the summer book, there were five country
plavers in Arbitron market No. 32. WCOL was
the market’s No. 4-ranked station 12-plus and
had dipped from 9.3 10 7.0 since the winter: But
in the fall book it rebounded to an 8 share and
was No. 2 | 2-plus. 1ts competitors were all down
orflat in the lall. WHOK was oll 4.0-3.8. WLI.D
dipped 2.2-1.9. WCLT-FM was sieady at 1.8,
and AM station WNINT held its 1.1 share.

But even before those numbers were re-
leased, there were major changes on the coun-

try front. WELD tlipped from country 1o mod-
ern rock as Channel Z and applied tor the calls
WZAZ. The country lormat moved to sister das-
sic hits station WAKS, which became Kix Coun-
v and has applied for the calls WHQK. And
at about the same time, \WWMNI flipped from
ABC's Real Country 10 Westwood One’s adult
standards format. Those changes lefi the mar-
ket with just four country plavers.

Moss believes one of the changes will put ihe
new Kix Country at a disadvantage. “\When
they had country on the 98.9 frequency, that
was a strong signal in one of the kev counties in
the mero,” he savs. “Now that they’ve moved

that station to 105.7, they've lost quite a bit of’

coverage in a key area.”

Even with four remaining country players,
however, Moss savs none of the other stations has
taken a musical stance that is much difterent
from WCOLs very mass-appeal, "90s-based ap-
proach. One reason mav be that, according to
Moss, the market itself is maimstream in its coun-
try music tastes. In fact, Moss has found much
fewer regional likes and dislikes in Columbus
that in the last two markets where he worked—
Houston and Las Vegas. In the latter, lor exam-
ple artists ke Dwight Yoakam and Aaron “Tip-
pin were even more popular than they are
natonally. “I noticed more regional nuances in
other areas than 1 do here,” he savs. “Colunibus,
musically, is a pretry mass-appeal market.”

Moss savs WCOL. is “preuy hip sounding”
and “abright, fun, "%s-sounding country station

musically we're not conservative, but we're
ught” For oldies, he says, “we don't go much far-
ther back than the last four or five years. We're
current-, recurrent-, and new gold-based. You
won't find too many records from the lae '80s
on here.” But, he adds, “playing primarily coun-
try from the "90s gives you a lot to choose from.”

Sull, some parts of the decade have been bet-
ter than others. “From 1990-94 there was just a
ton of great country music, an overabundance,”

savs Moss. “The last couple of years it's slowed
down a bit. There's still a lot of grear songs out
there. but nothing like there was. I describe "90-
‘91 as being like the gold rush.” Even so, Moss
says. '06 wrapped on an up note with break-
through acts like Trace Adkins, Gary Allan,
LeAnn Rimes, Deana Carter, James Bonamy,
David Kersh, and Ricochet.

Back i the spring and summer, when, Moss
says, “country was taking a hit everywhere.” in-
cuding at WCOL, he “took a real hard look at
the music” and ended up cutting his coovent lisi
from abouwt 39 10 30 songs. 1 wanted to make it
tougher to get a song on the air.” he says. “I
wanted to make sure those 1wo or three songs
we were adding every week were the cream of
the crop. Last vear there were a lot of great songs,
but it wasn't as plentiful as . .. in years past.”

In addition to consistency, which Moss savs
has “helped in our dominance in the marker,’
he dites a strong signal and a lugh-visibility pro-
motional eflort. “Columbus is a spread-out man-
kel geographically,” he says. “There are seven
counties in the metro, and we do a good job of
being plugged into the entire market ... We've
done a good job of getiing out and meeting lolks
and bemg part of the central Ohio area.”

Also n WCO! s arsenal isa “killer air stafl)” in-
cluding 1996 Country Music Assn. air personal-
ity winners Skip Mahatley and Dixie Lee. Moss
savs the creed of WCOLs parent company, Na-
rionwide Connmunications. is “only the best peo-
ple,” and that applies to all of his air personali-
lies particularly Mahatley and Lee, who have

“really won the heart of the community. 'Ihe\'
are fun, very topical, [and ] very plugged in.”

Moss savs another of his tac tical .ldv.ml.l;.,es 1S
that he only has to prograin one station, some-
thing that is beconing rare in the age of consol-
wlation. “Fhat is a real advantage—for a PD 1o
only have to worry about one radio station,” he
says. “1'm glad | don’t have to worry about hav-
g 1o walk in and program seven or eight ra-
dio stations. 1 have an advantage heing able 1o
focus on one product. | can devote all my at-
tention to the success of this radio station.

“My goal at WCOL is to continue to make it
the best conntry station it can be . . . We have all
the resources and the talent here to be the bes
country station out there . .. We [just] need 10
prove it every day on the air”

As tor the rest of the country radio industry,
Moss says, “\We need to scrutinize the music that’s
out there and really try to only play the hits.
There’s nothing in the world of music like a Killer
country record. It’s our challenge to sit down and
listen 1o the music to try to hind those records that
are going to keep our format compelling.

“We need o sell the music on the an,” Moss
adds. “Once we identify the records that are
worth playing, we need to give them enough ex-
posure.” Also, Moss says, “it’s real important for
the folks on the air to reallv be pumped about the
music. People expect the country stations they lis-
ten 10 (o be the local .mlll()mv on what’s hap-
pening in country music.”  PHYLLIS STARK
