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Stations Gauge Their Preparedness For News
Continued from page 1 Coming Together
had to feel his way through the crisis like every
other programmer in the country. "As we went
along, we started combing the database for
proper music and putting some of that in as well."
That included such chestnuts as John Wayne's
"America: Why I Love Her" and Chris LeDoux's
"I Believe in America." "All in all, Hilton says, "we
sounded pretty good."

KWJJ Portland, Ore., PD Ken Boesen says it's
difficult to know how to get ready. "It's nothing
like the Gulf War, which was pretty predictable.
We don't know what's going to happen, when
it's going to happen, or how to program
around it. It's difficult to put a game plan in
place." Boesen says he lives within a five-minute
drive from the radio station, "[so] if something
goes crazy, we're on it. We keep the [TV] net-
works on in the studio so we can pay attention,
and the newswire is right in front of the person
on the board."

Allen says part of his preparation is identical
to what he does to get ready for hurricanes-
something that's an ongo-
ing issue in his Gulf Coast
market. "We've got a check-
list: Keep cell phones
charged, vehicles gassed up,
and food, water, and extra
clothes [on hand]." Allen
says his staff keeps those sup-
plies in their cars because
"you don't know how long
you're going to have to stay
and cover this."

The nature of radio,
Allen says, forces on -air
staffers to be ready for any-
thing. "Every region has cri-
sis preparation they do [for] hurricanes, earth-
quakes, tornados. It's the same mode of
operation."

The need to get accurate information to the
public quickly is making Boesen take another
look at old competitive urges. "This whole event
transcends all radio formats," he says. "Regard-
less of demographic, everybody will need the
information-and you'd better deliver the infor-
mation, or they will go someplace else for it. I'm
much more apt to grab information from [our
sister] ABC-TV affiliate and get it on the air. Nor-
mally, I'm more territorial."

George King, PD of KNIX Phoenix, recently
gathered his airstaff for a meeting to discuss
"what happened, what's happening now, and
what will happen in the future."

While it didn't take long after the attacks for
KNIX to begin simulcasting N/T sister KFYI, they
have now installed a permanent patch to KFYI
on the KNIX board.

KSOP's Hilton says his station's "game plan for
the future is set by the events of the last game,"
meaning the Sept. 11 attacks. He does, however,
anticipate some more detailed backup -transmit-

ter plans being put in place
in case of terrorist attacks
during the Winter Olym-
pics, set for early next year
in Salt Lake City.

LESSONS LEARNED
Becky Brenner, OM for K\ II'S Seattle, says she

isn't sure that anyone could have been fully pre-
pared for the events of Sept. 11. Still, having a
seasoned, veteran staff helped. "They understand
what their role is in a crisis," she says. "Having just
gone through a huge earthquake in March, we
have done some very extensive preparedness type
of drills." Her staff knew where and how to obtain
backup power and what news services are avail-
able to them.

But there's still some further training needed,
Brenner notes. "This happened at a time when
our full-time staff was in place. I'm not sure had
we had part-time staff on the air that our reac-
tion time would have been as fast."

Murphy, who had the benefit of a full news
department and a veteran staff, says, "[I] couldn't
be happier with the way we handled it the day of
[the attacks]. We stayed local all the time and
took listener response calls all day."

Allen says there are some things he and his
staff have learned from the events of Sept. 11.
"Don't ever jump to a conclusion on anything
you are seeing or reading. A graphic would pop
up on CNN and minutes later you'd see a retrac-
tion. You've got to be really quick-but pause to
find out if it's right."

Boesen agrees. "We immediately started getting
calls from listeners all over town that there were
bomb threats at places of work, hospitals, malls.
We were scrambling to verify these things. In one
case, one got on the air [before it was verified]."

For Boesen, it's an example of the way things
have changed. "A year ago, [a call about a bomb
threat] would be a topic of discussion. If we were
getting a call now, we wouldn't think about put-
ting it on the air."

Allen says a similar circumstance happened
after a local convenience -store owner was arrested
because he is an illegal immigrant. Other stations,
Allen says, aired false information. "You would
have thought this guy was one hairbreadth away
from being connected to Osama bin Laden. I
called the newspaper before I went on the air, [got
the facts], and never said anything."

MOVING ON
Murphy says his station is

still giving more constant
news information than
before the attacks, but "only
when something breaks. A
lot of the coverage [now] is
a rehash. Things are getting
back to normal. People are
still concerned, but they are

trying to get back to a normal life. People who
want [more news and] talk are already at [a]
news/talk [station]."

