AFTER WOWING EPIC
Records chairman/CEO
L.A. Reid, Meghan
Trainor is winning over

fans with her debut hit, "All About
That Bass." The song, which mixes
a self-empowerment message with
a hooky doo-wop beat, bounds
8-4 on the Billboard Hot ioo and
crowns Digital Songs, where it lifts
2-1. "L.A. said, `No one has writ-
ten anything like this yet, so I can't
compare it to anything,' " recalls the
2o -year -old, who has penned songs
for acts like Rascal Flatts. "Usually,
I'm writing for other faces. But now
it's mine, so I can say whatever I

want. That's so cool."
Trainor, a Nantucket, Mass.,

native who now lives in Nashville,
tops Digital Songs with a 17 percent
jump to 197,000 sold in the week
ending Aug. in, according to
Nielsen SoundScan - good for top
Digital Gainer honors on the Hot
ioo for a fourth consecutive week.
That makes "Bass" the first song
to earn the award for four straight
frames since digital sales began
contributing to the Hot ioo in 2005.

Trainor also nabs top Streaming
Gainer honors for a second straight
week, leaping 13-5 on Streaming
Songs with a 47 percent surge to 6.z
million U.S. streams, according to
Nielsen BDS. "Bass" is breaking on
the air, as well, debuting on Radio
Songs at No. 45.

"Bartender" is your latest top five on Hot Coun-
try Songs and could achieve crossover success.
Will the rest of your new album, 747 [Sept. 30,
Capitol Nashville], be similarly uptempo?
Charles Kelley: It's definitely our most in -your -face
record. think most people would associate Lady
Antebellum with midtempo love songs like "Need
You Now" and "Just a Kiss." But going into our fifth
record, we knew we had to mix it up a little so our

fans wouldn't get bored. We worked with Nathan
Chapman [Taylor Swift] for the first time, and
writers like Shane McAnafly [Kacey Musgraves'

2013's Golden has only been certified gold,
while every nonholiday album of yours before
it has been platinum or greater. Did that prompt
some of your sonic changes, too?
Kelley: If there was e

where things were slowing down a bit, this was
it. We took some time off that summer so [singer]
Hillary [Scott] could have her baby, and we didn't
know if our career would fizzle out after that or if

people were going to be interested. We also don't
want people to become sick of us; we were just
everywhere. We wanted to show people we're not
just one-dimensional and could make more songs
that could really help drive a live show.

Did you make a conscious effort to step outside
genre lines this time around?
Kelley: We just try to write the most melodic
songs we can with as great of a message as
you can. But you also don't want to go so far off
the reservation - no crazy dubstep loops or

synthesizers. That's not our style.

EP TO THE RESCUE!
HOW SHORTER, FAN -TESTED COLLECTIONS

ARE RESUSCITATING THE RECORDED -MUSIC BUSINESS

IT'S THE RARE MUSIC SALES
success story: In resurrecting the EP,
or "extended play," a format com-
prising eight or fewer songs, record
labels are moving enough units to
build revenue for a baby act with a

song on the rise, and could see even
greater rewards once the "complete
my album" mechanism is offered at
various digital retailers like
iTunes and Amazon.

Sales trends for the past
few years point to the EP
increasingly acting as a hold-
over, almost like putting an
album on layaway. If you later
include the songs from the
EP on the full-length or the
deluxe version, it's a small

economic investment to get fans to
complete the collection. (EPs retail
for between $3.99 and $7.99 on aver-
age, compared with $1.29 for a single
and $9 to $13 for an album. The more
tracks that are released, the better
the deal is to complete an album - or
at least, that's the theory.)

But Capitol Records executive
vp Greg Thompson cautions that
labels must spend the same amount
on marketing and promotion for a hit
song as they do for a hit album. "You
still have to invest what you invest
to break an artist. Those are fixed

marketing costs," he says. Indeed,
the three majors invest most in devel-
oping, producing (budgets rarely
break the $5oo,000 mark these
days, but $30,000 a track for a top
producer or mixer is not outside the
norm) and marketing (radio adds can
easily go for $300,000 a track) new
acts. However, Ashley Burns, GM
of Capitol's Virgin Records, agrees
that a single and EP can help manage
the A&R investment more efficiently.
"Before, you put out the album and
it's sink or swim," she notes. "With
the EP, you can see what people are

reacting to, which can guide
you in how you finalize
what's on the album."

For instance, Bastille's
album Bad Blood, which
contains all the songs
from the band's EP Haunt,
including the hit "Pompeii"
(3.2 million singles sold)
has scanned 467,000 units,

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according to Nielsen SoundScan.
So the theory that a buzzing sam-

pler can generate instant cash seems
to be valid. So far this year, 59 EPs
have debuted on the Billboard 200,
including releases by 5 Seconds
of Summer, which has scanned
297,00o copies of its She Looks So
Perfect EP, good enough to make
it the 30th -best-selling title so far
in 2014. Other EPs include Luke
Bryan's Spring Break 6... Like We Ain't
Ever, which has sold 134,00o; Austin
Mahone's The Secret, at 82,000;
Sam Smith's Nirvana, at 41,000;
American Authors' self -titled set, at
34,000; Hozier's Take Me to Church,
at 3o ,00 o; and Disney Karaoke Series:
Frozen, at loi,000.

The influx comes on the heels
of 8z EPs breaking into the chart
in 2013, and 84 in 2012. To put that
in perspective, in 2003 just 18 EPs
made the Billboard zoo, and as
recently as 2009, only 37 hit the
chart. The EP looks to be more than
a passing fad, a la the much -derided
three -track cassingle in the 198os
and 199os (Los del Rio's smash
"Macarena" sold 4.6 million of
them in 1996).

Meanwhile, although more
albums are being released than ever,
sales of full -lengths - both physical
and digital - are down almost 15

percent since 2013. Of course, much
of the format's erosion can be traced
to price points built on the back of
197os mega -sellers. In embracing
the EP configuration as an economic
A&R strategy - "The decision to
do an EP happens on a case -by-case
basis," says Thompson - record
companies hope to see a better
success rate than the industry's
typical one-in-bo. "EPs provoke a

more fluid A&R process where you
can judge engagement and see the
appetite of the consumer who've
already voted with their dollars,"
Thompson adds.

The one difficulty: Today's EPs
work better digitally than physically.
While a mass-merchant chain like
Walmart loves lower -priced music,
it's generally not in the developing-

artist business. Talking buyers into
buying an EP from a new act like,
say, Smith in his pre -Saturday Night
Live debut days, may be a hard sell-
one that requires the time and effort
that bare -bones record companies
simply can't afford. 0

So Who Will
Buy Vevo Now?
Will media heavies and telecom
giants cough up $1 billion for the
music video hub? Balks one insider:
the financials are "bullshit"

Vevo has helped Universal and
Sony Music monetize their
music video catalogs, to the
tune of annual revenue that

reached an estimated $250 million in
2013 (56 percent, or $140 million, went
to the labels). But with the company on
the block as it eyes life post-YouTube, its
distributor since 2009, what is the music
video hub worth to potential investors?

