Letter writing and letter publishing seems to be just now very much in fashion and 1 
am very pleased that it is. For there is ncjthing which more clearly shows a man’s mental¬ 
ity or a man’s trend of thought than his letters. 

Nor is there any quite so convincing proof any where of why a man does certain things 
than in the letters he writts explaining why he did it. 

And further, a letter has to, be signed so that one can know the author of it, and know¬ 
ing the author of it one can give it its true weight. 

The majority of letters at the present moment which are being published are being 
used as propaganda. 

And thank Heaven the actor is beginning to realize it and know which is bad 
propaganda and which is good propaganda. • 

THE ACTOR IS WAKING UP. 

THE ACTOR IS BEGINNING TO THINK. 
Not satisfied with publishing letters from a man of the type of “Clancy,” whose treat¬ 

ment of actors is well known, the managers in their frenzied desire to get their propa¬ 
ganda before the actors, have begun to cut out pages of their subsidized newspapers and send 
them by mail to actors. 

This is clearly a confession of weakness, for it show’s that the managers know that the 
actors do not read or pay any attention to their sheets. ^ 

What happens to these enclosures with its vilifications of Actors* Organizations and 
their officers is shown by the following letter:

“Mr. Harry Mountford, 
“505 Fifth Ave., N. Y. C'ty. 

“My Dear Friend—Enclosed find sheet from ■ with marked article. 
Each act on this bill received one anonymously. 

“Doubtless before now you are acquainted with this latest form of propa¬ 
ganda, how'ever, it is a pleasure for me to tell you of the manner in which their 
effort w’as received by'this company, most of them being staunch members.

‘This is what I think of such propaganda practiced by you managers.’ However, 

. I admit it does serve a very good purpose, for it encourages all members to fight 
harder in order to make a reality of our ideals and aims. 

“If you consider the subject enclosed w’orthy of your attention we shall 
probably read of it in the coming numbers of The Billboard.

So let the propaganda go on. Actors now know its real value. 

When papers of this class attack us “every knock is a boost.” 

The actor know’s that no managers’ as.'^ociation, no manager, ho manager’s agent, no 
manager’s new’spaper is going to help him or benefit him in the slightest manner. 

The only person who cares for the actor, who looks out for the actor, is the actor him¬ 
self. 

HE IS PREYED ON BY ALL AND IS L.XUGHED .\T BY ALL. 

The actor knows now that individually he is helpless. He knows now that his only 
safeguard and help is Organization (the methcxl w’hich the managers practice), and he 
knows now’ that h’s onlv O'-p^nization in Vaudeville and Burlesque is the AMERIC.AN 
ARTISTES’ FEDERATION. 

Managers organize, and each pays five ($5) dollars a week to protect himself through 
his Organization. 

The Music Publishers organize and pay one hundred twenty-five ($125) dollars a year 
to protect their interests. 

And w’e ask the actor to pay but one ($1) dollar a month to protect his interests. 

The actor hes only one paper, this one. 
The managers have many and are starting another. 

The managers camouflage their activities and attempt to deceive the actor, both through

That is 
due to the fact that the actor is the only person 
who Is not organised. Salaries were cut all o*er 
the country in 1914, and have lemained sta¬ 
tionary, or on the down grade, ever since. 

Mind. I am speaking of the average actor, 
not of the few lucky or fortunate ones, or those 
who are obtaining salaiies for work perfuimed 
outside the theatres. 

And I am Informed, on good authority, that 
there is a plan oh foot to cat actors’ salaries 
still more. / 

Of course, if the actor stands for this, he 
alone will be to blame, and in the event that 
such a contingency occurs, the actor, who Is 
a member of the N. V. A., the actor who is not 
a member of the Federation, can blame only 
himself. 

