Way for Radio Legislation
Being Cleared in Congress

WASHINGTON, Feb. 2, — ETEENCY
relief legislation along with considern-
tlon ef appropriations for the payment
of ordinary and usual expenses of the
government, which have been oecupylng
the attention of both branches of Con=
gress up to this time, to the exclusion
of many other matters, has tended to
delay consideration except In & few
cazes even by committee of bills having
to do with control of radio broadcasting
in Interstate commerce. Howuver, the
ways are being cleared and before long
thers will be plenty of activity in eon-
nection with these measures.

Attention has been attracted to
amended bills for the revising of the
Food and Drugs Act by Senators Royal
8. Copeland of New York and Patrick
MeCarran of Nevada, under which ad-
vertlsing by radio would get attention
along with sdvertising thru other
agencies. Representative Martin Dies
of Texag has in the record a resolution
which ecalls for & general investigation
of the control of news by the adminis-
tration. Representative Stephen A. Rudd
of New York has reintroduced hiz bill
of the last session, calling for a com-
pleta reallocation of all broadeast fa-
cilities and the setting aside also of 26

per cent of all such facilitles for the
use of non-profit organizations (on
which a report has gone to Congress
from the commission).

Representative Harry Sauthoff of Wis-
consin has fathered a measure under
which the radio advertizing of loan or-
ganizations which charge more than 156
per cent annually would be forbidden.
Eenator Mansfield Neely of West Vir-
ginia, under his bill, Senate 820, provides
that in hearings before the Communica-
tions Gommission on applications which
are subsequently denied, the applicants
may be required to pay the reasonable
costs incurred by the respondents.
Reprezsentative John T, Bueckbee, in H.
R, 187, would msake it a misdemeanor
to broadcast any advertisement which is
untrue, deceptive or misleading. Senator
Arthur Capper of Kansas, under a bill
by him which would prohibit all inter=
state advertising of intoxicating lgquors,
would in event of passage and approval
of his measure prohibit all use of radio
for such advertising,

There arg others of like tenor, and
with still others reputedly on the way, it
promises s mighty lively sesslon ss to
radio broadcasting.

LONDON, Feb, 2.—Possibility of ami-
cable solution of the closed-shop dif-
ficulties between British Equity and the
West End managers came this week as
a result of a conference between the op-
posing parties, called and presided over
by F. W. Legpgett, principal assiztant
secretary to the minister of labor. If
is mow thought that a genersl actors®
strike, which has loomed over London
for the last 10 days, will be averted.

The conference at the ministry was
attended by representatives of managers
and actors, and featured a suggestion
by Leggett, outlining a broad plan for
future =ettlement of difficulties. God-
frey Tearle, president of British Equity,
and Walter Payne, president of the
managers' soclety, both  expressed ap-
proval of the scheme, A subcommittee
wias appointed to iron ocut the details
and to prepare a draft for submission
at a future meeting.

The subcommittee, under the chair-

manship of Leggett, consists of Tearle,
Felix Avlmer and A. M. Wall, represent-
ing Equity, and Payne, Sydney Carroll
and R. H. Gilespie, representing the
managers.
Previously, also acting on a suggestion
from Leggett, Wall and Payne had met
and decided to adopt a system where-
by both the managers' organization and
Equity indorse all contracts,
pending a final settlement,

Before Leggett's intervention and the
start of negotintions the entire field of
English theatricals was threatened with
a tleup. Equity had received blanket
support from the rank and file of the
professlon, and orders had gone out fo
sign no contracts unless they contained
the disputed closed-shop clause, The
managers refused to include the clause,

The dispute arose over the contem-
plated preduction of Ivor Novello's
Glamorous Nights at the Drury Lane,
which was regarded nes a test cage for
the closed-shop policy. The production
of a revival of The Begger's Operg had
also been held up, but meanwhile vari-
ous other new productions went ahead,
with the managers agreeing to a closed
shop.

OMING frem a Spanish family that ean
frace its ancestry 'way back, Emil Velazco
started studying the piano, with an oye to

Calif. Gov. for Tax
On All Amusements

SACRAMENTO, Callf, Feb., 4.—-Cov-
ernor Frank F. Merriam has proposed
gne of the most drastic amusement
texation programs ever placed before the
Californis Legislature. He asked the
Legislature last week to place a blanket
10 per cent tax on all admiesion tickets.
The only exception would be on admis-
slons of less than 20 cents,

While detalls of the governot's pro-
gram have not been officially announced,
It wos unoffclaily disclosed that the
proposal would embrace motion pleture,
legitimate, vaudeville and burlesque
tlieaters, eircuses, carnivals, rodeo and
similar outdoor attractions and possibly
include all amateur and professional
sporting events.

Altho an even more extensive tax plan
wes proposed two years ago, the present
plan Is the first which has won ad-
ministration support.

No actlon on the proposal will be
taken until after March 4, when the two
houses  reconvene after the opening
sesslon recess now In effect,

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Detroit Opera Opposed
By Theater Managers

DETROIT, Feb. 2.—The season of mu-
nicipal opera at Navin Pleld ball park
promized by the Shuberts to open this
summer met with the open cpposition
of theater managers this week. George
W. Trendle, president. of United Detroit
Theaters, operating the local Publix
houses, took the leadership in the move
to etop the opera.

He clted experiences in 8t Louis,
which would be the model for the local
opera project, queoting Charles B Kurtz-
man, Bt Louls circuit manager for
Fanchon & Marco, to the effect that
“regular taxpaylng theaters automat-
fcally closs thelr doors upon the ap=-
proach of the opera season. The mu-
nicipal opera has become an outright
commercial enterprise, competing in
every sense with the legitimate theater
owner.”

Trendle placed his prorest before the
clty council with the statement:

“T believe the city will lose more thru
sponsoring an idea of this kind than it
will make, This organization, as well
as all locel theater organizations; greatly
cpposes It unless it pay the same taxes
and comply with the same restrictions
that we do. It i unfair from start to
finigh." The couneil placed the entire
matter on the table, as only infBrmal
alproval under parliamentary rules had
been given to the original Shubert
projeet, which has besn announced as
definitely scheduled.

