Are Okayed

NEW YORK, Feb, 13 —8how producers
end individual acts will have no trouble
getting as many pelrs of shoes 48 arec re-
quired for the performance of a play or
specialty routine, provided they can con-
vince thelr local war price and rationing
boards that the shoes are essential to the
execution of their performances. Con-
trary to reports published elsewiere, 16
will be possible for a producer to receive
certiflecates for ax mony palrs of shoes
as are pecessery for cach performer, ac-
cording to the Reglional Office of Price
Administratlon here. Indlvidual perform-
ers applylng for extra shoes for use in
thelr acts will also bhe eble to purchaase
more than one pair at & time, if they
can prove their needs to local boards. In
the case of indlviduals, however, they
must first relinguizh Coupon 17 of sugar
and coffee ration hooks hefore they can
make appliecation for additionnl certifi-
cates,

Again In the case of individual per-
formers, purchases of both personal and
occupational shoes will have to be taken
core of as the need fon* ench arises., For
instance, if the next palr of shoes a per-
former needs {8 occupational, he wlill
have to use coupon No. 17. If, at any
tme prior to June 15, when the first

75-Cent Limit
On Overcharge

NEW YORE, Feb, 138. — New York
theatergolng public, as well as League
of Hew York Theaters and Actors” Eguity
Association, wihich for years have bean
trying to enforce provisions of the thea-
fer ticket code, won s omalor viclory
Wednesday (10), when New York State
Supreme Court Justice Samuel Null up-
held the constitutionality of the 1340
Stote law limiting brokerage charges to
75 cents a ticket, Justice Null granted
the «olty's motlon To dismiss a suly
brought by six tigket brokers to restrain
the city from enforcing the law, basing
his action on the general trend of United
States Supreme Cowrt declslons In re-
cent years, Two pears ago the brokers
fried to obiain a temporary injunction
against the cily, pending trial, but ab
that time Justice J. Sldney Hernstein,
acting on the same decisions cited by
Justice Mull, denied the motlon.

Both Bgully and the League subs-
miitted briefs on behnlf of the cliy. Re-
becen  DBrownsteln, of Tguity's  degal
gepartment, sald that the actors’ union
was “delighted with the decislon.'™

Louis Schonceit, secretary of the Asso-
¢lated Theater Ticket Agencles, =aid the
brokers would meet the 234 of this
month to dlscuss the declsion of the
court pnd decide what their next action
would he. Schonceit declined to com-
ment on the ease, saying he had nob
vet read p copy of the Judge's decision,
but added that business of the involved
agencles would not be femendously al-
fected, since volume of business rather
than amount of overcharge is the deter-
mining fnctor.

License Commissioner Moss, whose
office has been trying to enforce the 7H-
cent overcharge Hmit since enactment
af the law in 1040, =aid that Justlce
Null's decislon “wonld provide an added
impetus to enforeement.”

Among the larger ticket agencies which
voluntarily limit themselves to a Ti-cent
overcharge, however, there is the bellel
that It will still be impossible to enforce
the code and State law (whoh, in eflect,
endorses the theater groups' code) 100
per eent, Theay feel that there will always
Be brokers who will overchargs. Part of
the blame, they say, should be put on
the public itzelf, which, Impatient to see
@ certain show on a given night, will puy
any price for tickets, instead of squawk-
ing to authorities.

Drematic Workshop of the New Bchool presented, for a series of special mallnees,
Percival Wilde's Kings in Nomania, which had been plaved by the students as port
of their course and proved so successful that the school deelded to let the publie in
on it. I've always feit that an adult attempting to evalunte a production nimed ot
kids is a blt like an clephant frying to paint a mintature, and I've avolded the
comparisen whenever possible.

At any rute, in the case of Kings in Nomanie Judy came to my rescue, Judy
s 10-—nlmaost half past 10 now—and she faced the task of writing a review with
undaunted determination. The only Instructions she received were that she
must fell what the play was about and give her honest opinion concernipg it and
its players. 8o Judy wrote her review, The spelling is painfully individual at
times, and the punectustion often brings spasms of acute disngreement, but it's
the review ns she wrote it:

“The curtaln rlses and it is almost an empty stage except a boy sltting at
a plano, he is suppoesed to play the piano to make a background for the falking
and acting. He didn't do much acting., Then eame a women who told parts of
the play we wouldn't find out in the play. She said easy words for the children
and it was fun to hear and watch her too. Two girls who were surposed to be
hoys came in at her side. I thought it was pretty well done. The lady speaker
wis very enjovable to hear. When she seld something the two boys would make
motions it was very cute.

“The boy with the piano would make the background. I thought he was very
good. Then they would set the scenes up while the curtaln was still un.

“The first seene was nhout a street in Nomanla and some children which they
called a gang. On the left side of the stage was a sign it said this is a street. The
whole play was imagination you had to think there was a street there. A boot-
black stund was almost in the middle but more to the right.

“Yaneu a Bootblack slts on the bootblack chair. Yanecu was a little too sure
of himself and It seemed that he was always right., Most plays are like that when
the men are supposed to be goodlooking, The peopls that played In the fivst act
were Yancu who wos really o girl his real name was Julle Follanshee, All the gang
were girls acting for boys.” (And Judy here glves a llsting of the names of the
actors.)

“The policeman in the play was over acted, when he got mad it didn't seem
as If he got that mad. there were five paris to the play. The sccond part was
about the house of the Miser., ¥Yaneu was in it and his mother, her name outsida
of the play was Justlne Karen. The miser's name was Robert Flliott and he was
very good. I didn’t like the mothers writing or the acting, she wasn't very good for
that part but as for her looks it was very well done.

“The third part of the play was about ¥Wancu in jail, there was a part in
that I thought was very badly done. When he said peace on earth and good will
toward men he didn’t say it as though he meant 1t but the panio player did a very
good job then.

“The forth part of the play was about a palace of a King. The Elng's name
outside the play was Alice MacDonald., There were lords and ladies in thiz part
of the play. The Count Luz was very good, but I did not like Marguls of Eltord
he was over acted and seemed as if he did not know his part very well.

“Yancu was brought to the King who was only 7 vear old, they let Yanen go.
