On Use of Negro Photos, Puffs

NEW YORK, March 6.—Negro per-
formers and musiclans are getting more
and hetter class publicity than 4t any
aother time, & survey reveals. Newspapers
and mapgezines that for years kept out
pietures and photos of Negro atrtists,
unless involved In a scandal, are now
fccepting some Gtralght  plctures and
publicity stories of Negroes. They, along
with certain newspapers and magazines
that mnever did discriminate against
Negro publieity, plus the race press (t-

self, combine to give these artists an
ever=growing publicity outlet thet is ap-
proaching—but has not reached—the
opportunities open fo white artists,

In other words, publicity barrlers are
breaking down for Negroes—but there
area many still standing. There are
stll big newspapers and magazines that
never run photos of Negro artists or that
never run publicity on all-Negro floor-
shows, or that glve Negroes small-space
publicity and never feature storles or
photo layouts.

=ome mapgnzines of nalional elreula-
tlon ecleim that plugging Nepro artists
too prominentiy mey hurt their South-
ern newsstand display opportunities and
even cause cancellation of subscriptions
in the South, But this attitude, too, is
being softened by the realization thot
there are national publications that plug
Negro artists openly and that appavenily
areg mnot having trouble with below-
the-line eirculation,

Tn its motion to dlsmiss, ASCADP stated
that upon termination of his contract
with the Soclety, the publisher reclaims
all those rights which e vested in the
Soclety., They malntoined, however, that
lleensing riphis remain withh them “hy
reason of the fact that the anthors and
composers thersof pre members of ASCAP
el hieve expressly atihorlzed it to license
tlie sald compositions™

New complaint argues that a writer has
performance rights only In umpublished,
uncopyrighted works and that as goon as
i statutory copyright o obtained all com-
mon law rights fterminate. In other
waords, plantifls maintain that when an
ASCAP wriker pens & song the Socleby
owns public performaenee rights by virtue
of 1he suthor's membership, However,
thoy econtend thal onee s song hag been
turned over to a publisher and printed
and copyrighted by him, these orlginel
(common law) rlghis arve destroyed.
ABCAP then acqiilres new publle per-
formeance rights, they maintein, thra tha
publlshier's memhershilp In the Bociety,
Complaint therefore concludes that pub-

Dealers ave up a tlee in their attempts
to get disk customers to bring In serap.
When the serap caompairn fivst started,
and large amounts were turned in, dis-
tribs credited dealers for the serap,. With
the backlog being eaten up by the Christ-
mas rush, however, dealers are falling &8s
much ag 12,000 serap records chort on
their committments,

Denlers formerly had a “black market®
to fall baclk on in getiing the reguired
amount of scrap needed to insure con-
tinued delivery of new relenses, QPA
ceilings now have almost completely
broken the black market here. But many
customers who formerly shopped around
for higher prices on scrap are now sitting
wieht, fpuring that maeybhe the celiing
will be raised, Before Christmas one
downtown chain store offered as hlgh as
five cents for each scrap record.

Only solution seen by key dealery 15 to
reguire scrap disks be turted in heiore
selling new relenses. Howover, with no
loeal trade association of dealers, it would
be sales sulcide for any one dealer io at-
tempt such a plan.

8. Sell as many tickets as pessible in
advanece,

9, Arrange for checking room service.
