Minn. Backs Into 
Federal Law Along 
With Standard Time 

MINNEAPOLIS, April 30.-Action by 
the Minnesota Legislature in returning 
the State to Standard Time, effective 
July 8, in the face of the national war- 
time schedule may be contrary to federal 
law, it appeared here as community af- 
ter community wired support of the 
stand taken by Mayors Kline and Mc- 
Donough of Minneapolis and St. Paul, 
respectively, that the Twin Cities will 
stay at wartime skeds. Richard S. Wig- 
gin, Minneapolis city attorney, threw the 
bombshell at State legislators when he 
pointed out that Congress fixed Standard 
Time zones March 19, 1918, amending 
these zones, which are the law of the 
land, on January 20, 1942, by setting all 
clocks one hour ahead. The Minnesota 
Legislature, on the other hand, accord- 
ing to Wiggin, failed to establish any 
other time standards and the whole 
thing, therefore, reverts to the national 
time scale. 

J. A. A. Burnquist, State attorney - 
general, backed up City Attorney Wig - 
gin's opinion when he said the federal 
act setting wartime skeds in January, 
1942, specified it would remain in ef- 
fect for the duration plus six months. 
Burnquist was of the opinion the federal 
law still is in effect and that it will be 
up to the courts to decide whether the 
State law conflicts with the federal law. 

Meanwhile, the Minneapolis City 
Council is to have an ordinance intro- 
duced retaining wartime sked for the 
city. Similar action is to follow in St. 
Paul. From Duluth, where radio sta- 
tions and other groups protested return 
to Standard Time, came word that that 
community probably will follow suit. 
Last week-end there were nearly a dozen 
towns in the State which indicated they 
were going to go along with the Twin 
Cities-"and let the State be damned." 
One Minneapolis alderman even went so 
far as to threaten the State to do some- 
thing about it. 

St. Louis Municipal Opera 
Opens June 7 With `Jubilee' 

ST. LOUIS, April 30.-The 27th season 
of the St. Louis Municipal Opera will 
open June 7 with the presentation of 
Cole Porter's Jubilee for 11 perform- 
ances. Other vehicles which will be pre- 
sented during the summer season are 
New Moon, Firefly, Pink Lady, Three 
Musketeers, Roberta, O'Brien Girl, Cat 
and Fiddle, Fortune Teller, Sari and 
Mme. Pompadour. 

Paul Reisman continues as general 
manager of the association. His execu- 
tive staff is comprised of William 
Zalken, publicity director; Anthony J. 
Nelle, ballet master; Peter Frye, stage 
director; Dan Eckley, dance director; 
John Kennedy, production manager; 
Watson Barratt, assistant production 
manager and art director; Edwin Mc- 
Arthur, musical director, and Eugene 
Mott, assistant musical director. 

Mixed Emotions 
On False V. E. 
Pitch in D. C. 

WASHINGTON, April 28. - Unofficial 
Washington responded with wildly mixed 
emotions to a series of Nazi uncondi- 
tional surrender rumors fed to packed 
downtown streets by boldly -headlined 
newspapers and word-of-mouth reports 
from radio broadcasts and movie screen 
announcements. 

Wild excitement spread thru down- 
town streets when newspapers with head- 
lines five inches deep flatly announcing 
the unconditional surrender appeared on 
the sidewalks early this evening. A few 
of the downtown movie houses flashed 
the report on the screen at about the 
same time, and there was a mad rush of 
patrons to the streets where people be- 
gan buying every available newspaper, 
paying prices as high as half a dollar. 

Restraint in Clubs 
In strange contrast with the dizzy 

hilarity on the streets, however, packed 
night clubs received the news with some 
restraint and incredulity, obviously re- 
fusing to accept the report without of- 
ficial confirmation. The scene at Trade 
Winds, one of the popular downtown 
niteries, was typical. There, Manager 
Jack Jermaine stopped the band and 
speaking into ,the mike, cautioned his 
patrons that the news he was about to 
read wag unconfirmed. He then read a 
London datelined dispatch from a news- 
paper "extra." The crowd was silent 
tho obviously elated with the prospect 
that official news could not be far off. 

Immediately after Manager Jermaine's 
announcement, the band played various 
service songs and there was excited 
chatter but no undue demonstration. 
More than half the Trade Winds' patrons, 
as in most Washington night clubs, were 
service folk. When a flash came from 
the White House at 9:34 p.m. that Presi- 
dent Truman denied the earlier report 
of unconditional surrender, Manager 
Jermaine, who had been keeping in 
touch with the CBS newsroom, relayed 
the announcement to his patrons. There 
was an anxious audible sigh, and danc- 
ing was resumed. 

"I gave the news to the folks easy like that," explained Jermaine, "because I 
remember the heart-rending disappoint- 
ment after the false peace rumor of the 
First World War." 

At the Troika, another popular down- 
town nitery, no special announcement 
was made to a packed house that had 
already picked up reports from the 
streets. Helen Hamilton, proprietor, ex- 
plained to The Billboard that in the 
absence of an official report she decided 
against having any announcement over 
the "mike." 

Hilarious in Streets 
On the streets, tho, crowds were 

hilarious. Throngs that had poured out 
of theaters converged with sidewalk 
crowds, and by 8:30 pm. an estimated 
5,000 persons were milling excitedly 
around the three principal downtown 
blocks of F street. Another 4,000 per -

Instrument Makers 
Say No Word Yet 
On Resuming Output 

CHICAGO, April 30.-Four Elkhart, 
Ind., musical instrument makers, Conn, 
Buescher, Selmer and Martin, report that 
they still are in the dark concerning a 
go signal by government authorities 
about when they can resume the manu- 
facture of musical instruments for civil- 
ian consumption. Tho war contracts for 
precision instruments, which these plants 
are now making, have been falling off 
consistently for the past year, hornmakers 
haven't heard anything but the ever - 
current rumors about the resumption of 
construction of instruments for civilian 
usera. 

For the past year, Elkhart workers have 
been making about 10 per cent of normal 
pre-war output of musical instruments, 
but these products were all going to 
military posts for service bands. 

As a result of the shortage of new 
musical instruments for non-G.I. musi -

In March of this year $4,487,- 
629.97 was collected on admissions to 
theaters, roof gardens, cabarets, etc., as 
compared with $2,283,511.88 for the same 
month last year.

244.06 as compared with $14,893,007.36 
for March, 1944.

LONDON, April 30.-From the Orkneys 

to Torquay, from Belfast to Berlin, from 
the Riviera to the Eibe the American 
Forces Network is providing a full-time 
morale tonic for the G.I.'s, in the Euro- 

pean theater of opera- 
tions, be they generals 
or privates. Next only 
to mail from home the 
AFN is the biggest thing 
in t h e mud -covered, 
dirt -ridden and sleepless 
life of the, man in uni- 
form. 

When the AFN recent- 
ly installed its mobile 

500 -watt transmitter with the U. S. First 
Army the car of General Hodges drove 
up and the general, impressed, asked, 
"May I speak over this some time?" 
That night he got his chance. He an- 
nounced the capture of Cologne, 

Benny and Hope Stop Planes 
At some of the U. S. airfields the Tan- 

noy, or public-address system, feeds 'em 
AFN all the time. So when Jack Benny 
or Bob Hope is on the air the planes 
don't fly. 

When an infantry unit moves into a 
town the first thing the company com- 
mander does, after selecting headquar- 
ters, is hook-up his radio and stay tuned 
for the news and AFN programs. 

Which doesn't mean the G.I.'s had a 
midget radio stashed in their fox holes.

Mass. Rejects Bill 
Barring "Scalping" 

BOSTON, April 30.-Bill to bar ticket 
"scalpers" got a solid rap in the head 
from the Massachusetts Senate when it 
was killed by a vote of 15 to 10. The 
measure, which provided that no ticket 
to amusement houses or licensed thea- 
ters could be sold for more than the 
price marked on it, received a two-way 
knock in the noggin when the senators 
voted against it. 

It also took another effective knock 
when Senator Charles J. Innes, Boston 
Republican, questioned the constitution- 
ality of the bill. Altho Innes said that 
he supported what the bill intended to 
do, he felt that it was not within con- 
stitutional limits. The question of con- 
stitutionality was not clarified even 
when Senator Charles W. Olson, Ashland, 
asked why it wasn't and why the public 
should "always be the sucker?" 

The general objection to the bill was 
that it would encourage the sidewalk 
speculator and do harm to the reliable 
ticket agencies. Senator William R. 
Conley, Fitchburg, who was one of the 
original backers of the bill, also claimed 
that it would encourage the sidewalk 
operator instead of discouraging the 
"scalper." Bill also was considered un- 
constitutional by Senator Conley. George 
W. Stanton, Fitchburg, sponsor of the 
bill, continued to argue, however, that 
tickets which could not be bought at 
the box office could be purchased at 
ticket agencies at a higher fee. 

Statement from Senator Conley 
pointed out that he, as one individual, 
preferred to purchase tickets this way 
to standing in line for a half hour and 
then getting bad seats because he had 
not been in line when the office opened.

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Ratings Sock in 
Singles Pitch 
For Web Segs 

One -station areas often de- 
liver big audiences-rat- 
ings may top nat'1 500% 

NEW YORK, April 30.-While the last 
two studies on top stations delivering top 
ratings for top programs (The Billboard, 
April 21-28) indicated that as far as C. E. 
Hooper's city -by -city studies were con- 

cerned it was the four 
network station areas 
that delivered the cream 
ratings, special Hooper 
studies indicate that 
one -station areas fre- 
quently do deliver sock 
audiences for net shows. 
Ratings in such areas 
are, with low -ranking 
national segs, sometimes 

500 per cent higher than national ratings. 
This in a degree was tipped by the 

job that WTAR (Norfolk, Va.) and 
WGBI (Scranton, Pa.) did in the first 
two tabs of toppers. The former de- 
livered a terrific audience for Charlie 
McCarthy, while the latter did just as 
sock a job for four of its CBS daytime 
webbers. There's competition in both 
of these areas but one station dominates 
and to this degree they may be con- 
sidered single outlet areas. 

Hooper Doesn't Cover 
Reason why Hooper city -by -city studies 

do not show the impact of single station 
markets is because they just don't 
cover these markets. Coverage is, almost 
exclusively restricted, in the city -by -city 
studies, to multiple -station markets be- 
cause (1) the cost of the coincidental 
surveys can be shared by multiple sta- 
tions, and (2) the populations in the 
multiple percolator areas are big enough, 
in the telephone book, to make possible 
a sample sizable enough to justify a 
five -month (city -by -city) report. 

However, special studies have been 
made for specific clients in small sta- 
tion areas-areas which when added to- 
gether build a sample which establishes, 
statistically, a satisfactory base. Such a 
combo of stations, for instance, was used 
to check Hollywood Star Time, last year 
on the Pacific Coast, against the Pacific 
Coast Hooperatings. This was particularly 
important because it was a comparative 
study in a single section of the nation. 
The cities taken for the study were Las 
Vegas and Reno, Nev.; Visalia, Riverside

G.I.'s, Vets Eye 
Radio as Career 

WASHINGTON, April 30. - Increased 
interest among soldiers and vets in radio 
as a career is reported by the National 
Association of Broadcasters and govern- 
ment agencies here. NAB reports upsurge 
of inquiries from commanding officers 
and instructors at army installations for 
information about opportunities in radio 
and about schools for technical training. 

War Man -Power Commission is assist- 
ing in occupational counseling service at 
army and navy discharge centers thru- 
out nation. Personnel experts are being 
equipped with full data about radio job 
opportunities and training. Job coun- 
selors also are keeping abreast of up-to- 
date radio trade information in advising 
applicants at more than 1,200 local of- 
fices of United States Employment Serv- 
ice. Counselors are advising both veter- 
ans and non -veterans of opportunities 
for specialists within radio industry. 
Meanwhile American Council on Educa- 
tion has been gathering data on colleges 
and universities providing radio instruc- 
tion. 

Good Neighbors 
MINNEAPOLIS, April 30.- 

When news of FDR's death was 
flashed to radio and broadcasters 
canceled out all commercials, 
WMIN, Twin Cities indie, found 
itself on the spot, having nothing 
but recordings to offer its audi- 
ence for the nearly four days of 
mourning. A hurried call to 
Kenneth Hance, KSTP executive, 
by Ed Hoffman, WMIN prexy- 
general manager, for assistance, 
brought quick response. Hance 
and A. E. Joscelyn, WCCO man- 
ager, arranged to feed some if 
their web shots to the indie dur- 
ing the mourning period-one of 
the finest example of unity 
known in local radio circles. 

Radio Rumored in 
Stern Eyes; Record 
Newscasts on WFIL 

(PHILADELPHIA, May 1.-The Phila- 
delphia Record has taken over the news- 
casts on WFIL, The Bulletin confining 
its news programs to WPEN which it 
acquired January 1. Reports are current 
again in radio row that J. David Stern, 
publisher of The Record here and The 
Courier -Post newspaper in Camden, N. J., 
may re-enter the radio field. For a 
time he owned and operated the part- 
time Public Ledger station, WHAT, which 
was sold last year to William A. Banks, 
former salesman of WIP. Walter H. An- 
nenberg, of The Inquirer, has applica- 
tions pending for FM and television sta- 
tions. 

While Stern denies that he is thinking 
in terms of a radio station, those in the 
know claim that such a set-up is already 
in the works, pointing out that The 
Record must keep in step with the com- 
petitive Bulletin and Inquirer. It is 
also pointed out that A. M. Greenfield, 
local realtor, figures prominently in the 
financial structure of both The Record 
and WFIL, and that such a linkage would 
be a fairly simple matter. 

Need for 2,500 FM Outlets 
After War Was Seen by FMBI 

WASHINGTON, April 30.-Nearly 2,500 
FM stations will be needed in U. S. with- 
in five years after war in meeting re- 
quirements of what is expected to mush- 
room into $10,000,000,000 industry, ac- 
cording to FM Broadcasters, Inc. Publio 
wants 18,390(000 FM sets as soon as pos- 
sible, FMBI says. 

Org cites recent Sylvania.survey show- 
ing potential market for 91,300,000 FM 
sets. Employment for 300,000 persons is 
seen. 

1 -Outlet Towns 
Burns & Allen 
5 -Year Stint 
A Weekly 15G 
G&G Control the Program 
HOLLYWOOD, April 30.-Burns and 

Allen contract, which has been flying 
back between here and New York, has 
been finally set with the usual options 
to run for the five years for which 
Benton & Bowles have announced that 
B. & A. have signed. Deal is said to be, 
in round figures, 15G for the first two 
years, 160 for the third year and 11G 
for the fourth and fifth series. 

Contract has some special clauses that 
are raising eyebrows in the biz. One, 
for instance, ties the B. & A. program 
to the Thursday evening Maxwell House 
slot, to NBC and to General Foods, 
none of which can be changed without 
the George and Gracie okay. Paper also 
puts "guest policy" in the hands of 
G. & G., with, however, It being under- 
stood, but not in writing, that there'll 
be as many and they'll be as good as 
they have been in the past. 

Unknown, but on paper also, is agree- 
ment on publicity and advertising build- 
up of the G. & G. duo. Flackery dough 
is to go Up and up with each renewal 
period. It's q, top -of -the -heap scrib- 
bling, this contract and one which 
William Burns (George's brother) and 
George have been worrying along ever 
since General Foods and Burns and 
Allen started eying each other. 

Cowles Sets WOL as 
Big - Time Operation 

WASHINGTON, April 30.- Increased 
emphasis on public service programing 
of Washington activities is announced 
plan of Cowles -owned WOL in effecting 
organization additions this week. Ar- 
thur J. Casey resigns as executive as- 
sistant to manager of CBS -owned 
KMOX, and comes to WOL as executive 
assistant to Merle S. Jones, WOL vveneral 
manager. Casey was with Jones at 
KMOX. David Harris, program produc- 
tion manager of WTAG, comes to WOL 
as program director. Jack Paige also 
has been promotion -publicity director of 
Cowles' WHOM and originator of Mid- 
west farmer day program at WNAX be- 
comes WOL's director of special events 
and publicity. Florence Warner, for- 
merly WHOM special- events director and 
former Midwest educational director for 
CBS, comes to WOL as educational di- 
rector. 

WOR-Mutual Program Joining 
Still Being Bypassed by Outlet 
NEW YORK, April 30.-A small group 

at WOR, Mutual outlet here, is taking 
no chances on the net's new plan to 
dovetail its shows with the station's, 
feeling that an exchange of minor pro- 
grams will eventually lead to an axing 
of top money -making daytime partici- 
pating airers. Altho MBS's plan, first 
revealed in The Billboard (April 14), was 
to take from WOR only shows that are 
suitable for co-op or national sponsor- 
ship, and give it in return, the same 
type of seg, some of the boys at the 
station want to nip the thing before 
it starts so that their bank -rollers will 
be protected. 

General outline of the idea is to have 
WOR drop its shows when MBS can 
supply a better one and vice-versa. How- 
ever, the same group which has made 

exchange of programs a major point of 
difference between the net and the sta- 
tion since Mutual was first formed, are 
fearful that programs like Bessie Beatty, 
Martha Deane and Rambling With Gam- 
bling may eventually take a beating. 
These shows depend upon a number of 
participating sponsors for the heavy 
sugar they roll into WOR's coffers and 
can't be adjusted for chain airing. In 
preliminary talks, both WOR and MSS 
program men admit that such segs won't 
be touched, but some of the boys are 
looking for ghosts that aren't there. 

Everyone concedes that the dovetail- 
ing will mean improved skeds for both 
the net and the station but the nixers 
don't see it that way. If the program 
departments can't sell them, it may be 
that the outlet and its web will continue 
to go their separate ways programwise. 

Ad -Space Scarce 
NEW YORK, April 30.-Blue 

web ad toppers, shopping around 
recently for newspaper space in 
which to place a V -E Day ad dis- 
covered that papers were so tight 
with orders for advertising on the 
day the war ends in Europe that 
they were refusing new ads and 
were planning to go to Washing- 
ton to ask the War Production 
Board for increased paper to print 
special editions. One metropolitan 
sheet told the web that it had 
orders for 145 pages of ads, an- 
other said ,t had 116, another, 
97. Blue's layout, an institutional 
pitch devoted to a "new world is 
born" theme, has been canceled 
as a full web proposition, but it 
is being made available to sta- 
tions to use at their own discre- 
tion. 

Y&R Radio Div. 
Undergoes Big 
Biz Treatment 

NEW YORK, April 30.-Young & 
Rubicam's recently announced blueprint 
for the future operation of its radio di- 
vision (nee department) is, according to 
trade tipsters, really a part of a reor- 
ganization of the entire agency, designed 
to give Y&R at least the profile of a big 
business. What the agency has done has 
been to split radio off into an almost 
autonomous branch, dealing exclusively 
with broadcasting advertising. 

In addition to splitting off from the 
rest of the agency like an amoeba, radio 
itself gets the big biz treatment, divid- 
ing asexually into four "units," each 
concerned with its own group of pro- 
grams. And separate from these "units" 
will be central casting, talent, script and 
traffic departments. The "units" will 
each be under the direction of four 
"program managers," Joe Moran, Max 
Wylie, George McGarrett and Bill Forbes. 
Joe Hill will head central scripts and 
Eleanor Kilgallen central casting. These 
chiefs will report to Gordon Cates, v. -p.. 
on administrative details and to Harry 
Ackerman, also a v. -p., on production 
matters. Carlos Franco will continue to 
run time buying, John Swayze commer- 
cials, and Jack Barry films. Bandy 
Stronach has been upped to manager of 
the talent department, Ed Duerr to pro- 
duction supervisor and Glenhall Taylor 
to associate director of the radio division.

DeMille Bill Goes 
Calif. Legislature 

NEW YORK, April 30-Knockdown 
and drag 'em out fight to the finish be- 
tween Cecil B. DeMille and AFRA be- 
came rougher with the intro in the Cali- 
fornia Legislature by Davis and call of 
bill to curb unions' power to levy as- 
sessments on its members. Gimmick not 
only prohibits orgs from supporting or 
opposing candidates for office by as- 
sessment but prevents them from urging 
or opposing any legislation. Bill makes 
offense a misdemeanor. Proposed meas- 
ure, now known as the DeMille Bill, has 
been reported out of committee without 
recommendation. 

This bill is apparently a variation of 
the Federal Corrupt Practice Act which 
prohibits contributions of over $5,000 
from both unions and corporations in 
support of candidates for federal office. 
AFRA would be in a pretty bad way if it 
could not fight laws which affect, as it 
sees it, its vital interests. 

Bill comes on the heels of the forma- 
tion of DeMille Freedom Foundation, 
announced by Frank Doherty, owner of 
KRDK, Los Angeles. 
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Confab Coverage Hit by Bombshell 
Comes Indies 
Big Chance 

9 out of 12 locals have reps 
at S. F. meet and sked reg- 
ular programs or cut -ins 

SAN FRANCISCO, April 28.-Peace 
flash that swept thru the hopeful hearts 
of the world today, even the reported 
untrue, had many an indie op thanking 
his lucky stars that he took the San 
Francisco confab, seriously. Indies were 
right on the spot with the webs when 
It came to shoveling out the verbal fire- 
works about the rumor and they showed 
their metal. 

Indie stations in Hollywood, which 
have gone overboard on the Conference, 
have been giving coverage that in some 
instances has rivaled top efforts of webs. 
Parley here has been giving the local 
boys plenty of opportunity to keep the 
dial twisters tuned to their stations in- 
stead of relying upon the networks- 
and today was no exception. 

Out of 12 indie stations in and around 
Hollywood contacted, nine have reps in 
San Francisco and are skedding either 
regular programs or cutting into their 
commercials for special events from S.F. 
Observers feel that this coverage on the 
part of the Indies is the most concen- 
trated that has been attempted by the 
non -wen stations. Most of those con- 
tacted were enthusiastic about their at- 
tempts and seemed to be of the opinion 
that they were getting a real chance at 
public service. However, some of the 
boys felt that they had to do the job or 
suffer the consequences of having the 
opposition yank their own listeners.

much the public would stand from the 
Indies in the way of coverage, with big - 
name commentator line-up of the webs 
admitted to be a handicap to overcome. 
Some of the Indies feel that they can do 
the job in a week but others are staying 
until the final delegate has packed his 
tent. 

Most ambitious effort locally is being 
made by KFWB, Los Angeles, which has 
a line-up of two regular newscasters and 
six extras who have been signed for the 
occasion. Eight regular daily programs 
have been skedded for the conference, 
with special cut -ins arranged on a day- 
by-day basis. Bill Pennell brings his 
Headline Background and Dispatch. from 
Reuters daily from S.F., with John B. 
Hughes, Peter Delima and Sam Baiter 
doing regular shows. Additional special 
broadcasts and commentaries will be 
handled by Mrs. J. Borden Harriman; 
Mrs. Eleanor Wilson McAdoo; David 
Carr, member of Drew Pearson's Wash- 
ington staff; Bruce Bliven, editor of New 
Republic; Louis Dolivet, founder of Free 
World, and Barclay Crum, former cam- 
paign manager for Wendell Willkie. 

KFWB, KYA Interchange 
All of KFWB's shows will be tied in 

with KYA, S.F., with both stations inter- 
changing commentators. Station has 
more accredited reps at the conference 
than any indie in the country. Besides

Parley Big Flop for Net Crews 
SAN FRANCISCO, April 28.-Despite the 90 -odd minutes of general 

turmoil created by the announcement that Germany had folded, the In- 
ternational Security Conference has been one big bust to the network 
news and special events crews here to cover the confabs. Entire session 
has been staged with an eye toward everything but the needs of web 
broadcasters. 

Normally the nets would shy from any event offering nothing but 
a solid diet of gab, especially when much of the talk is in foreign 
languages. But confab is a public service "must" to the nets even if 
no one is listening. 

Problem stems from the lack of radio savvy in the State Department 
which is handling the event. The diplomats have a radio advisor but 
don't take his advice. Consequently when something has to be decided, 
the webs wind up with an unintentional run-around and lots of red 
tape. 

Thus, when Stettinius, Soong, Eden and Molotov were scheduled 
to talk on Thursday (26) the webs tried to get permission to break in 
over Molotov's voice with a running interpretation of what the Soviet 
Foreign Minister was saying in Russian. Diplomatic brass hats were 
shocked at the idea and it wasn',t until a special chinfest was held that 
the okay came thru. 

