which strikes 1t, By doubling the
number of electrons which strike the
target or targets, the signal 15 greatly
strengthened. When all the electrons
reach the signal plate in the back of
the tube, the light value of the picture
is doubled by each dynode it has struck.

Detail Loss and Flare

Plctures demonstrated to the press
Thursday scanned by very faint light
had a tendency to lose detall and flare
around the edges. However, the im-
portant fact was that they could be seen
at all. Ordinary iconoscopes.and orthi-
cons would show no pleture under simil-
lar clrcumstances. Dr. E. W. Engstrom,
RCA lab's research director, explained
that ordinary lght, under which this
tube is expected to work most fre-
quently, would practically eliminate the
flare and that there would be much
greater detall than in the demonstra-
tion,

Dr. Engstrom also polnted out In
response to a query that the amplifica-
tion of electrons can be controlled so
that bright sunlight would not mean
too much light and 8 consequent over-
brightness on the receiving tube.

RCA expects to be able to make de-
liveries of the new tube, bullt Into a
compact, lightwelght camera, within six
months.

Most interesting part of the demon-
stration, but the one which RCA en-
gineers expect to have the least prac-
tical value, is the fact that it can pick
up a pleture under light not visible to
the human eye. Infra-red rays Wwere
projected on the stage in the NBC studio
where the demonstration was helid.

Feltis - Johnson Pitch Clears
Chi Indie Air on BMB; Plenty

Contract Signing Seen, If —

Only the 10 Per Cent No Index Rule Rankles

CHICAGO, Oct, 27.— Three principal
objections of the Chlcago independent
stations to the orignal plan of operation
of the Broadcast Measurement Bureau
(BMB) were dlscussed here this week by
Hugh Feltis, BME president; representa-
tives of seven local Independent sta-
tlons, and Les Johnson, WHEF, Rock Is-
land, IIl., district NAB director. After
the meeting, it seemed very possible that
if BMB irons out one of the polnts—the
present plan to issue reports only on
statlons that can show listeners in 10
per cent of an area’s radlo homes—the
Chi indies will sign,

Chl stations were originally some of
the most gutspoken of those objecting to
EMB's plan to report station coverage on
map showing primary, secondary and
tertiary areas. They also objected to the
plan to have results expressed as sfation
circulation and the plan to report on
only stations that got 10 per cent o
an area's radio homes,

When Feltls explained to them at the
meeting here this week that the term
“ecirculation” had been abolshed In favor
of “audience index,"” they were happy
on one score. They also stopped beefing
on another point when Feltis explained
that instend of Issuing maps showing
primary, secondary and tertiary areas
in three colors, maps giving station au-
dience index written for each county
(or other area unit such as city or 1,000
squnare miles as a part of a county would

be issued.)
9% Plenty

About one other point, however, that
involving their objection to the 10 per

cent type of reporting, they were still
outspoken at the meeting. Their polnt
is that in a metropolitan area such as
New York or Chicago, 9 per cent of the
total radio homes is a hell of a blg fol-
lowing, and that if a statlon gets that,
they have plenty to sell. One indle
leader sald that just because a station in
metropolitan area couldn't show a 10
per cent following of 700,000 listeners
or more, It wasn't falr to exclude that
station from the BMB reports. Especially
wns this true since a small station in a
town of 50,000 that showed 11 per cent
following In its area, but a much smaller
audience than the below 10 per cent
urban outlet, would be Included.

With this thinking In mind represen-
tatives of WIND, WJIJD, WAAF, WAIT.
WHFC, WGES and WSBC, who met with
Feltls and Johnson, proposed that re-
ports be Included iIn the BMEB plan to
show audlences of stations down to 1
per cent of an area unit, Their proposal
will be forwarded by Feltls to a sub-
commifttee and then to the BEMB's tech-
nical committee for consideration. Feltis
stated that he was in favor of the 1 per
cent plan, but that the detalls of tabu-
latlon had to be worked out before it
could become an Integral part of the
BMB plan of reporting,

WASHINGTON, Oct. 29.—Incldenta! to
stop-gap In activities at FM stations of
CBS circult in aftermath of James O,
Petrillo's ultimatum against non-dupli-
cation of llve music shows on AM and
FM, Federnl Communications Commis-
slon is taking lenlent attitude toward
FM operators having bona fide equip-
ment difficulties in moving up to higher
bands. FCC lenlency became apparent
following announcement Friday (28) of
acceptance of virtually complete Colum-
bla Brosdcasting System plan of revised
FM allocations (FCC’s quick acceptance
of thizs plan was jforecast exclusively
by The Billboard on day of hearing
fortnight ago).

