Elliott' s Radio Interest Lies
With Camden, Ark., Not KWFC

WASHINGTON, Nov. 19. - Chatter
about Elliott Roosevelt's ambitions to
re-enter radio field, whipped up by
reports of young Roosevelt's interest in
purchase of KWFC (Hot Springs. Ark.),
misses the fact that the son of the late
President is already an applicant for a
radio station whose grant for months
has been awaiting Federal Communica-
tions Commission action. Passed over
in the press of heavier cash involvements
of Elliott Roosevelt is the fact that
since March, 1942, he has been vice-prexy
and a 5 per cent stockholder in Camden
Radio, Inc., whose application for a new
local channel station in pint-sized
Camden, Ark., is pending In FCC.

Altho application was originally filed
with FCC in March. 1942, additional in-
formation was forwarded to the com-
mission last spring to the effect that
Elliott Roosevelt Properties of Fort Worth
had applied to purchase an additional 25
shares-or 82,500 worth of stock-in the
Camden station over and above the
token five shares be now holds. Analysis
of the Camden application shows that
Young Roosevelt was given a 5 per cent
interest in the station in return for
"advisory services" to the company. grow-
ing out of his several years' experience
with Hearst Radio, Inc., and Texas State

Scenic Artists'Union,
N. Y. Theater League
Agree on Contract

NEW YORK. Nov. 19. - After being
snafued for two weeks. contract nego-
tiations between the League of New York
Theaters and the Scenic Artists were
finally concluded, with the scene paint-
ers settling for a seven -hour day instead
of the original six -hour pitch.

NEW YORE, Nov. 19.-The do -re -ml
inflation era is on. Culture biz is riding
sky-high on a terrif boom which. ac-
cording to the trade, is zooming toward
the stratosphere for at least another

year or two. Not only
is the current season
marked by a sock de-
mand for extra attrac-
tions, but artists' reps
are busy inking in 1946-
'47 names and dates, with
tours set a month in
advance.

Right now, say those
in the know, top-drawer

longhair names can pick their dates,
taking as many as they can carry with-
out a breakdown. Such stellar b. -o.
lures as Vladimir Horowitz, Lily Pons,
Marian Anderson, Gladys Swarthout,
Yehudi Menuhin, Jascha Helfetz. Jean-
ette MacDonald, Nelson Eddy and Alec
Templeton can be choosy as hell. The
last named. for example. if his con-
stitution could stand it, could have 200
engagements next season. But he has
chosen to Hancock 100 and play safe.

Three Reasons for Success
Trade gives a variety of reasons for

this longhair upsurge. (1) Entertain-
ment biz is hitting on all 16 just now,
and naturally the classics have berths
on the gravy train. (2) Concert attrac-
tions are usually pocket-size and can
overcome transportation difficulties with
comparative ease. Managers who can't
get top -name bands, vaude units. etc.,
can always get a thrush and accom-
panist, which solves a big problem right
there. (3) Spading which National
Concerts and Artists' Corporation and
Columbia Concerts have given the com-
munity concert field is now paying off
in a ripe harvest. This facet of show
biz is a rare project. Organized originally
at a cost of about 8500.000 by NCAC
and CC, it is an Instance where an in-
dustry has been built from the ground
tip by reps. Plan was handled thru a
central bureau, whence organizers were
sent into the field to create a market.
They did. Not only did they sell ducats
but aided by music -conscious community
members they peddled memberships to
longhair courses. The dough thus
garnered was used to buy name artists.

The plan is recognized in the trade
as foolproof from every standpoint. The
community and the artists are both pro-
tected. Knowing exactly what can be
bought for the money, reps need little
or no promotion. In addition, competi-
tion has been eliminated and the weather
can't harm grosses once memberships
are inked in. So strongly has the Idea
clicked that today there are no less than
900 community concerts from Coast to
Coast.

Courses also have a cultural value.
bringing music where no music had been
heretofore. They open opportunities
for new young artists, giving them ready-
made audiences. This year 75 new com-
munity concerts have been gathered into
the fold.

There Arc Complications
Of course, everything about this biz

isn't just plain sailing. For example,
complications are numerous in getting
artists to managers. This, despite an im-
provement in transportation, remains the
A-1 bottleneck. In fact, It teas to circum-
vent such a woe that Columbia Concerts
took to shipping dates out by bus or

Met Chorus Wins
Over AMGA-,
Everybody Singing

NEW YORK, Nov. 19. - Dispute be-
tween 94 members of the Met Opera
chorus and American Guild of Musical
Artists over basic agreements to the con-
tract negotiated recently between the
union and the Met, was ended Friday
(161. with the chorus winning all points
they held out for, Including lifting of
union suspension on one of their mem-
bers. tenor Anton Schubel.

Fight arose after AMGA Exec -Sec Al-
bert G. Gins had read contracts to mem-
bers and had given them to Schubel,
one of the union's board of governors,
to have signed and returned. Accord-
ing to Jack Pettit], chorus flack and
mouthpiece, chorus members objected to
fact that, after negotiation certain
changes were made in basic agreements
of the contract. These alterations, he
said, were not passed on to the chorus
by Gins and were not present when
contracts were given out for signature.

Six Replacement Ache
Among subjects under dispute was a

proviso regarding replacement of six
warblers at the Met. Met offered chorus
a two-year contract with the right to
replace six singers at the end of the
season, if it so chose. Choristers in-
sisted on a one-year inking, but finally
agreed to a two-year bond, provided the
six singers were not dropped or replaced.
Wage hikes from $75 to 884 a week were
accepted, but sick leave benefits as of-
fered were unacceptable. Met's condi-
tion was that choristers could be absent
four weeks with pay, but that after that
period, they could be dropped from Met
roster.

Schubel did not return all contracts.
He was warned by AMGA and given
leeway in which to get the contracts
signed by choristers and returned. He
did not turn in contracts and was sus-
pended by AMGA. This led to a walkout
by the chorus during rehearsals of Met
Opera Romeo and Juliet Tuesday (13).
Opera season opens November 26.

Unable to obtain redress from AMGA,
choristers appealed to AAAA (parent AFL
union of AMGA) and, represented by
Joseph R. Brodsky, their attorney, asked
for settlement of the dispute. The three-
day confab ended Friday. with AMGA
giving in on all points, including a
switch in sick leave benefits, outlawing
automatic dropping of choristers after
four weeks' sick leave. Demand for re -

NEW YORK, Nov. 19.-Except for hos-
pital work, United Theatrical War Activi-
ties Committee is closing up shop after
two and a half years of service to show-
biz and the government. During this
time, UTWAC serviced, gratis, with talent
OWI, U. S. bond drives, Canadian victory
loans and the American Red Cross drives.
It became the clearing house for free en-
tertainment in the East and the Middle
West, giving about 100,000 performer ap-
pearances. including repeats.

Always heavy In hospital work, UTWAC
boss James Sauter has been appointed
chairman of the theatrical activities
committee of the metropolitan council
of the Red Cross, and from that van-
tage point will make certain that show-
biz keeps feeding the vets in the hos-
pitals entertainment.

Behind the Chicago Tribune
Rap at Radio?

A BASIC tactic In military war-
fare has always been the

pincers movement. Apparently. un-
related attacks on both flanks break
thru, and joining well to the rear,
envelop and thus isolate the enemy.
Once isolated, any cause or army is
at the mercy of an attacker.

Time after time The Chi Trib has
served as a prong of a pincers.
Frequently, during these last eight
years, the other prong of the pin-
cers has been the Dies Committee.
Keep in mind this set-up. namely
the Dies Committee attacking at
one flank and The Chi Trib batting
someone's brains out at another
end. It's the clue to why The Trib
last week slugged NBC and the
Blue, two of radio's premier net-
works, with the charge of "spread-
ing Communist propaganda."

Keep the original Dies Committee -
Chicago Trib combo in mind and
for an explanation of the current
situation look for the same com-
ponents. This is what we find:

1. The Chi Trib hollers "Com-
munist," now as then, but this time
'at NBC and the Blue.

2. The Dies Committee, still the
House Un-American Activities Com-
mittee, this time directed by Repre-
sentative Rankin, busy smearing
now as then, but this time, radio
commentators.
3. It's the familiar pincers attack.

The Rankin committee blasts at
radio commentators down In Wash-
ington. The Chi Trib blasts at radio
networks.
4. The one common denominator

among those being attacked?
Correct. It's radio. Let either

Rankin or The Tub Infiltrate and
start a breakthru and who suffers.
what is Isolated? Who gets smeared?

Radio commentators?
Certainly!
Radio networks?
Absolutely.
Who else?
Radio, as an industry)
What are The Chi Trib and the

Rankin committee alter? They want
to smear radio, to discredit broad-
casting with the public. And this

is why.
Radio has more listeners than

newspapers have readers, so it
reaches more people. Radio, also,
with very few exceptions. presents
the news as news, presents both
sides of a story, lets the public de-
cide. Most newspapers, on the other
hand, have an "editorial policy"
thru which they attempt to influ-
ence the public.

In the past decade these tactics
have been, in the main, unsuccess-
ful. Radio, with a fair presentation
of the news, undoubtedly contrib-
uted. Other important factors were
the news commentators, political
and social writers who have exposed
the news -slanting tactics of The
Chicago Tribune, the Hearst and
Patterson papers.

Once pincers join, once they man-
age to smear radio, once they can
blacken radio in the eyes of Its
audience, then The Chi Trib and
the Rankin committee can blitz,
blast and blacken anyone they want.
Listeners also read newspapers.
Once their faith In radio Is shat-
tered, then these newspapers can
go ahead and mold public opinion.
Mold it for or against anything, In-
cluding radio, they wish.

And lest anyone fail to under-
stand how The Chi Trib can attack
radio while it has a powerful and
profitable radio operation in WGN.
Few people in Chicago listen to
WGN for news. Nor does The Chi
Trib care particularly, when the
chips are down on so fundamental
an issue as power, about the fact
that WGN is part of the Mutual
web.

Radio cannot sit back and let it-
self be tarred. Radio has got to
step out and meet the challenge,
whether It likes it or not. Radio has
a voice in its trade association, the
NAB. Let the NAB go to work and
tell radio's side of this story to the
public. For, if radio doesn't take
the offensive, If radio plays ostrich,
then radio can lose. by default, its
public acceptance and loyalty.

Once that is lost, radio is thru,
finished, kaput.

Lend -Lease Serutan Deal
May Be Heav-O for "Board"

NEW YORK, Nov. 19.-A. L. Alexander's
Mediation Board, storm center on Mutual
since Serutan put it back on the air,
may shortly be dropped by the sponsor
in a lend-lense deal. Drug company is
considering putting another of its shows,
Victor Lindlahr, on the full MBS web
and letting Alexander out to another
client.

Alexander has been on the receiving
end of a thousand punches in past
months, and Serutan has about decided
that it wants out for a time. Company
controls the show and will retain the
title for the next two years. Conse-
quently It would like to get someone
else to do the bank -rolling, with the
stipulation that Serutan could get it
back after a mutually agreed upon time.
Deal would be similar to that between
Colgate and American Tobacco In the
case of Kay Kyser.

Mutual intends to keep the show on
the air as a sustainer If no client can

he found, but reserves the right to move
It to a different time should some spon-
sor decide he wants the slot but not
the program. Alexander is currently
heard from 8 to 8:45 p.m. Sundays.

Vaude Pitch Nets
Nation New Moniker

NEW YORK, Nov. 19.-Report to the
Nation, Continental Can's CBS alrer, Is
In for a change In title as a result of
format changes which have shifted the
program from reporting to straight en-
tertainment. Show has been gradually
evolving from a news seg Into the variety
class, and the sponsor feels a change In
name would help.

Calls Webs &
Mikers Reds

Gives Robert St. John the
works - socks Pearson,
Winchell and Gailmore

CHICAGO, Nov. 17.-In the hottest
name-calling thus far recorded in a con-
troversy between newspapers and radio,
Me Chicago Tribune, organ of Col. Rob-
ert R. McCormick, long famed for name -

lashed out this week (14) at both
the National Broadcasting Company and
the American Broadcasting Company by
claiming NBC "caters to Communists"
and ABC of having to adopt an alias be-
cause it had "destroyed its reputation
by spreading Communist propaganda."

The paper, which has a circulation of
more than 1.000.000 and which calls it-
self "The World's Greatest Newspaper,"
also hit what It termed "the sad state
into which the radio industry and so-
called radio journalism have sunk in
this country."

Local execs at NBC refused to com-
ment on the fiery denunciation. taking
the attitude of "what's the use," but it
drew some fire from Ed Borroff, Midwest
head of ABC.

Editorial struck vituperatively at
NBC's commentator, Robert St. John al-
legedly asserting in a speech before the
Elks Club in Fairfield, Ia., that The
Tribune and the Hearst papers were try-
ing to foment war between the U. S. and
Russia. It called St. John a "pipsqueak,"
a "Minor League war correspondent" and
a "deliberate and contemptible liar,"
and said NBC had "almost as disreput-
able a list of speakers as the discredited
Blue Network."

Editorialist then went on to label
ABC's Drew Pearson as the "All-Ameri-
can Liar" and Walter Winchell as guilty
of "venom and incitement of race
hatred."

Paper claimed that because of these
commentators. in addition to William
Gailmore (who is not on ABC web but on
WJZ, American outlet in New York), web
was forced to change name from Blue to
American.

This assertion drew a quick denial
from Borroff, who said the American
change was due to its being a better
name for a broadcasting company, and
NBC was reportedly favorable toward
adopting the name itself if it had been
possible.

"American has no editorial policy,"
Borroff continued, "just as no major net-
work has, but we do believe In free
speech as stated under the constitution,
and I don't see bow The Tribune can
decide the question of how far free
speech should go. It seems to be enjoy-
ing a fair amount at least. In the final

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Booby Traps in Pacific Coverage
Navy Rapped
For No Co -Op

Returning correspondents
cite poor army facilities,
navy's repeated brush-offs

By Lou Frankel
NEW YORK, Nov. 19.-Correspondents,

particularly those familiar with facilities
in the European Theater of Operations,
returning from the Pacific are plenty
browned -off about the horsing around

they got due to the
"nuts -to -each -other" at-
titude of the army and
the navy. One would not
help the other, and radio
newsmen were caught in
the middle.

Mostly, the army was
on the asking end of the
stick, and rarely did the
navy give the khaki a

helping hand. Thus. a war correspondent
accredited to the army and transmitting
out of Manila would get a brush-off
when the signal wasn't getting thru to
San Francisco, and the navy, with mag-
nificent facilities at Guam, was asked
to pick up and relay. Much of the time,
actually until the last week of the war,
a correspondent with the army was not
recognized by the navy and vice versa.
All of which was nothing like the ETO,
where a correspondent got a hand from
every service no matter where he was
accredited.

Navy in Control
In the. Pacific the navy was dominant

because this had long been their baili-
wick, obviously, and not so obviously
because they actually controlled the
communications set-up. Unlike the ETO,
where the army short-range transmitters
were within reach of either BBC, RCA or
Press Wireless, the Pacific was a super
long-range job. Therefore, everything
west of San Francisco was DX, and the
navy had control from Honolulu on out.
Even the limited commercial facilities
were controlled by the navy.

Since this was a familiar stomping
ground for the men in blue, they came
into action well-heeled. Thanks to Comm.
John Thompson, ex -NBC Hollywood, the
navy had a practically perfect communi-
cations set-up. From the War Commu-
nications Board the Central Frequency
Board of the navy drew an allotment of
20 frequencies.

Out of Guam
These were worked out of Guam so

that there was a transmission circuit for
each fleet and each landing force. Thus.
each unit in action had a wave length,
and thanks to the total of 20 wave
lengths, there was always a clear fre-
quency available, plus others for clear
transmission to the mainland. In prac-
tice, each unit would call Guam early
every morning and be assigned a wave
length.

The army was geared for short distance
transmission, maybe a maximum of 10
miles from rear echelon to the firing line,
and also needed many more frequencies
for its numerous diversified combat and
communication units which had no Cen-
tral Frequency Board set-up. Only non -
navy unit to get facilities from the navy
was the Army's Strategic Air Force which
flew off Guam, had a flying trans-
mitter and used one of the navy's 20
frequencies. Guam also had wonderful
studio facilities and set-up. thanks to
Lieut. Jack Hartley, now back with NBC
in New York.

10 Kw. Signal Minimum
Guam signal had a minimum of 10

kw., usually was closer to 40 kw's., and
therefore really banged into the States.
Army. In Manila, had one 10 kw. trans-
mitter of one frequency, worked from
an old yacht that had been used by the
army ever since they left Australia and
which was pretty well beaten up.

RCA and Press Wireless worked 10 kw.
transmitters out of Manila about a

CBS Exclusive of Byrnes Talk
Embroils Coy, Benton & Kesten
WASHINGTON, Nov. 19.-Verbal row

on issue whether one network should have
an exclusive on an official government
broadcast is still going hot and heavy-
tho somewhat nearer solution-following
latest blast on Tuesday (13) by Wayne
Coy, manager of Washington Post's
WINX, on present practices which, Coy
has charged, threaten "freedom of air."
Controversy stems from a protest raised
originally by Coy against the State De-
partment for letting the Columbia Broad-
casting System exclusively air Secretary
of State Jimmy Byrnes's October report -
from -London speech. Coy. in his latest
message to the State Department, caus-
tically criticized the stand taken by Paul
W. Kesten, CBS executive vice-president,
and the WINX manager demanded that
the State Department resolve a policy of
"free-for-all" on all official talks. Guess
here is that the State Department will
soon come to a decision-possibly ap-
proaching Coy's request.

Latest episode in the quarrel was dis-
closed in a round-robin of letters ex-
changed by Coy, Kesten and Assistant
Secretary of State William Benton. with
Coy calling upon the State Department
for "a clear disavowal of any demand that
all networks or any particular one of
them carry any particular talk" by a
government official. A new policy of let-
ting every outlet have transmission access
16 needed. Coy said, and it "would avoid
any discrimination" and "any hint of
government dictation to free radio."

Access to Addresses Asked
On the occasion of Coy's original pro-

test last October 11. State Department
officials voiced sympathy with the WINX
manager's view, but said CBS was carry-
ing Byrnes's talk only on an exclusive
basis. Separate appeal direct to CBS for
a "feed" to WINX from the network line
was unsuccessful. In his latest blast.
Coy, crusading for a freer policy on gov-

ernment broadcasts, wrote to Assistant
Secretary of State Benton that WINX
wants "free access to public addresses by
government officials" because it is in com-
petition with CBS and other broadcasters
"for the respect and attention of the
listening public." Such competition "is
the very essence of freedom of the air,"
he wrote Benton, calling the network
policy Itself "nefarious" and government
implementation of It, "far worse."

Coy took issue with a four -page de-
fense of the network position written
October 25 by Kesten. which, Coy charged,
"transfers the Issue which I raised to one
of his own choice-four network hook-
ups versus single network broadcasts.
"This, both Coy and Benton pointed out
in subsequent letters, Is not the issue
raised. Controversy is the question of
whether any one net or independent
should get an exlusive, it was stated.

Benton Sympathetic
Obvious sympathy with the WINX po-

sition is seen in correspondence of Assist-
ant Secretary Benton. Writing to Coy,
he invited "open and frank discussion of
this whole issue" to guide future State
Department policy. And in a November
1 reply to Kesten, released by Coy last
week, Benton maintained that the issue
isn't "freedom to listen" nor is it the
four vs. one network coverage discussed
by Kesten.

In his reply to Kesten. Benton stated
that the main issue is "what is adequate
coverage, in the public interest, for a
speech as important as that of Secretary
Byrnes's?" And he added. "I don't think
your point that each of the big networks
is 'audible' to most of the set owners Is

the whole answer by any means." Ref-
erence here was to a statement by Kesten
that the nighttime coverage pattern of
CBS's 150 affiliated stations brought the
Byrnes speech to 98 per cent of American

New Mexico Sues 3 Stations
For Tax on Sales Gross and

Power of State To License
Faye Decish for New Mexico Would Influence Other States

WASHINGTON. Nov. 19.-Neat share of
profits of scores of broadcast stations in
practically half the States in the Union
Is at stake In a legal contest involving
three New Mexico stations. Latter are
fighting an attempt by New Mexico to
enforce a 10 -year -old State law levying
a privilege tax and requiring each broad-
cast station to acquire a license for biz
operations. Capital's eyes are focused on
a three-man Federal Court hearing which
opens today In New Mexico. with interest
centering not only on issue of a gross
sales tax application to radio stations.
but also on whether States can duplicate
federal authority to license, even tho
State licensing (in New Mexico case) dif-
fers in intent from the Federal Commu-
nications Commission licensing.

