I'M Educational
Net Proposed

For Virginia

RICHMOND, Jan. 26.—At the request
of Dr. Dabney F. Lancaster, State super-
intendent of publle Instruction, Repre-
sentative Tandon R. Wyutt proposed here
this week a bill In the Virginia Btate
Legislature which would require the
State Board of Virginla te make a survey
regarding the advisibility of setting up
an FM network for educational purposes
in Virginia. The proposal was also made
that the Leglglature make the necessary
approprintions for the operation of the
network.

Plan in Virginia 18 modeled after that
in Wisconsin, where the Legislature has
already appropriated enough money to
set up a State-wide educational FM net-
work, with headquarters In the State
capital of Mndison, and with linked sta-
tlons loented at strategic points thruout
the State. This network will be built
as soon as materials are avallable,

Consensus here is that the bill ealling
for a Virginia State-operated educational
FM network will probably pass, but re-
liable sources say that the date on which
education by I'M statlons starts in the
ctate will not come for some time,

Indicative of the slowness to be ex-
pected In the development of an FM
educational network In Virglnia is the
fact that the committee set to study
possibility of setting up the system
was appointed over a year ago and only
now is any concrete action belng taken,

NEW YORK, Jan. 26 —Network station
rate Biructures at NBC and CBS have
been under analysls for the past several
vears, with a conslderable number of
Inequlties showing up in the continuing
research, Net formulas (epch web has
worked out s own) are based upon
coverage, popularity, denslty of popula-
tion, buying ability of the area covered

and a few other not-go-easy-to-define
Tactors.

Reports seldom reach the percolators
Involved directly but are turmmed over
to station relations brass who frequently
gtart o long term campalgn predicated on
making the stations ree the light. Very
often an outlet's tlme charges can be
g0 adjusted that the station owmner ac-
tually makes more money when the new
rate card is issued. In some of these
cases the station-bresks get upped sev-
eral hundred per cent (and Justifiably
g0). In at least two coses web sales-
boys have gone out and sold the 20-
second breaks for the stations at the
upped rafes to prove to the station coms
mereclal managers that it can be done.

_ Altho every statlon has its rate strue-
ture under its web microscope at least
onee every two vears (shifting popula-
tlons, ete,, make this examination a
must), the looking is a llttle tighter now
than tt has been beocause competitive
media have been socking broadeasting
plenty and the senlor webs apre loath
to leave any holes for the tearer-downs
to get in.

ABC and MBS Look, Too

Rate structure analysis at ABC and
MES hasn't beéeen so tough but even at
these chains, outlets are looked at thru
thelr rate cards, because “anything over-
priced these days ls dynamife”

Trade points out that all these rate
“suggestions” have to be handled with
great care for the webs wouldn't Uke
FCC to get any notion thaf they were
dictating time charges to the stations,
Actually, as one web exec pointed out,
the nets don’t dictate—they just “worry”
about chinks in their commereial armor
—and most of the time the owners of
stations are only “too ready" to adjust
their cards so that they are not over-
priced.

That doesn't mean fthat a thousand
ears In El Paso won't cost more than
¢ thousand ears in New York, hecause
it actually costs more for the stations
to reach ears that don't live on top of one
another., There just can't be, a station
operator in Californla pointed out, a
national rate per thousand for networks,
The U. 8. Isn't bullt that way.

Result of BMB Link

NEW YORE, Jan, 26.—With NBC's en-
trance Into the Broadcast Measurement
Bureau fold, its “most listening” survey
Agures step out of the web’s research and
promotional pleture. 'These are the
“emotlonal™ figures which have de-
veloped from the fact that NBC has the
programs that capture the imaglnation
of the dialer, if not in all cases, the ma-
Jorlty of his listening hours.

Competitlon hpas nalways asked the
question, "How much ls most?” No one
has been able, statistically, to answer the
query. Network has, during the past
yenr, come to the conclusion that any
fipures which would not he guestioned
by the trade would be better than sur-
vey materinl that serves a8 a battle-
ground,

This means that the NBC, Night and
Day booklet will not be released and that
there will be no staged presentation of
the all-county figures. There will also
he no all-county NBC covernge booklet
Issued for the general trocde, but there
hay been developed a book that glves
NBC coverage flgures based not upon
the "“most lstening” figures, but upon
the "regular lstening” which has. been
the secondary questlon on the ballot
sent out by IHM for NBC. This compli-
latlon of flgures, sans decorative devices
of any kind, has reached & few ad agency
execs who stumbled on the faet that
the figures had been complled for NBC.
Report (it looks like a bookkeeper's de-
light) has network coverage figures for
every county in the natlion, and NBO
Tigure men have taken the duplication
out of the flgures, ie.,, where two NBC
stntions are llsted by the fan as belng
listened to regularly, only one &
credited on the percentage of coverage
figure used by NBC.

