EUGENE, Ore., Aug. 31.-Threat
of a local tax on amusements has
blown over, leaving the entertain-
ment biz to contemplate prospect of a
State-wide system, whereby each city
will tax amusements according to its
own whims (or needs).

At last session of the city council,
when the proposed 3 per cent tax on
amusement came up for final pas-
sage, measure was tabled in recogni-
tion of the program of the League of
Oregon Cities.

At the next session of the State
Legislature, league will endeavor to
have the State abandon the amuse-
ment field tax and give the cities free
rein to initiate their own tax pro-
gram. The proposed Eugene city tax
was opposed by theater owners and
the University of Oregon.

Among taxes levied by the State
at present are license fees for music
machines and for coin machines, as
well as levies on horse and dog rac-
ing, by which county and State fairs
are partly financed.

New Trade -Mark,
Trade-NameRules

Seen Showbiz Aid

WASHINGTON, Aug. 31.-Show-
bizzers, given added trade -mark and
trade -name protection under the re-
cently passed Lanham Trade -Mark
Act, can expect a completely new
series of rules and regulations, ac-
cording to Commerce Department's
trade -mark and patent experts who
now have the matter under study.
The new law, which brings up to
date the outmoded 1905 act, goes into
effect on July 5, 1947, combining
under one 'statute the trade -mark
laws of the nation.

Legalists point out that the Lan-
ham Act is not perfect, but that it
does make some vitally needed
changes in current trade -mark legis-
lation. Regarded as of special in-
terest to showmen is the "incontesta-
bility" clause which grants exclu-
sive use of a trade -mark to a firm
after a five-year period of continu-
ous use. Other changes enacted in
the new law include simplification
of registration, relaxation of rules
affecting transfer of a mark to a new
'owner, plugging of "secondary mean-
ing" loopholes to prevent pirating of
established trade -marks, and bring-
ing domestic trade -mark law in line
with U. S. treaty obligations.

Mexican Band Plays
San Joaquin Fair
So AFM Yanks Ork

STOCKTON, Calif., Aug. 31.
Mexico's Tipica band went on at the
San Joaquin County Fair tonight de-
spite the ban by AFM Prexy James
Petrillo. As a result, the local AFM
pulled its 23 -piece ork skedded to
play for the fair's horse show and
appear with the Mexican music crew.
According to local union execs, AFM
international office ruled against the
Mexican 65 -piece ork because it was
booking fairs "in direct competition
with U. S. citizens."

Group has also been nixed from
the Texas State Fair, Dallas, and the
San Mateo County Fair. When the
Tipica crew played the San Diego
County Fair two months ago union
had not interfered. Pit band was
used in San Diego. However, local
fair had engaged a 23 -piece band to
appear with the Tipica aggregation.
AFM here contends that while the
south -of -the -border band was to ap-
pear with union musicians on some
of its fair engagements, there were
other cases where the Tipica ork was
to play alone and therefore consti-
tutes a case of foreign labor displac-
ing U. S. workers. As to where these
solo engagements were, AFM local
spokesman did not say. However, he
added that Tipica was banned here
not so much because of the Stockton
deal, but that AFM just happened to
catch up with them in Stockton and
was 'going to force the issue here.
Union had instructed its members not
to appear should Tipica go on. Local
musicians did not show up on the
fairgrounds tonight. It is expected
that acts appearing in the show
skedded to start Wednesday will be
pulled by American Guild of Variety
Artists as a sympathy' move. AGVA
and AFM have co-operated in similar
cases on the Coast, where both labor
orgs work in close harmony.

H. G. Vollman, a fair exec, told
The Billboard that Petrillo's nix is
proving good publicity for the fair
with biz at peak. This. is the first
fair in this area since the war.

NEW YORK, Aug. 31.-The local
802 (AFM) walkout from hotels has
actors working in the various hotels
around town scratching their heads.
If there is a picket line, will AGVA
members cross it, assuming, of course,
there is any music left they can
work to?

Acts like Joan Roberts at the Per-
sian Room, Tito Guizar at the Wal-
dorf, Jane Pickens at the Roosevelt
and the new show headed by Russell
Swann, due at the Belmont Plaza
September 5, obviously can't work
without music. If they don't show
up they may be liable for non-per-
formance on contract.

Despite the fact that not a single
protest has been registered with FCC
since the formal Sling, Pope himself
appears to have anticipated objec-
tions.

AMA Standards
To Nix Static
Tentatively Set

DETROIT, Aug. 31. -Automotive
engineers are preparing for a re-
search project designed to insure that
vehicle ignition systems will not ere -
ate static or other annoying interfer-
ences to good reception, according to
Automobile Manufacturers' Associa-
tion reports.

Preliminary studies, conducted by
a joint committee representing the
Society of Automotive Engineers and
the Radio Manufacturers' Association,
have established tentative standards
to place within tolerable limits auto-
mobile ignition interference. Results
already have been submitted to car,
truck and bus makers by the AMA.

Findings suggest means of reduc-
Mg or eliminating visible static on
tele screens, and the "garbage" heard
on loud -speakers tuned to the short
wave bands. Means of suppression
are similar to those now used to
muffle static on automobiles equipped
with regular radio receivers.

Recommendations call for leach
vehicle manufacturer to meet the
standards by January 1, 1948. In
some cases, this will entail redesign
of ignition systems, the AMA points
out.

On other vehicles, however, igni-
tion systems already are satisfactory
so that with the addition of resistors
at the proper time they will conform
with the standards.

For 550G; Price
Was $3,000 in 1930

DETROIT, Aug. 31. -Sale of 250 -
watt WJBK here for $550,000 to Fort
Industry Corporation was confirmed
by James F. Hopkins, for 16 years
the owner. Deal brings back to De-
troit George Storer, who formerly
owned WGHP and later CKOK (now
CKLW), of Windsor, which is vir-
tually a Detroit station in coverage.
Fort Industry Corporation operates a
string of seven stations: WSPD,
Toledo; WMVA, Wheeling, W. Va.;
WGBS, Miami; WAGA, Atlanta;
WMMN, Fairmont, Pa.; WLOK, Lima,
0., and WHIZ, Zanesville.

Hopkins pointed out that the sale
is subject to FCC approval, and that
no action would be expected for some
months at least. Price for the sta-
tion, which is nearly tops for this
power, is under the $700,000 deal for
the same station discussed a couple of
ycars ago when the United Automo-
bile Workers considered buying it.

Permit for a 10 -kw. FM station also
goes with the WJBK deal. Increase
in value of the properties is shown
by the fact that Hopkins bought
WJBK back in 1930 for $3,000.

In
addition to Bing, who will air at 10
p.m. in the Eastern time zone, and at
9 p.m. in other zones, American hopes
to land Information Please, via Par-
ker Pen. Latter is considerint the
Golenpaul package, and if deal is
concluded, ABC figures it has a very
good chance to land the account in
the 8:30-9 p.m. slot, particularly in
view of the SRO nighttime situation
on both NBC and CBS. Wednesday
also is buttressed by the LAM and
Abner show, recently renewed for
52 weeks by Miles Laboratories and
in the 8-8:15 p.m. slot.

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CBS Hikes 900 Staffers'
Wages; CIO Certification
Pends; ABC Program Drawn
UOPWA To Take Hikes Into Account in Future Bargaining

NEW YORK, Aug. 31.-Columbia Broadcasting System Friday (30)
announced salary increases of at least 10 per cent to more than 900 em-
ployees in New York, the hike being based on June 30 salary rates and
applying to all employees receiving less than $100 weekly and who are not
covered by union agreements. CBS decision to hike the wage level came.10
days after Radio Guild of the United Office and Professional Workers (CIO)
urged the web to increase the scales in view of the increased cost of living:

CIO has not yet been officially declared the bargaining agent for the
CBS white collarites owing to red
tape of NLRB hearings, but certifica-
tion is expected in September. Union,
by way of anticipating a fear on the
web's part that the increases would
not be given consideration in collec-
tive bargaining demands, stated in a
letter to Howard Hausman, CBS
director of personnel relations, "that
any such raises will be taken into
account in negotiations." Union's
letter added: 'This, of course, is sep-
arate from any individual salary ad-
justments, because it has never been
the practice of our union to permit
the deduction of merit and promo-
tional increases from general raises."

White's Memo
Memo from CBS exec, Frank

White, to web staffers pointed out the
net had been reviewing job classifi-
cations and on the basis of data
gathered the web could make changes
in classifications and salaries "to off-
set the economic pinch which has
become acute in recent months."
White under
$100 would be increased by which-
ever of the following adjustments will
produce the larger payment: (1) the
minimum rate established for the
position under the new classification
system if the present salary is below
the new rate; or (2) 10 per cent above
the salary level of June 30, 1946, with
the further provision that salaries
then ranging from $100 to $109 per
week will be increased to $110.

White added the adjustments would
not preclude recognition of merit or
promotions for employees when the
usual year-end salary review is made,
or at other times. The year-end re-
view, he said, would take into ac-
count the fact that "economic
changes have also affected those re-
ceiving over $100 weekly."

CIO Drive in High
CIO, while awaiting certification

as the bargaining agent for CBS, is
intensifying its activity thruout the
industry. A spokesman this week
said that not only webs, but all sta-
tions would be asked to give em-
ployees cost of living increases. All
webs, stated the union exec, were
forming committees to draw up or-
ganization plans.

At American Broadcasting Com-
pany, a pamphlet titled The Unveil-
ing and containing results of a salary
questionnaire, stated the "The ABC
chapter of the Radio Guild offers the
following program for the approval
of their co-workers: (1) $10 or 25
per cent cost of living increase,
whichever is greater; (2) automatic
length of service increases; (3) reg-
ular review for merit; (4) promo-
tional increases of at least 15 per
cent; (4) 35 -hour week with time and
one-half for overtime after a seven -
hour day; (5) equal pay for equal
work for girls doing a man's job; (8)
veteran's training program for ad-
vancement, and the immediate rais-
ing of veteran's salaries to standards
of other employees; (7) establish-
ment of a proper job classification
plan, decided by the employees them-
selves, and (8) grievance procedure
thru elected employees committee.

Cashing in On
Program Titles

Nixed by FTC
WASHINGTON, Aug. 31.-Outsid-

ers who want to cash in on prestige
and popularity of radio program We
the People by appropriating the title
will have to think twice hereafter as
result of Federal Trade Commission's
cease and desist order issued today to
the Paebar Company, Inc., and Allen
F. Pater, both of New York City.

Paebar outfit, with Pater as prin-
cipal stockholder, was ordered to stop
using the term "We the People," in
title of any publications unless it is
"clearly and conspicuously" stated
in immediate conjunction with the
term that they are not associated or
connected with the producers or
sponsors of the radio program We
the People.

According to FTC, Paebar Com-
pany and Pater were using "We the
People" as title of "a so-called public
opinion year -book." To induce pur-
chase of that year -book, said FTC,
Paebar Company and Pater "falsely"
represented that letters chosen for
publication in the year -book were se-
lected by "the editorial board of We
the People." Also said FTC, re-
spondents were presuming to give
contributors a special $3 rate for
what they claimed to be a regular $5
volume and that the book was of
general interest and had "many
thousand readers" and "that the date
of publication" was "so imminent
that prompt reservations must be
made for a copy." FTC declared that
actually "there is no 'real selection'
by an editorial board, and $3, not $5,
is the usual price of the book whose
market is almost exclusively limited
to such unknown and unrecognized
writers as are willing to pay the
price of the volume to see their
names and works in print."

U. S. Acts for Yet
In Suit Vs. Station

NEW HAVEN, Conn., Aug. II.-
In the first Connecticut case wherein
the federal government is acting as
plaintiff's counsel, Leon T. Lockwood;
war vet and former announcer, has
filed suit against the owners and op-
erators of New Haven Radio Station
WELI for reinstatement in his pre-.
war position.

A writ was served on Benjamin
Hoberman, assistant station manager,
by Deputy United States Marshal
Robert G. Slattery after U. S. At-
torney Adrian W. Maher failed in
an attempt to effect an out -of -court
settlement, and asks retroactive back
wages in addition to the reinstate-
ment.

The complaint charges that Lock-
wood applied for his old job with
the station on his discharge from the
army on November 6, 1945, under
the Selective Service Act, and was
reinstated on December 3. In May,
1946 he was discharged by the station
for "incompetence in performance of
duty and insubordination," which the
government avers was done without
cause, well within the one-year peri-
od of his restoration, in violation of
the federal act.

Bonanza for Local
Stations Seen in
Election Air Funds

WASHINGTON, Aug. 31.-Tossing
the works into a mighty word -battle
to wrest control of both houses of
Congress from Democrats, Repub-
lican National Committee revealed
this week that party's war chest for
radio will be bigger than in any pre-
vious congressional election year.
Keeping pace with ambitious air
campaigns mapped by Democrats and
Political Action Committee, Republi-
cans are fast contacting county or-
ganizations in preparation for wide-
spread local radio coverage for GOP
candidates.

Other alphabet juggling included
FCC's okay of a change in call let-
ters of CBS's frequency modulation
station, WABC-FM, to WBGS-FM,
and Columbia's video station,
WOW!, to WCBS-TV. All changes
are effective November 1.

WABC Exec Arthur Hull Hayes, in
a statement today in New York,
stated the change in call letters would
"help the listening public to identify
more readily the stations with the
CBS network" Haves's statement re-
ferred only to the change in the
CBS stations' call letters, leaving out
reference to switch in call letters of
WCBS, Springfield.

C. W. Neeld, assistant manager of
WCBS, contacted Friday, stated that
CBS acquisition of the Springfield
station's call letters was news to him.
Later, however, Haold Dewing, presi-
dent of the Springfield outlet, said
all amplifications of the deal hadn't
been ironed out. He also indicated
negotiations on the matter had been
going on with CBS for 10 years, and
that it had first been brought up at
a NAB convention. Dewing indi-
cated CBS did not make any financial
settlement with WCBS, Springfield.
nor did the deal involve a change
in the Springfield station's affiliation
from ABC to CBS.

WCBS, Springfield, has been using
its call letters since 1926, when the
station was founded.

In Washington, CBS officials said
the change was requested by CBS.

KGO License

Renewal Bid
WASHINGTON, Aug. 31.-Ameri-

can Broadcasting Company's KGO
(San Francisco) bid for license re-
newal will face stout opposition from
counsel for: Congress of Industrial
Organizations at hearings within two
months, CIO disclosed today, but de-
spite the opposition, the word here
is that KGO's renewal is certain to
get Federal Communications Com-
mission's okay. CIO, which has al-
ready filed three strongly worded
complaints against KGO with FCC,
will send counsel to FCC to push for-
mally the union's charge that KGO
denied radio time to Phil Murray,
CIO prexy, and James Carey, CIO
secretary.

Union complaint against KGO de-
veloped from incidents in rival cam-
paigns by CIO Food, Tobacco and
Agricultural Workers' Union and
American Federation of Labor in
bargaining election in cannery indus-
try on West Coast this week (29-30),
with CIO insisting that its local failed
to get KGO time while the rival got
air time on KQW. ABC's record on
granting of labor time is considered
by FCC insiders as strong enough
to bulwark the KGO renewal bid de-
spite the CIO formal protest. Fur-

.o thermore, FCC legalists say there is
no precedent for offering time to con-
tending unions, and KGO is expected
to make a case of its claim that the
program was not of "sufficient in-
terest to listeners."

