BONANZA YEAR FOR FAIR BIZ 
GOP Would Steal Tax Slash 
Credit by Beating July 1 Date 

WASHINGTON, Jan. 4.-GOP leaders are weighing a move to steal 
thunder from the White House and slash showbiz and other excise levies 
before the July 1 date authorized for the cutback by President Truman's 
order this week (31). Truman's edict assures the drastic reduction of record - 
high levies imposed on a big segment of entertainment biz. Move was in- 
spired by the Treasury Department, as revealed several weeks ago in The 
Billboard and it leaves GOP leaders itching to regain the tax -cutting initia- 
tive thru introduction of a resolution that would cut back the excises as 
early as February 1. If Republicans 
succeed in such a move, the saving 
would amount to additional millions Mutual Sales for showbiz. As matters stand, show- 
biz stands certain to gain tax relief 
this year, no matter what develops Shake -Up Due in Congress. 

The President's proclamation gives 
Democrats a chance to claim credit 
for an annual tax reduction of about 
$1,400,000,000 unless the GOP can 
jump the gun by jamming thru its 
anticipated resolution. 

Point to Stagnation 
Apart from political advantages to 

be gained by an earlier tax cut, Re- 
publicans can logically point to a six- 
month stagnation in luxury trades 
under present conditions with the 
public likely to avoid tax -inflated 
showbiz prices and luxury commodi- 
ties in anticipation of bargain prices 
after July 1. 

In line with their proposed ad- 
vancing of the excise -slashing date, 
Republicans on tax committees are 
working hard on a new general reve- 
nue bill to fix income and corpora- 
tion taxes for 1947. Much prelimi- 
nary spadework was done on the 
revenue bill during congressional ad- 
journment, and it is expected to 
reach the House floor late this month. 

Despite widespread publicity 
given some Republican leaders' plans 
for a 20 per cent income tax cut 
"across the board," experienced Cap- 
itol Hill observers predict the ac- 
tual reduction will average closer to 
10 per cent with the final figure to 
be determined after hearings are 
held on a bill calling for the larger 
cut. 

Skedded Show Cuts 
Excise tax reductions of interest to 

showbiz and related industries, which 
will be lowered July 1 or earlier are: 
Cabarets from present 20 per cent to 
5 per cent; liquor from $9 to $6 a

United World Buys 
Castle Filin Control

NEW YORK, Jan. 4.-Control of 
Castle Films, one of the oldest and largest producer -distributors of 
8mm. and 16mm. films, has been 
bought by United World Films, Inc., 
the non -theatrical movie company 
recently established by Universal 
Pictures, Inc., according to an an- 
nouncement this week by Eugene W. 
Castle, founder and prexy of Castle 
Films, and Matthew Fox, United 
World board chairman. Purchase 
price understood to be around 
$1,500,000. 

Castle Films will continue to op- 
erate as a corporate entity under 
supervision of Eugene Castle, who

NEW YORK, Jan. 4.-Shake-up in 
Mutual's sales and sales service de- 
partments is in the works, with at 
least one high exec slated to leave 
the web and other personnel shifted 
to other departments within Mutual. 
Robert Swezey, MBS vice-president 
and general manager, late this week 
admitted the realignment was in the 
works and probably would be con- 
summated within a few weeks. 

According to MBS execs, the de- 
partments had been built tin to 
parallel the growth of the web since 
Ed Kobak became president a couple 
of years ago, but the sales set-up is 
now considered top-heavy and in 
need of pruning. 

While Mutual, as of Friday, had 
made no announcement of stream- 
lining sales, an indication of things 
to come is already seen in the fol- 
lowing changes: Alma F. Graef, man- 
ager of MBS's contract and estimates 
departments, recently was appointed 
web's assistant manager of sales op- 
erations; Henry Viscardi late this 
week was transfered from sales ser- 
vice to the program department, 
where he formerly was, to assist 
Edwin Otis, commercial program 
supervisor, and Sarah Densen, for 
two years manager of the affidavit 
department, took over Viscardi's post 
in sales.

Court Rules Ringling 
Heirs Administrators 
But Fla. Gets 10 Mil. 

SARASOTA, Fla., Jan. 4.-A rul- 
ing by Circuit Judge W. T. Harrison 
yesterday gave the State of Florida 
the bulk of the estimated $10,000,000 
John Ringling estate, but decided 
against the State in holding that the 
present executors, Mrs. Ida Ringling 
North and her son, John, should ad- 
minister it. 

- Estate includes the Ringling Art 
Museum and home, art treasures 
valued at several millions and a large 
block of Ringling Bros. and Barnum 
& Bailey Circus stock. 

Mrs. North and her son, whom the 
State sought to oust as executors, 
may earn as much as $900,000 in 
fees for administering the estate. 
Trustees John and Henry Ringling 
North also will earn fees, but since 
these will be set by the court, they 
are expected to be comparatively 
small. 

Ruling also disallowed claims of 
other heirs led by Robert Ringling, 
who maintained a large share of the 
estate should go to them under pro- 
visions of the will and a later codicil. 

Voting power of the circus stock 
bequeathed to the State remains in 
control of the executors.

CHICAGO, Jan. 4.-It's no pipe 

dream; 1947 may prove better for 
fairs of the U. S. and Canada than 
did record -breaking 1946. 

A survey of opinion among fair 
execs and showmen, 
conducted by The Bill- 
board, suggests this 
strong possibility. Op- 
timism, however, is 
tempered by aware- 
ness that a wave of 
strikes could upset the 
proverbial apple cart. 
This past year was a 

record -smasher because of-and de- 
spite-the fact that it was the first 
post-war season for most fairs. Re- 
turn of the majority of annuals gave 
millions of money -holding, amuse- 
ment - starved stay - at - homes their 
chance to go places, see things and 
have fun. 

Not all of the major expos did re- 
turn, but this year they will be back, 
barring "acts of God" such as the 
polio scare, which sloughed the Min- 
nesota State Fair, St. Paul, and other

NEW YORK, Jan. 4.-Syracuse, 

N. Y., is sore. At least the town's 
slick paper mag, Spice, is plenty 
miffed at The Billboard because 
Syracuse was numbered among the 
dog towns of the road in a recent 
story, Hi -Lo In Road B. O. (Novem- 
ber 16 issue). Helen Shaffer, Spice 
scribe, dissected The Billboard story 
and then polled five foremost citi- 
zens to discover what they think of 
being in a legit dog town. Some of 
the answers contain good suggestions 
to overcome the legit slump. One, 
in particular, made by Katherine 
Scott Sykes, mag's cric and Stem 
scribbler, claims that if Syracuse 
were made a subscription city with a 
guarantee for shows coming in, b. o. 
story would be different. Albert Mer- 
rill, bank prexy, cites need for better 
flacking of shows and for a greater 
analysis by Syracusans of the funda- 
mental faults in their town as a legit 
trouping spot.

Vincent Sardi Sr. 
Retires From Stem; 

Son Carries on Biz 
NEW YORK, Jan. 4.-Vincent 

Sardi, one of Broadway's best- 
known cafe and theatrical figures, 
announced his retirement Thursday 
(2) after 27 years on the Stem. 
Owner of the well-known eatery on 
44th Street, where showbiz names 
have gathered for years, Sardi has 
turned the restaurant over to his son, 
Vincent Sardi Jr., former marine of- 
ficer. Sardi pere will leave soon for 
his first vacation in more than a 
quarter century. 

Born in Italy, Sardi left home at 
the age of 10 and went to London, 
where he worked in restaurants as a 
dishwasher and a waiter. After eight 
years there he came to New York 
and took a job at Sherry's, then at 
Fifth Avenue and 45th Street Later 
he worked as a waiter at the Knick- 
erbocker and Biltmore hotels. 

Deciding to enter business for him- 
self in the Rialto area, Sardi moved 
to the Palais Royale and in 1920 
opened the place which bears his 
name. First location was at 246 
West 44th Street, later nicknamed 
"The Lambs Annex." Sardi started 
at this spot with one waiter, a cook 
and Mrs. Sardi helping him. Six 
years later he moved to the present 
location at 234 West 44th Street, 
where today he employs a staff of 
117.

Burned by AGVA 
Edict, Ted Keep 

Plans Ice Union 
HOLLYWOOD, Jan. 4. - Embit- 

tered at what he termed "being sold 
down the river," Ted Keep, former 
skater in Sonja Henie ice show, is 
attempting to form a new union for 
ice show performers, to be tagged 
United Skaters of America. Keep is 
in Hollywood in an effort to get 
backing of a parent union such as 
SAG, Screen Extra Guild or IATSE, 
before launching new org. 

Skater's beef comes after AGVA 
suspended 16 striking members of 
the Henie show in Detroit, following 
wildcat walkout in mid -December. 
Performers demanded a 20 per cent 
hike in living expenses, which show 
management refused to grant. Keep 
told The Billboard that William 
Grubbs. AGVA's Motor City rep, 
failed to show up at skedded arbitra- 
tion confab and subsequently ordered 
skaters back to work on word from 
Matt Shelvey, national head of talent 
union. Skaters were thereupon sus- 
pended from AGVA and fired from 
show. 

Detroit wildcat walkout was simi- 
lar to the situation which cropped 
up when skaters in Ice Follies 
threatened to strike here several 
months ago (The Billboard, Novem- 
ber 2). Local AGVA rep, Florine 
Bale, entered picture in time to 
avert a general walkout, and finally 
succeeded in getting ice performers 
a 20 per cent pay hike and other con- 
cessions.

Pay Rises May Offset Cuts 
NEW YORK, Jan. 4. President 

Truman's New Year's gift to show- 
biz-the cutting of wartime excise 
taxes on admissions, ducats, liquors 
and wines, bowling alley rentals in 
his New Year's Eve proclamation- 
hasn't excited show ops at all. For 
one thing, the tax cuts don't go into 
effect until July 1, and many ops 
consider that this is too far distant 
to permit much speculation or much 
joy. "Anything could happen be- 
fore then," they declared, some even 
hinting that possible strikes or union 
demands may result in there being 
little or no benefit to the public out 
of the tax reductions. 

For example, in the nitery biz, 
lowering of the wartime 20 per cent 
to 5 per cent, and an accompanying 
drop in liquor taxes, might conceiv- 
ably mean a chopping off of 5 cents 
a drink in better cabarets, and 10 
cents a drink in smaller bistros. But, 
as one top nitery exec explained, if 
night spots are inundated with a 
series of union demands for hikes in 
pay between now and July 1, it is 
possible that upped costs would ab- 
sorb what might otherwise be a 
saving to the customers. 

Friday, while bistro owners were 
pondering over what might be done 
if the liquor tax were lowered by $3 
a proof gallon, Rep. Edward H. Rees 

NEW YORK, Jan. 4.-Rumors that 
Laurence Olivier would get a knight- 
hood in England for his thesping was 
blasted this week when the New Year 
Honor List was published in London. 
Name of Olivier's co -headliner in the 
Old Vic Company, Ralph Richardson 
appeared; Olivier's did not. 

Honor came as a surprise, because 
Richardson, while one of England's 
top thesps, was less highly touted 
than Olivier who has a high trans- 
atlantic reputation. Talk last year 
had been strong for Olivier's can- 
didacy for knighthood. Rumors in- 
creased after the Old Vic's successful 
Stem six -week date last May. Rich- 
ardson becomes the 19th English ac- 
tor to become honored. 

(R., Kan.) announced in Washington 
he would fight the tax lift on the 
grounds that "liquor is a luxury and 
there is no one who needs to buy it." 
Sen. Arthur Capper, also of Kansas, 
stated that he, too, "was not in favor 
of making it easier for the liquor 
crowd," and added he might "intro- 
duce legislation to prevent a reduc- 
tion in the tax." 

IATSE Prexy Urges Drive 
To Abolish War Tax on Tix 
NEW YORK, Jan. 4. - Thomas 

Murtha, prexy of District 10, IATSE, 
is leading a movement in legit circles 
to form a unified committee to abol- 
ish the 20 per cent tax on tix. Ac- 
cording to the presidential decree, 
January 1, 1947, signifying the of- 
ficial end of the war, half of the tax 
will come off July 1, 1947 anyway. 

Murtha is urging removal of the 
remainder originally levied during 
World War 1 and never removed. 
However, some producers feel lobby- 
ing now would be ill-advised, since 
half the tax is slated to be dropped.

AFRA Pact a Sell -Out, Say 
Coast Broadcasters; Execs 
In East Favor Web's Stand 

Leo Fitzpatrick Says Networks Usually Act Equitably 
HOLLYWOOD, Jan. 4.-That webs sold affiliates down the river by 

agreeing to accept AFRA's unfair stations clause, is the opinion of affiliate 
station managers in the West. A broadcaster's letter to the editor of The 
Billboard (see January 4 issue), accusing webs of the sell-out, stirred con- 
siderable comment among station managers in this region. In Los Angeles, 
non -net -owned affiliate KFI stated that if it is true that webs are agreeing 
to a "secondary boycott" clause, it feels affiliates are getting a raw deal from 
nets, agreeing wholeheartedly with contents of the above -mentioned letter. 

Revive IRNA? 
One station manager in San Diego 

thinks affiliates should form a na- 
tional organization to represent their 
interests in labor negotiations. He re- 
ferred to the NABET-Petrillo platter 
spinners' row as another example of 
web willingness to "promise any- 
thing" just so long as the affiliate has 
to deliver. A broadcaster in Las 
Vegas, Nev., said the time has come 
for affiliates to band into regional 
groups and voice their squawks to the 
webs as a body. Nets would then 
have to listen, he thinks. Labor Marian Martin (Me.) Named 
unions should organize stations in- 
dividually, he added, rather than try 
to slip in thru the back door. 

Miss Martin 
May Get FCC 
Post Shortly 

An exec in Santa Barbara said: 
"I have reason to believe the net- 
works were forced to yield certain 
points, but only with the hope that 
the new Congress will frame labor 
controlling legislation which will un- 
doubtedly nullify such agreements 
concerning secondary boycotts."

Publisher Sues NBC,

CHICAGO, Jan. 4.-A $2,000,000 
suit seeking damages for defamation 
of character resulting from alleged 
violation of privacy was filed against 
NBC and Bristol -Meyers Company in 
the Circuit Court here Thursday (2). 
Suit was filed by Clifford L. Niles, 
publisher of the Anamosa (Ia.) 
Eureka, and his wife, Claire Louise, 
who claimed that on the October 30 
program of Mr. District Attorney, 
a Clifford Niles and his wife were 
depicted as being "dishonest, vicious 
and disreputable" characters and that 
as a result Niles' paper lost subscrip- 
tions and advertising, he lost prestige 
as a publisher, and his wife lost 
honor and position in her community. 

District Attorney program of that 
date, the Niles' brief charges, in- 
volved a Clifford Niles and his wife 
who tried to compromise the district 
attorney in an effort to get his sup- 
port for a public office seeker.

In ad- 
dition to an expanded program bud- 
get, station is going to spend plenty 
in daily paper consumer advertising, 
including one and possibly more full - 
page advertisements in The New York 
Herald -Tribune. 

Exclusive of staff musicians, WMCA 
is spending some $700 or thereabouts 
for each program, series slated for a 
minimum of 13 weeks. This is con- 
siderably above average for a WMCA 
or other indie sustainer. 

In addition to a name -heavy ad- 
visory board, which is co-operating 
in preparation of the series-board 
including Drs. Albert Einstein, Har- 
low Shapley and J. R. Oppenheimer- 
station has set two top radio thesps 
for the lead, these being Mercedes 
McCambridge and Paul McGrath. 
Music will be handled by John Gart, 
with Dexter Masters scripting and 
Mitch Grayson directing. 

Situation Plenty Snafu 

HOLLYWOOD, Ian. 6.-National head- 
quarters of the American Federation of 
Musicians has ordered the Los Angeles 
local to hold back on any negotiations on 
new web outlet house band contracts until 
further advised.

NEW YORK, Jan. 4.-Negotiation 
of musician union contracts in key 
production centers thruout the coun- 
try is in a state of confusion, pending 
outcome of the government's Su- 
preme Court appeal on the Lea Bill, 
which a Federal Court recently held 
was unconstitutional. Tho no official 
nationwide policy has yet been de- 
livered tò the AFM locals, various 
union officials point out that it is il- 
logical to attempt negotiation of pacts 
inasmuch as a reversal of the Lea Bill 
decision might render such contracts 
illegal. In the meanwhile, pacts in 
the three production centers of New 
York, Chicago and Los Angeles ex- 
pire January 31. 

The situation is many -angled and 
full of significance. One of the chief 
aspects of the matter is the fact that 
negotiation of key radio contracts, 
which heretofore have been a matter 
of local union autonomy, are becom- 
ing more and more dependent upon 
policy of the national AFM. In line 
with this thought, one network exec, 
when told that musician contracts 
were a local matter, stated that the 
national office is increasingly in the 
fore. Just what this may lead to 
eventually cannot be ascertained, but 
the more extreme view is that the 
national AFM office eventually may 
take over the negotiation of radio 
pacts and handle the same from the 
national office, in the same fashion as 
transcription pacts are handled. How- 
ever, this is an extreme view and may 
never come about-but it's generally 
admitted that as of now, locals are 
becoming more and more dependent 
upon national policy in radio matters, 
if for no other reason than the ob- 
vious one-namely, that so much

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Bitter CBS -NBC Wattage 
Battle Forecast as Web 
Affiliates Jockey Anew 
CBS Seen Improving Position Thru Gains in 50 -kw. Group 

NEW YORK, Jan. 4.-An intense wattage power battle between NBC 
and CBS, a battle which is closely tied in with the web's rivalry in the matter 
of programs and clients, appears to be on the books for 1947. One factor in 
the competition is the CBS determination, sparked by William S. Paley, 
chairman of the board, to hypo the web's program position. Other is CBS's 
gains in facilities during 1946. Columbia's thinking is that more power and 
coverage will attract more advertisers and hence, better show. From the 
standpoint of stations and power, CBS now feels it is in a stronger position 
than ever before. This improved 
CBS position has come about thru 
the acquisition of several 50,000 
watters and power hikes in the re- 
gional and local station class. As 
of now, of CBS's 162 stations, 21 are 
50 kw.'s and indications are that 
two more outlets, of the same power 
will come into the fold soon, to bring 
the total to 23. As compared with 
this, NBC, long regarded as the top 
web in power and facilities, has 24 
50 kw.'s. 

Major CBS facilities improvements 
this year include the addition of 
KOMA, Oklahoma City, and KFAB 
(transferred from Lincoln, Neb., to 
Omaha), both 50 kw. In addition, 
another 50 k.w. outlet is involved- 
the fracas being between WADC, 
Akron, and WGAR, Cleveland. Lat- 
ter's conditional grant has been con- 
tested by WADC and the outcome 
is not definitely settled, but which- 

' ever gets 50 kw., it will go to 
CBS. In Miami, WGBS has ap- 
plied for 50 kw., and it is believed 
the boost will be granted. 

Return of WWVA, Wheeling, 
W. Va., to CBS from ABC is set for 
June 15, but as for the switchover 
of other George Storer stations, CBS 
at this point refuses to deny or con- 
firm. 

Regional Boosts 
In the matter of regional stations, 

12 CBS outlets received power boosts 
the past year and áre either operat- 
ing at the hiked wattage or have 
CP's. Stations upped from 1,000 to 
5,000 watts nighttime in this CBS 
regional group include KGGM, Al- 
buquerque, N. M.; WWNC, Ashe- 
ville, N. C.; WABI, Bangor, Me.;

Sole 
chance for blocking introduction of 
the measure, it was disclosed, could 
come from networks themselves. 
Webs would prefer to continue as 
final judge of who and what should 
be aired over their channels without 
limiting legislation. Proponents of 
the legislation will talk over the 
measure with web representatives. 

Meanwhile, top politicians are 
moving slowly on plans for investi- 
gating the Federal Communications 
Commission, except thru study of 
fiscal operations. Latter study is now 
going on under direction of Rep. 
John Taber (R., N. Y.), who is 
skedded to head the House Appro- 
priations Committee. Senator White 
as head of Senate Interstate Com- 
merce Committee is continuing to fa- 
vor some sort of inquiry, while on 
the House side a similar attitude is 
maintained by Representative Wol- 
verton.

Fig- 
ure, a drop of about $5,000,000 when 
compared to CBS gross during 1945, 
is still close enough to NBC's 1946 
gross of $66,738,392 to make the 
latter web doubly alert to guard 
its lead in facilities and programs. 

Entire radio industry during the 
past year showed marked awareness 
of the need for newer and improved 
programs. This feeling was present 
not only in the minds of network 
execs, but also agency men and tal- 
ent peddlers. Both webs and agen- 
cies, it is noted, were markedly un- 
successful in the matter of coming 
thru with new ideas, but it is ad- 
mitted that CBS made a valiant try. 
There's been no change in CBS de- 
sires in this direction, and this, 
coupled with the web's increased 
status in facilities, augurs fiercer 
competition than ever for NBC. 

Bill To Bar All Federal 
Officials Except President 
From Radio Sought by GOP 

Move Seen as Preparatory to National Elections in 1948 

WASHINGTON, Jan. 4.-A power- 
ful legislative move to forbid federal 
officials, with the exception of the 
President, from using radio as plat- 
form to air controversial or "politi- 
cal" issues, is being revived in Con- 
gress under GOP leadership, The 
Billboard has learned. The proposed 
bill is aimed to end the practice of 
public officials capitalizing on official 
prestige in getting valuable web time 
on "hot political controversies." Leg- 
islative move is reputed to have the 
powerful backing of Rep.

while he does not like the idea of 
having network service discontin- 
ued because he may get into a tussle 
with AFRA, he is not "too upset" 
because he feels there is much about 
the negotiations which has not been 
made public. He does not believe 
the networks would have accepted 
the unfair station clause without 
some solution to the non -feed re- 
quirement. 

Broadcaster also declared that he 
has never found AFRA unreason- 
able and that no one, other than 
AFRA, knows what stations the 
union may have had in mind when 
it insisted on the clause. It is de- 
batable, he stated, . that the net- 
works would sit in judgment on sta- 
tions which might eventually get 
into serious AFRA scrapes, and that 
the webs obviously could not put 
themselves in a position whereby 
they would destroy their own af- 
filiate structure.

Senate's Small Biz Study 
May Tackle Radio Problem 
WASHINGTON, Jan. 4. -Senate Small Business Committee, which will 

start hearings January 7 on the plight of some small weekly newspapers, 
may broaden its inquiry to include radio. Several members of the com- 
mittee, it was learned this week, are pressing for study of swift -growing 
radio competish in small communities as a result of wholesale Federal 
Communications Commission grants. Also, investigation is being urged to 
determine whether small-timers are getting a break in FM. Springboard for 
widening the scope of the inquiry may develop from testimony of Morris 
L. Ernst and former FCC Chairman 
James Lawrence Fly, both of whom 
are scheduled to appear, committee 
insiders revealed. It is possible Fly 
may be asked to volunteer personal 
opinions which might harken back 
to his FCC chairmanship when he 
stalwartly defended small biz in ra- 
dio and vigorously assailed big - 
money station sales trafficking. Fly 
is skedded to testify immediately aft- 
er Secretary of Interior J. A. Krug. 
Ernst is skedded as the first to tes- 
tify at the hearing. Following Ernst 
will be Secretary of Agriculture 
Clinton P. Anderson, Secretary of 
Commerce W. Averill Harriman, 
Krug, Fly, Thurman Arnold and 
Woodruff Randolph, prez of Interna- 
tional Typographical Union. 

