WASHINGTON, May 24. - The
month of April saw a turning point
in showbiz gross decreases and the
gradual leveling oil of returns from
the war -time boom period. Upsurge
was noted in April figures issued by
the Bureau of Internal Revenue here
this week, revealing that showbiz
grosses are on the uptrend except
radio store sales, which, for a change,
have dropped somewhat from pre-
vious months.

The post -Lenten period -the tail -
end of the legit season and last up-
surge before the regular summer
slump -seems to have found its level
in April and, for the first time since
the beginning of the year, the public
appears to be spending money again
for entertainment. Theater ticket
sales show an increase of 5.9 per cent
over those of April a year ago and a
16.24 per cent increase over the
figures for March of this year.

Sales of coin -operated devices last
month, tho 47 per cent over sales the
previous month, are down 19.90 per
cent from those of April a year ago.
These sales, which shot up last year
fast and surprisingly, apparently are
now finding their more normal level.

Sale of radio sets, parts and phono-
graphs, which showed an unusually
high figure in March, dropped 16.26
per cent last month, but this dip is
not taken too seriously in view of
the rise of 167.84 per cent over fig-
ures for April a year ago.

All in all, the biz picture is more
optimistic than it has been at any
time in the past four months.

With Outlets
CHICAGO, May 24.-The National

meeting of program and production
execs from 34 States of the net's
central division here this week. The
affiliates heard talks from Clarence
Menser, NBC's veepee in charge of
programs, and Thomas McCray, na-
tional program manager, as well as
central division brass, and went away
feeling that they were more and more
assuming an important role in the
web's function. After Friday's clos-
ing meeting there was plenty of talk
about the possibility and desirability
of having program meetings in more
cities than just New York, Chicago
and Hollywood, where they have
been held the past two years.

Whereas at the web's affiliate
meeting here a few months ago, re-
bellion broke out against NBC's plans
for elimination of local station breaks
and other planned policies, this
week's session was practically all
sweetness and light. This could have
been, as one program exec put it,
because high policy matters were not
within the province of program and
production execs at the meeting but
it also could have been because the
program and production men were
told that the net was trying to co-
operate with affiliates by planning
more local originations from cities
other than New York, Hollywood and
Chicago, especially in the fields of
news, dance remotes and national
documentary programing, and by
making other overtures.

Minor Beefs
There were some beefs at the ses-

sions, but most of these were of
minor importance. In this category
were three: (1) The affiliates felt the
net *was still carrying too many old
sustaining shows of poor quality and
wanted to see some improvement in
this type of programing; (2) it was
felt that the net ought to improve
its dance remote schedule and get
some better bands; (3) it was sug-
gested that the web pay closer atten-
tion to its late news spots because a
lot of stations carry them and find
their listeners dialing to them very
much. It was felt that more effort,
and perhaps more money, could go
into making these late news shots
even better than they are.

NEW YORK, May 24.-Wha t many
advertising agency execs believe is
tantamount to a sponsors' strike
against over -priced radio stars now
exists in radio. The result, according
to these same talent buyers, is that
abnormally high-priced stars will be
forced, if they want to work, to adopt
a "Newburyport plan" of their own.
The only difference is that many of
the stars will have to cut much more
than the 10 per cent effected by the
Massachusetts town which fathered
the price -cutting plan.

Sponsors' insistence on reduced fees
for air stars results from the eco-
nomic pressures now hitting virtually
every national advertiser, whereby
increased operating costs, coupled
with increased competition, have
made them insist that they get dollar
for dollar in advertising returns.

Costly Names Canceled
Past few months have seen ample -

evidence of the advertiser's attitude,
with more top-flight performers be-
ing dropped than in any comparable
Period in radio's past history. Even
more significant is the fact that, of
the many who have been canceled,
few have been called for other deals.
So far, Frank Sinatra, set for lilt
Parade, and Meredith Willson, set for
Ford, are among the few cancellees to
to wind up with other pacts.

Meanwhile, here are a few of the
stars "on the dole" and the high ask-
ing prices (for complete shows un-
less otherwise noted) which have
mused sponsors to sit back and hold
tight:

Would Trim Network Sails, End Editorializing Curbs
WASHINGTON, May 24.-National

Association of Broadcasters' (NAB)
long -proclaimed recommendations to
Congress to emasculate the Federal
Communications Commission (FCC)
now are finally written into proposed
legislation-the long -anticipated bill
by Senator Wallace H. White Jr.,
chairman of the Senate Committee on
Interstate and Foreign Commerce and
Republican majority leader of the
Upper House. White's bill, which
has been months in the making and
which finally was introduced Friday
(23), is assured of an early hearing,
with virtual certainty that a wide-
open row over the measure will ensue
on Capitol Hill. The measure incor-
porates proposals made months ago
by President Justin Miller, of NAB,
to curb FCC's Blue Book powers over
programing and to end FCC's curb
on "editorializing" by broadcast sta-
tions.

A companion bill was introduced
in the House by Rep. Charles A.
Wolverton (R., N. J.), chairman of
the House Interstate and Foreign
Commerce Committee.

The 41 -page White bill, considered
to be a proposed new bible and basic
law for the communications industry,
goes even further than some NAB
bigwigs had asked publicly, virtually
chopping away the powers of the FCC
'chairman, who, under the White bill,
would no longer be nominated by the
President and would serve as little

The com-
mission would be divided into two
weakened entities-one to function
exclusively as a "broadcast division"
and the other as a "common carrier"
division. The existing power of the
commission to determine a station's
right to renewal on the ground of
programing performance ;would be
wiped out by the bill in strict accord-
ance with the expressed wishes of

Mex Protest
Due on WGAR

Power Boost
WASHINGTON, May 24.-Mexico

is expected to lodge a vigorous pro-
test at the 1948 North American
Regional Broadcast meeting against
this week's action by the Federal
Communications Commission (FCC)
in granting WGAR, Cleveland, a
power boost to 50 kilowatts on the
clear channel frequency allotted pri-
marily to. Mexico's 100 -kw. Station
XEB. Heretofore, WGAR operated
on 1220 kc. with only 5 -kw. power.
In granting the boost to WGAR, the
FCC denied a conflicting bid by
WADC (Tallmadge, 0.) to shift from
1350 kc. to the clear channel fre-
quency with a jump to 50 kw.

While WGAR will use a directional
antenna to protect XEB as far as the
Mexican border, the Latin country is
contending that the station's signal
can now be beard in New York and
will not be audible when WGAR
increases its power. In its decision,
FCC said XEB had "no usable cover-
age in the New York area, in that its
signal is less than the existing noise

' level."

view of all FCC procedures and it
institutes the widely discussed pro-
posal requiring all news commenta-
tors and newscasters to identify
themselves, their sources and intent.
It provides that in the broadcasting
of news items and in any analysis of
or comment on current events, the
source of the- material be identified
and that "editorial and interpretative
comment" be identified as such.

In explaining this provision, White
stated: "It is designed to make clear
to the listening public what portion
of a so-called news broadcast is, in
fact, news and what is its source, that
is, a news agency, the news staff of
the radio station, or a special corre-
spondent; and to separate the news
from the editorial comment or inter-
pretation or analysis."

Networks are expected to protest
some of the key provisions in the
bill affecting web operations, with
the measure calling for a brand-new
requirement restricting networks
from exclusive contractual arrange-
ments with member stations. The
measure would prevent a network
from requiring a station to carry only
the programs of that web. It would
permit any station to carry the pro-
grams of any web on time which is
not contracted for, and, in the case
of contractual option provisions, to
carry such programs in event the op-
tion has not been exercised.

Explains Restrictions
In explaining the restrictive clauses

on FCC's jurisdiction, White declared
that his bill does not remove FCC's
power to make a finding as to
whether a licensee has "operated in
the public interest." White insisted
that this power, in fact, is "affirmed"
by the bill. "But it also makes clear,"
he added, "that the commission does
not have the authority to tell a li-
censee, directly or indirectly, what
he can and cannot broadcast, or how
he should run his day-to-day busi-
ness." This is in keeping with the
recommendations made by NAB in its
drive for a legislative crackdown on
FCC's Blue Book.

The FCC chairman under the ten-
ures of James Lawrence Fly, Paul A.
Porter and now Charles Denny, has
served as the most important figure
in the commission, but he would be
relegated to a lesser role, defined by
White as "an executive officer and
co-ordinator participating fully in all
matters within the jurisdiction of the
commission except the determination
and decision of contested matters
which are made the exclusive busi-
ness of the divisions.

White said experience "has amply
demonstrated that the chairman can-
not be expected to devote the time
and attention necessary to the proper
handling and disposiion of these mat-
ters and also efficiently discharge the
many other duties which are un-
avoidably his under the act. As to
these other duties, an attempt also
has been made to clarify the status
of the chairman and to make him; and
him only, the official spokesman and
representative of the commission in
certain important respects."

Fair Distribution of Stations
One of the unusual new features

which is likely to be the subject of
considerable discussion among broad-
casters is a proposal to bring about
"fairer distribution Of broadcast fa-
cilities in the country and at the same
time discourage a policy which grants

Justin Miller
Again Blasts
FCC BlueBook
Attack Timed With White Bill

WASHINGTON, May 24.-Justin
Miller, president of the National As-
sociation of Broadcasters (NAB),
sounded off again this, week against
the Federal Communications Com-
mission (FCC) Blue Book, timing his
blast to precede the introduction of
the White Bill, revising the FCC
(see story in this issue). In a letter
to Rep. Harris Elsworth (R., Ore.)
of the House Interstate and Foreign
Commerce Committee, Miller urged
a budget cut 'for the FCC, clarifica-
tion of its powers and an inquiry
into its actions.

Miller denounced the Blue Book as
amounting to "a legislative act which
inflicts punishment without a judi-
cial trial." He urged Congress to
halt "its own creature (FCC)" from
violating the constitution's' first
amendment and denounced the Blue
Book as being "not a proper govern-
mental report, but instead an attempt
to propagate the sociological ideas of
particular commissioners." Miller's
attack was. the most blistering of
the many he has made, and already
is having repercpssions not only in
the commission but also on Capitol
Hill, where congressmen friendly to
NAB are reportedly viewing it as a
major exhibit against the commis-
sion's 'budgetary requests and as ad-
ditional ammunition for a fight to
modify the Communications Act.

FCC Members Friendly.
The blistering language of Miller's

attack completely overshadowed the
mild prefatory remarks in which he
claimed that Chairman Charles
Denny, other FCC commissioners and
members of the commission staff "are
now working with me and with the
broadcasters generally on a very
friendly basis." Miller said the Blue
Book constitutes "star chamber"
procedure of "government by intimi-
dation."

Vehicle used for issuance, of the
Miller "report" was a letter cited by
Miller as having come to him from
Representative Ellsworth, an Oregon
newspaper publisher and fifth GOP
ranking member of the House Inter-
state and Foreign Commerce Com-

WASHINGTON, May 24.-Nation-
al Association of Broadcasters (NAB)
will push ahead vigorously toward
completion of its new standards and
practices for submission to the fall
convention, it was agreed this week
at the annual board of directors
meeting here which heard a progress
report of the special committee on
standards and practices.

The board's two-day meeting
(21-22) approved, as anticipated,
by-laws changing the status of net-
work members from active to asso-
ciate and clarifying and broadening
duties of administrative leaders. The
board also discussed creating an NAB
radio institute similar to the New
York Herald Tribune Forum. The
matter will he taken up in detail at
the convention.

BMI Backed
The board also voted support to

the Broadcast Measurement Bureau
(BMI); approved appointment of
station representatives on the liasion
committee between the industry and
the American Federation of Radio
Artists (AFRA), with appointees
definitely committed to opposing the
secondary boycott in any form; appro-
priated $15,000 for a new listener
survey; admitted more than 100 new
members, bring the total to 1,301,
and changed the schedule of district
meetings and annual conclave begin-
ning in 1948, when the annual con-
vention will be staged in the spring
instead of fall.

NAB officials expressed themselves
as "highly satisfied" with the board's
achievement in its busy session,
which saw the association rising to

NEW YORK, May 24.-The advent
of disk jockey shows on network
program schedules developed into a
matter of concern to various seg-
ments of the industry this week.
Most actively concerned-and ag-
grieved-were independent atation
operators and program o.c.c. direc-
tors, and radio actors. One indie sta-
tion man cracked, "The great net-
work brains labor-and bring forth
disk jockey."

Indie stations now are faced with
the prdblem of program competition
from the networks on their own level.
The little stations developed record
programing to a high art to meet
network live talent competition, plat-
ters giving the stations both names
and program quality higher than they
could afford to produce otherwise.
Indies, obviously, cannot compete
with webs in live talent production
because of budget limitations. Thus,
they turned to record shows.

Now, however, with Paul White-
man going on American (ABC) and
Martin Block going on Mutual
(MBS), Indies may be forced to con-
centrate on new programing tech-
niques. The big success of the Indies
was scored when listeners sought to
get away from web soap operas, but
one thought in mind now is for the
Indies to pull a switch and buy avail-
able transcribed soapers. WNEW,
New York, for instance, may start
an afternbon show of romance e.t.'s.
It Is customary for indie stations to
program in counterpoint to web op-
position.

It was also reported this week that
many radio actors were concerned
over growing inroads on employment
made by the hour-long web wax
whirls. It was argued that the two
network hours already set wouldclip jobs for 100 actors, or more,
Coast -to -Coast.

American Federation of Radio Artists

(Continued) from page 5)
country, for a 10 -day "course" on
the show, giving them info as to its
content, sales points, potential mar-
kets, etc.

Sales drive on the Colman stanza
will not begin until next week, but a
number of sales already have been.
made. These, virtually "transom"
deals, have resulted in the show go-
ing on the air in Chicago, Philadel-
phia, Denver, Salt Lake City, New
Orleans, Boston and Pittsburgh. All
airings are sponsored, and it is fig-
ured that the Colman series will wind
up sponsored on about 250 outlets.
This would be a record for a platter
package.

Other Pic Names
Chances are that Ziv will entice

other picture players into its fold.
Johnny Sinn, New York partner in the
Ziv firm, who set the Colman deal, is
returning to the Coast in a few weeks
and has several name deals pending.

licenses wholesale simply on 'de-
mand. " NAB is seen likely to fight
this. NAB long has warned against
letting the FCC exercise authority to
determine "economic needs" and FCC
itself has been wary of such author-
ity.

Another important feature of the
White bill is a proposal to institute
a system of "fines" as penalties for
minor transgressions by broadcasters.
The object of this provision, accord-
ing to White, is to end the present
method of "severe penalty thru li-
cense revocation or no penalty at all."

Miller Renews.
Blast Against
FCC Blue Book

(Continued front page 6)
bet's of the House Interstate and For-
eign Commerce Committee, and he
suggested that Miller supply "a sum-
mary of NAB's opinion" and Miller's
"own observations." Miller, in reply-
ing, ordered reprints of his com-
munication to be widely distributed.

Miller Repeats Arguments
Miller castigated what he deeribed

as FCC's "assertions of power never
conferred by Congress and state-
ments of philosophy destructively in-
consistent with a free medium of
speech." He reiterated all his origi-
nal arguments against the Blue Book
and tossed in even more caustically
worded criticism, insisting that some
of the Blue Book's "undiscriminating
readers are unaware of the danger-
ous, subtle poison." He questioned
the commission's right to pass judg-
ment on programing, and described
as unfair the FCC's statistical con-
clusions and definitions of what con-
stitutes public service programing
and commercial programing.

The NAB president complained
that "no broadcaster had any oppor-
tunity to participate in these de-
terminations" and that "no compe-
tent court ever has had an oppor,
tunity to pass upon the validity of
the formula used, the facts or the
results of the computations."

Economic Aspects
In mentioning the economic statue

of the broadcast industry, Miller
declared, "It is probable that the FCC
or someone speaking for it will, in
the near future, be suggesting legis-
lation and additional appropriations
so that FCC can make economic de-
terminations of needs of broadcasting
stations in particular communities. It
should be perfectly obvious that if
such power is even granted, the con-
trol of FCC over free speech. will be
immeasurably extended."

Miller insisted that "the commis-
sion in a series of opinions and, ad-
ministrative interpretations over a
period of years has been gradually
encroaching upon free speech in
radio broadcasting," and cited the
Mayflower case in which FCC ta-
booed editoralizing by radio.

Would Legalize Regulations
The bill would inscribe into law

many of the regulations established.
by FCC. White explained this is nec-
essary in order to prevent the com-
mission from exercising legislative
authority and also to clarify stand-
ards. Among these tenets would be
the rule for equal time to all factions
on political issues. The bill would
put a taboo on indecent language and
require full identify of all public
speakers.

The measure would place on the
statutes the commission's rules for
ownership and its chain broadcast-
ing requirements. It also would pro-
hibit the commission from "taking
any action which may result in1dis-crimination between persons based
upon race, religious or political af-
filiation, occupation, or business asso-

dation." White explained that this
section of the bill would prevent the
commission from "adopting any rule,
regulation or policy which, for ex-
ample, denies radio broadcast licenses
to newspapers." It also would put an
end to any policy which gives priority
to any type of application or
which calls for a "freeze," such as the
recent one on AM bids.

Skel-
ton's Hooperating is 24.1.

Tied for second and third best
buys in the TCI are Walter Winch -
ell (10th in the Hooper with 18.2)
and Mr. District Attorney (11th,
17.6). Both return a cost of 45
cents per 1,000 urban listeners.

Fibber McGee and Molly Min
and Marion Jordan) are fourth,
costing 46 cents per 1,000 city lis-
teners. Team is second in the May
15 ratings.

Crosby in Twelfth Place
At the other end of the list is

Bing Crosby, who now appears to
have made his berth in the top 15
shows more or less permanent.
Third in the May 1 report, the
Groaner is 12th in the current list-
ings, with the highest cost per 1,000
listener figure of any of the leading
shows. TCI shows it costs Phitco
$1.51 to get those urban listen-
ers. Cost per point is similarly high
-$1,355.42.

Also in the higher brackets are
Jack Benny ($1,196.81 per Hooper
point) and Edgar Bergen ($1,092.90
per point). Their TCI's are respec-
tively $1.14 and $1.05.

