The FCC emphasized, meanwhile,
that the announced proceedings al
which Webster will proside are not
hearings for revocation of license obul

WASHINGTON, Nov. 20.—The fais
ol the Nalional Ascociation of Proad-
casters” (NAB) new standards and
praclices code is seen indirectly at
sianke in a referendum to be under-
talkenn by NAB snon among NAB
members on ihe question of whether
the NMAB beoard of directors has the
rieht to promulgale the code. The
referendum is to be staged as ihe
result of a petition given to the NAR
hoard this week by Edward F. Breen,
KVFD, Forl Daodge, Ia., o amend ihe
NAB by-laws so as to sirip the beard
of the power alreadvy voted to it to
promulgate the code.  Altho NAB
bigwigs are confident that the code
will stay on the books, the Breen-
inspired referendum will have the
result of placing the eode issue once
nfgain before {he membership,

Breen is a director-at-large on the
board., His petition for the referen-
diim an the proposed gmendment io
the by-laws waz signed by 205 NAB
members, meeting the requirement
for the signatures of a2 minimum of 5
per cent of the membership, Breen
altempted to infroduce hig petition at
the NAB convention last May, but
was ruled oul on a parliamentary
technicality.

Code’s Legality Involved

Despite the outlook taken by high-
ranking MNAER'ers that the code will
stay on the books, the Breen maneu-
ver is recognized as carrying com-
Hications which eould raise the ques-
tion of the code's legality if the Breen
amendment is supported by a ma-
jorily of members. Because of con-
fusion likely to attend the referen-
dum, the beard voted unanimously
lo . authorize creation of a eommilice
which will draft a statement explain-
ing the purpose of the proposed by-
law. The statement will acecompany
the Breen amendment, and the refer-

endam  probably will follow the
beapd’s  February meeting, NAB
Prexy Justin Miller has announced

that Breen will be a member of thal
commitiee,

While the board was not purprised
by Breen's infroduction of the peti-
Lion, the issue raised prolonged and
eloguent discussion af the meeling,
Miller has long talken 1he position
that the surest way to get codal eom-

The listener may sit thru these fam-
ilv reunions once or twice, but like
all family reunions, basically it 1is
of interest only to those who belong.

Cy Newman, dircctor of radie for
the Meneough, Mariin & Seymour,
Ine.,, advertising agency of Des
Moines, is the brains in the sel-up,
having formed the Super Market Ad-
vertising  Company  which  leased
KSO-FM, sells spot announcements
to national adverlizers and feeds the
program to 21 Thrift Way super
markets in Central Iowa and, in addi-
tion, to 12,000 homes having FM
receivers,

After two months’ operation, New-
man reports that the companv has
lined up 11 national advertisers and
iz close {to breaking even, Newman
expects to have advertisers on by
December 1 to be in the black, Ac-
cording to Newman, the deal has
proved a success fo the advertisers,
with an increase of 38 per cent
naoted in the advertised producls sold
In the stores during the two-month
period,

The Super Market Advertising
Company takes over the FM station
from 9 am, to 6 from Menday thru
Thursday,  to 5 on Friday and from
P to 7 on Saturday, with the station
refurning to sustaining during the
rest of the hours,

The program consists of three
minutes of musie, 15 seconds of si-
lence, 25 scconds for announcement
and another 20 seconds of silence
Announcements are transefibed and
simple and stay away from singing
commercials, ete, The advertisements
mre (uick-to-the-point type, such as
“don't be caught shori, better take
some bread home.” Price queting
ls optional with the advertizers.
Music is strietly soft and sweet; loud
brass and jive are sirictly out.

The commmercials are sold at a rate
of 38 per week for $35.25. This
figures out at 9 cents per plug per
store, or an average of 10 people for
R penny,

At present 21 Thrift Way stores
are equipped wilh receivers and
amplifiers to bring the program to
the customers. These stores are in

100 Bids Frozen

Pending FCC Word
On Skywave Signals

WASHINGTON, Nov. 20.— More
than 100 applications for new stations
and changes in facilifies of existing
stations are heing held by the Fed-
eral  Communications Commission
(FCC) in a “frozen" file pending the
Commission’s long-deferred decision
on whether there is such a thing as
dayvtime skywave transmission of sig-
nals. These bids, which have been
frozen since May, 1947, are in addi-
tion to nearly 400 others which have
been pigeonholed as the conseguence
of other freezes. The other freezes
affect 91 bids {for AM station changes
tied up in the clear-channel docket
(The Billboard, October 23) and 308
hids for television stations, tied up
since September 20 by the TV freeze
(The Billboard, October 8).

The commission’s Impasse on the
skywave transmission issue iz con-
sidered a thorny one by FCC insiders,
Present engineering standards of the
commission do not admit the ex-
istence of skywave transmission dur-
ing the day, "altho many high-pow-
ered stations have long contended
that the placing of new stations on
their channels without regard to the
skywave problem raises the possibil-
ity of obiectionable interference.

Prior to the winning of a court case
by WCKY, Cincinnati, in DMareh,
1947, the commission had taken the
position that stations could not be
protected from signals whose ex-
istence at all is in doubt. Acting on
that policy, FCC issued a construction
permit to an outlet for operation on
the WCKEY {frequency. Raising the
skywave question, the Cincinnati eta-
tion was successiul in obtaining a
slay order against the permit from
the T, 8. Court of Appeals for the
Distriet of Columbia.

Following the court ruling, FCC
decided the skywave coniroversy
could stand an alring and froze all
bids complicated by possible sky-
wave effeclts, pending an investiga-
tion,

NEW YORK, Nov. 20.—A number
of changes are expecled in the wax
Industry when recording is resumed.
