The FCC went on to say: “"Upan the
issue of financial qualifications the
burden is on the applicant to make
the satisfactory showing. If the rec-
ord shows neither cash nor liguid
assets available and commitied for
the purpose of financing the pro-
pesal, and, therefore, the applicant
must resort to loans or advances of
money, a failure to indicate the
source and terms of such loans and
advances is fatal.™

The FCC emphasized that “specific
plans for financing a broadcasting
enterprise must be shown and they
must be chown upon the record.”

Sell Indies in Packaged

As Counter-Move to Video

T IS no secret that the experienced

men in the sound broadeasting
business do not anticipate the future
with any great degree of optimism.
It is becoming increasingly apparent
that our national economy cannot
stay on the uphill grade forever, as il
has been the last 16 years. The
tremendously increased number of
stations which are coming into being
daily in the AM, FM and television
fields add an acute problem for the
established AM investments. It is in-
creasingly evident that astute man-
agement will be required in future
operations to stay in business and
that many marginal stations are go-
ing to drop by the wayside.

In the case of the network affili-
ates, their situation is inevitably tied

up with the national trends in the|

network field. In the case of the
independent operator, his own judg-
ment and ability in management are
the only factors between survival and
bankruptey., In past vears il has
been wvirtually impossible to get the
independent stations united in any
concerted action for their own bene-
fit. 1 believe the condition we face
in radio today makes concerted ac-
tion on the part of the independents

Your representative may do a bang-
up job for you, but I'll warrant vour
percentage of national revenua Is
quite small

There is a practical answer to all
this. That answer is to create &
package that is salable on the na-
tional level,

What 1 propose here is naturally In
the idea stake. There will be many
obstacles in the way of its realiza-
tion, but it can be done. By co-
ordinated program specialization in
comparable marketls and the offering
of a group of these speclalized sta-
tions as a single package, the non-
network station can offer beamed
audiences at a lower cost than has
ever been done In radio before on a
large scale. Specialization may
either be applied to the entire station
or to substantially large blocks of
fime to establish the desired audi-
ence,

ISBA's members now spend an
estimated $80,000,000 per wear on
black and white space.

Under the proposed legislation, the
next such census would be taken in
1950 along with the population count.
Census Bureau officials estimate that
it would add an additional $25,000,000
to the census cost to include housing.

The bill provides that statistics are
to be galhered to show the types of
utiities and equipment present in
each home in the United States, Ha-
waii, Puerto Rico, Alaska and the
Virgin Islands. Past housing census
have invariably included the number
of radio homes as part of the equip-
ment survey,

trated. Be the “advertising agency"
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Policy Upheld
Again in Court

WASHINGTON, Aprii 9—The
Federal Communications Commission
(FCC) has onother court decision
supporting its Bluye Book policy of
examining program content as a cri-
terion in deciding betwesn competing
applications. Support for the FCC's
policy was given this week by the
U. S Court of Appeals for the Dis-
trict aof Columbia in affirming the
commission’s grant for a Louisville
station to the Mid-Ameriea Broad-
casting Company, The rejected bid-
der, the Kentucky Broadeasting Com-
pany, appealed to the court, citing
a number of alleged errors in the
FCC's decision.

The ecourt stated that the FCC
“seems to-have taken for a deciding
factor” the superior local program-
ing proposed by Mid-America. "We
lind,” the court ruled, “ample and
substantial evidence of record to sup-
port the finding that Mid-America’s
proposed service would betler serve
the need of Louisville and gnvirons
than wotld that of Eéntucky."

The court opinion pointed out that
Mid-America would carry the pro-
grams of local musical organizations,
mmcluding the Louisville Symphony
Orchestra, and of local religious
groups, while there were no com-
parable proposals by Kentucky. The
latter, sald the court, proposed only
to carry web religious programs.

“It is thus apparent,” the courl
stated, "that the commission was
completely: correct in deciding in
favor of Mid-America on the basis
of far superior local program pro-

posals.

