It was made clear this week,
however, that any final peace terms
will have to satisfy the National
Association of Broadcasters' Tele-
vision Music Committee. Latter com-
mittee is continuing to hold the
cards for the wvideo industry even
tho ASCAP is currently staging ne-
gotiation meetings with representa-
tives of five major TV networks.
The webs are reporting all develop-
ments to the NAB committee which
holds complete veto power.

Consequently any settlement on
the NAB committee’s present terms
will have to meet that group's de-
mand for ASCAP’'s elimination of its
system of special licenses for special
nses in TV. The NAB committee, in
a report sent to the NAB board of
directors this week, made this point
emphatically clear. The committee
stressed that in the group's last
negontiations with ASCAP, it was sug-
gested that “a blanket license based
on the current sound broadcasting
contract with the elimination of spe-
einl uses might be acceptable to the
industry.”

Issues at Stake

Altho there are other big issues
at stake, such as ASCAP's refusal to
allow a 15 per cent sales commission
on web business, the topmost issue is
known to be on special licenses for
special uses. In this respect the tele-

Cantor Refuses

Weekly TV Deal
For Pabst Beer

HOLLYWOOD, May 21.—Deal tfo
launch an Eddle Cantor variety show
for Pabst Beer this fall collapsed this
week when the comie and sponsor
reached an Impasse over frequency
of the video show. The Billboard
learned this week-end that Cantor
absolutely refused to go along with
Pabst in demand to do both a weekly
radio and separate video show, de-
claring that he would turn thumbs
down on tele for another year rather
than attempt a weekly stanza. Ac-
cordingly, no contract for tele was
sipned and final inking of Canfor’s
radio deal with Pabst is still unsettled.
Deadline of Monday (23) has been
set by both sides in a last-minute
effort to reach a tele compromise,

Cantor's refusal to attempt a weekly
show was based on his feeling that
video is still too rough to successfully
handle a Coast-originated and kine-
scoped weekly tele stanza, plus the
fact that doing both a radio and video
show on a regular sked would be in-
jurious to his health. Pabst's insist-
ence on a weekly format reportedly
stemmed from the fact that the bank-
roller has already made tele time
commitments and would be left hold-
ing the bag if the Cantor deal fizzles.

Altho the radio end of Cantor’s

pact was still unsettled, insiders felt

that Cantor would be back at same old
beer keg next fall, pointing to the
gagster's close relationship with Pabst
top execs and the successful history
of the show. Tele failure, however,
gave rise to rumors that Pabst would
buy a separate tele show, -with Ed
Gardner's Duffy's Tavern mentioned.

Slumping Biz.
Video Strides
Cause Worry

Say Budgets Must Be Cut

HOLLYWOOD, May 21.— Holly-
wood ad agencies are winding up the
season with a healthy record of over-
all business but a bad case of tele-
vision jitters. Altho Coast activity
among the “teletype” execs shapes
up strong as compared with last year,
Hollywood execs are casting worried
glances at New York video progress,
with the Hollywood record pale by
comparison.

Despite cancellations, the past sea-
son found relatively few over-all
changes in the number of major net-
work shows originating here. A sur-
vey by The Billboard reveals a total
of 71 top coast-to-coast stanzas aired
from Hollywood as compared with 73
during the corresponding period last
Top agencies, with few excep-
tions, are as busy—or busier—than
last season, altho several commission
houses took a beating with a switch
in accounts. _

Foote, Cone & Belding, for ex-
ample, lost three shows when Ameri-
ean Tobacco switched to Batten, Bar-

ton. Durstine & Osborn. Biow Agency, -

with the Philip Morris account m its
stable, picked up three Coast airers
for a new high of five Hollywood
originations. Young & Rubicam
added another show for a new high
of seven Coast airers. Benton &
Buwles added three stanzas for a
total of five originations.

dillings Sag

But altho over-all production re-
mained relatively static, billing fig-
ures spiraled downward. The trend
toward inexpensive packages put
agency toppers on a hunt for low-
cost high-rating airers. The fall out-
look is clear-cut, with word out that
anvthing over $10,000 weekly is out
—nless the show is so star-studded
that no bankroller can afford to pass
it up.

D[:;e agency exec, whose outfit has
lhad more than its share of big-budget
shows, frankly said, “Fall will see
high-priced talent and packagers out
of radio unless prices are cut in half.
'he day of the $5000 weekly star
salary is over and the sooner talent
realizes it, the better for the indus-
try.” Others similarly blasted the
inflated price structure which gen-
erally has been on the downgrade but
gtill not at normal levels. Most in-
formed agency men said the fall
radio picture was rosy despite tele's
impact, since video's full saturation
point is still several years away.
Meanwhile, however, operating cosis
are being trimmed and frills shelved.
Personnelwise, employment con-
tinues good with relatively few key
radio agency men looking for jobs.
Summer lav-offs, which will prob-
ahly begin earlier this year, may
change this picture.

HReplacements Cheaper

Summer replacement stanzas will
he cheaper (and fewer) this year,
with networks forced to fill hiatus
t‘me with sustainers. Buving of
summer airers is slower than usual,
with many top spots still unfilled.

Biggest worry 1s what is expected
ol Coast agencies in television. With
New York far in the lead videowise,
(Cnast toppers know that further de-
lavs in getting their tele feet wet are
out, With few exceptions, notably
¥FC&B and J. Walter Thompson, Coast
aprncy men are still tele neophytes.

Strike May Cut

Ford Ad Budget,

NEW YORK, May 21.—Continua-
tion of the Ford sirike until the
beginning of June might conceivably
cut into the auto firm's advertising
appropriations for the rest of 1949
in radio and TV. The possibility was
furrowing brows this week at the
Ford agencies, Kenvon & Eckhardt
(K&E) and J. Walter Thompson
(JWT). This belief has been sirength-
ened by the fact ithat Ford has already
curtailed some of its billings in news-
papers and magazines because of the
labor trouble. The sirike has been
on since May 5.

Ford is believed to feel that with
no cars to sell its advertising is
wasted, and, in addition, the cost of
maintaining the plant is another fac-
tor which may help tighten the manu-
facturer's purse strings. The Ford
Theater handled by K&E, leaves the
Columbia Broadeasting System (CBS)
on July 8 for a summer hiatus. The
program is on Friday evenings from
9 to 10. It is believed that the show
will probably be renewed this fall,
but Ford has made no move thus far
to ink a renewal. The Fred Allen
show, aired via JWT over National
Broadcasting Company (NBC), winds
up its career with the arrival of

CHICAGO, May 21.—Altho many
radio trade leaders believe storecasti-
ing will be the financial salvation of
FM stations, WXRT, local FM outlet,
this week dropped chain food stores
broadrasts and decided to air only
classical musical programs. Robert
Piller. station general manager, said
surveys revealed storecasting was not
liked by the public. WXRT had been
airing a service to Jewel food stores
thru an arrangement with Consumer
Aid, Ine.

Even tho the system had been earn-
ing about $25,000 per vear, Miller
zaid it had not given the station pro-
graming of interest to a populace
cross section. Classical musie will
give his station a betler reputation
and constitute a more legitimate
radio service, Miller added.

WXRT broadeasts storerasting
Monday thru Saturday from 9 a.m. to
6 p.m. Starting May 30, live and re-
corded classical music shows will be
aired daily from 7:13 a.m. to mid-
night.

Two Hearings So Far
In Kenny Baker Suit

LOS ANGELES, May 21.—Two
hearings have becn held in the com-
plicated case of Kennv Baker against
both the Stellar Radio Productions,
the William Morris package subsid-
iary, aad Fredrick Ziv, Ine. Baler
claims that Ziv owes him repeat fees
for transcriptions starring him which
it bought from Stellar and then ped-
dled. He contends the contract made
with Stellar expressly provided for
repeat fees if the records were playved
more than once and he c¢laims he
can prove they were,

Ziv argued that the issue against
it was not arbitrable since the con-
tract was made with Stellar. A hear-
ing was held here Friday (13), at
which it wa= ruled that Baker had a
case against the transcription com-
pany. On Sunday (13) anether hear-
ing was held to determine which of
Baker's cases, that against Ziv or
the one against Stellar, should take
priority. No ruling has been made
yet,

Both of the defendants argue that
Baker is not entitled to any money.
Baker iz not handling the case thru
the American Federation of Radio
Artists (AFRA), his union, but the
labor org is acting as an observer
just the same. The case 15 being
heard by the American Arbitration
Association.

