With television Mmaking off with ever
increasing shares of the national adver-
tisers’ budgets, the Independent AM broad-
casiers are concentrating on loonlized op-
erations, with the hig emphasls on musgic
and news, sprinkled liberally with locally
derived spot announcements for the major
gource of revenue

This pattern depends heavily on the disk
Jjockey: the station which i= blessed wilh
the most pomular disk spinner or stafl ol
digk spinners is very likely to be the leading
statlon in its area. 11 follows, of course,
that while more pozilions will doubiless
opon up for the platter pushing fraternity,
the competition augurs to be keener {lam
ever before. The question—and it is not
a néw ane in any sense—then arizes: What
makes a suecessful disk jockey?

We don't pretend to be pundits, but in
the process af assembling this special sec-
