COME five months ago I remarked that the outlook for fairs and J expositions for this season was excellent.

People can 
not only see the object, but they can touch it, examine it and ask 
questions about it. 

The ecónomic assistance which fairs and expositions give to 
the communities in which they are located is not to be overlooked. 
Thousands upon thousands of dollars are brought into areas where 
fairs are located by those attending the fair, by those working at 
the fair and by those industries supplying the fair. 

The responsibility of fairs and expositions to the nation is 
obvious as indicated by the fact that more than half the total 
population of the United States attends one or more each year. 
It is fundamental that those of us engaged in an operation of this 
magnitude are duty bound to present to these people only the 
finest available -whether it be livestock, industrial goods, recre- 
ational facilities or just plain fun. This is a tremendous responsi- 
bility ... one -which we share jointly and one which we must 
work on together. 

Fortunately, thru the International Association of Fairs and 
Expositions we have the medium with which to work. It can 
help us and sloes help us ... and it can be of even more benefit 
to all of us if we will use it more.

Greenhouse Gems Galore! 
NEARLY 

700,000 plants grown in its 
own greenhouses were used in beauti- 

fying the 284 -acre grounds of the 1957 
Minnesota State Fair at St. Paul. 

"All plants used were grown in our 
own greenhouses, operated all 12 months 
of the year," said Ralph Zimmerman, 
veteran .greenhouse superintendent, who 
began working for thefaiir nearly 40 years 
ago. 

'The moment this year's fair was 
over, we began taking cuttings of the many 
kinds of decorative plants used, from 
which to grow our stock of three quarters 
of a million plants we plan to use 1h 1958, 
when the fair is to oin in celebration of 
the State's Centennial." 

More than 100 beds of flowering and 
foliage plants, strategically located in 
various parts of the grounds, were enjoyed 
by more than 1,000,000 persons attending 
the 1957 exposition. In addition, more than 
25,000 plants, mostly in pots and tubs, 
beautified the interior of the fair's many 
main buildings. 

The three principal decorative beds 
and plant pieces were a replica of "The 

Liberty Bell," the fair's traditional "Gates 
Ajar," and a gigantic reproduction of the 
"American Flag." 

Nearl}i 9,000 plants, all of small and 
low- growing varieties, were used in making 
"The Liberty Bell" and nearly 28,000 simi- 
lar plants were needed for the "Gates 
Ajar," not counting the cannas and castor 
beans used in the background of the latter 
bed. 

The mammoth "American Flag," 25 
feet wide and 12 feet deep, was- located on 
a sloping hill alongside the Agriculture - 
Iiorticulhue Building. It was made up of 
11,900 red, white and blue plants. Great 
crowds surrounded this bed, from morn- 
ing until night, every day of the fair. 

Greenhouse Superintendent Zimmer- 
man maintains a regular crew of five men 
all the -year around. To this is added a 
supplementary crew of nearly a dozen men 
during the summer. 

All plant material used on the grounds 
is grown in State fair greenhouses and 
hot -beds. None of this material is sold to 
either wholesale or - retail outlets, in 
competition with private growers.

IT WAS 10 a.m. Sunday, September 15, 1957. Two thousand wor- 

shippers stood with head bowed as the organ pealed out "Holy, 
Holy, Holy" and the choir started the processional. As their 
voices picked up the refrain, the first religious service ever held 
at the Kansas State Fair, Hutchinson, was under way. 

rust a few minutes before, visitors and workers thruout the 
grounds had heard the announcement over the loud speaker sys- 
tem that it was time for church. 

Heavy earth -moving equipment working the race track, 
drenched by three inches of rain during the previous hours, 
droned to a halt. 

The Royal American Shows on the midway calmed down to 
almost whisper quiet in their solicitation of patrons in respect to 
this hour of worship and thanksgiving. 

In front of the State Fair grandstand, a newspaper advertising 
man stepped to the lecturn on the huge outdoor stage designed 
for extravagant night show productions. As he began the call 

. 

to worship with the words, The Lord is in His holy temple, let 
all the earth keep silence before Him," the scene was set for this 
historic occasion. 

The scripture lesson was read by an employee of the Kansas 
Highway Commission. The morning prayer was offered by the 
owner of a super- service station. 

Platform arrangements had been made and properties pro- 
vided by a retired railroad engineer, two office workers from a 
large grocery chain and an insurance man. 

A mortician was host to the participants and had arranged 
for the party to be escorted to the Fairgrounds by the Kansas 
I ighway PatroL 

Dr. Charles Templeton, who is often rated as second only 
to Billy Graham as a church speaker, was the preacher of the 
morning. Arrangements had been made thru the National Coun- 
cil of Churches for his appearance. 

The choir was from Bethel College, Newton, Kan. . Under 
the direction of Dr. Walter Hohmann, this college group provided 
two anthems and the responses. 

Rev. Charles Dumond, as a representative of the Hutchinson 
Ministerial Alliance, pronounced the benediction. 

All this started a year before when on the evening of the 
1958 State Fair preview, The Hutchinson News- Herald (now The 
News) carried a banner headline, "State Fair Would Welcome 
Worship Service." The article explained that fair officials felt the 
need for such and in an adroit manner paved the way for over- 
tures from a responsible organization to conduct such a service. 

A few days later the local newspaper dealt editorially with 
the matter and laid down a challenge that it be done. 

As the headlines hit the street, an advertising man on the 
staff of The News- Herald felt the challenge. When the editorial 
broke, he was impelled to act. Only a short time before he had 
been elected chairman of the public relations committee of the 
Kansas Council of Churches. 

Incidentally, he had been handling State Fair advertising for 
many years and knew whom to contact. 

His course of action was something like this: (A) He contacted

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Profitable Pond 
OFFICIALS 

of the Mid -South Fair at Memphis this year cast 
their bread upon the waters, and it came back. 

Creation of a two -acre pond in the center of the fairgrounds 
proved a boon in many ways. It eliminated an area, two feet 
below surrounding ground, that had always posed a flood threat. 
It gave the fair a neat profit thru operation of paddle -wheel boats 
as rides, and garnered plenty of publicity as well as creating a 
unique and restful area that proved to be a hub of activities. 

Also profitable was the tie -in with one of the fair's major 
attractions, a talent revue called "Riverboat Follies," which was 
staged in a nearby building. 

