T HE trend in phonograph record imports and exports during 1962
showed an unmistakable narrowing of the margin between the quan-
tity shipped abroad from the United States, and the numbers sent to
the U.S.A. by ather nations. Disks worth $4.3 million at factory value
came into the U.S.A., the highest evaluation ever, while American ex-
ports declined in factory value to $7.5 million, lowest since 1954. For
the first time, U. S. exports were worth substantially less than twice the
value of imports.

This trend is elaborated, along with specific figures on U. S. ex-
ports to 50 nations, on the pages that follow, in which this Market Data
Report again sums up the statistical balance of the record industry for
the preceding year. It is the only concise summary of such information
extant,

With regard to imports and exports, it must be noted that these
figures relate only to records physically shipped, and not to those
pressed in various nations under license from the originating company.
This is a critical point, because many more licensees than ever before
now are producing American-originated disks on a local basis. In this
regard, this issue of the Record-Music Directory provides world-wide
details of licensing arrangements among record companies.

In general, 1962 was a year of sales progress for the record indus-
try. Sales statistics are shown individually for each nation in the Inter-
national section of this issue. In the U. S. A., record sales rose 10.9 per
cent in dollar volume over 1961, from $587 million to $651 million.

Retail record dealers in the U. S. A. jumped 4.6 per cent in dollar
volume, from $305 million to $319 million. Yet, as a group, dealers
for the first time accounted for less than half the total dollar volume
of records sold. This was the result mainly of the spectacular 34 per
cent jump in sales by racks, from $147 million in 1961 to $197 million.
Rack jobbers now account for 30 per cent of the total dollar volume of
records sold in the U. S. A.

Sales of singles rose 14.2 per cent (in dollars), and LP dollar sales
were up 10.2 per cent over 1961. LP sales continue to represent about
75 per cent of total dollar volume, to 25 per cent by singles.

By type of music on LP in the U. S. A., popular music accounted
for 57 per cent, classical music was 13 per cent, folk music was 16 per

cent, original cast Broadway shows were 5 per cent, and children’s
material came to 9 per cent.

The estimated 435,000 juke boxes in the U. S. A. again spent
about $35 million in 1962, or about 5 per cent of the total dollar vol-
ume of the U. S. record market. These purchases accounted for about
49 million singles, or 23 per cent of all singles sold in the U. S., a slight
drop from 1961.

A hopeful sign with regard to future record business is the sharp
rise in phonograph sales during 1961, with an estimated 4.9 million
units sold, 23 per cent more than during the previous year. Of these,
some 71 per cent were stereo machines. Tape recorders, too, showed a
healthy 20 per cent sales increase.

While record dealers in 1962 accounted for only 49% of the total U. S. record
industry dollars, as compared with about 84% of dollar sales in 1955, this in
itself is a deceptive figure. Actually, dealers today are doing some 60% more
dollar business in records than they did seven years ago. Some of the reasons
for this growth are the better phonograph equipment available, greater
dependence upon home entertainment and possibly the development of new
buyers from interest developed by club and rack purchases.

The English-language service of
the commercial Radio Luxembourg (evenings and
early mornings only) is received satisfactorily in
most parts of Britain.

Type of record distributor system: Mainly manu-
facturer-to-wholesales-to-dealer, but considerable
amount of manufacturer-to-dealer and some manu-
facturer-to-public.

Important regulations: All records sold in Britain,
irrespective of origin, bear a purchase tax. On
domestic products it is levied at 25 per cent of
the wholesale (distributor) value. There is no
purchase tax on pre-recorded tapes or matrices.

On imported disks, the 25 per cent tax is payable
at point of entry on the assessed value after
import duty has been paid.
Import duty is charged on the value assessed at
cost, insurance and freight charges. For gramo-
phone records the duty is: From Commonwealth
countries—10%; from EFTA countries—7V42%;
from other countries—15%.
On pre-recorded magnetic tapes, import duty is:
From Commonwealth and EFTA countries—1624%;
trom other countries—333%.
No import licenses are needed for disks, tapes
or matrices, apart from Communist Bloc countries.
Current legislation provides that entry be denied
to unauthorized copies of copyright works. Ap-
proval must be obtained from the copyright
holder(s) or his agent.
In most cases, the agent in Britain concerned is
the Mechanical Copyright Protection Society.
Where the copyright has not been cleared for im-
port into Britain in the country of origin, royal-
ties must be paid in advance. There is a special
royalty for imports. This varies from $0.14 per
title per record, for small quantities, to $0.05 per
titte per record for larger numbers.
Not all copyright holders are members of MCPS.
The Chappell group for example, acts independ-
ently. Many continental copyrights which belong
to BIEM firms are the responsibility of the British
Copyright Protection Association.
