MARKET DATA REPORT

Record sales for 1963 registered a disappointing
1.1 increase in dollar volume as compared with the
previous year instead of the predicted 10-to-20 per
cent boost.

At the retail level, U. S. consumers and commer-
cial record users paid $658,000,000 for records as
compared with $651,000,000 in 1962.

And while unit sales were up 1.7 per cent for the
year, the per record price commanded over the counter
dropped and net profts were off for dealers, manu-
facturers, distributors one-stops and rack jobbers.

The factors which tend to depress record prices—
discounting, wheeling and dealing, cut-outs, freebies,
schlock merchandise and bootlegging—are still preva-
lent, but not to the extent they were in 1962.

One of the surprises in the 1962 market analysis
is the apparent resurgence of single records. Single sales
were up by 5.6 per cent in retail dollar volume, while
LP sales fell off by .2 per cent.

Partially responsible for the increase in single sales
is the increased importance of juke box programming.

Juke box operators have been using more and more
stereo singles, geared ‘or the adult market and custom
produced for the music machine manufacturers.

Also, the number of hit records has increased while
their life span has decreased, thus causing a greater
turnover in singles prcduct.

The only two segments of the industry to register
significant gains were rack merchandisers and juke box
operators.

The rack merchandisers are continuing to climinate
the marginal and unorofitable locations—particularly
in supermarkets—while adding leased departments to
their operations. Thesz leased departments have devel-
oped into full-line LP operations, and many rack job-

bers also handle musical nstruments, accessories, porta-
ble phonographs and sheet music.

While the racks continue to outsell record stores in
total LP units, budget merchandise constitutes a sig-
nificant share of rack LP sales, so the actual dollar
volume done by the racks is not as high as the unit
volume would indicate.

The mail order segment of the business was off §
per cent, with club sales accounting for the loss. Non-
club mail orders were ahead of 1962 slightly, but not
enough to compensate for the drop in club revenue.

WORLD RECORD MARKET

According to the latest figures provided by the
Electrical & Musical Industries, Ltd., the United States
accounted for 56 per cent of the world record market
at manufacturers’ selling prices. These figures, for 1962,
do not include Soviet bloc nations.

The United Kingdom and West Germany had 6 per
cent of the market each, while France accounted for
4 per cent and Italy 3 per cent. The Benelux countries
accounted for 2 per cent, while the rest of Western
Europe was responsible for 4 per cent of sales.

Japan was the major Asian buyer with 5 per cent,
while the rest of Asia accounted for 2 per cent. Canada
accounted for 3 per cent of sales, with Mexico, Brazil
and Argentina | per cent each and the rest of the
Americas | per cent.

Australia and New Zealand were responsible for 3
per cent of the total, South Africa 1 per cent, and the
remainder of Africa another 1 per cent
