Student FowerLeoos 1o

The rock revolution is revolutionizing campus enter-
tainment.

Not 100 percent, because there are certain areas of
the country which prefer bubble gum styles or commer-
cial, slicked down soul.

But there are enough students who have wrested the
power of purchase from their administrations so. that the
sounds heard in their auditoriums are starting to parallel
those heard in the big city rock clubs.

That is if a school is near a major, sophisticated
cultural town like New York or Los Angeles. Otherwise
the musical tastes of the students may not be into the hard
rock styles of the bands called “underground” by some
and “free form” by others.

In the past year a significant number of developments

have occurred which affect collegiate entertainment.
e The revolutionary spirit which has pitted students
against administration on issues of race and curriculum
has resulted in a greater control by undergraduates in the
selection of their entertainment.

® The regional tastes of the country have splintered up
the booking of acts on a geographical basis.

¢ Hardline administrative attitudes coupled with a
majority student veto against underground bands which
spew anti-everything attitudes has kept the doors closed
to politically oriented musicians.

Groups like Country Joe & Fish, the Doors and the
Grateful Dead have found college bookings slim pickings
because of their reputations. The Fish's famous ‘fish
chant” in which leader Joe McDonald gets the audience to
repeat the letter in the euphemism for intercourse has
resulted in that group’s being kept off most campuses.

“l can remember the first time they did that,” recalled
Todd Schiffman, who used to book them one and a haif
years ago when he was with Ashley Famous. “Man, that
caused a stir in the East.”

Today, Shiffman, 28, is a partner in Associated Talent
Management which handles less “controversial’ acts like
Iron Butterfly and Blues Image. He felt that schools have
handed over the authority for booking shows to the stu-
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dents "as a means of showing the students they're getting
more liberal. They'd rather have them booking their own
music instead of breaking their windows.”

The control by students of their entertainment is part
of “the revolution on campus,” Schiffman believed. “The
faculty and people in charge would rather have them in
control of the entertainment than telling them what courses
to initiate. It's an appeasement. Five years ago talent was
all bought by the administration.”

Faculty members very often have to submerge their own
musical tastes in favor of allowing undergrads to lay their
money on the line for their own contemporary favorites.
“The administrations have to live with their students’
tastes,” said Jerry Heller of Chartwell Artists. “The faculty
would prefer to be listening to jazz for Johnny Mathis.
They don’t consider rock as the music of today's genera-
tion. but simply something to live with.”

Schools in the East apparently enjoy living with rock
and underground/aboveground groups. The Southeast and
West Coast are close behind the East as being liberally
aware musical sections, with the Midwest and South
trailing in keeping up with what's new and innovating.

Unbelievable Market

“This area on the East Coast is an unbelievable college
market.” notes David Forest in his office in CMA’s Los
Angeles headquarters. “New York, Indiana, Ohio, Penn-
sylvania, Massachusetts, even stretching into New England,
is becoming phenomenal for rock music.” Forest, at 21,
is purportedly the youngest agent in the country and cer-
tainly one of the most influential new faces into the
business of booking rock music. He heads CMA’'s con-
temporary music department, joining the agency in
January after a short stint with Ashley Famous.

Forest and Schiffman, who has just left the agency
ranks to move into management, reflect the youthful
movement which continues to grow more influential in the
business of live entertainment for colleges.

In the instances where underground bands are booked.
there is a close relationship between these bookings and
the kinds of students which comprise that school’s popula-
tion. Long-haired students, open minded in their attitudes
regale in the anti-establishment attitudes of certain bands
and when they get a chance and have the buying power.
they will ask for an anti-war, pro-drug type of band.

“All schools want the top five rock bands,” Schiffman
said, “so there develops the challenge of selling acts similar
in style to the top act asked for.” The Jefferson Airplane
developed the Doors. who worked on the bill with the
leading San Francisco acid-rock group. The Iron Butterfly
developed on the heels of both groups as a result of work-
ing concerts with both aggregations. And the Blues Image
is being developed by playing on the Butterfly shows.

The big large schools with top budgets can wield greater
influence than smaller, rurally located colleges. “Students
at an isolated school will come out to see an unknown
act because of the novelty,” Schiffman said.

Launching Pad

International Management Combine is a strong man-
agement-record production-music publishing company run
by two veteran talent managers, Bill Loeb and Lenny
Poncher.

Having moved into the rock idiom themselves, they are
now faced with the challenge of breaking their new rock
acts onto the college circuit, In a true sense IMC's plight
is typical of what management firms all across the country
go through in seeking a collegiate launching pad for a
rock band.

“The only way to get on campus with a new group is
to join the National Entertainment Conference (NEC) and

present your act at one of its open auditions,” charged
Poncher.

Seven years ago, Poncher was managing the Astro-
nauts and as a result of a mild hit single, got the band
onto the ivy circuit. “From that one hit they worked five
years on colleges.”

Poncher would like to see NEC open more auditions.
“We have to create the demand for a new act, so that the
agency can sell it,” Loeb pointed out. “The agencies want
a star without doing anything.” IMC's roster of rock
performers is admittedly of the new name type: Rockin®
Foo, Plain Jane, Randy Holden, Edwards Hand.

With 25 years apiece in the entertainment industry,
both managers acknowledge their responsibilities are the
same with a rock band as with a name pop vocalist.
Explained Loeb: “The manager has to get the act ready
for live performance. You have to stage them and teach
them how to perform, how to look and move.”

This concern for such detail is vital for the rock band
since the headline acts often only work a 45-minute show,
requiring the school to hire an opening act or even two

acts to precede the star attraction., With NEC members
rating acts and sending this information along the pipeline,
an act which does not perform well will probably not get
calls again.

Business Growing

This is of prime concern to such rock agents as Dave
Geffin of CMA (LL.A)), Dan Weiner of International
Famous (L..A.), Sol Safian of CMA (N.Y.), Ed Rubin
International Famous (N.Y.) and Bob Bonis International
Famous (Chi.).

“The amount of business for the underground will
keep growing in the East and Midwest,” commented Todd
Schiffman. “Colleges are now interested in underground
movies and Grove Press is packaging Mae West and
W.C. Fields festivals.” So there is underground activity of
another sort to supplement the musical variety.

The Eastern region is such a good area for hard rock
bands because of the availability of FM radio play. “If a
student is away from FM, it takes him longer to get into
things,” said Jerry Geller of Chartwell Artists. Several col-
leges are the forerunners of “what’s happening,” he stated.
“Like Hunter College, which seems to book contemporary
acts six months before any other schools knows what’s
happening.”

Yale and Haverford are two Eastern schools which are
now booking the Grateful Dead. “These two schools never
played rock,” David Forest interjected. “Rock was left up
to local promoters to provide.” But promoters in the East
are in Forest's words “flaking out,” leaving colleges to
become the major rock booking forces. “East Coast area
schools are now coming in with the big offers for rock
attractions. Before, it was the promoter.”

The Southeast, while not buying the Grateful Dead, is
buying Chicago, Spirit and Pacific Gas and Electric and
Sweetwater. The South is still tied to Bobby Sherman and
Paul Revere-type acts.

