FCC Extends Radiation 
Limits Discussion Time 

By MILDRED HALL 

WASHINGTON -More requests for extension of 
time to comment on the government's rulemaking on 
cartridge tv radiation limits may bring another two- 
month delay in comment deadline. Also, the Federal 
Communications Commission is considering a spin- 
off of the radiated -signal CTV devices for separate 
consideration. 

In response to a request by Dell-Star Corp., which 
roposes a "wireless" or "radiated signal" type system, 

the FCC granted an extension to Dec. 17 for com- 
ments, and to Dec. 29 for replies. This extension was 
designated largely for comment pertaining only to 
the wireless type CTV tuners. 

The FCC said it was reluctant to grant the re- 
quested delay because the Dell-Star system, which 
involves no coaxial connection between player and 
set. is a type the commission has found too prone 
to interference. However, the commission said it 
intends to study the Dell -Star system's potentials 
very carefully, so as not to overlook any possibilities 
in the new technology. 

The commission has declared a preference for 
either the EVR (Motorola) design with wire connec- 
tion between player and set, or the `ideal" if more 
costly built -in type with the CTV tuner made part 
of the set. 

In granting the Dell -Star plea for more time, the 
FCC said it will not delay or defer finalizing the 
rules for the direct -connected video player systems, 
and may spin off the air -pickup system rulemaking. 

However, even more time was asked in filings by 
the National Cable Television Assn. which wants 
another 60 days for its new engineering advisory 
committee to study the effects of the home video 
tuners on cable reception. 

Conflict Seen 
Cable systems are afraid complications may arise 

because some of the home video tuners will utilize 
unused TV channels, and CATV people fear conflict 
with their own increasing channel capacities, from 12 
to 20 and more. 

Cable TV says the situation is "further complicated 
by the fact that there is a direct connection to the 
subscriber's TV set from the cable system to other 
subscribers." Any interference factor would be mul- 
tiplied over a whole network of CATV homes wired 
to a master antenna. 

The NCTA says the extra two months are needed 
to make sure that final standards and /or type ap- 
proval set up by the FCC will avoid loading cable 
TV with problems and responsibilities. At the same 
time, they would not like to see any unnecessary costs 
dumped on manufacturers. 

The Electronic Industries Assn.'s segment of man- 
ufacturers of broadband cable communications equip- 
ment, broadcast and closed circuit TV, has asked 
the FCC to be sure that any final standards make 
all output CTV devices suitable for a closed coaxial 
cable system, to avoid interference problems. 

This group, the Communications and Industrial 
Electronics Division (CIED) parts company with 
some other member firms in the Electronic Indus- 
tries Assn. by urging the FCC to require type - 
acceptance. at least for a reasonable period of time, 
to see what degree of regulation would ultimately be 
needed. 

The EIA's Consumer Electronics Division, in its 
filings and public comments, has urged the more 
flexible route of certification of standards, and op- 
poses type approval. This group said type approval 
would only delay and deter many innovations possible 
under the same system of certification that has en- 
abled TV sets to give the public many improvements. 

3M's NEW high energy blank 3/4 -inch videotape will carry the Sony 
U -Matie videocassette identity. The product under the Scotch name 
will be introduced nationally early next year under the recently signed 
cross -licensing arrangement between the two companies. 

3M Readies Two Tape Speeds 
LOS ANGELES -3M's magnetic 

products division will bow two 
time lengths of 44-inch blank 
videotape which will play on Sony 
and Wollensak cartridge television 
units. The lengths are 30 and 60 
minutes. The high energy tape 
uses a formulation which improves 

recording at slow speeds, the corn - 
pany claims. Both speeds will be 
ready by early 1972. 

The cassettes are smokey gray 
in color and are the size of a hard- 
cover novel. The products will be 
distributed through the company's 
regular videotape distribution chan- 
nels. 

RCA's Videotape Base 
Moved to Indianapolis 

INDIANAPOLIS - RCA shifts 
its SelectaVision cartridge TV sys- 
tem to its consumer electronics 
division headquartered here Jan. I, 
1972. 

The company previously stated 
it would have a 3/4-inch videotape 
system developed for the cartridge 
TV home player /recorder field. 

Medical Exchange 
BERLIN -Ullstein Productions 

and the Olivetti Systed company 
of Italy bave signed a joint agree- 
ment for the exchange of medical 
videocartridges. Ullstein is a local 
company. Olivetti is a branch of 
several audio /visual firms which 
have been creating instructional 
programs for several years. 

In discussing the move from a 
New York development base to 
here, Barton Kreuzer, the executive 
vice president for the consumer 
electronics division, called the vide- 
otape system "MagTape." 

RCA claims its videotape system 
will be less expensive and less com- 
plex than other magnetic tape sys- 
tems being developed for the home 
user.

