Of Growth.

What a difference a decade makes. The
last 10 years have seen a series of broad so-
cial changes sweep through every corner of
the culture. And. if many observers now see
American life returning to the values of the
early '60's, the impact of those changes re
mains palpable

Ten years ago. national prosperity, relative

social tranquility and the search for a dis-
tinctly maternial American Dream shaped life
on campus: spring fever produced the only
disturbances known to colleges. pointing
toward the campus as a world largely iso
lated from the bleaker realities of the street.

Ten years later. the long-awaited revolu
tion appears to have come and gone. with
sexual. political and intellectual change all
signalled bv the evolution of campus
lifestyles and the cultural artifacts that de
scribe those tifestyles.

Of all the popular arts. music has been the
most sensitive barometer of those changes.
both reflectirg new student values and sig
nificantly influencing every attempt to ex
press those ideas

If the immediate violence of social change
in the late '60's seems to have passed. the
cultural diversity of the campus remains as
testament to the decade. The eclecticism of
the mid-'60's—when jazz and folk music.
ethnic blues. classical music and rock'n'roll
all underwent transtormations with regard to
their campus audiences—has become a
much broader reality. creating a campus
marketplace that now points toward a future
when campus buying tastes will support not
only new styles but new media as well

Contemporary music acts are solid favorites
today on campus, only their intensity has
changed over what it's been during the past
decade.

Different strokes for different folks—a
catch-phrase for the '60's. but somewhat
misleading during a period when the over
whelming emphasis was on music. and,
more specifically. rock itself —now seems to
describe the situation perfectly.

In 1963, student tastes ran to proven pop
attractions. jazz and. perhaps most sig
nificantly, the then burgeoning folk arena
Black music. first via jazz artists and later
through the emergence of soul acts. offered
increasing talent potential as contemporary
white pop music seemed tainted by a fack of
creative energy. But the potential of the en
tire campus market. both in terms of its ulti
mate dollar volume and its possibilities for
sustaining a rich array of diverse attractions.
remained largely unexplored.

Today's student talent buyer represents a
much fuller realization of the market’'s po
tential. He is willing to pay often ten times
the fee he could muster in 1963: he is more
aggressive and experimental in selecting
acts and promoting them and he is much
less inclined to view his responsibilities to
student audiences as merely a duty, prefer
ring to pursue the more creative, and ulti
mately professional skills once confined only
to professional promoters.
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This growth has been substantial, and tal
ent agents today recognize the new student
talent buyer as an entirely different creature
when compared with his early ‘60's but
toned-down counterpart.

Still, the diversity that characterizes stu
dent tastes also applies to student abilities.
While some student buyers operate with con
summate professionalism and a thorough
understanding of the subtleties of the music
business, still others remain either naive or
simply disinterested in the finer points of
sensitive, responsible tatent buying. That
range of abilities has created an equally
broad range of responses from the talent in
dustry

To some agents, like Bob Caviano at ABC.
the college market has lost its late-'60’s stat
ure as a seminal influence on the course of
music. ~College kids aren't hip to new
bands.”” Caviano observes. “They don't
really buy records anymore, at least not by
new artists.”” Thus, for Caviano. the taste
makers seem to be regressing, becoming
merely followers when the younger au
diences point toward the future through their
support of new artists like David Bowie. Lou
Reed. T. Rex and the Blue Oyster cult

Growing Fraternity? Try The

Independent Booking
AgencyBursiness. By BooKisch

A dynamic and growing group of men and
women are making their presence known to
the campus entertainment field—the inde-
pendent, self-contained booking agencies
who, while not necessarily specializing only
in campus bookings are nevertheless spe-
cialists in this ever expanding area.

The names may not be as familiar as those
of the major’" agencies, but firms such as
David Forest, Ltd., East-West Talent, Inc.. the
Reznick-Bernstein Agency, the Heller-Fischel
Agency and Athena Enterprises, for example
are becoming more and more familiar to
campus promoters.

*Youth and knowledge'" might lend them-
selves as good capsule descriptions of these
enterprises. There is youth in the actual age
of the companies, with many of them less
than three years old and many created within
the past year and there is youth in the indi-
viduals conducting business, with most in
their 20's and early 30's.

There is knowledge. Many of the personnel
involved began careers in the larger agencies
and broke off to form their own businesses
or join independents. Many were active in
college promotion during their own campus
days and feel themselves even more aware of
both the pleasures and the problems of this
market which they all say is growing. And all
of them have done their homework. They
know the music business and they know how
to book music on campus.

Another ingredient is personal involve-
ment. Members of independent agencies
take pride in the fact that they are self-con-
tained, that a college booker can call them
on the phone and speak to them, not to
“three secretaries and three agents.” but to
them. They are businesslike, but informal,
and most independents feel the fact that
they dress (by choice) and talk and are al-
most the same age group as their customers
is all important. They want the college buyer
to feel comfortable.

Involvement includes helping the college
entertainment buyer, taking him by the hand
if necessary, through the entire process of
promoting a concert. Details are discussed in
total over the phone and in most cases the
buyer knows what he will get and what he will
have to provide for what he receives long be-
fore contracts and riders are signed.

The independents pride themselves on
telling a buyer what kind of piano, for ex-
ample, an act needs, not that he simply
needs a piano, on the type of sound, the type
of hotel. the stage, the security, how to adver-
tise and so on until every last bit of informa-
tion is covered. The independents are as anx-
ious to teach and support as they are to book
an act, and in some cases will say 'no thank
you'' to an attractive offer because they feel
the act is not right for the college and vice
versa. They are willing to work with each
other and with the majors in providing what
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they feel will be the best in entertainment

As for talent, this new breed of bookers
handles a lot of it. A small. independent
agency does not mean the buyer will get the
familiar ‘‘great group. they just haven't
signed a recording contract yet' variety of
entertainment. Names like Neil Diamond.
The Guess Who, The Band, Leon Russell. Lee
Michaels, The Nitty Gritty Dirt Band and Joy
of Cooking are but a few examples of artists
under the wings of the independents.

Aside from the obvious headliners, the in
dependents deal with many established art
ists who might be called opening acts or de
veloping acts. and they make a concerted
effort to develop this talent to the fullest, of
fering all the exposure possible

What about the agencies themselves?
What do the people who run them have to
say?

David Forest of David Forest. Ltd. was with
CMA and IFA before, *‘I chose to go outon my
own, As a small agency,”" Forest says, "'l feel
we can do a better job with the colleges. The
college buyer is not a professional promoter,
he's a layman who needs a good communi
cations channel with us. I'm talking about
things like firm price quotes, quick confirma
tions and quick answers from both ends

Forest opened his agency last January and
has a college specialist in Rick Bloom, who
was concert chairman when hewas at U.C. of
Santa Barbara. Acts he books include the El
vin Bishop Band, Bloodrock, J.J. Cale, Cold
Blood. It's A Beautiful Day, Willis Allan Ram
sey, Leon Russell and Sylvester and the Hot
Band. His acts range in price from $250 for a
coffee house appearance to $35.000 against
65 percent of the gate.

“In general, today's students want name
entertainment or they don't turn out, even at
a dollar a person,” Forest adds. "They'll
settle for one top name per semester rather
than three average. There are also certain
areas we find ourselves most successfully in
volved in, notably contemporary music. The
Midwest and South are growing areas. while
the Northeast tends to be liberal and pro-
gressive in its musical tastes.”
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What happens when a student promoter
calls Forest for an act? "We give him the act’s
price plus any other costs. We usually bring
in the PA system and lights and | personally
write easy to understand riders. Everything is
gone over again prior to the confirmation.
such as special instruments an act may re
quire, length of the concert. the sound. how
long each act will be on and the stage man-
agement.”

Forest is finding more interest in the pack-
age show. It's much easier for the promoter if
we bring in everything. As for running a small
agency. it's great. It's all centralized under
our supervision, a kid can call collect and
speak to me and get all the information he
needs. And they know us.”

Walk into East-West Talent. Inc. and you
find president Rick Roger. dressed in jeans
and a Grateful Dead T-shirt. in his early 20’s.
It's not the businessman's appeal to youth.
Roger is a young businessman. running an
agency barely one-year old but already book-
ing the likes Paul Butterfield. The Band.
Linda Ronstadt. Phil Ochs, Gram Parsons.
Foghat. Todd Rundren. Joy Of Cooking and
Flash.

Roger is a former manager (Van Morrison)
and was involved in promotion during his
own student days. He worked for Burt Zell's
agency for a year and a half before faunching
East-West. All his staff are collegee gradu-
ates with an average age of 23.

“With a small staff and a relatively small
client roster.”” Roger says. *'the whole thing
becomes more personal. We're closer to ev-
eryone, including the record company. When
we book an act into a college we can tell the
lable what to do about sending LP's. bios and
photos. and coordinate it all with the college
buyer.

“We handle our acts’ gigs in a personal
way, too.” Roger says. "We send lists of our
clients to a college and we find out who is re-
sponsible for booking. We write up standard
contracts and reiders but we go over it all on
the phone, including any technical terms. be-
fore the contract is issued. We try and make
our riders easy to read and understand. |f an
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act doesn't carry its own sound. we let the
college know verbally as well as in writing.

“All of our dates are discussed between
ourselves. too,” Roger emphasizes. ""How
does the act get to the school. does the
school have trucks, where are there hotels in
the area. what will admission be. how many
seats are there? We send a questionnaire out
with every contract. Once you get the prelimi
nary material out of the way. the rest is
easy.’”

Roger says the college market is bigger
and better than ever. "We start with many
relatively unknown acts and build them.
There's no shame in opening a show. Even
tually. we hope to make most of our acts
headliners. and some of them are already.
Among the majors. Premier has been a real
ally. If they have a show where an opening
act is needed. they let us know. The point is
to get maximum exposure for our acts any
reasonable way we can. For that reason, we
are flexible to a point in price. |f the place is
right and the price a little below what we usu
ally ask. we may, take the gig.”

The Resnick-Bernstein Agency is a year
and a half old and is bullish in the college
market. Among clients. the agency counts
Neil Diamond. Albert Collins. Jackie DeShan-
non. the Everly Brothers. the Five Man Elec
trical Band. Flash Cadillac & the Continental
Kids., Sam Neely. Gary Puckett and B.W. Ste
venson. Marshall Resnick calls the campus
entertainment business ‘‘fabulous” and
says he can't count how many shows he’s
helped set up in this area.

Dennis Truner of the firm feels it is "im
portant to develop personal relationships
Here. a caller deals with one person. When a
college buyer wants an act, we find out what
money he has to spend. look at the geo-
graphical location of the school and think ot
what type of music is happening there. Then
we may negotiate a deal.

“{'ve published a three-page ‘Guidelines
For Successful Concerts,” covering from five
weeks up front to the date and including
when and if to run ads. radio time and so on.
We furnish photos, bios and promotional
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material to the school. We explain all riders
and contracts verbally, and right now we feel
there is a trend to dealing with independents.
Kids like the personal contact.

Resnick says his firm will book package
shows if the show is right. Resnick himself
came from the Morr s agency and was active
in promotion when he was a student. “The
thing is to work closely with the kids.” he
says. "'They may be novices in promotion but
they're sophisticated and they're making
their own decisions about entertainment on
campus. which is a fairly new trend. They
don't want to feel ripped off. so you give
them as much information up front as pos-
sible and you guide them along. A smaller
agency has this advantage. We're on a stu-
dent’s level. and if he comes to meet us he
doesn’t go to the 40:h floor and pass through
six doors before he sees me. It all starts and
stops here.”

How does Resnick set up a college concert?
“Theusual,” he says. "We let the buyer know
the requirements of the act verbally. We want
everything up front, so an artist doesn't ar
rive and find a stand-up rather than a grand
piano. We like to feel that by the time an act
arrives on campus, it's allready to go. Our
concept is to grow. but to never outgrow our-
selves.”

Resnick also sees more colleges wanting
groups with stage 'acts.” is willing to expose
his ctients in any reasonable place including
the coffee house circuit and is willing to have
package tours if they help the artist and the
school.

Jerry Heller of the Heller-Fischel Agency,
Inc. is a member of the Practicing Law Insti
tute and often speaks at seminars on law
and entertainment. though he is not an at-
torney. Located in Beverly Hills. the agency
represents Dr. Hook and the Medicine Show,
the Grass Roots, the Guess Who, Gypsy. John
Mayall. Lee Michaels. and Boz Scaggs among
others.