WSM-FM has always featured the Pledge of
Allegiance by a local elementary school during
morning drive, but the station now plays it at
noon and again during afternoon drive as well.
"Patriotism is at an all-time high right now," Mur-
phy says. "We're going to keep doing that."

KWIJ's normal on -air posture is "entertain-
ment and fun," Boesen says, "so we're trying to
help folks' moods, but we don't want to just cre-
ate an escape for them. We want to make it as
light as possible, but we cannot be disrespectful
of the situation. You can still have some fun, play
songs that are fun, and do entertaining tongue-
in-cheek imaging. We have an obligation to still
deliver the product that we've positioned to the
audience that we'll deliver."

While doing that, Boesen says, his station
also carried President Bush's Sept. 20 address
to the nation. "I believe that's a first for us. But
we're not playing to kids-adult listeners need
to know."

At KNIX, King says, "We are listening to our
listeners, and we're getting a feel from them what
we need to do as a radio station." But he thinks
that in some respect it is a comfort to the listen-
ers for KNIX to return to somewhat normal pro-
gramming quickly. Listeners, he says, "want to
hear the familiar, popular songs [so that] when
you [tune] to the station you get a safe feeling.
You know what you're going to get, and you get
it-an escape from the pictures and sounds of
what happened [Sept. 11]."

Allen says his station is slowly rediscovering its
sense of humor on the air, including playing a
listener -made call -to -arms song, "Battle bin
Laden." When the listener originally brought the
song to the station, Allen says, they told him there
was no way it would go on the air. It wasn't until
days later that they found humor in it.

Allen says the song, which was made on a
"Casio music machine to the tune of ["Battle
Hymn of the Republic"]," features a local man
who "sings like Elvis with a lot of reverb." Allen
says the song features the memorable opening
couplet, "There's a problem in our world
today/that's hard to understand/Osama bin
Laden is a crazy, dangerous man."

Ad Forecasts Affected By Tragedy
All of a sudden, media pundit Jack Myers'

bleak forecast doesn't look so extreme. While
he had no way of predicting the Sept. 11 ter-
rorist attack and the effect it would have on
advertising, Myers said total advertising would
be down 4% in 2001, with radio down 7%.
Along with several other analysts, Myers has
adjusted his numbers to declines of 6.6% for
all of advertising and 8% for radio. Most ana-
lysts, such as Timothy Wallace of Banc of
America Securities, are looking at a 6%
decrease for 2001 and flat results or up to a
5% decline in 2002.

Radio Advertising Bureau president Gary
Fries is slightly more optimistic, but instead of
forecasting a flat year, he says the market has
the potential to "be down a little."

James Marsh of Robertson Stephens says,
"Nearly a week of commercial -free program-
ming could be enough to cause most compa-
nies to miss third-quarter results." Indeed,
radio stocks took a beating, and such compa-
nies as Clear Channel and Disney hit all-time
lows. Viacom-owner of Infinity Broadcast-
ing-along with other media companies
warned that third-quarter results would fall
short of original expectations.

"As a result of the attacks, we incurred a con-
siderable increase in costs at CBS News, our
local television station news operations-espe-
cially in New York-and our major -market all -
news and talk radio stations," says Mel Kar-
mazin, COO of Viacom, which had to cancel
the Latin Grammys and an NFL game,
reschedule the Emmy Awards, and push back
the fall TV season by one week.

While everyone is quick to quantify
radio gained immeasurable respect for rising
to the occasion. "Broadcasters passed a critical
test of their good faith as trustees of the pub-
lic airwaves by reacting swiftly to unfolding
events," wrote Lee Westerfield, a broadcast
analyst with UBS Warburg, in his most recent
report. "Media emerge with an enhanced pub-
lic-service reputation."

Advertising is slowly beginning to come
back. Of the several major advertisers that ini-
tially pulled campaigns-such as Coca-Cola,
McDonald's, and Verizon-many have shifted
campaigns into the fourth quarter. Hotels and
airlines are still questionable. But late last week,
Coca-Cola, McDonald's, Budweiser, Toyota,
Lexus, Nissan, and others began resuming
schedules. Some retailers have pulled ads, but
others such as Home Depot thought it was
their patriotic duty to continue advertising.
AT&T, which pulled spots in more than 130
markets, was busy crafting new creative, with
intentions to come back later in the year. Ver-
izon director of local broadcast Janet Cerrato
says that the company wasn't cutting back but
instead has pushed advertising back.