The Vevo sale is being led by Goldman
Sachs in partnership with The Rai ne

Group, with a valuation that could land
in the reported range of $700 million to
$1 billion, according to multiple sources.
Interested parties have included virtually
every major player across every media
sector, from DreamWorks (which placed
a bid in April) to firms The Chemin Group
and Guggenheim Partners (parent of
Billboard) to telecom giants AT&T and
Verizon to Yahoo and Amazon, the latter
two of which are eager to expand their
footprint in streaming video. A Vevo rep-
resentative declined to comment.

Marketing materials began circulating
in August, and executives familiar with
Vevo's pitch are bearish on its prospects.

Google's minority investment in 2013,
valued at a reported 7 percent stake, has
made the company worth a minimum
$650 million sale, a price tag that many
are balking at given Vevo's ultimate value
without YouTube's valuable display ad
dollars, which make up a bulk of the com-
pany's current earnings. Another poten-
tial hurdle: Vevo owners aren't aligned on

sale strategy.

"I don't think they're going to be able

to sell it," says a senior financial execu-
tive."The book [Vevo's financial data] is

bullshit. The economics all depend on

licenses from the major labels. If it's sold,
at what terms? The sellers can make
Vevo look like it's worth $1 billion or zero
dollars." Indeed, Vevo's fate in the market
is looking like that of streaming -video
site Hulu, a well-known brand with little
value outside of its content licenses. In
2013, Hulu held advanced talks with po-
tential buyers before ultimately taking it-
self off the block. Says a corporate insider
who opted not to bid for Vevo, "Whoever
buys it will have to contend with the com-
plications of dealing with rights holders."
Not always a pretty picture.O

Met Opera Union
Drama Makes Noise
The show must go on - but it could mean bankruptcy

BY JONATHAN HANDEL

Five weeks before opening night, the tones
emanating from New York's Metropolitan
Opera are anything but dulcet. Contracts
with most of the Met's 16 labor unions

expired July 31, and GM Peter Gelb is threatening
to lock out 2,400 workers if the unions don't accept
cuts in wages and benefits amounting to more than
16 percent. The show must go on, but come Sept. 22
will it be Richard Eyre's new production of Mozart's
Le Nozze di Figaro - or more of a bitter labor dispute?

At issue: The Met wants to cut almost $30 million
in labor costs. The unions say that's excessive (the
Met's operating budget is $327 million and it's in

deficit by just $2.8 million). The Met says that were
it not for extraordinary fundraising efforts, the defi-
cit would be higher and warns that the organization
could go bankrupt in three years.

The unions counter that the deficit is Gelb's fault

and allege a litany of artistic excess and financial
missteps, arguing that the GM's focus on risky new

productions has been a fiscal disaster, that wasteful
overspending abounds and that the Met has over-

priced its tickets (orchestra seats for Aida run from
$105 to $320) to the point where total revenue has

suffered. "Management needs to cut up its credit
cards," says a spokesman for IATSE Local 1, which
represents stagehands and other crew.

But lockout losers also include the musicians and
performers who would suffer lost wages and have
to pay for their own health insurance. Federal medi-
ators have been called in to negotiate among the

Met, Local 802 and the American Guild of Musical
Artists (representing chorus singers) with an Aug.

17 deadline. Behind the scenes, a source close to
the negotiations says, are differences in viewpoint
among the unions that will complicate matters.O

OBIN WILLIAMS, WHO Menken

committed suicide Aug. 11 at

When it came time for Robin to do his
thing, the burst of imagination, endless
parade of character voices, hilarity and
sheer energy were astounding. Take after
take of brilliant material poured out of him
and our minds reeled from the possibilities.
After a few hours we thanked Robin pro-
fusely. And that was it. Robin was gone.0

WHEN VAN TOFFLER FIRST
went to work at 1515 Broadway
in the mid-198os, starting
in business development for
Nickelodeon and eventually ris-

ing to GM, then president of MTV, the company's
Times Square location was the polar opposite of the
Disney -fled pedestrian mecca it has become. "It
was drug dealers, pimps and hos," says the 54 -year-

old New York native. "A lot of us left work at 1 a.m.
or the next morning after editing 120 Minutes all
night. It was different."

Now running 12 networks under Viacom's
Music & Logo Group, including VH1, CMT and
Logo (Viacom's 2013 revenue topped $13 billion;
MTV reaches some 99 million homes and com-
mands a per -subscriber fee of47 cents, according
to SNL Kagan), he doesn't lament the loss of MTV's
music video years, which you could argue expired
in 2010 when the network officially removed the
"M" from its Music Television moniker.

Reflection is not what MTV is about. Witness:
the Video Music Awards, which will celebrate its
30th anniversary on Aug. 24 at the recently reno-
vated Forum in Los Angeles- the venue offers "a
level of intimacy" for an in -the -round stage - yet,
as of press time, the network has no plans to honor
the milestone. Madonna writhing in her "Like a

Virgin" wedding gown? You have a better chance of
seeing it on YouTube. "The VMAs are about what's
current," says Toffler. (The 2013 edition drew Ida
million viewers among P12-34, up 66 percent from
2012, according to MTV. Labels saw an average 37
percent post-VMAs bump in sales.)

MTV ratings have dipped in recent years,
reportedly averaging little more than 800,000 in
prime time, but what the network shares with its
former self is the secret sauce that has allowed
it to remain nimble, youth -relevant and resilient
with an audience that never grows old. Says
Toffler: "A complete anomaly in media." Today,
he adds, it's still "rebellious, irreverent and
musical, but in a different way." The widowed
father of two teenagers - one a country die-
hard, the other a Brit -pop fan - who still loves
vinyl, making mixtapes and playing "bad guitar,"
talks about tuning in to the fickle youth market,

surviving Miley Cyrus backlash and why new
networks hardly make him flinch.

Beyonce will be honored with the Michael
Jackson Video Vanguard Award at the VMAs.
How are you feeling about all the tabloid
chatter leading up to the big night?
That's the gift that keeps on giving. If we could
have Solange and Jay Z around somewhere,
how's that not good? But really, the decision to
give Beyond the award had absolutely nothing
to do with the controversy or chatter and was
decided well before this. In fact, just after Justin
!Timberlake] left the stage in 2013. And then
when Beyonce put out an album in such a visual
way, she was the most obvious choice.

You took some heat after the 2 013 edition, for
the Miley Cyrus -Robin Thicke performance,
and a seemingly botched Daft Punk booking
that angered Stephen Colbert, who called
you "Van Wilder" and "Flan Cobbler." Look-
ing back now, any new perspective?
The day after the VMAs, the Today show called
for me to be fired because of Miley. I am so used
to this - I get death threats and hate mail. I'm
thick-skinned, and I love Stephen. It was great
for us. It brought attention to the fact that Daft
Punk was on our show.