If be does not stand for it then, like hun¬ 
dreds of actors, who are sending in their ap¬ 
plications at the present m ment. and *he r 
dues. «e advise him to send bis by check,

DAVID MILLER ARRIVES 

In spite of Its arrangement of material and 
its altogether unworthy resume of the stage 

liersonalities of our Immediate day, Arthur Horn 

blow’s "History of the Theater In .America” 
(Lippineott, JlO.fH)) has a deal of interest for 

the people of the theater and those outside of it 

who have a soft spot in their heiirts for the stage 

and Its children. Mr. Uornblow, for instance, 

has uncovered the foundation of the first Ameri¬ 
can theater io Williamsburg, Va., In the year 

1716, by William Levingston. He writes en¬ 

tertainingly of the beginnings of the theater in 

Boston, Philadelphia. New York and the Fur 
West, tbo the compilation is confusing as read¬ 

ing, however valuable and accurate It may be 

for purposes of reference. 

It is in the little side lights that most of the 
entertainment of the two volumes Is to be 

found. We do not feel so abased in the mere 

matter of prices of admission today when we 

dlsoover that there was a period In the very 
callow youth of the American theater when 

three dollars was demanded for gallery seats 

and four dollars for a chair in tbe pit. It Is 

not BO hard to endure the hawking of the candy 

salesmen and women In the Broadway play¬ 
houses If one knows that audiences In the early 

New York theaters were “respectfully requested 

not to spit on the stove,” that they were ex¬ 

pected to bring their own charcoal foot warmers 
and that tbe eating of peannts was rigorously 

proscribed. 

Prior to 1785-’8(L when reserved seats were 

first established by Uiillam and Henry, it waa 
the babit to buy seats and send servants to 
HeUe and hold the most advantageous places 

imtll their masters arrived, when the servants 

bad to leave before the curtain went op. Ob¬ 

viously we have gotten on In some partlcolars, 

tho insiiection of the careers of certain present- 

day managers have their counterpart In the his¬ 

tory of Mr. Corre, the cook, who establlsbed the 
first summer theater in New York and went In¬ 

to tbe bnslness “without any training, love of 
dramatic art. but simply and solely to make 

money;” of John Meody. tbe first actor-manager 
to cross tbe ocean with a troupe, who was a 
t>arber, and of tbe better known Mr. Huggins, 
of Harper's Rhode Island Ompany, who In 17II3 
left the stage and became a barber, whose .td- 

vertlsements were written by the cleverest lit¬ 

erary men of bis patronage, printed in the 
aristocratic Evening Post, and afterwards gath¬ 

ered together into a volume under the title of 

"Uuggiuiana.” 
The chapters, beginninf with the career of 

George Frederick Cooke and tboee inclndlng the 
reign of Kean, Forrest. Booth. Barrett and the 

other lions of tbe .American stage, are fas< i- 

natlng and Illuminating. Tbe story of the 
famous McCready-Forrest fend, which culmi¬ 

nated In tbe bloody riot Inside and outside tbe 

.Astor Plai-e Opera House May 10, 1849, when 

twenty-two people were killed, tblrty-siz were 
wounded and the cavalry and militia had to be 

railed out to put down tbe disturbance. Is vivid¬ 

ly retold. Mr. Uomblow discloses tbe fact that 

whatever nnpleasantness has been staged in tbe 

theaters In our day are summer breezes in i-om- 

parison to tbe events of a generation ago. As 
far back as May 3, 1762, the following notice 

was posted In a New York Theater: ".A Pistole 

Reward will be given to whoever can discover 

the person who was se very rude as to throw 
Eggs from tbe Gallery upon the stage last Mon¬ 

day, by which -the CkMiths of some Ladles and 

Gentlemen were spoiled and the performance In 
some measure Interrupted.—D. Douglass.” 