Dress Rehearsal Is
New Fly in Ointment

NEW YORE, Feb, 4—It appears that
the motion picture interests will amend
their complaint against fres radio shows,
more or lesa embodied in the squawk
made by legit theater managers and
since referred to the Pederal Trade Com-
misslon to be fnvestigated as an unfalr
trade practice.

Newest fly in the olntment is not only
the matter of free radio shows but
dress rehearzals to which the public is
Invited, such ae the Eddie Cantor show
is now doing each Sunday afternoon
at the Columbia Playhouse on West 44th
street. As recently announced, Cantor
and his new sponsor, Lehn & Fink, de-
clded to hold dress rehesrsals before an
audience In order to find out what
pleces of comedy registered well as com-
pared to others. Yesterday afternoon
the Cantor CBS show, with Rubinoff's
orchestra and Ted Husing, plus Harry
Einstein doing Greek comedy, did a re=-
hearsal before a full house, seating
about 1,200,

Cantor sald after the show that he
believed the practice would soon spread
to many other radio shows becatse
radlo Is the only form of entertain-
ment that has no previews or out-of-
town {ryouts, etc, and he thonght it
absolutely proper even tho Bam Gold-
wyn should be in the house listening.
That radio performances be tried out
firet on the so-galled *‘dogs" also.,

At night, 8 to 8:30, the same show
played to another crowded house, with
one song elminated, ns well as an
effemninate blt of comedy. Also o com-
mercial falk by » dental asutherity was
cut down considerably. These may or
may not have beem cut as a result of
audience or official resctlon. Rehearsal
ran about elrht minutes over. Other=-
wise the half-hour show was pretiy
much the usual Contor show, and for
studio laughs a mermaid outfit did the
trick, while Ted Huslng, announcer,
handled the Jimmy Wallington role.

France Taxes Foreign Artists

Moore Clarifies
Havas Situation

NEW YOREK, Feb. 2—Herbert Moore,
hesd of Transradic Press Service, Inc.,
informs The Billboard that certain
statements and implications contained
In a general press-radio story in its issue
of December 15 were erronecus in regard
to the Transradio tieup with the Havas
news gssociation, particularly the as-
sumption that Transradio was lending
itself to propaganda of the French gov-
ernment. Moore states that this as-
sumption was not founded on fact.

Moore denied the implication that
Transradio was being financed by Havas
at the time, or supplied with “slush
funds™ by Havas for ulterior purposes.

discontinued its relations with Havas on
Transradio’s initiative.

Also, Moore emphaticelly states that
Havas did not help to pay for recent
advertisements bought by Transradio.

About three weeks ago Tranfradio
subseribed to Reuters service UpOm sev-
ering its connection with Havas.

Fred . Marshall, of the United Scenic
Artists, and Theedore Mitchell, who
represents those labor groups not other-
wise represented on the Code Authority.
Foulty has as yet recelved mo official
word of the visit of the delegation,

The bills providing for Sunday shows
which have been infroduced in both
houses of the Btate Leglslature are still
in committee, but are expected to be
reported out shortly.

He granted Lee Shubert’s motion, made as
one of the 10 defendants, all members of the CA, to dismiss the complaint. Oharles

Abrams, attorney for the brokers, said that the case would immediately be appealed.

Great sctressez come and go, but the memory of their performances remains,
Thus, when o new star flashes in the theatrical sky, her work i compared with

that of all those others who have gone before. If she is fortunate enough to pilay
repertolre, her Jullet, her Lady Macbeth, her Lady Tearle, her Cleopatra, her Eaglet,
her Millament—even her Lady Babbie—are all compared with other Jullets, other
Lady Teazles, other Millaments that have preceded them. If she appears in new
plays only, then her work is compared with what anclent sdmirers imagine would
be the work of former players in the same parts.

All this, of course, {s highly unfair. If repertory were still alive, living actrosses
might be compared in thelr various roles, and one given the palm for this inter-
pretation, ancther for the reading of that lne. But when actresses, no matter
how great, are dead and gone, only memories of their beauty and their glamour
and thelr great art remain. It is a comparison of the guick with the dead, the
comparison of a living being with a ghost.

For memory plays strange tricks; as great performances recede pathetically in
the past the shimmering veils of distance give them beauty and importance and
gtature that was not, perheps, their own. Memories are distorted by relentless
time; even more distorted must be an imagining of what this or that great one
of the past might have done in a part she never played. Who can say what Bern-
hardt's interpretation of Mary of Scotland might have been? Who can say how
Duse might have plaved Elizabeth Barrett? i

And thiz goes even further. When memory dies—when those who saw and
cherished the performances of the former great have passed—tradition lingers on.
The great ones of the distant past are less than ghosts; they are ghosts of ghosts,
thelr beauty and talent handed down by stale opinfons of former ages, warmed over
and given spuricus life m the hearts and mindg of students of the stage. It is
pathetic that so much beauty should die so completely. that it should return, if
at all, only in such thin and hook-thumbed form. Yet that is all now left of
nemes that onee were great—and to compare the wralths of the performances of
those with the work of women now elive is folly thrice confounded.

Yet such comparlsons, at some time or other, must be endured by all who
agpire to the transitory glory of the stage. Bernhardt and Duse, Rejane and Terry
are invoked, and there are implicit comparisons in the commentator's mind with
thaose that have gone before—RBarrie and Bracepirdle, who shone soon affer women
in England first played women's parts: Woffington, Siddons, Davenport and all
the rest. Ghosts innumerable come o mind,

Worse stlll are implied comparisons with great stage ladles who were no ac-
tresses at all, Thelr glamorous, teeming personslities have spanned the guifs of
time, sometimes more successfully than the talent of the others. Nell Gwyna for
instance, ar Moll Davis, who captured the heart of o King by singing a new song,
My Cot Is On the Qold, Cold Ground. Her cot shortly shifted its position, but her
song went on, with new worde, as Beliepe Me I All Those Endearing Yoiung Charms
Later, yet other words were added, and the song with which a little bawd won the

tickets to whom he pleases, provided only
that he does not refuse on the

“As T see this case, I think the plain-

8 play, but it still holds interest
(for thoee =o inclined) as a case history.