Payoff is that the chains got stuck anyway. Even tho they fed a 
running explanation while Molotov was on the air, his speech was fol- 
lowed by a complete English translation and then a complete French 
translation; all for the benefit of the delegates, not the nationwide audi- 
ence. From here on in, the net newsmen are prepared to cover the con- 
fabs via sideline interpretation and comment. 

Veteran radio men believe the situation stems from the current 
lack of radio savvy in the Administration. Back in the days of FDR any 
meeting so important and so different, for final success, on public un- 
derstanding and acceptance would have had smart radio handling. 

the battery of commentators, others 
from KFWB are Harry Maizlish, station 
manager; Bill Ray, program director, and 
John Dehner, staff announcer. 

KMTR, Los Angeles, has Louis Flatau 
as rep at the conference, with two live 
broadcasts and two transcribed shows 
skedded each day. Wax comes in by 
platte daily and is used for evening and 
swing -shift shows. Kenneth Tinkham, 
station manager, says outlet won't be 
represented for the run of the confer- 
ence but will carry the news for a week 
to 10 days only. The Earle C. Anthony 
station, KFI, Los Angeles, is letting 
KMTR use its line from S.F. 

KFI Reps 
Ted Myers, news editor; Bob Purcell, 

special events director, and Don Mc- 
Namara, program director, are repping 
for KFI, with Mr. and Mrs. Carveth Wells 
doing broadcasts from there. Regularly 
skedded KFI shows, in addition to 
straight newscasts originating from SF. 
for the duration of the conference, are 
The American Way and Open Forum. 
Also regular five-minute cut -ins will be 
used for important flashes from the con- 
ference. Station figures it will give the 
listeners small doses instead of cram- 
ming stuff down their throats. 

Pasadena's KPAS is being repped by 
J. Frank Burke, part owner of the sta- 
tion, who is broadcasting once daily, 
airing by direct wire from KFISO, S.F. 
Show is taken off the line and broadcast 
the next day over Burlee's other station, 
KFVD, L.A. Show is a quarter hour only. 

Blue's Indie Coverage 
The Blue's outlet in L.A., KECA, is 

doing some indie coverage on its own, 
with Sam Baiter, General Pierce and 
Peter Delima skedded for daily news 
shots. The two Long Beach stations, 
KGER and KFOX, carried opening day 
shows, with KGER continuing with 
Station Manager C. Merwin Dobyns and 
John K. Chapel on regular daily broad- 
casts. KFOX will not sked any regular 
shows, but will rely on wire service. No 
direct wire from KGFJ, L.A., is available 
but Rene Bozarth is covering the con- 
ference for the station, doing a daily 
transcription which is air expressed for 
broadcast airing here. Only six of these 
transcribed shows will be released, as 
station plans to cover only first week's 
activities. 

KMPC, L.A., has an educational tie-up 
with the Los Angeles public school sys- 
tem, providing specific coverage of the 
conference. Station will air a special 
broadcast daily. Vance Graham, assist- 
ant news editor of KMPC. is covering the 
conference direct from S.F. These spe- 
cial airings are slanted for classroom 
consumption. 

Only three Indies in this area failed to 
come thru with regular programs. They 
are KRKD, KFAC and KIEV, last named 

station in Glendale. However these sta- 
tions feel they can do a good job for 
their listeners by interrupting their reg- 
ular shov,s for news flashes. 

Radio Press Treated Royally 
SAN FRANOISOO, April 30.-Town is 

doing a bang-up job for the press. Local 
bigwigs realize that newspaper and radio 
people are important, so William Losh, 
publicist, is looking after the interests 
of the press -radio folk. 

Credential "A" card holders have the 
run of the town. A lapel button goes 
with the pasteboard and some of the 
newshawks have seen the thing work 
miracles. Best little gadget of all, how- 
ever, is the plastic, lapel button which 
contains a miniature of the Press Club's 
black cat insignia. Its greatest effect is 
produced when shown to a local gen- 
darme. Web flacks were nixed by the 
State Department when it came to hand- 
ing, out the "A" cards. They received 
"B's." Blue's Palace Hotel press room, 
which is manned by Milt Samuel, a 
former San Franciscan, just naturally 
became headquarters for the trade press.

Hypos Airings 

Biggest job in broadcasting 
becomes radio's biggest 
bubble - until it bursts 

SAN FRANCISCO, April 28.-Up to 
7:57 tonight the confab here was just 
radio's biggest reportorial job. After that 
moment-for a few hours-when an As- 
sociated Press flash from here that 
Germany had surrendered uncondition- 
ally lightninged thru the ether from 
the sunny California slopes to the dark- 
ened bistros of Paris, it was radio's 
dreamed -of chance-it was the moment 
broadcasters had been waiting for since 
the industry was cradled. 

Uncounted millions of news -hungry 
people clustered and crouched as close 
to their radios as they could without 
climbing into them, waiting for the 
ether to deliver. Because the report came 
from San Francisco-inspired, according 
to early statements, by Sen. Tom Con- 
nally, a delegate to the confab, but de- 
nied by the chairman of the Senate 
Foreign Relations Committee-and be- 
cause radio reports mentioned the hur- 
ried departure from the meeting of Sec- 
retary of State Edward Stettinius Jr. 
thru a side door, radio's greatest audi- 
ence turned its eyes on the Bay City 
for enlightenment. 

Fleeting Opportunity 
But the great assignment that the 

peace flash had tossed into laps of one 
of the largest aggregations of radio 
newscasters and intelligentsia was wasted. 
With the announcement by President 
Truman that the rumor was unfounded, 
the flock of radio newsmen brought to 
San Francisco by nets and Indies went . 

back to covering an assignment that was 
as crackers in their mouths compared to 
the juicy assignment that had been 
filched from in front of their noses. 

Net Coverage Terrif 
Despite the terrif shot of adrenalin ad- 

ministered by the flash and the un- 
derstanable letdown afterward, the con- 
fab coverage rates top interest and the 
webs are out in tremendous force. Blue 
has 43 mike men here; NBC is using 31; 
OBS has 22; Mutual 19. The British 
Broadcasting Corporation has nine in its 
line-up. The Canadian Broadcasting 
Corporation's personnel is listed at 10. 
Alan Carmichael and his Australian 
broadcast staff were late arrivals, just 
making it for the opening session of the 
confab, as did Paul Gilson, special rep 
of Radio Diffusion Francaise. 

The Veterans' Building, key spot of the 
parley, was the scene of utter confusion 
on Monday (23). The news and radio 
press were told to pick up their creden- 
tials first at 9:30, then 11:30, then 
"maybe 1," then 2:30 and finally "late 
this afternoon or tomorrow." Fuses kept 
blowing out so there was no coffee in 
the sandwich room. The little bar in the 
basement of the Vets' Building was there 
but there wasn't anything in it but a 
couple of spittoons. 

OWI "Locker Room" 
Two gentlemen with foreign accents 

inquired at the press information booth 
for the OWI locker room. It seems there 
was no locker rooms; then someone re- 
membered the OWI was set up in what 
had been a locker room. 

Partitions were coming down here- 
going up there. Carpenters kept ham- 
mering and the painters painting. In all 
this beehive of preparation there was 
only one touch of the war. On a wall 
in the Vets' Building was a sign. It read: 
"In case of a blackout, move to center." 

Call Letters Off Mikes 
Everyone finally got set for the opener. 

The flacks got the biggest shock of their 
lives. The State Department ruled that

All the news 
comes across his desk and he 
"tastes" it, determines what is to 
be used and how much play to 
give it. By the same sort of logic, 
BBC has its news writers dictate 
their stuff so that they can script 
for voice rather than for eye. The 
thing saves a lot of rewrite. 

To Americans, tho, that copy - 
tasting routine is really not so 
unusual. Ever see an editor chew 

up a story?

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U. S. Radio Shapes 
Programing in S.A. 
& Expands Market 
WASHINGTON, April 30.-U. S. radio 

influence on Latin America has reached 
its peak, paving the way for era of vastly 
increased opportunity both in shaping 
programs and in developing radio market. 
This is indicated in latest survey of op- 
erations of Office of Inter -American 
Affairs. 

Pace for Latin American radio has 
been established by U. S. radio activity' 
particularly in last year and a half of 
war, the survey shows. John W. G. 
Ogilvie, director of Radio Division, Office 
of Inter -American Affairs, reports tre- 
mendous influence of U. S. radio as re- 
sult of 36 short-wave transmitters beam- 
ing programs to Latin America. The 
transmitters are shared by Office of War 
Information and Office of Inter -Ameri- 
can Affairs. 

S. A. Market Being Expanded 
As a result of co-ordinated operations, 

say Ogilvie, "a new and heightened 
economic opportunity is shaping up the 
other Americas for manufacturers of 
radio receivers, transmitters, component 
parts and other radio equipments." 
Ogilvie continues: "It is anticipated that 
there will be a greatly expanded post- 
war market in the other Americas for 
household receiving sets, to be supplied 
either by United States industry or by 
the radio industries of other nations." 

Ogilvie points to "ready-made audience 
and an eager market" in South America. 
"There is also a buying public that is 
already familiar to some extent with 
United States radio equipment, particu- 
larly radio tubes, of which the United 
States has been the major source since 
the war began," he says. "On the other 
hand, there is the question whether or 
not United States manufacturers can 
supply this potential market at price 
levels low enough to reach the largest 
number of potential buyers. One answer 
is that even before the war the demand 
was particularly met by United States 
exporters. Mexico, for example, has no 
large radio manufacturers. Of approxi- 
mately 73,000 sets imported by Mexico in 
1939, about 62,000 came from the United 
States. By 1941 t:1is country was supply- 
ing 117,000 of approximately 123,000 seta 
imported by Mexico that year."

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FCC Pushes Clear - 
Channel Hearing 

Back to Sept. 5 
WASHINGTON, April 30.-As was pre- 

dicted in The Billboard, FCC last Tues- 
day (24) announced postponement of 
clear -channel hearing until September 5 
at 10:30 a.m. The hearing was originally 
scheduled to open May 9, but definite 
tip-off to postponement came last week 
In preparations for clear -channel survey 
to be used for hearings. Survey will not 
be completed before end of August. 

In announcing postponement, FCC 
stated: `It is important that preparation 
for the clear -channel hearing be thoro 
and complete so that the decision can be 
made upon the basis of a comprehensive 
record." FCC added that "It is appar- 
ent after conferences with interested 
persons that this type of presentation 
cannot be ready in time for May 9." 

Substantial preparatory work has been 
started, and three engineering commit- 
tees have been established to prepare 
comprehensive reports, it was stated. 
Committee will determine: (1) What 
constitutes a satisfactory signal, (2) 
what constitutees objectionable inter- 
ference, and (3) distances to which and 
areas over which various signal strengths 
are delivered. A fourth committee is at 
work on the survey which will sound 
out radio listening habits particularly in 
areas not covered by Hooper and Cross- 
ley. No attempt will be made to survey 
New Ycrk City and other big metropoli- 
tan areas, altho the survey will be ex- 
panded beyond original scope, with cost 
estimated at about $100,000.

Reunion in San Francisco 
SAN FRANCISCO, April 30.-Dramatic incident in the San Francisco 

confab came in a press session with the reunion between John Salt, 
North American BBC director, and Victor De Laveleye, creator of the fa- 
mous "V" sign, former Belgian Minister of Justice and now a member of 
the Belgian delegation to the World Security Conference. De Laveleye 
was in charge of underground broadcasts when Salt was BBC's European 
service director. 

Interesting item came out of the press session when De Laveleye re- 
vealed that the "V" sign was born January 14, 1941, not by accident, but 
pure design. 

"At about that time," related De Laveleye, "we learned that the peo- 
ple of Belgium were chalking up the letters R. A. F. on walls, sidewalks 
and even on Nazi vehicles. It occurred to us that one letter to symbol- 
ize liberation and victory would be easier to use than three since the 
chances of being caught by the Gestapo would be lessened. The prob- 
lem was to find the one letter that would mean the same thing to those 
who spoke Flemish and French. We finally hit upon the letter V which 
is the first letter of the word Victoire and Vrijheid both words meaning 
freedom. 

"Within a fortnight after the first instructions went out over the 
BBC to use the V sign, reports began to flow in from the underground 
that the walls of buildings thruout Belgium were being covered with 
V's. Soon the symbol spread like wildfire to France and became first the 
symbol for liberation in Europe and later the symbol for victory thruout 
the world. 

Salt related how the use of Beethoven's Fifth Symphony and the 
Morse code sounds for the letter V was originated in an underground 
studio during the height of the blitz. Someone in the room just tapped 
out the three dots and a dash and in a moment someone hummed 
Beethoven's Fifth and everyone leaped upon it. At first we used the 
musical signature but discarded it because of transmission problems 
and the fact that the music was too obvious. Instead, the BBC used 
three short beats and one long one on a kettle drum. 

De Laveley, who escaped from Belgium just before the Nazis came, 
told how on his return to his country he found that the letters BBC 
and the kettle drum beating out the sounds of victory were magic to his 
people. "All the world," he concluded, "owes a debt to radio for the 
job it did in keeping the spark of resistance alive thruout occupied 
Europe."

RWG New Contract

NEW YORK, April 30.-New contract 
demands by the Radio Writers' Guild will 
bring out the smelling salts in the ad- 
vertising agencies. Pitch will be for 
agreement covering free-lance writers 
angle, strictly brand new in the radio 
field. 

At the national council meeting to be 
held in New York in late June or early 
July the three regions of the Guild, 
Eastern, Midwestern and West Coast, 
will get together and formulate final de- 
mands to be presented to advertising 
execs. Several types of scripters will come 
in for indie treatment under the new 
pact. Distinct provision will be made 
for news, audience -participation comedy 
and dramatic skit writers. Scripters want 
to settle credit for shows. Each show 
will have a price floor, and altho name - 
writers will generally get higher rates, 
the tyros will have to get the minimum. 
More and more the problem of retaining 
copyrights for programs plagues scripters 
at the Guild. Feeling in the trade is 
that boys would rather get less for shows 
and keep the rights. 

The Guild has several methods on the 
fire for digging extra coin. It can deal 
directly with the AAAA, tackle the 
agencies individually, or go It the AFRA 
way and approach the networks to bait 
the agencies for them. Entire agreement 
will be modeled on the one in force at 
the Dramatist Guild.

Nor does it mean the captain ran his 
receiver for pleasure. And, obviously, 
it doesn't mean that the war stopped 
when a top fave show was to be heard. 

What it did mean was a whopping big 
plus in G.I. morale, thanks to the AFN. 
From sign -on to sign -off AFN was and is 
a typical Yank network operation com- 
plete to familiar programs and policies. 

And like many a Yank radio sucoees 
story, the story of the AFN is well larded 
with brash inventiveness, ingenuity and 
inspiration. Example: When we took 
Paris the AFN crew found themselves 
stuck without a transmitter powerful 
enough to pump the programs out to 
the men in the field. 

Rosenberg Transmitter 
What was needed, said the engineers, 

was a 15,000 -watt transmitter. What 
no one knew was where to get it. No 
one, that is, except a G.I. named Private 
(first name unknown) Rosenberg. He 
recalled hearing about an FFI under- 
ground transmitter that had driven the 
Nazis nuts for two days before the fall 
of Paris. 

The French underground had managed 
to convert an electric bulb -testing ap- 
paratus into, a transmitter without the 
ferries getting hep. When Paris was 
freed everyone promptly forgot this 
makeshift transmitter until G.I. Rosen- 
berg, with the unknown first name, 
found it. 

And while AFN tophats bemoaned 
their inability to locate a 15,000 -watt 
plant Private Rosenberg quietly said, "I 
know where there's one." Two double - 
takes later the engineers were at work 
and shortly AFN -Parts was putting out 
a good signal. 

Lots of Power Now 
Right now AFN has 50,000 -watt trans- 

mitters in the United Kingdom, three 
350 watt jobs down on the Riviera, a 
5,000-watter at Marseilles, the afore- 
mentioned Parisian plant, 500 -watt port- 
able transmitters with the U. S. Ninth, 
First and Seventh Armies, shortly to be 
boosted to one k. w., and a 185,000 -wat - 
ter that short -waves programs across the 
English Channel into the Continent 
where MIN outlets pick them up and re - 
air. 

The exact number of transmitters is 
confidential info; let It suffice to note 
that AFN blossomed from five outlets in 
July of 1943 to 20 stations in September, 
40 by Christmas and 51 by February of 
1944. And these included six stations in 
North Ireland fed by cable across the 
Irish Sea. 

Started in '42 
It all started back in 1942 when Gen- 

eral George Marshall, U.S. Chief of Staff, 
was in England confabbing with General 
Eisenhower. Among other things, they 
talked about what radio could do for the 
Yanks in the E. T. O. 

At that time the Armed Forces Radio 
Service was turning out records for 
phonograph kits and there was talk of 
eventually sharing a transmitter with 
the OWI. The brass hats agreed on 
radio's value but how to use it? 

No one thought of an army operation; 
after all this was to be an entertain- 
ment and morale chore, and Yank radio, 
at home, had clicked under civilian 
leadership. But civilians in turn posed 
other and obvious problems. So the 
Yank embassy and OWI joined the hud- 
dle. 

When Sponsor Calls 
NEW YORK, April 30. P&G, 

via Blow Agency, gave the station 
reps a heavy headache last week. 
On Monday (23), late in the after- 
noon at that, request came for 
the following availabilities: 

Station -breaks with a Hooper- 
ating average of six points; day- 
time minute spots with a Hoop- 
erating average of four; partcipat- 
ing programs with a Hooperating 
average of four; and all daytime 
news prograrlls. 

What made it tough was the 
client's yen to get the campaign- 
f or Lava and Teel-started today, 
just one week from the time the 
request hit the reps. 

A Military Operation 
Upshot was a decision to run the pro- 

posed army radio entertainment and 
morale unit as a military operation. And 
the embassy undertook to sound out 

the British Embassy and the Ministry of 
Information. 

It was, on the surface, no cinch as- 
signment, since broadcasting in Britain, 
as everyone knows, is a government op- 
eration. Yet the BBC wasted no time in 
waiving its radio monopoly in the United 
Kingdom, and Parliament moved with 
dispatch in making a special grant au- 
thorizing the formation of what was to 
be known as the AFN. 

In cold print this sounds like just so 
much meaningless diplomatic hipper - 
dipper. Actually, the British were laying 
it on the line in the field of Anglo-Amer- 
ican unity and trust. They had learned 
about the effectiveness of radio propa- 
ganda from first-hand experience with 
the Nazis. And it's no secret how the 
Germans used radio to help the Wehr- 
macht and Luftwaffe overrun Europe. 

Yet here were the British permitting 
us, albeit we were an ally, to set up and 
operate an independent radio 'system 
right in the British Isles. Technically 
they could have insisted that we use the 
BBC; instead they didn't quibble. 

The British went further, too. The 
entire operation of AFN has been fi- 
nanced by reverse lend:lease. And this 
goes for equipment and facilities. 

From its inception AFN was faced with 
the problem of getting supplies while the 
Allies were busy mounting one offensive 
after another. As Lt. Col. John Hayes, 
AFN prexy put it: "How could I ask for 
mikes when every bit of shipping space 
was needed for planes or gun or men?" 
Yet everytime something was needed and 
couldn't be found the BBC came thra, 
even tho they also were having equipment 
problems. 

One time in particular AFN needed a 
lot of equipment and needed it badly. 
Hayes phoned BBC and was told he could 
have it if they had it. Two days later 
the BBC, vans arrived with 18,000 worth 
of equipment plus BBC technicians to help 
with the installation. 

No quibbling about written orders, 
forms, bills or authorization. The stuff 
was needed, was located, was delivered and 
installed; and all BBC had to show for 
it was a brief receipt. 

The only request from the British was 
for AFN to try to keep its programs away 
from the ears of the English. When 
practice proved this impractible the re- 
quest was tabled. Only in London was 
AFN able to operate so it was difficult to 
tune in the Yank shows on civilian re- 
ceivers. 

AFN teed -off July 4, 1943 with five 
50 -kw. stations linked by land -line in 
standard web fashion. (Yank troops 
were all over the British Isles, hence the 
need for high power, and anyway, the 
50 -kw. plants were available in the 
States and didn't take much shipping 
space. Additionally the web hook-up 
simplified the program production chore. 
Laying the land -lines was a headache, 
since the army at that time was using 
every telephone line it could get. But 
again the BBC came thru. 

First Sked 4% Hours 
AFN's first schedule was four and one 

half hours a night. Its studios were 
two rooms in London. Its staff consisted 
of five production men who doubled as 
technicians, four other part-timers, and 
two men at each transmitter. On top, 
and doubling on the staff, were John 
Hayes, ex-WOR, who had been a lieu- 
tenant in G-2, and Charles Gurney, ex- 
WNAX, who had a commission in the 

general purchasing office. Both were 
stationed in London when the AFN was 
set up and found themselves suddenly 
back in the radio business. 

Today the AFN studios and offices re- 
quire the entire house of the late Earl 
Beatty in London, not far from the BBC. 
The web uses a staff of 190 enlisted men 
and 12 officers, is on the air 16 hours a 
day, feeds 21 Yank programs a week to 
the BBC, operates over 11 frequencies, 
and just for an added fillip feeds 90 
minutes a day, via BBC short wave, to 
the China -Burma -India theater of opera- 
tions. 

One bard road the AFN has had to hoe 
was finding frequencies for its transmit- 
ters. Before D -Day the Jerries had every- 
thing on the Continent sewed up and 
with their technical and physical set-up 
it would have been no use trying to snare 
a wave -length by increasing wattage. 
Came a day, however, when we just had 
to have 583 on the dial; this was once 
Radio Normandie, called Calais 2 by the 
Nazis. 

So AFN got a transmitter all set to 
operate on 583 and had a chat with 
the Ninth Air Force. And one fine day, 
when combat priorities weren't too high, 
the Ninth's medium bombers biased the 
bejabbers out of Calais 2-and the 
AFN had itself a frequency. 

Chronologically the story of AFN falls 
into four phases. Pre -D -Day, D -Day 
Post -D -Day and Occupation. And with 
D -Day AFN switched from a straight 
Yank operation to an allied program 
approach. 

Once again General Eisenhower set 
the pace. With British and Canadian 
as well as American troops under his 
command "Ike"-who really means it 
when he talks about unity-saw no 
sense in an AFN for the Yanks only 
when they hit the Continent. So the 
BEG and CBC joined with AFN to pro- 
gram what was called the Allied Ex- 
peditionary Forces Program. 

Program Pool 
The AEF'P idea clicked since the pro- 

gram pool drew programs from each of 
the three outfits, fed them to the troops 
over one hook-up-this was where the 
185,000 -watt transmitter first saw light 
-and thus obviated duplication of fa- 
cilities. AEFP also proved the basic 
value of the AFN program schedule since 
about half the AEFP broadcasts stemmed 
from AFN. Ergo: What AFN fed the 
G.I.'s also pleased the British Tommy 
and the Canuck. 

By D -Day plus 120 AEFP had just 
about shot its bolt. The troops were 
well into the Continent, the armies had 
spread out and back in depth so that 
each had a well defined and sizable area 
unto itself. These included reserve, sup- 
port and service units and areas. 

Dual Services 
So, instead of the AEFP satisfying all 

the requirements, the members of the 
program pool found themselves having 
to supply two services, their own f ull- 
time and their segment of the AEFP. 
And as the troops moved up there came 
the need for forward transmitters to 
pick up and rebroadcast programs. 

The British (and Canadians) handled 
this problem with mobile transmitters 
behind their armies. These took what 
they wanted of the AEFP and aug- 
mented with BBC or CBS programs. 
The Yanks, with much more ground to 
cover set up stations and linked them 
with land lines where possible. And as 
the U. S. armies moved further into 
Germany the AFN set up mobile trans- 
mitters behind the Ninth, First and 
Seventh armies. 

Thus in its third, or Post D -Day phase, 
the AFN was servicing the Yanks in the 
United Kingdom, programing G.I.'s on 
the Continent via a regional hook-up of 
low -powered outlets in, Cannes, Dijon 
and (these are hooked to Paris by land - 
lines) via higher -powered plants in Mar- 
seilles and Paris, and up to the front via 
Paris to Luxembourg and so to the sun- 
dry army transmitters. Entertainment 
programs are fed from London, picked - 
up and re -aired. News is also fed from 
London but each outlet has its own 
newsroom and isfree to prepare and air 
its own. 