December 1 Moving Up Day

New FM asslgnments are slated to gO
into effect December 1, FM moving up
day, when all stations (50 of them ) must
begin equipment tests on new bands,
Most network FM statlions, will be off
the air this week. Programing on the
higher channels is scheduled to start
January 1. With only three FM out-
lets .already operating on the upper
bands, FCC 1is encournging stations to
move up as soon as possible but has in-
dicated 1t will be lenlent where a broad-
caster Is having “justifiable” equipment
troubles. A large number of FM broad-
casters have sald flatly they will not be
able to meet the December 1 deadline.
FCC's lenlency is viewed as oddly co-
incidental to the FM operational trou-
bles that have developed since Petrillo's
latest edict against non-duplications in
live musical shows on AM and FM out-
lets. At the same*tilme, FCC's quick
decislon in accepting CBS plan on FM
allocations indicates Commission’s desire
to see FM operating.

Commission Says CBS Idea Okay

Commission in adopting CBS plan
for assignment of FM frequencles {o-
cussed Interest in New York station
allotments. FCC explained CBS plan's
advantage over FCC englneers® proposal
rested in equal coverage provislon for
most New York percolaters. Commission
gaid, tho, that CBS claim that itz plan
afforded greater “average coverage areas"
for FM stations outside New York area,
was not valld. FOC acknowledged that
CBS plan resulted in only three cases of
interference to existing or proposed FM
outlets, while its own plan would have
resulted in interference to nine statlons,

Commission indicated it would not fol-
low CBS plan in “hard and fast manner"
but Instead would use it as general
gulde. In handing out assignments in
and around New York, FCC shifted eight
stations slightly from the channels pro-
posed for them in Columbla's blueprint.
Most of the changes were in line with
suggestions made by applicants at the
October 15 hearing and none according
to FCC engineers, should result in fric-
tion.

ILGW Idea Nixed

At the same time, FCC rejected a pro-
posal put forward by Marcus Cohn, st-
torney for International Ladles Garment
Workers' Union (AFL), that FM appll-
cants In the New York area be glven
equal opportunity with FM stations al-
ready on the alr, to compete for best
channels. Cochn had urged FCC to hold
off assipnments now and to hold con-
solidated hearing in which both appli-
cants and existing stations could com-
pete for cream-of-the-crop frequencles.

To this, FCC replied that moving FM
up in the spectrum had no impact on
the preferred status of existing llcensees
and holders of constructlion permits.

Commission emphasized that “repre-
sentative number of the theoretically

At last week's meeting Guild members
turned a cold shoulder to strike lean-
ings of the New York RDG. Chief reason
for this is local chapter ls golng thru
formative stages and is In no position to
sympathize with anything that would
scare off potential members.

Local group is still smarting from New
York's RDG slap In the face when the
Eastern chapter framed a constitution
and hooked up with the AFL without
consulting its Hollywood brothers. Re-
sentment to this flared high at the
meeting with members finally cooling
off for the sake of a strong unified
national RDG,

“Hollywood as an essentlal radlo
center cannot be lgnored by the New
York Guild,” Freebalrn-Smith told The
Billboard. *We have too many im-
portant men out here who handle big
shows to be overlooked, nor will Wwe
gtand for the Hollywood Gulld being
treated as the tall end of the natlonal
organization. Men here are not in syms-
pathy with the recent strike talk by
the New York chapter.

With four bills on the subject
practically In the doldrums on Capltol
Hill, Congress is doing little about it,
altho Senator Eastland’s (D., Miss.) sub-
group on the Senate Judlelary Commlit-
tee s preparing to stir some action thru
an early hearing on Senator Balley's
(D., N. C) bill ocutlawing royalty fee
transactions.