National Association of Broadcasters,
which has taken an active interest in the
case, has succeeded so far in yanking the
ease out of New Mexico court to federal
judicial jurisdiction. NAB points out
that defeat for the three station (KFGla
KFUN and KTMN, all of New Mexico)
would establish precedent by which two
dozen or more other States could apply

gross sales tax to stations, to say nothing
of what States might do about imposing
license requirements on broadcast sta-
tions.

NAB
general counsel, and Milton J. Kibler,
NAB assistant general counsel. Howard
S. Frazier, NAB director of engineering, Is
making field intensity measurements to
show that the three New Mexico stations
broadcast activities affect areas outside
New Mexico and consequently must be
regarded as engaging in interstate com-
merce and subject to appropriate juris-
diction.

Delayed Action
Odd part of the case is that New Mexico

didn't invoke the authority under the 10 -
year -old law until this year, and then pro-
ceeded to seek retroactive collections. NAB
spokesmen here claim in a brief filed by
Frazier today that power to regulate
broadcasting "and its incidents" is "ex-
clusively In the Congress. To allow any
State excise taxation of radio broadcast-
ing Is to infringe upon that power." It
is disclosed here that one of the three
small New Mexico stations would be com-
pelled to cough up more than $20,000 if
the State won the case, and the other two
stations would pay up sums almost as

WGN News Chief
Blasts Claimants

Of Full Coverage
CHICAGO, Nov. 19.-A blast at news

department chiefs here and In other
large cities who claim they are covering
their area's local news with specially -
assigned radio reporters equipped with
wire recorders, was let loose here last
week by Robert F. Hurleigh. news direc-
tor of WGN and radio newsman for 12
years. Answering claims of radio news-
men here and in other cities that local
news can be covered with radio's own
reporters. Hurleigh makes the funda-
mental point that these claimants are
not drawing a fine enough demarcation
line between news and special events.

Proponents of the radio legmen plan
claim they can cover a city the size of
Chicago with only two or three men_
Hurleigh claims it can't be done, and he
adds that even if It could. emphasis on
local news, especially for regional sta-
tions In Chl (who started the idea about
a month ago), would not be an example
of giving representative news coverage
for all of their listeners. Hurleigh claims
that radio couldn't possibly give an
adequate local coverage with its own
men without the use of at least five, and
possibly more, legmen.

Too Many Coverage Points
He claims that there are too many

points needing coverage here-courts,
city hall, county buildings, hotels, train
stations and what have you-to enable
radio to give its listeners what could be
an adequate coverage derived from on -
the -spot interviews or phone-in accounts
rewritten for the air by station -based
newsmen. He doesn't say_ that radio
legmen cannot do a Job of providing
local color that could be an asset in
some cases to news shows, but he in-
sists that news chiefs operating this way,
as most of them, are, shouldn't claim
that they are covering the news of the
city. He insists that newspapers here
have at least 25 local news reporters
and then still miss stories. Going out
and finding news is what he calls cover-
age, and that, he says, radio can't do
unless it is willing to hire a large leg -
men staff. Background stuff, Interviews,
etc., he says. can and should be used (he
uses them himself), but he insists that
this should not be called "covering" the
local field.

Hurleigh is also against calling some
special events news. In this category
could be placed the idea of a local news-
man, who recently decided to "Inter-
view" some pigeons after a newspaper
had started a campaign stating the birds
were germ carriers. These he classifies
as special events, or special features. and
he claims they should be called that,
programed at a special time, and not
included in a regular news program, as
seems to be the trend for handling
special events here and in other spots
where the radio legman idea is begin-
ning to take hold.

Outsiders Cheated
About the regional station that throws

IBS offers ad men new
market thru regional net,
schools the technical savvy

NEW YORK, Nov. 19.-Something new
was quietly added to the field of net-
work radio a week ago (12) when the
Intercollegiate Broadcasting System tied
together four Eastern Pennsylvania col-

leges-Swarthmore. Hav-
erford. Bryn Mawr and
the University of Penn-

seylvenia-to form a re-
gional college net oper-
ating on a permanent
Class "B" telephone line.
Long-range view in TEtS's
crystal ball Is to estab-
lish regional webs like
the Penn hook-up thru-

out the country, eventually pyramiding
into a nationwide collegiate chain, tailor-
made for advertisers as to audience and
'orrice. Now that the first toddling
step has been taken. growth will un-
doubtedly be watched closely since IBS
may be the answer to an ad man's dream
-namely, a brand new national broad-
casting set-up that will deliver a lush
market. easily reached and analysed.

From the day of its birth. IBS has
functioned as a service to the college
stations. supplying them with the tech-
nical savvy for setting up their stations
and also with plans for programing. Blg
service was, and stilt is. a book contain-
ing complete know-how in the form of
detailed instructions, blueprints and
charts for constructing the peculiar feed -
in to the power line used by the campus
stations. FCC regulation permits such
stations to operate without a license.

Nine Years Old
Started in 1938 ea an Idea -germ to the

minds of two inventive students at
Brown University, the first unofficial
sprout budded at Brown as an "over -
the -roof -tops" system, referred to jok-
ingly as the "gas -pipe circuit." but by
February. 1940. IBS had met, confabbed
and drafted a constitution which made
tt the official clearing Dotise for college
radio info.

Thirteen college stations, mostly from
New England, attended this first conven-
tion, Including reps from the U. of New
Hampshire and of Connecticut, Rhode
Island State. Wesleyan. Harvard, Cornell,
Yale and Columbia. Spreading rapidly.
IBS soon had 50 colleges lined up. and
the Standard 011 Company of New Jer-
sey 'sprig "yea" to a sponsored program.

National Advertisers
Before the war, IBS had already inked

contracts with such top-flight advertis-
ers as Old Golds, Camels. Beechnut, In-
gersoll. ()Men and Helena Rubenstein.
However, before IBS could get fat on
this moolah the war broke and the ad
dough evaporated. By the spring of '42,
the armed forces' dredge had sucked
the campuses almost dry. And, to com-
plicate the IBS predicament. the man-
power shortage hit them where It hurt.
dragging their best technicians away to
work as wartime fill-ins with commer-
cial stations. Most disastrous of all for
IBS was the shortage of crucial equip-
ment. For want of a tube. many a col-
lege station had to sign off the air for
the duration. Yet. at the rock -bottom
of the slump, which was at the tall end
of '43. IBS was still chugging along with
14 stations functioning thru the country.

Senate Group Restores $$ Cut
In FCC, State Dept. Budgets

WASHINGTON, Nov. 19.-Prospects are
brighter for continued .full-scale home -
front and overseas short-wave radio
operations with release of the Senate Ap-
propriations Committee recommenda-
tions on Wednesday (14). restoring
House Committee cutbacks in FCC and
State Department budgets thru next
June. Bill now goes to the conference
committee of the two houses. where a
compromise proposal is expected.

Around $5.000.000 WY turned back to
the State Department to continue pres-
ent short-wave operations on a reduced -
program budget over the next eight
months. To the FCC, Senate committee
members recommended restoration of a

$930,000 bite into the agency's budget for
national defense activities ordered by the
House Committee. Acceptance of the
added funds by the House would pro-
vide the FCC with a total of $1,664.204
over the next eight-month period. The
$930.000 would be used to continue ac-
tivities of the commission's foreign
broadcast Intelligence service thru June,
when the State Department hopes to
absorb the monitoring set-up within Its
own foreign information framework. The
Senate committee recommendation con-
stitutes practically an 11th -hour reprieve

for VMS employees, who got their pink
slips over a month ago and had been
holding on for Congressional action.

RID Revived
Also revived under Senate committee

recommendations are full-scale oper-
ations on  peacetime basis of FCC's
Radio Intelligence Division. RID now
has the peacetime function of keeping
radio operators on their frequencies,
tracking down Interference to regular
transmissions and routing out illegal
radio operations of all kinds. This job
has grown with expansion of radio into
scores of new fields as a direct result of
war research. and with the development
of FM and television on nationwide
reale.

Confining himself to the "hypothetical"

Issue of four vs. one network hook-ups on
official broadcasts, the CBS vice-president
directed his fire at the "totalitarian" and
"impractical" aspects of the former prac-
tice. On the ground that it would be
"undemocratic" for four nets to carry
the tame broadcast, short of a speech by
the President or Vice -President. Kesten
declared that this policy is no more nor
less than "the freedom to listen" policy
which Germany had before the war.

In reply, Coy carried the Kesten anal-
ogy into the press field. Kesten's logic,
he declared, "would lead one to the con-
clusion that our printed press is totali-
tarian because most metropolitan news-
papers choose to publish In full any
major address by the Secretary of State.
Mr. Kesten's view, I take it, Is that the
Post ought not to be allowed to offer its
readers the text of a public speech offered
to the readers of the Star (Washington
evening paper) at any newsstand. It
would follow then that the Department
of State is ignobly limiting 'freedom to
read' by making the press releases avail-
able to more than a single outlet in any
community. Thus, press or radio free-
dom, according to this concept, must
necessarily spell enslavement of the
public."

shortages were no longer so acute, IBS
snapped back fast. Soon after the V -J
bells quit ringing. OE, RCA -Victor and
The Herald -Tribune had poured some of
their poet -war advertising tin into the
IBS poke, and the reasonable expectation
is for more sod Juicier pacts on the
horizon.

Just as big nets won't touch a drop of
liquor advertising. so a number of !One,'
are dead against going commercial. Thus.
180 has two types of stations--commex-
slat and sustaining.

As it operates today, IBS has many
an attractive angle. Thru Its station rep,
Intercollegiate Broadcasting Station
Representatives, the commercial opera-
tion is vastly simplified, due to the fact
that IBSR can negotiate for ail college
stations under its wing. So the adver-
tiser sponsoring on IBS program doesn't
have to fool around with a bewildering
mesa of underlings. He gets one bill-
no matter how many colleges he covers
-writes one check.

Standardized Rates
Besides this, because all colleges are

rated in advance on the basis at actual
enrollment figures. IBS has standard-
ized rates, with colleges classified ac-
cording to their respective coverage. One
half-hour show on an A -rated college
station costs $30. B -rated $24, C $18,
D $12. Rates not only apply to colleges
now active with IBS but also to any
colleges that might Join. up In the
future since, in the light of staple IBS
criteria, they're already pigeon -holed.

In 113.8's hands, the advertiser's dollar
gets a four-way split. 15 per cent for the
agency's commish. 16 per cent for the
station reps. 20 per cent to cover the
IBS running expenses and a fat 50 per
cent return to all its member stations,
In proportion to their coverage. which
augments the station fund for expand-
ing facilities.

Studio Space Free
As the final flourish in economical

operation. IBS gets Its studio apace gratis
from the colleges and the stations are
operated by students who work for the
fun and experience of it. No ghost
walks. And when they leave school, old
IBS men now working as technicians
with radio firms remember their old pals
and come across with plenty of technical
advice and aid on an off-the-cuff basis.
This way, IBS gets the newest gadgets
in the how -It -works department with
nary a crease in the bank roll.

IBS's commercial pitch Is the com-
pactness, extreme pollabllity and quickly

ascertainable consumer -yens of its lis-
tening audience. Without hemming and
hawing, IBS can tell its potential adver-
tisers the who, what, where and how
concerning its listeners and be fairly
sure that it will come up with a lot of
the right answer.. Surveys, conducted
by 2,500 students always on tap and
doing it for free, cut down nny tendency
on IBS'a pert to wander off base.

Future Investment
To clinch the proposition, the adver-

tiser can not only get a good crack at
a solid end ever-expanding market in the
here and now, but also makes a gilt-
edged investment in the future. When
they get out of college, a good section
of IBS listeners will constitute the cream
of the spending public. composing that
elite group that reads Fortune, goes for
expensive gimmicks and plays a molding
role in everyday commercial life.

Tho IBS hasn't got, and most likely
couldn't get, a patent on its device to
feed radio programs over a power line
(the original patent owned by North
American Public Utility org has run out),
yet It has the savvy and this gives It,
for all practical purposes, a corner on
the college market now and tomorrow.
Obviously. any college aspiring to radio
broadcasting will be magnetized to the
IRS orbit, since their technical manual
alone la a real must.

A last big plus on the IBS ledger. tho
no one's saying much about it but every-
one's fingers are crossed, Is the hope
that from IBS'a studios and experiments
In college broadcasting may come the
fresh, young talent to sparkplug radio
and television tomorrow. Neither fully-
fledged nor big-time. college broadcast-
ing might play its biggest role, whatever
else happens to it, as radio talent's
proving -ground.

U. of Pa. Station on Air
PHILADELPHIA. Nov. 10.-WEPN, pri-

vate broadcasting unit of the University
of Pennsylvania, went on the air last
Monday (12) for the first time. Station,
constructed last spring by a special grant
from the university. has a range of only
600 to 1,000 feet, but is heard In all
buildings on the campus.

The 60 undergraduate men and navy
trainees who staff the station have in-
terviewed program and technical heads
of local stations, and plan professional
workmanlike presentation of features.
Programs will include music by army
students' orchestra; round -table dis-
cussions; adaptations of books and plays
and faculty news commeteriee. Station
Is a member of the Inter -Collegiate
Broadcasting System.

when It came to getting their programs
State -side. Even for web reps It wax a
tough deal due to line failures, sabotage,
etc.

Field Coverage Tough
It was especially tough nut In the

field trying to cover the fighting on the
Philippines because, as noted before, the
army had neither many frequencies nor
long-range equipment. Just about the
only successful field pick-up that hit the
U. S. out of the Philippines was the sur-
render of Jap General Yamashita. This
relay was worked via four of the army
sets, each of about 50 -mile range. Thus.
the surrender went from Bagio to the
army act 1-2-3-4 to Manila to the States.

Compare this with the navy equipment
that was used when the fleet went into
Shanghai. Shanghai was about 450 miles
from Okinawa. 1,720 from Guam. Yet
the navy 250-watters pounded Into
Guam with studio quality. Of course.
the correspondents explain, transmission
over water in that part of the globe
made for better transmission and recep-
tion, except when a monsoon, etc.. was
brewing, than trying to boot a signal
over mountains of the Philippines. Yet
all along, the army never had half as
many facilities as did the navy.

Poor Facilities
Never did the army have more than

three or four circuits, and never did they
have any relay facilities. Even in Manila.
when the RCA and PW units were set
up, it was a headache. First of all, these
commercial men had to spend a flock of
time unwinding red tape. Then, once
they started operating, the army took its
sea -going transmitter out of service for
much -needed repairs, thus throwing a
heliuva load on RCA and PW. Came the
collapse of the Japs. and it was like
trying to vote the Eagle in the Deep
South.

When all other facilities were out, due
to malfunction, weather or sabotage, the
army opened its B Circuit. This la the
telephone scramble line to San Fran-
cisco to the correspondents. Naturally.
tho, the newsmen had to take what was
available when the army wasn't using
the line for its own biz. Yet anytime the
army channel was blocked or not clear
and Guam was asked to pick up and
relay to the Coast. Guam Invariably said
It was busy, bad no available facilities.

Navy 4, Army 0
At the surrender In Tokyo Bay the

navy had tour circuits. the army none.
Navy had its press ship, Aircon, with one
transmitter, another transmitter on the
Iowa and two remote hook-ups. One of
these covered a marine landing party,
another a navy unit. Both were on the
beach. Army correspondents came In for
the surrender and had only a hope that
Radio Tokyo would be available. Luckily.
they scrounged one of the Radio Tokyo
facilities.

Trouble with that was that a station
In Manchuria was on the air for one
hour a day on the same frequency the
army had obtained for Its correspond-
ents. Consequently, there was consider-
able Interference. Yet the only alterna-
tive was to try to use navy facilities or
fly back to Okinawa and file from there.

Navy Pulls Out
To further compitcate matters the

navy pulled its equipment out right after
the surrender, the occupation being en
army operation. Then things were really
tough. since the number of radio news-
men desiring air time was considerable,
and to make things worse the Radio
Tokyo frequency started to limp Into
San Francisco.

The answer was a boost from Guam.
Yet even then, when the war was over,
the navy facilities on Guam were too
busy despite the fact that the Third
Fleet was on its way home, the Seventh
was at Shanghai and 18 frequencies were
available. Even if half were being used,
that still left nine wave lengths, any
one of which could have been used to
pick up and re -air the army's Radio
Tokyo signal.

Mueller Coaxes Navy

Merrill Mueller. NBC correspondent,
had to fly up to Guam and argue the

navy into agreeing to monitor Tokyo and
boost it into the States. By the time he
got back to Japan, three days late.
Radio Tokyo had shifted frequencies and
was being received okay in San Francisco.

So far as the newsmen are concerned,
all this is a perfect argument for unified
command. They particularly point to
the fact that, until the collapse, the,
had to change credentials to be able to
change facilities. Thus, an army ac-
credited correspondent desirous of Using
navy facilities at Okinawa had to to

thru the process of being accredited 10
the navy. By that time his story WS

stale.
More Red Tape

Newsmen point further to the is t
that the navy preferred to handle t 1

communications themselves, whereas tl e

army preferred to turn transmission or t
to commercial operation as soon as pa
alble. This further fouled up a con 
spondent shifting from one to the oth.

Finally the radio men put the flag r
on the service personnel involved as r
sponsible for the snafu of correspon
enta' communications. They point o t

that the army men were invariably ol
line regulars, the navy ditto. Therefol
everyone was anxious of the competitt e
standing and spent more time protectlie
their records, personally and as a wheel
In the branch of the service, than
anything else. This is one reason. say the
radio correspondents, for the plaguing
they got and the reaming the public
got due to policy censorship.

Squeeze Play
Policy censorship can cover a multi-

tude of things and did. Nor could it Se
combatted. since what phase of policy
was involved was never disclosed. There-
fore. stories would be wieketed and kept
on Ice without anyone being able to beat
the hazard.

Such Wonders REvrEus

Party doesn't come off, but
there's talk galore-high
definition orthicon sure

PRINCE N, N. J., Nov. 19.- Altho
the RCA party that was skedded to visit
this town today was canceled. the answer
to most of the rumors of what RCA -
Victor has in video is in the labs In this
town. Rumor No. 1 is that RCA has
color. It has. but It's far from ready
for the public. It's mechanical. i.e.. the
color separation (resolution) Is via a
scanning disk. which takes the average
technician back to 1929. when all air pit
were scanned via the 80 -hold disk. When
movement Is too rapid the color resolu-
tion breaks down as it did In the early
experiments with motion picture color.
Most scientists feel that until color is
100 per cent electronic, It's not ready for
the home. (CBS's resolution is also via
the scanning disk, but Columbia is sup-
posed to have eliminated a lot of the
bugs.)

Rumor No. 2 is that RCA has three-
dimentional air pia. It has. but It. too,
Is in its early stage of development and
has less clarity than two-dimentional
reproduction. RCA. however. has a high
definition receiving tube that Is sock. It
delivers a picture that to all intents and
purposes is black and white. Instead of
gray and white. It has a superb clarity.
the direct opposite of that the image
orthicon delivered in e recent press In-
terview. The Image orthicon has solved
the problem of plc pick-up where there's
little or no light, as In the case of ban-
quets and special everts. but It delivers
a plc that's not as good as a fine new
kinescope. New high definition tube is
what's needed for the RCA projection
television set, for It delivers 50.000 volts
In the small tube used in the projector.
It also answers RCA licensees' gripe that
the tubes delivered in the first test pro-
jection set models are already developing
Ion burns and breaking down. The high
intensity tube. under test thus far, has
not broken down. That goes for the
direct -viewing tube that delivers 25,000
volts, as well as the 60 kw. Job. Tubes
are still lab products and, therefore.
haven't been priced, but they shouldn't.
according to cost engineers, be much
more costly (if higher priced at all) than
the present tube.

Skyborne Video
Final rumor Is about the demonstra-

tion that didn't come off today. (It
may be on again within the month.) It
was to have been a demonstration of
skyborne television as developed during
the war for flying-end as already re-
leased by the army. It was to be a tip-
off on the experimentation going on
In Pittsburgh between Westinghouse
(KDKA) and NBC. aitho this was not
skedded to be part of the pitch. Since
It also would have been on high fre-
quency, it would have nixed the anti-h.f.
pitch, which the low -frequency air pie
boys have been using against CBS.