Ledger (that's what It looks like) Is
snld to be available to anyone who uses
NBC, altho no announcement will be
made about the matter, as the web he-
leves that any promotion of elther the
“regular” listening flgures or the "most”
lstening datan would be a slap In the
fate to BMB, which it wants to do a
job. NBC stand on BMB Is only that
1t wants 1t to ralse the standard of once-
a-week lstening to something less ques-
tlngiah‘lﬂ in the minds of competitive
media.

NBC Station Maps

Maps for all NBC stations are being
published also by the NBC regsearch de-
partment with primary, secondary and
tertinpry areas indicated in three tones
on the maps. These maps, unlike those
of CB5, are nctually printed by NBC for

Battle Looms in Congress

Over Anti - Petrillo Bill

WASHINGTON, Jan. 28.—Representn-
tive Vito Marcantonlo {(ALP. N, Y.},
writing a minorlty report agalnst Repre-
sentatlve Clarence Lea’s (D., Cnllf.) lat-
est antl-Petrillo blill, which was dis-
charged last week by House Interstate
and Forelgn Commerce Commlitbee,
warned Congress today against using the
leglslation e a means of "bhrandishing a
weapon to try to scare Mr. Petrlllo into
submisslon.”

Marcantonio flatly predicted that
as highly significant Incldental to a re-
llable report that Justin Miller, presi-
dent of the National Assoclation of
Broadeasters, who 1s arranging for fur-
ther negotiations with American Federa-
tlon of Musicians on an attempted set-
tlement of difference between broadeast
industry and AFM, has had “'consider-
able™ backstage contact with Chalrman
Lea of House Interstote and Forelgn
Commerce Commitiee.

Marcantonio flatly predicted that
the latest Lea Bill "will never pass Con-
Eress,” and that it has been deslgned
"by a small, selflsh group to add to the
furor of the current antl-labor hysteria
g0 that Mr., Petrillo might be induced
t0o back down" in the course of nepotia-
tions between Miller and the head of the
AFM. Marcantonlo added that, “Nobody
is being fooled by these tactlcs—and cer-
tainly the AFM won't be beguiled by the
manguvers.'"

Marcantonio leads a minorlty of five
who dissented from the House Interstate
and Forelgn Commerce Committee ma-
Jjority of 14, who voted to discharge the
Lea Blll., The New York leglslator's
minority report against the bill de-
nounces what Marcantonio describes as
“one of the most viclous assaults agalnst
labor in the history of Congress,” The

report will reach the floor of the House
E00IL,

Miller, Lea Friendship

Meanwhile the backstage personal con-
toct between AMiller and Lea came to light
today &8s an important Incldent in the
series of developments here on the Pe-
trillo iesue. Altho Lea reiterated that
the broadeast industry has made no
formal representations to him on hils
viarlous anti-Petrillo bills, it has heen
learned that Miller end Lea, who aro
personal friends, have had several un-
official talks about the Petrillo issue.
Ingiders are polnting out that this con-
tact has an important bearlng on the
current move In Congress, spearheaded
by Les, to get floor nction on the tough-
est antl-Petrillo bill yet written.

Marcentonio in reglstering his hostillty
to the latest Lea Bill, criticized the
House Interstate and Forelgn Commerce
Commlttee for sending leglslation to the
floor without glving it & fair hearing by
the public. The latest Lea Blll (HR-
511T) was sublected to discusslons only
at executive sesslon on the commitiee,
Marcantonio declored, With the Lea Bl
now on the House ¢alendar, Chairman
James 0. Eastland (D., Miss.) of a sub-
group In Benate Judlelary Committes
has abandoned an attempt to get an
identical bill out of the BSenate legls-
lative bill-drafting room. Eastland hod
completed the draft of the bill which
only needed a Senate number when the
Lea Bill emerged from committee last
vreek, At Senator Eastlanud's office it
was explained that because of the block-
ade created by the FEPOC blll fillbuster
in the Senate and because Lea 1s ap-
parently set to press for action on HE-
56117 there will be a temporary suspen-
sion of activity on the Petrillo issue on
the Senate slde. However, Eastland sald
he will arrange for a hearing soon on a
bill by Senator Joslah W. Balley (D.,
N, C.) which has stiff antl-royalty pro=-
vigions, the intent of which iz included
in provisions of the latest Lea Bl