FCC already has given the CIO
a setback in the case by refusing to
acquiesce in CIO demand that d,ecish
be made in advance of this week's
cannery workers' bargaining election.
As for the commish's inaction on the
request, legalists explain it two ways:

BBC Hypoes Russ - Slanted
Segs; Soviet Radio Stodgy;
Talent Development Planned
Field Open for U. S. Shortwave, But More Dough Needed

NEW YORK, Aug. 31.-British
Broadcasting Corporation is getting
a jump on the United States in the
matter of short wave broadcasting,
with correspondents in Russia and
Central Europe now depending heav-
ily upon BBC for news of the U. S. A.
according to Fransworth Fowle, CBS
newsman recently returned after a
14 -month stretch in Moscow. ABC
hypoed its broadcasting to these areas
last spring, when government and
private interests in the United States
first announced they were seeking a
solution of the shortage problem, ag-
gravated by lack of funds and the
attitude of the wire services toward
use of news for "progranda" pur-
poses.

Currently in Russia, according to
Fowle, population is permitted to
listen to shortwave programs and
manufacture of receivers has been
resumed. But unless plenty of dough
is sunk into the U. S. shortwave pro-
gram, there's little hope of getting
across the American message. Pri-
mary need is for high power trans-
mitters, and without this, says Fowle,
the State Department's venture will
never shape up as a first-class op-
eration.

Program Tastes
Russ radio in general, says Fowie,

is on the "stody" side, with the pace
of entertainment and cultural pro-
grams similar to the BBC's "only
more so." The youngsters are keen
on American dance music, which
they get via pre-war recordings and
thru wax furnished in considerable
quantities by the Office of War In-
formation during the war years but
the taste of the older people is "back
in the 1890's." Programing runs
heavily to the educational and cul-
tural side, with a very strong dose
of news thrown in. During Fowles

Materiate protet,
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CBS Fall Promotion Segs
Set for Pioneer Treatment
With Open -Line Technique

Web, Agency Producers Huddle to Perfect Cliffhanger
NEW YORK, Aug. 31.-Columbia

Broadcasting System's showcasing of
its fall program schedule, slated to
be aired in 90 -minute segs from New
York and Hollywood September 22
and 29, will be unique-with the web
snaking an all-out effort to get away
from the stereotyped formula for
such shows. Heretofore, these segs
have taken on the aspect of a "bene-
fit" program, the acts running to-
gether with only a "sewing" job
serving as script. Instead of this,
CBS will present what is, in effect,
a three-hour program in two parts,
with a cliffhanger effect bridging
the gap from one week to the next.

. That's not all.
Instead of the usual "now we take

you to Hollywood" routine, open lines
will be used thruout the three hours,
giving the effect of the show being
produced in one national studio
(Columbia Broadcasting System),
rather than in both New York and.
Hollywood. This technique will ob-
tain on both halves of the three hours
-that is the 90 minutes originating
in New York and the similar seg
originating next week on the coast.

Used Before
Use of open lines, of course, is

nothing new in radio. They've been
used in Operation Crossroads, Trans-
atlantic Call, the Jerome Kern
Memorial program, etc. But the
technique has never been used to
such an extent for continuous opera-
tion.. Web's thinking on the matter
is that use of open lines might just
as well become the normal technique
whenever a production job merits its
use. Or as CBS producer Bob Shay -
on says, "It is time such a technique
came to be regarded as a matter of
course. There'll be no announcing
of 'we take you to Hollywood.' "
Shayon, who is handling the show
on the New York end, figures radio
is a terrific medium, technically, so
why not use its technical advantages
fully for entertainment purposes.

In addition to open lines on both
the 90 -minute halves of the show,
the script job will be much more ex-
tensive than on any previous CBS
fall promotion seg. Last year's fall
promotion sags, for instance, ad-
mittedly sewed the acts together
with a thin device, namely, a party
in the home of The Aldrich Family.
Web's plan for this year is that every
act must do more than give a sample
of his show. It must advance the
story line. To work this out, the
.CBS production and scripting staff
is huddling closely with come 40 -odd
advertising agencies handling the
different commercial segs. Rehearsal
on the show is expected to be very
tricky, says Shayon, with open lines
being used, too. This will come oft
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on Saturday night preceding the
show.

Bill Robson, CBS program chief on
the West Coast, has been working
with Shayon in New York ironing
out kinks. Robson will handle from
the Hollywood end. And Goodman
See, in charge of comedy and variety
programs for the web. is working
closely with both Shayon and Rob-
son. Everybody's got his fingers
crossed, and it's hoped the job will
point the way to a freer use of more
advanced radio technique in regular
commercial programing.

Hastings Buys Tuesday
Night Half -Hour on MBS

NEW YORK, Aug. 31. - Juicy
chunk of business was set by Mutual
Friday (30) when DeWitt Mowrer,
web's Midwest sales manager, con-
cluded a deal with Hastings Manu-
facturing Company for the Tuesday,
8-8:30 p.m. (EST) time slot on the
full MBS web of more than 300 sta-
tions. Contract is for 52 weeks, start-
ing October 15. Agency is Keeling
& Company, of Indianapolis. It's be-
lieved Hastings will put a whodunit
into the spot.

KSTP To Build FM Tower
Aug. 31.-KSTP will

start immediately on construction of
an 840 -foot tower for large-scale
commercial FM broadcasting, Stanley
E. Hubbard, station prexy and g.m.,
said here. Move came following re-
ceipt of final 'approval from FCC.

Tower will be located near White
Bear Lake, outside St. Paul, at the
site of station's present transmitter.
Hubbard said FM operations won't
be inaugurated for several months
yet.

Flacks Tab Jersey Gripes;
WEAF Plans Hypoed Service

NEW YORK, Aug. 31.-WEAF plan to give more intensive coverage
to the metropolitan area is being extended in scope in order to give New
Jersey better all-round service, including more alert publicity and special
events pick-ups. Also an attempt will be made by WEAF to slant its pro-
graming to appeal more effectively to the land across the Hudson, which is
considered a "primary" area as important as New York.

In line with the above, WRAF and
NBC have been sending out Bob
Davis, WEAF publicity chief, and
Leo Hershdorfer, editor of NBC press
department, to contact New Jersey
news editors to find out what they
want publicity -wise and what the
listeners want in the way of program-
ing. Davis and Hershdorfer have al-
ready contacted a half -dozen papers
and find that, in general, the Jer-
seyites feel that New York press
agents ignore them. Jersey figures
it is part of the Metropolitan area
but has problems peculiar to the
State, such as local politics, sports,
etc., which differ from New York.
Service on the local angles thus far
has been inadequate, the editors
claim, with New York outlets and
webs making only sporadic efforts
to cover. WOR, for instance, in its
program on veterans recently, gave
Jersey a break as part of tie-up
whereby 16 newspapers presented
the case of the veteran one year
after the war. But, say the editors,
these occurrences are infrequent.

Publicity -wise, the Jersey sheets
have been getting news releases about
Brooklyn, Bronx, everything except
Jersey.

WEAF has already begun to recti-
fy what it considers some of the
failings of the New York outlets'
Jersey coverage. Its program, You're
on the Spot, originating from a dif-
ferent Jersey newspaper each week,
with August 16 airing originating
from The Jersey Journal. Jim
Gaines, manager, also plans to origi-
nate some of the Hi! Jina: programs
from Jersey. And Tom McFadden,
director of WEAF news and special
events, has already begun to cover
events of local significance. On Au-
gust 10, for instance, he and staffers
picked up the opening of the Bayonne
Veterans' Housing Project.

KSTP Fires 12 in
Economy Wave But
Hunts Jobs for 'Em

MINNEAPOLIS, Aug. 31.-Sharp
economy wave has hit KSTP, NBC
affiliate in the Twin Cities, explana-
tion being "there is no sense in
carrying extra baggage these days."
Sack slips went to two engineers,
two gabbers, six pages and reception-
ists, one newsroom employee with
another slated to be axed, and one
man in the promotion department.
In addition, station will cut one hour
off its operating sked, signing off at
1 a.m., as in pre-war days, rather
than at 2 a.m., as during the war.
Another economy measure will be
dropping Radio Reporter, station
promotion sheet, annually saving
from $12,000 to $15,000.

With Stanley Hubbard, station
prexy, still maneuvering to buy the
75 per cent station stock which he
doesn't own, it was pointed out along
Radio Row that he'll need every
available shekel to swing the deal.
Thus, by effecting the economies, it
is estimated he will save the station
$80,000 to $90,000 annually.

During the war years, station had
a heavy array of help, but in recent
months some of the employees, such
as pages and receptionists, have been
falling all over themselves trying to
keep busy. But the KSTP-ers, while
cutting personnel, have been doing
what they can to place some of those
being axed. Rolf Hertzgard, one of
the announcers let out, was placed
at WCCO, and Vic Williams, Radio
Reporter editor, is being helped to
line up a new radio job elsewhere.

Crosby - Philco Pact Stirs
Pix Names To Reappraise
Wax; Promise of $ Ahead
Thesps, Studios See Advantages in E.T. Via Web System

HOLLYWOOD, Aug. 31.-Crosby-
Philco deal has started quite a stir
among Hollywood's film names with
Joan Crawford, Mickey Rooney,
Peter Lorre and others reportedly
itching to do ditto. Pix players have
long eyed the advantages (promo-
tional and monetary) of radio but
were scared off by the demands of
live broadcasting. Electrical tran-
scriptions, which heretofore would
have been sold only on the opened
sponsorship basis, were also ruled out
because both the studios and their
carefully guarded glamour properties
would want to exercise discrimina-
tion as to type of sponsor.

Many of the screen's top thesps
have had te, forget about taking on a
regular airshow because it meant
boosting pix production costs by cut-
ting into shooting schedules. If a
principal has to rehearse or partici-
pate in a broadcast, a day's shooting
is lost but flicker factory still has to
shell out the dough to other players,
extras and technicians tho nothing
was accomplished that day. An ex-

ample of this is the spot Paramount
was in when both Crosby and Hope
were together in a film and yet both
had to take time out for their radio
work. On the Crosby -Hope pix,
Paramount reportedly had to boost
film's budget as high as $250,000 to
.take care of time losses. Because ofthis, home studios have protected
themselves by including anti -radio
clauses in many players' contracts.

In some cases where film bosses
would be willing to arrange shooting
schedules so that certain "stars"
could hold down a weekly show,
players themselves have turned
thumbs down on live radio. Some,like Joan Crawford, feel that in pixthey have a chance to present athoroughly polished job because
scenes can be re -done whenever nec-
essary and the film can be edited andre-edited so that the player is seen
and heard at his best, while in live
radio this is impossible. Others suf-
fer from mike fright at the thought

Davis and Hershdorfer make the
trips Wednesdays. They'll continue
for some weeks to come, reporting
back to the outlet and the web. Lack
of special events and flack coverage
for outlying areas is especially a
dise,e of the big city stations like
WEAF. Outlets in smaller centers
have long gone to towns around them,
originating programs in the towns,
never for a moment forgetting that
a market does end at its heart.

Outstanding example of this is
NBC -affiliated KFSD which had to
compete with L. A.'s 50 -kw. NBC
outlet, KFI. Since KFSD entered the
NBC fold three years ago, its hoop-
erratings have shown a steady boost
in San Diego listnership, while KFI
is on the downgrade here rating -wise.
Fact that KFSD was able to do this
with plain promotion, and the breaks
KSDJ is getting (XERB, own news-
paper, etc.) has local broadcasters
predicting an easy road for the CBS
newcomer.

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Use of N. Y. Radio Column
In Chi Sun Draws Beefs

CHICAGO, Aug. 31.-Move of The Chicago Sun to print on its radio
page four days a week the syndicated radio column of John Crosby, radio
editor of The New York Herald -Tribune, has the radio trade here up in
arms. Consensus of the opposition to having the column in one of Chicago's
most important papers (The Sun is the morning competition to The Chicago
Tribune) is that it removes the possibility of programs originating here or
heard here getting the news coverage to be expected from a paper in this
city. Also pointed out that The Sun, by so doing is, ironically, cutting off
its own nose to a certain extent in
that it owns WJJD, Chi indie, and
that by running the column of a New
York writer it cuts down on the
chances of promoting its own station.
Crosby column started in The Sun
this week and will run four days
a week-on Sundays and on three
week -days, when the column will
alternate with that of Ulmer Turner,
radio editor for the paper.

Local Coverage Wanted
Crosby column is devoted entirely

to reviews and criticism of radio pro-
grams. That, it itself, is okay, the
trade says, but the sad part is that
some of the programs Crosby reviews
are New York local programs and
network programs not heard here.
The trade agrees that there is a need
for radio editors to do program re-
viewing, and they point to the fact
that Turner was consistently doing
reviewing in his coulmn-to the tune
of about 30 per cent of his total line-
age. But why, they ask, should cov-
erage of local radio news have to
suffer just because The Sun wants to
print radio reviews? Why not have
Turner do them himself?

Decision to put in the Crosby col-
umn was made by .E. Z. Dimitman,
executive'editor of The Sun.

N. Y. Writers Break
Off Contract Talk
With 4A Committee

NEW YORK, Aug. 31.-After more
than a year of negotiating writers'
contract with broadcasting committee
of AAAA, local branch of Radio
Writers' Guild broke off its trading
with radio execs. Negotiations were
stopped at last Wednesday's (28)
confab when AAAA committee re-
fused RWG's demand for a contract
covering freelance scripters on sin-
gle -shot, half-hour dramatic shows.

AAAA was willing to grant writers
permission to resell rights to films,
magazines and newspapers, but
wanted to buy instead of leasing
radio rights. In addition, AAAA
committee asked for tele rights for
radio scripts, something RWG can't
give without an Author's League
mandate.

AAAA position is that there should
be two contracts, one enabling agen-
cies to lease scripts and the other
enabling them to buy them outright.
RWG's position is that a leasing con-
tract is the only one feasible, espe-
cially since they feel that a buying

"Tom Mix" Leads the Kids;
First in Nine Categories

CHICAGO, Aug. 31.-Tont Mix,
according to Hooperatings for 17
months, it indisputable king of the
kid segs. In a survey released last
week, the Mutual seg copped all
nine firsts in nine different cate-
gories of Hooper tabulations.

Survey was made on the basis of
Hooperatings, sets -in -use, share of
audience, sponsor identification, and
audience composition (number of
listeners per listening set), broken
down into men, women and children
listeners.

Claire Cari-Carl, of the Gardiner
Agency, St. Louis agency han-
dling the 13 -year -old seg, explains
the success of Tons over such power-
ful rivals as Superman, Dick Tracy,
Terry and the Pirates, Captain Mid-
night, etc., as being due tot (1) The
cowboy and Western themes are al-
most universally appealing, not only
to moppets, but to adults; (2) instead
of old-time cowboy. and Indian mo-
tifs, modern situations are used, thus
getting more audience identification
with characters; (3) double pulling
power of the mystery angle, which is
always woven in the show; (4) prizes
are especially designed to tie in with
the action in the current seg.

Mutual's central division execs
added to the picture of why Tons,
(played by Curley Bradley), has car-
ried off top honors. One web spokes-
man explained that part of the high
Hooper was due to show making
frequent personal appearances (al-
ways in costume), thus maintaining
the atmosphere created on the ra-
dio. When out on tour, Tom and
his gang supplement regular stage
shows with visits to children's hos-

pitals and orphanages. Seeing Tom
in person always stimulates more
and fervent tuning in when the star
is gone.

Mail Gets Action
Another reason listed for sag's

dial drawing power is that audience
mail is carefully read for construc-
tive criticisms, and not only. care-
fully read, but acted upon. Good
example of this occurred recently
when a listener suggested creating
"snore dignified roles" for the Ne-
groes, Wash and Cloey, instead of
their being "so illiterate, so cowardly,
so typically old-time Negro." V.P.
G. M. Philpott, of the Ralston Com-
pany, sponsor, promptly turned over
the letter to Producer Al Chance
and Writer Charles Flaggert. Result
was Negroes' characters are being
gradually altered to conform to the
suggestion which all agreed was good.