Star Witnesses 
Arnold, former Department of Jus- 

tice trust -buster and former asso- 
ciate justice of the U. S. Circuit 
Court of Appeals, is expected to be 
a star witness along with Ernst and 
Fly in the event the scope of Senate 
inquiry spreads to radio. Ernst and 
Arnold already have been critical 
of big-time newspaper ownership of 
radio, with Ernst particularly out- 
spoken in his recent book, The First 
Freedom. Ernst, besides taking a 
whack at newspapers for owning 
more than a third of all radio sta- 
tions, both AM and FM, declared 
that "only a few citizens today are 
wealthy enough to enter the broad- 
casting field where station prices 
have risen from a range of $20,000 
to $500,000 in 1938 to well over $1,- 
000,000 in 1944."

WASHINGTON, Jan. 4.-With indications that the next phase of the 
color video battle to be held in a New York courtroom starting January 
27 will be witnessed by a packed house for the first public color video dem- 
onstration the FCC is being credited here with shrewd stategy in throwing 
the issue wide open preparatory to its crucial decish. Interest in the rebuttal 
phase of the battle between black -whites and upstairs color is vastly in- 
creased in official as well as public circles here as result of the successful 
black -white televising of opening of Congress yesterday (3). FCC's decision 

.on whether commercial video stand- 
ards will stay put to satisfy big 
guns of downstairs black -white or 
move upstairs to satisfy ultra -high 
color boys of Columbia Broadcasting 
System, is expected to get a thoro 
examination by congressional lead- 
ers, including heads of Interstate 
Commerce committees in both 
houses. Several of Capitol Hill big- 
wigs participated in yesterday's tele- 
cast and praised the new medium. 
Rep. Charles A. Wolverton (R., N. J.), 
new chairman of the House Inter- 
state Commerce Committee, declared 
he was not familiar with tele techni- 
calities, adding: "Whatever happens 
in television from now on will be 
of major interest to all the nation." 

Others on Program 
Along with Wolverton on the video 

program were Rep. Charles A. Hal - 
leek (R., Ind.), new House majority 
leader; Sam Rayburn (D., Tex.), 
minority leader, and Rep. Clarence 
J. Brown, of Ohio, chairman of GOP 
Campaign Committee. 

President Truman, too, was quoted 
as indicating "high delight" to aids 
after viewing the television program 
while seated at his White House desk. 
NBC set up a television receiver 
with 10 -inch screen in Truman's 
office. 

Demonstration Seen Break 
Telecast program seen by Truman 

was carried thru DuMont Labora- 
tories' Station WTTG. Scores of 
people witnessed the program on the 
Statler Hotel mezzanine. Some in- 
dustry folk here voiced the view 
that the demonstration was a "break" 
for the downstairs color video boys 
and that there would be increased 
general incentive for buying sets. 
The commercial aspect of getting sets 
to public, it was recalled, was one 
of major points made by black - 
white witnesses in testimony at last 
month's hearing. 

FCC staffers here indicated that 
a big audience is expected at the 
New York City hearing, not only as 
result of increased interest in video 
and the first public showing of color 
video, but also because of the stag- 
ing of the hearing wind-up in the 
nation's biggest metropolis. New 
York is expected to show more in- 
terest in the proceedings than Wash- 
ington public did. Spacious audi- 
torium of the Commerce Depart- 
ment, where hearing was staged 
here, was never more than a third 
occupied during the entire week. 

FCC took only one action in tele- 
vision this week, granting permis- 
sion to DuMont Laboratories to ex- 
tend, for six months, the comple- 
tion date of their local Station WTTC.

- Expressing 
coolness toward color television, Sir 
Ernest Fisk, Electrical & Musical In- 
dustries, Ltd., prexy, recently de- 
clared that very high definition of 
color television cannot be expected at 
an early date because there are too 
many technical problems to over- 
come, requiring years of research 
and exploration before color video 
can be successful in populated areas. 

Speaking at an annual meeting of 
his company and the Marconi Wire- 
less Telegraph Company, which 
jointly developed and produced the 
Marconi - EMI Television System, 
Fisk pointed out that video sets in 
England are considerably cheaper 
than similar instruments in the 
U. S. A. He added that EMI equip- 
ment for televising motion pictures 
will compete with all other video 
systems in the world market. 

Fisk warned shareholders that 
adoption of television services in 
many countries will not come rapidly 
and that the firm will have to invest 
heavily on pioneering television in 
many parts of the world.

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Personnel Cuts 
To Hinder FTC 

Plug Scrutiny 
WASHINGTON, Jan. 4.-Lay-offs 

of experienced Federal Trade Com- 
mission personnel will delay, but not 
abolish FTC's scrutiny of content of 
radio advertising, it was learned to- 
day. Agency is in the midst of a 
ding -dong battle with the Civil Serv- 
ice Commission over how extensive 
FTC cuts will be. Nearly 100 em- 
ployees of OPA's financial reporting 
service are being merged into FCC, 
pushing latter above its personnel 
quota. FTC is protesting, but dismissal 
notices are being prepared for sev- 
eral of the agency's radio staff. 

Scope of Federal Trade's continu- 
ing probe into air plugs was revealed 
in its annual report, released yester- 
day (3). Report states that during 
the last fiscal year, over 4,000 pages 
of radio script was read each day, 
consisting of approximately one-half 
million separate commercials. Of 
this number, FTC staff yanked some 
20,000 as "possibly false or mislead- 
ing." Sponsors whose plugs were 
tabbed as false were ordered to dis- 
continue them. According to FTC, 
drug commercials were responsible 
for 65 per cent of violations, with cos- 
metic plugs comprising about 14 
per cent. Commission handed a pat 
on the back to sponsors generally, 
saying it had noticed "desire on the 
part of broadcasters to aid in the 
elimination of false and misleading 
advertising." 

FTC's radio staff, admitting that 
personnel cuts will slow it up, never- 
theless pledging a sharp lookout for 
plugs that violate its standards of 
"truthful" advertising. 

KRSC, Seattle, Gets Tele CP 
SEATTLE, Jan. 4.-First tele per- 

mit in the State of Washington, has 
been granted KRSC, here, Robert 
Prieve, general manager, announced 
recently. He set next fall as the 
earliest possible date for such trans- 
missions, due to delays in obtaining 
about $250,000 worth of equipment. 
He also said the station would begin 
operating the city's first FM airing 
January 15. Call letters will be 
RSC -FM.

This musical 'soap opera edition 
of the Caples Agency's serial Far- 
away Hill was hot and cold and good 
and bad. In spots it reminded one of 
a Class C, 10 -year old Monogram 
musical, and at times it was pretty 
good. For the most part, however, 
it was badly done-showing lack of 
co-ordination, poor acting, bad di- 
recting and revealing a story with 
poor continuity. If Director Harvey 
Marlowe was trying to do a Western 
musical, it would be well for him in 
preparing his next production to line 
up a good script and work out the 
many minor problems which, when 
unsolved, add up to a poor television 
production. 

However, Marlowe did show some 
imagination, tho, particularly in the 
opening. Program opened up with 
an old "Tobacco Road" character 
coming out of a ranch house and 
walking to an old sign post on which 
were the title of the program and 
credits.

Congress' Debut Coverage 
Milestone in Video Growth 

NEW YORK, Jan. 4.-Yesterday's (3) opening of the 80th Congress pro- 
vided the television industry and the public with a first-rate example of 
the medium's breath -taking adaptability in on -the -spot coverage of major 
news events. Occasion gave video an historic milestone, since it was the 
first time in history that the opening of Congress was televised. Despite 
the inescapable dull spots which were bound to mark the activities of so 
ponderous a body, the telecast was highly interesting, truly educational and, 
all in all, a notable television achievement. Program was a pooled telecast 
by three telecasters, CBS, NBC and 
DuMont, aired over a three -city net- 
work. Personnel and resources were 
pooled, with transmission made 
over WTTG, Washington (DuMont); 
WPTZ, Philadelphia (Philco); WCBS- 
TV, WABD, and WNBT, New York. 
Transmission from Washington was 
via coaxial cable and via relay from 
New York to Washington. Four image 
orthicons were used, two in the 
House and two in an antechamber. 

Chamber Shots 
Opening shots had commenators 

Bill Henry and Bob Coar interviewing 
several representatives from the ante- 
chamber, including Representatives 
Sam Rayburn (D., Tex.), House min- 
ority leader; Charles A. Halleck (R., 
Ind.), majority leader; Charles A. 
Wolverton (R., N. J.), new chairman 
of the House Interstate Commerce 
Commission, and Clarence J. Brown 
(R., Ohio), chairman of the Repub- 
lican Campaign Committee. 

Next scene showed the actual open- 
ing in the House itself, with door- 
keeper Ralph Roberts calling the ses- 
sion to order, followed by the chap- 
lain's prayer. Roll call by States 
followed, after which Joe Martin, of 
Massachusetts, and Rayburn, of 
Texas, were nominated for the speak- 
ership. Martin, of course, was 
elected. Cameras next picked up the 
committee escorting Martin to the 
rostrum and Rayburn, the outgoing 
speaker, presenting him to the House. 
Rep. Harold Knutson (N. Y.), oldest 
Republican member of the House, 
administered the oath to the new 
speaker. 

Camera Work 
During this session audience inter- 

est was held high by a variety of 
camera shots-close-ups of clerks 
and various members of the House. 
In spite of a good number of close-up 
shots, however, there still were not 
enough of them since long shots of 
such large groups are too vague 
and identity is lost. Still the variety 
of shots and John Batchelder's com- 
petent narration, explaining proce- 
dure, kept the show rolling. 

There were a few bad spots-such 
as second blackouts and flickering- 
but it is no problem which technical 
developments won't clear up as re- 
motes and video networks progress. 

Day by day telecasting of House 
and senatorial procedure-a distinct 
possibility for the future-might not 
make the most fascinating television 
fodder. Still it might have the im- 
portant saving grace of making legis- 
lators realize that thru television, 
their antics, deportment and general 
activities are more than ever under 
the scrutiny of the public, for such 
public awareness is the greatest good 
government weapon existing in a 
democracy. If television can, even 
in a small way, deter the headlong 
behavior of some legislators, it is 
rendering a true public service. 

FM broadcasting is in the public 
interest and is an additional reason 
for denying the relief (clear -channel 
group's petition)."

new swell this week with migration of Norman Foley to the Big Three firm, 
Miller Music. Foley, who had been professional manager of Witmark for 
16 years, goes in as Miller pro manager vice Lon Mooney, who terminated 
as of Friday (3). Mooney has no immediate plans for new affiliation (Mills 
Music reportedly had entered a bid), but will head for a Florida vacation, 
then probably to the Coast. The Mooney -out Foley -in move is the latest in 
a series of professional changes insti- 
tuted by Abe Olman, general man- 
ager of the Big Three. First came 
two months ago when Murray Baker 
was brought in to head the Robbins 
firm and Bernie Scherer went out to 
T. B. Harms. Along with Baker came 
Robbins' first gal plugger, Harriet 
Smith. Later Olman brought in Jack 
Perrin to head the new pub -affiliate, 
the Harry Warren music firm. 

Among reasons for his resignation 
from Miller, according to Mooney, 
was the part he expected 20th Cen- 
tury -Fox to play in the MGM pub 
set-up (details first carried in The 
Billboard two weeks ago). Mooney 
thought Miller probably would be- 
come Fox's film song outlet so far 
as Metro-pubbed songs were con- 
cerned. 

NEW YORK. Ian. 4.-Twentieth Cen- 
tury -Fox spokesmen here disclaimed any 
tie-in between the professional staff 
change -over at Miller pub and Fox's role 
in the Robbins -Feist -Miller set-up. They 
point out that Fox's 1947 pic schedule In - 
dudes, so far, only five filmusicals, none 
of whose scores are tabbed for Metro - 
Robbins pubbing. Pix Included are The

NEWARK, N. J., Jan. 4.-Meeting 
of the newly formed New Jersey 
Record Dealers' Association here

Northern N. J. disk shops were repre- 
sented ended with dealer group reg- 
istering its determination to continue 
"boycott" against local major distribs 
that has been in effect since Decem- 
ber 1. 

"Boycott" against Victor, Decca and 
Columbia distribs here was launched 
by association members when dis- 
tributors instituted a 35 -cent delivery 
charge on all packages. Retailers 
claimed at Thursday session that 
shipping fee was exacted nowhere 
else in the country-in New York 
they say distribs tack on no such 
charge-and possibility of legal re- 
course were discussed. Body aired 
question of asking government aid to 
restrain distribs under the Clayton- 
ICC Act which forbids any manufac- 
turer engaged in interstate commerce 
from discriminating among trading 
territories. This probably would be 
more applicable to Decca distrib 
(p a r e n t firm owns distributing 
branches) than it would be to Victor 
and Columbia where manufacturer 
has no control thru ownership. 

More Gripes 
Dealer session will be followed up 

with another confab on Monday (6) 
under direction of Prexy Jack Sedar, 
Music Box, Newark; Veepee Fred 
Mendelsohn, Music Shop, Elizabeth, 
and Veepee Norman Marks, Milburn 
Music Shop, Milburn.

To Wax Woes 
Seen by Poll 

No Hit, No Ork 

NEW YORK, Jan. 4.-With top - 
name ork folds and reorganizations 
being explained away by bookers, 
ops and maestri themselves as mostly 
economy -forced, a glance at The Bill- 
board's First Annual Music -Record 
Poll (issue of January 4), indicates 
that maybe one all-important factor 
has been overlooked entirely. How 
did the cracked -up orks fare on rec- 
ords during 1946? 

Starting from the positive side, 
The Billboard's poll, covering the 
year's top selling bands over record 
counters, shows that only two of 
the folded name bands were among 
the top 12 wax sellers. These, Les 
Brown and Benny Goodman, were 
down in 10th and 11th position re- 
spectively. All the others, including 
Frankie Carle (1st), Freddy Martin 
(2d) and Sammy Kaye (3d) have 
been very much in biz recently de- 
spite calamitous reports circulating 
about some of their colleagues. 
Carle has been hotter than a pistol 
for theater and one-night takes, Mar- 
tin has been a box-office bulwark 
on the Coast, and Kaye has con- 
tinued to rake in Grade A shekels 
thru the stormiest days of falling 
band biz. Parrallel between, box- 
office position of these maestri and 
their standing in the wax charts 
seemingly indicates that band break- 
ups might be charged as much to in- 
sufficient disk hits as to hitherto 
proffered reasons of higher costs and 
less ducat or cover patrons. Remain- 
ing bands in the disk best-seller 
category, excepting Goodman and 
Brown, have kept their orks together 
in fairly good shape, altho some of 
these have pared personnel and re- 
duced asking fees. Orks in question 
include Eddy Howard in 4th place 
on the poll, Kay Kyser (5th), Vaughn 
Monroe (6th), Tex Beneke -Miller 
ork (7th), Carmen Cavallaro (8th) 
and Charlie Spivak (12th). 

Reversing the analysis to consider 
wax status of disbanded orks, poll 
pretty well confirms the conclusion 
that shortage of name disks con- 
tributed to various demises.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 4.-Figures released by the Department of In- 
ternal Revenue here show that 1946 retail -record dollar volume was almost 
two and a half times greater than that of the preceding year. Tax yield, 
drawn from a 10 per cent excise tax leveled on musical merchandise, indi- 
cated that counter disk volume for '46 stood at $51,963,849.90, while total 
take for 1945 was only $20,685,640.80. Sums are obtained by simple mul- 
tiplication of total tax revenue by 10. Analysis of the figures indicates 
that every month in 1946 registered considerably higher sales than similar

Grand total of over $5,000,000 in 
taxes, which would place annual re- 
tail dollar volume at over $50,000,000, 
comes as surprise to some observers 
who had expected the sum would be 
bigger. With estimated 250 to 300 
million disks produced in '46, these 
tradesmen figured at least 60 per 
cent would be peddled by storekeep- 
ers. Using the smallest estimated - 
60 per cent makes 150 million records 
and assuming average price to be 
about 60 cents per disk-expectations 
were that total retail volume would 
go about $90,000,000. Forty million 
differential between that estimate 
and actual retail volume based on 
government figures is significant, too, 
since hikes in disk prices in the past 
year probably upped the average unit 
sale to over 60 cents per disk. Tax 
figures, however, may not tell the full 
story of sales since a certain per- 
centage of faulty and missing returns. 
from tax dodgers must be included 
in computations. Additional claim is 
that the juke box record -buying po- 
tential went up in 1946, explaining 
some of the discrepancy between 
money collected by the government 
on taxes and claims to production by 
diskers. If juke box buyers were 
given credit for half the disk pur- 
chases-or 125,000,000 disks-retail- 
ers would have to account for only. 
125,000,000 more and differential be- 
tween estimated retail disk sales and 
government dollar -volume figures 
would be slimmed down from $40,- 
000,000 to $25,000,000. Latter figure 
still gives pause for wonder, but 
some industry men say that the pro- 
duction story probably was over -esti- 
mated anyway. This, included with 
the normal difference in any market 
between amount produced and 
amount actually sold, would account 
for the apparent hole.

(5) claims that distribs have offered 
to buy off retailers from the boycott 
with promises of delivering hard -to - 
get merchandise in wax and affiliated 
lines; (6) allegation that distrib 
"allocation" system provides for in- 
equitable shipments of top tallow to 
chain department stores. 

Majors Offending 
Stating their brief is lodged only 

against Victor, Columbia and Decca 
(spokesmen charge Victor distrib is 
worst offender with Decca next), as- 
sociation members have kept going 
under the boycott by giving each 
other succor. Importing wax from 
New York, transhipping and swap- 
ping among themselves, the retailers 
claim they've made a big sacrifice 
to hold their "boycott" thru the big - 
buying Christmas season and say they 
will not budge until they can get sat- 
isfaction from distribs.

New Year's Eve Hotel and 
Spot Biz for Bands Held 
Up to Last Year's Take

Most Takes, Except for 52d Street, Parallel 1945 

NEW YORK, Jan. 4.-Tho local night club and 52d Street New Year's 
Eve biz slipped off last year's figures, NYE biz generally matched last year's 
take in hotel and band location spots around town. Ork spots had looked 
forward to NYE with just as much pessimism as did niteries, but were 
mildly surprised at the outcome. Most band spots reported little fluctuation 
between this and last year's biz, altho the Hotel New Yorker showed a 10 

per cent increase and the Hotel Edison about a 25 per cent decrease. Most 
band spots reported crowds generally orderly. Hotels Commodore, Penn- 
sylvania and Roosevelt all reported 
capacity crowds, with spending par- 
allel to last NYE. New Yorker's Ter- 
race Room figure, with Chuck Foster 
ork and ice show, was unofficial 
$11,587.50, with hotel's banquet de- 
partment guessing that $10 to $15 
per person was spent above $13.25 
per person charge for evening. Room 
was filled to 450 capacity. Penn- 
sylvania's Cafe Rouge, featuring 
Jimmy Dorsey ork, had 583 persons 
at $11.60 per person, excluding 
drinks, but management wouldn't 
give total take for evening and set 
it "at about same" as last year. Guy 
Lombardo drew capacity 580 into 
Hotel Roosevelt Grill at $15 and 
$25 per person with biz "no better 
or worse than last year." Green 
Room, of Hotel Edison, with George 
Towne ork had 100 people in room 
with 125 capacity at $9-$10 for diners 
and $6 cover for drinkers dropping 
to $2.50 cover after midnight. Edison 
management said NYE totals were 
about 25 per cent under last year's 
figures. 

Nat Moss' 400 Restaurant had to 
turn away customers, pulling in over 
1,100 during the evening. Moss 

said, nevertheless, his NYE crowd 
were not great spenders and sug- 
gested his total take could have been 
better. The 400 attraction was Tex 
Beneke -Glenn Miller ork. Pelham 
Heath Inn, with Ray Benson and a 
special NYE floorshow, went 10 per 
cent better than last year with capac- 
ity 327 in at $8-$9 charge per person 
depending on location. Spot owner, 
Herman Schubert, said crowds spent 
heavier on drinks than last year. 

Meadowbrook's Frank Dailey re- 
ported taking in $80 more than last 
year, with a total of 1,673 persons in 
spot on NYE at $7 per person plus 
tax. Dailey said his bottle liquor 
sale was down from last NYE sales, 
but attributed that to last year's 
liquor shortage which had people 
buying bottles in fear supply would 
run dry. Reported crowd was well 
behaved. Les Elgart ork dispensed 
the rhythms. Dailey's Irvington, N. 
J., spot, the Ivanhoe, also did capac- 
ity biz. 

Biggest NYC NYE biz lull was 
along swing alley, 52d Street, where 
spots picked up a much weaker

YOU'RE DRIVING ME CRAZY Mel Torme with Sonny Burke and His 
Orchestra Musicraft 15102 

This Could very well prove to be Musicraft's best sales effort to date. Torme has 
a "new" sweet voice that does an ultra -fine job on Walter Donaldson's famous standard and Sonny Burke's backing hits Torme's soft -mood interpretation just 
right. Equally important is fact that Torme is getting plenty promotional backing 
on his wax debut from his handlers and Musicraft both. Flipover boasts a plug 
item from Universal -International pic "I'll Be Yours." Called "It's Dreamtime," 
tune is taken by Torme, slow, plaintive and putty. This could be top item once ditty gets some airing.

week reviews recently released albums 
in a special ALBUM REVIEW section 
on page 21. These album reviews of 
course, are in addition to the reviews 
on this and the facing page, and 
those in the music machines depart- 
ment this week. 

HERBIE FIELDS (Victor 20-2054) 
Moon Nocturne-FT. 
Cherokee-FT. 

It's the sax sorcery of Herbie Fields 
framed in the spinning. And while the 
band displays plenty of power and body, 
there is no design or refinement that 
would make for commercial appeal, with 
the result that interest is directed solely 
to the hot fans. For them, the blues blow- 
ing of the maestro on alto, fingering 
phrases and arpeggios for the slow and 
moody "Moon Nocturne," will satisfy. 
At a faster clip, Fields fashions it on alto 
and tenor for "Cherokee," improvising it 
wildly and with plenty of animation both 
when alone and with his reed section. 
However, neither solos nor ensemble ap- 
proximate the frenzy Charlie Barnet first 
brought to the opus. The savagery and 
swing that Barnet packed into his plat- 
tering is only a hollow echo here. 

For the hot jazz collections. 

XAVIER CUGAT (Columbia 37198) 
Morena-FT; VC. 
Touradas En Madrid-FT. 

Xavier Cugat tackles two paso -dobles, 
south-of-the-bórder one-steps, and comes 
out on top with gay and spirited music 
rich in melody and orchestration. Partic- 
ularly tuneful is "Morena," with la 
Valiente for the Spanish lyrics, the gal 
piping it softly and with spirit. "Toura- 
das en Madrid" finds the band on its own, 
creating a carnival atmosphere with this 
musical story of a bull fight in Madrid. 

Welcome addition to home libraries of 
Spanish music. 

JOHNNY DESMOND (Victor 20.2109) 
Cuilty-FT; V. 
I'll Close My Eyes-FT; V. 

The light flow of rhythm provided by the 
piano, guitar and bass of the Page Cava- 
naugh Trio adding to the intimacy of the 
spinning, Johnny D mond delivers these 
ballads in soft and' expressive romantic 
fashion. In the slow ballad tempo, Des- 
mond's sugar-coated word wooing is most 
easy to take for "I'll Close My Eyes," a 
lush love lullaby which he brushes against 
fern ears the right way. And there Is 
much attraction, too, in his romantic 
purring for the "Guilty" ballad. All adds 
up to dream dittying that jells with the 
Janes. 

Where the soft singing blends with soft 
lights, there's coin contagion in "I'll Close 
My Eyes." 

BENNY GOODMAN (Columbia 37207) 
Hora Staccato-FT. 
Man Here Plays Fine Piano-FT; VC. 