In the top three Sunday afternoon
programs, The Shadow, Mutual's
long-time winner, has returned to
its No. 1 berth, having been eased
out of the spot -as well as the top
three -by One Man's Family in the
last report. With an estimated tal-
ent cost of only $2,500, the invisible
criminal catcher costs but 29 cents
per 1,000 urban listeners -a beaut
of a radio buy.

On Air' Using
Radio `Trailer'
BBDO Adapts Pic Technique

NEW YORK, May 24. -Use of a
new promotion technique which acts
as a radio equivalent of movie trail-
ers has given the U. S. Steel Corpora-
tion access to thousands of dollars
worth of additional free national pub-
licity for its Theater Guild cot floe Air
and has served to hypo interest in the
program. The technique hurdles
time and distance obstacles to give
local stations fresh weekly tran-
scribed spots, plugging the forthcom-
ing Sunday's show and featuring
brief excerpts performed by the guest
stars of that show. The idea was
whipped up jointly by the promotion
departments of U. S. Steel's agency,
Batten, Barton, Durstine & Osborn
(BBDO), and the network, American
Broadcasting Company (ABC).

Partial reports covering only 25 per
cent of stations carrying Theater
Guild indicate that during the first 10
weeks of the promotion these outlets
used better than 1,200 of the special
spots and station breaks. On the ba-
sis of $20 per spot average value, this
would mean $24,000 worth of free
time on the reporting stations alone.
Spots are cut in two sizes, 20 and. 60
seconds. Stations reporting indicated
almost equal usage.

The original, yet simple process,
permits U. S. Steel to offer spots com-

features of big-time
technical skill and casting with flexi-
bility and prestige of localization. Op-
eration begins at Tuesday rehearsals
for the coming Sunday's show. Spots
already have been written around one
or two brief but, dramatic passages
from the show. A direct line is put
thru to Muzak, and two to four spots
are cut direct from the rehearsal
stage, obviating the necessity of a
special transcription date for tem-
peramental stars. The following day,
the spots are doled out to all ABC
affiliates over a closed-circuit broad-
cast,, from which each affiliate may
directly re -transcribe the spots. En-
thusiastic station reception of the
plan has further increased the num-
ber of plugs accorded Theater Guild.

Spots are set up so local announcer
can follow thru with details of time
and station, and with any other sta-
tion announeetnent. Longer, one -
minute spots are geared for use at
each station's convenience on such as
disk jockey or other participation
programs, while the short, 20 -second
take is timed for station breaks and
is specially popular on large stations
in Hooper cities. The technique, it is
said, has not cut down on the number
of live plugs given the show by local
outlets from regular boilerplate pro-
motion material sent out by the
agency and web.

E.T. Piracy Charged
To Radio by Waring

WASHINGTON, May 24.-Orkstei
Fred Waring, who is president of the
National Association of Performin
Artists, accused certain unspecified
radio stations of piracy yesterday. Al
a copyright hearing before a House
judiciary subcommittee, Waring de.
dared:

"Some radio men have been trap'
scribing my programs, deleting corn'
mercial and rebroadcasting them fol
different sponsors."

He added that while the offens.Was not as prevalent as in the ok.
days, "It is still being done."

out of the top 15 shows and turns
in the highest ratings of any station
on two of the programs. It also
scores second highest on two shows,
and fourth highest on four others.
It piles up the imposing figure of
98.5 Hooper points over the national
averages on shows where it figures
among the first five scorers.

In Norfolk, 124.1 Hooper points
and in Omaha, 98.5 Hooper points
represent lots of ears.

Other Examples
Four other stations prove among

the top five rating deliverers on
four shows each out of the top 15
(and first three Sunday afternoon)
programs. These are KARK, Little
Rock, among the top five scorers on
Fibber McGee, Edgar Bergen, Amos

Andy and Mr. D. A.; KVOO,
Tulsa, which delivers among the
five highest on McGee, Red Skel-
ton, Amos and Carmen Cavallaro;
KOMO, Seattle, on Bob Hope, Fred
Alien, Bergen and Skelton, and
WBEN, Buffalo, on Jack Benny,
Bergen, Mr. B. A. and Bandwagon.
WBEN turns in 35.9 total Hooper
points over .national averages on
the shows for which it delivers
among the top five stations; KOMO,
40.8; KVOO, 42.6, and KARK, 43.2.
And in terms of listeners none of
those rating points is to be sneezed
at either.

Considering that CBS places only
three of the shows in the top 15
nighttime list, WGBI comes up with
what is probably one of the most
forecful bonus -delivering jobs of all.
On two of the web's three shows,
the Scranton percolator is among
the five stations turning in the
highest ratings, hitting a 41.6 on
Radio Theater (as against a national
average rating of 24.5) and as has
been pointed out, a 36.9 against a
national 16.1 on Inner Sanctum. On
just these two shows, WGBI delivers
37.9 of solid Hooper point bonus,
and that represents a lot of Saari-
tonites with their ears glued to. re-
ceivers.

All Do 'a Job
All of the 44 stations listed in

the chart, it must be remembered,
do a solid audience -delivering job,
since only those stations which
scored one of the five highest rat-
ings on any of the top 15 or first
three Sunday afternoon shows are
included in the reckoning. If it
were possible to carry the tabula-
tion on to include station ratings vs.
national ratings for all Hooperated
programs, the probabilities are that
all of these outlets would k'ate ex-
tremely high. Next week a similar
tabulation and analysis on top. 10
daytime programs will be presented.

AS THE charts show, tabulation
is based only on the five sta-

tions which delivered the highest
rating over the national average for
each of the top 15 Hooperated
nighttime programs. Rank order
of stations was derived simply by
determining, in the case of each
station and each program, the dif-
ference between the national aver-
age Hooperating and the rating de-
livered by the station. For each

station, then, those differences were
added up to arrive at the total num-
ber of bonus Hooperating points
delivered by the stations involved.

It must be considered that in con-
nection with any or all of these pro-
grams other stations also delivered
bonus audiences, over and above
the national averages; and that a
reckoning similar to the one out-
lined could possibly show that some
of those stations deliver a greater
total number of bonus points than
some of the stations listed in this

tabulation. For example, if a sta-
tion delivered the sixth highest
rating above the national average
on all 15 of the programs, it would
undoubtedly achieve a higher total
bonus point score than any of the
stations listed here. The device
of including only the five stations
which delivered the five highest
ratings on each of the top 15 shows
is a purely arbitrary one, and was
arrived at as a logical and expedi-
ent method for presenting this fea-
ture.

A laudable documentary exam-
ination of America's top national
problem, housing, was presented
May 20 in a two-part program by
American Broadcasting Company
(ABC), tersely labeled Slums. Of-
fering typical and moving case his-
tories with the aid of a wire record-
er taken into the heart of New
York's slum district, the program's
first half detailed the sordidness and
severity of the problem. Second
half -)sour presented three housing
authorities with different points of
view, participating in a rousing
free-for-all seeking solutions. Vet-
eran special events broadcaster
George Hicks narrated both parts.

While the quality of reproduction
from the wire recorder left much to
be desired, total effect packed con-
siderable wallop. Most effective
convincers were the voices of people

ti
actually involved in the problem,
rather than actors reading lines.
Thus, the simple, resigned state-
ment of a mother that her baby died
shortly after a rat crept into his bed
one night, left the bitter taste of
medicine, but had a purgative effect
upon indifference as well.

Slums Pictured
First half-hour provided the lis-

tener with a feeling of the filth and
frustration of constant threat of epi-
demic, delinquency, fire and plain
boredom from overcrowding which
are part of the lives of slum resi-
dents.

Where there were little dramatics
in the opening half, except what
was inherent in the quiet speech of
those interviewed, the round -table
portion furnished enough excite-
ment for three programs. The three

WBKB Abandons Special Studio Project
CHICAGO, May 24. -A general

opposition to use of film for television
is growing among the video and ad-
vertising trade here, with strongest
opposition being found at WBKB,
local BM television station. Aitho
there is no confirmation here, some
members of the trade predict that
opposition will grow into a nation-
wide force. Those who make such a
prediction say that if the opposition
doesn't become nationwide, at least
it should be.

Opposition to film for video is so
strong at WBKB that Bill Eddy, head
of the station, went so far as to tell
The Billboard that he gladly would
sell some of the film equipment, such
as projectors, that he now has. He
also said that a special project, for
which money had been appropriated,
which would have found the station
building a special film studio for
housing of all types of film and sound
projection equipment, had been aban-
doned, even rho some of the initial
work had been finished.

Eddy and others here who are op-
posed to films for video cite several
reasons for their stand.

Poor Fibn on Market
First, they say that there is no good

video film on the market now that
can be bought at reasonable prices.
They point to quoted prices of front
$100 to $250 per use of about 15 min-
utes of travel and variety film as be-
ing prohibitive. They also say that
good film never will be made as
cheaply as live programs, and that
cost of making good film could be
saved for the day of television net-
works and then used to put on live
net shows.

Not even for commercials does this
segment of the trade find a use for
film. It is their contention that live
commercials, which can be changed
at the last minute and closely super-
vised by agency or sponsor wanting
to have variance from time to time,
can always be cheapest and best.

Negative Attitude
To the contention that films will

take the place of networks -for spon-
sors until coaxial cables or radio re-

It is doubtful that.the
tele industry would underwrite such
a plan, altho video producers admit
a crying need for good 16mm, tele
films. Since 16mm. producers are
motivated by a desire to sew up the
tele field now in anticipation of video
industry's conunercialization, it is
likely that 'film makers may in the
long run absorb any added production
costs in return for definite commit-
ments front video film buyers.

RCA's Lawrence
Sees TV Vital to
Industry, Education

NEWARK, Del., May 24.-Televi-
sion will assume new and vital roles
in industry, commerce and education
as a roving mechanical eye that will
make available comprehensive views
of important operations and processes,
Walter L. Lawrence, of the Victor
Recording Division of the Radio Cor-
poration of America (RCA), predict-
ed Wednesday (21) night in an ad-
dress to the Delaware Section of the
American Chemical Society, meet-
ing in Mitchell Hall of the University
of Delaware.

Industrial processes involving hot
metals or corrosive chemicals can be
supervised front safe distances by
television, Lawrence explained, and
large number of medical students
will be able to observe in detail the
technique of famous surgeons. He
said television cameras, strategically
placed, would permit over-all views
of a ship and pier from several angles
and would greatly facilitate dock-
ing.

Merchandisers can distribute style
shows simultaneously thruout many
department stores, according to
Lawrence, who went on to say that
the use of wires to carry television
waves between camera and receiver
promises to make television as flex-
ible and practical as the microphone
and loudspeaker systems widely used
in commerce and industry. He said
television could be a sales medium of
unparalleled effectiveness, especially
for consumer goods.

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Queen for a Day Milt Hopwood's Sports Show Allen Prescott Home Service Club

Reviewed Wednesday (21), 10-10:30
a.m. Style-Audience participation. Sus-
taining over W6XAO (Don Lee), Holly-
wood.

For its first regularly skedded post-
war remote, which also marked the
debut of the outlet's newly acquired
image orthicon lense box, Don Lee
moved its mobile equipment to Earl
Carroll's , lush Hollywood Theater -
Restaurant to pick up simultaneous
radio -video airings of Mutual's top
audience show Queen for a Day. Re-
sults were generally on the plus side,
altiso it was obvious that lensers and
producers were unfamiliar with the
many ramifications (and opportuni-
ties) present when video shifts from
studio to far-ranging remotes.

For the most part, cameras re-
mained centered on emsee Jack Bai-
ley as he interviewed contestants,
switching briefly to the panel of
judges or picking up ferns who pa-
raded across the stage to display
prizes awarded the lucky gal. Altho
still without its commercial license,
station gave free plugs to sponsors
(Aika-Seltzer and Philip Morris) by
panning to large product display
placards upstage while the announcer
read commercials.

Intro of image orth to Don Lee's
operating equipment was not without
its trials. Pic quality was fair, which
is to be expected since staff lensers
have had only a few dry runs to their
credit. Second camera, a standard
orth, developed tube trouble and was
of little use. Without a view finder
on its I. 0. lense box, camera lads
several times went out of focus. It
was obvious that the camera crew
was feeling its way cautiously, in or-
der to maintain satisfactory pie qual-
ity. Peculiar lighting in Carroll's
theater (bright spot on Bailey and
the contestant with the rest of the
house comparatively dim) further re-
stricted camera freedom. Cameras
were set up in mid -theater, which
called for telescopic lenses on close-
ups. When the pix cut to a full stage
shot, image was fuzzy and inadequate.

Video cameras moved in sharply
on airshow's opening line, having
thrown pre -broadcast announcements
from the home grounds. In the same
manner, video cameras bowed out
when the show left the air. While
effect was smooth and businesslike,
home viewers would have been given
a greater feeling of intimacy had
video lensers picked up a bit of the
pre -broadcast and post -airing hokum
dished out to studio audience by Bai-
ley and his stooges.

Despite its shortcomings, Queen's
maiden video voyage bids well to de-
velop into an interesting feature with
top fern appeal. Station's plans cur-
rently call for a four -a -week video -
cast of Queen indefinitely. As lensers
and button pushers expand produc-
tion ideas, show's entertainment
value should correspondingly in-
crease. Alan Fischler.

This show, like so many aired via
television today, proved that unless
all details of production are worked
out in advance, and unless plenty of
rehearsal and pre -show confabs on
direction are the rule, the program
just won't make the video grade.

Hopwood, it should be said im-
mediately, does put a lot of work into
advance preparation that has to do
with lining up top talent and trying
to get interesting subject matter. But,
obviously, after he has his part of the
advance work done, the station does
not do its part by seeing to it that
there is plenty of rehearsal and that
camera angles and other directional
chores of an elementary nature are
taken care of.

Tonight,. for example, Hopwood
lined up six boxers on the American
Golden Gloves team who will com-
pete in the international amateur
fights here May 28. He had their
trainer put the boys thru their paces
and had them show exactly how they
scientifically work out various of-
fense and defense blows under spe-
cific fighting conditions. As subject
matter, it was interesting. But when
it was given its video presentation, it
began to fall on its face. Camera di-
rection was bad; the fighters often
were performing out of the picture.
Interviews were made with four peo-
ple trying to crowd into a close-up
with the result that half of the end
two were not seen.

At other times the trainer had to
give the fighters instructions to get
into focus or to fight within cameras'
range. All of these details, of course,
should have been worked out before
the show went on the air. And, in
our opinion, there was no reason why
some production, such as having
fighters perform in a ring, etc., could
not have been included. It seems to
us that unless a show is going to be
done well, it shouldn't be done at all.

General Foods television guinea pig is
Allen Prescott, familiarly imown via
his air trade name, the Wife Saver.
Even tho there are numerous short-
comings in the Prescott presentation,
it is the likliest candidate yet un-
veiled by this advertiser. Actually,
Prescott's housewifery routine ap-
pears as potentially surefire for TV,
once an acceptable formula is worked
out.

Principal criticism of this premiere
program (22) was that even with a
mildly amusing running gag, based
on a, tip on getting a moppet to eat
raw eggs (mix 'em wth orange juice
-and if that doesn't work, tie the
little stinker in a chair and force-feed
him), and seine meager help with
guesting housewives-it doesn't im-
press as being able to sustain a half
hour's hunk o' time. Fifteen minutes
probably would impose less of a bur-
den on Prescott and at the same time
leave 'em wanting more.

Kitchen Setting
Show is pitched in a kitchen, and

during the course of events Prescott
gave .counsel on how to save pins
without collecting a fistful of bleed-
ing thums, how to eliminate sore spots
when using bath salts (dissolve the
salts in a bottle of water instead of
strewing them in the tub), 'how to
peel carrots with a beer can opener
(a somewhat dubious dab of infor-
mation), plug. tips on removing cat
hair from clothing and other vital
data. Compared to Prescott's radio
program-which he lards with this
type of information and yet keeps
both paced and sprightly-the video
show moved slowly, perhaps because
of the need to demonstrate virtually
every move. Might be better, if the
show were reduced to half the. time,
to have Prescott eliminate some of the
action himself, shifting this to gal
stooges to work as he gabs. This
might enable dishing out, more info,
too.

A spot showing new kitchen gad-
gets, With Arthur Harold, suffered
from too much talk, much of which
overlapped.

Handlei Self Welt
Prescott handles himself well,

working the half-hour stint in con-
stant view of the camera, but working
without script. He has a tendency to
speak too quickly, however. His
flippancy helps sell his tips, altho a
few gags stumbled painfully.

Commercials consisted of shots of
a Bendix washing machine-General
Foods product plugged was LaFrance
bluing-plus oral and cartoon sales
blurbs, LaFrance apparently has a
reciprocal deal with Bendix, which
now is delivered with a helping of
LaFrance and which, in turn, sends
a representative to this program to
talk about the General Foods product.
In any event, the plugs were palat-
able but scarcely inventive or effec-
tive.

Midwest Ears
More Earthy
ThanBigCity's
Wichita Univ. Profs Survey

CHICAGO, May 24. - Contention
that Midwest listeners differ in pro-
gram preferences in many ways with
preferences indicated by surveys of
large city audiences has been made

! by Dr. Forest L. Whan, University of
Wichita: His claim was advanced

; on the strength of more than 10 years
research in Oklahoma, Missouri, Illi-
nois, Indiana, Ohio, Wisconsin and
Michigan, mostly in rural areas.

I,7han's researchers, working under
his and the university's supervision,
but paid by broadcasters who asked
for the studies, covered more than
200,000 homes. Most of the homes
(150,000) were surveyed by personal
interview.

Rural Listeners Different
As a result of these studies, Whan

says, "Any program rating based on
large -city audiences cannot be ap-
plied to the Midwest radio audience
as a whole. Every one of the studies
we have made bears out this con-
clusion. Rural listeners differ great-
ly from urban listeners in: (1) Liking
for individual programs; (2) attitude
toward various types of programs;
(3) often in the stations heard, and,
(4) in the specific periods of the day
spent listening to the radio.

"For example, in the 1946 Iowa
study, programs were ranked accord-
ing to how well they were liked.
Whereas urban listeners ranked Wal-
ter Winchell 28th, farm listeners
ranked him 71st. Fulton Lewis was
26th in the city, 96th on the farms.

i Jack Benpy was fifth in the city,
i 14th on farms.", Whan sampled both
! rural and urban audiences with a
I four -page booklet questionnaire that

not only asked data about listening
habits, but also as to cultural and eco-
nomic factors and stratifying infor-
mation. He was able to come up with
many more conclusions about Mid-
west radio audience preferences.