I do not have all the answers on
how the commercial and sales ma-

CHICAGO, April 8 —The inroads|stitutes the baze for the results given

peing made by television in combina-
tion radio-television homes are em-
phasized in_a survey of the Chicago
television audience just completed for
The Billboerd by the Jay & Graham
Research organization. Nevertheless,
while radio does take a beating in
AM-TV homes, sound broadcasting
gtill retains a sizable hold on that
segment of the audience tuning in
more than two hours daily. This is
réevealed in the percentages of the
respondents replving as follows:

Fifty-nine per cent now tune in
radio two hours or less per day.

Twenty-three per cent now listen
from two to four hours daily,

Twelve per cent now tune in four
to six hours daily.

Five per cent tune in six to eight
hours or more per day.

Expressed another way, 41 per cent
of Chicago TV owners still use their
radlos more than two hours daily,
despite the presence of a felevision
receiver in their homes. On the other
hand, 95 per cent of those interviewed
stated that before acguiring TV sets,
they tuned in radio more than two
hours per day. Complele data are
shown elsewhere on this page.

These and other significant facts
were gleaned from the survey results
which The Billboard will report in a
series of four articles, of which this
is the first.

They pointed out the survey was of
great worth because it was made at a
time when there was a large num-
ber of sets in use here, when program
preference trends had significance be-
cause of impact of network programs
brought here via coaxial cable. Its
discovery of qualitative facts (to be
treated in subsequent articles) is also
of rreat value, Jay and Graham zaid,
because of the trade's recognition of
the need for this type of TV research.
The survey, the first of its type to be
conducted here, is also of great worth,
Jay and Graham said, because it
comes at a time preceding an ex-
pecled flood of new program spon-
sarship, when many decisions involy-
ing large advertising expenditures are
to be made to a great exient upon
research resulls.

Survey Hesulls

Survey results showed that 5 per
cent of the present loeal TV audience
listened a great deal to radio before
purchase of television receivers. Re-
sults of daily radio listening before
TV sel ownerzhip: Two hours or less,
5 per cent: 2 to 4 hours, 17 per cent;
4 to 6 hours, 35 per cent; 8 ta 8 hours,
23 per cent, and 8 hours or more, 20
per cent.

After the purchase of TV sets, the
radio listening pattern was as follows:
Two hours or less, 59 per cent; 2 to
4 hHours, 23 per cent; 4 to 6 hours, 12
per cent; 6 to B hours, 5 per cent, and
# hours or more; only 1 per cent

Facts concerning TV viewing also
substantiated the downward trend in
radio listéening. Whereas only 12 per
cent of those surveyed said they lis-
tened to their radio four to six hours
per day, 41 per cent said they watched
TV for that length of time each day.

TV viewing results folow: Séven
per cent said they watched TV 2
hours or less; 18 per cent, 2 1o 4 hours;
41 per cent, 4 to 6 hours; 29 per cent,
6 to 8 hours, and 5 per cent, 8 hours
or TROTE.

Simplicity Keynote

Most eveyone is famillar v :th high
powered, expensive promotions which
have failed.

We have found
that the simple promotion ideas which
rould be used by stations of any
size, at almost no cost; such as roll-
ing out a "red carpel” for prospective
clients who come to the studio for
an audition. Or a simple little radio
leap year birthday party for people
who have a birthday once every four
years. You will find that merchants
will co-operate gladly and supply

small gifts. Simplicity in promotion|

cannot be over-emphasized.

A recent promotion which is the
example of complete co-opera-
ﬂmﬂnm all law enforcement bodies,
wpem and the public alike, was
brake test campaign. Here was
H!u very simple idea to checlk the
briakes of all automobiles in our area,
At that time there were some 18,000 |

We believe that this campaign pre-
vented many accidents and perhaps
saved some lives. This was so im-
portant 1o our area that both morning
and evening newspapers carried a
daily box score on the number of
automobiles checked and the number
found wunsafe.

Re-
member that our network affiliation,
CRBS, our dial position, 1400, and our
call letters, KTUC, were on .each
automobile twice, And the sticker
was signed by the chiel of police.
Total cost for this promotion, in-
cluding daily newspaper ads for two
wenks, printing of 25,000 windshield
stickers, and the services of a checker
to count the automobiles was about
$600—one of our mo#t expensive pro-
motions,

The
agency has believed strongly in
eradual entry inlo the field and, in
most cases, has urged clients to pro-
ceed with caution, tesling as they
go, rather than to ‘leap in with Eustlw
shows, It is curtmu that a trial ‘o
tele, possibly via spots, well be suf-
ficient to convince the accounts to
expand- their billings.