NEW YORK, May 21.--J. Leonard
Reinsch, now radio director for for-

mer Ohio Gov. James M. Cox, is re-
ported as the leading candidale to
take over the general managership
of WCAU and WCAU-TV, the Phila-
delphia Bulletin stations. Reinsch has
discussed the proposal with the man-

WASHINGTON., Miy 21. —The
Federal Communications Commission
(I'CCY is awaiting data from the
Columbia Broadecasting Svstem (CBS)
before deciding whetler to take ac-
tion on the complaint of the New
York State Democratic Committee
protesting CBS's refusal to grant
time to answer what the committee
called a “political™ address by Gov.
Thomas E. Devey over CBS May 2.

The FCC revealed late this week
that it is writing the web “request-
ing their comment on the complaint.”
The protest which was received by
the Commission Monday (16) claimed
that Dewey's speech confained “at
least seven statements of a contro-
versial nature and at least one false
stalement detrimental to the Demo-
cratic party in the S5State of New
York.” The so-called false statement
involved th Governor's remarks on
disability insurance, during which
Dewey made what the Dems termed a
“misrepresentation of the Demao-
cratic point of view."

The protest, addressed to Chair-
man Wayne Coy and signed by State
Committee Chairman Taul Fitzpat-
rick, stated that CES refused to con-
sider the Dewey speech a political
one and therefore reiused to provide
similar time and facilities for re-
buttal. It was claimed that the
Nationa:. Broadcasting Company
(NBC) had previously given the
Dems time to answer a similar report
on the activities of the State Legis-
lature made by tha Republican Gov-
ernor in 1. 7. This, said Fitzpatrick,

Only Show to Store
Direct, Thru WJLB

DETROIT, May 21.—The first ma-
jor sale of FM time alone among De-
troit stations has been set up by Ad
Cast, Ine., vith headquarters at To-
ledo, with WJLB-FM. A 12-hour
schedule starting at 89 am., Monday
thru Saturday. has been tied in with
the Thrif-Tee Market chain, with pro-
graming beamed primarily at a spe-
cial battery of FM receivers, in each
of the 90 stores operated by the chain,
which are 'uned to the station for
their hours of operation,

The program is all musieal, with
commercials restricted to 20 seconds
rather than the usual 60. Time is
actually sold to individual sponsors
of products which must be those sold
in the Thrii-Tee stores, with time
currently sc:d to Silver Cup Bread,
Don Dee Coffee, Blue Ribbon Nap-
kins, Canada Dry Ginger Ale and
Everlrist Potato Chips.

The first aalf hour in the morning
is like a closed circuit broadcast in
effect, directed to the store staff, in
the all-request program, with special
sales stimulus to promote the adver-
tised products.

The program is also available, of
course, thru FM receivers to poten-
tial patrons not in the stores, but the
objective of the Ad Cast hook-up is
direct point-of-sale advertising via
radio— rign in the stores,

Arthur A. Naylor, formerly with
WJLB, handiing publicity, is in
charge of the Detiroit set-up for Ad
Cast.,

Under the Ad Cast tie-up, WJLB is
the only Detroit AM station to use a
separate program for FM, for these
12 hours, with the other local stations
following the uvsual practice of par-
allel programing., WJLB, incidentally,
claims to be the only local FM station
now in the black.

Anti-Booze Ad Bill

Introed in Senate

WASHINGTON, May 21, — The
crusade of the “drys” which was
championed for decades by former
Sen.

While national agencies are play-
ing ostrich to video, local and re-
giunal commission outfits are climb-
ing on tele's bandwagon eagerly, ac-
cording to a spokesman for the
Southern California Advertising
Agencies Associdtion. Current biz,
both radio and telewise, is good and
the outlook is strong. Local bankroll-
ers and agencies have gone into tele,
both spotwise and with live shows,
but not at the expense of radio.

90% of Radio’s Commerecials
Draw Blank, Says Schwerin

CHICAGO, May 21.—Ninety per
rent of all radio commercials are

wasted, Horace Schwerin, president of
the Schwerin Research Corporation
stated this week at a meeting of the
Chicago Radio Management Club.
schwerin backed his claims with re-
sults of 1,000 tests of 1,800 commers=
cials. More than 300,000 people had
indifferent reactions to 94 per cent of
the sales messcges,

schwerin gave fgures showing
that most commercials were not re-
membered and did not stimulate pur-
chasing because they failed in five
categories of sales message construc-
tion, including familiarity, approach,
mood, emphasis and direction.
 Commercials producing the poorest

results are those to which listeners

» | produce the best results,

are indifferent. If commercials are
irritating, or well-liked, they are re-
membered. Well-liked sales messages
Schwerin
said,

Schwerin also said felevision, to a
certain extent, will have a beneficial

effect upon radio, as TV competition
would result in improvement of radio
commercials and programs.

Despite current enthusiasm for
television, Schwerin said, radio is not
dead as an advertising medium.
Optimistic forecasts of television re-
ceiver production indicate only 44 per
cent of the population will have sets
by 1854. The rest of the population
will constitute an important radio
market, he stated.

ABC, 64G in Red 1st Quarter,
To Push AM Over Video Now

NEW YORK, May 21.—Despite the
fact that the American Broadeasting
Company (ABC) is selling TV as well
as AM, it was learned this week that

the web intends to turn its heaviest
guns on an all-out AM drive for the

fall, stressing the growing importance
of radio in the current unsettled eco-
nomic situation. The move is believed
dictated by the fact that, altho ABC's
combined AM and TV gross sales for
the first quarter of 1949 were $10,-
218,410, or an increase of $%587,062
over a vear ago, the web suffered an
estimated first quarter loss of 564,000
this vear, where in 1948 it was on
the black side of the ledger to the ex-
tent of %502,000 at the end of the
first three months. The switch to red
ink was attributed to ABC's heavy
TV investments, which have not yet
begun to pay ofl.

Inasmuch as AM must pay the
freight both for itself and TV at this
time, ABC intends to step up its AM
campaign from here on in, altho not
neglecting  television. Some ABC
execs believe that the other networks
mayv be overwhelmed with the glamor
of television and may leave their AM
cuards down, =o that opportune moves
might mean a shift in the current bal-
ance of webs.

Focus on One Type

Signs point to ABC concentration
on bankrollers with the widest type
of distribution problems. With tough-
ening economic times ahead, many
sponsors may pull in their horns with
regard to jumping into video. In such
cases, and where they are undecided,
it is believed that the ABC pitch will
stress the point that AM offers mass
coverage at all points of distribution,
while TV still can supply only selec-
tive coverage in limited areas.

The significance of this pitch is
that, if the financial barometer con-
tinues to sink, competition for sales
will move out of the brand vs. brand
field into the product wvs., product
division, with consumers deciding
whether to buy a car or refrigerator
instead of which car and refrigerator
to buy. Thus it will become essen-
tial to reach as many people as pos-
sible for maximum impressions,
rather than risk certain reduced num-
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ber of impressions thru use of a new
medium such as TV,

Expeet Dealer Backfire

sponsors also are expected to feel
more backfiring from dealers as times
get tougher, if video shows are main-
tained on dealer funds. Some dealers
in non-tele areas are known already
to be resentful of video shows which
cannot result in many sales for them.
The pinch is on now, they feel, and
they can't afford to contribute to
buildinzg a wvideo show which may
beneflt them in the future when tha
funds could be used in radio, hitting
listeners who might wvery well ba
potential customers right now.

To point up the importance of con-
centrating on AM =ales, ABC execs
note that they can make more neé
profit from the sale of ne 15-minute
radio show than they get gross return,
before payment of expenses, on a 30-
minute tele program. Furthermore,
if the TV network were completely
sold out, it still would lose money.

AM Siill Has 97%

To point up the fact that AM has
continued to show marked signs of
life despite the ballyvhoo about video,
latest available Hooper data as of
March, indicates”that on a share-of-
audience basis, AM has 97.4 jer cent
while tele elaims only 2.6 per cent.
In four broadcasts, the lowest rated
radio show at night reaches 3,799,923
different families, or three times as
many as there are TV families in tha
country. Incidentally, the top rated
AM show reaches 12,791,820 homes
in a single show and 22,197,570 dif-
ferent homes in four broadcasts.

Furthermore, despite the onrush of
television, the average number of
hours of radio listening per day per
home has shown a marked rise. In
January, 1946, according to A. C,
Nielsen, it was 4 hours 47 minutes
daily per home, and in January, 1949,
it was 5 hours and 7T minutes. Sets in
use, in the same period, leaped from
24.2 to 26.9 in the daytime, whila
remaining level in the evening with
40.5 in 1946 and 40.4 in 1949, Net-
work gross AM billings jumped over
4 per cent from 1947 to 1948, with
the latter total, according to Pub-
lisher's Information Bureau, amount=
ing to $198,995,742.

which might react embarrassingly,
bedroom scenes and others of the
same dubious character.