The steamboat operation, conducted by Willis Nalen, rode 
close to 30,000 fairgoers during the nine -day fair at a quarter each. 
On city kids' day alone, the boats accommodated 7,048 riders and 
on this same day an average of over 600 passengers per hour were 
carried for nine consecutive hours. 

Publicitywise the lake and its paddle wheelers scored big 
breaks. Memphis newspapers ran six different photos of the area 
and the editorial comments were many and highly complimentary, 

In addition, the body of water served as a commercial exhibit 
area where boat and "motor dealers exhibited their wares afloat. 

The Cotton Carnival, held each spring in Memphis, also got 
into the act. Officials brought in a float of the Robert E. Lee 
sldewheeler and rolled It into the water which created additional 
atmosphere and gave the carnival publicity. 

Little expense was entailed in creating the pond since the 
land was naturally depressed and required only a low levee of 
sand bags along one side. The 1,800,000 gallons of water needed 
to flood the area was contributed by the City of Memphis.

And fair officials dis- 

closed that not a single fight or disorderly incident 

was reported during the fair. 

Additional facilities, these for showcasing teen -age 

talent, were provided inside the Women's Building. 
A 300 -seat theater was the scene of a daily talent 
show that proved exceptionally popular with young 
and old alike.

stopped to watch Anita Wood, movie starlet, give out with the latest.

Promotion Symbol Sen es Dual Purpose 
THE 1957 Ohio State Fair at Columbus put 

Ohio's State bird, the Cardinal, to work. 
The bird was in on practically every adver- 
tising and promotional act. And the fair, as a 
result, received a world of fresh new pub- 
licity and what's more, also had a delightful 
new attraction. 

Virtually all of the fair's customary adver- 
tising was tied to the Cardinal. Additionally, 
special promotional devices -postcards, plastic 
birds and the like -were developed around it. 

The bright plumed bird was used in all 
printed material, from mimeograph sheets, 
on which news and feature releases were put 
out, to 24 -sheet paper. 

The constant appearance of the Cardinal 
in print caught the eye of Ohioans and it 
made them not only extremely Cardinal -con- 
scious but keenly aware of the Ohio State 
Fair. 

Publicity ovér the "world's largest talking 
Cardinal" added to this. The "world's largest 
was built in a State penitentiary. It was so 
long (23 feet from tail tip to the point of the 
beak) that even tho it was built in three sec- 
tions, each section was too large to go thru 
a penitentiary window and the wall had to 
be knocked out. Then a crane was needed 
to lower each section to ground level. 

The king -sized talking bird was spotted 
centrally on the fairgrounds -and there it de- 
lighted fairgoers, particularly youngsters, as 
it responded to questions or merely talked. 

The "Cardinal' promotion was so success- 
ful that it will not only be repeated next year 
but given further accent. This added em- 
phasis, as now planned, will come from a 
State -wide contest to give the Cardinal a 
name. 

'The Cardinal was everywhere 
in Ohio ... on 29- sheets, as be- 
low, on window cards, in news- 
paper ads, on special mailing 
pieces and made Ohioans 
keenly aware of their State 
bird and State fair.

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New Mexico Building Many -Sided Hit 
1111E largest structure built on a U. S. fa' 

grounds in 57 -the 13,800- capacity Coliseu 
at the New Mexico State Fair, Albuquerqu , 
was a smash hit in more ways than one. 

Used for the first time during the fair, 
coliseum, considering the relatively sparse po 
ulation of New Mexico, is large. Yet it w 
filled to capacity almost every night of the nin 
day fair, with Roy Rogers as the headliner in 
rodeo. 

The Rogers -headed attraction grossed rio 
to $160,000 -a remarkable total -and Rogers r 
ceived about $100,000. 

Just as remarkable as that gross was the 
building itself. Designed by Gaylord R. Lewis 
of Findlay, O., the structure was low in cost. 
Equipped, the building represented an outlay 
of only $1,450,000. Yet it embraced superb 
acoustics, an excellent p.-a. system and a com- 
bination air conditioning and heating plant, plus 
individual seats for about half of the total 13,800 
seating capacity. 

The building, which has outside dimensions 
of 228 by 324 feet, has an arena 114 by 280 feet. 
Construction in the lower section is of concrete 
blocks, with the top half of Johns -Manville insu- 
lated siding. A Tectum insulated roof is fire - 
proof and enables excellent accoustics. 

The floor is of concrete. Running under it 
the full length of the structure is a tunnel, which 
permits easy flow of traffic and does away with 
any need to walk around the side of the building 
to get from one end to the other. 

Vents which serve both for heating and air 
conditioning are under the box seats. In addi- 
tion, four heating and air conditioning units are 
used, one at each comer of the building. 

Of clear span constriction, the building is 
notable for its sight line. Vision is perfect from 
any seat.

Clean -Up" at the 14-day Canadian National 
Exhibition, a strictly military-like maneuver, results in a 

spic and span house to please the most finicky housewife. 
Anyone who has toured the 350 -acre Toronto grounds at the 

crack of dawn before the first onrush of visitors, never ceases to 
be amazed at the almost antiseptic quality of the plant. 

Yet even more amazing is the planning that goes into the 
$40,000 operation itself. 

It was planned some years ago by William M. Sills, manager 
of the Department of Works for the CNE, while actual direction 
is in the hands of Norman Shearer, grounds superintendent. 

Opening night 350 men are hired to assist in the operation. 
But the operation is planned with the fact by first pay nights, five 
nights later, 30 per cent of the hired men have gone off to other 
places. The men are floaters. 

The park is divided into six sections, each the responsibility of 
a permanent employee of the CNE. Each of the sections is again 
broken down into six sections. A foreman heads a crew of 25 men 
who take brooms in hand, pick up garbage and debris. 

On opening night, this year, between 11 p.m. and 7 a.m., 82 
truckloads of dry garbage was moved off the grounds. The cumu- 
lative total of 550 truckloads, all at a cost of $12,000. 

Stake dump trucks with the largest available bodies are re- 
quired for the operation. 

The debris is moved to an incinerator five blocks from the 
park, speeding the movement. 

Use City Equipment 
Cartage of the manure from the cattle barns is let out on a 

package deal to a contractor bidding for same, who, in turn, sells 
the manure to mushroom growers. 

Before the CNE begins, every pane of glass on the grounds 
is cleaned inside and out. Sixty per cent of this is done by the 
CNE's own staff, with the remainder contracted out. 