One theory offered for the slowness with which South-
ern schools pick up on new musical trends is because of
the local autonomy of the key radio stations which reflect
the tastes of station personnel—not national trends. Under-
ground music is not programmed on Southern AM stations
so the students are in the dark when it comes to knowing
about heavy rock sounds.

“Once you're west of the Mississippi, it's a complete
disaster for rock music,” Forest continued.

In California a new trend is for promoters to come on
campus and put on rock shows. The promoter offers an
attraction to a school which has the final OK and works
out the financial terms, like 10 percent of the gross—or
net—plus providing free the facility, security and publicity
support. The school will ask for 1,000 tickets for sale at
$2 while the promoter can sell his for $3.

Northwest Releasing Co., a Pacific Northwest promo-
tion firm, has been working with colleges in this fashion
for several years. Pacific Northwest will buy an act from
an agency and then sell it to a school. In California the
promoters are coming onto campuses of the State
supported schools.

Open Promotions

Around the big cities like Los Angeles or San Francisco
open promotions of rock bands waters down any efforts a
school can make in trying to book a rock band. During a
February weekend in the L.A. area, there were name act
concerts at the Forum in Inglewood, the Anaheim Con-
vention Center and the Santa Monica Civic Auditorium.
Any school would have been crazy to have tried and run
a rock concert that weekend, Forest pointed out.

In the Midwest, the future for rock music has gotten
brighter. “Midwest schools are much more inclined to go
with young rock bands than they were one year ago,”

said Bob Bonis, the head of IFA’'s Chicago office. The
reason is that more students are getting more of a say in
what they will have made available for their concerts.
Bonis claimed that when the faculty booked shows at-
tendance was down; now under student aegis, it is up, or
rather it's bombastically up.

Financially many schools were taking a beating, so
they were forced to accede to big beat music demands.

Schools like the University of Chicago, the University
of Illinois and the University of Wisconsin at Madison,
have booked politically aware bands. “The colleges are
getting hipper to which groups will show up and do a
good show,” Bonis added.

Dave Wiegand, lead singer of Minneapolis-based Crow,
which is booked by IFA, feels it is smart for a rock group
not to combine politics with music. Crow is a clean rock
band which has been getting bookings due to a hit single.

Bonis estimated that at most Midwest schools the
administration does the brunt of the booking, but consults
with student committees. Bonis singled out Bill Dawson,
the faculty advisor for bookings at the University of Wis-
consin, for his earnest interest in finding out about rock
music. And Georgia Dental, the student activities counselor
at Grinnell College in lowa, has gone from booking the
New Christy Minstrels to Steve Miller's Blues Band.
Another positive move, said Bonis.

“This business is becoming very regional,” Bonis com-
mented. Student tastes and school restrictions are forcing
the agencies to routings in specific areas rather than
mapping out national tours all the time.

Coffee Circuit

Bonis found that the three-year-old circuit of around
200 college “coffee houses™ on campus are best suited for
booking acts in the moderate ($850-$1,000) range for a
week's exposure, “"Coffee houses -are a good place to get
the edges out.” A coffee house may be a converted cafe-
teria or recreation room set up with tables and candles in
a club setting.

Keith Sykes, a new act on Vanguard, started his college
career at coffee houses at such schools as St. Cloud State,
University of Minnesota, Keuka College, St. John Fisher

College, Boston University, University of Pennsylvania,
Alfred State, Texas University, Oswego College, West
Texas State.

Whereas the coffee houses are moderate paying
engagements, full concerts in large rooms have turned on
rock musicians with some fancy figures. Like Crosby,
Stills, Nash & Young receiving $10,000 (now they work
open promotions and get $25,000 against 65 percent of the
gross); soloist John Sebastian receiving $2,500; the Grate-
ful Dead $7,500.

While rock rolls merrily along, one booker, Bert Zell
of Zell Enterprises, sees a spinoff. Folk-rock musicians
like Arlo Guthrie, Tim Hardin, Tim Buckley and Tom
Paxton are getting calls. Zell’s top underground attraction
is the newly formed Frank Zappa's Hot Rats, which USC
grabbed for March 19.

The performer’s message is very important to the
college concertgoer. Explained Zell: “The audience cares
about what the performer is saying and how he says it.
They’re concerned about his performance on stage.”

Blue Thumb Records, for example, shows major con-
cern when one of its rock acts steps on campus. When
Southwind, a country-flavored rock band, played Kalama-
zoo College last month, Don Graham, the Blue Thumb vice
president in charge of promotion put together a “‘South-
wind Care Package.” Five copies of the group’s “Ready to
Ride” LP and single went to radio station WIMD along
with print media background information. The station’s
news department was contacted to run spots on the con-
cert as a news event. J.K. Distributors in Detroit was
contacted about the date to be sure and cover stores in the
area with LP displays. Associated Bookings Corp. was kept
abreast of all this communication.

“From a record company standpoint we carboned all

our correspondence to the agency, its management, the
college radio station and to key retailers in the area, so
they would all know about the efforts being made behind
the concert,” explains Graham.

Rock Concerts at UCLA sponsored by the Associated
Students organization generally present lesser name groups.
This year the talent committee chairman is a student
who keeps his ears open for interesting local rock bands.
Two years ago the student in charge of talent dug soul
music, so the concerts reflected his favoritism. “We rarely
have to go to any large formal agency for talent,” com-
mented Deanna Nordquist, advisor for cultural programs
for Associated Students. “But this might change with the
next talent committee leader.”

UCLA’s student group has booked Country Joe & the
Fish and Canned Heat. There was no attempt by the
administration to negate these bookings for any reason.
Miss Nordquist, who graduated from undergraduate status
to a paid employee of the university over four years ago,
talks with the talent committee about their selections and
tries to offer any knowledge she has about the act.

The school’'s department of fine arts productions—
which schedules concerts for campus and public consump-
tion—has delved into contemporary music. Francis Ingles,
the director, has bought a rock 'n’ roll revival package
for April 18 featuring Bill Haley, the Coasters, Chuck
Berry, Bo Diddiey, etc.

The rock revolution is showing signs that it will con-
quer the campus on both artistic and intellectual levels. A
small core of schools are even starting to discuss the music
in an academic way. This is more than jazz was able to
accomplish after its first 15 years of existence.

What happens next? “It would be groovy if faculty
members were able to accept rock as a valid art form,”
commented one long-haired musician.

TIME
FOR
CHANGE

At a time when college students have become more concerned about
ethics and morality than ever before, the college concert business has
grown more corrupt. Now that college concerts represent a business gross-
ing hundreds of millions of dollars, the campus has been invaded by agents,
sub-agents, promoters and others. Kickbacks between agents and sub-
agents have become common and there are even under the table offers
being made to representatives of the colleges and even students; all of
which contributes to the inflation of the price of the performer.

At the same time, turmoil has developed within the colleges themselves
between administrations,appalled at the lack of knowledge and sophisti-
cation of student bookers, and students rightfully desiring more freedom
in choosing their own kind of performer. Again agents have taken advan-
tage of the situation to force prices up even further. Schools are often
forced to risk 20 to 30 thousand dollars per concert in order to satisfy
the desires of the students.