LOS ANGELES - Avco has 
signed Teledyne Packard Bell as 
its fourth American market li- 
censee to sell its 1 -inch Cartri- 
vision system. 

PB will introduce the cartridge 
television feature next year in a 
25 -inch color console and in color 
portable units. 

Last April PB invited Avco to 
demonstrate its CTV unit in 
Hawaii at its dealer /distributor 
convention.

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Classical Music 
English Recording Scene: 
Storm Clouds Gathering 

(Editor's Note: For the second time 
within a year storm clouds are gathering 
over the classical recording scene in 
Britain (U.S. scene. Billboard, Dec. 
II). The current agreement negotiated 
M March between the record com- 
panies and the Musicians Union rep- 
resenting symphony. opera and ballet 
orchestras expires at the end of this 
month. The following is first of two- 
part series analyzing the difficulties.) 

LONDON - This year's U.K. 
agreement, reached after months of 
negotiations as an interim measure 
until the end of 1971, gave classi- 
cal orchestral musicians a 20 per- 
cent increase in fees as against a 
reported initial demand by union 
negotiators for 46 percent. 

These orchestras receive less. 
under separate agreements, than

other recording fees for popular 
orchestras, for broadcasting and 
television. These other agreements 
run until mid -1972, and it has been 
suggested that the present agree- 
ment ending this month could be 
renegotiated for some months of 
1972 so as to bring the two agree- 
ments into line, ending and there- 
fore re- negotiable at the same time. 

Soaring recording costs in the 
U.S. have in recent years cut se- 
verely into recording activities in 
the U.S., leading to increased use 
of less- expensive British and con- 
tinental orchestras in classical re- 
cording, both symphonic and op- 
eratic. 

And behind the players' thinking 
at the moment is the ever -present 
fear that if U.K. costs rise much 

U.K. Gov't Leader as 
Conductor on EMI 

LONDON -Exclusive EMI re- 
cording of Prime Minister Edward 
Heath conducting the London 
Symphony Orchestra in Elgar's 
"Cockaigne Overture," due out 
last week, will add to the $40,000 
gross returns from the LSO Trust 
Fund gala concert in the Festival 
Hall held on Nov. 25. 

EMI's recording will retail at 
top price of $5.00, with royalties 
going to the trust fund established 
with Edward Heath as a founder 
member, and of which he re- 
mained chairman until becoming 
Prime Minister last year. 

Last week, the LSO recorded 
extra items for the disk, all often 
asked for by orchestra fans and 
EMI correspondents. They were

Rhapsody No. I," which the LSO 
has played on TV. and conductor 
Andre Previn's own choice, 
Vaughan Williams' "Greensleeves 
Fantasia." 

LSO general manager Harold 
Lawrence said that this year's gala 
concert revenue was higher than 
anything achieved since the start 
of the gala trust fund concerts in 
1963. It came from ticket sales. 
donations and programme adver- 
tisements. "Expenses were higher 
this time," he added, but we ex- 
pect that in the end the fund will 
gain more than ever before." 

Sleeve of the EMI recording will 
carry a color picture of Heath 
conducting at the concert. 

JCOA Releases Opera Pkg 
Recorded Over 7 Months 

NEW YORK -A three - record 
set featuring performers who at- 
tended the various recording ses- 
sions from places as disparate as 
Brazil, Sweden and England. is 
being released this month by JCOA 
Records. label of JCOA, a non- 
profit organization.

93 Orchestras 

Getting 5.1 Mil 
In Grants 

NEW YORK -Grants totaling 
$5,199,756 will be given to 93 
symphony orchestras in fiscal 
1972. Of this total, $4 million will 
come from Federal funds, the rest 
from private sources. the National 
Endowment for the Arts has re- 
vealed. 

Orchestras which will get grants 
include the Cincinnati Orchestra, 
$200,000, of which half will come 
from private funds; the Chicago 
Symphony. $100,000 to continue 
its youth concerts; The Los Angeles 
Philharmonic, $200,000, half pri- 
vate funds; to continue and expand 
youth programs; the Cleveland 
Pittsburgh, St. Louis, Minnesota, 
and National Symphony of Wash- 
ington, D.C. will all get five -figure 
grants as well. 

further recording companies could 
well begin to turn elsewhere for 
the lucrative recordings jobs that 
now come to British orchestras. 

Straw in the wind is EMI's Iron 
Curtain breakthrough that led to 
the recent Karajan recording of 
Wagner's 'The Mastersingers of 
Nuremberg" with the East German 
orchestra and chorus of Dresden. 
Heavily subsidized and well -paid 
inside its own economic system, 
Dresden's orchestra could well 
have been made available at a 
"reasonable" figure by the GDR 
authorities anxious to secure for- 
eign currency. 