Casually dressed and easy to reach, Heller
says the big agencies almost forced the crea
tion of the independents. **We were all at the

While the spectre of economic recession
has terrified students, faculty administrators
and professionals seeking to exploit the
campus market, the fact remains that talent
prices continue to rise to new heights while
contracts reflect increasing demands on stu-
dent talent exhibitors and promoters.

Talk of the budget squeeze facing Amer-
ica's colleges and universities has under-
scored any discussion of prices, and pro-
gram directors and student committees
have, in recent years, begun proposing al-
ternative methods of securing talent in the
face of spiralling fees.

Yet, at the agency level, the budget
squeeze is often viewed as a myth, or, in the
very least, somehow unimportant: after all,
available venues outside the campus con-
tinue to grow in size, and professional
promoters are apparently willing to support
the price spiral in their efforts to secure top-
drawing acts. Which suggests a growing pro-
gramming problem for students.

Just what the extent of the budget squeeze
might be is difficult to determine. For
campus budgets, like campus tastes, are ex-
tremely varied.

How did talent prices climb to these levels
in the first place? Where will they go? Is there
a ceiling?

Pulling back for a moment, return with us
now to the days of yesteryear, or. more accu-
rately, the early '60's, when few students or
agents could have guessed that top-draw tal-
ent would be seeking guarantees many times
greater than were then sought.

Then, as now, many campuses funded tal-
ent purchases through university funds, usu-
ally allocated in the form of a student activi-
ties fund administered by the institution and
frequently supplemented by a nominal
charge to the student.

The growth of the university or college in
post-war America had produced institutions
with growing entertainment demands, but
talent, particularly in the field of music, had
yet to command the fervent interest and
keen competition that would later be the
guiding lines for talent purchases.

Chuck Ramsey of IFA was himself a stu-
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dent and a talent programmer in 1963
“when | offered the unheard-of guarantee of
$3.500 for an act called the Smothers Broth-
ers.”" Ramsey now laughs to remember that
incident. for that booking, for Ohio's Witten-
berg College, produced a $4,500 gate. “We
became the talk of Ohio for some time after
that,” he now notes, suggesting that then. as
now, college concerts are often expected to
lose money. not make it. for the students.

In '63. a ceiling of $5.000 seemed gener-
ous in the extreme. Yet, by 1965, at least two
acts could ask $15,000 and find more than
enough takers. One of those acts was The
Beach Boys. as Jay Jacobs of William Morris
has noted. but Jacobs points to another
band as the hero (or villain, depending on
your vantage point) that raised prices and
drove them to breath-taking new highs.

That entity was, of course. The Beatles.
Their presence was the primary source of ex-
citement in an industry that was quickly find-
ing itself very much in the public eye. Pop
music had regenerated itself with an inten-
sity that no one had anticipated.

Today, a relatively eclectic solo performer
like John Hartford may expect $1.500 while
a soloist with broader popular appeal. like

Will rising costs cause schools to reduce
bookings, thus eliminating opportunities for
students—like these attending a rock con-
cert—to enjoy their music on their campus
stomping grounds?

Don McLean or Gordon Lightfoot, might be
had for $5,000 to $7.500. As for top-drawing
pop acts, a solidly established band or a pop
giant like Isaac Hayes can't be considered for
much less than $10.000 to $15,000. Then.
there are those acts that can ask twice that.
and get it.

While those prices obviously rise and fall
with different touring situations. halls and
the negotiating expertise of the parties in-
volved, the basic price structure of today's
campus talent world has grown enormously.

But many students feel that those prices,
should they continue to rise, might even-
tually place most established acts beyond
their financial reach—when an act asks for a
guarantee that represents as much as half
the school's annual entertainment budget,
can responsible student committees really
afford to squander their monies on such tal-
ent?

The problem is firmly rooted in the eco-
nomic destinies of the colleges and univer-
sities themselves. For, while larger arenas
and rising ticket prices, which have peaked
as high as $10.00 in some cities, have
pushed the talent market ever higher,
campus budgets have generally remained
static.

Many administrators feel that even stable
budgets are increasingly difficult to sustain,
for, as operation expenses rise, and available
funds shrink, the most expendable monies
are—you, guessed it, the student activities
fund.

What has really happened is harder to as-
sess. The budget squeeze does exist, that
much is certain. While larger, state-funded
schools often do coincide with the frequent
agency view that there’s money to burn—in
some instances, up to and beyond
$250,000—there is still the reality of schools
whose budgets are levelling out as the influx
of new students, a key factor in the late '60's
(when the post-war baby boom flooded
campuses), begins to taper off.

More serious are schools whose budgets,
remaining static, and relatively modest even
a few years back, can't possibly keep up with

in order to-grab it while they can, artists hit
the road, Jack, sometimes never to come
back but to work themselves into obscurity
or out of it. The collegiate circuit has become
in the past decade the most meaningful
means of communicating in person with
young people extant in this country.

Ten years ago, college concerts were a
small facet of the entertainment business
Today, college concerts mean big bucks. In
the following story, two artists with mean
ingful stature within the musical world, Mary
Travers and Harry Chapin, discuss the
campus circuit from their on stage points of
view.

Music on campus has been a reflector of
the times and trials of our lives. Today, hard
rock bands and gentle sounding poet/sing-
ers coddle audiences alike. Ten years ago
folk rnusic and jazz were the popular in
sounds.

“When | was 23 and Peter, Paul and Mary
first began, it was at the beginning of the rise
of the renaissance of folk music,” recalls
Mary Travers one quiet afternoon in a hilltop
Bel-Air, Califormia, residence she calls home
while fulfilling an engagement at the Trouba-
dour nightclub.

Mary chooses to recall her own decade of
campus participation by emphasizing that
the 50s were “‘classified as the silent gener-
ation, with young people under the gloom
and fear of red-bating and McCarthyism."

Students weren't doing very much, she
says, and neither was pop music. “*“Music is a
reflector of what people are feeling. so when
the Kingstor Trio emerged, they were com-
pletely apolitical. It was necessary. Peter,
Paul and Mary couldn't have happened in the
‘50s. It was still too nervous, but the King-
ston Trio emerged with the joy of singing to-
gether, with the joy of the positiveness of a
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group involvement. They didn't say anything
political; they didn’t discuss social phencm-
ena; they just had fun together and it was in-
fectious. It wasn't playing a competitive
sport together because singing together is
not a competitive sport. It caught on "

Peter, Paul and Mary's mentors were the
Weavers, a group whicn preceded the King-
ston Trio and which were very definitely pol.t
ically oriented, as was Pete Seeger.

So that in the '50s college concerts weie
clean and wholesome and undisturbing. And
when PPM began to get bookings on
campuses in 1962'63, they brought their
own inspired kinds of social relevance tunes
with them.

In that first year of breaking through the
mystique of pop music, PPM were fiterally on
the road at campuses and clubs from one
end of the country to the other. How many
college concerts did they do in their first
year? “Would you believe 172?"" Mary asks,
between puffs of her omnipresent cigarettes.
This year, two seasons after the trio broke
up, she would like to do 30 college concerts,
s0 the times they have changed for her, and
“The Times They Are A Changin’ "' by Bob
Dylan remains one of the staples of her rep-
ertoire.

Initially, PPM's early repertoire encom
passed one third songs of a traditional tolk
nature with the remainder showcasing works
by contemporary writers like Dylan, Bob Gib
son and Gordon Lightfcot.

Mary says the ' moment was right” far
PPM's brand of music. ‘*eople were ready
and wanting to hear abclt reality,” she says.
“Politically things had loosened up and
young people were eager for growth.”

Mary traces the breakthough emergence

of the collegiate circuit to around 196263.
Up until then, the work field was primarily

folk clubs of small sizes and sometimes
known reputations.

Life on the road, this mother of four chil-
dren admits now with a crock of her head and
a twisting of her smile “is really for very
young people with no responsibilities and
healthy bodies."”

When she started touring with Peter Yar-
row and Paul Stookey, Mary brought her 11
month daughter with her. My life was not
the free-wheeling experience that the guys
enjoyed. It wasn't one long stay up at night
party. | had to get back to the hotel to relieve
the babysitter.”

Initially, agent Bert Block handled the
act’s college gigs: then they hired Tom and
Ed Sarkesian to handle their college dates.
Now management 3 handles Mary.

""We were aware that we were one of the
first successful groups to re-enter the politi-
cal world and we were very concerned about
our responsibility. When you open your
mouth there is a responsibility to be aware of
what you say because you can influence
people.”

Does she feel PPM did influence young
minds with its social consciousness im-
planted songs (“If | Had A Hammer,"
Blowin’ In The Wind,” *‘The Times They Are
AChangin' ")? “'Sure,"” shereplies promptly.

What did she receive in return from playing
before thousands of young people? “A tre-
mendous sense of sharing. | always felt in
the body of the audience there were people
just like myself who wanted to care, to be in-
volved and to be moved.”

After the first year and one-half of “‘suffer-
ing” in gyms and auditoriums which Mary
says weren't set up for musical shows, the
trio bought its own sound equipment, got a
truck and a drive and ended up with 3,000
pounds of equipment.

Big 10, The Pacific Coast regions, the South-
ern schools, Mary says she never encoun-
tered any regional tastes in music.

I had commented that agents have said
there are regional tastes in music, but Mary
was contrary. “We are all Americans, raised
in the same mass media. How can we be radi-
cally different from area to area?"

But there were some instances which were
tied to regions. *‘There were problems during
the Civil Right Movement. When we would ar-
rive at some airport in the South and some
college student would come out to pick us up,
many times the first thing out of his mouth
would be: ‘You don't understand our prob-
lems.” And | would say, ‘I haven't said any-
thing yet.’

“I remember singing ‘If | Had A Hammer*
on the campus of Ole Miss when James
Meredith was there and really feeling in the
middle of the song there was a gross misin-
terpretation of the lyric going down. | was
singing about the love between our brothers
and sisters and so were they. But they were
talking about white people and | was talking
about everybody. They were having a good
time and we were having a good time and |
thought my God, don‘t they understand what
I'm saying? And there’'s this armed camp of
Army tanks and some poor Black student is
trying to get into this school. The odd thing
about that is that now | would say the South
is much more racially progressive than the
North.”

While they were a trio, Peter Yarrow set up
the evening's program, which Mary suspects
may have affected the way she herself now
programs her own concerts (which include
backing by her own quintet),

The first half of her two hour concert con-
tains more of the “'thinky things'' with the
first three songs setting a tone. The second
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half is a little shorter and much faster
paced—*like a rush."

Five years after they began. the trio‘s ma-
terial was less traditional and more into im-
ages by the likes of John Denver and their
own compositions.

One gets the feeling after talking with
Mary that her two male associates had the
upper hand on stage. She says she was never
allowed to introduce any songs and her
solos, well, they just weren't like Peter's or
Paul's. I was supposed to be silent and full
of mystique " she says a bit sarcastically.

PPM used to take $5,000 against a per-
centage of the gross, ‘But we'd walk home
with a lot more money because we played big
halls. Now her price for a college =oncert is
$5.000 or more, depending on the hall and
the potential gross. Her sidemen earn $150 a
night, with Mary paying airfare and per diem
expenses.

What was life Fke for a young woman trav-
eling with two men around the country, play-
ing one nighters and moving ever forward in
time and space?

She wastes not one second in answering. It
was full of loneiiness; it was fatiguing be-
cause of the ratural phenrmenon taking
place like time changes, jet lag, bad food,
bao hours and singing when you are sick

She found inspiration in her college au-
diences. “College kids are a marvelous mix-
ture of several qualities; they are sophis-
ticated, they do want something with
substance and they are open. Students as a
whole can be very exciting people. They're
very alive: Even when they're in moments of
pain, there's a sense of being close to their
feelings."”

Since the group's music (with constant as-
sistance from bassist Dick Kniss) was an inti-
mate experience. how did playing in 10,600
seat auditoriums or gyms affect the perform.
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ance? Since some of the songs are definitely
theatrical, Mary answers that “when the
lights are out, it's a theater. When the lights
are out you can't deal with playing before
10,000 kids

If not for the cotlege circuit, would PPM
have suce.eeded so forcefully?

Mary emphatically answers that the "'live
media™ is worth 50 times the value of tele-
vision, meaning that playing in front of stu-
dents was where it was.

“Withgut the college market, today, the
recard companies would die on the vine,"
she says. "“The college and record industry
run hand in hand in the making of any con-
temporary artist's career. Television cannot
do it. TV in the long run cannot sustain any
artist who has been successful with college
concerts, leaves that and does several years
of TV and then tries to get back on the col-
lege scene. Once an audience has seen you
for free on TV, it's very hard to create a mar-
ket again. That's why | don'tdo a lotof TV.™

College audiences have given her a sense
of "being in touch with what's bubbling
thraugh in the culture, of being in touch with
new things.”" Information chats with stu-
dents after shows have opened pipelines for
her to know about new poets and artisans.