"Advertisers are more concerned with their
copy and how it comes across. Some have cut
their weight," says Pete Stassi, senior VP of
local broadcast for BBDO. "It's day by day.
We have clients rolling to later weeks, some
going forward, others adjusting copy. It's a
mixed bag."

Local radio stations were scrambling to pick
up the slack from the dropoff in national, a
practice the industry had been accelerating all
year. In New York, the New York State Lottery.
tri-state Jeep -Eagle dealers, DSW Shoe Ware-
house, and Dial -a -Mattress were on the air. Gro-
cery stores, such as A&P-owned Waldbaum's,
A&P, and the Food Emporium were on the air
to inform listeners that they were serving as
donation dropoffs for the American Red Cross.

Insurance companies such as State Farm
and the Hartford were running information -
based advertising in both Ne fork and

Washington, D.C. The nation's capital was
also heavy with spots from security companies
and gun stores. Indicative of the growing
spirit of unity in the country, one local D.C.
advertiser, Vito Plumbing, gave up its sched-
ule to the Red Cross.

Content on radio is changing to suit the
times. ABC Radio Networks made a quick deci-
sion late last week to syndicate ABC News' Sam
Donaldson, whose program debuts Sept. 24.
Called Sam Donaldson Live in America, the show
broadcasts live from ABC News' studios in
Washington, D.C., from 10 a.m. to noon. Both
satellite radio companies will also carry Don-
aldson's show.

ARBITRON SUMMER SURVEY DISRUPTED
'The release of the Arbitron summer survey,

scheduled to begin delivery Oct. 12, could be
delayed by as much as one week because of dis-
ruptions in telephone service and mail deliv-
ery. For the fall survey, which began Sept. 20,
the ratings company says there could be a small
"shortfall" in the number of diaries used to cal-
culate the ratings. The company suspended all
phone calls connected with both surveys Sept.
11 for 36 hours. As of last week, six ZIP codes
in Manhattan do not have mail service,
accounting for less than 0.3% of the New York
City metro.

A bit of good news: Stations, many of which
carried TV feeds or other radio network news,
won't have to send in new program informa-
tion. After perusing more than 2,400 diaries
from that fateful week, fewer than five of
10,000 individual diary entries required any

information beyond call letters,
frequency, or station name already on file
with Arbitron.

ON -AIR COMMENTS STIR COMPLAINTS
cad. several controversies invoking on -

air comments have emerged. FCC Commis-
sioner Michael Copps lashed out at Howard
Stern last week after Stern suggested that pros-
titutes in New York City might be experienc-
ing less business, along with remarks spoken
in mock Arab accents concerning body parts
and bombs. The timing of Stern's remarks,
during the Sept. 14 National Day of Prayer and
Remembrance, motivated hundreds to write
in to the FCC and complain. "I am saddened
and dismayed at remarks reportedly made on
Howard Stern's nationally syndicated radio
program," wrote Copps in a prepared state-
ment. "Most of Stern's programming last week
seemed sensitive and supportive of encourag-
ing a positive reaction to the disaster. So it was
all the more surprising that remarks were
made that so crudely distorted and demeaned
the essential nobility of what our people were
coming together to accomplish."

In Baltimore, Radio One was criticized by
N/T host Les Kinsolving of WCBM for airing
what he considered anti-American remarks on
its talk stations. That prompted the company to
issue a press statement. "We encouraged and
permitted our listeners during this very diffi-
cult time to express their opinions," Radio One
says, "and a very limited number of opinions
were clearly controversial." That same day,
Radio One announced the formation of a
5100,000 disaster relief fund.

MONITOR PROFILE

Y107's Marty Mitchell Mourns Alongside
Listeners, Staff After WTC Attack

Being on the air is helping WYNY (Y107) New
York PD/MD/afternoon host Marty Mitchell
come to terms with the events of Sept. 11. Mitchell
and his staff lost friends in the attack on the World
Trade Center-the site of the station's annual
summer lunchtime concert series-and he feels
that taking calls, passing on information, and play-
ing requested songs allows him to assist his native
New York City in a small way.

"We've had calls from firemen and policemen
listening from ground zero and requesting songs,"
Mitchell says. Those requests do not share any
common theme. "It's a wide variety of music [that
they ask for]. It might just be a song that brings
them back to a particular time-something they
can connect with to help them through. It's nice
we can help them in a small war the fact that I
can playa song for them."