The Federal Communications Commission is
probing Cyrus' NBC special for indecency.
How would you have handled televising the
Bangerz Tour?
For better or worse - not because we're wonder-
ful people, but because we've been in business
with artists for so long - there's a level of trust.
So we would have collaborated with her. When
we shot an Unplugged with Miley and Madonna,

both were there in the audio and video truck
for hours after the show going over the cuts and
the sound. The networks are in the business of
licensing shows. We've produced more of these
and think we have the best performance shows
on TV, so it would've been done in partnership.

MTV's core is teenagers. How do you keep
up with such a young audience?

We probably talk to them more than any other
company, in terms of research, focus groups,
call-outs. We listen to our audience every day.
And we reinvent every three to five years. If
they say, "I'm sick of soft -scripted reality like
The Hills and want something more authentic, it
yields Jersey Shore and Catfish ... They tell us how
much we suck or what they love and we never get
too comfortable or lazy. It's unlike the rest of the
TV industry where a network can have a show
like Friends for a decade. Our shows, like The
Osbournes or Beavis and Butt -Head, they were so
bright but burned so fast.

Considering MTV's former
dominance as the hub for music
videos, some believe it could
have been YouTube or Vevo.
Does that gnaw at you?
What gnaws at me is anything that
takes leisure time and attention of
young people away - something
that's competitive to the brand ...

I don't think we could have been
YouTube because we're a con-
tent company and we're having
to learn how to be a product
feature company. But we create
premium content. We're now digitized and have
arguably the most valuable video library of the last
3o years. There's Julia Roberts' VJ audition, Keith
Richards talking about his favorite LPs.

CMT's ratings are up some 30 percent in the
last year, and Taylor Swift hasn't even put out
an album. Why?
I don't know if you've heard: Taylor Swift's
no longer country. (Laughs.) I think there is a

wonderful, more youthful movement in country
music - from Luke Bryan to Jason Aldean to
Dierks Bentley - where it's no longer Garth
Brooks and Reba [McEntire]. But the advan-
tage that CMT has that MTV doesn't is they
can and do embrace their heritage. So they can

honor Johnny Cash as well as embrace Miranda
Lambert and Carrie Underwood.

VH1 has seen a surge in prime -time viewer-
ship among African -Americans. Who is the
network's audience?
"Adultsters" - what we define as a zs-year-old torn
between wanting to be irreverent and rebellious
and also having some real adult responsibilities. So
they go out with their friends, they get drunk and
then have to wake up and go to their job.

Toffler is a vinyl
enthusiast, as
demonstrated

by this turntable,
bought in France.

New players in music TV have popped
up, including P. Diddy. What do you
make of the Revolt network?
I don't see it. Literally. I wish I could pass
judgment but I can't find it, and I assume
the rest of the country can't either. It's tough
to start a new linear TV network now.

Viacom has HD network Palladia, which
airs popular music programs like Live
From Daryl's House and feels like it's
targeting a similar audience to that

, of Mark Cuban's Axs TV.
But Axs is kind of frenetic. It's not all

music, and I don't know how the other
stuff got on there. Because they could

get a concert, they put it on? I don't understand it.

How would you diagnose the health of the
music industry right now?
As a fan, I'm happy there are so many ways to
access and discover music. As a business, it's
really troubled. It's always been a singles game,
but in the '8os and '9os labels had more money
to see an artist through one or two records as they
were evolving - like a U2. There's definitely less
patience today. But I'm a firm believer in micro -

relationships between artists and fans. Allowing
the artist to figure out ways to monetize, whether
that's selling a single or a T-shirt or playing in
someone's living room, [lets] the artist [be more in

control and] less reliant on the big machinery. 0

This "micromanaging workhorse" wore a

Broadway and Nickelodeon in her teen years
and finally achieved her dream of becoming
an R&B diva. Now, at 21, comes the hard part:

conquering her fear of futuristic pop

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ARIANA GRANDE IS EASILY MISTAKEN
for an old -school good girl. The singer
wears Audrey Hepburn -style strapless
gowns, travels everywhere with her mother
and trades lovey-dovey messages with
on -again, off -again boyfriend Jai Brooks
(of Internet comedy boy-troupe The
Janoskians) over Instagram. Last year, she
implored fans to boycott SeaWorld after
the damning documentary Blackfish came
out. "I think people see me as a little cutesy
thing," she says, looking, in fact, demure
and adorable, seated with her feet tucked
underneath her on a giant leather couch.
"But I'm literally the most sardonic person
you've ever met."

Proud oddball Iggy Azalea - Grande's
collaborator on "Problem," the song-of-

the -summer contender that has elevated
Grande to superstar status - allows that
Grande, while "very sweet," is definitely
"quirky." Last year, bloggers simply had
her pegged as a "mini-Mariah" for the
lush, unabashedly '9os R&B sound of her
debut Yours Truly, which went to No. 1. On
Aug. 25, Grande presents her follow-up, My
Everything, and three huge singles released
in the run-up to the album have already
redefined her as a state-of-the-art pop diva:
Besides "Problem," a super-catchy, not-

at-all -smooth, kiss -off track, there's the
Ibiza -ready "Break Free" and the woman -

power anthem, "Bang Bang," featuring
Nicki Minaj and Jessie J.

Grande has her grass -roots support-
ers, first cultivated with her roles on
Nickelodeon shows, to thank for this year's
breakthrough. "These songs went to No.

on iTunes before there was airplay,"
explains Republic executive vp Charlie
Walk. "She engages with her fans first."
(Grande boasts more than i7 million
Twitter followers and close to 14 million
on Instagram.)

Grande, who now lives in Los Angeles,
says she was "a very weird little girl"
growing up in Boca Raton, Fla.: "Dark and
deranged. I always wanted to have skel-
eton face paint on or be wearing a Freddy
Krueger mask, and I would carry a hockey
stick around. I was like a mini -Helena
Bonham Carter." Sitting in the cavelike
lounge we've retreated to in downtown

L.A., she looses a throaty,
almost maniacal laugh.
"For my fifth birthday
party we had a Jaws theme
and all my friends left
crying. I mean, I still am
that way. But when I was little it was more
concerning. There was a stage, when I was
3 or 4, where my mom thought I might grow
up to be a serial killer."

Instead, Grande embarked on a show-

tunes-inspired career. She started acting
in community theater a few years after the
creepy birthday party, and by freshman year
in high school, she auditioned and scored
her first casting in a Broadway show,13. That
led to a supporting role on Nickelodeon's
teen musical sitcom Victorious and a starring
part in the Victorious spinoff, Sam & Cat.
Republic Records chairman/CEO Monte
Lipman signed Grande when she was 17 and
little-known beyond Nickelodeon, after a

friend excitedly sent him YouTube videos of
her covering Whitney Houston and Mariah
Carey. Sam & Cat only lasted one season;
the final episode aired in July, amid much
drama. But two weeks later, "Break Free"
placed No. >l on iTtuies.