Further light is tbiown on this merry little 

episode by the knowledge that the eggs were 

not thrown at the actors, but nsod as missiles 

in a fight between the gallery gods and the 
"Johns” on the stage^ who up to December 31, 

1761, were permitteil on the stage, where they 

ogled tbe ladies of the company, crowded tbe 
entrances, exchanged verbal shots with tbe 

proletariat in tbe gallery and made themselves 

generally disagreeable to the low-browed section 

of tbe patronage. . 
' There is a lot of other Interesting tnf.irma- 

tloa contained in tbe two books, like tbe forma¬ 
tion of the first theater monopoly, the birth of 
the speculator, which took place the night Jeniiy 
Llnd sang to her first American audience of

Expresses His Ideas on Theatrical Pro 
duction—Is Partial to American 

Authors 

Joseph Klaw, the yo-jngest pr-'-dneer In the 
theatrii-al fiel-1, when seen at bis offices, H.M 

Brr-adway^ and asked to eipres-s s -me of Lis 

idea* on theatrical pr'-ductioc, said; 

"iMy feel.ug is that, with one or two ex¬ 

ceptions (including myself), the nien ia this 

business belong to another generutiou than 

that in which I am endeavoring to bnild my 

life’s woik. There is, nevertheles!!, mu-'h to be 

gained fr -m their experiences. 1 am inter¬ 

ested in the production of any clean plays, 

from farce to t..-.gp<]y, which, in my opink-n. Is 

good ealcr.alament. I siiall n-d. however, pro¬ 

duce musical shows, because 1 am tempera¬ 

mentally nnfit to do so. 

"Profiting by the exi-erlence of others, I shall 

attempt at least to sidestep one of the chief 
pitfalls—that of becoming a slave to the tech¬ 

nique of the drama—which is slowly changing 

and n-'-t the otho-lox tiling it was once cfifi- 

sidered; therefore. It should never be placed 
psramour.t to go;d entertainment, which is fre¬ 

quently an apparent vlolatkm of technique. 

‘Ter Ins'.ance. ia re-.tnt years the public has 

shown an unfavorable tendency toward a cog¬ 
nizance <f the secret ahead of the eharacters 

cf '.h? r'—y. The audiences of today differ 

In this respect from the audieoccs of fifteen 

.years ag -, w ho wanted to be far ahead «f the 
stage ch-iracters. I thing present-day audiences 

prefer to be Just about with the stage char¬ 

acters ‘in the secret.* It simply proves that 

audiences are changing and the technique is 
resp^-nding to these changes. 

"In the long :un (with rare exceptions) that 

whi-h I leases the greatest number of people is 

the best play from every artistic and financial 
standpoint. 

"If managers will stop tK>s!ng and exclnde all 

thought of the necessity for educating the pub¬ 

lic to sprreclate the plays which they present, 

and Instead offer the best within their power, 
the public would soon educate the manager to 

have a truer conception of ‘the best’ to thdir 

mentally unfit to do so. 

"True, the manager takes his tip from the 

public, which has a better appreciatk-n than he, 
but the public can only give an expression (by 

Its patr-mage) on what Is offered—which Is a 

narrow choice for selection. The i-nhllc is in 
the position of the man who goes into a res¬ 

taurant and is asked if he he wants boiled or 

fried eggs—he may want roast beef, hut it’s 

not (.n the menu. 

“Wl'hout ample capital theatrical producing 

Is the last business in which a man should em¬ 

bark; with plent.v of capital. Judiciously 

bandied, it Is, generally speaking, a remunera¬ 

tive speculation—but to the finish it is specu¬ 

lation. 

"If my present production, ‘Mrs. Jimmie 

Thompson,’ succeeds, iu no way will it affect 

any succeeding ventures. I must make good 

every time.

This latter, however, will 
not be done for a few months. There Is, undoubtedly, a feeling among th^old members that those who come in now should, by a large imtiation 
fet>. contribute towards the funds of the Association. 

Every new member is a part owner of the .Vssociation. on an absolute equality with the charter members, and it shduld not be made too 
cheap for him. It would be the part of wisdom for those who are hanging back to send in their applications at once if they want to save money. 