It deals with the mental and moral
plight of English officers in & Swiss de-
tention camp as the struggle still rages
nean them but beyond their ken. The
geadly monotony end boredom eat in
upon their brains; disintegration follows.
They have just gone thru & blasting and
terrific experience, which has been fol-
lowed by & long period of enforeed and
deadly ealm; that is enough to under-
mine any man.

In some cases the disintegration is
expressed In the surface reaction of
drinking’ and gambling and fncessant
thoughts of unattainable women In

In 1925 that, a flat
statement of & case, may have been
emough; it 1s not enough now, being
merely 8 wegue and general declaration
of the futility and horror of the Great
Strugele, ns expressed in its secondary
elfects.

It is hard to see In the present pro-
ducilon just what Mr. Ackerley was
driving at in Captain Conrad, his chief
character. Conrad showers his affectlon
upon Second Lieutenant Grayle, a
vicious, whining little rat, and endlessly
fights with him over trivial things,
finally poimg mad. It would seem that
Ackerley Intended to show the grueling
effects of the captivity upon a man
with slightly homosexual tendencies, as
thrse tendencies were unnaturally en-
larged by the enforced and horrible
boredom. But as the part s played at
the Ritz It seems plain silly of the other

officers to wonder just what makes Con--

rad “gueer.” That appeats baldly obvl-
cus and &0, ohe suspects, destroys the
meat of Mr. Ackerley’s play.

Mr. Merlin inexplicably picked =&
young man named Barton Hepburn to
play the part, To say that Mr. Hepburn
is Inndequate is to indulge in classic
undergtetement. Judging from his per=
formance at the Ritz it would take him
long vears of sfudy fo atiain fo mere
inadequacy.

But almost making the production
worth while is the performance turned
in by Lowell Gilmore, who has given
similarly excellent performances In the
past. With great and unobtrusive abil-
ity, with good looks and much charm,
young Mr. Gilmore is going to go a
long way; this reporter will eat a bat-
tered hat if he dossn't turn out to be
another Leslle Howard. Not that Gil-
more in any way apes Howard's style,

Prancj.a Compton contributes splendid
work, & really fine performance, as an
officer who commits suicide on receiving
news of the death of his wife; Ben
Starke plays Grayle with his usual
hysteria, and Charles McClelland gives
a forthright Interpretation of a Cana-
dian—tho he speaks with a marked
Southern mccent. The minor players are
allowed to go frequently haywire under
Mr. Merlin's generally loose direction.

Written by
John Cecll Holm, an actor whose playing
Iz as fine as his play-making; slightly
revised and entirely directed by George
Abbott, who has returned with a bang
and with many cheers to hls Broadioay
form, it is & wow [rom start to finish,
one long, grand and glorious howl.
Rumors of its many laughs had preceded
it from Washington, where It tried out,
but no one, I imagine, expected the up-
roarious riot that came to the Playhouse
Wednesday. The seazon badly needed a
rattling good farce right- about now—
and it has one. Alex Yokel is the pro-
ducer.

The title is, of course, reminiscent of
Three Men in g Boat, Jerome K. Jerome's
clagsic. Thet last had a subtitle: To
Say Nothing of a Dog—and the three
men on & hcrse have their dog, too.
The dog in guestion is Erwin Trow-
bridge, who existz on 340 & week and 8
knack for writing greeting-card verse in
the suburban wilds of New Jersey. A
milk-toasty man if ever there was one,
he is bullled by his wife and brother-in-
Iew and gets what relaxation he may
by figuring out horse races. He plcks
his ponies: by hunch, but he never
misses. He is, however, afrald that his
eerie gift would desert him If he ever
bet on one of his chojees himself,

After a particularly hectic battle at
heme his milk turns to vinecar and he
goes out on an abortive, pltiful littie
bat. Wandering into the bar of the
Hotel Lavillers, he comes upon three
betting boye whose luck has deserted
them and who ore In the thross of ven-
turing their last 12 on a nag. Timidly
Erwin offers a suggestion; they accept
it, and the horse wins. Intrigued, they
Investigate this.angel from above and
find his little black book, in which he
has recorded his past performances.
Feverishly they act upon his cholces for
the day, feverishly they collect untold
wealth, and when Erwin passes out they
carefully tend him and guard him.
Mabel, the moll of one of the lads,
comes In; the Hotel Lavillere barkeep,
sensing & Donangn, quits his job; the
three betting boys see visions of millions
in the offing. They even contemplate
eelling slices of Erwin to bookies.

For the rest of it, for the zamy, hilari-
ous goings-on, go to the Playhouss; they
would only be spolled in synopsis. It is
enough to say thet the denouement is
& wow, using as it melodramatic basis
an event which actually took place Iast
summer at a local track.

A synopais couldn’t possibly give any
idea of the quick-stepping humors, of
the plasy anyhow. The lines are among
the best in seasons, ranging irom the
vagaries of New Jersey suburbia to the
rhymes that may be found in locales
that are seldom mentioned. And the
interest is comstant and overflowing.
Near the end of the last act this re-
porter found himself thinking that it
seemed llke, at most, the middle of the
second. That i the ultimate test of
any play.

A cast without a “name” plays it all
tc a fare-thee-well under Mr. Abbott's
dynamic direction. Willilmm Lynn’s per-
formance of Erwin Milguetoast (5 o farce
classic, rating him forthwith in the top
flight of our better comies.

Yot the comparisons serve t.o show how
transitory are the glorles of the stage.
When a performance |s ended it becomes
a memory, nothing more.