Double in Spades 
This goes double in spades up front 

and down in Southern France where the 
G.I.'s have no mental link with London 
or Paris. In practice these newsrooms

Gammons's letter followed another 
verbal bombardment on Capitol Hill from 
E. F. McDonald Jr., president of Zenith 
Radio Corporation, who doesn't want FM 
allocation changed from present position 
at 42-50 megacycles. McDonald messages 
were sent to every member of Congress, 
urging Congressional influence on FCC 
which is in the throes of final preparation 
of allocations report.

FCC Nixes Request 
By Video Stations 
For FM Broadcasts 

WASHINGTON, April 30.-Further at- 
tempts by tele stations to get authori- 
zation from Federal Communications 
Commission to broadcast sound FM pro- 
grams when they are not putting on 
expensive video shows will meet with 
flat disapproval. This was implied by 
FCC Chairman Paul Porter last Monday 
(23) in letter to A. J. Mosby, general 
manager of KGVO (Missoula, Mont.). 

Porter's letter disclosed decision kill- 
ing latest attempt by television broad- 
casters to get FCC okay on dual opera- 
tion. Porter stated in part: "As set 
forth in the commission's proposed re- 
port on allocations above 25 megacycles, 
the commission expects television chan- 
nels to be used for television. Similarly, 
it expects the facilities provided for FM 
to be used to the fullest extent possible." 

Porter stated that the oommission 
could not agree with Mosby that "It FM 
is coming into the broadcasting picture 
it will be transitory-a stop -gap until 
television comes into its own-so let it 
come as an adjunct to television in the 
new high -frequency television bands." 

NBC Execs Prof -It 
At Northwestern U 

CHICAGO, April 28.-Fourth summer 
Radio Institute of Northwestern Univer- 
sity here, operated in collaboration with 
NBC, will run from June 25 to Au- 
gust 25.

DuMont Billing 
For Rehearsals 

At $35-$50 Hour 
NEW YORK, April 30.-Du Mont's 

WARD tele station here, this week put 
into effect a rate card for rehearsal 
time which marks the first departure 
from the outlet's long-standing cuffo 
policy. In the future, agencies, stations 
and webs, using DuMont's facilities, will 
ante $50 an hour for Studio B (the 
newer, larger one) and $35 for Studio A 
(the old-timer). Rate is said to be suf- 
ficient to pay part of the station's re- 
hearsal operational costs. 

So far, there have been no squawks 
from the eight or more clients which 
have been playing for no pay at WARD, 
but trade expects that a few of them 
may be more sparing in their use of 
time. Rumor along video row has it 
that WOE., bank -roller of Bob Emery's 
once -a -week Video Varieties and the 
Charles M. Storm Agency (programs now 
every other week) may be thinking of 
reducing their skeds. Check shows that 
the others will go along with what they 
have now. 

According to company officials, the 
move, tabbed exclusively in The Bill- 
board four weeks ago, may become per- 
manent station policy. "When WARD 
goes commercial," said one topper, "We 
will, of course, charge for air time. How- 
ever, we'll also charge for rehearsals. We 
feel that a Sat rate covering both would 
be unfair to the clients whose shows 
require fewer rehearsals than others. If 
we were to set up a rate with, for in- 
stance, a six -to -one rehearsal ratio, 
sponsors whose shows need only three 
runovers would be penalized. Instead, 
we'll break the charges down and sepa- 
rate rates for air and rehearsals." 

Rough estimate in the trade of the 
station's weekly income from the re- 
hearsal charges is around $800, conserva- 
tively one third of WABD's weekly pay 
roll nut. Informed sources also say that 
the card means that the station will be 
ready to show a profit as soon as it be- 
gins to charge for air time. It's felt that 
DuMont will be able to hit clients for 
at least double the present rehearsal 
rates for broadcast stuff, provided the 
bank -rollers stick, because actual selling 
time is more valuable than run-thrus. 
Twice rehearsal plus present rates means 
that 'the nut is covered and then some. 
The play for paydays are here on WABD 
and the sponsors are getting their feet 
wetted in a suitable way, 

20th -Fox `Studies' Milwaukee 
Tele Possibilities, Exec Sez 

MILWAUKEE, April 28.-While it has 
been widely rumored here recently that 
20th Century -Fox is considering this city 
as a key outlet in its contemplated tele - 
project for after the war, Harold J. Fitz- 
gerald, head of Fox -Wisconsin, the firm's 
Wisconsin unit, said that Milwaukee is 
being studied for future television possi- 
bilities. As yet, he said no definite deci- 
sion has been made. Interest in the beer 
city follows the film company's purchase 
of a Boston station for the same purpose, 
as reported in The Billboard several weeks 
ago.

NBC Survey 
Okays Sports 

Set owners return reports 
more than since 1943 with 
double 'we like' on boxing 

NEW YORK, April 30.-NBC has gone 
and proven what everyone knew all 
along-that today's video set owners are, 
by and lagre, sports fans. Altho this 
has been tipped by top ratings which 
Station WRGB, Schenectady, always 
gathered for its amateur boxing and 
wrestling matches, it remained for the 
senior web to prove its point for Gil- 
lette Safety Razor Company, beyond a 
shadow of a doubt. 

There appears to be, in and around 
New York, 4,252 people who are sup- 
posed to have television receivers. These 
recently have been surveyed by everyone 
who ever wanted to find out anything 
about air pic viewer reaction. The re- 
sults of the average survey mailing 
(even when conducted by an indie re- 
search organization) has delivered a re- 
sponse of less than 10 per cent. One 
exception to the "average" response was 
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Blue-WBKB Tele 
Set in Four Weeks 

NEW YORK, April 30.-Blue's tele ac- 
tivity in Chicago, over Balaban & Katz's 
Station WBKB, will probably get under 
way within four weeks. Paul Mowrey, 
head of the web's video department, en- 
trained yesterday (29) for Chicago where 
he will work out the final details of the 
tie-up. Show to be used on WEKB has 
not been set and it's not known whether 
or not the program will be sponsored. 

an NBC survey made in October, 1943, 
when a return of 322 (1,412 question- 
naires out of 4,509) was achieved. This 
was at the time when the net was sked- 
ded to return to visual air stuff. 

Almost Tops in Returns 
The survey of the Cavalcade of Sports 

almost attained this figure with 1,070 
questionnaires coming back from a mail- 
ing of 4,252, or a 25.2 response. Out of 
this response, 87.7 checked having 
looked -in on a boxing telecast within the 
past four weeks. While this seems amaz- 
ing to a non -sports fan, what is even 
more amazing is that of the total re- 
spondents 43.0 per cent looked in every 
boxing show aired, or a total of eight 
shows in the four weeks, and another 
14.6 had seen at least one show a week 
for the four weeks. Not only do sports 
enthusiasts, among tele -viewers run 
high, but 88 per cent of the sets are 
used to view boxing at home. 

However, while this percentage goes 
for sets -in -use it doesn't go for actual 
viewers. This is because many more 
look -in on sets in public places. For 
instance, the home 88 per cent of the 
sets delivered only 51.2 per cent of the 
total of 10,183 who viewed boxing on the 
air during the period surveyed, March 
5-23. That's because while an average 
of 6.3 per cent viewed the boxing in the 
living room, 44..3 gathered around each 
receiver in a public bar, grill or what 
have you. 

96.9 Like It 
Naturally, of those who looked in on 

the fisticuffs, only a tiny percentage, 2.8, 
nixed them for entertainment. The rest, 
with the exception of three people who 
didn't answer the question, either like 
"the manly art" very much (80 per cent) 
or fairly well (16.9 per cent). What may 
make sporting promoters grind their 
teeth is that of the 80 per cent who go 
for boxing on the air only 3.3 at- 
tend prize fights regularly. However, 
57.4 visit a squared -ring entertainment 
spot every now and again. Amazing tho 
it may seem, there's a sizable share of 
the video boxing audience that thinks 
air -boxing sock and yet never goes to a 
match. That share is almost 25 per 
cent of the total tele boxing viewers 
(236). There's another 112 or almost 12 
per cent of the lookers who like the box- 
ing "fairly well" who never go to Madi- 
son Square Garden or St. Nicholas Arena 
or any other garden or arena. 

Of course there's another slant to the 
fact that viewers aren't the boys who 
plant that ringside seat dough on the 
line. It means that video isn't wooing 
$$ away from the box office. Instead 
It's building up a new set of followers 
of the "art," who may be converted to 
the live stuff. 

While the boxing promoters may not 
see that glittering buck in video bat- 
tling, there's little question but that 
future sponsors of the matches on the 
air should be happy. The sponsor -iden- 
tification was a top 94.4 for Gillette, 
which is something out of this world 
for an air advertiser. And to make' the 
tie more binding, 63.6 (603) liked the 
way Gillette sold them Gillette on the 
video shows. Most of the gang who 
didn't like the commercials objected, to 
the way they were done or the places 
where they were spotted. They didn't 
object to them for being commercials. 

Clarity Questions 
NBC also used the survey to ask some 

important questions about clarity of 
transmission. What they found out was 
that 45.6 or 433 of the respondents

DuMont's Blow -Up Let -Down; 
Projection Job OK for Home 
Set When Bugs Are Licked 

Home Set With 20 -Inch Tube Has Clarity and Definition 
NEW YORK, April 30.-DuMont preemed 

its front projection tele receiver last 
Thursday (26) with a build-up dinner and 
a let -down actuality. The projection job 
is still not ready for big-time altho it gave 
ample proof that once the bugs are un- 
covered and licked, it will be an ideal in- 
strument for "the home that has every- 
thing." 

Trouble was that too much was claimed 
for the experimental model shown. Pic is 
not clear in a room dimly lit unless you're 
sitting dead center. There's considerable 
distortion thruout the screen and while as 
many as a hundred or more people can see 
pic on the screen in a small studio or 
auditorium it hasn't the clarity or depth 
of the NBC 211/3 by 16 -inch rear projec- 
tion home video set. Receiver used for 
demonstration was a laboratory model, 
designed for display or small auditorium 
purposes, which will be available (on the 
basis of present thinking) for $1,850. 
Home version of this receiver shown only 
in still pictures will be set at $1,250. 

Direct Viewing Receiver 
Shown also, in a client viewing room, 

was the new home receiver planned for a 
cabinet 60 by 48 by 24 inches. This is the 
home teleset using the 20 -inch tube (pic- 
ture surface, 18 by 131/2). Tube is installed 
on a now -you -see -it, now -you -don't basis 
which permits its being housed in a cab- 
inet 24 inches deep (the tube is actually 
34 inches long). Clarity of the direct view- 
ing pic was of a high order with a min- 
imum of distortion and plenty of defini- 
tion and depth. Only ache on this receiver 
is that it too is in the Park Avenue class 
with a price tag of $1,500. Figure, while 
okay for the class market, since it will in- 
clude FM, AM and automatic phonograph 

Blue Web Nixes V -E 
Day Film Pool; Too 
Much $$ for Clips 

NEW YORK, April 28.-Blue web this 
week pulled out of the video V -E Day 
film pool and, on its own, has obtained 
from the Army Signal Corps the shots 
it will use in its all -day DuMont show 
when the whistle blows. Understood 
that the net's tele topper, Paul Mowrey, 
balked at the seven to eight G's which 
was quoted as the Blue's share In the 
pool production and editing costs. 

Mowrey, it's said, originally went to 
the Signal Corps for clips of D -Day, Paris 
and Cologne. Army referred him to 
John Royal, NBC tele v. -p., who is head- 
ing up the pool. Royal talked thousands 
and back went Mowrey to the army. 

Understood that the price is set so 
high because the shots are supposed to 
be the basis of a stock library. However, 
Blue feels that battle clips will be strict- 
ly n. g. post-war. 

Bettinger Resigns at 
G. E.'s Station WRGB 

SCHENECTADY, April 30. - Hoyland 
Bettinger, production head of WRGB, 
has resigned as of May 31, he has told 
his friends.

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Gimbel Toppers 
Pro and Con GE 
RCA Big Sets 

PHILADELPHIA, April 30.- Gimbel 
execs, back from having both RCA -Victor 
and General Electric pitch at them 
(BOA -V, Tuesday, 24, and GE, Wednes- 
day, 25), are this week weighing the rela- 
tive values of the two big screen receivers 
which they were shown. Presentations 
(both were special shows staged for 
Gimbel's, Philadelphia and New York, 
and Sak's Fifth Avenue and 34th Street, 
New York) were geared for selling the 
Gimbel's jeep systems for their stores. 

To avoid active comparisons the NBC 
and GE shows were entirely different. - 

NBC produced the RCA -Victor video 
closed-circuit presentation in the form of 
a number of spots, while Helen Rhodes at 
GE did a full -hour show integrating film 
and live stuff. The RCA -Victor set was 
the same as that shown to the press some 
weeks ago and seen on election evening 
and reported by The Billboard. The 
General Electric receiver is still hush- 
hush, altho it will be shown in New York 
(not Schenectady, as originally an- 
nounced) within the next few weeks. 
GE's set- has a retractable screen (it dis- 
appears within the cabinet), but the op- 
tical basis is a variation of the RCA 
system. 

Gimbel execs stated that comparison 
between the two, RCA and GE, was diffi- 
cult, since the former was seen "under 
living room conditions" and the latter 
seen from a stage at a distance of 14 
feet minimum and in a solarium with 
a high ceiling. Also, former was an "off - 
the -line" closed-circuit showing, while 
GE's was an off -the -air reception. They 
admitted, however, that there was "a 
little fuzziness to the Schenectady re- 
ception which no doubt can be cleared 
up with a minor change in the electronic 
circuit." However, It's certain that when 
it's time for intra-tel-that's the GE 
name for department store video- 
Gimbel's will be using It in at least one 
of their stores, altho no one can tell 
whether it'll be a GE, RCA -Victor or 
DuMont system.

Shopping was better visual stuff this 
evening than it's been in a long time for 
two reasons. First, they used more close- 
ups, close-ups of the contestants and 
close-ups of King. Secondly, all (and 
we do mean all) the gags were visual. 
That all does not, however, include the 
jackpot question that everyone had to 
answer (1. e., how long is U. S.'s average 
baby when born). However, even the pay- 
off on this could have been visual with 
a pic of a baby being measured. It 
wasn't. Maybe they're too young to be 
measured before an iconoscope when 
born. (Ouch!) 

They repeated once again the Red 
Cross newsreel that NBC did souse weeks 
ago. This time they used the alibi of a 
viewer's request. 

Final seg of the evening was Preview of 
the San Francisco Conference, a top job 
written and narrated by Dwight Cooke. 
Narration had a telegenic assist from 
Ruth Woodner. The documentary pres- 
entation used a whole gob of sock ideas, 
some developed for the CBS telenews 
seg and some that haven't been used be- 
fore. Sock were the hands in black 
gloves with silver studded gauntlets. The 
hands moved slowly across the map, took 
the miniature flag of the country to be 
crushed and broke it in pieces. It was 
simple-but terril in its effectiveness. 
Another idea (It may have been done 
before but this reviewer hasn't seen it) 
was mounting of pictures on a giant 
wheel, with each picture moving into 
position as the narration reached the 
cueword. Nothing great about this but 
when the narration reached the point 
where things really begin to happen and 
they wanted to pile impact upon impact, 
they simply made the wheel move faster 
and faster until the pix spun into a 
whizzing design. This was the best pres- 
entation of a documentary on the San 
Francisco Conference that has been. seen 
or heard-yet. Interviews, moving living 
charts, and step-by-step cartoons were 
combined to do the job. A sellout is 
voted for this-if there were enough 
sets about.

Ops Hopeful, 
Fingers Xed 

Round -up of locations 
shows status is quo, but 
may be better, if and when 

NEW YORK, April 30.-Faced with the 
same questionable future that has been 
right around the corner about this time 
every year since the war started, opera- 
tors of summer band spots are going into 

the 1945 season with 
their fingers crossed and 
their eyes on the front 
pages. Since most of 
them feel that V -E Day 
will bring long awaited 
relief for both the labor 
and gas problems which 
have been their biggest 
aches to date, they are 
prepping for the coming 
season on an unusually 

optimistic scale. Whether they're right 
or wrong, however, depends largely'on 
Uncle Sam's lessening stringent rationing 
which has kept the customers away from 
the suburban locations since the war. 

In and around New York, two amuse- 
ment parks and five regular location 
spots have started or will start the 
sunshine stanza within two weeks. Pali- 
sades Park, which opened last Saturday 
(28), inaugurated a new name band 
policy for week-ends only, with Shep 
Fields starting the parade. Jack and 
Irving Rosenthal, owners of the park, 
are planning to continue the bigtime 
bookings thruout the summer but diffi- 
culties in meeting the advanced ork 
prices are slowing things up. They used 
only lower -priced combos in the past. 
Coney Island, which operated without 
regular name band bookings in previous 
years, now boasts a million -dollar ball- 
room, a converted roller skating rink 
offering bigtime bands on Saturday and 
Sunday. Les Brown opens the Coney 
dancery May 12-13. 

Log Cabin Courts B. G. 
Up in %Armonk, N. Y., Log Cabin Farms, 

which limped along with a local band 
last year, is angling for Benny Goodman 
for a several -week stay in early May. 
The help situash rather than gas ra- 
tioning has kept all but the main dining 
room closed, altho owner Carl Neilson, 
who has operated thru the winter on 
week-ends only, expects to start the 
seven-day grind using name combos any 
day now. What goes this season at 
Glen Island Casino, an ace summer spot 
in pre-war days but which has been 
shuttered since, is still in question. 
There's talk in the' trade that it will 
resume its name band status this year 
but nothing has been confirmed. Both 
Log Cabin Farms and Glen Island are 
available to city biz by bus, train and 
car. - 

Other spots within traveling distance 
of New York are mostly one -fighter 
bookings which operate on an irregular 
basis depending on the availability of 
bands. Jimmy Evans' White Plains Cen- 
ter has had only Sammy Kaye this sea- 
son and the date was unsuccessful, to 
say the least. Tommy Dorsey was booked 
for April 14 but the date was canceled 
because of Roosevelt's death. Evans' 
plans for the summer include other name 
bookings but nothing is definite so far. 

Rustic Cabin Semi -Name 
In New Jersey, the Rustic Cabin con- 

tinues its semi -name policy with Jack 
Austin's ork which opened April 16 for 
16 weeks, while Hunt's Starlit Ballroom 
in Wlldwood, N. J., will follow suit using 
lesser names for full week stands start- 
ing the end o1 June. The Dansorium at 
Clementon (N. J.) Lake Park, is angling 
for a territorial ork for a full summer 
stint with opening skedded for Memorial 
Day.

WASHINGTON, April 30.-A furious 
battle on the issue of royalty payments 
for musical records will fiare into the 
open on Capitol Hill in May when the 
House Interstate and Foreign Commerce 
Committee opens its long-awaited hear- 
ing on a series of anti -Petrillo bills. 
Several members of the committee are 
known to be determined to shape a 
strong bill intended to reduce the power 
of James J. Petrillo, president of Ameri- 
can Federation of Musicians. 

The hearing on royalty fee system 
legislation is expected to get under way 
some time between May 10 and 20, the 
exact date to be determined by wind-up 
of current business before the Interstate 
and Foreign Commerce Committee. Prob- 
ability is that several features of some 
of the bills now before committee will 

be incorporated in a broad over-all meas- 
ure. 

Representative Clarence P. Lea (D., 
Cal.), chairman of the committee, today 
promised "a fair hearing" on the whole 
issue which has grown out of contro- 
versy on royalty payments. Chairman 
Lea told The Billboard that "Every effort 
will be made to get a good bill which 
will govern the payment of royalties for 
musical transcriptions to the satisfac- 
tion of everyone." "As matters now 
stand," said Chairman Lea, "the meas- 
ures now before committee contain some 
very good provisions-that is, provisions 
which seem to be favored quite gener- 
ally. Also there are some objectionable 
provisions, and we are going to try to 
get a final measure broad enough to 
cover the whole situation. The bills are 
still incomplete." 

RCA Uses Limited 
Area Sales Tests 
On Bonney Disks 
NEW YORK, April 30.-RCA-Victor is 

trying out something new in the way of 
testing the sales potentiality of a record 
by putting out a limited number of 
disks by Betty -Jane Bonney around the 
New York and New Jersey area. Under- 
stood that about 25,000 disks of two 
Hoagy Carmichael tunes done by Miss 
Bonney, backed by a six -piece combo, 
will be spread around the two above - 
mentioned areas to see the reaction the 
disks get. This is her first Victor disk. 

Gal used to warble with Les Brown 
and at present has been dickering for 
several radio shows. According to Victor 
execs and sales promotion toppers, idea 
is unique and untried before at the 
company. It's similar to sales technique 
of distributors of many other types of 
merchandise in which they distribute in 
a limitted market to test the sales quality 
of the product. 

Victor's testing in this case might 
prove a valuable aid to the industry, 
it's thought in some quarters, because 
of the lack of production today and the 
inability to give any new artists a break 
because of this limitation. 

Columbia's Doubling 
Will Have a Twist ---- 

Disk Will Sell for 50e 
NEW YORK, April 30.-Last of the big 

three disk companies to fall in line with 
the "doubling" technique putting more 
than one artist on a label-is Columbia. 
Latter differs, however, from Decca and 
Victor's doubling of artists, in that disks 
with more than one artist will still sell 
at the half -dollar price, whereas Decca 
doubling and Victor proposed two -in - 
one disk is aimed at selling in the 75 - 
cent bracket. 

First doubling for company will be 
Xavier Cugat and Frank Sinatra, follow- 
ing closely on heels of Cugat's disking 
four sides with Crosby for Decca. Ginny 
Simms is also slated to cut four sides 
with Cugat. Tunes all will be of the 
Latin American vintage. Another pending 
doubling at the company is Sinatra with 
the Charioteers. Cugat's disking with 
Crosby took place on the West Coast 
recently, with Crosby warbling L. A. 
tunes. First one is coming out this 
week. 

Victor and Columbia's duo -artist label 
is also an outcome of the present pro- 
duction handicap created by the man- 
power situation, which to put it mildly, 
is a handsome pain in the b. r. Victor 
hasn't actually doubled any artists as 
yet, altho Duke Ellington and Lena 
Horne were one possibility. Other Victor 
artists, including Perry Como, have put 
in beefs about doubling. Same happened 
at Decca recently when J. Dorsey nixed 
idea of doubling with Ella Fitzgerald and 
Louis Jordan. 

U. S. Chamber of Commerce 
Into Anti Line -Up With Poll 

WASHINGTON, April 30.-Chamber of 
Commerce of United States added itself 
officially today to line-up against James 
C. Petrillo, American Federation of Musi- 
cians' president, on the issue of royalty 
payments for records. C of C announced 
that the poll of membership showed an 
overwhelming sentiment for Congres- 
sional legislation to ban royalty pay- 
ments by industry to representatives of 
employees. 

Chamber said vote favoring the ban 
was 2,867 while 101 were against impos- 
ing the ban. Resolution agreed upon by 
those seeking the ban warned that "ex- 
tensive use of principle of royalty exac- 
tion from industry might spell disaster 
to the national economy." 
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Selvin Shift From 
Muzak to Majestic 
Cues Oberstein Exit 

NEW YORK, April 30.-Ben Selvin, 
last 10 years recording manager for 
Muzak and Associated Music Publishers, 
leaves that post June 1 to become 
assistant to Jimmie Walker, prexy of the 
newly formed Majestic Records, a subsid 
of Majestic Radio. Question raised, of 
course, is what about Eli Oberstein, who 
at present is recording director of Ma- 
jestic, due to the fact that the firm 
bought out his Hit disk label recently. 
Altho Oberstein couldn't be reached for 
comment, Selvin announcement from 
Majestic officials hedged the Oberstein 
point but pointed out that he would 
probably leave that company some time 
in the near future. 

They made it explicit that he wouldn't 
leave on the same date that Selvin took 
over, but trade talk has it that there 
is a possibility that Oberstein, who, it's 
said, recently signed a two-year deal 
with Majestic for a figure said to be 
close to $50,000 a year, may organize his 
own company. Selvin, in his new post, 
will continue to act in an advisory 
capacity to Muzak and AMP altho he'll 
be located at the 57th Street address of 
the Majestic firm. According to Selvin, 
one of the reasons he took the job and 
will continue to act as adviser to the 
transcription company is that the Ma- 
jestic post is strictly records and won't 
compete in any way with the transcrip- 
tion biz. 