In some . Petrillo’s Intest move
{s seen as carrying out that objective
originally favored by FCC to spur FM
development by prohibiting top-heavy
duplication of FM and AM programing.
FOC abandoned that objective in the
final rules as A compromise with broad-
casters.

tab. Many agencles ara
griping, in private and
{in publlc, over thelr
clalm that they find 1t
next to impossible to get
breakdowns when a show
{= bought, and even if
they do, it means nothing in a yesr of
two.

Most package deals are consummated
on the basis that the price steps Up
each year or 26 weeks the program is on
the alr. While breakdowns are some-
times glven at the outset, they're seldom
furnished during the high-priced years,
Agencles claim that many producers
are pocketing the dough and continuing
to pay talent at original prices or very
little above. Ever mindful of the buck,
agencles think they could scale prices
down if they knew what was going to O
the producer,

Fifteen Per Centers Gefting Tough

At the same time ad agencies are get-
tough about breskdowns st the |
time of the buy. Many well-known pro-
ducers have been in the hablt of even
offering a show at a fixed price. Emart
program buyers, of course, know pretiy
well whether or not a show 1s over-
ced, but they can't know without

sticking out thelr necks whether the
talent 18 working for scale or over. This
s what they're pltching to learn now—
some golng so far as to suggest AFRA
have a rule forcing =all producers to
file pay rolls on segs with the mike
actors’ union.

The Other Side

Of course, ke every story, the crying
in the beer has two mugs. A number
of network program men (who don't
have to pay the commercial bills) Teel
that the producer is entitled to that
extra take as the years go on. They
have two reasons: First, they think that
the man who creates sn Idea and a show
and supplies the drive to keep It going
deserves all the money he can get. Sec-
ond, and most important, 1s the fact
that most packages represent a sub-
stantinl pre-sale financial investment
Initial cost of auditions and other ex-
penses incurred in selling the show run
high, and many times that cost ls not
written off the books untll long after
the program has been on the alr.

Nevertheless the Iact remalns that |
agencles are getting tougher and will re-
main that way for a long time. Indicae
tlons in the trade are that packege men
will have to come out in the open with
breakdowns, even if it does mean lower
profits. Ever ready to cut a price and
ever conscious of increasing show costs,
ad men are today looking for every
cutting avenue. Package producer profits
are in for a paring.

FCC ought to “"open the higher televisoln
frequencies to commercial exploltation
Immediately.”

The Washington color video station
will be anly the first in series of similar
operations by Cowles, according to
Craven, who hinted his company may
apply for color outlet in Boaton and at
later date may set up color video In Min-
neapolis. It is peen as possible that
Cowles may negotiate with CBS as lat-
ter's video affiliate in Washington. Bup-

for this view comes from the fact
that CBS has not moved to apply for ex-
perimental outlet here. Altho CBS hints
that poning difficulties on transmitler
properties are discouraging to video
development here right now, talk In
some circles here poilnts to posslbliity
that CBS will tie In with Cowles outfit
in at least five other stations in nation,

Craven sald he hopes to flle applica-
tion with FCC for Washington video sta-
tion within a few months, and oolor
video demonstration is planned for June.
Site has already been selected. With
coverage of 25-mile area and $100,000
cost, Craven thinks ultra-high frequency
video will cost less than downstairs tele-
vision because of lower power require-
ments and possibly cheaper and simpler
recelvers. He estimatées a cost of only
#2 additional for color adjuncts in video
recelvers.

Craven says talk of “ghosts and
ghadows™ on higher frequencies is silly
and he adds that directional antennae
and quality receivers can ald greatly,
He says majority of researchers are
supporting speedy shift to upstalra video
which, he says, gives video more room
pnd less interference., He indicated he
would prefer a channel near ¥20 me.
on experimental television spectrum but
expects he may end up somewhere.in
middle of 480-020 mec. band. Cowles
station will program a 1.000-line plcture
in both color and high definition black-
white., Craven frowns on fancy pro-
graming for Washington experimental
outlets because of lack of recelvers.