Over-all picture down here in that
RCA -NBC has plenty in the laboratory
stages which will justify speeding up
television-and which will justify manu-
facturers continuing to pay their RCA
license fees, after the GE -RCA -Westing-
house patent pool ceases to be. Rumor
may be credited with one truth In this
recent exchange-the high intensity,
high definition television eye.

Reviewed Friday (161, 8 :1 5-8:25

p.m. Style-Abstract design. Sustaining
over WCBW, New York.

It's hard to define In/crno, second In
a series of abstracts scanned on Colum-
bia's WCBW, and It's even harder tO
criticize it. A partial definition would
read something like this: "A series of ab-
stract designs, both still and animated.
plus a series of film clips, all designed to
visualize three selections from the pens
of modern composers and parts of Edgar
Allan Poe's The Pit and the Pendulum.

If that leaves you confused, think
nothing of it. You have company.

It would be criticism of a sort to say
that Inferno was a fascinating experi-
ment, a rough trailblazer for what may
conceivably develop into a new television
art form. There have previously been
experiments with kaleidoscopes which
projected patterns on the screen to
visualize music forms. And, In another
sphere, there have been concerts with a
color organ, which projected flowing
masses of color on a screen, again based
on music. But the Columbia series is
possibly the first time that designs
specifically intended to express musical

New WBKB policy of simplicity of pro-
duction and closer attention to details.
direction. lighting and camera work, put
Into effect by Bill Eddy since his return
to the station, was in evidence during
tonight's program.

First proof tonight of the application
of new program policy came during a
news commentary by Don Ward. who
used to be telecast while sitting at a
table with a pile of news copy from
a hich he read. Tonight, however, there
was an attempt at production. Ward
was perched comfortably in a living room
setting and smoked a pipe and In other
ways adopted a casual air with more
concentration on ad lib directed at the
camera Instead of bent -head copy read-
ing.

However,
no verbal announcement was used to call
attention to the fact that the Intermis-
sion wee just about over. Audible stuff
would have been better because audi-
ence at home, who had gone to the
kitchen for a bottle of beer, or what have
you. would have been called back to
their video seta In time and segments
of the audience would not have been lost.
Use of an intermission elide only will be
particularly dangerous In the future
when competing stations will be vieing
for public attention.

Other portion of the program depicted
army Transportation Corps' handling of
vets returning from overseas. A half-
hour shot written by 8/Sgt. Saul C. Kor-
kin, this show utilized drama, speeches
and variety entertainment, all blended
together in a production marred only by
a few line fluffs and.poor lighting. This
resulted from the fact that VVEIKB's bat-
tery of lights can't be focused perfectly
on more than one scene In the station's
lone studio.

The Transportation Corps's show opened
with a pan In shot of a house door, titles
and then a fade to an Island scene in
which a couple of G.I.'s were bemoaning
the time It was taking to get them dis-
charged. Scene sequence which then
followed revealed good writing and top
production by Beulah Zachary. Interest
was maintained thru force of presenta-
tion. From the Island scene there was
a switch to Capt. James D. Harry, PRO;
to a transport ship homeward bound.
to entertainers on the ship, to a separa-
tion camp, back to the captain, to a
G.I. kissing his wife at the door of his
house, and then to Col. I. Sewell Morris,
C.O. of the 8th Transportation Corps.
Best part of the entertainment "aboard
ship" was done by Karen Rae, with
a routine a la the Imaginators. Col. Mor-
ris, who delivered his talk strictly ad lib,
has a place In video as a news com-
mentator if he ever decides to don mufti.

What's Going On at Du Mont Tele?
Retrenchment
Blues Evident

Staff cuts and pessimism
about future, trade re-
ports, pervade atmosphere

NEW YORK, Nov. 19.-A door on the
third floor of 515 Madison Avenue,
marked "Du Mont Television, Top Secret.
Keep Out," opened a crack last week and
let loose some hitherto rumored info con-
cerning this indie tele company's financial
position and future prospects. Leak No.
1 came when it is alleged top Du Mont
execes, personally pessimistic and inse-
cure, informed staffers of imminent staff
cuts, a 60 -day or more delay in opening
new studios in the John Wanamaker De-
partment Store here, and indicated that
the stiff terms of the Wanamaker deal
may pull the last few shekels from DU
Mont's purse.

Top-level execs, according to those in
the know. in a very confidential meeting
on Tuesday (13), pointed to the con-
tinued absence of any channel allocation
for WABD, their pot-boiler here, as still
another factor in their retrenchment.
And on Friday (18), in the first of what
may be a series of wholesale firings, the
entire studio maintenance crew was dis-
missed.

At that point, the trade began to cast
a penetrating eye at the situation and
compare notes. Here are some of the
pieces they put together:

Trade noted that the station had agreed
to a long, tough, money -eating schedule
in signing with Wanamaker. Total of
15 hours of programing per week were
promised. five of which would belong to
the department store. Evening sked,
from 8-10 p. m., five nights a week, would
be Du Mont's headache. But afternoon
programs. 12-1 p. m. across the board
would be sold to sponsors, with a large
percentage of the revenue going to Wane -
maker's.

These programs and their sale are said
to be the province of an ad agency whose
radio head was the prime mover in bring-
ing Du Mont and Wanamaker together.
Du Mont. trade says. itself would profit
nothing from afternoon prtigrams.

A great deal of money has been sunk
into a new model low -frequency receiver,
for public sale, one which may become as
obsolete as a blockbuster if the commis-
sion gives any clear-cut go-ahead to
video in the high -frequencies and color.

New Stock Issue
Encouraged as an electronics manufac-

turer by the war, trade points out, Du
Mont foresaw dwindling cash reserves as
the war came to an end. To prevent an
uncomfortable situation the company re-
cently floated a stock issue somewhere In
the neighborhood of 8200,000. But most
of that money, it is alleged, went for
fancy wallpaper and glass brick in exec-
utive offices, the new receiver publicity
and whatever progress has been made
clown at Wanamaker's.

Even that progress has been slight be-
cause of technical problems and difficul-
ties with the carpenters' and electricians'
unions. In addition trade says, pot full
of dough was sunk into a very hush-1aush
audience research project, set up by
Buchanan agency and staffed by former
technicains who were converted to re-
search when the station went off the air.

Several astute trade leaders see in the
events at Du Mont a tip-off to either the
re -organization of the company or com-
plete control by Paramount Pictures, a
stockholder to the tune of 43 per cent.
If the latter course is followed, It is ex-
pected that the Paramount shake-up will
start at the top and reach down into the
page staff.

However, It's noted, if Du Mont goes
out of existence, the whole story will be
a repetition in the familiar pattern of
radio's development. In those days hun-
dreds of small manufacturers went under,
victims of their competitor's superior
business acumen. And it would be com-
plete even to the department store tie-up.
another hall -mark of radio In the old
days.

Lazy Ad Men Spoil
Chi Tele Chances,
Cry Radio Thesps

CHICAGO, Nov. 17.-Chi's radio thesps
lay the blame for lack of video dramatics
over local Station WBKB directly to the
door of the town's agencies. Actors claim
that agencies are given every chance to
experiment with tele technique, even to
having free time, but thus far only two
agencies have shown any disposition to
take advant4ge of the new media. These
are Ruthrauff & Ryan, and Henri, Hurst
& McDonald.

AFRA permits its members to go on
video show sans pay, but thus far there
have been few chances to get on even a
sustaining program. Since WBKB tele-
casts only a few hours each week, dra-
matic time is necessarily limited, but even
so, actors feel that if agencies were more
show -minded, good dramatic vehicles
would result.

Plain truth, the majority of actors say,
is that most agencies don't give a damn
about tele, since most of them have nice
fat radio accounts anyway and, even then
they aren't particularly concerned where
a show originates, so long as they handle
the account. Some actors even ascribe
the reason why radio is fast going from
the Windy City to the agencies' lacadasc-
kat attitude toward putting on shows
here. Actors think the agencies consider
developing shows here too much bother.
especially when somebody on the Main
Stem or in Hollywood will do it for them.
As radio goes, so will television-before
It gets much of a chance to start In the
damatic lines at least, the local radio
thespians are predicting.

program Hurleigh also had plenty to say.
He claims that in the case of regionals
here about 50 per cent of their popula-
tion coverage Is in Chi, and about 50
per cent Downstate and in other locali-
ties outside the Chi local area. Thus, he
reasons, the 50 per cent outside Chi are
being cheated when five minutes of a
15 -minute seg are given to news not of
interest to their communities. For a
regional station to do a Job all along
this line, he claims, it would have to post
its legmen and wire recorder interviewers
Downstate and elsewhere.

Hurleigh has concrete plans about how
local news could be treated with a new
style. He has In the hopper a plan for
a local news show by five men based at
atragetic sources of news in the city.
The plan Is to have these men report by
direct wire to him back at the station,
with both sides of the conversation being
picked up and broadcast. This, because
It would mean rental of wires and not
use of the telephone for two -wire con-
versation, to be broadcast. Two-way
phone conversations are taboo for air-
ing, of course. Hurleigh plans that with
this show he could give the listeners a
chance to ace just how news is gathered
at the same time they hear what the
news is. This would be gluing them a
chance to sit In on reporters and an
editor at work and would make them
feel as if they were on the inside-which
is something the public goes for.

Union Asked
To Nix Pacts

Major waxers ask penalty
for exclusive artist cutting
for small outfits

NEW YORK, Nov. 17.-Jazz sidemen
and maestri who have been flirting with
amply different record companies lately.
may get their ears slapped down soon
with various diskeries now reported talc -
log their troubles to AFM here In an ef-
fort to get a muddled situation straight-
ened out. Record company beefs spring
out of the fact that today a host of small
jazz -only diskeries have jumped into the
market and some of them are springing
stuff In the jukes and over the counters
that sounds suspiciously like tootling by
artists supposedly exclusive with older
and larger wax houses.

While in a good many cases larger tal-
low plants have been glad to let certain
of their jazz artists get out and make
extra coin with other and smaller labels,
situation Is now reputedly at the point
where the riff and rcbop men are no
longer taking the trouble to ask before
they grab up tempting offers from the
newer firms in the biz.

Diskers Want To Ditch Pacts
Where the AFM comes in lies In the

reported attempt by major diskers to
cut out the practice by getting union
permish to ditch all their contracts with
alleged offenderrs. Cosmo wax house, for
example, is now known to be wanting
"out" on Its pact with Coleman Haw-
kins for the reason that Hawkins. who
rates high in the wild -horn market, has
allegedly shown too much eagerness to
co-operate with other labels. Cosmo's
burn Is that Hawkins's name actually
appears on other recent labels, despite
Cosmo's supposed "exclusive." Cosmo
execs, Indicate, too, that they don't like
the sound of reports that many of the
hot -jazz platters from other houses
sound exactly like the Hawk-to jazz
connoisseurs there's only one Hawk.
Rather than try to bring legal and costly
pressure to bear, firm would now prefer
to drop the whole headache U the union
will okay the contract erasure.

Jazzmen's dickering with smaller com-
panies whose sales show up In spotted
areas is no new thing to moat of the
major waxers, but only lately has the
number of competing firms, and, there-
fore. the number of competing pressings,
reached a point where it threatens to
blunt sales of pressings for the home
firm. Nobody blames the sidemen too
much In all this double-dealing. Diskers
admit that with all their present pro-
duction worries they can't do much jus-
tice to the lifters listed on their talent
rosters. Up to now. In fact, not too
many frowns came when a hot -jazz man
sought to augment his income by side
output for somebody else. Lately, how-
ever. the way the bigger wax execs put
It, the "let's give 'em an Inch attitude,"
has led to the inevitable "take a foot."
Even claimed In one case that a top -
jazz muslker not only turned out Illegal
cuts for two different firms but had the
brass to make with identical renditions
of the same piece.

Hawkins isn't the only hot musiker to
figure In this "we've got enough" stand
by bigger wax house'. Known that the
union lass been reqdrsted already, or will
be asked soon, to look into disking ac-
tivities of guys like Teddy Wilson and
Lionel Hampton. Specific Investigation
of Wilson is said to center around wax -
hags for a smaller jazz house by a cer-
tain Theodosius with some parties con-
cerned thinking that the groovings of
Theodosius and T. Wilson sound awfully,
awfully similar. Hampton, on the other
hand, has cut a lot of sides for various
labels with okay supposedly coming from
Decca on the deal, but story now goes
that prior sanction has not been obtained
for certain pressings that have an unmis-
takable Hampton touch.

Racks on the Expanding Side;
`Serge Suit' Plug Try Gets Nix

NEW YORK, Nov. 19.-The rack com-
petition (war to those who like to build
up normal business operations Into real
battles with fighting words) has reached
another stage, according to those who
are watching the MDS and the Immer-
man peddling Job. Now each is aiming
to make its rack sell more songs (by
displaying more) and at the same time
feature one tune (In the case of Immer-
man) over the rest of the numbers in
the rack,

Immerman rack has added in many
cases a clip which permits of two more
tunes being placed, these two being be-
hind the name plate. It's this same
rack operation, which having committed
itself to peddle plenty of Berlin's Blue
Serge Suit, put either one or two stream-
er. of that number on many of the racks
In an effort to put over a tune to which
the public was apathetic, but for which
Immerman had gone overboard, pre -plug.

The Serge number was rack -helped by
the streamer plug, but up to this writing
the tune la just where it's been all along;
one of the I. B. numbers that hasn't
made the sock grade.

Consolidating?
Racks are consolidating respective po-

sitions, with cardboard displays, which
were rushed Into the field being replaced
by metal displays, which look as tho
they'll stay around awhile. Sales have
eased in both racks, with rail stations
and other transient spots being clocked
In the plus selling category-the sheet
pubs feeling that the spots also serve es
billboards, and therefore are "reminder
advertising" for regular retail sheet
music peddler..

Case hLstories of smaller rack opera-
tions which are being handled by other
jobbers (and In some case big retailers)
thruout the country are being studied
by the music pubs individually. 1. e., no
official action has been taken by
MPPA or pubs Individually on any
new rack at this time. Combo -rack
(sheet music and disks) being researched,
is still In that stage, altho some action,
one way or another, was promised by
December 1. and may happen on that
approximate date. However. diskers state
that no deals for the distribbing of any
platters via racking have been set-and
they have no desire, U official state -

who, they claim, are luring the horn -
blowers into their studios and dulling
the sting of conscience with lucrative
offers. The fact that such cuttings are
unlawful is smoothed over by the
'mantes, It is asserted, with the angle
that the Wiggles can't give them any
production anyway, and nobody will be
the wiser on such extraneous stuff. and
no big firm's gonna take the trouble to
do anything about an artist's dlpsy when
the total disks involved never get beyond
10,000 to 25.000 copies.

Krupa Name Erasure
In the past, biggies have been unable

to cope with the problem except in spe-
cific giveaway cases where actual credit
for their artists appeared on rival disk,
Asch firm's album of Jazz at the Phil-
harmonic, by way of illustration, was
first released with a credit -line for Gene
Krupa, top Columbia artist, who had
appeared at the concert from which the
album took Its name. But later. prob-
ably because of a kick from Columbia,
subsequent editions of the album
knocked off the Krupa name and sub-
stituted a nom de plume.

Greatest difficulty faced by the biggies
in proving case against late entries in
the biz. Is that many of these newer
waxers claim that their masters were cut
before given artists went exclusive. Since
these masters usually cover jazz originals
or standards, It becomes hard to date
their release on the strength of the tunes
involved. With pop disks, it's more or
less simple to determine recording dates
by figuring out when a specific tune
was primed or pubbed. Nevertheless,
biggies feel that they've got the goods
on some of these deals and aim to call
a halt ono way or another,

meats are to be taken at their face value,
of entering into any combo -rack deal
as long as production is still on the
minus -demand side-which it is now.

Plastics the Answer?
However, plastic diskers claim that

plastic pressings are the answer to the
breakage ache. They admit, however,
that the class plastics at this time
(tagged at anywhere from 81,60 to 63)
arc out of line for a rack operation.
Several of the manufacturers, however,
arc working on a cheaper plastic (more
surface noise, less plays per platter. etc.)
which can be distribbed via a rack or
newstand operation without the disk
seeming like the original brown waste
paper Job which Decca at one time tried
to sell on a record -a -week beats via the
mag stand route.

Plastic boys say It can be done, altho
the National Carbon and Carbide org'a
original transcription plastic material
boys want no part of "cheap stuff."

Possibility of the disks (plastic type)
being made so that they have pictorial
quality (one already announced) and are
therefore display pieces as well as music
embossing, Is a plus also for any self -
selling device --and so despite head -
shakings, merchandise men are certain
that disk racks as well as combo racks
are on their way.

Plenty of Schmaltz, But
Little "Send Me, Jackson"
In European Night Spots
Everything From Bagpipes to Symphony Ork To Be Heard

(Some additional notes on the 'MU liC

hi., in European countries are contained
in this article by The Billboard's general
manager, Joe Csida, who recently re-
turned from a quick -tour War Depart-
ment junket to former battle areas
overseas.)

NEW YORK, Nov. 19.-This little com-
position will undoubtedly be slugged by
the desk "Around Europe on a Dischord"
or "Eight Nations to the Bar." or "Eight
Bars to Each Nation" for that matter.
Or maybe It was 80. Unlike the Music
Report on England (The Billboard. No-
vember 10 Issue) It does not purport to
give a trade picture of the music biz In
Europe or In any of the countries dis-
cussed. It is strictly a verbal jam -ses-
sion of sometimes sweet. sometimes hot.
sometimes sour notes on music as this
reporter saw it in all kinds of spots in
all kinds of European cities and coun-
tries.

Take the small drinkery in Luxem-
bourg, for instance. It was a joint
roughly comparable to a neighborhood
pub In any American city. A healthy.
hefty, pleasant lady of about 45 was
tending bar, passing out kvetch (the Lux
national drink) and assorted wet goods.
Lady's two daughters supplied the music.
one playing fiddle or accordion and the
other piano. Fiddle double on accordion
was age 13 and plans age 9. Kids played
Luxembourg and French songs. and Don't
Fence Me In. Not good. but what do
you want, child prodigies? And they
played all night. The lord of the house
sat at a table with a couple of fellow -
citizens. sipping at his pipe and repeated
tumblers of kvetch. Explained the bar-
maid: "He has a cold."

Salzburg Jive
In Salzburg. Austria, after having been

photographed In front of the statue of
Mozart in the village square (to estab-
lish his standing as a music expert) this
reporter caught a session of Salzberg
jive. (If there are any longhair guys In
the audience, we're only kidding.) But
we thought we were going to a legit show.
It was at the Landestheater Salzburg
and the drama skedded was Der Tor Und
Der Tod (The Fool and Death), by Von
Hugo Von Hofmaniasthal. This came
off, but only after a concert by the
Strelchquartett d -moll entitled Dcr Tod
Und Das Madchen (Death and the Girl).
Quartet was three violins and a cello
grouped center -stage around a large,
fringe -shaded floor lamp. Very beauti-
ful. but deadly (no pun Intended) to a
character from Lindy's.

And talking of strings. Main Stem mu-
sic men should lay nn ear open to the
ork at the Ambassndeurs. Paris nitery.
Instrumentation: Eight fiddles. a cello. a
harp and a piano. This outfit plays for
dancing (and packs the floor consistent-
ly) and gives a concert about midnight
at which all the champagne -guzzlers sit
In *hushed attention. As could be imag-
ined music is strictly on the push side,
which is ldeal'for the dim -lighted. Inti-
mate unary In which they're working.

Strings in South
Down in Southern France. too. strings

are the thing. and here there was ample
evidence they were selling it strong to
0.I.'s. At floorshows in a number of
clubs (the Provencal. the Belles Rives,
etc.) a Czech violinist, Vlastl Krikava,
did fiddle solos (with piano accomp)
and drew as terrific a mitt as anything
in the show. Krikava, Incidentally. Ls

the type of musician you find around the
Continent these days. He was a top
student at the National Music School,
Geneva, Switzerland, and snatched all
kinds of prima for his fiddling. He then
became a hot jazz fan and learned to
play a mean trumpet. He held down a
trumpet chair with the best bands in
Europe for some 12 years, and in 1938
tossed the works to go back to fiddling.
Today he's one of Europe's top orches-

trators of Gypsy music, but hustles
around Riviera niteries. scraping his
fiddle for a living.

On the Riviera, too. Is where the current
pop Symphony originally caught on.