Outlook Not Bright

As result of NAB President Miller's
parley here with specigl industry-wide
committes, a mnegotiating committce
Irom the industry willl confer with an
AMF group in the near Ifuture. The
negotiating committee has been hand-
picked by Miller, The NAB president
11 closed-door sesslon with Industry folk
1ast week relterated thaet his January
1B meeting witn James C. Petrillo, AFM
head, was ‘“encouraging.” However,
some Industry spokesmen are making no
secrot of their gloomy outlook. Despite
the continuing negotlatlons broadeast
folk are looking to Cmpitol HII1 for de-
velopments which, they must admlit, will
probably not be conclusive, as the chance

for final passape of an anti-Petrilio bill
is, as Mpmrcantonio has declared, "prac-
tically nil."™

Marcantonio declored that the latest
anti-Petrillo legislation was “railroaded™
thru committee onto the floor of Con-
gress “even tho there i3 not the slightest
chance that an anti-Petrillo bill will ever
repch the White House. He clintged that
the newest Lea Blll (HR. 5117) “‘would
never be digestable In a jolnt conference
group even i {f managed to get thru
bath houses—which it wan't. Congres-
sional leaders, questioned sabout the
prospects of the anti-Petrillo legislatlon,
expressed concurrence with Marcantonio,
who described the latest Lea Blll as "not
only seeking to make strikes illegal but
also crippling any kind of unionizetion.”
Marcantonio sanid he will eca to the
floor a DbDitter fight to “halt legislation
that represenis an attempt by broad-
casters to take from labor the shore of
profits labor hes brought into the in-
dustry.”

Lea Bill’s Provisions

Lea's mojorlty report, prepared for de-
livery to Congress thls week, inslsts that
the blll developed from "unfair” demands
made by Petrillo upon the broadcast in-
dustry. Marcantonlo, author of the mi-
nority dissent report, declared that the
Len Bill would not only prohlibit the
rlght of labor to strike but slso would
mesn that no musicion could receive any
further payment for making phonograph
records. The latest Lea Blll's penalty
provizslons are milder than previous
ones, with the fine on econvicltlon re-
duced from 06,000 to $1,000.

The bill would make it unlawful "by
the use or expressed or implled threat
of the use of fTorce, Intimldation or
duress, or by the use of express or im-
plied threat of the uere of other means
to coerce, compel or constrain or attempt
to coerce or constraln a licensee” to em-
ploy persons "in excess of the mumber
of employees wanted by such llcensees.”
The same prohibltion is proposed against
fee payments for peraons not actually
engaged in the conduct of broadcasting,
The bill also prohlbits interference with
non-commercial broadcasting. Also 16
establishes a prohibltion sgainst inter-
ference with Iforelgn broadcasting and
transcription royalty payments.

Rumor Hath MBS Newshoss

State Dept. Sel
For Battle on
Radio Office $

WASHINGTON, Jan, 28.—Altho Presl-
dent Truman's request for money for
State Department's Information Service
s still among things to come. Congress
Ie already setting the pace for the storm
of proteat that will be let loose when
the Presldent finally goes on  record.
Plrat murmurs were reglstered in the
House Thursday (24) when the adminls-
tration put thru its first appropriation
bill for the flseal year beginning July 1.

With little hope of actually touching
the State Department's present informa-
tlon program, which is currently operat-
Ing with funds left over from war activi-
ties, opponents staged a preview of the
tough fight shead by offering an amend-
ment to the §5,000,000 independent
offices appropriation blll prohiblting use
of Budget Buresu funds In connection
with the operatlng of a government
Information Service. The amendment
was defeated, 152 to 177, on & roll-call
vote, with 88 members not voting, Previ-
ously, the aomendment had been ap-
proved 86 to 81 on a non-record vote.