Constant Time Helps
Another reason for seg taking high-

est ratings is that it is skedded at
a uniform time (5:45 p.m. thruout
the country, one of the best time
periods for moppet shows). Fact that
58.8 per cent of listeners could iden-
tify the sponsor proves its commer-
cials are effective. One reason for
this is show is tagged Tons Mix and
His Ralston Straight Shooters, in-
stead of a plain title such as Super -
scan or Terry and the Pirates, where
the sponsor doesn't come in. Ton,
commercials were named by Wom-
en's Advertising Club, in St. Louis,
the "most outstanding created in St.
Louis," while Chi Federal Advertis-
ing Club recently gave program an

citement, about the only "new" com-
edy shows set for the fall are Mel
Blanc, Phil Harris, Victor Borge and
Meredith Willson shows. And none
of these people are new, but as yet
none has had his own programs and,
therefore, is listed in that category.

Beyond that, it's pointed out, radio
has kept its old personalities, and
has rehired those who seemed for
a while to be losing out. In the
latter category are Hildegarde, Frank
Morgan and Rudy Vallee. The once -
hopefuls, including Milton Berle,
Jack Kirkwood, Bill Johnson, Swee-
ney and March, etc., plus the Bea-
trice Kayes and Harry Savoys,
haven't showed much promise, ac-
cording to the Hoopers. Tommy
Riggs was another who tried again
and didn't come thru, according to
the talent savants. So the conclu-
sions are that despite the screaming
early in the season, the search has
amounted to practically zero, and
fall skeds will be quite similar to
last season's.

Despite the similarity, however,
some interesting observations are be-
ing noted: (1) The webs are exer-
cising a growing control over com-
mercial programing. (2) Both NBC
and CBS seem to discourage musi-
cal shows on the nighttime segs, both
webs preferring comedy. (3) CBS,
according to talent execs, goes even
further and discourages action and
mystery programing. (4) ABC and
MBS, taking a different tack than
CBS and NBC, apparently have con-
cluded that action is their best bet
and have set up specific time blocks
for such programs.

Vallee Nix Cited
Regarding the web's exercise of

more control oven commercial pro-
graming, one recent instance cited
was NBC's refusal last week to take
the Vallee show on the ground that
the audition was not up to. snuff.
Latest is that a second record was
acceptable, but the illustration never-
theless holds as a case in point.
The talent people claim, however,
that the net's exercise of control is
sometimes swayed by the production
cost of the program-with the re-
sult that it has become tougher to
do business in the lower -price brack-
ets.

The "control" situation is seen as
an outgrowth of several things, chief
of which is the fact that there is
plenty of money around to buy net-
work time. This puts the webs in
a position where they naturally try
to select the best program when sev-
eral clients try to buy the same time
period.

Web's exercise of control also has
been fostered by the awareness of
network execs that programing in
generld needs a hypo; that ad agen-

cies haven't been able to provide it,
and that agencies for too long a time
have been able to dictate to the webs.

that an error made cannot be erased
in radio.

Producers themselves are reluctant
to let some of their top names stick
their necks out radio -wise. Money -
men have millions invested in build-
ing up these personalities to stardom
and don't care to take the risk of
them failing on the air.

Now that the Groaner will air his
platters for a single sponsor, pixters
see new hope in radio possibilities
for themselves. They feel that plat-
ters could be cut between film stints,
thereby avoiding conflict with studio
work. On wax, they have set-up
similar to 111m in which work could
be done over should it not meet with
their standards.

If Hooper results of the "Crosby
experiment" are at all favorable,
radio can expect to be flooded with
pix talent. Producers are eager to
see more of their players get on the
air because it means free plugs for
their pix. And thru the e.t., via
web system, studios will reap gains
sans costly headaches of live shows.
Some (like Miss Crawford, Rooney
and Lorre) are said to be so enthus-
iastic about the e.t. plan, that they
already have their agents on the
lookout for format ideas and possible
bankrollers.

Pixters take it for granted that
ABC will accept their platterings and
those in the know at ABC here say
that they can see no reason why
their chain won't take proposed plat-
ter shows, providing caliber of airer
and personality involved it of suffi-
cient stature. Should this go thru,
plus the fact that some of radio's
other toppers (Hope, Benny, etc.) are
expected to ask for easier -to -take
e.t. deals, the non -platter nets are
expected to seriously consider chang-
ing their regulations in self protec-
tion.

Video Outlets
Snub Films

Alibis include high cost,
n.s.h. quality, fear of
unions and "know how"

HOLLYWOOD, Aug, 31. - The
shoemaker is going barefooted as far
as local tele is concerned. Both
video outlets in the world's film
capital have as yet to do anything
with the home-grown product.

W6XYZ has yet to use a single
motion picture during the entire
time it has been on the air, altho
station is owned by Paramount Pic-
tures. In presenting comics and its
Paramount News, station uses only
filmstrip stills. In the case of the
comics, sketches are re -drawn from
the strips and flashed on via slide
system. Station's biweekly scan-
nings are devoted to live talent ex-
clusively, with filmstrips thrown in
as trimmings. Outlet, operating on
the Paramount lot, from where films
are sent thruout the world, doesn't
even own a film projector. How-
ever, according to its director, Klaus
Landsberg, projectors are on order
for future telefilm use.

Don Lee's W6XAO uses canned
stuff, but won't brag about it. Its
weekly programs alternate between
a live  scanner (sandwiched in be-
tween film shorts) and an all-filni
evening. Films used by station, how-
ever, aren't the type usually consid-
ered in the Hollywood motion pic-
ture category, but are for the most
part home movies, classroom films
and commercial shorts. Director Bar-
ry Lubcke admits canned offerings
are n.s.h., but says they will have
to do until the tele ball starts roll-
ing.

Reasons Why
Question as to why film situation

is so weak here, of all places, when
other video outlets in the East are
increasingly drawing from Holly-
wood's pix pool, has various an-
swers. Landsberg agrees films will
have their place in tele programing,
but says he sees no sense in using
canned stuff now. According to him,
now is the time to develop new show
format ideas by experimentation, so
why take up airtime with something
which "we all know how to use."

He says his projectors are due to
be delivered soon and will be used
when outlet increases its program
time. However, his station will con-
tinue to use filmstrip stills for its
news broadcasts. Stills from sta-
tion's file are used just as a news-
paper utilizes its pix morgue.'Rather
than wait for newsreel coverage, sta-
tion can put the news on right away
with illustrations while announcer
gives the facts.

Expense Unwarranted
Lubcke (Don Lee) says his outlet

will eventually beam flicker fare,
but sees no reason why it should shell
out heavy dough now for costly pix
properties. When more receivers
come to the Coast and station feels
that it has greater potential audi-
ence, Lubcke feels increased expendi-
ture would be warranted. Station
has had a couple of special films
on in the past, but thru the war
had limited itself almost exclusively
to OWL Red Cross and home movie

ABC Sets Live
Sked in Chicago

CHICAGO, Aug. 31. - American
Broadcasting Company will begin
airing its first live studio tele series
in Chicago September 6, when it
begins telecasting a version of the
ABC-WENR radio show, Stump the
Authors. This program, to be aired
from 9 to 9:30 p.m. (CDT) over the
facilities of WBKB, local B&K video
outlet, will be presented for four
weeks on a sustaining basis. After
that it will be offered for sponsor-
ship. By starting this new series on
WBKB, ABC will be telecasting in
Chicago a larger schedule of video
shows than it has at any of the other
video outlets on which it uses time,
including WARD, New York; WPTZ,
Philadelphia; WRGB, Schenectady,
and WTTG, Washington.

As in other deals here by which it
presents programs on WBKB, ABC
will buy the time from WBKB and,
when offering it for sponsorship, will
charge a sponsor a package price
including time and talent. However,
as in all of the ABC sponsorship
deals, the sponsor will pay one-half
of what the complete package costs
ABC, providing, except, that there
will be a minimum charge of $500per show to the sponsor. In the
event half of an established package
price does not come up to $500, ABC
will spend more to improve a show,
until it is spending at least $1,000
for the package, and thus, the one-
half charge to the sponsor is $500. At
present WBKB is presenting on
WBKB a half hour of film each week
and remote pickups of wrestling
matches on Wednesday nights and
boxing matches on Thursday nights.

AFRA May Negotiate Tele
Scales for All Four A's

NEW YORK, Aug. 31.-Actors' Equity is more than willing to have
APRA negotiate with the broadcasters for a contract covering television
talent. That is the gist of a statement made by an exec at theses' org. Of
course, he made it plain that Four A's joint committee would first work out
video scales.

Informant made two points. One was that AFRA had plenty of experi-
ence in dealing with radio webs and had the contacts to do a job. The other
was that since AFRA was going into negotiations for a new contract they

could use tele demands as trading
points. In line with this, four member
orgs in Four A's will get together be-
fore October 31 and work out video
scales to hand to network brass along
with AFRA's other demands.

More Transmitter
Space as L. A. Board
Nixes Mount Wilson

HOLLYWOOD, Aug. 31.-Mount
Wilson, which Owner Albert C. Childs
recently placed on the sales block
(The Billboard, August 3) was turned
down by Los Angeles County Board
of Supervisors. County had originally
considered purchasing the property
for development into a public recre-
ation park. J. R. Wimmer, director
of public parks and recreation, said
private enterprise should continue to
operate, inasmuch as numerous tele
broadcasters are seeking sites for
their transmitters in that area.

Additional land made available to
telecasters in the Mount Wilson area
will give airpix broadcasters more
elbow room for their transmitters.
Tele engineers heretofore feared
crowding of transmitters would
cause serious signal transmission in-
terference.

Commish Again "Geared for
Speed"; Red Tape Slashed

WASHINGTON, Aug. 31.-Thered tape is flying out the window
again at Federal Communications
Commission with another slash an-
nounced this week and more to fol-
low and plenty more still left where
that came from. The overhauling
effective September 11 is in line with
the administrative procedure act
passed by the last Congress. In addi-
tion to throwing into sharper focus
for the industry the workings of
FCC, shortcuts are intended to gear
FCC's processing of eases and appli-
cations to even faster speed, par-
ticularly in AM cases, with standard
broadcast application forms now
briefer and simpler than ever. With
Senate Small Business Committee
having weeks ago accused FCC of
showing favoritism to AM at ex-
pense of FM radio, commish's latest
moves are expected to invite some
fireworks next session from the
Small Business Committee-if that
committee itself survives the over-
hauling due in the 80th Congreis
under the new streamline, act, which
cuts the number of standing com-
mittees almost in half.

The latest rules and regulations in
FCC's streamlining process are de-
signed to clarify the set-up thru ad-
dition of 110 new sections setting
forth FCC's functions and organiza-
tion, while the new cut in paperwork
reduces substantially the number of
official forms and procedural. steps

needed in filing broadcast applica-
tions. Altho 'the streamlining would
appear to invite more of AM applica-
tions, FCC engineers say that's most
unlikely because AM is fast reaching
saturation. Critics point out, how-
ever, that the same thing was being
said not too long ago when there
were 100 fewer stations.

Administration Board Ont
Typical of the changes in the new

rules and regulations is the abolition
of the administration board at the
commish. This board had authority
to issue routine non -broadcast li-
censes. Under new rules, the decish
will be given over to department
heads of the commish. Also expected
to be of particular interest to in-
dustry is the clarification of the
status of decisions handed down
when hearings have been waived.
FCC legalists point out that a hair-
line distinction between a proposed
decish and a final did not exist be-
fore in this case, and now it is defi-
nitely a proposed decish.

Bulk of material in the new pro-
cedure covers organization of the
commission, delegations of authority
and precedures of filing broadcast
applications. Actual changes in the
rules are few, FCC legal men point
out, because most of the changes,
such as reorganization of engineering
department and auditing department,
have already been made.

"We want to make sure of two
things in our experimental scales," an ,

Equity exec said. "Firstly, that they
are not so low that talent can be ex-
ploited, and secondly, that they are
not so high that video's commercial
development will suffer." Equity
has been making a survey of tele pay
and conditions and will use that as
a basis for its rates.

Equity represenative also pointed
out that new set-up would be the
first step in unifying Four A member
unions (AGVA, AFRA, SAG, Equity,
etc. Altho AFRA would handle the
negotiations, orgs would need inter-
changeable cards for members who
worked in video. This would mean
AFRA administering the affairs of
Equity, AGVA and SAG. members in
tele field.

Utility To Plug
Tele Heavily in

Detroit Area
DETROIT, Aug. 31. - Television

will be actively plugged in the De-
troit area thru the Detroit Edison
Company, electric utility servicing
the entire metropolitan area. Utility
is planning to up its budget for
advertising for next year to allow
video promotion, in line with a long-
established policy of promoting the
sale of new appliances with a view
to increasing their use until they
become a profitable source of revenue
thru their load on the electric lines.

Campaign will follow close on the
introduction of the first active tele-
vision station here by WWJ, slated
to be on the air in November.

WWI's set-up, incidentally, is being
carefully organized, with a series of
25 sets to be specially spotted by
the station thruout the area, to test
reception. In the meantime, the fac-
simile broadcasts, which were sent
out by WWJ regularly before the
war, will be resumed in about a
month, so that by the end of the year
the station will have four services on
the air: AM, FM (on WENA), fac-
simile, and television.

I Yvonne De Carlo (queen of the
rodeo); Republic's Roy Rogers riding
his horse, Trigger; Dake Evans, Bob
Noland, Sons of the Pioneers, Mexi-
co's champion charros and others.
From the ringside were pulled celebs
for tele interviews, including Gov.
Earl Warren,' Leo Carrillo, with
Rogers and Miss Evans joining the
question -answer session later.

Tele Director Klaus Landsberg
used two cameras, depending on tele-
photo lenses to hurdle the distance
handicap. Two announcers (Keith
Hetherington and Michael Roy) kept
the patter going and handled the in-
terviews.

Entertainment -wise, scanning was
sock stuff. It ran smoothly, con-, sidering the difficulties faced by the
telecrew. Lensmen had to be ready
to shoot the unexpected. Gabbers had
to explain the proceedings, but
limited their commentary to what
was visible on the screen. Slip-ups
crept in, but these were forgivable.
Commentators at times were ahead
of the cameras, describing scenes
which were to come later. An ex-
ample 'of this, announcement of a
chuck wagon which had not yet
moved into camera range. All in all,
however, set watchers got a better -
than -box -seat eyeful of the rodeo,
and this is best argument for buying
a tele receiver seen in these parts for
a long, long time.

Camera work okay.

For its live fare, Don Lee gath-
ered together the six regional finalists
in the Tommy Dorsey contest to find
a new vocalist (with a film contract
as the top prize) and attempted to
build a half-hour presentation around
the gals. With practically no script
to speak of, job was difficult to say
the least, but tele outlet acquitted
itself better than expected.

Credit for avoiding a deadly bor-
ing session goes to emsee Stu Wil-
son, whose smooth interviewing and
chitchat made seg easy to take. He
used a different approach for each
contestant, thus avoiding monotony.
Producer Jack Stewart plotted dif-
ferent entrances and exits for each
gal, with personal interviews fol-
lowed by vocalizing. Having won
over stiff competition, thrushes had
plenty to offer and sold their tunes
with ease.

With a minimum of action, lensers
weren't too hard pressed to obtain
good shots. Over-all camera work
has shown steady improvement dur-
ing past few weeks, following com-
pletion of electronic view finders now
used in both cameras. Technical bugs
are gradually being ironed out, and
should disappear with receipt of new
post-war equipment now on order.

DES MOINES, Aug. 31.-Rural

attendance record.