The familias gypsy melody, the fast and 
furious "Hora Staccato," gives Benny 
Goodman an opportunity to display his 
technical proficiency at fingering the 
clarinet. But while there is no expression 
of czardas feeling as BG fondles the fid- 
dle classic, the maestro plays it clean. 
And for added measure, and for which 

he feels much more at home, he Improvises 
a stanza to good effect. To make for in- 
strumental color to the highly flavored 
gypsy melody, Goodman has added a string 
section for the side. But they merely 
provide a shaded bank. While the spin 
has much novelty appeal, wider interest 
will be centered in the mated jazz nov- 
elty, Joe Bushkin's "Man Here Plays Fine 
Piano. Bushkin gets a few fleeting mo- 
ments split with the sock ensemble to play 
some of his fine piano for this catchy 
jump ditty. And for added instrumental 
gloss, Goodman plays plenty of his fine 
clarinet. Song lyrics also get a pert 
rhythmic twist in the piping of Eve 
Young. 

The younger set will shower favor on 
"Man Here Plays Fine Piano." 

MAURICE ROCCO (Musicraft 443) 
At Sundown-FT; V. 
My Tzatzkela-FT; V. 

Plenty of rock in his rhythmic singing 
and piano playing, Maurice Rocco delivers 
these ditties in satisfying manner. Is 
most convincing for Walter Dcnaldson's 
"At Sundown," which is brought back In 
the "Fabulous Dorseys" movie. Clarinet, 
bass and drum heighten the rhythmic 
flow of his chant and for his stomping 
piano chords. "My Tzatzkela" is another 
carbon of the "Bei Mir Bist Du Schoen" 
cloth. And it's a faded one with Rocco's 
vocal and piano translation bringing It 
little color. 

Platter interest primarily among per- 
sonal followers. 

GEORGE PAXTON (Majestic 7208) 
It's Dreamtime-FT; VC. 
In the Wee Small Hours of the Morning -FT; VC. 

It's smooth dansapations disked by 
George Paxton for this plattering of slow 
ballads. The muted brasses and sax choir 
starting off, the stage is set for Dick 
Merrick's smooth baritoning for "It's 
Dreamtime" from the movie "I'll Be 
Yours." Mated is a tuneful blues ballad 
in "Wee Small Hours" for which the 
band sets an engaging blues riff backing 
for Rosemary James's soft and sultry 
singing. 

Movie association will spotlight "It's 
Dreamtime," for which Paxton's entry 
provides a full measure of play. 

DINAH SHORE (Columbia 3720E) 
And So to Bed-FT; V. 
Sooner or Later-FT; V. 

Miss Dinah takes both of these current 
ballad favorites in good stride. With Mor- 
ris Stoloff's music providing a soft set- 
ting, la Shore sings It softly and sympa- 
thetically for Johnny Mercer's "And So to 
Bed." And with Larry Russell scoring the 
music to a rhythmic pattern, the songbird 
sings it brighter and with a measure of 
sparkle for "Sooner or Later." 

Sooner or Later," already soaring the 
song heights, spins bright for , the music 
boxes. 

RED ALLEN AND THE ARIZONA 
WRANGLERS (Mercury 6017) 

Driftwood on the River-FT; V. 
Look at Me Now-FT; V. 

Disk is a pair of medium slow cowboy 
ballads. Red Allen is a capable masculine 
crooner with a Southwestern twang in his 
vocalizing. He sings both tunes with 
string band accompaniment and finished 
by yodeling a chorus. There is a violin 
solo, an accordion chugging chords, an 
electric guitar and a bass. 

Okay wherever mountain or Western 
music pays off.

I Hear You Knockin'-FT; V. 
I Wish-FT; V. 

"Knockin' " is excellent fare for a square 
dance, polka or fast fox-trot. Not 
only that, but this hillbilly band has been 
"to the big town" and learned to swing 
its mountain music a little, and it's 
good. Made up of violin, guitar, muted 
trumpet, electric guitar and bass, they 
achieve some real contrast to the run-of- 
the-mill rural music. There are muted 
trumpet solos, electric guitar solos and 
guitar improvising of merit on both sides 
of this spinner. Jimmy Widener sings 
the vocals, but it's the music department 
that stands out on this spinner. More 
treatment like this might make mountain 
music popular with everyone. 

Jukes will get a play everywhere except 
the ultra spots. 

COWBOY JACK DERRICK (King 579) 
I Want To Be Loved-V. 
A Mother's Prayer-V. 

Derrick is the lonely cowboy on the 
range moaning for a mate, with a whine 
and a tear in his voice. Ile sings "I Want 
To Be Loved" with string band accom- 
paniment, and there is good modern guitar 
work as a background. "A Mother's 
Prayer," an original by Derrick, opens 
with a hurdy-gurdy piano effect achieved 
with mandolins and is a slow religious 
blues. Accompaniment is adequate, and 
there Is more nice guitar work, but this 
for home consumption strictly. 

Not for jukes. 

ART GIBSON (Mercury 6025) 
I'm Looking High and Low for My Baby -FT; VC. 
You Lied-FT; VC. 

"Fm Looking High and Low for My 
Baby" Is peppy, buoyant and full. Art 
Gibson is a hillbilly with a masculine 
voice, who sings on the shout side once in 
a while, but who still sounds like a cow- 
boy. Tempo is medium fast, and there is 
some excellent 88-ing oh the piano a la 
Frankie Carle. "You Lied" is recorded 
in the same nice bouncing tempo and 
piano work and is very danceable. 

Will get repeat nickels in the rural 
rendezvous. 

LEO WATSON (Signature 1004) 
Jingle Bells-FT; V. 
Snake Pit-FT; V. 

While the holiday season is over, there's 
plenty of musical meat jam-packed in this 
plattering of "Jingle Bells." Apart from 
Leo Watson's savage scat singing, which 
gives no semblance of the melody, the real 
interest is in the trombone slides of Vick 
Dickenson, who leads the accompanying 
Quintet. Starting off as a slow boogie 
blues, Dickenson's sliding is entirely 
scorching, continuing his wild improvis- 
logs at the faster tempo. Blows it hot 
all the way, even when getting under 
Watson's bilingual binjee scatology. Dick- 
enson's sliding is just as smokey for the 
"Snake Pit" blues riff, spinning at a lively 
beat, with the slip -slider and scat -singer 
taking time out only for Arvin Garrison 
to get in a good guit' picking stanza. 

For the hot diskophiles. 

SKIP FARRELL (Mercury 3049) 
There Is No Breeze-FT; V. 
For You, for Me, Forever More-FT; V. 

Skip Farrell will thrill bobby-soxers with 
his vocal charm. He sings both sides with 
feeling in pleasant style. Jimmy Hilliard's 
orchestra accompanies Skip with straight, 
simple arrangements. Band sounds like 
a well-balanced Class -A hotel ork. 
"There Is No Breeze" is a romantic ballad 
played slowly. "For You, For Me, Forever 
More," done in a catchy tempo, is dance- 
able. There are about 12 bars of a sax 
solo, and some, beautiful brass ensemble 
choruses. 

Should get good play in any location. 

MYRA TAYLOR (Mercury 8025) 
Spider and the Fly-FT; V. 
Still Blue Water-FT; V. 

Myra Taylor turns out a fine spinner 
with Jimmy Keith's orchestra playing a 
solid groovy accompaniment. "Spider and 
the Fly" is played in 6-8 tempo, with 
piano and bass doing a boogie figure 
which gives band a swing similar to Jan 
Savitt's shuffle rhythm. There is also 
some interesting trumpet improvising 
which will please hot fans. "Still Blue 
Water" is a slow blues in a minor key on 
the order of "Blue Prelude." Miss Taylor 
sings with a subtle sob and a real "blues" 
vibrato that adds up to a stellar perform- 
ance. The band is muted and soft and 
thrills with close voicing and beautiful 
harmonies. 

Will fetch nickels anywhere they dance. 
Excellent for race locations. 

EDDIE MARTIN AND HIS KING 
SERENADERS (King 580) 

Echoes of Hawaii-FT; I. 
Song of the Islands-FT; VC. 

"Echoes of Hawaii," an instrumental 
number composed by Eddie Martin and 
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Henry Busse, is tuneful, exotic South Seas 
music in a medium tempo. Guitars are 
rich, full and deep -toned and the ar- 
rangement typically Hawaiian. "Song of 
the Islands" is probably the most familiar 
of all Hawaiian numbers on this side of 
the Pacific and will be enjoyed wherever 
grass skirts find guitars are appreciated. 
Jimmy Haulani sings the vocal . and a 
chorus of voices join in to harmonize. 
Tune is highly danceable. 

Spinner limited in appeal to Hawaiian 
music lovers. 

FATS WALLER (Victor 40.4003) 
Ain't Misbehavin'-FT; VC. 
Moppin' and Boppin'-FT. 

An early cutting of the late Fats Waller, 
there will be more than casual interest, 
particularly because of the side men on 
the session. However, it's unfortunate 
that with a 12 -inch spinner, there is very 
little heard from the side men, altho there 
is some opportunity for Zutty Singleton 
on drums, Slam Stewart on bass, Irving 
Ashby on guitar and Benny Carter on 
trumpet to get in a few licks for the 
bouncey instrumental, "Moppin' and Bop - 
pin'." "Ain't Misbehavin' " is entirely 
Waller, playing and singing in character- 
istic style, and stepping up the tempo for 
a drum stop chorus. While Waller's chant- 
ing is not the best of the many sides he 
has cut for the classic, Slim Moore's 
trombone obligato under his song is some- 
thing to occupy the attention. 

For the jazz collectors. 

YORK BROTHERS (Bullet 618) 
Hamtranck Mama-FT; VC. 
My Tears Will Never Make You Change 

-FT; VC. 
York Brothers are a male duet who 

specialize in hillbilly tunes. Both sides 
of this spinner are original compositions 
with "Hamtranck Mama" disked at a fast 
tempo to a background of walking bass 
and boogie figures on the guitar. "My 
Tears Will Never Make You Change" is 
slower, with the York Brothers harmoniz- 
ing a real hillbilly blues. They sing in 
tune and blend well for a spinner that 
will please folk -music lovers. 

Okay for neighborhood spots or small 
towns. 

CECIL GANT TRIO (Bullet 258) 
Ninth Street Jive-FT. 
It's the Girl-FT; VC. 

"Ninth Street Jive," an Instrumental 
piece, features piano, bass and drums. 
Tempo is boogie-woogie, with the trio 
giving out in solid jive fashion. There 
is quite a bit of good-natured jive -talk, and 
side ends with good vocal riffs. "It's the 
Girl" swings lightly with an easy -does -it 
rhythm and features some beautiful plano 
work. Vocal is sung by Cecil Gant, whose 
voice is nasal, vibrant and expressive. 
Both sides are very danceable with good 
change of tempos. 

Excellent for jive spots and race loca- 
tions. 

BROWNS FERRY FOUR (King 577) 
Rockin' on the Waves 
If We Never Meet Again 

This quartet sings sacred songs with 
guitar accompaniment. Style of presenta- 
tion is a cross between river -boat har- 
monizing and Ozark barber shop. Their 
rotation of harmonies is quaint and inter- 
esting, their voices are adequate and they 
blend nicely, but their themes are based 
on biblical stories and are for home con- 
sumption only. 

Secret music quartet, and not for the 
Jukes. 

PHIL BRITO (Musicraft 15098) 
Bless You-FT; V. 
If You're Somebody Else's Sweetheart- 

FT; V. 
Phil Brito takes both of these songs in 

good stride, with the full-bodied instru- 
mental support of Walter Gross enhancing 
the spinning. Sings it smoothly and sym- 
pathetically for the English ballad im- 
port, "Bless You," but much more effec- 
tively for the sentimental bounce ballad. 
"If You're Somebody Else's Sweetheart," 
which spins at a brighter tempo. And the 
warbler is more at home with this word- 
age. 

"If You're Somebody Else's Sweetheart" 
spins bright for the phonos if the song 
shows any promise. 

THE AIRLANE TRIO (De Luxe 1049) 
Brahm's Lullaby-FT. 
Serenade-FT. 

The emphasis entirely on the melodic 
content, without combining any instru- 
mental color creations, the combination of 
organ, accordion and guitar making for 
the Airlane Trio platters it pleasantly 
enough for these two classical melodies. 
Both sides spinning in a slow tempo, 
threesome gives the same attention to 
Brahm's "Lullaby" as to Romberg's "Sere- 
nade" from "The Student Prince." 

Will hold up where the phonos provide 
atmosphere music for dining.

On the other hand, 
another suburban store and I have 
not added the Columbia line because 
Woodson & Bozeman, local Columbia 
distrib, insists on an opening stock of 
approximately $1,400 of their choice. 
I have heard of several stores in this 
territory getting stuck on that deal. 
One of the uptown department stores 
has just opened a record department 
and they, too, do not have Columbia 
as yet, perhaps for this same reason.

Representative for a West Virginia 
retailer told The Billboard that he 
wouldn't take in Victor wax because 
the distrib in that area was trying to 
pressure out indie platters, and he 
sold enough off -label stuff to show 
a greater margin of profit than he 
could on the major's disks.

Coast New Year's Eve Biz 

Soars to Wartime Levels 
HOLLYWOOD, Jan. 4.-Nitery biz 

here, hitting the slumps for the past 
six months, soared to wartime peaks 
New Year's Eve, and according to 
some ops, surpassed last year's level. 
Nearly all swankeries, however, re- 
ported customers were not as free 
on spending as they had been the 
previous year, altho turn -out was 
equal to 1945 and in some instances 
set a new record. With only a few 
exceptions, all spots stuck to last 
year's prices despite the death of 
OPA. 

H. D. Hover, Ciro's op, told The 
Billboard this New Year's biz was 
10 per cent above the record set the 
previous year. Biltmore Bowl said 
its turn -out was bigger than last 
year's, and reservations were sold 
out three days before. Same report 
came from Florentine Gardens, with 
spot advertising a sell-out in dailies 

Berle, Miami Copa, 
AGVA, All in Hassle 
On Canceled Dates 

NEW YORK, Jan. 4.-The Milton 
Berle -Murray (Miami Copa) Wein- 
ger squabble now has AGVA in the 
middle, with talent union shaking an 
admonishing finger at Weinger. Orig- 
inally Berle was to open at the 
Copacabana on a date "mutually 
agreeable" between February 1 and 
10 for $12,500 plus a percentage. 
However, according to Morris office, 
the contract had a four -week can- 
cellation clause which gave Berle an 
out if a picture, Broadway show or 
radio 'program interfered. 

In the meantime, comic's radio 
show, which had been on the fire 
for weeks, came thru, agency officials 
said, so Weinger was notified on or 
about December 30 by Berle and by 
the Morris office, which set the deal, 
that. date was off, invoking the can- 
cellation clause. Weinger turned 
around and brought suit against the 
comic in the U. S. District Court al- 
leging $250,000 damages, basing the 
figure on the expected loss in busi- 
ness and good will. 

At this point AGVA entered the 
picture claiming that under its basic 
agreement with the Copa, spot had 
to arbitrate all claims. Only after 
arbitration is unsuccessful and 
AGVA gives permission may a civil 
action be started. Union says Wein- 
ger, in starting legal proceedings, 
by-passed the basic agreement and 
therefore put himself in position of 
violating an AGVA rule. AGVA 
therefore, has notified Weinger to 
withdraw legal action and place the 
matter before the union. In the past, 
union has placed clubs on the unfair 
list for failures to adhere to its rules. 

Right now Weinger is trying to 
get the Ritz Brothers to come in to 
replace Berle, In the meantime 
Berle has gone to the West Coast for 
a vacation. 

Tatum Kernel of Big Nut 
NEW YORK, Jan. 4.-Downbeat, 

52d Street spot which seats only 
about 150, is reported to be paying 
the highest nut in the club's exis- 
tence for current show. Show has 
Art Tatum, Billie Holiday, Loumell 
Morgan Trio and Al Casey Trio at 
$3,200 per week. 

to keep additional reservations from 
coming in. Earl Carroll's said take 
was above last year's mark. Slapsy 
Maxie's reported a 5 per cent drop, 
while Mocambo said biz was "a lit- 
tle off" but refused to estimate to 
what extent. 

Ballrooms appeared hardest hit, 
not one reaching last year's grade. 
Palladium was "practically sold out, 
but not up to last year's record." 
Avodon, new downtown dancery, 
found its first New Year's Eve to be 
"beyond expectations." Terpsery had 
recently gone to mixed trade policy 
and with Count Basie crew on the 
stand, profited from Negro atten- 
dance. Meadowbrook said biz was 
good, but still off. Aragon took a 
33 1-3 per cent nose-dive, while its 
neighboring Casino Gardens claimed 
a 49 per cent hike over last year. 

With President Truman declaring 
the state of emergency officially at 
an end as of December 31, nitery 
ops looked to 1947's biz possibilities 
with renewed hope. During war's 
duration and since hostilities ceased, 
California's war -born 12 midnight 
closing law has been blamed by 
many as reason for off biz. Under 
State constitution, liquor curfew is at 
2 a.m. 

Ops consistently fought to repeal 
midnight shuttering since they felt 
that the usual two floorshows per 
evening cut into drinking time to 
such an extent that they couldn't 
possibly operate profitably in non - 
war days. Two a.m. closing will 
automatically go into effect July '1 
this year, with some ops thinking 
Legislature, which meets next week, 
may act to put immediately into 
effect later shuttering. 

MCA Drops Folies Bergere 
As Troubles Mount in Deal 
NEW YORK, Jan. 4.-The Folies 

Bergere unit which MCA had an 
interest in and which was set to 
open at the Adams, Newark, N. 
January 30, has been dropped. First, 
the talent agency notified Harry 
Anger that as a corporation it was 
not legally permitted to enter into 
any partnership with an individual. 
Second, difficulties arose out of use 
of the name Folies Bergere, owned 
by Clifford Fisher. The usual pro- 
cedure is to pay the owner of a name 
a set weekly price, about $1,000. 
Understood, however, that Fisher 
wanted a weekly figure, plus a per- 
centage and a say in choice of the 
acts. 

Finally, the foreign acts which 
were to have been in the package 
became unavailable. In the mean- 
time, the open dates which were pen- 
ciled in pending final arrangements, 
were taken up.

Yule Prices Up Stein Take; 
Roxy, Capitol Set Records 

NEW YORK, Jan. 4.-Upping of admish prices for New Year's Eve 
packed up king-size totals in the six Stem pic-vaude houses with an over-all 
total of $686,350, compared with $411,500 for the preceding week. Radio City 
Music Hall (6,200 seats; average $110,000) rang the bell with $169,000 for 
its fourth week with the Shyrettos, the Nonchalants, the annual Christmas 
pageant and Till the Clouds Roll By. Bill preemed with $142,000, then went 
to $145,000, then $152,000. Sixth week at Roxy (6,000 seats; average $75,000) 
with Bob Hannon, Emma Otero and Razor's Edge showed a house record of 
$167,000 as against $85,000 the week 
before, and $101,000, $116,000, $155,- 
000 and $160,000 the previous four 
weeks respectively. 

Capitol (4,627 seats; average $72,- 
000) also scored a house record with 
$111,350, more than quadrupling its 
previous final six -day frame of $26,- 
000. New bill has Tommy Dorsey 
band, Jack Carter, Virginia Austin 
and Secret Heart. 

Paramount (3,654 seats; average 
$75,000) rang up $110,000 for second 
stanza of its show with Andrews Sis- 
ters, Tony Pastor ork and Cross My 
Heart, which teed off to $80,000. 

Loew's State (3,500 seats; average 
$25,000) with Johnny Morgan, Yvette 
and Undercurrent, went to $34,000 as 
compared with $23,000 last week. 

Strand (2,700 seats; average $40,-

New Gimmicks on Old Unit 
Shows May Give Answer to 
Falling Vaude House Takes 
Agents Claim Bookers Leery of Giving New Policy a Trial 

By Bill Smith 
NEW YORK, Jan. 4.-A return to the unit policy, one of the basic 

vaude patterns which preceded the bandshows now hitting the skids, is 
being offered as an answer to bolster de luxe house grosses. Proponents 
of policy point to the business scored this past year with this type attraction, 
most notably at the Adams, Newark, where Ben Griefer is managing 
director. It was Griefer who, in 1935, when he was at the New York 
Paramount, helped make the original Glen Gray ork booking, which not 
only started the Paramount's healthy success with this type show, but also 

led to similar policies on the part 
of top vauders thruout the country. 

Adams this past year played any 
number of unit shows, billing them 
as "personality" shows, idea being 
essentially the old unit type attrac- 
tion .with a gimmick. Gimmick itself 
also not new calls for one basic 
name, plus supporting acts and the 
house band. These differ from the 
old Paramount-Publix and Fanchon 
and Marco packages in that many of 
the present day units carry no girls. 
Other houses besides the Adams also 
have played packages this past year, 
including the Earle, Philadelphia; 
State, Hartford; Million Dollar, Los 
Angeles, and even a few of the big 
production houses like the Capitol, 
New York. 

Major reason for the returning 
popularity among the smaller houses 
of something besides cut and dried 
band shows is the fact that these 
houses depend on flesh for their big 
takes. With secondary run pi x, 
houses like the Adams must use live 
talent to exist. Bands, these houses 
have decided, are not only asking 
too much, but have been played too 
often and their draws are no longer 
potent. Answer, buyers claim, is a 
return of the package show. 

Unit Problems 
However, numerous agents, who 

have put such packages together have 
run into grief. It costs about $20,000 
to start the ball rolling on a unit. 
Sets, costumes, music, arrangements, 
fixed salaries for backstage crews, a 
conductor, advance men, travel ex- 
penses, and other costs run into 
money. Agents who have built units, 
realized after a few calls, that they 
had trouble on their hands. At least 
eight week's work is needed to break 
even. Agents say that bookers simply 
won't come thru with that much 
work, so the idea must be limited to 
smaller shows or dropped entirely. 

There are now about 18 weeks 
available thruout the country. These 
are split up between one-weekers in

$3.50 minimum with its yock-pulling 
comedy, excellent singing, beautiful 
dancing, a gorgeously costumed line 
plus a singable score that weaves in 
and out. Result is not only a good 
show, but equally important, a good- 
looking show that should start 
tongues wagging and keep the cash 
registers hot. 

The I -gotta -see -boys were out in 
force to get a look at Sid Caesar, 
headliner and new comic. Tall, slim 
lad teed off with one foot in the 
bucket but after three-four minutes, 
titters sprouted into full blown yocks, 
and he was in. Caesar's routine was 
original and so well tailored that the 
itchy finger lads will have a tough 
time lifting it. Material consisted of 
such things as movie close-ups with 
vocal imitations of sound effects; a 
gum chewing machine that grew up 
to become a slot machine; a Parisian 
wolf on the make (French double- 
talk) with a rib -jarring snapper; and 
an army finale with two versions- 
the first a la Colonel Blimp; second 
a la Moscow Art Theater.

Miss Daye opens with clean cleat- 
ing in a rhythm tap.

The Juvellys, boy and girl, start 
with Juvelly doing a rolly-polly over 
a cylinder and then moving onto a 
slat over a rubber ball that gives the 
board movement in all directions. 
Turn builds with the gal doing a 
head stand on a ball held on Juvelly's 
head.

Highlight is a head -to -head 
stand, which netted a show -stop. 

Petite Vivian Marshall loses her 
song because her staccato voice isn't 
mike tested. Runs the gamut of

A niterygoer can lick his chops at 
Max Gordon's current show. It's as 
fine a bill as the discerning op has 
picked in a long time. Of the three 
acts, held -over Maxine Sullivan 
naturally is the star, but singer Pete 
Seeger and thrush -dancer Josephine 
Premice run her. a close race for top 
honors. 