Commercials Criticized
"Two criticisms are made by Mid-

west listeners of present-day radio,"
he says.

Midwest listeners do not object to
transcribed programs, merely because
they are transcribed rather than live
broadcasts.

WASHINGTON, May 24.-National
Association of Broadcasters (NAB)
in a survey to be issued soon will dis-
close that more than 400 stations are
co-operating with NAB in a radio
drive to combat juvenile delinquency.
With NAB already preparing to dis-
tribute its first batch of transcriptions
by President Justin Miller, the sur-
vey shows that scores of original pro-
grams already are being aired in
various parts of the country.

One of the chief ideas in the pro-
graming is to induce youth itself to
participate in such programs. Sev-
eral stations already have gone on
the air with youth forums in which
the youngsters discuss the problems
of the day. Other features now being
aired include hobby programs with
accent on interesting young listeners;
talks-live and transcribed-by civic
leaders on the subject of juvenile de-
linquency addressed to parents; in-
terviews with judges of juvenile
courts on cases handled by the jurists,
and simple story -telling programs
notable for the absence of blood and
thunder material.

Outside Activities
Not only is radio devoting a large

proportion.of air time to the problem,
but the industry also is fostering
youth activities outside the stations.
For instance, one station is sponsor-
ing week -end fishing cruise for
youngsters. Other stations are throw-
ing Saturday night parties to keep
children off the street.

They will feature talks by Prexy Jus-
tin Miller and others on juvenile de-
linquency. Miller first launched the
campaign two months ago with a let-
ter addressed to all stations outlining
the situation and calling for co-op-
eration.

City Hooperatings
Issue to Arbiters

NEW YORK, May 24.-Question of
disclosing city Hooperatings to ad-
vertisers and agencies was referred
to impartial arbiters this week when
the Station Audience Measurement
Advisory Council again found itself
divided on the problem. Council
members, believing their work of
passing on constructive criticism and
ideas to the C. E. Hooper organization
was blocked by this problem, decided
to hand it over to the presidents of
three radio and advertising groups,
or to two repreientatives appointed
by each of those presidents. Bodies
involved are American Association of
Advertising Agencies, Association of
National Advertisers and National
Association of Broadcasters.

As in previous meetings, a majority
of the council favored participation
of agencies in sharing costs of the
city Hooperatings, with results made
available to subscribers. A minority
group strongly resisted disclosure of
the surveys.

Hooper, meanwhile, shook up his
Pacific Coast operation, following res-
ignation of Ruth Arnold as manager
of the Coast office. From New York,
Hooper is sending Katherine Lan-
caster, who was assistant publisher of
Pacific Hooperatings, to be technical
expert in the office.

achronistic. The problem is so big,
he said, that only private enterprise,
the greatest giant of them all, can
solve it. But he could offer only the
excuse of red tape when asked why
it has not solved it up until now. At
that, Nelson demanded that each
city must first go to the expense of
leveling its slum area before invit-
ing private capital in to build it up.

Pink favored insurance -company
sponsored projects, but did not rule
out either public or private housing
to fill the remainder of the gap.

'Fax-Sound Dual Broadcast;ug
Seen by John Hogan asAnswer
To 'Over-Commercializati on'

Can Cut Sales Spiels in Combined Transmission
NEW YORK, May 24. -Dual trans-

mission, combining simultaneous use
of AM station WQXR and facsimile
via FM outlet WQXQ beginning this
fall, may prove fax to be "the answer
to complaints we hear incessantly
about over -commercialization," ac-
cording to John V. L. Hogan, presi-
dent of both New York Times outlets,
and fax pioneer. Hogan this week told
The Billboard that experiments com-
bining use of the two media likely
will indicate that the constant repe-
tition apparently necessary in aural
commercials may be slashed to a bare
minimumum, eliminating the cause of
most complaints.

Commercials of the future, if fax
and sound broadcasting are combined
successfully, will be at once far more
potent and acceptable. While facsimile
provides visual presentation of the
advertised product along with "reason
why" sales copy, accompanying sound
can be limited to billboard -type stress
on brand name or slogan. Besides
causing less irritation to the listener,
this method also may prove more
salesworthy, since it brings the ad-
vertising directly to the consumer's
home and leaves a permanent display.
Further, Hogan emphasized, the fax
ads can be timed according to audi-
ence, just as radio Is sold. Thus,
morning broadcasts can be directed
at housewives, late afternoon trans-
missions at school kids and evening
ads at the breadwinner or entire fam-
ily.

Experiments will begin as soon as
WQXQ's equipment is delivered and

presented local shows examining
slum conditions. Web previously had
provided them with instruction kits
on assemblage of such programs.
Unfortunately, ABC slotted this im-
portant show in a period solidly
covered by two National Broadcast-
ing Company programs, and thus
'dissipated some of the gains which
might have been made.

Want Sacks To Pick 'Ens Without Strings
NEW YORK, May 24.-Spat be-

tween Manic Sacks and Harry Link,
known here for several weeks, has
given music publishers a chance to
air gripes that Columbia Records'
insistence on release dates has be-
come quite a problem. Pubs don't
side with Link or Sacks on their fuss
-most feel that whole question was
one of "what did Link say?"-but
point out that general subject of re-
lease dates has once again become a
thorny issue.

(Release dates are those applied by
a music publisher to the first record-
ing of a new song. Under 'copyright
law, a pub can set a date prior to
which no recording can be issued;
this, provided the song has never
before been recorded. Once a tune
is legally recorded, anybody can put
it out on disks at any time.)

Pub position is briefly this: No
other record company but Columbia
insists on release dates. Decca's Dave
Kapp has oft and again expressed
his firm's indifference to being "first"
with a song; Victor's Eli Oberstein,
they claim, pays little heed to release
date when the mood siezes him; Cap-
itol is "first" conscious, and both
MGM and Majestic have told pubs
not to give 'em songs with release

Calloway Loses 250G Suit
Over K. C. Ballroom Eviction

KANSAS CITY, Ma, May 24.-Cab
Calloway lost his $250,000 damage
suit against the Pla-Mor Ballroom
here Wednesday (21) when a Circuit
Court jury brought in a verdict
against him after deliberating one
hour and 20 minutes.

Suit grew out of an altercation at
the Pla-Mor on December 23, 1945,
when the ork leader attempted to
enter the ballroom to hear the Lionel
Hampton band. Jury also disallowed
ballroom management's counter-
claim against Calloway for $100,000
damages resulting from Hampton and
his crew refusing to play after they
got word of the fracas.

Calloway To Appeal
John G. Klinger Jr., one of Callo-

way's two attorneys here, said the ork
leader plans to appeal the case to the
Missouri State Supreme Court, but it
probably will not come up for hear-
ing before fall.

Defense of the ballroom manage-
ment hinged largely upon charges
that Calloway had been drinking and
that he failed to identify himself. On
the witness stand, Calloway denied he
had been drinking and insisted he had

identified himself to a special dance-
hall policeman who was alleged to
have hit him over the head with a
pistol. The dance hall is owned by a
partnership of Paul M. Fogel, Lyle L.
Fogel, Morris Fogel and L. E. Guthrie.

Back Calloivay's Testimony
Calloway's denial that he was in-

toxicated was supported by testimony
of several defense witnesses includ-
ing a physician and a nurse's aid at
the hospital to which Calloway was
taken after the fracas. A neuro-sur-
geon who had examined Calloway
later said the ork leader was suffer-
ing from a "depressed" skull frac-
ture; with a portion of the skull driv-
en against the brain.

Maestro testified that he still suf-
fers severe headaches which inter-
fere with his work, relating that has
a "complete blackout" when he hits
a high note.

Mor, Calloway said he had been in-
vited by.

Majestic's Ben Selvin has cru-
saded for quite a while on a "free
enterprise" contention that all disk-
cries should be given equal crack on
songS without bothering with release
dates. MGM's Harry Myerson has ex-
pressed the attitude that without the
unrestricted right to pick tunes and
release waxings when he thinks best,
he's not interested in submitted man-
uscripts.

Tenuous Position Claimed
On the other hand, publishers

claim Manic is the only recording
exec who stresses "written" release
dates. Pubs contend that this places
them in a tenuous position. Records
are tough to get, they point out, and
if they preclude MGM or Majestic
cuttings On the possibility that a Co-
lumbia disk may come thru, they're
too frequently at the mercy of
Manie's crowded release schedule.

Film songs, they concede, 'require
release dates. Pic music is consid-
ered primarily a promotional media
for Hollywood vehicles and release
dates are considered necessary to
protect expensive film investments,
since they disallow the possibility of
a song breaking too long before the
distribbing of the film. But on ordi-
nary non-pic pop tunes, pubs trot
out the wail: "What are they gonna
do? If Oberstein breaks a release,
can they sue Victor? It's tough
enough to set a song for recordings
without incurring 'the displeasure of
a major Columbia wax rival." If
Columbia "took its chances on all
new songs" without release date con-
ditions, they contend, the diskery
surely would get equal crack at any
ditties, since the pubs themselves
would be most anxious to keep in
Columbia's good stead along with any
other of the big four labels.

Counter -Argument
From Columbia's point of view,

Sacks' countering argument is that,
if the 'publishers rigidly enforced
release dates, there would be no
problem. He cites the case of Her-
man Starr and Warner Brothers'
music outfit (1VIZPIIC) on an old Vic-
tor abridgement of a release date set
on a Warner tune. Says that Starr
threatened to raise his royalty de-
mands to the full statutory rate of
2 cents and Victor called back its re-
cordings of the song. If other pubs,
too, would flex their biceps, says
Manic, other diskeries as well as Co-.
lumbia would have to comply. with
release dates.

Pubs answer this with the claim
that rather than worry about getting
diskers to observe release .dates it
would be best for all concerned to
drop all such dates except, possibly,
on film scores. Starr's catalog is a
Potent bargaining weapon, they re-
but, that not many pubs can match.

Manie's answer to this has been
that he has to protect his artists and
if publishers can't co-operate in ex-
tending that protection he won't be
able to record their tunes.

All of which still leaves pubs here
with almost weekly worries about the
next release date snafu and the con-
viction that Cohunbia is giviw them
a hard time.
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MUSICRAFT GETS UP THE MOOLA1
Refinancing
Deal Reported
Set, At Last
K. O. Averted, Shake -Up On

NEW YORK May U.-At long last.
Musicraft Records' refinancing plan
is reliably reported to have been com-
pleted. Effective Tuesday (27) when
an official okay (understood to be
mere routine) will be granted by the
Midland Marine Bank of this city, the
$500,000 required to pay off major
creditors and implement new stock
issues will have been collected. The
diskery expects to resume full opera-
tion immediately.

Last week the trade had seen the
independent firm apparently go down
for a final count when a bank in
Ossining, N. Y., where Musicraft's
plant is situated, backed out on a
$100,000 loan. Previously Musicraft
Prexy Irving Felt had raised $100,-
000, underwriter and invester.Rich-
ard J. Buck had put up $200,000, and
the Midland Marine had pledged a
$100,000 loan. When the Ossining
deal fell thru, Felt, Buck and asso-
ciates rushed helter-skelter to get up
the short 100G and, finally, by the
end of last week, had got Midland
Marine to say yes to doubling its loan.
The latter assent, it is understood,
was granted only after Atlas Corpora-
tion extended "certain additional as-
surances." It is known that Atlas's
major part in the refinancing picture
stemmed from its holding first mort-
gages on Musicraft plant property
and it is presumed that some con-
cession in this holding was made by
Atlas to the Midland Marine.

Board Probably Revamped
Lending strength to earlier reports

In The Billboard it.is also reliably
reported that the entire board of di-
rectors of Musicraft has been re-
vamped, with Jack. Myerson, World
Broadcasting manager, coming in as
president of the new diskery set-up.
Myerson resigned his World position
Friday (23). It is believed-tho not
confirmed-that Herb Gordon, an-
other World exec, probably will go in
with Myerson as popular repertoire
director.

The new directors' board will con-
sist of Felt, Buck, a representative
of the Atlas Corporation, an undis-
closed brother-in-law of Buck's, and
an outsider named Shea, counsel for
the new financing set-up.

Contract clause (Inserted at
James's insistence) keeping top
admish tab below $1.80 may have
helped too.

skimpily promoted.

James also indicated there "would
be no more popular music publishing
for him." Will keep his pub set-up
to get the record royalties for his
"originals," but doesn't want pop
song involvement with "plug -swap-
ping" deals.

Test Vote To COME
Receipt of the 500G and the ex-

pected shell -out to major creditors
was considered significant by diskers
here, but they carefully pointed to
Musicraft's huge $1,900,000 deficit as
something still requiring a terrific
battle to overcome' in the future. The
stimuli of new monies and personnel
may change the working picture, but
consensus is that the test is still to
come.

How the reorganization will affect
artists is still not finally determined,
tho Musicraft spokesmen say it's
probable that a mutual agreement
will be worked out whereby Duke
Ellington's ork will be given its re-
lease.

most cases and include an amend-
ment right granted by the Copyright
Act of 1909. While a good number
of .pre -1909 copyrights may pop up,
pubs believe that hardly any exist
on which renewal rights were not
secured after July, 1909. Most of
those that were not renewed have
passed into public domain anyway.

Contention of some diskers, how-
ever, is that renewal rights merely
cover an extension of the initial copy-
right and do not include any amend-
ments to the existing laws.

Representative Keating (R N. Y.),
asking whether artists were not pro-
tected from exploitation of their work
thru common law, was told by
Speiser: "If we tried to protect our-
selves under common law, we would
have to bring suits in every State in
the union. It would take at least two
lifetimes." He added that unauthor-
ized playing of records had been

PRMA To Ask U. S. Probe

NEW YORK, May 24.-Two sepa-
rate reports involving the Bourne-
ABC-Bogat catalogs have led to the
belief here that music publisher Saul
Bornstein may soon sell his pub
holdings, either cm tote, or partially
on a management -contract basis.

One hush-hush story says that
Bornstein has been negotiating with
Columbia Broadcasting System (CBS)
and Columbia Records Company
(CRC) for the latter to buy his cata-
logs but retain him as manager. The
price is said to be $673,000' or $500,-
000 after taxes.

Paley Denies It
Both Bill Paley's office at CBS

and Ted Wallerstein, prexy of CRC,
deny knowing about such a deal, but
other informants insist that negotia-
tions have been going on, with the
Price factor so far creating a stymie.
Bornstein, himself, could not be
reached at his office or home on Fri-
day or Saturday of this week.

Webs Invade
Hinterland for
Band Pickups
Pub Contact Men Unaffected

NEW YORK, May 24.-Given a
green light with the addition of one
hour a night airtime with the advent
of daylight saving time, major webs
are revamping remote skeds by going
into the hinterland in search of name
orks, and, incidentally, giving sta-
tions in smaller cities a crack at net-
work feeds which they have begged
for in years past. With New York
and Hollywood niteries still booking
top orks, major sufferer in the new
trend is Chicago, where such spots as
the Chez Paree and Edgewater Beach
have lost their wires.

Original thinking on the part of the
webs to continue the, fight to book
top orks for their remotes started
April 29 when daylight saving time
added approximately 14 half-hour
periods to the weekly skeds. However,
the telephone strike threw a crimp
into planning, which was solved only
last week when the strike was finally
settled. In the case of the Columbia
Broadcasting System (CBS), plans to
pick up attractions out of the Hotel
Chase in St. Louis and the Lakeside
Park Ballroom in Denver were set
weeks ago, but only now are they
ready to go ahead. CBS already has
sliced its Chi pickups to one spot,
the Melody Inn, and that may go
when future bookings in smaller cities
indicate another switch.

NBC Drops Chi Remotes
National Broadcasting Company

(NBC) has dropped all remotes out
of Chicago, retaining only a few
studio pick ups in open spots on the
network as of now, but which prob-
ably will be filled as soon as some of
the summer niteries unshutter. Added
to the NBC skeds are pick-ups from
the El Paseo Restaurant, Santa Bar-
bara, and the Netherlands Plaza, Cin-
cinnati. Here, too, attempts are being
made to give some of the smaller
stations on the web, other than
owned -and -operated outlets, an op-
portunity to tie into the late evening
programing. Also on the NBC sked
for the future are Denver, San Fran-
cisco, Cleveland, New York and
Hollywood niteries.

Mutual Broadcasting System
(MBS), which still retains a strong-
hold in Chi because of WGN, reports
that, because so many top orks are
traveling this summer, their policy on
remotes also will be effected, with the
web reaching out to snare major orks.
Now planned are pick-ups from the
Steel Pier in Atlantic City and at
least one spot in Philadelphia. Going
a step further, the web says that
wherever a spot with a name attrac-
tion is accessible it becomes a prob-
ability of origin. Denver has been
added to -the remote sked for the first
time with an M8S wire going into
Elitch gardens. Other pick-ups on
the web will be made from the Ho-
tel Cleveland, Cleveland; Chase Club,

Over Peatman June Washout

NEW YORK, May 24.-The story
heard here at press time is that a
group of Hollywood song pluggers
(either officially or unofficially) is up
in arms and planning a meeting for
Tuesday (27) to discuss what might
be done as a result of the announce-
ment that thru the month of June,
West Coast plugs (excepting those
which are also heard in New York or
Chicago) will not be counted in the
Peatman tabulation.

Dr. John Peatman, who supervises

Park, Calif.; Bismarck, Aragon,
Blackhawk, Trianon, Martinique and
Ambassador East, Chicago; Click,
Philly; Hotel Andorch, Columbus;
Commodore, Waldorf, Meadowbrook,
Astor Roof, Dubonnet, Roseland, Pel-
ham Heath Inn, Havana -Madrid, Vil-
lage Barn, Rustic Cabin and Hotel
Edison, New York.

ABC Cuts Hour
American Broadcasting Company

(ABC),' instead of adding an extra
hour with daylight saving time,
dropped an hour on the eastern
hook-up, but continued on thru the
extra hour with its feeds to the Cen-
tral and Western stations. There are
no remotes out of Chi to the East thru
midnight, but the Western web re-
ceives pick ups from the Stevens,
Palmer House and the Graymere Ho-
tel. As in the case of the other webs,
ABC long has been badgered by its
affiliates to give away some of the
night air, but the web will not change
its policy in this respect unless the
stations can offer a major attraction.
Web has added the Astor Roof in the
New York and the Casino Gardens,
Hollywood, to its sked recently, and
will continue with a pickup from the
Click in Philly, as well as regularly
skedded shots out of New York,
Washington, Hollywood and Ban
Francisco.