Some of the spol campaigns used
b¥ the agency are oul of the ordinary
category. Curtis Publishing Company
has been testing spols for The
Saturday Evening Post and the Ladies
Home Journal in Philadelphia and
Baltimore.

bowed in the direction of the Blue
Book by mentioning that one bidder
or the other had planned a larger
percentage of publie service pro-
grams. Lately, however, this has
been soft-pedaled. Not in the past
six months has there been a single
decision where this has been a de-
termining criterion.

Kenewnl Case

In deciding on license renewals, the
FCC in recent months has not been
particularly forceful on the subject
of sustaining public service programs
or in cracking down on so-called
over-commercialized slations. The
ane biz Blue Book renewal case—
WBAL, Biltimore—has been pending
the past couple years. It Is inter-
esting to note that, during the three
vears of the Blue Book's existence,
not a single station has lost its li-
cense for failing to adhere to Blue
Book pronouncements, and that
WEBAL iz the only station now in the
slightest danger of not getting a lLi-
cense renewal for that reason.

Meanwhile, it is recognized that
the very existence of the Blue Dook
rmay tend to have the effect of a
hanging sword over the head of
broadeastiers, and that whether or not
the FCC invokes the Blue Book, the
threat is there.

Blue Book Attncks

Reviewing the general slant of anti-
Blue Bock attacks in the first year or
so after its birth, it is apparent that
the threat wag the chief thing that
broadcasters feared. NAEBR Prexy
Justin Miller called the Blue Book
“povernment by intimidation."” This
theme was pounded on by Miller and
other broadecasters for more than a
vear after issuance of the report.

One aspect of the Blue Book that

received relatively liftle sttention in
early 1946 was the FCC's statement
that a force in improving program
service ‘i self-resulation by the
industry iteelf thru its trade associa-

tion=." Little more I} AT "1 vear later,

the text of NAB's ccde was made
public. Miller has fr!.lr'['l.ﬂ‘:-ili’.‘l"‘l.i that
the new code was a normaial develop-
mernt, that NAB has had previous
ecodes and .that there will be more
codes—perhaps more stringent than
the presenl one,

Thru the ever-broadening codes,
NAB feels that the industry has not
lagged behind in the improvement
of radio programs, and the associa-
tion insists that this self-regulation is
the only way thal radio can-be im-
proved.

* Program lmprovement

The FCC, however, still feels that
it can do much in directing the im-
provement of programs even tho the
Blue Book is not being rigorously
followed. There is not the slightest
inclination among commissioners to
repudiate the document. Odds are
that the Blue Book will observe many

more birthdays in the same unosten-
tatious manner as its third, especially
should attempl to nullify the code
succeed.

The final question invelves radio's
econamic pains, which obviously will
grow more severe within the next
five years. Should broadcaslers re-
act by lowering program and eco-
nomiec standards, the FCC might well
embark on a campaign of re-empha-
sizing its Blue Book as a big stick.

mercial UHF color is seen in the still
more distant future. Several experi-
mental channels have been used for
color video for some time, and this
experimentation is expected to grow.
The FCC's next allocations plan is
eypected to open the way for use of
synichronizers to reduce interference
of co-channel stations and may pos-
sibly allow for some additional as-
sicnments on VHF,

Coy's NAB talk is slated to fouch on
broad aspects of the entire broadcast
industry, with a special nole on the
current situation resulting from the
race for advertising revenues in the
crowded AM field and the FM and
video fields. In a New York City
before the Ho-
tary Club of New York, Coy gave
video a thumping plug when he told
the Rotarians that “television will be
vour most compelling advertising
tool.” He declared that “it is becom-
ing incréeasingly evident that becanse
of itz elffecliveness, television adver-
tizing may prove to be the cheapest
form of advertising-—cheapest when

measured by sales made by per ad-
vertising dollar invested." Coy re-
minded the Rolarians that “the
American people have taken this new
art (television) to their heart with
such enthusiasm that they have dug
down into thelr pockets and pur-
chased over half a billion dollars
worth of sets" and that they are Huy-
ing sets “as fast as they roll off the

assembly lines," with 3,000,000 sets
slated to be produced by the year's
end, and with 17,000,000 homes—half
of all the homes in the nation—ex-
pected to have sets by the end of
1852. “We were told by some that
television was so costly that few ad-
vertisers would be able to afford it,™
Coy said. "Yet today over a thousand
advertisers are using television."