The network is hampered in its ef-
forts to set standards by a surprising
lack of vocal expression on the part of
viewers. A far lower percentage of
the video audience takes the trouble
to write than has been the case in ra-
dio. Until the linking of the Eastern
and Midwestern cables, virtually no
letters critical of taste were received
by the webs; since then, viewers in
some of the “Bible belt” areas have
commented in deprecatory terms on
scenes depicting drinking or "high
living” which have proved perfectly
acceptable elsewhere,

Scanty Question

Anticipating entry into wvideo of
sponsors plugging delicate wares,
Hellfrich and the continuity accept-
ance division have attempted to set
forth how certain products could be
handled. Thus, female undergarments
and scanties are okay, but models
demonstrating them are taboo. In-
stead, NBC suggests use of completely
clad models, with background voice
indicating that reason they look so
well is that what’s underneath is s0
good. The product then could be
shown in an open box, with hands
extracting the fabric dainties,

A potential sponsor, hawking babies’
diapers, proffered a shooting script
calling for an unhappy daddy, with a
grimacing face, lifting a soggy infant.
It was suggested that this be switched
to a positive approach, with happy
father and child, and voice plug at-
tributing the blissful scene to the
moppet wearing the sponsor's product.

Another plug, for roomette service
on a train, was to have shown the
modern plumbing facilities available,
and their convenience in location and
use, The web believes this could be
done better by showing the roomette
as a whole, with the voice pointing
out the excellent private -toilet facil-
ities.

Deodorant Dilemma

Uplifted armpits are frowned upon
as a means of selling deodorants.
While opinion is divided as to accept-
ance of this type of product, prevalent
belief is that the business would be
taken if fully clad models are shown,
en route to a dance for example, with
voice copy stressing that their fresh
appearance and olfactory magnetism
is due to wisdom in purchasing a jar
of what-have-you.

Antacids and like products may not
utilize graphic visual matter, such as
charts of a messy alimentary canal.
One potential bankroller is working
out a cartoon plug, showing a man
tossing in bed, unable to sleep and
counting sheep unsuccessfully, In
humorous terms, it shows the dif-

The web eliminates any pansy biz
on material suggestive of “swish”
routines, and comics have been
warned to eschew that type of humor,
However, legitimate use of males in
female attire may be used, as in a
production of Charlie’s Aunt, or as
done on the Lamb’'s Gambols by a
chorus recently.

Murders Touchy

Material dealing with suicides or
murders must not be too graphic. On
murder stories, the web wishes to
avoid offering hints on how to commit
the perfect crime. On a recent Phileo
show a considerable amount of check-
ing was needed to determine the suit-
ability of a story dealing with a young
frau who eliminated her better half
back at the turn of the century by dis-
solving match tips in his eggnog.
Fearing protests by match companies
as well as a rash of match murders,
the web checked and found that the
formula for making matches was
changed about 1915 and the current
product is non-poisonous.

Animal acts are watched carefully.
Recently one had several dogs licking
their trainer’s face, followed by one
pooch which presented its posterior
for reciprocation. This was struck
out of the act. However, a seal act
was permitted to include having the
mammal come out from under a bed
with a potty in its phiz. Bedroom
scenes are checked carefully and in
the main are not used. A recent edi-
tion of The Goldbergs, showing Mollie
and Jake together in a double bed,
was passed by the Columbia Broad-
casting System, and its simplicity
brought no outcry from blue-noses.

UHF Experiments on Upbeat;
16 Stations Now Telecasting

WASHINGTON, May 21.—Experi-
ments by telecasters in the ultra-high=-
frequency (UHF) range are reaching
a feverish pitch with the approach of
an expected decision by the Federal
Communications Commission (FCC)
opening UHF for commercial telecast-
ing. A survey disclosed this week
that 16 telecasters are now authorized
by FCC to use the UHF band, while
another 4 have bids in to operate,

Edwin Armstrong, FM inventor,
has authority for the most powerful
UHF station ever granted, carrying
50-kw. visual and aural power. Arm-
strong is using a 20-kec. width band
spreading from 600-620 ke. The re-
sults of his experiments at Alpine,
N, J., are being closely guarded, but
it has been reported for some time
that he is working in color,

The majority of the UHF exper-
imenters, however, are using much
less power, usually no more than 500
watts., Band-widths used range from
the 6 kc. used by New Jersey Broad-
casting Company, Clifton, to the 50-
kc. spread of Ed Pauley's Television
California at San Francisco.

Experiments are being carried on in
the UHF band all the way from 480
ke. used by KFRL, Denver, and the
Midland Boadecasting Company, Kan-
sas City, Mo,, to 920 kc., used by The

“When television performances are
made in costume, accompanied by
dialog, certain types of scenery or
dance routines, ASCAP is required
to execute special licenses and charge
special fees in each case,” the reporf
continued. “Further limitations are
placed on ASCAP, such as the re-
quirement that no license be issued
for the use of more than two com-
positions from the same production
on any program.”

On this guestion of-special licenses
for special uses, the NAB-TV com-
mittee report stated emphatically
that “television is costume, television
is scenery, television is dialog, tele-
vision is dance routine. If the broad-
casters must negotiate and oblain
special licenses whenever such ele-
ments are present,” stated the report,
tithe committee (TV Music Commit-
tee) felt that it would impose an
intolerable burden upon its develop-
ment."”

“This is particularly true,” stated

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No Half-Way Break Keeps

Hour-Show Viewers Tuned

NEW YORK, May 21.—With a
gentle assist from the Federal Com-
munications Commission (F CC),
sponsors of full-hour television pro-
grams have quietly adopted a policy
different from that on AM, designed
to prevent viewers from: switching
to other shows, Of the nine 60-minute
evening network video shows, each
bankrolled by a single sponsor, all
have eliminated station breaks or
commercials at the half-hour mark.

The reasoning behind the move is
that by not alerting viewers that the
shows are half thru, they do not re-
mind them of some other show on a
different network just getting under
way, which the wviewers otherwise
might have wanted to catch. Thus,
dramatic stanzas try to carry their
action well into the second half-hour
before providing a break, and varie-
ty shows make sure that they have
a top routine going on as the mid-
way point is reached.

The right to do this has been in-
sured via a regulation by the FCC,
providing that stations must identify
themselves only once per hour. With
no necessity to eut for station breaks,
the shows either run straight thru
or break at a convenient place in the
program where a dramatic opus re-
quires a change of sets or a variety
sh:-w is moving into another type of
act.

Policy Adopted

On the Columbia Broadcasting
System (CBS), this technique is fol-
lowed by all commercial hour-long
airers. These include Chesterfield's
Arthur Godfrey show, Westinghouse's
Studio Omne, Ford's Ford Theater,
General Electric's Fred Waring pro-
gram and Lincoln-Mercury's Toast
of the Town, The sole CBS sustainer
taking an hour, the 54th Street Little
Show, also has adopted the no-break
policy.

On the Nationasl Broadcasting Sys-
temn (NBC), the Texaco Star Theater,
Krajt TV Theater and Admiral Broad-
way Revue all follow suit, as does the
sole sustainer of the same length, the
NBC Drama Theater. DuMont also
airs the Admiral show, and its other
60-minute commercial show, Old
Gold's Amateur Hour, avoids break
or plugs at the 30-minute mark. The
DuMont sustainer, Court of Current
Issues, does likewise.

The sole web not employing this
procedure is the American PBroad-
casting Company (ABC). Its two
commercial hour-long shows, Super
Circus and Stop the Music, both have
split sponsorship, with one bankroller
paying for the first half and the other
for the second, necessitating an even

HOLLYWOQOOD, May 21.—Bids for
tele rights to Southern California
football skeds were officially opened
last week, only to meet with indiffer-
ence on part of Coast telecasters and
bankrollers (The Billboard, May 14).
Athletic directors of University of
Southern California (USC) and Uni-
versity of California at Los Angeles
(UCLA) joined forces to offer a pack-
aged deal of 11 home games io be
played here and to be sold to the
highest bidder, Bids close June 10
but no formal offers have yet been
made,

The lush figure of $75,000, which
KLAC-TV paid last season for the
USC-UCLA skeds will definitely not
be topped this season, even tho the
schools have made several important
concessions, including acceptance of
bids from sponsors (heretofore ver-
boten) and okaying bankrolling by
ciggie firms. Total tele take is to be
split between the two schools, with
the visiting team cut.in for a minor
slice of revenue.