Since the CNE is part of the City of Toronto, it has the use 
of city equipment. From the department of sanitation, six sani- 
vans work on a 18- hour -a-day basis to move out the wet garbage. 

The vans move from restaurant to restaurant thruout the day 
continually clearing the garbage. 

Three rotary street -sweepers from the city are used on the 
roadways, while three flushers wash down the roads. 

Cleaning of the 22,500 -seat CNE grandstand, with its 22,000 
feet of space, is a unique operation itself. In an hour and 30 
minutes, a staff pulled from all over the grounds, can sweep it 
.clean. This may be done as often as three times a day. 

The 86 washrooms of the CNE are given intimate attention, 
with $15,000. a year spent on keeping them clean. With the 
numerous families coming to the CNE, the management sees a 
great deal of advantage in keeping the washrooms sanitary. A 
staff of 220 is devoted to keeping the rooms clean and supplies 
adequate. 

The house -fly, so often a curse to any fair operation, is not a 
problem at the CNE. Three times a year, the whole park is 

fogged with a chemical at a cost, said Sills, "that would amaze 
you, it is so cheap." 

We want a clean house and we do everything to maintain 
it in a state in which our visitors would expect to find their own 
houses. It is noted easy task, but an important one," said Sills. 

As a result, the CNE has .a reputation for a spick- and -span 
Louse.

Pay Policy Pays 
AN "EVERYBODY- PAYS" policy, introduced last year, is paying 

off for the Mississippi State Fair, Jackson, and for fair- 
goers, too. 

Patrons this year saw some of the results . .. new 'buildings, 
a new entrance, finer exhibits, all because of a $350,000 plant 
improvement program made possible due to the shift to and ac- 
ceptance of an "everybody- pays" policy. 

Two new structures, one for agricultural exhibits, the other 
for livestock, were built before the 1957 fair. Each of the build- 
ings has 17,280 square feet of floor space. 

The agricultural building contains removable partition walls, 
was designed as a multi- purpose building and will be used for 
home shows, automobile shows, etc. Even before the 1957 fair 
was over, N. S. Hand, the fair's executive secretary, had either 
inked or penciled in several off -season events for the building. 

The new entrance provides cover for gate -tenders, is equipped 
with turnstiles, and is flanked on either side by illuminated signs 
used for advertising attractions. 

The first year the fair shifted to an "everybody pays" policy 
it suffered a temporary setback at the gate. But attendance since 
has picked up and will continue to increase, fair executives be- 
lieve, because the public, having seen or heard of the improve- 
ments the policy lias made possible, is all for it.

Capitol Comeback 
THE Santa Clara County Fair, San Jose, Calif., is a modem 

event in an up- to- the -minute plant, yet one of its main free 
attractions takes Californians back more than 100 years. 

The exhibit is a replica of the State's First Capitol Building. 
Here are shown important aged documents, a look into pioneer 
living, and relics of war and peace dating into the Golden State's 
infancy. 

The original replica covers 4,200 square feet and an addition 
of 6,000 square feet is under construction. Thruout the two 
stories are documents and other historical data back to 1850, 
which is old for California. All the displays were donated. As 
the county is now microfilming all documents, including records 
of inquests, last wills and testaments; and judgments, the originals 
are being turned over to the museum, with the result that much 
of the material is still to be catalogued. 

The copy of the original adobe that was used when California 
moved into Statehood was constructed with materials donated 
by local firms and labor supplied free by the trade unions. The 
project took less than a month. After the building had served its 
purpose on a downtown site as part of the San Jose Centennial 
Celebration in December, 1949, it was cut in two and moved four 
miles to the fairgrounds. The fair was represented in the project 
by Russell E. Pettit, then the manager, and Frank Mitchell, then 
the fair board president.

School Days .. 
THE 1957 Indiana State Fair, themed to "Progress Thru Educa- 

tion," brought back memories for many an adult patron with 
an exhibit that compared schools of today with those of yesteryear. 

At the same time, the exhibit, which was in the Indiana Uni- 
versity Building, impressed upon them the 
made since they were in the slate -and -primer stage. 

For comparison purposes, an old- fashioned school room, com- 
plete with pot -bellied stove, kerosene lamps, water pwnp, dunce's 
stool and hickory pointer, was set up on the stage of the building's 
auditorium. Not only did it serve as a popular exhibit, but was 
used for an old -fashioned spelling bee and musical programs 
linked to the little red school house days. 

.A modern school room, fully equipped, was used for com- 
parison. Pupils, almost ready for the real back -to- school trek, 
came by bus from neighboring townships to attend model classes 
taught by teachers from the University School in Bloomington. 

In the foyer of the building were large slates, each bearing 
an educational message, old and new, and departments of the 
university were on hand to interpret their work in stories and 
pictures. 

As V. A. Smith, professor of speech and theater at L U., said, 
"I feel that what we want to show the people is that almost every 
change or bit of progress in social, economic, business and indus- 
trial life comes as a result of more knowledge and a better under- 
standing of the needs of the people of the country -education." 
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Gets, Holds Eyes ... ADDITION 
of a futuristic exhibition building in its key space 

adjacent to the Rideau Drive, went a long way in helping 
Ottawa's 1957 Central Canada Exhibition to hit the 500,000 
attendance mark The heavily traveled parkway took thousands 
of cars past the site daily, and the striking design of the building 
lent itself readily to publicity purposes. 

Named the H. H. McElroy Building after the veteran fairman 
who had managed the events for decades, the structure contains 
40,000 square feet of unobstructed floor space. Two thousand 
items were shown there this year, including examples of the 
hobby show, handicrafts, home cooking, foreign producers and 40 
women's institutes. A small staging area was utilized for a 
fashion show, cooking school and table- setting demonstrations. 

sly A key exhibit was a model of the St. Lawrence Seaway project. 
Manager J. K. (Jack) Clarke, successor to McElroy, turned 

down several ucrative rental offers from exhibitors well aware 
of the heavy traffic the striking structure would draw. All space 
was free. 

The building measures 200 by 200 feet and its basic materials 
are insulated concrete block and translucent Fibreglas and steel 
girders. Heating can be installed at a cost of some $40,000 and 
will be one of the future steps- of the conservative -minded board 
of directors of the fair. When this occurs it is hoped foreign 
governments, which have their embassies in Ottawa, will agree 
to the holding of a foreign-trade show on the grounds. Inquiries 
to this end were made this year and a couple of governments 
indicated their approval. 