Over the years schools have organized to protect themselves and to get
better prices by booking together in groups. These organizations are now
exchanging important information about artists and have been able to
solve some of the minor problems existing between the artist and the
school. But the most important problem, i.e. how to deal with the agent
has not been solved. Meaningful block booking has not been possible
because agents have never been forced to give a firm price from which
reductions can be clearly determined. In addition, the school organiza-
tions have failed to achieve the most obvious and important agreement
possible among themselves. i.e.. An advance guarantee ceiling above
which no member school would be permitted to bid.

Agents have convinced the colleges and themselves that these things
are not possible. But agents have consistently failed to recognize the very
real difference between open concert promotions and college concerts. In
dealing with open concert promoters it is necessary to demand the highest
guarantee possible with a large amount of money in advance to insure
getting paid and receiving the best possible promotion. College promo-
tions on the other hand require little more than a few posters around the
campus and the enthusiasm generated by word of mouth between stu-
dents. Once the contract is signed it is usually just a matter of showing
up to pick up the check. As one college president put it, “We have been
in this same location for 200 years. It’s a sure bet we will be here for the
concert. Perhaps the agency should pay us a guarantee that the artist will
be here also.”

The agent, who in fact only deals in money, should not be expected to
solve these problems. The artist, on the other hand, should be as con-
cerned for the future of this business as the colleges themselves. For many
artists, due to the peculiar nature of nightclubs and television, it remains
the only place to make an honest living.

Sanity can return to the college concert business if artists and schools
accept two basic premises:

1. Schools are not in the business of losing or making money from

college concerts.

2. Artists must earn their money through admissions at the time of the
performance and not in large guarantees which may or may not
represent the performers true value.

Although it is not possible for an individual artist to implement all that
follows from acceptance of these two principles, it is my intent to go as far
as possible by first eliminating exclusive agency representation from col-
lege concerts only. In its place I submit, through the following schedule,
firm terms and prices covering most situations,

It is hoped that, if successful other artists will join me in forming a
non-profit association of college concert artists dedicated to the protection
of each other and the colleges in which they perform.

In any area, a $500.00 per concert reduction may be established by
schools together block booking 2 or more concerts, the distance between
each concert being not more than 300 miles.

SPECIAL CIRCUMSTANCES

When admission is by student activity card, percentage will be calcu-
lated at the rate of $1.50 per attending activity card holder; plus, if ap-
plicable, the sum of whatever ticket charge is established for non-card
holders. When provisions are not available for counting, estimates will
be made by the school.

When concerts are paid from general funds other than student activity
cards, admissions being free to all attending, no percentage will apply.

OTHER POSSIBLE FINANCIAL ARRANGEMENTS

Free, percentage only, or lower guarantee concerts are sometimes
available to schools which are unable to meet these terms and are not at
present meeting similar terms with other artists.

Concerts with no guarantee, in which artist receives 80% of Gross Gate
Receipts, with minimum ticket price of $2.00, are available to any school
that is willing to eliminate guarantees to all other artists.

A limited number of concerts are available in which all the proceeds
go directly to.the SCHOLE PROJECT, a tax exempt non-profit school
for underprivileged children.

RIDER TO APPEAR ON ALLGLENN YARBROUGH CONTRACTS

1. Any no show regardless of cause is considered to be the responsibility
of the artist. Financial losses thereby incurred by the school will either
be immediately reimbursed by the artist, or a corresponding reduction
in guarantee will accompany the re-scheduling of the concert. The
amount of loss and the choice of repayment will be determined by
the school.

2. Any school will be entitled to a $500.00 reduction if the concert begins
late. A $1,000.00 reduction will be given if any member of the show
fails to appear.

3. Any school that feels the rate schedule or percentage earned does not
reflect the true value of the artist either before or after the performance,
may determine what amount if any is to be paid to the artist. The differ-
ence between what the artist actually receives and what he would have
received under the original contract, will be contributed by the school
to the SCHOLE PROJECT, a tax exempt non-profit school for under-
privileged children.

It is not my intent to disrupt honest relationships between agencies and
the colleges they represent. Now that my prices are firm 1 invite any
agency, representing a school to arrange a date and submit a contract
signed by the school. I will immediately sign and return the contract to
the submitting agency accompanied by a 10% commission check. Also
10% of any percentage earned above the guarantee will be sent to the
agency upon completion of the concert.

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Group Price Inflation Must Stop
Say Concert Managers

Rock is the most popular type of music on campus
today. Record sales have gone up as much as 20 percent
over the past year. With all this has come an increase in
the asking price of popular groups who are performing
on campus. Most concert chairmen are not happy with this
situation, since the chairman usually work on a limited
budget. Some universities subsidize their concert programs,
but the amount of the subsidies make it apparent that on
most campuses across the country, the concert committees
are running in the red.

Jim Reynolds, concert chairman of Georgia Tech in
Atlanta, places a ‘‘conservative” estimate that in the last
three years, prices for rock groups appearing on campuses
have risen “about 50 percent.” Reynolds feels that to book
a rock group on campus, he must listen “to the voice of
the students.” And in Reynolds’ case, this means when a
group has a big record the students want to see them
live. “The trend is to see live what is heard on the radio.
Name is everything,” said Reynolds.

At the University of California, Berkeley campus, Joe
Garrett, music chairman, has the same opinion about sky-
rocketing prices. However, he is in a different position
from Reynolds. who is concert chairman in a city which is
far from a Fillmore or other rock palace. Garrett’s task is
also to entertain the students, but “we leave the really big
names alone. They get enough work at the rock palaces
and auditoriums in the area.” Garrett is booking smaller
acts which may not have such a broad, national exposure,
and therefore, do not ask quite as much money for
appearances. ‘At the moment, I am trying to turn on the
campus to blues in its purer form and, more or less, non
electric entertainment,” he said. A typical concert staged
on the Berkeley campus was Big Joe Williams and Tim
Hardin appearing on the same bill. “They don’t work for
peanuts, but the price was not outrageous.” Garrett com-
mented. “We are trying to fill the gap between Led
Zeppelin and Andy Williams or a fine arts group. We also
want to expose as many artists from the area as possible.”

Garrett has outdoor concerts every Friday afternoon on
the lower mall of the campus. These concerts feature local
area talent, sometimes known, like Country Joe & the
Fish, and sometimes unknown, but good artists, “I am
constantly getting calls from people who offer to perform
for free at the Friday concerts just to get the exposure
and experience in front of large crowds.” he said.

Most campus concert managers are careful about
choosing artists, While there is no set standard at the
University of Massachusetts, the student activities office
only books names which they know will sell out their
4,500-seat field house. These names include the Supremes,
Sly & the Family Stone, James Brown, Bill Cosby and Ten
Years After. Jim Reilly and Sheilia McGrevy both feel that
the larger universities get the worst prices for artists. “The
larger the auditorium,” Reilly said, *“‘the higher the guaran-
tee and the higher the percentage of the gate for the
group.” McGrevy commented: “There is really a vicious
circle. We want to allow as many people as possible a
chance to see the artists. But the larger the auditorium, the
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more the artist wants and the less we have to spend on
the next artist.”

Reilly also pointed to the rising cost of the trade
unions who must be around to handle all of the equipment.
He points out that the fact these people get triple time
for a weekend show does not help profits on the concerts.