Chicago Symphony 
Chicago Orchestra, in London 

only last month to a welcome by 
both EMI, which records them 
under Giulini, and British Decca 
which makes recordings under 
Georg Solti, had not only a three - 
year agreement with EMI -Angel, 
but still has another with Decca- 
London. EMI international artists 
chief, Peter Andry, told Billboard 
that even though the expiring 
agreement with Chicago would not 
be renewed, that did not mean the 
end of recording with them under 
Giulini. We certainly intend to 
continue," he said. "but on a single - 
recording basis rather than an 
agreement for a fixed number of 
recordings, as and when we find 
it possible." 

British Decca's agreement with 
Chicago runs until the end of 1972. 
"Whether or not it will be renewed 
in its present form when it runs 
out depends on what it is going to 
cost us," said Decca a &r manager 
Ray Minshull. "We're not making 
any decision until we can see which 
way the cat jumps." 

Uneconomic 
Both of these major recording 

company chiefs agree that any 
further rise in recording costs could 
come to the point where large - 
scale classical recordings might be- 
come uneconomic in spite of ris- 
ing sales of classical records in 
both Britain and the U.S. 

Even with the 20 percent rises 
achieved by Musicians' Union ne- 
gotiators earlier this year, mu- 
sician's fees for recording in Brit- 
ain are way below those in the 
U.S. 

Minimum recording fees here, 
for a three-hour session, range 
from $24.50 for principals down 
to $21 for rank- and -file musicians, 
making the orchestral cost for a 
symphony recording somewhere in 
the region of $9.600. 

American musicians get $95 a 
session, a symphonic recording 
there costing about $30.000. 

Total cost, including all over- 
heads, of a major symphonic re- 
cording, could well involve between 
$24,000 and $36,000, and in the 
case of a complete opera recording 
using a symphony orchestra and 
expensive soloists, up to $72.000.

GIs in Germany Take Free Ride 

On Grand Funk With Humble Pie

(S&S) - Can you dig it? Grand 
Funk Railroad, considered the 
premier group in rock, giving a 
free concert for GIs in Ger- 

. many? 
After four days of hectic plan- 

ning following the cancellation 
of the group's Munich concert, 
due to past rock riots, Grand 
Funk Railroad and the British 
group Humble Pie performed 
an outdoor concert on the air- 
strip at Conn Barracks here 
Tuesday night. 

It was quite a bizarre scene 
as about 7.000 GIs and depen- 
dents sat on the plush green 

grass between runways while 
the groups played on a make- 
shift stage. On each side of the 
stage, 2,h-ton trucks were 
parked so their beds could be 
used for speaker platforms 
while tanks 300 yards away il- 
luminated the setting with spot- 
lights. 

The concert. sponsored by 
USAREUR Special Services 
and the 3rd Inf Div, started at 
8 p.m. under clear skies with 
Humble Pie playing as the sun 
was setting behind the stage. It 
ended with Grand Funk -gui- 
tarist Mark Farner, bassist Mel 
Schacher and drummer Don 
Brewer -receiving a thunder- 
ous ovation of thanks beneath

the stars three hours later. 
Grand Funk immediately set 

a torturous pace and gained 
momentum for the next two 
hours. Farner roamed across 
the stage playing, singing and 
swirling his tong brown locks. 
Brewer pounded and manipulat- 
ed the drums with an intensity 
that included using his head as 
a drum stick. Only quiet and 
docile Schacher, expending all 
his energy on the bass guitar, 
appeared calm. Their sounds 
merged into an explosion of 
immense proportions pushed by 
0,000 watts of amplification that 
has made Grand Funk one of 
the hottest and loudest rock 
groups. 

Last year the group sold 
more albums and tapes - 10 
million plus - in the United 
States than any other artists. 
This year the Grand Funk ex- 
pects to gross around $15 mil- 
lion and the group averages 
110,000 a performance. 

Manager Terry Knight, from 
Flint, Mich., as are his charg- 
es, explained the motive behind 
the free concert for the troops 
in Schweinfurt: 

Not Impromtu 
"The concert was really not 

a spur -of- the -moment decision. 
Last January we indicated to 
the Pentagon that we would be 
interested in playing for the 
troops but we didn't receive a 
reply. With the Munich date be- 
ing canceled. everything start- 
ed falling into place. We were 
glad to do it." 

Grand Funk, although pres- 
ently probably the highest paid 
group, has frequently given 
free concerts and plans to have 
another one in London's Hyde 
Park July 3. 

"Politics has nothing to do 
with it," continued Knight. "We 
just want to play for the broth- 
ers and sisters anywhere in 
the world. And that includes 
Vietnam."