Two years after the split, with Peter in ‘'re-
tirement” and Paul working a solo, is there
any charce for this meaningful of master-
peces ta ever get together again? Answers
the girl with the long blonde hair, the sinuous
body movements and the powerful voice:
“Yau can't go home again. There's no sense
in going backward when you can go forward.
We spent our musical adolescene together
and we-all felt very enriched by it. But now it's
time to develop tne "I's” instead of the
we's"”

Mary has every right to develop her |

Talent Buying: There's Plenty
Of Money, Muricians And
Demands involved Today.
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The business of putting on campus enter-
tainment has had its shock waves over the
past 10 years. Not only have schools rocked
to the reeling of changing musical styles, but
students have thrown rocks at the schools to
make them reel in awe at the power of under-
grads reaching out for their own power.

The activist period of the 1960s-early 70s
has affected both the sounds of music and
the attitudes of the students listening to mu-
sic: their music, music which has reflected
their inner frustrations and hotbeds of dis-
content.
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The sweet strains of easy listening pop
music have been replaced by the strident,
hard rocking sounds of American and British
bands. The sniping asides of folk music have
been replaced by the exerting polyrhythms of
modern and avant-garde jazz. Music popular
10 years ago is barely heard in college con-
certs today. Today's artists are newcomers
to show business and to ever changing colle-
gians.

How to describe the decade of evolution
which spans 1963 to 1973?

« It has been a climate of freedom of ex-
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pression for students, resulting in their de-
manding more of a say over their cultural
lives on campus.

- It has meant more students participa-
ting in the process of selecting entertain-
ment for their peers.

- It has meant the growth of the National
Entertainment Conference (NEC) as a filter-
ing organization for information about tal-
ent and the establishment of regional and
national talent exposure platforms.

- It has meant the development of a major
talent circuit paying top dollar for attrac-
tions, often in competition with open con-
certs in other arenas and auditoriums.

- It has created employment for more mu-
sicians than had ever anticipated they would
set foot on a campus.

» It has produced more and more contrac-
tual requirements (riders) which schools
have to analyze and understand.

- It hascreated a team effort on the part of
the professionals in the management, book-
ing, record company and public relations
fields to ensure that artists are properly pro-
moted and presented.

+ It has caused more concerns for proper
sound reproduction in large facilities.

+ It has caused more concern for proper
security of physical facilities.

These are just some surface concerns
which are inherent in the growth and evo-
lutionary nature of the campus concert busi-
ness.

Schoots tend to program in finite the same
kinds of music their students hear on the ra-
dio or play in their dorms on phonographs or
stereo tape players.

UCLA is one of the major universities
which has always had major entertainment
programs for both students and the general
public through two separate organizations,
the student committee for the arts and the
committee on fine arts productions.

Frances Inglis, who has headed the fine
arts productions committee for 13 years, is
due for retirement in June and her replace-
ment has not yet been chosen.

But she had gone through the evolution of
campus entertainment from booking major
names for the public to moving into experi-
mental areas when the Los Angeles Music
Center opened four years ago and other loca-
tions like the Inglewood Forum, Hollywood
Paladium and Santa Monica Civic Audito:
rium began really booking major concert at-
tractions, sometimes simultaneously.

In the summer, the Hollywood Bowl used
to be the prime outdoor concert location.
Now, these aforementioned places are also
booking concerts along with the Bow! which
reduced UCLA’s own public program.

But there is a tremendous demand for
good pop concerts and the school plans to
get back into that end of programming.

Students are now asking their committee
for jazz once again, so concerts will be
presented at Schoenberg Hall, one of the fin-
est small theaters (528 seats) in the city.

The massive Pauley Pavilion (where the
championship basketball team romps). has
not had too many rock attractions, but Sha
Na Na was in recently. Royce Hall with its
1,890 seats was traditionally the school's
main concert hall and the likes of the Eagles,

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Take a large hotel; gather anywhere from
several hundred to several thousand stu-
dents, faculty members and representatives
of various entertainment industry com-
panies; add several tons of food, a few thou-
sand gallons of liquid (name your poison), a
not-so-discrete sprinkling of other stimu-
lants, some live talent, and you have a popu-
lar stereotype of the college entertainment
convention.

By that model, such gatherings provide a
good time for nearly everyone. But actual
benefits, in terms of business conducted,
seem a bit tougher to define.

Are college conventions fruitful for stu-
dents and professionals? Or are they simply
misguided public relations gestures that suc-
ceed only in providing students with free
records and concerts, agents with steep ex-
pense account billings and convention coor-
dinators with severe headaches?

Recent years have seen several campus ac-
tivities organizations, notably the National
Entertainment Conference (NEC), the Assn.
of College Unions—International (ACU-I)
and other similar unions undergo substan-
tial growth. For each organization, a national
convention has posed greater problems as
membership and industry support have
grown.

Thus, those conventions have grown to
Brobdignagian proportions, with a propor-
tionate articulation of administrative bu-
reaucracies that many critics feel now rival
the Federal Government in red tape. Talent
agents, while spending generous budgets on
exhibitors’ booths, hospitality suites and live
entertainment, complain that little tangible
progress is made during those gatherings;
students sometimes charge that the condi-
tions for really learning or conducting busi-
ness are far from ideal; while the organiza-
tions themselves continue to grow, and to
escalate both the cost and complexity of the
gatherings.

In past years, the NEC has been a prime
target, for it is through this organization,
first designed in the South to help students
deal with traditionally wily agencies, that stu-
dents, faculty and professionals attempt to
do business effectively.

Many agents come away from NEC na-
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tiona!l and regional conventions with undis-
guised bitterness. While they restrain their
resentment during the proceedings, their
words are damning indeed. Why, they ask,
should they continue to support such organi-
zations when they customarily come away
without having blocked a single tour, or, in
many instances, even signed a single con-
tract? How can they hope to come out on top
when union managers aren't really aware of
their market, and students aren't really
aware of their responsibilities as promoters?

The NEC has evolved into a powerful or-
ganization that serves as a vital communi-
cations link between schools. While the or-
ganization isn't the only game in town—
member schools are spread primarily
through the South, the East and parts of the
Midwest—it is the closest thing to the major
leagues available for those regions where its
ties are strong.

One possible key to understanding these
organizations in general, and the NEC in par-
ticular, is the problem of self-image. Some
agents would like conventions to function as
a bargaining floor, and they measure the va-
lidity of the exercise in terms of the number
of signed contracts in hand as they leave the
aftair.

NEC chairman Robert McCurdy, of Car-
negie-Mellon University in Pittsburgh, cites
that conception of NEC as a crucial misun-
derstanding. “*‘Anybody who expects to go
back to New York or Los Angeles with signed
contracts simply doesn’t understand the na-
ture of student concert funding,” he states,
going on to note that students themselves
are usually responsible to committees on
campus.

For McCurdy, that reality precludes any
significant booking activity on the conven-
tion floor. A more realistic expectation, he
feels, is to understand the NEC in terms of
establishing vital links between student and
agent. “What | think we've been working for,
and what | think we're just now beginning to
achieve, is for associate members to estab-
lish viable working relationships with
agencies and management firms while
there.”

That possibility justifies the exercise for
McCurdy, for such relationships, when

formed intelligently and conducted profes-
sionally, do produce business. 'l know that it
has affected our programming here at Car-
negie-Mellon. Because roughly 75 percent of
the programs we’ve contracted for in recent
years have been as a direct result of NEC
showcases regionally or nationally. Yet vir-
tually no bookings were actually made at the
conventions, and many were made up to a
year-and-a-half later, due to problems in
routing or availability of acts or dates open at
our end.”

McCurdy himself would be the last to deny
that his role in the NEC influences his van-
tage point. But his awareness of the realities
of conventions, and the criticism surround-
ing both the organization and its conven-
tions, is genuine enough, as demonstrated
both in informal discussions and in his ad-
dresses to college students.

The NEC recognizes its dependency on ex-
hibitors as a source of income. But there is
also the question of student needs, a ques-
tion of crucial importance at a time when
school budgets and talent prices seem 0 be
moving away from each other. Thus, this
year's national convention offered a much
broader range of exhibitions, in an effort to
provide student buyers with alternative
media and entertainment packages to cope
with budgetary restraints.

That trend has alienated some agents,
particularly those restricted to handling
large rosters of high-priced rock acts. One
agent, representing a major agency situated
in New York, described the '73 convention in
terms of its “'Circus-like atmosphere.”

That agent’s vantage point. while noz vit-
riolic, should be examined. **Suddenly,”" he
continues, “'this organization has grown, to
the point where they have opened it up to
everyone who has something to push on
campus.

"But that diversification has thinned
everyone out.”

Another factor in agency discomfort has
been the growing role of record companies
on campus. For, while record company pro-
motional support can provide valuable addi-
tional exposure for artists, record label spon-
sored talent showcases at the NEC
conventions, a phenomenon that grew
mightily at this year's national, can conflict
with agency talent in the NEC showcases. Or
so agents charge.

Record company representatives respond
by noting that those activities were sched-
uled after-hours, specifically to avoid compe-
tition with the NEC functions. And the NEC
itself, now hoping for more record company
activity, has applauded that involvement as a
stimulus to new campus bookings.

Moreover, some observers note that one
problem felt at NEC and in campus booking

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Campus radio, once more or less a training
laboratory for the world of professional ra-
dio, now takes a backseat to no one as

aggressive-minded college radio stu-

dents give local commercial stations
a run-for-their'money not only in pro-
gramming and audience ratings, but in
advertising.

What has happened is that many college
departments of communication decided, in
the past decade, that in order to get a proper
perspective on what professional radio was
all about the college station should be as
nearly like a professional station as possible.
Some are carrier current, but many have
small-wattage FM operations.

Thus, several years ago many college sta-
tions adopted a Top 40 format and the ad-
vent of the progressive format brought about
its adoption at many universities coast-to-
coast. At Brown University in Providence,
R.l.. for example, WBRU-FM has long been
one of the most outstanding college stations
in the nation. This is verified in many ways,
but specifically because it constantly nips
into the ratings of local commercial stations
in Providence with its progressive format.

And, more than any other way, the proof of
how good a station is and of its ability to
compete in the general marketplace is re-
flected by the record industry. One of the first
men to realize that a radio station, regard-
less of its format or whether it's a commer-
cial station or a non-commercial station, is
making it as a record promotion man. For
one thing, he's among the first to get a sales
feedback . . . he knows that product is being
asked about in the local record stores and
where the impetus is coming from.

Some people will argue whether a college
station can create a hit. But, in any case, col-
lege stations can and do start the initial im-
petus today on many, many records. This is
because:

® The college radio stations as a rule are
not hampered by the tight playlists affecting
most commercial Top 40 stations;

® College radio students are more recep-
tive to new product and less afraid to go on
new records; in fact, they like taking a
chance on new records just because they
sound good, something virtually unthinkable
at the majority of Top 40 stations in the so-
called professional genre.

So firm is his belief in college radio that
Russ Regan, president of 20th Century
Records, has concentrated promotion on
"Big Six"" by Judge Dread strictly at the col-
lege level. "'l love college radio,"” Regan says,
adding that perhaps the reason might be
"Big Six"’ was already breaking in sales at
the University of Minnesota.

Several record companies have college
promotion specialists. Bob Glassenberg at
Warner Bros. Records knows the college ra-
dio scene inside and out.

Martin Cerf, director of creative services
for United Artist Records, can point to col-

lege radio as being extremely beneficial for
the Move, a group whose album is currently
on the chart almost strictly as a result of con-
centrated college promotion. “'The sale of
that album has come all from college and FM
progressive stations,”” Cerf says, *.. . in that
order, too."

UA has 15 representatives at the college
level, plus three national promotion men who
work at the college scene. Each of the college
representatives are students who work about
two days a week for UA. In addition to vis-
iting all of the college radio stations in their
regions, they also call on dealers to insure
that stock is available, as well as check rack
outlets. “If there's no product in a particular
rack outlet,” Cerf says, ‘'we often have UDC,
our distribution arm, take over and get prod-
uct into that particular location.”

Basically, he feels that no one could say:

® College stations sell X amount of prod-
uct;

® College stations don’t sell product.

"*The truth is that the number of sales gen-
erated by college airplay is too difficult to de-
termine. But | think that concentrated,
across-the-board airplay of a given album by
college stations across the country might
generate as much as 100,000 sales.”