Since the attacks, Mitchell says he has "heard a
lot of sad stories," but
it's the way his city has
pulled together that
gives him hope. "I pass
by the Manhattan sky-
line every day coming
to work; I look up and
see the smoke. Then I
see all the other people
driving, and they are
looking too. Everyone
feels together. The
crime rate [has gone]
down. You see the
American flag, the
American spirit every-
where you go. Maybe
there are a few [posi-
tive] things that can
come out of this."

Looking for positives
is particularly difficult
for Mitchell and his
staff, after spending
every Thursday of the
summer broadcasting
from the plaza outside
the World Trade Cen-
ter. "The World Trade
Center was home away
from home for us," he
says. "[Each Thursday]
I used to joke around
with staff [and say], 'It's
our field day today.'
The World Trade Cen-
ter is our backyard."

And the last concert of the summer has par-
ticularly poignant memories for Mitchell. The
Aug. 30show with Rascal Flatts and Kortney Kayle
was like the "end of summer camp. [People]
came up to say, 'Thank you, see you next year.'
Everybody was so sweet to us. We were there for a
couple hours after the show just saying goodbye
to everybody.

"Every week we'd see the same [audience mem-
bers] and new people," Mitchell continues. -There
was all walks of life there. Businessmen in suits walk-
ing through at lunchtime. They would stop and
say, 'Who is this?' Then stay and watch." The con-
cert series helped bring country music to NewYork
ers, who weren't always familiar- with the format
and its artists, and it could be disconcerting for
some acts. "I'd tell them, 'See this crowd? It's going
to be doubled by the time you finish your set. Don't
worry.' "Artists told Mitchell how overwhelmed
they were by the support of the audience.

Now lining up performers who participated in
the concert series for a benefit, Mitchell says,
"Artists have been incredible. They say, 'Let me
know what I can do for you. Tel me where I should

be and when. If I have anything scheduled that
day, I'll switch it.' " The benefit concert is slated for
Nov. 2 at the Meadowlands' Continental Airlines
Arena in New Jersey, and Mitchell hopes to have
it broadcast on Westwood One and telecast on
CMT. A lineup will be announced shortly.

Mitchell, who has been with the station for 15
months and was upped to PD in June, asked per-
formers from the concert series to call him on the
air the day after the attacks to talk about their
experiences at the World Trade Center. Mitchell
calls it an effort to talk about how New York City
and those particular buildings are special to many
people outside the city as well. "We wanted to
focus on the positive. What was it like to appear
there? Let them share their thoughts so we could
hear their side of it. For the artists in Nashville, we
asked how they are reacting there."

Of course, the impact of the attacks was felt
immediately by Mit-
chell and his staff. "It
was very difficult that
[first] day. I heard it on
the radio on my way
in. I started bouncing
around [from station
to station] trying to
hear more. I went
back home to turn on
the TV, then called the
station and filled them
in on what to do. We
went to news coverage
with ABC and then
Fox News after that.
Everything was going
on at once."

WYNY stayed with
news until the follow-
ing morning and then
"went on the air, did
patriotic songs, and let
listeners speak. [They
talked about] the loss
of a loved one, how
upset they were, or
where to make dona-
tions. There were so
many things [people
wanted to say]. It was
good for [station em-
ployees]. We were
going through a lot
and had lost friends. It
was comforting to us to
share with [the listen-

ers] as they were sharing with us. We got lots of e -
mails, thanking us for letting them be heard."

Mitchell says one of the most difficult losses for
his staff is NewYork City firefighter Tom Foley. Sta-
tion staffers became acquainted with Foley after he
was featured on the cover of the city's Daily News
for saving someone's life. "He came into the sta-
tion and went on the air. He was in Peopk maga-
zine as one of the most -eligible bachelors. And he
was a celebrity here too. He would come to our
shows, and he became a friend." After the attacks,
Mitchell says, "a few people called us and told us
[he was] one of the missing. It's devastating."

For now, Mitchell is talking pains to ensure the
station is "not doing anything that would offend
listeners. Like us, they lost people they love, fam-
ily, friends, coworkers. We've been doing a few
contests this week. Not as much as normal but just
to bring it up a little bit." The station continues to
do news headlines throughout the day, "[but] it
depends on what the latest news is. I know a lot
of people just need a break from this news. Music
is comforting. We're playing it by ear to see blow
listeners react." ANGELA KING

Recasting Fall Promos In Wake Of Attacks
The national tragedy of Sept. 11 has made it

difficult for everyone to go about business as
usual. And radio's marketing and promotion pro;
fessionals have been forced to quickly re-evaluate
their fall planning and question the relevance of
any concert or event

Collective contests planned for the fall book
by Clear Channel and Infinity stations have been
scrapped across the country. But some local deci-
sions are showing a desire to move forward.