Making a hit record was always the goal.
"I remember when I first came to L.A. to
meet with my managers, I was like, 'I want
to make an R&B album,' " recalls Grande.
"They were like" - she drops her voice
a few registers - " 'Um, that's a helluva
goal! Who is going to buy a 14-year-old's
R&B album?!' "

Grande's restless ambition is accom-
panied by a twitchy energy: She's
hummingbird -tiny at just five feet tall, often
walking with a stutter step thanks to her
giant high heels. She makes dramatic arm
gestures as she talks, with the words tum-
bling out of her mouth. "I am hypoglycemic
so sometimes I'll get anxious if I forget to
eat," says Grande. "When I was a little girl,
I would turn into the Tasmanian devil."

"Because she is a perfectionist, the one
thing I'll say to her every now and again is,
'An, perfect is not always about being per-
fect - it's those flaws that people can relate
to,' " says Lipman. "I don't want you to get
to the point where you're gritting your teeth
and your fists are all balled up."

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Grande agrees. "I'm a micromanaging
workhorse," she says, nodding vigorously.
"Absolutely an obsessive -compulsive
workaholic." Even as an 8 -year -old kid play-
ing Annie, she didn't want to stop working.
"I just wanted to do every single show," she
remembers. "However many there were in
a year, I was in every one, whether I was a
chorus girl or the lead or doing the lighting."

At that time, Grande's older half brother
Frankie claimed star status in the family.
"My brother was always the one in the
spotlight and I liked that," she explains.
(Frankie's a performer and producer cur-
rently working his outsized personality and
dyed Mohawk on the deathless CBS reality
show Big Brother.) "It was like he was the
entertainment for me." Grande's mother
is Joan Grande, who runs a telephone and
alarm system company and moved with
Ariana's father from New York to Florida
when she was pregnant with their daugh-
ter. Grande's father, Edward Butera, owns
a successful graphic design firm in Boca
Raton. "My brother and my mom and
my grandparents were always there," she
recalls. "And my dad, until my parents split

up when I was 8 or 9."
The week I spoke with Grande was a

rough one. Her beloved grandfather had just
passed away at the age of 9o, and she was
posting photos of him - as a dashing young
man in a fedora; on his deathbed, Grande
smiling by his side - in online tributes.
Like everything else, Grande shares her
grief with her fans. In person, though, she
struggles to articulate it. "It's just so fresh
and I'm still mourning," she says in a whis-
per. "I don't even know what I would say to
be able to encompass what an amazing man
he was." She wipes her forefinger delicately
under each eye and smiles. "I mean, how
much time do you have?" While in Florida
caring for her grandfather, Grande met
up with her dad, whom she hadn't seen
in a while. "It was good," she says. "I love
my dad." But she's made no secret of the
fact that her parents' divorce and rela-
tionship with her father have been tricky.
"Everybody with divorced parents knows
what it's like to be in the middle. Even years
later I'm still in the middle."

Grande responded, in part, by cultivat-
ing interests from her grandparents. "I

"Especially in a world where
everything is so egocentric and all you do is
talk about yourself and promote yourself."

Of course, Grande has had to be a tireless
self-promoter - even after making it onto
TV, she was posting homemade videos
online. Her pleasures now are simple, even
sparse: "The most relaxing thing to me is

going to the beach at night," she says. "I
mostly do it in Boca." She'll rehearse with
her dancers, even when there's no event
coming up, for the company. And some-
times she'll fly out her best friend Alexa
Paige, a pal from Florida now in college, for
fun. But she's closest with her mother, who
she calls "fierce," and her brother. They'll
play Heads Up! when a few free minutes
open up. Frankie being away on Big Brother
"is excruciating, because I have no commu-
nication with him, and he's missed so many
things." The afternoon we spend together,

"Everything that I was terrified to try and
was absolutely positive I would hate, I
tried," she says, explaining that at first she
was "intimidated" by "Problem" and wary
of recording straight -up dance tracks.

"It's not like, because Ariana has a huge
range, she can only do that kind of music,"
says her "Break Free" co -writer Anton
Zaslayski, aka Zedd. Grande wasn't so
sure. "I hated it at first," she says, describ-
ing her vocals on "Break Free," which she
sings ahead of the beat. Co -producer Max
Martin convinced her to sing in what she
calls a "more forward placement." "I was
like no, no, no! Please just let me sing it
how I would sing it," she mock -whines.
"But he was like, 'Just try it. Trust me.' "
She loved the results. "I was so pleased
when I tried something that I thought - no,
that I knew I would hate."

"Problem" was also a difficult sell. "I
loved the idea of it, but the chorus, the whis-
per was so shocking to me," says Grande,
referring to the unexpected, intimate refrain
sung by Big Sean- "I got one less problem
without you" - which co -writer Savan
Kotecha first dreamed up in an airplane
bathroom, and completed for Grande after
he was brought in to work on My Everything.
("I sang it into my phone," he remembers.
"I had that voice in my head for a year.")
In the main part, she wanted to show off

She displays a thoughtfulness and a
weirdly sane -seeming mysticism that sug-
gest true depth.

Balancing real life as a person and
unreal life as a famous person is a big part
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of what Grande works on these days. "I
never thought it would be a thing for me to
go out in my pajamas," she says. Does she
feel pressure to hide aspects of her private
life? "I do and sometimes I don't. I vacil-
late between saying, 'I need to keep some
things private' and 'I should be able to be
myself, and I need to share what I love and
everything with the world!' "

Grande's also hard at work planning
live shows to support the new album. "I
did a tiny tour, but it was very small and
intimate and on not much of a stage," says
Grande of the shows she played last year,
opening up for Justin Bieber. "It's new,
very new. It's going to be a big shock for
me. Here's the thing," she says, leaning
forward and speaking in a conspiratorial
whisper. "I have to launch this album, and
I get to do a tour, which all sounds fine and
dandy ... but I just love being in the studio.
I could start a new album right now,
tonight. That sounds the most enticing to
me. I love it." 0

late, Magic's single "Rude" didn't just happen to catch fire when
the weather got hot. Its day in the sun was carefully planned.

Released in October 2013, "Rude" was a top 20 hit in Canada
and Australia by Christmas, and it's the sort of record that usu-
ally starts getting U.S. airplay in January. But its reggae feel gave
"Rude" a summer hook that convinced Magic's label, RCA, to hold
back on the single until spring- and then start spreading the word.

"[RCA GM/executive vp] Joe Riccitelli told me in February he
had this song that was going to be a summer smash," recalls Rich
Davis, program director of Minneapolis' top 4o KDWB and adult
top 4o KTCZ. Sure enough, "Rude" hit No.1 on the Billboard Hot
200 dated Aug. z and has stayed there for five weeks running.

Riccitelli confirms the strategy. "Timing was absolutely a con-
sideration," he says. "We did wait for the winter thaw before
sending 'Rude' to radio full -on."

For decades, labels and programmers have seen songs with
summer themes and sounds scale the charts as the temperature
rises - Starbuck's breezy "Moonlight Feels Right" was released in
the fall of 1975 but didn't chart until the following April, peaking at
No. 3 on the Hot loo dated July 31,1976. The shift from serendipity
to strategic marketing is relatively recent, though.