The spirit of charity express^'d by the members did them credit when the question arose as to whether the Council should or should not 
accept the applications of those T\ho once belonged to the Fidelity League. No vindictiveness was displayed—only a genuine desire to live at peace 
Ailh their fellow players. 

Many doubtless desire to help the American Theatrical Hospital. As has been previously stated in these columns, this institution is always 
open to members of the theatrical profession. Our oHlc© In Chicago has on hand $500.00 worth of tickets for a benefit, to be held there on May 
9th, and it is up to us to see that these tickets are sold. . 

There is a movement on foot, we understand, among Chicago Equity members, to decline to go out in companies controlled by Independent 
managers, which are not 100% Equity. The enthu.xlasm among our Chicago members is greater than ever, and we are mighty glad that the extra 
facilities placed in that city are so greatly appreciated. 

A manager was approached the other day and asked why he did not give the members of his chorus Equity contracts. His reply was: “Because 
they don’t belong to the Association. Go around to the back, talk to them, and as soon as you bring me their applications, duly filled out. I will 
change their present contracts to Eqi^ty ones." This was neither a long nor a difficult task—within twenty-fom* hours every member of the chorus 
had the proper contract. 

There was a wonderful demonstration of affection for Ed. Wynn on his opening night. All players love him, of course, but surely those pro¬ 
longed cheers were most from &iuity members, who knew how much we owe him and who could not restrain their feelings.

It la a genuine pleasure to praise the "Ed. Wynn Csmival." First of all it la a 
fsat, clean. Intelligently directed, shrewdly put together show. It Is staged with good 
t;iste, simplicity, and. when needed, with true, mipretentlona beauty. .\ND IT I.H 
FI’NNY. It Is not the sophisticated ’’wise’’ comedy which appeals to the case-hardened 
Tenderlelnese. hut the merry-iraklng of a boy, giving a ten pins’ admission show lo hla 
father’s ha.v loft for the neighborhood kids. It is a corablnaricai of the Inimitable drollery 
of youth amt the experien>-ed knowle>1*e of a nalnrally humorous, skillful comedian. 
There la not a draggy minute iii It. When Edward is not on the atage, which Is most 
of foe time, the entertainment does not sag uutil he reappears. It starts with well- 
timed speed and It grows constantly and effectively. Mr. Wynn Is that unique type of 
comedian who Is not a stage Isig. He has surrounded himself w-lth clever people, and 
when he appears with them hr gives them their legitimate chance, which In as fine ns 
It Is uncommon. lie does not kill other players’ laughs to comer them all for himself, 
and when he Is off sfaee the actors who are on are permitted to work as If they and not 
he Were the featured names in the cast. The result Is a smashlag good entertainment, 
which should open the eyes of the producers, but which will not. So long as one man 
or one woman Is permitted to think only of their individual bstring average and not the 
sis'ceos of the team, we will continue to be bored to extermination by the usuaul one- 
man show. 

From the ravaged field of vaudeville Ylr. Wynn has abstracted three splendid turns, 
the Meyakos. a trio of Japanese children, who sing, dance, play mnslcal Instruments 
and are a great bit generally; Regal and Moore, a team of acrobats with brains lo their 
heads as well as agility In their bodies, and one of the most versatile, talented and un¬ 
appreciated comediennes on the musical comedy stage. Miss Lllll'in Fitiferald, who can 
sing, art and Is a capital mimic. The trouble with YIlss Fitzgerald is that she la so 
skillful, her work la so filled wl‘h artistry of the most subtle quality, and she Is sur-h 
a contrast to the couotefelts Wl 1 -h aurilences have had passed on them as the real 
thing, that It la doubtful If she will be immedlatel.v valued at ber real worth. Kecog- 
nition for her, however, is inevitable. 