PHILADELPHIA, Feb, 2—At a farewell
dinner tendered him on Monday night
Bamuel Schwarts, retiring chairman of
the Pennsylvania State Board of Censors,
revealed that cencorship's duties have
been lightened since the Breen Commit-
tee hes begun to function.

He stated that of the last 28 pletures
his board has scanned only minor elimi-
nations wers made in four. Prior to the
recent clean-films agitation he stated
that 88 per cent of the photoplays which
came before the board met with some
sort of cuts. He revealed that in Ohlo
during the same period 48 per cent were
cut, while New York made eliminations
in 36 per cent.

Bchwartz announced that he would be
affiliated with Warner Bros. in the fu-
ture., L. Howell Davis, a former depart-
ment store executive in Philadelphia,
hes been named as the new chalrman.

Mrs. Gllman spoke in favor of the
Federal contrel plan, while Mr. Thal-
himer opposed 1%, saving that we might
as well try to censor what children read
in lbraries, books, magagines, newspa=
pers and hear on the radio as to try to
control the movies thru legisintion. The
only way for people ta get good pletures,
he sald, was to boycott the bad ones.

Mrs. Gilman admitted that the movies
are today the most powarful educational
influence In our life — more p 1
than classroom teaching—and shs advo-
cated & program of publiz movies in
each locality, paid for thru public taxa-
tion, taken if necessary from school
funds. “The producers say emphatically
that the movles are not made for the
children,” sald Mrs. Gilman.

Indian Givers

A. FTER working for months on their old theory of “‘bluff
aslong as you can,”’ the producers have decided to give
the screen players a break. Putting themselves up ag lily-
white philanthropists, the producers have announced that
a new contract will be forthcoming on March 1, in an effort
to avoid a strike of the Screen Actors’ Guild members. It
is doubtful if the players will accept the contract without
recognition of their organization.

For the last six months the players have been seeking
an equitable contraet, but the producers have held out
believing they could bust up the Guild. Failing in this
they now come forward with a magnanimous gesture
granting practically every concession asked for by the
Guild. The reason for this is very evident. The pro-
ducers fear an investigation and believe they can forestall
it by having a new contract ready before action begins,
but it is doubtful if this move will be successful,

The players are in a frame of mind to go thrn with
their plans. Their recent report to Washington was
couched in language that left nothing to the imagination
and branded the majors as pretty low in the scale of life.
It was no doubt that this report brought the producers to
the realization that they have a baitle on their hands.
They are trying to counteract it by making concessions
which they refused to consider two months ago.

If the producers had enough intelligence two months
ago to see the trend, they would have arbitrated the con-
tract question and made concessions, thus avoiding an
open break with the Guild, Running true to form, how-
ever, they tried the old runaround which is their forte.

In announcing their new contract they have tried to
take the wind out of the Guild sails, but it looks as tho
the players will not be fooled. The players have been
burned too often to hop into this fire. They will do well
to demand recognition for they have the producers on the
run and to stop now would be fatal to the organization.
Until they are recognized they will be battered around
individually as they always have been. In union there is
strength and unless individuals can go to the Guild with
legitimate grievances and get relief, the organization
might as well fold up.

It is the endeavor of the producers to rebuild the scare-
crow Academy and thus destroy the Guild. They appreciate
the strength of the Guild and will do all in their power to
destroy it. They feel that by granting concessions, play-
ers will flock to the company union and get another socking
around. However, the Guild is in strong hands and it is
extremely doubtful if they will be fooled by promises that
might never be granted.

The producers have no one but themselves to blame for
their present situation. Had they been sensible enough to
give the players a square deal the players would have met
them at least half way. There isnot another group of people
in the world so willing to listen to reason as the average
player, but he has been kicked around so long he is getting
a little fed up on it.

If the Guild accepts the new contract without recogni-
tion it can consider itself washed up. This is the last stand
of the producers and if the players will stick together and
stand by their demands they will find that the producers
will grant their demands on or soon after March 1. The
producers cannot stand a strike or an investigation!

Keep your chin up, Guild, and fight it out!

Model regulatory
plang and measures to be prepared and
presented to Leglslatures for adoption
and passage, thus anticipating and off=
getting possible prohibitory legislation.
(4) To do everything in its power to
eliminate the irresponsible operator. (B)
To carry on & continuous campaign of
education of the general public and pub-
lic officials, and by means of pamphiets,
newspaper publicity, letters, broadcasts,
ete., setting forth the great amusement
possibilities of the Endurance Show &8
operated and practiced by members of
the assoclation. (6) To attempt to
gliminnta in every possible way the pres-
ent unfriendly attitude toward the En-
durance Show as shown by some mem-
bers of the public and public officials,
(7) To the use of an associetion in-
signia, to be used in all advertising, that
will immediately identify the operator as
a member of the association. The thought
being that contestants, staff people and
the public In general will become
educated to the point where shey will
glve preference to shows conducted by
members of the assoclation when an-

The provizglons of this code shall apply
to all operators, their agents, masters
of ceremony, floor judges, trainers, nurses,
contestants and other employees engaged
in conducting, operating, managing,
working for or participating in En-
durance Contests as defined in Article
IT hereinafter.

ARTICLE II
Section I — Definition of Endurance
Contest

An Endurance Contest, as used herein,
ghall mean that form of entertainment
or amusgment which combines tests of
athletie skill, continued for a period in
excess of sl hours, wherein the con-
testants compete against each other
slngly or in couples, with intermittent
periods of rest and sleep allowed in such
proportion as shall Insure the good health
and safety of the said contestants, plus
varied forms of acts such as singing,
dancing, musicians, magle, imitations,
comedy and similar forms of entertaln-
ment,

The term shall also include all other
forms of athletle competition, exclusive
of baseball, football, boxing, wrestling,
hockey, polo, basketball and similar
sports, the same being hereby declared
dangerous to. the health of the pare
ticipants per se.

Chains or straps, by which contestants
are strapped together, shall at no time
be employed on the floor of an associa-
tion endurance contest, it being the con-
sensus of the opinlon of association oper-
ators that the use of such devices is
degrading and unnecessary.