Altho no official comment could he 
had from Walker, ft's said in the trade 
that Oberstein hasn't been too happy in 
the new set-up and wanted out. How- 
ever, no indication has been given as yet 
that Oberstein is set to leave his present 
set-up. One point is pretty clear. 
Selvin, in telling intimate friends about 
his new position, admitted that he 
would probably be the one to set new 
tunes for disking. That's one of 
Oberstetn's duties now. 

Rubel Blakely, Hamp 
Vocalist, to Batoneer 
Own. 7 -Piece Combo 

NEW YORK, April 30.-Rubel Blakely, 
featured vocalist with Lionel Hampton 
at the Zanzibar, leaves the band in 
three weeks to lead his own combo. 
New group, in rehearsal the last few 
weeks and due to cut four sides for 
Manor Records this week, is novel 1n 
that it will use seven regular instru- 
ments backed with a string section com- 
posed of three fiddles and a viola. 

Sparking the brass section will be Al 
Killian.. well-known trumpet player now 
with Hampton, who came to recognition 
with Count Basle. Who'll handle the 
new combo and definite bookings 
haven't been set as yet. 

There's also talk that Herbie Fields, 
featured sax man with Hampton who 
formerly had a crew of his own, will 
start a new ork soon under Hampton 
backing. It hasn't been confirmed by 
those concerned, however. 

LAWRENCE WELK 
The Champagne Music Will 

Soon Flow Coastward 

WHILE Chi is where Lawrence Welk's 
Champagne Music has done its flow- 

ing most often, the Welk is now looking 
Coastwise, under the direction (starting 
July 13 of the Music Corporation of Amer-

Walter G. Douglas, chairman of 
the board of the MPPA, serves as 
one of the committee that se- 
lects the songs to go on the rack 
and the rack itself is the music 
dealers' service operation. The 
Billboard deeply regrets the er-

Cole Porter Asks 
For Dismissal of 

Arnstein's Suit 
NEW YORK, April 30.-In anwers filed 

in Federal Court Cole Porter has asked 
for a dismissal of the $1,000,000 damage 
suit brought by Ira B. Arnstein, in 
which latter claims infringement of five 
songs. Porter in his claim points out 
that the court is without jurisdiction 
on subject matter inasmuch as the com- 
plaint is based on an alleged infringe- 
ment of Arnstein's works that have nob 
been copyrighted under the II. S. copy- 
right law. 

Songs referred to in the complaint 
were known as the defendant's songs for 
a long time prior to institution of the 
suit and that during all of the period of 
time Arnstein had full knowledge of fact 
and failed to give notice of the alleged 
claim. 

Songs that Arnstein claims are in- 
fringement are Don't Fence Me In, 1 
Love You, Begin the Beguine, You'd Be 
So Nice To Come Home To and title to 
Night and Day. Porter filed notice for 
examination of Arnstein before trial. 

20th Century -Fox 
Seeks Dismissal in 
'Rosie O'Grady' Suit 

NEW YORK April 28.-Seeking a 
summary judgment and dismissal of the 
injunction and accounting action 
brought by Maude Nugent Jerome, 20t}í 
Century -Fox filed papers in New York 
Federal Court last week over song Sweet 
Rosie O'Grady, which appeared in pic of 
the same name. Action was brought for 
alleged unlawful use of her title and 
song. Motion comes up for argument 
May 1. 

Film company claims that the com- 
poser of O'Grady disposed of all film 
rights to the song and that sole proprie- 
tor and real party to action is Columbia 
Pictures. Latter alleges, in asking for 
dismissal, that there is no genuine issue 
involved. In earlier answers to the suit 
Fox claimed that the song was in the 
public domain. 

Jordan Pic Short 
Emphasizes New 
Tune Plug Source 

NEW YORK, April 30. - Something 
new has been added to the usual song - 
selling mediums of plugging a tune via 
disks, radio, theaters and night clubs. 
Indie outfit, Astor Pictures Corporation, 
created a new outlet by building short 
subject around one tune, Caldonia, fea- 
turing Louis Jordan.

Judge Considering 
Westmore Music's 

Dismissal Motion 
PORTLAfND, Ore., April 28.-Federal 

Judge Claude McCullough has taken un- 
der advisement a defense motion to dis- 
miss a mail fraud charge against the 
Westmore Music Company of Portland. 
The government on last Friday (27) 
rested its case in which It charged that 
Sylvester Cross and Stephen Janik held 
out glowing offers of royalties to song 
authors. The government contended that 
besides the promise of royalties other 
"baits" were held out to authors who in 
most instances paid the publishers $60 
for exploitation of their compositions. 

The defense indicated it would rely 
principally on one paragraph in con- 
tracts they had signed with songwriters 
appearing in the case as witnesses. This 
paragraph provided that Cross and Janik 
could amend, revise, edit and otherwise 
change any songs submitted to them in 
any way they saw fit. The defense con- 
tends that in every case the composers 
had signed such a contract and were 
fully aware of its import. 

Witnesses Cite Promises 
It was specifically charged by several 

witnesses that three or more songwriters 
had each been promised royalties of 40 
per cent on one song. Defense countered 
by saying the publishers had other reve- 
nues from the songs, not shared by the 
authors, from which they could pay a 
total of more than 100 per cent in roy- 
alties "if the occasion should arise." 

Ivan Holt, of Utah, testified that his 
song America, Just Say I Served You 
Well came back to him in a victory 
songbook entitled America, Here Is My 
Heart and that "it didn't sound anything 
like my song." 

Roy C. Crowe, of Lima, O., and George 
J. Eustace, of Gainesville, N.Y., testified 
they submitted songs entitled We're 
Members of the U. S. A. and America I 
Salute Thee, and contended that Amer- 
ica, Here Is My Heart is foreign to their 
ears. 

Sarah Walker, of Houston, Tex., also 
listed as a writer of America, Here Is My 
Heart, testified that she "wrote the 
words to a song similar to this one. It's 
not my song but they used my idea thru 
the whole song." 

Other witnesses were David N. Rogers, 
of Ridgefield, Wash., who said he sub- 
mitted Shangri-La and got back Doo- 
little, You Did So Much; Mrs. Bertha R. 
Shepard, of Vancouver, Wash., who wrote 
Girls of the U. S. A. and 'Tis For You 
and alleged "not one word" of them were 
printed under her name in She's a 
Wackie in Khaki and We'll Fight for Old 
Glory. 

bated with SACHEM (or rather whose 
affiliation will again take place after 
business resumes normal operation once 
again in France), will be enticed from 
that organization and switched to li- 
cense thru BMI's Performing Right So- 
ciety, headed by Breton.

There's 
no doubt as to how Breton feels about 
ASOAP, having voiced his opinion in 
official circles for some time, and his 
BMI affiliation puts into practical effect 
his anti-ASOAP feeling. That feeling 
has arisen from what Breton has said to 
be an unfall relationship between ASCAP 
and foreign publishers, a dissatisfaction 
that he's known to have expressed for 
many years. 

BMI, at present, has an agreement 
with Campbell -Connelly in Great Brit- 
ain, to represent the licensing society 
there. 

Cugie Casts Eyes 
S. A.WayNextYear 
NEW YORK, April 30.-Xavier Cugat, 

currently at Copacabana, is making plans 
to play cities in South America early 
next year after doing concerts this fall. 
He has a pic commitment, after which 
he'll do a series of concerts, a la other 
name bands. 

His proposed trip to S. A., the first 
one planned for any name band since the 
war started, has been kept hush-hush so 
far, and naturally depends on the way 
the war winds blow. However, Cugat at 
present is working on a deal with a ship 
line to cart band to S. A. gratis with 
proviso that they can advertise that 
Cugat traveled that way.

AFM's Exec Board 
To Hear Heidt Plea 
For Pact Canceling 

HOLLYWOOD, April 30.-Horace Heidt 
has made arrangements to appear before 
the AIM executive board in Chicago ap- 
proximately June 18 to carry on his ap- 
peal to the musicians' union for a can- 
celation of his MCA management con- 
tract. His decision to go before the 
exec board follows a recent rejection of 
his plea by the AIM in New York. Not 
only does Heidt desire his management 
cancelation, but he would also like the 
AFM to review all band booking con- 
tracts to see if anything can be done to 
shorten them. Heidt feels than he is an 
example of a usual agency practice of 
putting pressure on a band during the 
latter's open time for a renewal in one 
of the usual seven-year contracts. If 
the leader definitely says nothing doing, 
the agency just neglects the affairs of 
the band. 

Heidt wants the union to put one or 
two-year contracts into effect, and 
therefore the agency will be on its toes 
at all times to make certain the band 
stays with the office. In turn, the agen- 
cies think short-term contracts are un- 
fair since frequently they give much 
time and effort to building new band 
properties and under the terms of a 
short-lived contract these bands could 
pull out for other quarters with the 
original agency in the hole for its initial 
efforts. 

Heidt also feels the need of paying a 
personal manager 5 per cent commission 
for handling the affairs of the band 
wouldn't be necessary if shorter term 
contracts were in effect since the agency 
itself would see to it that the band was 
properly handled and booked. Heidt,

Eastwood Gardens 
will reopen May 25, with a series of 
top-flight name bands, altho details of 
bookings are not yet available for re- 
lease. 

Sugar Island Park, 20 miles down the 
Detroit River, which can be reached 
only by excursion steamer, is being re- 
opened after several years' lapse, and 
will be run by leading colored business- 
men of Detroit as a park for Detroit's 
300,000 colored population. Top-flight 
bands are to be booked in for one -week 
stands and names already stated by 
the promoters as definitely booked, altho 
dates are not specified, are Calloway and 
Ellington. 

Iowa Sets More Name Orks 
DES MOINES, April 30.-Ballroom op- 

erators in Iowa expect top grosses et 
outdoor spots this summer with indica- 
tions that a larger number of name 
bands than usual since the war started 
will hit the one-night stands. Dance 
business in this area largely consists 
of one-nighters with either territory or 
name bands.

Park's Casino Ballroom re -lit 
April 21 for week-end stands and will 
go into a full -week pitch late in May. 

Most important summer stand in this 
area still remains at the Steel Pier and 
Hamid's Million Dollar Pier in Atlantic 
City. Steel Pier, which brought in Jimmy 
Dorsey for the Easter week-end, will 
bring in the names again for full -week 
stands in mid -June, with a territorial 
band coming in for a seasonal run to 
make it continuous dancing in the pier's 
Marine Ballroom. Week-end stands for 
the names will be set up in mid -May 
until the pier goes into a full-scale pol- 
icy. Identical policy is established at 
Hamid's Million Dollar Pier for its Ball- 
room of States.

Rose and Kaye 
In Pact Tangle; 
AGVA in Middle 

NEW YORK, April 30.-Lionel Kaye, the 
"auctioneer" act, and Billy Rose are in 
a contract tangle which has the Loew 
theaters and AGVA in the middle. Situa- 
tion grows out of the fact that Kaye 
replaced Herman Hyde in Rose's Diamond 
Horseshoe show in September, 1944, on an 
AOVA -type run -of -the -play contract. 
Show originally opened early in May, 
1944, Before going into the D. H., Kaye 
says, he signed a contract (after a Loew's 
State appearance) for a date at the 
Capitol theaters here and in Washington, 
to be effectuated sometime within nine 
months. Prior to joining Rose, says Kaye, 
he queried AGVA about the meaning of 
the term "run -of -the -play" and was told 
that in practice such contracts stand for 
no longer than one year from the time of 
the show's opening date. Since he re- 
placed Hyde, Kaye says, he was told that 
he could terminate his Rose pact at about 
the time his Capitol option would fall 
due. Kaye says he informed the Loew 
office about this situation and it was 
okayed. 

Five weeks after Kaye opened at the 
D. IL, Billy Rose signed a pact with AGVA 
and one of Rose's conditions-which both 
Rose and Kaye say was granted-was that 
all existing contracts for the Horseshoe 
should remain in effect until Rose brought 
in a new show, however long that might 
be. Result of this AGVA dispensation, 
says Kaye, is that he was included in it 
despite earlier assurance he could leave 
at what would be the end of a one-year 
run for the show (sometime early May, 
1945). 

Signs Other Commitments 
Meanwhile, on the basis of his previous 

assurance from AGVA, he went ahead and 
signed other commitments fo'r appear- 
ances and the merchandise he uses in his 
act, says Kaye. Result is that he now 
has a whore string of dependent pacts 
waiting to be exercised. 

Four - five weeks ago, Kaye notified 
Rose of intention to leave the show some- 
time in May. Rose objected, says Kaye, 
on the ground that he will not have a 
new show ready until July 1 or thereafter. 
He agreed to let Kaye out provided Kaye 
could find an act of equal or better value 
to replace him. Meanwhile, says Kaye, at 
his request the Loew office moved up 
Kaye's Capitol, New York, appearance to 
the middle of June so that the actual 
difference between his D. H. closing date 
and the opening of the new D. H. show is 
just a few days. 

Kaye's Stand 
Kaye maintains that AGVA had no 

business extending a waiver on his con- 
tract without consulting him, and says 
Rose knew about his situation at the 
time of signing AGVA because Kaye was 
the only AGVA-contract act in the show.

Peace Flash Catches Niteries 
With Their Rumor -Defenses lip 

NEW YORK, April 28.-The first peace 
flash tonight found the Stem niteries 
completely unprepared. In some of the 
after -dark rooms announcements were 
made from the floor. In most of the 
others the ops stood by waiting for 
confirmation. 

Where the flash was first made known 
to customers the places went wild. At 
the Latin Quarter patrons yelled and 
some cried. At the Diamond Horseshoe 
the announcement brought the house 
down. Servicemen in the house were 
grabbed by customers in mufti and 
hugged and kissed. No additional biz 
came in as spots were already at ca- 
pacity. Other rooms around town knew 
the story but waited for clarification be- 
fore passing it on to the mobs. But cus- 
tomers apparently knew of it, for all 
the oafes were buzzing with the news. 

Curfew Would've Been Out 
Had the first flash been confirmed, 

practically all the clubs would have 
thrown the curfew out of the window. 
It wouldn't be because of any desire to 
violate the edict but inability to get 
the celebrants out of the rooms. 

The hotels with the exception' of the 
Pierre kept the first news a secret. In 
most cases they planned to break into 
whatever was going on to let the table 
sitters in on the news. 

The Pierre did make the announce- 
ment when it first came over the radio. 
The room "almost exploded;" said Stan- 

ley Melba, room manager. It stayed in an 
uproar until the show went on. When a 
subsequent announcement denying the 
flash was made by Melba, the noise died 
down. But the tension was still there, 

Hotels Plan Regular Closing 
Hotels didn't plan to stay open after 

midnight. However, they admitted it 
would have been impossible to get peo- 
ple out. So far as increased business 
was concerned, they were already at ca- 
pacity and couldn't have accommodated 
more if they wanted, they said. 

Theaters kept the news from the pew 
sitters. They were all prepared to break 
into the shows and tell the news, if it 
was true. Program would have consisted 
of a short announcement, followed by a 
showing of the new V -E film which all 
vaude-film houses now have in event the 
peace news becomes official. None of the 
theaters planned to stay open after 12, 
altho with the addition of the V -E film, 
closing would have been stretched to 
12:30 or so. 

Stem itself burst into yells at the news. 
Police shut off all traffic on Broadway 
while the mob let off steam. A few of 
the stores tried boarding up their win- 
dows as crowds started to jam the side- 
walks. But after an hour of this and no 
further confirmation, the streets were 
opened again.

NEW YORK, April 30.-The federal gov- 
ernment's resumption of anti-trust action 
versus the movie companies to force 
"divorcement" of theaters from the pic 
firms' distribution apparatus-that is, to 
make the movie companies get out of 
the business of exhibiting pix in their 
own houses-may result in the growth of 
indie booking offices for flesh shows sim- 
ilar to the old-time Keith and other out- 
fits. 

There are indie offices now, such as 
Eddie Sherman and Arthur Fisher, but 
these do not handle the flesh -booking 
business of major houses such as Warner, 
RKO, Paramount and Loew venders. 

Started in 1938 
Federal anti-trust prosecution of the 

film firms began in 1938 but was tem- 
porarily suspended as a result of the 
famous "consent decree" by which the 
government forced certain practices in 
the booking of films to. end. Now the 
consent decree has expired and Uncle is 
resuming his anti-trust suit. Talks are 
going on daily between the film com- 
panies and the Department of Justice 
regarding the re -commencement of the 
suit. 

Before the consent decree ended, how- 
ever, federal officials succeeded in forc- 
ing the dissolution of a Southern theater 
chain in the so-called Crescent case, in- 
volving the Crescent Theater chain op- 
erated by Tony Sudekum. The case. 
regarded as a test, went to the Supreme 
Court a few months ago and the U. 6. 
won its contention that Sudekum's in- 
terests ought to be broken up into smaller 
units of four or five theaters at most. 
Lawyers here say that that is now the

Mann; publicity, Jack Tirman. Prices:

Harry Richman is, of course, the big 
interest in the new show here. As such 
his advent is a mixed success in terms 
of audience reaction, for crowd goes all 
the way from friendly to a hand that 
show -stops. Situation is due to mate- 
rial he uses. Intro number, telling how 
glad he is to be back, is much too long; 
second, I'll Never Be a Millionaire, is 
just one of those things. Third offer- 
ing, a stint at the piano where he plays 
and sings newies and oldies, brings the 
mob to life, however, and earns him an 
encore, his best routine consisting of 
impersonations of other headliners, Jol- 
son, Tucker, et al. This brings a mitt 
that actually stops the finale from com- 
ing on, and he obliges with another 
encore. Richman remains a show -wise 
performer whose nostalgic songs are his 
greatest asset. 

Por rest of the show. Prince and 
Rogers have devised a new book, gen- 
erally not up to the mark set by their 
first for the Martinique, except for the 
witty and urbane Summer Is Here num- 
ber. The Martiniqueens have been clothed 
in dazzlingly beautiful costumes and 
have the stuff 'to show them off. On 
performance, the gals are pretty listless 
even when they recite some of the 
Prince -Rogers words and tunes. 

Harris Trio (two blond gals, one boy) 
handle the sung -intros for the num- 
bers and are pretty rough in their work. 
In own spot, sing two pops, of which 
Cut a Rug With Me is pretty good and 
earns good hand. 

Danny Daniels, only other act on bill, 
is a personable hoofer who combines 
taps and ballet. Kid Is nimble, works 
easily and gets fair reactions. Would 
be better if what he does could be seen 
better, but working facilities and ca- 
pacity mob prevent it.

Dick Rhodes ork (12), newly formed 
by the owners, does a very good job on 
show -cutting and for dancing.

New show needs plenty of lift before 
it packs any solid entertainment value.

Spivak 
should pick a number on the way up 
and not one that's sliding. For finale 
ork gives out with a torrid original, 
Solid Speed, with skin -beater going to 
town. Last chorus has dour trumpets, 
including Spivak, down front blasting 
away. Tune won good mitts. 

Jo Stafford, on for five ballads, did 
three too many. Opened with I'm Be- 
ginning to See the Light and closed with 
I Didn't Know About You. Songs and 
delivery were okay but main fault is 
in their sameness. Each had the same 
tempo and the same shading. At least 
two were so slow they put customers 
to sleep. Picking up the beat or replac- 
ing with a rhythm would help. Inci- 
dentally, Spivak should stand on the 
platform. when Miss Stafford works. 
Standing together makes her look like 
an Amazon. 

Dean Murphy's take -offs of pic names 
got initial laughs but lacked follow- 
thru. Main fault is bad material. A 
corny gag a la Hepburn or Gable isn't 
any the less corny. His best was a seri- 
ous PDR speech with My Country 'Tis of 
Thee as background music. Bit was sol- 
emn and in good taste. Latter impres- 
sion, however, was killed when he came 
back for his Hell of a Note number.

government's position as regards the 
chains operated by Hollywood film- 
makers and that in the forthcoming anti- 
trust action the government will attempt 
to force a similar disposition of the huge 
chains. Result of this would be that 
flesh buyers, who now book for the chain 
vaude houses from headquarters in the 
New York offices of the film companies, 
would no longer be able to do so. 

Have To Step Out 
The important vaude houses would be 

snatched from under the domination of 
the Hollywood studios and would become 
indics or parts of very small chains. In 
either event, the booking office could not 
be a creature of the film companies for 
these would then be divorced from the 
operation of vaude-film houses. 

However, there would be nothing to 
prevent a cluster of small chains-say 
the parts of the former Loew's or Para- 
mount string-from engaging the services 
of one independent booker to provide 
flesh shows in much the same way as a 
group of department stores engage a 
resident buyer in New York to buy wares 
for him. Result then would be that the 
present film company -controlled booking 
offices would become indie outfits, pos- 
sibly staffed by the same men, or un- 
connected indie offices would spring up. 
In either event, the trade would witness 
a whole new growth of bookers.

All Proper, Shelvey Replies 
NEW YORK, April 28.-Matt Shelvey's 

version of the Florine Bale affair is as 
follows: 

Miss Bale fired Beckford three-four 
months ago and Shelvey received nu- 
merous protests from acts and from 
labor affiliates on the Coast. When he 
arrived there he agreed to become the 
fifth member of a trial board set up to 
hear the Bale-Beckford matter. Both 
parties agreed to abide by the decision 
of the board. 

A trial was held at which Beckford and 
Miss Bale presented their cases and the 
board then, .by unanimous vote, ordered 
Beckford's retention, Shelvey then in- 
structed her to keep Beckford on the 
pa,y roll and instructed Beckford to fol- 
low Miss Bale's orders. 

Wired Ultimatum, Shelvey Says 
Shelvey left for San Francisco and 

upon arriving there received a wire from 
Florine Bale saying that unless he au- 
thorized her to fire Beckford she would 
resign as of last Saturday (21). Shelvey 
wired back accepting the resignation. 
His wire was sent Friday afternoon (20). 
That night a group of five persons, some 
of them alleged to be members of the 
AGVA Advisory Committee-a purely ad- 
visory outfit with no power-rifled 
AGVA's files of membership cards and 
other material. 

Shelvey had received protests about 
the Advisory Committee before, so upon 
arriving in New York and learning of the 
rifling job, he ordered the committee 
dissolved and the lock on the L. A. of- 
fice door changed.

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The Stage Manager, Ulcerous Patsy 
El Ubiquitous 
Jack o' Trades 

Nobody knows - or cares 
-what troubles the s -m 
has-he does everythin' 

By Eddie Dimond 
(Stage Manager of 'A Bell for Adano') 

The last time I went to vote, the 
character who writes down those things 
got to the "Occupation" question. 

When I answer "stage manager," her 
smile vanishes. 

"What's that?" she in- 
quires, evidently puzzled. 

"Some of my best 
friends ask me the same 
thing," I come back, "so 
as soon as I punish this 
ballot machine, I will tell 
you." 

I pull the rip cord in 
the booth and let her 
have it. 

"You know what a play is, of course?" 
I begin. 

"Oh, yes," she gurgles, "I once see 
Katharine Cornell in Romeo and Juliet." 

"Good," I says, "Well, it's like this. 
Once a producer finds a script on which 
he will stake his reputation and has 
promoted maybe a 100G, he finds him- 
self a couple of high-priced stars. He 
signs himself the best director, the 
best scene designer, painters, builders 
and lighting experts. Then he gets round 
to hiring a stage manager. 

Comes the Stage Manager 
"When the s -m arrives the producer 

says: 'We know you can handle this 
show all right, but what do you want? 
You know we're over our budget al- 
ready, old boy?' 

"'Oh, two yards and half will be 
okay,' says the s -m. 

"So, when the producer is revived by 
his secretary, he and the s -m make 
a slight compromise and the guy goes 
to work. 

"The s -m gets a copy of the play and 
'breaks it down.' He lists props, ef- 
fects, scenes and players. He helps the 
producer and director read forty, fifty, 
a hundred actors. He contacts the de- 
signer, the painters, the costumers. He 
chases up the unusual things that the 
prop man will be unable to find-such 
as maybe a 1,600-1b. bell. 