Gets FCCOkay

Five Test Stations Planned

WASHINGTON, Oct. 20.—Westinghouss
Radlo, Inc., Now has the FCC green light
to experiment with stratovislon—new
method proposed to broadcast FM, tele-
vislon and facsimile from alr-
planes strung together in a Coast-to-
Const network. Under an PCC authori-
gation Friday (26). company plans con-
struction of five developmental stations
for use anywhere within the U. 8. to test
out the new broadcast method.

Washington engineering opinion is
soundly behind the Westinghouse experi-
ment “as entirely feasible on technical
basis.”™ but big “ifs"™ of how to maintain
planes in the alr on the round-the-clock
basis and economics of large-scale opera-
tion still remain to be proven. FOO
members, whose provided visit to the
Westinghouse Baltimore plant, where
most of ploneer work in stratovision was
and is being done, had to be canceled
early this summer, are now looking for-
ward to a rain-check invitation for a
first-hand look at the new radio baby.

Under the proposed system, Westing-
house Will install four tranamitters in
one plane which flles over a designated
prea at approximately 30,000 feet. Two
of the transmitters will broadcast FM,
n third will be used for video testing.
and the fourth, for relaying test signals
and programs to another plane. A fifth
station will be located on the ground
to relay signals to the plane in flight,

Eventually, according to FCC engl-
neers, Westinghouse envisions one plane
as being able to broadcast five FM and
four tele programs simultaneously on
one tranamitter. Another transmitter
and recelver will be located in each plane

to plck up programs from the rrendlu
plane in the network and ay them
on to next alrborne tranamitter for
broadecast and relay. Advantage of the
use of planes, according to Westinghouse,
is increased coverage potential of around
four to one over any ground station and
“lower operating costs,” pitched at
around $1.000 an hour. Some informed
opinion i{s that., due to the fact one
plune canshandle so many FM and tele
programs simultaneously, real economy
in video network programing is biggest
single contribution of the Westinghouse
dmmt

The company will recelve frequency ns-
slignments as needed from the FCC chiaf
engineer but has requested five specific
channels for its initial work with de-
velopmental outlets. It will use a fre-
guency in the 40 MC range, given over
to present FM broadcasting, the 107
MC channel in the new FM band, and
the 500, P00 and 2000 MC bands now
spotted for experimental tele broad-
casting.

Ben
Erlich, top legal head at Universal Stu-
dios, huddled nlong these lines with
Oliver Sabin, vice-prexy of Musicraft
Records, just before Sabin left for New
York last week. Plan would call for
Musicraft to record songs from Universal
musicals elther by one of its own attrac-
tions llke Phil Brito, George Auldsor,
Shorty Bherock's bands or by the singer
or band appearing in the flicker if the
artist is not tied up with another re-
cording company. Musicraft would then
merchandise the platter in connection

with a perfectly timed publicity push
from Universal’s flackery, and tle-ups
would be made whenever the particular
plc opened in major cities thruout the
country. An international phase enters
this set-up too, since Unlversal releases
pletures In foreign markets, and Musl-
craft plans for an invasion of interna-
tional distribution of popular and
clnssical recordings. A deal of this type
between Universal and Musicraft would
bring the studio directly into the re-
cording fleld except that Musicraft
would be the outlet Instead of Universal
starting its own firm a la MGM plans,
Erlich Is expected to go to New York
shortly to confer further with BSabln
and Paul Puner, prexy of Musicraft.

NEW YORK, Oct. 28.—One of ths
oddest wrinkles to come out of muslc
row in quite a while was advanced this
week by a small group of well-known
song-pluggers who fear that mushroom-
Ing disk blz is cutting
into their racket, indeed,
s offering serious and
unwelcome competition.
How the platters are ac-
complishing this, say
these tune salesmen,
strikes a parallel with
what happened in the
old days when radlo
Iirst came into the musle
ple. Before then, they point out, a
plugger was a gink who ‘carted his wares
directly into music stores, singlng and
hoofilng for the small audience, and
thereby peddling. Along came cominers
clal airways and, phiit, a new-itype con=
tactman was born; a guy who spent his
dough and soclal talents on name orka
and other radio artiste for the purposs
of getting a given pub’s tune on the
air.. What came later proved to the trade
that airtime was the major factor in glv-
ing life or death to a ditty.