Tune was written by one of Europe's
oppressed German -Jews, man named Al -

stone, who was hounded all over the

continent by the Neale and who did the
number as a sort of farewell, cruel world,
piece. French title, as Alstone wrote it.
was C'at Flat (It is the End). But he
escaped the Gestapo grab once more and
things looked up. This was France's No.
1 hit last August and September unless
you can count Please Mr. Truman. Why
Can't We Go Home?. lyric parody to tune
of Lilt Marlene, which was being plugged
like mad by Riviera canary Claire LeClerc.

Hot Song
In Berlin a hot hit was an unpublished

ditty called Give My Regards to Mayor
La Guardia-Any. As far as music in
Berlin, or the rest of Germany for that
matter, goes (always excepting the
Armed Forces Network radio stations
which fed a constant stream of current
American pops) It was practically non-
existent. Russians were doing a German
music job with Radio Berlin. where they
had a 48 -man dance band, and an 88 -
man symphony ork (all Germans). who
did studio broadcasts to which 2 to 8
marks admission (20 to 80 cents) were
charged.

Italy was about like Germany In that
the mood for music was at a very low
ebb. But there was that night at the
Excelsior Hotel. where the band was
something it's better not to write home
or anywhere else about. They played
against three acts In a floorshow and
came in ahead by at least three bars
each time.

We started the run around Europe
with the very noble intent of trying to
tip off readers on what kinds of musil
(aside from Mr. WhiskersD our guys were
learning to like best. 'We gave it up
when we heard them bring the house
down with mitting for a Canadian bag-
pipe band (11 gals in kilts. all with
strong legs and bagpipes) at the
Queensbury Club in London. But come
to think of It the gals didn't sound tee
unlike some of the alleged hot jazz out-
fits being waxed by certain diskeries hen
today.

CHICAGO, Nov. 17.-Record retailers
and distributors will be treated to what
looms as a Midwest battle for top service
by record companies. both the established
biggies and the up-and-coming new-
comers. Witls announcements of new
openings of pressing plants and more
purchases of more modern and auto-
matic equipment trade sources feel that
Plenty of fur will be flying by March,
1946. when recording companies have
completed the bulk of their plans toward
servicing Midwest platter outlets.

Word from Decca execs indicates that
their Chi pressing plant should be ready
to handle top production some time early
In 1946, which will put Dacca In the
foremost position among the Big Four.
others of which are Capitol, Victor 'and
Columbia, for Decca will have the fine
transportation facilities offered by a rail
and air Isub like Chi. Entrance of Decca
into th tussle for best coverage of the
Midwest market means that the Big Four
will stimulate their efforts to be first on
the market with plenty of what the
record dealers want, for previously Decca
had to ship in from the Coasts, while
Victor has had a plant at Indianapolis
for several years. while Columbia pUr-
chased. a plant at Rings Mills, 0.. near
Cincinanti. about 16 months ago and is
sending out heavy shipment of disks.
altho local Columbia execs report plant
still hasn't reached peak production.
Capitol still has the roughest fight on Its
hands. for Its Chi central distribution
center must wait for its disks to come
all the way from Scranton. Pa.

New Labels
Competitive picture among the Big

Four has been further complicated In the
Midwest by the advent of several very
promising appearing new labels, such as
Mercury and Majestic, which are manu-
factured In Chi, and Premier. which has
Its presses In St. Louis. and Vogue, which
is ready to put out Its first releases soon
from a plant in Detroit. While each of
these firms still hasn't the foothold on
the industry that any of the Big Four
have gained, still many of their pressing
facilities are extremely modern and In
time they may be able to compete with
the bigger diskeries when It comes to
production.

Because of the heavy demand for
records, distribution has become just as
big a problem as correct selection of
artists and numbers to platter works
execs. Wartime shortages and personnel
losses provided a good cover-up for firms
which weren't meeting the demands of
retailers, but distributors in the Midwest
are demanding prompt attention and
immediate filling of their orders for
what Is wanted by the record collector.
Major Midwest distributors have reported
that it's just as important to get the
tune they want by a completely un-
known artist as It is that they get the
tune by a well-known recording name.
which Indicates that the smaller firms.
which don't have well-known artists on
their labels. will be able to compete with
the biggies If they can get their platters
on the market ahead of their leader
rivals.

"public interest" without such hearing IS
definitely assured in radio statute.

Highlight of the government brief--
given insufficient attention in Fuchs's
presentation, according to some observers
here-was a possible floodtide of "strike
applications" which court reversal of
present FCC procedures on applications
would create. Unless the FCC were em-
powered to give "go signals" to radio
applicants at its discretion, conflict-
ing "strike applications" by interested
parties could effectively delay any
nation-wide development of FM and
television service, according to the gov-
ernment brief. Dummy applications and
protest of all kinds could be used by
existing or competing radio operators to
block new radio service in a community.

Fuchs pointed to delays in administra-
tive procedure which mandatory hear-
ings would mean at FCC. To this Chief
Justice Stone remarked dryly that the
court could save itself a lot of time if
they did not bother to listen to argu-
ments or read the briefs. FCC approval
of Fetzer's station in Grand Rapids. It
was explained, derived from the fact that
tt provided new primary service to over
200.000 people. while Ashbacker pro-
posed to increase Its listening audience
only by 4,000 at night and around 10,000
In daytime hours. At the same time, the
FCC found that Fetzer's station would
not interfere with existing radio service,
whereas Ashbacker's outlet created prob-
lems of interference with WHBY at
Appleton. WIN. In answer. Ashbacker op-
posed the FCC grant to Fetzer for
"monopoly reasona." since Fetzer already
operated WKZO at Kalamazoo. and it
was claimed the service areas of the two
&UAWus would overlap.

Det. Cafe Books Doll Pablo,
Out of Khaki, for a Year

DETROIT, Nov. 19.-Something like a
record booking for a night club band
here has been set with the return of
Don Pablo to the Palm Beach Cafe un-
der contract to remain a solid year.
Pablo was in the spot for six years, with
one break of two months, prior to en-
tering the army in August. 1943. lie
was released a few weeks ago and has
reorganized his band, making this his
first steady civilian date.

Palm Beach uses elaborate floor shows
plus a 10 -piece band, and is in several re-
spects a competitor to the Bowery on a
smaller scale, not using the name at-
tractions characteristic of the more fa-
mous spot. Place is operated by Mike
Scuderl, with Nate Giurlanda as man-
ager.

Booking of Pablo's band was made thru
MCA, which originally booked him into
the spot. Band Is also broadcasting
three nights a week from the Palm Beach
over WWJ.

Scranton -Capitol Get

NEW YORK, Nov. 19.-Attempt by
Scranton and Capitol Record companies
to throw Continental Record's conspiracy
suit against them out of court. came to
nought last week when Supreme Court
Justice Samuel Hofstadter reserved de-
cish on their motion.

Dismissal was sought on the grounds
that in the complaint, Continental had
failed to state a cause of action and
that there was another suit pending to
the Federal Court for alleged breach of
contract.

Later case, in which Scranton stands
alone as breaching an agreement for
the delivery of records, was adjourned
to the non -jury calendar for trial the
second week of January. Both sides
agreed that they weren't ready for trial.

NEW YORK, Nov. 19.-What might
possibly nix the sky-high production
skeds which many of the diskeries have
set for themselves in the coming year,
was seen last week in an announcement
made by some of the large gum houses
that in addition to a decline in Congo
gum-a binder in disk making-there
was no hope that Manila copal-one of
the most widely used base materials be-
fore the war, would be coming thru for
another year.

"Additionally not only is Manila copal
an impossibility at least for another
year," a spokesman for the Wlnterbourne
Company said, "and a drop In the com-
mon Congo gum starting to be seen, but
far more important. shipments of shellac
are being held up by Indian merchants
who are waiting for the dissolution of
the OPA."

Most record orgs used mixtures of
resins with other ingredients during the
war and on the surface these reports
shouldn't affect them too seriously. How-'
ever, as one of the gum men pointed out,
several of the diskeries have planned
their future production with an in-
creased supply of these gums and shellac
In mind-and that's where the ashes
come in.

Midwestern Lounge Bookers
Frantic for Entertaining Units

CHICAGO, Nov. 10.-With rumors be-
coming stronger weekly that the 20 per
cent tax on dancing and singing will be
erased soon, Midwestern cocktail bookers
are battling for the top names and the
promising newcomers among entertain-
ing units and singles. Boys who sked
the talent are inking an unprecedented
number of acts and singles to manage-
ment pacts becatise they want to be able
to service their accounts and take care
of outside bids for vaude-type units and
singles. Feeling locally Is that when the
tax does lift. ops will overlook almost
completely the units that Just played
their horns, because past experience has
shown ops that an occasional vocal pulls
plenty of payees into the lounge.

Entertain-and Cog. Too?
Jack Russell. of Mutual Entertainment

Agency. said that ops are now reaching
the point where they demand not only
an entertaining unit. but a comedy unit
besides. Russell, and his opinion was
corroborated by other agents, said that
with the present scarcity of talent he
could not possibly fill requests even if
they were for just plain entertaining
units and singles. Russell said that
present shortage of talent is due mainly
to the fact that for the past two years
most ops of lounges were reluctant to
try the 20 per cent tax and as a result
the bulk of the units dropped the lyrics
from their arrangements. All at once,
Russell said, ops are now trying to bring
entertaining units back into their spots
and are finding it tough to get what
they want, because bookers are servicing
the accounts that used entertaluing
units during the entire war and letting
what few are left over take care of the
remainder of the demand.

Free Ride
Situation has reached the point where

an Indiana lounge op came to Chl, saw
a unit he liked, urged them to work fur
him and when they declined. he offered
them a free ride and visit to his spot
on their day off. so they might see the
conditions they could work under. Cur-
rently recognized names among enter-
taining cocktail acts are receiving top
salaries of their careers, and great de-
mand for such type entertainment has
skyrocketed prices for newcomer units
which show promise. Kings of Strings.
Negro foursome, started at the Bamboo
Room, Kenosha, Wis., for $475 weekly
and have hiked their take to $750 in
three months. Bill Samuels, Negro King
Colish trio, has doubled his salary be-
cause of the unit's vocals. Dave Pritch-
ard's eight -piece unit recently signed
with Mercury Records, started at around
$750 weekly several months ago and are
now well up above $1,000. Hillard
Brown's sextet has raised its salary 50
per cent since they started working three
months ago because unit has exceptional
voices and harmony work.

Shortage of and demand fur entertain-

Plastic Disks Keep
System Men Busy
Scaling Down Cost

 NEW YORK, Nov. 18. --With engineers
convinced that. the future of the disk
biz lies somewhere between plastics, au-
tomatic presses and wire and tape re-
cording, system men are concentrating
on plastics at this time, with emphasis
On the idea of bringing down the cost
of base materials and production on a
mass basis.

Organizations like Dumor arc devot-
ing a, solid slice of their capital invest-
ment. not only in new machinery and
equipment, but in actually building a
new factory, because present buildings
are not supposed to be adaptable to
chemical manufacturing. Fact that
many of the cliskeries are working in
factories with presses "from the year
one" has been pointed out by plastic
men as one of the reasons why disk pro-
duction hasn't kept up with demand.
Plastic men claim that new presses in -

newly designed factories are the an-
swer-not more manpower or base ma-
terials-and of course plastics.

(Continued /rom page 8)
riding "a forum for crackpots" and mak-
ing "a travesty of the investigative proc-
ess." Washington. Post, published and
edited by Eugene Meyer. who owns WINX
(District of Columbia), has wide influ-
ence in the Capital. At least two Con-
gressmen plan to put the Post editorial
views on record as part of a drive to reno-
vate the Un-American Committee. The
Post editorial, one of the most strongly -
worded pieces which has appeared since
Meyer bought the paper, said in part:

"The House Committee on Un-Ameri-
can Activities, re -incarnated at the be-
hest of Rep. John Rankin after the
political demise of its former chairman,
Martin Dies, shows bow strong a force
heredity can be. The present group, con-
trolled by Mr. Rankin aitho Rep. John
Wood is Its nominal chairman. is a chip
off the old block. Whatever hope may
have existed for a reform in its manners
and morals has by now been altogether
dissipated. Like its forebear. it is up to
the old and ugly tricks of imputing guilt
by association, blackening reputations by
unsubstantiated allegations and witch-
hunting among progressives. It con-
tinues to be a sleazy reflection upon the
great legislative body in the name of
which It is permitted to speak.

"The latest item in the catalog of
of this committee's assaults on tradi-
tional American freedoms is its action in
requesting the scripts of seven radio
commentators. What legitimate concern
can it have with them? That Mr. Rankin
will disapprove of the views voiced by
these men is scarcely to be doubted since
they have from time to time been no less
critical of them than has this newspaper.
That Mr. Rankin will consider this differ-
ence of opinion incontrovertible proof of
their un-Americanism is to be taken for
granted from his past leaps in logic. He
is entitled. of course, to his own Judg-
ment of them. But his attempt to use
the power of his Congressional position
to brand them as subversive is an at-
tempt to intimidate them and their spon-
sors, an attempt to limit freedom of
speech and an attempt indeed. to subvert
basic American institutions, which is it-
self the worst form of un-Americanism."

Post editorial went on to denounce the
committee for undermining "the prestige
of Congress" by the committee's fatuity
no less than by its bigotry. "Committee,"
stated the Post. "less caused Congress to
look ludicrous." and, added the paper,
"Congress for its own sake ought to put
a prompt end to its antics."

BING CROSBY -BOB HOPE (Decca)
Put It There, Pal-FT; V. Road to Morocco-FT; V.

From the standpoint of merchandise, there is eoucho mucho in the mating ofBing Crosby and Bob Hope to Introduce the label's new Specialty Series. But as muchas one must admire the artistry of both gents in their respective fields, neither Bingnor Bob give a fair sample of their talents in this spinning. As a matter of fact, It'sa case where singer Bing tries to turn comic and funny man Hope casts himself as asinger. The net result Is a nonentity. Were It not for the names involved, It canall pass off as a home -spun ham on the part of a pair of parlor wits. Crosby and Hopemerely have a session of synthetic fun, leaving the listener to wonder what it Is allabout. Even with the song material, it's much ado over nothing. Both selections areof the novelty genre, scooped up skimpishly by Jimmy Van Heusen and Johnny Burke
for movie scores. "Put It There, Pal." Is a feeble attempt to create a "Mr. Gallagherand Mr. Sheen" pattern. But It never does. "Road to Morocco" displays even lessIngenuity as song material for such a high-powered pair. Hope, who needs moreexpanse than what a confiding platter can afford, signs Off with an under -breathmurmur-"We can be arrested!" And he ain't kidding, bub!

Vie Schoen's musical beats, keeping the spinning bright, should help to bring In
some nickels strictly on the novelty strength of the pair of big panics involved In'this needling.

But with the lounge

tirely. If they arrive at a point where
they are considered names, they usually
leave the field and go Into vaude or
straight night clubs. In that case they
already have a box-office value on which
they can cash in. Number of such
combos, however, can be counted on the
fingers of two hands.

Cocktail Grads
Among the topnotcher. In the &mull-

ing door biz are auch outfit. as the Three
Suns. Milt Herth. Adrian RoMM. Art
Tatum, Maurice Rocco. Don Ronald°,
Charlie Farrell. King Cole. Joy Paige and
maybe one or two others. Yet while
these performer. got their start in the
aaloons, end some of them atill work in
them. they have in the main become
standard names that theater and riflery
bookers know all about and play from
time to time. But there are a flock of
others, names In their own locality, that
bookers outside of the lounge field never
heard of. It Is these unite that have a
tough time cashing In on what they
think their value should be.

A trio going on a Job for about $300
does okay for the op. The measure of
value to the op. however, isn't based on
how solid a Job they do behind the bar.
The way the op sees it. it all depends on
how much bushiest they bring an. hold.
and bring in again. Basically, the boss
doesn't care a fig about what kind of
noise they make. If the customers like
it and buy the drinks, and he sees it
In the cash register, then the combo la
doing a great job. If it playa great
music, sings sock tunes and makes with
good entertainment but doesn't pull in
business, so far as the op is concerned.
the unit is from hunger. It's Just as
plain as that. For, like in all other
branches of showbiz, it Isn't quality that

counts but quantity. And quantity
means dough.

Raise No Precedent
It can be assumed that an outfit

Shut brings in the apeuders is worth
Inure. and It the booker knows what it's
all about he can get It a nice raise. But
the raise In Intel!, while gratifying,
doesn't establish anything for future
Jobe. The combo may have lifted its
salary from 1300 to maybe $500. But the
bigger figure isn't going to be easy to get
in future jobs unless the unit can prove
its draw. A local rep. which moat of the
combo. acquire. isn't much of a yelling
talk. So. even if the boys feel they have
established themselves at a new salary,
they discover that there's all the differ-
ence in the world between what a new
op Is ready to pay and their demands.
The boss Isn't convinced that because
the boys brought business Into the Blue
Duck Inn in Keokuk that they'll do good
for him in Trenton. He never heard of
them and argues that his customers
never heard of them either. So right
away that 1.500 figure begins to melt.

If the combo feels itself strong enough
It can tell the booker to climb a tree and
that It won't work for under $500. If
the booker can make with the tongue
fast enough and le lucky enough to hit
an op where he has to get something
right away, he may get the kind of
dough the boys now expect. But let the
combo lay around for a few weeks and
right away It will come down in price.
That means it has to start all over again_
It Le possible that If the boys really have
something ,on the ball, the customers
like it and show It by keeping the bar-
tender busy, the op will come thru with
a substantial raise. But In the final
analysts the boys and girls who make
with the Instruments and the voices will
have to prove it over and over again on
aim°.t every job before they can get
the kind of moolah they're looking for.

Gimmicks and Build -Ups
The only other way they can make the

grade In rep and money fa thru promo-
tional gimmicks which tnust have a
national appeal; or lacking that, at least
a sectional build -tip. That requires a
three-way tie-up in which the agent
must play a key role. neat step is to
get the combo on a Job. If It does bust-
ne., fine and good. But here the split
comes. For In this triple play. doing a
good Job from the op's viewpoint Isn't
too Important. Monti° must have some-
thing that Is different. It must have
musictauship, a certain flair which can
be commercialized and some gimmicks
that have a potential mass appeal. Next
step is to get radio talent buyers into the
Joint to see them. If the boys register
they may get an air austainer or two
which may eventually lead to a spon-
sored program.

If they get to that stage it make* no
difference any more If they do a good
job for any individual op. For by that
time they are a name and if they want
to work a lounge they can get a price.
But before the air programs come along
It is desirable that the boys get a few
disk dates. Again it is up to the sales-
man to drag in a waxer and bell on the
merits of his property.

All
the agent can do Is to show the group
and hope to heaven that It won't be one
of its off days.

You Gupta Sell the Disks
A record date In itself doesn't mean

anything. Boys may cut a few tildes and
then nothing may happen. They must
have a distinctive something that wt11
take these platters oft the shelves and
Into the public's hands.

The King Cole Trio, admittedly a draw
today, didn't mean a thing nationally
until they cut Straighten Up and Fly
Right. That one caught on and now the
boys can get anywhere from 41.500 to
$2.000 for lounge dates. But for every
King Cole outfit. they're hundreds of
other combos who keep working In their
localities. acquire some kind of a
neighborhood rep, but fall flat when
they try to cash in on it outside of their
home towns or even off the block.

More Than Luck Needed
That luck plays a large part In a

build-up which can be cashed in is
granted. But luck alone never pushed
a unit Into the dough. If the unit is
good-and all of them think they are-
they must prove It on the Job. They
must prove it to the op by bringing in
the biz. They must prove it to the
talent buyer who is looking for a radio
potential; they must prove It to the
record company which is going to put
up cash and gamble on them. And finally
they must prove it to the public' who,
in the final analysis, will pay the tariff.

If au outfit conies along and can do
all that it won't stay In the loungea very
long. It will climb to the cafes. vaude
bowies, get air time and cut records. It
will get dough-real dough-and can
stay up there as long as it continues to
deliver.

If this sounds like a tough order, the
boys in the lounge field can expect
tougher opposlsh now that the ex-0.1.'s
are getting back into the big. A lot of
these kids have acquired new ideas since
they put on uniforms. Ideas that Lust'
make their stuff stand out like a dam-
aged gam in a chorus line. That means
that the present outfits will have to be
that much better Just to stay around
and the name combos will have to give
up coasting ott their rein it they want to
stay up there and keep collecting that
velvet week in sad week out.