Byrnes To Bat

Meanwhlle, House Appropriastionz Com-
mittee will begln work late this week
on State Department's 1947 fiscal budgat,
and Secretary of State James F, Byrnes
will go to bat on the propoeed informa-
tlon program about mid-February. Op-
ponents of the Information Service will
have two opportunities to block the
program, which, according to legislative
experts, wlll eventually get Congressional
approvel, altho on a reduced scale.
Sometlme before the appropriations
committee gets rendy to bring out the
State Department appropriation bill,
the administration will attempt to get
House approval of the Bloom Bill, HR.-
4692, which would provide the lepal
basis for State Department's greatly ex-
pAnded Information Service. Unless tho
Eloom Blll is pushed thru Congress, any
member could wipe out any appropria-
tlon which the committes might recom-
mend. When the actus! sppropriation
bill comes up, the real fight will be on
to whittle dowvn information funds as
low as possible.

NAB, In objlecting to the propose
regulation, wiil focus its criticism agains
prohibition of statlon property beln
turned over to heirs. Also, NAB oppose
sugpested requirements for selling t
highest bldder. NAB objects on th
grounds that the rule would interfer
with an Individual's constitutional righ
to dispose of his property as he please
Indlications are that the majority ¢
objectione to the proposed rule will hi
at this alleged constitutional vioclatlon

Action by Congress the Answer

department, to justify a junket or a free
londing.

This year's approach will instead be a
personalized report to agencles and spon-
sors on what was done for thelr programs
rather than what was done collectively
for the other guy’s. _

This may not be as detalled ns Charlle
Hammond (ad and promotion head of
the web) would like to have if, but it
will be a step in the direction of getting
away from zilllons of impersonal inches
of publicity and millllons of dollare of free
time on the alr, ete., and will at least start
to tell each client what the Parade of
Stars is doing for him.

Report: will be ready (there'll he two
books) within four weeks and it will be
handled hy the network seles contact
men, Hammond Is already working on
the holes developed in last year's kits,
cach Parade developlng new gaps which
have to be plugged up. He has dreams of
getting the statlons to shoot a few feet
of their top Star Stunt and then perhaps
having a good film editor {man llke NBC
tele’s Paul Alley) put the footage together
into one moving plec of what the statlons
do—which, according to one NBO sta-
tion relations man, 18 in many ways more
Imaginative than the web efforts.

Nine of the 168
segs tabbed In the daytime are withoub
this index figure, and slx of the eve-
ning 16 are nlso not ear-tabbed. Where
urban coste can't be determined, the
best Index of the job a program s
doing cen be ascertalned on the basls of
the cost per Hooper point. Thus,
among the ovening programs Mr, and
Mrs. North has the lowest “cost per
point,” $220.01, and a cost per thounsand
sudded ears of 24 cents. Now, the Norths
aren’s the top-ranked program on the aly
(they hit a 13.1 in the report on which
this analysis 1s based), Thelr urban
listeners amount to 5,237,448, which s
far from the Lur Redio Theater's 10.-
302,883. However, the Norths cost their
sponsor just 3G a week, while Lux
comes thru with 186G s week to keep the
Radio Theater golng,

More Minutes,. More Plugs

A combination of these two weeks' inter-
viewing would be beset by Yule shopping
during the week of December 15-21 and
a balmy week during the January b5-11
tabbing. Both of these are mot “nor-
mal" and therefore the ratingas are not
an indication of the true impact of pro-
grams, When it's noted that the effect
of these two “abnormal weeks" wlill be
felt in Crossley ratings for weeks and
weeks to come, it can he seen, most re-
searchers point out, why a Crossley is
not an accurate rating of current pop-
ulartty.

The Billboord in a number of previous
analytical reports has pointed out other
reasons why CAB ratings are not coms-
parable from rating to rating. For in-
stance, altho CAB wuses Bl cltles, the
cities are never the same, from report
to report. Moreover, the cltles are not
selected so that the listener has equal
opportunity of hearing programs of all
four wehs, Thus a clty with a powerful
NBC station and no station for OBS can
take a program of the senlor network
and pull 1t up by its eyeteeth. The re-
verae could be true, for instance, if one
aof the 81 cities should happen to be
Charlotte, North Carclina, where CBS's
WBT 18 without real network competl-
tlon.