Despite some mechanical difficul-
ties, operating under a carnival at-
mosphere and handicapped by Pet-
rillo's ban on union musicians, the
demonstration turned out as one of
the most popular features of the
fair.

Detroit Video Expo Shifts
Date, Avoids N. Y. Conflict

DETROIT, Aug. 31.-With tele still
in comparative infancy, problems of
conflicting dates have already risen.
Actually, of course, the conflict comes
largely from the present stage of
development and scarcity of equip-
ment. This has resulted in a shift
in dates for the new Post -War Pro-
ducts Exposition, scheduled to be
held at Convention Hall here, which
has been set back two weeks to Oc-
tober 19-27.

their own relationships with them to
aid the hotel people. On the other
hand, the question arises whether a
hotel which has a contract with a
firm such as Muzak, for instance,
can't under the contract force them
to supply music, strike or no strike.
Developments along these lines and
other ramifications are being keenly
watched by all segments of the in-
dustry. In the background at all
times, from the 802 viewpoint, is the
fact that conduct of the negotiations
and strike will have a strong bearing
on the present administration's
chances for re-election in December.
Record companies are keeping totally
quiet about the entire situation, mak-
ing no comment except to say they
see no "shadows of coming events"
in 802's present negotiating stance.
One disk exec said: "We'd be silly
to worry. The union doesn't want to
put us out of business." Other disk
men say that kind of comment is
strictly whistling while strolling thru
a cemetery.

Pubs in Middle as Usual
Music publishers, as per usual, are

caught right in the middle, with no
voice whatsoever in any aspect of the
situation. If the strike actually takes
place, many plug outlets will natur-
ally be closed to the pubs, since
scores of the hotels have remote
wires.

How seriously business in the var-
ious hotel rooms will be affected will
naturally vary from spot to spot,
depending entirely on how strong a
drawing card the band or music has
been. Hotel men point out that there
are redeeming features to the strike
from their and patrons' standpoint.
With elimination of music and shows,
the customer won't be nicked for the
20 per cent entertainment tax bite,
and will probably also be spared
cover and minimum charges.

Other Unions Important
Whether other unionized hotel em-

ployees (waiters, chambermaids, ele-
vator operators, etc.) would honor
the musicians' picket line, still re-
mains to be seen. The local, which
is affiliated with AFL, would natur-
ally solicit the support of other hotel
unions, but whether and how soon it
would be forthcoming is an open
question.

802 to call off its dogs for the one
day. Strike committee agreed to do
so.

After strike vote was taken and
the meeting broke up, the street in
front of Manhattan Center was clut-
tered with harassed musicians, bal-
ancing instrument cases propped
against their legs while thumbing
thru engagement books. They were
figuring out losses in income by the
day, week and month.

Tho the New York branch of a
hotel chain is affected by strike,
hotels in' other cities will continue
to use musicians. The Pennsylvania
here will be picketed while other
Statler-operated hotels in Boston and
other cities are unaffected.

Hotels not regularly employing
musicians, but whose rooms are used
for private parties, are not affected
by the strike. Musicians can play in
these hotels.

There was speculation about wed-
dings booked into hotels. Couples
won't wait, want music at the event.
Will they take the biz to night clubs?

Any
break weakens the structure and les-
sens the potential popularity of the
song. The public will buy more rec-
ords when they are familiar with a
tune and our purpose in restricting
release is to enable us to have as
many bands as possible feature the
song over the air just prior to our
release date to the disk companies.

Four -piece outfits are usually re-

viewed in the cocktail section of
The Billboard, so first point to be
cleared up is why this review appears
in the Music Department. The an-,
swer is two -fold: (1) A character
named Mike Levin (Downbeat's New
York editor) has been conducting a
one-man Mooney campaign and has
at least half of New York's music
business (readers of this department)
breathlessly awaiting further com-
ment on the group; (2), and consider-
ably more important) calling this
Mooney foursome a cocktail combo
would be much similar to calling J.
P. Morgan a guy with a couple of
bucks. The gap between the sound
emanating from even the best cock-
tail combos around and Mooney's
music is just about the same as that
between the couple of bucks and
Morgan's total loot.

Inspirational Effect
At a single sitting (even if it is

four hours of intent listening) it is

impossible to explain the complex,
yet classically simple structure of
Mooney's arrangements. Impossible
and unimportant. The important
aspect of the arrangements and what
Mooney creates in them is the obvious
effect they have on the playing, in-
dividually and as a unit, of the three
other members of the group. If ever
the material with which they work,
and the man who builds that mate-
rial, inspired musicians to surpass
themselves, Mooney's material is it.
Andy Fitzgerald breathes forth the
most beautifully delicate clarinet
music this reviewer has heard in
years. Every figure, every note is
played with deep feeling and full
understanding of his contribution to a
colorful, harmonic musical whole.
Jack Hotop's guitar strumming is no
less a matter of inspiration. He
delivers a richness of tone so con-
sistently and blends his offerings (be
they melody, which he often takes, or
figures behind and around the rest of
the group) so perfectly with the other
three instruments that it's difficult to
believe. Gate Frega's bass is the
most unobtrusive imaginable, and yet
its throbbing presence is always felt,
and again as part of a full' -bodied,
idea -loaded musical unity.

Hardly standing out more than his
men is Mooney himself, who makes
a piano accordion sound unlike any
squeeze box ever heard. He caresses
everything from soft tinkles of sound
to booming crescendos out of the
stomach Steinway, switches occasion-
ally to piano for some brilliant key-
boarding and tosses in some vocal-
izing (King Cole style). Here too

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every fraction of a note is part of a
fascinating, rainbow -hued, emotion -
stirring melodious pattern.

Whether they become a top name,
top dough attraction will be strictly
up to the kind of handling they get.

The hop -skip -and -holler set will get
plenty of kicks for their coins in "0 -Hay
for Baby."

It's all in the "Memories of You" side,
with Illinois Jacquet, tenor sax sorcerer
now with Count Baste, displaying plenty
of Imagination and originality in his
phrasing for the slow mood ballad. And
while it Is easy enough to dismiss the
small jump band for his own "Merle's
Mood" riff opus, Jacquet's riding for this
side Is something to occupy the attention.

With the soft bay singing of John Conte
styled to rub the teen-agers Just the right
way, Apollo introduces with these sides
a new platter label scaled for the younger
set. And to present the singer in a color-
ful setting, Jerry Jerome's tousle Is superb-
ly instrumented and orchestrated. Only in
its enthusiasm and scoring, the large
studio band plays over the singer rather
than under him. particularly since Conte
emphasizes soft modulated tones In his
chant. Takes It as a slow ballad for
"Don't Take Your Love From Me" and the
oldie "You and I," with a brighter
rhythmic beat for "I Fall in Love With
You Every Day" and "How Cute Can You
Be?"

Familiarity of the songs rather than the
singer will determine phono play.

The sultry and unforced titles singing of
Dinah Washington sells because of its en-
gaging simplicity of style, altho hanging
material like this on such a flhe singer
keeps the gal from making the cutting as
Important as it might be. It's the con-
ventional trouble -in -mind mood for "Walk-
ing Blues," going salty on "Rich Man's
Blues" us she sings out for a gent that
has both jelly roll and a bank roll. Lucky
Thompson, his torrid tenor pacing a riff -
figured ensemble, keeps both slow blues
moving along.

J. Russell Robinson's "Eccentric," Dote
Ellington's "The Mooehe," and an original -
touched - with - the - eight - bent "No Pay
Blues." Instead, Hodes creates the old-
time jazz aura around the keyooard with-
out dogging it up any iota.

but the trio Is pitched a little high for
low-level recording., Snappier pace is set
for "Ohl What You Dol," with Jean
McKenna chanting the second chorus after
the band has carved out a bouncy dance
tempo on the first.

Keyed to the Night and Day movie,
much more than casual interest at-
tends this packaging of eight favored
Cole Porter melodies featured in the
screen show. Playing with plenty
of verve and rhythmic urge, and
with the Artie Shaw clarinet in dine
phrasing form, the maestro and his
large band, augmented with Strads,
provides full instrumental dress for
Night and Day, In the Still of the
Night, I've Got You Under My Skin
and Begin the Beguine. All the in-
strumentals are fashioned with a
fetching jump beat with major in-
terest centered in the new Shaw scor-
ing for the Benguine classic. Has the
same contagion as his original click
waxing with the emphasis on the
strings, and if there is any doubt to
the listener, sticks close to the orig-
inal for the out -going chorus.. For
the other four sides, the label's sing-
ers make impressive showings.

NEW YORK, Aug. 31.-Confusing
political picture at Local 802, AFM,
has resulted in increasing pressure
being put upon William Feinberg,
ex -802 secretary and now with Gen-
eral Artists' Corporation, to run for
the presidency of the union.

The former
802 exec, who is still regarded by
many as the hope of the Blue ticket,
also indicated that financial consid-
erations played a part in his deci-
sion.

Confusion Plus
Tho characterizing the .local's po-

litical situation as "confusion upon
confusion," Feinberg nevertheless is
still partial to the Blue ticket as the
best deal for the membership. Elec-
tions are held in December. Charles
Iucci, presently in the secretary's
post, stated the slate would be com-
pletely filled soon.

What's uppermost in the minds of
some Blue ticket supporters is the
questionable pulling power of Dick
McCann, now in the president's sad-
dle.

Blue ticket, too, sees case for op-
timism in the signs of dissension
among opposition parties, and be-
lieves bickering and lust for power
may prevent the formation of a pow-
erful coalition.

Upped Licenses and
Tighter Fire Code
Mulled in. San Fran

SAN FRANCISCO, Aug. 31.-An
increase in the license fees paid by
night clubs and cocktail lounges to
cover the operating cost of the Bu-
reau of Fire Prevention has been
proposed to the Board of Supervisors.
Two supervisors suggested the in-
crease so that expenses would be
paid "by the people who get the
benefit" of the inspections made by
the bureau. Increase would cost
$75,000 a year.

It was also proposed that a change
in the municipal code be made giv-
ing the Fire Department the power
directly to revoke night club per-
mits when violations of fire preven-
tion regulations are disclosed. The
present law provides for a hearing
before the Director of Public Health
before revocable action can be taken.

coming AGVA convention, to be held
at the Chicago Stadium sometime
after the turn of the year (originally
set for October; postponed by pres-
sure of other matters) wilt probably
start a rumpus that most AGVA
members barely know exists. Matt
Shelvey, national AGVA head, is a
strong exponent of the branch office
system. There is feeling in other
quarters that union should return to
autonomous local system, in force
before Shelvey stepped into the pic-
ture. Before the convention can be
officially called it must be approved
by the International Board of the
Four A's, of which some members are
believed to favor autonomy. 

Shelvey said that under the na-tional plan now in force branch of-
fices are under control of the na-
tional office and "I will bend every
effort to keep it that way." If the
convention is run under the local
plan it will mean that each local
will have delegates with a right to
vote. Shelvey said that such a plan
is unworkable and undemocratic.
Some branches, he said have maybe
2,000 members accredited to them.
But actually only a handful of these
have ever gone back to the State
where they first joined. "A man
may have joined AGVA in Spokane
and not have come back to the city
for 10 years. Ours is an organiza-
tion of migratory people," he said.
His plan is to give every AGVA
member a vote, ask them to come
to the convention and decide for
themselves whom they want as of-
ficers and whether or not to accept
a new set of resolutions and a new
constitution.

No Policy -Making Locals
Another reason why Shelvey is

against local offices is his belief that
no single local should be able to
make policy as to wages, working
conditions, etc. Policy, he said, must

AGVA Unlimbers
"Unfair" Stick 'for
Unfranchised Agents

NEW YORK, Aug. 31.-With the
entrance of an additional 19 more
agents from Chicago area into AGVA
via franchise route, union says it is
now set to apply sanctions against
those percenters who have so far re-
mained out of the fold. Method will
be to notify all franchised agents
that under Rule B of AGVA it will
not permit percenters to deal with,
sell to or book acts with those un-
franchised.

Deal to bring in the show
from Club Harlem in Atlantic City,
with Ziggy Johnston, resort producer,
taking over the floor chores, never
materialized.

Empty tables attending the nightly
activities were mute evidence that the
Negro policy was far from a click.

DETROIT, Aug. 31.-Present lowly state of night club operation in
this territory, aside from the very few spots that are actually doing busi-
ness, is strikingly shown in futile efforts of Michey Chiado, of Club Gay
Haven, to get rid of presidency of Metropolitan Cabaret Owners Association.
Election is several months overdue, but Chiado can get no one to agree
to accept the job, so it just hasn't been held. Basic reason is the low
number of ops now in business here. Majority of spots which used acts
have cut down to the point where they don't rate as a night club at all,
at least on a full -week basis.

Showbiz Sees Tax
Gravy Train Go By;
Radio Hops Aboard

WASHINGTON, Aug. 31. --Enter-
tainment biz is conspicuously absent
from a grand rush of some 18,000
firms to get in on an $8,000,000,000,
grayy train of excess profits tax re-
funds, Internal Revenue Bureau re-
vealed here. Only a tiny drib-
let of entertainment biz folks is rep-
resented in the first volume of claims,
according to bureau officials, and
these claims are confined almost
wholly to radio folks.

Showbiz's lack of interest in rid-
ing train is attributed by those in the
know to quick recovery of entertain-
ment biz in the late '30's. Altho
number of refund claimants is ex-
pected to grow considerably in the
next four years, Internal Revenue
bigwigs figure that showbiz will not
increase its representation. Treasury
department, in setting up the sur-
plus tax rate of 90 to 95 per cent for
1940-'45 designated 1936-'39 as typi-
cal pre-war business years. En-
tertainment biz was not hard hit
those test years, say Treasury folk.

Internal Revenue already is setting
up a 15 -member Excess Profits Tax
Council which will draw up a blue-
print for doling out thp tax rebates.
Excess profits claims will be chan-
neled from field offices , to special
committees and then on to council
for final decish. Decisions of the
council may be carried to the U. S.
Court of Tax Appeals, but as far
as Treasury Department is can-
cerned, the Excess Profits Tax
Council will have final say in de-
termining tax refund claims.

Passport Red Tape

WASHINGTON, Aug. 31.-Inter-
national Chamber of Commerce pro-
posal to cut passport and visa red
tape, which supported by Commerce
Secretary Henry A. Wallace and
now being studied by State De-
partment experts, is expected to
speed interchange between foreign
and American showmen.

As of
the Hempstead tryout, matters look
doubtful.

Not only outstanding-but as a
matter of fact the sole selling point
of break-in production of Peter-is
the playing of Joel Marston in the
title role. He gives a vivid and in-
geniously likable performance as the
playboy pianist. Given sound acting
and direction support, plus scripting
face-lifting, Marston's Peter might
reasonably build itself into a better
than moderate success.

"Christmas oratoria," this production
is spoken thruout, sans songs, but
with continuous musical accompani-
ment Music (piano, harp and violin)
performed offstage, with a too -long
prelude, evidently intended to estab-
lish mood in c6mbination with excel-
lent lighting effects. Music is simple,
giving a flowing, rippling effect, and
generally subdued.

Story is that of the Christian mes-
sage of redemption, told in strong
terms and with unusual approach, in-
cluding mystery play, allegory, medi-
tative monolog, direct address to the
audience, Greek style chorus, off-
stage characters presented over p. -a.
system, verse -speaking groups, and
straight dramatic bits. Whole effect
is extremely impressive, as carefully
produced here, in an outdoor Greek-
style amphitheater, with triple -arch-
ed stage background opening into a
lighted pool. Apparent inconsisten-
cies and irrelevancies, even absurdi-
ties such as the costuming of most
male characters in tails or dinner
Jackets, were absorbed as integral
parts of an artistic whole. Absence
of scenery, and Elizabethan simplicity
of stage effects (example, long scene
in which Mary merely cradles her
arms but holds no Infant) combine
to create a valid illusion.