Seeger, tall, slim Sinatra of the 
folksong clan, opened. Strumming a 
five -stringed banjo, he picked off 
Erie Canal and House of the Rising 
Sun, both done well. Followed with 
Talking Atom Blues and encored 
with Cumberland Mt. Bear Chase 
and Listen, Mr. Bilbo. Seeger is a 
clean-cut lad, instantly appealing, 
with a fine voice which, glory be, 
has no trace of the nasal tone so 
often found in top people's songsters. 
He builds steadily thruout his turn, 
using poise and showmanship; his 
tunes are well selected and his pro- 
gram well balanced. Even his last 
number was cleverly picked to appeal 
to Vanguard regulars. His informal- 
ity-Seeger wore slacks, sweater and 
lounging jacket-seems fitting or at 
least not objectionable and guy goes 
off to a great hand. 

Making her nitery debut, Josephine 
Premice, who has been touring with 
Josh White and previously was with 
Katherine Dunham Dancers, is a 
wonderful surprise. She is one of the 
few entertainers to deb in a nitery 
with a fine, finished and varied rou- 
tine and to take full advantage of 
her wealth of talent. Tastefully 
gowned, she first warbled Choucoune, 
a Haitian love song, then convulsed 
the audience with Tongue -Tied Baby, 
a Calypso tune about a man having 
an affair with a tongue-tied girL 
Followed with Moundango, Haitian 
ritual song. For encore, she went 
barefoot to dance Nibo, a Haitian 
conga, and sang-terped Phelomene, 
study of a lazy girl.

New Paul Small unit, Show Time 
of 1947, is loaded with laughs, dance 
and song. The show is staged by 
David Bines and features the Slate 
Brothers, Betty Jane Smith, Lucienne 
and Ashour, Ladd Lyon, Fay Carroll 
and the Dorothy Bynton Girls (12). 
Opening with a carnie background 
during which members of cast are 
introed as midway characters, line 
winds up routine executing somer- 
saults and back flips.

Betty Jane Smith, a winsome 
hoofer, displays originality. Dances 
to Two Guitars and a Latin rhythm. 

Ladd Lyon scored heavily with his 
handstand stunts on a table and 
chair. Lyon worked up plenty of 
sweat putting over an exhibition of 
litheness and grace that drew mits 
a -plenty. 

Line does one outstanding number 
in which half of girls wear top hats 
and long trousers and dance on stilts. 
Turn isn't easy. 

Line costumes could have been 
more elaborate. 

Teddy Eddy, show's musical direc- 
tor, conducted the house band from 
the pit. 

RKO Albee, Cincinnati 
(Friday Afternoon, January 3) 

Current menu, featuring Alvino 
Rey's band (17), doesn't pack the 
opulence of some of its predecessors, 
but there's enough variety for the 
bill to sustain itself. Maestro Rey 
exhibits good pacing in the emsee 
role and sends his group into an ear - 
pleasing opener, with sidemen taking 
effective rides, while Rey holds the 
top slot with his talking guitar intro 
to win solid palms. 

Jimmy Joyce, ork baritoner, earned 
fair favor with his Night and Day 
tonsiling, and segued into a newie, 
There Is No Breeze, with the Blue 
Reys, combo's harmonizers, to grab 
another hand.

Rey dishes up expert wire -finger- 
ing on Guitar Boogie, wherein his 
aids give him sound support, before 
bringing on Jo Ann Ryan, ork canary, 
to do a letter-perfect job on Can Our 
Love Be Passing? Brunet looker 
sells capably and should sing more. 

Wally Boag, toy balloon inflation- 
ist, jams a varied repertoire of tricks 
and pleasant patter into his easy 
assemblying of grotesque animals to 
generate a house full of laughs. A 
hep cat routine at closing enhances 
turn. 

Yesterdays, with easy -fingered 88- 
ing by Rocky Coluccio, band pianist, 
is standout fare.

If a route could 
be worked out to get at least half the 
available spots, with reasonable 
jumps, percenters might grab the 
chance to build and sell units, but 
when they are faced with only about 
four weeks' work and long jumps, it 
becomes strictly no dice. For ex- 
ample, Paul Small's Show Time had 
a week in Newark, is now doing a 
week at Loew's State and its next 
jump, up to this writing, is to Texas 
for the Interstate Time. A route like 
that is murder and is one of the big 
reasons why guys with unit ideas 
aren't moving. 

Bookers' Views 
Altho agents blame bookers, book- 

ers in turn have something to say. 
Lads who buy the shows know quite 
well that bands are no longer the 
thing. But being put into jobs where 
they have to make showings week 
after week, they're not too anxious 
to take a chance on something that 
hasn't proven itself. Theater act 
buyers are after one thing-box. 
office. A package may be great on 
paper. Idea may be terrific, but 
until they see what it brings in, they 
say they'd be fools to take a chance. 
In order to give the bookers one 
thing-name draw-producers have 
staked out claims for all kinds of 
names; names that may mean some- 
thing to the average customer, such 
as Earl Carroll's Vanities, Sons O' 
Fun and others. Bookers argue that 
these shows have played their houses 
so often that they no longer mean 
much. Bookers say they can't be 
blamed if they won't touch them. 

'Occasionally a package builtground 
a flicker name is submitted and 
usually grabbed up, but even in these 
cases, bookers say that the shows, 
outside their name value, mean little 
so far as entertainment goes. Picture 
names come in with poor material, 
depending on supporting acts to carry 
the load. Such a pattern, explain 
bookers, is nothing new.

Straight Vaude? 
One chain theater booker is toying 

with the idea of going back to a 
straight vaude policy with a name 
bandleader fronting a house band. It 
is argued that buying a fronter will 
be cheaper. If he has a name he will 
draw, and the acts will come to less 
than present band shows. 

Ben Grief er admits that being a 
pioneer isn't a cinch. He has hypoed 
biz with amateur shows with plenty 
of local newspaper assists. Out of 
these shows he claims to have come 
up with at least three winners who 
have clicked in other houses and 
clubs. But despite the difficulties 
Griefer believes that the new showbiz 
will have to come from units or some 
development based on units. He feels 
bookers will have to buy attractions 
they hitherto were leery of. Theaters 
will have to pay more attention to 
production details and hire stagers 
and producers. House producers will 
be in great demand. Bands will con- 
tinue to be box-office attractions, 
but instead of the present number, 
Griefer figures, there will be only a 
few toppers that will continue to get 
the dates, 

Bookers say they don't know what 
will happen in the future. Maybe 
what Griefer predicts will happen. 
But until they can see daylight ahead 
they cannot radically change their 
format. "If we spend $10,000 for a 
show," they say, "we have to have 
an even chance of getting that dough 
back." Agents claim it is that sort 
of attitude that keeps business in a 
rut. They can't sell anything unless 
they show it. To show it they have 
to put it into a theater. To put it 
into a theater for more than a couple 
of one-nighters costs money. Where, 
they ask, is the money to come from? 
And who will furnish a theater? 

So it ends up with "you blow in 
here, and the music goes round and 
round. . . . "

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"Holiday" May Be Toothache 
To Dental Scion Backing 
Show for Total of 250G 

Total Pre -Broadway Outlay for Show Set at $350000 
NEW YORK, Jan. 4. -Beggar's Holiday, the lavish John LaTouche- 

Duke Ellington mixed cast musical which opened on Broadway last week, 
represents a $350,000 investment and rates among the costliest musicals to 
hit Broadway. Show's producer is Perry Watkins, making his debut as a 
Broadway impresario. John R. Shepard Jr., reputedly heir to a large dental 
supply fortune, was the principal angel, his contribution alone being given 
as $250,000. Few recent musicals have cost as much as Holiday, altho 
Showboat, which closes tonight after a year's run, cost about the same. 
Showboat, despite its healthy Broad- 
way career, did not recoup its entire 
nut and is said to be in the red to the 
tune of 100G. Annie, Get Your Gun 
is another comparatively recent entry 
with a plus $300,000 tab, but since 
it has played to virtual capacity since 
its preem, will probably wind up with 
a profit. 

Holiday was originally budgeted at 
$250,000. Of this Watkins, who was 
a set designer before turning pro- 
ducer, had budgeted 40G for out- 
of-town losses. However, unexpected 
jumps in production costs changed 
the picture. Scenery cost $74,000, 
20G more than originally allotted; 
costumes ran to the hefty total of 
$44,000, $14,000 more than originally 
figured. This all but wiped out the 
reserve set for the usual out-of-town 
losses. 

Break in Losses 
These losses, it appears, also ran 

higher than was figured. Holiday 
dropped 8G in New Haven, Conn.; 
20G in Hartford, Conn., and a stag- 
gering $50,000 in Boston. This meant 
that when curtain fell in Boston, 
prior to New York, the tab was al- 
ready $328,000. 

Additionally Watkins was required 
to post various bonds. Equity guar- 
antee was $15,600 for a two-week 
cast bond, the press bond $1,000, the 
production crew bond $2,000. On top 
of these $1,000 was needed to hang 
the show in New York and $10,000 
was required for new musical ar- 
rangements. There was also an item 
of some $8,000 to paythe cast for the 
Boston run, this amount being fig- 
ured in the 50G loss the opera took in 
Beantown. Also some 10G for with- 
holding taxes. 

After the show left Boston a red- 
hot hurry call was sent out for fresh 
scratch, and reportedly, surprising of- 
fers were made to prospective 
backers. One investor approached 
was offered 40 per cent of the total 
investors' slice for only $35,000, with 
first money offered as an extra in- 
ducement. Eventually extra cabbage 
was advanced by Shepard.

Deny Kurtz Owned 
Third of "Red Mill"; 
Ask Suit Dismissal 

NEW YORK, Jan. 4. -The late 
Jerome L. Kurtz during his lifetime 
supplied neither money nor services 
for his alleged one-third interest in 
the assets of the Red Mill Company, 
it was declared here in U. S. District 
Court by Paula Stone and Hunt 
Stromberg Jr., in asking dismissal 
of a suit by Kurtz's heirs. Miss Stone 
and Stromberg, producers of the 
show, set forth in their answer to the 
suit that prior to Kurtz's death a 
limited partnership was planned un- 
der which Kurtz, as consideration for 
his share, was to act as road manager 
for the company.

Pace on opening night was too slow 
to maintain this suspense and the 
excellence of the third act was anti- 
climactic. Altobell, however, should 
be able to speed the action and 
tighten loose ends before the play 
moves on. 

Script deals with two thrill -crazy 
killers who strangle a fellow student 
and jam his body into a chest, used 
later as a table on which meals are 
served to the victim's father and 
other friends. 

John Carradine's dash and color in 
portraying Rupert Cadell, a sardonic 
poet who is suspicious of his friends, 
carries the suspense thruout and his 
efforts to unnerve the killers even- 
tually forces a confession of the "per- 
fect crime." 

Carradine, ill for two days prior to 
the opening, showed the effects of a 
severe cold. Lawrence Slade as the 
thrill slayer and Kurt Richards as his 
neurotic companion, handle difficult 
assignments effectively. Other mem- 
bers of the cast are competent.

The of- 
fering is a light, agreeable little com- 
edy of romance and international re- 
lations, but since these are fairly in- 
compatible as conceived in this in- 
stance by the authors, The Big Two 
doesn't always fulfill its promise. 

Two is a comedy with a solid un- 
derpinning of ideas. The technique 
makes for satisfying theater provided 
the ideas don't get in the way. But 
in this case they are something of an 
obstruction. Two combines the ro- 
mance of an American female cor- 
respondent and a Russian captain 
with their search for an axis broad- 
caster in Austria. But this is like 
pitting Molotov against Byrnes in a 
game of checkers. Their rules are 
different and they can't agree on the 
outcome. 

You could gloss over these details 
if the performance were done airily. 
But Philip Dorn and Claire Trevor, 
two undeniably capable and attrac- 
tive people, act out° the play more in 
the slow tempo of a charade, rather 
than at the swift pace of light comedy 
which the authors had in mind. Hence

There can be no doubt about it. 
In Gay New Orleans is the most 
fantastically expensive and colossal 
bore within memory. There is not 
a shred of wit, nor a moment of 
interest thruout its 17 scenes and 
30 -odd musical numbers. Seldom 
has such an inept, badly performed 
and stupid conglomeration of music, 
actors and dialogue reached the stage. 
Yet New Orleans has a few attributes 
from which a pleasant, innocuous en- 
tertainment could be made for the 
road. 

The music of Carl Frederickson is 
serviceable (and some of it good), 
altho each successive tune smacks 
of Schubert, Mozart, Strauss, Verdi, 
Berlin, Rodgers or Carmichael. All 
typical operetta stuff. Costumes and 
sets are fabulous for opulence, color 
and eye appeal. This about sums up 
the virtues of New Orleans and from 
them something certainly can be 
salvaged. But as it stands now, the 
show is completely hopeless for 
Broadway or even its neighbors. It 
is a monument to its investors who 
can expect further bills instead of 
dividends. 

It is hard to choose between book, 
performers and staging for -the worst 
offenders. Probably the vapid book 
takes the cake. It began with a 
good suggestive idea-to tell the story 
of a colorful city. But then it lapsed 
into that dreary old chestnut about 
a rising opera star, her lover, a lech- 
erous maestro and a loud -mouthed 
patroness of the arts. Forbes Ran- 
dolph, who is said to have hung 
around the theater for many years, 
furnished the humorless, stodgy book 
and lyrics and staged the whole af- 
fair more in a funeral than carnival 
spirit. 

It would be an unnecessary cruelty 
to expatiate upon the incompetence 
of the cast. All the leading and 
featured players are uniformly bad, 
but it is quite possible that they 
could do better given decent ma- 
terial. 

New Orleans is bad-but not bad 
enough even to be funny. 

to help one take its serious message 
in a light vein and forget its faults. 
Nevertheless, Two has plenty of 
bright dialog, an intriguing situation 
and possibly can become a modest 
success. 

As a production, Big Two is a 
smooth job, thanks largely to Mont- 
gomery. A number of minor roles 
are done with consummate skill. Felix 
Bressart, Edouard Franz and Robert 
Scott-among others-are excellent. 

In a season notable for its turkeys, 
Big Two is a slight, tho pleasant re- 
lief.

The 
ominous tranquility of the opening 
monastery scene with its background 
of religious music is the setting for 
the sudden surge of confessions be- 
tween the brothers Dmitri and Ali- 
ocha. This is rapidly transformed 
when their hot-tempered, boisterous, 
irresponsible father, Feodor, swag- 
gers in and begins quarreling with 
Dmitri.

Sam Nasser, Connecticut depart- 
ment store heir, made his home -town 
debut as a producer on the day after 
Christmas when he unfolded Hugh 
White's Little A before a slim but 
highly enthusiastic first -night audi- 
ence. Despite a bad first act, the 
highly emotional drama came thru 
with flying colors. 

Nasser is particularly fortunate in 
having Otto Kruger and Jessie Royce 
Landis to carry the difficult portray- 
als the author has given the leading 
characters. Both give depth and 
shading to their roles. Kruger, in 
particular, was given a special salute 
by the patrons for his playing of a 
Casper Milquetoast who finds him- 
self. Miss Landis comes into her 
own in the third act, where her re- 
straint and complete mastery sells 
the show solidly. 

The play gets off to a bad start, 
with a needlessly slow and wordy 
first act that had the pew sitters 
squirming. Much of the act was lost 
because the voices were hardly above 
a whisper. However, the second act 
opened with action and maintained a 
rapid and gripping pace thruout to 
climax itself with one of the most ef- 
fective curtains seen here in a long 
time. Script came thru magnificently 
in the final stanza, the climax being 
so skillfully wrought and brilliantly 
played that the beginning was com- 
pletely forgiven. 

Supporting roles were all excel- 
lently done, with special honors going 
to Wallis Clark as the family doctor. 
Frances Bavier and Harry Mehaffey, 
as the family friends, and Robert 
Willey, as the spoiled son, played 
their small roles effectively. Ottilie 
Kruger handled her small part well 
and shows promise of following in the 
footsteps of her father. 

Watson Barratt's single set exactly 
reproduces the small living room of 
the "richest man in town." Staging 
by Melville Burke was excellent. 

In sum, and discounting the first 
act as needing revision before its 
Stem bow, Little A shows great 
promise. It is the type of character 
drama that is extremely effective 
when well done, and Little A is well 
done. With a major operation on the 
first act and a slight tonsillectomy on 
the second, the patient should survive 
and live to a ripe old age.

dynamic aspects of the drama. The 
accent here has been changed for 
the stage, for in the novel, Aliocha, 
altho a mystic and a gentle being 
was still the central figure around 
which the tragic events of the family 
revolve. 

Acting honors for this presentation 
belong exclusively to Jacques Du- 
filho who plays the unhappy, ill-used, 
illegitimate half brother Smerdiakov. 
Even when quietly in the back- 
ground, he projects a sense of eeri- 
ness and foreboding, forcing the spec- 
tator to watch him constantly. 

If France gave "Oscars" for its 
stage actors as we do for the screen, 
M. Dufilho would certainly receive 
one for his Smerdiakov. 

This play, however, is of more 
than passing interest to Americans. 
Rosalind Ivan translated it into 
English, and the Theater Guild 
brought Jacques Copeau himself to 
New York in 1927 to direct their pro- 
duction. His cast included Alfred 
Lunt, Lynn Fontanne, Dudley Digges 
and Edward G. Robinson. A revival 
in New York may well prove as 
successful as it has been this last 
year in Paris.

If Lovely Me lasts for a run, then 
a play slump has hit the Stem hard. 
Mesdames Susann and Cole have 
perpetrated a script that should never 
have reached Broadway at all. It 
is amateurish and dull, and despite 
some heavy hoking and thesping 
from the major members of the cast, 
results in a deadly evening in the 
theater. 

Play is allegedly a comedy, but 
such laughs as develop are painfully 
wrenched by the heavy hamming of 
Luba Malina, Mischa Auer and Mil- 
lard Mitchell. Last named is far too 
good an actor to get mixed up in an 
affair such as this. 

From her first entrance Miss 
Malina throws all subtlety to the 
winds and overplays her role from 
start to finish until finally it becomes 
downright embarrassing. Even the 
two ditties she essays are done with 
abandon and succeed only in being 
pathetic. Added to which the air is 
redolent with borsht, as Miss Ma- 
lina, Barbara Bulgakov and Mischa 
Auer strive to outdo each other with 
a Minsk accent. What passes for 
humor in the script is mainly cussing 
or downright vulgarity. There isn't 
a sound five minutes in the whole 
two hours plus of running time. 

From the welter of accents and 
strained humor, one gathers that the 
plot revolves around a hammy, much - 
married and divorced ex -pic player 
(Miss Malina) who is broke and on 
the make for another rich husband or 
reasonable facsimile. She sets her 
cap for a reputedly wealthy stuffed 
shirt who lives in the same apart- 
ment house and is abetted in her 
search by her 17 -year -old daughter. 
Meanwhile two of her former spouses 
(Auer and Mitchell), one a former 
flagpole sitter, the other a road agent 
for the Shuberts, turn up to sponge 
on her. At first their presence in 
the apartment messes up her chances 
with the rich neighbor, but eventually 
things straighten out. The rich play- 
boy turns out to be not so rich, but 
the daughter marries a son of riches 
and so saves her mother. The only 
really funny character on stage is a 
mute musical genius who's trying to 
write a symphony, played by Arthur 
Siegel. 

It's all very drab fare and not 
freshened any by the acting. Auer 
,plays his customary role, complete 
with manual flourishes, grimaces and 
hokum. Reynold Evans, as the 
stuffed shirt, is too obviously playing 
a role. Barbara Bulgakov and the 
three youngsters, June Dayton, Joyce 
Allen and Paul Marlin, try very hard 
to make things go. Houston Richards, 
incidentally, does okay by his small 
bit as the apartment house manager. 
It seems positively underplayed by 
comparison. 

Quite obviously Jessie Royce Lan- 
dis megged this script for boffs, but 
she plugged. too hard. You don't get 
laughs by hammering the audience 
over the head as this show does. To 
make matters even worse, Donald 
Oenslager has produced one of the 
most raspingly garish sets of the sea -

Martha Gellhorn and Virginia 
Cowles have scripted a comedy out 
of their experiences as fern war 
correspondents. Their effort was 
unveiled with some success in Lon- 
don and now Warren P. Munsell and 
Herman Bernstein have packaged it 
as a New Year's gift\ to Broadway. 
Whatever popularity it may have 
enjoyed in the West End will not be 
duplicated here. Love Goes To Press 
comboes a few amusing moments 
with three acts of steadily mounting 
tedium. London can have it right 
back again. 

It may be that this recap of the 
Gellhorn-Cowles experiences is ac- 
curate and that they set out to prove 
that female reporters were just as 
important in the war scheme as their 
male confreres. However, their lasses, 
respectively repping the fictional 
New York Bulletin and The San 
Francisco World, at an Allied press 
camp in Italy, are much more con- 
cerned with their love affairs than 
with reporting. The impression is 
rife that the war is just too, too 
exciting. Maybe it was like that, 
when pretty correspondents wan- 
dered about a press camp, but it is 
to be hoped some of them took their 
jobs more seriously than is indicated 
at the Biltmore. 

Yarn highlights the press doings 
of one gal who falls in love with a 
British public relations officer and 
runs away to Burma when she is 
horrified by a future in the British 
countryside, and the efforts of an- 
other to rescue her ex-husband from 
the clutches of an actress, over to do 
her bit for the boys. She goes to 
Burma, too. At the final curtain both 
the ex-husband and the P.R.O. also 
are ordered to Burma, which makes 
everything hunky-dory for a future 
round of press gayety on the road to 
Mandalay. Heigh ho Kipling! 

Some good actors have come over 
frgm London to play the American 
edition. Ralph Michael, Leslie How- 
ardish in voice and manner, is a 
welcome addition to Broadway. He is 
quietly excellent as a P.R.O. who 
doesn't like fern reporters and then 
falls for one. Another auspicious 
Stem debut is made by Georgina 
Cookson, who plays an actress with 
broad Gertrude Lawrence overtones, 
and a third by Joyce Heron as the 
lady who just can't take English 
country life. Jane Middleton is 
sharply tart as the wife who wants 
her ex-husband back, and Peter Ben- 
nett is fine as a bumbling corporal. 

Productionwise, Munsell and Bern- 
stein have given Press a good send- 
off. Raymond Sovey's two sets are in 
the groove and Emiline Roche has 
done a good job with the costumes. 
It is just too bad that so much 
excellent playing and technical talent 
have gone into an amiable, but dull 
play.

old requirements of two years' mem- 
bership to become a senior. Dis- 
pensation may be made for junior 
vets who left shows to go into ser- 
vice. They probably will get credit 
toward seniority for the time the 
show ran without them before it 
closed. Present requirement is 50 
weeks' work, altho experience may 
be gathered in two years. 

Derwent earlier had given his 
opinion of the Negro ban to the press, 
but the unanimous agreement of 
membership made his position the 
official organization view. Alfred 
Harding, assistant to the prexy, did 
not deliver the report he made to 
Equity council after investigating 
the racial question in the capital. 

4A's Report Requested 
Request was made by a member 

that the union report on the proposed 
merger between the 4A's. Equity 
execs pointed out that the union treas- 
ury of $1,000,000 might have to go in- 
to escrow as part of a common pool if 
the merger was effected. This was 
cited as the main stumbling block to 
any agreement. None of the brother 
unions has nearly as large a treasury. 

President Derwent also said the 
union had tried to get a $60 salary 
for Experimental Theater performers 
for rehearsals and five skedded per- 
formances.

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HOW TO AV 
Employees Put 
Ops in Middle 

Care must be exercised to 
see safe working place is 
provided-things to watch 

(Editor's Note-This is the second of 
a series of articles by Leo T. Parker, 
Cincinnati attorney -at -law and author, 
designed to assist owners and opera- 
tors of circuses, carnivals, parks and 
fairs in avoiding unnecessary law- 
suits.) 
By Leo T. Parker, Attorney at Law 
CINCINNATI, Jan. 4.-During the 

past few months the higher courts 
have rendered several outstanding 
decisions involving circuses, carni- 
vals, parks and traveling shows. 
Knowledge of the cause and outcome 
of these important decisions will 
assist readers to avoid similar suits. 
Also, new citations may be used 
advantageously to prepare to win 
unavoidable lawsuits. 