New trend opens green pastures to
orks that have been lured into niter-
ies in major cities with prOmises of
steady air time. it is clear that mae-
stri now can move more freely, know-
ing that the webs will follow major
attractions. Thus a location off the
beaten remote path with a strong
summer line-up can put in a pitch for
a wire with its local web affiliate and
at least stand a chance of getting
several shots a week.

Chi Does Fade
As far as Chi is concerned, only

one major commercial-ABC's Break-
fast Club-now originates there, and
with only one remote, CBS's pickup
from the Melody Inn, heard over
three of the fops major webs, CM is
fading fast as a factor in the music
field. Publishers point out that most
of the major firms operate in the
Windy City with small staffs, and
these will probably be retained to
handle the MBS remotes, the studio
sustaining programs, and to contact
orks before they head westward into
locations where they will have net-
work wires.

Altho New York and Hollywood
still attract the biggest names, webs
indicate that should any of the loca-
tions- now on tne skeds from these
cities change their "name" policy, as
happened in several instances in Chi-
cago, they will yank the wire in favor
of a new location, maintaining a con-
t' ruing drive to obtain only the big-
gest names.

the entire sheet tabulation, sent a

letter to subscriber publishers 10

days ago in which he explained the
reason for the West Coast shutdown
in Tune as follows: Leonard Van
Berg (West Coast source for the
Peatman list) is forced to take a one -
month vacation thru June at his
doctor's orders. Peatman said he
tried to get Van Berg to get someone
to do the job while he (Von Berg)
was away, but Van Berg was unable
to find anyone who could do it.
Pubbers find it hard to understand
how it happens that when a single
man in such a checking service is
indisposed, the whole service must
cease. Peatman's only comment is
that Van Berg probably does all the
listing and makes the tabulation him-
self. How this is possible for one
man to do is also left unexplained.

Says He Talked to Pubs
Before sending out his letter, Peat -

man says, he talked to Walter Doug-
las, of the Music Publishers' Pro-
tective Association, and "several
publishers" whom he didn't care to
name, and told therh of the situation.
They told Peatman that if it couldn't
be worked out any other way, it
would be all right to omit the Coast
plugs for June.

These plugs which may be missed
during the June hiatus are West
Coast commercial or sustaining orig-
inations, that aren't heard in New
York or Chicago, but are heard on
the West Coast. Actually not too
many plugs would be missed, but
most of them would be covered by
the above two categoried programs.

Song pluggers met Thursday (22)
to discuss the problem caused by Van
Berg's vacation. Outcome of the talk
was that Myrna Bay, wife of Al Corn-
parte (song plugger union head here)
would take over the sheet for the
month that Van Berg will be resting.
She was head of NBC music for 10
years and the boys feel that she
should have the know-how. A beef,
however, developed when Van Berg
refused to get Peatman to authorize
Miss Bay's sheet, in a letter to the
pubs. Van Berg stated, "I would
have to know that they (the Com-
pastes) have the proper equipment
and location. I could not have them
operate from my home or I would
have no privacy or vacation."

A solution to the problem would be
a plugger -sponsored sheet for the
month Van Berg is out. Boys say
they will seek Peatman's blessings
direct, and if the doctor refuses his
okay, it will still be retained so as to
show the bosses what work is being
done here.

Van Berg operated out of his home,
which means no one else can take
over his facilities. He says that in
New York pluggers pay $20 a week
for the sheet, while in Hollywood he
gets $20 a month. Since he is under-
paid, he can't afford a regular office.
Van Berg also claims 75 per cent of
his monitoring is of Coast shows not
heard in Los Angeles but pulled in
from other Western towns. There-
fore he feels he works harder than
personnel handling the New York
sheet.

Van Berg says he is still trying to
get someone to take oven before he
leaves, and from the way it looks,pluggers' squawking will force himto have a substitute ready beforeJune 1.

Philly's Earle
To Drop Shows

For Summer
PHILADELPHIA, May 24.-War-

ners' Earle Theater will darken its
stage June 26 and go into a straight
first -run picture policy for at least
eight weeks. Uncertainty of ork
availabilities (the house has thrived
for many years on a name -band
policy) was given as the reason for
dropping stageshows for the sum-
mer. The Earle used to line up its
band attractions months ahead, but
this season it's been on an almost
catch -as -catch -can basis. It still is
without a band for the June 13 week
to follow Vaughn Monroe. Louis Jor-
dan is set for the final week of
June 20.

Apart from the scarcity of orks
available, high prices and poor
grosses have had much to do with
the decision. Lesser band names,
even When bolstered with a variety,
name, have failed to bring in cus-
tomers. Even the big names, .for
the most part, failed to justify their
high prices. There is a strong possi-
bility the house will junk the band
policy entirely when lighting up the
stage again.

Hardest hit by the summer black-
out will be Negro bands, which have
been good draws for the Earle. Philly
being without a Negro show temple,
the Earle had used Negro bands
consistently, bringing in at least one
a month.

The only live stage remaining in
town is the Carman Theater, nabe
house, which uses a straight five -act
vaude presentation.

READING, Pa., May 24.-Bernard
B. Keeney's Rajah Theater, offering
the only live stage fare in town with
traveling name bands for Thursdays,
Fridays and Saturdays, will follow a
straight pie policy during the sum-
mer. It plans to couple stageshows
and pix again in the fall.

Uslander, Ex-Cosmo
Sues Natle's Gre en
For $17,000 "Loan"

NEW YORK, May 24.-Rubin Us-
lender, former director and stock-
holder in the now defunct Cosmo
diskerY, has filed suit in New York
Supreme Court against Al Green,
prexy of, National Records and its af-
filiated subsidiary companies, for
$17,000. Uslander alleges Green re-
fused to repay the 17G after the
plaintiff advanced it as a personal
loan and not as payment for any of
Cosmo's dealings with National.

Green's answer is that the dough
he received from Uslander, altho in
the form of a personal check, was to
apply as credit for pressing Cosmo
platters. He contends that because
of the precarious financial condition
of Cosmo, he had refused to advance
credit and that the 17G was duly
credited on Cosmo 's books as a "cur-
rent syndicate loan payable account."

Green said in an interview that
earlier he had sued Cosmo for $12,000,
but the suit was settled out of court
The upshot of this incident, he said,
was 'that he refused to do work for
Cosmo unless he was prepaid.

What makes it the greatest? Well,
here's an outfit with terrific over-
drive, arrangement and spanking in-
strument performance. They say you
can't do business with "swing" now-
adays-could be-but of the 2,000 -
odd customers paying their $1.50 to
see Harry, probably 500 of the kids
clustered around the stand to hear
pqwerhouse in the old name -band
tradition; full -section blow-out, brass -
heavy, solid -beat stuff. June Is Bust-
ing Out All Over and Bugle Call Rag
selections were a musician's delight-
but add phenomena, the crowd ate it
up, too. Accent was on the jam most
of the evening-credit James for
playing to the preference of.a jitter-
bug crowd (these were high-school
agers, not at the college or veteran
level). Musically, no one's heard a
name or James band go like this one
-that amazing unison drive behind'
the solo sparking of the maestro's
valves or Ziggy Elman's tram, which
gets the shoulders working and the
feet tapping. Veterans in the crew-
Juan Tizol on tram and others-al-
ways knew their business, but the
newcomers have integrated beyond
expectation.

The Old Lip Is Giving
Most beholden feature is that James

has put his lip back to work. That
horn is as mellow as the old You
Made Me Love You days and he plays
the evergreen with end -note tone and
feel that we haven't heard since the
original cutting. It may be a happier
frame of mind about being really
back in the music biz or just the old
call of the dollar making him serious
again, but if this keeps up look for
those disk totals and guarantees to go
up. Incidentally, on the fewer ballads
heard, James needn't be too wary of
extending his horn schmaltz. Old
James fans and older terps in other
spots still will crave that identifica-
tion.

The vocal department offers theonly real chance for constructive
suggestion. Buddy De Vito should
be a wonderful band singer-he has
the voice and the experience-but
either he isn't dramatizing enough or
else the ballad opportunities aren't
right. In any event, effort should be
made to put some more arrangement
production behind lad's pipes. Gal
chirp is fair as ork canaries go, but

Ork is a first-rate dance band, good
enough to draw applause from hard -
to -please Arcadia terpers and still
keep the ballroom's dance floor activ-
ities at a maximum. But it's those
ideas that might finally send the al-
ways -promising but never truly suc-
cessful Paxton into ork world prom-
inence after several years of struggle.

Load of Top Tunes
Ork's book is loaded with top plugs

and standard tunes, most of which
feature vocals by a better -than -aver-
age pair of singers, Betty Norton and
Dick Merrick. Chirp Norton, who left
Vaughn Monroe last week to work
with this new Paxton ark, gets plen-
ty opportunity to display her charms
and pleasant pipes on rhythm ditties
like Meet Me In No Special Place and
show bluesy stuff like Wee Small
Hours, while ex -Jerry Wald warbler
Merrick handles most of the ballad
assignments in an attractive full-
toned baritone. Remainder of book
is made up of original jumpers that
are scored to showcase the unusual
instrumental layout.

Paxton is a hard-working maestro,
tootling in unison and solo on his sax
and tram on every number but still
able to be congenial with the payees.
With a Majestic disking pact under
his belt and clever handlers in Char-
lie Yates and Associated Booking,
Joe Glasner's agency, this low -bud-
geted Paxton band, with its conspicu-
ous and easily -identified new sounds,
could go places if the right promo-
tional effort is expanded and if it
makes that ever -sought -for hit rec-
ord. All it needs right now is more
time together as a unit and perhaps
a stronger, snore relaxed drummer.

Pastor is currently in a state of
progressive transition, attempting the
difficult task of switching front a
blatant 1940 style to the more sub-
dued. sweet stuff now in demand. In
the attempt, orkster is endeavoring
to retain the spark of commercial
originality which has for so long
given crew that "mark of distinc-
tion," and should retake the grade
with little trouble. Pastor is one of
few fronters to retain most of band's
key sidemen, an important element
in effecting a smooth style segue.

Pastor is treading cautiously in
making style change -over, however,
retaining many standards and novel-
ties which have long been identified
with crew, while at the same time
injecting a new element of muted,
ensemble work in favor of his previ-
ous more volatile style. Most lis-
tenable of crew's arrangements are
the relatively simple effects of such
standards as Night and Day, in which
muted trombones, teamed with
hushed brass and sweeping saxes,
give band a rich and vibrant over-all
tonal quality. Same solid effect is
achieved with oldies like Where 07
When and Among My Souvenirs.

Pastor perhaps leans a bit toc
heavily on novelties at the expense
of current pop tunes. While hie
Margie, Making Whoopie, Ole Folks,
and If I Could Be With You give
Pastor a chance to shine vocally,
terpsters clutter around bandstand tc
watch-rather than to dance.

Arrangements keep brassy, wild
tunes to a bare minimum, with in-
struinental numbers tossed in ai
infrequent intervals, in keeping with
possible payee likes and dislikes.

PRMA meeting, members in attend-
ance voted unanimously that the
statement requested by Senator
Langer be prepared and forwarded
to him as well as to the Department
of Justice. In addition, the group
will send the request for investiga-
tion to the Department of Justice.
Pearl said that both statements will
be drawn and sent out the early part
of next week. Committee skedded to
draw up the letters includes John
Hammond (Keynote), Harry Bank
(Cardinal), Joe Kupitsky (Seva), Al
Loewus (Lissen), Sid Nathan (King)
and Ivan Ballen (20th Century).

Prac-
tically all local houses run two shows
a day, one at 6:30, one at 9:30.

Money is equal to American stand-
ards, tho in cases where the house is
hard up for an act, the dough will go
up.

Benny Opener
Approaches
RoxyRecord
1st Week Estimated at 150G

NEW YORK, May 24.-Indications
today were that Jack Benny's Roxy
date would come close to the $155,-
000 mark set early in December for
the opening week of the Razor's Edge.
Benny's opener Wednesday (21)
grossed an estimated $20,000, not far
under the Roxy opening record.
Thursday ran close to this same fig-
ure and yesterday ditto.

Box office was hypoed on opening
day by well -planted stories in the
metropolitan dailies that Fred Allen
would be in the audience to heckle
Benny With a hand mike. The stint
broke up the house at the first show,
Allen's only appearance. Same stunt
was pulled Thursday with Milton
Berle and similar subsequent ap-
pearances were planned by the man-
agement as a means of packing the
customers in. The "impromptu" ap-
pearances were carried in the papers
and customers came ready to expect
anything.

Benny, who was supposed to start
at a $1.25 top which was hiked to
$1.50 weekdays and $1.80 Saturdays
is in on a $40,000 guarantee against
50 per cent of the gross. A possible
$20,000 today and a like amount
Sunday, plus the subsequent business,
could put the over-all take above
$150,000 for the week, compared to
the $155,000 grossed with Rosario and
Antonio, Emma Otero, Bob Hannon,
Tommy Trent and Razor's Edge.

The comic's one week in Chicago
shattered house records at the Chi-
cago Theater, with a sensational
$113,400 racked up, despite the An-
drews Sisters playing in opposition
at the Oriental. Benny took out a
reported $52,000 to $56,000, as he was
said to be in for a 50-50 split over
a guarantee.

Benny and his troupe-Phil Har-
ris, Eddie (Rochester) Anderson,
Marjorie Reynolds and the Sports-
men's Quartet-were doing five
shows a day at the Roxy and the
house appeared reluctant to squeeze
in any more.

Hilton Latest Hotel Chain
To Sign Booker for Acts;
New Trend Born of Slump

Merriel Abbott To Buy Acts for 18 Rooms
NEW YORK, May 24.-The Hilton

chain is the latest hotel group to
engage a booker to buy acts. The
chain, which includes the Plaza in
New York, the Palmer House in
Chicago and about 16 hotels in other
parts of the country, spends big-time
dough all year round.

Merriel Abbott, now in Europe, will
take over bookings for the chain in
September on an exclusive basis.
Miss Abbott has been connected with
the Hilton chain, thru its Palmer
House, for 16 years.

New Trend Indicated
This is the second appointment of

a house booker for a hotel web in
six months and confirms a new trend
in hotel show business. The Shera-
ton chain has Stanley Melba to do
its act buying, but Melba's deal calls
for a straight salary, while the Abbott
contract probably will give 5 per cent
to the exclusive booker. Music Cor-
poration of America (MCA) has al-
ready restated its policy of not pay-
ing any booker's fees. It insists that
its acts will go in net. It is known,
however, that in the recent past the
MCA's net deal policy has not been
as firm as originally intended.

For a hotel chain to hire an ex-
clusive booker is a radical departure.
In the past either individual hotel
managers bought the talent or it was
bought by a high-ranking hotel chain
official or a secretary. Hotel men
say that with business booming it
didn't make much difference who
bought the acts. But of late the hotel
rooms, like straight cafes, have suf-
fered from the biz slump and oper-
ators decided that to .get business
back into the rooms they would
have to revamp outmoded buying
practices. Instead of the buying of
entertainment being left to people
who know little about acts, it appears

now that the professional act buyer
will come into the picture. More and
more hotels are expected to familiar-
ize their personnel with showbiz, tal-
ent and routines-not to mention sal-
aries.

Las Vegas Hot
Spot for Acts

NEW YORK, May 24.-Of all the
potential talent buying Riots in the
country, Las Vegas, Nev., is shaping
up as the hottest prospect since the
Miami season finished.

The biggest shot in the arm the
city got was when Frank (Bowrey,
Detroit) Barberro, entered the pic-
ture. He bought the Nevada BM -
more Hotel. A newcomer, he started
off with a splash, signing Spike
Jones for four weeks starting July
30 at $12,500. Ahead of Jones he has
an aquacade, with Stubby Kruger,
due to preem May 28.

The Flamingo, the smartest room
in town, is also trying to get names,
but is holding back until it can see
a little further ahead. The room
has bids out for Sophie Tucker, but
nothing is set. Beatrice Kay opened
there May 22.

10% Tax Bill
In Fla. Threat
To All Showbiz

MIAMI, May 24. - Niteries and
practically every other showbiz en-
terprise are in for a new headache if
the tax bill recently introduced into
the Florida Legislature, and now in
committee, becomes law.

The bill proposes that the State tax
all amusement ventures 10 per cent
and levy on all admission charges in
excess of 25 cents and on all checks
of 25 cents and over. If enacted it
will hit niteries, fairs, theaters, cir-
cuses and almost every other show-
biz field. The only activity exempt
under the bill would be horse racing,
dog racing and jai alai, now covered
by the State Racing Commission.

The potential 10 per cent bite
would be over and above the present
20 per cent federal tax which many
authorities blame for the recent box-
office slump. With the new 10 per
cent added, it is feared that takes
would drop still further and make
Florida a place to .shy away from,
particularly for roadshows.

Intermittent Flesh
For Mil. Riverside

CHICAGO, May 24.-The' River-
side Theater, Milwaukee, may return
to intermittent vaudeville after July
1, according to Charley Hogan, local
vaude booker and a member of
Standard Theaters, a group of Chi-
cago business men who hold the
lease on the house.

Choice
of the convention site may be gov-
erned by action at the earlier meet-
ings.

Local Sessions June 2
Local meetings, which all members

2 in San Francisco, Seattle, Portland,
Phoenix, Dallas, Houston, New Or-
leans, Miami, Baltimore, Pittsburgh,
Buffalo, Cleveland, Akron, Youngs-
town, Cincinnati, Indianapolis and
Detroit. On June 9 Hollywood, Chi-
cago, Philadelphia and Boston will
start their huddles. New York will
have its pow -wow either June 12 or
15, Matt Shelvey, AGVA topper, ex-
plaining the delay as caused by the
mechanics involved in notifying all
members accredited to the New York
office.

The local meetings will elect dele-
gates to the national convention and
instruct them. The 30 -day interval
between these meetings and the con-
vention is designed to give the offi-

cials time to mail credentials, ar-
range for various committees, and
provide for transportation and living
quarters.

Berle for President?
After the convention the decisions

taken by the delegates will be sub-
ject to a mail referendum of all
AGVA members. Matters on the
griddle involve approval, disapproval
or changing of the new constitution,
and election of officers and a board
of directors.