Attorney General Tom Clark's

action on obsolescence will be taken
by the commiitee, altho one or two
members would like to see legislation
passed forcing the placing of tags an
1V sets for sile, cautioning about the
possibility that the sets might be
macde obsplete by [uture TV develop-
memnts,

In wiew of the staunch opposition
lo such legislation by the majority of
FCC commissioners, it is considered
donbtful that such legislation will
tven be introduced. The only com-
missioner who favars that sort of
legislation is Frieda Hennock, the
newest member of the FCC.

The Senate committee i= now con-
cenirating on such radio-TV matters
as monopoly and patent contrals. The
cammission has been asked to send
the group a mass of inférmation re-
garding past and present FCC paliey
vl gracting of TV stations to concerns
implicated in anti-trust sctions.

LUhief Features

Here are the chief features of the
new plan, which was described by an
ASU.['\'E" topper as “"George Mever's
eynthesis of features of the Leslie,
Ahlert and Mever plans":

(1) Conecrete recognition of the per-
formance factor. A percentage of the
vearly revenue allotted to writers
will be placed in a performance pool,
and distributed among writer mem-
bers in exact ratio to their perform-
ance. It is not known at this time
whal this percentage will be—figures
from 15 to 25 per cernl have been
mentioned. Assuming that the figure
is 15 per cent, here’s how it might
work: 15 per cent will be taken out
of the writers’ take and reserved.
Each writer axill then receive B5 per
cent of what he would receive ac-
cording to his present rating, plus a
chunk of the performance pool. The
chunik will be determined by dividing
the number of performances he ob-
tained during the year into the So-
ciety's total number of performances.
He will then receive exactly that pro-
portion of the performance pool

{2) Promotion and demotion. Under
the present subjective rating faetor
(“nature,” "“character,"” “prestige,”
“vogue," ete,), it is hard for a young
member to be promoted and harder
for an old-timer to be demoted.

Buy Consistently; Sales Off

NEW YORK, April 9—The record
business is in drastic need of a hypo
in the form of continuous promotion
of the product, according to a recent
and highly authentic survey of the
record-buying publie, This need is
indicated by stlatistice which show
that two-thirds of all records sold
are purchased by the upper half of
the Income group, and by figures
which indicate that only 15 per cent
of the people who own phonographs
are consistent buyers of records. By
cansistent buyers is meant those cus-

tomers who purchase some records|situation which highlights the neces-

every month. According to the sur-
vey, “"active” record buvers purchase
between 25 and 30 disks a year. The
average buyer purchases 11 or 12 a
year, and *“occasional" purchasers get
three or four., A great weight of evi-
dence exists, according to the survey,
tending to show that millions of own-
ers of phonographs have a strong in-
itial interest in records (else why
would they purchase a phono), but
this interest gradually lapses to zero.

% Other Findings=

The survey, which analvzes pur-
chasing habits, covers the last half
of 1947, all of 1948 and Januaryv of
1948, Additional pertinent points
brought out by the statistics are as
follows:

(1) Consumer purchases of records
in the third quarier of 1948 were one-
third below the third quarter of 1947,
probably owing to the record ban.
Album sales for the third quarter of
1848 were off 42 per cent as compared
to the same period in 1947, and single
record sales were off 24 per cent.
Classical albums declined more than
pop.

Need Continuous Promotion

The job of the future for the entire
industry is one of continuous promo-
tion of recordings, It is indicated In
the survey. Continuous promotion,
particularly along the lines of broad-
ening the buying base (currently the
upper hall of the income brackel buys
two-thirds of all records), and along
the lines of maintaining the buyer’s|
initial interest in recordings. This|
latter, of course, has reference to the
fact that only 13 per cent of phono
owners buy records all year-round.
The survey also indicates that more
intensive promotion must be given
the classical category so as to keep
constant track of the 2 per cent who
buy 75 per cent of these disks. Ditto
the kid, race and hillbilly fields.