Pro football club. are also meeting
resistance from tele trade according
to local sources. Los Angeles RHams,
which last year sold rights for ap-
proximately $25,000, have cut the
price of 14 home and oput-of-town
games to $12,000, but tossed in a
gimmick which may prevent any deal.

No live telecasting will be permitted,
forcing bankroller to film games and
delay airing until pix can be
processed. Reason, of course, is the
team’'s fear of tele's inroad in gate
receipts. Majority of station ops and
sponsors, however, will pass up any
deal which does not include live tele
rights.

Town's other pro team, the Los
Angeles Dons, has not as yet released
its official stand on tele. It was dis-
closed, however, that Dons think tele
rights are worth $100,000. Figure is
termed “fantastic” by video ops, with
indications that the Dons may {find
no bidders at all when the showdown
comes. Ball club frankly admits fear
of tele and pegged the price out of
reach to discourage tele ops. Smaller
regional schools, such as Pomona
College and Loyola, will follow lines
of last year's tele sales, peddling
rights on an exclusive, but not neces-
sarily expensive basis, with asking
price far below that of top loecal
colleges.

High cost of tele rights to big grid-
iron events has prompted telecasters
to examine high school grid skeds.
sSeveral video broadcasters have said
they would prefer covering high
school football at nominal cost than

the NAB committee, “in light of the
fact that the terms of the ASCAP
membership agreement are so am-
biguous as to defy construction to
the point where neither ASCAP nor
the broadcasters can be certain in
any case whether a special license
would be necessary.”

Commercial Fees

Reviewing ASCAP's proposal to the
MNAB group that stations and webs
pay a commercial fee equal to 2.75
per cent of time sales after certain
deductions and that webs and sta-
tions pay special license fees up to
20 per cent of the general license fee
computed on the 2.75 per cent basis,
the NAB-TV music committee in-
formed the NAB board that “your
committee felt that it could not
recommend to the industry the
establishment of the principle of spe-
c'al uses under any circumstances.

“The danger of agreeing to the need
for clearing two special uses on a
television performance of musie, i. e,
general and special uses, was well
illustrated when one of the major
groups of ASCAP publishers unex-
pectedly withdrew kinescope record-
ing rights some weeks ago,”” con-
tinued the committee. “The fact that
a kinescope recording right may exist
in addition to the right to publicly
perform a composition on a network
broadcast puts the publisher in a
position where he may collect double
fees for what, in effect, is a single
use.  Your committee felt that the
acceptance of an additional special
use would only result in double pay-
ments by broadcasters and add to
their expense of operation beyond
their ability to pay.”

The representatives of the five
major webs, who negotiated with
ASCAP this week (19) an extension
of free ASCAP music use for TV
to June 15, are continuing to confer
with ASCAP in what is expected to
be a running series of sessions for
the next few weeks,

Allegro Goes
100% Plastic

This news, coming on top of the
visit here of E. R. Lewis, head of
English Decca (London’s parent com-
pany), reportedly to work out a
severance of the deal between Eng-
lish and American Decca, is regarded
in the trade as a tactical maneuver
to strengthen the British outfit's bar-
gaining position. Lewis is under-
stond to be seeking a return of
American rights to the FFRR catalog,
now held by Decca here, for use by
the London firm. He also wants
I.ondon to be able to record Ameri-
can artists, a right withheld in the
contract between the two firms. In
exchange for these rights, American
Decca is reportedly asking for a
minimum annual guarantee {rom
Lewis's foreign distribution of Amer-
ican Decca platters (The Billboard,
May 21). In providing London with
the highly regarded Deutsche Gramo-
phon line, Lewis, the irade reasons,
can now face the Decca people here
as already the owner of a good clas-
sical line and need not appear as
too anxious a petitioner for FFRE.

Merchandising a Hypo

By Bill Simon

NEW YORK, May 21.—Low-priced
miniature children's records are rid-
ing the biggest prosperity boom in the
history of the industry, with major
chains and department stores report-
ing an increase of approximately 100
per cent over last vear in actual units
sold. This is atiributed to a number
of faectors, including the stabilization
of price at 25 cents, tax included, for
six and seven-inch platters. Other
factors are the development of dur-
able, colorful, unbreakable plastics,
wider title selection, better record-
ings and more attractive packaging.

Apparently the idea of children
having their own phonographs is also
gaining acceptance. For instance, one
set manufacturer, Hudson Electronics,
reports its Junior Juke model sales
also running 100 per cent of last vear.
This company has been manufactur-
ing two models of kidisk players for
three years.

According to major 5 and 10-cent
store chain buvyers and resident buv-
ers for several variety store syndi-
cates, sales on kidisks retailing at
more than 98 cents have taken a big
tumble.

According to one chain buyer, the
constant influx of new catalog ma-
terial, spearheaded by the original
titles poured out by such outfits as
the Simon and Schuster Little Golden
line, is giving the field a tremendous
hypo. The latter line is now reported
running well over 1,000,000 disks per
month, Several other diskeries, in-
cluding = eter Pan and Teddy Bear,
claim that their initial pressing on
each new release is set at 250,000.

More Outlets

Another factor in the growth of the
business has been the increased num-
ber of sales outlets, with the trend
toward merchandising disks in toy
departments and newsstands, In va-
riety and department stores especial-
ly, toy departments have been par-
tially taking the disk play away from
the radio-record departments and
have been hitting shoppers who don’t
ordinarily gravitate toward disk
counters. Recognizing this trend,
four kidisk manufacturers had booths
at the S5-cent to $5 merchandise fair
held at the 7lst Regiment Armory
here, May 16-20. Labels displayed
were Peter Pan, Little Golden Rec-
ords, Voco and Picturetone, All re-
tail at 25 cents, tho Peter Pan also

displayed its 10-inch 40-cent line
(see separate story).

Kor Turntable

NEW YORK, May 21.—A three-
speed turntable-changer mechanism
to satisfy the multifarious demands
of the present-day record market has
been developed by General Instru-
ments Company, of Elizabeth, N. J.
The automatic changer handles all
three sizes, T, 10 and 12-inch disks,
and three speeds, 45, 334 and 78-
r.p.m.s. The larger center holes of
the RCA Victor 45-r.p.m. platters are
adjusted to the standard diameter
center-post by use of plastic plug-
button inserts. According to a com-
pany spokesman, a future model will
also provide for playing intermixed
10 and 12-inch disks of any one speed.

The mechanism uses a gingle turn-
table and pick-up arm, with two
needles—micropoint and regular—in
the single eartridge, interchangeable
by a button switch. The motor itself
utilizes a single rubber drive-wheel
arrangement for all three speeds. This
wheel works with one of three spin-
dles (one for each speed) to which
the motor may shift on a pulley ar-
rangement, governed by a simple
three-way switch.

In appearance the new product is
similar to the standard Model 700,
te which the second speed, 33%
r.p.m., had been added several months
ago. The three-way jobs are being
made up for Crosley, Philco, Emer-

Bob Keene band, born as a promo-
tional stunt, is shaping into a highly
listenable aggregation. Approximately
a year ago, Ace Hudkins, former
Artie Shaw drummer, decided to dust
off the old Shaw library, which had
been left in his care, and hatched the
idea of starting an Artie Shaw-type
band, composed mostly of his band
school students, with Bob Keene, a
capable clarinetist, to front the group.
Hudkins realized the band would
need a promotional push, so he cut
in three local disk jockeys for a piece
of the band. The three jocks, who are
still in the picture, are Bill Anson
(KFWB), Alex Cooper (KXLA) and
Don Otis (KLAC).

As band's coin grew, Hudkins was
able to gradually replace tyros with
accomplished musicians. Meanwhile,
jocks continued to spin old Shaw disk-
mgs and put in a few kind words
about the Keene crew.

Talk of “Bob Keene and the Artie
shaw band”™ aroused Shaw's ire, who
shot cease and desist orders to Hud-
kins to stop using the Shaw name.
Convinced Shaw would turn on the
legal heat, Hudkins finally heeded
the threats and dropped the Shaw
name but not his library. Today,
Keene's book is entirely Shaw, with
the exception of a very few new
tunes which were added recently.

This reviewer first suffered thru
the band's attempts in its earlier
days. By comparison, band has gone
a long way. Playing time plus re-
placements in the ranks has achieved
what had once seemed the impossible.