Begun on January 18, 1957, the H. H. McElroy Building was 
completed August 16. It was designed by Balharrie, Helmer & 
Moran, architects, and construction cost is set at $400,000. 

New Rhode Island Building, completed in time for the '57 Eastern States Exposition, Springfield, Class., filled out the tine -up of replicas of New England State capitols on the 
exposition grounds. Money for the structure came from a $50,000 State appropriation and from public subscriptions,\the latter stimulated by a couple of big barbeques. AS 
exhibit hail, 130 by 60 feet at the rear of the building, was used for exhibits of Rhode Island products.

Goes Supermarket 
SUPERMARKET cashier techniques greeted patrons of the Alta - 

mont (N. Y.) Regional Fair this year, and both the reception 
and operation were called satisfactory by the management. As to 
the method of simulating the grocery checkout counter, Secretary 
Stuart Rombough pointed to these parallels: 

In the grocery, a cart is wheeled to the cashier, Nvho tabulates 
the price of its contents. Altamont did it, substituting automobiles 
and passengers. 

In many groceries, the register tapes occasionally appear with 
an imprinted star, giving the lucky housewife a free bag of food. 
Altamont did this, too, and the star won the lucky customer a 
repayment of admissions for his carload of visitors. 

National Cash Register Company machines were used in the 
new entry system at the Main and Grand streets gates. Manage - 
ment said the scheme eliminates tickets, apron men, and ticket 
takers, thereby putting a tight clamp on the handling of gate 
money. 

Speeds Automobiles 

Cars passed thru the gates at 50 per cent faster rate than under 
the old system, and wide publicity was given the fact that 227. 
starred tape receipts were rewarded with free admission. Overall 
attendance hit 91,192 for six days, 20 per cent higher than the 
previous season's 76,456. 

In addition to the gate operation, tlíe fair had plenty of other 
novelty publicity opportunities. One of these was a $10,000 steel 
stage which was pushed on rollers over the track and up against 
the 3,000 -seat grandstand, for talent shows. A jeep did the pushing. 
Another was the wedding in the flower show building of two 
Coleman Bros.' Shows workers, a revue dancer and Ferris Wheel 
foreman. Participants included a minister who had been serving 
as waiter in his church's fairgrounds restaurant; Dick Coleman, 
whose calliope played outside the building, and Betty Potter, wife 
of Foster Potter, State Department of Agriculture and Markets 
publicist, who played the organ inside. 

The stage is a 20 -ton affair, 60 -feet long, 30 -feet deep and 
canopied. It moves on "U" tracks and 12 steel wheels. Its six -foot 
height will be lowered to 18 inches for next year, as vision of up- 
front customers was impaired. Also slated are a fixed roof to 
replace the canopy, and partial sidewalls. The infield will be land- 
scaped to provide a lagoon and flower beds. So far there has been 
$100,000 invested in improvements on the grounds since 1949, 
when it was decided to leave the 15,000 -attendance class and shoot 
for 100,000. Less than 10,000 increase will be required to hit the 
goal next year and a wide talent card is expected to be signed this 
winter to show before the free grandstand. 

Discussions of the supermarket gate technique often get 
around to the question of handling passes, and Arthur Tompkins, 
president of the fair society, is quick to reply with a grin, "We 
ring up No Sale."

BETTER EXHIBIT "OUT WHERE THE MONEY BEGINS 

ASWIMMING pool, the type designed for backyard use, proved 
in many ways to be an excellent addition to this year's Michi- 

gan State Fair. 

Located on an 80 by 126 -foot site, the 20 by 40 -foot pool 
provided amusements, served as a colorful exhibit, became a 
popular resting place for foot -weary patrons and will for years to 
come serve as an important unit of recreation under operation of 
the Detroit Parks & Recreation Department. 

As an addition to the fair's attraction program, over 50 shows, 
featuring local swimmers and divers, drew an average of 1,000 
per performafice, with as many as 2,000 in the audience on top 
days. Bleachers were erected to handle the pool fans. 

As an exhibit, it not only proved valuable to the franchised 
builder, All- American Pools, but also was used as a tie -in by others 
who participated in its construction. The firm that erected the 
four -foot steel fence around the area had a sign displayed and a 
representative passed out literature. 

The company that installed the vari- colored walk -ways in the 
area, the landscaper, the provider of chemicals and a pool acces- 
sory firm tied in with the exhibit. Even a house trailer firm got 
into the act, providing a unit that served as a pool office. 

Total cost for the entire layout was approximately $9,000. 
Overtime labor costs, due to a hurry -up program, were respon- 
sible in part for above -average charges. Included in the total, 
however, was landscaping, fencing, concrete work, bleachers and 
a cabana. 

As an added flash, a 40 -foot steel tubular scaffolding diving 
tower was erected with a bathing -suited mannequin atop poised 
for the long dive. The tower was colorfully decorated and bright- 
ly illuminated so it could be seen from almost anyplace on the 
grounds. 
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Wild Mouse Scores Big Hit 
FIRST fair on the North American continent 

to have a Wild Mouse on its midway was 
the '57 Canadian National Exhibition, Toronto, 
and the ride was given a tremendous reception. 

Patrons, who paid 35 cents per ride, stormed 
it each day of the 14-day event. The daily 
average take was about $3,000, and on one day 
its gross hit $4,029. 

Dynamic, progressive Patty Conklin, who 
with his brother, Frank, holds the long -term 
midway contract at the CNE, was delighted 

with the operation and receipts of the Wild 
Mouse, pictured in the photo immediately below. 

The ride, imported by Patty from Germany, 
was one of a number of new additions to the 
CNE's ride line -up. Another outstanding addi- 
tion was a new Hot Rod, shown in bottom 
photo, which fronted on the main midway with 
its track running almost the full length of the 
area bounded by the Conklin' Fiver. Still 
another new ride at the CNE was a Derby Ride, 
housed in a new building.

Sold on Themes 
THE 

question of whether to adopt a yearly theme has been dis- 
cussed by fairmen all over the continent, and many arc the 

doubts raised about embarking on the practice. "But at Quebec's 
colorful Exposition Provinciale, plenty of experience in the sub- 
ject elicits quick and accurate responses to questions: 

Isn't there a limit to the number of themes von can get to 
use? Not at all. The theme changes annually, and the variety of 
topics is without end. 