The University of Southern Illinois, a school with an
enrollment of 23,000, offers a conflicting opinion to Reilly’s
comments. Dan Graveline says that while prices for artists
have risen, the school has not really been affected. Because
of his 22,000-seater auditorium, he can afford to book
big name artists. Graveline tries to program down the
middle of the road. He will book one contemporary
artist and then someone who has a wider appeal than to
just the students. While Blood, Sweat & Tears has played
there, so has Van Cliburn, and Petula Clark. “My main
problem is that athletics and other school events have
priority in dates. We have to fit the artist to the schedule
and not the schedule to the artist,” he said.

While asking prices have gone up for the artists, most
colleges try to keep tickets down. [t is not fair to the
audience if you charge them high ticket prices, commented
all concert managers. None of the colleges want to make
money on these concerts. They just want entertainment for
the students. Entertainment that fits within an average
student’s budget. No one will charge more than $5.50 for
choice seats and even this, the managers felt, is too high.
“Most campuses would rather absorb the higher prices for
performers than pass it on to their audiences. They are
getting tired of this, however. It takes money away from
educational projects,” said one manager.

All campuses complained about the tardiness of the
groups for rehearsals, and sometimes for performances.
"I cannot understand why a popular artist will be late to
play for the people who made him popular,” was a com-
ment made by several managers. The lateness for re-
hearsals is especially bad when the college is supplying the
equipment. Artists must get the feel of the sound equip-
ment (which in most cases is good to excellent) before
they perform. This makes them feel more comfortable.
However, the report is that it is usually close to impossible
to get to an auditorium in time to get the feel of the
equipment. A great deal depends upon transportation and
weather. At Boston College, the audience waited patiently
for three hours while Sly & the Family Stone tried to land
at the Boston airport in a driving snowstorm,

No one could predict how high the price for a group
to play on a campus would go. They all hoped that the
high pricing would stop. No one could see a solution to
the problem of high price. No concert manager wanted
to raise his ticket prices much higher. Everyone wished
he could sit down with the performers and explain all of
the advantages the artist has when he performs on a
campus. But all of the managers felt that nothing will
change until the concerts off campus begin paying less to
the artists. "If we do not have to compete with the prices
off the campuses, we would have a much better bargaining
position,” one manager commented.
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College Radio:
Better Than Ever

Today’s college radio students—
spurred on by extensive freedom on
most college campuses—are beginning
to turn college radio stations into vital
factors not only in building audiences,
but also in influencing record sales.
Johnny Sippel of Mercury Records re-
cently stated that “Je Taime,” which
sold more than 100,000 copies, was
played almost exclusively on college
radio stations. This was the first record
on which there was actually proof that
college radio stations created nearly
all of the sales.

And WBRU-FM at Brown Univer-
sity has begun to carve a respectable
niche in audience rating in the Provi-
ence, R.I., area.

One reason for the tremendous vital-
ity of college radio, of course, has
been the foresightedness of student
programmers to grab onto and even
advance the progressive rock format
that was largely the brainchild of disk
jockey veteran Murray (the K) Kauf-
man on the old WOR-FM a couple of
years ago in New York.

WBRU-FM adapted this kind of for-
mat. And, since it is a stereo station
with a signal that reaches some 50
miles, features good news (campus
news as well as an ABC network),
and is also highly involved in campus
activities, the door was open to at-
tracting a larger audience than the
normal college station ordinarily ac-
quires.

Progressive rock music is, by and
large, the music of today's young gen-
eration. This is why a heavy number
of campus stations, although they must
try to satisfy the musical tastes of
nearly everyone on campus, schedule
program rock music at least an hour
or two late at night. For example,
WNDY-FM at Wabash College in
Crawfordsville, Ind.. plays everything
from rock to classical music. WPGU-
FM at the University of Illinois, Cham-
paign, has progressive rock on at night
during the week, alternating with jazz,
soul and folk, said program director
Rick Sallinger. KLOR at Loras Col-
lege in Dubuque. lowa, has both jazz,
rock, and progressive rock in its pro-
gramming schedule. KWAX-FM at the
University of Oregon, Eugene, Ore..
also schedules everything from jazz to
rock. At Harvard College, WHRB-FM
plays classical music, jazz, rock and

folkmusic for an estimated potential
audience of three million people in the
Cambridge, Mass.,, area. KWAR-FM
at Wartburg College, Waverly, Iowa,
plays easy listening music, jazz,
classical music and rock.

However, many stations make no
bones about trying to please every-
body. Bowdoin College’s WBOR-FM
in Brunswick, Maine, reports that it
plays primarily progressive rock.
KVDU at the University of Denver
has a Top 40 format, as does KVRO-
FM at Oklahoma State University,
Stillwater.

At a lot of the stations, students
maintain control of programming and
the soon-to-be-professional broadcast-
ers fight and scrounge for new rec-
ords, often playing singles long before
their big brother Top 40 stations in the
area. WPGU-FM at the University of
Hllinois gets its records from Chicago
distributors. In Philadelphia, local col-
lege stations sometimes get a helping
hand from George Michaels, evening
air personality on the No. 1 station
in the market—WFIL. Michaels, who
knows music, will often give singles
out (yes, he was once a college radio
student).

Helpful Launch

But, more and more, record men
are realizing that college stations can
be extremely helpful in launching a
new single. The reason is that many
Top 40 stations (and this includes
WFIL), do not have room on their
playlist for all of the good new records
out each week. The record company
is then left with either of two choices
—he can take his new single out into
the stations in all of the cities around
a city like Philadelphia, hoping that
these fringe stations will get enough
excitement from playing the record
that WFIL or another major market
station will notice it, or the record
man can go to the college stations.

Columbia Records a few months
ago performed a study at about 10 col-
leges in 10 cities just to determine how
strong college radio was—or could be
if a record company keyed promotion
through a college radio station. Paul
Brown, an independent record promo-
tion man, and Sol Handwerger, pro-
motion and publicity veteran with
MGM Records, long ago recognized
the value of college radio in not only

boosting record sales, but also in help-
ing establish an artist. Jim Brown at
Columbia Records is today a man
highly knowledgeable in the college
field.

Even more than their influence on
record sales, the college stations today
have to be counted as a very important
source of radio men for the profes-
sional world. A great many of the
stations, such as WBRU-FM at Brown
University and KUOA at John Brown
University at Siloam Springs, Ark., and
WSSR at the University of Wisconsin,
Madison, are commercially operated,
meaning that students sell time. The
stations are operated more or less just
like a professional station, giving the
students the benefit of all aspects of
radio.

No Training

Not everything in college radio, of
course, is all peaches and cream. One
of the major complaints by program
directors in the professional world is
that colleges are not training students
in the basics of radio—such as produc-
tion, etc. For the most part, claim ra-
dio veterans, colleges are letting stu-
dents learn catch-as-catch-can on the
campus stations without giving them
proper direction. George Burns, na-
tional program director of Pacific and
Southern Broadcasting, recently stated
in a speech at the University of Georgia
in Athens that colleges were still teach-
ing students "how to write half-hour
radio dramas™. .while really they
should be teaching students such things
as how to read an ARB audience rat-
ings survey.