He also feels that consistent airplay at the
college level might influence local commer-
cial stations in that area to also pick up the
record for airplay.

UA recently produced an album of a radio
show—"The Douglas Collection" and 3,000
copies of this were presented to college sta-
tions. Cerf points out that jazz, virtually dead
as a commercial radio entity except for a
couple of radio stations, still lives on
campus. *'Eighty percent of college radio sta-
tions have a jazz radio show of some kind."
Sales of Bluenote Records, UA's jazz line,
have doubled in the past year, attributable to
a great extent, because of college promotion.
And pop artists such as Don McLean spent a
long time in the college circuit before hitting
with **American Pie."

Like in the country, soul, and MOR fields,
you can only sell a limited number of records
via college airplay. The record has to cross-
over as a pop general market hit before big
sales result.

But, as one record company executive
points out, ‘“*sales have to start somewhere
and even many of the FM stations today have
closed music playlists. College radio sta-
tions, in any case, are much more receptive
to record promotion men."’

Not only do they sound good because they
are playing good music, but the students
who operate them are often serious minded
broadcasters and they are not throwing away
the opportunity to work with professional
equipment.

Today's college radio personality could be
tomorrow's new hit personality on a com-
mercial station. The students know that. And
so too do the record companies.

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There's a general resurgence of interest in
classical music—once the backbone of many
school's entertainment programs—coupled
with more requests for concerts by guitar-
ists. In the classical music market, that por-
tends activity and a healthy amount accord-

ing to several prominent personal
management firms which provide talent to
schools.

Audrey Hartman, managerial associate of
the Sam Niefold division of Columbia Artists
Management (CAMI), says the guitar surge is
primarily due to the increasing interestin the
instrument itself, with colleges offering more
courses as a result. Klaus Kolmar, president
of the Kolmar Luth Agency, agrees. "*The in-
strument plays a highly important rale in stu-
dents’ acceptance and the guitar is certainly
the most popular instrument. Therefore,
when they choose which artists they prefer
for a concert their first choice seems to be for
a guitanist.”

Miss Hartman and Kolmar differ, however,
on the type of music most preferred by stu-
dents. “'It's my opinion that over the last few
years, college students are digging modern
music more. Some of the contributing fac-
tors are the Moog synthesizer's emergence,
and a bridging of the classical-pop gap by
artists such as Andre Previn, who though ba-
sically a classical artist, attracts pop-ori-
ented youths as well. Also, the younger clas-
sical pianist 1s attracting large audiences.
His repertoire and style, plus of course the
age factor, contribute to reasons for seeking
this kind of talent for campus concert
dates,” Kolmar says.

Miss Hartman says that students, al-
though selecting artists such as Virgil Fox,
*are going back to the roots of music played
by Pro Musica, for example.”” She says ballet
companies also play a vital role in students’
tastes, and requests for such groups have in-
creased. For a time students wanted rock
music, but the classical business has become
strong again. “Chamber music is especially
strong for us.”

CAMI supports its artists tours in various
ways, sending flyers, posters, heralds, photo-
graphs and press books to give the artist as
much up-front publicity as possible. Also,
fact sheets go to the students on how to con-
tact local radio station and newspaper
media. Salesmen first blanket their areas,
giving a list of the agency's clients to campus

booking authorities, attending recitals and
business meetings.

“We let the artist suggest the program for
a particular college. He then submits it to our
program department, where we type it up.
Very rarely do we make changes. And our
fees are established. Each school is charged
the same, although we take their budget into
consideration,”” she says.

Regarding the artist’s program: ""You have
to be careful that you don't duplicate reper-
toire booked in a series. Some favor tradi-
tional, some favor modern. Carlos Montoya
likes to vary his program. Of 110 dates he
has this year, half are on campus,”” Kolmar
says.

Kolmar Luth also handles foreign groups.
And in this case, the government subsidizes
transportation. " The Munich Bach Choir and
Orchestra, which recently toured here, was
underwritten by the West German govern-
ment. Large groups of this kind charge
$6,000 to $10.000 per performance. But
they're here for a short time, alternating with
other large units.”

The Kolmar operation charges the school
according to its budget, size of the college
and how monies are distributed. Few schools
depend on admission money solely to bring
in an artist. Kolmar finds that schools in New
England and in the Far West show the strong
est interest in classical music.

Hurok Concerts representatives see a
strong resurgence of interest in classical mu-
sic and the fine arts on the whole college
scene. Patrick Cerza, one of its representa-
tives says: ““There is a real demand for or-
chestras on every campus that has a hall
large enough and in some where the hall isn't
large enough. Dance attractions of every
type are also in great demand.” Cerza notes
that the majar problem in both cases is that
of routing these larger groups to fit campus
schedules.

Edgar Kneedler, another representative,
sees an increased interest in vocal artists af-
ter several lean years. 1 think that the stu-
dents are eager to hear good, strong voices
that don't require amplification,” he says.
“Students are also excited by names that
they are familiar with; Roberta Peters, Mary
Costa, Shirley Verrett, Nicolai Gedda or sing-
ers they've seen on Dick Cavett, Mike
Douglas or other television shows like Rich-
ard Fredericks.”

Representative Dale Heapps says that pi-
anists are still far and away the most popular
recitalists on a dollar volume. ""The students
want to know which pianists we have,” he
says. " Then they ask for the list of guitarists.
I wouldn't say that this is a new thing. Guitar-
ists have always been good on a campus
series and are often the easiest attraction to
sell to the student body."

Southern rep Robert Young agrees that pi-
anists still lead the recital field but empha-
sizes that students look toward a name pian-
ist like Van Cliburn or Artur Rubinstein
before making a decision on a lesser-known
artist. "We have pianists who are playing
regularly with the greatest orchestras, who
have made numerous recordings and who
have been acclaimed everywhere,”" he says.
“Very often the student committee will not
be at all familiar with the classical music
scene and we run into a little difficulty trying
to relay the information to the students. For-
tunately, most colleges have an advisor who
advises the committee.”

All the Hurok reps agreed that the stu-
dents often look toward big name classical
talent despite the price tag and are not afraid
to consider a Van Cliburn or a National Ballet
Company with Rudolf Nurever.

Kneedler also points up the continued pop-
ularity of chamber groups and combinations
on campus. Cerza sees very little in the way
of programming change in the last few years
although he does see changes in the way the
concerts are presented. “'There is certainly a
lot less formality than five years ago.”

After the growth of budgets in the early
60's and the cutbacks in the last few years.
all of the Hurok representatives see a level
ing off in budgets. The major shift i1s respon
sibility shifting from faculty or statf into the
hands of students.

"Sometimes it is frustrating getting stu-
dents turned on to someone they have never
heard of, but some of our younger artists like
Daniel Heifetz, Michael Lorimer of Yo-Yo Ma
relax the students in informal sessions be-
fore the concert which boosts audiences and
enthusiasm at the concert,”” Heapps notes.
~The students want the music not out of
duty, but because they want to hear it. This
turns us on and the frustrations disappear
when the telephone rings and some student
says, ‘We just had Van Cliburn and he was
unbelievable.” ™

the music is being requested by collegians
again and is even moving into the high
schools.

Alexander heads up his own booking
agency which specializes in big band jazz
and notes that such bands as Woody Her
man. Stan Kenton, Buddy Rich and Maynard
Ferguson are all working 48 weeks out of the
year, with between 40 to 50 percent of these

dates either on campus or at high schools.

*Maynard Ferguson. for instance, was a
standout success when we presented him at
the NEC convention despite poor position:
ing—the next to last act on the last day of the
convention,” Alexander says.

"'But after the appearance. our booth was
smothered with inquirtes and | think we sold
more dates out of the convention than any
other two agencies in the business.

If you want another example of the boom
in the big band business. then consider that
this is the Ferguson band’s third tour in the
U.S. inside 12 months. And a lot of this is
working in the colleges and high schools. Fer
guson will do a clinic in the afternoon and a
concert in the evening.”

Other Alexander bands following the same
route include Buddy Rich. who will give a
drum seminar, rap session with the students
and a concert in the evening. Woody Her-
man. who does the same thing, and Stan
Kenton. whom Alexander credits with open
ing up the whole market.

Even Count Basie. whom Alexander con-
siders 'a broader based band,” is moving
into the area. He recentty completed a rap
session with students at the Kansas State
Teachers Colleges. the first time he has en
tered that field. Alexander states that Basie
has professed interest in further experi
ments along this line.

"‘Basie, is, of course, booked for a lot of
dances on campus which is another area that
is opening up for us. | think we must have
written about 16 to 20 dates at the NEC Con
vention for the Glenn Miller Band. led by
Buddy de Franco. which is interesting. We
have kept the Miller orchestra alive for 16
years and they work 48 weeks a year with a
lot of this work coming from high school and
college dances.”

Alexander credits the increased apprecia
tion of btg band jazz at the college level to the
advanced rock musicians.

It doesn't mean that rock will lose our be
cause there is always room for the great per
former, the great musicians. and the ad
vanced rock musicians paved the way for the
appreciation of artists like Kenton, Rich or
Ferguson. Also the inclusion of jazz into the
music of Santana, the Mahavishnu Orches
tra and Chicago was helpful.

"Now the interest is such that we have two
or three young artists who we are not yet
ready to spring but who want to go big band
style. They are in the bull pen so to speak
while the major league players, Kenton. Rich,
Ferguson. Herman. are out there. Of course
it is a much more costly venture to promote a
big band."

Another problem facing the big band revi
val, according to Alexander, is lack of cooper-
ation, by and large, from the major record
companies in the promotion area.

"They are the biggest block to a big band
revival on the campus or any other level.
They are not alive to promotion. They are re-
sisting it. If they got behind a big band to the
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same degree. with the same promotional
budget. as they do with rock artists. they
would be a real change.

"Are they afraid to do this because of their
tremendous rock inventories?

“Itis possible to get a 50.000 sale for a big
band jazz album. And all this is basically
without promotion—what would it be like
with promotion? | know the market is there
and | know it can explode. It is being held
back by the record companies.

"If nothing happens, we shall have to do it
ourselves, Already we are shipping out al-
bums to our road bands so they can sell them
to the kids who want to buy them at concerts.
An explosion like this doesn't mean that rock
will die—everybody will benefit. It will be a
real revolution,”

Campus seminars and clinics are also a
coming thing in the small jazz group and solo
performer areas.

As long ago as 1968. the Cannonball Ad-
derley Quintet, long a major name in the jazz
world. did as many as 60 campus dates.

Currently, the John Levy Office. who han-
dles the Adderley group. estimates that Ad-
derley does around 30 percent of his dates
on the college level. Some of the work also
takes place in high schools.

Adderiey has a more complicated ap-
proach than most. dividing over two days his
college stay into a seminar on black music
from the roots to the present day and then
breaking off into the clinic-demonstration
with individual members of the group taking
students. Finally the whole thing climaxes
with a concert.

Adderley has also done four-day affairs.
such as one last year in New York sponsored
by the Urban League

Another Levy artist, Les McCann, has also
started on the seminar-concert trail in
campuses.

Solo musicians who work in schools and
colleges around New York include Marian
McPartland, Joe Herman, Billy Taylor, Her-
bie Hancock. Clark Terry (who devotes an
enormous amount of time to college stu-
dents), Jimmy Owens and Mose Allison,

This 1s by no means a complete list, but it
denotes the awakening awareness of the jazz
musician to branch out and also capture a
young audience with his jazz sounds.

Alexander reports strong reaction even
from 10 year olds to a Buddy Rich perform-
ance at high schools.

Jazz on campus is also being reflected by
college radio. Billboard's College Playlists re
port that college stations that were previ
ously progressive rock or even Top 40 are
now programming jazz singles and album
cuts. Much of this also reflects the increasing
awareness on all levels of black music.

There has also been an increase in actual
jazz shows.

Bob Gaviano who books for Associated
Booking in New York, reckons the market for
jazz at the college level has increased by
about 25 percent recently. He is mainly in
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volved in booking small groups into the col-
lege circuits.

And the reason?

Says Gaviano: "'l think tt is because the col-
leges are starting to allot money to the black
student unions and they are bringing in their
own music. This in many cases includes jazz
acts such as Freddie Hubbard, Leon Thomas.
Pharoah Sanders ang Roland Kirk.

"These musicians are all becoming better
known by college students, which is a good
thing because they are all brilliant musi-
cians.

“And it's good to see them getting out of
the Village Vanguard and similar-type jazz
clubs into the small 1,000 seater situations
on colleges.”

Gaviano considers the allotment of money
to black unions a ‘‘necessary thing.” He
comments: “They had to do it. | book Wish
bone Ash or the Beach Boys into a college but
how does that appeal to a black student?"