Country KSON San Diego's APD/MD Greg
Frey says his station is back to its fall push, but
things are different "We had kicked off our big
fall -book contest the day before [Sept. 11] and
ditched it when the news broke. With all the may-
hem and trying to get as much information out
as we could, there was just no way to stop down
and say, 'Now let's give away $1,000.' It would have
been horribly inappropriate. We're now back to
our fall contest but with an eye on what's going
to happen next"

Concerts that had been planned before the
attacks for the most part have gone forward, but
proceeds are now part of larger fund-raising
efforts for the Red Cross or for the families of vic-
tims. Active rock WZTA (94.9 Zeta) Miami is
going on with its planned Halloweenie Roast, set
for Oct. 26 with performances by Disturbed,
Drowning Pool, Adema, Systematic, Stereomud,
and Sevendust. The event's proceeds will now go
into the Clear Channel Relief Fund. And top 40
sister WHYI (Y100)'s annual Wing Ding is now
the Red White and Blue Wing Ding.

But adult top 40 WBMX (Mix 98.5) Boston,
which had initially planned to go forward with its
planned Mixfest Sept 22 and turn it into a fund-
raiser, canceled a few days prior to the event,
spurred by the unwillingness of many artists to
travel. Those acts that were able to make it, includ-
ing Jewel, Better Than Ezra, Five for Fighting,
and Nelly Furtado, were featured in a Live &
United radiothon instead. The station auctioned
tickets for listeners to be a part of an "intimate
studio audience" for the event Proceeds from
the auction and the radiothon will benefit the
American Red Cross.

WHTZ (Z100) New York has reworked a
planned school -spirit contest to salute all "school
heroes." Rather than giving a concert for one
school, the station is soliciting nominations of fel-
low students who helped in the relief efforts.

A few stations that didn't have concert events
planned are now trying to pull them together as
benefits for attack victims and their families. Adult
top 40 KIMN (Mix 100.3) Denver's Pete Kuhn
says, "We are working on [an Infinity] duster ben-
efit concert, raising money for the Red Cross at
every event" Country WYNY (Y107) New York,
which has conducted its summer concert series
at the World Trade Center for several years, is
hoping to stage a benefit concert featuring past
performers. Country WPKX Springfield, Mass.,
sent out a mass e-mail to record labels trying to
line up performers for a charitable concert within
the next three weeks.

Small on -air giveaways and client -based pro-
motions have resumed in most rases but with
less fanfare and fewer promotional mentions.
Country KRYS (K99) Corpus Christi, Texas, is
trying to take a low-key approach, which is a
challenge given the station's normal positioner
of "Continuous country favorites and fun." PD

Clayton Allen-whose Clear Channel station
won't have its big fall collective contest-says
his station pulled all local contesting for a week
after the tragedies, then came back the follow-
ing Monday with some giveaways, "but we're
not going out of control with it"

In the case of flyaways, Kuhn says, "We are con-
tinuing with our Walt Disney World family vaca-
tion promotion, because we had newspaper and
airline partners and a direct -mail piece attached.
We asked listeners to give us feedback about what
we should do, and since the trips could be taken
through 2002, all feedback was positive to keep
the contest going."

Kuhn is less confident about another sched-
uled trip giveaway. "A flyaway contest with Arby's
is also going on as planned. The client doesn't
have a problem with it because it doesn't start
until October, but I'm not so sure."

Also still up for debate are stations' fall mar-
keting campaigns. Kuhn says his management
thinks "you have to market to have any chance
of surviving the news/talk-heavy fall book" For
that reason, the station is planning to continue
its billboard and direct -mail campaigns.

Another panelist says her station is "moving
forward with television [although] we're not
100% confident that we'll be doing it We've
already moved our start date for our IV flight
back by two weeks, so we'll see. We're proceed-
ing with caution and the understanding that our
plans could change at any moment"

Another Promogandist says, "Our television
campaign that coincided with our collective
contest now reflects the information on the
[company relief effort]." In other contesting,
he says his station is "following our fall plans.
However, we have pushed everything back a
couple of weeks."

Other plans for nontraditional revenue are
also still scheduled for our panelists.