Kid Rock's "All Summer Long" got immediate airplay upon its
release in 2007 but wasn't worked as a single until spring 2008,
reaching No. 23 on the Hot 200 on Sept. 13, 2008. (Its No. 3 peak
on the Radio Songs chart is a clearer indicator of its ubiquity, since
Rock didn't make his material available on iTunes until 2012.)

Not coincidentally, 2008 is the first time that Katy Perry topped

Billboard's summer song tally, with her breakthrough hit "I Kissed
a Girl." If anyone has cracked the Song of the Summer formula,
it's Perry, a two-time Queen of Summer. When Perry launched her
second album, Teenage Dream, in 2010, it arrived not in the third or
fourth quarter- the traditional release time for a superstar project
- but at the end of August. And it did so on the heels of "California
Gurls," a single so calibrated to win the Song of the Summer derby
it shared a name with a Beach Boys track. Perry was even a strong
Song of the Summer contender in 2011, when the fifth single from
Teenage Dream, the party -centric "Last Friday Night (T.G.I.F.),"
came in at No. 5 on Billboard's Song of the Summer chart.

Billboard estimates "California Gurls" earned $5.8 million in
2010 ($6.3 million in 2014 dollars; see page 42), raising the stakes
of the Song of the Summer sweepstakes. "I have heard the 'song of
summer' pitch this year more than ever," says top 40 WFLZ Tampa,
Fla., program director Tommy Chuck. Other singles benefiting
from that blueprint this season include Calvin Harris' "Summer"
and Ariana Grande's "Problem," which used the hashtag #songof-
summer2024 in its trade advertising.

This year, Perry's "Birthday," the first song widely tipped as a
summer hit, was upstaged by Ed Sheeran's "Sing," which was in
turn muscled out by Grande's "Problem." Then came "Rude."

But it's a song that isn't specifically seasonally orientated that
looks to come out on top, as Iggy Azalea's "Fancy" has been able
to carry its spring momentum through mid -summer. "The cool
thing is that the top summer song is often a song that comes out
of nowhere," says top 4o WBLI Long Island, N.Y., programmer
Jeremy Rice. "The obvious ones don't always make it." -SEAN ROSS

Billboard's annual list of the best -attended
clubs in North America, reported $2 billion
in revenue in 2013, with gross ticket revenue
up 3o percent.

Indications are that 2014 will be just as
strong, and Live Nation stock has risen 14
percent in the 12 months ended July 31,

to $21.16. "Overall for our portfolio, we're up
in show count and ticket sales," says House
of Blues Entertainment CEO Ron Bension.
"It's a good business if you can withstand
the cycles, and we've been able to do that."
How good? Billboard estimates annual gross
ticket sales for Live Nation clubs approaches
$3oo million annually.

The Live Nation portfolio boasts about
8o clubs and theaters, about 65 of which are
clubs under the House of Blues or Fillmore
banners, with others including established
venues like the Tabernacle in Atlanta
(No. 8), the Palladium in Hollywood (No.14)
and Irving Plaza in New York (No. 17).

"Four years ago, Live Nation created
this organization and put all the clubs and
theaters under one roof, and they commit-
ted to it," says Bension. "We've doubled
our portfolio in the last three years of ven-
ues we operate or exclusively book into.
But, more importantly, we've made a
huge commitment to artist development.
We're starting to help [developing acts],
and we're seeing evidence of that as we
see bands work with us from 3oo-capacity
rooms to 3,000 -seat theaters."

Bension believes Live Nation clubs are
successful because the venues are great
music rooms, with an emphasis on sound,
lights and sightlines. "They're intimate
and they provide the essentials," he says.
Beyond that, "we're just the best market-
ers in the country."

The club business is not without its chal-
lenges, though. As festivals have exploded
in the last five years, radius clauses -

you can't play 100 miles away, that's crazy
talk. It's protectionism for no reason. What
could be better than a band playing ioo
miles away saying, 'We're going to be play-
ing this festival, so you should go'?"

Live Nation is the biggest festival pro-
ducer in the world, an irony not lost on
Bension. "We compete with ourselves.
That's just the way it is," he says. "What's
good for the bands is good for us, and ulti-
mately it's good for Live Nation. That said,
you do feel some impact in the late second
quarter and early third quarter."

It has been said that you never get a
second chance to make a first impres-
sion, and for many bands, that first
impression comes from a club perfor-
mance. "There's nothing more important
and longer -lasting than the relationships
you establish at the beginning of your
career," says Seth Hurwitz, president of
Washington, D.C.-based promoter I.M.P.
and co-owner/operator of 9:3o Club
(No. 3). "The more solid that relationship
is, the longer -lasting it is." 0

5 MUST -PLAY CLUBS
The best spots for up-and-coming bands to build buzz

When Billboard polled agents in the club space about rooms
they considered must -plays - the spaces that generate crucial
buzz - most named the 9:30 Club in Washington, D.C. "It has the
credibility, sound and environment that all bands want to have,
and it has the history," says Craig Bruck, agent at ICM Partners.

Co -owned and operated by Seth Hurwitz, president of D.C.-based promoter I.M.P.
Productions, the 9:30 Club is the one venue that turns up on both Billboard's must -play
poll and the tally of 25 clubs with the highest attendance. As Live Nation continues to
expand its club portfolio, and clubs like Brooklyn Bowl expand to other markets like Las
Vegas and London, the fiercely independent Hurwitz vows, "I'll never put the 9:30 name
on anything else." He prides himself on "what's best for a band here in this town": "As the
gap grows even wider between a franchise -type approach and an individual approach, it
makes us even more individual, and that's what people appreciate when they roll in."

The Troubadour in Los Angeles is widely seen as the perfect place for an underplay
- when Nine Inch Nails play there, those who make it in the door broadcast the once -

in -a -lifetime moment through social media to everyone who couldn't. Paradigm agent
Corrie Christopher calls the 400 -capacity room "one of the longest -standing, indepen-
dently owned, historical rock clubs on the planet."

"There is something in the bones of [the Troubadour] that is just irresistible and
rocks," says Kirk Sommer at William Morris Endeavor, whose clients include Adele,
The Killers and Ellie Goulding. "It's all about optimizing the opportunity by populating
the room with other influencers and strategic partners." To that end, when it comes
to building momentum for bands about to break, David "'Roche" Viecelli, founder/
president of the Billions Corp. agency, favors the Music Hall of Williamsburg in
Brooklyn, while Sommer cites a Thursday -night gig at Popscene in San Francisco,
Hotel Cafe in Los Angeles and the Slipper Room in New York. -R .w.

FKA TWIGS HAS JUST RELEASED ONE

of the year's most bold, idiosyncratic
and deeply personal debuts -LP2 (XL
Recordings), an exploration of warped
beauty ideals, gender politics, romantic
power dynamics and raw sexuality. But
she isn't really interested in explaining the
person behind her art.