Of course there is no plot. None Is needed. The show is merely a string of "bits,’’ 
which are shorn of every trace of padding and whioli are given with au enthusiasm and 
accuracy tliat make the aui-i-eas of the piece certain. Tliere is no use trying to explain 
Mr. Wynn’a me'.hods or material. He has capitalised his lisp, bis hats, bis boyish in¬ 
stinct for bu.Iesine. hia exp- rience In the variety and his true clown spirit so well th:t 
comment la unnecessary. ’This Is his first venture on his own, and he has surroundel 
himself with a chorus which la pretty, f'jll grown and m dt*stly at'ired. He has in addi¬ 
tion E.irl Benham, who sings, dances and looks well; Lillian Durkin, who is very at¬ 
tractive; Evan Burrowes Fontaine, who does an Egyptian danee number that Is beautiful 
and not too pagan, and a delightful little dancer, Marion Davis. JIlss Davis and Mr. 
Benham have a number with the chorus, "Good-Bye, 8unaliine; Hello, M*sin.’’ that Is one 
of the moat simply attractive numbers of the season, just he<-ause It Is youthfully nstural 
and is done without a lot of stupid variations. The ’’Japanella" s< ene, painted by Joeeph 
I’hysioc, Is aiio’her bit of beauty which makes a tlie impression because of Its simplicity. 

In the slightly altered words of the late BIp Van Winkle: "Here’t to Ed. Wynn and 
hla Carnival. May they live long and prosiH-r.”—I’ATTEIUION J.VMES.

Slowly, but none the less steadily, the Public Defender Idea Is grow- 
Ing in favor, and its advocates, among whom are numbered the most 
progressive men of the nation, are confident that eventually It will 
triumph in every State and every city. Even In the strongholds of con¬ 
servatism a change is taking place. The old order is being superseded 
by a more enlightened idea of Justice—a recognition of the right of 
everyone, the poor man as well as the person of wealth and position, 
to full, legal Justice. 

Louisiana is one of the latest States to give attention to the need 
of a Public Defender. The Legal Aid Society of the State Is seeking the 
appointment of such an offleer, either for Orleans I'arlsh or for the entire 
State. W. O. Hart, chairman of the Society’s Law Committee, has been 
requested to draw up a bill for presentation to the Louisiana General 
Assembly creating such an oflice. 

The movement for a I’ublic Defender has been under way In New 
Orleans for several months and has received the approval of many of 
the leading men of the State. It is to be pushed vlgrorously and its 
sponsors are confident of success. In the event of the passage of the bill 
and the election of a Public Defender, anyone unable financially to en¬ 
gage counsel will be served without cost by the Public Defender.

ON THE DOINGS OF THE DAY 

WE COMPLY WITH THE REQUEST 
OF A SUBSCRIBER 

Otto Johnson, a motion picture ex¬ 
hibitor of Bosworlh, Mo., has pent uj a 
clipping from The Kansas City (Mo.> 
Times containing an attack on tke mo¬ 
tion picture made by Dr. C. F. Aked in 
a sermon delivered at the First Con¬ 
gregational Church in Kansas City, 
called "The Perversion of Motion Pic¬ 
tures.” Mr. Johnson asks ua to reply 
to the attack. 

Here is the attack on the motion pic¬ 
tures as printed in tho Kansas City 
newspaper: 

"Tho motion picture threatens to be¬ 
come one of the colossal evils of our 
civilization,” Dr. Aked said. "Like 
many other arts that were given to 
man as a blessing, but have been per- 
x'erted Into monstrous devices to kill 
and wage war upon civilization, tbe 
motion picture is being used to under¬ 
mine civilization for financial gains 
All that la finer in man has been ridi¬ 
culed. 

"Shameless women ha\*o been made 
heroines. Forms of vice that never ex¬ 
isted have been shown with bad effect 
to good morals. Crimes are thrown 
npon the screen for the edification of 
the youth. The police have no power 
to suppress most of these picture*, but 
they are as bad or worse than the 
saloon. 