ARTICLE XIV
Physicians—Authority

A duly licensed, qualified and practice
1 physician, licensed and practiclng
within the State where the contest is
being held, shall be employed by the
operator of sald confest Rnd said phy-
slclan shall regularly vislt said contest
for the purpose of checking the physical
condition of the contestants in sald con=
test. The physiclan shall have full and
non-appealable authority to disquelify
any contestant when, in his opinion, said
contestant’s physical condition does not
warrant him or her remaining in said
contest.

Recelving announeement of the newly
formed Park Swimming Club, which is
to be the official team of Park Central
indoor pool, New ¥ork City, I couldn't
help wondering on the value of com-
mercial tanks having aquatie clubs to
represent them., I understand gquite a
few outdoor and indoor natatoriums
thruout the country support teams and
some gpend a great deal of mazuma do-
ing so. Does it pay?

Of course, regardless of what some
pool men say, primary purpose behind &
privately owned tank's swim team is to
gain publicity and exploitatlon for the
pool 1t represents. The better the team,
naturally, the more attention it attracts
for the aquadrome. Therefors many op=
erators of commercial tanks go to grest
extremea to obtain ace mermaids and
mermen 0 represent them. I know of
cne casé where a so-called amatenr
swimmer, belonging to the exalted ranks
of the Amnteur Athletlec Unlon, receives
§30 per week to compete for a certain
Eastern pool.

Now I'm not trying to [lustrate that
swimming teams for commercial tanks
aren't a thing. ‘They do help gain
favorable ndvertising and also, If worked
right, ean result in direct ess for
the pool. But they shouldn't be sub-
stituted for other forma of publicity
and exploitation, as some tanks are do-

The biggest pool swimming club that
I know of s the Dragon Club, represent.
ing the mammoth St. George indoor
tank, Brooklyn, N. Y. Btarting as a
emall aquatic team, this club developed
into one of the most powerful men's
and women's swimming aggrogations in
the country and has branched out where
it now has a track team and representa-
tion in other sports, too,

There's plenty of irony connected with
that club, tho. Formed primarily to
grab publicity for St. George pool, when
the organization joined the AAU it was
foreed to drop the St, George from fits
name and be known only as the Dragon
Club, And so nmow, tho it has a big
name, and tho it wins the majority of
the meets It enters, all of the resulting
ballyhoo goes to the Dragon Club, with
no mention whatsoever made of the St.
George.

When Park Central indoor tank de-
tided to have its own team and made
application to the AAU, it, too, could
not use the Park Centrnl name and
hence the mew group is known as the
Park Ewimming Club, nearer to its origl-
nal name than the St. George, to be
Eure, but still defeating its original pur-
Ppose.

And so I sny, as I've sald many times
before, something should be done about
it. It's swell to have a swimming team
Tepresent a tank. But what good is it
if the name of the club 15 not the same
name as the pool? And what good is it
if the club Is otherwise

For example, some pool operators, in
thelr anxiety to get up their own teams,
often allow thelr tenm members into
the tank free of charge, giving them
Etason passes. Thiz also defeats the
original purpose, for a well-organized
pool swim team should pay for Itself
in season admissions to the pool.

Yes, a commercial pool' swimming
team should charge its members. Of
course, a specinl season rate can be made
to them, but one of the blggest results
that can be obtained from such a tieup
I5 continual repeat business. Otherwise
& team s of no walue.

Then, too, if a pool su a team
End sends that ageregation around to
other . without run:

Very un-
wisely, especially since no publicity tan
be obtained for the pool if the team
cannot. sport its name.

Higs passing recalls the story of his life
which he related to the writer nine
yesrs ago. It was at the age of 12 that
he, along with several other boys, played
hookey from school and, fearing that
they might get a thrashing from thelr
dads, hopped In a box car headed for
wherever It might go. Affer riding a
while all of the boys except Haag be-
came afrald, left the box car and hiked
back to Plymouth, Ind. thelr home
town. Haag kept riding and riding
until he found himeelf in Philadelphia,
later going to New York City and other
places of the East.

The next thing for Haag to do was to
try to make o living, so he obtained a
shoe-shining outfit (an old one of
pocket size) and earned a few nickels,
at the same time getting a few more by
selling nmewspapers. This he continued
to do until he was about 16, In his
home town he was quite a musiclan for
his age; in fact, led a local orchestra,
and as he had cirens inclinations his
eyes were next turned in that direction.

Hig first show engagement was as alto
player with T. Cooney, bandmaster with
"Windy" Smith, who had a clrcus known
as the Robinson Two-Car Show, which
cperated only for a season or two. After
leaving the Robinson show Haag made
fajrs, plenies and old soldlers® reunfons
selling juice. With each drink he gave
a4 prize (spend a nickel and get a
prize, was his splel). and he believed
he was the originator of that plan. For
four or five years he did that kind of
work—until he saved about £1,000. His
next venture was a minstrel show, which
proved & failure, and Hoag went back to
hox-car traveling, and later again selling
Juice—for a few yeare

Then his ambition to become a “eireus
feller reappeared. After saving a little
more money selling julce he bought a
small tent and a few ropes for $20 from
an old side-show man by the name of
Squire Bowman and used it for a side
show on fairgrounds. While along the
Red River at Shreveport, La,, one day he
saw & fisherman with a flatboat and
It gave him an idea. The fisherman
was approached, a price of $30 offered
for the boat and Hang was soon the
owner. He then maneged to rig up &
few geats and obtained a bass drum,
tnly fo learn that performers were
needed to put on & performance., He
scouted around until he picked up a
performer named Jim Alberta, whose
specialty wns blackface. As Haag was
ebout to float down the Red River Ed
Conklin, a juggler, happened along and
kalled Heag, who immediately joined him
out. Bo down the river they wWwent,
stopping at differsnt sand bars, where
they gave what they termed a clrous.
The main feature of the show was
Haag's prize with each drink of lemon=-
ade. From the Red River they went
on the Catawba, then down the Bayou
Teche. which emptied into the bay. The

“glreus,” called merely “The Bilg Show,”
moved downstream because there was
no ation to pay. Upon reach-
Ing the bay “The Eig Show™ was un-
Ioaded and plgced on a two-wheel cane
eart drawn by three mules (sbreast).
With this cane cart Haag made the
French country and the lower Red River.