Rehearsals 
'Rehearsals begin. He crawls around 

on hands and knees sketching the set 
on a bare stage two hours before the 
company arrives. He couldn't get into 
the theater before then. He keeps re- 
hearsal records. He makes peculiar di- 
rection marks on the script, which no 
one can read .but himself. He listens 
to the beefs of actor and director. He's 
the go-between dummy for producer, 
manager, author, director and cast. He's 
an s -m with an Equity card, but he 
also represents the management and 
when an actor has to be let out during 
rehearsal, he draws the unpleasant job 
of telling the bad news. 

"Rehearsals go on for four or five 
weeks. If the show is a musical, the 
chore multiplies by four with the addi- 
tional headaches of chorus, show gals 
and principals. He's in four places at 
once with a telephone in each hand. 
If he takes on a turkey in the sum- 
mer, he knows he's in for trouble. Where 
the play is bad, the temperament is 
worse. He suffers in the middle of 
fights between managers, authors and 
directors. The show comes in and folds 
-thank God, and the s -m can go back 
to his 'standard producer.' 

Detail, Inc. 
"When he gets to his dress parade and 

his dress rehearsal with his own outfit. 
it means days of endless detail. He

a couple of days in New Haven or Bos- 
ton before the troupe arrives, standing 
in for lights until his eyes are sore. 
He studies his colors and switchboard 
combinations until he can tell at a 
glance if the set-up is on or off. He 
cons the jargon of the switchman, the 
carpenter, the flyman, the electrician. He 
gets levels on his sound effects. He 
assigns rooms to his actors and worries 
a little about putting the wardrobe lady 
in the basement. 

The Tryout 
"The show opens. It's too long and 

has to be cut. More night work, script 
retyping and parts cut to have them 
ready for actors in the morning. Tem- 
perament blow-ups and semi -nervous 
breakdowns when somebody's pet lines 
get the heave-ho. He answers a hundred 
questions a night-wonders why there's 
no tissue in the men's room, and doesn't 
care. He consults his crew and lays 
out best way to make shifts and prop 
changes. He clocks the running time 
like a radio director. 

The Stem 
"Finally the show hits the stem. He 

goes thru his set-up all over again. 
He finds on opening night that he has 
assigned all the dressing rooms, so he 
hangs coat and hat on a nail back 
of the switchboard. He breaks his back 
trying to follow a script set on a broken- 
down music stand in a downstage cor- 
ner, up to both cheeks in cable. He 
presses his buttons and runs his cues- 
lights, curtains, props, actors. He can't 
find his assistant, because the latter

Last season Edward Chodorov took a 
good right swing at Fascism with Deci- 
sion. With Common Ground he cur- 
rently aims a left hook at the same tar- 
get. It is a pity to have to report that 
the second punch expends most of its 
steam in repetitious talk. The dramatic 
wallop is sadly lacking. It is not likely 
to be a popular card. 

It is doubly a pity because Ground 
packs a timely and thoughtful idea, is 
effectively acted and splendidly pro- 
duced. It has some sharp momenta of 
dynamic writing and a first act that 
promises a fine reward. 

Chodorov, this time, is concerned with 
Fascism on its home grounds. A troupe 
of five USO players are captured by the 
Heinies in Italy. One is a Jew, a Holly- 
wood comedian; another is a movie lead- 
ing man of German descent; a third had 
Italian parents. His partner -wife is 
Irish, and there is a screen starlet who 
doesn't have any special racial back- 
ground. They are ordered to do their 
stuff for Nazi and Fascist audiences with 
enemy propaganda overtones-or be 
shot. The Jew alone has no choice. lie 
skeds for a torture camp at once. 

It is a situation which bids for high 
dramatic tension. Four of them must 
make up their minds whether or not 
to sell-out their birthright. Unfortu- 
nately, Chodorov becomes so interested 
in his thesis that the last two acts get 
completely out of dramatic control and 
become for the most part a series of 
windy expositions with each character 
getting a turn at the spotlight. It is 
likely too bad that the author has di- 
rected his own play. A fresh staging 
attack might have juiced -up many of 
the static moments. 

In spite of overdosed declamation 
Ground gets some brilliant perform- 
ances. Philip Loeb combines effective 
humor and pathos as the comedian. 
Paul McGrath turns in an electric scene 
as a traitorous Yank Lord Haw -Haw. 
Joseph Vitale and Nancy Noland are 
splendid as the small-time vaude team 
and Luther Adler has his florid moments 
as a hammy Fascist captain. Mary 
Healy makes an attractive troubled 
starlet and Donald Murphy does well by 
the movie matinee idol. Peter Von Zer- 
nick is efficiently offensive as the Heinle 
colonel. 

Edward Choate has given Ground a 
fine send-off with a sock setting of a 
ruined Italian castle by George Jenkins. 
Too bad the drama doesn't live up to 
the atmosphere. Bob Francis.

always seems to be playing some part 
or other. Otherwise, the lad is chang- 
ing or singing with a choir in the base- 
ment or on the fly floor. 

A Hit 
"He opens the show. 'Tis a hit -thank 

God. His work has just begun. Now 
he starts his understudies. Now he be- 
gins to placate the actors who have 
passed the 'darling' stage. He's , the 
father confessor, the receptacle for a 
thousand complaints which will continue 
for a year or so! He poum the oil on 
'you saw what he did to me in that 
scene?' He sees that the show runs 
on time. He listens for variations in de- 
livery and 'improvements' on direction. 
He sympathizes with more sad tales 
than a bartender about his cast's rela- 
tives and friends. He goes thru periods 

of troupe sickness when all his under- 
studies are on at once, leaving him 
handicapped and worried. 

"He is cometimes called on to help 
the front of the house -to toss out a 
drunk or a crackpot, or to say the last 
rites in the wrong religion for some 
patron in the lobby -and meanwhile 
listen for his own cue. 

Grateful Producer 
"The producer is grateful for all this. 

The producer says the show cost 100G. 
The advance is 150G. That puts a quar- 
ter of a million bucks riding on the 
s -m's shoulder every night. The s -m 
tries to figure out what percentage his 
salary bears to a quarter million. The 
answer is a decimal point. 

"Anyway, the s -m doesn't have to worry 
about that 90 per cent tax -and one 
of these days he may produce and 
direct on his own. It's not the pro- 
ducer's fault that the stage manager Is 

underpaid. It's always been a subnor- 
mal wage job. He wonders dully why 
somebody hasn't talked to somebody 
about it before. Maybe Equity would 
know the answer. 

"And that, my friend," I say to the 
little lady, "is why stagedoormen say 
to guys like me 'don't walk under no 
ladders or get hit by no cabs -you got 
no understudy. Take care of yourself. " 

"Ha," she sniffs. "You don't want an 
answer. You love it."

sons were pressing against the iron fence 
in front of the White House which was 
a scene of unusual activity. Newshawk- 
ers swiftly exhausted their supplies of 
Saturday "extras," with people mauling 
and pushing to get copies. Motorists 
honked their horns jubilantly. The 
sound of a fire siren sent an unusual 
thrill of excitement thru the crowds 
and an excited janitor in a downtown 
church contributed to the chaos by ring- 
ing the church bells with terrific gusto 
for several minutes. 

Servicemen, thousands 2 whom had 
poured into the Capitol for week end 
furloughs, pitched into the excitement 
with wild abandon. Dozens of them 
took up a good-natured theme in their 
approach to unescorted girls downtown: 
"Biwa, babe-didya hear the news- 
wanta celebrate with me?" 

All -Day Wait 
Washington had been expectant all 

day as the result of the favorable news 
from the war fronts, including the 
official report of the junction of the 
Allied armies and the unconfirmed re- 
port of the Nazi peace offer to United 
States and Britain. President Truman, 
who had left the White House shortly 
after 1 p.m. to go to his temporary resi- 
dence at Blair Mansion across the street, 
returned to the White House shortly 
after 6 p.m. Truman told newsmen he 
was returning to his office to perform 
some work. Then a flash came from San 
Francisco where Senator Tom Connally, 
chairman of the Senate Foreign Rela- 
tions Committee and vice-chairman of 
the U. S. delegation at the Security Con- 
ference, gave substance to the uncondi- 
tional surrender report. Newspaper and 
radio reporters milled around the press 
room of the White House and soon 
President Truman gave them an au- 
dience, informing them that he was 
standing by and that he would issue a 
proclamation in the event of an official 
confirmation. Network stations prepared 
for the event by setting up their appara- 
tus, and reporters kept a "dog watch." 
The city's radio stations stayed on the 
alert, feeding flashes to the air as fast 
as they received them from all sources. 

The ardor of downtown crowds was 
dampened only slightly by President 
Truman's announcement at 9:34 p.m., 
that the peace rumor was unfounded. 
The crowds obviously wanted to believe 
that the event the Allied Nations had 
been waiting for so long had finally 
taken place. Enthusiasm appeared to be 
tempered in some measure by the real- 
ization that the war was not over and 
that total defeat of the Japs was still 
ahead even tho the German armies were 
collapsing. The browned -out streets were 
scenes of mixed jubilation for hours 
even after President Truman's "no 
foundation" statement. The crowds re- 
fused to rule out the possibility that 
official news of the final surrender was 
forthcoming momentarily.

The project was 
hailed editorially in The Washington 
Post April 9 as offering an opportunity 
for "untapped sources of dramatic skill." 
"We see very little warrant for New 
York's monopoly of the drama thru con- 
centration there of the so-called com- 
mercial theater," stated the editorial, 
which cited the Pasadena (Calif.) Play- 
house and Moscow Art Theater as having 
"demonstrated that theatrical gifts can 
be found where they are sought and ap- 
preciated."

Band instrument makers and major in- 
strument repairmen thruout the country 
are planning to set up a school to train 
returning servicemen 'and interested 
parties to repair musical instruments. 
Project school got its start Tuesday (10) 
at Elkhart, at a meeting of reps of the 
National Association Band Instrument 
Manufacturers' Association and the Af- 
filiated Musicians' Service and Repair- 
men's group. 

Cooper Promoted School 
The school, which is expected to open 

in the fall, was originally promoted by 
Leo Cooper, Chi repairman, three years 
ago. Cooper got the idea for the school 
from listening to musicians who came to 
his shops with gripes about the poor and 
tardy service which they had been receiv- 
ing on damaged horns thruout the 
country.

Probe Legality of License Fees 
Biz Optics on 
Court Action 

Newburgh VFW makes test 
of council's right to sock 
$100 a day for permit 

NEWBURGH, N. Y., April 28.-Eyes of 
the carnival world will focus on the 
court action here to test the validity of 
a city ordinance imposing a fee of $100 
per day for carnivals, instituted by 
Hyman Knopf, attorney for the John T. 
Kenney Post, Veterans of Foreign Wars. 

Knopf stated in a letter that in his 
opinion the fee was excessive and the 
ordinance thereby rendered "illegal, void 
and unenforceable." 

He also appeared In person before the 
council and added a verbal request that 
the ordinance be modified. He announced 
his Intention of taking the matter Into 
the courts when councilmen indicated 
they would make no change in the ordi- 
nance unless compelled to do so. 

Knopf said he did not dispute the 
city's right to establish a license fee for 
carnivals and similar enterprises, but 
maintained that the amount of the fee 
should be only enough to cover the ex- 
pense of policing and regulating the 
carnival. 

His letter stated: "Your Chapter 15 of 
the Code of Ordinances requires a fee of 
$100 per day for circuses and similar ex- 
hibitions under canvas. Apparently no 
provision is made specifically for a carn- 
ival. Assuming that the portion of the 
ordinance which pertains to circuses and 
similar exhibitions under canvas would 
apply to carnivals, it is my opinion this 
ordinance is illegal, void and unenforce- 
able." 

To Pay the Cops 
"The license fee imposed here is in 

exercise of the police power," Mr. Knopf's 
letter continued. "As such, the amount 
of the license fee should not exceed the 
necessary or probable expense of issuing 
the license and of inspecting and regu- 
lating the 'business it covers. The fee 
should not arbitrarily be fixed so high 
as to practically prohibit the undertaking 
because of the cost. Where the license 
fee is excessive and unreasonable, the 
courts have held that the ordinance im- 
posing such excessive fee is void and 
unenforceable. 

"Under these circumstances I shall 
have to advise my client to take steps 
to enjoin the enforcement of this ordi- 
nance unless the ordinance is modified 
so as to impose a reasonable fee for the 
issuance of the license in accordance 
with law." 

Mayor Herbert A. Warden remarked, 
after reading of the letter, that the mat- 
ter was one which required an opinion 
of the corporation counsel. 

Knopf pointed out that the VFW de- 
sired to conduct its carnival during the 
first week in May and that the matter 
should be decided without delay. 

Corporation Counsel Daniel Becker, 
said: 

"There is no question in my mind as 
to the legality of the ordinance. The 
only question is whether the license fee 
is exorbitant, and that is something for 
the courts to decide." 

Knopf replied: "If that is your answer, 
I'll go ahead and test it in the courts." 
He asserted that it would require a con- 
siderable stretch of the imagination to 
see how the city could possibly Incur a 
cost of $600 for regulating a carnival for 
one week. Becker asked whether he took 
the salaries of policemen and the traffic 
cost Into consideration. 

Who's Dishonest? 
Knopf said the VFW would deposit 

the $600 fee for sponsoring the carnival 
one week, but he requested a motion in 
the council minutes stipulating that this 
money would be returned if the ordi- 
nance were to be ruled invalid. A mo- 

ELMER WASHBURN WEAVER, 
pioneer of the carnival field and one 
of its first general agents, who passed 
on in Columbus, 0., April 26 after an 
extended illness.

When Manager Upp 
advertised for more cars, a brother 
trouper, who wanted to help another 
brother in distress, wired that he could 
pick up two horse cars at a bargain and 
wanted nothing for his services. Pic- 
ture the bargain, a horse car for $75. 
The boss figured that $300 would cover 
the freight and cost, and wired him the 
dough, when our brother trouper ad- 
vised that the cars would be railroaded 
immediately. 

Last Monday at Glanders, S. C., the 
two horse cars arrived loaded on one flat 
car. The big boss sizzled when he saw 
them. The brother trouper in Kansas 
probably bought them for junk from a 
street railway company that had put 
them in storage 40 years ago when they 
switched from horse to electric -powered 
cars. Luck was with us, however. The 
bosses wanted to do a favor for a local 
trouper who had helped in getting the 
show in town so they let him have them 
for the freightage as lunch cars. They 
fell apart while being unloaded that 
night. 

We day -and -dated the Drapes of 

Wrath Shows at Goatsbeard, S. C., Tues- 
day. After hearing Manager Upp tell 
of his meat problems, the midway 
brother trouper offered to do us a favor 
by selling us two year -old vegetarian 
lions. The carnival brother trouper ad- 
vised that he hated to part with them at 
$120 each, but during these trying times 
brother troupers should do all that is 
possible to make the rows easier to hoe.

For Tent Biz 

Flame -proofing definition 
temporary until materials 
are generally available 

NEW YORK, April 28.-At a meeting 
of the Editorial Subcommittee of the 
American Standards Association, which 
took place Monday (23) in the hearing 
room at the New York offices of the 
association, the final draft of the Safety 
Standard Code, covering all forms of out- 
door assembly, was completed and will. 
now go back to the American Standards 
Association for approval. After ap- 
proval, which is expected early in May, 
copies of the code will be turned over to 
the National Fire Prevention Associa- 
tion for distribution to building offi- 
cials thruout the country. In addition, 
Max Cohen, secretary of the American 
Carnivals Association, who represented 
the carnival industry on the committee 
drawing up the code, will send out copies 
to all members of the association. 

The Safety Standard Code is the result 
of meetings called by the American 
Standards Association at the suggestion 
of the Building Officials Conference of 
America and the National Fire Protec- 
tion Association (a trade organization 
of the fire insurance companies). Repre- 
senting the outdoor amusement interests 
at the meeting were: Frank H. Kingman, 
for the fairs; H. P. Schmeck (Philadel- 
phia Toboggan Company), for the 
amusement parks; Max Cohen, for the 
carnivals, and Dan Gordon Judge, at- 
torney of the Ringling circus. Also pres- 
ent were members of the government's 
National Bureau of Standards. 

Code for the Nation 
It is hoped that eventually the Safety' 

Standard Code will be adopted thruout 
the entire nation. It is expected that 
the code in its present form will be used 
experimentally for a year, which should 
reveal any flaws or omissions which can 
then be considered and rectified. In 
particular, due to the scarcity of flame - 
proofing materials at the present time, 
regulations in the code covering the 
(See Safety Standard Rules on page 58)

KANSAS CITY, Mo., April 28.-Teri of 
the 12 State and district fairs which are 
members of the Middle West Fair Circuit 
are going ahead with plans to operate 
this summer and fall. Grounds of two of 
the fairs-Iowa State Fair and the State 
Fair of Texas-are still being used by the 
War Department and will not be able to 
operate. 

Decision to continue preparations for 
this year's fairs was reaohed at the spring 
meeting of the circuit held Wednesday 
(25) at the Muehlebach Hotel here. The 
imperative need for much greater pro- 
duction of foodstuffs, encouragement of 
4-H Club work, the FFA and other voca- 
tional organizations that have played 
such an important part in food produc- 
tion, and the need for continued morale 
building were the reasons given for the 
determination to carry on. 

Careful consideration was given to the 
recent statement of ODT Director J. 
Monroe Johnson to the effect that some 
curtailment might become necessary this 
summer because of the transportation 
situation, and after canvassing the mem- 
bers present for their opinions, it was 
generally agreed that holding the fairs 
would not constitute an additional bur- 
den on the railroads and that the un- 
doubted value of the fairs in increasing 
food production made it imperative that 
they continue. 

Paced 'with the necessity of obtaining 
definite assurance in the next 30 days 
that the fairs can operate, circuit offi- 
cials appointed a three-man committee 
to confer with the government commit- 
tee of the'IAFE and report their findings 
at an early date. Maurice W. Jencks, of 
Topeka, Kan., was made chairman. The 
other two members are Raymond A. Lee, 
of Minnesota, and William T. Marriott, 
Wisconsin.

New Warning 
Issued by ODT 

On Fair Plans 
WASHINGTON, April 28.-A new warn- 

ing, the most strongly worded yet issued, 
came from the Office of Defense Trans- 
portation Friday (27) against making 
elaborate preparations for fairs this year. 

Col. J. Monroe Johnson, ODT director, 
following up his warning of a week ago 
advised against preparations for any kind 
of fair "except strictly on a local basis." 
Johnson Issued the statement yesterday 
in replying to an inquiry as to whether a 
definite decision could be expected soon 
regarding the holding of agricultural fairs. 
The inquiry had come from Coburn Jones, 
manager of the Garden City, (Kan.) 
Chamber of Commerce. 

Johnson reiterated his previous asser- 
tion that a transportation crisis in the 
U. S. can be anticipated for a consider- 
able period after V -E Day and that spon- 
sors of fairs "would be proceeding at 
their own risk in making elaborate ad- 
vance preparations for such events." 
Johnson added significantly, "If it were 
necessary at this time to pass upon the 
holding of any fair, other than one con- 
ducted in a rural community on a local 
basis, the answer would have to be no. 
Under the circumstances, I do not believe 
that preparations and consequent expen- 
ditures should be made by any group to 
hold any fair, except on a strictly local 
basis. State and regional fairs could ob- 
viously not be conducted on a local basis. 
Some county fairs probably could be." 

S. D. State Promotes 
Light Horse Industry 

HURON, S. D., April 28.-South Da- 
kota's two -ton farm draft horses will no 
longer contest for blue ribbons in State 
Fair show rings here if the proposal 
advanced by board member Kohn F. 
White is accepted by his associates. 

Believing that the Huron event can 
serve a more useful purpose by promot- 
ing the light horse industry developing 
in the western section of the State, 
White has suggested that the fair board 
throw its full support in that direction. 
This will mean that the heavy draft 
horses, a traditional fair feature but 
steadily growing less in number, will no 
longer be awarded premiums here. 

Action on White's proposal will be 
taken at the next meeting of the board.

Victory World's Fair Bee

Long Beach, Detroit Active; 
CHICAGO, April 28.-Victory World's 

Fair bee is beginning to buzz in earnest. 
At least three widely separated cities 
have been seriously considering holding 
such a fair, and two of them have 
formed groups to work out definite plans. 

At a meeting held last week-end in 
Sacramento, Calif., plans' for a 1949-'50 
World's Fair of Victory, Peace and 
Progress, to be held at Long Beach, 
Calif., were discussed. Meeting was 
called by Assemblyman Lorne Middough, 
Long Beach, principally to sound out 
legislators on the possibility of ear- 
marking State funds for the fair, but 
also to acquaint leading State officials 
here with plans for the fair. 

Col. William Evans, chairman of the

that as chairman of a commisison ap- 
pointed two years ago by the Los Angeles 
County board of supervisors to study 
feasibility of a fair, he had authority to 
say Long Beach had been officially se- 
lected as the site.

"We studied world's fairs held during 
this century," replied Evans, "and we 
came to the conclusion that the most 
successful are those held on waterfronts.

Greatest Wartime 
Expo Planned for 

Salt Lake City 
SALT LAKE CITY, April 28.-Sheldon 

R. Brewster, secretary -manager of the 
Utah State Fair, reports that the asso- 
ciation is planning the greatest wartime 
fair in Utah this year. It will run nine 
days, which is the longest the State Fair 
has ever run. 

"We plan," says Brewster, "to give 
recognition to the biennial anniversary 
of fairs in America, and are building up 
to our 1946 and 1947 fairs. Next year is 
the golden anniversary of Utah State- 
hood, and ¶947 is the centennial anni- 
versary of the coming of the Mormon 
pioneers to Utah. The centennial anni- 
versary will be celebrated with an all - 
summer exposition, and a plan has been 
prepared for an elaborate building pro- 
gram." 

While new construction cannot be un- 
dertaken in wartime, Brewster says the 
fair board is getting its improvement 
program under way with extensive land- 
scaping and permanent walks and road- 
ways. Governor Herbert B. Maw is en- 
thusiastically backing the association. 

Contract for this year's grandstand 
revue has been given to Barnes -Car- 
ruthers, and the fireworks contract to 
Thearle-Duffield. Monte Young will fur- 
nish the carnival. The grandstand show 
will be staged the first seven days of the 
fair. Last two days will be devoted to 
horse -pulling contests in the afternoon 
and a horse show in the evening; also a 
dog Show the last two days. 

The army used most of the fairgrounds 
and !buildings for two and a half years 
and at the present time five of the larger 
buildings are being used to process ma- 
terials for overseas shipment. 

LaBreque Is Set for 
Earliest California Fair 

DIXON, Calif., April 28.-Harry La - 
Breque, widely -known fair man from the 
East, who has been apointed manager 
of the Solano County Fair here May 4-6, 
is all set to open what promises to be 
the outstanding fair here since the war 
started. 

Opening day will be Children's Day, 
starting with sheep dog trials, followed 
by a pet show parade which has drawn - 
200 entries to date. County -wide musical 
festival with high school bands compet- 
ing climaxes first day. Saturday, Gover- 
nor's Day, will offer 17 -event horse show 
program, starting off with downtown pa- 
rade. Sunday, Bob Bramby has been en- 
gaged to furnish 125 Western horses, 
steers, bulls, etc., for a rodeo.

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Tulsa Board Manager 
Ordered To Give Up 
Control of Funds 

TULSA, Okla., April 28.-A controversy 
growing out of the 1943 State Fair Act 
has developed between the present fair 
board and the county attorney's office. 
Because the 1943 State Fair Act was de- 
clared unconstitutional last summer, it 
is claimed by the county attorney that 
the present fair board is not a legal or- 
ganization and has no control over 
money obtained from fairgrounds prop- 
erty. 

W. B. Way, manager of Station KVO°, 
also is manager. of the Tulsa State Fair 
board. The county attorney's office, 
claiming that Way has ignored a re- 
quest for a complete accounting of fair 
funds, has ordered Way to stop collect- 
ing income from the county property. 

Claude Weaver Jr., assistant county 
attorney, has written Way as follows: 
"Notice is hereby served upon you not to 
collect any further income from county 
property. Moreover, we will appreciate 
it if you will immediately furnish us 
with a list of all, persons who pay rentals 
of various sorts on property situated at 
the fairgrounds. We will also appreciate 
it if you will notify these persons that 
they should in the future make these 
payments to 'Joe T. Parkinson, county 
treasurer of Tulsa County, Okla." 