Records Replacing Air Time

But now, say the pluggers, the em-
phasis on airtime, alrtime and more
alrtime is gradually being edged by the
growing power of records to make a hit,
Signs are here that disks zlone can sell
a tune and that's what worrles. Polnt 1s
that if a pub finds himself able to sell
enough sheets to make real money with-
out benefit of a blg and expensive pro
staff where will that leave the contact-
man. Flat, black platters, it is remems=
bered, require no swindle gheet.

Current example trotted out by plug-
gers to show they're not Just talking
thru their hat is Morris Musle's It's been
a Long, Long Time. Tune up untll last
Monday hadn't caught a single air plug
of consequence, pub claiming 1t Wwas
caught before it had time or facllities
to work on the thing. But the import-
ant fact, plug men continue, is that
Morrls had already sold over 350,000
coples of the tune because the Bing
Crosby, Harry James and Charles Splvak
platters had created huge demand In
the racks.

Same point, in lesser degres, 1s made
with tunes llke Santly-Joy's Chickery=-
Chick and Vallant's There, I've Saoid If
Again! Chick song hasn't been accorded
any alr drive to speak of—The Billboard
plug tabbing doesn't show Chick among
the first 33 since the tune came out—
and yet sheet sales are cllmbing way
above average. This, because the Sammy
Kave disking of the tune 15 spinning
madly in the jukes and doing equally
well over the counter, With I've Said It
Again!, Vallant's Redd Evans denles that
the tume could have been kept allve
without spotted ether-selling but he
admits, nevertheless, that a goodly hunk
of his close-to-a-millilon sheet sales can
be linked with the Vaughn Monroe wax-

ing.

getting 'the right kind of records made
up by the right artists, and pful with
all else. Should that happen, pluggers
feel that they're gonna be crowded into

a cold, cold corner of Tin Pan Alley, and
the thought has them shivering already.

Competish afforded by wax has been
felt by the contactmen in other less-
direct ways. One tune-pitchman stressed
the belief that initial song-selling wnus
already being done by records., For ex-
ample, a band leader won't even listen
to you, he claims, unless your lead sheet
has a fat batch of recordings to back up
its story. Besides that, most maestrl are
go busy making sure their own disk
products get sufficient alring that you
can't get In the books with an ocutside
tune. One maestro turned this Ind
down flat, not only because the ork was
pushing its own waxings but was pro-
gramed full with tunes waxed by other
maestri on a typleal plug-swapping deal.
Another wand-waver bluntly claimed he
couldn't work mnother arrangement onto
the ether because his recording studio
wanted so0 many new cuttings in the
next fortnight that It was all he could
do to meet this request.

Disk Firms' Cat-In Hurts

Fact that disk firms have been dealing
themselves in on several pub outlets 1s
another sore spot for pluggers who feel
themselves crowded out enough by the
waxeries. Cut-throat payola situation
which sees pub after pub threatening to
start mass-scale payoffs In the open is
bad as 18 One pub is known to have
circularized the key artists in the East
with an informal letter suggesting that
If the talenteers would drop up to his
ofMce, “profitable arrangements might
be concluded.” But with diskeries be-
hind pub houses of thelr own, the plug-
ger from an unlinked house really finds
himself struggling.

What to do about the disks that
threaten to cut off their livelihood is
answered in a sharp-angled way by one
unoffcial rep for the plug k. This
astute lad fizures that the best approach
would be for the contactman to change
his spots like a leopard and start making
s tour of the recording studics. If you
can wine and dine the maestri because
they control that preclous alrtime, he
gays, then why not use the same tactics
on the wax execs for the sake of that
equally lovely disk exploitation. That
way, it is figured, the plugger can at
least prove to his boss that no matter
what makes the tune, said plugger Is
pulling his weight. Idea is made feasible,
he claims, by the fact that today you
haven't got just three or four diskeries
to work with but anywhere from 10 to
20. Flguring five guys, or 50, to a Wax-
ery with enough suthority to finagle a
tune onto wax, and you've got 50 to 100
new contacts for these past masters of
romance.