Editorial

How About Some Noodling?
THERE has been plenty of breeze -

shooting In the trade about the
probable effect of USO shows among
servicemen in creating a brand-new
audience for vaudeville. The story
from The Billboard correspondent
in the adjoining column Is the first
piece of concrete evidence we have
seen on the subject-and Its worth
reading and pondering.

It Is worth reading and pondering
because there's a frightened sus-
picion lurking in the mind of many
a man who has to do with putting
together stakeshows that maybe the
band -show gimmick has outworn
its usefulness. But most of the
guys In the trade still comfort each
other with a rhetorical question:
"Know anything to replace it?"

Maybe it's time to stop asking
that easy question. Taste for flesh
given soldiers-most of them for
the first time-has created an audi-
ence. Nobody knows how big that
audience is. It remains to be tested
at the b. o.

But it is a ripe, an eager audi-
ence. It wants to be entertained.

If what was found in Minneapolis
is indicative-and there's no reason
to doubt that it is-that audience
is not going to be entertained for
long by 18 guys playing the current
tunes, succeeded by 18 guys play-
ing the current tunes, succeeded by
18 guys playing the next batch of
current tunes, ad infinitum.

The vaude Industry has had easy
pickings the last few years, but
vaudefllm houses soon may have to
start scrapping for that almighty
buck. and for customers.

The time may almost be upon us
when we'll have to stop at asking
that easy question-and go out and
show a little good, old enterprise.
The band -show is here to stay, of
course. That is no proof, however,
that it must continue to dominate
the flesh picture the way it does
today, or be as minus in showman-
ship as it is In so many cases.

Flesh -educated servicemen are a
new and important factor. The
trade will have to find a way to keep
them entertained - or lose them.
And vaude cannot afford to lose
them.

Gluck's Bitter Yen

as always, it makes a booker
mighty happy to have one of the
boys remember to send some of
the back commissions-even if
he can't buy as much as a cup
of coffee with the dough.

Vet Nixes Band
Shows & Claims
Boys Yen Vaude

MINNEAPOLIS, Nov. 19. - Returning
G.I.'s accustomed to viewing CSI stage -
shows while overseas, are not satisfied
with the name band type of stage enter-
tainment offered in theaters, a veteran
who signed himself Fred G. Olson de-
clared In a letter to the editor of The
Minneapolis Star -Journal this week.

Olson's views were upheld by a num-
ber of other ex-G.L'a questioned by The
Billboard here following publication of
the letter. Asking "When will Min-
neapolis rate a regular vaudeville thea-
ter?" Olson declared that name band
products are "synthetic." He called for
the return of variety to the stage and
the ork to the pit.

Letter declared that vaudeville acts
are being booked into night clubs when
they should rightfully go into the thea-
ters. "Overseas we were entertained by
stakeshows thru the USO," Olson as-
serted. "Now, that the war Is over we
would like to see them at regular thea-
ters."

Ex-G.I.'s questioned by The Billboard
were of the age group which never knew
old-time vaude. Given a taste of it in
military service they said they liked it
and wanted more In their home -town
theaters. Those questioned pointed out
that appearances of name bands on oc-
casion Is okay but that more variety
acts should be provided for the public.
Name bands, they said, belong in danc-
cries and on the radio, while variety acts
should dominate vaude stage.

Baker Boys Sell Club Bali;
New Ops' Budget Maybe Tops

MIAMI, Nov. 19.-Trade here says the
Baker boys, Abe and Manny, have dis-
posed of their Club Bali operation. The
Bakers have been running it for two years
and have turned it into a successful op,
so there Is plenty of speculation as to
the reason for the sale. However, the
word is that the new op will go all-out
for a stiff budget and name -act policy,
thus engendering a lot of competition
for another resort spot, the Clover Club,
which is further down the street. Re-
ported sale Intensifies competition for
what is expected to be one of Florida's
biggest seasons.

NEW YORK, Nov. 10.-With vaude-
film grosses off around the country in
the major centers except New York some
trade sources arc beginning to wonder If
theaters themselves aren't contributing
to killing the goose that laid the golden
egg via their stiff scale -schedules. Tariffs
at fleshers have gone up during the war
period because theater admissions are not
subject to price control and with the
public battering down the doors, theater
ops felt they could Just as well charge
all the traffic would bear.

Their own expenses had gone up con-
siderably for labor talent and the extras,
so there was a sound financial reason
for raising the entry fee, as well as the
natural tendency to charge more when
people will pay more. With upped ticket
fees grosses jumped everywhere and
everybody was happy.

But the fact still remained that it cost
a lot more to get In to see a picture and
stage bill. In some theaters about 100
per cent more, and that's a lot of per cent.

Different Pic Now
Now with a recession of some kind on-

for greater or lesser duration-the price
of a ticket to a vaude-film show still is
where it was before the end of the war.
And, again. there are sound reasons why
It stays there-price of acts, labor costs,
extras. These are at their former levels.
But trade thinkers here are beginning to
wonder if an admission of, for example.
$1.20 isn't a bit out of line, considering
present volume.

A 81.20 tap isn't much when Joe Worker
or Joe Ex-G.I. has It in his kick, but it is
a lot of money when his funds are a little
short. He has to be given a lot of Induce-
ment to part with that sum for himself
and the same for his girl. The inducement
has to be more than it would have to be
to get him to shell out 75 cents for in-
stance.

And, as everyone knows, Mr. Ticket -
buyer can't always be given a lot for his
money. There are too many variables for

Cotillion Room, New York
Talent Policy: Floorshows at 9.15 and 12:15.

Class room's new show leaves much to
be desired. Even quantity (it now has
three instead of the customary two
acts) doesn't make up for it. Main fault
Iles with the headliner and the No. 2
act. Both come In with heavy reps but
neither live up to them.

Star act of the bill is the Stroud Twins,
who are working together for the first
time since they left the service. Both
boys are a little chubbier and a little
grayer but still make a nice appearance.
But if looks are okay their material is
pathetic. Routines consist of the tired
stuff every two-bit comic peddles in the
beer joints. They throw In the Charlie
Chaplin -Errol Flynn bits; the one about
" . . . I was out with a girl last night
and was she ugly, etc." If they get an
occasional titter It was from their dead-
panning delivery of their "Well, I'll be
God damned" which seemed to tickle
the customers. Only good thing that
can be said for them Is that they walked
off fast. If the boys are serious about
coming back to showbiz they would be
well advised to Invest in some new ma-
terial. Stuff they showed may have
killed them In army camps. If they con-
tinue using it, the process may be re-
versed.

Milena Miller, who came in with a
radio rep, was obviously oversold. Gal,
a luscious blond who looks great full -
face but n. 6. g. In profile, was obviously
nervous. But a lot of her nervousness
came from badly over -arranged numbers
plus some corny talky -talk intros which
didn't mean anything. Fact that canary
followed a dance team (Artini and Con-
suelo) which was sock also bad some-
thing to do with It. She was too weak
to follow a strong act. Miss Miller opened
with Nowhere and showed a small voice.
Followed with No Can Do and proved It.
Gave out next with End of Time and
was brought back by friends for This or
That. Thrush may get by once initial
nervousness is overcome, but that intro
stuff will have her in trouble *If she
doesn't drop it. It isn't good, smart or
even amusing. It's Just a stage wait and
a complete waste of time. Miss Miller
would do a lot better in a smaller room.
Spot here is Just too big for her and
she's still a long ways from the Cotillion
Room.

Artini and Consuelo, who open the
bill, are sock from their entrance to
their walk -off. Judging from the job
they did and the reception they got
they could have stayed on for the entire
evening If their breath held out. Couple
open with an easy ballroom routine that
builds up into a graceful carrousel num-
ber. Follow with some more smooth
stuff featuring short, quick stops and
perfect timing which stacked up for big
mitts. Then came a call for requests,
and pair did a samba, rumba, polka and
a charming Venezuelan folk dance which
just about pulled the house down. Pair
looks good, knows its material and shows
plenty of showmanship.

Stanley Melba's ork did competently

Miss
Barrie has been around long enough to
know that when she opens in a new
room the customers want and expect
something new. Instead, she gave out
with Good, Good, Good and No Can Do,

both of which are used by every $50
singer. Considering the fact that the
girl Is in here for a reported $1,000,
she is not delivering. Her ballad, Till
the End of Time, meant nothing except
a lull. A little more phrasing, some
meaning to the words, and It would have
made a whale of a difference. As it was,
even her friends sat on their hands. Her
best was the Yiddish I Want To Play.
If it wasn't for that one, the pay-
off would have been an egg. But in-
stead of getting off when she was ahead,
she came back for Can't Say No and No
Squee2a Da Balton. The first was just
wormy corn and the second was plain
miserable. Latter requires dialect and
she can't do it. At least she didn't when
caught.

Most surprising and improved act on
the bill was young Alan Gale. When
last caught the comic was said to be sick.
But there was nothing the matter with
him this time. He socked with both
bands: he pulled the customers into his
act and had pieces of biz that killed
them. In fact, everything he did pulled
yocks. Since last caught he has dropped
most of his dialect, using it only oc-
casionally for a fast one-two and three
liners for maximum yock effect. Boy did

a great job with his on -the -beam chat-
ter but for ono thing-his soap -box rou-
tine. Number in Itself is amusing, but
Its significance to many customers is
painful and at times insulting. There gre
enough rabble rousers around to dew
the seeds of race prejudice without a
professional comic yelping them out. He
would be well advised to drop the rou-
tine. It isn't that he needs it. He's a
funny guy without it. Bill Smith.

AFM and other unions. Obviously, it is
said, no New York op is going to scream
about Chicago's headaches.

So, if the
patron can't get his $1.20 worth, he won't
go.

"Not So Simple"
The answer obviously is to cut theater

admissions if the amount of folding
money in circulation is shorter than be-
fore and if something super -extra can't
be served up for the price at which the
guy balks. But, say the trade dopesters,
that's not as simple as It appears.

Most houses of any importance are
operated by film companies or holding
companies which, naturally, want to turn
as neat a profit as possible. Also they
want to roll up big grosses for pictures,
which is the main reason they put in
flesh in the first place.

With the cost of everything remaining
the same, and with the film companies
yenning big grosses on pictures (since
film rentals are determined by grosses
registered and the expenditure put into a
picture is determined by its prospective
rentals) there isn't much chance that
ticket charges will be reduced.

A lot of the boys feel a campaign ought
to be started to induce the owners of
vaude-film houses to cut price scales be-
fore any permanent damage results for
the vaude industry. But they admit there
isn't much prospect of success for such a
campaign until operating costs come
down. So, they sit by, feeling that some-
thing ought to be done, but what?

It's a simple case of plenty agreement
that the admissions cat ought to be
belled, but who's going to bell her?

Raynor said that he felt that AGVA
pressure for the six -day week had eased
during the past week, and that COA
members were not yet ready to agree to
the AGVA edict. Raynor said that mem-
bers felt that the AGVA demand for a
six -day week for chorines was the first
move in a general attempt to bring about
a cut week for all entertainers in the
AGVA membership. COA members are
not ready to accept the six -day week be-
cause biz locally has dropped 30 per cent
generally during the past couple months,
Raynor added.

Move on the part of AGVA to secure
a day off for line girls isn't too hotly
contested by the larger cafe ops. trade
sources revealed, but it's the smaller
bistros, where less than six girls are used
in the line, that stand to suffer if and
when the AGVA rule is enforced. In the
larger spots. where there are eight or more
gals. one of the chorines can take off
each day and the line can still look Im-
pressive with the girls that are left. If
one of a six -girl line takes off, as would
be the case in the smaller spots. it would
make the line look weak. Plenty of the
smaller spot ops here are considering
dropping the line completely if and when
AGVA demands a six -day week, feeling
that they can do just as well by bringing
In another act for the dough they were
formerly shelling out for chorines.

Shangri-La Op
Stymies Union,

Hunts Talent
NEW YORK, Nov. 17.-Armed with a

preliminary injunction restraining the
Philly local of AGVA from keeping its
members from working at the Shangri-
La there, Dewey Yesner, operator of the
spot, came to town this week to round
up a show for next week. Results of
the trip are not concrete as of this writ-
ing because while Yesner undoubtedly
has a hammerlock on the Philly union
he still has to surmount the influence
of AGVA's national obits-which issues
franchises to agents all over country and
which controls union members.

Yesner filed an action In Philly's
Court of Common Pleas after he and
his spot were listed by AGVA as "un-
fair" in a squabble growing out of an
$8,800 back -pay claim by Noel Sherman,
New York actor and show producer.
Court action versus an AGVA rap is un-
usual, but Yesner essayed the scales of
justice on the ground that a true labor
dispute was not involved and hence the
union had no business to interfere. He
won the first round when a local judge
last week ruled in his favor on technical
points. The national office of AGVA has
intervened and will take the ruling to an
appeal. also on technicalities, but mean-
while Yesner has his injunction and Is
trying to get his spot going with a bill
Of acts.

"Unfair" in N. Y. E.
While Yesner is In the clear in that

the Philly local Is under wraps and
agents or acts in that city might con-
ceivably play ball with him, he still has
to reckon with the national AGVA office.
Catch in the situation Is that the Philly
local is autonomous, with its own set
of officers, whose hands are bound. But
the national officers of AGVA are out-
side the jurisdiction of the Philly court
and there is nothing to prevent it from
enforcing its "unfair" listing from here.
In fact, it is known that the national
office put Yesner on the "unfair" list at
the request of the Philly office. New
York also Is demanding a bond from the
Shangri-La before it will be permitted
to open.

Second catch is that an act or agent
in Philly who might want to go along
with Yesner would have to keep one eye
on the national office of AGVA, where
there are membership files and franchise
files. As for the New York dittoes,
they're within a nickel phone -call dis-
tance of AGVA and it is reported that
there was a lot of phoning to the na-
tional office the last few days of this
week to find out just how "unfair" Yes-
ner and the Shangri-La are.

Dempsey's Returning to Tax
On Show Policy Next Month

NEW YORK, Nov. 19.-One of the first
to throw out entertaining units when the
federal club tax came in, and a devotee
of a taxless policy ever since, Dempsey's
place on Broadway Is reported ready to
switch to a tax and entertainment policy.

Deal is said to Involve the services of
Teddy King ork, now at the Hotel Dixie.
Outfit closes In hostelry shortly and goes
out on a bond tour with Jack Dempsey.
After that band is due into the room.
Tax -policy will start runing after 9 p.m.
each night. Change is said to be due
to recent falling -off of biz.

Weinstein & Dolson, Texas
Ops, Dissolve Partnership

FORT WORTH, Nov. 19.-Abe Wein-
stein and Puppy Dolson, who for years
operated cabarets and night clubs In
Fort Worth and Dallas, has dissolved
partnership. Weinstein retains Abe &
Pappy's Cabaret. Dallas downtown spot,
but changes the name to Abe's Colony
Club.

Dolson is planning on building a night
club in the near future. They disposed
of their Fort Worth night club several
months ago.

Transport Showbiz
NEW YORK, Nov. 19.-Showbiz of a

new type, with G.I. wrinkles, has made
its appearance on spots on the face of
the globe where performers never before
dreamed of appearing-on troop trans-
ports that bring the men home each
week, according to Maj. Walter C. Steb-
bins. sports and race promoter.

Altho reading, movies, bingo, boxing
matches, games and other time -killers
are popular on big ships, It's theater
that gets 'em. There's no "squatting
space" when transport troupers appear.

Special Services or Transport Services
divisions of the ports of embarkation lay
plenty of stress on the importance of
flesh shows on transports. No big names
are being used, talent being recruited
solely from the ranks of returnees.

Transport Services officer is perma-
nently assigned to the ship. His Job Is
to keep G.I.'s happy on their homebound
trip. Most of these officers are supplied
with a pair of G.I.'s who knock them-
selves out with the job of keeping the
homebound fighters occupied. The TSO
considers himself lucky if he has as a
helper a G.I. assistant who knows show
business. He's learned it's impossible
for inexperienced Sad Sacks to stage
click shows.

Squier Top Transport Showplace
Perhaps the tops in live entertain-

ment is found on the U.S.S. General
George 0. Squier, navy transport engaged
in bringing back about 3,500 troops a
trip. Sgt. Frank 0. Wiziarde Is in charge
of all live shows on board this big
General.

Sergeant Wiziarde is the son of Jack
Wiziarde, who for many years headed
the famed trio bearing the family name,
which appeared with Hagenbeck-Wallace,
Sells-Floto and other Big Ones. The
sergeant's later activities included work
with Lynn Butcher, original Uncle Zeb
and four years with Midwest rep shows.
Sergeant Wiziarde is also well known
among the fair folk, having been an im-
portant figure in the Wiziarde Novelty
Circus. which played many important
Midwest annuals. He also worked on
KVAK, Atchison, Kan.; WIsIBH, Joplin.
Mo., and WHB, Kansas City, Mo.

Triples in Braes
Wiziarde emcees his own shows and

works in bits he puts on with the help
of promising talent found aboard. A
one -hour show usually consists of
quartet which Wiziarde gets together
from G.I. soloists who play anything
from sweet potatoes and harmonicas to
accordions, and a number of bits and
blackouts. Occasionally, a hillbilly trio
or an impersonator with a more -than -
passable pair of tonsils can be found.
When army nurses or fern Red Cross
workers are on hand, the added treat
of a girl's voice is dished up. Despite
the limited number of band instruments
usually on board, Wiziarde always gets
a group together. but It takes the un-
tiring work of the sergeant himself tO
keep things moving.

Seatless
Space for a "stage" on a transport is

tough to find but the lads who are try-
ing to bring 'em home with a smile
are ingenious in locating gun tubs and
other elevated portions of the ship's
structure where their wares may be dis-
played. There are no chairs in these
floating auditoriums. The returning
G.I.'s fold up into squatting positions on
hatch -covers or whatever else may be
In front of these "stages."

When votes are taken among pas-
sengers as to which type of floating en-
tertainment is liked best, the "stage"
shows get the nod.

The sad part of the whole arrange-
ments is that the fellows who are doing
the job of keeping the returning war-
riors in good spirits are the ones who
will be among the last to get home. The
trans -producers themselves laugh this
off. They claim the G.I. audience is
the most appreciative of all they've seen,
even tho they're most critical. And
what can a fellow want better than a
good audience?

The latter travel mode
helps artists make more dates with less
strain, so it is anticipated that the nett
few years will see more and more com-
panies hitting the highway and the
cloudway, rather than the Iron Road.

20% Will Survive
So far, the number of available artists

and the number of dates they can handle
have been limiting factors in this biz.
Today the demand is colossal and Co-
lumbia Concerts, for example. is strain-
ing to sign up ensembles, small ballets,
etc. The war developed a large new.
hitherto musically ignorant audience. For
example, many 0.1.'s are getting their
musical A B C', from 7.150 concert units.
Trade consensus has It that 20 per cent
of this biz will hold on when things be-
gin to slide toward normal again.

The guarantee one-night stand idea
finds plenty of favor with artists. How-
ever, where the name is a seller, reps
work on percentage and everyone's happy.
Oscar Levant I, a case in point. He made
$4,700 for himself for one -night's work
in Portland, Me.

Two new markets have arisen since
the war -schools and colleges. Depleted
by hoatilities, they are now back big in
the buying market. In the East, Rut-
gers and Colgate have reinstituted musi-
cal course, and there's also an upsurge
in Negro colleges, 30 of which have been
buying, not only top names, but capable
lesser lights.

Europe, Latins Are Customers
Just now the world Is the concert

blz's oyster. Europe and Latin America
are both clamoring for talent. There
have been artist exchanges, too, which
help. Europe sent Swede Thorsten Ralph
to the Met in exchange for Down Under's
Marjorie Lawrence, longhair temple Wag-
nerian diva. Paris, London and Vienna
are shouting for Nathan Milstein. Duso-
lina Glannini and John Charles Thomas.
Even in Germany artiste are beginning
to come out of hiding. Tina Lemnitz, who
was viewed favorably for the Met, is now
warbling In Berlin.

The Latins have been big factors in
developing young artists. Roselyn Nedell
and Brenda Lewis, both unknown
canaries, have scored signally in Mexico
City and from there have moved on
to Rio. Managers today will take a flier
on an unknown and LI they click re-
engage them.

In spite of the artists being capacity
booked, reps Lave been wary of over-
loading Cities with too many attrac-
tions. Many Johnny-come-latelies have
moved into the concert biz as promoters
with a resultant skyrocketing of demand,
but reps are extra careful not to deprive
local managers of revenue.