Less Daytime Rating

In the daytime ratings it's seen that
there 18 less difference between Hoop-
erating and the Crossleys. That's be-
cause there's less movement in ratings
In the daytlme and moving averages
therefore oan't affect the score. How-
ever, the changing cltles, etc., do make a
Hooper different even here, with Hoopers
on an average (If taken In rank order)
about one point higher than CAB'.

On the Sunday afternoon tabbling there
iz also & great difference with a Hooper
topper One Man's Family running CAB
fifth while a program that doesn't get
in the top Hooper drawer {Gene Autry)
runs first for CAB.

Major webmen have known these dif-

ferences. They reallze that these figures

have made all program popularify
studies open to question by sponsors,
Thi:"j" want CAR out of Program rating
business as soon as possible, As long
ag the figures were “confldential” they
would and did feel that because CAB was
supported by the agency org, AAAA, and
the sponsor org, ANA, it was a necessary
evil. Now, they state firmly, it's not
only an evil but it's—unnecessary.

UOPWA’s 3-Front Plan

NEW YORK, Jan. 28.—White collar
workers at both the Columbla EBroad-
casting System and the American Broad-
casting Company will see the start of
organizing their respective webs thru
the public relations departments. Both
flack departments are, it is claimed, well
organized, so well organized, in fact, that
key men in each are sald to be Unilted

I Office and Professlonal Workers of Amer-

len (CIO) members, desplte the fact that
the men Involved are in a semi-manage-
ment capacity and in theory are not
eligible for membership.

Approach will he entirely different,
however. The OBS plan is sald to be
based upon three fronts., TFirst, alleged
underscaling of certain jobs, with the
union to claim that In some cases men
and women are belng paid less than one-
third of what the Job classification
rates. Job analyses reportedly have been
made and a copy of the press depart-
ment pay roll is sald to be in the hands
of the union. Second point to be raised
1s based upon staff turnover in the past
year, Organlzers are sald to be ready to
throw back at CBS any c¢lalm that re-
turning wvets are the reascm for the
forced exodus. Third and final detail is
sald to e time csheet records which
claim to prove that brass in the opera-
tion has forced many of the employees
to work beyvond 40 hours without time
and a half. Latter fact, according to
some of the union boys, won't be thrown
at the web unless the going gets tough.

Bill Could Govern Net Shows

union members. Union overlooked fact
that troupe played Mayen Theater and
Wilshire, both in Los Angeles. However,
when boys lined up the Orpheum, and
were trying to get into Roosevelt Hotel
and Trocadero here, Roxy and other the-
aters In the East, union declded to nct.

Local unlon officlals took the matter
up with James C. Petrillo, asking that
troupe be allowed to play Orpheum to
avoid putting house on the spot by pull=-
ing them from Bbill at last minute. Na-
tional AFM officinls, however, refused
okny because of fear of setting precedent.

In the meantime, situation took an in-
ternational twist when Dr, Qscar Pres-
mantes, Cuban consul, reported matier
to Gulillermo Belt, Cuban ambasgsador in
Washington, who in turn will register a
Protest with the U, 8. State Department.

In giving the Cuban slde of the lssue,
Iir. Presmantes statod:

“My povernment sponsored and ap-

thorlzed the Lecouna Boys to act as good-
will emissarles in the United States, They
have appeared in Europe and South
Americe without incident and have been
uppearing in this country since Novem-
ber 15"

Sam Sacks, at Willlam Morris Agency,
handling group In this country, sald final
bookings for Enstern spots were held up
untll union Issue wos settled here, with
all engagements now helng canceled.

Situation has brought home need for
State Department-sponsored union lalson
office thru which entertalners from Latin
America playing here {or vice versa) could
be cleared, thereby avolding slmilur trou-
hla.

Dealers Cry

Indie Repeats Won’t Go

CHICAGO, Jan. 26—Local rocord re-
tallers are pitching a strong beef cur-
rontly about the stereotyped releases
they're getting from the independent
waxerles which speclalize in Jazz output.
Baoys who peddle platters over the coun-
ters aver that the jazz disk field, already
overcrowded by the recent mushrooming
of small firme, needs orlginality in both
talent and selectlon of tunes.

Gripes of the disk shop ops seems well-
founded, a look at jazz record releases
slnce August, 1045 reveals. Using the ad-
vance record relenses of The Billboard's
Music Popularity Chart as basis for the
study, statistics showed conclusively that
independent lobels are pullty of plenty of
duplication in both choice of artists and
tunes released in the past slx months.