There is lofty poetic character in
the play itself. It must appeal to a
limited audience, the more intelligent
the better. It draws heavily for rich-
ness of allusion from Ang16-Catholic
thought but is potentially capable of
appeal to a wider audience. There is
a bit of the experimental liveliness
of the earlier Saroyan in portions of
the work.

Its commercial possibilities, while
limited, are far from nil, as evidenced
by the reception of Murder' in the
Cathedral. It could conceivably be-
come an important seasonal produc-
tion for annual classical revivals.

Production, first by the newly
organized Vesper Players, was well
handled technically, with styles of
presentation well matched to the
content of each scene.

'Normal Despite Talent Lack

NEW YORK, Aug. 31.-Circus ac-
tivities are returning to normal
status thruout Europe, with the line-
up of circus owners much the same
as before the war in most countries.
Principal drawbacks are dearth of
fresh talent and scarcity of big ani-
mal acts. This seems particularly
true in England, where a large num-
ber of circuses are on tour but pro-
grams appear very weak.

The Scandinavian countries, always
circus -minded, appear to lead in the
number of important circuses oper-
ating this summer. Denmark has
two indoor circuses, the Cirkus Schu-
mann, in Copenhagen, and Cirkus
Revyen, at Aarhus. Danish circuses
on tour are Benneweis, Miehe, Rob-
ert Daniels, Royal, Schmidt Bros. and
Louis Schmidt.

Shows in Sweden and Norway
Sweden has two indoor circuses,

both playing winter dates, at Stock-
holm and Gothenberg, and circuses
installed at amusement parks in
Stockholm and other cities. Swedish
circuses on the road this season are
Mijares-Schreiber, Altenburg, As-
toria, Scott, Caravan, Rolando and
the Zoo Circus.

Ori gin of the Big One Traced
To Wis. Showmen 75 Yrs. Ago

MADISON, Wis., Aug. 31.-Coinci-
dental with the most extensive tour
of Wisconsin the Ringling Bros. and
Barnum & Bailey Circus had made in
recent years, Sverre Braathen, CPA,
dug up some circus geneology con-
necting the origin of the Big One,
75 years ago, with this State, which
sometimes is .called "the mother of
circuses."

In 1870, according to Braathen,
there were 32 circuses in the U. S.,
some with menageries, some without
and some that were animal exhibits
only. Among those that went into
winter quarters at Delavan, Wis.,
at the end of the season, was the
Coup & Costello show. William
Cameron Coup was then 34 years
old, with years of circus experience
behind him. As a runaway boy
from Mt. Pleasant, Ind., he began
his trouping days with Barnum's
Museum, which he joined when in
his early teens at Terre Haute, Ind.
He subsequently had the Side Show
privilege on the E. F. & J. Mabie
Circus and then on the Yankee
Robinson show, with which he was
associated from 1899 until he joined
hands with Dan Costello, the clown
and circus genius of Racine, Wis.
Their show, organized in 1869,
traveled by boat to the principal
cities of the Great Lakes.

Barnum Show Is Born
When Coup and Costello went into

quarters at Delavan the following
year, Braathen reports, Coup con-
ceived the idea of forming what be-
came the Greatest Show on Earth.
After telling Costello of his plans
he went to New York and Mid them
before P. T. Barnum, who had made
a fortune from his American Museum
and the tours of Jenny Lind and Tom
Thumb. On October 8, 1970, Barnum
wrote Coup from Bridgeport, Conn.:
"I will join you in a show next
spring." Barnum closed his letter
thus: "I will spare time to took up
the show in New York when you
come. I think Siamese Twins would
pay."

Thus with the name, fame end
fortune of Barnum and the genius
and brains of Coup and Costello

Smiling Bill
Waters does whip -cracking, rope -
spinning and juggling, as well as
magic in the concert. Also in the
line-up are Mrs. Waters and Billy
Jr. and young Billy Bragg.

Ken Maynard and his horse, Tar-
zan, opened with the show but left
after the first week.

Show has been as far north as Van
Buren and. Fort Kent in the potato
country of Aroostook County, and on
July 4 gave five performances at
Houlton, Me.

Dear Pat:
Did you ever live in a trailer? We

held a poll to decide whether house -
trailers are show or tourist equip-
ment. Here are the findings of our
people.

Our cookhouse operator, who is
also a trailerite, said: "Trailers are
made to flop and not scoff in. They
are merely portable staterooms.
Cooking stinks them up with onion,
garlic and burnt grease odors. The
combined odors are detrimental to
the occupants' healths. Cookhouse
odors are washed away by rains and
fine particles of dust blown thru by
the winds act as cleansers."

Manager Pete Ballyhoo advised:
"Altho trailers cut into our stateroom
dough, I like to have them around
on stormy nights. Furthermore, we
benefit thru their canine police pro-
tectors. On our show each trailer
boasts of from one to five pooches.
We allow two dogs for each railroad
car on our train. At present this is
a 100 -dog show, and we can't accept
another trailer with a dog until more
cars are added."

Red Palm -a -Chip, privilege ear
manager, stated: "Jungle buggies are
putting pie car managers back on
section gangs. We're entitled to
some protection. All jungle buggy
owners should be taxed a $2 Bookie
book weekly."

The trailerites in a body, voiced
their opinion with: "We are the back-
yard of any midway, and give shows
homey atmospheres. Because town-
ers believe they are superior to show-

men, who don't live in houses, we
change their minds by having our
women hang their expensive
lingeries near the front gate on wash
days where it can be envied by town
women. We always cover our rest-
room holes on Sunday and our gar-
bage is left where the local garbage -
man can pick it up on Monday."

Our single boys laughed loudly
when asked their opinions with:
"House trailers lead to matrimony.
You can catch more brides with a
trailer than you can with a bedroll."

The shows' doctor said: "We find
the birth rate much higher on shows
that carry trailers and staterooms
than on shows that don't. To fight
race suicide, I advise more of both.
Its a showman's duty to his coun-
try."

Quoting the lot man: "Thrilling!
When we have a lot with only one
shade tree on it, the trailerites ar-
rival is a sight worth seeing. The
rubber vags always arrive at the
same time, and similar to the cov-
ered -wagon -boomers of the days of
yore, the wild rush to find a loca-
tion under the shade of the tree re-
minds us of the movie, The Cherokee
Strip."

Personally I like 'em. We have the
painted, the unpainted, the cracker -
box type and the streamliners. Re-
gardless of sizes, shapes and colors
of trailers, their owners are one big
slap -happy family.

Said a crackerboxer to a wise
cracking de luxer: "I raised a larger
family in my home -built $300 -job
than you did in your three -grand
palace on wheels."

0., June 28, 1872, its route took it
thru Ohio, Michigan, Kentucky,
Illinois, Missouri, Kansas, Iowa, Min-
nesota and into Wisconsin. Braathen
points out that the Barnum show
came to Madison from La Crosse,
Wis., that season, the same as the
Big One is doing this year.

In time Coup and Barnum came
to a parting of their ways. Coup
then built the first Madison Square
Garden in New York, and he organ-
ized a circus under his own name
which, Braathen reports, played
Wisconsin in 1880. Coup died March
4, 1895, and is buried at Delavan,
and the Wisconsin Top of the Circus
Fans Association hears the name of
William Cameron Coup in his honor.

Bailey and the Ringlings
Another circus titan, James An-

thony Bailey, entered the picture in
1872 when he became an equal owner
in the Cooper & Bailey Circus. In
1879 he acquired another circus,
which had gone broke, and merged
it with Cooper & Bailey into one of
the largest shows on the road. This
show, under Bailey's genius, de-
veloped into stiff opposition for
Barnum, and the warfare that raged
between these two giants threatened
financial disaster to both. Finally a
merger of the Barnum & Bailey
Shows was effected, and after Barn-
um's death in 1891, Bailey became
owner of the great Barnum & Bailey
Circus.

Bailey died April 6, 1906, and in
1907 Barnum & Bailey was pur-
chased by the Ringling Bros, of
Baraboo, Wis., who by then had come

Bailey had sold the
Ringlings half interest in the Fore-
paugh-Sells show in 1904 and let
them run it. In 1905 they bought
this show outright and operated it
thru 1911. After the purchase of
Barnum & Bailey, the Ringlings con-
tinued to winter it at Bridgeport,
Conn., and John and Otto devoted
their time to its operation. In 1918,
unable to return the Ringling Bros.,
show to Baraboo, the brothers took
it to Bridgeport too. In the spring
of 1919 came the merger that created
Ringling Bros. and Barnum & Bailey
Combined Shows.

Louisville gazettes follow up pre -opening attack on
Management in apparent drive for real State exposition-
midway prices hit after fair opens

By a Staff Correspondent
LOUISVILLE, Aug. 31.-Groggy under the blows delivered by local

newspapers, which pack plenty of power, the Kentucky State Fair, back at
its own plant after a war -time stand at Churchill Downs, reels to its close
today, with crowds off and beefs loud. The Louisville Courier -Journal and
Louisville Times, owned by the same management, spared no punches before
the opening .Sunday (25), in spotlighting the goings-on in the higher
eschelons of the fair management
and labelling most of the operations
as political, pure and simple. This
in a State, where politics are not
taken lightly, had a blighting. effect
on the fair.

Seek Real Pair
However, the papers, which are

pro -Democratic, whereas the State
administration and fair management
are Republican, were inspired, it is
believed, by a desire, not to make
political capital out of the fair, but
to bring about a truly representa-
tive State fair, which could hold its
own in comparison with expos of
other States.

In the pre -opening blasts, guns
had been leveled at Elliott Robert-
son, cbmmissioner of agriculture,
and his wife, who serves as his sec-
retary. (The Billboard, August 24.)
None of the shots were leveled at
C. W. Taylor, named as fair man-
ager. A member of the State As-
sembly and a successful business
man in his own right, Taylor, it is
believed, was named by the gover-
nor to straighten out the fair. How- Playtime Amusement Company
ever, Taylor actually did not have provided the midway attractions.
a free hand when he went in, inas-
much'as Robertson headed the State
Fair board.

And the newspapers, apparently
cognizant of this, have laid off him.
He went in with committments al-
ready made by Robertson binding
the fair and subsequently Robert-
son asserted himself in many ways,
particularly .in the hiring of help
and in the operation of the horse
show, always one of the big fea-
tures of the event.

In Line of Fire
Among Robertson's commitments,

the newspapers reported, was the
signing of Al Wagner's Cavalcade of
Amusements. The gazettes had
blasted the fair before its opening as
being nothing but a "catch -penny
carnival." This was intended not as
a slam at the Wagner organization,
but as a blast at the fair manage-
ment, which, the papers felt, had
fouled up on building a truly rep-
resentative fair.

However, it was the carnival
which, once the fair opened, drew
the fire of the newspapers. They
quoted midway prices. To say, they
suggested prices were much too steep
is, indeed, putting it mildly. What's
more, they editorialized' on the fact
the folks were staying away in
droves, attributing this to the - high
price for the rides and shows and
speculated on the possibility that
Kentuckians were becoming sophis-
ticates.

COLUMBUS, 0., Aug. 3i.-Ohio's

State Fair, operating on a strictly
paid gate basis in its first operation
after a four-year, wartime lapse,
closed here Friday (30) night with a
record gate which surpassed the pre-
vious all-time high paid gate of
251,000 set in 1941 by almost 50 per
cent.

Final figures were unavailable at
this writing, but Bryant P. Sandles,
fair manager, said that thru Friday
afternoon the paid gate was approxi-
mately 352,000, which is 101,000 more
than for the full six -day run in 1941.

Late closing day he estimated the
six -day run would yield approxi-
mately $300,000 before taxes from the
gate, grandstand and Coliseum ad-
missions, and that the profit from
operation may reach as high as
$150,000. He said the grandstand
shows had been accounting for be-
tween $8,000 and $9,000 each night
and the afternoon programs had
brought in an average of $8,500 daily.
Nightly Coliseum shows, he said, ac-
counted for an average of $4,000. All
figures are before tax deductions.

Besides shattering an all-time total
paid attendance record for the 92 -
year -old annual, the event came up.
with first one, then another all-time
single -day record for paid admis-
sions. Sunday (18) 70,991 paid, and
this shattered the previous single -day
record of 63,763 paid admissions, also
registered on a Sunday in 1941. Sun-
day's (18) record Was short-lived..
Wednesday 72,299 paid.

Sandles exercised vigilance in
keeping the gates on a strictly paid
basis during the fair's run. Believing
that pass -out checks were being re-
sold, he instituted a system of hand -
stamping, common procedure at
dance emporiums, when a person left
the grounds with the intention of re-
turning.

Jubilant over the early week -end

turnout, Sandles maintained Sun-
day's record -breaking crowd argued
against the acquisition, of a new fair
site and construction of a new plant.
Such a proposal had been pushed
strongly, but, it is now maintained,
would have little chance of getting
the necessary appropriation thru the
Legislature.

The plant is definitely run down.
It has been in its present location for
60 years-and the layout doesn't look
a day younger.

SANDUSKY, 0., Aug. 31.-Despite
new attractions and extensive im-
provements, Cedar Point Amusement
Park has not enjoyed the record -
breaking. season predicted when the
resort opened June 15.

Officials are unable to account for
it, altho a storm opening day dam-
aged many of the buildings and
seemingly started a streak of dis-
agreeable weather which has plagued
the peninsula resort since. The
1,000 -room Breakers Hotel, however,
smashed previous marks due to heavy
pre -season convention bookings and
individual reservations.

Resurfacing the seven -mile toll
road leading to the park increased
auto travel but failed to top the
1941 total, which was the Point's
best year in all departments.

Ballroom crowds for most of the
name band attractions have barely
covered expenses, altho Stan Ken-
ton; currently holding forth, is en-
joying capacity throngs. Glen Gray
is booked for this week -end.

Concessionaires complained of lack
of business, altho resort officials
pointed out that all operators were
enjoying from 3 to 17 per cent more
biz than last year; Probable cause
for the gripes were high rental costs
coupled with promises of record-
breaking year.

Daily excursion steamers from De-
troit and Cleveland have kept biz
slightly above average. Crowds, esti-
mated at between 1,500 and 2,000 ar-
rive daily via the steamers. Con-
vention bookings showed an increase
over 1945 season but failed to set
records.

Spot Is one of the largest resorts
on the Great Lakes, midway between
Cleveland and Toledo. Officials look
forward to next year when further
improvements are planned and an
extensive publicity campaign is ex-
pected to attract increasingly large
numbers of out -of -State vacationers.

Once Jack Rankin had the spot all
to himself and set pp dugouts, chairs
and umbrellas wherever he chose.

comment kept the folks away. How-
ever, in fairness, similar prices are
charged this year at some other fairs
by other carnivals, and this, should
have been brought out.

For
Instance, your correspondent was
charged a 15 -cent fee at a check
room in the merchants and manu-
facturers building-and this room
was operated by a church. Folks
got so they squawked at paying 25
cents for a bottle of beer, and, this,
is practically standard price for a
bottle at any outdoor event these
days.

Result is that not only is attend-
ance off, but the folks who did come
kept their hands in their pockets
most of the time. Rides and shows
did not get a heavy play, but Wagner
claimed Tuesday (27) that his shows
had grossed more in the first two
days than did the shows which were
in last year for the corresponding
period.

Association had drafted proposals for
the acquisition of a new site and had
representatives tour the nation's ma-
jor expos and draft plans for a year-
round plant.

Run-down condition of the plant
when he took over several months
ago provided plenty of headaches
for Taylor, and, excepting work on
the grandstand and building up of
track for horse show performances,
other rehabilitation work was lim-
ited due to shortage of time.