According to a recent higher court 
no employer may avoid liability for 
injuries to an employee caused by 
gross negligence of the employer, 
altho the employee signed a contract 
relieving the employer from all li- 
ability. 

For example, in Al G. Barnes 
Amusement Company v. Olvera, 154 
Fed. (2d) 497, reported June, 1946, 
America Olvera, also known as 
America Pollinger, sued Al G. 
Barnes, Inc., and Ringling Bros. - 
Barnum & Bailey Combined Shows, 
Inc., for personal injuries sustained 
when she fell from a trapeze and 
missed the net by only a foot. 

The counsel for the circus con- 
tended that the trapeze performer 
could not recover any damages be- 
cause the performer's contract with 
the circus contained a clause which 
clearly relieved the latter from li- 
ability for any and all injuries sus- 
tained by the performer. 

Employees' Negligence 
During the trial the testimony 

proved facts as follows: The trapeze 
was erected and instilled by the cir- 
cus company's employees. Also, these 
employees did provide a net for the 
purpose of catching the performer in 
safety in the event of her falling from 
the trapeze in performing her act. 
When the performer started to fall 
the employees made no effort to move 
the net to catch her. She missed the 
net and sustained injuries which. 
crippled her for life. The higher 
court held the circus company liable 
in heavy damages to the performer, 
and said: 

"Here one of the main contribu- 
tions to the gate receipts of the 
Barnes circus was the audience's 
anticipatory thrill of the danger to 
life and limb of the aerial artists. 
The obligation of appellants (circus) 
under their contract with appellee is 
for the highest degree of professional 
skill and attention in the installation 
of the trapeze and in handling of the 
net below. . There is evidence 
from which the jury could have in- 
ferred that appellee's life crippling 
injuries were proximately caused by 
gross negligence in the failure so to 
handle the net as to catch her in her 
fall from the trapeze. The net was

ID DAMAGE SUITS 
Cremer To Produce 
Rodeo in St. Paul 
ST. PAUL, Jan. 4.-Cremer Ro-

not supposed to be immovable. The 
agreed time of the fall was well over 
a second, in which time ordinary 
athletes may run eight yards. A 
movement of the net of two feet 
would have saved her." 

Hence, it is quite apparent that the 
circus company could have avoided 
liability, and also the performer could 
have been saved from serious in- 
juries, if the circus employees had 
exercised reasonable prudence and 
placed the net under the performer. 
This is the conclusion arrived at by 
the higher court after listening to all 
testimony. 

Safe Working Place 
All employers are obligated to fur- 

nish a safe working place for em- 
ployees. This is a broad statement 
of law, but its meaning is extremely 
comprehensive and includes proprie- 
tors of circuses, carnivals and all 
other places of amusement where 
actors perform. 

For instance, in Mennetti v. West 
Side Businessmen's Ass'n, 18 N. W. 
(2d) 487, reported July, 1945, the 
testimony showed that the proprie- 
tor of a carnival entered into an 
agreement with one Ben Bergor by 
which the latter agreed to furnish 
acrobatic acts for the carnival. Under 
the contract the carnival proprietor 
was to furnish the stage, public 
address system, dressing room ac- 
commodations, music and lights for 
the acts. Under this agreement an 
acrobat was hired by Bergor to pre- 
sent a comedy act, known as a "table-, 
rocking stunt." To perform the act, 
the acrobat arranges tables ranging 
from four to seven in number, de- 
pending on the size of the stage, one 
upon another with a chair placed on 
the top table. He then sits on the 
chair and rocks the tables forward 
and back, eventually tipping them. 
As the tables fall backwards, the 
acrobat throws the chair, rides down 
with the top table and when about 
three or four feet from the floor, 
jumps, and does a back somersault. 

While performing the act there 
was a sudden lurch and the tables 
tipped backwards, causing the acro- 
bat to fall. He sustained serious in- 
jury. He sued the proprietor for 
damages and proved that the tem- 
porary stage was defective and 
springy which caused the accident. 
In holding the proprietor liable in 
damages to the acrobat, the higher 
court said: 

"A review of the evidence satisfies 
us that the platform provided was 
weak and not adapted to the pur- 
poses for which it was to be used and 
that the circumstances of the acci- 
dent reasonably raise the inference 
that the accident was caused by the 

platform beneath the leg of plain- 
tiff's table giving way and a sinking 
of the floor." 

Excessive Damages 
The higher court will reverse a 

verdict of a lower court, awarding 
damages to an injured patron, if the 
verdict is unreasonable. 

For example, in H. & S. Company 
v. Hampton, 190 S. W. (2d) 39, re- 
ported February, 1946, it was shown 
that a patron' who was injured when 
a seat broke was awarded by a lower 
court a judgment of $12,000. 

Since specialists testified that the 
patron's injuries were not permanent 
the higher court reversed the verdict 
rendered by the lower court. 

Lighting Is Important 
Modern higher courts consistently 

hold that insufficient illumination in 
aisles and passageways may result 
in heavy damage allowance to in- 
jured persons. And conversely, the 
proprietor ' of an amusement place 
may avoid liability by proving that 
he supplied efficient lighting and 
illumination. 

For example, in Richards v. John- 
son, 25 So. (2d) 129, reported August, 
1946, it was shown that a patron was 
injured when he stumbled and fell 
in the aisle of a place of amusement. 
He sued for heavy damages but, the 
proprietor proved that the aisles were 
efficiently lighted and the higher 
court held the proprietor not liable. 

Unknown Danger 
Modern higher courts consistently 

hold that if a person injured in an 
amusement place fails to prove that 
the proprietor failed to remedy a 
known danger the latter is not liable 
for the injuries. 

In Faxio v. Stanley, 47 N. E. (2d) 
958, reported March, 1946, a visitor 
who was injured sued to recover 
damages claiming she fell upon the 
floor wet by a drinking fountain. 

However, the testimony proved 
that the proprietor did not know that 
the drinking fountain was leaking 
and had caused a slippery floor. 
Hence, the higher court refused to 
hold the injured person entitled to 
recover damages. 

Swimming Pool Injuries 
The proprietor of a swimming pool 

impliedly warrants that the premises, 
appliances, and amusement devices 
are safe for the purposes for which 
they are designed. An amusement 
device, however simple, may be dan- 
gerous if not used in the manner in 
which it is apparently designed to be 
used. A patron who utilizes any 
amusement device in a "dangerous" 
manner forfeits his right to damages. 

See Hiatt v. Ritter, 25 S. E. (2d) 
756. The testimony showed that a 
swimming pool patron jumped off 
the side of a slide board rather than 
get off at the end of the board and 
struck a brace on the side of the 
slide. The higher court refused to 
allow any damages, saying: 

"It is clear, we think, that the 
plaintiff herein used the slide board 
in an unusual and unexpected man- 
ner." 

This same higher court clearly ex- 
plained when a proprietor of a place 
of amusement is not negligent he is 
not liable in damages for injuries to 
patrons. It is said that a proprietor 
is bound to anticipate and provide 
against what usually happens and 
what is likely to happen. But it is 
too heavy a responsibility to hold a 
proprietor to guard against what is 
unusual and unlikely to happen, or 

British Org Seeks 
Side Shows; U. S. 
Acts Nixing Bids 

LONDON, Jan. 4.-Freak shows 
apparently are gaining a foothold in 
this country, where for ages the ex- 
hibition of freaks or phenomena has 
been tabu. 

Not only have calls for freaks to 
join side shows been appearing fre- 
quently in British amusement trade 
papers, but the Bertram Mills Circus, 
England's topper, recently has been 
attempting to secure freaks and other 
acts for a side show with their circus. 

NEW YORK, Jan. 4.-Fred Smythe, 
manager of the side show on the 
Ringling circus, confirmed the un- 
usual demand for side show talent in 
England, stating that Cyril Mills, of 
Mills Circus, had requested him to try 
to line-up such acts willing to go to 
England, but few, if any, American 
side show acts appeared inclined to 
sign up for European engagements. 

what is only remotely and slightly 
probable. 

Another higher court recently 
held that when a person is injured 
by something many other patrons 
have used without injury, this testi- 
mony tends to prove that the person 
sustained the injury thru his own 
negligence and is not entitled to re- 
cover damages. 

Ticket Is Mere License 
The Supreme Court of the United 

States has decided that the right of 
a purchaser of a ticket to enter and 
remain at a circus, race track or pri- 
vate park is a mere revocable li- 
cense. Therefore, the proprietor of 
an amusement enterprise may deny 
admission to anyone, and a person 
having entered may be refunded the 
money paid for a ticket and forced to 
leave. If he refused to depart peace- 
ably he may be removed or forced 
to leave with such force .-s is neces- 
sary. 

This is the law in all States where 
no special laws regulate admissions 
or attendance to places of amuse- 
ments. 

For example, in Terrell Wells v. 
Rodriguez, 182 S. W. (2d) 824, re- 
ported March, 1946, it was shown 
that the proprietor of a place of 
amusement in Texas refused to ad- 
mit certain persons because of their 
Hispanic or Mexican descent. They 
sued the proprietor for damages. 

The higher court held that in Tex- 
as it is not unlawful for proprietors 
of places of amusement to refund 
admission to any and all persons 
whom the proprietor does not want 
to enter. The higher court said: 

"The law in this State is well set- 
tled that the proprietor of a place of 
amusement which is privately op- 
erated can refuse to sell a ticket to 
and may thereby exclude any per- 
son he desires from the use of his 
facilities for any reason sufficient to 
him, or for no reason whatever. If 
a ticket has been purchased by a 
person whom the proprietor desires 
to eject from the premises, this may 
be done by refunding the price of 
the ticket and not using unnecessary 
force to make the ejectment."

Jack Dadswell, veteran carnival and 
circus press agent, Is now writing a 
self -syndicated Roving with Dadswell 
column for more than 40 newspapers. 
and herewith is reprinted one of his 
most recent efforts. proving he remem- 
bers the boys. 

LARGO, Fla., Jan. 4.-The Merry - 
Go -Round is the oldest amusement 
device known to civilization and even 
when it isn't merrily going 'round 
and 'round it is interesting. 

On the fairgrounds here, which 
John Henry Lpgan runs for Pinellas 
County, I went looking for one that 
was on vacation, its season ended, 
and now reposing silently in winter 
quarters. 

An up-and-coming carnival, Royal 
Crown Shows, owned by Eddie 
Young, winters here. Its equipment 
was being readied for Florida's first 
mid -winter fair, late in January, and 
the place echoed and resounded with 
the beating of hammers, the rasp of 
saws, and the whirr of cabinet-mak- 
ing machinery. 

I found the Merry -Go -Round in a 
heart -breaking pile of what to me 
looked like rubble. Pieces were piled 
helter-skelter everywhere in one of 
the exhibit buildings. In no way did 
it resemble the gaysome, rollicking

Had it 
not been for 30 or 40 wooden horses, 
in fiery postures, on paint -racks 
being re -decorated in gay colors, I 
would not have recognized the thing.

Black Elk (he's a Cherokee Indian, 
son of the famous showman, Chief 
Black Elk), was painting their 
jewel -studded halters. He laughed 
and sang as he worked and it was 
easy to see that the Indian 'love of 
horseflesh was strong in him, even 
for these inanimate things that gal- 
lop around the Merry -Go -Round. 

Nearby was Thurman Constable, 
daubing with a brush, and creating 
lovely scenes in brilliant color of 
tropical and Northern waterways and 
lakes. With no pattern, nor apparent 
plan, he created scenes that would 
be certain to appeal to both old and 
young when this device of pleasure 
was in motion amid the blatant bed- 
lam of a fair's midway. The panels 
Constable painted would decorate the 
outside of the Merry -Go -Round and 
around each of them would be a ring 
of electric lights.

another Constable in this same fam- 
ily who painted. His name was John 
Constable and England rated him as 
one of Great Britain's most cele- 
brated scenic painters. 

I wonder what John Constable 
would say if he came back to life and 
met his progeny-painting landscapes 
on a Merry -Go -Round! 

Other workmen sanded and painted 
platforms and chariots. Mechanics 
installed new bearings on eccentric 
rods; the mysterious things that make 
the horses go up and down. Eddie 
Young was there, too, suggesting 
ways to better this and improve that. 
He's comparatively young, but he's a 
veteran showman, too. 

Merry -Go -Round history goes 'way 
back. The thing was invented in the 
pre -Christian era; at first as a single 
board on an upright post which was 
turned by slaves. It must have looked 
like a teeter-totter but it went 'round 
and 'round as children screamed with 
delight. Later there were two boards 
and oxen moved it. 

At the time Christ visited the earth 
it was an established thing; as im- 
portant to youngsters as the grassy 
hillsides down which oldsters rolled 
and run in festival contests. 

Later on mendicants played their 
reed organs nearby and soon that, 
too, became part of the Merry -Go - 
Round. People laughed and called it 
the "hurdy gurdy!" Then came the 
age of steam which turned it and, at 
the same time, played a calliope, 
and people called it the carousel. 
When gasoline engines took over it 
moved so fast that showmen pride- 
fully referred to it as the "Flying 
Jinny." 

Nowadays it is the Merry -Go - 
Round to Yankees. Southerners, 
tho, still take their youngsters to 
"ride the flying horses!" 

And here it was, a thing of beauty 
and historic in every fiber, laying in 
thousands of pieces while workmen 
rubbed, buffed, sanded, drilled and 
painted it for another whirl with life.

ROCHESTER, N. Y., Jan. 4.-The 
writer is making plans to attend the 
fair meetings at Richmond, Va.; Har- 
risburg, Pa., and Albany, N. Y. 

The War Assets Administration has 
furnished us with a large amount of 
material indicating that it has for 
sale, among other things, quantities 
of aluminum, wire and cable, stain- 
less steel, precision tools, portable 
electric tools, iron and steel and va- 
rious testing equipment. 

Word from Washington indicates 
that a 10 per cent reduction in in- 
dividual income taxes next year is 
virtually definite, and it is possible 
that this reduction may even go to 
20 per cent, altho any reduction be- 
yond 10 per cent cannot be depended 
upon. Indications are that this mat- 
ter will receive early attention when 
Congress reconvenes shortly after the 
beginning of the year and this mat- 
ter will be explored further during 
January in connection with public 
relations fund activities by the writer 
at Washington. The amount of re- 
duction in income taxes and other 
taxes will in all probability be a 
source of contention between Con- 

gress and the Treasury Department. 
We have had a recent inquiry from 

the Netherlands Chamber of Com- 
merce with reference to the activities 
of our association. 

In connection with excise taxes, 
including admission taxes, there does 
not appear to be very much informa- 
tion available on the subject but the 
consensus of opinion seems to be that 
there will be some slight reductions 
about the middle of the year. 

We have on file a complete tax 
calendar of important income tax 
dates, the information contained in 
which is available to the membership 
upon request. 

We have been advised of the de- 
velopment of a thinning liquid suit- 
able for all purposes except lacquer 
and shellac. We are also in a posi- 
tion to obtain copies of a booklet 
relative to the handling of stainless 
steel. 

We call attention to the fact that 
the new Trade Mark Registration Act 
becomes effective in July, 1947, and 
information on this subject is avail- 
able upon request. 

The association membership hit the 
200 -mark with the recent applica- 
tion of the Paramount Exposition 
Shows, filed by Ralph P. Flannigan. 

Electros and mats of the new asso- 
ciation emblem have been ordered 
and members who want to use them 
are urged to send in their orders at 
once.

Of course anyone can make a mis- 
take. Our customers are protected. 
This is our system. When one ar- 
rives on the lot he or she is steered 
to our checking department. There 
his or her bank roll is counted and 
listed. The amount of line in their 
pokes is immediately flashed on an 
electric signboard located so the sec- 
retary in the complaint department 
can see and make a memorandum of 
it. 

Show and ride ticket sellers give 
each customer a receipt for the 
amount spent at each ticket -box. May 
sound a bit confusing, but the re- 
ceipts are printed forms carrying the 
sellers rubber stamp. After a night 
of fun and frolic on the world's most - 
honest midway, 85 to 90 per cent of 
our patrons return to their homes, 
happy that we came and happy that 
they came. The small percentage 
that found shortages in their bank 
rolls stop at our reclaim booth where 
the receipts are checked against the 
bank rolls. When a shortage is found, 
the amount is immediately made up 
by our office. Occasionally some peo- 
ple run in a few tish-notes when 
checking in their b. r's., but those 
cases are few and far between as 
every town doesn't boast of a lot of 
retired midwayites.

An investi- 
gation was made by State's Attorney 
Burton, who took testimony from 
Owners Buck Owens and Si Rubens, 
and several employees. It was al- 
leged arsenic was placed ,in the feed 
troughs of the horses when the show 
played Lakeland, Fla. Disgruntled 
persons formerly associated with the 
show are blamed. 

The show came to Sebring De- 
cember 19 from Winter Haven. The 
local townspeople were incensed over 
the poisoning and have given the 
management sympathetic assistance 
in every way possible. It was at 
their request that the show is re- 
opening here before continuing its 
Florida tour. 

Special praise was given Dr. R. L. 
Barger, veterinarian, who worked 
night and day with the striken ani- 
mals and succeeded in saving 14 of 
the 18 poisoned. 

Buck Owens issued the following 
statement: "The finest co, operation 
was given by each and every em- 
ployee, men and women. A mass 
funeral was held Christmas morning. 
The entire show personnel attended 
the graves of our departed friends 
and pals. No one can ever realize 
the suffering these innocent animals 
were submitted to by the fiends, who 
will be tracked down and punished." 

Death of the four horses was a

Attendance perks up, then 
gets cuffed by storm- 
promoters out to repeat

CI-lICAGO, Jan. 4. - Just when 
business was beginning to give pro- 
moters of the Coliseum's Interna- 
tional Circus some real encourage- 
ment, along carne a prolonged snow- 
storm to cast renewed doubt on the 
financial outcome of the show, which 
ends its 12 -day run Sunday (5). 
Even so, Leo Seltzer, owner of the 
Coliseum, said that with any kind of 
a break in weather over the week- 
end, there was still a chance of the 
enterprise coming out even. 

Far from discouraged, Seltzer and 
his associates announced the show 
would be made an annual affair.

Included would be the arm- 
ory at Louisville and the Ohio State 
Fairgrounds Coliseum at Columbus, 
which Seltzer already controls. 

Stick to Holiday Season

season can be built up to winning 
proportions, Seltzer declared the 
show next year would be held at the 
same time. There has been plenty of 
sideline analysis of the current show, 
and in it all the fact has been fre- 
quently recalled that Barnes Bros. at 
the Chicago Stadium was several 
years a -building. 

Show's top price has been $3.60, 
but starting Monday (30) the news- 
paper ads played up 3,000 seats at 
62 cents. Matinees thruout the run 
have been far better attended than 
nights, with a preponderance of kids 
on Christmas vacation. Tuesday's 
New Year's Eve performance started 
at 9:30 p.m. 

Performance Clicks 
Dick Clemens was permitted to 

close tonight in order to fill a contract 
to open in the Cleveland Arena Sun- 
day. Discontinuance of spotlights as 
an economy measure detracted some- 
what from the show's production 
aspect. However, the Ernie Young - 
booked program has met general 
favor, both from paying customers 
and professional observers. 

Compact Performance 
Whether the performance could be 

routined to better advantage is 
pretty much a matter of personal 
opinion. To be sure, some tradi- 
tions have been violated, such as put- 
ting the flying acts at the halfway 
mark. The first half seems a little 
topheavy with dogs, and the horse 
acts are bunched in the last half. 

But it's a compact, smooth -flow- 
ing performance. The arrangement 
is such as to expedite the handling 
of rigging and props. As a result, 
there's a welcome absence of clown 
stalling numbers. 

The music is in the capable hands 
of Frank Cervone, who fronts an 18 - 
piece band. Cervone, by the way, 
makes generous and effective use of 
fanfares.

Ops have plenty moola 
ready to spring-majority 
aiming at beauty rides

CHICAGO, Jan. 4.-In round fig- 

ures, three million dollars will Just 
about give park owners thruout the 
United States and Canada a fair start 
toward improvements and new rides 
for their funspots this year, if they 
can get the materials needed. 

Asked in a Billboard question- 
naire what improvements they 
planned this year and the estimated 
cost of such improvements or addi- 
tions, parkmen answered with vari- 
ous figures, from Chicago River - 
view's "plenty," to the $750,000 listed 
by George K. Whitney, owner - 
manager of Whitney's Playland-at- 
the-Beach, San Francisco. 

Have Plenty Cash 
Stymied during the war for new 

rides, new buildings, etc., the park - 
men have plenty of ideas and plans, 
not to mention the money, and in- 
tend to get as much done this spring 
as possible. 

Some owners hesitated to put down 
an estimated cost, "because I have 
no idea how much of the equipment 
that I want will be available," and 
"it all depends on what the labor 
situation is in the early spring."

The question discussed In this col- 
umn, proposed by a man prominent 
in the industry and asked by mail by 
The Billboard, was: "Do you believe 
the NAAPPB should name a committee 
to test rides before they are used?" 

He's in Favor of It 
In regard to your question, do I 

believe NAAPPB should name a 
committee to test rides before they 
are used, I wish to state that I most 
emphatically do think there should 
be such a committee. The riding de- 
vice business has been greatly 
abused in some instances by manu- 
facturers who build rides who do 
not know the first thing about opera- 
tions, whether they be traveling or 
stationary. 

Back in 1936, an inventor named 
Luzerne Custer, during a convention 
in Chicago, spoke to me about how 
to get started in the carnival busi- 
ness with a new ride called the 
Bubble Bounce. I talked about this 
at the time to Carl Sedlmayr and 
Mr. Velare, who at that time owned 
the Royal American carnival in 
Tampa, Fla., and they agreed to back 
Custer with the Bubble Bounce. 

In due time this device came in 
and opened at Tampa for 10 days 
or so, doing a very good business. 
From Tampa we moved to Orlando, 
Fla. The second day we operated 
we heard a commotion. It seems two 
Negroes had bought tickets and rode 
the Bubble Bounce and the ride, at 
the height of its momentum, . threw 
the two men and the car 20 feet, 
the car landing against a tree. The 
mishap occurred when the pin con- 
trolling two of the cars broke. Luck- 
ily, the car struck right in the center, 
between the two men, and they were 
not hurt. They thought it was part 
of the ride and ran back to pur- 
chase more tickets. 

That mishap could easily have 
killed one or both of them and of 
course the entire carnival would 
have suffered, as the authorities 
would probably have closed all the 
rides and the entire fair. However, 
the inventor was with the ride and 
I must give him credit. He started 
to pick the bugs out of it right then 
and there. 

There is another manufacturer 
who has come into the ride manu- 
facturing game lately and was helped 
considerably by 'a well-known car- 
nival man, until the latter's death. 
This manufacturer makes a sort of 
aerial ride that was in operation in 
Belmont Park in Montreal a few 
years ago. At the height of the 
momentum, in which the planes 
would raise off the ground, the chain 
broke and the entire contraption 
came down and hit the ground with 
such force that three people were 
sent to the hospital and quite a lit- 
tle damage done to the riding de- 
vice. 

Mr. Montgomery, safety inspector 
for the insurance company at that 
park, was very hard to get along 
with for the next week or so until 
he checked all the riding devices. 