N. Y. City Center in 4 Years
Put on 462 Attractions,
With Longhair in the lied

32G Net Loss Since 1943 Or Net by.Assets in Props

NEW YORK, May 24.-Incorpora-
tors of the City Center of Music and
Drama met for their fourth annual
meeting at Hotel Gotham Tuesday
(20). Newbold Morris, chairman of
the board of trustees, presided, and
Paul Moss, managing director, report-
ed on the activities of the town's
temple of culture over the past year.

According to its balance sheet, the
City Center has done much better
than badly for itself. From April,
1946, to date, the management put
on 462 attractions and played to a
total attendance of 750,808 customers.
Net loss for the year is tabbed at
$41,815. Opera and symphony con-
certs wound up in the red to the
tune of over 102G, but this loss was
almost offset by booked -in -attrac-
tions which netted the City Center
a hefty take of $75,489 on the black
side of the ledger. Administrative
expenses make up the balance of
the loss.

Assets in Props
However, as Chairman Morris

pointed out, the policy of the City
Center fathers is to mark off sets,
costumes and properties at 100 per
cent of their value, and the org has
on hand at least $50,000 worth of the
latter, which assets more than offset
the deficit. Morris stated he felt as-
sured that, to liqui-
date at the present time, all guaran-
tors and subscribers could be paid
off 100 cents on the dollar.

A complete financial recap shows
up even better than the figures for
the 1946-'47 fiscal year. Since the
org opened in 1943, the total net loss
is put at $32,641, and this has been
accomplished with strict adherence
to the $2 top thruout. Despite this
bargain admission scale, Morris
pointed out that close to $1,500,000
has been paid out to eight theatrical
trade unions over that period at pre-
vailing scales. Nearly half a million
each went to the American Guild of
Musical Artists and Local 802, Amer-
ican Federation of Musicians. The
stagehands shared 315G, and port-
ers, ushers, treasurers, p.a.'s, manag-
ers and pie operators split the differ-
ence.

When the Dramatic Workshop of
the New School of Social Research
first presented The Flies last April,
it created an intellectual furor. The
.intellegential tumult was even great-
er than that which arose when the
same author's (Jean -Paul Sartre) No
Exit preemed on Broadway last No-
vember. The acclaim with which The
Flies was greeted has resulted in this
return engagement-and consider-
ably more acclamation.

The Flies is an allegory based on
the Greek myth of Orestes, who,
when the play opens, is returning at
the age of 18 to his native town,
Argos. There, 15 years before, Ores-
tes' father, King Agamemnon, had
been killed by his queen, Clytemnes-
tra, and her lover, Aegistheus. The
entire city is in a pit of breast -beat-
ing remorse, tormented by The Flies
(the Furies). Orestes' sister, Electra,
still lives in the palace, hating her
mother and Aegistheus and dreaming
of the day when her brother will re-
turn to wreak vengeance upon the
transgressors. When brother and
sister discover each other's identity,
Electra persuades the peace -loving,
immature Orestes to kill Clytemnes-

tra and Aegistheus.
The flies descend upon them and

Electra, influenced by the god Zeus,
becomes remorseful and renounces
Orestes, who accepts his guilt and
punishment without fear. He ex-
horts the people to reshape their
lives and leaves Argos, taking the
flies with him.

Political -Social Document
The Flies is a political and social

document, a violent indictment of
modern man and his crouching fear,
his daydreams, his religious and po-
litical patois. And therein lies its
potential commer c tat difficulty.
There is great danger that Sartre's
incisive and puissant work and -the
New School's truly splendid produc-
tion may stiffer because of its provo-
cative ideas.

The author is the founder and lead-
er of the new French philosophical
movement called existentialism. It
is entirely conceivable that the play
may be stymied and not get wide-
spread attention, outside intellectual
circles, because of its doctrine or be-
cause the existentialism label may
drive away persons who may fear
that it is highbrow.

Nevertheless, it is precisely by the
standards of good theater that Sar-
tre's play should be judged-and that
it is. It has many brilliant facets,

Betty Bruce is still
her tough girl friend, and still one
of the top heel-and-toers of showbiz.
Walter Burke still -holds in the top
comedy slot. Earle MacVeigh has
taken over the hero's chanting chore
from Wilbur Evans. MacVeigh lacks
the thesping salesmanship of Evans,
but he packs a solid baritone set of
pipes, and puts his songs over with
better than a sufficient sock.

Standing Plays Nast
Guy Standing Jr. has been moved

up into the Thomas Nast slot-and
if anything is better than his prede-
cessor. Malcolm Lee Beggs has the
Boss Tweed assignment, originally
created by the late Noah Berry Sr.
There have been other substitutions
in the minor roles, but castwise the
show is over-all as slick as on its
opening night at the Century.

All in all, it is extremely pleasant
to have Park -back in town. It is
hoped that the customers will speed-
ily catch on that they can buy a real
top-flight musical at bargain -base-
ment prices. Bob Francis

For the tag end of the season Mike
Todd brings.back Up In Central Park
to the City Center. The engagement
is supposed to be limited to a four-
week stand, but as the C. C. is wide
open bookingwise for the summer, it
is likely that the Todd opus will stay
as long as popular demand puts the
finger on it.

Kid Ban Bill Up for
Vote in Connecticut
HARTFORD, Conn., May 24.-An

act making it illegal for children un-
der 14 to be admitted to show places
unless accompanied by a parent or
guardian has been introduced in the
Connecticut Legislature.

Bill, introduced in the Senate and
numbered 262, stipulates that "any
person owning, keeping or managing,
wholly or in part, any dance house,
concert saloon or phonograph hall or
any museum having entertainment
or variety of show connected there-
with, who shall allow, at any time,
any child under the age of 14 years,
to be admitted to or remain in such
place, unless such child shall be ac-
companied by his parent or guardian
or some adult person authorized by
such parent or guardian to attend
such child, shall be fined not more
than $50. Any person owning, keep-
ing or managing, wholly or in part,
any roller skating rink, and theater
or any moving picture show place,
who shall allow alter six o'clock in
the afternoon of any day ,any child
under 14 (unless as stipulated as
above) shall be fined not more than
$50."

Saskatchewan Bans
Jim Crow; Fine, $25
REGINA, Sask., May 24. - The

color line in theaters, hotels and eat-
ing places is prohibited and safe-
guards for freedom of speech in radio
and press are. provided in a bill of
rights act passed by the Saskatche-
wan Legislature. Violators of any
provision of the bill are liable to a
fine of not less than $25 nor more
than $200.

Among the items "that every per-
son and every class of persons shall
enjoy without discrimination because
of race, creed," etc., are:

Freedom of expression thru all
means of communication, including
speech, the press, radio and the arts;
the right to obtain accommodation or
facilities of any standard in any
hotel, eating house, theater or other
place to which the public is custo-
marily admitted; membership in any
professional society, trade union or
other occupational organization.

If a strike is called, union lawyers

will defend. the action by arguing
uation of last summer's dispute after
the end of the one-year "freeze" con-
tained in the agreement signed last
May by the brotherhoods and rail
management.

If this contention can be upheld
in court, there will be no necessity
for new strike procedure to be insti-
tpted, since both the ballot and the
cooling -off period took place before
the start of last year's strike. -

The union's stand is based on the
fact that the agreement ending the
walkout simply stated that "there Is
a one-year moratorium" on the dis-
agreement. Union legalists argue
there was no mention of a definite
end to the strike.

Injunction Possible
Union inert admit it is possible that

railroad lawyers can get an injunc-
tion against any strike until the
union's argument can be threshed
out in court.

If the strike develops, however,
the amusement industry will face the
same sort of disaster as last year,
with carnivals and circuses forced to
hole up in whatever town they hap-pen to be playing at the time. En-tertainers on the road will be obliged
to use planes or buses wherever pos-
sible, with the consequent danger of
missing booking dates.

each reflecting analytical rays into
the others. It has humor, is well -
paced and has a powerful sweep that
Is defective only in the last act. Only
in Orestes' defiance of Zeus and his
explanation of freedom does the play
have a tendency to become diffused
and hesitant. The lines no longer
seem to come out like drumbeats,
loud and clear. However, judged
from the vantage point of an after -
theater post mortem, The Flies is a
stimulating play, well worth seeing.

The New School's production is ex-
citing and deserving of great com-
mendation. Frances Adler did, a
superb job as Clytemnestra. Dan
Matthews, as Orestes, was good as the
immature youth, but could not
achieve the metamorphosis to the bit-
ter, icy characterization required of
him when he decided to commit mur-
der and matricide. Carol Gustafson
(Electra) was unconvincing as the
hate -ridden daughter. Her emotions
were that of an irate youngster
rather than a girl in whom the nat-
ural impulse of love for a mother
had dried up and been replaced by
a well from which came only acid.
Herbert Suffrin played the tutor with
too little Interpretation, transmitting
no feeling of great wisdom. Jack
Burkhart made Zeus a delightful al-
tho at times despicable deity and was
one of the high spots of the show.

The costuming and sets, as is usual
in Dramatic Workshop productions,
were imaginative and the lighting
splendid. The way in which this
group takes advantage of the entire
theater, making even the aisles and
the walls part of the presentation, is
a vivid lesson in smart stagecraft.
Harold Holden's original music was
interesting and fit the play well.
Trudl Dubsky-Zipper's choregraphy
for the mountain temple scene in the
second act was exceptional.

Natives were mystified by the
thought of a frozen lake of ice. And
they, regardless of their level in so-
ciety, loved tne show.

The poorer classes almost stam-
peded for tickets. Custom here is to
place tickets on sale one day, never
more than two days before a per-
formance. And the line-up for toe
low-priced seats, which went for 4
pesos (about 80 cents) extended for
blocks. And about 20 minutes be-
fore show time these tickets holders
stormed the gates.

Top price was 120 pesos (about
$25) for boxes of six seats. Scalpers
peddled them at as high as 100 pesos
a box seat. Reserved seats were
scaled at 12, 8 and 6 pesos. Leading
dignitaries and the big -diamond
wearing and mink -swathed set turned
out in force.

Soviet Big Top
On Road. Again

In Old Form
By George Hanna

MOSCOW, May 24,-The big top
is up again in Russia, drawing plenty
of attention all over the nation, even
meriting front-page stories from the
usually staid Moscow press. This
upsurge of interest in the circus is
taken as an indication that the USSR
plans to send its sawdust acts troup-
ing into new foreign fields. At pres-
ent, Soviet circuses can be seen in
Berlin, Warsaw, Prague and Bel-
grade.

Previews of the circus this year
show that the trend is away from
ballet, comedy and vaude effects,
returning to old stand-bys, but pre-
sented with more show savvy.

Soviets have become accustomed
to trick auto and motorcycle acts,
but this year the equine acts top the
bill. Honors for training and presen-
tation of nags goes to the old mas-
ter, Serge Alexandrov. Filatov, son
Of famed bear -training family, gets

How To Avoid Damage Suits
By Leo T. Parker

According to a higher court, con-
spicuous warning signs may be relied
upon to warn swimmers of dangerous
waters, and thereby relieve the pro-
prietor from damages.

See Cautier et al. v. Gates, 85 Pac.
(2d) 141, where it was shown that
at one point bottom of the lake used
for a paid swimming beach was
invisible and the depth of the water
was only four feet. The resort opera-
tor negligently permitted jagged
rocks to remain at this point and did
not install warning signs. A patron
dived and his head struck the rocks.
He sued the resort operator for dam-
ages.

During the trial the counsel for the
proprietor contended the patron was
not entitled to recover damages be-
cause he was negligent and did not
investigate to know it was safe to
dive into the lake from its bank.
Nevertheless, the higher court held
the patron entitled to recover $1,250
damages and stated important law,
as follows:

"It was the duty of defendant
(operator) to use reasonable care for
the safety of his patrons in view of
the use of the premises that might
be reasonably anticipated. Plaintiff
as a patron of the bathing resort had
the right to assume that defendant
had discharged his duty and had
provided a place which was reason-
ably safe. He was not required to
make' a critical inspection."

Signs Would Have Helped
This court also indicated that if

the operator had placed warning
signs at the dangerous location in-
forming patrons of the danger he
may have avoided liability. Under
these circumstances patrons who fail
to heed warnings are contributorily
negligent and, therefore, not entitled
to recover damages for an injury.

Also, see Johnson v. Alto, 145 S. W.
(2nd) '196, where it was disclosed a
boy dived into shallow water at the
edge of a pool, struck his head
against an iron pipe covered with
concrete, and sustained serious in-
juries. He sued for heavy damages.

During the trial testimony was
given that over the door of the bath
house was a sign with large letters
printed thereon: "Do not dive in
shallow water or scuffle about the
pool." On a pole near the concealed
pipe was another sign as follows:
"Do not dive in shallow water."

In view of this evidence the higher
court held the operator of the swim
pool not liable.

Of course, a proprietor who has
no information that a dangerous sit-
uation exists is not expected by law
to place warning notices, or other-
wise protect bathers against injuries.

For example, in Collins v. District,
48 3'. (2nd) 1012, the court held that
the burden of proof is upon the
injured patron to establish "by the
preponderance of the evidence" that
the accident was caused by the negli-
gent act or omission of the proprietor.

In this case a bather sued the
proprietor of a swim pool for heavy
damages for an injury sustained
when he stepped upon a broken
bottle which was submerged in the
sand. During the trial it was proved
that just prior to the occurrence of
the injury another bather had broken
the -bottle. In view of this testimony
the higher court held the proprietor

of the beach not liable and because
the actual cause of the injury was not
the proximate negligence of the pro-
prietor in failing to remove the
bottle, but the act of the other bather
breaking the bottle.

In all suits involving injures to
bathers the most important evidence
for the operator is that the equip-
ment or thing which caused the in-
jury had been recently inspected and
that no defects were discovered.
Altho a bather may prove that a
defect existed which caused the in-
jury, the swim pool or beach opera-
tor may counteract this testimony,
render it ineffectual and avoid lia-
bility by proving that no defect was
discovered during a recent inspection
of the premises.

Sask. Shows Now
Must Pay Daily
License Fees

REGINA, Sask., May 24.-Circuses
and carnivals coming to Saskatche-
wan will now pay daily license fees
to the provincial government instead
of a percentage of their receipts as
was formerly the case.

A schedule of fees has been set by
order -in -council in accordance with
provisions of the traveling shows act,
passed at the recent Saskatchewan
legislature session,

Change 'was made because a levy
based on percentage of receipts was
similar to an income tax and there-
fore contrary to the Dominion -pro-
vincial taxation agreement. Adminis-
trator of the act is Labor Minister
C. C. Williams, Regina.

Fees are based on the size of the
show and the population of the center
at which it is shown. A per diem
fee of $300 for every menagerie,
circus, Wild West show, carnival or
collection of side shows will be paid
in Regina, Saskatoon or Moose Jaw
if traveling with 30 cars or over, and
$200 in any other city in the province,
and $100 in any town or village.

If traveling with 20 to 20 cars, the
nee diem fee in Reeinti. Saskatoon
and Moose Jaw is $200; $150 in any
other city, and $75 in any town or
village. From 10 to 19 cars: $150
in the three large cities; $100 in other
cities and $50 in towns and villages.
From six to nine cars: $75 in any
city and $40 in towns and villages.
From three to five cars: $50 in any
city and $30 in towns and villages.
Two cars or trucks: $40 in cities and
$25 elsewhere. One car or truck:
$25 in cities and $15 in towns and
villages.

Fees for any other show will be
determined by the labor minister.

Again for Ex
Believe voters will approve
bond appropriation for
Manitoba revival

WINNIPEG, Man., May 24. A
referendum in the civic elections here
in October will determine whether
Winnipeg is to build a $1,500,000
recreation -exhibition center in the
west city limits. The city council
Monday (19) decided to place a by-
law on the ballot which, if passed,
would authorize the raising of $1,-
500,000 for the erection of a stadium
and arena and for the establishment
of an industrial -agricultural exhibi-
tion.

A similar referendum, which also
embraced a plan for a memorial
center, was defeated last year. The
margin of defeat was so small that
supporters of the drive for a recrea-
tion -exhibition now believe it will
win the support of ratepayers.

Of the total debt which would be
authorized by the passage of the by-
law, $1,000,000 would go for an
arena, $300,000 for a stadium and
$200,000 for water and sewer serv-
ices, roadways, landscaping and
other improvements, together with
the purchase of the required land.

At the council meeting, 'W. R.
MacArthur, a former vice-president
of the Calgary Exhibition, said hotels,
restaurants and retail establishments
did a flourishing business during the
Calgary Exhibition. He maintained
that similar business would be done
here if an exhibition were estab-
lished.

He also pointed out that more than
600 men were employed during the
peak of the exhibition season, bring-
ing in "a lot of money to the pockets
of the workers."

At the council meeting it was dis-
closed that help from the provincial

' government for the project had been
refused.

"The Provincial Government will
almost be compelled to make a con-
tribution," Ald. J. St. John main-
tained, "since the government took

. care of the bonded indebtedness of
the Brandon Fair and turned over
buildings to the exhibition. The Do-
minion Government is in much the
same position; they contribute to the
Canadian National Exhibition and
the Royal Winter Fair.

Lancaster, Calif.,
Plant Goes Modern

LANCASTER, Calif., May 24. -
Antelope Valley's "old-fashioned
country fair" will soon have modern,
up-to-date facilities as a result of a
$105,000 building program now un-
derway.

Heavy equipment is at work lifting
the face of the 60 -acre tract to con-
form to a drainage plan. The three -
eighths -mile race track then will be
resurfaced for presentation of typi-
cal fair events such as cow pony
races, tractor races and the original
hay hauling contest, now in its 20th
year.

The building program, to be ex-
tended over a period of five years,
includes a new grandstand with can-
opy, eight additional exhibitor -type
steel buildings, a cafeteria, home eco-
nomics building and administration
building.

All construction and improvement
planned for the year will be complet-
ed before the fair opens September
11, according to Art Stege, fair man-
ager.

City council met later and
decided to negotiate with the State
for the sale of the property for $30,-
000.

of the ASPAR for its members to
compete in the 500 -mile Decoration
Day race.

Hulman Thursday (22) agreed to
pay out of his own pocket extra
money as prizes for ASPAR drivers
who qualify in the event and also to
set the purse in "reasonable propor-
tion to the gate receipts."