The survey shows that the record
business is now getting back to the
seasonal pattern which was evident
in prewar days. In the peak vear ol
1848, the seasonal pattern was not
evident, except for the buying splurge
at Christmas. The highs and lows
-are back now, however. For instance,
in the last four months of 1948, about
45 per cent of the year's business was
done. About 25 per cent of the year's
business was done In the first quar-
tey of the vear. The slump, of course,
is. heaviest in :summer, with July
usually the lowest month,

To return to the non-seasonal sell-
1115 pattern, according to indications|

No general amplifier
hook-up I5s used, and the records are
played right into the individual ear-
phones, so that other library patrons
are not disturbed by the conflicting
sounds.

16,000 Disks

The library's record collection has
quadrupled in =size in the past five
vears—from 3,800 records in 1944 to
16,000 today.

Another expanded service has just
been placed in operation, with the
installition of record collections in
five of the branch libraries—the East
Warren, Parkman, Monnier, Mark
Twain and Redford branches, with a
gixth branch 1o be added later. About
3.000 records are available in these
branch libraries.

Record borrowing charges have ad-

vanced from 3 cents a day in 1944 to
9 cenis now, with bargain packapge
prices of 15 cents for the first two
days for albums of two or three dizks,
and 25 cvents for those of four or more,
with a nickeél per day per album
thereafter on both sizes.

The collection today is about 80
per cent straight musie, with empha-
sig on the clascics, 'I'herr- iz a sizable
volume of popular records selected
for historical purposes, however, such
as the recent albums devoted to top
pop songs of various vears, and the
historical jazz -fleld is well repre-
senfed. There is also a large collec-
tion of folk music,

Non-Musical Records

Non-musical fields, too, are well
represented, including lectures on
atomic energy, language instruction
and mental hygiene. Outstanding
records of the actual gpeech of noted
figures, including singers, actors and
public leaders, such as Sarah Bern-
hardt, Teddy Roasevelt, Gladstone,
F!nrence Nightingale and Joseph Jeu
ferson, are prize items of the collec-
tion.

Individual reactions of listeners
and borrowers to date indicate that
the earphones are likely to be used
primarily for study purposes—to
check scores and program notes.

World premiere of the Dorothy
Parker play was a huge success, a
boon for Theater '49 in its yen for new
scripts, and a 1iribute to Director
Margo Jones. Collaborating with a
fellow film writer, Ross Evans, Miss
Parker has looked back into the early
19th century to spotlight the frailties
of English literati and their yearn-
ings for commiseration at the Thurs-
day evenings in the Lambs' living
raormn.

The play's focus is on the tragic
mental illness of Charles Lamb's sis«
ter, Mary—periodical fits of insanity
which must eventually wreck any
oppoartunity of fulfillment of a life of
his own. Lamb's devotion to his sis-
ter is traditional—and this 18 their
stary.

Illyria, despite its tragic implica-
tions, is not lacking the spark of
Parker wit. Coleridge, loaded with
laudanum, bemoans his fate at a
Thursday evening pet-together be-
cause contemporary Wordsworth has
written te him and termed him a
nuisance, This, while Wordsworth,
writing poetry in the lake country,
is "up to his rump in sunsels.”
Apain, Wilson Brooks, as Lamb,
refers to the dejected Coleridge as
“Atlas, who had dropped the world
from its ghouldeérs and is dragging it
behind him." Critic Hazlitt, played by
Clinton Anderson, is sad over his
lost lowes, but after Coleridge's bril-
liant recitation of Kubla Kahn, calmly
remarks, “It’s no Ancient Mariner.”

'I‘HERE is one circus in America

which has no advance or promo-
tional staff and which is not ma-
terially affected by the box-office re-
ceipts from day to day.