Band is well rehearsed, clean-cut
in its phrasing, sharp and crisp in
attacks and cut-offs. With a pro-
fessional backdrop for his clary work,
Keene can now show off his solo
merits, For the most part, Keene
avoids the old powerhouse Shaw
jumpers in favor of the sweeter
selections. Tempi are held within
dancers’ reach at all times, while
band volume is never allowed to get
out of hand. A definite asset to the
Keene crew are the vocal talents of
cute and winsome Penny Parker.
Lass gets under the lyric to make it
count in such oldies as All the Things
You Are, Imagination Is Funny, Blue
Rain, and the only recent tune heard
durinz the evening, Again.

shaw-famed instrumentals getting
a renewed ride included Temptation,
Begin the Beguine, One-Night Stand,
Donkey Serenade, among others.
There’s no denying that the old Shaw
arrangements were fine in their day
or that an occasional glance into the
past can prove enjoyable. But a com-
plete diet of yesteryear fare becomes
tiresome.

If the current trend fto old-time
dancing continues, it will be spear-
headed by bands of the ecaliber of
Lawrence Duchow and His Red
Raven Orchestra. This Victor record-
ing ll-piecer shows the technical
ability and showmanship of its larger
contemporaries in the pop field. In
addition, the Duchow crew imparts
a personality and pgusto to its work
that outshines its rivals.

Playing in the cavernous Trianon,
the nine sidemen combine to play as
mellow and big a melody as the larger
pop bands. Arrangements call for
almost continuous ensemble by the
full band, with Larry Tagel's tuba
doing a fine job of fill-in. Primary
difference between this Duchow ork
and a pop band is the library. Du-
chow's library is primarily made up
of international type music, with
schottisches, pollkkas, Herr Schimidts,
finger dances and circle two-steps the
big numbers.

Duchow's arrangements are full of
melody. The band has a terrific vo-
calist in tall, husky Leo Rohan, whose
baritoning would make him an easy
choice for a leading role in a Broad-
way musical. He gets the same
power that has made Vaughn Mon-
roe’s bary a top favorite. Duchow is
an excellent personality fronter, ex-
changing plenty of patter with dane-
ers, doing a polka version of Cab
Calloway’s dance in front of the band
and playing accordion and singing
some novelties and lighter polkas.
Duchow also calls all circle two-steps.

The band does a capable job on all
types of pops.

Suit Continues

NEW YOREK, May 21.—According
to the stipulation filed in Federal
Court, Capitol Records has until
Thursday (26) to rile an answer to
Mercury's cross complaint in con-
necltion with the Capitol suit over
Telefunken wax.

Mercury, according to its answer
to the Capitol complaint, made a
general denial of all allegations and
asked that the suit be dismissed. The
firm also filed a eross-claim & inst
Capitol for an injunction and ac-
counting of profits. In its counter-
suit against Cap, Mercury claims it
obtained rights to reproduce Teie-
funken masters which are the pro-
perty of Gramophone Works of
Czechoslovakia. Mercury says it re-
produced the Gramophone works
under a license which Gramophone
had obtained at some prior date from
Telefunken, and that at no time did
Mercury advertise or intend to ad-
vertise that its recordings were Tele-
funken.

NARD Presents
Plan to Mfrs.

ST. LOUIS, May 21.—The Na-
tional Association of Record Dealers
(NARD) has prepared a four-point
program which has been accepted by
the membership and presented to
several leading manufacturers. The
program would: (1) Inaugurate a flat
50 per cent discount from the list
price of records to the dealer; (2)
increase of the present 3 per cent
obsolescence to 10 per cent; (3) re-
turn of this obsolescence to the dis-
tributor from whom it was pur-
chased, and (4) secure protection for
the dealer in the event of any fur-
ther price adjustments.

A NARD commiitee, including
Robert Walker, 5t. Louis, secretary,
and Charles Netzow, Milv-aukee, has
held lengthy discussions with several
executives of RCA Victor. It is the
opinion of this committee that there
is some real chance to enact a part of
the program in the near future. RCA
Victor has previously assured the
dealer 30-day price protection in the
event of changes within the price
structure.

are a dime a dozen, but none can
equal for drama the saga of Irving
Berlin, whose rise from rags to riches
eclipses anything Horatio Alger ever
put on paper.

He was borm in Tuman, Russia,
May 11, 1888, and in the official rec-
ords of this small Siberian village his
name was entered as Israel Baline.
Poverty was his birthright, and soon
he was to know tragedy as well, for
when he was four years old the
Baline home was fired in a pogrom
and the terror-stricken family, which
numbered eight children, was forced
to hit the long refugee trail. Their
wanderings led to New York and
erded in a cold-water flat at 330
Cherry Street in the heart of the
tenement district made famous by
Chinatown and the Bowery.

“We had an enormous family”
Irving Berlin recalled two years ago
while on a sentimental journey thru
the tangled, turbulent streets of low-
er Manhattan. *Eight or nine living
in four rooms, and in summer some
of us slept on the fire escape or on the
roof. I was a boy with poor parents,
but T didn’t starve and I was never
cold or hungry. There was always
bread and butter and hot tea, offten
bought with the nickels and dimes a
junkman gave us for pieces of an old
brass samovar my mother brought
from Russia and kept under the bed.
I never felt poverty because I'd never

better on tenement fire escapes and
in lodging houses at 15 cents a night
than I do now in a bed.”

Four vears later—in 1B96—tragedy
struck again when the head of the
Baline family, who made a few dol-
lars weekly as a cantor in a neigh-
borhood synagogue and part-time in-
spector in a kosher butcher shop,
died. So Israel Baline, then eight years
old, put aside his school books for the
last time in order to do his bit as a
family provider and later to shift for
himself. At first he sold newspapers
in the streets. Then he earned a
daily dime by leading “Blind Sol," a
busker, thru the byways of the Bow-
ery. Finally, Israel Baline became
a street singer himself. He memo-
rized the songs he heard sung at
Steve Brodie's, Biggie Donovan's and
other tenderloin saloons in order to
re-sell them for a few precious pen-
nies outside the wery night spots
where he's learned them. .

From time to time Israel picked up
an extra quarter or half dollar at
Tony Pastor's where, sitting in the
gallery, he plugged the songs of Har-
ry Von Tilzer and Paul Dresser in a
faltering soprano. At the age of 16
he landed his first full-time job.
working as a singing waiter at the
Pelham cafe. Here he served ballads
along with the 5-cents-a-glass heer
and 10-cents-a-shot whisky to the
frowey clientele that frequented this

Songs used in this series are listed according to the date of their
original copyright; stage musical songs, according to the year the
musicals were produced. and film songs, acceording to the year of

saloon of Mike Salter's on Pell Street,
a sordid thorofare nften used by war-
ring Chineze tongs as a battleground.

lsrasl worked a 10-hour shift at
Mike Salter’'s for 37 a week and tips,
putting on his waiter’'s apron at 8 p.m.
and knocking off at 6 am. In the
early morning hours, when the last
drunk had been bounced and the
chairs stacked on the deserted tables,
he tried his hand at songwriting,
picking out tunes with untutored
fingers on the “professor’s” battered
upright.

First Tonne Nets 37¢

The tide of Israel Baline's fortunes
suddenly turned in 1907 when he
wrote his first published song, Marie
From Sunny Italy. This was written
at the insistence of the boss himself
in the hope that it would bring back
the trade he was losing to Callahan’s,
a rival bistro, where Al Piantadosi,
the piano player, had composed a
novelty number that was ‘packin’ 'em
in—My Mariuceia Takes a Steamboat.
The music was by Nick Michaelson,
another of Mike Salter's singing
waiters, but the cover and title page
bore a pseudonym that was destined
to become famous and honored the
world over—the name of Irving
Berlin.

Marie From Sunny Italy netted its
lyrie writer only 37 cents in rovalties
but such niggard'v legal tender was
the tinder that fired the songwriting
ambitions of this 18-year-old boy
into a2 consuming flame. Perhaps
Cantor Baline had been right when
he told his homeless family back in
Siberia that the streets of America
were paved with gold. Four years

later there was no doubt about it in
Irvin+ Berlin's mind.

His next song, Wild Cherries, had
“words and music by Irving Berlin”
on its cover. So did Dorando, which
Berlin sold to Ted Snyder for $25,
improvising the melody on the spot
when the music publisher casually
remarked: “Of course, you have a
tune for these words." In 1509 he
became Snyder's staff lyricist at $25
a week, charged against royalties. He
was working in Greenwich Village
then for Jimmy Kelly, former boxer
and bouncer, Mike Salter having fired
him for sleeping behind the bar. And
when he turned in his waiter’s badge
for the last time, he also said good-
bye to the Bowery flop houses where
he took chances nightly of losing his
pants unless he wore them in bed
for pajamas,

The following year the {ormer
singing waiter wrote a group of com-
edy songs that sold in the 300,000 and
500,006-copy bracket, He also made
his stage debut, breaking in at the
Palace and later appearing in Up and
Down Broadway, a Shubert revue,
By 1211 he was a full partner in the
music publishing firm of Watterson,
Berlin & Snyder, with his name in
goldleaf on the door. And that same
vear, when he revolutionized popular
songwriting with Alerander’'s Rag-
time Band, the former Bowery min-
strel was truly a Broadway celebrity
who had completed only the first lap
of a musical marathon which, tho un-
finiched, has set all-time records for
smash hits, million-copy sellers and
top financial returns.

letz have kept kidisks in the music

| counters, or set up entirely separate

kidisk departments, because toy-style
merchandising records is not entirely
successful. Thev feel there are too
many different items on toy counters
and that disks require widespread dis-
play and constant supervision.