Isn't it difficult to find a purse for theme displays? Only the 
first time. Set aside a permanent area and everyone soon learns 
it is the "theme area." 

Provincial government departments have participated in the 
theme concept since 1936, and the assignment has rotated among 
the departments. 

A permanent building is devoted to theme displays, which 
since 1936 have dealt with the following subjects -A Quarter 
Century of Progress, Prosperity Thru Agriculture and Coloni- 
zation, Progress Thru Co- Operation; Quebec Maritime Fisheries, 
Victory Thru Agriculture and Industry (first of several wartime 
"victory" themes), To Victory Thru Health, Let Us Prepare the 
Post -War Period, The Year of Victory, A Tribute to the Family, 
The Year of Youth, Tribute to Our Manufacturers, Tribute to 
Quebec I-Iighways, Tribute to the Land and the Tiller, Year of 
Remembrance and Travel, Laval University Centennial, Year of 
Quebec's Mining Development, Tribute to the Rural Woman, 
Tribute to Our Craftsmen, Year of Quebec's Natural Resources. 

The Transport and Communications Department, which 
made its first attempt this year at providing a theme exhibit, out- 
did itself with a superb display on the topic, "Year of Highway 
Safety." Other departments that have participated in the past 
include Colonization, Fisheries, Agriculture, Commerce and In- 
dustry, Social Welfare and Youth Ministry, Roads and Highway, 
Mines, Provincial Secretary, Lands and Forests, and Hydraulic 
Resources. 

On a large, railed -off platform in the building's center, this 
year's department showed the full range of traffic signals, road 
markings, intersections, and many other elements. Revolving 
pillars bore highway signs. Model car and train animations showed 
traffic situations in action. Uniformed policemen discussed traffic 
safety and distributed safety literature. Blinking lights and beams 
added to the illumination. The exhibit was one of the fair's most 
popular as the theme always is, for the Exposition Provinciale 
patron knows the theme displays are always all -out efforts of 
their sponsors. 

In addition, interest in the theme was heightened thru use of 
it in program cover and advertising illustrations put out by the 
fair. 

The theme concept was originated during the tenure of 
Emery Boucher as director, and he has had publicist J. D. (Bob) 
Boudreau helping with the development of the displays during 
the latter part of his administration.

Latest on Rails 
AN ARRAY of railroad equipment is nothing new as a fair 

exhibit, but the New York State Fair did it a bit differently 
this. year. It is usual for the rail pieces shown to be of ancient, 
historic vintage. Those at Syracuse, however, were spanking new. 

On two sidings at the fairgrounds were gleaming, modern 
trains, and the customers swarmed over them once the some- 
what obscure location was made better known. How many thou- 
sands of people saw the trains is anybody's guess, but the attend- 
ing personnel, who distributed "Quiz Jr., an informational booklet 
by the Association of American Railroads, reported the total as 

I 

very high. 
Sponsored by the Railroad Community Committees of New 

York State, there were two main units on display -a passenger 
train and a freight train. For next year, when a return exhibit 
is assured, there will be a third siding added to permit a larger 
collection of cars. This year's assortment was valued at more than 
$1,500,000 and was set behind the Industrial Building. 

Load, Unload Livestock 

The trains were represented as being a single 11 -piece train, 
including the Diesel engine and red caboose, with the major 

'varieties of freight and passenger equipment in between. 
Cars were the following: Lounge Car (Pennsylvania Railroad) 

with sleeping and lounge quarters; Diner -Lounge (New York 
Central); Streamlined Coach (Delaware, Lackawanna) with reclin- 
ing seats and air -conditioning; Railway Post Office (NYCRR); 
Diesel Engine (Boston and Maine), a 1,700 -hp., road -haul engine; 
Piggyback Car (DL &WRR) carrying one semi -trailer; Mechanical 
Refrigerator Car (NYC); Covered Hopper Car (Delaware and 
Hudson) for cement, feed, sand, ,etc.; "Damage -Free" Boxcar 
(Chesapeake and Ohio) with special framing lo prevent damage 
to cargoes; Livestock Car (NYC), and Caboose (Erie). 

e During the week livestock was loaded into and out of the 
boxcar for spectators, and public relations and other attendants 
were either in train garb or wearing. engineers' hats, so there was 
never any doubt about whom to direct questions to. 

Popular With Photo Fans 

Fair patrons had free access to all the equipment, being 
welcome to stroll thru the cars and even try the engineers' perch 
aboard the Diesel. This proved one of the most popular spots 
on the grounds for picture taking, as it provided the way for 
grownup and child alike to be snapped leaning out of the engine 
in the best Casey Jones fashion. Also popular were the Post Office 
car, with its many sorting cubbyholes and bins, and the modern 
caboose, which was well furnished and radio- equipped. 

Both the fair management and the sponsors agreed that the 
purpose of the exhibit was attained -to inject the railroads into 
the civic streams of activity in their cities, and to offer a well -told 
story of their industry to businessmen and residents of the cities. 

The Railroad Community Committee of Central New York 
had 43 persons in attendance at the trains, and at times they were 
pretty busy. It was obvious that most persons had never taken a 
close look at railroad equipment and were eager to fulfill their 
curiosities. It was the first time for a train exhibit at the Syracuse 
annual since World War II, with the exception of the Freedom 
Train. 

A gimmick exploited competently during the display was a 
drawing for kids aged six to 12, at the fair's windup. Five winners 
of the event, held in the Post Office car, each were given five 
sharés of railroad stock. The trains, therefore, had plenty to offer 
for the young and the old, from rail stock possession to Dad's 
opportunity to sit at the throttle of a 1,700 -hp, diesel,

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First of Many ... 
THE Allentown (Pa.) Fair this year added the first 

new major building to its grounds in 40 years, and 
so popular was the structure, it has started a chain 
reaction that will probably result in more additions in 
the years to come. 

The new structure was tabbed the Agricultural 
Building and was completed in time for use at this 
year's fair, and execs give the building credit for 
drawing many. of the 300,000 who flocked thru the 
event's gates this year. With the addition of heating 
facilities, plans are to keep the building busy thruout 
the entire year. 

Built at a cost of more than $250,000, the hall 
has 20,000 square feet of unobstructed floor space in 
its major area, with an additional 8,400 square feet in 
an annex that can be closed off from the main area. 

As a result of the building, Frank F. Hausman, 
fair president; Ed Leidig, general manager, and Wil- 
liam D. Reinsert, executive editor of the Call -Chronicle 
newspapers and chairman of the fair's building com- 
mittee, now vision more new structures for the 48 -acre 
plant. 