It is true, according to many pro-
fessional radio men, that even after
two to four years of college radio, stu-
dents going into professional radio still
need training. Fortunately, many of
these students are gaining extra valu-
able experience by working weekends
and nights part time for professional
stations in the cities where their
colleges are located.

Self Help

Also, many of the students almost
have to do things themselves at college.
For example, Geoffry Mendenhall, an
engineering student at Georgia Tech,
and a few of his co-students built
WREK-FM almost from scratch. They
built their first transmitter from scav-
cnged parts, completely rebuilt a
burned out control panel, built their
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own automatic programmer. Once,
when Billboard called the radio station
to speak to Mendenhall, he was up on
the tower making repairs himself.

On the other hand, college students
in general are receiving valuable as-
sistance from the Intercollegiate Broad-
casting System, an organization of sev-
eral hundred college radio stations that
holds annual conventions and regional

One thing for sure, college student
graduates are gradually becoming the
dominant ferce in professional radio as
more and more of them move out into
the field. It is becoming common now
for most stations to have staffs largely
composed of college graduates. Both
on the air and off the air.

The major handicap is that the radio
industry has not kept up with other
industries in salary levels. Starting sal-
aries at many smaller market stations
range anywhere from $80 to $100 per
week. whereas college graduates in
other fields command $150 up. Truly
those students entering the field today
are dedicated radio people. They prob-
ably would not do anything else but
radio, regardless of the salary. In
order to keep this high level of talent.
radio stations are going to have to in-
crease salaries.

There is a strong indication that this
may already be happening. Managers
and station owners coast to coast are
beginning to realize that programming
today is a science, demanding highly
skilled people. Competitive forces in
individual markets are requiring that
stations pay greater salaries for these
program directors who treat music
and all of the other aspects as a science.
This should have a snowballing effect
on other salaries all the way to men
just entering the professional world
from college.

Without doubt, college radio is
better today than ever before and
more exciting programming is being
featured on college stations than in
previous vyears. In fact, in manv
markets, college stations are taking
on greater roles in the total radio
picture, competing nose to nose with
professional stations. This bodes good
for radio in general in years to come.

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Country OnCampus
-Long Time Coming

The inroads are slow ones, but they
are there. That is often the way it has
been with country music.

It has been an almost painfully drag-
ging process breaking into the aca-
demic market for this music, once
rural oriented. but which became big
city along with the industrial rev-
olution. Yet the bookers are confident
that these slight incursions mean
eventual success. That is also the way
it has always been with country music.

The big bookers of Nashville, who
handle the great mass of the country
talent, have managed to get only a few
of the artists onto the campuses, and
then usually for selected, scattered ac-
tivities rather than on a regular tour.
There are exceptions, of course.

Hubert Long, an innovator and lead-
er in the field, has certainly not given
up on the project, although his suc-
cess has been something less than astro-
nomical. For example, some of his big
acts such as Bill Anderson, George
Jones, Tammy Wynette and LeRoy
Van Dyke, have played only about a
college apiece during the past year.
And these were Western colleges, with
the specific activity geared around a
rodeo or something comparable. They
all happened out West—in Colorado,
New Mexico and Arizona.

There is an occasional breakthrough

at an Eastern school, but again there
is usually a tie-in, often a festival of
folk music (to which many country
artists have allied themselves in recent
months), or a seminar on a musical
instrument. Stringbean (Dave Ake-
man), a banjoist and comic on the
“Grand Ole Opry” for years, packed
the houses at the University of Chicago
for a series of seminars. Lester Flatt &
Earl Scruggs, when together, rode the
crest of bluegrass appeal to campuses
across the country, and still have
limited success in this field as separate
acts. Scruggs has strong appeal to
youth, and utilizes his young songs to
help sustain that appeal. Flatt, who
still has the bluegrass association, does
a good many Bob Dylan tunes in his
tours, which help his image.

Buddy Lee, another of the top-notch
country bookers, has put Hank Wil-
liams Jr. onto a lot of small campuses,
but has not yet made the major ones.
Frankly, however, young Williams is
in such demand at other functions that
there is no concerted effort to make
a college breakthrough.

On the other hand, Lee is now book-
ing the red-hot Nashville Brass, led
by Danny Davis. This group is re-
stricted only by the inability of its
leader to go on the road more often
because of his producing chores at
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RCA. Jerry Rivers, a booker in the
Lee compound, says Davis and the
Brass could be booked anywhere, any-
time, with colleges particularly seeking
him out. Davis has created a whole
new area for the country music sound,
using horns and a Curtis McPeak
banjo.

All down the line the story is the
same. Even someone as selective as
Sonny James, booked by Bob Neal,
plays few colleges.

Long says that most people in col-
leges today, just a step from high
school, have come from an era of
rock music, and had little opportunity
during those secondary years to de-
velop any other tastes. By the time
they begin maturing, however, their
preferences broaden, and many of them
seek the country sound (as well as
other sounds) in an effort to become
more rounded and more conversant.
This is why the slight inroads have
been made.

“There is no doubt in my mind, nor
in the minds of other Nashville book-
ers, that the big breakthrough will
come,” Long said. “It's pretty much a
matter of time.”

Long notes that country break-
throughs were a long-time coming in
other areas, too. But they made it big.
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Students Keenly Aware
Of Classical Market

The college scene has long been a
key in classical bookings, but in-
creased student involvement is in-
creasing its importance. Sheldon
Gold, vice president and director of
sales of Columbia Artists Manage-
ment, Inc., a major classical book-
ing agency, noted the greater student
responsibility on the selecting of art-
ists for campuses.

Gold explained: “We are gearing
a list of artists and attractions to
meet the needs of the colleges and
universities in the classical field, one
of our most important areas.”

He noted that students are “keenly
aware” of the artist needs for their
school audiences. “They know quality
regardless of what musical field is
involved. Gold said this trend of in-
creased student involvement, which
has spread cross-country, has re-
sulted in many students in central
positions to become even more aware
of classical artists by attending per-
formances off-campus. This greater
activity is vital because of the large
amounts of money allocated on most
campuses for classical attractions.

CAMI's artists playing college
dates range from such instrumental
soloists as violinists Yehudi Menuhin
and Zino Francescatti, guitarist Chris-
topher Parkening, and cellists Pierre
Fournier, Leonard Rose and Zara
Nelsova, to vocalists such as sopranos
Elisabeth Schwarzkopf, Regine Cres-
pin, Anna Moffo, Leontyne Price,
Birgit Nilsson and Pilar Lorengar,
and bass Cesare Siepi to the Lon-
don Symphony, Boston Symphony,
Washington National Symphony and
Philadelphia Orchestra. Other
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CAMI-booked orchestras include the
Atlanta Symphony, Seattle Sym-
phony, Melbourne Symphony, New
Orleans Philharmonic, Baroque Or-
chestra of Cologne, and Menuhin
Festival Orchestra.