But jazz on campus is benefiting from the
increased exposure of all music, on tele-

lot of markets. He is booking Deodato. long a
studio musician and arranger. into colleges
and clubs and finds *‘there's a lot of people
who want to learn about jazz."

Years ago. Dave Brubeck broke open the
campus trail to jazz players. The Modern
Jazz Quartet with its soft, delicate textures
became staples along the trail as did Cal
Tjader with his mixed bag of Latin and main
stream sounds.

For years, small bands played colleges for
itwas “in" to dig jazz. And while these small
bands were playing concerts. the likes of
Duke Ellington and Basie were playing frater
nity dances and rubbing elbows with young
people in another setting.

Several years ago. rock bands—both
American and English—became the domi-
nant form of collegiate entertainment. rele.
gating jazz to a back seat position

vision, in concerts, on the radio, according to
Gawviano. It is not really a case of selling jazz
to a college, though. says Gaviano. ""With the
jazz market, if a school wants an artist they
will call in. And the black student has the
best insight on what he wants."

One hopeful sign. says Gaviano. is the
Deodato hit *Also Sprach Zarathustra™™ (the
theme music from the film **2001'*) which he
maintains is a crossover hit, appealing to a
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But then the rock bands started investi
gating jazz techmiques of rhythm. harmonic
structure and improvisation and the cycle
turned back to where jazz became in-de
mand and required reading.

The students who are serious musicians
and perform in the hundreds of stage bands
are the built-in nucleus of an audience which
is starting to again exert itself as a buying
power.

Nlear Campur
Means
Socking
Home Dollars.

The distribution and retailing of records
and tapes to campus communities is keeping
pace with the inherent strength of the mar-
ket.

With bookstores adding space for record
displays. retail chains vying for prime ioca-
tions, both on and off campus, and campus
radio flexing its muscle, the natural forces of
competition have created a demand for qual-
ity product and service.

Throw in student unions forming co-op
ventures and major manufacturers increas-
ing their emphasis on college promotion and
publicity—and you get a healthy, dynamic
marketplace.

There are specialty companies handling
only college accounts and record companies
have hired campus reps to make sure that
their albums and tapes are in stock at retail
outlets on or near campus. Both the manu-
tacturer of disks and the people who distrib-
ute them have come to see the campus mar-
ket over the past decade as a prime, vital
area for product exposure.

Part of the picture is Sound Music Sales of
California, a major one-stop and retail oper-
ation. Michael Pinto, president of the firm,
says that the company was formed in 1968
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with the first of four retail outlets. The first
store opened in April in Hollywood, servicing
the Los Angeles City College area. Seven
months later, the second store, servicing the
El Camino College area, was opened. With
both stores operating in the black. Pinto ex-
panded even further—this time to the Long
Beach State College area and the Santa
Monica City College area. Operated on a sep-
arate basis from the one-stop, the chain is
known as Platypus Records. Pinto says that
he looks to stock each store with at least
$25,000 in merchandise—with most of it in
LP product. Tapes sales aren’t that strong—
mainly because of bootleg operations.

The question of losses due to theft usually
comes up with campus oriented operations.
Pinto states that *'sure it exists, but it's at a
minimum level. We might lose one percent of
our sales over the year with theft.”” He says
that one of the reasons for the drop in losses
is the twice-a-week inventory which is taken
in each store. If losses occur, they can be pin-
pointed and stopped almost immediately. He
also credits the smallness of the outlets and
the personal nature of clerk/customer trans-
actions as a deterrent to stealing.

Even with a successful retail operation. a
great deal of Pinto's time is devoted to the
one-stop, Sound Music Sales. Pinto says that
the firm carries over 400 labels and services
accounts in Southern California, Arizona,
Nebraska, Oregon, Washington, and Texas.
Nearly 100 of his accounts are on or near
campuses. He claims to carry the largest col-
lection of both classical and blues product in
the West. Blues product accounts for 50 of
his labels.

As for promotion, Pinto says that Sound
Music has created a campaign whereby 50-
60 of its accounts will jointly promote the
same piece of product. Sound Music provides
in-store displays and the accounts create
window displays and play the product during
store hours.

Promotion on the retail level is just as im-
portant to Pinto. He says that the chain
takes out 50-60 radio spots a week and,
when possible, buys ad space in campus pub-
lications.

He also states that campus airplay helps
sales. *KUSC-FM, the University of Southern
California's station, is a strong force in the
market. They have a classical format during
the day and switch to rock in the evening—
the station reflects both the consumer and
trade trends within the market.”
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Coming eastward, you find the Harvard
Co-op making a simitar commitment to the
campus market. Sanford Litwin, general
manager of the Co-op, says that *‘although
we don't have any immediate plans for ex-
pansion, our current operation is meeting
with nothing but success.” The co-op has
four stores and all feature a record depart-
ment, as well as clothing, books and acces-
sories.

Servicing the campus community of MIT,
Harvard Law School and the Harvard Medical
Center, the co-op does about $500 worth of
sales per square foot of space. according to
Litwin. Concurring with Pinto and other own-
ers, Litwin says that tape sales are generally
low. He credits it to the fact that most stu-
dents in the area walk and have no use for
car units—and prefer disks for home use.

Breaking musical preferences down, Lit-
win says that the top three categories are
rock. classical and jazz. He says that 40 per-
cent of sales are in rock product; 30 percent
in classical and 15 percent in jazz. The re-
maining 15 percent is divided between r&b
and show music.

Promotion for the co-op includes approxi-
mately 30 spots a week on local PM under-
ground stations, as well as half-page adver-
tisements in campus papers.

Litwin feels that a strong influence in the
success of the co-op is the fact that a fuil-line
of product is carried on most labels. Quite of-
ten the co-op will feature a sale on an entire
tine of product—usually with good results.

Litwin also states that today's campus
community is "‘a very sophisticated buyer.
They are looking to collect records and their
tastes can be quite critical—therefore we
have to be aware of not only what's current
on the market, but what's good."”

Also well entrenched in the college market
is Discount Records, Inc. Marvin Saines.
president of the chain, states that the firm
has nearly 30 outlets across the country,
servicing colleges and universities.

He says that all the stores are full-line and
encompass an average of 1,800 to 2,000
square feet of space. Inventory for the out-
lets usually runs around $80,000 to $90.000
worth of product. '

Once again. in the question of LP's versus
tape sales, Saines says that LP's easily top
tapes. which account for approximately six
percent of Discount's sales near campuses.

Advertising for the chain is usually kept to
a minimum; the strength of the service avail-
able in each outlet, in terms of stock and
quality. is reflected in word of mouth adver-
tising.

Not too well publicized, but flourishing on
campus is the individual entrepreneur. The
student who buys from a local distributor or
one-stop and turns an initial investment into
service for fellow students and a profit for
himself. Quite often, the results of such a
one-man operation lead to the formation of
student union owned record/book shops.

And now as the result of good sales at
other locations, Campus book stores, which
previously didn't deal in records or tapes, are
also incorporating them into their operation.

If there is a message to be found in music
on campus these days—it's that big business
has arrived. And. retailers, distributors, and
even students, are taking advantage of it.
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“Last year was a political year. and every-
one. including students. 1s sick of hearing
about war, crime and drugs when they go to
listen to a speaker.” says Bob Walker, presi-
dent of the American Program Bureau in
Boston. the eight-year old giant college lec
ture agency.

“This year.” says Walker. "the students
are interested in more basic things. like
sports, the energy crisis, the occult, muck-
rakers aod comedy with a serious veinto it.”

The college lecture business is bigger than
ever, according to Walker, and booking lec-
turers requires only the knowledge of what
students are interested in and a good roster
of clients. It also involves knowing your
clients personally.

Who are some of the hot speakers on the
lecture circuit this year?

“The two professors who wrote ‘In Search
Of Dracula’ have to be among the biggest we
have. Walker says. " They show a 50-minute
movie surrounding the legend. including
cuts from the original ‘Dracula,’ they talk
and then they have a question and answer
period.”” Walker points out that these two
professors had all the ingredients to be suc-
cessfulfecturers. they simply had no real pre-
sentation. The movie. he adds, was an idea
to introduce them and their work to an au-
dience.

Certain comedians are also getting heavy
college bookings, but it's more than straight
comedy they offer. *“Murray Roman does a
lot of shows for us,” Walker says. *'He does
his comedy but he also talks about his bust
and the time he spent in jail. This is not an
ivory tower situation, this is a guy who has
been there. Pat Paulsen also does a lot for
us. so does Dick Gregory and even Soupy
Sales has been doing some lecturing.”

Another big draw is Frank Speiser. who
does "'The World Of Lenny Bruce and **The
Trials Of Lenny Bruce.”" Walker explains this
as kind of a Hal Holbrook act only the char-
acter is Lenny Bruce.

Science is also an important topic. *The
energy and transportation problems are in-
teresting to the schools.”” Walker says.
~Jules Bergman, the science editor of ABC-
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TV is a good speaker. as is Stuart Udall, for-
mer Secretary of the Interior.”

Other big draws are Norman Bigelow. an
escape artist. Joe Sorrentino, the ex-convict
who graduated from Harvard Law School
and David Schoenbrun. a reporter and expert
on China.

Muckraking and the rights or reporters to
keep sources to themselves are also impor-
tant topics. Brit Hume, the reporter who
helped Jack Anderson with the IT&T report is
much in demand, according to Walker. Brit
1s not only a top speaker,'* he says. “*he’s still
tn his 20°s and this makes him pretty close
age-wise to the people he’s talking too. Two
other good speakers involved in investigative
reporting are Carl Bernstein and Bob Wood-
ward. who broke the Watergate case.”

In sports, Bill Russell remains a favorite.
primarily because he is articulate and amus-
ing as well as being a sports star. Another im-
portant sports figure is Larry Brown of the
Washington Redskins football team. “Brown
doesn't talk down to the kids.'* Walker says.
“"He came from the ghetto and talks about
how he made it. But he doesn't preach.”

Other draws for Walker include Peter Max,
Ralph Nader and Dr. Paul Erlich, all well
known on the lecture circuit.

How does the agency work? “With the ex:
ception of myself.”” Walker says, *‘all of our
people are in their 20's. We often invite col-
lege booking directors to Boston to meet
with us and we send lists out to colleges of
who we have to offer.

~*Qur clients charge from $750 to $3.500.
and the only estimate | can give you of an-
nual bookings is in the thousands. We also
meet personally with our clients. We have 10
salesmen and we spend time helping set up
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the program and developing speakers. We
work with the college promoter, sometimes
including every cost in the contract and
sometimes placing travel and hotel costs in
other contracts.

Another important thing we try to do.”
Walker says, "is to get the speaker to the
school early. We like them to sit around in
unions or meet in informal gatherings with
students.

~Our contracts are as easy to read as pos-
sible, because we realize that for the most
part, we are dealing with laymen. not profes-
sional promoters. Actually, all that most of
our clients require is a microphone and a lec-
turn.”

Walker says the most important thing in
his business is to know the market. *We've
been through electicn year~ before. and we
knew people would be a little tired of politics.
Why should they pay to hear about it?
They've been hearing more than enough of it
for free for more than a year.”

Otber agencies are bouking clients besides
lecturers, and spot checks show that acts
such as mime troupes and in some cases
even vaudvilleroutines are nioving well to the
campus buyer. In short, this seems to be the
year that the campus buyer looking for non-
musical entertainment also wants some-
thing a little on the light side.

THe growth of the non-musical attraction
on campus is a success story unto itself. The
cultural climate of the college community
has made booking speakers and experi-
mental theater groups and modern dance
companies a natural experience.

Where once lectures and small touring
bands of unexpensive musicians were looked
upon as being the major entertainment at
traction on a Saturday night. now these
same kinds of offerings run into competition
from the overpowering force of contempo
rary music which has been the leading kind
of student entertainment for the past four
years.

But indications are that the single lecture
expert and the mime troupe will continue to
gain bookings as an alternative to the explo
sive. much more costly rock music act.

Certainly the surge of student power first
felt in the mid-'60's, when the Beatles
emerged as the spiritual leaders of a new and
vital music that both described and inspired
change, seems to have dissipated somewhat.
And, to give the monetary reality its due, the
recession, coupled with a less tangible but
equally important sense of musical ennui
generated by the music press, seems to have
depleted some of the energy that sparked
record sales and talent buying on campus.