Humanity And Unity In Tragic Times
CALGARY, ALBERTA: On Monday, Sept 10,

with no hint of what was to come the next day,
the Canadian Country Music Assn. completed a
very successful convention and handed out its
awards to an enthusiastic crowd that included a
large group of Nashvillians. The post -awards gala
found plenty of Americans tipping the rye with
their allies above the border and promising to
return to Calgary for the 2002 event

I enjoyed a dinner with a couple of radio
friends, then retired to my hotel room eagerly
anticipating the American Airlines flights that
would take me back to Nashville the next morn-
ing. Little did I know that by Tuesday's end, we'd
be living in a much different world. One with dif-
ferent rules and a shocked and grief-stricken
United States.

As I was preparing to check out of my room,
news of the first attack on the World Trade Cen-
ter caught my attention. "What a horrible, horri-
ble accident," I thought Just as I was about to turn
the set off and head downstairs for the airport,
the second plane sheared into the second tower.

The Nashvillians who were booked on out-
bound flights gathered at the airport to inquire
about the dismal prospects of getting home. As
the ticket counter lines grew long, reporters
arrived on the scene to interview the grounded
travelers.

Although news reports had not yet included
estimates of how many people might be in the
Twin Towers, I knew it would be thousands. I
managed to mutter through an interview with a
local talk station, then watched as a few people
in the lines wept openly, and the trek back to the
hotel got under way. We began to realize that we
were on foreign soil in a time of terrible tur-
moil-and thankful that it was Canada and not
half a world away.

In the four days that followed, we watched with
awe as the details emerged from the U.S. We
shopped, drank coffee, took walks, and milled
around the hotel lobby that had been converted
into a makeshift information center. As flights
were canceled one after another, the news was
posted on an easel near the registration desk.
Some went to the movies, played golf, or toured
the city. Others simply stayed in their rooms and
watched TV. A few arranged for private jets to
meet them in Montana.

About 20 or so in the Nashville group char-
tered a passenger bus and left early Thursday
morning, facing more than 50 hours of road
time. Those of us who stayed behind put on
brave, determined faces and worked on getting
flights out It was to no avail for most

Early Saturday morning, seven of us took a
Canadian commuter flight to Toronto, then
rented minivans for the 16 -hour drive to
Nashville. The U.S. Border Patrol officer at the

Buffalo, N.Y., crossing inquired about our trip.
He asked one of our drivers, "Do you know Suzy
Bogguss?" Yes indeed-we may have been 800
miles from Nashville, but in a very real sense we
were already home.

We listened to country radio the entire trip,
with plenty of betting on how many times we'd
hear "God Bless the USA" before we saw
Nashville's skyline from 1-65. The first song we
heard after tuning in WYRK Buffalo was Garth
Brooks' "The Change," from his Fresh Horses
album. It got quiet in the van as Brooks sang.
"One hand reaches out and pulls a lost soul from
harm/While a thousand more go unspoken
for/They say what good have you done by saving
just this one/It's like whispering a prayer in the
fury of a storm."

Once again, the violent images of the attack
flashed through my mind. All along the trip,
country stations were using carefully edited news
actualities over patriotic songs. We first heard
"God Bless the USA" on a small station in western
NewYork, then at least a hundred times after that.
We heard it on WGAR Cleveland, both country
signals in Cincinnati, and WAMZ Louisville, Ky.
In between the bigger markets, we heard the
song on scratchy, distant AMs and on more small-
town FMs than we could count

Just outside Columbus, Ohio, we tuned to
WSM-AM and heard the warm, familiar sounds
of the Grand Ole Opry coming through every bit
as clear as if we were already home. The Whites
offered simple but profound comfort by per-
forming the Carter Family classic "Keep On the
Sunny Side." Home seemed so much closer,
although we were still hundreds of miles away.

Just after dawn on Sunday morning, we finally
arrived home, tired and sore from the hours of
continuous driving, roadhouse food, and too
much coffee that was more than a little past its
prime.

Not long after my bags broke the early -morn-
ing silence by hitting the floor at home, I hit the
sheets and began to contemplate the experience
as I drifted toward sleep. I thought fondly of the
brotherhood I'd witnessed and felt at the hands
of my fellow Nashvillians who were out of the
country with me when the suicide bombings
occurred. I reflected upon our common destiny
as Americans and how under our blanket of free-
dom not one of us truly goes our way alone. I
savored the unmistakable bond that evolved
between my fellow sojourners and myself.

I prayed for the survivors of the attack who
were mourning their dead and missing, and I
acknowledged my new love and appreciation for
Canada and its people. And I knew in my heart
that they'd understand that this time and under
these circumstances the best part of Canada for
all of us was leaving it