"The idea's the idea: It's about what you
do, and not who you are," she says, sip-
ping mint tea in the lounge of New York's
Tribeca Grand Hotel. "That's why when
people are talking too much about my
parents, or music I grew up with, or what I
think about this, I'm like, 'Eh, let's just talk
about the actual music.' Because it's much
more about what I'm doing."

FKA Twigs is 26 -year-old Tahliah
Barnett, a shy, breathy -voiced only child of
Jamaican and Spanish parents who grew up
in what she calls "the white countryside"
of Gloucestershire in the British Midlands.
As a teenager, Twigs was a dancer, a talent
she'd later pursue in London (where she
still lives), appearing in videos by Jessie J,
Kylie Minogue, Ed Sheeran and Taio Cruz.
(She discusses her past head-on in the
track "Video Girl," but won't reveal which
clips she worked on; see sidebar, below.)
But her musical inclinations, toward bands
like X -Ray Spex and Kraftwerk, had more
sharp angles than smooth grooves. Her
soft voice wasn't suited for fronting a punk
band, to her dismay - instead, she honed

her production chops with synth -obsessed
friend Cyan. Twigs cut her performing teeth
at underground London cabarets, singing
sultry jazz standards and twisting her voice
to sound like Etta James or Ella Fitzgerald.

These beguiling contrasts spawned FKA
Twigs, the identity Barnett fully assumed
in 2012 as she melded asymmetrical
beats with heartbroken elegies and eye -

popping visuals that feed sexual imagery
through a warped, Wonkavision lens.
Twigs says her contradictions bothered
her when she was growing up, but now
they have become her greatest strength,

budget affairs, LPi features big guns:
Sampha (Drake, Jessie Ware), Paul

all contributed songwriting and produc-
tion to the project. The record's first single,
"Two Weeks," got a hypnotic, Queen of
the Damned-esque video from Nabil (Del
Rey, Nicki Minaj). Her next clip, for the
despairing "Pendulum," is self -directed
and due out imminently, as are several
more. Nearly all feature the entrancing,
multi -jointed freeform dancing that's a

She tends to describe her sound in terms
like "wizardy synth" or "hi -hat that sounds
like you're running into a wall and as you
smash into it, it turns into leaves," but in the
end she may be most content to leave it all
in the ears of the beholder.

"I once said to a boy, 'You're a really
good kisser,' and he said, 'You're only as
good as the person you're kissing,' " she
says. "I think it's the same with the music.

No Longer Bound By The Boss
The Gaslight Anthem has channeled Springsteen in the past,
but it finally breaks free on the eagerly awaited album Get Hurt

Brian Fallon, singer -guitarist for New Jersey's The Gaslight Anthem, can vividly recall
the first time he heard one of his own songs on the radio. It was 2008, and his band's
second - and soon to be breakout - album, The '59 Sound, had just been released.
But Fallon was hardly a rock star: He was working construction between tours. "I

was up on a roof when our song came on," says the 34 -year -old. "Everybody put down their
tools to listen, and my boss was like, 'That's it! You're quitting! You're going to be huge!'"

He did, of course, and he kind of is: The Gaslight Anthem, whose chest -beating Americana
is cut with snatches of rowdy punk, slow -burning soul and ramshackle folk, has steered to
impressive success during the past eight years. The band's 2012 album, Handwritten, debuted
at No. 3 on the Billboard 200 and has sold 122,000 copies, according to Nielsen SoundScan.
(The group's biggest seller is 2008's The '59 Sound, at 171,000). The act's throwback rock
sensibilities and Fallon's earnest, evocative lyrics have led it to share the stage with avowed
fans like Bruce Springsteen and Pearl Jam. In fact, those richly detailed narratives have some
hailing him as the second coming of The Boss himself, and have made the band's fifth full-
length, Get Hurt (Aug. 12, Island), a hotly anticipated release. But it's also the reason why the
album almost didn't get made at all.

"I'd hear all this stuff being said about us, and all the great artists we're compared to, and
would cringe," says Fallon. "It was like, 'We're not sure what the goal is here with you guys -
we're just a band trying to figure out who we are.',,

That was the challenge with Get Hurt, on which Fallon and his bandmates - guitarist Alex
Rosamilia, bassist Alex Levine and drummer Benny Horowitz - embrace a more complex
sound. There's still plenty of heart-on -your -sleeve anthemic rock like the acid -tongued first
single "Rollin' and Tumblin'," but the album also finds the group pushing its boundaries. In
contrast to Handwritten, helmed by producer Brendan O'Brien (Pearl Jam, Springsteen),
the band recorded Get Hurt with Mike Crossley, known for his work with English indie-rock
acts like Arctic Monkeys and The 1975. The group also found inspiration in new instruments
(Moog and Fender Rhodes keyboards), as well as in the music of uncharacteristic - for The

Gaslight Anthem, at least - acts like Calvin Harris and The National.
"People are going to be really surprised by where the band has taken things," says Island

Records president David Massey. "This album definitely widens the sonic landscape so that
they can defy some of those [musical] comparisons."

The resulting material isn't always gentler and more nuanced in attack. "Stray Paper," which
features a backing vocal from retro-soul queen Sharon Jones, pits staccato guitar stabs against
Fallon's anguished wail. The leadoff track, "Stay Vicious," opens with a nasally, metallic riff that's
more Black Sabbath than Springsteen. ("The sound on that one," says Fallon, "is just gross.")

It's not the first musical evolution for the band. "There was a lot of growth from The '59

Sound to [2010's] American Slang to Handwritten, too," he says. "But a lot of people seemed to
say, 'None of that matters. We've decided you're 'this' and that's the end of it.' So after a while
you start to feel that maybe they're right."

Fallon pauses. "I didn't want to be in one of those places where you're just rebelling against
your past for no reason. But that said, this time we also thought, 'All right, what else is there?' "0

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Dierks Bentley:

More than a decade into his career,
the "Drunk on a Plane" star is finally
headlining major venues. "I don't know
how the hell I'm here," he says, "but

"WHAT ARE ALL THESE PEOPLE DOING
here?" wonders Dierks Bentley as he looks
out at the rapidly filling lawn at the Verizon
Wireless Amphitheater in St. Louis. "Don't
they know this is an almost-4o -year-old
married guy with three kids?"

Bentley, who will take the stage in about
three hours on this steamy Sunday night, is
a veteran road dog. But now, fueled by one
of the biggest hits of the summer in "Drunk
on a Plane," the country star finally finds
his name at the top of the marquee in major
venues, more than a decade into his career.
"From a headliner development point of
view, the success story of the year is Dierks,"
Brian O'Connell, president of Live Nation's
country touring division, told Billboard ear-
lier this year. "He is selling a ton of tickets."