"The young men and women of to¬ 
day are larking Intellectual desire, be¬ 
cause the home fails to give them the 
diversion and entertainment that might 
keep them from becoming *fllm fans.’ 
Not all pictures are immoral or bad. 
but what Is at the bottom of them? 
The average American girl ta sufficient¬ 
ly conceited and selfish without having 
the motion pictures to make her worse 
by playing upon her vanity. 

"The glorification of the ‘flapper,* a 
young woman not yet a woman and no 
Ihnger a child. Is shown in so many 
films because the ‘flapper* is the most 
ardent picture habitye and likes to feel 
herself In the role of the screen heroine. 
The result is a coming generation ig¬ 
norant. uninspired and uncthicaL* 

We can not agree with Dr. Aked. We 
do not believe that a rlngle one of the 
assertions and accusations made by Dr. 
.\ked is susceptible of proof, and we 
think we have seen more motion pic¬ 
tures than the reverend gentleman. If 
the reverend doctor will take up a li^t 
of tho releases covering say a period 
of a year or so, and strike an average 
of quality (art and morals), he win find 
that It compares favorably with the 
average productiofis on the stage or in 
the field of literature. Taking the 
whole range covered by the motion 
picture, we can say that the films have 
gone for their material to classic liter¬ 
ature, to standard modem fiction and 
to the best that could be found on the 
stage.

merely against good taste, but against 
public decency. There are bad books 
and bad stage plays After all we, the 
public, are responsible for any perver¬ 
sion of motion pictures if such per¬ 
version actually exists, as the reverend 
doctor claims. No form of public 
amusement is more directly under the 
control of the patrons and none is more 
responsive to public criticism than the 
motion picture. If instead of indulging 
In sweeping and unwarranted general¬ 
ities the reverend doctor will help in 
organizing public sentiment and make 
It tell on the right side, he will be en¬ 
gaged in a good cause. The motion 
picture depends for its life and pros¬ 
perity entirely on the support of the 
great masses of the people, and If they 
will rebuke the bad plcturee by as sim¬ 
ple an expedient as withholding their 
patronage bad pictures will not be able 
to exist.

ANTI-DEPOSIT BILL PASSES 
NEW YORK SENATE 

Albany, April 9.—The CoUIlo Bill, amending the General Business 
Law BO as tx> compel all corporations exacting advance payments of de¬ 
posits to treat these deposits as trust funds, passed the Senate today 
by an unanimous vote. President Cohen and Secretary Borman, who 
have been here for two days, have returned to the City of New York 
with good grounds for the hope that the bill will pass the Assembly 
shortly. Speaking to a representative of The Billboard, Mr. Berman said: 
"This measure doe-i not contain the word ‘film’ at all, but It applies to 
films. All funds collected from exhibitors in the guLse of advance pay¬ 
ments or deposits must be segi’cgated and separately administered as 
trust funds. The manufacturers will also have to pay the legal rate of 
interest on Uieso funds while on deposit. Every safeguard has been 
Iirovidcd against diverting these trust funds to improper porposes."

They abonld bo 

men who are knowu to know their business, 

from actual experience, and who cannot be 

bongbt or bulled by ANY committee or contest¬ 
ant. Tbe rules should be msde fair and square, 

to determine each man's ability regardless of 

where be comes from, where be learned, or 

whether be is contracted to do some kind of a 
stunt as an exhibition. The rules should re¬ 

quire the e<)uipnient, such at ssildle, faacka- 
more, baiter or reins as used on the range, 

either In tbe riding and breaking of bronks or 

any other practical range stunt. Eliminate 

the trick saddle that Is constructed to tw-at the 

horse. Cut out the one rein. Give them two 

reins, but Judge them on the way they handle 

them. Cut out tbe small stirrups, tape resin, 

bools with the wide si’les and slots in them.