It was after thls can;]:eart tour that
he bought his first team of horses and
Wagon (a common old farm wagon).
The “circus™ was next transported all
the way to Kansos—s one-wagon show,
50 to speak. From then on Haag bought
Wwopon after wegon and added to his
bergage stock,

It was sbout 43 years ago that Haag
fhst used the title Mighty Haag Shows.
In the of 1909 he put the show
on rafly and traveled that way about
BEven or elght years, covering the whole
country, SEASOTL

{irst time he confined his territory to
west of the Mississippl River. After
closing the rallroad show and going back
to wagons, later trucks, he played east
of the Missizeippi, which has been his
tertitory since,

Haag gave W, R. Kellogg a great denl
of the credit for the early success ancd
growth of the Haag show., There were
many others who received their school-
ing In show business under the Haag
banner.

Haag considered himself wery for-
tunate in that he was always able to do
things without first having to borrow
money, He was the owner of conslder-
able real estate at Shreveport, La., where
he had a beautiful home, and he also
had & home at Marianna, Fla., not to
mentlon other properties in that State,
as well as in Oklahoma. For 18 years
he was a director of Shreveport’s largest
bank, the Commercial National.

The Laugh Cure

“If someone could only succeed in making them laugh
we would all have lots of fun laughing with them instead
of at them.”

This terse comment by a Vancouver newspaper writer
when the city council had voted a ban on pinball games in the
city sets a new star of hope in the pinball horizon, It has its
application to the work of many of us who take life too seri-
ously. Editors, reformers, public officials, we are all inclined
to take ourselves and life in general too seriously. If we could
see ourselves as others see us, the ridiculous side of some of
our efforts might force us to laugh at our own show.

“Before the war the earnest masters of Germany frowned
deeply upon such games as cricket and football as being
liable to take the public
mind off the more serious
things of life. And look what
happened to Germany as a
result. It all comes from
having no sense of humor.

“In London, where the
licensing and moral laws are
more strictly enforced than
in any other land in the
world, there is one of the
pinball games in every pub
and two in a great many of
them.” Credit to J. Butter-
field, staff writer for The
Vancouver Daily Province,

That is an application
of real philosophy to the
modern pinball game, a sim-
ple form of present-day
amusement. The seriousness
with which some people have bothered themselves about these!
games is enough to make a philosopher laugh. In spite of all
the evils that have been charged against the pinball games, a
reasonable person cannot help but laugh when he observes
how some people get wrought up about them,

The serious things of life are rather few and very simple.
No person can be blamed for cherishing certain ideals which
may be as precious to him as life itself. Every person ought
to be capable of having a few serious thoughts at the proper
time. Even on the setious side, it is a good thing to be able
to laugh occasionally.

People are inclined to pile up too many serious things.
Moses put down a list of only 10 serious things in the form of
commandments. Later the list was made still smaller by sum-
ming the whole thing up in two simple rules. Solomon’s say-
ing that a “merry laugh doeth good like a medicine” might
be added as a pleasant after thought.

Public officials should get off to one side occasionally and
survey the whole mass of laws that have been piled up, many
of them useless and unreasonable, and then take a hearty
laugh. If it were not for the fact that these laws can so often
be used to oppress people, the whole thing would be a laugh-
ing matter. Sympathy is due the public official, in many

instances, because he is subjected to pressure from reform
organizations or certain sections of public opinion. In such
cases we must be able to laugh with him instead of at him.

But there is still too much of the element in the human
race which tries to enforce its rules and opinions upon others
in minor matters. Perhaps none of us are innocent on this
score. Maybe we all should step aside occasionally and take
a good laugh at ourselves. )

Pinball certainly cannot be classed as one of the serious
things of life. Altho the game has spread far and wide there
are few things about it which should stir the animosity of any
person or invite the wrath of the law. The men who
make their living with pinball games are human beings
and understand the minor
evils that may be asso-
ciated with the pames as
well as anyone else. When
reason and consideration
are shown, most of them
will co-operate with of-
cials to the fullest extent
in offsetting abuses of the
games.

It is plain to the peo-
ple in the business that
some people have allowed
themselves to get excited
about a small matter.
Some of these excitables
have made themselves
laughable by their incon-
sistency. There is the ex-
ample of the newspaper
that incites public opinion
against such things as pinball games and yet features in bold
type on the front pages the racing news with amounts of bets
paid. 'If it were not so serious in its consequences, such edi-
torial inconsistency against the games would be another good
joke. Public officials cannot always be criticised too much, of
course, because they are under various kinds of political pres-
sure. But some of the lawmakers ought by this time to begin
to realize the humor in the situation and have a good laugh.
There are a lot more serious things about which to legislate
than the pinball games and subjects which will bring as much
or more publicity. The joke is on those police officials also
who think that by bringing pressure to bear upon the games
business they can get paid for protection. The profits from
pinball games are generally too small to pay the rich divi-
dends of a racket.

Some of the arguments used against the pinball games are
humorous enough to make a wooden Indian laugh, if the joke
were pointed out to him. Even dignified judges in court de-
crees have advanced opinions adverse to the games which pro-
voke a smile when given a little reflection. The trouble is they
took themselves too seriously. The only serious problem
about the pinball games business is the question of minors,
and experience has already shown ways to solve this problem
without a revolution. Let’s forget the serious things of life
for a while and play pinball SILVER SAM.

City May Add to Siate

License Fee on Games

DALLAS, Feb. 2.—The city legal de-
partment recently ecompleted an ordi-
nance for faxing plnball games and
other coln-operated devices which will
be presented to the city council soon.
It is part of a move by city authorities
to find more revenue for the city, it
was s=tated. Several months ago the
taxing of pinball sames was mentioned,
but it did not seem productive enough
af the fime.