The county commissioners have indi- 
cated they favor appointment of a new 
fair board under the 1937 fair law, which 
Weaver holds was revived when the 1943 
act was declared unconstitutional by the 
attorney general. The 1943 act made it 
mandatory for Tulsa County to appro- 
priate $25,000 annually for a county 
fair. While the 1937 act did not make the 
appropriation mandatory, it did require 
the excise board to approve any fair 
money request provided it did not exceed 
a 325,000.

which is 300 acres along the beach, was 
chosen. Another is that the Bunker Hill 
site would take too long to prepare, be- 
cause buildings would have to be razed." 

"Frosty" Martin, chairman of the Long 
Beach board of harbor commissioners, 
said his board was prepared to spend 
about $12,000,000 in filling in the beach 
site and preparing it for the fair.

Thurman, who was chief of public pro- 
tection at the fair, is now on the mu- 
seum's staff. The reunion will be held 
May 27 at the Museum of Science and 
Industry. 

Col. Chester L. Fordney, U. S. Marine

500G Building for Minn. State 
To Replace One Gutted by Fire 
ST. PAUL, April 28.-Construction of 

a new $500,000 Minnesota State Fair 
agriculture -horticulture building was as- 
sured this week by action of the State 
Legislature. This will give the State fair 
one of the finest exhibit buildings in the 
country. 

The State will provide $400,000, avail- 
able July 1 of this year, and the State 
fair will furnish $100,000 out of its earn- 
ings to complete and equip the building 
The mammoth structure, octagonal in 
shape, will replace the 50 -year -old agri- 
culture building destroyed by fire last 
fall and will be erected on the same site. 
Work on it, it is hoped, will begin im- 
mediately after the coming fair. 

The eight -sided building will be 300 
feet in diameter. Each of its eight ex- 
hibition halls, or sections, will be 32 by 

100 feet in size, with 28 -foot ceilings and 
elliptical arch roofs. Rising from its 
center will be a 100 -foot tower 32 feet 
in diameter, from which daily program 
announcements and carillon and organ 
music will be broadcast during the fair. 

The four sections, or halls, on the 
north side will be used for display of 
agricultural products. Three of the four 
halls on the south side will be used for 
horticultural exhibits, and the fourth, 
seating about 450 persons, for assem- 
blies, lectures and movies. 

The pie -shaped spaces between the 
eight halls will be used for concessions 
or other exhibits. Finished inside and 
outside surfaces of the building will be 
of architectural concrete, painted with 
Portland cement. Wright & McGregor, 
St. Paul and Minneapolis, are the ar- 
chitects.

! 

Old Standby 
Not Slipping 

Manufacturers say demand 
holds up - prices higher 
but still a profitable ride 

CHICAGO, April 28.-Merry Go - 
Rounds, or Carrousels, will never lose 
their popularity no 'matter how many 
new thrill rides make their appearance, 
in the opinion of leading manufacturers 
who have been building rides for many 
years. 

Of late there has been some talk 
among showmen to the effect that the 
Merry -Go -Round was slipping and that 
the post-war era would see few new 
ones manufactured. Among the reasons 
advanced were the increasingly high 
prices, cost of upkeep, and the com- 
petition offered by newer rides. 

Figuring that the men who have 
been building Carrousels for many years 
could give the truest picture on this 
ride, The Billboard contacted the heads 
of four of the leading ride manufactur- 
ers who build not only Carrousels but 
also numerous other rides. All are agreed 
that the Merry -Go -Round continues to 
be a sort of trade mark of the amuse- 
ment park, that it retains its popularity 
and is a profitable operation. 

In Class by Itself 
"There are many rides that have come 

into prominence during the last 25 
years," says George H. Cramer, president 
of Spillman Engineering Corporation. 
"Some of them remain popular and a 
great many have disappeared, proving 
unpopular, but the Merry-Go-iLound 
is in a class by itself and will remain 
popular indefinitely. This ride appeals 
not only to kiddies but to grownups as 
well. 

"Speaking for the Spillman Engineer- 
ing Corporation in regard to discon- 
tinuing building Carrousels after the 
war on account of the demand falling 
off and the cost being prohibitive on 
account of skilled labor and materials, 
I wish to make it clear that the demand 
is now greater than at any time in the 
past 15 years, and we have a large stock 
of selected, seasoned lumber purchased 
prior to getting into war activities. All 
we are waiting for is the green light. 
In response to a recent ad in The Bill- 
board offering a rebuilt Carrousel for 
sale, we had 40 inquiries. It pays to ad- 
vertise. 

"The Merry -Go -Round will never be- 
come extinct. There is no park or place 
of amusement gathering that can be 
considered complete without a Carrousel. 
We feel that when we get into post-war 
activities there will be new materials 
developed that we can use to advantage 
in the manufacture of amusement de- 
vices." 

M -G -R in Demand 
John Wendler, President of the Allan 

Herschell Company, says: "We have had 
many inquiries for rides within the

New A. C. Taxes Will 
Hit Amusement Piers 

ATLANTIC CITY, April 28.-Theaters 
and amusement piers here will be af- 
fected by the luxury sales tax on pur- 
chases of more than 12 cents which has 
been imposed to help pay for last year's 
hurricane damage. The New Jersey 
Legislature adopted the measure author- 
izing the city to levy the municipal 
sales tax up to 5 per cent for this pur- 
pose. 

The tax will go into effect within the 
next several weeks, as soon as the city 
commission passes an ordinance fixing 
the amount of percentage, and stating 
whether or not the measure will be sea- 
sonal or year round. Consensus is that 
0.2 or 3 per cent tax will be forced, altho 
the commission is empowered to levy as 
high as 5 per cent tax.

NEW YORK, April 28.-Chilly weather 

the past week-end put a. temporary halt 
to the pre -season boom at Coney Island. 
After five consecutive warm Sundays, 
the ride operators and concessionaires, 
who had been doing unusually brisk 
pre -season business, were greeted Sun- 
day (22) by fair but decidedly chilly 
weather which brought out only a. small 
crowd, which sought the sunny spots 
and hot drinks rather than amusements. 

Detroiters Spend 
Freely at Funs pots 

DETROIT, April 28.-Reports from 
Edgewater Park, second major outdoor 
spot to open for the season, confirm 
earlier reports from Eastwood Park that 
Detroiters are spending money freely 
this season. 

Edgewater opened Saturday (21), the 
same date as a year ago, and had crowds 
somewhat better than opening day in 
1944, altho the opening Sunday business 
this year was apparently down because 
of cool weather. 

Persons actually entering the park, 
however, appeared to be spending more 
freely than last year. This trend is of 
especial significance, In view of the seri- 
ous slump shown last week in motion 
picture theaters when the report of the. 
closing of Willow Run plant in August 
was. published, causing grave forebodings 
in the Detroit employment market. 
Despite this situation patronage ap- 
peared to be fully up to what was justi- 
fied by the weather.

A Noble Woman Passes 
Again the Grim Reaper has called at 

Euclid Beach, Cleveland, and this time 
has claimed the gem of the women in 
the amusement business. Mrs. Effie D. 
Humphrey, wife of our late beloved D. S. 
Humphrey, has counted the big receipts 
of Euclid Beach Park for the last time. 
She was treasurer for more than 60 
years. She had passed a half century 
of married bliss with D. S. before he 
died in 1933 at the age of 81. For al- 
most 12 years she carried on the tradi- 
tions of the beach which her late hus- 
band did so much to establish. 

Born at Wakeman, O., the daughter of 
the railway station agent, Mrs. Humphrey 
met the youthful farmer and they 
were married. The farm was a good one 
but Dudley's father had endorsed and 
had to pay. This caused the foreclosure 
and sale of the farm, which saw this 
part of the family start life all over 
again. Humphrey was then 40 years old. 
With his wife and their two children 
they started as horse trainers, and failed 
again. Ever encouraged by this faithful 
woman, Dudley took a job of sorting 
hard woods. This was not satisfactory. 
He bought out a popcorn man, who was 
also broke, and pushed a popcorn ,wagon 

Uzzell 
on the streets of Cleveland. They took 
the popcorn and pull -candy concession 
at Euclid Beach in 1896 and ran it until 
they bought the beach at a reasonable 
price and on long terms. All important 
departments of the business were han- 
dled by the members of the family. Mrs. 
Humphrey found she could do best and 
render the most help by handling the 
money and getting it into the bank. 
She never wavered until her failing 
health caused her to relax. 

100G a Year in Popcorn 
She took a justifiable pride in the 

growth of the beach and the expanding 
of their popcorn business from barely 
making a living to gross sales of approxi- 
mately $100,000 a year. They made the 
business their hobby. 

One of the joyous moments of this 
good wife and mother was the day they 
bought back the farm which the bankers 
had taken on foreclosure, paying $37,000 
for it. Oddly enough, they bought it 
back from a banker, the grandson of the 
banker who took it from them in court 
proceedings. Mrs. Humphrey furnished 
a room in the farm house which they 
kept for their 'exclusive use when visit -

The Whip, Pretzel, Greyhound Coaster, 
Merry -Go -Round, Scooter, a kiddie ride 
and playground equipment all have been 
overhauled and painted and the picnic 
grove has been revamped. . The skating 
rink was closed this week for remodeling 
and resurfacing. 

Joe Deaver and George Laswell have 
been added to the maintenance crew. 
Happy Jack Darling will have charge of 
stage presentations and publicity. He 
is also doing the scenic and landscaping 
work. 

Special school days start the first Sat- 
urday in May. More than 200,000 free 
tickets have been distributed in the 
schools of five surrounding counties.

DAYTONA BEACH, na., April 28.-

New Designs Due 
W. F. Mangels, president and gen- 

eral manager of the W. F. Mangels Com- 
pany, states the company has no definite 
post-war plans regarding the manufac- 
ture of Merry -Go -Rounds. "But we 
agree," Mangels states, "that the pres- 
ent high cost of these machines is out 
of harmony with their earnings. The 
Merry -Go -Round has encountered strong 
competition from the large number of 
new riding devices that have been de- 
veloped during the past quarter-cen- 
tUr9 

"One of the contributing causes of the 
ever -rising price of the Merry -Go -Round 
is the expensive wood -carving involved, 
but with greatly reduced price of the 
metal, aluminum horses are now possi- 
ble. This, together with a radical new 
design of extreme simplicity and elimi- 
nating all the old traditional frills, we 
believe a modern Merry -Go -Round can be 
produced at moderate cost. We shall en- 
deavor to produce such a machine as 
one of our post-war aims. As to kids 
preferring other and more thrilling rides 
we do not agree. A love for the ever - 
popular Merry -Go -Round seems to be 
born in them."

Resort Hotel Changes Hands 
NEW LONDON, Conn,, April 28.- 

Menlip Corporation of New York has 
purchased the 400 -room four-story Gris- 
wold Hotel at Eastern Point, Groton, 
Conn., one of New England's best known 
summer resorts, and the Shenescossett 
Golf Course from Jean G. Venetos, sole 
owner, at a reported price of 6320,000. 
Morton Menscher, one of the new own- 
ers, will manage the hotel, 

some excellent ideas on the need for 
modernization of Merry -Go -Rounds. 

"We have not built an*, Carrousels in 
recent years," says Schmeck, "There 
were so many of them furnished in the 
World War I post-war period when so 
many new parks were started, and then, 
when many of these parks closed, Car- 
rousels were available at times at 
a fraction of their original cost. Good 
used Carrousels are becoming very 
scarce, and in the near future there 
should be a demand for new ones. The 
cost of new Carrousels will be greater, 
no doubt, and the design should change 
somewhat to be in keeping with modern 
ideas for Dolor, lighting and appearance. 

"In our opinion, the Carrousel has 
been the most neglected and abused ride, 
and at the same time possibly the most 
profitable operation, based on dollars in- 
vested, in any park. 

"Practically every Carrousel in appear- 
ance, color scheme, lighting and music, 
is just about the same as when pur- 
chased, up to 40 years ago. Many of the 
horses have not been newly painted, but 
just an additional coat of varnish has 
been applied every few years, until the 
horses become drab and dirty in appear- 
ance. The same old lighting scheme con- 
tinues, without regard as to whether it 
is attractive or favorable to the young 
folks. Many Carrousels are so brilliantly 
lighted that it is discouraging to the 
teen-age girls and boys, who should get 
a lot of fun out of riding and pulling 
rings to the rythin of carefully selected, 
popular music." 

Organ Passe 
"We believe the day of the organ is 

over for Carrousels," Schmeck continues. 
"Recorded music, with at least four 
good speakers located around the in - 
closure on the inside of the platform, is 
the only inducement to young folks for 
evening business. But it must be music 
that these young folks like, and not the 
type that the management may like or 
approve of. Name bands play music 
which is written especially to appeal to 
the modern young folks, and the rhythm 
of many of these records is ideal for the 
Carrousel. The young folks will respond 
to such music and it. is useless to try 
to give them any substitute. The smaller 
children, we believe, do not care whether 
an organ or recorded music is used, be- 
cause a ride on the horses is still an ad- 
venture to most of them, 

"The lighting and color scheme should 
be arrived at by consultation with ex- 
perts, as this, in our opinion, is most 
essential. By experts we do not mean 
ourselves or any other manufacturer of 
Carrousels, or so-called amusement park 
experts or engineers, but some artist 
who has made a study of lighting and 
color, 

"The interior of buildings that house 
the Carrousels are usually weather beat- 
en, unpainted or dirty in appearance, so 
we will again say the Carrousel has been 
the most abused and carelessly operated 
device we know of. Even with these 
handicaps it made many young folks 
happy, made money for the owner, and 
when we hear that it has finally lost its 
appeal to the public, we feel that this 
is definitely unfair to the old Merry -Go - 
Round. "

ing the farm. This room is in the 
house to which she was taken as a bride.

Previous Records 
CHICAGO, April 28.-Industrial mo- 

tion picture companies of the United 
States, concentrating on the production 
of war training films, many of them in 
16mm., for the armed services and war 
production plants in the period since 
Pearl Harbor, have exceeded any similar 
period in total production. 

According to O. H. Coelln Jr., secretary 
of the National Association of Film Pro- 
ducers, 31 producing companies have re- 
ported a total of 3,902 films made to 
date. A survey made by the association 
shows that 1,535 of the 16 and 36mm. 
reels have been produced for the navy, 
195 for the army, army air forces, coast 
guard and marine corps combined, 630 
for war agencies and 1,542 for war in- 
dustries. 

Russians Develop New Idea 
In Three -Dimensional Screen 

COLUMBUS, 0., April 28. -The Rus- 
sians have developed a new technique 
for three-dimensional motion pictures, 
according to Ohio State University's 
News Letter. An improved type of pro- 
jection screen and a more effective 
method of film exposure are utilized in 
the process. One picture has already 
been made, On Trail of the Enemy, 
showing the effects of Nazi bombings in 
the suburbs of Stalingrad. 

The new screen, invented by a Rus- 
sian named Ivanov, is composed of thou- 
sands of very thin optical lenses with a 
conical surface, mounted on a mirror. 
It is claimed that this gives a definite 
stereoptic effect, and makes possible an 
image three times sharper and clearer 
than obtained on an ordinary surface.

Claimants Question 
Payment of Counsel 
Fees in RB Case 

HARTFORD, Conn., April 28.-Nothing 
new was revealed at the special meeting 
of attorneys representing claimants 
against the Ringling circus held here yes- 
terday. Meeting was called as a result 
of publicity given accounts of the annual 
directors' meeting of the circus in New 
York, April 18, handed out by Leonard 
Bisco, counsel for John Ringling North. 

A more detailed explanation was given 
as to the reasons for payment by the 
circus of more than $100,000 in counsel 
fees the day prior to the directors' meet- 
ing. Payments were made in view of the 
fact that it was expected that North 
would bring suit against the circus man- 
agement on charges of mismanagement, 
which he did, and that assets of the cir- 
cus would be attached, which was not 
the case. 

Robert P. Butler, chairman of the com- 
mittee of the Hartford County bar arbi- 
trating claims against the circus, with 
two other members of the committee, 
and Edward S. Rogin, State receiver of 
the circus, attended the directors' meet- 
ing in New York and protested the pay- 
ment of counsel fees, which they con- 
tended should have been discussed by 
the Hartford committee before being 
paid. 

A question of judgment rather than 
any intention of wrongdoing was in- 
volved and the matter was arranged thru 
all of the lawyers involved, with the ex- 
ception of William L. Hadden, returning 
their fees for audit by the Hartford com- 
mittee. Hadden, who was defense coun- 
cil for the officials and employees of 
the circus convicted on charges of in- 
voluntary manslaughter, contended that 
under the arbitration agreement between 
the circus and claimants expenses for 
defending the criminal cases were to be 
allowed, so wrote the committee that 
he saw no reason for returning any of 
his $17,500 fee. 

In the future, it was decided, bills 
for legal services will be reviewed by 
the bar committee before payment.

Safety Standard Rules Fixed; 
Uniform Code for Tent Biz 

(Continued from page 41) 
flame -proofing of tents are of a tempo- 
rary nature and it is expected that this 
very important section of the code can 
be put into more definite form at a later 
date when materials become available. 

The full text of the Safety Code will 
not be available until mid -May. Sub- 
stantial agreement was arrived at as to 
the code and highlights of the sections 
applicable to carnivals and circuses fol- 
low. 

The primary purpose of the code is to 
safeguard the interests of public safety 
by regulating places of public assembly, 
grandstands, methods of seating, etc. 

Circus seating is regulated under the 
provisions applicable to grandstands, but 
carnival seating is in a class by itself 
and is defined in the code as sectional 
bleachers and movable seating. The 
proposed code will apply only to places 
used for 100 or more persons. 

Among the general regulations is that 
the method of computing, capacity of any 
such place is by permitting 18 inches of 
seating space for each person seated and 
six square feet of ground space for each 
person standing. 

Shows will be required to add at least 
two means of access to either public 
ways of approach or to safe areas of 
refuge. Seating equipment will be re- 
quired to meet normal standards of 
design and construction. 

Numerous construction details are pro- 
vided for with reference to grandstands 
where the seats exceed 12 feet in height 
from the ground level, and less onerous 
regulations relate to circus types of seat- 
ing. 

Numerous Regulations 
There are also numerous regulations 

relating to the provision of aisles and 
free means of egress in and out of vari- 
ous attractions. Originally it was pro- 
vided, with reference to carnivals partic- 
ularly, that all tents had to be separated 
from each other by at least 10 feet of 
space. ,After numerous conferences 
wherein it was pointed out that this 
provision was unreasonable, as well as 
impracticable, it has now been agreed 
that tents occupied by the public shall 
be at least 10 feet from each other and 
that the side areas be arranged so that 
they can be used as a means of emer- 
gency exit. Concession and other tents 
not occupied by the public need not be 
separated from each other, and where 
small lots are involved, within the diacre- 
tion of the local building official, may 
be placed closer than 10 feet to the 
other structures. It is also provided that 
on fairgrounds, tents not exceeding 
1,200 square feet in area can be used 
without separation from each other, with 
the approval of the local officials. 

With reference to flame -proofing as fi- 
nally agreed upon, all tents occupied by 
the public must be flame -proof, as must 
all tents within the portion of the lot 
used by the public and all other tents 
where devices using fuels are operated 
or animals are stabled. However, a pro- 
vision has been added to the code that 
the requirements for flame proofing will 
not go into effect until flame -proofing 
material becomes available. 

Originally a ban was placed on the use 
of sawdust shavings, etc., but this has 
now been modified to permit the use of 
these materials where they are kept 
damp. 

If seats are of fire-resistant wood the 
number of seats can be doubled. 

"No Smoking" Signs 
Smoking is not to be permitted in 

tents occupied by the public and "no 
smoking" signs are required to be posted 
in such places. 

Tents with a capacity of 200 or more 
are also required to have "exit" signs 
or indications. 

Provision is also made that the elec- 
trical system shall be inspected daily 
when in use by the show's own elec- 
trician, and the electrical apparatus Is 
required to be isolated from the public. 
Ground cable is required to be trenched 
in the area traversed by the public. 

Provision is also made for the having 
on hand of fire extinguishers, with the 
provision that one extinguisher be avail- 
able for each 2,500 feet of area. 

With relation to the public health, all 
of the detailed provisions originally pro- 

posed have been stricken from the code 
and in its place has been substituted a 
general provision that local regulations 
in this regard be complied with.

because he printed the program year be- 
fore last. 

Cronin was reliably reported to have 
received offers from Ringling, but these 
were unsubstantiated by Cronin. How- 
ever, the West Coast show owner said 
that he did have two of the 492 -foot 
tents like he used at Washington and 
Hill Streets, and that with this equip- 
ment could play large towns. 

Whether or not Cronin will continue 
with a smaller show and play spots off 
the beaten track or go into the big 
business with the two tents was neither 
confirmed nor denied, 

At Baldwin Park, Cronin has main- 
tained practically the same crew that 
he had at Washington and Hill, with the 
exception of lot help.' Eddie Tait, Til 
Taylor, Frank Chicarelli, the Canestrel- 
lis, and others are on the lot. Mark 
Smith is reported staying with the 
show when it reopens. The five elephants 
are at Selig's Zoo. 

Another well-known circus name, that 
of Pauline and Claude Webb, is also 
being prominently mentioned in the 
light of things. The Webbs visited the 
Cronin show each of the 23 days it was 
here. They have admitted "thinking of 
a show next year." It is also said that 
the Russell title reverts to them in 1946. 
Whether this is the main reason for 
Concello tacking on Pan -Pacific or 
whether it was the date in the Audi- 
torium Is also the basis for talk here. 

Cronin went out last year with a 
"streamlined circus" and played an un- 
successful date in Hollywood against 
the Russell show et Washington and 
Hill streets. Moving out, Cronin returned 
to the barn in Baldwin Park after 
playing thru May 12, Outside of plans 
for reopening May 5 with a truck show, 
Cronin isn't telling much. 

The Russell show is moving right 
along. Frank Buck closed, as the agree- 
ment was for the Pan -Pacific date only, 
Henry Kyes has cut his band to 12 men, 
swapped the baton for his cornet, and 
is turning out an A-1 brand of sawdust 
music. 

Circus folks are watching the out- 
come of the situation here, and, like the 
show owners, are keeping an eye on what 
comes out of New York. 

White Horse Plasters 
CHICAGO, April 28.-Thru agency of- 

fices here it was learned that Ruth 
Thompson, co-owner of the White Horse 
Troupe, with her husband, Cal, had an 
attachment served on Cronin Bros.' Cir- 
cus cash wagon April 17-18 for $5,500 
allegedly due for partial payment of the 
last week the White Horses were allowed 
to work in the show and for three weeks 
more under the original contract. 

Troupe was stopped before the mati- 
nee Sunday (15), the last day in Los 
Angeles. At that time, Cal Thompson 
was confined to a hospital with spinal 
meningitis, and show management is 
said to have given as a reason for the 
stopping that permits could not be ob- 
tained for the 12 kid riders. Thompson 
shelled out $10 a day for a private tutor 
so kids could work in ,Los Angeles. 

Local informants said Cronin wanted 
to settle last week's labor for troupe for 
$500 when the contract signed by Tom 
Gorman for 'Consolidated Amusement 
Corporation called for $1,500 per week. 
Gorman is said to have upped with an- 
other $350 from his own kick for that 
last week to Sunny Bernet, announcer 
and manager for the act. Mrs. Thomp- 
son, in getting the plaster, said Bernet 
had no authority to accept the short 
dough. Cronin furnished a bond. 

Contract is said to have called for 
round-trip transportation from Chicago 
to Coast for 12 kid riders (Mr. and Mrs. 
Thompson, two grooms, a clown and 
Bernet), and one-way fare was upped 
when contract was signed, but no return 
fare was shown when act was canceled 
out.

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Midwestern Fair Committee 
To Confer With Government 

(Continued from page 44) 
in Germany is over or until June 1, 
circuit officials decided. Íf V -E Day 
comes before June 1, the ODT will be 
asked immediately if the ban on con- 
ventions covers State fairs. In the event 
that V -E Day has not been declared 
by June 1, the committee appointed by 
the circuit will go to Washington to 
seek clarification of ODT Director John- 
son's warning regeding fair plans. The 
fair officials feel that once the war 
in Europe is over they can go ahead 
with their plans. But it was felt that 
if they pressed for a definite answer 
now, it might be unfavorable. The limit 
of the waiting period was set at June 1, 
because to delay any longer than that 
would not allow sufficient time to pre- 
pare for the State fairs. 