Ancther plug spokesman didn't cotton
to this startling proposal for tomorrow's
song-selling soclety except in a limited
manner. He felt that in a year or two
the expected demise of many smaller

Plenty of plano at this stand and it's
called for—the easy fingerings of Frankle
Carle make for neat terping and lovely
listening., Carle sells the ork, of course,
but at that the sldemen get a 1ot more
work than might be expected. Other
planist-maestrl have been content to
mnke thelr keyboard the sole attraction
covering up a flimsy complement, but
Carle's lads earn their keep and sound
well kept. Outfit features smooth kind
of fox trot, with a light yet livid Lt
that makes it a pleasure to get out on
the floor. Much plano ftreatment,
natcherly. but none of that flourishy I-
am-the-band stuff, and it makes Carle
sound all the better.

Musically, the maestro plays to the
audience., Features neither a shrill pow-
erhouse nor a dragging tempo, Just neat
and wvaried pleces with plano-centered
breaks that do credit to his established
rep.

But tying
up with the wrong per-
sonal rep will glve you
mare grief, belly drops
and ulcers than you ever
dreamed possible, And
the only way you'll get
rid of them is by buying

There are good Peps

around. They know their blz, work hard
nt 1t, are well heeled and can actually
deliver. But a good rep doesn't grab
every performer and promise to make
him an overnight sensation. If the guy
knows his business he's already handling
gll the artistz he can. And if he takes
on any new ones the chances are they
are already on the way up and need
more specialized guldance to see that
they make it without slipping.

Small Performer Has Most Need

But while the guy Iin the double
thousand dollar or so clase needs a per-
sonal manager, it 1s the small performer
in the under-the-G-note class who needs
him most. Yet, paradoxically enough, it
is because he needs him, he seldom f{inds
him.

There is no hard and fast rule to apply
to the abllities of any personal manager.
But i{f he has anything on the ball he
will be in & position to demonstrate 16
before an act signs away his life. First
and foremost the rep must have show-
biz savvy. And that doesn't mean just
one thing. It means he must know the
difference between jJust a good routine
and a sock routine. He must know how
to present his artist; how to costume
him; groom him. If new material is
necessary the rep doesn’t tell the artist,
“Go out and buy some new materinl"
He buys it himself and tells the actor
when to start rehearsing it. When the
artist is ready it will be the p. m. who
will find the spot to break it in. And
that brings up another necessity.

Needs Wide Trade Aequaintance

Many a personal rep knows showbls
okay but when It comes to [inding
duates he falls down, Major reason Is
usually personal. A god rep must have
a4 wide scqualntance in the trade. Must
be well liked and respected. Many an
act with plenty on the ball doesn't get
the breaks because his rep is elther un-
known or disliked by cafe owners or
bookers. Of course, if the act 18 already
A name It's o different story. In that
case It makes no difference whether the
manager is llked or not. If a cafe or a
theater needs the act, theyll have to
talk bus=iness. But for the small guy
trying to get the breaks the situstion
is entirely different.

Another major must for personal reps
iz dough. To bulld a performer Ifrom
nothing to a couple of thousand dollars
or s0 takes plenty of the green stuff. If
the manager hasn't got it, the act is
dead right away. But money in itself 1s
not enough. It can help grease a few
wheels, but to keep them greased a
thoro knowledge of showblz angles is
a definite must.

Bome time ago a solid business mam
came into showbiz on the busls that he
was loaded with cash, and instead of
puying it out in taxes he would be a
personal manager and help acis out. The,
man was honest, willing and obviously
in earnest In trying to take small acts
with potentials and bulld them Iinto

{S5ee PERSONAL MGT. on page 38)
end of any ycar after the third was con-
sidered normal progression.

You can see that the whole thing was
a performers’ heaven.

It didn't work out because the
man didn't know show business. All the
angles, the gimmicks and approaches
were a mystery to him.