The summer season in operetta has
been so sensash that many companies
are continuing into the winter.

Ballet Hit, Too
The Met's ballet season had such hit

b. o. that Hurok could easily have booked
his company there for another two weeks.
Live leg shows have been solidly en-
gaged thruout the country. Right now
Hurok has four companies under his
wing, the Ballet Russe De Monte Carlo,
Carmen Marache and her dancers, the
Martha Graham Troupe and a small
ballet company led by Markova and
Dolin which is going into the tank
towns.

Hurok thinks conditions at this time
are extremely abnormal and cautions
keeping up standards to hold audiences.
As he says: "Many managers think they
can reduce the quality of performances
and get away with it because conditions
are good. but they will find eventually
that they are killing biz and that peo-
ple will not return when times are
normal." Ballet's guardian angel Is go-
ing to Europe for new dancing talent.

Terp costs have been rising steadily.
They are now 25 per cent above the pre-
war yea.ts, with very little hike in prices.
Hurok claims he made more profit In
the 1937-'39 seasons with less biz than
he is making today.

Opera Pays Off
Opera has also been having a sock road

season. Charles L. Wagner's production

of Rigoletto has been making cash regis-
ters work overtime. Last year Wagner
grossed over 6250,000 and he expects to
do better in 1048. The South has opened
up big In the last 10 years for music.
and Wagner expects to open up the
Southwest as well. Also he has his
troupe traveling by b. and CatTleo
scenery in specially built trucks, thus
saving wear and tear on the sets and
giving the customers scenery not ready
for Cain's.

Wagner feels that the best idea to
come along in the biz in a long time Is
the City Center. which. tho he calls It
the most badly managed opera, never-
theless could be the biggest thing in
the country with the right man in
charge because the public is opera -mad
these days.

His panacea for the Center Is to raise
the prices to a $3 top. He is going to
the West Coast next year with his com-
pany and may produce opera in New
York himself. Wagner's theory, which he
has made pay so far. is to sell people by
giving them the goods and to eliminate
completely opera as a plush hobby. Con-
cretely, Wagner wants to "give $6 opera
for 63 instead of giving 83 opera for $6."

Pop Concert Field Harvests
The pop concert field is being spread-

eagled by Harry D. Squires. former MCA
booker. Squires has Phil Spitalny and
Sigmund Romberg in his stable. among
others, and with these two leading the
parade has raked in plenty moola. Horn -
berg drew 17.000 cash customers in
Minneapolis recently and is really the
guy who drew first blood for pops in
the concert field. having played 287 dates
in one year.

Spitalny. Borgc Sock
Spitalny and his all -girl ork are also

In a
jackpot for $18,200 to a Toronto date
and has had 13 sellout. out of 16 dates
recently. He was sold out $8 hours after
going on sale in Dayton, 0. Squires op-
erates on the idea that a rep must be
more than an order taker.

Theater Authority
Nixes Air Junkets
Without Insurance.

NEW YORK, Nov. 19.-Theater Au-
thority has just nixed showfolk taking
air Junkets to voluntarily entertain
G.I.'s in camps unless the services come
thru with insurance policies covering
the performers. Ban stems from flights
taken last week by entertainers to the
marine base in North Carolina that
nearly ended In tragedy. On their re-
turn, army planes full of Main Stem-
mers hit a thick fog and had to stay In
the air an hour and 20 minutes until
weather conditions cleared. That was
after performers had signed waivers stat-
ing that the services were not responsi-
ble for accidents.

Travelers taking air jaunts are cov-
ered by regular commercial insurance
policies costing 25 cents. Altho service-
men get life insurance, guys and gals
making the trip on army planes get no
coverage. In fact, two members of Tom-
my Reynold's ork, one of the groups on
the journey, refused to make the trek for
this reason. Alan Corelli, Theater Au-
thority head, was on the expedition, and
after the experience, put his foot down.
Corelli will be able to stop trips in the
future because 90 per cent of free enter-
tainment that goes to G.I.'s clears thru
his office.

Rockefeller Center
To Be Spruced
Up for Christmas
NEW YORK, Nov. 19.-A giant 50 -foot

Norway spruce will be the focal point
of this year's Rockefeller Center Yule
display. The tree, decorated with 700
10 -inch colored balls of red, white, green,
orange, yellow and blue, will stand on
the plaza and will be lighted by "black"
light. Tree is skedded to be set up De-
cember 10 and lighting units will be in-
stalled on the north and south second
floor setbacks of the RCA Building and
northeast and southeast corners of the
rim of the lower plaza. Six 1,000 -watt
units of air-cooled mercury lights. each
covering a 30 -foot area, will light the
tree from each location.

In addition, spruce garlands will cover
glass panels above the plaza entrance to
the RCA Building and blinds will be
drawn on the first 15 floors of building
bordering the plaza. The six fountain
beds of the channel between the British
Empire Building and La Matson Fran -
raise will be carpeted by 240 10 -Inch
plastic globes fastened to spruce and
pine boughs. Completing this decorating
scheme, there will be 16 -foot wreaths and
spruce and balsam garlands around the
building entrances.

There is not the shadow of a doubt
but that Messrs. Hayward, Lindsay and
Crouse have a hit on their hands. The
road tryout bally has fostered a ducat
demand that has the Hudson b. o. al-
ready turning down pewsitters' bids
prior to next February. However, it isto be hoped that all the hat -tossing
by out-of-town crix hasn't perhaps over-
sold the piece. The latest Lindsay -Crouse
opus is an amusing light comedy built
around a timely subject, staged with
taste by Bretaigne Windust and acted
expertly by a hand-picked cast. But
the buyer who snares a pew at the Hud-
son with the idea that he is going to
sit in on a minor miracle likely is in
for some disappointment. State of the
Union is no Life With Father nor never
will be. It's Just a good play.

Not that Union won't be popular-
Lindsey-Crouse combo has swung a left
and right to a problem that is up-to-the-
minute In these days of doubt, fear and
uncertainty-and they've done it sans
propaganda, flag-waving or lampooning.
It is a timely antidote for wrong-headed-
ness and selfishness in a highly enter-
taining package.

Plot concerns a manufacturing tycoon
who gets the presidential bee sold to
him by a wily group of political trim-
mers. A speaking tour is arranged to
see if he measures up for a nomination,
The M.T., aside from being a bit stuffy,
is an essentially sincere guy with sound
and honest intentions, but he speedily
learns that he's got to sell most of this
down the river if he wants to play at
politics. However, the M.T. has a wife.
and a smart one. She winds up by
telling -off the whole gang, opening
papa's eyes and, incidentally, winning
him back from the clutches of a de-
signing hussy.

Lindsay and Crouse have fitted all the
pieces together amusingly without ever
losing the impact of their premise-
which is to the effect that anything to
be accomplished toward the brave new
world must stem from clear thinking
by the man in the street and not fromthe hands of political tricksters and
trimmers. Authors have Included proto-

It could be that author Harry Kleiner
has a message to deliver with Skydrift.
Unfortunately, the issue becomes so be-
clouded with sound, fury and hysteria,
that It leaves the beholder more than
somewhat befuddled-and worse still,
more than a little bored. Kleiner occa-
sionally speaks with bitter forthright-
ness, but whether or not Roy Hargrave
has become likewise befuddled in his
staging, the result is a curiously unbal-
anced mixture of reality and fantasy.
The combo spells no success.

Once more it may be reiterated that
plays about the past conflict should be
laid on ice for five or six years until re-
trospect has set them in a perspective.
Kleiner has angry and bitter things to
say. He may be as bitter five years from
now-but he will say them more
clearly-and certainly his audience will
be more ready to hear them. His current
screed concerns a half dozen paratroop-
ers who are shot down on a final mission
in the Pacific. They recover to find
themselves floating in space-dead. But
in all save one case, there is a pull which
draws them back to life and loved ones
and all return only to find-according
to this pewsitter's understanding-that
they want to break away from all living
ties. Skydrift premise appears to be a
reverse of Wind Is Ninety in that Kleiner
feels that all war deaths have been a
useless sacrifice. At any rate, if he has
other notions they have failed to come
thru clearly via scripting or directing.

Producer has gone overboard for a
rather elaborate production by Motley.
piece de resistance of which is the in-
terior of a bomber which reeks of at-
mosphere. A sufficiently competent east
make out as well as they can under
Hargrave's staging which keeps the
tempo at a semi -hysterical pitch.

In sum, Kleiner seems to have nothing
new or provocative to state-or if he has,
it has been lost somewhere between his
script and the Belasco stage. Perhaps it
is floating somewhere in that eternal
dawn wherein he leaves his shattered
bomber. Customers are not going to caremuch, either way. Bob Francis.

Few in the Race
To date, of course, too few plays have'

1945 crix honors. Boston can be averaged
currently on the basis of only nine plays.
since You Touched Me, Girl From Nan.
tucket, Therese, Secret Room and RuggedPath have all preemed too recently to 'make the success tally. In addition, two
Hub offerings, Mr. Cooper's Left Hand
and Last House on the Left, have been
Jugged for repairs without ever reachingthe Stem.

Philly is In an even worse case, with
only five plays in its averages, althonearly as many attractions have lightedin the Town of Brotherly Love. It Is
impossible yet to include Girl From Nan-
tucket, Therese, Deep Are the Roots,Are You With It? and State of the Union
in its tally. Also the crix have been ex-
tremely unlucky in the number of bow -outs which never made Broadway.
Forever Is Now, Emily and Caviar for the

Tele Review
You Can't Take It With You

Reviewed Sunday ( 18), 8:20-10 p.m.
Style-Comedy-drama, Sustaining over
Station WNBT (NBC), New York.

No television presentation (we've cold
this time and time again, but it bears
repetition again and again) can ever
be any better than the performances
It encompasses. The Mona Hart -George
S. Kaufman You Can't Take It With You
requires character work that is top-
drawer, and the acting for NBC's pro-
duction was amateur of the most profes-
sional type. The gang were, for the
moat part. known for their ability to
do a Job, but they certainly didn't do
It this evening. Tom Seidel (Harvey)
went up in his lines time and time
again, as the juvenile (Tony Kirby).
Betty Beuhler (Alice Sycamore) was as
appealing and as washed out in per-
formance as a rep show ingenue, and if
you didn't believe she could be true
you had no play.

There were adequate performances, but
adequate just isn't enough when a
character such as Grandpa Vanderbof
has to be etched. Robert Ober didn't
do anything bad, but you just didn't
tine a damn about him, and that went
for practically all the rest who anticked
across the kinescope. When characters
like Kolenkhof, the white Russian
ballet teacher, and Depinna, the ice man
who came to deliver Ice and remained
for eight years. come to air -plc life.
they must not be burlesques. no matter
how broadly they're played.

Perhaps that was what was wrong
with the entire presentation. They all
played their parts with  private mis-
conception and neglected to tell even the
director what was in their minds.

So much for the performances. The
technical work was about on the par
with the performances-uninspired. The
cameras shifted time and time again.
when they could have panned or dollied
In. The set by Robert Wade was swell,
but It washed out, because of what in-

called its busy-ness,
many of the important characters who
played before it. This was especially
true of Grandpa . . . and he was one
player who shouldn't have been washed
out. When scenes were played between
Grandpa and other characters. for some
stupid reason the cameras seemed to
concentrate on the other guy and leave
the old boy out of focus. In fact.
the handling of the cameras seemed to
be done In such a way as to emphasize
the fact that at present video hasn't any
depth of field. In scene after scene one
player was clearly In focus and the rest
of the cast, in varying degrees, off focus.

Had there been one character In the
entire large cast with whom the viewer
might have fallen In love, as the audi-
ences did with Grandpa in the play and
in the picture, the scanning might have
come to fife. There wasn't.

The play was a tough order for Ernest
Coiling. who adapted and produced It.
From a looking -In vantage point, since
no one did a good tele-acting Job, Coiling
has to take the rap for not bringing
the play thru the Ike.

You Can't Take It With You lost Its
sparkle on WNBT . . . as one director
alibied-maybe farce comedy that grows
out of characterization can't be scanned
yet. Maybe it better be left to the foot-
lights and moon plc. Joe Koehler.

Salt Lake City Outlets
On Special Events
With Wire Recorders

bucked the wires In a Navy Day program.
Their efficiency was proven when KSL
scored the wires at a local airport and
went on the air with the interview 40
minutes later at the station, five miles
away.

State Dept., FCC

WASHINGTON, Nov. 19.-Washington

Dear Pat:
Our Pacific voyage has been A slow

one. Hundreds of boats pass ours daily.
We know that the ships haven't been
stalling along to give our privilege ship
a chance to get the move -dough, because
it has been out of food and poker chips
for two weeks, What has slowed us
down are the barges that each ship has
been towing. We didn't know what was
loaded on thorn until we arrived here
and the heavy tarpaulins were removed.

Last Sunday. while at Latitude 0 and
Longitude 00, our fleet came to a stop.
There wasn't an island or a refueling
boat In sight. We noticed that our ad-
vance staff was very much alive, with
General Agent Lem Trucklow doing all
of the talking. Suddenly he opened up
with: "This is the spot that I had In
mind for our first inter -ocean stand."
That gave our betting fraternity an op-
portunity to lay odds on the barges
being chained together and used as a
lot. Before any bets could be placed,
the shows' diving outfit was hauled on
to the deck and our aggressive general
agent was being lowered into the water.
(This show owns a diving outfit. When
our Deep -Sea Show operator blowed, the
office guzzled It.) When hauled back
up. Trucklow announced that be had
guessed correctly. That made him the
first general agent to publicly announce
that he had been guessing. After wait-
ing 15 minutes to hear his Important
announcement, Lem opened up with:
"Lower me again. I forgot to take my
briefcase with me the first time."

When again brought to the surface,
Trucklow announced that the show

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A. C. Seeks U. S.
Help To Get
Plans on Boards

ATLANTIC CITY, Nov. 17.-Albert B.
Johnson. chairman of the Atlantic City
Planning Board, revealed that applica-
tion was made this week to the federal
government for $76.000 to be allocated
as architect's fees for seven post-war
planning projects which will cost 82,238,-
000.

The projects include a bus station and
a public park on the Wootton tract; an
outdoor swimming pool and stadium on
the site of the Hygeia Swimming Pool;
a concrete football stadium at Bader
Field; development of a recreation and
civic center on the Garden Pier; four
new Boardwalk comfort stations. and 10
pocket playgrounds and five parks. Proj-
ects would be financed thru taxes and
levies.

An additional survey has been filed
with the government for seven other
projects which would cost 84,400,000 and
which would be financed by the govern-
ment if money Is appropriated for public
works funds. Some of the projects were
put on both lists.

Johnson reported that the application
for the $76.000 In architects' fees was
being made to the Bureau of Com-
munity Facilities of the Federal Works
Agency and explained that if the money
is appropriated, the city does not have
to pay it back unless the projects are
carried out.

Development of the block -long Woot-
ton tract would cost $264,750. Archi-
tects' fees asked are 99.600. A concrete
football stadium would cost $626.700
with architects' fees asked for $22.400.
The stadium would have a seating ca-
pacity of 10.000 at the start but pro-
vision would be mode for enlarging the
stands. A cinder track, locker *rooms
and rest rooms would be provided.

Development of Garden Pier, now city -
owned. would cost $639.000. Architects'
fees of $20,000 are asked. Plans call for
razing the ballroom and theater but
permitting the one-story buildings on
the side to remain for rest pavilions.
Fishing facilities would be built at pier's
end. A 200 -foot war memorial tower
would be featured, with water cascading
from the top, illuminated at night, and
with a wading pool at the base.

Ten pocket playgrounds and five parks
Would cost $221,000 and would be created
On city -owned property. Volleyball,
handball and hand tennis courts would
be provided. The architects' fees would
be $16,000.

The open-air swimming pool. with
stadium on each side, on the Bygela pool
site would cost $185,000 and architects'
fees of 86.000 asked.

The seven projects filed with the gov-
ernment. with the intent of getting fed-
eral funds when available, include:
Completing water filtration plant, $500,-
000; building four new comfort stations,
8300,000: building three Boardwalk pa-
vilions, 8100.000; improving airport at
Bader Field. $1,500,000: improving air-
port at Pomona, $500,000; concrete foot-
ball stadium at Bader Field. $500,000,
and entrances to the city including nea
bridge on Absecon Boulevard. 81,000,000.

Will H. Locke's interesting story on
the rep page in a recent issue of The
Billboard was enjoyable reading. His
mention of The Dizzy opened the flood-
gates of memory for all old-timers. Al-
tho the hotel, where I now live, is less
than half a block from its old location.
I hadn't thought of the place in years.
Good old Charley Purvis! He was the
trouper's friend. He was everybody's
friend. His annual dinner to the news-
boys of the city were famous. News-
papers all over the country often wrote
them up. There were a number of such
places in other cities.

There was a Dizzy on South Clark
Street. Chicago, that Purvis patterned
his place after. Some of those saloons
had free lunches, too, which were like
manna from heaven to the trouper who
was broke and out of an engagement. I
recall that place just south of the old
Academy of Music on Halstead Street,
Chicago. There you bought a glass of
beer and was given a dinner plate with
it if you asked for it. And you could
have your plate filled, free, with a gen-
erous slice of roast beef, mashed pota-
toes and gravy, several kinds of pickles.
cole slaw, relishes and herring, if you
wanted it-all for the price of the orig-
inal glass of beer. I didn't see then and
I don't see yet how they did it.

In my youthful days as an actor, I
played the Academy two different weeks.
once with Palmer's The Egyptian, which
was a dramatization of The Last Days of
Pompeii, and again with Katie Emmett's
The Waifs of Neta York, and I can truth-
fully say that some of the members of
both casts ate practically all their meals
there with the exception of breakfast.
I have forgotten the name of the 'saloon,
but many an old-timer will remember it.If not he will remember the roast beef
in this day of rationing. Those were the
clays, and we shall not see their likes
again, E. L. PAUL.

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CMI TAKES CONVENTION VOTE
March Dates
Turned Down

Nine new applications for
membership filed with CMI
since last September meet

CHICAGO, Nov. 17. - Coin machine
manufacturers who are members of the
national organization. Coin Machine In-.; dustries. Inc., voted almost unanimously
not to hold a national convention here
during the week of March 18. 1946.
Meeting of CMI members was held here
November 14 in the new office head-
quarters of the organization at 134 North
La- Salle Street. Meeting was called for
the special purpose of considering the
question of holding a convention In
March, since that was the only date
available at the Hotel Sherman early
in the year.

Jim Gilmore. secretary -manager of the
organization. said the attendance was
good and, also, that out-of-town mem-
bers who could not be presented, had
either wired or written their vote on the
question of a convention. Manufactur-
ers discussed all the questions involved
very frankly and stated their position on
the question of a convention in March.
When the vote was taken, It was prac-
tically unanimous not to hold the con-
vention at that time. Question is still
left over for consideration at a later
date, but it now seems certain that the
manufacturers will not sponsor a con-
vention at all early in 1946.

Gilmore said that the March 18 date
had been suggested by the Sherman
Hotel as the only possible date availableduring the early part of 1946. Check
with other hotels showed that no space
was available in any of the big hotels
with space and facilities for holding a
convention such as the national coin
machine trade show. For many years
before the war, manufacturers held their
national show at the Sherman Hotel,
and It was given first consideration at
the present meeting. CMI Is the na-
tional organization of coin machine
manufacturers which for many years has
sponsored the national conventions and
exhibits for the industry. Because the
manufacturing industry centers in Chi-
cago. and because of its central position
in the U. S., the annual conventions for
the industry have thru the years been
held in this city.

Read Reasons Given
Reasons given by manufacturers for

deciding not to hold a trade show early
next year were the scarcity of help, the
severe scarcity of parts and materials
for making new machines and also the
great inconvenience in travel, especially
the crowded conditions in Chicago ho-
tels, which hotel managers say will last
for many months yet.

Following discussion on the convention
question, new applications for member-
ship in CMI were received from the
following organizations: Soundies Dis-
tributing Corporation of America, Inc.,
Chicago: Personal Music Corp., New
York: Globe Distributing Co., Chicago;
Supreme Vending Co., Brooklyn; Bell
Products Co., Chicago: Max Glass Dis-
tributing Co.. Chicago; Hankin Music
Co., Atlanta; Pilot Trainer Sales Co.,
New York. and Amusement Enterprises
Co., New York.

All of these applications have been
received by CMI since the last meeting,
September 6.