Retellers contend that they're getting
plenty hacled at the Independent labels,
who aren't comlng out with anything
new. Ops find that thelr patrons are
pratty fed up with buving disks that feq-
ture the same artlsts over und over agaln,
playing tunes that have been done pre-
viously, in some cases, even by the same
group. Dealers report, too, that their
customers are paying plenty of attention
to thelr pocketbooks, sluce reconversion
cut out jobs for plenty of the teenagers
who were heavy wartime purchasers of
Jusme sldes, They also polnt out that the
major lubels, such as Capltol, which
issued four albums recently, are starting
to work up their jazz catalogs and that
companies other than Indies are selling
their wares for a lot less than the 76
cents to #1 that the independent labels
are asking for the platters. That, loo,
the boys say, means planty,

Over and Over Again

The Billboard's Advance Record Re-
lenses chart, since Auguat, 19456, showed
that Coleman Hawkins has been leader
on 20 10-inch sldes for four dlferent
Independents, plus cutting two 12-Inch
gides for an Independent. Johnny Guara-
nleri, the 88-er, cut a Savoy 8-slde album,
in pddition to eatchlng featured spot on
slx eldes for the label and waxing with a
large number of other jazms groups for
Savoy. Jay McB8hann cut four sldes ench
for Premier and Philo, using just about
the same blues material and vocalists,
with the only difference belng that on
the Premlier sides he used a small combo
for backing, while for Phllo he used his
entlre orkk. Duke out Freddle Green,
the Basle gultarist, with a group called
the Eansas Clty Seven, which just about
duplicated In personnel the sides made
a couple of years back by Commeodore and
lssued as the Kansas Clity Five and Six.
Other artists who were heavlly recorded
on & namber of labels include Harry Car-
ney, Rex Stewart, Sonny Greer and Law-
rence Brown, of Ellington ork; Diwzy Gll-
leasple, Charley Parker, Howard McGhee,

Thomaeas, Flip Philllps, Chubby Jackson,
Trummy Young, Red Norvie, Barney Bi-
pard snd Art Tatum.

Added to the retailers’ woes is the fact
that the release charts proves recording
supervisors cut standards which were
often duplicated and therefore less sal=
able because the collector already had one
copy of the jazs version in his collection.

Indies Better Watch Out

&

Besldes the standards issued, retallers
are plenty mifted over the bulk of the
jazz orlginals lssued by Iindependents.
Dealers demonstrated to The RBillboard's
reporter that all the releases fall pretty
much Into three classificationsa: Dixleland,
.a8 plaved hy Eddie Condon, and two
types of modern Jazz as exemplified by
Coleman Hawkins and Don Byas on one
hand and Dizzy Glllespie and Charley
Parker on the olther. Omne retaller pointed
out an album of elght sldes by one In-
strumentallst in which four of the wo-
called orlginals were based upon the
standard, Whispering. Consensus of ehop
ops Is that jazz speclalties are pretty
much trite material that has little excuse
on wax. Same thing, they report, ean be
sald for majority of the hlues eldes which
are flooding the market currently.

Worthh and Halhn handled the techuieal
end of things, and Pollack supervised
talent and recording under the original
set=up. But it 1s understood, disagree-
ment batween the three grew over meth-
ods of distribution, Pollick wanted the
lnbel to be handled by varlous distrib-
ulors thruout the country, and Hahn
and Worth felt they could do better by
distributing the disks direct.

At one time durlng the course of ne-
gotiatlons band leader Harry James {s
known to have expressed an interest in
becomlng a part of the Jewel Record
{fIrm. Deal 18 sald to have been dropped
when Jamess legal acvisor vetoed the
trumpet-playing maestro putting any
dough into the diskery, bul according to
suthoritative sources, counter offer was
made whilch would glve James a plece of
Jewel for the prestige and backing his
uname would lend, Pollack sald to bturn
this down,

Reason for James's supposed interest
in the Pollack platter firm iz vague ex-
cenpt for fact that his musle publishing
Interests could benefit from additional
recordings &s well as the possibllliy. of
spotting key men from his band like
Corky Corcoran, 'Willle Smith, Juan
Tizol and Arnold Ross in front of apeeinl
bands for Jewel sides, In this way
James would still have an interest in
thelr outside activity instead of thelr
names and talent being more or less re-
corded at random by the numerous small
Jazz labels arcound town. Too, it would
be a way of blazing the path for Corcoran
and the others to head bands of thelr
own lun a comparatively short time under
James's sponsorship.