Taylor's big headache was taking
the rap for acts of others. Legis-
lation has been passed which will
set up a bi-partisan fair board. Two
members to this board 'are to be
appointed in December. Their ap-
pointment may peovide a freer hand

for Taylor. However, the full ef-
fect of the act will not be felt for
two years.

Taylor has much to overcome. Not
only must objections of horse show
exhibitors be overcome, the dis-
pleasure of livestock exhibitors, also
brought out this year, be wiped away,
but a general wholesale overhauling
is necessary. Commercial exhibitors
are none too pleased with the cur-
rent annual because of slim attend-
ance and poor facilities, and there
was considerable unused commercial
space. And then good will of the
public must be built.

There were many things wrong
with the current event. 'lo cite
some: The blaring of the ever-pres-
ent p. -a. systems (they are all over
the place and going strong); too few
restaurants (and those are too steep
in prices); no selectivity (for a State
fair) in its standards on games; riot
enough to appeal to the average
man, of which there are the most,
even in this State, who are not in-
terested in horses-or the horse
show; not enough emphasis on the
agricultural and livestock (Ken-
tucky Is a big agricultural State);
little, indeed, for the youngsters, of
which numerically there are the most,
and to which a really good fair has
its greatest value); too much blurb-
Ing (the six -horse hitch at the horse
show is, indeed, a sight for the eyes
buff the introduction via the p. -a. sys-
tem is an ear -knocker); and not
enough amusement and entertain-
ment attractions (aside from the
horse show, carnival, and four grand-
stand acts, only the Renfro Valley
Folks in a tent show could be classed
as attractions which might appeal
to folks of all ages and varied in-
terests).

Manufacturers of farm equipment
might well be induced to come up
with big displays and tented shows
if the fair hit the big-time. Radio
stations, too, would probably go all-
out, which they didn't this . year.
WHAS, owned by the same manage-
ment which also owns the Louis-
ville newspapers. ut down its partici-
pation this year. To be sure, it does
have a booth and does air from three
to four programs daily and has a
facsimile newspaper machine in op-
eration at its stand. But this is away
off from its past participation. WAVE
has an eye-catching booth and
broadcasts three times most days,
with four shows one day and five an-
other. WINN airs one, sometimes
two, broadcasts daily from its booth,
and WGRC has a mobile unit and
makes some pick-ups.

Fairfield, Conn., Beach
Improvement Scheduled

FAIRFIELD, Conn., Aug. 31.-Im-
provements planned for Jennings
Beach include a modern bathhouse to
accommodate 4,000 bathers, three
parking areas, four tennis courts, a
double handball court, four horseshoe
courts and a lawn for clock golf.
Bathhouse will contain a first -aid
roof, private room for life gnardS and
a snack bar.

An area at the west end of the
property will be set aside for picnick-
ers with 12 individual grills. Baseball
and softball diamonds will be built
north of the bathhouse.

It is a psychological
fact that the merchant who knocks
his own business will soon have no
business to knock.

In all endeavors of life we find
that "Man aims and walks in the
direction toward which he looks, and
has no moral right to influence an-
other except to benefit him."

To be amused and entertained is
just as strong a human desire today
as it was in the days when every
town had its opera house and the
theater was more of a business and
less a game.

The public loves to see and hear
the actor in the flesh on the stage,
and was never snore hungry to see
him than today.

It is gratifying to note that there
are encouraging indications of a
comeback for the stage. A year or
two ago there were very few thee-
ters offering "flesh" productions. To-
day there are many, and they seem
to be. increasing. Los Angeles has

Australia Seeks New Machines
Facts, DaLa
On Milwaukee
Coin Trade

City Report Revealing
MILWAUKEE, Aug. 31.-Signifi-

cant facts about the coin machine
trade here are disclosed in a tabula-
tion of licenses issued by the city
clerk which is a part of the Milwau-
kee Common Council's 1945 annual
report.

Under the heading "Amusement -
Phonograph Permits," the report lists
number of permits issued, amounts of
fees and total revenue collected by
the city for both amusement ma-
chines and coin -operated phono-
graphs.

Premise permits for juke boxes,
carrying a fee of $5 numbered 2,650,
indicating the total number of juke
locations in the city. License for
phonograph itself was issued for
2,700 machines, showing that a few
locations may have more than one
juke. Since fee for phonograph tags
also is $5, total collections for premise
permits at $13,250 were exceeded by
tag collections, which amounted to

" $13,500.
A fee of $25 was paid by persons to

whom the report refers as "phono-
graph distributors." Probably in-
cluding both juke distributors and
operators were the 74 who paid this
fee thru which the city collected a
total of $1,850.

Amusement Under Jukes
Figures for amusement machines

are far below those for juke boxes.
Only 16 persons paid the "amuse-
ment distributors" fee of $200. Ac-
cording to the premise permit tabula-
tion for games, there are only 350
such locations in Milwaukee, and
each paid a fee of $5. Total number
of tags Issued for machines was 400,
each costing $10. and making antotal
collection of $4,000.

Included with jukes and amuse-
' ment machines is a fee for movie -

machines. Forty of these yielded a
total of $200 in license fees on the
bails of $5 per machine.

Amusement arcades were listed
separately. Five are listed as paying
license fees of $50 each.

Machine Locations
Indirectly interesting to coinmen

are listings of common coin machine
locations, which are licensed for
other purposes. For example, 155
bowling alleys-top location for
amusement games-are reported to
have yielded a total of $2,580 in fees.
Average size of establishments is in-
dicated by listing of the total number
of separate alleys at 860. This would
work out to an average of 5.5 alleys
per location.

The 2,340 "Class B Tavern" li-
censes issued offer an interesting

$ comparison with the total of phone-
:, grenh tags listed (2,700). Probably

alnlbst every tavern in Milwaukee
boasts a juke, with 360 machines left
over to service other locations.

Seventy-five theaters in the city,
the number shown in the license re-
port, are available for the many types
of vending machines which are pop-
ular in such locations.

News Digest
EXPORTS-Consulate offices in

New York this week said they had
a number of complaints about the
condition of some coin -operated ma-
chines shipped to their countries.
Majority of the consuls were repre-
senting Latin American countries.
Reputable, long-established coin
traders, joining with the consuls, re-
peated a warning that machines for
export must be in A-1 condition.
Otherwise the whole growing export
business will suffer.

LOCATIONS-A study made by a
weekly news magazine and released
recently, shows the United States has
some 18,197 operating motion pic-
ture theaters. Houses have a total
seating capacity of 10,985,368. Prac-
tically 100 per cent of the theaters
are now estimated to have vending
machines or concession stands. Sur-
prisingly, 33.5 per cent of the na-
tion's theaters are located in towns
with 2,500 or less population. Big-
gest seating capacity, of course, is
in metropolitan areas.

CASE -Federal revenue system
reported this week that the Ameri-
can public had $28,376,000,000 on
hand during the past week. Amount
indicates a rise of $11,000,000, said
Federal Reserve officials. This
marked the fifth consecutive week
in which money in circulation has
advanced, a good indication of the
potential patronage of coin machines.

RESORTS -As the summer season
draws to a close, resort owners in
many localities are preparing to stay
open for a longer than usual period.
In the busier resorts, coinmen re-
port machines on location have done
brisk business. Shortage* of beer
in many areas has cut into play on
machines, even on resort locations,
but the season, by and large, has
been a successful one.

VENDERS-A large hosiery manu-
facturing corporation in the South

Order, ru-
mor has it, is likely to authorize a
straight price increase in candy bars
instead of allowing for cuts in weight
to keep bar prices at a nickel. Ra-
tioning of sugar, said the Agricul-
ture Department, will probably last
thru 1947.

UNION -Something new cropped
into the Pennsylvania phonograph
business when a representative who
said he spoke for certain Pennsyl-
vania AFM locals objected to the
granting of a charter to Pennsyl-
vania Phonograph Operators' Asso-
ciation. Spokesman said he felt the
stated purpose of the organization
was in direct conflict with the idea
of non-profit. For full details, see
the Music Machines section.

TAX-Important' opinion was
handed down in Columbus, 0., Au-
gust 7 at a hearing before the State's
Board of Tax Appeals. Ruling was
that vending machines selling items
at less than nine cents are not sub-
ject to the State's sales tax. (Ohio's
sales tax is three per cent on the
dollar.) Coupled with a decision
regarding tax on milk vending ma-
chines, this opinion places most types
of vending equipment in the same
category as retail establishments.

Rooklyn Says
Trade Dying

Offers two solutions; asks
U. S. coinmen to establish
branches or take royalties

By Dick Schreiber
CHICAGO, Aug. 31.-American

manufacturers of coin machines,
looking for opportunities to expand,
can find a bright horizon in Aus-
tralia-either to set up plants of their
own there, or license Australian
coinmen to manufacture machines
under U. S. patents.

This opinion was put forth by
Harry Rooklyn, J. P., Sydney, Aus-
tralia, coinman now in this country
under the sponsorship of the Aus-
tralian government's department of
secondary industries. He arrived in
San Francisco July 22, came to Chi-
cago from where he will go to New
York, Philadelphia and Washington.
He expects to be back in Sydney in
November.

Rooklyn said that he has an Aus-
tralian license to import a certain
limited number of coin machine
parts. This license, he says, is the
first granted since 1939, but does not
permit him at this time to bring in
completed coin machines.

Liniit Spending
Biggest difficulty now facing re-

vival of coin trade with Australia,
Rooklyn says, is not the shortage of
money. More important is the
amount of money which the Austral-
ian government will permit you to
spend. Coinmen there are now
awaiting results of the U. S. loan to
Britain, which many feel may help
liberalize licensing.

Rooklyn says that Australian coin-
men did well while Yank soldiers
were in the country. After the
Yanks left, the English Navy moved
in and business continued to hold up.

Current outlook, however, is not so
rosy.

Needed: Machines
"The coin machine business in

Australia," Rooklyn says, "is dying.
It is dying from the lack of new
machines. It needs new blood in the
form of new machines.'

The Australian points out that the
last new machines to reach Australia
came in 1939. Then the war cut
shipping lanes, and since that time
important restrictions and the like
have kept new equipment from
reaching the country.

Rooklyn said that two solutions
seem possible to him. Either U. S.
manufacturers could arrange to set
up branch and assembly factories in
Australia, as they have already done
in Canada; or else they could license
Australian manufacturers to bring
out American games on a royalty
basis.

Many American business men,
other than those in the coin machine
industry, are setting up factories in
Australia or making license agree-
ments, Rooklyn says. He points out
that conditions are excellent, even
tho taxes are high and materials are
still short.

Majority of the soft drink venders
are of the cup type, since bottles 'are
apt to be clumsy to handle and dis-
pose of. New coin -operated popcorn
units are just now beginning to make
appearances in theater lobbies. Ma-
jority of these so far, theater men
say, are of the pre -pop variety where
the operator pops the corn elsewhere
and then loads the machine for
pensing.

Survey just completed gives some
indication of the location of the-
aters, points out that 64 per cent of
the theaters are located in towns of
under 25,000 population. Forty-six

Coin Play Is Factor

OTTAWA, Aug. 31.-Bank of
Canada officials report the wartime
spending spree of this country is
easing with Canadians spending less
on things which require a supply of
small change.

Coinage production, which struck
a new high during the war years, has
started on a downgrade with the
bank, on behalf of chartered banks,
ordering $190.000 in dimes against
$270,000 in June.

Production of quarters, half dol-
lars and dimes is expected to suffer
a further decrease as consumers pur-
chase from the dollar level in durable
goods. Note circulation indicates, ac-
cording to the report, that the Canad-
ians are not buying less, but are
spending less change.

Nickel Stands High
Altho other coin production has

hit a new low, the nickel is showing
signs of standing high on the market
demand-despite the number of
things which can no longer be pur-
chased for that amount. Officials
explain one reason is the wider use
of coin machines and juke boxes.

Another effect on Canadian coin
production is the government's action
in making United States and Cana-
dian currency equal value. Already
a large amount of American nickels
have found
and officials expect this to increase.

Policy of coinage at the mint is
based on supply and demand. The
mint keeps only a small reserve to
inset unexpected demands. Coin is
ordered by chartered banks from the
Bank of Canada and is shipped direct
from the mint.

Bonus Bill To
Get High Court

Ruling in
CHICAGO, Aug. 31.-Circuit Court

has upheld the validity of the $385,-
000,000 Illinois soldier bonus, but
stated it preferred a final approval
from the Illinois Supreme Court.

Measure already passed by Legis-
lature provides extra taxes on ciga-
rettes, horse racing and possibly
property. Approval by referendum
is scheduled for November 5 elec-
tion.

Appeal from this ruling was indi-
cated by the attorney for 12 World
War II veterans who attacked bonus
law as "wasteful and discriminatory."

Deny Referendum
Veterans asked the bonus law be

declared unconstitutional, invalid and
that State officials be enjoined from
holding referendum. Court's ruling
upheld the motion of Illinois attorney
general and other State officials to
dismiss veteran's suit. Referendum
plea was also denied.

Circuit Court said it preferred
Supreme Court ruling because it "en-
tertained some doubt" on one point.
Formerly Circuit Court instructed
the attorney general to clarify the
four points raised by the veterans.

Point in question was lack of pro-
vision for referendum advertising
appropriation, as pasied by General
Assembly. However, the secretary
of state has already expended $100,-
000 for that purpose.

Other Rulings
Three other points ruled against

were:
Constitutionality of the present law

which specifies no repeal by future
legislation until principal and interest
are paid.

Extra taxes of pari-mutuel race
track betting without similar extra
harness race tax make law discrim-
inatory.

Horse race betting practically
granted 20 -year franchise by no re-
peal clause, as bonus money comes
chiefly from that source.

Times Square Rink
Will Open Arcade

On September 15
NEW YORK, Aug. 31.-A game

room in the Gay Blades Roller
Skating Rink, Times Square, is now
being organized by Bob Jacobs,
Coney Island arcade owner and op-
erator, with from "30 to 60 amuse-
ment game machines" in an area
that will be called The Game
Room. Installation is first of its
type in the city.

In one corner of the room a frame
will contain pictures of each coin
machine in the establishment, with
the personal "okay" of Ben Field-
ing, license commissioner, written
across it, Jacobs said.

CHICAGO, Aug. 31.-What hap-
pens when a veteran, or any other
interested party, gets into a business
without looking it over thoroly was
demonstrated this week in all ex-
change of letters between a Massa-
chusetts ex -serviceman and Jim Gil-
more, secretary -manager of Coin
Machine Industries, Inc.

Since the end of the war, coin
machine men have joined other busi-
ness men in urging veterans to be
cautious about plunging into a new
business without first investigating
all of the angles. Traditionally, coin
machine operators have learned their
business from other coinmen, have
served an apprenticeship of sorts on
a route before striking out on their
own.

Leaders in the coin machine in-
dustry have heartily endorsed the
idea of new blood in the trade. At
the same time, they have urged cau-
tion and careful consideration.

Ohio Governor Asks
Study Of Taxes To
Bar Nuisance Levies

COLUMBUS, 0., Aug. 31.-Gov.
Frank J. Lausche urged a special
session of the Ohio Legislature to set
up a commission to make a thoro
study of the State's Tax system with
a major aim of helping cities, towns
and counties find needed revenue
without imposing "unusual taxes."

He also suggested that the com-
mission should investigate the, pos-
sibility of reducing taxes wherever
possible. Another subject proposed
for study is the possibility that some
taxes now being collected by the
State might be turned over to local
taxing units.

"It is becoming increasingly ap-
parent that some comprehensive
study should be made of our system
of taxation and the revenue needs of
the governmental units within the
State," the governor told the mem-
bers of the General Assembly In a
special message.