In the Celoron Park a few years 
ago we bought a Loop -o -Plane from 
Mr. Myers in Kansas City. It seems

CHICAGO, Jan. 4.-Majority of 
park owners thruout the country will 
hold the line on prices in 1947, but 
there are some toying with the 
idea of a change. So shows a ques- 
tionnaire sent out by The Billboard 
relative to price changes on admis- 
sions and rides. 

At least four owners are waiting to 
see what Congress does about ad- 
mission taxes. As one put it, "If 
federal admission taxes are reduced 
we will make some sort of a change," 
while another said: "Depends en- 
tirely on the tax situation. If taxes 
are removed or reduced we will re- 
due prices in same amounts." 

Prices will go up at Audubon 
Park, New Orleans, altho how much 
and on what is a question at this 
time, according to George Douglass, 
who puts it this way: "We will in- 
crease prices, but have not yet ar- 
rived at figures. An increase is defi- 
nite, however, due to the increase in 
the cost of operation." 

Illions Plans Cut 
Not so with Harry Mons at Celo - 

ron Park, Jamestown, N. Y. He plans 
a cut with an eye to volume busi- 
ness. Said Il ions: "Lower prices will 
prevail which will bring more re- 
peat business." 

O. D. Colbert, manager of Wenona 
Beach, Bay City, Mich., is thinking 
about lower prices on some rides. 
His exact plan is not definite yet, he 
says, "but we may reduce some rides, 
for which we received 20 cents in 
1946, to 15 cents in 1947."

Right now, James M. Ryan, man- 
ager of Crystal Beach Park, Ver- 
milion, O., isn't sure what, if any, 
changes will be made in prices at his 
funspot, but if any are made the 
change will benefit the customer, he 
says. In other words, if any change 
is made it will be down, not up.

he had it on the Wallace Shows in 
Jackson, Miss. When we brought it 
to Celoron and set it up, I realized 
why this was not a success, as the 
motor was too weak for the device, 
and I set about to remedy the diffi- 
culties. I wrote several letters to 
the firm asking for parts and the 
like, and never as much as received 
an answer, altho I suppose at the 
time it was doing a lot of war work. 
But the above just goes to show some 
of the lackadaisical thoughts of some 
ride manufacturers after they have 
sold their device. 

I most emphatically suggest there 
should be a committee of engineers, 
or experienced ride men, both from 
the standpoint of carnival people and 
the park operators, to test any and 
all new devices before allowing the 
public to patronize them. It takes 
only one death on a faulty device to 
ruin an amusement park. And I 
mean ruin it. For instance, we will 
not open our park to the public on 
opening day, which is generally 
around Decoration Day, without first 
having a certified engineer check our 
Roller Coaster and Circle Swings 
and giving a letter to the effect they 
have been checked and the neces- 
sary repairs made and that they are 
pronounced safe. 

I have personally operated rides 
for over 35 years and of course things 
happen to the best built rides. That 
is up to us fellows, the operators. 
However, it is asking a little too 
much to remedy the manufacturers' 
faults and operate a riding device 
safely. 

I might add one hardly ever hears 

of an accident on a Merry -Go -Round 
or an Eli Ferris Wheel, and the only 
complete ride from the factory that 
is 100 per cent proof, as I see it, com- 
plete to the electric bulbs, is put up 
by only one manufacturer, the Eli 
Bridge Company, on the Eli Ferris 
Wheels. 

In closing I might mention that 
public liability insurance rates would 
come down considerably were it 
known that rides were certified as 
to safety. One of the best things 
ride operators can do, and that is 
both from a park and a traveling 
org's standpoint, is to use plenty of 
help on the devices so in case there 
is an accident it can be taken care 
of immediately without hurting the 
public. 

Sometimes an extra man or two 
on a device can prevent a terrible 
accident. We proved this at the Chi- 
cago World's Fair . on the Heyday 
ride. Peace of mind is worth the 
extra money it costs.-HARRY A.

smaller events in the North Central 
States. 

All Biggies Back 
Freed last year too late from war- 

time occupancy, the Canadian Na- 
tional at Toronto, the Eastern States 
Expo at Springfield, Mass.; the State 
fairs of Michigan, California and 
New York, and the nation's largest 
county fair at Pomona, Calif., will 
be back. These six biggies in the 
past bad a draw of in excess of 3,500,- 
000 people or more than 15 per cent 
of the pre-war estimated annual at- 
tendance for all fairs. 

Other smaller events, idled last 
year because they were discharged 
too late from their war -imposed re- 
strictions, will also resume. Chief 
among these, perhaps, is the Mid - 
South Fair, Memphis. And, judging 
by approval given by Ed Crump, po- 
litical boss of Memphis and Tennes- 
see, appropriations of sufficient size 
will be forthcoming to implement a 
planned expansion and moderniza- 
tion program for that one. 

Those big fairs, which returned 
last year, were in many instances 
hobbled by damages wrought to their 
plants by wartime usage by branches 
of the armed services. Yet, in most 
cases, they succeeded in shattering 
all previous records. 

Buildings, Fetes To Help 
In this class were the State fairs 

of Indiana, Ohio, Illinois, Iowa and 
Kentucky. Of these, all but Ken- 
tucky registered an all-time record 
paid attendance. Ohio's plant at Co- 
lumbus suffered the greatest dam- 
age, but it, along with other annuals 
in this class, should benefit greatly 
this year when it erases the war - 
etched scars, gets its face lifted and 
undergoes other physical improve- 
ments, as the rehabilitation and mod- 
ernization will make the plants more 
inviting and compel attendance. 

Centennial observances should 
prove a boon in Utah and California 
this year. The Utah State Fair, Salt 
Lake City, around which the cen- 
tennial program is to be built, is to 
go as the Utah Centennial Exposi- 
tion, with an extended run from May 
30 thru September 20. Stoked by 
State appropriations, the centennial 
is taking ambitious form. Already an 
ice show, water show, a spectacle, 
rodeo and horse show have been set. 
Prime movers behind the expo are 
banking upon an influx of out -of - 
staters, together with Utah's not -too - 
big population, to carry it. 

Wisconsin's centennial comes in 
1948, but preparations for it will be 
felt at the Wisconsin State Fair, Mil- 
waukee, this year. Already approval 
has been assured for widespread 
plant improvements, including the 
erection of added buildings. 

Conservative Iowa marked its cen- 
tennial this year, but didn't open up 
the purse strings to any appreciable 
extent, and, as a result, fairs did 
not reap much from the anniversary 
tie-up. 

The bulk of fairs in this country 
and Canada enjoyed their greatest

Editorial 

It Pays T o Talk It Over 
By Pat Purcell 

On the night of December 20, 1946, directors of four Minnesota 
county annuals-Wadena, Becker, Ottertail and East Ottertail-met 
at Wadena for an informal discussion and exchange of ideas. In 
1945 they gathered at Perham, Minn., and these sessions were so in- 
teresting that a spring gathering will be held at Detroit Lakes. 

G. W. Peoples, secretary of the Becker County annual, reports 
in detail that no attractions are purchased and no show contracts are 
signed or considered at these meetings, as it is in no sense a circuit- 
merely an informal gathering for discussions of problems for their 
mutual benefit. 

Possibly in the United States and Canada there are similar 
groups of executives in this business in like meetings, but if so it has 
not been called to our attention. 

There is a sound reason for such meetings, as fair boards the 
continent over face many knotty problems each year and open discus- 
sions of this type are certain to evolve some of the right answers. 

Executives usually are able to attend their official State and re- 
gional meetings and absorb much worth -while information, but the 
commotion accompanying the sales presentations and the magnitude 
of these meetings eliminate the possibilities of much intimate dis- 
cussion. 

Hence, it seems that the Minnesota gentlemen have struck on an 
excellent idea-community gatherings annually or semi-annually 
where they can sit and talk over the problems of their communities. 
If more of these were held there would be an improvement in the 
smaller annuals. 

Toronto Plans 
Program for '48 
Int'l Trade Fair

first International Trade Fair here 
the first two weeks in June 1948.

New Hampshire Puts 
Bundle in Premiums 

CONCORD, N. H., Jan. 4.-New 
Hampshire's fairs this season will 
have more money than ever at their 
disposal as the result of an increase 
in funds made available by State law. 
Me nine major annuals have received 
a total of $141,459, compared with 
$117,319 in 1945, the income repre- 
senting one -quarter of i per cent tax 
on gross wagers at Rockingham Park, 
Salem. 

Apportioned on the basis of total 
cash premiums paid out last year, the 
race track bonanza gives each fair 
more than double its 1946 premium 
money. Union Grange, Plymouth, 
tops the list, getting $34,099 for its 
$15,651 in premiums. Lancaster Fair, 
which paid $9,489 in premiums, re- 
ceives a $21,324 share.

Position of the grandstand will be 
changed. However, this will not in- 
volve moving the present structure, 
which was erected temporarily fol- 
lowing a fire which destroyed the 
original structure some years ago. 
Fair has been in need of adequate 
track and night show seating facili- 
ties for some time and type and size 
of the structure to be erected will be 
as modern and practical as time, ef- 
fort and money can make it, accord- 
ing to Kingman. 

Midway SetUp Poor 
Proposed change in the midway 

should be welcomed by show oper- 
ators who have faced the special set- 
ting up problems here caused by 
shortage of space and irregular 
boundaries. Midway in the past 
stretched in a semi -circular fashion 
halfway around the grounds and, 
for the most part, has been fronted 
with attractions on only one side.

Permanent Cook, Grab 
Two progressive changes will have 

to do with the housing of grab joints 
and cookhouses. Several modern, 
gleaming affairs will be designed and 
erected permanently for the former 
and will be leased to operators. Also 
permanent cafeteria -type restaurants 
will be erected, equipped and leased 
for operation. This part of the pro- 
gram is designed to eliminate un- 
sightly and unsanitary buildings used 
for dispensing food and will also add 
considerably to the general appear- 
ance of the grounds. 

Landscaping is already good 
enough to receive and help to em- 
bellish any improvements decided 
upon. 

Estimated cost and time schedule 
have not been set as yet for the actual 
beginning of construction since final 
plans have not been decided upon 
and there is still the uncertainty of 
securing necessary construction ma- 
terials. 

BROCKTON, Mass., Jan. 4.-Extensive renovation plans which will result in changing the entire physical appearance of the Brockton fair- grounds are being contemplated by Frank Kingman, secretary -manager 
and the board of directors. Race track, midway, grandstand position and 
parking areas, as well as lesser structures and areas, will be shuffled into 
what planning experts and the management feels is the ideal fair layout.

Derived from a 4 per cent levy on 
pari-mutuel betting that began in 
1933 and due to the non -operation of 
most annuals during the five war 
years, a sum of first-rate proportions 
has resulted. While all these funds 
can be constructively used, the fact 
that many of the annuals were either 
unable to show or were presented 
under handicaps last season, some 
lawmakers and others want to class 
the fairs and their funds as not 
worth while. 

At least 10 bills will appear in the 
Legislature asking that fair monies 
be transferred into this or that fund 
with one legislator asking for a gen- 
eral transfer into the general fund. 
Others want various sums for every- 
thing ranging from highways to 
game reserves. 

Western Fairs Association manage- 
ment and directors are keenly alive 
to every situation and are going to be 
in the halls of both houses of the 
Legislature with their sleeves rolled 
up, and the fairs and expositions 
funds will not be raided without a 
stiff battle. Liberal support is antici- 
pated from the hinterlands cities and 
counties that benefit from the many 
district and county fairs, to say noth- 
ing of the fact that District 1-A, home 
of the Grand National Livestock Ex- 
position in San Francisco, will ask for 
funds to complete the plant that 
houses one of the country's outstand- 
ing shows.

financial success in their history this 
past year. Many of those which op- 
erated thru the war years won con- 
sistently during that time. And those 
that didn't operate during the war 
were 'reimbursed in many cases by 
the government for the use of their 
plants. 

Hit during the depression-as what 
wasn't-most fairs then initiated a 
conservative policy. And since they 
have amortized or eliminated their 
debt until now, most of the annuals 
are not only debt free, but hold com- 
fortable surplus, some of it ear- 
marked for long range plant -im- 
provement campaigns. Many want 
to build and most will, just as soon 
as building conditions permit. A 
vast number seek better attractions 
and are willing to put out more 
money for them. 

Recent years have served to con- 
firm confidence of fair execs. Hav- 
ing gone thru the big depression, they 
think fairs will weather any possi- 
ble economic storms as well, if not 
better than, most enterprises. 

Fair execs are confident that they 
have the folks coming-and will 
keep 'em coming. They believe, too, 
that folks will have money-plenty 
of it-when 'fair -time rolls around. 

Farmers llave Cash 
Farmers thruout the U. S. and 

Canada, they point out, enjoyed a 
bonanza during the war years; crop 
conditions, generally speaking, were 
good, and prices were high last year, 
and economists insist that, while 
farm prices will drop, they will not 
drop drastically this year. Farmers, 
records show, are as a group out of 
debt and holding on to sizable bank 
accounts. 

And their desire to go places, see 
things and have fun is as keen, if not 
keener, than ever before. Last year 
many still were pressed with their 
own labor problems and couldn't 
take any, or much, time off to go to 
fairs. Some couldn't make the trips 
because they hadn't received replace- 
ments for their battered old family 

buggies. But this year, it should be 
a different story. 

Fait° execs believe that the folks 
will be more "choosey" in their en- 
tertainment, and that they will not 
take to high prices as easily as this 
past year. Even then, resistance de- 
veloped to some of the high -scaled 
midway shows. But, showmen agree, 
some of the six -bit shows and high- 
tarriffed rides were over -priced and 
couldn't hold. 

It will take a stronger selling job 
to hold attendance this year, fair 
men agree. However, relatively few 
of the annuals last year pulled out 
all of the publicity stops, as they had 
in pre-war years, so they still have 
plenty to play with in that respect. 
A greater use of radio is expected by 
many and some propose a more 
thoro selling newspaper campaign. 
Outdoor billing, too, is due for a big 
jump, according to all indications. 

Special features, such as thrill 
shows and auto races, which in most 
cases do most of their own, if not all, 
bellying at fair dates, are expected to 
step up their work in their depart- 
ment, and, as a result, the fairs 
thus affected should have their own 
selling thus bolstered. 

On the favorable side, fair men 
expect a still heightened demand for 
commercial exhibit space and more 
and better livestock and agricultural 
products exhibit. Demand for exhibit 
space broke all records the past 
season, yet many manufacturers or 
outlets were without merchandise or 
machinery to exhibit. The number 
of livestock and agricultural exhibits 
mounted this past season, but a sharp 
jump is foreseen what with increased 
premiums offered by more fairs, a 
greater emphasis placed upon the 
junior classifications and easing of 
the labor load on the farm and in 
the home. 

The outlook as viewed by many 
of the nation's leading executives, 
as told in their own words, will 
appear in the next issue.

chairman; H. D. Ruhlman, Pittsburgh; 
L. G. Fox, Omaha; Fred H. Freeman, 
Medford, Mass.; Joseph P. Seifert, 
Brooklyn; J. Warrick Norcross, Gree- 
ly, Colo.; W. J. Betts, Redondo, Wash.; 
Alfred W. Kish, Lima, O.; Victor J. 
Brown, Newark, N. J., and Fred A. 
Martin, Detroit. 

The board also studied the prob- 
lems of rink music and means of 
inducing firms to improve skate mu- 
sic. Final study was begun on the 
revision program of text and com- 
petition books published by the asso- 
ciation. A number of pros appealed 
to return to amateur status, but it 
was ruled that once a skater be- 
comes a professional he must re- 
tain that status. 

Official invitations were issued to 
member countries of the World Roller 
Skating Congress for participation in 
the world meet. It has already been 
indicated that only two members in 
each class will be eligible to partici- 
pate from each country. Freeman 
reported it was agreed that the first 

meeting of the WRSC would be held 
at Leeds, England, in October; that 
no dances would be included the 
first year, but that the committee 
would select dances for the 1948 pro- 
gram. Competition for the first year 
will include ladies' and men's figure 
skating, pair skating and special 
skating for men and ladies. New 
class of competition was provided- 
novice fours beginning in 1947, and 
in 1948 an intermediate class. 

During the past eight months 
RSROA has processed more than 
1,900 tests and during the eight and 
one-half years since the first test 
was held, more than 10,000 have been 
filed. Amateur rules have been 
amended to provide additional pen- 
alty for those who return to work 
in a rink after once having served 
automatic suspension when returning 
to competitive status. New ruling 
provides a 90 -day suspension on the 
first return to competition, six 
months on the second return, and if 
an amateur returns to work in a 
rink after that time, permanent sus- 
pension will be applied. 

Fred J. Bergen was named Cali- 
fornia representative to prepare the 
program for the national and world 
championships.

COIN MACHINES 

EXPORTS NEED CO-OPERATION 
Excise Taxes 

Cut in July; 
Trade Helped 

WASHINGTON, Jan. 4.-First in- 
dication that the coin machine in- 
dustry's tax burden may be eased 
this year came this week with Presi- 
dent Truman's proclamation termi- 
nating a number of emergency tax 
measures that were in effect during 
the war years. 

The nation's tax bill is scheduled 
to be cut approximately $700,000,000 
this year with the easing of a num- 
ber of excise taxes on July 1, 1947, 
as a result of the President's proc- 
lamation. 

Altho the nation still is technically 
in a state of war, the proclamation 
signified the termination of hostili- 
ties and, under the provisions of the 
1943 Wartime Revenue Act, the high 
excise taxes must be cut back to 
specified levels within six months 
after the end of hostilities has been 
proclaimed. 

Some Locations Affected 

Affected excises, which currently 
are producing nearly a billion and 
a half dollars annually, will in- 
clude billiard and pool parlors and 
bowling alleys, wire and equipment 
service; telephones and leased wires, 
cabarets, admissions, transportation, 
liquors, furs, luggage, jewelry and 
toilet preparations. 

Under the new schedule, effective 
July 1, the following reductions will 
be effected: 

Billiard and pool tables and 
bowling alleys: $20 a year per table 
and $20 a year per alley reduced to 
$10 a year each. 

Telephone: Long distance, 25 per 
cent to 20 per cent; local service, 15 
per cent to 10 per cent. 

Leased Wires: 25 per cent to 15 
per cent. 

Cabarets: 20 per cent to 5 per cent. 
Admissions: From 1 cent for each 

5 cents to 1 cent for each 10 cents. 
Liquor: From $9 to $6 per proof 

gallon. 
Furs, luggage, jewelry, etc.: 20 per 

cent of retail price to 10 per cent. 

Amusement Tax Rev. 
To Aid City's Poor 

NEW ORLEANS, Jan. 4.-Reve- 
nue from amusement taxes in this 
city will aid some 2,200 under- 
privileged Orleanians, according to a 
recent statement by the City Wel- 
fare Department here. 

Due to a cut in grants, the State 
Welfare Department was forced to 
leave this group, many of whom are 
sick or unemployable, to their own 
devices. According to the statement, 
however, the City Welfare Depart- 
ment, which administers amusement 
tax returns, was able to meet the 
impending situation in view of the 
recent increase in receipts from the 
amusement levy. 

City spokesmen claim that funds 
for such charity will be sufficient 
only if receipts remain at their pres- 
ent level and the State grants are not 
further curtailed.

News Digest 
GAMES-Look for some new de- 

velopments in the amusement game 
field before very long. Games men, 
who like everyone else have been 
stymied during the past 12 months 
by production bottlenecks and mate- 
rials shortages, will have new ideas 
to show the trade when it meets for 
its first post-war convention in Feb- 
ruary. 

DIME PLAY-Controversy on dime 
play continues in juke box circles. 
Neither side, according to available 
reports, has weakened in determina- 
tion to see their plan adopted. Claims 
and counter -claims are being tossed 
about. Actually, a goodly number 
of juke operators have converted 
their equipment to dime, three -for- 
a -quarter play, but the prospect at 
this moment is that the nickel play 
will continue in many areas. 

SUPPLIES-Automatic merchan- 
disers expect the next few months 
will see increased supplies of all 
kinds flowing into their machines. 
Products requiring sugar-including 
bulk candies-are still short, but 
every operator is pinning his hopes 
on returning to normal operations 
sometime during 1947. Soft drink 
operators, who do their biggest busi- 
ness during the hot summer months, 
expect 1947 will be the biggest sea- 
son yet if predictions regarding 
available supplies are accurate. 
Meantime, off -brand soft drinks, 
candy and gum are getting their full 
share of attention from the opera- 
tors, who welcome any kind of sal- 
able goods. Question in confection 
manufacturers' minds is what will 
happen once the well-known brands 
of these goods return in full supply. 
Most of the off -brand products are 
likely to disappear, but some-par- 

ticularly in the soft drink and candy 
field-are likely to hold on thruout 
1947, at the end of which their popu- 
larity will increase or they will be 
withdrawn. 

TAXES-The President's action, in 
cutting several of the wartime ex- 
cise taxes, aroused hope that this 
year may see revisions in the fed- 
eral tax on coin machines. Furs, 
luggage, jewelry, transportation, bil- 
liard and pool tables and bowling 
alleys were among the taxes sub- 
stantially reduced by the President's 
action. The cut-back will be effec- 
tive on July 1, and all indications 
were that further slashes might be 
made before that date. 

PLAY TRENDS-Juke box men in 
the Chicago area reported that busi- 
ness, following the holidays, has 
tapered off. Detroit operators, how- 
ever, report play holding up well 
and even increasing following New 
Year's. Operators of all types of 
equipment are hopeful that the cur- 
rent year will not see a prolonged 
business recession which would eat 
into gross receipts. 

EXPORTS-A survey conducted by 
The Billboard in New York con- 
cludes that most coin machine manu- 
facturers and distributors do not of- 
fer co-operation with export-import 
firms when those firms bring in or- 
ders for equipment. Biggest com- 
plaint the export firms had was that 
some distributors and manufactur- 
ers, having gotten initial orders, 
launched a price -cutting program in 
an attempt to go after business di- 
rect.

Survey Shows 
Much Unrest 

Only two of nine foreign 
orders filled for lack of 
mutual understanding 

NEW YORK, Jan. 4.-Only two out 
of nine export firms receiving orders 
for coin machines ever fill them be- 
cause of lack of co-operation be- 
tween the coin machine industry and 
exporters, according to a survey con- 
ducted recently by The Billboard. 

Survey revealed that of the seven 
who do not fill the orders, three 
make no effort to do so because of 
lack of knowledge of the coin ma- 
chine field, while the remaining four 
do not, they say, put much effort 
into securing the equipment because 
of stories that have been making the 
rounds of the exporting trade to the 
effect that unethical practices are 
used by many of the coin machine 
distributing and jobbing firms. This 
is especially true of used machines, 
exporters declared. 

Business Lacks Co -Operation 
Some expórters reported that for 

some time many exporting firms 
have been making private investiga- 
tions of the industry because of in- 
creased demands for juke boxes, 
arcade machines, vending machines 
and all types of coin -operated equip- 
ment. All of these investigations, 
they said, place most of the blame 
for difficulties on lack of co-opera- 
tion between the coinmen and ex- 
porters. 

Consensus showed that most manu- 
facturers and a few distributors have 
worked well with exporters but that 
the number of firms co-operating are 
overshadowed by those that do not. 
Larger export firms report that the 
sources of supply in the coin machine 
field are usually so unstable that 
they try to steer clear of the industry 
entirely. 

One of the major complaints of the 
export trade is that they lose many 
accounts (for all types of goods) for 
this reason; when a distributor or 
jobber learns of an account he 
usually starts a price slashing cam- 
paign with the result that the im- 
porting firm in South America, or 
wherever the country may be, con- 
cludes that the American exporter 
was using unethical trade practices 
and severs all connection with the 
firm. 