His action freed ASPAR drivers to
compete and the entries, which had
been short of needs for the 500 -miler,
were re -opened.

Hulman's action may prove only a
temporary lull in the fight between
the ASPAR and the contest board of
the AAA. ASPAR maintains that the
Three -A's did not live up to its orig-
inal rules in not forcing the speed-
way to put its purse as requested
from $75,000 to the $150,000 asked.
Rules of the AAA, Joe Lends,
spokesman for that group pointed
out, call for purses to be "in pro-
portion to the gate receipts" of sanc-
tioned events.

Until Hulman's decision, the
ASPAR. members had been firm in
refusing to compete. Meanwhile, its
members had entered a 100 -mile na-
tional championship race skedded for
the Wisconsin State Fairgrounds,
Milwaukee, June 8. That event car-
ries a purse of $7,500 or 40 per cent
of the gate receipts, "whichever is
greater."

The ASPAR Saturday (17) named
a committee of three consisting of two
topflight drivers, Ralph Hepburn and
Rex Mays, and Lencki to draft a
purse policy which would first be
voted upon by the full membership
immediately after the Milwaukee
date, and, if then approved, would
in turn be submitted to the AAA.

CHICAGO, May 24. - It's a bit

early to be drawing any definite con-
clusions, of course, but early signs in-
dicate amusement parks this year will
find the per capita spending down
from previous years.

Early reports reaching The Bill-
board from funspots thruout the na-
tion show crowds are holding up but
people aren't spending as freely as
they did during the lush years.

"It simply means," one park owner
said, "if we want to equal last year's
gross we'll have to draw snore people.
The lush days when all you had to do
was open your gates and they came
storming in and spent freely are over.
Now we've got to buckle down and
do something besides open the gates."

Kids Get Less Money
Another park man had this to say:

"During the war years, kids had more
money to spend. Their fathers and
mothers, in a lot of cases, were both
working and making big salaries. The
kiddies were sent to a park for the
day and given $2 to spend. Now,
only the dad is working and the kid-
dies are sent out with only $1 to
spend. That's just an example, of
course. What I'm trying to point out
is that kiddies, for instance, are get-
ting just half, or even less, to spend
this year on rides, shows, concessions,
etc., than they did a year ago. That
in itself cuts down the per capita
spending. Multiply that one case by
a few thousand and you can see
where our grosses this year aren't
going to be as large as in the past.

Don't get the idea that park owners
and operators are hollering "wolf."
They are just solid businessmen and
are looking at the situation from all
angles. They aren't predicting a de -

"Regarding industrial plant picnics,

I will give you our policy. We cater
to industrial picnics as well as other
picnics, reunions and outings. Our
policy is to give reduced rates on all
rides, the swimming pool, as well as
on dancing, if the picnic or outing is
held when we have dancing. We
have a sliding scale of reduced prices.
The snore they buy, the less cost per
ticket. I believe that 30 per cent or
more of our business is derived from
this source. Each year we mail to all
industrial plants, organizations, Sun-
day Schools, clubs, etc., a four -page
leaflet on our park, telling of its ad-
vantages. Last year we had more
than 500 picnics, reunions, outings,
etc.

Yes, we believe in, and cater to,
picnics and outings. We never sell or
allow intoxicating beverages in our
park. - R. M. SPANGLER, Rolling
Green Park, Sunbury, Pa.

Desirable Business
Generally speaking, industrial out-

ings are the most desirable frOm the
viewpoint of attendance and profit.
Employees are easily reached thru
personnel departments, union com-
mittees and management.

It is my belief that the payment of
flat amounts for picnics should be
avoided if possible. Certainly it is
good business to provide reasonable
reduced rates.
solve the problem of off-peak periods.

We do everything possible to stimu-
late advance sale but find it usually
unsuccessful of itself so, unlike many
parks, we have reduced rate tickets
available at the park, on the day of
picnics, to properly identified patrons.
After all, we want volume.

Our lowest rate is based on a strip
of 10 tickets of 50 -cent value for
which we get 30 cents. They are uni-
versal in application except for any
concession using merchandise.-REX

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Hon Operators Can void
Damage Suits of

FEW OPERATORS of roller rinks
realize the importance of intro-

ducing testimony of employees, and
even the proprietor. himself, in suits
filed by injured patrons.

For instance, in Carrara vs. Noon-
an, 31 Atl. (2d) 424, it was shown
that a patron of a roller rink sued to
recover damages because her right
leg was broken in afall when skating.
She alleged that the proprietor was
negligent in permitting the floor of
the rink to be rough and littered
with foreign substances and debris.

During the trial the rink manager
testified he did not see the girl fall,
but saw her carried away from the
place where she fell, and he then ex-
amined the floor and found nothing
on it and no roughness or unevenness
in. it The proprietor testified he
talked with the girl right after she
fell and took her to a doctor; that she
did not say to him at that time the
floor was rough, but made to him
the statement that her skate came in
contact with her girl friend's skate
and she fell. In her testimony she
denied making such a statement.
Nevertheless, the higher court re-
fused to allow the girl any damages.

Eject Disorderly Patrons
According to a recent higher court

it is the duty of the operator of a
roller rink, or other amusement de-
vice, to eject promptly a patron who
is visibly intoxicated and disorderly
and, therefore, dangerous to other
patrons.

Failure of the operator or proprie-

tor to eject from the premises a dis-
orderly and dangerous patron may
result in heavy damage allowance to
an injured patron.

For illustration, in Martin vs.
Philadelphia Gardens, Inc., 35 Atl.
(2d) 317, the testimony proved that
while a minor, age 13, was skating
in a rink, another pation came into
violent collision with him, causing
him to be thrown to the floor and to
be injured seriously. The boy sued
the proprietor and alleged the pro-
prietor permitted the patron, who
was disorderly and visibly intoxi-
cated, to use and skate upon the
rink, and that this dangerous patron,
collided with him.

Altho the lower court refused to
hold the proprietor liable, the higher
court reversed the verdict, and said:

"Nothing could be clearer than the
fact that the patron was drunk and
was a menace to all patrons in the
place . . . It was the defendant's
(proprietor's) duty to eject promptly
from his place of public entertain-
ment a man in the drunken and
dangerous condition of this patron,
and he is answerable in damages for
his failure to do so."

Also, see Easier, Down Amusement
Company, 133 AtI. 905, where a boy
who purchased a circus ticket was
struck by a circus employee. The
higher court held the circus owner
liable because inadequate police pro-
tection was provided patrons.

Woman Wins Suit
Also, see William vs. Essex Amuse-

ment Company, 43 Atl. (2d) 828,
where an .aged woman was knocked
down by some youngsters who
rushed in to procure seats. The
severely injured woman sued the
proprietor for damages and proved
the proprietor knew. that boisterous
boys had been in the habit of climb-
ing over seats in crowds and that
the propretor did not provide police
or other supervision. In view of this
testimony, the jury held the pro-
prietor liable in damages.

As above indicated, some higher
courts have held that a patron who
sustains injuries from boisterous pa-
trons may not recover damages, if the
proprietor probes he provided police
protection to stop boisterous conduct
of patrons or did not anticipate un-
ruly conduct of patrons. But the
patron may recover damages if he
proves the proprietor failed to use
ordinary care to anticipate boisterous
conduct of patrons.

Again see Terrell vs. Key, 159 Pac.
(2d) 704, where a perSon was serious-

ly injured when he was pushed by
another during a brawl participated
in by patrons following a crap game.
He sued to recover damages. Altho
the lower court refused to hold the
poprietor liable, the higher court re-
versed the verdict, saying all pro-
prietors must exercise the care and
diligence for the safety of their pa-
trons.

See Sims vs. Strand Theater, 29
Atl. (2d) 208, where the testimony
showed a person purchased a general
admission ticket and stood waiting
for an opportunity to obtain a seat.
The crowd in the lobby surged for-
ward and in the rush she was thrown
to the floor and was trampled on.
In holding the proprietor liable, the
higher court said:

"Crowds made up of individuals
vying with each other to obtain seats
in a place of public amusement are
likely to become unruly if not con-
trolled. Defendant (proprietor) must
have known that failure to exercise
control involved an unreasonable
risk of injury."

Also, in Neering vs. Illinois, 383
Ill. 366, the Supreme Court of Illi-
nois held it actionable negligence if
a. proprietor has knowledge that vag-
rants are in the habit of congregating
and he fails to furnish protection
against assolts by such vagrants.

Court Announces Rule
And, again, in Anderson vs. Caro-

lina, 12 Wash. (2d) 637, the higher
court announced the rule that where
a proprietor knows that large crowds
are accustomed to congregate at cer-
tain hours, and to crowd and jostle
to gain admittance, the proprietor is
put on notice of the danger.

On the other hand, in all of these
decision the courts clearly held that
no proprietor may be held liable for
injuries to a patron if the testimony
shows the proprietor's employees or
agents used "ordinary care" to pro-
tect the patrons. Thus, altho pro-
prietors of amusements are put on
notice by knowledge of dangers to
patrons, the proprietor is not liable
if the testimony proves he used the
same degrees of, care to protect his
Patrons as would have been used by
other amusement operators under the
identical circumstances.

How To Avoid Damage Suits
(Continued front page 35)

629, where the higher court said:
"Unless the condition had existed

long enough to have given the pro-
prietor opportunity to have seen it in
the exercise of due -care, he can not
be held liable."

Use Ordinary CRTC.
Thus, if the proprietor uses "ordi-

nary care" to make reasonably fre-
quent inspections, bathers are not en-
titled to recover damages for injuries
caused by as dangerous condition
which was not discovered by compe-
tent inspectors. Moreover, the law
does not expect bathing beach and
swim pool operators to remedy dan-
gerous conditions which are hidden
or which suddenly and unexpectedly
arise.

Of course, an operator never is
liable in damages for an injury sus-
tained by a patron who knew that
the defect, or danger caused the in-
jury, existed. The court will hold
that the bather was "contributorily
negligent." Also,- any bather who
performs a hazardous act, or risks his
safety is solely responsible for in-
juries he may sustain. (See Murphy
v. Willis, 166 N. E. 173.)

On the other hand, see Brotherton
v. Manhattan Beach Improvement
Company, 50 Neb. 214, where the
higher court held that no guard was
on duty. As a result of this negli-
gence a young swimmer drowned,
and the higher court held the pro-
Prietor liable in damages.

Company, 30 Utah 116, where a bath-
ing beach company failed to provide
guards for the rescue of bathers.

This court held a proprietor who
does not keep sorneo_ie on duty to
supervise and assist bathers does not
exercise "ordinary care."

If however, the operator of a
bathing beach or swim pool provides
guards to safeguard bathers,. the
party who files suit must prove
"negligence" on the part of the guard
or the proprietor will not be held
liable.

See Maher v. -Madison Square Car-
den Corp., 212 N. Y. 506, where it
was disclosed a boy was found
drowned in a crowded swim pool.
No person witnessed the drowning
nor was testimony given which indi-
cated the guard at the bathing pool
was negligent. Therefore, the higher
court held the proprietor not liable
its damages, and said:

"No inference can be drawn that
by act or omission of defendant (pro-
prietor) or any of its employees
(guards) the boy was placed in a
position of danger which caused his
death or that any greater care by
defendant could have averted the
accident."

Applies to Diseases
The same rule of law is applicable

to diseases, infections and the like
alleged to have been received while
bathing. In other words, if the oper-
ator proves that he frequently used
effective chemicals to purify the
water lie uses "ordinary care."

For instance, in Flamm v. Coney
Island Company, 195 N. E. 401, a girl
sued a swim pool operator to recover
damages for an infection which she
claimed she contracted while in an
impure pool.

The operator of the pool and beach
proved ordinary care was used to
chlorinate the water, and to free the
sand from any infectious germs or
substances. The higher court held
the operator of the pool and beach
had used "ordinary care" to safe-
guard the public against infections,
and was not liable in damages. This
court said:

"There is no evidence that such
germs existed in the pool or sand of
the resort. The statements of the
physicians that such germs are found
in sand, or might have been present,
tire not sufficient foundation for a
contention that they were present."

on expansion of the coin machine
manufacturing industry on the
West Coast is the first in a series
of two articles based on a survey
of the situation made recently by
The Billboard staff.

LOS ANGELES, May 24.-Manu

facturing of coin -operated equipment
is turning to the West Coast more
than ever before with nearly 50 com-
panies here designing and making
machines. This trend is a far cry
from the situation 10 years ago when
the number of coin machine plants
could be counted on one hand with
several fingers left over. Once con-
sidered accountable for only 3 per
cent of the national sales, the area
has lately begun to move forward
rapidly both in the manufacturing
and consumer fields.

Emerson Bros., Shipman Manufac-
turing Company and Ideal Weighing
Machine Company are the earliest `
pioneers in the production field here.
These have lately been joined by
Solotone Corporation, Lamomatic,
Universal Coin Changer, L.A. Penn
Manufacturers, Stylon Corporation,
Allite Manufacturing Company Inc.,
Adams -Fairfax Corporation, Gott
Radio, Crystallette Radio Company,
Ra-O-Matic, National Coin Radio-
Tel, Radio Coin-Matie, Interstate En-
gineering Corporation, Timm Air-
craft, California Aircraft Engineering
Company, Coin Radio Service, Pico
Sales, Recograsn, Gillespie. Games,

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Florida Solons Consider
Another Proposal To Tax
Juke Grosses 20 Per Cent

Pennsylvania Proposes Cigarette Vender Protection

CHICAGO, May 24.-Legislative
action this week centered in a few
States where lawmakers are working
late into the spring. Florida, which
got off to a late start, has thus far
lead the field in new legislation in-
votving or affecting the coin machine
industry, and Pennsylvania had two
pieces of legislation which automatic
merchandising operators were fol-
lowing closely.

In Florida, where an earlier and
similar proposal had been quashed by
the Legislature, another proposal to
place a tax of 20 per cent on the gross
receipts of music machines is being
considered. This new bill was intro-
duced May 14, just a few days after
a similar proposal had been killed by
the lawmakers.

A unique proposal to place a tax on
coin -operated typewriters is likewise
under consideration in Florida. The
bill (see State's listing below) places
coin typewriters with coin radios,
proposes to tax both a total of $2.50
annually.

Snnunery by States
Summary of action during the past

week follows:
Alabama-Legislature recessed un-

til June 3. Meantime, House Ways
and Means Committee is studying a
proposal to hike retail sales taxes on
soft drinks.

Connecticut-A Senate proposal,
introduced four months ago, asking
a levy of $100 annually on games,
jukes, candy and cigarette vending
machines, was reported unfavorably
in the Senate last week.

Florida-Back in the House is an-
other bill to place a tax of 20 per
cent on the gross receipts of juke
boxes. The Senate had earlier killed
a proposal to place just such a tax
on jukes. Also in the House is a
proposal to tax coin radios and coin
typewriters $1.50 a year. Added to
this tax would be the 1941 purveyor's
tax of $1, bringing total to $2.50 if
the bill should pass. Meantime, the
Senate here has reported unfavorably
on a measure proposing a soft drink
tax.

Massachusetts - The Legislature
will make no changes in its tobacco
tax acts, and has carried over any
proposals for such changes until the

 next annual session of the body.
Bell Bill Killed

Michigan-All bills not reported
out of committee in the House of their
origin are now considered dead. This
automatically kills the State's three
proposals to license bells, which, at
latest report, had 'not been sent out
of committee.

Nebraska - The Legislature here
has killed a proposal which would
have made it illegal to -store, main-
tain, sell, keep or exhibit any kind
of gaming machine, or to act as an
agent for any firm which sells, stores
or exhibits gaming machines.

Ohio-A proposal in the House to
tax vending machines at fees rang-
ing from a minimum of $2 to a maxi-
mum of $25 has been reported indefi-
nitely postponed in the House. This
Legislature is also considering
changes in the State's sales tax act

.. as it applies to food.
Bill Would Aid Ops

Pennsylvania-The Senate here is
.considering a proposal which would
protect cigarette vending machines in
event the locations in which they are
placed entered bankruptcy, were
prosecuted for failure to pay their
rent, etc. Under this bill, the ciga-
rette operator would be permitted to

remove his machine and the machine
would be protected from levy or sale.

As of June 1, 1947, Pennsylvania's
bottlers will begin to pay the State's
new soft drinks tax, approved May
14. The bottlers will be paying one-
half cent on each fluid ounce or frac-
tion thereof of sirups, and 1 cent on
each 12 ounces or fraction thereof of
bottled soft drinks.

Hunter, in announcing the appoint-
ment, said Stedman's activities would
include co-ordinating the sales, pro-
duction and purchasing activities of
the parent corporation and the Pond
Engineering Division.

CHICAGO, May 24, - Mrs. Ethel

Rosenthal, wife of Murray Rosenthal,
Coinex Corporation, announced last
week that anyone in the coin machine
industry having need of assistance
for themselves or their families in
obtaining information or direct help
where cancer is concerned, contact
her. Mrs. Rosenthal organized the
Cancer Service League about three
weeks ago and has recruited 150
members to date.

Aim of the league, Mrs. Rosenthal
said, is to raise funds which are do-
nated to the Chicago Tumor Institute,
one of the two hospitals specializing
in cancer cases in the U. S. Money
is used to further cancer research.

Mrs. Rosenthal was recently asked
by the Institute to head their public
relations activities in this field.

Freight Expediter One Answer
To Coin Mach. Export Problem

CHICAGO, May 24. - With coin
machine exports increasing In im-
portance during each passing month,
many firms have been seeking meth-
ods of setting up an efficient basis of
handling the foreign trade situation.
Thus far several different ways of
dealing with exports have been tried
successfully. Among the most popu-
lar are appointing foreign distribu-
tors: setting up an export division
within the firm; and sending a repre-
sentative to sell to operators in for-
eign nations.

Regardless of the method used the
Problem of getting the shipment to
its final destination remains complex
due to the amount of handling neces-
sary for this specialized type of ship-
ment and the varied regulations indi-
vidual nations have regarding mer-
chandise entering their countries. For
these reasons the bulk of coin ma-
chines are exported thru freight ex-
pediting concerns.

Typical Expediter
There are approximately 20 such

companies.that handle foreign freight
consignments, of which five do the
major part of the business. One is
the International Forwarding Com-
pany, which consummates all its ex-
port business thru two wholly owned
subsidiaries-International Expedit-
ing Company, Inc. of Illinois, and In-
ternational Expediting Company, Inc.,
of New York.