It is the Gainsville Community Cir-
cus, non-professional show organized
in Gainesville, Tex, in 1930, and
which inaugurates ifs 20th season
with a home-town engagement April
20-22,

CGainesville circus travels are on
a8 modest seale, necessitated by the
fact all of its 135 members have {full-
time jobs in their home towns as doc-
tors, lawyers, public officials, store-
keepers, newspaper editors, school
teachers, housewives, etc.

Sold on Flat Basis

There are no contracting agents,
no 24-hour men, no press agents and
no advance advertising crew. The
reason for this nonchalance regard-
ing promotion is the fact the show is
gold to the sponsor on a flat price
basis, and the sponsor is responsible
for all advance advertizing, program
advertising sales and ticket sales.

“When it costs a sponsor $8,000 1o
put on our show, as it will at one
stand this season,” savs President Roy
A. Stamps, who has held that post
11 years, “we don't have to worry
about whether they are going to put
the show over. That particular spon-
sor already has sold $8:000 worth of
program advertising, and is now sell-
ing tickets, altho the performances
are three months off.”

Stamps, who in every-day life man-
ages a combined ice plant, dairy prod-
ucts plant and Coca-Cola franchise in
Gainesville, cited the little town aof
Plano, Tex., near Dallas, as an ex-
ample,

Didn't Want To Play Plane

“We didn't want to play Plano, be-
cause the population is only 2,500,
whiehh would fill our big top only
once if every man, woman gnd child
attended,” he declared., "“Besides, the
fire department, which wanted to be
the sponsor, had only 25 members.
But our hesitancy only made them
more determined. They sold 5,000
tickets for the two nights before we

1
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set up our tent, and the Rotary Club
there gave a barbecue for all circus
members."”

Stamps pointed out that the eir-
cus has only a modest profit included
in the flat price charged each spon-
50T, “Most of the cost is transporta-
tion," he said. *Since we play only
12 engagements a season, usually a
week apart, we have to figure trans-
portation costs fiom Gainesville to
the town we play, whether it is 30
or 500 miles away, Last year one of
our sponsors made seven times as
much money out of a three-dav en-
gagement as we did, but we were
glad of it because it was a worthy
cause.'

Began as Theater Group

The Gainesville circus had its be-
ginning as an extra-activity of a little
theater group. The Little Theater
had rough going during its 1929-"30
season. In the first place, sound mo-
tion pictures were new. The man-
ager of {the principal theater in
Gainesville closed his stage and said
there would be no more stageshows.
‘This left the little theater to show in
outlying school auditoriums, unsuited
for the purpose, and providing strong
competition at the same time for
sound pictures. Then came the de-
pression and the little theater was
about to give up.

The directors got together and de-
cided on a burlesque eircus, They
figured more doting parents, broth-
ers, sisters, aunts and uncles would
be In the audience if there were 150
circus performers in the cast instead
of B to 12 as in the case of ils dra-
maltic offerings.

Since there was no circus talent
the first show was to be strictly a
burlesque. But the publicity given
the impending project brought unex-
pected aid. Virgil P. Keel, trainer of
gaited horses, who also had trained
Lily White, one of the first automobile
hurdling equines, not only put Lily
Whitels act in the show but organized
a bareback troupe of neighborhood
youngsters, and Lily White “doubled
in brass"” as a bareback horse,

Then came the Morris brothers,
Pzlmer and Worth, rodeo clowns, with

their trick mules. And Bill Wingert,
railway swifchman, had a trapeze
rigging in his back vard unbeknown
to the little theater group. He con-
tributed his troupe of neighborhood
youngsters on the flying trapeze,

One by one the burlesque acts were
replaced by a semblance of the real
thing. The townspeople turned out
in large numbers, necessilating an ex-
tra performance, The surpriced thes-
pians decided to make the circus an
annual event. In 1931, when a dis-
trict American Legion convention co-
incided with the circus showing, a
group of Denton wveterans, who also
were directors of the Denton County
Fair in the neighboring town, saw the
possibilities of the circus as a free at-
traction.

They talked to the Little Theater
folks, who pointed out they had no
tent or =eats. The Denton people
agreed to rent tents and seats, pay
all expenses of a two-day engagement
and contribute a profit. Thus the
Gainesville cireus played its first out-
of-town engagement.