With the development of unbreak-
able materials and colorful, self-sell-
ing packaging, tha low-price kidisks
have proved an easy-to-handle item
for newsstands, with such outfits as
the Union News Company adding
them to their regular sheet-music
racks. Super-markets, drug chains
and cigar stores have been taking
them on for the same reason. For the
most part, disks are following the
trial originally blazed by the Little
Golden books of Simon and Schuster.

Chains’ Inroads

That chains and department stores
are aparently cutting deeply into the
kidisk sales of regular retail record
shops has been attributed by one
large chain buyer to the chains’' pol-
icy of exposure merchandising. Disk-
eries are competing heavily for the
choicest display spots, and highly col-
orful packages are the result. A re-
cent trend has been toward heavier
paper sleeves that will hold up under
constant handling. The idea is,
“You've got to let the kids get their
‘hands on ‘em."

Several of the regular 88-cent label
manufacturers are still steering shy
of the chains and sticking with their
regular disk distributors. Their
claim ig that the distrib-dealer mar-
ket iz a2 fairly constant thing. With
the chains, however, there is no se-
curity, As soon as a 10-inch line
comes out at a new low price, all
higher prices are thrown out. In the
last few months several lines came
out at 59 cents, then were forced to
drop to 48 cents to keep their chain
hold.

DETROIT, May 21.—A new inde-
pendent label, Prudentia, is making
its bow at Saginaw, Mich., with two
releases—Wish | Was a Millionaire,

and a film trailer heralded “the re-
turn of waudeville” to the Palace,
The crowd roared. The annunciators
(those stageside lighted placards that
name the act which is on) flashed on
for the first time since 1935, introing
Don Albert and his pit band. A baby
spot hit Albert, he gave the down-
beat for Irving Berlin's There's No
Business Like Show Business and
the crowd doubled its roar.

Then the annunciators billed Mage
and Karr, a young tap dance team,
and the curtain climbed. Backstage
the tension was terrifie; the tears
flowed like wine, and the mob in the
wings really felt for the act onstage,
facing the tough assignment of break-
ing the ice,

But if the house had been holler-
ing before, the noise it gave vent to
after gandering the first live talent on
the Palace boards in 14 vears paled
all the ruckus that had preceded. The
applause and cheers were so deafen-
ing that for the first minute or two of
their act, Mage and Karr—just a few
feet away from the sidemen—couldn’t
hear the music and wvirtually had to
fake it. Only when the house quieted
were they able to pick up the tempo.

That Man Berle!

After that came the handkerchiefs
and the sniffles. It seemed as tho
every other person or so had some
special interest in vaude at the Pal-
ace, and the nostalgia and emotion
had them blubbering. Later, Lor-
raine Rognan, next to closing on an
eight-act bill, said that when she
came on stage, it was like playing to
o blizzard. And to give the first show
added fillip, Milton Berle came on
after the regular acts and did a 45-
minute stint to a smash hand.

But nostalgia isn't going to keep
vaude at the Palace. RKO didn't
switeh its poliey out of sentiment,
but to keep business up in the face of
reclining b.-o. and television. The
latter-day Palace style is a long cry
from the old days; there will be no
names to draw trade, which means
that the policy itself, word of mouth
and B-plus-or-better films—plus en-
tertaining stage shows, wili have to
provide the pay-off. It's not an easy
assignment, with the house nut re-
ported at 17G weekly, plus the vaude
budget,. at present around $3,000.

Good Press

The Palace reopening got wide-
spread press and radio coverage, both
before and after the first day. Press
coverage was national in scope; the
radio-TV build-up started Tuesday
when Berle devoted the last half of
his Texaco video show to a Palace
routine., Subsequent shows plugging
the Palace included Perry Como, Tex
and Jinx (AM and TV); Luncheon at
Sardi's; Barbara Welles, - Dorothy
and Dick, and a slew of newscasts.
Many New York dailies sent two or
more men to cover the opening. The
New York Times was the only paper
to roast the bill, via its drama critic,
Brooks Atkinson.

Insiders figure that this publicity,
and the momentum of the opening,
will give the theater a reasonably
long honeymoon, during which busi-
ness should hold up, especially at
the low week-night top of 9§ cents.
It's claimed that should the b.-o. level
off around $30,000 weekly or maore,
the act budget might be boosted.

Petrillo Issues Warning

CHICAGO, May 21.—The rub be-
tween the American Federation of
Musicians (AFM) and the American
Guild of Variety Artists (AGVA)
was revived here Thursday (19) at a
meeting of all local AFM Ifranchised
booking agents, called by Ed Benkert,
secretary of Local 10, AFM, at union
headquarters. Meeting resulted in a
turnout of aproximately 55 office
reps, which was a large majority of
franchises out in the local's jurisdic-
tion.

Benkert, it was learned, told the
agents he understood a series of meet-
ings across the country, such %s that
held in Chicago, had been ordered
by James C. Petrillo, AFM prexy.

Benkert also said the AFM was re-
affirming its principle that all enter-
tainers who play a musical instru-
ment at any time in their performs-
ance, go into a spot on an AFM con-
tract. He said that the local has
been getting good co-operation in this
matter, but that he was. ordered to
again explain the procedure to local
agents. He explained that an mstru-
mental-singing act “hich would be
playing solely a singing date would
not have to file an AFM paper for
that engagement.

The Chicago AFM conclave with
bookers followed a letter-to all AFM
locals from Petrillo, printed in the
May issue of the International Musi-
cian, AFM house organ. In the letter,
Petrillo states all locals are being ad-
vised to be on guard against “raiding
that AGVA might attempt on our
members. In many jurisdictions the
AGVA has had the colossal gall to
force into its membership instru-
mental musicians who merely play a
solo on the instrument in a cafe floor-
show, where they do no singing or
dancing.” The letter reported zll
AFM members who are instrumen-
talists have resigned from AGVA.,

Palace Points

Toward 35G
In 1st Week

NEW YORK, May 21.—The Palace
Theater here, in its first week of
vaude ending Wednesdayv night (25),
is pointing toward a $35,000 gross,
with a possibility it may even do
better. The figure will spell a pro-
fit for the week, the nut on the house
being reported at 517,000 weekly, plus
the show budget, currently around
53,000,

In its first day, Thursdayv (19), the
Palace did a shade over 4G and
Friday, despite miserable rainy
weather, business maintained the
same clip. The week-end, irrespec-
tive of weather, figures to continue
the sellout rate, especially in view
of the enormous amount of publicity
the return of wvaude engendered.

The Palace is operating on a four-
a-day policy, with a 59-cent week-
night top and $1.20 Sundays. Five
shows will be played Saturdays. The
house capacity is 1,700, By Sundav
night, a gross between 15 and 16G is
anticipated.

AFM Pulls
Ork From
N. Y. Regent

AGVA Wants Pay for Acts

NEW YORK, May 21 —Wrangling
between the American Federation of
Musicians (AFM) and the American
Guild of Variety Artists (AGVA)
flamed anew locally this week when
AFM Local 802 pulled out a pit ork
from the uptown Regent, nabe RKO
house, and caused cancellation of a
one-night vaude show. AGVA, thru
its Eastern regional director, Jimmy
Lyons, in a counter action, is insisting
that RKQ, which runs the Regent, pay
the five acts who were to appear on
Tuesday’'s (17) bill. Lyons claims
that the acts appeared on time ready
to perform with or without music
and that they are entitled to payment.

Lyons further said that he has
asked the RKO people for an answer
to his payment demand before today
(21). If the RKO answer is not forth-
coming (and no word had been re-
ceived at press time), Lyons says that
he will contact top RKO brass Mon-
day (23) on a one-day ultimatum
basis to get the acts’ pay.

Lyons’ Ultimatonm

If RKO's management does not pay
the acts before Tuesday (24), then
Lyons, at the AGVA branch exec-
utive committee meeting on that day,
will make “drastic recommendations,”
he says, to force the issue with the
REKO management. Lyons indicated
that his recommendations may take
the form of ordering all local AGVA
performers off the boards of houses
under RKO jurisdiction.
include the Palace Theater, which
this week reopened with much pub-
licity and hullabaloo heralding the
revival of wvaudeville (see other
stories this issue).