Tentative discussions have already been held, but 
definite action awaits the annual meeting of the so- 
ciety in December, when officers and directors will be 
elected and more concrete plans can be mapped out. 

The new building stands as a beacon to the enter- 
prise of the officers and directors who overcame 
serious obstacles to insure its completion. The contract 
for construction was awarded late in June, the officials 
nursed the project along daily and it was completed in 
less than 10 weeks. 

One -Floor Plan 

Designed by Robert E. Moyer Associates, the 
structure is all on one floor and is built of cement and 
steel. Its over -all dimensions are 200 by 140 feet and it 
has a total of nine doors for easy flow of fair patrons. 
Ramps and loading docks are provided at one end 
where the doors have a 14 -foot clearance. Daytime 
illumination is provided thru the use of three -foot 
translucent plastic sheets set between the block walls 
and the pitched roof. No glass windows are used in 
the structure. 

Many Uses Planned 
Now that heat has been installed, General Man- 

ager Leidig is pushing the year -round use of the 
building. For one thing, the fair may sponsor an 
automobile show. The junior Chamber of Commerce 
has already engaged the building for a 10 -day home 
show In the spring of 1958, and countless inquiries 
have been received from industrial firms and others 
interested in using the space for various purposes. 

Moyer, who designed the structure and also is 
a vice- president of the Allentown Fair, said that for 
some events as many as 5,000 people can be seated. 
Dressing facilities can easily be provided in the ad- 
joining annex by use of movable partitions. 

The building is located in the west end of the 
fairgrounds and most of the surrounding ground is 
hard surfaced. To erect the structure it was necessary 
to eliminate an old horse building. 

With one building added, thinking now is along 
the lines of a commercial- industrial hall, new cattle 
stalls and an all-purpose pavilion

the executive board of the Kansas Council of Churches and asked 
permission to make overtures to the Board of State Fair Managers 
for the council to conduct a religious service at the 1957 State 
Fair. (B) He contacted the president of the Kansas State Fair, 
Everett Erhart, and asked if the fair would be receptive to a 
proposal from the Cotmcil of Churches. (C) He met with the fair 
board to make detailed arrangements and secure its approval. 
(D) Both groups were very receptive to the idea and this ad man 
found himself head of a committee to provide a worship service 
for the 1957 Kansas State Fair. 

The agreement reached provided free grandstand admission 
for the service. However, it was deemed advisable by all parties 
not to remove outsid8 admission charges during the time preced- 
ing the service. (Such would break down the State Fair system 
of admissions.) 

It was further agreed that no collection would be taken nor 
would the solicitation of funds for any purpose be countenanced 
at the service. In return the Board of State Fair Managers felt 
that expenses incurred should be borne by the Fair. 

A committee of four laymen and one minister was appointed 
to make all arrangements. The minister served in an advisory ca- 
pacity. In June, one of these key men moved from the city, in 
August, another. And four weeks before fair time, the third 
had a heart attack. 

This left the newspaper ad man, who had initiated the idea, 
standing alone with the Stale Fair date fast approaching. 

Fortunately three individuals volunteered their services. 
These men were from the Laymen's Division of the Hutchinson 
Council of Churches. Quickly the committee was expanded to 
10. Earls took his personal assignment and the lose ends were 
gathered together in short order. 

Twelve denominations were represented in the planning and 
execution of the service of worship that had started in the mind of 
a lone newspaperman one year earlier. 

The first to offer his congratulations at the close of the service 
was U. S. Senator Frank Carlson, who said he was delighted with 
the service and that it was wonderful to see carnival workers, 
State fair officials, show people, 4 -H Club youngsters and citizens 
from all walks of life, 2,000 of them, joining together for 
an hour in adoration to deity and offering a common payer of 
thanksgiving for our blessings. 

The Board of State Fair Managers on the following Tuesday 
placed their stamp of approval on the service by inviting the 
Council of Churches to conduct a similar service in 1958. 

The Council accepted and preliminary plans are under way 
for the second worship service at the Kansas State Fair.

secretary, is a 10 -year member while Vice- President Weldon 
Rumery has been a director for the past seven years. Eugene Vis, 
with five years to his credit, and Clifford Calkins, with two years, 
are the junior members. 

The continuity of management in some cases even goes back 
as much as a generation. Director Tripp's father was president 
of the fair in 1902 and is credited with producing the first night 
fair in Michigan. In addition, his wife s father, Swan Sequist, 
served as fair secretary for over 20 years. Also, Director McOm- 
ber's father -in -law was secretary for a number of years. 

The long -term relationship between the'fair and John Reid's 
Fíappyland Shows, is another example. The show is practically a 
fixture, having_marked its 25th year in 1957. This also extends 
into the booked shows and concessions, many of which have 
played Allegan for a half -score or more years. It's also apparent 
among commercial and agricultural exhibitors and harness horse 
owners. 

Continuity, particularly in the past 25 years, has been instru- 
mental for a healthy growth. In 1932 the fair had a paid gate in 
the neighborhood of 5,000 and receipts close to $5,000. In 1957, 
the attendance hit a new high of over 100,000 and receipts were 
well above the $100,000 level. 

Since 1932 the board has consistently plowed its profits back 
into plant improvements. The grandstand was rebuilt at a cost 
of $40,000; new rest rooms were built for S30,000; parking has 
been greatly expanded and most roads have been hard -surfaced. 

Promotion -wise, the fair has kept up -to -date, using TV broad- 
ly and continuously expanding its publicity and advertising to 
embrace not only Allegan County but big parts of neighboring 
counties, which now provide a big part of the fair's patronage. 

Also progressive are the fair's two advisory committees. The 
finance group, made up of five businessmen, gives advice on 
money matters. The second group includes three of the county's 
prominent farmers who advise on the agriculture side. Plans are 
to add a fourth member to the latter committee next year -a rep- 
resentative of the farm machinery dealers. 

It might be well for other county and even State fairs to look 
into the Allegan pattern.

THE Canfield (O.) Fair describes itself as "the largest 

county fair in the State, both in attendance and grounds" 
Its claim as the largest fair in Ohio probably could be 
challenged by some of the fairs, but there's little doubt that 
the Canfield event is one of the most successful county 
fairs in Ohio and even in the United States. 