Hurok Concerts is another major
booking agency heavily involved in
the college scene with virtually all
of their available artists playing col-
lege dates, including guitarist Andres
Segovia, soprano Roberta Peters,
mezzo-sopranos Janet Baker, Grace
Bumbry, Shirley Verrett and Teresa
Berganza; tenor Nicolai Gedda; cel-
lists Gregor Piatorgorsky and Mstis-
lav Rastroporda; violinists Leonid Ko-
gan, Isaac Stern, Nathan Milstein,
David Oistrakh, Igor Oistrakh, It-
zhak Perlman, Henryk Szeryng and
Pinchas Zuckerman; bass . Jerome
Jines; L’Orchestre National Francais;
and conductors Maurice Abravanel,
Kiril Kondrashin, Raphael Fruhbeck
De Burgos, Lorin Maazel, Daniel Bar-
enboim, Pierre Boulez, Igor Stravin-
sky, Georg Semkow, and Max Rudolf.

Among the legion of name pianists
appearing on campuses, including
those booked by CAMI, Hurok and
other agents, are Geza Anda, Byron
Janis, Van Cliburn, Rudolf Firkusny,
Rudolf Serkin, Peter Serkin, Grant
Johannesen, Alfred Brendel, Alexan-

And, this listing is but a drop in
the bucket as the full listings in this
publication reveal. College bookings
are the lifeblood of most successful
U.S. concert tours. The eager youth
audiences await.
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U.K. Groups Maintain Campus Impetus

British groups are still top campus
attractions, continuing an impetus that
started to flower over three years ago,
said Frank Barsalona, president of Pre-
mier Talent, which is a major booker
of UK. groups into American
colleges.

Barsalona cited as example the fact
that almost 40 percent of the bookings
for the U.S. tour of Ten Years After
were on campus.

He commented: “It could have been
more, but the problem with British
groups is that usually their tour coin-
cides with an LP release that has to
be promoted. So they have to play
the Fillmores or the Tea Party, Bos-
ton, because they are good promotion
dates.”

Barsalona also pointed out that U.K.
groups tour on a limited time sched-
ule due to immigration regulations.
“We have to cover the country in
seven weeks. We don’t have the flex-

ibility of an American group which
could always play the date a week or
so later,” he said.

“But the college market is certainly
healthy — the market exceeds the
supply.”

Barsalona also sees a little cause for
concern in the price structure. Several
U.K. groups — most noticeably Led
Zeppelin—who tour on a regular basis
have outpriced themselves for campus
concerts. “I know we agents consider
it an inexhaustible funnel to be tapped,
but I have noticed some colleges using
films or a speaker where last year a
group would have been booked,” he
stated.

Led Zeppelin is now too expensive
for the average U.S. college. The
group now goes out for $25,000
against 60 percent of the gate on
average which means larger halls that
few colleges possess.

Barsalona reckoned that the average

college auditorium seats between
seven or eight thousand and probably
has a budget limit of $15,000. “This
applies, I think, to between 70 or 80
percent of the college market,” he
said. “But I think the price structure
will correct itself. As a buying force
collectively, colleges are bigger than
most. It's too important a market to
lose.”

Advantages working colleges have,
according to Barsalona, include “se-
cure money” and “you aren’t worried
about a disaster because it's a captive
audience. The audience is more re-
sponsive because it hasn’t paid out
$5 a ticket—colleges keep prices low
—and they are seeing the group at
home, if you like. It's a good feeling
overall.

Barsalona sees the problems of the
“unseasoned” campus promoters dis-
appearing through an increase in stu-
dent advisors who do nothing else
but coordinate shows.

Album Product Affects Success

One of the most significant changes
in the list of top selling artists on cam-
pus this year was the fantastic rise to
the No. 1 spot by Blood, Sweat &
Tears on both the Top Album sellers
in all categories and on the Top Group
sellers lists. In both categories, the
Columbia artists replaced another Co-
lumbia act, Simon & Garfunkel, who
held the coveted spot on the previous
year’s lists. This is a clear indication
of how album success affects the
overall best seller lists since the year
1969 found Simon & Garfunkel with-
out new LP product.

Three Dog Night, absent from last
year’s listings, jumped into the No. 8
spot on the Top Artists list, while
Creedence Clearwater Revival zoomed
to the No. 3 all-round position, just
behind Blood, Sweat & Tears and the
Beatles. The rise to the No. 1 spot on
the male and female vocalist list by
Bob Dylan and Laura Nyro reaffirms
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the continuing demand for folk-rock
performers’ product on campus. Other
folk-rock soloists whose albums at-

tracted college audiences include Judy
Collins, Joan Baez, Donovan and Tim
Buckley.

1969-°70 again saw the pop-con-
temporary performer outdistancing
the jazz performer who five years
ago dominated the lists of top groups
and instrumentalists on campus. At
that time such names as Al Hirt, Dave
Brubeck, Ella Fitzgerald, Harry Bela-
fonte, Ray Charles and the Modern
Jazz Quartet were prominent in the
list of best selling artists on campus.
Joan Baez, Bob Dylan; Peter, Paul &
Mary; Judy Collins, Henry Mancini,
the Beatles, and Johnny Cash, listed
among the top sellers five years ago,
continue in the 1960-'70 lists, while
Herbie Mann and Young-Holt Un-
limited are the only jazz-oriented per-

formers achieving best-seller-on-cam-
pus status for 1969-'70.

Among the newcomers to the cam-
pus best seller lists this year were Led
Zeppelin, Blind Faith, Chicago, Tom
Jones, Santana, the Who, Jethro Tull
and the MC5. Newcomers to the Top
Male Vocalist category this year were
Joe Cocker, Tom Jones, Al Kooper,
Oliver, Johnny Winter, Isaac Hayes
and Sammy Davis Jr., while Janis
Joplin, Mary Hopkin and Nina Simone
made their debut on the Top Selling
Female Artists on Campus.

In general, however, the musical
tastes of college audiences were not
much different from those of the
general public. Just a glance at the
lists will affirm that the performers
on them are those who were consist-
ently on the weekly national chart
listings for singles and albums during
the semester covering 1969-'70.

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Student Influence Felt
nCampus Film Scene

The days of “third run™ movies be-
ing programmed by college adminis-
trators for students without any real
regard for the taste or interest of the
student is as far gone as the days
of $50 tuition charges for a complete
semester offering the student little if
any choice of preferred courses. To-
day’'s college students know film bet-
ter than any other generation because
they are of an age that barely re-
members the living room without tele-
vision. The students’ influence is be-
ing felt in all areas of film from
production to programming for their
own audiences.

A current major trend is in the
area of student produced film. There
are more than 350 colleges offering
courses in film making, some 150
degree-granting. These student film-
makers are producing every variety
of film from the feature length dramat-
ic picture to shorts varying in length
from one minute to thirty minutes
or more. These same students gen-
erally in their mid-twenties. now are
entering the major studios and are,
in a very dramatic way affecting what
pictures are produced, deciding how
they will be made, as well as who
should act in the film and even what
the budgets should be.

On the college programming side,
this production trend is causing stu-
dents to demand not just another old
feature that they may have seen on
television 10 or 15 years ago. Today's
college audiences require innovative
programming offering every type film
from newly produced features to the
best shorts available.