Still, other agents see the market as a posi-
tive, growing one. Yes, there are still student
talent buying habits that betray an irritating
lack of professionalism. But most agents,
while often disagreeing on the ultimate po-
tential of the campus market and its future,
do share the belief that student bookers are
more aware. If many campuses have aban-
doned an earlier willingness to sample new
musical ideas, that conservatism has been
balanced by the evolution of professional
finesse and the continuing broadening of
campus tastes.

“The marketplace has grown for sure,”
comments Jay Jacobs of William Morris,
“but it has grown into other areas.’ Jacobs
points to the '73 NEC national convention,
held in Cincinnati during February, as evi-
dence of that trend, for student delegates
gathering there were offered a much broader
range of services than ever before. The grow-
ing importance of videotape, coupled with
the continued significance of the campus
film market, pose both new impetuses and
new problems for the world of campus tal-
ents, for, to many agents, the diversification
of the overall market has thinned out the po-
tential for musical acts.

That diversification certainly underscored
the NEC gathering, but both national and re-
gional NEC activities provided ample proof of
musical diversity as well, both in terms of
style and in terms of talent production and
pricing. The emergence of the ‘mini-con-
cert'—offering students constrained by tight-
ening budgets a programming alternative by
encouraging smaller concerts by new artists,
at fees much more affordable than those of
headliners—has not taken root as dramati-
cally as many programmers had expected.
But the philosophy behind that concept has
made its mark, and campus programmers
may be expected to increase their emphasis
on newer, more varied talents.

Mary Jo Mertens, a programmer at the
University of Kentucky and chairperson on
the NEC national committee in charge of
contemporary talent, helped integrate those
trends into the display of talent at the '73 na-
tional convention. *'| feel as though students
are trying to find more kinds of music to
break on campus,” she notes. “Three years
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ago, it was Blood, Sweat & Tears, Chicago,
Three Dog Night. That was your goal, to book
acts of that magnitude.

“Now, students are trying jazz again, big
band, bluegrass, a little country. Country’s
gone over surprisingly well here. And our
school is also getting into country artists.

“It's really great that there's more variety.
They're no longer guided by the masses.
They want to hear something different."”

Those changes reflect many factors. Sol
Saffian of AT! finds the growth of the
campus market encouraging indeed, while
also suggesting a cyclical return to some of
the key trends of the early '60's. ‘It is contin-
uing to grow. The trends, musically, have
widened,” he comments, ‘‘and it's come
home to roose again with r&b music,"”
among other styles. Saffian points to strong
campus interest in contemporary black pop
acts like Earth, Wind & Fire, described by an-
other agent as ‘“‘almost frightening’ in its
ability to bridge the gap between rock and
black music, and Billy Preston.

Likewise, campus radio airplay during the
past year has witnessed a dramatic revival of
interest in contemporary jazz. While jazz
clinics spark interest among student musi-
cians, established jazz artists are suddenly
inviting the same serious, intense interest
that had been confined to progressive rock
bands in recent years. Bookings have yet to
match airplay, but agencies like William Mor-
ris still have enough regard for the new power
of that music to justify adding more jazz tal-
ent to their rosters.

At Premier Talent, Mike Martineau recog-
nizes those changes as working a compli-
mentary change in rock tastes. Campus
tastes now run to softer acts, but Martineau,
who handles a roster strongly accented on
the “heavy'' and particularly on English
bands, has experienced undiminished inter-
est in those acts. 'l see the change happen-
ing. But we haven't felt it yet, perhaps be-
cause that trend is more pronounced at the
college level than in the market at large.”

While Martineau is aware of the possible
ramifications of those trends, his agency still
welcomes them. For, while the market is
shrinking for the headliner in Martineau’s
opinion, the overall volume of business, and
the college audience itself continue to hold a
position of prime importance in the talent
marketplace. I think the college market is
incredible,” Martineau remarks. ‘‘Why? Be-
cause it's a limited age group. You have kids
who paid the money specifically to hear the
act, not just to hang out, or get high in the
back of the hall. They are more sophis-
ticated, and more appreciative.

"“The college market will always be impor-
tant.”

Martineau agrees with many agents that
campus programmers remain often woefully
ill-equipped to handle the technical aspects
of production. But, he adds, that, too, is
changing as student buyers and concert
committees become more committed and
better informed.

Still, as campus tastes broaden, we may
expect to find a programming schedule giv-
ing equal weight to hybrid pop styles like that
of Loggins & Messina, an act that has devel-
oped its momentum primarily through
campus appearances, and through the sensi-
tivity of performer/producer Jim Messina to
the power of college audiences; progressive
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black music like the Fifth Dimension and
jazz, as exemplified by acts like Freddie Hub-
bard, Les McCann and, perhaps most dra-
matically, the Mahavishnu Orchestra, one of
the prime movers behind the new wave of
jazz power; traditional country performers as
well as contemporary country artists; classi-
cal artists; singer/songwriters, like Harry
Chapin, another veteran of college appear-
ances, Seals & Crofts, Livingston Taylor and
Brewer & Shipley, all acts that posses that
softer, sweeter edge that many agents feel
will offer continued campus appeal; and pop
headliners whose styles range from heavy
metal to polished pop.

Add to that array of musical possibilities
the growing power of videotape production
and programming, a field still very young yet
experiencing enormous growth, as reflected
in the development of the Video Tape Net-
work and localized, on campus production
facilities; the increased maturity of campus
film buyers, who now bring to their craft an
increasing awareness of the need for theatri-
cal promotion and production techniques,
coupled with a sensitivity for historical and
aesthetic concerns in film; and the countless
other on-campus possibilities.

The sum of those trends is the campus
market. Still growing, in skill and in aware-
ness, despite budgetary limitations.

The campus market is also becoming
more effectively self-aware in terms of media
tie-ins. Campus radio is finally beginning to
mine the financial and aesthetic rewards of
careful promotional tie-ins, a trend that
could mark that medium as increasingly im-
portant in the face of tighter commercial ra-
dio playlists.

Overall, thereis the campus life-style itself.
With the prevailing political winds now blow-
ing a strong whiff of conservatism into the
public at large, students are still revealing a
life-style that is more informal and person-
alized.

One talent agent wryly sees that new style
of social interaction as characterized by a
“'stay-at-home* attitude that may incur
some limitations on the growth of student
support for concert and presentation activ-
ity; by the person who does not need a con-
cert when a warmer ambience is available
back in his room, alone with his friend(s), a
good record collection, and perhaps a bottle
of wine or something along those lines to as-
sist in breaking the ice more totally than was
generally expected back in '63.

Thus, the diversity of the campus markets
has fostered an equally broad range of reac-
tions and expections. Overall, the market's
growth is no longer as explosive as in recent
years. But potential strength is clearly there.

The campus marketplace is now very
much at the crossroads: how student media
develop; whether student programmers fi-
nally realize professional skills and quality
production at a more consistent level; which
musical styles will prevail, or whether any
single style can even be expected to lead the
way,; how film and video markets can be de-
veloped for increased growth and explored
for promotional impact on other media—
these issues are in the hands of students and
professionals alike.

One thing's for certain: the campus offers
an exciting, responsive marketplace where
student and professional can both learn and
grow.

rising talent. Such schools find themselves
faced with imminent cutbacks. And, for
some campuses, those cutbacks have be-
come reality.

Less obvious are the technical demands of
today's concerts. Top-name bands in mid-
60's had yet to reach levels of electronic and
stage production sophistication that are now
commonplace. And, as contracts have be-
come more demanding, schools are now ex-
pected to supply powerful sound systems
and stage lighting as a contractual obliga-
tion.

Contract riders have become a central is-
sue for agents and students alike. While
most agents agree that student bookers are
more sophisticated, the single most preva-
lent complaint from agents is that campus
buyers remain unpredictable and often sim-
ply naive with regard to technical require-
ments. Bands arrive to find inadequate
sound. unusable house wiring systems and
poor lighting.

Students, on the other hand, find them-
selves threatened by contract riders that
specify any number of services to the per-
former above and beyond the more obvious
and essential technical demands. One recent
revelation, in a consumer music magazine.
noted that a popular acoustic rock trio de-
manded 16 potted plants, as stage decora-
tion, and a backstage party as part of their
contracts.

That trio. interestingly enough, was
unable to successfully block a college tour
last year. They were asking $250 a night.

Where will the budget squeeze end? It
won't. While the actual pressures are often
more political than concretely monetary—
that is, apart from stabilized student activi-
ties fees and a proportionately static level of
overall funding, the pressures are usually felt
in terms of students’ justification of their ex-
penses to financial committees—there may
well be a gradual decrease in the volume of
bookings for top-draw acts.

The overall dollar vatue of the market will
remain at the same levels, or increase
slightly, at least in the'opinion of some stu-
dent union managers and student buyers.
But those funds will be used to secure a
broadened range of talent properties, many
of them outside the live concert fields.

Many programmers actually look forward
to the demise of top-draw talent on campus.
for the demands on student facilities—com:
pounded by rising costs, curtailment in avail-
ability of university facilities (either through
restriction to smaller halls, or through in-
creased rentals) and broadening tastes that
will be harder to satisfy with only a handful of
concerts—seem to be expensive indeed.

Those critics look to the possible re-defini-
tion of the campus marketplace as a primary
showcase for new talent. "*Mini-concerts,”
while still an embryonic concept, point to this
trend. And the recent increase in promo-
tional sophistication on-campus, along with
the greater involvement of record companies
on campus, would provide an exciting al-
ternative.

United Artists Records has already begun
to explore that concept through their Acous-
tic Road Shows. while nearly every major
company has sponsored live talent show-
cases at college radio and booking confer-
ences.

Moreover, the record companies are begin-
ning to shift some of their promotional em-
phasis from college radio to live talent pro-
motion. And college radio, for its part, is
learning to work hand-in-hand with record
companies and local retailers in promoting
local concert activity.

By way of response. the record companies,
like Columbia, Warner Bros. and A&M. are in-
creasing their campus profile through sup-
portive promotional materials on campus for
concerts and radio.

Thus, a marketplace criticized by some tal-
ent agents as regressive in its dependence on
prevailing tastes, may evolve into a central
breaking ground for new talent. Smaller
agencies, particularly those handling jazz,
classical or ethnic acts, have noted that while
fees have been forced slightly downward, the
number of bookings has increased. with their
artists beginning to enjoy steady work on
campuses more interested in a varied, active
concert schedule than one mammoth head-
liner concert each year.

That possibility lies at the heart of the re-
cent entry of many smaller, specialized tal-
ent agencies aiming at the campus market.
As students, faculty and agencies learn to
better understand each others’ needs. the
campus market may not only grow, but it
may come to enjoy a role as a vital link in the
development of talent.

now that PPM no longer has any alphabetical
significance.

If she is the protean pop artist spanning
the past decade. then Harry Chapin is to
day’'s in vogue college hero. His umque abil
ity to develop lengthy self asserting narrative
songs has earned him within one year a posi
tion of vaunted respectability

Harry likes to play 2,000 seat college loca-
tions and right from the outset he has his
own sound system and people to handle the
controls. It's a vital necessity for him. His lyr-
ics are too sensitive to be lost in poor sound
reproductions.

Ten years ago when PPM were starting
out, Chapin was attending Cornell where he
saw the folk trio as well as the Kingston Trio.
Oscar Brown Jr. the Weavers, Pete Seeger
and Miles Davis.

Chapin sees a difference in the college
scene. Today. acts have a better idea of how
to entertain the audience. he says. Five years
of rock musicians standing up and merely
playing music without relating to the au
dience have taught Chapin that communi
cation’s the key to audience happiness—and
being booked back

“We try to incite an atmosphere in which
we have fun.”” Harry says between munches

of eggs one morning early before heading

out to NBC to tape a 90-minute TV show. i
try to set contexts for my songs.” says the
man who admits to being called ~“Gapin’
Chapin’ in his youth

“topen the door on a lot of areas other per
formers don't even touch.” He says there are
"a lot of incredibly sober. laidback or aggres
sive rock bands playing today who are telling
the audience 'we don't give a damn about
you. We're so big and important that you've
got to like us anyway.” This 1s a syndrome
Chapin says existed in strength on the col
lege circuit from 1966 to 1970.

There were some bands which cursed their
audiences and “'made the audience the Es
tablishment. Some people put up with it. but
the minute 1t doesn't have the protection of
berng the “in"* thing to do. 1t becomes a bore,
he feels.