Bentley, 38, has paid his dues, starting
like so many other country acts by playing
for tips on Nashville's Lower Broadway.
But from there, he took an unconventional
path to stardom, full of risky left turns.
While most artists rarely veer from festi-
vals, fairs and supporting bigger stars as
they work their way up the ladder, Bentley
hit the "red dirt" circuit in 2006, touring

This year's Riser, a deeply personal coun-
try LP, has sold 207,000 copies, according
to Nielsen SoundScan. But Bentley's touring
explosion seems to be centered directly
on "Drunk on a Plane," which is No. 4 on
Billboard's Hot Country Songs chart dated
Aug. 23 (its 26th week on the chart) and
has sold 716,000 downloads total. "People
love that song," says Bentley. "It started off

fourth in the set, then we moved it down to
sixth, then eighth, and now it's at the bot-
tom. It could be last - it's that big."

Thanks to the song, Bentley is now a bona
fide star who averages about 16,879 tickets
per night, according to data provided by
management - and that's likely to continue
with the just -announced second leg of his
Riser Tour, which will have him headlining
20 amphitheaters this fall. "I took a round-
about way to headlining," says Bentley.
"Sometimes you have to let the music steer
the way. I don't know how the hell I'm here,
really, but something's happening. It has
been a great climb -a slow climb." 0
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High On Philosophy (And Drugs)
The Underachievers rep New York's new underground with a trippy debut album

IATE A WHOLE EIGHTH MY FIRST TIME,
which is a lot of shrooms," recalls Issa Gold,
who with partner AK makes up Brooklyn
rap duo The Underachievers. "Most people

should do half an eighth for their first time. My
friends didn't tell me, so I ate an eighth and it
was f-ing crazy."

Being frank is only part of what makes The
Underachievers one of New York's most exciting
young teams, a duo whose name belies its dexter-
ous rap style and ambitious left -of-center vision.
Their music is a stew of influences, cribbing their
Flatbush neighborhood's Caribbean culture, the
retro-flavored oddball rap of the new Brooklyn
underground they've helped form with fellow rising
stars Joey Badass and Flatbush Zombies, and the
lessons of psychology, science and history that Gold
(born Marlon Fung) has pursued since abandoning
religion. But right now, the subject is psychedelics,
and an experimental phase in his early teens.

"My first trip was in Manhattan Beach [Calif.],"
says Gold, 24, quick to jump topics from Carl Jung
to the Shmoney dance to Jason Mraz bootlegs. "My
first thought was, 'I'm mad small, to the whole uni-
verse, and I care about things that don't matter.' "

These days, the act is on a different trajectory,
and its space in the universe is expanding: The pair's
2013 mixtape, Indigo ism, was critically acclaimed,
and it released its official debut album, Cellar Door:
Terminus Ut Exordium, Aug. 12 on RPM MSC. And
while psychedelics may be a creative cliche, they
represent imagination and possibility for Gold and
AK, an analogue for the duo's musical worldview
that incorporates philosophy and mysticism. "We're
trying to establish a culture, an empire with the
music," says Gold. "You draw people in with the
music, but we want them to go out and learn more."

AK (born Akeem Joseph) and Gold met when
they were 17. The former had been rapping for years
and was ready to go pro; the latter was aiming to get
a Ph.D. in social science and write books, until AK
convinced him that rap was the ideal way to spread

his message. "That's what makes it special," says
AK, 23. "[Combining] the conscious shit with that
ignorant shit everyone likes. It's easier to learn."

Cellar Door is the latest step along that path,
distributed through manager Rene Mclean's RPM
MSC imprint and Capitol Music Group- not
through Flying Lotus' Brainfeeder, as origi-
nally intended. The duo joined Tokimonsta and
Thundercat on the experimental beatmaker's
roster in 2012, but a proper LP failed to material-
ize. "We have a one -album commitment with
[Brainfeeder]," says Mclean, who also has worked
with LMFAO, Cam'ron and Dev. "Eventually we'll

deliver that to them. Underachievers are hands-on,
and we felt this album needed our complete focus."

To promote it, The Underachievers released a

video for the slow -burning "Metropolis" and will
follow with "Amorphous," featuring alt -rock fave
Portugal the Man, and "Felicity," produced by Nick
Leon and The Ruby Suns. They already have plans
for a follow-up, a record with Flatbush Zombies
titled Clockwork Indigo. The duo has largely left the
shrooms alone for now- not that everything else
is off the table. "I'd rather smoke some DMT," says
Gold. "You can't put it in human words. You go past
tenses. You blast past hallucinations." 0

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SINCE THE RELEASE OF HIS DEBUT MIXTAPE IN
2005, Wiz Khalifa has evolved from a rising Pittsburgh
rapper to a pop icon. While his easygoing persona
makes him come off like one of hip -hop's most casual
MCs, his work ethic speaks otherwise,
spanning from a ceaseless touring
schedule to a steady stream of mixtapes
and LPs that keep his loyal following of
smokers and party kids in the clouds.

Blacc Hollywood, the follow-up to
2012's the newest notch in
his belt, but he isn't just punching the
clock: The 13 -song project, bedazzled
with contributions from Nicki Minaj,
Currensy, Juicy J and more, is a surpris-
ingly strong offering, rooted in simplicity
and banking heavily on Khalifa's natural
charisma. The bubbly stoner who listen-
ers have come to love is more settled;
Khalifa seems more certain about and
comfortable with who and where he is
than ever before. And where he is, is a

new creative zenith.
Chalk it up, maybe, to his marriage

to model Amber Rose or the birth of
their first child in 2013, but Khalifa
is growing up. His effortless experi-
mentation, long a strength, is honed:

The music sounds like something he stumbled upon,
casually, luckily and without intense deliberation. The
rhymes rarely falter, but it's his flow that has long been
the draw, and on Blacc Hollywood, it's more viscous than
ever. His stretched, Auto -Tuned vocals ride over moody
production with a charming indifference on "Raw," a

midtempo trap number for the club, and "The Sleaze,"
a synth -driven track extolling girls, green and nightlife.
As hinted by singles "We Dem Boyz," "Staying Out All
Night" and "Promises" - his most blatant venture into
pop territory yet -there's a more concentrated effort on
Khalifa's singing. But even when he's rapping, he's more
concerned with melody than metaphor, intent on creat-

ing a hazy, hot -box atmosphere rather
than flooring the listener with dexterous
triple -entendres.

But what happens when the high
wears off and everyone goes home?
"House in the Hills" and "Still Down"
not only find Khalifa at his lyrical best,
but also give a deeper glimpse into a
man who sometimes has been as hard to
see through as the cloud of smoke that
follows him. On "No Gain," he spits over
the smacking drums: "At times I feel like
I'm all by myself and I know you do, too
... I just woke up, I don't get sleep, boy,
my schedule's a mess." In these rela-
tively vulnerable moments, you get the
sense that there's more to Khalifa than
what's on the surface. There are telling
confessions behind all the bravado and
hedonism. It's as though his adventures
in domesticity have deepened his scope.
Khalifa loves a good time, but even the
life of the party has to call it a night.