Under the terms of the ordinance as
drafted all pinball games would be taxed
£5 a year by the city. Other devices
sirh as phonogranh scalts, merchan-
dising machines, etc., would be assessed
#56 a vear for those requiring more than
five cents to operate; 8250 a vear for
nickel machines and 50 cenis a yeas for
the penny devices,

Btate taxes are double these amounts,
while the county haz the righi to levy
the same amount a8 the clty.

“In all advertislng to the publie the
machine should be listed at a eelling
price to the public the same as ls done
in gonoral business. Retall prices aro
crdinarily given in advertising, not the
price to the jobber or dealer,

“When an established operator comes
is to buy or orders from the manufac-
turer he can be given the trade dis=-
ccunt of 20 or 26 per cent allowed by
iha sales policy. Such a setup would
protect the operator, and the manufag-
turer would receive as great o profit as
ever—more in the case of a retail sale at
the advanced price.

“In nddition. the price of the resale
market on machines would recelve addi-
tional protection.”

ton,

The four charges against locations
were made eome weeks ago. Attorney
Horry Goldberg represented the defend-
ants and made an eloquent appeal be-
fore the magistrate. One of the serious
cherges made against the games was
that they “imperiled the morals of
minors.” Goldberg argued that because
a youth of "16 or younger played a pin-
ball game for a prize award, that did
not mean that after playing the game
the youth was apparently immoral,*

After arguments all four cases were
dismissed.

Rules Return of Slots

PHOENIX, Aris., Feb. 2—The Arizona
Biate Supreme Court ruled that 16 slot
machines should be returned to owner,
thus reversing a decislon by the Mari=
cops County Superior Court that the
machines should be destroyed. The ma-
chines had been seized without warrant
gnd later the sherlff had sought an or-
der to destroy them. Owners of the ma=-
chines entered a demurrer and later ap-
pealed to the State court.

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Business or Racket?
By 5. CARL MANTELL

President, Mational Coin Machine Cor-
poration, Baltimore

A great industry has lately been
growing by leaps and pounds in all
| corners of the country. Flgures recently
published convey the fact that the
amusement vending machine business
has assumed the rank of one of the
pution’s major activities, that it rep-
resents a greater outlay of capital then
many another important industry, that
it employs more persons than reside in
the State of Texas and that it 1s reach-
fng into the consciousness and pocket
of every individual in the country. Such
‘& business, we woula conctude, must
gtisfy & definite economic need, must
vepresent a vital evolution and must
merit its own degree of legnl recognition.
~ Yet, despite widespread acceptance on
the part of the public, recognition by
constituted local authorlty has been

oving an elusive factor. Everywhere
egal agitation bombards in turn each
of the activities which are our liveli-
hood. In the nation's capital the dig-
‘ger machine as an institution has been
sibjected time after time to the ig-
nominy of trial by jury. Maryland,
Fennsylvania, MNew York, each in tumn,
pave brought up the same matter for
fegul scrutiny and each has been com-=
pelled to return a decision favorable to
the orane. In spite of this, however, the
matter 15 mot definitely closed. Next
week, or even tomorrow, the same opera-
tors may face the Identical processes in
the selfsame places. A lke situation,
perhaps even' more intensified, rules In
the pin-game field. Everywhere pin-
gume operators are organizing into the
strongest defensive units yet formed to
protect investments, enterprises, liveli-
‘hood in 2 sweeping case In defense of
pin games. The outcome 15 as yet:
un

known.

At some points, let me hasten to ad-
mit now, the attacks are justified and
1 would not defend here “he practices
which occasioned them. But, equally
chvious, on some scores ihis animosity
on the part of misguided cfficials 1s un-
fair and casts unmerited disrepute on
the entire business. In our own de=
fenge we are compelled to some sort of
eoncerted action. We must see that our
pursuits, whera they are legitimate, get
the respeet that they deserve. To0, We
must see that our interests are always
vigilantly and adequately represenied
both mnationally and locally. And We
must see that all unearned adverse pub=
licity, official derision and publie un-
ertainty be abated. Where we are
right, let us stand on our rights. And—
where we are wreng, let us correct!

The fact that 65 per cent of
our people are earnest, respect=
gble business people engaged in &

sraightforward enterprise eannot carTy
sufficlent weight without proper pub=
Urity to offset the harm the other 5
per cent does. COur business can be
mcognized as the honest, upright busi-
ness that it 1s. But it 1s up to us as a
whole to eliminate any phases that it
contains of the racket. And if any of
our fellows refuse to Co-operate every
jobber, every manufacturer in the coun-
fry will understand the choics which Is
before him, will recognizs the distine-
tlons implied. Each will know hoW to
blot out the doubtful features.

I have in turn been operator, manu-
facturer snd jobber, and on the &
of my experience in this field since al-
most Its inception I presume to set
forth certaln prineiples for each of those
tlasses which can result only in the
elovation of the business as a whole. It
would be superfluous to give my reason=
ing, It has all been reasoned out end-
lesaly elsewhere.
tth? the manufacturers I would say

ot
 They are the best equipped to wage
the campalgn necessary before the coin-
fiachine trade is acknowledged ae a
. They hove the {financial
slanding,
lend weight to thelr words and im-
portant other facilities not open to the
other two classes. 'They are accustomed
t the thought of organization nnd eo-
operation and they are more prepared
mentally to make the necessary contes-
slons for the good of all, And finslly
their own interests are more vitally en-
tangled with the solution of the prob-
lem than either of the other two ciazses.
Tremendous investments and huge turn-
‘Overs make it very much to their inter-

the influence and prestige to

cet to ground this business of ours on &
firm, legitimate basls,

Specifically I would ask them to:

1. Stick to their own business. Their
business {8 to sell jobbers; where jobbers
are not avallable, then to operators, and
on no provecation at all to locations.