Practically all of the discussion at the 
circuit meeting centered on the possi- 
bility of the fairs being curtailed. It 
was generally agreed that few, if any, 
government officials at Washington have 
an understanding of what the fairs 
mean to the country and what they 
have accomplished in furthering food 
production and morale building. This 
has been largely the fault of the fair 
men themselves, it was agreed. They 
never have made a concerted effort to 
give government officials a true picture 
of the work done by fairs. One promi- 
nent fair manager pointed out that the 
fairs have a story that would convince 
the most skeptical of their value to the 
war effort. Not only have they been a 
potent force in increasing food produc- 
tion and raising the standards of live - 
stocks, but they have done a good job 
in fostering War Bond sales, the Red 
Cross, war exhibits, and every home - 
iront war effort. The entertainment end 
of the fair, while important from the 
standpoint of attracting attendance, is 
purely incidental to the educational fea- 
tures. As. one fair man expressed it, 
the amusements are merely the frosting 
for the cake. 

No Burden on Transportation 
It was also pointed out that the fairs 

have not hampered transportation. Most 
of the livestock shown at fairs is shipped 
in trucks owned by the breeders and 
passenger traffic to the fairs is a minor 
item. M. W. Jencks, Topeka, Kan., re- 
cently talked to President Jeffers of the 
Union Pacific Railroad, and Jeffers told 
him that the fairs would place no bur- 
den on the railroads. Following this up, 
a representative of The Billboard con- 
tacted officials of leading railroads han- 
dling fair traffic in the Middle West

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DELAWARE GETS NEW LICENSE 
New Law Short 
And Simple 

Provides annual fee on 
games and jukes - States' 
review 

CHICAGO, April 28.-The small State 
of Delaware becomes of important news 
interest to the coin machine trade this 
week. The governor has signed into 
law a bill which places a State license 
system in effect; thus Delaware becomes 
one of the list of more than 20 States 
that now have a license system for one 
or more types of coin machines. 

Hesitant Legislature 
The Legislature hesitated on passing 

the bill at first. It was shelved for a 
time and was so reported in these col- 
umns. Then the Legislature pulled the 
bill off the shelf and both houses quick- 
ly passed it and then the governor 
signed it into law. 

Short and Sweet 
The new Delaware law is probably the 

shortest and simplest coin machine li- 
cense statute among all the States. It 
is in the form of two amendments to 
statutes passed in 1.935. 

The amusement machine section of 
the new law provided for a $10 annual 
business fee on the owner of coin -op- 
erated amusement machines. The defi- 
nition of an owner is such that it will 
include not only the professional opera- 
tor but it would also cover a location 
owner who owned and operated just 
one machine in his place of business. 

The State fee on amusement machines 
is $5 for all such devices operated by a 
penny. The fee on machines operated 
by nickel or a larger coin is $10 per year. 

The definition of an amusement ma- 
chine is -such that it will be considered 
rather favorable by the trade, altho it 
does not settle the question of free 
plays, a question which becomes trouble- 
some under many State laws. The 
statute defines an amusement machine 
as a "device or table upon or by means 
of which games are played by the gen- 
eral public for amusement and enter- 
tainment but not for money or other 
things of value." 

This definition would be a fine one 
except for the inclusion of the phrase 
"other things of value." Several courts 
have shown a tendency to define free 
plays on pinball as a thing of value and 
hence the Delaware statute has that 
one problem in its text. It will probably 
call for a court test sooner or later. 

The trade hopes that eventually Legis- 
latures will avoid court complications by 
inserting, in the text of such license 
laws, a definite statement that free plays 
are not to be considered as a thing of 
value under the statute. 

Fee on Each Phono 
Apparently the new Delaware law does 

not place an occupational fee on the 
operator of phonographs and similar 
music machines. It does place an an- 
nual State fee of $10 per year on each 
music machine. 

No Florida Action 
The Florida Legislature apparently 

has not yet turned the white heat on 
coin machine legislation but it is un- 
derstood there are at least three coin 
machine bills now in the Florida hop- 
per. Two of these bills apparently are 
meant to carry out the unfavorable at- 
titude of the State administration. One 
bill has for its purpose that of increasing 
the preesnt State license fee on coin 
machines to a very high rate, A Senate 
committee approved this tax raise April 
24. 

The vending machine trade, of course, 
is much interested in the Florida Legis- 
lature because the proposal to increase

While 
no reports have circulated of probable 
legislation on coin machines yet It is 
always possible in this State that has 
had an unfavorable administration for 
many years. Even juke boxes have had 
a hard time under the unfavorable ad- 
ministration in Alabama, chiefly due to 
the strict regulations of the State Liquor 
Board. Alabama has a nice surplus in 
its treasury at the persent time but It 
has also plans to increase the State ap-

Orderly Progress Planned 
For Reconversion Program 

Coin machine trade will share in general steps - some 
considerations have been already granted-trade reports 
hint no completely new machines this year 

WASHINGTON, April 28.-A series of announcements by high officials of the 
War Production Board this week aroused new interest in the prospects for recon- 
version to civilian goods. Expectation of an official announcement of V -E Day 
increased public interest in reconversion. No specific announcements relating to 
the coin machine trade were made during the week, but the industry could take 
interest in the general progress toward 
reconversion. 

The prospect is that WPB officials are 
just as anxious as business men to get 
back to civilian production and they 
are making careful plans and promise 
to have everything in readiness for quick 
action when the end comes to the Eu- 
ropean phase of the war. 

If V -E Day is not announced too soon, 
WPB officials say there is a possibility 
for removing about one-third of the 
L and M control orders as soon as the 
European war ends. The real activity in 
WPB at this time is to have everything 
in readiness for V -E Day. Preparations 
have been under way for many months 
now for this very day. 

While no specific announcements can 
be made at the present time for the 
coin machine trade, a summary of recon- 
version plans may be outlined as follows 
for the industry in general: 

1. The coin machine industry should 
watch all the general plans because 
many of them may have specific meaning 

Editorial 

Newcomers 
By Walter W. Hurd 

AMONO the committees which 
the War Production Board has 

studying reconversion problems, is 
one that has the big question of 
newcomers in business. The new- 
comer promises to be a tough prob- 
lem in many lines of business after 
the war. The great shifts which the 
war has produced in population 
and industry these last few years 
is expected to create many changes 
in personnel for all industries. 

During the war, many trade as- 
sociations have discussed the sub- 
ject of the newcomer and the prob- 
lems he will create, in their trade 
meetings and in trade journals. 
The coin machine trade does not 
expect to have as much difficulty 
with this problem as other trades 
because the expansion of the coin 
machine industry is expected to 
provide room for many newcomers. 

But because other industries are 
discussing this subject, it will also 
be discussed in the coin machine 
trade and its various mediums. In 
general, the trade is prepared to 
welcome newcomers and to do its 
best to educate them in the policies 
and tradition of the industry. The 
only iron -clad limits imposed upon 
the coin machine industry is the 
total number of retail establish- 
ments in the country that can use 
coin machines. Since a big expan- 
sion in the number of retail estab- 
lishments is expected after the war, 
this expansion in stores will also 
increase opportunities for the coin 
machine trade as a whole. 

The retail trade itself may be one 
of the first lines of business to draw 
up rules governing newcomers. For 

many years this subject has been 
discussed in business circles. At 
one time the federal government 
reported that there is a retail estab- 
lishment of some kind for every 70 
persons living in the U. S. Some 
business leaders have said that this 
is entirely too high a ratio of stores 
per population and that some con- 
trols should be set up to prevent 
opening of too many new stores. 

The war years have produced a 
high mortality in retail establish- 
ments and there will consequently 
be new opportunities for many 
more after the war. This will mean 
many more locations for coin ma- 
chines. Business estimates say that 
there will be about a 25 per cent 
increase in the total number of re- 
tail stores in the II, S. after the war 
ends. 

The coin machine trade is vitally 
dependent upon retail establish- 
ments. Retail stores are also com- 
ing to depend upon coin machines 
of various kinds for additional rev- 
enue. This fact should be given 
more publicity to the business 
world in general. The coin ma- 
chine industry must ally itself with 
the progressive elements of retail 
trade and make known to the world 
that there is a real friendship. 

Since the retail trade has its seri- 
ous problems, the coin machine in- 
dustry must offer its services which 
includes many machines that not 
only will bring in cash but will also 
help to make stores more attractive 
to customers. Coin machines of all 
types should be recognized as a defi- 
nite part of the modern store and 
a real aid to modern merchandising.

The approval 
was held up when the Spot Plan was de- 
layed due to adverse conditions in Eu- 
rope. It may be assumed that when 
conditions permit, the approval for mak- 
ing these 50,000 drink dispensers will go 
ahead at once.

CHICAGO, April 28.-Coin machine 
manufacturers can look for reciprocal 
foreign trade to increase after V -Day, 
what with British factors planning now 
for extension of their facilities for their 
own domestic production and export 
trade. 

Possible entry of English -made coin 
machines on the American market is not 
to be side-stepped or dismissed lightly 
according to sources close to the trade in 
England. 

There is a definite program by the 
British Department of Overseas Trade to 
educate manufacturers how to present 
and start their sales distributorships in 
this country.

were urged to intensify their own re- 
search to develop new ranges of exports 
to tap all the available new areas of po- 
tential sales. 

It is known that several major Amer- 
ican coin machine manufacturers are 
considering the establishment of plants 
in Canada in order to overcome certain 
restricted qualifications that hampers 
entry of American -made machines into 
British - governed countries. However, 
Canada never has been a headache to 
American manufacturers. In fact, they 
have bent over backwards in order to co- 
operate with everyone concerned and 
trade officials have always worked out 
agreements that were beneficial to both 
countries. 

Canadian restrictions on industry do 
net take in as wide a scope as do Amer- 
ican and this no doubt may be one of 
the reasons why American manufacturers 
are also looking .north. 

If British manufacturers do enter the 
domestic coin machine field extensively, 
greater precision in the manufacture of 
machines in this country may be the 
outcome. In England and Germany be- 
fore the war, vending machines were used 
far more in abundance and for greater 
purposes than in this country. Most of 
the retail stores in those countries were 
restricted to certain hours of !business 
and this brought about a considerable 
amount of merchandise being bought 
thru venders because of the early closing 
hours that were enforced. And, as is gen- 
erally known, the equipment manufac- 
tured in those countries was of a more 

substantial nature and precision made. 
English -made turntables have been the 
most popular with wired -music operators 
in 'this country. No reflections on 
American manufacturers, for they have 
shown greater flexibility to overcome op- 
erating problems than our neighbors 
across the sea, but it is significant that 
if they do enter the American market 
with precision -made equipment greater 
care will be exercised by American manu- 
facturers in turning out their machines. 
And this is surely what every operator 
from a peanut machine to the largest 
amusement device wants. Better en- 
gineered and heavier gauged metals, more 
simple operation and precision -made ma- 
chines would give the operator a chance 
never enjoyed before.

Future Round the 
Corner for Coin 
Machines in France 

CHICAGO, April 28.-While the world 
awaits the allied announcement of the 
United Nations that the war is officially 
over in Europe, the coin machine indus- 
try is watching the prospects for future 
trade with France. The U. S. Treasury 
announced April 13 that its official ban 
on private trade with France was re- 
moved as of that date. It was the first 
action of its kind with respect to any 
liberated territory in Europe. 

The action of the Treasury also sets up financial machinery and procedure 
for private trade and other business transactions with French firms. 

But it will not start goods moving to France, however. Ports in France, and also in the U. S., are heavily loaded with high priority materials and it will re- quire many months before ships can 
clear all this stuff. The shipment of 
war :goods to Europe also prevents any 
goods from France coming to the U. S. for a long time yet. 

But the American coin machine trade can dream of future trade with France. It recalls that the French government 
was scheduled to legalize many types of amusement machines and games for operation in France in October of 1939. The favorable action of the French gov- ernment seemed so certain that some 
American firms had already started ship- ments in that direction. The French government planned to permit the use 
of French novelty merchandise as awards or prizes with amusement machines.

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Fein Help Stays 
On Night Shift 
Thru Bank Juke 

MILWAUKEE, April 28.-"Music bath 
charms to soothe" is quite a familiar quo- 
tation, but it is also a practical one that 
can be applied to the current "giripower" 
shortage problem with most surprising re- 
sults, as was discovered recently by a bank 
here, when it installed a juke box. 

W. M. Kalaher, manager of the huge 
bookkeeping department of the First Wis- 
consin National Bank faced with an in- 
creasing number of checking accounts 
and a decreasing number of employes, de- 
cided to put on a night shift. In order to 
make this overtime shift as attractive as 
possible for the girls, he installed a juke 
box.

So we got 
35 more records and kept it going from 
the time they arrived at 5:30 until they 
quit at 9 or 9:30 p. m." 

It was discovered that after only one 
month's experimentation with the juke 
box on the night shift that the girls were 
actually doing more work with the music 
than without it, and what was even more 
surprising, the accuracy'rating had also 
gone up. The morale of the entire group 
was improved about 100 per cent and be- 
cause working with music was so pleasant, 
there wasn't any difficulty in getting the 
girls to work the night shift. 

Kalaher said: "There is a natural fa- 
tigue that comes with long hours of work. 
Without the music it seemed to hit at 8 
p. in. or a little before. After we put in. the 
music there wasn't any noticeable fatigue. 
I had known that music had that effect in 
factories where the operation is purely 
mechanical, but I thought the operation 
of bookkeeping machines, where the em- 
ploye must be mentally alert all the time, 
might be hampered by music." 

Sweet Waltzes Liked Best 

It was quickly found that the choice of 
music was very important, A variety of 
records are used but the girls decided they 
liked "sweet" mimic rather than boogie 
or jive. The most popular of all, it was 
found, are the recordings of the Strauss 
waltzes. 

"The idea," the manager explained, "is 
to provide a musical background. Soft, 
sustained music is best, music without 
high or low spots. Music that has to be 
listened to intently is distracting from 
the job and wouldn't do. For that reason 
a radio wouldn't work, but a juke box 
where you can select the records is ideal." 

Just as soon as Kalaher can get the nec- 
essary loud speakers and set them up, the 
day shift will be posting ledgers, working 
assortographs or punching adding ma- 
chines to the strains of the juke box, he 
said. 

At night only a single juke box in a 
corner of the room is sufficient, but for 
the larger day shift, a number of speakers 
or amplifiers to carry the music over the 
whole room would be required. The idea 
is so popular that employes in ether de- 
partments have asked for music while 
they work. 

After the juke box was installed in the 
bank, officials here learned that some of 
the Chicago banks are making use of the 
stimulating effects of the "music while 
you work" theory in their bookkeeping 
departments. 

Archie LaBeau Looking for 
Quarters to Match P. -W. Plan 

ST. PAUL, April 28.-Looking ahead 
to a very busy post-war period, Archie 
LaBeau, of LaBeau Novelty Sales Com- 
pany, is hunting for new quarters in 
which to house his enlarged plans. The 
company, distributors of Rock -Ola for 
Minnesota, the Dakotas and parts of 
Iowa and Wisconsin, has been given 
added territory for the product and 
LaBeau believes the three-story building 
his firm now occupies at 1946 University 
Avenue, St. Paul, will not be large 
enough. LaBeau said he has lined up a 
number of men who will go to work 
for LaBeau the minute production starts 
again, but that he believes he will need 
even more men in the post-war era. 

Famous Last Words 
CHICAGO, April 28.-In Gracie 

Allen's article, appearing in pa- 
pers across the country daily, last 
Wednesday she gave vent to no 
doubt prejudiced thoughts of 
juke boxes in a light that a diplo- 
mat would consider on the 
brighter side? 

Quoting Gracie in entirety from 
her Los Angeles hide-out she says, 
"Well, I've just read about the 
most wonderful invention since 
the . telephone. It's a juke box 
into which you drop a coin and 
buy three minutes of silence in- 
stead of jumpin' jive. Now, if 
the scientists can just figure out 
how to do that with human be- 
ings! 

"My goodness, if you could drop 
coins in people and get silence, 
Dr. Goebbels would be so full of 
metal that they couldn't hoist 
him up to a microphone with a 
derrick. 

"Mr. Roosevelt would be over 
in Congress every day, dropping 
coins in Southern Democrats. And 
before elections candidates would 
go around clanking like wartime 
autos. 

"And wouldn't it be nice, when 
you're having a dinner party and 
your lesser half begins telling 
that old one about the time he 
almost made a hole -in -one, if you 
could whisper to the maid:

The Management Plans Post -War Expansion Program 
CHICAGO, April 28.-The culmination 

of 16 years of operating, manufacturing 
and distributing automatic phonographs 
for Elmer E. Rullman Sr. came about 
this week with sale of the Automatic 
Instrument Company, of Chicago and 
Grand Rapids, Mich. 

Control of Automatic Instrument 
Company has been acquired by a group 
headed by John W. Haddock with re- 
sulting changes in the board of direc- 
tors and officers. Haddock has been 
elected president, succeeding Rullman, 
and Henry R. Boston, an associate, has 
been elected vice-president and secre- 
tary. The other officers remain un- 
changed, including H. E. Atchison, vice- 
president in charge of the Grand Rapids 
plant; T. C. Fredrich, treasurer, and 
Miss M. B. Cavanagh, assistant secretary 
and assistant treasurer. 

In addition to Haddock and Boston, 
the board of directors now include H. J. 
Dowd, of New York, formerly president 
of the Certain -Teed Products Corpora- 
tion; Eugene R. 'Ferny, of the Telecofn 
Corporation of New York, and Stephen 
J. Allie, an attorney of Chicago. 

For the past two years Haddock has 
been president of the Farrel -Birmingham 
Company, Inc., heavy machinery manu- 
facturers, with plants in Connecticut 
and Buffalo. Previously Haddock was 
vice-president of the Sullivan Machinery 
Company, internationally known manu- 
facturers of mining and other machin- 
ery. Boston also comes from the Farrel - 
Birmingham Company, Inc., where he 
was comptroller, and is an industrial en- 
gineer of wide experience. 

1,400 Stockholders 
According to Rullman, there are 1,400 

stockholders in the company and all 
employees will be retained with no 
changes. Rullman says Automatic In- 
strument Company is the only company 
that has never stopped manufacturing 
phonographs all thru the war. They 
work on a priority, he says, which per- 
mits delivering their machines to the 
army and navy and, of course, have been 
able to supply parts to their civilian dis- 
tributors. The company ships its ma- 
chines to all parts of the world, crating 
and packing them so that, if necessary, 
they can be floated into the G.I.'s on 
isolated islands where the water isn't 
deep enough for the large ships to dock. 

Of great significance of the company's 
financial condition is the fact that two 
years ago the company stock was selling 

South Dakota, Montana, Idaho, Iowa and 
Wisconsin. This program has brought 
great results, according to Leary. 

Measured Music Becoming 
Major Factor in Industry 

CHICAGO, April 28.-With the incep- 
tion of wired music into coin machine 
circles the forerunner of a far more 
powerful business now beginning to take 
shape thruout the country will be giving 
the automatic phonograph business a 
run for first place. 

Measured music as it is becoming 
known to the industry is taking hold 
wherever it is set into operation from 
Coast to Coast. ' 

Pioneering to a certain extent with 
operating knowledge lip the field has 
been going on now for several years, and 
with the success enjoyed by one the 
larger music concerns now in the busi- 
ness, operators are becoming aware of 
the unlimited possibilities that await 
entrance into the measured music field. 

V -Day will surely bring this business 
out in front when new installations are 
scheduled. Hotels, restaurants, clubs, 
manufacturing plants and other loca- 
tions can j,e served. Locations that never 
could support the conventional music 
machine will be able to enjoy the music 

for millions. 
Operation of measured music consists 

of the regular type automatic phono- 
graph mechanism using two mechanisms 
hooked up in synchronization so as soon 
as one recording shuts off the second 
unit is in instantaneous operation with 
continued music being piped into all lo- 
cations without any interruption over 
regular telephone wires from a central 
location. Each location is handled with 
remote -control boxes with 5 -cent chutes 
and six minutes of non -selective music 
upon insertion of a coin. 

From an operator's standpoint the 
elimination of personnel in the central 
location and low installation costs make 
this type of operation practical. 

It is predicted that large hotels, hos- 
pitals, manufacturing plants, clubs, 
dance halls, restaurants and many other 
types of locations will be users of this 
type of music. 

Most of the installations of this type 
are to be seen on the West Coast at 
present. 

at 30 cents a share and today it is worth

been with the company since it started 
in 1929. 

Largest Phono Operators 
Ruliman claims at one time the Auto- 

matic Instrument Company was the 
largest operators of phonographs in the 
world, operating in over 500 cities and 
30 States with over 10,000 machines on 
location. This, however, is no longer a 
part of the company's business, having 
sold out routes to their operators or 
disposing of routes by calling in all the 
machines and selling them on the mar- 
ket to other operators. Discontinuance 
of the operating department of the com- 
pany was brought about by the company 
not being able to keep proper super. 
vision over their routes and the increase 
of competitive conditions. 

P. W. Expansion 
The new management plans an aggres. 

sive post-war expansion program to im- 
prove the company's position in the au- 
tomatic phonograph field and to broaden 
its lines, according to Rullman. 

The company plans to place an auto- 
matic phonograph on the market that 
has been under company research and 
engineers' watchful eye for some time 
now, and it will be a greatly improved 
mechanism over previous models made 
by the company. 

All patents have been bought by the 
new management and Rullman will act 
only in an advisory capacity when 
needed. 

Rullman plans to turn his activities 
to a new organization known as the 
Industrial Management Association 
which will deal in the sale of war sur- 
plus materials. 

Operator Deserts 
Egg Business 

For Juke Boxes 
SAN FRANCISCO, April 28.-A. (Tom- 

my) Thompson deserted the wholesale 
egg business to become a music machine 
operator. Because he is doing a good 
job and his own work, he is sold on the 
field. Altho he's been in business only 
a year, he is already making plans for 
the expansion of his activities following 
the war. 

Thompson admits that he is having 
difficulty getting parts and equipment 
but this has done nothing to dampen 
his enthusiasm for the coin machine 
field. 11e services his own machines and 
makes collections. He has a helper who 
does nothing but amplifier work. This 
is one phase of the business Thompson 
hasn't mastered-yet. 

Operating nearly 40 machines of which 
nearly half are Seeburgs and half Wur- 
litzers and two, which figure in some 
place, Rockolas. Thompson was influ- 
enced to give up his wholesale egg busi- 
ness by his son, Harry. Young Thomp- 
son is with Bergstrom Music in the 
Hawaiian Islands. He was operating a 
small route in Sacramento, Calif., and 
talked his father into entering the field, 
And "Pop's" doing all right. 

But, he says, the wholesale egg busi- 
ness isn't bad, either. Of course, he's 
glad he made the switch,

RED CALLENDER TRIO (Exclu- 
sive) 
I Wonder -FT; V. 
Skyline -FT. 
Home Come? -FT; V. 
Everything About You Appeals To Me - 

FT; V. 

The combination of Red Callender on 
bass, Duke Brooks at the piano and Lou 
Gonzales's guitar, provides plenty of mu- 
sical force both on their own and when 
sparking the setting for the singer. The 
trio pick their way pleasingly enough for 
Skyline, an original riff opus. But it 
makes for more pleasantries on the plat- 
ter when the tempo is slowed down and 
Dan Grissom steps up to sing I Wonder. 
For the second pairing, it's the singing 
of Leon Rene, who displays song selling 
capabilities rather than vocal qualities 
for both of his compositions. How Come? 
is a fetching jive ditty of jump propor- 
tions which serves all concerned to best 
advantage. Everything About You Ap- 
peals to Me makes for a nice enough 
rhythm ballad. But for both of the sides, 
it's the playing of the Callender three- 
some that makes the spinning toothsome. 

Phono spots, particularly at the race loca- 
tions, should show plenty likings for "I Won- 
der" and "How Come." 

MARY LOU WILLIAMS (Asch) 
Song In My Soul -FT. 
This and That -FT. 

It's 12 -inches to the spinning of these 
sides, with greater interest stimulated in 
the solo capabilities of the players for 
Mary Lou Williams's Song In My Soul. 
It's a mood ballad melody and excellent 
for Coleman Hawkins's moody tenor sax 
improvisation, interspersed with Just a 
dash of Mary Lou's pianology. This and 
That is the mill run jam sessioning for 
a whole tone riff strain, with the hot 
horns rather than the Steinway getting 
off at a speed tempo. 