Some Per Centers Hike Ante

The usual pattern in most personal
managerinl contracts calls for a sliding
commission. At first the commission 1a
low, maybe 15 per cent. But as the eal-
ary goes up the manager feels he Was
responsible, and so his take may go up
to 831/3 per cent and in some caseés
even 60 or 75 per cent, Of course, with
gsuch a healthy cut for the manager. no
deal Is a good one for the act. For he
can work his heart out and still end up
with a fistfull of hock tickets, Yet,
despite the big bite many acts Iall for
a glib line. "You're making $200 today?
Okay. Now {f I get you up to 8500 don't
you think I should get 20 per cent. And
if I get you into the $1,000 class do you
think 50 per cent is toco much?' The
$200 gpct., seeing that kind of dough
being waved in his face, Isn't going to do
much thinking. He'll sign and from
then on he's hooked. Actually, few man-
agers can live up to the rosy promises,

And even if they geit the act some more .

So even If his basic pay higher, he
ends up with less dough than he started
with.

Some managerial contracts are drawn
on the basis of an aoct getting more
money and say nothing about commis-
glon cuts if the salary goes down. Go
if the trend Is reversed the act is still
obligated to pay. If the manager holds
en AGVA franchise the actor can ask
the unlon to help him get out. But ns
AGVA doean’t recognlse personal man-
agers as such, and few of them hold
franchises, for obvious reasons, the only
relief the act can get 1s thru the courts,
ar if he doesn’t want_ that, hell just
have to buy his paper back.

The great majority of contracts call
for a guaranteed annual salary, with the
manager promising to pay any difference
if the salary drops below & predeter-
mined figure. But seldom do these pacta
mean anything or are they backed by
any real financial stability.

A certaln comic was guaranteed a alid-
ing annual income by his manager
which called for 83,000 to 88.000. The
fact was, that booking himself the comlic
could always make $10,000 a year. It wWas
Inter discovered that the manager not
only couldn't do anything but didn't
have any money to back up his promise
if called wpon. Contract was broken by
AGVA because the manager held a fran-
chise.

Negroes for “Special™ Service

But if personal managerial contracts
are full of curves for the average per-
former theyre completely out of this
world where the Negro actor is con-
cerned. The manager, handling Negroes
operating on the assumption that they
don't know how to add, socks them with
everything, including the phone book.
If an act has to get to Chicago the man-
ager will advance the fares and get an
I0U. When the pay check comes in he
gets his cut, usually & stiff one. If the
next jump is St. Louls, the chances are
that again the fares have to be ad-
vanced and another IOU goes into the
safe. And so It goes, The boys are al-
ways In hock and can't get out of it
without a battle, usually in the courts.
Incidentally, when an act hires a per-
sonal manager it usually gives him
power of attorney, and the pay checks
come to him. Before the act sees thes
dough the manager makes his deduc-
tions, and some of them can be preity
[ - - fantastie.

“Glve Chicagoans first-class produce
tions and they'll respond plenty,” he de-
clared. *“Glve them shows badly man-
sged or glve them third-rate stuff and
they rebel and take to the movies, It's
the same everywhere. People will go to
see good productions, and there's no ren-
son in the world why shows couldn®t
be produced here as well as In New
York."

However, even the most pessimistic old
boys feel something in the wind, they
admit, and while not dreaming of a
broad renalssance to Chicago, keep mut-
tering about possibllities and angels.

One particularly pungent opinion con-
cerning the future of the legit here or
elsewhere was volced by one of Chi-
cago's oldest theater monagers:

“The main reason the theater still ex-
{sts as a golng concern in New York 1is
that the big clty hns more transients
per day than any other city has in its
total population., First thing anybody
thinks of in dolng the town is golng to
shows. It's not only pleasure, it's busi-
ness, The legitimate stage has evolved
to New York purely because there are
mare people golng Into the place. It
seems everywhere else the motion plcture
has displaced 1t."

Whether most of the smart producers
on the Main Stem have any urge to take
Horace Greeley's advice (Go West, young
man!) is a matter for some conjecture,
but at least two of them have an-
nounced thelr Midwestern Intentions,
and judging from the crop of flopperoos
on Hroadway this season, and the suc-
cess of even the second rumns in Chicago,
trade talk is that more New York mas-
terminds had best cast thelr eyes toward
more potentially fertile and less com-
petitive markets,