CMI members held a previous meeting
here September 6 to vote on the ques-
tion of a national convention in 1946.
After considerable discussion on the
question at that time, a strong majority
of the members voted against a conven-
tion early in the new year. but the ques-
tion was left open, with the understand-
ing that a meeting would he held later
In order to vote on the question again
in the light of new developments. Meet-

Editorial

Service Ideals
By Walter W. Hurd

ONE of the most encouraging fac-
tors in the present outlook for

the coin machine trade is the de-
cided emphasis being given to the
idea of service. Service is an old
and hackneyed word, and every man
in business claims to give top serv-
ice, but the new use of the word
in the coin machine trade now has
a genuine ring that it did not have
a few years ago.

The trade has been accustomed
to think of service as belonging
especially to the vending branch of
the industry, and it will always be
true that vending operators must
run up the service banner higher
than any other section in the field.

Juke box operators began to build
up Ideals of service some years ago.
however. and, there is now a pretty
well -established pattern of what
music men must supply to locations
and to the public in order to main-
tain a successful industry in the
modern world.

For two years, at least, this edi-
torial page has been urging music
operators that they must give more
attention than ever to services if
they are to keep pace with other
music enterprises which will com-
pete with juke music in the post-
war era.

The whole emphasis will be on
music services, whatever the me-
chanical means used to provide the
service. It will not be enough to
simply talk Juke boxes or wall boxes
or other mechanical ideas. The idea
will be to give complete music
services to a location, which must
begin with the selection of the rec.

ords and extend to providing the
best mechanical equipment the lo-
cation merits. The newer musical
enterprises which are in the field
sell service and that is what the
Juke trade must sell.

Proof that the vending trade has
set its service standards high may
be seen in the current advertising
of two of the large makers of vend-
ing machines. They are going out
of their way to tell the business
world that vending machines will
not take the place of the basic
methods of merchandising which
have been used thru the years. But
vending machines will give an ex-
tra service In retailing-an extra
service which the public wants and
is entitled to.

At the present time it would
seem that the vending machine
trade can raise its banner of serv-
ice almost to the sky, for so many
new places in which machines may
be used seem to be opening. What-
ever new locations may open to
venders, it will call for a higher
type of service than many operators
have been giving in the past. The
mechanisms will be made in the
next few years, but the continued
success of machine selling will de-
pend on the service operators give
to the consuming public.

Service ideals may seem to apply
least to the games operator, but
here, again, the best operators thru
the years have been those who
really gave a complete coin machine
service to their locations.

During the corning years SERVICE
Is the big word for the industry.

News Digest
EXPORTS-If Washington and Lon-

don succeed in reaching an agreement
about the loan currently being propsed,
the way may open sooner for exporting
of coin machines both to the British
Isles and Australia. This is the opinion
of observers, who feel that one of the
reasons Britain is restricting Import is
the lack of American dollars. Along the
same line, to encourage imports, France
is again considering revaluating her in-
flated franc.

CANDY-A movement is now under
way to organize a National Association of
Candy Distributors. Meantime, candy re-
tailers and vending machine operators
are getting ready for another shortage
of bar goods. Shortage is expected to
come when present supplies of govern-
ment -released surplus dwindles. Opinion
in Washington still says that confec-
tioners will get more sugar after Jan-
uary 1, 1946.

LAUNDII}j_Trade is taking more
and more interest in coin -operated laun-
derettes. A war -born idea, the launder-
ettes are here to stay if public accept-
ance continues as high as in the past.
Two firms are now making plans to ex-
tend their operations thru the nation.
Latest features include lounge rooms and
playrooms for tile children, in an at-
tempt to give the best possible service
to the customer.

CONVENTION-Coin Machine In-
dustries. Inc.. at a meeting in Chicago
(14) again rejected the idea of holding
a convention early in 1946. Only date
offered the trade was the week of March
18. This latest vote does not exclude the
possibility of another later date. Nine
new firms have applied for membership

in CMI since the organization's last
meeting in September.

NIX-Ohio's Court of Appeals de-
cided against an unusual type of pinball
operation.

Trends of Jukes
During War Yrs.

PEORIA. ill.. Nov. 17. -Ups and downs
of automatic operation in Peoria during
the war years is graphically revealed in
a report released by the office of the city
clerk.

In 1940 and 1941, there were 179 ma-
chines licensed in the city each year, the
report disclosed. That's about one juke
to every 600 of the city's 105.000 popu-
lation.

Oddly, with the outbreak of the war,
the number of Jukes on locations In the
city rose to all all-time peak of 284.
No doubt a large part of this increase
Was a direct result of the wartime ex-
piration of industry and the consequent
influx of war workers. But even allow-
ing for a 20 per cent increase in popu-
lation. which would be large for the first
year of the war boom, that would be one
win music box for about every 450 citi-
mut.

Ent then by 1943. the report shows 43
Jukes taken out of operation, dropping
the total to 241. Next year, 1944, an-
other 49 were pulled out, dropping the
total still lower -to 192.

On far this year. tbo, the trend has
been upward. The city clerk reports
that up to November 7, a total of 274
Satomatic phonographs have been li-
censed. This is an increase of 73 ma-
chines over the 1944 total, and only 10
below the peak hit in 1942. So now
these is one juke box for about every
100 residents.

Venders Lead
7 -Year Climb

Machine total triples for
Kansas 'air capital' as they
find a place in the city

WICHITA, Kan., Nov. 17. -War -busy
thousands of Wichita, city which once
sought to make Itself the "air capital of
the world." welcomed the convenience
and relaxation that coin machines can
provide, latest city reports disclosed.

In seven years the number of coin
machines in operation within the city
Drafts has tripled despite the wartime
restrictions on manufacture and repair
of the machines, the 1945 report of the
license division of the city department
of finance revealed.

Today there are 2.154 coin -operated
machines in the city. exclusive of wash-
ing machines and other special coin
devices, Erie L. Conger, city license
collector, reported. This compares with
only 700 such devices in that city in
1938. when the coin machine Industry
was booming and unhampered by war
priorities.

1 so 100
Even with the city's war -swollen popu-

lation -estimated by the chamber of
commerce at 200,000 compared with 138.-
000 In 1940 -even with this tremendous
influx of war workers. the 1945 total
would figure out better than one ma-
chine to every 100 population.

Dominating the Wichita coin machine
industry, of course, are the venders.
Total for all types venders operating in
the city this year is 1,241, which is one
for approximately every 200 citizens.
Most of these naturally are penny gum,
candy and nut venders. These total 712,
which Is an increase of more than 700
per cent over the 100 such machines
operating here in 1938.

This phenomenal increase in penny
venders hos far outstripped the rise in
population, which figures out roughly
45 per cent in the same period.

Much of the Increase, of course. has
resulted directly from the influx of war
workers, particularly In the large air-
craft factories which turned out thou-
sands of planes for the armed forces.
from trainers to B -29's.

In Wichita, as elsewhere, working men
and women found the 1 -cent venders
a handy means of snatching between -
meal pick-ups in bus -waiting stations,
drugstores, taverns and grocery stores
as well as in factories. In 1938 the
city had 178 manufacturing plants em-
ploying 3,733 workers. Best guess for the
war years Is that number of plants dou-
bled, and one aircraft factory alone em-
ployed more workers than the entire

Invasion Places
Known Ahead of
Action by Mints

PHILADELPHLA, Nov. 17.-U. S. Mint.
here, received tips from Washington on
the place and approximate time of some
of the most Important invasions of the
war three months In advance, and the
information never leaked out, it was re-
vealed this week. Edwin H. Dressell,
superintendent, paid high tribute to the
patriotism and dependability of his staff
in keeping war secrets vital.

He said the Mint was molding Algerian
and French two -franc pieces before the
North African invasion; was stamping out
Dutch, Belgian and French coins prior to
D -Day. and was minting Filipino coins
before the U. S. returned to the PhWp-
pines.

At the same time, officials of the Mint
pointed out that the Mint is now under
coin production contract to battle -de-
vastated countries which no longer have
their own mint facilides. Thus far in
1945, the Philadelphia Mint has turned
out 943,989,210 coma for liberated nations.

For the United States alone, the Mint
has molded 1,082.758,100 coma with
value of $54,139.365. Total production
has climbed from 406,000.000 col. in
1936 to an all-time high so far this year
of over 2,000,000.000 pieces. On a peak
day, the Mint has melted down 40 tons
of metal for coin production.

Besides coins, the Mint also produces
military medals. One of the biggest pro-
ducers for the army, the Mint turns out
everything from Good Conduct Medals
to the Congressional Medal of Honor.

Lumber Strike
May Hit Mchs.

SEATTLE, Nov. 17. -While the Pacific
Lumber Inspection Bureau announced
that shipments of lumber will be un-
precedentedly large as soon as labor
troubles are solved, official spokesman for
the laborers said the strikers are digging
In for a long tie-up.

Said John Christenson. president of
the Northwestern Council of Lumber and
Sawmill Workers: "We're going to get
ready for a long strike." Already 60.000
of the Council's members are on strike
for higher wages. While this tie-up will
probably not have Its immediate 'street
on the coin machine industry. the short-
age of seasoned, cut lumber will event-
ually hamper new machine production
unless the wage difficulties are ironed
Out.

September shipments of lumber from
West Coast ports continued at a high
peak until the end of the month when
virtually all shipments ceased as a re -

Nov. 19.-Independent
record manufacturers here are devising
new methods of making and merchan-
dising their records.

Jimmy Richards. of University Records,
Is using what he claims is a unique
formula for getting more runs from
records. Formula includes the using of
2 per cent more graphite and 2 per cent
more shellac in addition to a higher
grade of clay that is being shipped to the
West Coast. University Records are eight
ounces but no thicker than the run of
disks. Additional weight, along with the
basic formula, is said to insure the op-
erator of more money return per record.
The records have less surface noise be-
cause of the new method of mantifac-
ture.

E. L. Hearn, of Globe Records, has hit
upon the idea of testing all of his rec-
ords for popularity before putting them
on the presses. Following the recording
session the tune is put on an acetate
record which is inserted in juke boxes
of the H. & H. Music Company. Globe
specializes In race blues, and the juke
boxes of H. & H. are along Central
Avenue. With this pre -testing. Globe is
able to ascertain the degree of popularity
of a number and guage its pressings
upon this unofficial poll.

Coast Records, a division of the Charles
E. Washburn Company, is getting set to
press Peerless Discos in this country.
William Abel. head of the record depart-
ment, recently returned from a trip to
Mexico City to discuss the matter of
American pressings with Senor Eduardo
Baptista. Abel said that all points had
been cleared up satisfactorily and that

jive spread to the younger set faster than
anything that has ever hit Merry Old
England. Ballrooms found that they
could make money by Installing a Jukebox with the best records that couldbe had-rather than a live band. Ball-
rooms that had been closed because of
lack of business opened their doors tojitterbugs and found their pockets being
lined with money In a a short period.

To the average English family themotion picture theater rates as the top
form of entertainment with prices upto $2.50 per seat-dancing Is second-
class entertainment, and a large number
of the working girls never danced before
the arrival of the American soldiers and
sailors. Arcades, one of the greatest
money-makers In London, found that by
having jive on their speakers they could
attract crowds to play the amusement
machines that formerly received just
"average" play. The arcades had most
of their machines that formerly took
half pennies (about 1 cent) changed to
pennies,

Jive Continues
With the departure of the G.I.'s the

ballroom owners are finding that English
couples are carrying on in the jitter-
bug !style-much against the wishes ofthe ruling class-who are in favor of
the return to the older styles of dancingthat tend to keep the younger working
groups in their shells and the younger
noble class in the limelight with "their
style" of ballroom dancing. Pressure
here and there has resulted In the anti -
jitterbug campaign.

Couples are being warned in the ball-room that they must not engage in
such energetic dances. They are told
that they will be barred from the ball-
room if they ignore the first notice.

Venders hear developments
in stamping machines from
experts at tax conference

Pre- Packaged
Perishables
Given Trial

Ops Display Interest
COLUMBUS, O.. Nov. 17.-Idea men of

the vending machine industry have been
watching with great interest the experi-
ments of the Great Atlantic & Pacific
Tea Company (commonly known as
A. & P.) in the sale of pre-packaged
fruits and vegetables.

Sale of the cellophane -packaged fresh
tomatoes, lettuce, peas, spinach and
other quick -spoiling vegetables and
fruits in six of the 10 A. & P stores here
marks the first real test of a retailing
method which will make complete coin -

operated groceries possible. Results of
the experiments, which have been under
way nearly two years in co-operation
with Ohio State University, are just
now showing up.

According to Dr. Charles W. Hauck.
university economist who guided tests
of the packaged foods, the shelf life of
the products has been greatly lengthened
without loss of vitamin content.

Reduce Spoilage
Most spectacular result is the sharp

reduction of spoilage, the industry's
great bugaboo which takes nearly one-
fourth of the fresh foods before they
reach the consumer.

Carrots are a prime example of a
highly perishable vegetable. After five
days in the ordinary open unrefrigerated
grocery display only one bunch out of
four is fit to be sold. Green beans are
even more perishable. In five days they
usually are worthless. Tomatoes lose
50 per cent of their salability in that
period, peas 75 per cent and cauliflower
50 per cent. But in packages on refrig-

Gas Stations Seen as Goal
For Soft Drink Vender Ops

CHICAGO, Nov. 17.-Return of gaso-
line and the prospects for early produc-
tion of new motor cars has turned the
eyes of soft-drink venders toward the
400.000 U. S. gasoline stations as a field
of tremendous expansion.

It was estimated that more than 230.-
000 service stations were selling soft
drinks before the war. In addition. there
were an estimated 100,000 other gasoline
retailers such as garages. general stores
and tourists camps. Today thousands
of stations, boarded up for the duration,
are being renovated and reopened. Re-
turning soldiers have placed filling sta-
tions high on the list of businesses they
plan to start.

Nearly all gasoline stations have sold
soft drinks in the past. and every indica-
tion is that they will expand this "side-
line" business in the future. But most
of them up to now have sold the bever-
ages from coolers.

Vender Advantage
Job of the soft-drink vender is not

to convince service station operators of
the profits in soft-drink stands, but to
show them the advantages of coin -
operated machines.

Station operators who have used coin
venders are quick to point out that the
automatic machine is more convenient
for them. First, it prevents pilfering
by neighborhood youngsters. Altho loss
of a bottle now and then seems like a
small bug, it can eat a large hole In
the profits on a small item like a 5 -cent
drink.

Second. the coin vender requires lit-
tle or no attention from the station op-
erator whereas a cooler must be refilled
and kept iced.

Third, and most important, according

to many operators, the coin machine
discourages another profit eater-the
practice of "treating" either employees
or customers. A customer who might
expect the station manager to pull a
bottle out of a cooler for him free can
scarcely expect the manager to put a
nickel in the slot to get it out of a
coin vender.

Some vending machine operators have
been inclined to dismiss the gasoline
station business as too small to fool with.
Such route men simply do not see the
entire picture of the station's potential
patronage. The passing motorist is not
the only source of beverage business in
such a location. In fact, it should prob-
ably be less than half in most well -run
stations. The major share should come
from the children of the neighborhood.
their parents and passing pedestrians.
but in most stations before the war this
market was scarcely noticed.

Future Certain
Many large oil companies once were

hostile to soft-drink selling at their sta-
tions. Even the most reluctant, how-
ever. are expected to come around in
the heat of post-war competition. The
emphasis put on "sideline" selling in the
recently unveiled service stations of to-
morrow makes that a certainty.

Biggest objection of the oil companies
was that soft-drink retailing took time
from the station operator's other duties.
Simplest answer to that, of course, is
the automatic vender.

Farseeing soft-drink venders are re-
ported to be tackling that problem right
now at the source. Some report that
they already have started discussions
with oil company executives, suppliers
and other controlling officials.

AmericansTurning
To Cigs Since War
WASHINGTON. Nov. 19.-Americans

are smoking half again as many cigs.
rettes as they did before the war a
there is no sign that they intend
taper off soon.

This report comes from the U. S. De-
partment of Agriculture which said that
in the first eight months of 1945, U. t
civilians were smoking cigarettes at

Expect New Plan
Using "Gravity'
To Lower Costs

CHICAGO, Nov. 17.-William Wriglej
Company officials are working with the
idea of putting gravity to work menu -

lecturing gum more cheaply. The idea
has been advanced by architects in con-
nection with the plan the company is
turning over in its mind to decentralize
the industry by building plants of new,
radical designs in the South. West and
East.

Gravity system would work in lower-
ing costs by having chicle, sugar and
other ingredients that figure in gum
making, hoisted to the top floor and.
with the partial aid of gravity, move
down floor by floor thru the various
processing steps to the packing depart-
ments on the ground floor and then
into the trucks and railroad cars.

Besides the Wrigley company, other
large candy manufacturers and soft
drink bottlers could benefit from a plant
on this principle. One large radio parts
firm is already using the gravity system
is designing a new addition to their
plant.

In Hiring. Vets in Big Way

CHICAGO. Nov. 17. -Jobs for G.I. Joel
That's what O. D. Jennings. manufac-
turer of vending machines. amusement
games and bell machines, has in plenty
for returned veterans.

Jennings Company, one of the pioneers
in the coin machine industry. Is giving
every consideration to veteran applicants
for Jobs available in their office and
plant. Already among a staff of 300
employees. many of whom were with
the firm thruout the war when the
company compiled an enviable war -work
record to earn the coveted Army -Navy
"E" Award, there are now 23 returned
veterans of World War II.

During normal times when production
is going full speed, the plant and office
personnel numbers close to 500 em-
ployees, according to J. R. Bacon, vice-
president and general manager. "This
leaves a lot of room for the hiring of
veterans and we intend giving them first
chance at all job opportunities," Bacon
affirmed.

The real story, however, does not lie
in the important fact that the company
is hiring returned veterans at every op-
portunity, but the ingenious method of
recruiting G.I. Joe for employment is
the story behind the story.

Use Radio
Since June 25, 1944, the Atlas Brewing

Company has been sponsoring a Colum-
bia Network show, Jobs for 0.1. Joe,
originating on Chicago's WBBM. Format
of the show is built around interviews
with returned veterans who are about
to get their discharge from the service.
Names of veterans seeking employment
thru the United States Employment
Service are given to the radio station
which prior to air time queries the vets
on their service experience as well as
their pre-war occupational training and
their current inclinations for employ-
ment. Out of these interviews come
the men who make up the program.

Usually the program winds up with
some very high-grade military men with
experience equipping them for special-
ized Jobs now being offered by employers.
Recognizing the high caliber of the men
seeking employment, the firm saw a
source of manpower which would un-
doubtedly be a credit to the coin ma-
chine industry as well as to their organ-
ization.

Last September 23 on the show which
Is aired each Sunday at 9.30-10 p.m. a
company executive heard the program
and immediately grabbed his phone to
call the station and tell them he was
offering Army Capt. Richard McLaugh-
lin, whose story he'd just heard, a Job
as assistant sales manager.

Hire Vet Exec
McLaughlin, who accepted the offer,

has been with the company since Octo-
ber 1 and now occupies one of the key
positions of the organization.

While commander of a rifle company
in General Patton's 3d, 87th Division of
the Infantry, moving into the Saar Val-
ley, McLaughlin was wounded in the leg
and in the head. The action in which
he was wounded commenced when Von
Runstedt broke thru in the Belgian
Bulge. McLaughlin tells his story as
follows:

"We rushed up and our outfit re-
took a few acres of high ground one
night and I was making the rounds to
see that sentries were properly posted.
None of us had slept for a week, so when
I got back I dug myself a foxhole and
dozed off. After a week without sleep
even a war couldn't keep me awake.
Abruptly I was awakened, tho, when our
machine guns started firing along with
German burp guns.

"As my eyes got adjusted to the dark-
ness," continued McLaughlin, "I saw
there were 50 or 60 Krauts in the dis-
tance. We knew they were setting up
guns for attack and the best plan was
to attnck before they were set. An at-
tack was ordered and then everything
started to happen. As we rushed I opened
up with a sub -machine gun. The spurt-
ing flame made me a perfect target and
they nailed me with a couple slugs in
the head and leg. I got a fractured
skull out of it, seven months in 10 hos-
pitals from Belgium to home and a new
way to part my hair," he finished with
a smile. indicating that it's all over now
and Mc has a job to do for his new
employer.

and spent seven months overseas.
The company determined to give other

0.1.'s an opportunity with their firm.
Thus. October 14. Alvin Roth. a dis-
charged staff sergeant, in the combat
medical corps. 32d Division. was heard by
Jennings' executives and was offered a
Job in their sales promotion and adver-
tising department. Roth, In service for
four and a half years. was overseas
for three years and spent all of this
time in the Pacific, where he was hos-
pitalized with malaria 19 times.