How Mennie Sachs, of Columbla Rec-
ords, lebel for which James's band
records, would react to James's interest
in another record outfit is something
else to speculate on. :

During discussions over the Jewel Rec-
ord matter, James s alsd sald 4o have
expressed some Inierest in backing Boyd
Raeburn's band, which just cut scme
sldes for Jewel and has heen floundering
around for several months due to a lack
of bookings. But so far nothing definite
has been set. Raeburn and Wiillam
Morris Agency, which books the baud,
are both willing to come to & parting of
the ways If someone will clear up Rae-
burn's financial obligations to the ngency.

The commission is currently making a
general check-up of alleged hidden own-
erships of varlous night spots, including
severanl of the larger niterles and cock-
tall lounges, chiefly in the belief that
underworld contnectlons exist that are
not shown on the books, Actual owner-
ship must be disclosed, according to the
new regulations.

Same tolent shortage that shot salarles

of American acts to the sky during the
war had a simllar effect in England, it
scems. Performer salaries, on the whole,
rose 50 per cent during the war, tho acts
of proved box-office power jumped as high
as 150 per cent, drawing down as much as
5G Tor 12 shows a week. Like here, some
of the names have been taking dates on
o guarantees and percentoge basis, and
walking out with plenty of overage on
a good number of dates. On the whole,
however, silaries have not increased dol-
lar wise in proportion to the American
peak because British salarles have alwaya
been pegeged lower. Percentage wj.ﬁa,,.
however, they are about even.

Baslc reason for lower salarles in Eng-
land is that vaude houses, tho they get ,
as high as #3 a seat In West End London
houses and $1.50 per In the provinces
{movie house scales are about the samae),
present only 12 shows a week (two a day
and none on Sundays). This means a
gross for a big theater like the Palladium
of $30,000 a week, considered top dough,
with the emaller 1,300 to 2,600-geat hin-
terland houses taking in proportionately
less. As a result, talent budgets for thae
larger housea seldom exceed $7,600, with
the avernge between $3,000 and $4,500 per
weelk.

Since thelr arrival, Parnell and Foster
have heen looking over likely talent to
take across. It's the first trip here since
1930 for Toster and he expressed amaze-
ment-at the salaries standard acts are
drawing for the same routines they did in
1839 for much less dough. Both men
pointed out that the need for new faces
in thelr counitry is acute, as they have

Procurement Officers Pre-War Ties Being Checked

WASHINGTON, Jan. 26.—A congres-

“wional prohe of the federal government’s

e
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wartime purchases of upward of 7,000,
000,000 worth of radle and other elec-
tronic equipment may scon burst on
Capltol Hill as one of the blggest in-
gquiries of its kind since the war.

Stall experts of the House Small Busi-
ness Committee who kKept tab on gov-
ernment procurement thrucut the war,
it was learned, have assembled datn on
federal electronic contracts whiech will
be included in a report to be submitted
to the Tull committee within a Zfew
weels, Whether a full-dress investiga-
tion comes off will depend on the com-
mittee's reactlon to the findings of its
investigators, However, there was noted
In congressional circles thruout the war
o vague suspicion that plenty of grounds
existed for investigating procedures un-
der which government contracts were
let.

Pre-War Ties

Major concern of the investigators,
it was understood, has been the pre-
war relation between federal procure-
ment officers who let government con-
trocts ond the Individual manuiacturers

-who received them. The number of con-

iracts held by any one firm also was
Indlcated as sublect of serubiny. Bln-
tistlcs collected by the probers as well
a8 information on which they are sald

to have baged their findings is gtill alag- .

slfled “top secret” by the War Depart-
ment Intelligence (G-2), it was learned,
and secrecy of production and cost fig=-
ures submitted to the War Production
Board by individual companies is pro-
tected by law.

The radio industry, which was to all

duction early in 1842, operated abouf
three years with the U, 5.