"At this very moment some local
governmental units are considering
the imposition of unusual taxes, such
as levies on salaries and wages, to
enable them to carry on the purposes
of local government and to prevent
a curtailment of their services. One
city has already imposed a wage -
salary tax.

"While the aggregate amount of
the yield of our tax laws under
existing conditions would seem to
be sufficient to finance all State and
local governmental activities, the
manner in which the tax laws allocate
the revenue and provide for its rais-
ing appears to require examination

Noel Company
Announces New

Ball Machine
MUNCIE, Ind., Aug. 31. - Guy

Noel, president of Noel Manufac-
turing Company, said that his firm
is pushing production of a new base-
ball machine, designed to be used
with ticket games.

Machine is not coin -operated, but
operates automatically on a univer-
sal type motor. Built into a square
metal case, the mechanism consists
of a main hopper from which 215
plastic balls drop into 144 -inning
pockets over a period of 20 minutes
to complete a full baseball game.

Sixteen columns into which mar-
bles are channeled provide complete
scores for two major leagues, and
difference in color of balls indicate
scores.

Scoring balls are removed from
columns by inserting key, releasing
balls into a container, whidh is then
placed at the top of the machine,
dropping balls into main hopper
again.

Noel said that the firm has de-
veloped 14 different kinds and sizes
of ticket games to be used together
with the machine.

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Hayes Company
Lists Stock for
Public Offering

Stock is to be exchanged for stock
of the American Engineering Com-
pany, then sold to the public by the
principal stockholders of the latter
company. Registration of the Hayes
stock was held up by SEC for an
investigation of financial maneuver-
ing in American Engineering.

Feature of the SEC inquiry was
disclosure that Eli I. Kleinman, Jennis
M. Doroshaw and Johann S. Acker-
man, who will sell the Hayes stock,
obtained control of American En-
gineering for only $2,000 by a series
of transactions in which the company
was bought with its own assets. Net
worth of American Engineering was
placed at nearly $3,000,000.

Increase Capital
Statement filed with SEC showed,

that acquisition of American Engi-
neering would increase working capi-
tal requirements of Hayes by $1,600,-
000. As a result of the exchange,
Hayes will need nearly $3,700,000
additional working capital before the
end of this year, SEC said.

Working capital of American En-
gineering was drained off by Klein-
man and his associates in their man-
ipulations to obtain control of the
company, SEC said. It was estimated
that altogether the Kleinman group
would make a profit of $3,788,000 on
a total investment of $17,000. Deal
was carried out with aid of Richard
Levy, head of the R. L. Corporation,
Chicago.

Here is the way SEC outlined the
deal:

R. L. Corporation acquired all of
American Engineering's preferred and
common stocks, borrowing $2,067,-
000 to buy the common. Levy caused
the engineering company to retire its
preferred at a cost of $585,000, and
American Engineering authorized a
loan of $2,067,000 to R. L. to repay
the original borrowing.

At the same time, Kleinman and
his associates were organizing the
A. E. Company at a cost of $2,000.
All assets of American Engineering
except R. L.'s $2,067,000 note and
$115,000 other assets were trans-
ferred to A. E. Company. Considera-
tion was that A. E. would assume
American's liabilities, which were
estimated at $2,900,000. But its total
assets were estimated at $6,000,000,
including the note.

Original American Engineering
Company was renamed the 2447
Aramingo Corporation and liquidated.
Note was returned to the maker,
Levy's company, in effect cancelling
it. Then the A. E. Company's name
was changed to American Engineer-
ing and offered for sale to Hayes
Manufacturing.

Rooklyn says he has a sample Brit-
ish juke box waiting for him at home
now, along with a bell machine pro-
duced by Hawtins, of England. But
still, he says, Australian coinmen
have a preference for American ma-
chines.

Important Factors
There are a number of important

factors which American traders
should keep in mind when they think
of the Australian market, Rooklyn
says. These factors particularly in-
fluence juke box purchases.

In the first place, juke boxes in
Australia operate on a different volt-
age than those here in America.
Aussie jukes run on 240 volts, a.c.,
and 50 cycles. It is simple to put
a transformer into the jukes to step
down the voltage to 110, but the
transformer will not change cycles.
As a result, juke boxes run 16 per
cent slower than \they should.

Australian juke pox operators have
found they can improvise new gears
to compensate for the loss of speed,
but this is a laborious job and con-
sumes time as well as money.

Second point American traders
have to consider is the big difference
in coinage. The Australian three-

Some manufacturers, Rooklyn says,
are now supplying a gear which can
be used with a 50 -cycle current. But
what they should do, to please Aus-
tralian buyers, is allow room in the
cabinet for a large transformer-at
least 200 watts-and for a gear, as
well as make arrangements for a
coin chute suitable to Australian and
English coins.

Naturally, U. S. traders are going
to want to know whether it is worth
their time and expense to make these
changes. Rooklyn says it is.

In juke boxes alone, Rooklyn ex-
pects that thousands of new locations
will be opened shortly. As traders
here at home know, liquor is sold
exclusively in hotel bars in Australia,
and juke box music is not allowed
in those bars except in the State
of Victoria.

Another factor holding back juke
box business today is the early clos-
ing hour. Hotel bars, by government
order, must close their doors and stop
serving promptly at 6 p.m.

Thousands of Locations
Rooklyn says that coinmen in Aus-

tralia expect these laws to be lib-
eralized, allowing juke boxes and
extending closing hours 'to 9 or 10
p.m. When. this happens, "thousands
of new locations will be opened."

Arcades, most popular location for
amusement machines in Australia,
need complete new equipment, ac-
cording to Rooklyn. He says Aus-
tralian coinmen are convinced that
their business will be cut off en-
tirely unless those new machines can
be obtained in the near future.

Trippers Breaking All Records
In New York State Report Says

ALBANY, N. Y., Aug. 31.-Vaca-
tion business is breaking all records
in the State of New York this year,
according to the State Department of
Commerce, after a survey of recrea-
tion areas.

Because of the boom business, most
resort and recreation areas are plan-
ning to remain open from two weeks
to two months longer than pre-war
standards of vacation time in order
to accommodate the thousands who
could not find reservations earlier.
Resort facilities have been greatly
increased in the State, the survey
further found.

Coin machine operators who us-
ually found a six to eight week ban-
ner season in resorts, with another
eight weeks of medium business, now
report that business has been superior
for the past 10 weeks and another
four weeks of good business is in
sight. More juke boxes and amuse-
ment game machines have found their
way to resorts this year, according to
operators, "than in any year in recent
history."

Vending Brisk
Vending machine operators report

that business has been, and is ex-
pected to be good for some time in

resorts, but they have not been get-
ting the play that juke boxes and
amusement game machines have been
getting because of more resorts
opening stands and concessions to sell
cigarettes, candy, cigars, soft drinks
and other confections at higher prices.

Resort operators claim that every
effort has been made to keep prices
down. This, the State Department of
Commerce claims, was because of the
knowledge.that excessive rises would
discourage family vacationists who
make up the bulk of the visitors at
the resorts.

Some Not Up
In. many areas resorts have not

raised prices at all, and in other areas
they have risen only slightly, the
survey revealed. This is contrary to
most announcements that vacation
costs have soared exorbitantly, es-
pecially since July 1.

Staffs at most of the resorts have
been doubled since the start of this
year's season, the survey further re-
vealed, and resorts that had not been
open since before the war were
or ened this season. Travel conditions
have been a deciding factor in the
rise of the number of vacationists
that visited, and plan to visit, the re-
sorts in New York State, the D. of C.
concluded.

Challenge Sales
Firm's History
Told by Gordon
CHICAGO, Aug. 31.-Martin S.

Gordon, Chicago attorney who rep-
resented Sam Kresberg and Albert
M. Cole in dealings with U. S. Chal-
lenge Company, said that neither he
nor his clients held any direct in-
terest in the firms headed by Henry
M. Garsson.

Challenge Industries, Inc., which
was incorporated March 2, 1946, by
Richard Cole, son of Albert and Gor-
don, was intended to succeed the co-
partnership of the elder Cole and
Kresberg, he said. The corporation.
however, never came into actual cor-
porate being because of differences
between Kresberg and Cole on one
hand and the Garssons on the other,
Gordon said.

"Challenge Industries was purely
a venture of Kresberg and Cole, who
had been asked to set up a sales de-
partment for Challenge Company's
coin -operated automatic equipment,"
he added. ."That was in October,
1945. They selected the name Chal-
lenge Industries because the com-
pany decided to call its machines
Challenger.

"But after months of negotiations,
we were unable to reach a satis-
factory agreement with Garsson, so
on April 17, 1946, Kresberg and Cole
agreed to accept positions simply as
sales representatives for the U. S.
Challenge Company," Gordon said.

But by May 16 other differences
had come up between the two and
the Garssons so Kresberg and Cole
"severed all relationshi1, with U. S.
Challenge Company," he said. "They
withdrew all activities of the Gars-
son companies, and U. S. Challenge
agreed to pay all debts of the part-
nership Challenge Industries," he
added.

"But Challenge Industries, the cor-
poration, never actually came into
existence," Gordon concluded. "No
meeting of stockholders ever was
held, nor was any board of directors
ever elected."

Sell Big Juke
Routes in N. C.

ASHEVILLE, N. C., Aug. si.-Tri-
State Distributing Company is pre-
paring to offer for sale its entire juke
box operation, which includes routes
totaling about 40 machines, accord-.
ing to Vaughn .1. Cannon, president.

Reason for the sale, Cannon ex-
plained, was to clear the way for
distributing functions, in which the
firm reported it will distribute Air-
eon phonographs.

Expansion of activities in this di-
rection will involve such a large pro-
gram that it would not be advisable
for the firm to carry on with the
routes, Cannon said.

All of the machines are on loca-
tion in Asheville and vicinity. Terms
of sale are expected to be one-half
cash.

Caution Urged
"The Department of Commerce has

put out a booklet for veterans who
may be thinking of setting up a route
of vending machines as a little busi-
ness. The department urges a little
caution, but the industry itself is
bursting with confidence. Some com-
panies look forward to selling items
as high as $1.25-nylon stockings par-
ticularly-to be purchased by insert-
ing five quarters.

"The first vending machine goes
back to plug tobacco. One of the
biggest, probably the biggest user
of the machines is Coca-Cola, which
was enterprising enough to use them
early. Ice cream, packed in paper
cups, is sold automatically now.

Beverage Sales
Seen Barometer
For Hotel Biz

NEW YORK, Aug. 31. -That hotel
beverage sales may be a most ac-
curate indicator in forecasting hostel-
ry business trends, was voiced here
this week by Horwath & Horwath,
hotel trade accountants.

In a report to their clients, the
accounting firm said hotel business
in the United States showed contin-
ued year-to-year improvement dur-
ing June, but indications are that
turn -over may be leveling off.

Accountants said sales by hotels
for June ran 13 per cent ahead of
the same month in 1945, compared
with a 16 per cent rise in May. On
the other hand, the firm stated, bev-
erage business went up only 6 per
cent, the smallest rise since August,
1945, and 10 points below the gain
of 16 per cent in May.

"It is interesting to note," the re-
port said, "that when the depression
began to lift, the first signs lay in
the fact that beverage sales picked
up faster than room or fqod business;
now that the reverse is happening,
it may be a sign that business is lev-
eling off."

$190,000,000
In '46 Peanuts

WASHINGTON, Aug. 31. -Pile all
the peanuts this nation will harvest
for 1948 and it will represent
$190,000,000, according to an estimate
by the Department of Agriculture.

Basing their estimate on an aver-
age of 8.97 cents per pound prevailing
July 15, the crop of peanuts was set at
over two billion pounds. This repre-
sents an increase of about 29,505,000
over 1945 production.

Using the estimated 8.97 cents per
pound price, the 1946 crop figures
Georgia to lead the field with $66,-
731,820.

Venders Not Affected

WASHINGTON, Aug. 31. -Candy -
makers termed "meaningless" the
long-awaited OPA price ceiling ad-
justment for the industry when it
finally came this week. Since it is
expected to have little affect on any
price schedules, including retail,
candy vending machine operators
were inclined to agree.

OPA authorization, contained in
Supplementary Order 182, was for a
rise in prices for any manufacturers
who margins of profit have dropped
below normal pre-war levels to the
point where such firms would obtain
a 5 per cent return on sales.

Few Affected
Francis Branson, speaking for Na-

tional Confectioners' Association, said
that the number of manufacturers
who could increase prices under this
ruling would be negligible. In order
to assure the industry a fair profit,
he said, OPA action would have to
give relief which would allow all
manufacturers to offset increased
costs for materials such as corn sirup,
milk and butter.

Hope of the industry now, accord-
ing to Branson, is the forthcoming
OPA order to apply to candy bar
manufacturers specifically. Expected
within the next two weeks, this also
is the action which is most important
to the vending machine trade,

During recent weeks, reports have
indicated that bar price relief would
either take the form of a weight re-
duction formula or a straight hike in
price. Weight reduction would be
worked out so that manufacturers
would receive adequate price relief
without having to swing away from
the merchandising advantages of the
nickel bar.

Straight Price Hikc
Branson said, however, that the

present outlook is for a straight price
increase. This would confront vend-
ing machine operators with a serious
problem. If retail prices went to an
odd amount, somewhere between 5
and 10 cents, many machines with
nickel slots could not handle sales.
Weight reduction, on the other hand,
would side-step the necessity for re-
vamping machines currently in use.

From the manufacturers' point of
view, weight reduction has the disad-
vantage of necessitating changes in
many production steps. Changes in
wrapper sizes, as well as adjustment

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Patent Granted
To Larimore on
New Mechanism
WASHINGTON, Aug. 31.-Patent

on two new features for the mechan-
ism of a vertical column bottled soft
drink vender has been issued to
Harvey T. Larimore, president of
Kalva Venders, Inc., Chicago.

Patent is assigned to the company.
It is No. 2,405,891. Application for
it was filed October 6, 1941.

In Chicago, Larimore said the new
features will be applied to a four -
flavor selection vender, but his firm
does not intend to place it on the
market immediately because of the
material shortages and other pro-
duction problems. He now holds
patents on about 25 features for four
different models of venders, he said.

Upturn in Canteen's
Sales Hints Vender
Supplies Improving

CHICAGO, Aug. 31.-Evidence that
supplies for candy, nut, gum and
soft drink venders have been im-
proving somewhat in recent months
was given in the latest report of
Automatic Canteen Company of
America.

Company reported that sales for the
first 36 weeks of its current fiscal
year beginning September 30, 1945,
totaled $8,926,000 compared with
$9,307,000 in the same period of the
1945 fiscal year. This was a decrease
of 4 per cent, but it was a great im-
provement over earlier Canteen re-
ports that its sales were running
nearly 13 per cent behind a year ago.

Net profits for the 36 -week period
were estimated at 4420,249 compared
with net earnings of $407,111 in the
corresponding period a year ago.

To Up U. S. 1947

Beet Crop 22%
WASHINGTON, Aug.. 31. -Sugar

Planting goals set by the Department
of Agriculture call for an increase
over 1946 plantings, it was announced
this week.

Goals call for the planting of
1,057,000 acres of sugar beets and
327,000 acres of sugar cane. Under
average crop conditions, the an-
nouncement said, the yield should
result in about 1,900,000 tons of beet
sugar and 550,000 tons of cane sugar,
both in terms of short tons, raw
basis.

Beet figure proposed by. the De-
partment of Agriculture is 22 per
cent larger than the August estimate
for the 1946 crop of 865,000 acres.
Proposed cane sugar acreage for har-
vest in late months of 1947 is up
28,000 acres, according to the an-
nouncement.