List Export Demands 
All exporters agreed that foreign 

trade in the coin machine field is 
expanding every week with largest

Coin Business Booming in 
Detroit After Yule Slump 

DETROIT, Jan. 4.-Local coin ma- 
chine trade made. a spectacular jump 
this week following the seasonal pre - 
Christmas slump, with the result that 
coinmen here are viewing the possi- 
bilities of the new year with much 
greater optimism than seemed pos- 
sible only a week ago. 

This week's business pick-up has 
been less in the play of machines by 
the public than in the sensing by 
operators as a group that a favorable 
trend is on the move and that this is 
the time to buy new equipment and 
prepare new business programs. 

Much Buying Activity 
Attitude of the operators has been 

reflected in jobbing houses, all of 
which have reported customers have 
been coming in to buy in increased 
volume. In some cases, buying seems 
to have reached boom levels. 

One operator expressed the feel- 
ing that seems to be prevalent in 
the trade. He said he is spreading 
his purchases at once in order to get 
early delivery because he feels that 
new demands for equipment will 
soon overburden production sched- 
ules far more than before. 

Music business here has been going 
strong, altho there was a serious 
recession in December. Aaron Lipin, 
of Allied Music Sales, reported No- 
vember was the highest month in the 
firm's history in the handling of rec- 
ords. The holiday slump, however, 
seemed to confuse some operators 
who apparently were unaccustomed 
to analyzing seasonal trends. After- 
math of the unsettling coal strike 
also could be blamed for part of the 
business drop. 

Cig Vender Demand Good 
In the cigarette vending field, de- 

mand for new machines was de- 
scribed as very favorable by Albert 
Weidman, one of the leading dis- 
tributors.

Tho used machine 
market remains quiet, demands are 
mounting faster for new machines 
than ever before.

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Metal Output 
Increase Is 
Seen in 1947 

Demand Still Greater 
NEW YORK, Jan. 4.-Increased 

production of copper, aluminum, lead 
and magnesium, with zinc remaining 
at about the 1946 level, was pre- 
dicted by representatives of various 
metals associations in a round -up 
of materials basic to coin machine 
manufacture. There was agreement, 
however, that in spite of the im- 
proved situation the demand would 
still exceed supply. 

Current copper requirements, ac- 
cording to that industry's spokesmen, 
are about 150,000 tons monthly; re- 
fined copper supplies are about 40 
per cent of demand. An estimate by 
the Copper Institute placed domestic 
production of crude copper at 572,- 
582 tons and refined copper at 526,- 
493 tons in the first 11 months of 
1946. Production in all of 1945 was 
841,667 crude tons and 843,113 tons 
of the refined variety. 

Aluminum industry predicted an 
increase of 750,000,000 pounds in this 
eountry's 1947 aluminum supply. It 
pointed out, however, that most of 
this gain will come from foreign 
sources. Domestic production is pre- 
dicted to be about the same or 
slightly higher than the 1,250,000,- 
000 pounds produced in 1946. If the 
present annual consumption rate of 
2,500 000,000 pounds is maintained, 
this 'year's prediction will fall 500,- 
000,000 pounds short of require- 
ments. Pre-war production aver- 
aged but 300,000,000 pounds yearly. 

Lead Industries Association says 
that about 800,000 tons of its prod- 
uct will be turned out during this 
new year. Figure includes 350,000 
tons from scrap and 450,000 from 
mined output, which is 100,000 tons 
overr last year's production. Imports 
are expected to improve this total 
but not enough to meet the required 
1,055,000. Domestic lead consump- 
tion in 1946 was approximately 800,- 
000 tons, which was a greater amount 
than in any year from 1936 thru 
1940. 

Output in the magnesium field is 
expected to be about 200,000,000 
pounds, or roughly half the wartime 
production. Prior to the war pro- 
duction of this metal was only about 
12,000,000 pounds. It is expected 
that during the next few years that 
huge quantities of this lightest of 
metals will be required for military 
equipment. However, magnesium in- 
dustry spokesmen hesitated to pre- 
dict this year's demand. 

Along the steel front, the situa- 
tion is such that producers of this 
metal enter 1947 with a heavy back- 
log of unfilled tonnage, caused by 
many disruptions and raw materials 
shortages during the past year, ac- 
cording to officials of the steel in- 
dustry. They pointed out that if 
given an opportunity to operate at a 
high rate of production for several 
mrnths this condition could be rem - 
',died somewhat and that supply and 
demand could be brought into fair 
balance on most products.

Pa.'s '47 Lawmen 
May OK 2 Per Cent 

General Sales Tax 
HARRISBURG, Pa., Jan. 4.-Pos- 

sibility of a 2 per cent general sales 
tax being enacted by Pennsylvania's 
I947 Legislature is seen here by ob- 
servers on the eve of the general 
assembly which convenes January 7. 

James H. Duff, governor -elect, it is 
pointed out, has plans to increase 
subsidies to school districts, boost 
teachers' salaries, establish diagnostic 
clinics, expand State mental institu- 
tions and increase pay of State em- 
ployees. Additional tax revenue will 
be needed to finance this program, 
and the sales tax is viewed as a 
distinct possibility. 

It is believed, however, that food 
for home consumption and milk 
would be exempted from any such 
tax provisions. 

Sales Tax in Ala. 
Yields 20 Million 

MONTGOMERY, Ala., Jan. 4.-Dr. 
A. R. Meadows, State superintendent 
of education, estimated this week that 
Alabama's sales tax will return ap- 
proximately $20,000,000 for educa- 
tional purposes for the year 1946. 

Tax, enacted in 1936 in an effort 
to keep schools open, has aided great- 
ly in improving and expanding this 
State's educational opportunities and 
standards. 

Public schools also receive all of 
the yield on the tobacco levy which 
amounts to about $6,500,000 annual - 
17.

Tax for Tennessee 
As Lawmakers Meet 

NASHVTT UM, Jan. 4.-The 1947 
Legislature will be asked by the ad- 
ministration to levy a new tax de- 
signed to produce some $20,000,000 
during the next biennium to meet 
Tennessee's expanding governmental 
functions and increased costs. 

Reliable capital sources revealed 
this week that the new tax, which 
will be strictly an emergency meas- 
ure, will be a gross receipts tax, or 
"hidden sales tax," and probably 
will be considered without regard to 
its effect on the State's over-all tax 
structure. System produced some 
$65,000,000 during the present bien- 
nium. 

At the same time, Gov. Jim Mc- 
Cord announced that he will ask the 
Legislature's approval of a special 
commission to study the State's tax 
system and to make recommendations 
back to the assembly for moderniza- 
tion of the antiquated set-up. 

The governor said he would recom- 
mend that the commission consist of 
three or five members and that it 
be given ample funds to employ tax 
experts and economists. Commis- 
sion, he added, would seek to devise 
a model tax schedule under which 
each citizen would pay a just share 
of governmental costs. 

Experts have cited the_ need for 
such a study and revision of the 
present tax structure, which is a sys- 
tem that has grown as needs de- 
veloped since the creation of the 
State in 1796.

Sizable Jump 
For Industry, 
Report Shows 

Revenue Goes Up 

WASHINGTON, Jan. 4.-A sizable 
jump in the nation's coin machine 
industry during the first 11 months of 
1946 was indicated in a report of tax 
collection over the period, issued this 
week by the U. S. Department of In- 
ternal Revenue. 

Report, issued by Paul A. Hankins, 
deputy commissioner, revealed col- 
lections on coin -operated devices for 
the 11 months to be up $3,364,801 
over the same period in 1945. Total 
collections were $16,522,122 as com- 
pared with $13,187,321 in 1945. Col- 
lections for the month of November 
alone amounted to $557,921, an in- 
crease of $78,031 over the same 
month the previous year. 

Another notable increase was in 
phonograph records, revenue on 
which was $2,513,169 for the 11 
months. This total was more than 
a million and a half dollars over the 
previous total of $950,691. Phono- 
graph record collections during the 
month of November amounted to 
$489,866, an increase of $267,985 over 
the same month in 1945. 

King Size Cigs Down 
Altho r e g u l a r size cigarettes 

showed an increase of more than 
$29,000,000-explainable by greatly 
increased production, collections on 
the king sizes were greatly off, with 
a total of only $88.87 collected during 
November and only $2,785 in the en- 
tire 11 -month period. This was a de- 
crease of $1,758 for the month and 
a drop of $164,654 for the 11 months. 

Collections on regular size ciga- 
rettes for the month of November 
amounted to $96,936,824 as compared 
to $88,921,725 in November, 1945. To- 
tal collections for the 11 -month 
period were $496,067,059 and during 
the previous year $466,906,885. 

Another increase was noted in 
bowling alleys and pool parlors. Col- 
lections for the year were $3,575,437, 
an increase of $439,988. November 
collections were $157,619, an increase 
of $58,596. 

New Coin Business Opens 
OKLAHOMA CITY, Jan. 4. - 

Hazel J. Raines has launched a new 
coin machine operation here. To 
begin with, the new business will 
specialize in coin -operated radios and 
nut vending machines. Firm head- 
quarters have not yet been an- 
nounced.

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More Candy Before Sugar 
Returns to Full Supply; 
Gott Sees Turning Point 

NCA President Predicts 10 Per Cent Ration Increase 

By Philip P. Gott 
President National Confectioners' Association 

Comparative candy production fig- 
ures for 1945 and 1946, compiled by 
the Bureau of Census, Department of 
Commerce, covering the last 10 
months thru October, reveal that 
poundage is 4 per cent less this year 
but that dollar value is up 3 per cent. 
Confectionery manufacturers pro- 
duced 2,562,000,000 pounds of candy 
with a sale value of $620,000,000 in 
1945. Figures for 1946 will probably 
be in the same neighborhood. Out- 
look for 1947, according to the opinion 
of many of our members, promises to 
be brighter. 

In the first place it seems indicated 
that sugar supplies will begin to in- 
crease around the first of April, 1947. 
What the government sugar ration 
percentage for the candy industry 
will be is not known, altho 70 per 
cent of 1941 use is generally ex- 
pected. In this regard, the associa- 
tion members have reached the con- 
clusion that with proper planning the 
average American consumer could be 
raised from 25 pounds to 35 pounds 
of sugar annually, which is 40 per 
cent more sugar for home use next 
year. At the same time institutional 
and industrial users could get 27 per 
cent more sugar in 1947 by raising 
the quota from the present 60 per 
cent of the 1941 base year, to 80 per 
cent . and do it without in any 
way reducing the total amount of 
sugar available to people in war dis- 
rupted countries. 

Candy Before Sugar 
Another rather general opinion is 

that candy is going to be plentiful be- 
fore sugar is. This thought is based 
on the fact that candy manufacturers 
made 1,000,000 more pounds of candy 
in 1945 than they did in 1941, despite 
the fact that they used only a little 
better than 60 per cent of the amount 
of sugar they had available in 1941. 
While some of this increase is due to 
sugar ex -quota purchases of candy 
by the government, it is also true that 
due to changes made in amounts of 
certain candies produced, and in for- 
mula, the relative percentage of sugar 
to total ingredients decreased by 
weight from about 30 per cent in 
1939 to 22 per cent in 1944, the last 
year for which detailed ingredient 
statistics are available.

Up Cigarette Taxes 

MADISON, Wis., Jan. 4.-Some to- 
bacco men have expressed apprehen- 
sion over possible increase in pres- 
ent tobacco taxes by the 1947 Legis- 
lature, altho present two -cent tax 
on cigarettes expires June 30. 

Basis of their fears is the fact that 
a record State budget must be met, 
making extension of the present tax 
almost a certainty and increasing it 
a possibility. However, no definite 
proposals have come to light as yet. 

Cigarette tax receipts for October 
amounted to $569,153 as compared to 
$445,022 in September and $479,248 
in October of 1945, according to a 
report released by State Treasurer 
John Smith.

Cribbs, general manager of Chicago 
Division of National Candy Com- 
pany, announced his resignation from 
this position January 2.

The man on whom rests the 
success or failure of the entire drive 
is Bernard Weinberg, who holds the 
controlling interest in Keystone 
Vending Company, one of the largest 
operators of candy, soft drink and 
cigarette machines in the city.

Minn. Legislature 
May Find Cig Tax 

Bill a Hot Issue 
MINNEAPOLIS, Jan. 4.-Indica- 

tions are that one of the hottest is- 
sues of the 1947 Legislature may be 
precipitated by the introduction of a 
cigarette tax bill. 

So far as is known, no actual bill 
has been drawn calling for a tax on 
cigarettes, but a pre -session poll of 
legislators revealed them to be di- 
vided on the question. Lawmakers 
from the rural sections of the State 
were heavily in favor of such a tax, 
while their city colleagues were in- 
clined to shy away from it. 

Tax is being sponsored by the 
League of Minnesota Municipalities, 
but there seems to be hearty opposi- 
tion among legislators. Leaders of 
the industry are preparing for an all- 
out fight, declaring the addition of a 
State tax would be placing an unfair 
burden on a product already heavily 
taxed by the federal government. 

City solons have described the tax 
as the opening wedge for a sales tax, 
which is frowned upon by the in- 
coming administration. Gov. -Elect 
Luther W. Youngsdahl has indicated 
his opposition to anything resembling 
a sales tax. 

Philadelphia Plans 
Health Regulations 
For Coin Laundries 
PHILADELPHIA, Jan. 4. - With 

the increase in location activity for 
coin -operated laundries, city authori- 
ties here are planning regulation 
concerning this type of business. 

Herbert M. Packer, chief of the 
City Bureau of Housing and Sanita- 
tion, said that the Board of Health 
was concerned about the danger of 
infection in machines used by a dozen 
or more families in one day. Officials 
made the remark at a hearing of the 
Zoning Board of Adjustment on the 
application of Leon Rachlif, whó is 
seeking to install 25 washing ma- 
chines at 6027 Vine Street here.

Bumper Crop Spells Fainine 
End in Venders, Candy Bars 

NEW YORK, J?n. 4.-A bumper 
1946 peanut crop of more than 2,075,- 
000,000 pounds is bringing farmers the 
highest prices in the history of the 
peanut industry. According to the 
National Peanut Council announce- 
ment made here last week, farmers 
receipts from the crop are estimated 
at $300,000;000. 

Trade spokesmen state that the 
acreage planted is about the same 
this year as last, but the yield per 
acre has been much greater, particu- 
larly in the Southwest area. Result 
of the increased yield has been 33,- 
500,000 more pounds of nuts har- 
vested in 1946 than in 1945. At the 
same time the price at which farmers 
are selling the 1946 crop to shelling 
mills and to crushers exceeds govern- 
ment support prices. Ceilings are now 
removed from the nuts. 

Urged Farmers To Baise Peanuts 
Enabling and encouraging farmers 

to increase peanut acreage, the nuts 
were made a support -price crop at 
the beginning of the year. Peanuts 
were in great demand for army ra- 
tions, post exchange merchandise and 
for civilian consumption in shelled 
and unshelled forms as well as in 
crushed and oil forms. Emphasis was 
placed on use of peanuts in candy 
bars and their sale thru vending ma- 
chines. 

Headway has already been made 
by Southern farmers who have been 
replacing cotton with peanuts. By 
1945 peanuts became the first crop 
of Georgia, the fifth crop of the 
South and the 10th of the entire 
United States. These positions have 
been held during the past year, with 
indications favoring their further 

gain in importance during 1947. 
Usually 23 per cent of the yield is 

sold to the public in salted form, 20 
per cent is made into peanut candies 
and 50 per cent of the crop goes in 
the making of peanut butter. This 
leaves a normal average of 7 per cent 
for crushing into oil and roasting in 
the shell, with the undersized and 
broken peanuts being usually used 
for the crushing. This season, how- 
ever, because of the huge demand 
upon the nation for peanut oil, some 
nuts of the finest appearance are be- 
ing crushed for oil. 

It is expected that by mid -year 
vending machine operators will find 
that the normal supply of the nuts 
will have increased so that temporary 
famines of the salted forms will be a 
thing of the past. With easing of 
sugar this year, it is further expected 
that candy bar manufacturers will 
decrease their usage of the nuts. This 
has already happened to a small de- 
gree. 

Greatly increased demand by the 
American public for peanuts is ex- 
pected with each passing month as 
importance of peanuts to health is 
shown by the National Peanut Coun- 
cil and food experts. Peanuts are a 
concentrated and inexpensive source 
of very important nutrients, such as 
high quality protein, B cómplex 
vitamins and iron. They are also 
generous suppliers of niacin, a vita- 
min not found in many foods.

HOBOKEN, N. J., Jan. 4. -Scien- 
tists of both General Foods Corpora- 
tion and RCA revealed last week 
that they are making use of an elec- 
tronic super eye in a modern re- 
search program specifically designed 
to improve taste, texture and appear- 
ance of many food products. Pro- 
gram is being conducted at the cen- 
tral research laboratories of General 
Foods here. 

Thomas M. Rector, vice-president 
in charge of research at General 
Foods, says that this device is almost 
100 times more powerful than the 
most efficient light microscope for- 
merly used to carry on this type of 
research. He added that it is locating 
answers to problems that have 
stumped food scientists for years. 

Super eye has already shown that 
it will have an important bearing on 
the improvement of chocolate, Rector 
said, by disclosing the manner in 
which the ingredients are blended to- 
gether and manipulated in processing. 
He pointed out that chocolate process- 
ing has advanced largely by rule of 
thumb methods, but that the elec- 
tronic microscope may be able to 
answer with scientific certainty the 
relation of the various food particles 
to each other. 

According to Rector, even the sim- 
plest of foods is composed of hun- 
dreds of compounds, a great many of 
which are still unknown to food tech- 
nologists. When the compounds are 
present in complicated cell structure 
it is frequently impossible to de- 
termine how the cell structures are 
inter -related. However, he said, 
most food cells when placed under the 
electronic microscope become visible, 
thus permitting food scientists to in- 
crease their knowledge of cellular 
structure as applied to food process- 
ing.

Exports Lacking 
In Co -Operation 

(Continued from. page 91) 
demands coming in the following 
order: (1) Used jukes, (2) new jukes, 
(3) arcade equipment. It is esti- 
mated that there are 5,000 export- 
import firms in the country, operat- 
ing from New York, Boston, New 
Orleans, Los Angeles and almost 
every other port along the country's 
coastline. 

Exporters admitted that, because 
of their great reluctance to handle 
coin machines, some British firms are 
making gains in South and Central 
American markets that always here- 
tofore have been American. Because 
of this, many firms that have pushed 
coin machines aside in the past are 
trying to train buyers for this field 
so that they can handle all the needs 
of their import customers. 

Smaller firms, however, cannot af- 
ford to train specialists in the coin 
machine field and they report that, 
since they cannot have specialists, 
they feel they are better off by not 
handling coin machines at all -espe- 
cially if it involves used equipment. 

One Solution 
Exporters expressed the opinion 

that every distributor who is open 
for good relationships with exporting 
firms should appoint an export ex- 
pert who would work with the ex- 
porter for the mutual gain of both. 
The representative of the coinmen, 
they said, should see that all ma- 
chines shipped should always be in 
running condition, complete with in- 
structions and should be clean, in- 
side and out, in order to protect the 
name of the exporter. 

"I feel certain," one exporter de- 
clared, "that if distributors would 
co-operate with us, within reason, 
we both could benefit." 

All of the exporters felt that the 
number of coin machines exported 
from this country could be doubled 
if better co-operation, better service, 
better understanding and more mu- 
tual trust were evidenced by coin 
machine distributors and jobbers. 

100% Dollar Volume 
Increase Predicted 

NEW YORK, Jan. 4. - Bendix 
Home Appliances, Inc., thru its presi- 
dent, Judson S. Sayre, revealed last 
week that on the basis of 1946 pro- 
duction and sales, a 100 per cent 
increase in dollar volume is expected 
for 1947. Firm, which also makes 
automatic washers for use in Telecoin 
Launderettes, states that dollar vol- 
ume for 1946 is estimated at $30,000,- 
000; jump to $60,000,000 is forecast 
for 1947. 

Company turned out about 75,000 
home laundry units in 1941 and ex- 
pects to build 300,000 units during 
1947, an increase of 400 per cent. Pre- 
diction was based on vast potential 
market and addition to company's line 
of a dryer and an ironer. Firm will 
have produced its one millionth home 
laundry unit by mid -summer 1947. 

Install Penny Park Meters 
With New Traffic Rulings 

HATTIESBURG, Miss., Jan. 4. - 
This city's 388 new parking meters 
went into action in the downtown sec- 
tion December 16, together with a 
revised city ordinance regulating 
traffic and parking. 

Meters, which permit 12 -minute 
parking for a penny and one -hour 
parking for a nickel, are in op- 
eration from 8 a.m. to 6 p.m. daily, 
except Sundays and holidays. Lone 
exception will be meters installed in 
front of the post office, where they 
will be in operation 24 hours a day, 
with parking limited to 12 minutes.

visory Committee, the NCA Washing- 
ton Committee and the special De- 
control Committee appointed for the 
task by the NCA board of directors, 
candy and all its ingredients with the 
fortunate exception of sugar has been 
decontrolled. 

As for sugar, the directors unani- 
mously adopted these recommenda- 
tions made by the Food Industry 
Council Sugar Committee: 

1. No firm commitments on for- 
eign allocations of 1947 sugar sup- 
plies should be made at this time, 
pending further determination of the 
needs in the light of 1947 world pro- 
duction of sugar. 

2. Decontrol of sugar under present 
conditions would be disastrous; that 
under decontrol the American house- 
wife would get less sugar; that the 
transition from control to decontrol 
should be gradual, and should be 
planned to avoid the situation which 
occurred following abrupt decontrol 
after World War I, and that no action 
should be taken which would threat- 
en the sound principles of allocation. 

3. Government and representatives 
of those businesses having to do with 
purchasing, refining and distribution 
of sugar, should consider the steps to 
bring about orderly decontrol as soon 
as conditions warrant. 

4. The United States should con- 
tinue to do everything possible to 
encourage increased production in 
both the continental and territorial 
United States, and should provide all 
possible help, such as materials and 
facilities, to the European beet -grow- 
ing areas to enable them to increase 
their own sugar production, and 
should assist the Philippine sugar in- 
dustry to rehabilitate its sugar pro- 
duction as rapidly as possible. 

5. The United States could well 
point out to the Cuban government 
the desirability of distributing to its 
sugar industries the increase in price 
that Cuba is now receiving from the 
U. S. as an incentive for maximum 
production in 1947 and 1948, since 
the analysis shows that the U. S. and 
the world will need maximum pro- 
duction for at least these two years. 
Realizing that Cuba is a sovereign 
country, and that her internal prob- 
lems are her own affair, the confec- 
tioners nevertheless feel that because 
the U. S. has a contract with Cuba 
for her 1947 crop, and has long relied 
on Cuba for an important part of our 
sugar supplies, there is an obligation 
on the part of Cuba to encourage 
maximum production in 1948 by her 
sugar growers and processors. 

List NCA Conclusions 
The NCA directors took this action 

only after thoro analysis of existing 
facts and extensive investigation. 
Their conclusions summarized are: 
There will be an improvement in 
world and particularly European 
sugar production in 1947; a small in- 
crease is probable in the U. S.; it does 
not appear that in 1948 production 
will bring stocks and supplies up to 
pre-war levels; there will not be 
enough sugar in the first quarter of 
1947 to increase rationing and alloca- 
tion to U. S. consumers within that 
period. 

In spite of everything, it has been 
a year of smooth flowing co-opera- 
tion with government officials in 
Washington, much to the credit of the 
NCA Washington Committee of 
which Russell Stover, Stover Candies, 
Ins., Kansas City, Mo., is chairman, 
and the new NCA Washington Office 
headed by Harold O. Smith Jr. 
' On January 1, 1946, an improved 
distribution system was not much 
more than an intangible desire in the 
minds of the NCA Distribution Com- 
mittee, headed at that time by Lester 
G. Rosskam, Quaker City Chocolate 
& Confection Company, Philadelphia, 
Pa. The new chairman, Clarence O. 