In explaining how his firm operates,
M. C. Goddard, International's 'assist-
ant executive vice-president said: "In
substance we serve as an agent for
the shipper and in that capacity we
do everything to expedite a consign-
ment that shipper would do if be had
the available facilities."

Actually, the work that a forwarder
does in the handling of a foreign con-
signment varies considerably. It
might entail pickup of a consignment
at a shipper's headquarters, handling
all details in between and delivering

it into the hands of the consignee. Or
it might mean making arrangements
to place the consignment on an over -
water carrier, with the shipper mak-
ing his own plans to get the consign-
ment in the hands of the expediting
firm at a port of embarkation. The
usual job asked of the forwarder falls
somewhere in between these two ex-
tremes.

Souse Problems
Goddard explained some of the

problems that confront the exporter.
High on the list is the packaging of
merchandise. Since an over -water
consignment may be subject to haz-
ardous weather conditions and un-
usually rough handling, a coin ma-
chine or other merchandise being
shipped for export must be carefully
packed to avoid damage en route.

Machine is 59 inches high, includ-
ing the scoring panel, 22 inches deep
and 331/2 Inches wide. It incorporates
a number of new and patented fea-
tures, including an electrical circuit
which eliminates relays and a bomb-
sight thru which the player can see
a stick of four red bombs drop on the
target each time he presses the bomb
release button.

Bombsight is movable and in order
to score, the player must follow the -

target with the sight until th'e four
bombs reach the bottom. .

Easy To Service
"We have tried to keep the game as

simple as possible mechanically so
that it will be easy to service in case
it needs repairs," Anthony Hula de-
clared. "All the parts are easily ac-
cessible thru the front door  and all
units can be removed by loosening
wing nuts or pulling out cotter pins.

"All of the parts used in the mech-
anism-with the exception of the,
bombsight-are standard in the coin
(See Speedway Sets Distrib, page 128)

A coin machine firm using a freight
service would be instructed by the
forwarder just what regulations are
current in the particular country that
the shipment is destined for and also
given detailed information in the ease
of a new export shipper as to how the
merchandise should be packed. Inter-
esting to note is fact that the over -
water carrier has a choice of charging
the shipper either by cubic measure-
ment or by weight, whichever is the
greater. Thus in the instance of a
coin -Operated scale, since its weight is
of more consequence than its size, the
scale would be rated according to
weight, while a juke box would be
charged according to cubic measure-
ment, because the music machine
would -be relatively light compared
to the space it would occupy on the
over -water carrier. ..

Charges Vary
Charges by a freight .expediting

firm vary proportionately with the
amount of work that the shipper asks
the forwarder to perform. Or as God-
dard put it: "The amount of running

Minnesota Trade Puzzled
Over Ban on Five -Balls

ST. PAUL, May 24.-Minnesota's
amusement games business was
jolted Thursday night (22) when
Ramsey County Attorney James E.
Lynch declared seven specific types
of new five -ball games illegal under
a 1945 State gaming and lottery act.
As Twin Cities coinmen were puz-
zling over this latest pronouncement,
two law enforcement officials in
St. Paul publicly indicated that they
would follow a 1935 court decision
and injunction which declared free -
play pinball legal.

St. Paul's public safety commis-
sioner, Gus Barfuss, who had re-
quested the Lynch opinion, said that
he will confer with his police chief
before taking any action. Barfuss
said he would likewise discuss the
matter with members of the city's li-
cense committee.

The city's newspapers devoted
columns of front-page space to this
latest development and stories
pointed out that the Lynch opinion,
if enforced, would cost the city of
St. Paul an estimated $40,000 in li-
cense fees and Minneapolis nearly
$100,000 in permits.

Another official, Ramsey County
(St. Paul) Sheriff Gibbons said that
he would take no action on the opin-
ion until it Is tested in the courts.
Gibbons said that in 1935 Ramsey
District Court issued an order re-
straining the city of St. Paul from
Interfering with the operation of pin-
ball games which did not pay off in
cash or merchandise chips.

In this District Court decision, thecourts held pinball games are "not
of themselves gaming devices," butamusement games. The court con-ceded that these games could be used

for gaming, but added that this would
have to be proved in each individual
case where a complaint was issued.

Gibbons said that in view of the
restraining order issued by the Dis-
trict Court in 1935, he did not see
how he could act on the county at-
torney's ruling. "The question," the
sheriff said, "seems to be highly
controversial and it might easily
work an unfair hardship on machine
operators to take action against them
until it has been settled in the
courts."

Times Square Arcade
Adds 20 Poker Tables

NEW YORK, May 24.-A battery
of 20 of Scientific's new five-foot
"Location Model Pokerinos" has been
installed in the Mardi Gras Arcades,
Times Square, by Max D. Levine,
i'rexy of Scientific Machine Corpo-
ration. Besides blue -printing the en-
tire set-up for Moe Biers, Daniel
Baretz, Wallace Pricham and Lewis
Yankowitz, owners of the arcade,
Levine laid out space for the ma-
chines, advised on the type of pre-
miums to offer and placed the games
in one tight row.

Because of the high rental the
arcade is forced to pay for Times
Square space, Levine found it nec-
essary to get the machines in a small
area, and at the same time the ma-
chines had to pay for themselves or
make room for something better.

Wichita Vending Healthy

industry.

Candy vending appears to he
largely dominated by one company,
but cigarette vending is highly com-
petitive with at least seven operators
in the field, compared with only
three or four in candy dispensing.

Merchandise and machines both
were reported coming thru to opera-
tors in satisfactory quantities, but
the candy operators say they could
easily sell a good many more top
quality bars. Some machines here
are said to be dispensing 10 -cent
bars and doing good business.

Factories Top Locations
One candy operator reported that

factories continue as the top loca-
tions, but mainly because of the
large number of machines they can
keep busy. On a per machine basis,
he ranked hospitals as the best Moe-
tions in the city with the schools,
such as Wichita University and the
grade schools as the No. 2 spots.

"There are a lot of good candy
eaters around the hospitals," he com-
mented, "and the .ex-G.I.'s who make
up most of the college enrollment
learned to like candy bars in the
armed forces and they still like
them."

Only headshaking in the vending
industry here is over the cigarette
situation. Some operators reported
that the business is down as much as
40 per cent from the big trade pre-
vailing when cigarettes first came
back into supply right after the war.

Prevailing machine price is 20
cents per pack, but operators re-
ported that a few are still at 18
cents. Pricing problem, however,

In general, vender operators here
share the optimism that prevails thru
the city, and as one young operator
put it: "I think we have just scratched
a small. part of the surface of this
vending business, but of course, we
can't get down to real scratching
until we can get the machines and
the merchandise."

Charges Vendo
With Violating

Patent Rights
KANSAS CITY, Mo., May 24.-

Earl C. Warwick, of Los Angeles and
former Kansas City, Mo., mechanic,
filed suit May 16 at Independence,
Mo., against the Vendo Sales Com-
pany, Inc.' charging the firm is using
his invention in a bottled .soft drink
vender and asking the court to award
him a fair payment from the proceeds
of sales.

Warwick's attorney, Ira B. Burns,
estimated that Warwick will attempt
to recover profits amounting to $250,-
000. Defendants to the suit are Frank
Deinayo Jr., and C. Earl Hovey, a
patent attorney.

In his petition, Warwick charges he
invented a coin -operated bottle vend-
ing machine in 1936 which Demayo
manufactured for a time. Proceeds
from the sales were to be shared
equally by Demayo and Warwick, the
bill asserted.

Warwick also charged that prior to
August, 1946, the Vendo company
persuaded Demayo to apply for a
patent on the machine. Patent was
obtained in November, 1941, after
which it was assigned to the company
by Demayo and is now held by Hovey
as trustee, according to the petition.

Warwick said he discovered that
his invention was being used on ma-
chines manufactured by the Vendo
company during the spring of 1940
in California. He said he immediately
notified the company by mail that he
was the inventor of the machine.

E. F. Pierson, as president of Vendo,
and John T. Pierson, as executive
vice-president, were also named as
defendants in the suit but stated they
have not been given copies of the
petition.

Company, which has been in opera-
tion here 10 years and employes some
500 workers, manufactures several
types of coin -operated machines but
the bottle vender is its principal
product.

Burns said Warwick has lived in.
California several years but is 'ex-
pected to return here soon.

NEWARK, N. J., May 24.-A new

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DALLAS, May 24.-Negotiations
were completed this week for the
establishment of a $2,250,000 Dallas
plant by the Curtiss Candy Company,
of Chicago, Otto Schnering, Curtiss
founder and president, announced.

Schnering said the new food prod-
ucts factory, which will produce the
complete line of Curtiss products, will
be located in two buildings at Second
Avenue and Hickory Street, one of
which is now occupied by the Dr.
Pepper Bottling Company.

The announcement stated that Cur-
tiss will get possession of the build-
ings as soon as the Dr. Pepper firm's

.new home plant is completed at
Mockingbird Lane and Greenville
Avenue. Two buildings bought by
Curtiss have a total of 117,000 square
feet of floor space.

Schnering said negotiations for the
deal have been under way for more
than a year. He added, the new plant,
whets it begins operations next spring,
will be the most modern and com-
plete candy and food products factory
in this world.

All raw materials for the Dallas
plant will be purchased in the South-
west and a purchasing office will be
set up here, Schnering said, in line
with the .company's decentralization
of purchasing operations. Firm al-
ready buys several hundred carloads
of Texas peanuts every year.

Company has operated four small
plants in Dallas since 1940: a bakery,
potato chip and popcorn plant, pea-
nut roasting plant and a peanut
cracker plant. These will be merged
with the new plant when it begins op-
eration, Schnering declared. Curtiss
also owns three other smaller plants
in Texas and some of these will also
be merged with the Dallas plant.

Distribution will be handled from
the Dallas factory to retailers in the
Southwest thru the company's system
of franchised service distributors.

Schnering said Curtiss will also use
strains from its extensive dairy farm
in Cary in co-operation with
farmers in the Dallas area in an ef-
fort to increase farm production par-
ticularly in the Dallas milk shed.

Pitney -Bowes Declares

Must Help Retailers
He told jobbers and manufacturers'

representatives present that they
must help the independent retailer
with his merchandising problems,
pointing out that the jobbers reach a
million retailers who couldn't be
serviced by the manufacturers.

McMillan complained that chain
stores and syndicates receive lower
prices from the manufacturer than
do the jobbers when it should be the
other way around. He urged co-
operation between all forces in the
candy industry to work toward solv-
ing the problems.

The industry was urged to "create
snore respect for candy wholesalers,"
and McMillan pointed out that his
organization had done much toward
accomplishing this end. Not until
then, the jobbers were warned, would
they get more consideration from the
candy manufacturers.

Against Three for Ten
McMillan deplored the three -for -

10 -cent policy of selling candy,
claiming it did not result in increased
consumption of candy. He said the
price should be set at 5 cents straight
and should be fair-traded. Brokers
were urged to set standards for the
establishing of new wholesale ac-
counts so as to keep the business on
a high plane, and to permit jobbers
who are a "credit to the industry."

Louis J. Maschka, of Trudeau Can-
dies, Inc., was toastmaster for the
dinner and M. J. Maib, of the Ziegler
Candy Company, was general chair-
man. Lee H. Cahn, broker, wel-
comed the guests as president of the
Gopher Candy Club. A two-hour
floorshow was presented.

Other speakers were Frank Mad-
den, secretary to St. Paul's Mayor
John J. McDonough, who was absent
because of illness, and Mayor Hubert
H. Humphrey, of Minneapolis.

British Miners Sub. U. S.

Mail Order Cig Tax
Measure Killed by

Conn. Legislature
HARTFORD, Conn., May 24 -A

bill designed to eliminate the mail
order business between residents of
Connecticut and New Jersey ciga-
rette dealers in order to avoid pay-
ment of the State's 3 -cent -per -pack
cigarette tax was defeated in the
Legislature last week.

Bill, which would have had the
effect of making the Connecticut tax
applicable to all mail order ship-
ments into the State from firms in
States where cigarettes are tax-free,
was introduced in the Senate in
February. It was killed after hear-
ings before the Senate Finance Com-
mittee.

Said to be supported unanimously
by Connecticut cigarette dealers,
State Tax Commissioner Walter W.
Walsh stated passage of the measure
would have prevented the annual loss
of between $200,000 and $300,000
in taxes by the State.

Jacob Bresnerkoff, Hartford at-
torney representing the Smokers'
Supply Company of New Jersey,
appeared against the bill in com-
mittee hearings, describing it as a
State "tariff barrier" of doubtful
constitutionality which would en-
courage bootlegging.

Bill would have required firms
and individuals to pay an annual
license fee of $1 to import cigarettes.
It also would have required that
each importer report within 24 hours
the receipt of unstamped cigarettes
and pay the State tax of 3 cents a
pack.

Ideas Differ
On Chocolate
World Supply

Price Rise or Fall?

CHICAGO, May 24. -Two opposing
opinions of the future of the cocoa
market -one that prices will drop be-
cause of consumer resistance, and the
other that cocoa will be short and
prices high for the next seven years
-were expressed this week.

Arthur E. Fest, general sales man-
ager of the Walter Baker Chocolate
and Cocoa Division of General Foods,
Dorchester, Mass., expressed the
opinion that the long range trend of
prices on cocoa beans is clown.

"Prices have reached their maxi-
mum," he asserted. "Maufacturer and
consumer resistance is being felt al-
ready. As soon as this resistance is
seriously felt at the source prices will
decrease further."

Shortage Predicted
Taking the opposite view, J. Holger

Graffman, managing director of the
Aktiebolag Transfer Company a
Swedish export-import firm, pre-
dicted that there will be an increasing
shortage of cocoa for the next seven
years because of a virus disease
threatening the crops of South
America..

Groffman, who has spent time re-
cently in South America and Africa,
said African crops are sinking rapidly
because of the disease that got started
during the recent war.

"Sixty-five per cent of the world's
supply of cocoa comes from Africa
and Latin America and the supply
will gradually diminish," he stated.
"In the future, you will have to pay
more and even if you do it may dis-
appear."

Graffman said he had made an
agreement with the U. S. Department
of Agriculture for co-operative re-
search seeking a cure for the disease
and culture of fungus -resistant trees.
Only known cure now, he said, is to
burn diseased trees and replant them
later.

Endorsing establishment of a price
on cocoa beans that would insure fair
profits to manufacturers, producers at
a level acceptable to consumers, Fest
declared:

"At some point along the line there
should be a leveling off at the point
where maximum production and
maximum consumption meet. In other
words, we know from experience that
natives will refuse to gather cocoa
beans if the return is not adequate."

Fest also painted a bright picture
of the future sugar supply situation:

"Assuming we have a comparable
Cuban crop next year as appears to
be the case, and assuming that the
anticipated beet and continental cane
crops are forthcoming, there will be
no rationing in 19411. The refiners al-
ready have large inventories of sugar
on hand. However, this inventory
could be eliminated by decontrol or
additional sugar allotments before the
scheduled decontrol October 31.

"Taking these factors into consid-
eration, I would judge that sugar
prices during 1948 should range from
9 cents to 10 cents. In 1949 they will
drop to 61/2 cents. This is merely my
surmise and others might differ a
cent or two in either direction."

New jukes wanted as cafes
and restauaraUlts become top
spots-need U. S. platters

CHICAGO, May 24. --Juke boxes
have a bright future in the Union of
South Africa, with high costs and
difficulty in getting good records as
the chief limiting factors, according
to Alfred C. Jordan, Capetown opera-
tor. Coming directly to Chicago this
week after his ship docked in New
.Orleans, .Jordan gave a first-hand re-
port of operating conditions in South
Africa. He is on the first leg of a
buying tour for his Capetown firm,
Modern Music.

Jordan not only was able to give
an up-to-date picture of the trade in
south Africa-which ranked fourth
among all foreign nations as buyer
of American music machines in 1946
-but was well posted on coin ma-
chine developments in Australia and.
England, where he has operated ar-
cades and juice boxes.

Open New Locations
In South Africa, he said, operation

of juke boxes in restaurants, cocktail
lounges and Other locations similar to
those common in the United States,'
is just now catching on. Heretofore,
best locations., as in Australia, have
been in arcades. When Jordan
launched his firm in Capetown last
year, it wasvnheard of for cafes and
restaurants to feature juke box en-
tertainment Two pre-war 12 -record
machines had constituted the city's
juke operation. Favorable public re-
action to a few machines placed in
high quality locations has given coin-
operated music a firm toehold, he de-
clared.

Jordan said the final seal of public
acceptance was indicated during the
recent visit of the British royal fam-
ily, when juke boxes in such loca-
tions enjoyed almost continuous play.
Favorite locations are the verandas
of the hotels, favorite outdoor meet-
ing place, where guests gather for
cocktails. Indoor hotel lounges, in
contrast to public bars, also are good
stops.

Records Cost 75c
Normal play is high, even without

benefit of such festivities as the royal
visit, but it has to be to meet high
costs of the South African operator,
according to Jordan. In addition to
the inevitable expenses of importing
machines, and converting coin chutes
and other components to local re-
quirements, there is the high price
of records. Jordan said that records
now retail. in South Africa at from
$1.00 to $1.25. Even with the cus-
tomary discount to operators, price
is still around 75 cents.

Shipping costs run as high as the
20 per cent duty on phonographs,
which has been in effect, but which
is to be reduced in the near future,
according to Jordan. Counting 40
cubic feet of space for a phonograph,
ocean transport alone averages about
$38. Added to this are wharfage
charges at both ends of the voyage,
plus railway freight charges when
the phonograph is shipped from in-
land points.

E'or these reasons, Jordan feels that
play prices' -equivalent to 10 -cent and
three-for-a...quarter will prevail for
juke boxes in South Africa. Some

He believes that one solution would
lie in American record manufacturers
sending masters to South Africa to be
pressed there. Popularity of juke
box music is growing rapidly, altho
most of the locations thus far opened
are establishments patronized by the
white population. A large section of
the population, of part native extrac-
tion, account for the bulk of the
trades workers. This class has its
own eating and drinking places, and
the few juke boxes which have been
installed in them have been so popu-
lar that almost unmanageable crowds
collect.