The entire situation arose when
Local 802 last week insisted that
AGVA return a $50 membership fee
to AFM member Lee Norman, who
doubles as ork leader and emsee at
the Regent house. Norman became
emsee at the house about a year ago
when it dismissed emsee Charlie
Banks. AGVA made an agreement
with RKO whereby the successor to
Banks would join the Guild. And
Norman, after one rejection, was ac-
cepted into AGVA and paid the $50
initiation fee. It was agreed, too,
that Norman would receive the
AGVA scale of $17.50 in addition to
his regular orkster loot. Later AFM
notified RKO that it would withdraw
the Regent ork unless AGVA returned
Norman's AGVA initiation fee.

Broadway's big bop bistro, Bop
City, with its lavish Artie Shaw
premiere musical fiasco and box-
office success tucked safely and
harmlessly under its belt, has set-
tled into a more nearly normal
groove for its second bill. Tho the
current bill eould hardly be con-
sidered bop heavy, the layout, which
spots Nat (King) Cole and His Trio,
thrush June Christv, Flip Phillips
Sextet and Milt Jackson's Trio, cer-
tainly has considerable box-office
values for followers of both jazz and
popular music as well as for the
contingent of curio seekers, who have
become a regular clientele of the
colorful nitery.

Tho the presentation of the all-
music talent is completely informal,
there is a gonod deal more polish in
the production than the management
(which also ran the bop policy at the
Roval Roost) has ever been guilty
of showing in the past. There are
three distinet complete shows each
evening, with each running about two
hours and concluding with a finale
which merges all the talent on the
bill, This is a blues item spotting
vocals by Cole and Miss Christy, fol-
lowed by some jazz solos and a
rhythmic series of moving ensemble
riffs.

Trin Backs Cole

Cole, who headlines the bill, has
always been and still is an amiable
performer, an excellent pianist and
a sound and feelingful singer of con-
siderable distinctiveness and warm-
ness. He runs down a number of
his Capitol recorded items with the
impeccable aid of his guitar, bass and
bongo threesome. He clicks with a
material piece, Baby, I Need You and
knocks out a few tasteful instru-
mental inventions. Cole's turn is
rounded out with the blues finale,
Nat Meets June.

Fleasantest surprise on the current
show is young thrush June Christy.
This is the former Stan Kenton vocal-
ist's first effort as a single since the
ork disbanded some six months ago
and she handles herself extremely
well. Miss Christy still could stand
some presentation polishing and some
stronger and more sensational end-
ings, especially on her blues and bal-
lads. But certainly her current de-
fects are greatly outweighted on the
plus side of the ledger. She has &
yvoung, refreshing, relaxed, collegiate
appearance. She boasts a throaty !
voice with a sound all its ownm, tho
it reminds somewhat of Anita O'Day.
And she has a musicianly style, which
has just as much credence In any
nitery or theater as it has in this bop
boite. Miss Christy, whosz material
is drawn mainly from the standard
and blues catalog, is accompanied
splendidly by pianist Jimmy Lyons.

Flip Phillips, big-toned tenor sax-
ist, has rounded up some top-flight

instrumentalists to make up the sex-
tet which supplies most of the jazz |
for the show. Absolutely tremendous
as a crowd pleaser and a competent

Tormmy Turk., Equally satisfying are
altoist Sonny Criss and Phillips, who
occasionally strays from musician-
ship to thrill the cornball hipsters
with some orgasmic honks and
sgqueaks, Most of the bop on the bill
is supplied by Milt Jackson's Trio.

The Chords in Take-Off

Yes, he even believes he
is an entertainer and, thereby, helps
to spoil magic. The New York area
has probably had the greatest flood
of poor magic during the past sea-
son. At the old prices of 10, 20, 30
cents it might not have been too
bad but when tickels are sold for
$4.80 it is a tragedy. One show here
recently had the audience walk out
because of the poor entertainment,
What is the answer? A magic show
should be built on the theory that
entertainment is to be furnished. No
chairman of an entertainment com-
mittee is competent to promote a
show unless he is a producer or di-
rector. It is possible to have the
greatest magic show ever produced,
and with only one act of magic. By
doing this the producer might offer
a program of real entertainment, It
stands to reason that a magic show
consisting of eight acts and all of
them magic would be the most bor-
ing type of entertainment imagin-
able. As to magic societies and or-
ganizations, in most cases it is only
a matter of whom do you know or
do you have the money to pay initia-
tion fees and dues. As to whether
the applicant is a magician or not
interests no one,

Philly’s 4 Season Sad:
Only 23 Really Make Money

PHILADELPHIA, May 21.—Philly’s
1948-'49 lemtlmatﬁ theater season,
which ended a month ago, was the
skimpiest in years, Since Septem-
ber, there has always been at least
- one of the four Shubert houses dark.
When a show was in the hit category,
business was good. Otherwise, play-
goess stayed away in droves—and if
nothing else, merely proved that
there “just aren't enough hits to go
around., This is all the more nro-
nounced with the mad rush for ducats
for the premiere of the Irving Berlin
musical, Miszg Liberty, which will
dust the cobwebs out of the Forrest
Theater for three weeks starting
June 13.

The first hit of the season was
Charley’s Aunt at the Forrest. But
to match this came the first terrific
flop in the That's the Ticket musical
which opened and closed almost
simultaneously at the Shubert. That
‘was the form practically all season of
regular stage fare, nip and tuck be-
tween the box-office successes and
failures. Out of a total of 42 attrac-
tions—a new present-day low in
bookings-—only 23 ended up in the
money. The biggest casualty list was
among the straight plays; of 29, only
a dozen showed a profit, with 17 fall-
ing short of the box-office mark, Of
the 12 misicals, 10 enjoyed success
here, with That’s the Ticket joined by
Along Fifth Avenue at the short end
of the gate. The 42d attraction on
the list was the annual return of
Blackstone’s magic show, with heavy
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kid trade putting the show on the
winning side of the season's ledger.

Among the musicals, the success of
Charley’s Aunt was overshadowed by
the smash draw enjoyed by Kiss Me,
Kate, The other eight musicals pay-
ing off were all return stands for
Broadway _hits. Top business was
chalked up by Brigadoon and Finian’'s
Rainbow, both of which preemed here
previously. Allegro, first time around,
fared well, with High Button Shoes
anc Inzide U, S. A. doing satisfactory
business. On its preem here the pre-
vious year, tickets were at a pre-
mium for Inzide U. 5. A.. but much of
that enthusiasm wore off on the re-
turn trip. Returns of Oklahoma and
Make Mine Manhattan were good
enough, as was the perennial The
Degert Song.

Of the dozen hit stage plays, hottest
in every respect was Death of a Sales-
man. Biggest disappointment was
Anne of the Thousand Days. At-
tendance was so slim at the preem
engagement that the producers seri-
ously congidered folding up after the
fortnight. But fortunately they went
on to Broadway. The Theater Guild
also had a bad time of it this season,
with a trio of failures in Set My Peo-
ple Free, Malke Way for Lucia and
Figure of a Girl.

On the heels of Salesman, Detective
Story hit the jackpot, and among the
new plays, Life With Mother enjoyed
fine business, Light Up the Sky was
a winner, and Melvyn Douglas was
enough to carry Two Blind Mice.

each has a supply on hand for its
membership, and any member of the
theatrical trades may gbtain an indi-
vidual ballot on immediate applica-
tion at The Billboard offices, where
a liimted supply is still available.

The deadline for voting is June 12,
but the awards committee reguests
that the self-stamped returns be in

the mail at the earliest possible mo- |

ment, in order to avoid last-minute
tabulation jam-ups. Also the com-
mittee stresses again that it is not
necessary to vote in all categories.

MBA Illegal
Court Rules
Vs. Seripters

Anti-Trust Laws Invoked

NEW YORK, May 21.—The mini-
mum basic agreement (MBA) under

which the Dramatists' Guild of the
Authors’ League of America has been
setting terms and conditions for the
production of playe was declared il-
legal this week by New York Federal
Judge Simon Rifking in a 13-page
decision. The decision was given in
a suit instituted by Carl E. Ring,
patent attornev who was the pro-
ducer of the 1944 flop Stovepipe Hal,
against Harpld Spina Edward Hey-
man and Walter Hannan. authors,
and the Guild, Judre Rifkin granted
an injunction ta Ring's attorney, Al-
fred 5. Julien.