If for no other reason titan in recent years the five -day 
attendance has consistently topped the 150,000 level and 
total annual receipts have been edging close to the $200,000 
mark. 

Usually, there's one prime reason for such success. The 
formula for the steady growth at Canfield Is, according 
to fair president Hugh Bowman, balance and a crew of 
19 hard- working directors and managers, each of which has 
his own clearly defined responsibilities. 

As an example of the balance, the fair president points 
to the wide variety of attractions crammed in five busy 
days. Its up- dated grandstand program this year was high- 
lighted by the Lennon Sisters and the Cisco Kid, two of 
the hottest attractions to play fairs in 1957. In the past, the 
fair has featured other name entertainers such as the Ink 
Spots and Peggy King.

tendance, the fair has continued to feature these rural 
attractions. And they've found that the city folks enjoy 
them just as much as their country cousins. All, naturally, 
enjoy the big grandstand events and the vast midway fun 
zone. 

"There's something for almost everybody at the Canfield 
Fair, and we strive each year to broaden this lure," is the 
way Bowman puts it. 

In addition to the balanced program, the fair is long on 
service to patrons in its wide drawing area that reaches 
well into the neighboring State of Pennsylvania. 

The 32 -page official program -which is available free - 
points out that 75 of the fair's 206 acres are devoted to park- 
ing. Free skittle bus service is provided between the center 
of the plant and the more remote parking areas. On Thurs- 
days of fair week, free round -trip bus service is provided 
between downtown. Youngstown and the fairgrounds, with 
the buses stopping at all regular route stops along the way. 

Another noticeable service for its patrons are the nu- 
merous benches, enough to seat thousands of foot. weary 
patrons, and a total of 30 well -located drinking fountains 
for the thirsty. In fact, 16 new fountains were added this 
past year. A. centrally located information booth, manned 
by well -informed women clerks, is a popular feature and 
a checking service for parcels, wraps, etc., is provided at 
a nominal charge. 

The service feature is also extended to the hundreds of 
people who help to make up the fair in the form of a fully 
equipped bank. The bank, which annually handles thou- 
sands of dollars, is used and praised highly by carnival 
operators. concessionaires, exhibitors and others who find 
such a convenience on few fairgrounds. The bank is parti- 
cularly important on the three -day Labor Day weekend 
when'no other banking facilities are available.

Results of the many competitions thruout the fair must be 

complete and the reporting must be fast. The three wire services I staff the fair and provide special services to both daily papers 
2 and radio or television stations. Farm publications are on hand 
4 and want winner lists for picture stories and feature articles. Radio 

and TV station have people standing by for on- the -spot inter- 
views. To meet 'requirements like these, the fair must produce 
press releases in a matter of minutes after the judgings. 

Larry Fairall and Bob Baldwin are in charge of press head- 
quarters on the fairgrounds. They send out hundreds of releases 
in advance of the fair to get exhibitors. Once they have the 
exhibitors and the judging starts, they operate the rapid -fire 
release system.

ONE of the encouraging aspects of the West Virginia State Fair 
is that as many as 185,000 people can be enticed to the 66- 

acre grounds in obscure and lightly populated Ronceverte. 
Ronceverte and neighboring Lewisburg have barely 5,000 resi- 
dents, and the three counties in their immediate area have scarcely 
45,000. What brings them to a corner of the State in a remote 
part of the Appalachians? 

The fact that the crowds are so large (on the big Wednesday 
it is virtually impossible to crowd from administration building 
to grandstand) is due, in part, to this very remoteness. Since, 
over the years, mountaineers just wouldn't give up a peaceful day 
to make a long excursion to the fair, Ronceverte had to reach out 
and scare them. A neat pattern of advertising and promotion has 
evolved. Nobody would call it high pressure, but It works. 

Advertising is spread over 162 newspapers, the total of dailies 
and weeklies in West Virginia, and thè ads are large and garish. 
They appear cluttered because they seemingly include every pos- 
sible aspect of the fair's agricultural and entertainment aspects, 
but a full page of items in boxed -in paragraphs and varied type 
sizes, with plenty of photos of acts, is impossible to overlook. 

Ed Blake, who handles this phase of the fair operation, hits 
every paper with a 10 -inch ad two weeks ahead of the fair. Full 
pages follow in profusion. Exhibiting commercial firms are en- 
couraged to spread their ad money around, also. 

Press Goes All Out 

The result is a deluge of advertising in newspapers, and the 
expenditures get strong co- operative results from publishers. Many 
papers in the State devote entire issues to running- features and 
illustrations which Blake sends along with his ads. He uses no 
pressures by the fair as an advertiser. 

"It works," he says. "We don't stint with our ad money and 
we put out a broad variety of feature stories and illustration mats. 
The publishers know the fair board will bend over backward to 
fill any reasonable request, and even some which are a bit trying. 
We're easy to be friendly with, and publishers know we are also 
good copy. It works well." 

Most of the news is spread in the papers. There are nine 
radio stations used for spot announcements. Television is not 
used for ads, and outdoor space taken is in small showcard sizes. 

News releases show Blake's sense of humor, and the State's 
editors go for his items like the following: 

"Come to the fair. Dallas drew more than 2,600,000 to its 
State fair, but after all, that's Texas." 

"Don't be surprised to find clean livestock barns, because 
the fair offers $120 to herdsmen for clean premises and politeness." 

"Fair week is almost over, but don't get discouraged; like 
many other good things, the fair gets better with age." 

The new 50 -acre parking lot is a little distant, but it features 
an overhead foot bridge and free trams to the main gates to save 
patron shoe leather. 

Plan Aluminum -Dome Building 

One of the big problems facing the promotion and publicity 
end is the heavy Wednesday attendance. Not that the crowds 
aren't appreciated, President Ross Tuckwiller and Manager Tom 
Sydenstricker say, but a holdover from years gone by, when 
shorter fairs began at midweek has resulted in the strong em- 
phasis on Wednesday, once the opening day. Officials would like 
to divert part of these large crowds to Monday and Tuesday. 

In stimulating local participation, the fair annually pays travel 
and lodging for six high -school bands from widely separated parts 
of the State, one each day. Local promotion is aimed at develop- 
ing a strong sense of pride which encourages large numbers of 
residents to accompany the musicians. It works, Blake notes. 