College audiences are asking why
they should wait two years or longer
to have a new feature film shown on
their campus. The college student is
fully aware that it is his age group
that accounts for more than 50 per-
cent of the standard audience attend-
ing the “downtown theater.” With the
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cost of attending college at an all
time high, and the cost of the “down-
town movie” around $2.00, together
with the generally widespread feeling
among college students that it is they
who are shaping to a large degree the
film industry, it is only natural that
this demand for new films to come
directly to the campus should exist.
This is a major trend and one that is
only beginning to be felt.

Profound Effect

These production and audience
trends are having a profound effect
within the area of college film pro-
gramming. The major change within
the last five years is to students doing
the programming of film rather than
leaving the selection up to various col-
lege administrators. This trend began
several years ago when students met
college officials who simply would not
allow them to program for campus
wide audiences. Unable to get the
film they wanted, students began to
found their own film societies. These
organizations, now quite widespread
and usually numbering from three to
five in a large metropolitan area make
it possible for students to bring film
they want to show their memberships
or for campus wide showings.

It was the formation of these organ-
izations to a large degree that caused
college administrators to realize that
students would develop the means of
getting the film wanted regardless of
the universities programming attitude.
This in turn has led to the student film
societies sponsoring, in many cases
with the student union or concert hall,
the film they want in university fa-
cilities,

There is an ever increasing move by
colleges to create better facilities for
showing film as students now are
showing many more films than was
the case several years ago. It has
been estimated that more than 90 per-
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cent of the four year colleges in the
U.S. have 16mm projection equip-
ment and good halls for film screen-
ings. Many colleges are now consid-
ering the installation of 35mm equip-
ment, more than 100 already have
this type projection facility.

The rapidly increasing interest in
films, more facilities and the large
number of films being shown on the
average campus, more than 250 in
large colleges during the year, is caus-
ing college student union directors to
designate one full time union staff
member to handle film programming.
This person usually works with the
student groups wishing to show various
films and acts as the coordinator be-
tween the university and whatever
group wishes to sponsor film.

Student film society officials and
college administrators alike make it
clear that “program directors” or “co-
ordinators” act in concert with the
students to bring the type films the
students feel will be of the most wide-
spread interest on the campus and that
will offer the best selection of all
types of film and not just the standard
feature.

New Division

In line with these new trends, a
new division at Universal Education
and Visual Arts will be created to
serve effectively the film needs of
college students. This new division to
be called Universal Kinetic, will be
headed by J. Frank Highsmith, for-
merly the Marketing Director of The
Kinetic Art Division.

This division will offer all types of
film to college programmers to enable
them to bring their college audiences
the most varied and complete line-up
of films that is available.

This division will release in April
an entirely new concept in film pro-

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gramming, a program of completely
produced student film. Until this pro-
gram most of these films were seen
only in festivals. This program, en-
titled Take One, will offer a collection
of films from the University and Can-
ada’s Simon Fraser University, among
others. This is the first program to be
released since Universal Education and
Visual Arts joined in an alliance with
the University of Southern California
to program their film library and offer
its more than 4,000 films to college
audiences. The Take One is a three
evening series offering in each night
90 minutes of film. A college program-
mer may select one or all three of the
Take One Programs.

The Kinetic Art Series will offer
a new program of shorts again this
year following the success of Kinetic
Art Series 1 which has toured col-
leges all over America during the last
year. The Kinetic Art Series 1 and
Series 2 bring together the best short
films from around the world into se-
ries that offer films that may not have
been seen except in the country of
each picture’s origin. This has broad-
ened the audience for the filmmakers
while encouraging each to continue to
explore his art form from the moneys
realized by world-wide distribution.
This really represents the first time
shorts of this type have been success-
fully programmed from a commer-
cial viewpoint.

In the area of feature films this new
division will offer more than 250 films
in a new catalog to be published in
March. Our feature program will offer
series festivals with themes. For ex-
ample we will have an initial series
on Great American Action Film, Great
Comedies, Classic Horror Films, a
Mae West, and W. C. Fields festivals
will be available. To aid the college
programmers these series festivals will
have promotional materials available
without cost from Universal Educa-
tion and Visual Arts. This makes it
possible for the students to present
a complete festival or one single film
from the series and not have the
problem of wondering how it should
be promoted. This type promotional
back-up we tried with our initial of-
fering of Series 1 of the Kinetic Art
and found that students were happy to
get this aid. This same type promo-
tional help will be available for our
student program as well.

I would conclude with the obser-
vation that the most significant de-
velopment about today’s film audience
is its interest in so many different
types of film. This forces an aware-
ness that the newest trends in films
today are the audiences and what they
are demanding.

Jerry Lewis:

No Clown As Film Teacher

Jerry Lewis, a totally involved film-
maker, carries the title of “professor”
after his name.

On Monday nights Professor Lewis
conducts a University of Southern
California post graduate class in cin-
ema on location at a movie studio or
a television studio, or wherever he
happens to be working. But not in the
classroom.

This is the fifth semester that Lewis,
the internationally respected clown,
has put aside his buffoon’s image to
get into the serious, somber side of
motion pictures.

So successful has his course be-
come, that Professor Lewis this May
begins a series of guest lectures on
other college campuses. The inten-
tion: to inform and educate young
minds as to the power and significance
of film as a communications medium.

Lewis feels there is an urgent need
for more young people to get involved
professionally in pictures.

Acknowledging that the American
film industry is presently in a sad
economic state, with a low level of
production severely reducing the em-
ployment picture for Hollywood's
craft unions, Lewis speaks enthusiasti-
cally about a turnaround in about 18
months. At that time, a new surge
of activity will occur for films, as
pay television helps launch a film
renaissance with movie studios work-
ing around the clock to provide pro-
gramming for pay and free TV.

Lewis fervently believes that the
motion picture is the strongest com-
munications medium, much stronger
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and much more lasting in longevity
than television.

“Remember, something wonderful
on television tonight is over, but film
is forever,” he said.

Invited by USC to give a guest
lecture on filmmaking, Lewis spoke
for five hours and out of that emo-
tional discourse developed a profes-
sional relationship between the comic
turned actor turned producer turned
director turned total filmmaker and
the university.

Jerry’s first class ran six hours be-
cause he didn’t know what to do he
admitted. Eventually he got the time
down, and now he says he is putting
to practical use the things he has
learned himself in teaching his stu-
dents.

It takes two to three weeks before
the students “trust him,” he says, be-
cause they have to get over seeing
Jerry Lewis the screen fool talking
seriously and in a different milieu.

“l teach them things I think they
have to know to end up as a total film
maker with some degree of knowl-
edge, integrity and respect for what
they’re doing. Oddly enough, the class
has developed into a 50 percent tech-
nical class on the art of filmmaking
and the other 50 percent is based on
the humanities.

Humanities? “That's what filmmak-
ing is,” he answered. “Everyone that
walks in front of a camera for a
director must call upon the one tool
that brings them to films and that’s
their emotional system. Well you can’t
go any further than that.

Lewis' class is based on his own
concepts for the motion picture execu-
tive in that he should be an all en-
compassing individual. “The students
have to understand what total film-
making is. Of the 20 who would like
to be total filmmakers, you lose about
11 because there’s a couple of words
involved in total filmmaking such as
commitment, which involves respon-
sibility, obligation, integrity. And they
find there’s a heavy load and a heavy
responsibility that they don’t want,

“They would like to be a director
with the responsibility for the film in
your hands, the money in his hands,
the decision making that could mean
life and or death in his hands and
have the pleasure of free floating
creativity in the director’s chair.”