Things haven't been all accolades for
Chapin and his band of sensitive sidemen
“We've gone before an audience and heard
oneclap and knew it was the show me type of
crowd. What do we do? We look at each other
and say. ‘we've got a hard nne tonight?" With
the four of us as a weapon. we are able to In
teract between us and have our own party

“When you sense there will be trouble with
an audience. you fall back on two things:
more of your set lines you know will work and
you try to do a tighter show. with no bull ad
libs. You go back on your professionalism

“You try to have the guys and yourseif play
off each other rather than the audience: you
play to the audience but you try to demon
strate to them that there's some reaction go-
ing on stage. We smile. tap each other. create
a little visibility that we're into what we're
doing.”

Chapin and his three associates try to
create a party on stage: they try to tell any
questioning or uncertain crowd that they're
having a ball and that's what awaits them if
they will commit themselves to their cause.

Chapin has been on the go go scene this
year, doing 11 concerts in nine days earlier
this year. Once he was met by lots of paper
airplanes fluttering down on the stage as the
mustcians entered the hall. Instead of get
ting frustrated. Chapin chortled: **| guess the
College of Aerodynamics at this school is go
ing great guns. And the kids knew | wasn't
going to he uptight about 1t. A performer
shouldn't over-react.”” Once when he got
beaned by a frisbee which flew at im out of
the darkness. he came up with some light re
markes which also controlled the situation.

Once several kids were kicking a beer can
around. “*Say 1t sounds like you're having a
great time.”" Harry says he said. “We'll help
you have a better time. When one of them
started to throw the can around later. the au
dience said. ‘Hay man keep it cool.” and that
stopped them. It gets down to you can't be
afraid of people.”

Chapin says you have to '‘seduce an au
dience “out of a cold attitude by persuading
them they are going to miss a good time. We
don’t create any wrong expectations. | tell
the people what I'm doing when we do ‘Sni
per and ‘Better Place To Be." | will tell them a
story about how ‘Burning Herself' came
ahout. It works better at colleges because 1t
was an experience that happened to me while
I was in college.”

Going to college for these entertainers and
others 1s an experience in the true sense of
the word
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“*Odetta is one of the supreme
artists 1n music today. It
is her whole self that she
injects into the material
Odetta becomes the song.”

Linda Ronstadt and Loudain Wainwright
have recently played there.

UCLA, while having its share of anti-Viet-
nam war protests, has not had shows af-
fected by rampaging students or seen any of
its cultural events damaged by irritated stu-
dents. ‘‘We've just been biessed,”” admits a
school official. The school's campus service
activities office, in conjunction with the
campus police, handles all aspects of secur-
ity for all shows.

UCLA students seem to be leaning toward
classical as well as jazz presentations in a
small hall setting. For the past 10 years, the
average attendance at a student sponsored
classical event was very small in Royce Hall.
Now upwards of 400 to 500 students go to
Royce for classical fare.

UCLA does not operate with any entertain-
ment budget. The program is self support-
ing. The school cannot take any risks is the
way one official puts it. **A promoter has to
guarantee us against a loss. We have no risk
capital.”

There are people who come back off the
road and exclaim that drugs are taking their
toll of audiences: that students sit in a
drunken stupor, wigged out on marijuana or
drunk from the rediscovery of beer.

There are people who discount this facet of
a student's lifestyle as reflecting anything
significant in the presentation of a concert
on campus.

Veteran personal manager Jess Rand, who
has guided the Lettermen’s career over the
past decade, sees today's college audience

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as more concerned about going to a happen-
ing than to a concert. **Not to be there means
to be left out,”” he says.

Rand represents the professional who has
been caught by the changing emphasis from
easygoing music for hard rock or acid rock or
whatever current rock style is the style to en-
joy within the youth culture.

He admits having problems getting book-
ings. His act, ironically is one of the most
professional playing and one which has spe-
cialized in entertaining collegians. **Several
years ago we were turning away 150 dates a
year. Now I'd like to be offered 50 of them."
Hard new names are in; the Lettermen aren’t
known too well by the students who have the
power to book.

Since there are ample schools with budg-
ets to afford the five figure requirements
from hot acts, the booking agencies are hot
to trot with their hot rock acts. it's grab the
dates and run with the money, Rand con-
tends.

Realistically, that's always been the nature
of the business. But now young musicians
play an open date one night and a college the
next and they often ask in their riders for the
same things. '*Once all a contract rider asked
for was clean dressing rooms. a shower
nearby, ample setup time and some gilasses
of water,” Rand says, a bit piqued. "*And
maybe some help from the students. Now the
rock stars want Lear jets, limos, food. a tai-
lor, It's like pay me in gold coins. It all adds
up.”’

Rob Heller is an aggressive young man
who worked for the William Morris office for
seven years and for the past three has
headed his own packaging company in Los
Angeles.

~Ten years ago a top act might have got-
ten $2,000 or $3,000. There wasn't any great
awareness in the business of the campus as
a buying market. Then the price went up to
$7.500 and now it's $15,000 to $20,000.
And today every major agency has a college
concert department.”

Heller says the degree of sophistication on
the part of the students to buy talent has im-
proved with the years. He attended the re
cent NEC conference and found the climate
good and healthy for the offering and the ac-
ceptance of talent.

The audiences are into the music they
come to hear, he says. Yes there is dope
being smoked and liquor being drunk in the
crowd, but not by all. Heller says on a one-to
one basis it's the student's way of relaxing.
Overall, drugs and booze don't seem to be a
concern which can affect the way an au-
dience reacts to an artist.

Security fluctuates with the kind of music
being offered. If a school has had a bad expe-
rience with a particular kind of attraction, it
will more than likely be extra cautious if that
kind of attraction is presented again.

Heller relates security to population: more
kids in college equals more people needed to
protect the property. Yet when Belafonte or
the Limeliters sold out a hall, security wasn't
as much of a concern as it is today.

Heller, who goes on the road with the rock
bands he books, says he's never seen anyone
hassle a school official who asks him to
relinquish a bottle of wine. **The students are
trying to set up their total environment. If
they get there early and sit on the fioor,
they're high with energy because they've got-
ten good seats and because they're antici-
pating a great show."
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Packagers are often filling the voids in
equipment which an act wants and which the
school doesn’t have. Rider requirements ask
for certain sound equipment, certain lighting
effects, Hammond B3 or Leslie 2 organs or
two cases of Budweiser beer. **Most
campuses are more than happy to provide re-
freshments in the dressing room" (although
not necessarily of the same nature as can be
found in other places).

Years ago, sound wasn’t that great a con-
cern, Heller contends. Today, musicians
have a greater awareness of being presented
properly. Some acts like to be picked up at
the airport; others want to come into town by
themselves and crash from their previous en-
gagement before heading out to the next job.

So powerful has the college circuit become
that record companies pay new acts to go out
and play concerts. And the attitude of team-
work to ensure that this act gets everything
needed to make the engagement meaningful
and successful has never been greater, Hel-
ler says.

Years ago, an act played a college and the
promoter or agency helped with the advance
work. The act showed up on his routing
schedule, did his number and split for the
next assignment.

Not so these days. The Fifth Dimension,
for example, gets into the act before the act
goes on. Marc Gordon, its manager and Dick
Broder, his assistant, begin working with col-
leges five weeks before a show. They typify
the well equipped management firm which
knows the importance of campus business.

To assist colleges, Gordon’s company pro-
duces a series of promotional tools for
broadcasters. such as a 60-minute radio spe-
cial anent the group and its music. There are
breaks for commercials already on the disk.

An adjunct ct to this hour show are five
mini-specials titled “Take Ten With The
Fifth,” featuring individual interviews with
each of the members of the act. One song is
included in each show, usually from a yet to
be released LP.

Gordon also provides 30 and 60-second TV
commercials to the college gratis, and all lo-
cal and college radio stations are provided
with a complete library of LPs.

These aids are not inexpensive to produce;
the school gets them for nothing; the broad-
caster gets them free; the Fifth gets the pub-
licity. That's the name of the game.

The Fifth is a mature, professional act and
there never is any problem with no shows or
riots in the seats.

But there are instances where acts them-
selves set off a crowd and start inciting
people. | remember going to concerts which
were really rowdy,” says one current pop
star. “To a degree it's the performer’s fault.
He should have developed something so the
vast majority of the kids wouldn’t want to
disrupt the music and listen instead.

“*There are some acts that have a name
which can't do a good college concert. Why?
Because of drugs or personality problems.
Drugs impair their ability to communicate, to
understand what’s going on."

This particular artist admits being on the
bill with some doped up opening act who
didn’t have any notion where he was and was
so laconic in his playing that it seemed he
was more asleep than awake.

The situation is fraught with potential dan-
ger for the musician who cannot control his
audience. There is a wider range of disruptive
procedures which students seem to know.

activity in general, may be the nature of
booking power itself. The major agencies,
they charge, have lost much of their control
over acts, who now delegate proportionately
more power to managers. The managers.
they charge, now exercise the power to dic-
tate to the agencies with regard to contract
riders and fees. And the agents, in turn, find
themselves frustrated at both ends.

If the convention floor can't realistically be
viewed as a bargaining table. how should
that facility be utilized? Or should it be uti-
lized at all?

Apart from its public relations value in
bringing professionals and students to-
gether, there is the very real process of edu-
cation. Many agents agreed with students
and NEC staff that student talent buyers are
indeed more sophisticated with regard to
professional business dealing. And, they
add, the most immediate proof of that matu-
ration was the business:like conduct dis-
played by many students on the convention
fioor.

That attitude, characterized by an n-
creased working knowledge of the business
and a primary concern for learming how to
communicate effectively, may well be justifi-
cation in itself, if McCurdy's contention
about the ultimate influence of convention
floor politicking is accurate.

Then too, the seminars. often poorly at-
tended and sadly limited in scope by the vari-
ety of levels of sophistication, have recently
reflected greater attendance. Students them
selves claim that those sessions have pro-
vided new tools.

True, the conventions are still plagued by
their very size and the complexity of their bu-
reaucracies, which often demand volu-
minous registration materials and place stu-
dents and exhibitors in the mercy of rules
and regulations those folk find inscrutable.

Yet, McCurdy counters, most of those
rules were generated by the criticisms of past
policies, and the realities of past conven-
tions.

True also, production facilities are often
far from ideal. with poor sound systems, lim-
ited visibility and, above all, large talent ros-
ters forcing acts to grasp the audience’s at-
tentions during the showcasing periods in
short sets sandwiched in between five or six
other acts.

Yet the showcase is intended to provide di-
versity above all. Better production 1s
needed. But there are agents who would pre-
fer afternoon showcases as well. presumably
to encourage a more business-like atmos-
phere.

In short, the NEC will probably always pose
certain problems endemic to large organiza
tions. Yet the growth of the organization,
and the intensity of commercial support for
the '73 convention, suggest that the organi-
zation will be around for awhtle.

Now to the ACU-I, an organization that fo
cuses on student union directors, a breed
wholly different from agents or students. The
relationship between these individuals and
professionals has been fraught with mutuatl
distrust, with agents often citing older stu-
dent administrators, isolated from the main
stream of student tastes, as a chief evit of the
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campus market, white union managers re
spond with charges of insensitivity to stu-
dent financial restrictions.

The ACU-l, however, has focused on diver
sity for some time. And support for that con
vention, while less obvious in terms of direct
business transaction. does again suggest
that the organization must be dealt with.

The real problem seems to be the oldest
one. communication.

As professionals and students continue to
explore a more honest, symbiotic relation-
ship. more direct feedback might possibly be
the real answer. And a fuller awareness on
both sides of the essential philosophical dif
ferences separating campus from business.

If nothing else. the convention scene does
seem to offer the chance of establishing
more direct contact between the various fac
tions involved. Past efforts have been
crippled by direction, but the intensity of af-
ter-hours activities and their impact on the
actual effectiveness of business dealings
have dropped. Agents themselves are begin
ning to perceive more professional attitudes
and the organizations are attempting to in
crease an awareness of their own impact on
student buying.—Sam Sutherland

bels in the Los Angeles area to band together
in a collective marketing venture. Sonrise
Mercantile Corp. combined the portions of
the catalogs of the 10 firms. Deals also were
made to handle product from Heartwarming,
Lamb-Lion and Columbia.

So the two strong forces on the move in the
campus swing appear to be religious and
bluegrass, both of which are pretty funda
mental. Don Light says that Mac Wisemen,
for example, is becoming so popular in the
colleges that, by the end of this year, half of
his appearances will be there.

When Earl Scruggs was six years old he
won his first talent contest playing the guitar
at that time, at Gardner-Webb College in
Boiling Springs, N.C. His brother, Horace,
was a member of the college staff. Recently,
Scruggs—now the country king of banjo play-
ers—went back to that campus. He played
before a packed gymnasium of 3,000 ap
plauding friends, students, former neighbors
and family.