Carl "A.C." Newman has had different
explanations for the title of the band's
new album, citing both "brilliant

bruisers" and a rough-and-tumble take on the
early-196os Brill Building hitmaking factory. But
another suitable reference could be the brill fish,
which can change its skin color
to blend in with its surroundings.
On its sixth studio release, the
Vancouver indie-pop supergroup- with, as always, the voices
of Newman, Neko Case and
Destroyer's Dan Bejar as the
focal point - has a similar cha-
meleonic ability, further refining
its ability to jump from indie
rock, folk and chamber pop.

Brill Bruisers, the New
Pornographers' first album in
four years, is lush with songs
suited for big rooms, all huge
choruses and shimmering
synthesizers, particularly on
the dazzling "War on the East
Coast" and its heart -racing back-
ing beat. But the most central
(and arguably most memorable)

track on the album is "Backstairs," a vocally sharp
and musically taut tale about an ideal place that
changes just when it becomes within reach.

The New Pornographers' biggest strength has
always been the vocal interplay of the act's many
members-when Newman's niece, Kathryn
Calder, joined in zoos, the group gained a

fourth powerful lead singer. On
"Backstairs" and "Dancehall
Domine," they muse about the
concept of celebrity and its elu-
sive consequences: "They love
you with the lights on/Repeat
it/Recite it," the band cries in
powerful unison on the latter.
But elsewhere, the album fea-
tures the group's most beautiful,
whimsical harmonies yet.

It's unusual enough that this
loose collective of musicians -a
supergroup that formed before
any of them were even remotely
famous - has been going for is
years, basically as a second job
for most of its acclaimed mem-
bers. But it's downright bizarre
that they're sounding stronger
than ever. -PAULA MEJIA

But Rustic doesn't take himself too
seriously, tacking on grating Auto -Tune to
Redinho's pro -scrubs ballad "Lost."

Rustic hasn't had the mainstream suc-
cess of Hudson Mohawke, the Glasgow
beatmaker for Kanye West he's often
grouped with, but this album should
change that.

The soundtrack to Guardians of the Galaxy
rises to No. 1 on the Billboard 200, becoming
the second chart -topping soundtrack of 2014.

The blockbuster film's set, subtitled Awe-
some Mix Vol. 1, sold 109,000 copies in the
week ending Aug. lo (up 83 percent), accord-
ing to Nielsen SoundScan. It debuted a week
ago at No.3 with 6o,000.

The 12 -song multi -artist collection follows
Frozen as the second soundtrack to top the
chart this year. Both albums were released
by the Disney Music Group. (The company's
Hollywood Records issued Guardians of the
Galaxy while Walt Disney Records released
Frozen.)

2014 is the first year since 2009 where mul-
tiple theatrical film soundtracks reached No. 1.

Three movie sets topped the list in 2009:
Hannah Montana: The Movie, The Twilight
Saga: New Moon and Michael Jackson's This Is It.

Guardians of the Galaxy is an especially
notable No.1 album because it is the first No.1
soundtrack where the whole album comprises previously released songs. All of
its tunes were released between the late 196os and late 1970s, and most were
chart hits on the Billboard Hot 100.

The Guardians of the Galaxy album and its music play an important role in
the movie: They are all on a mixtape in the main character's Walkman, which
was given to him by his late mother in 1986. The cassette tape itself isn't just an
object in the film, but an item that drives the story forward (and sets off entire
sequences). In addition, all but one of the soundtrack album's dozen songs are
heard in the film - most for a sizable amount of time. (Enough to make a good
impression on moviegoers, clearly.)

Considering the tape's profile in the movie, it seems like an opportunity was
missed by not releasing the soundtrack on cassette. Perhaps we'll see a special
limited -edition cassette released in time for the film's home video bow (pre-
sumably later this year).

It's likely that Guardians of the Galaxy will defend its position at No.1 for a
second week, as industry forecasters suggest the set should hold atop the tally.
The biggest debut next week could be YouTuber Troye Slvan's TRXYE EP,
with perhaps 40,000.0

Hlt'Factor-y Fox's The X
Factor may have ended its U.S.
TV run with the wrap of its third
season in December 2013,
but the singing competition's
legacy lives on at radio. Two
series graduates, both signed
to Epic (of which original sho,
judge L.A. Reid is chairman/
CEO) are building in airplay:
Fifth Harmony's Michelle
Obama ode "Bon" and Alex &
Sierra's folky "Scarecrow" make
No.40 debuts on Mainstream
Top 40 and Adult Top 40,
respectively. The former act,
assembled on The X Factor,
placed third in the series'
second season. The latter won
the third and final season.

The Vamps' EP was
widely available as a digital
download, but its physical
version had a limited
release. It sold at retailers
Justice and Claire's, through
the band's website and at
merch stands during the
group's tour.

On the Social 50 chart,
The Vamps hit a new peak,
rising 22-18, thanks to
buzz generated by the EP's
arrival. During the tracking
week, the quartet was up
16 percent in overall Social
50 chart points. Much of
that sum was generated
by reaction to the band's
Instagram feed, which
tallied 4 million likes during
the week (up 24 percent).

While the group is ranked
among the top 20 most
popular acts on social
networks, they have yet
to translate that success
(and a top 10 album) into
a hit single. The EP's title
track, which features
Demi Lovato, is bubbling
under the threshold of the
Mainstream Top 40 chart.
It collected 83 plays from
seven stations for the week,
according to Nielsen BDS.

The act will wrap up a
concert tour with Austin
Mahone and Fifth
Harmony on Aug. 20
before heading back home
for a headlining tour. That
trek, dubbed Meet the
Vamps 2014 Tour, launches
Sept. 23 in Sheffield,
England.

So, what's up with the
ever-increasing number of
new arrivals on the chart?

album, the sheer quantity
of available titles has
increased dramatically. Plus,
as album sales continue
to dwindle, the threshold
to chart on the Billboard
200 is smaller than ever la

title needs to sell around
2,000 to 3,000 to reach the
bottom of the chart).
The flip side of this

dizzying debut story is that
because there are so many
albums arriving, few spend
more than a handful of
weeks on the chart.

Of the 723 albums that
debuted in 2014 through
the previous issue (Aug. 16),
51 percent spent only
one week on the chart.
To compare, of the 1,132

debuts in 2013, 46 percent
bailed after a week. In
2003, just 21 percent of
the 802 debuts were one-
weekers. And, in 1993, a

tiny 8.5 percent of the 472
debuts spent only a week
on the chart.

Jason Aldean secures
his status as a bona fide
stadium draw with a run
of concerts at five major
league ballparks during
his Burn It Down Tour's
summer trek. The Georgia
native's first stadium stop
was in front of a sellout
crowd of 40,516 on July 18
at the Cleveland Indians'
home venue, Progressive
Field. With $2.7 million in
sales, the concert is his
second -highest grosser
on the chart, landing at
No. 3. Pittsburgh -area fans
produced Aldean's top
grosser, at No. 2, with a box-
office take of $2.8 million at
PNC Park on July 26.