2. Advertise no prices to the publie.
Where a manviaciurer does not seck to
sell to the location he has no object in
quoting prices to the location.

3. honest.

To the jobbers I must address their
own special admonitions:

1. Bell only to operators at no matter
what distance. Very few territories to-
day are without their operators, and the
sale of a machine to any location what-
soever reacts against the good of every-
cne concerned—operator, jobber, manu-
facturer.

2. Stick to thelr territories, Sales at a
distance mever total any real velume,
and their own districts intensively serv-
iced should provide more than sufficlent
business to sult.

3. Maintaln prices.

4. Be honest.

And to the operator:

1. Do not sell locatlons.

2, Do not compete on percentages.

8. Be honest.

And those are the simple princliples
which should take us out of the wilder-
ness.

By themselves they are mot enough.
The task must be approached in the
proper spirif. I know the temptatlons
which are before those three classes for
an immedinte profit In off-color trans-
actions. To some individuals those
temptations are going to be too great.
Those individuals will do their best to
reduce this BUSINESS to s RACKET.
But I know that the great majority have
the common interests at heart. That
majority is going to organize. It is go-
ing to legislate the illegitimate small
fry out of existence. 1t is going to con-
vene in manufacturers’ convention, in
jobbers' convention and In operators'
convention and it is going to formulate
its new code within a code. If necessary
it wiil appoint a Landls to enforce its
edicts. Butbt infallibly, in the very near
Tuture, decisive action must be taken for
the organikation of powerful fighting
units which can and will make them-
selves heard.

While denying the injunction,
he expressod hils opinton that the pine
ball table game In guestion was not a
gambling device. In part the opinion

“The Lightning table game, advertised
as a gamg of skill is In the first Ins-
stance n construction for amusement,
and as gueh s not & gambling machine.
But it may be wrongfully used.

“This n't In & way a binding de-
cision. It's a guide by this court given
you that you may know how we would
Teel if there were = replevin or damage
sult before the court. However, when
¥ou have n machine which by its con-
struction la not a gambling device, then
it is essentinl that the owner maks It
plain to the proprietor of the store that
he must so regulate the use of it as not
to make a gambling device of 1t and
moake himself liable to arrest because of
an unlawful use.

“These things are usually considersd
wrong because they result In injury to
people who can least afford them. Peos
ple of strong will power do not usually
require protection against gambling ma-
chines because they know the customer
doesn't have any chance. But there
are peopls who may be weaker in will
power who do need protection.

"By o stelot applicatlion of the law
lodges and even churches have eon=
ducted lotteries in different forms which
are as effectively a violation of the
gambling laws as some of these thinga
may be. In many Instances there Is
riobody hurt because the little money
that the members may spend is given
for a good cause, and they do not spend
beyond thelr mesns.

“There is no law that is 100 per cent
perfect. And it can be the more perfect
only as common sense I8 wsed in Its ap-
plication. I believe with the guide you
have gotten from this hearing that per-
haps all people who have been in busl-
ness whers the dividing line is very
close will make every éffort to widen
that gap away from a close dividing line
and an infringement of our gambling
laws. I am not a professional gambler,
so T don't kKnow all the troubles that
cotild come from the operation of such
a machine,"

The hearing thruout was based on a
statute definition of gambling which is
considered oxtreme and applicable to
“any machine, device, or apparatus™ on
which the player anticipates a chanece
galn either In money or merchandise,

By H. I. DROLLINGER

Unlike most branches of the operation
of wvending machines snd amusement
devices, putomatic muslc has support
from the base of lts success, namely,
the manufacturers.

To begin with the manufacturer who
bullds the automatic phonograph of to-
dav has a personal interest In the oper-
stor, as well as the location, If he is
& responsible manufacturer. Howewer,
this interest which is displayed ofttimes
is not the fundamental reason for the
success of automatic musle, for after
all the music-machine operator is selling
recorded music at five cents per tune.
‘Therefore if he does not have the sup=
port of the various manufacturers of
recorded music he is just like the fellow
who was out in the boat without oars.

For many years the menufacturers of
phonograph records would not co-oper-
ate with the operators of musleal In-
struments, giving as a réason that it
would hurt the sales over the music-
store counter to have their records
played in publiz places by sutomatis
machines.

It was not an easy fask, end by far
not an inexpensive undertaking to con-
vince the wvarious manufacturers that
they were wrong. In fact, for gquite
zome time it Iooked as tho the oper-
ators woilld have to get their records
at retall and take what the retailer
wanted to let them have if they stayed
in business. Your writer, with the as-
sistance of several responsible operators,
kept beseeching the manufacturers and
their agents until they finally saw the
light, and today they are bidding for the
operaters’ support.

The writer has spent a lot of time
and money in bringing around the con-
dition that prevails today in regard to
automatic music service by the manu=-
facturers thruout the Urnited States, and
he looks on with pride at the service
that the-operator is belng given in his
present home State,

There are many examples of the serv-
ice that 15 belng rendered the Texas
operator, made possible by the writer,
one of which is & record demonstration
service setup in the Brunswick Record
Corporation's branch itz splendid
manager, Donald Law, at Dallas.

Louls, Most of them are manufactured
in Chicago and installed here by local
operators, according fo one distributor.
This distributor asserted that while he
‘i not getting rich' from the business,
he 1s ‘making a lving.'

* 'The machines cost us from 250 up
aplece,' he said. 'There are very fow
merchants who went to Invest this
much money, s0 we install the games on
commission.

“eMost of the big uiutrlhumrs such
as ourselves will not put machines near
schools except In saloons, which are not
frequented by school children, If, of
course, a merchant buys a machine out-
right the matter 15 out of our hands,

“"When we install a machine we do
not specify that cash prizes will be given
for high scores. All we offer is free
games for high scores, but if the mer-
chant wants to give cash prizes that's
his business, not ours.’

"That nelther the merchant nor the
distributor wusually takes much of &
chance of paying out im prizes more
than is put in the machines was in=
dicated by the reporter's conversation
with a distributor who operates on &
comparatively small seale.