Sides are solely for the hot jazz enthusiasts. 

JOHNNY LONG - DICK ROBERT- 
SON (Decca) 
My Dreams Are Getting Better All the 

Time-FT; VC. 
Candy -FT; VC. 

The Johnny Long band makes a highly 
favorable impression with a tuneful and 
rhythmic arrangement of My Dreams Are 
Getting Better All the Time. And with 
lyrical expressions by Dick Robertson and 
Frances Lane, side packs strong commer- 
cial appeal. Band is just as bright for 
Candy, but Robertson's expressionless 
singing negates much of the aide's lis- 
tening appeal. 

"My Dreams Are Getting Better All the 
Time" is tailor-made for the music boxes. 

GEORGIA GIBBS (Victor) 
The More I See You -FT; V. 
In Acapulco -FT; V. 

Making her singing bow on the Victor 
label, it's not a happy choice of selec- 
tions to bring on Georgia Gibbs. Mack 
Gordon's and Harry Warren's The More 
I See You is indeed a highly attractive 
ballad, and Miss Gibbs pours her soul 
into the song. However, her rhythmic 
vocal qualities call for something more 
individual than In Acapulco, a Mexicali 
production piece in which she loses all 
of her vocal persuasion. Studio band 
provides her no brilliant support, but is 
adequate enough. Both tunes stem from 
the movie Billy Rose's Diamond Horse- 
shoe. 

Georgia Gibbs may get 'em with "The More 
I See You," destined to hit the parade circle 
of songs. 

SAVANNAH CHURCHILL (Manor) 
Daddy -Daddy -FT; V. 
All Alone -FT; V. 

When it comes to singing the racey 
race blues, Savannah Churchill packs 
more on the ball than what spins out on 
Daddy -Daddy, a somebody's gotta go 
blues. Gal sings it husky rather than 
seductive, and there is only a small 
measure of musical meat in the accom- 
panying hot horns. For Irving Berlin's 
All Alone, there is more attraction for 
the ear in Don Byas's tenor saxing rather 
than in Miss Savannah's singing. 

Race locations will feel kindly disposed to 
the lyrical content of "Daddy -Daddy." 

DICK HAYMES (Decca) 
The More I See You -FT; V. 
I Wish I Knew -FT; V. 

While there is no contrasting element 
to the couplet, the singing of Dick 
Haymes, set off by the music of Victor 
Young, leaves nothing to be desired for 
those romantically inclined in their song 
selection. Both are hit -potential ballads, 
rich in melodic and lyrical appeal, from 
the movie Billy Rose's Diamond Horse- 
shoe. 

Both of these sides should spin as strong 
in the phono as the popularity heights at- 
tained by the Bong ballads themselves. 

LOUIS PRIMA (Majestic) 
Bell Bottom Trousers -FT; VC. 
Caldonia-FT; VC. 

The record label will undoubtedly sell 
a million copies of this number. But 
such sales stimulation augurs little good 
for the record industry. Louis Prima, 
joined vocally by Lily Ann Carol and the 
ensemble, give a right swingy interpreta- 
tion of Bell Bottom Trousers. But it's 
just as salty -having added a set or two 
of verses that puts the band and the 
label right down to red light levels. 
While nobody can object to a dash of 
spice, the entendre dished out on this 
disk isn't even double. More befitting 
his talents is Prima's sing shoutings and 
torrid trumpeting for the bluesy Caldonta 
serenade, offered up in sock fashion at a 
moderately paced tempo de jump. 

Music ops will undoubtedly coin a mint 
with this version of "Bell Bottom Trousers." 
But experience has shown that the juke box 
industry always has to pay out double for 
such profits. Far healthier pickings, and 
certainly much sounder music selling, is found 
in "Caldonia." 

PHIL HARRIS (Ara) 
That's What I Like Abouth the South - 

FT; VC. 
Brazen Little Raisin -FT; VC. 

Singing in an intimate style with no 
mistaking the identity, it's strictly Phil 
Harris for both of these song novelties. 
Taking them at a breezy pace, with the 
band beats keeping up a similar setting, 
Harris is best when singing of candy 
yams and butterbeans in That's What 
I Like Abottt the South. And the min- 
strel man is just as effective as he tells 
the fanciful story of the Brazen Little 
Raisin, of the grape which shriveled up 
and became a raisin. 

This platter serves best for parlor listening. 

FOUR KING SISTERS - FREDDY 
MARTIN (Victor) 
Yah-Ta-Ta-FT; V. 
Take Me In Your Arms -FT; V. 

While the novelty element is gone in 
the practice of coupling artists for the 
same platter, it still makes for effective 
merchandising. And the combination of 
the Four King Sisters with Freddy Mar- 
tin's band makes for a matching "double 
feature" that should find plenty of re- 
sponse at the retail counters. The soft 
and smooth harmonies of the band blend

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Turkish Tobacco 
Production To Be 

Tried in 3 States 
CHICAGO, April 28. -First large scale 

experimental production of Turkish to- 
bacco will be planted this season in the 
Carolinas and Virginia. The initial plant- 
ing will not be large compared with 
American tobacco production. 

Seeds are being furnished by the par- 
ticipating States Agricultural Experiment 
Stations which have been experiment- 
ing with Turkish tobacco over a period 
of years under the sponsorship and 
guidance of the chemistry department of 
Duke University at Durham, N. C. 

Sample cigarettes blended with Ameri- 
can -grown Turkish tobacco have been 
tested by discriminating smokers, who 
declare that they detect little, if any, 
difference between these and other cig- 
arettes made with imported Turkish to- 
bacco to the same exact formula. 

The principal characteristics of Turk- 
ish leaf that make it popular for use in 
American cigarettes and smoking tobac- 
cos are its pronounced aroma and high 
combustion. It is mixed with American 
types of tobacco in order to provide the 
blends the U. S. consumer has come to 
expect in every prominent brand of cig- 
arette and in some smoking tobaccos.

North Carolina ABC 
Stores To Close 36 
Hours On V -E Day 

RALEIGH, N. C., April 28. -The gov- 
ernor this week proclaimed that all ABO 
stores and beer and wine dispensaries in 
North Carolina be closed for 36 hours 
after the cessation of hostilities in Eu- 
rope. 

This was the 12th proclamation in 
North Carolina under the emergency war 
powers and the first handed down by 
Governor Cherry, who drew it up at the 
request of the War Department. 
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Golden Rule of --- Cleanliness! 
By George F. Eby, Pan Confection Factory, Chicago 

CHICAGO, April 28. -The vending machine is the plate from which 
you are asking the public to eat. Be sure to always serve from clean 
plates and the public will respond. Now, more than ever before, clean- 
liness should be the No. 1 rule -cleanliness and quality go hand in 
hand. 

Your first rule should be cleanliness. This first rule or command- 
ment -call it what you wish, has several sub -headings as follows: 

(a) Your machines must be kept spotlessly clean. 
(b) The quality candy and nuts which you put into your machines 

must be kept and handled in the cleanest manner possible. 
(c) Keep yourself -your person -clean. Clean hands, clean face, 

clean clothing, preferably a uniform that is washable. 
The sale of food should never be made by people who are dirty. 

People who are careless should not be allowed in the food business. In 
this instance you must be your "brother's keeper." Your competitor's 
dirty machines reflect upon you just as much as tho they were your 
own machines. 

Cleanliness must be a campaign waged by all venders at all times. 
You cannot afford to allow anyone in your business to become shiftless 
and dirty. When your fellow Vender refuses to do anything about 
cleaning up his machines, notify the city health or food inspector -take 
him out, show him what is going on and enlist his help in your cam- 
paign to serve clean, wholesome candy and nuts to the public. 

Only by these methods will you gain the public's confidence -your 
future depends upon cleanliness -let everyone, everywhere, work to- 
wards this end. 

Clean machines attract trade and builds good will. 

Peanut Crop in N. C. 
Increases But U. S. 
Supply Not So Good 

RALEIGH, N. C., April 28.-Altho the 
peanut showing for North Carolina com- 
pared favorably with that of last year's, 
the national showing slipped, and pea- 
nuts as a result thruout 1945 will not 
be as plentiful. 

Approximately 162,552,000 pounds of 
farmers' stock peanuts were cleaned or 
shelled during March in the nation - 
10 per cent below the quantity cleaned 
and shelled in February, but this was 
still 20 per cent above the figure for 
March of last year. 

Over 476,519,000 pounds of peanuts 
from the North Carolina -Virginia pro- 
ducing area had come "into sight" by' 
March 31. This is appreciably higher 
than the 434,700,000 pounds for March 
31, 1944. 

A total of 1,693,658,000 pounds of 
farmers' stock peanuts from the 1944 
peanut crop has shown up in national 
commercial channels, and this is about 
5 per cent below the total of the previous 
year for the United States as a whole, 

Foil Cigarette 
Wrappings Have 

Doubtful Future 
CHICAGO, April 28. -Old Gold cig- 

arettes now appearing all dressed up 
with a new aluminum foil inner wrap- 
ping reminiscent of pre-war days will no 
doubt have a short life. 

The WPB has renewed restrictions on 
foil and Old Gold will no doubt return 
to its former wrappings when the pres- 
ent supply of foil is depleted. 

It is possible that tobacco manufac- 
turers may not return to foil, for lami- 
nated paper has been found satisfactory. 

It was found that packages wrapped 
with cellophane lost but 9 per cent of 
original moisture content after exposure 
for 90 hours, and that standard .pack- 
ages with neither foil nor cellophane lost 
67 per cent of original moisture. Pack- 
ages with both foil and cellophane intact 
lost 6 per cent moisture. 

Nat'l Confectioners' Ohio Cig Retailers 
Ass'n Hold Meeting Retire as Tax Boys 
To Promote Candy Grow Hot on Trails 

CLEVELAND, April 28. - With the 
threatened call of the Ohio State Tax 
Commission investigators coming soon, 
many retailers thruout the State are 
making up their minds nbt to sell cig- 
arettes. Dealers who have not as yet 
secured their 1945 licenses are being 
warned to do so before the investigators 
get hot, if they intend to continue their 
sales. Licenses cost $25 for the year and 
many dealers are finding this levy too 
high to compensate them for the trouble 
in getting cigarettes during the short- 
age and the abuse they must take from 
customers when they have none to sell. 

Thus, as a result, many hundred Ohio 
dealers are not going to renew. Operators 
of cigarette vending machines thruout 
the State, too, have tipped their hand 
and many who have been holding back 
on their license purchases until the last 
possible time and they are also pre- 
paring to withdraw many of their ma - 
climes from locations. The deadline for 
license purchase was April 1 and already 
smokers are beginning to feel not only 
the lack of cigarettes but the lack of 
places to go where they'll be told "no 
cigarettes today." 

Citri-Acid Allocation Cut 
CHICAGO, April 28. -The second quar- 

ter allocation of citric acid for the soft 
drink industry has been reduced to 30 
per cent. The allocation was almost cut 
to zero because the armed services have 
an expanding need for the material. 

Coast Peanut 
Shortage Looms 

LOS ANGELES, April 28. -Bulk mer- 
chandise venders are facing one of the 
most critical periods of this war. Sup- 
plies are dwindling and the government 
has requisitioned 50 per cent of the pea- 
nut crop. After grading is completed 
approximately 40 per cent is all that is 
left for civilian consumption. Prac- 
tically all of the No. 2 peanuts on the 
market are being processed for govern- 
ment oil needs. 

The entire Virginia crop has been 
taken over by the government and it is 
predicted there will be no more of this 
type of peanut on the market in 30 
days.. 

The Tlexas Spanish peanut crop met 
with considerable damage at harvest 
time. Rain spoiled several tons while 
still in the shell. It is estimated that 
coin machine operators will receive 40 
per cent of what they got last year. 

No jumbo's have been seen on the 
local market for some time. 

Local jobbers predict one of the most 
critical shortages of peanuts this year. 

Cig Dealer Gets 
Fined by OPA 

BALTIMORE, April 28.-A cigarette 
dealer made a customer refund and a 
payment to the treasury for overcharges 
on three packs of cigarettes, the OPA 
announced today. 

The settlement, recommended by the 
Baltimore War Price Board, involved Ray 
Schilkroad, 955 North Gat Street, who 
sold three packs of cigarettes for 75 
cents. The ceiling price is 49 cents. A 
refund of 28 cents was made to the cus- 
tomer and the dealer paid $24.72 to the 
United States Treasury.

The new product re- 
tails at five for a nickel. 

With the rapid growth of the vitamin 
business, here is an idea for operators 
who want to find new products for their 
machines. 

Beverage Volume To Fall 
Sugar rationing is going to hit soft 

drink production very severely during 
1945, according to J. W. Milner, president 
of the American Bottlers of Carbonated 
Beverages. Milner predicts that home 
consumption of soft drinks will drop to 
about 60 per cent of normal if industrial 
sugar rations remain at their present 
levels. 

"The supply of bottled beverages avail- 
able for home use during the next year 
will fall to about 5,600,000,000 bottles, as 
compared with 8,800,000,000 bottles dur- 
ing 1941, and will be nearly 800,000,000 
bottles less than in 1944," Milner said. 

"More than 45 per cent of the indus- 
try's production was consumed in homes 
before the war, but the demand was 
growing rapidly up to the time when re- 
strictions on the use of sugar and other 
ingredients and supplies were inaugu- 
rated. It is estimated that the 1945 sup- 
ply for home use will be only about one- 
third of the actual demand."

propriation by about $4,000,000, which 
may call for additional taxes. 

State Review 

A State by State review of legislative 
reports received here this week includes 
the following: 

ALABAMA- The Legislature is 
scheduled to be in session May 1. 

CALIFORNIA-A very unfavor- 
able vending machine tax proposal, 
which was introduced in January, has 
been revived and given some action by 
the House. 

FLORIDA-Apparently there are 
three coin machine bills in the legisla- 
tive hopper and all three of them appear 
to be unfavorable. Real action on coin 
machine legislation seems not to have 
started yet. 

ILLINOIS- A public hearing on 
the bill to regulate copyrighted music 
has been set for May 9. 

MAINF.-The Legislature adjourned 
April 22. Apparently no coin machine 
legislation was passed except the per- 
sonal tax bill. 

MINNESOTA- T h e Legislature 
adjourned April 20. No coin machine 
legislation was passed. 

OKLAHOMA-The Legislature 
adjourned April 21. Apparently no coin 
machine legislation was passed. 

RHODE ISLAND- The Legisla- 
ture adjourned April 21. Apparently no 
coin machine legislation was passed. 

TEXAS- House bill defining slot 
machine gambling has finally passed. A 
bill has been introduced which would 
reduce the State fine on operating slot 
machines. No report has been received 
on the State hearing on the proposal to 
increase the State tax on amusement 
machines. A special trade report says 
that operators do not expect any very 
unfavorable legislation to finally pass 
in the Legislature. 

WISCONSIN -The State anti -slot 
machine bill, after being in committee 
since March 9, was finally brought out 
of committee to the Senate floor by a 
vote of 3 to 2. No report has been re- 
ceived on the Senate action this week 
but it was anticipated that a vote would 
be taken on the bill. 

CALIFORNIA-.Late report. 
Committee on public morals amended 
AB -992, a proposal to place a high tax 
on vending and other machines, by re- 
moving juke boxes and movie machines 
from the bill. Music operators were suc- 
cessful in getting this concession and 
will aid the fight against the bill as a 
whole, 

armed forces, according to the American 
Tobacco Company. The same firm an- 
nounces, however, that effective last 
month, 11 per cent more Lucky Strikes 
would be available for civilians. Dealers 
were allotted 50 per cent of their March, 
1944, orders last month; in February they 
were given 45 per cent of their March, 
1944, purchases. 

Good news is American's announce- 
ment that it hopes for further increases 
in coming months. 

P. Lorillard Company produced 14 per 
cent more Old Golds in January and Feb- 
ruary of this month than in the same 
period last year, it was announced at a 
recent stockholders' meeting. 

Part of the increase went to the armed 
forces overseas, and part for domestic 
consumption. Tax-free cigarettes for 
troops overseas amounted to 34 per cent 
of production in the first two months 
of this year, compared with 32 per cent 
at the end of 1944 and only 14 per cent 
in January, 1944. In addition, about 8 
or 9 per cent of production goes to the 
armed forces stationed in the United 
States.

otherwise known as PR -25. This plan 
was held up last December due to war 
reverses, but it is now assumed that 
at least a majority of coin machine 
firms have filed some kind of applica- 
tions under this Spot Plan. A recent 
report on spot approvals showed that 
a Chicago firm making coin box mechan- 
isms has been given approval for a cer- 
tain type under the Spot Plan. 

9. WPB is working for orderly progress 
toward reconversion and will continue to 
work in that direction. Accordingly, the 
coin machine industry, along with many 
other industries, may expect approval for 
parts and repairs to come in orderly 
procession. Thus, the industry may ex- 

' pect parts for repairs before new ma- 
chines really appear. CMP9A covering 
parts for general repairmen was amended 
April 17, which indicates the orderly 
progress that WPB is giving to various 
industries. 

10. Labor and materials still continue 
to be the critical part of the whole re- 
conversion picture. Hence, labor and ma- 
terials will be the deciding factor in the 
making of new coin machines. In Chi- 
cago it is reported that manufacturers 
feel there will be no actual new coin 
machines in 1945. 

11. When V -E Day comes manufac- 
turers will move quickly to get some 
merchandise on the market. For example, 
a big manufacturer this week was re- 
ported to be planning to apply for a 
permit to make cabinets for good mech- 
anisms that he has from pre-war ma- 
chines. Some manufacturers and re- 
furnishing plants have already placed 
good quality merchandise on the mar- 
ket by putting new cabinets on pre-war 
mechanisms. This means the business 
can go right ahead, awaiting the day 
when materials are available for really 
new machines. 

12. The small coin machine manufac- 
turers are not being overlooked. A small 
firm in Chicago has approval already 
for making 500 penny vending machines 
as soon as labor and materials are avail- 
able. The official approval on these 500 
machines was given some time ago. 

In this eummary it will be seen that 
many steps are being taken to prepare 
the coin machine industry for going 
ahead when everything is right. This 
summary is not official, but it is based 
on the best general information avail- 
able at the present time on actions taken 
by government agencies and also on re- 
ports coming from the coin machine in- 
dustry itself. 

Trade leaders caution that the indus- 
try should not expect new machines at 
once but should expect an orderly prog- 
ress toward final production. 

Ice Cream Variety

Auto Industry Gets 
50 Million Dollar 
Retooling Approval 
'CHICAGO, April 28.-A reconversion 

program to meet the needs of civilian 
industries bottlenecked by the lack of 
machine tools and related capital equip- 
ment, drawn up last week by the WPB, 
provides for $50,000,000 worth of tools 
and equipment necessary for the auto- 
motive industry's change -over to civil- 
ian production. Automotive tools are 
said to be the first major items on the 
program, which has been approved by 
WPB's production executive committee, 
the WMC and the armed forces. Most 
tools in the plan will require from three 
to seven months for fabrication. 

Information regarding the coin ma- 
chine industry'sneeds for tools and 
equipment are inadequate at present, but 
it is felt that equal and ethical handling 
of the industry's requests will be done. 

Lend-Lease Cigarettes 
Our lend-lease exports of Cigarettes in 

1944 required only about 11/4 per cent of 
our production during that period. All 
of them went to Allied soldiers on war 
fronts. No cigarettes have been supplied 
under lend-lease for civilians. For every 
cigarette which we lend -leased in 1944, 
we sent 26 to our armed forces abroad 
and the people in this country smoked 55.

CHICAGO, April 28. -According to a 
recent survey made by Dun & Bradstreet, 
37 per cent of the nation's manufacturers 
and 44 per cent of the wholesalers plan 
to make or distribute new products or 
new lines when the war is over. 

More than one-fourth of the manufac- 
turers plan to sell to new classes of cus- 
tomers, approximately one-half will ex- 
pand sales areas, more than one -fifth 
will use new distribution channels, and 
more than one -eighth contemplate other 
important operational ch naos. 

Almost one-half of the wholesalers 
plan expansion of sales territories, one- 
third will sell new classes of customers, 
over one-fourth Will utilize new distribu- 
tion methods and one -sixth contemplate 
fundamental improvements in their op- 
erations. 

Coin machine manufacturers are 
among those that are broadening the 
scope of their activities. Especially those 
engaged in the manufacture of gaming 
devices and amusement machines be- 
cause of trade cycles that come about in 
relation to their operation causing fluc- 
tuation in the demand for their prod- 
ucts. 

New Sewing Machine

facturing Company, well known to game 
operators, whose parent company the 
Lion Manufacturing Company will manu- 
facture a distinctly different type of 
electric sewing machine offering the 
housewifes new opportunities for adding 
novel styling effects to their handiwork.

Patent Totals Drop for 1944; 
Hope Held as War Nears End 

CHICAGO, April 28. -With most of the 
nation's top-notch inventors and en- 
gineers in the armed forces, the number 
of patents issued by the United States 
Patent Office has hit the lowest total 
since 1906. 

It is expected, however, that with 
the arrival of V -E Day and commence- 
ment of reconversion and a return to 
peacetime economy, the increase in the 
rate of filing new patents and the is- 
suance of patents by the government 
will rise considerably. 

As a result of the patent application 
drop during the last fiscal year, the U. S. 
Patent Office rolled up its greatest defi- 
cit in history. Except for a small deficit 
in 1936, the patent office always had 
operated at a profit prior to 1940. Last 
year the deficit amounted to $1,112,316, 
when expenses total 64,358,850 and reve- 
nues came to only $3,746,534. 

Coinmen Contributed 
Members of the coin machine industry 

have contributed greatly to the ranks 
of engineers and skilled technicians in 
our armed forces, and many of these 
men are soon to return to the labora- 
tories and assembly production lines of 
coin machine firms now preparing for 
post-war manufacturing. It is known 
thruout the industry that these returned 
veterans who have accumulated added 
skill will in no small manner hasten 
the return of coin machine manufactur- 
ing to normal production distribution 
and operation. 

Patent No. 2374007 f,r a coin 
separator, issued to Benjamin W.

During the past year the advance of 
the Allied armies in Europe and the re- 
linquishment of Jap-held islands thru 
armed force by the American and British 
armies and navies have hypoed the num- 
ber of patents presented to the U. S. of- 
fice over the previous year. In 1944 the 
actual number of patents Jell to 32,192, 
and this compares with a peacetime peak 
in 1940 of 47,924. In acclitlon, 5,719 
trade -marks were awarded.

and horrors of war had all they could 
do to exist from day to day without 
thinking about presenting patent appli- 
cations. It is believed that many of these 
pre-war foreign inventors and engineers 
either offered their services to the Axis 
or were forced into trades utilizing their 
skills. Many of Britain's skilled techni- 
cians worked hand in hand with Ameri- 
can technicians in devising a means to 
combat German ingenuity which has 
brought terror into the hearts of so 
many. 

The end of the 1944 fiscal year found 
46.208 patent applications awaiting ac- 
tion, compared with 39,052 at the end 
of the preceding year. All told, more 
than 99,000 applications for patents in 
the mechanical, electrical and chemical 
fields were pending as the fiscal year 
ended. 

Naturally, the Patent Office was intent 
on scrutinizing patents which might aid 
the war effort and they thus spent the 
time of much of their personnel In re- 
viewing more than 9,600 patents which 
were presented during the year, and. 
which had some chance of aiding the war 
effort if adopted and put into practice. 

Have G.I. Significance 
Of these, 3,516 were placed under 

secrecy orders because of military sig- 
nificance. More than 1,200 patents were 
applied for by persons in the employ of 
the United States Government, many of 
them in the armed services. Such ap- 
plicatións are processed without fees 
under an Act of 1883. The office awarded 
409 patents on this basis last year. 

As usual, nearly 70 per cent of the 
patents granted in 1944 were employed. 
While a few inventors, such as General 
Electric's Dr. Gaetano F. D'Alelio with 
43 patents, and Dr. Melvin De Groote, 
of University City, Mo., with 53 patents, 
received large numbers of patents either 
individually or in collaboration with 
others. Most of the patents were dis- 
tributed widely among thousands of re- 
search chemists, physicists and en- 
gineers.