Close to 85 per cent of Roth's division
were casualties.

The only narrow escape I
bad came when I was cut off in the

Urge Unity in Industry
DETROIT, Nov. 17.-A plea for men

of large vision in the vending machinefield, in order to take care of the wide-
spread problems of the industry. was
made here by Fred E. Turner, for years
President of the Automatic Merchan-
disers' Association of Michigan. who was
secretary of the national AMA for some
yelira

"The vending machine industry needsmen who can see the over-all problemsof the entire field," Turner said. "To
many men, concerned with Just one typeof machine in their operations, the
larger picture is sometimes lost, andthey tend to overlook the problems of
the other side of the industry.

"This is particularly true of the serv-ice machine field, in which our own
company operates. The average vender
operator probably think mostly of the
merchandise senders, and forgets aboutour own type of machine.

Prevent Orphans
"That is one reason we sometimes

have to act independently, and go outfor our own interests. despite the ob-
vious advantages of industry unity. We
must see that our own side of the busi-
ness receives its due attention, and does
not become literally 'orphaned."'

Turner cited as an example, the point
where divergences might occur between
the merchandise and service venders, the
experience within his own organization
in Tennessee. where there Is a long-
standing and heavy tax upon the
venders.

"Taxes of this type predominate Inthe thinly populated States. They lack
the industry and trade that other States
have, and must turn, they feel, to such
devices in order to raise the necessary
money thru special taxes."

In this case, the Nik-o-Lok Company.
of which Turner is divisional manager,sent a representative to see the proper
authorities, and it was found that the
lock machine business had been hit bya law intended to take money from the
established venders.

Make Adjustment
Season for the tax appeared to bethe opposition to vending machine by

100,000,000 packs in September. tax re-ports of the Bureau of Internal Revenue
disclosed.

September cigarette production totaled
1,317,987,000 packages of 20. comparedwith an August output of 1.424,200.000
packs, the report showed. The Septemberoutput, however, represented au in-crease of 31 per cent over the same
month of 1944 when 1,001,219.000 packs
were roiled. August, tiro, is usually a big
cigarette -making month, and this year's
record output was only 28 per cent above
August of last year.

Production for the first nine monthsof this year totaled 9.740.759,000 packs.
all increase of 685.087,000 packs or about7.6 per cent over the 9,055,672.000 pro-
duced in the first three quarters of 1944.

crated displays all these vegetables were
Just as good as the day they were put
out. Dr. Hauck reported.

Only a few showed any measurable de-
cline in quality or freshness, he said.
These included such quick spoilers as
radishes. broccoli and brussels sprouts.
Even these were at least 80 per cent
salable.

Brightest prospect of the whole proj-
ect. aside from grocers' immediate
profits, is the hope that growers willtake to the idea. The way would then
be open for even small-scale operation
of coin groceries, once pre-packaged fresh
foods were generally available.

"Eventually we hope the packaging
will be done at the farm or processing
plant." Dr. Hauck said. "Substantial
benefits could be gained by growers thru
reductions of losses from waste and
spoilage. They would also save the
freight rates on the inedible parts now
thrown away by the grocer or consumer."

On Market
Pre-packaging already has been used

successfully by Tennessee strawberry
growers, and cellophane -wrapped toma-
toes have been appearing recently in sev-
eral vegetable markets at Chicago. Sale
of the pre -packed tomatoes. however.
has been slowed down by a rather steep
mark-up above the ordinary bulk variety.

All vegetables except potatoes and
some other staples are trimmed or
topped. then packed in standard -size
cellophane containers, which should be
easily adaptable to coin dispensers.

Encouraging also was the first hints
on operating costs front Frank Mc-
Geough, A. a; P. manager in Columbus.
He said they "appear favorable," but he
declined to give out any figures at least
until the project has been tried in all
10 of the company's stores here. One
observer. however. estimated the net
profit rate on the pre-packaged foods
at better than 3 per cent compared with
the chain's ordinary rate of 1 per cent,.

Licenses have been taken out for 810
pinball machines and 29 claw devices,
Troyer said.

This represents a decrease In all
brackets from 1944 when 26 operators
were licensed to operate 930 pinball&
and 48 diggers.

Machines will also get a play from fish-
ing parties who do not venture out on
the ocean but do their casting from the
wharves. These latter furnish the big-
gest action on piers, and coinmen will
benefit from their business.

.,First of the coin -operated sailboats is
scheduled for use during the 1946 sea-
son from near -by Ventnor. Location will
put five such boats in use during the
trial period and the results will be
studied by interested parties in the field.
Because it will be the first coin machine
sailing vessel, a big newspaper spread
is assured for the venture, and the pub-
licity is expected to be an additional
selling medium.

U.S. Pocketbooks Bulge With
Record Sum of Coins, Bills

CHICAGO, Nov. 17.-II. S. pocketbooks
were bulging with more cash-both coins
and folding money-last week than everbefore In history, the Federal ReserveSystem reported.

Money in circulation reached the rec-
ord high of $27,974,000,000, an increase
of $22,000,000 over the previous week.
Most of this, of course, was bills. Fed-eral Reserve did not report the amount
of coins in circulation.

Eastern Sugar
Wins Decision
In Court Fight

BALTIMORE, Nov. 17.-Judge William
C. Coleman, in Federal Court here, has
dismissed an OPA suit for treble dam-
ages of more than $700,000 and an in-
junction against the Eastern Sugar As-
sociation.' OPA contended in the suit
that the sugar firm had overcharged the
Coca-Cola company for handling and
storage In connection with the sale of
60.000 tons of Puerto Rican sugar.

Originally, Coca-Cola was also a de-
fendant in the suit but the action
against the bottling company was
dropped. The 50,000 tons of sugar was
sold several months ago by Coca-Cola to
the Commodity Credit Corporation to
help relieve the sugar shortage.

Judge Coleman ruled that at the time
the sugar firm entered into contract
with Coca-Cola, there was no price ceil-
ing in effect for handling and storage
services. He further ruled 'that a price
schedule submitted to OPA had not
been disapproved.

OPA, on the other hand, contended
that altho the price schedule submitted
was not disapproved in the 10 days after
it was submitted, it was disapproved a
few days later in accordance with the

OPA also contended that the court
was without jurisdiction to pass on the
valadity of the order setting the ceiling
price and requiring the company to make
retroactive payments.

Judge Coleman ruled that he was not
passing on the validity of the order, but
was ruling there was no order in effect
for the sale and handling of sugar at
the time of the transaction. OPA coun-
sel announced that it would appeal
the case. which the vending machine
trade has been watching with interest
since last summer.

1,000 Patents
Offered Public
By Large Firm

WASHINGTON, Nov. 17.-While ob-
servers study what they call revolution-
ary changes which are pending In the
patent system, the Patent Office's regis-
try of patents available for sale or
licensing is already in operation. Liter -
national Harvester Company is the first
large manufacturer to list patents in
this fashion.

Harvester has allowed The Patent
Gazette to pubish 1,000 of its dormant
patents, offering these patents for sale
or use to other interested parties. Now
that International Harvester has broken
the ice, it seems likely that other large
manufacturers will follow suit.

Many companies, large and small, have
large numbers of patents which have
never been put to practical use. Idea
of the new patent registry is to make
these patents available for other firms
to develope and use. Besides serving
the purpose of bringing these patents
to early public use. the patent registry
Is also helpful in establishing contacts
between inventors and interested manu-
facturers.

Meanwhile, the Kilgore -Johnson Bill.
which is pending in the Senate. is arous-
ing considerable comment in Washing-
ton and In manufacturing circles every-
where. First provisions of the bill is to
set up a research budget for a national
science foundation. A federal appropria-
tion of $100,000,000 is being asked to
cover initial expense of setting up and
operating the foundation.

Public Property
More important. however. is that pro-

vision of the bill which stipulates that
all new inventions. methods and de-
velopments in any field-which may be
discovered by or thru the aid of this
foundation-must be made available im-
mediately to the public without charge.
This, opponents of patent reform point
out. would lead eventually to a tearing
down of the present patent structure.

Casper W. Ooms, appointed patent
commissioner late last spring. Is at-
tempting to revise the patent structure
to make it more workable. Ooms' Idea
Is to make the patent system so simple
that any ientor, who has a good idea.
can get licensing information free from
a local government agency, like the post
office.

Sonic 35 per cent more patents were
applied fur at the end of the third
quarter this year (September 30) as com-
pared to last year. This figure gives
sonic idea of the flood of new ideas and
inventions which are coming to the
market. What bearing the proposed
patent "reform" will have on the future
is impossible to tell.

working force of manufacturing plants
in 1938.

529 Nickel Venders
Nickel venders enjoyed almost the

same rise in popularity as their penny
cousins. Total licensed by the city this
year was 529. but this figure does not
include soft drink or cigarette venders.
Soft drink machines are licensed under
the city over-all permit system for ail
soft drink retailers.

On cigarette machines, city officials
took an exceptionally enlightened stand
during the acute war shortage. Collector
Conger reported. Because of the fact
that most machines were located In war
plants, operators have not been required
to pay the fee. First post-war assess-
ment of the fee will begin March 1.1946.
he said.

Great growth of venders in Wichita
also must be attributed in part at least
to the comparatively intelligent ap-
proach of city officials to fees on these
machines. In 1938 the city fee was 82
on all penny machines, now it is 50 cents
a year. And even from a cash stand-
point, this policy has paid oft. The 1938
fee -extremely steep for such small ma-
chines -could serve only to throttle a
young and completely legitimate busi-
ness. Even the present fee is high for
these devices, which are not taxed at all
in most cities. But lowering the fee has

Columnist Points
Out Fortunes Built
From Nickel Items
DETROIT, Nov. 17. -Death of Milton

S. Hershey, pioneer chocolate bar and
vending machine pioneer, recently
brought to the mind of syndicate col-
umnist E. V. Darling, writing in The
Detroit Times, other facts on fortunes
which have been amassed by selling
nickel products.

Durfing's column stated: "How to get
rich: It has been said one of the best
ways to acquire wealth is to sell some-
thing that retails for 5 or 10 cents and
can only be used once. Carl Laemmle
had this idea in mind when he left
Oshkosh, Wis., to go into business ln
Chicago. He finally decided to open a
film theater with the price of admission
fixed at a nickel.

"As you know, Laemmle ultimately
became a millionaire. Milton Hershey,
who passed on recently, amassed a for-
tune estimated at $65,000.000. Basis of
this fortune was a chocolate bar selling
for a nickel.

"Other great fortunes have been
earned from nickel candy bars. For ex-
ample, that of Mrs. E. V. Mars. Then
consider the fortunes earned by nickel
soft drinks. That friend of mine in
Chicago who retails nickel hamburgers
thru a chain of eateries is doing all right,
too."

SWPC, critical domestic manufacturing
industries and the small businesses with
urgent needs.

First off, the veteran should file his
application with SWPC. It is known at
the agency as Form 61. A copy of It Is
retained by the applicant for future Use
in identifying himself when he goes to
look at the merchandise. Another copy
is sent to the Washington office of
SWPC, which notifies all selling agencies
that such an item is wanted by
a veteran. When found, the item is put
into reserve. Then the veteran Is noti-
fied that it Is available and that he can
inspect It at a certain place.

From then on. it is entirely between
him and the selling agency to make
whatever deal and terms they can agree
upon.

paid the city. Whereas the 1938 tax
produced only 8200 a year, the present
one produced $356 this year.

Wichita war workers also were able to
find much relaxation from their long
shifts with Juke boxes and amusement
games. This was indicated by the op-
eration of 441 pinball machines in the
city. These devices are known locally as
"ball casters." At the same time. Juke
operators had 361 coin phonographs on
metropolitan locations this year In spite
of the difficulties In obtaining records.
Scattered thru the city also are 111
penny scales.

Future Outlook
Future of the coin machine trade in

Wichita today appears to be anyone's
guess. Halt of aircraft production for
the armed forces could only result in a
great exodus of war workers but many
have settled here and intend to stay on
As for the aircraft industry itself, the
Wichita concerns came thru the long,
lean years of the 1930's without calamity,
and they all have smart sales and pro-
motional staffs. City business interests
also are vigorous trade promoters.

It is served by three major airlines
as well as three Class I railroads. Its
airport is spacious and it can accomodate
anything that flies. Its business leaders
are mostly men with their eyes clearly
on the future.

The city, moreover, is the distribution
heart of approximately 100 counties in
South Central Kansas and North Central
Oklahoma. It has always been a major
distributing point for venders and other
coin machines.

Growth of coin machines in the city
has been steady over the years, and
their popularity as amusement devices
and as clean, convenient merchandisers
appears to be well established in the
city's social fabric. Besides. the trade
this year paid a total of 17,322 toward
support of the municipal government.

And, as they wait for business and in-
dustry to settle down to post-war pro-
duction, Wlchitans continue to drop
their nickels into the local jukes, pin -
balls and venders.

Fly Machines to Camps

ST. JOHN. N. B.. Nov. 17.-Coin ma-chines of all types -from strength -
testers to Jukes-are playing an Impor-
tant role In Canadian logging operationsthis winter.

Snow already has blanketed the Ca-
nadian woods, cutting most of the campsoff from all but the slightest contact
with cities and towns until the thaw
in April or May. Big problem for lumber
companies. of course, has been to keep
workers happy in these isolated spots.

With the acute shortage of logs for
paper pulp during the war years. many
firms tried out Jukes and other coin
machines list winter for the first time
as a means of relieving the tedium of the
long winters. Woodsmen liked the con-
trivances. This winter. as the industry
makes a supreme effort for a big cut
to end the paper and timber shortage.
more machines than ever are on lumber
camp locations.

Variety of Machines
Machines Include Jukes with plenty of

records, pinball games, ray guns. bell
games, strength -testers and other ar-
cade pieces as well as venders of gum,
candy and nuts. Most camps are 20 or
25 miles from the nearest settlement. and
a few are 50 or 80 miles from the nearest
town. A few machines have been flown
into these remote comps. and many of
them have been hauled thru the forests
on horse-drawn wagons and sleds over
rough-hewn roads and trails.

Lumber operators declare that the ma-
chines have performed an invaluable
service in maintaining morale among the
woodsmen and keeping them at their
Jobs.

Forecast Is that the lumber cut this
year will be the largest since 1940, as
hundreds of men from the armed forces
-soldiers, sailors and merchant seamen
-exchange their uniforms for macki-
naws, boots and axes.

Wartime Consumers
Now Spend in Excess
Of 45 Per Cent More

CHICAGO. Nov. 17. -Wartime consum-
ers in the Chicago area spent in excess of
45 per cent more money for services, new
products and higher -priced items than
they spend normally.

This rise in spending came about de-
spite shortages and restrictions, the Chi-
cago Association of Commerce reported
last week.

Annual rate of consumer spending in
this area. according to a survey con-
ducted by the association, the Federal
Reserve Bank of Chicago find the Chi-
cago unit of the committee for economic
development, rose to 84,730.000,000 Just
before the end of the war. Survey showed
that in 1939 the annual rate of con-
sumer spending was $3,250,000,000.

Authorities attribute at least two-
thirds of this rise to price increases, and
the remainder to an increase In the
amount of goods and services as well as
a shift to lines much higher priced.

CINCINNATI, Nov. 17. -Court of Ap-
peal. hero has ruled that the operation
of pinballs with payouts for charity 1.
Illegal. 13CC151011 was made Wednesday
(141 when the court upheld a prior de-
cision by Municipal Court In the case of
a woman who was lined on two charges
of keeping and exhibiting pinball ma-
chines.

Defendant, thru her attorney, admitted
that payouts were mode on the pinball.,
which were located in a cafe. She con-
tended, however, that all profits from the
machines were given to charity.

Court of Appeal. has refused to con-
sider such operation of pinball machines
as legal under a State law which allows
charitable and religious organizations to
hold bingo games, despite the fact that
Individual operators of the machines
gave all of the profit to charity.

This decielon of the Court of Appeals
confirmed the earlier decision of the
police court conviction, as well as the
confiscation of the machines.

New company already has received n
"subatantial shipment" of new machines,
he reported. It will operate In Delaware
Is. well as In Baltimore and other sec-
tions of Maryland. With Hub, Woldrop's
activities centered on pinball machines,
and it is expected that his new com-
pany will deal largely in amusement de-
vices.

Op Plans To
Sell Hotels
Coin Radios

Tries Idea in Philly

PHILADELPHIA, Nov. 17 -A new coin
machine operator is canvassing the city's
better hotels to aell them on the Idea
of Installing coin -operated radios insingle rooms and suites. Big sales
point Is the added revenue which will
come from what hits been a free serviceup until now. Radio coin system will
alsd relieve hotels of maintenance worries
and the expense of keeping radios at top
efficiency.

Coin -operated radio takes quarters for
two hours of air time, and dimes for
half-hour programs. Mechanism is of
metal construction, cream color finish
(which can be repainted to match room
decorations) and is fully Insured by the
operator. Good reception Is guaranteed
and the operator will keep a mainte-
nance man at the hotel to handle any
complaints.

Convention lists are growing in the
city and hotel space is at a premium.
If the new service Is installed, a big in-
come is assured both the operator and
the hotel. Hotel operators here are
definitely interested In the coin -operated
radios and inquiries have been made by
hotelmen in Atlantic City and other
near -by resort centers.

Standard Equipment
Radios have become standard equip-

ment for hotel rooms and it is be-
lieved that the public will accept coin -
operated machines without being aware
that they are paying for the service.
Under the new system they will be able
to choose their programs from a wider
wave length since each machine is sepa-
rate and not connected to a main outlet
which permits only three or four sta-
tions to broadcast thruout the hotel.

Volume will still be controlled so that
radio listening Is not an annoyance to
other guests, while stay -up -litters will
be able to listen to the radio all night
long if they like. Under the present
room radio system all listening is
stopped at midnight.

Coln -operated radio plan will be dis-
cussed at the next meeting of the Phila-
delphia Hotelmen's Association. Hotel
operators are reported ready to leave
the matter up to the association as a
whole, so that none or all of the hotels
use the coin service. Coinmen are pre-
paring a sales program to win the asso-
ciation's approval and will present their
arguments at the next meeting of the
group.

UrgesEmployers
To Give Victory
Bonds to Staff s

CHICAGO. Nov. 17. -Members of the
coin machine industry are urged to pay
year-end or Christmas bonuses-or gift
diatributions of any kind -In the form of
Victory E bonds to help raise the $11,000-
000.000 quota set for the national bond
drive. according to George F. Spaulding.
chairman of the Chicago Victory Loan
drive.

"Business generally enjoyed a good year
of profit in 1845," Spaulding Bald. "Many
firma. unquestionably, contemplate mak-
ing some sort of special distribution to
their officers and workers. We. who are
directing the bond drive feel that gifts
of E bonds would form a most suitable
reward. The advantages of the plan as an
aid to the war effort, as a means of fos-
tering thrift, and as a check on Inflation
hold true in considering substitution of
E bonds for cash or merchandise in hol-
iday season special payments."

Spaulding said that no estimate has
been made of the size of special and bo-
nus payments that will be made this hol-
iday season, "However", he said, "the
firms that have made such dietrlbutlons
in the past will probably do so again. In
addition, many arms barred from such
pay roll increases by wartime wage re-
strictions are now free to make them."

New Businesses
Still Mushroom

WASHINGTON. Nov. 17. -Even before
V -E Day, more Americana were Jumping
Into businesti on their own than ever be-
fore, a report of the 53. 8. Department of
Commerce disclosed.

In the first three months of 1945. a
total of 130,000 new businesses were
launched, most of them in the retail and
service trades, the department reported.
In the same January -March period, only
50.000 quit.

This compares With the pre-war rate of
about 100.000 entering business and an-
other 100.000 quitting In a three-month
period. thus leaving the overall business
world little changed except for new faces.

No figures are available for the period
since V -J Day, but it appears certain that
the rate of entry into business has In-
creased greatly. Revival of interest in
independent business enterprises was
attributed by the department to Blacken-
ing of the rate of induction Into the
armed forces, a better prospect of obtain-
ing supplies as war needs tapered off.
and the decline of employment In war
plants.