Expertly directed by Arthur Hopkins,
who has given TLavery's blopruphical
droma (with a stated indebiedness to
Francis Biddle's Mr. Justice Holmes) o
wise and” handsome productlon, Yankee
bridges the long period from 1002, when
Holmes comes to Washington to set up
houee and take the Teddy BRoossvell
bench appolntment, fto inauguration
day 1033, when another Roosevelt comes
around for a visit to the distinguilshed
nonagenerian,

In the 30-odd years you get nolhing
really declsive as to the brillinnce of the
Holmes' mind or of his celebratad dia-
senting opinions, Instead, Lavery is
written o wholesome opus heavy on the
social graces, eye-winking in wit and
humor, full of brightish lines, and trip-
hammer in accentunting the grent and
tender understanding between the famed
Bostonian and his spouse, Lot of talk
in the air about “Big Stick" Roosevelt,
Willinm ¥ownrd Taft and FDR—but
somehow Wilson, Harding and Coolldge
get lost in the shuille.

Young customers would have to bring
a lot of history and background with
them to the Rovale to understand some
of the better allusions.

Fleming Ward does a handy Job as
Henry Adams—the gent whom no Iresi-
dent pleases, Edpor Barrler Is hanedi-
enpped by o superfleially drawn and
third-hand Justice Brandeis who is
sllightly on the wooden side, Sherling
Oliver has got himselfl a juley part as
fertile advenfureg-author Owen Wister,
and makes the most of i, The one-
sctter (Holmes library) by Woodnian
Thompson is right on the ball—and his
costumes are authentic when they could
g0 easily have been exaggerated.

Unfortunate that this couldn't have
told more about Holmes as o profes-
sional and less about him as a famlly
man. The country is just itching for
the inside track on political and Su-
preme Court shenanigans. For 31 Yeurs
Justice Holmes wrote oplnlons that
changed the course of our history., Yan-
Ikee skims the surface while Calhern
and Gish indulge in the personal luxury
of flne performance,

cases leaving here becouse they could
not make enough dough in radio here
and thought they could find it on radio
row in either Manhattan or Hollywood.

Jones then came up with flgures to
show that the talent pleture here is not
a5 bad, at least In number of ATRA
members avallable for radlo work, as
many believe. He stated that local AFRA
membership 18 as hiph now as it has
been at any time slnce 1937, There are
now about 700 pald-up members In the
AFPRA local here. This number includes
about 2600 actors nnd actresses, 210 an-
nouncers, 25 soundmen and 190 gingers.
Obvious Implication here was that there
wns enough talent here (at least In
auantity if not in quality), and those
of this big number not up to top-notch
abllity now could be treined to be better
if the nets, statlons and agencles were
willing to give them a chance,

What It Takes

Jones then advocated three steps that,
in his opinion, would brighten the radio
picture here: (1) A posltive and agpres-
sive psychology: (2) co-operation of all
segments of the trade here in the ef-
fort to hypo Chi rrdlo, snd (3), the
starting of a campaign to let all facets
of the industry know about the inherent
values of Chi radio, Including origination
of net shows here,

The AFRA secretary also proposed m
workshop to develop talent and said
that AFRA had plauned such a move In
the past. He added, under question-
ing, however, that the workshop plan
had been turned down at one of the
union's national conventlons because
national offipers feared that a workshop
move would' make agency and station
execs think the union was competing in
the development of radio programs.

In addition to Jones's statements, tho
only other ones of interest expressed pt
the meeting were those of Bill Weddell,
aaslstant seles manager of NBC here.
Weddell brought out some points that
had sound sense and made some club

members feel less uncertain asbout the
Tuture .of radlo here,

Ingenuity Wins Qut

Weddell atated that his contacta with
sponaors have indicated that they are
heginning to think seriously of dig=
continuing the policy of using big-name,
expensive shows whose cost-per-thou-
sand listeners reached were way anhove
costs 0f reaching a thousand potentinl
buyers vian other medin. The time s
coming. he sald, when radio will pget
down lu a hard facts, dollar and cents
business that always will have to deliver
potentinl buyers as cheap as, or cheaper,
than other pdvertising media, When that
day comes, he stated, ingenuity of pro-
graming to give chieap shows that never-
theless garnered large audiences would
be of o premium. He contended that
Ingenulty to produce this type of show
could be found In Chl, as well as New
York and Hollywood, and thus in the
future Chl might have its doy on the
basis of sheer brain power,

Jones and Weddell were the only two
who provided any sparks of originnlity
or enthusiasm during the meeting, Rest,
by their lack of response, seemed to
indicate they belleved they were fight-
ing o losing battle, pnd so there was no
sense getting themselves battered and
worn out, :