See End to
Juke Slump

Tavern locations get new
lease on life after play
drops thru U. S. to 50%

WASHINGTON, Aug. 31.-Grant-
ing by the Department of Agriculture
of a 15 per cent increase in grain
allotment to brewers has increased
the brows of juke box operators, con-
sumers and those engaged in produc-
tion and sale of beer.

Coinmen assert that profits from
phonographs and other types of coin -
operated machines, almost as import-
ant to tavern patrons as cracked ice,
fluctuate noticeably with the fortunes
of the bar owner. In many parts of
the United States, especially in the
larger cities, juice operators blame
the current beer shortage for tobog-
ganing coin machine revenue.

As beer industry spokesmen de-
clared that the drought is definitely
over as a result of the government
order effective September 1, immedi-
ate outlook for a resumption of coin
machine play brightened in almost
every part of the country.

Many Bars Closed
In Philadelphia, local coin machine

and juke box operators had seen coin
play go from bad to worse as local
bars were required by the beer short-
age to close a day a week in addition
to the Sunday closing required by
law. Lacic of brew was blamed by
tavern owners for the shut -down
which resulted in a 50 per cent drop
in coin machine play in that city.

Publicity attendant upon the short-
age led many customers to believe
the situation to be worse than it was
in reality, and night club and tavern
business in the Friendly City dropped
to the lowest levels since depression
days.

Local breweries in many instances
shut down altogether, and the result-
ing recession and loss of buying pow-
er was felt by coinmen all the way
down the line.

In Milwaukee, beer capital of the
nation, where manufacture of beer
is the most important industry and
where there is a total of 62 breweries
close -by, 60 per cent of the taverns
were left high and dry after a
heavy week -end. Altho Wisconsin
brewers produce a yearly average of
9,000,000 barrels of beer under cur-
tailed operation, only 2,000,000 bar-
rels are sold to Badger Tavern own-
ers and beer retailers. Altho juke
box operators took the heaviest rap
in Milwaukee and surrounding towns,
owners of small vending machines,
such as nut dispensers, also felt the
pinch.

Downhill Race
In Chicago, operators and tavern

owners engaged in a long downhill
race which resulted in a photo -finish
as beer supply struck rock bottom
in midsummer. Many taverns were
obliged to resort to rationing beer in
order to insure a square deal for
patrons.

Chicagoans, long accustomed to
adequate supplies of draft beer, out-
standing beverage favorite there,
were obliged to quench their thirst
with the bottled products-most of
them "off" brands-or go on the
wagon. "For Sale" signs went up in
many spots which had been doing

U. S. Chamber of Commerce
Magazine Plugs Juke Boxes
As Multi -Million $ Trade

Says Export Market for Coin Machines Is World -Wick
CHICAGO, Aug. 31. -"Nickel -a -

Tune Fortunes" is the title of an
article on the operation of coin
phonographs in the September issue
of Maga:inc. Digest. Story, authored
by Stanley S. Jacob, was reprinted
from Future, publication of the U. S.
Junior Chamber of Commerce.

Alt.ho members of the trade may
fond the article overly optimistic, it
is reprinted here for its interest to the
industry:

Juke in Egypt
A Chicago businessman, traveling

in Egypt, inspected the Sphinx by
moonlight and was awed by the mys-
tery and splendor of the ancient
figure. Suddenly, the soft Egyptian
night was rent by the unmistakable
strains of Beer Barrel Polka. It was
as loud and gay as if he were hearing
it in a beer joint back on South State
Street in Chicago.

"I investigated -and found an
American juke box going full blast
in a tiny cafe," he related somewhat
grimly. "Egyptian hepcats were feed-
ing coins into this gaudy, neon -
lighted product which has taken the
place of the Ford car as the symbol
of Uncle Sam abroad."

Juke boxes were unloaded by the
hundreds onto the beaches of far-
off Pacific islands during the war. In
African jungles, old discarded boxes
have lured many natives from their
haunts. They are eager to trade
ivory, 'headwork and wild animals
for the privilege of listening to the
white man's flashy box of musical
magic.

World Export Mart
Today, the export market for juke

boxes is world-wide. Would-be juke
kings in South America, Mexico,
Africa, Australia, Great Britain, New
Zealand and. China are crying for
them.

Today Sans is a big-time op -
abbreviation, in the juice box trade,
for operator, the man who owns the
boxes and places them in "locations"
for 50 per cent of the weekly take.

10,000 Operators
There are more than 10,000 ops in

the United States, and all make fat
incomes from their music boxes.
Formerly, the ops took the bulk of a
machine's receipts as the restaurant
man or tavern owner was satisfied if
music could be provided for his cus-
tomers at no expense to him. Things
are different these days. A busy loca-
tion is coveted by many ops, and each
tries to secure it by offering a bigger
percentage of the take, a larger juke
box, or snappier records.

Often, band leaders and big -name
vocalists turn a cold shoulder to nov-
elty pieces which they think are
foredoomed to oblivion, such as The
Three Little Fishes and Little Sir
Echo. When the juke ops buy the
records, they sweep the nation, and
the famous bands scramble to use
them.

The juke box is nothing new.
George Maples, of Montana, daddy
of all ops, started in business with an
old cylinder -type Edison phonograph
in 1890. For a nickel, this ancestor of
today's boxes wheezed out a plaintive
tune for one to five customers who
listened, open-mouthed, thru ear-
phones.

The jukes' mechanical development
languished until 1933, when the re-

Peal of prohibition opened tip almost
overnight 100,000 taverns in the
United States. "Give us cheap music
for our patrons!" was the new saloon-
keeper's cry. The juke, at a nickel a
whirl, was the answer.

In the last decade, jukes have been
togged out in neon lights, costly varn-
ishes and wood -and -metal trims,
111i/TOPS, crystal, chromium and other
accouterments.

Post -War Jukes
The new post-war box recently in-

troduced costs around $800. A juke
box has a life expectancy of two
years -even less hs boogie-woogie
spots. where the records aren't
allowed to cool off.

Many undertakers conceal juke,
boxes behind potted palms where
they provide funeral dirges. One Chi-
cago operator specializes in renting
his boxes and a big crate of polka
records to wedding parties in the
Polish and Czechs sections of the city.

"The industry tries hard to police
itself and keep out chiselers and
crooks," declares The Billboard's juke
columnist. "Our bigest trouble is
with a tiny minority of racketeers
who supply taverns with their juke-
box music as well as their liquor."

If the owner turns them down, the
next time he wants beer or whiskey
he may find that no supplier will deal
with him. But when he accepts the
syndicate's juke boxes, leis flow of
liquor is restored. Then the mobsters
may take as much as 60 or 65 per cent
of the music -box profits.

The future promises several new
headaches for the juke -box kings.
One is the tendency of lawmakers to
place a special tax on the boxes, to
make juke music pay for super high-
ways and airports. Another is the

However, they pointed out that most
manufacturers and distributors would
dip into reserve inventories in the
confidence full production would be
attained next year.

Total output this year may reach
78,000,000 barrels, only 9,000,000
barrels under that produced in 1945,
it was said. Anticipated production
in the last half -year will be about
38,500,600 barrels in the first six
months of 1946.

Beer lovers are bemoaning the
passing of Bock beer, which manu-
facturers said had become a war cas-
ulty. In pre-war days it was brewed
in the fall, aged for the spring sea-
son. They said a few breweries might
continue to turn out a small portion
each spring, but that the industry in
general never again would feature
the product.

Regarding draft beer, reports were
almost as pessimistic. Even the beer
supplies are increased this fall,
spokesmen said there would be no
marked increase in available draft
brew.

Percentage of bottled beer produc-
tion is expected to remain at current
levels thruout the country. In some
metropolitan areas where draft beer
is most popular, package and keg
production will run about even, it
was estimated.

Union Fights
Juke Op Plea
For Charter

Questions Validity

HARRISBURG, Pa., Aug. 31.-
Locals of the American Federation of
Musicians aVe reported to have raised
objections in Dauphin County Court
to the granting of a non-profit charter
to the Pennsylvania Music Operators'
Association.

AFM. spokesmen said the objection
grew out of the collective bargaining
aim stated as one of the activities of
the operators' association.

Counsel for the musicians' union
raised oral objection to the granting
of the charter on the basis that col-
lective bargaining and non-profit are
not compatible.

Not Listed Activity
Union counsel also claimed that

collective bargaining is not listed as
one of the legal activities of non-
profit associations hi the State of
Pennsylvania.

When counsel for the operators
moved to have the charter granted,
the union spokesman asked the court
for several days in which to file writ-
ten objections. Court indicated that
the matter would be turned over to
a Master for hearing.

Metal Scraps
Flood Market

As Price Ups
WASHINGTON, Aug. 31. -Flood

of copper, lead and other non-ferrous
metal scrap poured into the market,
following PPA price hikes for these
scrap materials, to break all rec-
ords.

Helping to relieve the copper and
lead shortage which has ham-
strung many coin machine produc-
tion jobs, increased flow of mate-
rials jumped total shipments from
the four ,and a half year low in May
of 66,005 tons to 101,239 tons in June.
For all non-ferrous metal scrap, the
boost amounted to 53 per cent in one
month.

Gains in copper shipments ac-
counted for 58 per cent of the total
increase, and those for the lead -tin
group for 38 per cent.

Shipments Jump
Shipments of copper scrap to con-

sumers jumped 69 per cent to a total
of 43,678 tons, which is the largest
amount shipped in any month since
March, 1945.

Explanation for the big increases
lay in the fact that dealers were re-
leasing a part of large inventories,
held until the price increase was put
into effect.

Receipts by scrap dealers during
June advanced only slightly, totaling
89,823 tons, as compared with 89,-
498 tons in May.

Chicago Seeks To
Collect Municipal

Sales Tax Revenue
CHICAGO, Aug. 31. -Efforts to

add $17,000,000 in revenue for Chica-
go from the sales tax were opened
today following an announcement by
Mayor Edward J. Kelly of a plan to
reduce the present 2 per cent State
sales tax to 1 per cent and then
authorize the city to collect Its own
1 per cent in addition.

This would leave Chicagoans still
paying the 2 per cent sales tax but
the city would be collecting its 1

per cent for current municipal uses.
Mayor Kelly showed that Chicago
pays approximately 55 per cent of
all State taxes and that there is now
$180,000,000 in accumulated receipts
in the State coffer at Springfield.

"With all due respect to Governor
Green, it is always dangerous to have
too much money lying round," Kelly
said. Plan will be presented to the
Chicago City Council September 5,
but, he added, before the goal can
be reached it must have the co-opera-
tion of the State Legislature.

Need for the expansion was to bal-
ance the city budget as a result of
increased fire and police personnel,
increased wages and higher cost of
materials. The mayor said that of the
estimated $17,000,000 from $5,000,000
t o $6,000,000 was "desperately
needed."

Remainder, according to Mayor
Kelly, would be applied to reducing
the real-estate taxes in Chicago.
Those for the proposed plan pointed
out that similar plans have been
granted legislation in other metro-
politan areas in other States..

New York city receives $130,000,-
000 a year in revenue in a share with
the State plan. The money is applied
to assist in reducing real-estate taxes.
Ohio cities, due to new legislation,
will get an increase of $5,000,000 as
their share of income from the State's
sales tax. Louisiana will share with
New Orleans, as a result of new mea-
sures, an additional $400,000 a year
in tax from pari-mutuel tax revenue.

Cite Airports
Paying Bills
By Concessions

CHICAGO, Aug. 31. - American
Municipal Association rePorts mu-
nicipalities are trying to pull air-
ports out of the red by development
of non -flying concessions and in-
creased charges to airlines. Jam-
packed terminals and increased air
traffic are the targets.

Chicago will receive 5 per cent of
gross sales, plus 40 per cent of net
receipts and normal cafe permits and
license fees from new municipal air
terminal restaurant operators.

Concessions increased revenues
and higher landing fees are main
means to balance airports budget.
Municipal airport authorities figure
post-war air traffic will boost airport
operating expenses to $200,000,000 in
10 years.

New York's La Guardia Field and
Burbank Field, Calif., are proven ex-
amples of revenue producing term-
inals which are offsetting deficits
thru non -aviation business. Na-
tional Airport, Washington, revealed
that 20 per cent of 1945 revenues
came from spectator ramps while
landing fees produced only 71h per
cent.

Earthbound concessions at Idle -
wild Airport, New York, will draw
about $1,000,000 of the more than
$3,000,000 the terminal is expected
to yield in 1949. Now under con-
struction at an estimated $200,000,000
cost airport's observation platform
figures to bring $100,000 alone.

Proposed Douglas Field, Chicago,
presents many non -flying concession
developments. Idlewild and Douglas,
with 360 scheduled landings an hour,
will have shopping center, movies,
bowling alleys and other concessions
as city sources of revenue.

NEW YORK, Aug. 31. -Plans for

the third annual exhibit of the So-
ciety of Plastics Engineers have been
completed and it will be held January

type of industry will be shown at the
gathering," officials state. Besides the
exhibits, conferences will be held at
one of the hotels, "probably the
Stevens," it was added.

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Drink Shortage
Acute in Miami

MIAMI, Aug. 31. -Real drouth of
soft drinks has struck this area, with
bottlers reporting the sugar shortage
more severe than ever. It was esti-
mated that only enough carbonated
beverages are being bottled to supply
about 20 per cent of demand.

More pessimiStic bottlers don't look
for much relief before the estimated
deficit of 600,000 tons in sugar sup-
plies is overcome. Formerly, when
the heavy winter tourist season start-
ed, sugar allotments to bottlers and
syrup makers were hiked 10 per cent,
but as reports from Cuba trickle in,
some soft drink makers here are fear-
ful of a cut in allotments before
winter.

Failure of customers to return
bottles also is becoming a major
headache of the industry here. One
bottler said:

"There's nothing but a town full of
empty bottles. People have so much
money they won't even return them.
They just keep paying the deposit."

blind veterans has been reached here
with the announcement that two
blind G.I.'s have been trained to op-
erate vending stands set up to op-
erate by the Iowa Commission for
the Blind.

Vets will operate stands selling
candy, tobacco, magazines and other
items in federal buildings, according
to the commission. Under the proj-
ect, the stands remain the property
of the commission.

The model, which will go
into production by the end of the
year, was designed by his son, Philip
M. Scheckenburger.

Walter Scheckenburger conceived
the idea of self-service gasoline
pumps 10 years ago while driving
along a lonely stretch of the Cherry
Valley Highway late one night with
his gas tank indicator unpleasantly
close to "empty."

Colorado Cigs

PUEBLO, Colo., Aug. 31. -Ciga-
rette men here will have stamp -af-
fixing headaches after the first of
the year due to the cent -per -pack
sales tax voted in at the municipal
election, August 20.

Tax, which was imposed to pay
salaried employees a $30 a month and
a $1.25 per day increase to employees
on a daily rate, carries one cent per
pack on brands selling at 15 cents
or under and two cents per pack for
brands selling for more than 15 cents.

tional income of $167,000,000,000, ac-
cording to statistics of government
experts.

This jump of $5,000,000,000 over
the boom war year of 1945 is cer-
tain to be reflected in the final re-
turns of coin machine operators, as
well as in over-all retail sales for the
nation.

A survey by the Northern Trust
Company of Chicago, indicates that
out of the total national income this
year, about $142,000,000,000 may be
considered "disposable." That is,
income after payment of income
taxes.

People Spend More
The bank says that "people are

spending more and saving less," a'
turnabout from the war years, when
a high percentage of income went
into savings. With an increasing
amount of consumer goods becoming
available, it is predicted that the
high-level spending, and resultant
high-level retail sales will continue.

between 1941 and the current year.