Candy, Supply To Improve; 
Sugar Ration Increase Seen 

Matheis, Walter H. Johnson Candy 
Company, Chicago, and James F. 
Mulcahy, new NCA merchandising 
director, have brought the "balanced 
selling" program along to the point 
of inaugurating sales -training classes 
for wholesale salesmen on a nation- 
wide scale. Securing the unqualified 
co-operation of the U. S. Department 
of Education began to assure success 
for the co-operative manufacturer - 
wholesaler program, and the favor- 
able reaction to the first test class 
which convened in Baltimore, Md., 
November 13-19, seems to insure that 
success. 

Uses Congressional Act 
The association thru the efforts of 

the distribution committee became 
the first organization to take advan- 
tage of the George -Barden Act, re- 
cently passed by Congress, which 
provides $2,500,000 for the training 
of workers in the distributive occu- 
pations such as wholesale merchan- 
dising and selling. 

Another program initiated in 1946 
by the far-sighted men of this indus- 
try, and already proving of practical 
benefit to individual plants as well as 
the industry at large, is the sanitary 
standards program launched by the 
Sanitary Advisory Committee of 
which Charles F. Scully, Williamson 
Candy Company, Chicago, is chair- 
man. Earlier this year Gerald S. 
Doolin was employed to conduct this 
program as sanitation director. 

As in the past, NCA plans involve a 
definite advertising and publicity 
campaign telling the story of candy's 
place as a food in the American 
diet . . . a program conducted on a 
plane of sincerity, truthfulness and 
social consciousness embodying pres- 
entation of fair and exact facts and 
figures. A $235,800 budget has been 
approved by the council on candy for 
this purpose for the first six months 
of 1947. This council, which has been 
ably steered thru the rough waters of 
1946 by John H. Reddy, New England 
Confectionery Company, Cambridge, 
Mass., during the coming year will 
be piloted by W. C. Dickmeyer, 
Wayne Candies, Fort Wayne, Ind. 

Backbone of the Council's 1947 
promotional punch will continue to 
be the full -page four-color bleed 
pages in Life and Saturday Evening 
Post. Special pages in medical jour- 
nals and magazines read by school 
teachers and home economists will 
supplement the consumer campaign. 
Again, as in 1946, folders outlining 
the facts of candy's value as an 
energy food will be distributed by the 
hundreds of thousands to the nation's 
schools. 

In addition, a candy movie which 
will show America how candy is 
made, picture the wholesome ingre- 
dients which go to make up finished 
confections, and which will show how 
candy does have a proper and impor- 
tant place in the daily diet, will be 
completed by next May. The film, 
based on a script prepared by RKO- 
Pathe, Inc., will not only be available 
for industry rallies but 200 prints, 
reduced to 16mm. size will be made 
available to school groups, P. T. A.'s, 
women's and service clubs, church 
organizations and other specialized 
groups. 

Facts about candy will continue to 
be distributed to women's page edi- 
tors, columnists, financial editors and 
writers on health topics for news- 
papers and magazines thruout the 
country, as well as to women's pro- 
gram directors in the nation's radio 
stations. 

These are the more prominent 
rungs built into the ladder of success 
by forward looking members of the 
confectionery trade. With co-opera- 
tion the password, no obstacle can 
long deter this industry and its big 
family from attaining the heights of 
security and happiness.

Teen - Agers Can 
Afford a Dime, 
Juke Exec Says 

NORTH TONAWANDA, N. Y,, Jan. 
4. - Statements to the effect that 
upping the price of juke play to a 
dime, three for a quarter, might lead 
to juvenile delinquency because of 
the inability of the bobby sox crowd 
to meet the increase, seem rather far- 
fetched to E. R. Wurgler, general 
sales manager of the Rudolph Wurlit- 
zer Company. 

"Even if there were any truth in 
it," Wurgler declared, "experience 
demonstrates that at three for a quar- 
ter, a teen age crowd can raise a suf- 
ficient number of quarters to keep the 
juke box going much as it did be- 
fore. 

Wurgler declared there seems to be 
a general misunderstanding regard- 
ing the percentage of the money con- 
tributed to jukes' by bobby soxers, 
"when in reality only a very small 
percentage comes from this class." 

Cites Firm's Survey 
Citing the results of a survey con- 

ducted in the spring of 1946 by the 
company's distributors from coast - 
to -coast, Wurgler declared: 

"The consensus of these men, who 
are close to the pulse of the juke box 
industry, was that not more than 15 
per cent of all the money taken in by 
commercial phonographs is put there 
by so-called teen-agers and bobby 
Boxers. 

"The balance, they claim, is con- 
tributed by older people and in types 
of locations where the very young 
people trade is negligible or non- 
existent. This opinion, we feel, 
should be of interest to any music 
merchant who may hesitate to change 
to quarter -dime play because he has 
overrated the importance of the 
teen-age business." 

BurnettOpensPhone 
Music Firm; Studios 
In Mfgrs.' Exchange 

KANSAS CITY, Mo., Jan. 4.-John 
Burnett has established the Personal 
Music Company here, operating the 
Phonette telephone music system. Of- 
fice and studio of the new company 
is in the Manufacturers' Exchange 
Building, 210 West Eighth Street. 

Burnett said his firm, which got 
under way about a month ago, now 
has seven locations in operation, 
mostly restaurants and lunchrooms 
in the downtown area. Expansion of 
the operation has been slowed down 
by the difficulty in obtaining outlets

The group is headed by Ray Schwartz 
and the Felt brothers, Mike and Cecil. 

Spike Jones Writes Tune for 
CMI Convention; List Lyrics 

CHICAGO, Jan. 4. - Spike Jones 
has informed Coin Machine Indus- 
tries' headquarters here that he has 
finished his new tune, written in 
honor of the 1947 convention and 
show. Song is entitled All Hail Coin- 
egie Tech. Jones said he would re- 
cord the piece for Victor January 6. 
Pressing will be made later in Chi- 
cago, according to Eli Oberstein and 
Jack Williams, of Victor. 

Song will be heard exclusively at 
CMI's public relations bureau and at 
the CMI press booth on the Sherman 
lobby floor during the convention, 
February 3-6. At that time, says 
James T. Mangan, chief of the asso- 
ciation's public relations bureau, 
sheet music of the song will be dis- 
tributed from the bureau's booth.

Better Philly 
Tavern Biz Ups 

Juke Box Play 
PHILADELPHIA, Jan. 4.-Holiday 

season, plus the end of the city's 
brewer strikes, brought about an up- 
swing in collections from juke boxes 
along the tap and tavern circuits. 

All Philadelphia breweries were 
back in full production, after 1,100 
workers walked out October 2 in a 
Teamsters' Union dispute. With the 
beer shortage ended, business has 
quickened its pace at location spots, 
with an attending increase in collec- 
tions. 

Another reason for the juke box 
business boost is return of music ma- 
chines to many choice locations, par- 
ticularly in the Negro sections of the 
city. During the war years many 
good spots brought in piano players 
and bands to branch out as musical 
bars. However, drop in night club 
business has caused tavern keepers 
to depend heavily upon juke box 
music. Some places which have re- 
tained piano players instead of three 
and four -piece units are also bring- 
ing back music machines. 

I. Kaner Buys F 8c F Music Co. 
From Frank Pajares, Expands 
DETROIT, Jan. 4.-A newcomer 

in the coin machine field, Israel 
Kaner, has taken over the F & F 
Music Company from Mr. and Mrs. 
Frank R. Pajares and has moved 
headquarters from 7704 Woodward 
Avenue to 4208 West Grand Avenue. 

The company received wide pub- 
licity when the firm was organized 
more than a year ago by Pajares and 
his p a r t n e r, Florence Susnjar. 
The reason for the publicity was the 
fact that the two were married short- 
ly after their business partnership 
was formed, marking perhaps the 
first time in the history of the coin 
machine industry that such a double 
partnership was fused. 

The Pajareses have moved to Ala- 
bama where they plan to go into 
another business enterprise.

He says he has found instances 
where a location owner has been 
ready to order the juke box out be- 
cause it was not getting what he 
considered an adequate play. 

By studying each location and its 
patrons carefully, Kaner has been 
able to determine the type of music 
best suited for the spot. No two, he 
says, are quite alike and special at- 
tention to each is required if the loca- 
tion is to pay. 

Perry Joins Dixie 
Melody in Atlanta 

ATLANTA, Jan. 4.-Creighton I. 
Perry, former advertising account 
executive, has been appointed man- 
ager of Dixie Melody, Inc., Atlanta 
area distributor of wired music for 
World Music Service, New York. 

Perry succeeds Shorty Roberts, 
well-known Atlantan, who resigned 
the post recently. Perry, before join- 
ing Dixie Music, was associated with 
a publishing firm here. He is a na- 
tive of Buford, Ga., and a graduate 
of Oglethorpe University, where he 
majored in journalism. 

SALT LAKE CITY, Jan. 4.-R. F. 
Jones, of Jones Distributing Com- 
pany here, this week issued a state- 
ment denying that Utah's juke boxes 
are aimost entirely on a dime, three - 
for -a -quarter basis, describing last 
week's story in The Billboard to that 
effect as being "totally incorrect." 

In a telegram to The Billboard's 
Chicago office, Jones declared: "Can 
guarantee that 98 per cent of all 
phonographs in the entire State are 
operating on 5 -cent play." 

With reference to the assertion 
that Consolidated Amusement Com- 
pany, largest operator in the State, 
had "capitulated" and would be en- 
tirely converted to dime play within 
a week, the telegram stated: "J. A. 
Stevenson, owner of Consolidated, has 
this date advised that at no time has 
his company operated 100 per cent 
on dime play. Further, that any 
phonographs of that company pre- 
viously on 10 cents a play have been 
changed back to 5 cents a play and 
that Consolidated does not have one 
phonograph at present time on 10 
cents a play." 

Reference in the story to Jones 
Distributing Company, Jones de- 
clared, was "misleading to the trade" 
because the company is totally en- 
gaged in distribution and does not 
operate juke boxes. The story had 
said Jones Distributing had been 
"almost 100 per cent converted to 
dime play." 

Ace Music Moves to 
New Office in K. C. 

KANSAS CITY, Mo., Jan. 4.-Ace 
Music Company, juke box and pin- 
ball operation of Bert Smith, has 
moved to 1107 East 57th Street, Smith 
announced this week. Company for- 
merly was located at 3814 Main 
Street, where it shared office space 
with Telemusic, Inc., distributors of 
phone music systems. 

Telemusic will move its offices to 
15 West 39th Street, where it also 
has its local studio, according to 
Smith, vice-president of Telemusic. 

Smith is reported to have been ex- 
panding his juke box and pinball op- 
eration in recent months. 

RCA Exec Says Firm 
Will Up Production 

CAMDEN, N. J., Jan. 4.-James 
W. Murray, vice-president in charge 
of RCA Victor activities, cited the 
firm's $4,000,000 plant expansion pro- 
gram and advances in both record 
processing and manufacture as rea- 
sons for RCA Victor pointing to 1946 
as a year of achievement, in a state- 
ment made here this week. 

He added: "The acquisition of a 
new manufacturing plant, scheduled 
to go into production early in 1947, 
will further enhance the firm's posi- 
tion in the industry." New plant 
will augment RCA's production, 
which is now being handled in the 
organization's three other plants, lo- 
cated in Hollywood, Indianapolis and 
in this city.

THE STORY OF CELESTE (Signature C-1) 

The first children's set to spring 
from this waxerie, this set of two 
platters rings the bell, being cut from 
a familiar and successful pattern that 
originated with Tubby the Tuba. 
This story also has Victor Jory re- 
lating the commentary provided by 
Paul Tripp, with the large orchestra 
directed by Ray Bloch setting forth 
the fanciful music by George Klein - 
singer. It's the musical story of a 
little melody-and a pretty one- 
named Celeste, who seeks the singing 
city where everybody has a melody 
all his own.

MODERN GYPSY MELODIES-DAVE 

APOLLON (Manor 100) 
Billed on the biscuits as the 

"world's greatest" mandolin virtu- 
oso, nonetheless, Dave Apollon, long 
a familiar figure on the vaude stages, 
picks his plectrum in fine fashion 
for a set of four Hungarian -Gypsy 
melodies. And with the orchestra 
playing spiritedly, Apollon offers se- 
lections from his stage repertoire in 
Play Gypsy, a Czardas medley; Sec- 
ond Hungarian Rhapsody, Zigiuner- 
weisen, another Czardas medley, and 
Hora Staccato. Apollon picks the 
mandolin strings with the abandon 
of the gypsies and it all adds up to 
pleasant plattering. Two records set 
in a soft -backed album. Ccisy camp- 
fire scene graces the fflet cover, 
with a photo of the mandolinist and 
his personal notes on the music for 
the inside page. 
LEW LEHR'S HANZEL AND GRETEL 

(Manor 102) 
Lew Lehr, the newsreel comic, 

adapts the familiar fairy tale to his 
own silly designs, . set mostly in 
rhyme. And for the youngsters the 
spinning comes as a welcome comedy 
relief as Lehr gives out in his char- 
acteristic dialect for all the story 
characters. Incidental' music is pro- 
vided by the studio band, conducted 
by Szathmary. The delightful silly 
takes two records, packaged in a 
soft back album that has Lehr's script 
covering both inside pages. Frontis- 
piece in keeping with the tenor of the 
needling, designed around a photo of 
Lehr as Hansel.

Sugar rations are easy to take as 
dished out by Jack McLean's hotel - 
styled musicrew. Tailored strictly for 
dancing, scoring gives reeds the up- 
per hand, with muted brass coming 
in for the blends. Beat is moderate 
and well defined thruout. Wayne 
Gregg, who handles the vocals for 
all sides, has a relaxing quality in 
his pipes that fits ork'sstyle. Current 
fave, It's All Over Now, is pleasingly 
warbled to a bouncey ork. Ever- 
green, I Wonder Who's Kissing Her 
Now, displays both ork and vocalist 
to better advantage. As mate for 
Alabama, McLean intros another 
synco adaptation from the classics in 
What More Can I Ask For? Altho 
label fails to give the credit (listing 
only Jack Manus and Bernie Bier- 
man), melody is from Chopin's Noc- 
turne in E Flat. It's not unfamiliar 
to pop followers since this nocturne 
has served for many years as Eddie 
Duchin's theme. Altho lyric is not 
too strong, appealing melody and 
adaptability to the synco pattern 
gives ballad promise. Aimed at the 
yule biz, but coming a little late, 
Christmas Island gets the candied 
treatment with good effect and 
there's enough sugar left over to 
sweeten April Showers on the re- 
verse. From the standpoint of tune 
material and performance, I'll Close 
My Eyes and Mi Vida are paired to 
make this the best couplet in the lot. 
Topside's ballad has click potential, 
while screen tie-in should enhance 
Mi Vida's (from 20th Century -Fox's 
Carnival in Costa Rica) chances. 
Gregg capably fills vocal department 
on both counts. 

All sides will coax replays but have to 
depend on tune tags for most of the 
coinage. Best bet; I'll Close My Eyes and 
Mi Vida. 

GURNEY THOMAS (King 554) 
When He Reached Down His Hand-V. 
Just a Closer Walk With Thee-V. 

Gurney Thomas and his hillbilly 
pals sing religious themes with guitar 
background. At times, he wails the 
hillbilly blues alone, and other times 
he is joined by the hillbilly equiva- 
lent of a basso profundo who har- 
monizes with him. When He Reached 
Down His Hand, as well as Just a 
Closer Walk With Thee, are done in 
a slow tempo. This folk music will 
not be appreciated outside the rural 
regions.

It would be easy to bypass "T" 
Texas Tyler's vocal offerings here 
were it not for the snappy West- 
ern beat in the accompaniment. To 
give his cowboy chanting a measure 
of individuality, Tyler frequently 
pinches his pipes for a lowdown, 
growl effect. Used sparingly, this 
vocal feat could be used to emphasize 
certain words and inject space into 
the spinning. It serves its purpose 
in Divorce Me, but when overdone 
gravel voicing is hard to take, par- 
ticularly in the ballad -styled Tell 
Your Lies. Another device overdone 
to the point of irritation is Tyler's 

habit of introing instrumental solo 
breaks by shouting the sideman's 
name. Used thruout, this is par- 
ticularly noticeable in I'm Gonna Get 
Mad and My Little Red Book. Lucky 
Strike's slogan is twisted into a term 
of endearment giving salt to an other- 
wise tasteless Western ditty. Tune's 
come-on tag may enhance its chances 
for hitdom. 

With Divorce Me still riding high on the 
folk tune ladder and So Round, a coin 
attracting title, any profits here will go 
to these two.

The husky blues shouting and bar- 
relhouse piano pounding of Lillette 
Thomas, with the bass, drums and 
guitar making for her Escorts, is right 
out of the back rooms at the Harlem 
hotteries.

Designed entirely for the Harlem hot - 
tortes where the raucousness of the 
rhythms make the phono play all the more 
inviting.

This spinner is Western style sing- 

ing with string band accompaniment, 
which uses an after -beat shuffle 
rhythm. On Somebody's Rose there 
is an electric guitar solo with eight 
bars of solo piano followed by eight 
bars of solo guitar and into the vocal 
with an accordion noodling around 
the melody. You Don't Do Right by 
Me Anymore on the other side is set 
in the same "umchaw" rhythm, 
which is very danceable. 

Not for sophisticates or Jitterbugs. but 
alright for most folks.

Try 2 -for -Dime, 
5 -for -25e Juke 

Play in N. Y. 

NEW YORK, Jan. 4.-New angle 
on the much discussed dime play 
price of juke box row was given here 
by Bob Jacobs, of Shur -Vend Com- 
pany. Jacobs, firmly against 10 -cent 
play when it means that one record 
is spun for a dime, favors 10 -cent 
play of a different sort. 

Removing the nickel slot from one 
of his machines and plugging the 
nickel slot in another of the drop coin 
type, Jacobs put a sign on the ma- 
chines that two plays would be given 
for a dime and five for a quarter. At 
the end of three weeks' test it was 
found that an average increase of 43 
per cent was gained by these "dime 
play" jukes. 

"At first the patrons grumbled," 
Jacobs said, "but after the bartender 
pointed out that it still gave two 
plays for a dime and that this way 
it was really saving the customer the 
trouble of going to the machine after 
each piece to drop a coin it caught 
on rapidly." Several other spots will 
be converted to similar operation 
with possibly a two -for -a -dime, six - 
for -a -quarter try on some of them, 
Jacobs added. 

With all the discussion about one - 
for -a -dime, three -for -a -quarter juke 
play, pro and con, some solution such 
as the foregoing may be the long 
sought answer. According to this op- 
erator, dime play of this type, while 
not actually raising the popular 
nickel price, will increase revenue 
from machines so equipped and at 
the same time not encourage reduced 
play because of a 100 per cent in- 
crease in play price. 

Other answers to the dime play 
question involve using the new price 
for best-selling hit disks and artists, 
while less popular tunes remain on 
nickel play; using 10 -cent slots only 
in the more elaborate locations while 
less pretentious spots retain the 
nickel price; or the universal change- 
over of straight dime play, three -for- 
a -quarter juking to every location.

Chi Will Host 
1,000 Trade 

Shows in '47 
CHICAGO, Jan. 4. - New year, 

1947, will be Chicago's second larg- 
est convention year in history, ac- 
cording to Chicago Convention Bu- 
reau officials, who reported last week 
that some 1,000 trade shows and con- 
ventions will be held here next year. 

A total of 882 industry meetings 
were held here this year, bringing 
more than half a million persons to 
the city. The annual average is ap- 
proximately 800, according to Sher- 
man J. Sexton, bureau president. 
The record was established in 1933 
when 1,527 meetings were held. 

Sexton said the bureau is making 
an effort to induce many organiza- 
tions to hold their meetings over the 
week ends instead of during the cus- 
tomary Monday thru Thursday. By 
meeting Friday thru Monday, he de- 
clared, convention visitors will find 
hotels less crowded and transporta- 
tion facilities less burdened. 

There has been a noticeable de- 
cline in the demand for hotel accom- 
modations on week ends dur- 
ing the past month, according to an 
official of the Greater Chicago Hotel 
Association. Another declared that 
waiting lines for rooms will be con- 
spicuous by their absence during 
1947, although hotel business gen- 
erally is expected to remain good. 

Of special interest to the coin ma- 
chine trade will be the CMI conven- 
tion here in February at the Sherman 
Hotel. 

Coinmen Feel Pinch 
Of Lead Shortages; 
Production 60% Low 

WASHINGTON, Jan. 4. - Coin - 
men who rely on their cars and de- 
livery trucks as an essential part of 
the working day are likely to find 
this winter a hard one, according to 
official government agency spokes- 
men. Production of lead in this coun- 
try is now 60 per cent under normal 
and the imports of that badly needed 
commodity are running small. This 
shortage of lead is expected to show 
itself in a scarcity of batteries. The 
lead shortage, of course, will have 
other effects on the manufacture of 
coin machines and parts for machines. 

While the United States has long 
been a leading producer of lead, pro- 
duction here at home has been de- 
creasing since the early 1930s. In 
1941, domestic lead available from 
mining and from reclaiming pro- 
cesses amounted to but four -fifths of 
the average domestic supply avail- 
able during 1925-1929. Imports of 
the metal, however, served to offset 
this decrease in domestic stockpiles. 

Tonnage production quickly shows 
the situation. During the four years 
from 1925 thru 1929, approximately 
660,500 tons of lead ore was produced 
here at home. For 1946, estimated 
tonnage figures on domestic ore was 
only 335,000 tons. 

Shortage of domestic lead is trace- 
able to two causes -depletion of ore 
deposits in producing areas and 
strikes. Foreign production is being 
held down by lack of equipment and 
manpower.

NEW ORLEANS, Jan. 4. - 

The old U. S. Mint here, 108 - 
year -old landmark of the 
French quarter, may be turned 
into a museum if a local move- 
ment is successful, it was re- 
ported this week.

This means that 
venders, jukes and all types of amuse- 
ment machines will receive year- 
round play when located by opera- 
tors with an eye to 12 -month profit 
periods. 

Cold weather activities in Wiscon- 
sin, Michigan and Minnesota this 
year open the first post-war winter 
season in these States. They have 
developed and greatly improved win- 
ter sport facilities and roads are in- 
viting to motor travel thruout the 
year. Snow -plowing of the high- 
ways is continuous and railroads 
serving these particular States prom- 
ise good service; accommodations at 
hotels, tourist cabins and farms have 
been expanded and serve to invite 
greater numbers of visitors during 
this and future winters. 

Largest number of resort areas 
open to winter sports in the Midwest 
are in Wisconsin, it is claimed. Cham- 
pion ski meets, hockey games and 
speed skating are among this State's 
winter attractions. Michigan has 
prize ski runs and other attractions, 
among them a winter tournament in 
the Houghton -Hancock section. Min- 
nesota has centered its winter sports 
development in Moon Valley, but 
other locations thruout the State 
draw numerous cold -weather tourists 
too. Mountain resort regions of other 
States, long established as winter 
playgrounds, will begin to share their 
winter tourist business with the Mid - 
zest States, it appears. 
Operators having locations within 

aforementioned areas have evidenced 
a desire to so locate their equipment 
that it will draw play by these winter 
vacationists. Net returns from such 
sections can show a profitable rise 
during the former stay -at -home - 
months when profits did a tumble. 
Machines, however, should be as 
carefully placed and serviced as their 
summer -season or big -city counter- 
parts.

CHICAGO, Jan. 4.-Many inde- 

pendent telephone companies report 
that they have a number of open 
lines ready in some territories for 
new installations of telephone mu- 
sic, while companies in general re- 
port that there is a definite improve- 
ment in the amount of cable avail- 
able for expansion.