List Big Centers
Jordan listed the big centers for

coin machine development as Johan-
nesburg, Durban and Capetown. Roth
Johannesburg and Durban have well
established operating firms from pre-
war days, with Capetown assuming
new importance as a trade center.
Predominant operation in all three
centers before the war was in the

amusement game field, and this is the

coin machine with which South Afri-
cans are most familiar. In arcades
which boomed during wartime con
voy days, the juke was at first used
as a free entertainment device, set to
play without coin insertions as an at-

Plastics Industry
Enters Buyers' Mart,
Say Manufacturers

CHICAGO, May 24.-Most of the
plastics industry, especially that part
serving manufacturers of amusement
games and music machines, has felt
the transition from a sellers' to a
buyers' market, with many types of
plastics now in over supply.

This viewpoint, first expressed in
a statement from Neil 0. Broderson,
president of the Society of the Plas-
tics Industry, was confirmed last
week by a number of manufacturers
in the Chicago area.

Qualifies Statement
According to Brodcrson's statement,

thermoplastic materials, which are
the types most used in the coin
machine industry, are experiencing a
noticeable drop in demand. However,
he added, thermosetting plastics-
few, if any, of which are used in
the coin machine field-still are
short.

Difference between the two types
mainly is that thermoplastic materials
do not undergo a chemical change
during the process of being molded,
while the thermosetting materials do
undergo such a chemical change.

Temporary Situation
The present situation, according to

Broderson, probably is only tempo-
rary. He likened it to the situation
that existed in 1920, following which
the plastics industry first began its
greatest expansion.

"Our industry isn't immune to the
inevitable laws of supply and de-
mand, but now the plastics manufac-
turers have more and different ma-
terials to work with," he stated. "The
tremendous pent-up demand for con-
sumer goods which developed here
and abroad during the war still re-
mains to be satisfied."

around we have to do for a particular
consignment." By this he meant that
if the shipper wants the forwarder
to handle visa and consular arrange-
ments, customs clearances, getting the
consignment to the port of embarka-
tion or even having an agent in a
foreign country see the shipment thru
to the consignee, this would cost
more than for a shipment requiring
less service.

Advantages of having a freight ex-
pediter handling an export shipment
are numerous. For one thing the ex-
pediter will probably save the shipper
some costs. This is reflected by the
fact that the forwarder makes a point
of building less than carload lots and
charging the shipper proportionately.
Another advantage is that since the
expediting firm is shipping consider-
able merchandise all the time there
is a good chance that merchandise
shipped thru the freight firm will get
some preferred handling en route.
Finally, since the expediter is con-
stantly in touch with new regulations
this late information can be passed on
to the shipper, therefore avoiding un-
necessary delays of consignments.

(Continued front page 97)
batteries, several of these games are
still in operation.

Made Pinhalls in '32
Historically speaking, Automatic

Vendors manufactured several hun-
dred pinball games about 1932. These
used the gravity -drain type of roll
and a pool stick instead of a plunger.
Mass production was never attempted
on the game. Another game, Big
Eight, was also quite popular. Non-
electric, the game had the ball move
around in a figure eight. Shefiler
Bros., now out of the business, are
credited with the manufacture of
both pinballs and scales in the early
'30s.

Another pioneer firm, Ideal Maria=
facturing Company, headed by Walt
Tanner, had a penny gum counter
game with a five -reel poker hand.
This firm is not to be confused with
Ideal Weighing Machine Company,
originated in 1919 by L. H. Stark and
operated now by his son, Bob Stark.
This firm is today manufacturing -as
It did 28 years ago -the Ideal scale.
In 1938, Bob Stark invented and
patented a wired machine device
which he manufactured for two
years. With the advent of war, pro-
duction was dropped.

Shipman's Early 'Venders
Also of long standing in the manu-

facturing field here, is the Shipman
ManufacKiring Company, headed by
A. V. Shipman, who entered the field
in 1932, manufacturing the Western
Bulk Merchandiser, a pemiy nut and
hard candy vender. In 1934, Shipman
turned out its first postage machine
(a duplex), selling penny and three -
cent stamps. The mechanism has
been steadily improved upon over the
years.

When the war came and the use of
air mail increased in popularity,
Shipman began to manufacture the
triplex model to vend one, three and
air -mail stamps. Manufacture of a
Hershey bar machine for penny and
five -cent bars was discontinued about
1941 when sugar restriction was set
at 60 per cent of the 1940 supply,
cutting down materially on the mer-
chandise that was to be sold thru
these machines. Shipman also turned
out the Select -A -Bar that sold all
popular bars in the penny and nickel
field. With a drop shelf arrangement,
this machine handled candy bars
of varying thicknesses.

At present, Shipman is turning out,
in addition to its postage machines,
a two -compartment razor blade ven-
der for Marlin Blades; Spin -It,
nickel vender of almonds and mixed
nuts that gives a horse race in addi-
tion to the merchandise.. Upon com-
pletion of its new factory addition,
this firm will also make two picture
machines --a five -cent console model
showing 35mm. films in color and a
penny counter machine that handles
colored slides.

Kunkel Here 30 Years
Kunkel Metal Products Company

has been manufacturing coin -oper-
ated equipment Isere for 30 years
and most of its work has been in
turning out machines on contract for
other people. Back in 1928 this firm
manufactured the Rowe cigarette
machine and was responsible for
making several hundred thousand of
them. Since 1936, the firm has
turned out a popcorn vender and
hopes to hit a production of 500
machines per month, provided mate-
rial is available.

Also in the popcorn vending ma-
chine business is Sun -Putt Popcorn
Company, formerly Emerson Bros.
This firm has been its business for
the past 10 years. Sun-Puft's ma-
chine vends a pre -popped product.
A newcomer in the business is E. E:

I11(IY 31, 1947

Styli, president of the Stylon Corporation. Styli, who has had nearly I10 years' experience as an operator,factory salesman for popcorn andother vending machines, plans
toturn out 2.500 popcorn venders by I.Thnuary, 1948. The vender is mar:ttally operated but the popcorn heal.-

er, buried in the corn, is guarantee;
to deliver merchandise as hot as if ithad just been popped. A feature ofthis machine is the spout, whichreturns the popped corn to a recep-
tacle in the event the purchaser makesa slip in placing the bag at the spout.
Purchaser doesn't get the popcorn,but corn is prevented from spilling
over the floor. This innovation makesit unnecessary for the customer totouch the spout.

Schrader Well Known
Largest manufacturers here areAllite Manufacturing Company, Inc.,

and Solotone Corporation. Allite is
headed by William Schrader, who
gained recognition in the production
field by putting radio parts on an
assembly line basis of sufficient scope
to net him national publicity and

recognition. This firm recently added
George Graf, widely -known prods:.
Lions specialist. Formerly with Majes-
tic Radio Company, Graf held the
record of producing 6,500 complete
console radios in a single day. lie is

also an alumnus of both the Gul.
branson Piano Company and Rock-
Ola Manufacturing Company,

His present job is being Allite's
production chief in the manufacture
of Strikes 'n' Spares, 'an automatic
pin -setting and automatic scoring

bowling alley. Game has an elec.

Nearly Two Years After War
Wichita Still Waits Bust

WICHITA, Nan., May 24.-Wichita
was a boom town of the boom towns
during the war years. its boom was
built on airplanes, with a little wheat
flour and farm machinery sprinkled
in. War workers jammed the city. At
midnight the lines of swing -shift
workers waiting for buses would line
the curbs for blocks. Payrolls of fac-
tories that had a few hundred work-
ers in 1940 zoomed to 10,000 or 20,000.
It was a great day for the music and
pinball operators. The juke boxes just
never stopped playing.

Then came V -J Day. Veteran oper-
ators began to prepare for the worst.
The boys at Boeing, Beech and Cess-
na, who had built everything from
basic training planes to 5-29's, were
going to have fewer nickels and
dimes to dron in the coin chutes. The
bottom did drop out of the war plants
pretty quickly after V -J Day, but cps
were all set for the big bust that they
figured had to follow the big boom.
But they are still waiting for the
storm. Twenty-two months later and
it still hasn't hit Wichita, they report.

Pinball Play Steady
Common estimate among operators

here is that the play on juke boxes is
down about 20, or possibly 25 per
cent, from the wartime peaks. Gross
pinball play, they report, has hardly
been affected at all, and some think it
is even better than in the war days.

As one operator put it, "The play
is holding up better than any of us
ever thought it would here when the
war orders stopped, but to get the
same play, we have to work our loca-
tions a lot harder than in the war
years. Now, you can't just put in a
juke box or marble table and sit
bacic to let the profits roll in.

"On a juice box location, you often
have to fit in a few more wallboxes or
an extra speaker, and you have to see
that the records fit the locations. You
can't put just anything on the phono-
graph now and expect to make it go.
The operator has to see that the rec-
ords are what the customers of the
location want, and when you do that
plenty of them turn the meter com-
pletely over in a week.

"As for pinballs, it is the old story:
Frequent change and new machines.
I think this new high scoring has
helped play a lot here."

Operating Costs Up
He and other operators who report-

ed continuing good play, however,
were quick to point out that juke
operating, particularly, represents a
much greater investment today than
ever before and that, altho play has
kept up, profits have been declining.
Costs are up all along the line, from
light bulbs to salaries for routemen
and including especially, they reiter-
ate, machines and other equipment
such as trucks and tools.

Dime play has never taken hold in
Wichita, but it has been going strong
in the country night spots, where they
have dancing, since 1941 or 1942, op-
erators said. It was tried on a few
downtown locations, according to re-
ports, but objections of location own-
ers were too vigorous. One operator
said, however, that once he had a lo-
cation ask him to set the machines in
a swanky new dance spot at 25 cents
per play, but it didn't pay off after a
short run.

Top Locations
As elsewhere, the top locations here

are the all-night restaurants and the
taverns, but an excellent type of local
spot is reported to be the "candy
kitchen" which flourishes here. They
are candy shops with soda fountains
that cater mostly to the bobby sox
trade. Real cream of the locations,
however, are the dance spots out in
Sedgwick County.

Over-all, Wichita is remarkable for
the continuing boom outlook. Key to
it probably lies not in the airplane
industry or the big factories such as
the Coleman Lamp and Stove Com-
pany, but in the flour mills east of
the city. This is the world's greatest
wheat country, and down on the farm,
things are still booming and Wichita
does a lot of business with the wheat
farmers of Southern Kansas and
Northern Oklahoma. Too, Wichita is
a sport and play -loving city-with
both the Trans -Mississippi golf tour-
ney and the National Semi -Pro Base-
ball tournament here this year.

Part of the continuing prosperity of
the town, however, must be attributed
to the rather Texas -like boom psy-
chology of Wichitans, who christened
their town, in the early 1920's, the
Air Capital, and went after the fac-
tories of the aviation industry ham-
mer and tongs. Also the town is very
close to the still booming oil industry.

Estimate Jukes, Gaines
According to general estimafteg,

there are between 450 and 000 juke
boxes operated by about 10 opera-
tors in Wichita and vicinity. Esti-
mates of the pinball population run
between 600 and 1,000 with the oper-
ators numbered at 15, but the most
common figure on pins quoted was
800. Routes of many operators, how-
ever, stretch into small nearby towns.

When every motor court is considered
as a multiple location spot, present
courts (there are about 22,000 now
in operation in the U. S.) offer a
wide opportunity for extensive use
of coin -operated equipment.

Motor courts, first established in
the Southwest and in California,
have spread in a diagonal line to
the Northeast, with the number thin-
ning and the courts becoming less
pretentious in the northern regions.
Most are located in California, Texas
and Arizona, where they are also the
most elaborate. Reason for this is
that the climate in these sections
favors all -year high-level operation.
Courts in the South are numerous
and many large units are established
in Florida.

In the Middle West, spokesmen say,
motor courts are gradually on the
increase. A few of the larger type
are now in use in Indiana, Iowa, Ohio
and Nebraska, but on the average
they are of smaller, less elaborate
construction in these areas. In New
England, where they are also of the
simpler type, new units are being
built with heating equipment for
12 -month operation.

Where the motor court business is
most highly developed (in the South-
west) chains and single units of these
highway hotels have been set up by
hotel men. Al Brown, manager of
the service department of the AAA
National Touring Board, stated that
altho as yet there had been little
or no public financing of motor
courts, such financing was a dis-
tinct possibility in the future as larg-
er amounts of capital become needed
for more attractive courts.

Court Prices
Average cost of the most common

type of court being built today,
Which are 50 unit affairs, is about
$150,000, or $3,000 per unit. Pre-war
courts, averaging 25 units, cost ap-
proximately $30,000, or from $1,000
to $1,500 per unit at the time of con-
struction. Interesting sidelight is that
hotel men today estimate metropoli-
tan hotel construction runs about
$12,000 per room.

Today's motor courts are usually
built along either one of two lines;
the single unit, separate two -three
room cottage type of court or the
entire court set up under one con-
tinuous roof. Many courts have ad --

joining restaurants or similar eating
facilities. This type of accommoda-
tion is most frequently found in
courts located in the South or South-
west, and then only when not near
a town or established restaurant. It
is estimated by one spokesman that
between 20 to 30 per cent of exist-
ingmotor courts have dining facili-
ties.

Elimer Jenkins, national traffic
director of the AAA, recently said
that the "most obvious advantage of
the motor court is the availability of
parking or garage space adjoining
the sleeping quarters." Another at-
traction, he said, is the motor court's
informality -a warmer welcome is
provided for the touring party and
there is no need of changing from
sports attire (worn by almost all
tourists driving for any length of
time) to more formal dress.'

Rapid turnover of occupancy in
motor courts exposes any form of
retailing and amusement devices to
constant patronage, and for the coin -
man presents an ideal location for
his equipment. Essentially, and for
all practical purposes, the court is
considered a one-night stop -over by
its proprietors. From all appearance,
they are not encouraging guests to
remain for a greater length of time
by offering special rates or other
.concessions.

Copper Supply

Explains Situation

"When the FTC bigwigs speak of'restrictions' they mean that the TheThree - Anaconda, Kennecott obiPhelps -Dodge -are deliberately with-holding red metal from trade chat-nels," Brons stated. "Some fabrics
-tors may believe this charge, but themajority knows that the major dig-

culty today is getting copper out of
the ground. The big producers jutcan't get enough men to mine the
metal, despite the fact that wages
paid are today the highest in the in-
dustry's history."

Brons said he had learned that
Anaconda was operating with half
as many miners as it could use and
that the company's own fabricating
plants were running short of mate-
rials. "And much the same situa-
tion applies in the mines and plants
of Kennecott and Phelps -Dodge," he
added.

"Despite optimism in some quar-
ters, however, copper supplies may
get tighter before improvement seh
in. In the meantime, the FTC doesn't
help much by stressing some factors
of the situation and ignoring others
equally important at this stage of
what is almost a panic market." r

As Bells Are Okayed
RIGBY, Idaho, May 24. - City

council here has approved an or-
dinance fixing annual license fees
on bell machines at $500 per ma-
chine, plus a gross receipts tax of 50
per cent. Bells were legalized in the
State at the recent session of the
State Legislature..

The Rigby ordinance establishes a
new office of collector-a person who
will do nothing but make collections
from licensed machines twice a week.

Of the $500 license fee, $125 will
go to Jefferson County, a like amount
to the State, while the remainder goes
into the city treasury. Licenses will
be issued in the form of stamps, one
of which must be affixed to each ma-
chine.

Collector, to be named by council,
will have keys to all licensed ma-
chines for the purpose of making the
semi-weekly collections. Collector
will be required to post a $1,000
surety bond.

Fla. Senate Ousts
3% Sales Tax Bill

TALLAHASSEE, Fla., May 24. -
Even as a Senate committee voted
down the Shands 3 per cent sales tax.
bill, 11 members of the House intro-
duced a 3 per cent tax on sales,
rentals and admissions.

The Senate finance 'and taxation
committee killed by a 13-1 vote the
Shands bill which its sponsor, W. A.
Shands, of Gainesville, estimated
would have raised $75,000,000 an-
nually. Shands had contended that
the sales tax would permit reduction
of taxes on alcoholic beverages,
cigarettes and real estate.

Lloyd F. Gahr, of Orlando, presi-
dent of the Florida State Retailers'
Association, told the committee that
Florida merchants "are definitely
opposed to it."

The House bill calls for adoption of
a constitutional amendment prohibit-
ing the levy of ad valorem taxes by
State, county or city.

Ask Referendum on
New Ore. Cig Levy

PORTLAND, Ore., May 24.-A
referendum move against the 2 cents
a package cigarette tax law passed by
the 1947 legislature is being proposed,
it was reported here.

Tax Commissioner Carl Chambers
says he understands wholesalers are
sparking the move, largely because
the handling -fee provided in the act is
too small and would result in loss.
Dealers are allowed 3 per cent of the
total tax collected for affixing the
stamps. In 31 States where' a cigar-
ette tax has been in operation a year
or longer the handling charge aver-
ages 5 per cent, Chambers said.

Another complaint is that most
large wholesalers would be forced to
install meter machines for stamping
despite the fact that the cigarette tax
would terminate at the end of two
years in the event a 3 per cent sales
tax is approved at the October 7 spe-
cial election.

The cigarette tax law designed to
produce $2.000,000 in revenue an-
nually, becomes effective July 5. It

In a
statement of aims and purposes, the
federation stated:

"In the United States there are
nearly a quarter of a million blind,
men and women. The National Feder-,
ation of the Blind is not an organiza-
tion for the blind-it is the blind
speaking for themselves. It consists
of State councils of the blind or of
individual blind members in all the
States. Its officers are blind men and
women. Thru mutual aid and com-
mon action is proposes to enable blind
men and women of this country to'
live as near normal lives as possible.;
And it seeks to inform and help the
blind to help themselves. We co-op-
erate and encourage all legitimate,
and 'dependable agencies and organi-
zations rendering needed work and
services for the blind but we endeav-
or to expose and have prosecuted any
organization or person exploiting or
using the blind for selfish gain.

"During the past emergency thous-
ands of blind men and women have
been employed in industry and other'
occupations, and the testimony of
their employers and fellow workers
shows that the output of these blind
workers equals that of sighted work-
ers. The greatest difficulty in the em-
ployment of blind workers is the edu-
cation of employers and the public;
as to the capacity of such workers.
Experience has shown that this situa-
tion can only be met by placement of
blind workers who can demonstrate'
to prospective employers the capaci-
ties of the blind."