Ring in 1944 brought action against
the authors and the Guild for al-
leged violation of the anti-trust laws
and asked triple damages of $420,-
000, as well as an injunction re-
strzining the authors from selling
the rights to the piay. The U. 5. Court
of Appeals granted the injunction and
sent the damage a~tion to the lower
court for trial, but held that the
minimum basic agreement violated
the anti-trust laws. A jury trial of
the damage action before Judge Rif-
king was won by the defendants, the
jury finding that Ring had not been
damaged but that the MBA vinlated
the trust laws. Ring's subsequent ac~
tion for an inijunction was tried by
Judge Rifking without a jury,

Acccrding to the eourt's opinion,
the MBA ic an agreement, illegal
under the anti-trust laws, which re-
strains commerce in dramatic pro-
ductions generally, and which im-
posed restraints on commerce in
connection with the production of
Stovepipe Hat. The defendant auth-
ors are members of the Guild, which
is a conspiracy in restrain' of trade,
and th'y have apoplied the force of
that conspirscy with respect to
Stovepipe Har.

“Arbitration should be enjoined.”
Judge Rifking wrote. *“Altho this
leaves plaintif! without contractual
rights to Stovepipe Hat his rights
to freedom from illegal restraints can
be protected by enjoining the defend-

rant authors, on the one hand, and the

defendant Guild on the other, from
conspiring to interfere or jointly in-
terfering with the plaintiff’s aquisi-
lion to any »nel all rights in plays, in-
cluding Stovepipe Hat.

“The defendant authors are not
thereby compelled to sell or license
Stovepipe Hat to the. plaintiff, or en-
joined from agreeing among thems-
selves on the terms under which they
may choose to sell or license the play,
But they may aot offer the plaintift
terms less favorable than those of-
fered to any other producer. nor re-
guire him to s.ibscribe to the MBA,
nor associate the Guild ir any illegal
way with the : ansaction., nor con-
spire Or agree w ith the Guild or any
ather members »f the Guild to exact
p::rhru’:ar terms or conditions from
him."

After a fortnight of classic tragedy,
the City Center switches to another
of high comedy. Maurice Ewvans's
1947 revival of Man and Superman
achieved the same sort of Stem suc-
cess as Judith Anderson's Medea. It
has gince followed the same patiern
with a luerative road trek. Bringing
it back for a two-week stand at the
City Center seems an equally smart
move,

If it doesn’t have quite the subtle
sheen of opening night at the Alvin
a yvear ago last October, it is still im-
mense fun, The playing is much
broader than originally and some-
times borders on outright farce, which
probably has been found effective on
the road. But the over-all still proves
that there are no cobwebs adhering
to Shaw's lampoon of the female of
the species. Even after 44 years
the wit is as barbed and the jibes
at turn-of-the-century manners quite
as outrageous. Undoubtedly, there
are a lot of customers, having missed
it the first time saround, who will
welcome an opportunity to catch it at
the Center, particularly at bargain
prices.

By this time there should be no
doubt in anyone's mind as to Evans's
right to a top slot in the theater on
the score of versatility. He can take
everything from tragedy to farce in
stride. The star brings exactly the
proper brittle touch to Shaw's
bachelor sophisticate, and his pacing
of the comedy's action takes the
curse off whatever deliberation is due
to its age. At the same time he has
preserved its full flavor as a period
piece, All in all If's quite a stunt
and comes off tremendously well,

There have been several important
cast changes since the Broadway run,
but almost without exception the
substitutions stand up well by com-
parison with the original players.
Frances Rowe remains delightful as
the predatory female, bent on knock-
ing the props from under Evans's
batchelor status. She is everylhing
in the role that Shaw could want,
Nan McFarland has taken over the
stint of the gal who is practical about
her romancing to the point of shock-
ing stolid British social ethies until
she is assured of an American mil-
lion or 8o, along with a Yankee hus-
band. She is likewise giving an ex-
cellent performance.

As a light-hearted farce, Sandusky
is generally entertaining. Altho the
story is constructed loosely and sags
in spots, the offering plays exceed-
ingly well due to sprightly direction
by Jack Daniels and excellent per-
formances of a well chosen cast.

ALTH'D hale and hearty and still vigorously pursuing his normal around-
the-clock routine at 65, Gerald Snellens, general-contracting-press agent |

of World of Mirth Shuws. is already the subject of legends. Any Eastern |

gathering of show folks is more likely than not to turn to the life of Gerald
for conversational fodder. Few tales hold more interest for the alfresco
brethren, since the character involved is as colorful as the brilliant-hued
neon which forms the backdrop for so many of his exploits which, in turn,
cover an encyclopedic range and include all walks of life,

Ever since he stumbled on to the lot of Jerry Mugivan's Howe's Great
London Circus 50 years ago at the age of 15 to start inauspiciously as a potato
peeler, Gerald has managed to make
folks aware of him. Since then his
accomplishments and experiences
have been well chronicled by eye-
witnesses and are borne out by Ger-
ald himself, except for a few yarns
at which even his extraordinary ex-
trovert nature rebells,

Lowly Beginning .

Gerald was fortunate in that when
he ran away from his St. Louis home
he fell head-long into his proper
niche in life, He is as intensely happy £
with show business now as he was
when he started, despite the scullery
duties that occupied him. In three
years with the Howe show he grad-
uated to second cook and then to the |
job of candy butcher, which was more
to his liking, since it appeased his
natural desire for money and taught
him the value of the first count.

After two E;.rears of Etrnuping wiiih
Robinson's amous how, Gerald
joined the Hagenbeck-Wallace Circus GERALD SNELEENS
where he was assistant boss butcher for 14 years. In 1926 he was made boss
butcher and held that post until 1929, In 1930 he joined Max Linderman

on the Bernardl Greater Shows, which was later to become the World of
" Mirth, and there he has remained, serving now under Frank Bergen, who
took over the show after his partner, Linderman died.

Gerald was well equipped to supervise butchers. He knew all the tricks
of the trade and was quick to spot a guy with sticky fingers, since he had
gone thru the mill himself. Checking hawkers in and out required consider-
able mental agility since the play, especially on hot days, was fast. In later

Ag. Dept. Says

WASHINGTON, May 21.—Travel-
ing shows hitting the sticks should
find available cash just about the

same as last year, according to latest

figures from the Department of Agri-
culture,

May income of farmers for all
products will hit the $2,000,000,000-
mark, according to the department.
This is an increase of some 5 per cent
over April and only slightly below
May of last year. For the first five

' months of the year, farmer cash re-

ceipts will be approximately $10,-
000,000,000—again slightly less than
for the same period last year, Agricul-
ture estimates.

The type of farm product grown
in a particular area a show is play-
ing is likely to have an effect on the
ready cash. Livestock country is in
the doldrums with the money intake
running more than 10 per cent below
last yvear. The corn belt is better 6ff,
according to Agriculture's fact glean-
ers. Heavy May marketing of corn
is bringing the farmer's gross ahead
of last year,

Wheat country is likely to prove
poor. The agency reporis that “re-
ceipts for wheat and most other food
grains will be less than two-thirds of
their 1948 level because of lower
prices and reduced marketing.”

Cash intake for truck farmers is
also off because of sagging prices,
despite heavier marketing. On the
other hand, fruit growers have better
prospects because prices are up and
marlketing about the same as 1948.

In tobacco areas cash receipts are
off about 7 per cent from last year,
The cotton belt, however, is up some
5 per cent dollar-wise from 1948,

Lumping the wvarious crops, total
cash receipts are perhaps 1 per cent
less than last year at this time. Out-
look for the remainder of the year
is bearish, with Agriculture holding
fo previous estimates that 1949 farm
cash receipts will be off at least 8 per
cent from 1948.

The Zoological Gardens, formerly
an exclusive resort, is so sparsely
stocked with animals and so deeply
in debt that the management has
turned it into a motley street fair
thru issuing licenses to all types of
amusements. Occupying the once de
luxe grounds are the big top of Circus
Blumenfeld, the Dillenberg Circus
Museum, an Indian and cowboy show,
a dilapidated Scenic Railway and
various other mediocre attractions.
It is hoped that the lifting of the
blockade will improve conditions at
the zoo.

Most of the German tent circuses
are on the road, but only a few of
the bigger ones, including the Krone,
Hagenbeck and Apollo circuses, are
getting any business, Most of the
shows are booking acts on a monthly
basis, with renewals if business war-
rants.

Circus Carl Hagenbeck, shortly
after setting up its big top at Ham-
burg, was struck by a tornado, but
spectators were safely evacuated by
police and fire brigades, While the
big top withstood the blow, it was
necessary to make repairs to center
poles and canvas.