There is provision for expansion which was not present years 
ago. The fair originated in 1858 in Lewisburg, was interrupted 
by the Civil War, and reappeared in 1869 for a few years. Then, 
there was an 1877 fair at nearby Alderson, and a three -year effort 
again in Lewisburg, beginning in 1892. Sporadic fairs from then 
on were capped in 1941 by a resolution of the State Legislature 
designating the present event as the State Fair. Altpo it is a 
locally controlled corporation, it has never paid a dividend or 
interest on the original $12,000 investment of 1921, and has only 
two full -time employees, Sydenstricker and his secretary. 

'Expansion is in the works. In 1955, a neighboring tract of 
163 acres was bought. Some day, it is planned, an entirely new 
plant will be erected. Foremost in improvement plans for next 
season is the erection of a new Kaiser Aluminum -domed structure 
which has been becoming popular. Nearness of the famous Green- 
brier Hotel, which draws many conventions and business meet- 
ings, leads the fair to believe the - aluminum dome would serve 
excellently for trade show space, something the Greenbrier lacks.

demonstrated in its building at the 1957 Indiana State Fair. 

As a tie -in with the Indianapolis fair's theme of "Progress 
Through Education," the university devoted its entire building 
to various forms of learning. These were directed at the farmer 
as well as the urban dweller and were alive with animation and 
color. 

Particularly eye -catching as well as appetite -catching was an 

outdoor living display complete with backyard barbecue in oper- 
ation broiling chicken. This was a Heart Foundation tie -in to 
show how outdoor cooking and relaxing can be nutritious and 
healthful as well as delicious. 

Of particular interest to the rural patrons was Purdue's 40- 

foot truss farm building frame. A 11/2-ton tractor was hung from 
the frame of the structure to demonstrate its'strength. 

A total Of 23 departments of the university were represented 
in the colorful displays. Visitors had an opportunity to participate 
in a research project concerned with the developing of a new 
variety of tomato. They taste -tested several varieties and recorded 
their preference. The poultry department "talked turkey," en- 

couraging people to eat more gobblers. Visitors interested in 
controlling plant disease pushed a button selecting a particular 
plant and saw a light point out what chemical would do the trick. 

The soil conservation exhibit indicated steps in healing gullies 
caused by erosion thru use of toy tractors and tools. The dairy 
display was devoted to a theory of record -keeping by dairy farm- 
ers; the agronomy exhibit stressed the importance of grass land 
and a farm safety exhibit featured TV antenna installation with 
emphasis on protection against lightning hazards. 

The 4 -H Club exhibit was build around the family theme 
and featured a question- and -answer booth. A large lighted map 
of Indiana showed the distribution of county agent extension serv- 
ice over the State.

CATTLE entries at the 1957 New lark State Fa were not only Fah- 

quartered well but occupied seven barns built in the best 
tradition of today's hurry -up housing. 

Work on the seven barns, built in the pole truss method, was 
started just seven weeks before the fair opened and all were 
ready for occupancy three days before the gates opened. In all 
they cover 89,000 square feet of floor space that was used for 
4 -11 livestock. 

D. H. Fellows Construction Company of Syracuse handled 
the entire job with no subcontractors except for the installation 
of the electricity. Roofing was a combination of corrugated 
aluminum and green transparent plastic sheets, the latter per- 
mitting daylight to stream into the barns. 

The structures were designed by Carl Larsen, State architect, 
and were originally scheduled to cost $175,000. This was upped 
to $200,000, however, due to the rush project under which close to 
50 men were constantly employed in erecting the barns.

The postal sub- station- exhibit actually made a 
profit, taking in some $2,300 during the fair's run as 
against.a cost of about $800 to operate.

A LONG-STANDING ambition of the Orange County Fair in 
Middletown, N. Y., was realized this year when it united' 

the meeting places of all agricultural agencies and offices in one 
new building on the grounds. 

Stretching 265 feet along the main roadway passing the 
grounds, the new Farm and Home Center is an eve -catcher even 
to spectators who have been impressed with Manager Fred 
Cernlain's accomplishments in refacing the grandstand entrance, 
blacktopping midways, multiplying the illumination provided 
thruout the grounds, and cyclone -fencing the entire fair layout. 

These constant improvements have been carried out in the 
last four years, but the building tops them all, for it creates a 

year- rounel focal point on the fairgrounds for a considerable 
number of groups whose participation in the fair is necessary. The 
county agricultural society financed and built them an office 
structure on a non -profit basis. Germain believes that the location 
will steadily establish the fair as a key element in their activities. 

A couple of compromises were made, and a few improvement 
elements were deferred to some future tinge. The resultant design 
and costs came from pooled suggestions by the building's per- 
manent tenants, all of whom pay a reasonable office rental: 
Dairyman's League, Production Credit (co -op for farm loans), 
Dairy Record Club, County Extension Service -and its divisions, 
Agricultural, 4 -H Club and Home Demonstration departments - 
U. S. Agriculture Department's Pest Control Division, Conserva- 
tion Department, Orange County Agricultural Society (sponsor 
of the fair), National Fario Loan Bureau, Farm Bureau, and I' arm 
Home Administration. 

When it was determined how Hutch rental could be paid and 
what each tennant's requirements were, the work began. The 
structure, altho non -profit, is self -sustaining. Among concessions 
made to practicality were the use of a maroon -colored concrete 
floor which will be tiled in the future, the installation of screening 
and deferment of storm windows for the present, and the use of 
paneling- surfaced sheet -rock walls instead of plaster. 

The building has a center section some 50 feet .deep, which 
is used as an entrance lobby to the fairgrounds, and two wings 
each 34 feet deep. Lobby is glassed in, and the building houses 
two meeting rooms, a large mail room and 25 office rooms ar- 
ranged in suites of two to four rooms. Tenants comprise all the 
agricultural agencies and offices in the county.

Missiles Hit the Target 

T HE Army showed off its latest guided missiles at the State Fair of Texas In 
an exhibit both timely and eye-catching. 

The exhibit was particularly timely in the North Texas area since an 
announcement had been made only a short time before the fair that Nike 
batteries were to be installed in a wide ring around the Dallas-Fort Worth area. 

Showmanship WaS injected into the display with snappy demonstrations 
at intervals by teams of technicians, who went thru the actual drill that takes 
place when a missile is launched. A total of 440 demonstrations were given 
to an estimated 350,000 spectators; and a total of 800.0011 people actually strolled 
thru the exhibit area. Exhibit personnel passed out a total of 150,000 pieces 
of literature.