Lewis doesn’t approve of students
with this non-total commitment to
films. Although they sit in his class, he
let's them know “they've left.”

Lewis explores the economic state
of the U.S. film industry in which
overseas location shooting has taken
its toll of jobs and projects. “They
see all the union problems”—union
policies which have closed the doors
to young people. If a lack of jobs is
what stares young people in the face,
don’t they develop a “what’s the use of
learning about an industry which
won't have room for me” attitude? “I
have to knock that down. “I tell them
if you're going to sit back and say, ‘I
haven't got a chance,” you haven't. I
don’'t care how good you are. But
you'll notice that as you learn and you
become more confident in your ability,
closed doors don’t bother you. You'll
knock them down.”
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In the driver’s seat—Jerry Lewis explains the workings
of a motion picture camera to students in his cinema
class at USC.

The post graduate students (rang-
ing in age from 22 to 39) have a
dismal attitude about the job picture
until Lewis begins his campaigning
which ends with telling them he be-
lieves *“‘the circle is going to come
around and we're going to have the
hottest business in the whole world.
I'm hoping it will happen within the
next 18 months and it will probably
happen with pay TV. People are get-
ting very tired of looking at stuff for
nothing because psychologically what
is nothing can’t be good.”

Iewis feels the motion picture in-
dustry will be in “big trouble in I8
months because we won't be able to
produce enough film for TV usage.”
Last January, Jerry sat down and did
some arithmetic into the number of
hours of TV time allocated for films.
In his paper called “Predications of a
Concerned Filmmaker,” Lewis comes
up with the statistic that on all the TV
channels in Los Angeles 230 films
can be used in one week or 920 a
month or 11,140 in a year.

With worldwide film production
for this year estimated to be 100 films,
that only provides one half of tele-
vision’s nceds for just one week’s
transmission. In 1940, therc were ap-
proximately 300 films produced in the
U.S. By 1972, Hollywood—if it booms
—will have to produce 50 times the
amount of film it produced in 1940
in order to provide television with
programming for all the hours of the
week.

The colleges are a bright hope for
the development of technically and
artistically  trained film  personnel,

Lewis believes. But he feels that the
instructor in cinema who has never
had any professional experience is just
not equipped to handle the responsi-
bility for training tomorrow's film
entrepreneur.

“1 don't believe you can say poof
you're an instructor, bang. teach them
cinema. Cinema will come from here”
and he banged on his desk. . it will
come from the world of filmmaking.
The universities are going to have to
select some very powerfully film-
oriented people and have them teach
on campus. I see the day when the
University of Northwestern will come
to Rod Steiger and say, we would
like to pay you what you get for mak-
ing a movie to come here for a year
and start teaching our instructors how
to teach what you know? Now that
may be a pipedream, but boy it would
be marvelous.”

Lewis likes to hold his classes right
on the sound stages on which he
works, so his charges can get to sce
and touch and understand all the tech-
nical aspects of the business.

Having produced, directed and
starred in nine of his own films in the
U.S., Lewis has just completed direct-
ing his first film involving other actors.
The film is "One More Time” which
was shot in England and stars Sammy
Davis Jr. and Peter Lawford. Lewis
does not appear in it at all. His ap-
pearances in 37 other films have
given him a wealth of insight and
knowledge into his favorite medium.
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Collegians gather round professor Lewis for information on a
technical facet of filmmaking on a studio soundstage.

He feels craft unions will have to
sit down and talk about the future to
break down their antiquated mem-
bership rules. The change must be
provoked by the people who hold
membership cards, Lewis says, if
young people are te find a welcome
atmosphere when they come around
to try to knock down those closed
doors. Lewis holds membership in 13
entertainment industry unions and he
is very vocal about offering his opin-
ions on problems which plague the
film business.

Telling students that there are too
many hurdles to overcome in crack-
ing into films is like saying “Viet-
nam will never be over. [ think posi-
tively.”

It is the positively overpowering
ability of a film to create a lasting
impression on the viewer, which is the
medium’s uniqueness and which Lewis
speaks most highly of. This is the
reason why college students are flock-
ing to filmmaking courses all over the
country, he points out.

Jerry Lewis compures filmmaking
to medicine in that bath are involved
in creating life, with film capable of
out-living a human being.

Off screen, Jerry Lewis is anathema
to the image which the public has
been fed so generously in films and on
TV. This nation's colkgians are start-
ing to get a behind-the-scenes view of
Jerry Lewis the human being and the
hard-driving film “rebel.” With this

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CANNONBALL ADDERLEY BRINGS AN
EXPLANATION OF BLACK MUSIC
TO COLLEGE CAMPUSES

“People go around saying ‘I'm black
and I'm proud’,” Julian (Cannonball)
Adderley, the jazz saxophonist, was say-
ing between sets at Plaza 9 where his
quintet is playing “But they don’t even
know anything about black music.”

“Black music has been neglected by
black leaders who were striving for bour-
geois values,” he went on. “Many black
schools officially frown on jazz. We play
at 40 or 50 colleges a year where black
kids dance to James Brown or Otis
Redding but they don’t know what that
music is. In a college, particularly a pre-
dominantly black college, they should be
curious about this.”

To whet this curiosity, Mr. Adderley’s
quintet has prepared a two-day program
of lectures, seminars and demonstrations
on black music, which it is offering free
to every college where the group is
booked for a concert.

COURSE OF STUDY

On the first day, the musicians lead
into the subject of black music with a
lecture-demonstration on the chronologi-
cal development of jazz styles, a question
period (one inevitable question: “What
do you mean by black music?’; Mr.
Adderley’s answer: “Music created by
and oriented to black people”) and the
concert.

On the second day, at a seminar on
black music as a social factor, the socio-

cultural achievement of the music and
its influence on contemporary music are
explored. The academic potential of jazz
is examined and, for qualified music stu-
dents, individual instrumental clinics are
conducted by members of the quintet.

“You should be proud of this music that
is black-oriented, that was begun, nurtured
and developed by black people, in essence.
And you don’t know anything about it. Why
don’t you? If you're REALLY proud of
being black, why don't you know some-
thing about it—you should! You see, we
have been TOLD in print and over the air
that, by and large, the music is dying...
jazz is dead or dying...and | resent it
because there’s really a lot happening. We
have become alarmed about this thing
and, fearing that the rumors might become
reality, we decided to do something
about it.”

What Cannonball did was to devise a
program of jazz education which, con-
ducted by all the members of the quintet,
is offered gratis to any institution that
books the group for a regular concert
appearance. “Our seminar workshops,”
explains Cannonball, “consist of lecture
demonstrations on jazz, styles in jazz and
why jazz is a little bit different. We also go
into the sociological aspects of jazz and
why we talk black. We don't talk black
about militancy or any such things...we
never suggest that there is anything wrong
with any other music.”

“In the current year of 1970, we will be
playing some 120 colleges across the coun-
try. We will play a college regardless of
region, regardless of size.”