There may be still another turn toward
“purity” in the colieges. Wilma Lee & Stoney
Cooper, a country act who have held on to
their mountain type of music through the
years, and sometimes suffered for it, were
the first country act booked by the Buddy Lee
Agency at the recent NEC conference in Cin-
cinnati.

With their Clinch Mountain Clan, they were
booked into the University of lllinois, May 26,
the start of a string of coliege bookings. A
whole new field may be open for traditional
music.
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afford it. Take a school like Grambling. In a
survey. the students selected the acts they
would like to have appear in concert on
campus. The J-5 was at the top of the list—
and so was the price, around $20.000. In-
stead. Grambling asked for number two. Cur-
tis Mayfield. who was still expensive for the
small school, somewhere around $7.500.
That sum bit into Grambling's budget so the
next concert they had to settle for their num-
ber 10 choice instead of number 3 to make
up the difference.

On the other hand. Howard University
(Washington, D.C.). is a larger black college
(10.000 plus) and 1t can handle the fees of
some of the bigger acts. Howard also puts on
many more concerts in comparison to
Grambling and it charges (an average of
about $3 per seat) whereas Grambling lets
students in for free and only charges admus-
sion ($3) to the local people who aren'. stu-
dents.

While many small black colleges go
through agents. a college like Howard often
finds 1t can use the ""Soul System.” that's
when a student on campus personally knows
the artist involved and he may call or write
him and bypass the agency. Sometimes this
can lead to a lower price or better arrange-
ment.

Still. it's supply and demand. And. really.
who can argue the point of the high prices for
the hit acts? Artists have a himited (hot) life
span. Just like athletes. who aiso have a hm-
ited career, shouldn't the artist be entitled to
as much as he (or she) can get when the “'get
tin's good?"”

Although some in the industry feel that the
artists should make concessions, reduce
prnices (and some do). the students at the col
lege level aren't looking for favors. They un-
derstand the business and although Gram
bling wasn't able to get the J-5, they never ex-
pected to.

One thing that seems to be in a constant
state of filux on the campus 1s the organiza-
tion that's in charge of booking the act.
When rock dominated the tastes of every kid
in the mid-60s. the administrators were still
doing the booking and making the selec
tions. Complaints and poor attendance put
the chore back in the hands of the students.
Now, there seems to be a new trend develop:
ing, feels Tom Ross of ABC. ! think the ad-
ministrations are getting involved again. The
kids have been burned too much by acts that
didn’t show or concerts that weren't properly
promoted.”

The takeover. however, seems to be par-
tial. For the most part, the kind of booking
organization agencies are going to be deal-
ing with is a combination of administrators
and students. The students wiil pick the acts:
the administrators will be in charge of the ac-
tual contracting and payments. That seems
to be the mid-point many colleges have
reached.

Probably the most encouraging thing go
ing on with black (and every type) music to-
day s the opportunity at the college level for
variety performing. College concerts are no
longer restricted to hard-rock, folk-rock or
anything else. "*Younger people,’ says Levy,
**are beginning to listen to all kinds of things.”

The 16mm college film rental business has
been expanding in sophistication as well as
in dollar volume.

“There's been a tremendous growth of in-
terest in the presentation of independent, ex-
perimental and non-commercial films,'* says
Seth Willenson of New Line Cinema. '‘Since
our company was founded in 1967, our
yearly gross has gone up at least 10 times.

“We've had a good deal of response on
things like ‘Medea,” ‘Reefer Madness,’
Godard's ‘Sympathy for the Devil’ and 'The
Best of The New York Erotic Festiva.” " The
tast tilm, Willenson pointed out, has played
in over 100 campus situations in all parts of
the country through New Line. *'Yes, we are
even bringing X-rated features films to the
college campus and they are doing great." he
adds.
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The University of Cincinnati booked **Erot-
ic Festival' for one screening and grossed
$2,500. Working on a guarantee from New
Line of $300 against 60 percent of the gross,
the college picked up $1,000 which, as Wil-
lenson notes, was placed back into the film
fund for rental of future films which lack the
obvious drawing power of **Erotic.”” New Line
Cinema works with college programmers in
an attempt to establish rates they can afford.

“'Basically, our company is making avail-
able attractions, both entertainment and cul-
tural, not ordinarily released or distributed
by the major studios, in an effort to reach
their widest markets,”” Willenson points out.

Gene Bannon, director of student person-
nel at Jersey City State College in Jersey City.
N.J., says the selection of rented 16mm films
is handled by the college's committee of the
performing arts. This committee comprises a
selection of students who channel the opin-
ion of the student body into the various
events sponsored by the college, i.e., film
showings, live concerts and stage produc-
tions.

Bannon points out that occasionally stu-
dents of the college find themselves at odds
with several titles being screened the same
evening. He says the performing arts com-
mittee is presently considering afternoon be-
tween-class screenings. *‘Although we can't
stop the fraternities from charging minimal
fees for the films they screen,”” says Bannon,
“our bookings are always open to all stu-
dents of the college free of admission."

With the re-emergence of some older
screen stars via recent works, student inter-
est has focused on their earlier careers.
“Right now, Marlon Brando is enjoying an
enormous popularity. With ‘The Godfather'
almost guaranteeing the actor an Oscar this
year and now his extraordinary performance
in Bertolucci's ‘Last Tango in Paris,’ the per-
forming arts committee has lined up a
Brando Film Festival.

“We're running five Brando classics at in-
tervals throughout the day and into the eve-
ning as an experiment in student draw,”
comments Peter Rossetta, chairman of the
committee. He cites Brando's current stat-
ure as having its drawbacks in regard to col-
lege and university film budgets. Two years
ago a print of ‘A Streetcar Named Desire’
was available for $37. To secure that same
film from the same distributor, as we've done
for our festival now, the rental price has
soared to $250.

Jersey City State runs approximately 18
feature films a year. “‘Since the college is lo-
cated directly across the Hudson from New
York, students here are very particular about
what is shown. Mainly, we screen recent big
title pictures with built-in reputations,’ says
Rossetta. Average rental fee at State is $300
per picture plus $50 for the projectionist.
Academy-winning short subjects have also
received on-campus exposure.

Future film plans at the college, heavily in-
volved in film itself through its various media

courses, include a student film festival con-
test. “‘Instead of screening a major motion
picture, we'd like to have our film students
exhibit their titles in a program of at least a
dozen films to be merit-judged by our media
department. The rental fee might possibly be
used as prize money,”’ Rossetta explains.

What else 1s happening?

John Poole of Janus Films, distributor of
the classics including all of Ingmar Bergman
up to “*Hour Of The Wolf'* and such Francois
Truffaut masterpieces as *‘Shoot The Piano
Player'” and **The 400 Blows," reports heavy
interest from college English and Hu-
manities Departments for these films. “Our
rental charge per film is roughly $120, of
course lower than the recent big budget re-
leases. Also, British films are enjoying a suc-
cess on campus. These we rent for $80 per
print on the average,”” Poole says.

Donald Krim, director of sales for United
Artists Sixteen, notes a trend in that “*The re-
lease dates of films for the non-theatrical
market have gotten closer and closer to the
actual theatrical date of release.”

United Artists Sixteen is releasing for
campus distribution on May 1 the Woody Al-
len starrer, “Everything You Wanted To
Know About Sex (But Were Afraid to Ask)"
eight months after its initial national theatri-
cal bow. “The biggest campuses breathe
down our necks for the release dates of the
films they know we will eventually acquire,”
says Krim.

He cites Humphrey Bogart's "*Casa-
blanca' as the most popular picturein U.A.'s
catalog currently, with ““The Great Escape”
and ‘A Thousand Clowns' not far behind.
The company makes available film trailers of
its current titles as well as servicing college
programmers with promotional aids like
posters as each film is booked.

Krim goes on to note the excitement in
working with non-theatricals is derived
through finding a film that did not do well
commercially but goes on to become a very
popular picture on the college circuit. He
gives the 1967 release *‘King of Hearts'" star-
ring Alan Bates as an example.

“Marlon Brando's ‘Burn’ bombed at the
box office but now it appears to have devel-
oped quite a following,” Krim says.

The entire area of filmed entertainment is
a growth one which year after year expands.
Student film societies, the expansion of mo-
tion picture filming activities as credit
courses and the leisure hours programming
of commercial movies have all made the
16mm market a new center of profit for
rentals.

Over the past decade, the growth of 16mm
films has been mercurial, but it has not been
without its problems. State and local censor-
ship problems have plagued some schools;
others have been able to show X rated titles.
Other schools have chosen to stay away from
controversial titles.

In any event, movies on campus have es-
tablished a solid beachhead.

majors.” he said. ‘‘and we became attached
to certain acts. had trouble booking them so
we went out on our own.”” Heller feelshe1s an
artists’ manager.

Heller is also outspoken about booking for
colleges. “"The key work in this business is
professionalism, and. let’s face it, most col
lege promoters are laymen. We send out the
standard rider spelling the artist’s needs and
if a kid 1s honest and up front we're more
than happy to help him out along the way.

“I have 14 acts.”" he continues. "and seven
are haedliners.”” There is no problem with
them as far as something like sound. If they
don‘t have their own equipment we can tell
the college who to call. But with the other
seven. we have to make sure they're booked
into a proper show. A rock group using the
same system as Dionne Warwick is just not
going to work out and we don’t want to put
our artists through that. You also have the
fact that a college gym 1s simply not built for
music. so not all the blame falls on the
promoter if things aren’t just right. Did you
ever try a sound check in an empty basket
ball stadium?

~But I'm pertectly willing to work with col-
leges and I'll warn a promoter of every pos
sible mishap ahead of time.”” Heller adds.
Sometimes if a school’s budget is a certain
amount and he can't afford proper sound.
we'll pay for it. It's important to everyone.
and 1if the promoter deals with us in good
faith, we’ll do the same.”

Heller feels the Northeastern Metropolitan

area colleges are most aware of current
sounds and says these are the schools that
call him and know what theyre talking
about. He says he’ll solicit college business tf
it's nght for his act. but warns of certain pit-
falls in dealing with schools. **We booked an
act recently. signed the contracts and the
school cancelled. We went through all kinds
of communications but what the hell can you
do? | reported it to the NEC but it happened
to be a state college and you can’t sue one of
them unless the legistature approves.

So. we just make sure they never see one
of our acts. This was trouble for everyone.
You want to be friends with the schools. but
you want to be friends with your artists. too.
Thus 1s of extreme wmportance.” Heller also
feels the days of agents and managers oper
ating separately are over, and the day of the
agent-manager. like himself. i1s here.

Cheryl Hodgson graduated from college
last June and spent four years promoting
college concerts. Now she helps book acts for
Athena Enterprises in Denver. Among
Athena's clients are The Nitty Gritty Dirt
Band. the Earl Scruggs Review. John Hart
ford. Doc Watson. Tracey Nelson and Mother
Earth. Jonathan Edwards and the Dillards.

“We're primarly in the college market.”
she says. "and we feel the agency concept Is
going to the independent. Our philosophy 1s
probably the same as the majors. to help 1n
any way we can. But we're a little more per
sonal, which 1s better for the student promo
ter and the artist. Both have contact with us.
We have four agents and each is assigned
certain acts. That agent i1s responsible for
that act.”

How does Athena prepare a student
promoter for a show? ‘A school is now get

ting set to handle Tracey." she says. “We tell
them up front she needs a certain kind of or
gan. We help produce the show and our -
ders are simplified for college shows. We at
tend a lot of NEC conferences and get to
know the schools. We think when the stu-
dents see the size and informality of our
agency they feel more at ease.

““We also send out regular mailers to col-
leges. and try to make it all easy. Since I'm
right out of college. | know the advantages
and disadvantages of working with the ma
jors. The biggest problems were hedging on
dates. There seem to be communications
problems because of the size and in my col-
lege career at least five acts cancelled within
two weeks of the concert.”

Athena also books package tours. inter-
nally and with other agencies. and is willing
to start acts on the coffee house circuit for
proper exposure.

There seem to be many bywords for the in-
dependents. All feel there ts room in the busi
ness for everyone and none “‘bad-mouthed”
the majors per se. Staffs are generally young.
have heen to college. know college booking
problems. know the music business and are
comnitted.

Most admit that they would like to be ma
jor agencies someday. but say they will have
learned from their experience and never let
things get out of control. All are willing to
heip students who want help and all are per
sonally committed to their chents.

Just when did the tndependents start to
really emerge? “'Try the last two or three
years,”” says Marshall Resnick. And though
the iIndependents are businesses. they are in
tormal. Says Ms. Hodgson happily. |
haven't worn a dress in eight months.™
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
