Few bands, if any, get o second shot. A band pays its dues, takes its
chances and, more often than not, gets dropped by its label and breaks
up. That's exactly what happened to the guitar army from Austin known
as the True Believers in the mid-'80s. The band was formed by brothers
Alejondro and Jovier Escovedo; ance they were joined by John Dee
Groham, who, like them, was o songwriter/guitarist, the True Believers
became a live act known for blowing the roof off any venue that would
have them. Their eponymous debut, released in 1986 on Rounder/EMI
America, was o strong, critically lauded effort produced by Jim Dickinson.
They followed it up by infense touring, which increased their fan bose
tremendously. The band was on a roll that wan it a large recording budget
for their next release.

Then the headaches began. The label insisted on hiring Jeff Glixman
who had worked his magic with the Georgia Satellites, as producer for the
second record. The recording sessions were loaded with all kinds of trou-
ble and resulted in the departure of original bassist Denny DeGorio and
drummer Kevin Foley. The album wos completed to the satisfaction of all
involved, but it was never released. The group wos dropped along with
several other acts ofter a change in management ot EMI. They continued to
tour and dozzle audiences, but they were in debt. Lacking o record deal
and beset by internal conflicts, the True Believers broke up.

In o recent conversation with Alejandro Escovedo, he revealed the
band’s final period to be an lintense, turbulent time, but one he recalls with
offection. He's excited because, with the help of the folks at Rykodisc, the
public will finally get to hear the True Believers on CD. The new release,
Hard Road, unites the band’s debut and the unreleased second record.
He credits Ryko Sales Manager Jim Bradt with being the driving force
behind the release. Bradt was o huge True Believers fon who had struck
up a relationship with Escovedo through their mutual love for Mott The
Hoople. “! really had na idea that they were pursuing it like that,”
Escovedo says. “The bond had no rigrns to the tapes and | believed that
we owed them a whole lot of money. But I'm really, really excited that it's
finally coming out.”

To commemorate the
release of Hard Road, the
True Believers will make their
first appeorance since 1987
at the South By Southwest
Conference in Austin this
month. When osked if we can
expect a full tour, Escovedo
demurs, “No, it's just a one-
shot deal.”

This is understandoble,
coming from someone who's
currently one of Austin’s
favorite musicions ond sang:
writers. He won Musicion Of
The Year ot lost year’s Austin
Music Awards, while his solo
records, 1992’s Gravity and
1993's Thirteen Years,
have won national critical
accloim. Both feature instru-
mentation that's radically dif-
ferent from the True Believers’
standord rock band line-up.

Escovedo has always
experimented with unconven-
tional sounds in his solo work.
“When | first started, it was
mandolin and banjos. Then
it grew into the Orchestra,
which was more percussive
ond sometimes used pedal
steel, tuba and violin,” he
says. The Orchestra was o
rotating band of musicians that, at times, could number 12 or more, and
waos not made for touring. The solution was to take a string trio on the
road. “I always felt thot it would be cool to have John Cale as a reference.
| wanted to perform with strings in o rock format and have it be just as
powerful as on electric guitar.” Thirteen Years features a string quortet
throughout, and Escovedo claims that he now “consciously tries to write
songs with the string section in mind.” The results are novel, commanding
ond literate. —Jim Caligiuri

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SOUNDGARDEN Superunknown (A&M, 1416 N. LaBrea
Ave., Hollywood CA 90028)—It's immediately apparent after
listening to Superunknown, Soundgarden’s fourth long-player,
that the actual Seattle sculptural site that gave the band its name
will no doubt become a sacred site, a mecca for metal fans on a
par with Stonehenge, the New York City house on the cover of
Physical Graffiti, or even Jim Morrison’s final resting place. It's
as if covering “Into The Void” on the B-side of its last single from
1992’s Badmotorfinger was enough to wrench the group once
and for all out of the shadow of Sabbath—while Superunknown

effortlessly traverse invigorating sonic terrains with-
out the time-honored tradition of a vocalist. Instead,
the trio gives as much reign to the bass and drums
as it does to the guitar, cﬁowing a tense game of
tug o' war to erupt within each song. This game,
however, is controlled with mathematical precision,
each side counting off sharp time changes and fre-
netic riff structures like veteran C.P.A.s. The tight-
skinned drum smack and urgent guitar gyrations
on songs like "Tourette’s” and “Kisses Men On The
Mouth On The Mountain” are almost mechanical in
their insistency, forming craggy rhythmic landscapes
out of the compact |ur3\ cng thrust.

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MUTABARUKA Melanin Man {Shanachie,

Mutabaruka uses his poetic skills in front of a reg-
gae band, expounding on political and societal
issues. Unlike Johnson, however, Mutabaruka’s
music is much poppier, the bright tones and clear
melodies belying his messages on oppression and
rewritten history. It is somewhat against type that
while he's speaking on the abuses white supremacy
has wrought, you're humming the very cctcﬁy
melody, but there’s nothing that says that protest
music can’t make a joyful noise. While some of his
poems get needlessly pedantic {"Columbus Ghost”},
most times he is both vehement and well-spoken in
his thesis, the best example being “People’s Court
Part Il,” which pits a prosecutor (Mutabaruka)
against “Mr. Religious Belief” and his henchman,
“Mr. Denomination.” The criticisms the prosecutor
brings up have a basis in history and are more than
a self-righteous dogmatist expounding on his own
equally biased beliefs. MutcEcrukc is a poet of sim-
le expression, one whose ideas are stoted clearly
Eoth in music and in lyric.

SPORE Giant (Taang!, P.O. Box 51,

Giant pretty much lives up to its name: loud, men-
acing and massive enougﬁ to crush a small village,
Spore’s full-length debut is all about its “sound.”

With a few dynamic
twists, the occasional snagging phrase or half-
chorus and some ragged vocal interplay, this full
low-bore noise flattens and fills the width of the
album, not only with a huge musical presence, but
some colorful droplets of melody and character.
The bass is an almost lurking counter-ine to the
lead, creeping through the t?]ick guitar tangle

with mooc}D temperament, while Mona’s dead-pan
vocals fumble across Aya’s (no last names for these
two) scratchy scream. Lines like “God knows where
to stick his finger” fuel the meaty flurry with Spore’s
rip-roaring cynicism, as tightly-wound as the heavy-

DAISYCUTTER Truck Fist (Rockville, 150

The Orchids’ use of Vanna White's
voice on “A Living Ken And Barbie” (“You could lit-
erally loy on the street for | would say two hours and
never get hit by a car,” muses Vanna of her home-
town) recalls the Orb’s Rickie Lee Jones exposé on
“Little Fluffy Clouds,” though at this later date it's not
quite as spring-fresh. The country-lite “Welcome To
My Curious Heart,” highlighted by a wispy piano
break, exposes another crucial, song-conscious
aspect of the band. Also kick back with the lulling
synth sounds of “Obsession No. 1,” the almost-dub
(think Fellow Travellers) of “I Was Just Dreaming”

CRADLE OF THORNS Feed-Us (Triple X, P.O.

SMALL BALL PAUL You In Flames (Thirsty
Ear, 274 Madison Ave., Ste. 804, New
York, NY 10016/212-889-9595)—Small
Ball Paul may come from America’s heartland
{St. Louis), but the opening power chords on “The
Shed” prove that You In Flames will be anything
but corn-fed, Middle America-pleasing, family
valves-oriented rock. Small Ball Paul rages with all
the angers and frustrations of youth in a stagnant
Midwest, blazing behind heaving rhythms and
volatile, crunching guitars in this study of power
chord riffs and the channeling of vengeance into
an articulate frenzy of energy. Produced by Lou
Giordano (Sugar, Eleventh Dream Day) at Boston’s
Fort Apache Studios, Small Ball Paul's full-length
debut (following a four-song EP of last summer and
two St. Louislocal 7”s in 1992) is an aggressive
effort, fueled by its emotions that continually kick
you straight in the gut as it covers its darkly-tinged
terrain. Like Dinosaur Jr., Small Ball Paul is able to
express its lowly images without the shadow of
prefense, using its dense, manic electricity to
create these anthems for a disenchanted genera-
tion.

BRUCE COCKBURN Dart To The Heart
(Columbia, 550 Madison Ave., New York,
NY 10022-3211)—Over the course of his 25-
year and now 22-album career, Canadian
singer/songwriter Bruce Cockburn (pronounced Co-
Burn) has consistently and bluntly laid his sharp
views on the line, eloquently detailing cruelty and
political corruption where he sees it with his intri-
cate guitar playing and warm, commanding voice.
Dart To The Heart finds the troubador in an
album filled with love songs and more personal
concerns, not pensively skipping through this territo-
ry, but relafing spontaneous emotions, like the feel-
ings that sneoi up on you and hit hard and deep.
In both emotionorond intense acoustic folk ballads
and unabashed, bluesy electric rockers, Cockburn
conveys all aspects of love: its turmoil and its

wounds, its grace and its pleasure. Produced by ’
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T Bone Burnett, and featuring pedal steel guitarist
Greg leisz (k.d. lang), keyboardist Richard Bell
(The Band) and bassist Jerry Scheff (Elvises Presley
and Costello), Dart To The Heart aims for the
bullseye with sirong imagery, worldy perspectives
and enthusiastic resolve, creating a sugar-free and
intelligent atmosphere with all heart. Shoot for cork
with: “lListen For The Laugh,” “Scanning These
Crowds,” “Bone In My Ear,” “Closer To The Light”
and “Love Loves You Too."” —Andy Skibins

JENNYANYKIND Etc. (No. 6, P.O. Box
3306, New York, NY 10185-0028)—
Another in the already-lengthy line of nifty North
Carolina bands, Jennyanyiind is a powerful, if
reserved, trance-rock trio. That is, listening to the
band feels like a trance state; unlike some of its
more riff-based brethren, Jennyanykind never
sounds like if's already tranced out before it starts
playing. The songs are way too intricate for that.
Although a few of these songs [notably “Garden”)
climax in paraphrases of “Interstellar Overdrive,”
the band's formative songwriting influences appear
to be more along the lines of the Pebbles albums
and Jimi Hendrix’s “1983.” "Windchimes” could
be a great lost “60s punk single if the band didn’t
play so darn well; “Shiny Shiny” has sweet, biting
guitar lines crisscrossing its gentle surface. Strange
instrumentation, like the kazoo in “The Way'lt
Goes,” is subdued beneath the slight echo that cov-
ers the whole album like a silk sheet. Etc. is careful-
ly sequenced as an album: Four brief, instrumental
“Etc.” interludes bookend and punctuate the song
sequence, and lyrics recur from song to song. It's
easiest o listen fo as a unit, but if you're playing it
on the radio, start with “Windchimes” {a single last
summer) or “Below The Chifforobe,” with its memo-
rable pause-and-leap instrumental phrasing.

ROLLOVER Rollover (801 N. McKinley
Road, Lake Forest, IL 60045/708-234-
8076)—A coupla years ago a demo from Hlinois’
Rollover generated a blip of interest on this page;
now, the band is back, and we're sufficiently awed
by the progress manifested on its first full-length
CD, that they’ve been upped to certifiable Futures!
infamy. There’s only one problem: the first song is
the disc’s worst, driven by a dreadful wah-wah and

a sluggish tempo. Once the band gets past that
small hurdle, however, Rollover is a primo rock-ond-
roll ouffit, as evidenced on "Burning Time,” “Say A
Prayer” and “Everything Keeps Rolling” {apparently
not a group theme song, unfortunately). “Burning
Time" sounds like Neil Young jamming with the
Steve Miller Band [no easy featl), while “Give It Up”
features the gruff, laconic, weary throat of singer
Lovie Zagoras (yeah, we admit it, we like the sound
of his name almost as much as we like his voice). It's
a pure American sound, and right now we're think-
ing Neil Young, Soul Asylum, Buffalo Tom—hell, if
the band had been around four or five years ago,

it woulda fit in perfectly covering “Drive Back” on
The Bridge. (And if it had taken the ‘70s Neil/Joe
Walsh influence a litfle further, and maybe even
played a little less lead guitar, digging more into the
tone-oriented ooze and throb, they'd definitely have
it made.) Most tread the ‘70s influence essentially as
a pose, a clever look-at-me wink and nod, where
some influences are cool and others aren’t; a band
like Rollover doesn’t give a damn whether hipsters
are into the same records, it just makes the music it
likes, a noble trait it shares with a hearty few, cele-
brated bands such as Big Chief, the Replacements
and the Von Ryan Express. —James lien
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The Boston suburb of Somerville, MA, has been
home to more than one rock band over the years; in
fact, it's become a virtual breeding ground for
bands springing from the large population of 20-
somethings in transifion, people with too much time
on their hands and no idea of what they want to do
with their lives. DOLORES HAZE (there may be
more than one band bearing this name) is another
bond from this Boston ‘burb {c/o Eve Hars, 109
College Ave., Somerville, MA 02144/617-628-
9459). The frio sits on the rock continuum some-
where between the Bangles and Eve’s Plum, playing
sensible pop with punky female vocals and aggres-
sive guitars. The rhythms are basic, leaving the sole
guitar as its defining and characteristic instrument,
which proves a heavy load for just one guitarist to
bear. Peppy rhythms and simplistic songs don’t nec-
essarily difzerentiore Dolores Haze from many other
groups in its genre, but the songwriting itself is ear-
catching, especially when the band’s songs are
infused with energetic hooks and lyrics such as those
on “State Of Freci” or ethereal pieces like “Doing
Ophelias.” —D.LY.
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TASMIN ARCHER Shipbuilding (EP) (SBK,
¢/o EMI Records Group, 1290 Ave. of

the Americas, 42nd Fl., New York, NY
10104)—An acoustic version of “Sleeping
Satellite,” three live tracks and four Elvis Costello
covers make up this EP, “Shipbuilding” stands toe-
to-toe with the original, as well as the memorable
version by Robert Wyatt. While Archer’s cover of
“Deep Dark Truthful Mirror” lacks the debauched
nature of the original, she rebounds on “All Grown
Up,” her voice and piano doing more justice to the
tune than Elvis’ ornate version. If Elvis can write o
whole LP for Wendy James, this EP suggests he
should take a day or two to crank out an LP for the
more capable Archer as well. —Steve Ciabattoni

MULE Wrung (1/4 Stick, ¢/o Touch And
Go, P.O. Box 25342, Chicago, IL 60625/
312-463-8316)—When Detroit's Mule comes
into conversations, its name is quickly followed by
hrases like “displaced Southerners” and “urban
ﬁillbillies," appropriate descriptions for the band’s
Johnny Cash brond of punk rock. Since last yeor’s
knock-us-on-our-oss debut album, the band has
undergone a few changes, most noticeably the loss
of shitkicking drummer Jim Kimball (ex-Loughing
Hyenas) and the oddition of a more manic, scat-
tered songwriting style. The dueling haggard howls
of P.W. Long and Kevin Munroe still sound as if
the two have been smoking and drinking since
they left the womb, but the songs have become
quirkier, introducing on erratic edge to what used
to be predictable rhythm rolls. Still bucking and
kicking: “The Rope And The Cuckold” and “Search
Light.” —Dawn Sutter

FRENTEI Labour Of Love (EP) (White
(Australia), ¢/o Mammoth, Carr Mmill, 2nd
Fl., Carrboro, NC 27510/919-932-1882)—
Squeezing seven songs into 14-and-a-half minutes,
Labour Of Love from Melbourne, Australia’s
Frente! is a siriking, bare-bones display of acoustic
pop music. Led by the waitlike vocals of Angie

Hart, who displays a similar naive charm to that of
the Sundays’ Harriet Wheeler, Frentel blends inno-
cence on!o blithe spirit into its almost jazzy compo-
sitions and simple, convincing melodies, using taps
and snaps as percussion to support its sparseness.
The seductive take on Chris Knox's “Not Given
Lightly” shows the band at its most brilliant. The
recorder-enhanced fitle track, “Testimony” and o
cover of New Order’s “Bizarre Love Triangle” will
keep us satistied until the band’s fulHength debut,
Marvin: The Album, is issued stateside later this
year. —Andy Skibins

GASTR DEL SOL 20 Songs Less (7”) (Teen
Beat, P.O. Box 3265, Arlington, VA 22203/
703-358-9382)—20 songs less than what? Than
none at all, maybe. Both sides of this single are
music without songs: untitled pieces, constructed
from solo experimental pieces by each of Gastr Del
Sol’'s members, edited together, superimposed, run
through fragmenters and disconnectors, and stuck on
vinyl. David Grubbs’ distinctive acoustic guitar lines
can be heard at the beginning of the first side and
throughout the second, but the bulk of the record is
strange sounds, unfinished noises, children playing,
electronic tones and unidentifiable vibrations, Amf
silence—lots of silence. A sigh near the end is the
only vocal. It's a unique onj’oddly peaceful record.

SMOG “A Hit” (7”) (Drag City, P.O. Box
476867, Chicago, IL 60647/312-445-
101 5)—There is an art to recording on a 4-rack,
and Bill Callahan is the Van Gogh of low-fi. The 7”
follow up to last year’s Caesar LP, “A Hit” is colored
with scratchy feedback and low guitar tones which
lack the tinny quality that low-fi usually delivers. The
subject is typical of the sell-deprecating loner theme
endemic to the genre—"I'll never be a rock ‘n’ roll
saint/I'll never be a Bowie, I'll never be an Eno/I'll
only be o Gary Numan.” The B-side, “Wine Stained
Lips,” is a slow, beautiful duet with Cindy Dall, and
sets a contemplative, just-my-guitar-and-my-drink
mood using random background strums and plucks.

FLOPHOUSE Oh Fuck (EP) (Stickshift, 63 Pitt
St. #5R, New York, NY 10002/212-260-
3389)—San Francisco’s Flophouse has released
two full-lengthers (both on Heyday), with a small but
very vocal group of supporters behind the band. This
latest four-track release nestles the band's folksy roots
into the background, allowing Flophouse’s crisp

pop hooks and jubilant rhythms to shine. “Huggery
Muggery” reco||s a Feelies-like mood without stirring
up that band’s VU-inspired sheen, and o sweeping
organ backs up the title cut (which incidentally fea-
tures no cuss words). The lighthearted nature of the
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EP culminates in “Duophonic Unreality,” highlighi—
ed by lots of piano and some goofy treated guitars
and vocals. —Llydia Anderson

MAGIC HOUR “Heads Down” (7”) (Twisted
Village, ¢/o Forced Exposure, P.O. Box
9102, Waltham, MA 02254/617-562-
0507 )—Connecticut experimental guitar wizards
Crystallized Movements recently disbanded, leav-
ing free-thinking axe-wielders Wayne Rogers and
Kate Biggar without a band to call their own. Enter
Damon Krukowski and Noomi Yang, Galaxie
500's rhythm section before that band called it a
day, and Damon and Naomi struck out on their
own. The Magic Hour’s debut release presents one
song divided over two sides, allowing “Heads
Down” to stretch, sprawl and reach towards new
dimensions. Vocals and predictable song structures
are kept to a minimum; Damon and Naomi’s warm,
plodding rhythms bolster (rather than impede)
Wayne and Kate’s poetically waxing guitars, and
the whole mess erupts into a surprisingly dynamic
and accomplished piece. —Llydia Anderson

BOYRACER AUL 36X EP (7” EP) (Slumber-
land, P.O. Box 14731, Berkeley, CA
94701/510-654-6124)—Wow! A 7" single
with six songs, what more could you ask for2 Even
better, an English band with o penchant for play-
ing spunky Amer-indie styled punk rock. Actually
the indie/punk thing only happens on three songs,
one of which is barely a minute long ("Sex”) and
features such epiphanies as “I never wanted
anything else from you/You're overrated.” The
other three include a fuzzy guitar instrumental
(“Sunshine And Violence”) and a whirring noise-
out closing track {”Short Change Revisited”). The
remaining song, “Stabbed,” is the EP’s center-
piece, a gleaming pop gem complete with a dour
English vocal, lilting backing vocals and prickly
guitar hooks. —Colin Helms

VARIOUS ARTISTS Abridged Perversion
(Shrimper, P.O. Box 1837, Upland, CA
91785-1837)—The mostly cassette-only label
Shrimper has been documenting California’s Inland
Empire scene for years. Abridged Perversion is
a compilation of material that appeared on earlier
Shrimper cassette and 7" compilations. A few of
these artists (Nothing Painted Blue, Sentridoh, Bug-
skull) are familiar from their other releases; most
aren’t, but of the more than 30 groups and individ-
uals with tracks here, ot least 25 are plenty inter-
esting. Some are recognizable as songs (like the
Mountain Goats’ rollicking sing<along “The Window
Song” and Franklin Bruno’s slyly nasty “Clean
Needle”), and others are simply weird sound ex-
periments or spoken-word pieces accompanied by
noise or music. The only unifying element is a de-
votion fo ofthandedness, low ficﬁelify ond tape
hiss—the compilation was mastered on a chrome
cassette. Dive in deeply, and you're sure to come
up with something you like. —Douglas Wolk |
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VARIOUS ARTISTS Africa Never Stand Still
(Ellipsis Arts, 20 Lumber Road, Roslyn, NY
11576-9894/800-788-6670) [cat. no.
3300}—Presenting one of the most ambitious con-
cepts to pop up on the Flashback page in some
time: a lavish, three-CD box set that more or less
attempts to chronicle the history of African music
over the last two and a half decades. Amazing?
You bet. It's a sirident and ambitious set, sort of
along the lines of Mango’s acclaimed Tougher
Than Tough set last year, which used the various-
artist CD box format to chronicle a history of the
Jamaican musical milieu. Only Africa’s a whole lot
bigger than that tiny island and there’s a whole lot
more musical ground to cover, yet Africa Never
Stand Still very nearly does it all. Whether you
were collecting crackly Ghanian highlife 78s back
in the '50s, or stirred to the first arriving sounds of
juju from King Sunny Adé in the early ‘80s, or
whether you just got into it a little bit last year
through somebody like Ali Farka Toure, there is
much joy to be found here. Of course, this set's
almost insanely broad reach, covering thousands
of square miles, dozens of countries and literally
millions of people, insures that something some-
where is going o get overlooked, but quarreling
about what should have or shouldn’t have been
there seems petty and small-minded in the face of
such abundance and richness. It's the little things
that matter, like not forgetting Morocco and the
North of Africa: so often when people think
“Africa” they lose sight of how many vastly differ-
ent and musically rici cultures the continent actually
contains. Likewise, we were equally pleased fo find
more traditional acoustic selections to represent
Senegalese vocal master Baaba Maal, rather than
his more fusionary electronic work of late. Our only
real complaint is a reverse one: the exterior pack-
aging doesn't really inform the consumer of what's
within, except for quippy litfle blurbs like “Hip-
swiveling Kwassa Kwassa by Kanda Bongo Man”
or “luo Benga Guitar Music From Kenya.” Let the
tiles and ortists speak for themselves! Enquiring
minds deserve to know all the treasures in store for
themselves before they buyl And in case someone
from Ellipsis Arts is reading, we'll reveal the next
thing on our wish list: We think there’s at least
three CDs-worth out there in Brazil... —James Lien

215-832-0844)—Whenever anyone accused
Sun Ra of being too weird, his reaction was fo get
even weirder. long before the end of his substantial
career, his music was impossible to confuse with
anyone else’s, and it just got farther and farther
away from the jozz mainstream and into the depths
of the Saturnian keyboardist/bandleader’s mincf.
Evidence's latest batch of Ra reissues is utterly idio-
syncratic but never offputting. For anyone who
hasn’t previously heard this wild, long-out-of-print
material, it's a revelation. Angels And Demons
At Play, recorded in 1956 and 1960, and Fate
InA :?;asant Mood, a document of Ra’s 1960
Chicago band, are the most straightforward of the
bunch; although they both have Ra’s trademark
clattering polyrhythms and peculiar horn charts,
they have a handful of pieces that are recognizable
as jazz of their fime. The Nubians Of Plutonia
and especially When Sun Comes Out (pre-
viously a very rare album) are fransitional records.
Nubians’ arrangements are odder and giddier
than earlier records (including a few of the key-
board-and-percussion improvisations of which
there were later many more); Out is the most “out”
record the group had made up to that point, with
less distinct themes and wilder improvisation,
although a few familiar pieces do show up (“We
Travel The Spaceways,” “Calling Planet Earth”).
1965’s The Magic City has two of Ra’s greatest
pieces. “The Shadow World” is a wild, intricate
composition that became a standard for his band,
but the highlight of the album—and of this set of
reissues—is the 27-minute fitle track, a 12-person
free improvisation that sounds like it was sum-
moned whole from the beyond. Ra’s band [notably
tenor saxist John Gilmore, bassist Ronnie Boykins
and multi-instrumentalist Marshall Allen) was legen-
darily loyal to him, and years of playing together
gave its members the ability to improvise together
with psychic precision. “The Magic City"—named
after the slogan that Birmingham, Alabama usedl—
is preternaturally ordered and never descends into
randomness or pointless blowing. Instead, it's full
of silences, call-and-response sections, places
where most of the players step back and let duos
and frios happen. It operates on its own internal
logic, and reveals a littte more of that logic with
every listening.

Atantis, recorded in the late ‘60s, is also cen-
tered on a lengthy, improvisational title track, this
time with o 15-piece band. “Atlantis” is half pro-
gram music about the fall of a continent and half
pure wildness, and a bit more chaotic than “The
Magic City.” Ra presciently plays electronic key-
boards throughout, and the piece ends in a group
chant of “Sun Ra and his band from outer space

have entertained you here.” Can't beat that. The
other half of the album is made up of peculiar per-
cussion-and-keyboard pieces, wirﬁ Ra playing gasp-
ing, dizzy clavinet over multiple hand-drum fines. In
the light of early-'70s soul (by Bill Withers, Stevie
Wonder and the like} that used similar instrumenta-
fion, this sounds like some sort of bizarrely aphasic
funk. Very weird and very much ahead oziis time.
The last of the bunch, the soundtrack to Space Is
The Place (a not-so-hot documentary/science fiction
film about Ra and his Arkestra, from 1972), has
never appeared as an album before. It's a nice
overview of early-'70s Ra, with live standards
(“Outer Spaceways Incorporated,” an 18-minute
take on “Blackman/Love In Outer Space”) appear-
ing in tandem with improvisations and brief showers
of percussion. I's also a four de force for vocalist
June Tyson, who holds together some of the looser
numbers with her sweet, soulful chants. Word is that
the next batch of Evidence reissues will include two
CDs worth of the complete Sun Ra singles. Start
preparing yourself now. —Douglas Wolk

WAILERS The Boys From Tacoma: Anthology
1961-1969 (Etiquette, 5503 Roosevelt
Way Northeast, Seattle, WA 98105/206-
524-1020) [cat. no. 012693}—No, not those
Wailers| (How ya gonna do the Limbo Twist or
the Zig Zag to reggael?) We're talkin’ the Pacific
Northwest, U.S. of A., mid-1960s. Twenty years
before Sub Pop garnered all that attention, there
was something going on out there in Washington
and Oregon; only instead of stringy-haired punks in
flannel gassed on beer, it was neatly-groomed frat
guys in orlon gassed on beer. That's where these
Wailers, along with scenemates the Sonics, Paul
Revere And The Raiders and the Kingsmen, were
comin’ from. Despite the tough competition, the
Wailers ruled their turf back in the day: They re-
leased records on their own label (Efiquette) and
recorded “louie Louie” well before the Kingsmen.
Even Paul Revere and Co., early on, aspired to be
as big as the reigning local rocl kings. Cutting their
teeth on the local teen-dance scene, the Wailers
were well versed in whatever it took to keep the
kids at the Union Hall moving. As a result, Tﬁo Boys
From Tacoma’s 27 songs cover an incredibly
diverse mix of rock ‘n’ rol?sfyles popular in the
'60s. Despite the fact that they were exceptional
musicians, the Wailers were arguably at their best
writing and playing simple, fuzzed-out, vicious
punk, the dumber the better. “Out Of Our Tree,”
“Hang Up” and several others included here are
bonc-?ide classics that put the Wailers in the same
class as premier ‘60s morons like Nobody's
Children and the Standells. Don't let the cardigan
sweaters and J.C. Penney slacks fool you, these
guys were punks! But big-time rock ‘n’ roll’s a tough
ame, and the Wailers never got the lucky break
they so deserved. Perhaps if they had been as
shamelessly crass as the Raiders they would have
been more successful; had they been fully out of
their minds on beer and pills, they might have
become as legendary as the Sonics. As it stands,
The Boys From Tacoma is an impressive body
of work, one that defines rock ‘n’ rolrin a different,
simpler era—before it was spoiled by self-conscious-
ness and dominated by killjoys who take them-
selves way too seriousr;. —Steven McGuirl

His debut, Welcome To The Cruel World
(Virgin), is full of Harper's intimate song-style,
ambitiously taking on important matters of both
a personorond universal nature, with simple
instrumentation and smooth, unjaded vocals
doing the talking. Welcome To The Cruel
World jumps 80-45 in its third week on the
chart, led by Harper's native West which
lands the album at #17. Of the 482 top 35
reports, 58 stations chart the album, led by
top 10 reports by KASB, KBUT, KGLT, KIBC,
KNAB, KPCC, KPUR, KRCC, KSLU (MO),

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(Krush-Groove 4 (Live At Hollis Park ‘84),” a cut
which inspired the “Miami Bass” sound. Roxanne
Shante and The Real Roxanne—two of the more
limited artists of the day, and long-fime foes—are
preserved here on “Runaway,” “Romeo (Part 1)*
and “Bite This,” while former greats like UTFO
(“Leader Of The Pack”) and Whodini (“Freaks
Come Out At Night“) give us two dated, yet still
worthy, classics.

what it is, it is no surprise to find that the influences
range far and wide on N’ssi N’ssi. In addition to
the punkish mix of organ and drum machine in the
original recipe, producers Don Was and Phillipe
Eidel add two distinct, personal spices to the mix.
Eidel's approach is to make a hyper-modern
Persian sound, full of strings (real and imagined),
ouds and reeds; a sort of Om Kalthum-goes-'90s
that hangs tight to the Arab and African tones.
"Alech Taadi” adds a little salsa flavor, with
Khaled's accordion popping over the strings. Was
takes the more bizarre approach, fusing some
heavy bass-driven funk with the Afro-Arabic
grooves, lots of horns and not an unfair share of
humor. “Serbi Serbi” cracks the album open with

a lush horn over an earthy drum mix of darbouka
and silicon. Smooth and romantic, the song slithers

along dreamily, with a pedal steel, of all things,
adding yet another layer of froth to the cocktail.
Khaled’s voice has matured, as well. He's more
assured and less strident, but none of the edge is
missing. There's also a track recorded at Real
World's studios in Box, U.K., that features Michael
Brook on guitar and Screamin’ Hank Mustapha
on violin. Maybe a 3 Khaled 3 record is next?
N’ssi N’ssi is definitely going to have its
detractors. It's impure; it's over-produced at times;
it strives to find an “international” sound. But the
world keeps turning, and the idea of purity in rai is
patently oEsurd, given its modern lineage. Khaled
and his coconspirators have always looked far
and wide, from the streets of Algiers to the night
clubs of Paris, for inspiration and color. This album
continues that search, and it's a fun ride, so why
not take it.

ASSORTED CREMES

Compilations of contemporary music are the
marital aids of the music industry: they’re nice to
have when the real thing isn‘t available. Usually
they are quick and somewhat satisfying, but they
never really carry you where you want to go.
Fortunately, there are some exceptions, and the
latest set from Ellipsis Arts (20 Lumber Road,
Roslyn, NY 11576/800-788-6670) is one of
them. Africa Never Stand Still, the third set
compiled for the label by Brooke Wentz, is some-
what safe, but still presents as solid an overview of
the current African pop scene as you can get on
three CDs.

Even if you
got your fill of this track while listening to the full
fength, the exquisite remixes here make this a
mandatory acquisition. Hardfloor rounded up some
of the most gifted acid pranksters on the planet to
whip this track into shape. Richie Hawtin’s
rumgling, lengthy “South Of Detroit” mix takes the
most severe elements of the original and condenses
them into a moody, dark exercise resulting in one of
Hawtin's finest re-workings to date. The immensely
underrated Tim Van Leyden (a k a Like A Tim)
from Holland’s DJAX stable applies his freakish,
grimy acid patterns to brutal efFf)ect with a mix about
as minimally angst-ridden as you're gonna get.

MATRACA BERG The Speed Of Grace (RCA,
1540 Broadway, Times Sq., New York, NY
10036)—Always someone who has despised cate-
ories, Matraca (ma-TREY-sah) Berg probably won't
ike the fact that I'm calling The Speed Of Grace
“country.” The big difference between this record
and her first, 1991s Lying To The Moon, is that
her previous LP was recorded in and marketed by
Nashville, while the new one was recorded in Los
Angeles and is being worked by the big boys on the
Coasts. Yet Berg's musical sensibilities continue to
reflect her Music City background. Her lilting cover
of Dolly Parton’s “Jolene” and the bluesy classic
"Come To Momma” are as country as anything
recorded by Wynonna, for example. Her original
material continues to impress. The gospel-inflected
“Down To The River” and the sensual tunk of “Tall
Drink Of Water” prove Berg’s got a soulful side,
while “Slow Poison” flows with a passionate throb.

JAMES REAMS

JAMES REAMS Kentucky Songbird (Leghorn
Music, 44 Prospect Park West, Dept. 5-C,

It comes un-
hyped and unsolicited from an artist that's unknown
to almost everyone and proceeds to blow me away.
James Reams is the authentic article: originally

from Kentucky, he’s now settled in New York City.
Kentucky Songbird, his debut, is a hand-painted
postcard from the past. Through Reams' live perfor-
mances and as a permanent part of the Bluegrass
Oldtime Museum in Owensboro, KY, he actively
helps to keep traditional American music alive. If
Kentucky Songbird is any indication, his valiant
effort has paid off with splendid results. With the

help of Tom Paley, one of the original New Lost
City Ramblers, as well as Bill Christophersen and
John Herald of the Greenbrair Boys, Reams per-
forms 15 songs in an old-ime style, yet makes them
sound as fresh as the day they were composed.

SHORT SHOTS

One of the hottest records to come out of Nashville
in a long fime is the selftitled debut from RICK
TREVINO (Columbia, 550 Madison Ave., New
York, NY 10022-3211). A young Texan with a
deep, hiccupping voice on(]stone country band,
Trevino and producer Steve Buckinghom have
come up with a solid set of swing and honky tonk.
Although he's not a writer himself, his taste in song-
writers is fine, with Marty Stuart, Bill Anderson and
Kostas represented. Highlights include the rowdy
sing-along “She Just Leg Me Lounge,” the rocking
“Honky Tonk Crowd” and the twangy “life Can
Turn On A Dime”...New Rose is a French label

that releases a ton of music by American ortists that
are generally under-appreciated on this side of the
ocean. ROIR (611 Broadway, Ste. 411, New York,
NY 10012/212-477-0563) has been making
these records available as imports for quite some
time now, and the latest set of releases includes
Honky Tonk Man from rockabilly great CHAR-
LIE FEATHERS. Recorded in Memphis in 1988,
it's a set of classics like “Blue Suede Shoes,” “Roll
Over Beethoven” and “That's All Right Mama,”
delivered in his distinctive style that's a little bit
country and a lot rock ‘n’ roll...Conjunto fans and
those who appreciate all things Tex-Mex are sure to
love Canciones De Mi Padre (Songs Of My
Father), the second release from SANTIAGO
JIMENEZ, JR. (Watermelon, P.O. Box 402088,
Austin, TX 78704/512-458-6275). Jimenez, Sr. is
recognized as the most influential of all conjunto
rloyers from the 1930s and ‘40s, and his son pays
oving ribute to his music on this very traditianal
set. Fans of the Bad Livers should be interested to
know that Mark Rubin of the Livers also plays bass
with Santiago, Jr. and wrote the informative liner
notes for this record as well... s it just a coincidence
that JOE HENRY's Fireman’s Wedding EP
(Mammoth, Carr Mill, 2nd Fl., Carrboro, NC
27510/919-932-1882) and UNCLE TUPELO's
The Long Cut + Five Live (Sire, c/o Reprise,
3300 Warner Blvd., Burbank, CA 91505) come
out at the same time? Both contain some great live
music, especially Henry’s down-home version of
Merle Travis’ “Dark As A Dungeon,” featuring duet-
ing vocals from Billy Bragg, and Uncle Tupelo’s
screaming take on Creedence Clearwater Revival’s
“Suzy Q" with members of the Bottlerockets. No
complaints. Just wondering...I'm a sucker for big
band swing and blues, especially when it features
wailing horns, some hot guitar and a soulful singer.
That's exactly what you get with COLIN JAMES
AND THE LITTLE BIG BAND (Virgin, 338 N.
Foothill Road, Beverly Hills, CA 90210), a tasty
slab of that rock ‘n’ boogie that never seems to go
out of style.

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SOUNDGARDEN

Superunknown

(A&M, 1416 N. LaBrea Ave., Hollywood, CA
90028)—After years of denying its metal roots,
Soundgarden has done the unthinkable—put its
provergicl money where its mouth is. First Chris
Cornell cut his Sampson-length hair, an act we can
hardly condone since he now looks like a caring and
sensitive art-student, the kind of guy that likes Alan
Alda movies and says, “Bless you” every time
someone sneezes. Even more shocking, though, is
the band’s revamped sound. Gone are the dense,
down-uned rhythms, which reminded us of steel
girders sinking in @ swamp, not to mention the
crunching, bootto-theteeth guitars that reminded us
of Sabbath at its best. These days Soundgarden
sounds like it wants to be a {gasp) classic rock band
in the tradition of Led Zeppelin, only without John
Bonham's classic rock drumming. Superunknown
vibrates in a mystical domain o?bluesy guitar bends
and high, melodramatic vocals, shimmying through
each track with serpentine grace. Much ot the
percussion is syncopated or otherwise unconventional,
and more than a few guitar licks undulate like loose
telephone cables, lending the songs an earthy
psychedelic feel. Perhaps Soundgarden deserves
credit for steering away from its patented “Seattle”
sound, and towards a more ambitious direction.
After all, you can only play songs like “Big Dumb
Sex” and “Outshined” for so long before you hunger
for something different. Enter the Super realm of the
Unknown with “Spoonman,” “Let Me Drown” and

The
pounJing in our heads threatens to overshadowing
the noise of the hammer, and still the banging
continues. As the first crashing chords of “Truck Fist”
slam our feeble brains, eve %\ing becomes clear as
broken crystal. We decide that the personal and
societal structures we build around us are just flimsy
fences against the chaos and turmoil of the outside
world, and a band like Daisycutter acts as a gate,
granting the curious a glimpse of the disarray without
exposing them to the dangers that lurk beyond.
Listening to Truck Fist is similar to visiting a
sociopath ward: There seems to be logic,%ut it's
skewed and twisted. It seethes with rancor and
resentment, brims with insanity and brilliance. The
vocals on the record are low and distorted, and the
guitars are layered and processed fo create a sense

of dissolution, a sensation of coming apart at the

seams. Songs like “Break” and “Liquid Tape” have a
slightly wiggy feel, but that's incidental. Daisycutter
isn’t about escapism or selfdiscovery, it's about

coping with the shit that surrounds us and glimpsing
at the insanity that's yet to come. Heavy-handed (or
fisted) stuff. Smear mouse droppings in your hair and
bury your head in the snow to “Your Disease,” "Way
Gone” and "Pig in A Can.” —Jon Wiederhorn

MOISTBOYZ
Moistboyz (EP)
(Grand Royal, P.O. Box 26689, Los
Angeles, CA 90026/213-663-3000)
Since this is Dean Ween's other band, most folks
might foolishly assume otherwise, but the Moistboyz
have more claim to ARGHI turf than the majority of
mediocre, mouth-breathing, chops-obsessed posers
that plague us day in and day out. Moistboyz is not
a total departure (rom Ween's sound. The band also
does the lofi, fourtrack thang with distorted multi-
tracked vocals and a drum machine. Past Ween
records have proven Dean capable of writing some
sick riffs, and in the Boyz he has an outlet for the
burly, more metal, side of his guitar playing and
songwriting (think Ween tracks like, “Common Bitch,”
“Can U Taste The Waste,” etc.). The real scoop here
though, is vocalist Guy Heller [also in False Front),
who absolutely steals the show on several tracks.
What kind of a ghoul writes a lyric like “1.0 (Fuck
No),” the greatest {and only, we're guessing rallying
call for driving sauced since ZZ Top did “Arrested
For Driving While Blind” back in the salad days of
‘762 Heller is the real thing, a genuine creep, and if
you have a sense of humor, or absolutely no taste,
ou’ll love him like we do. On “U Blow,” the records
Eest track, he lashes out at the sad state of rock,
screaming in a voice that oozes hate and bad vibes
to the current crop of oblivion-bound losers: “Just
another band, you blow1/Just another song | know/
Oh, and away you go!” Until things improve, this is
our rock 'n'rorl/ anthem. Cut math class and check out
the above, plus “Carjack” and “Superseaker MD50.”

LUCY’S FUR COAT
Jaundice
(Relativity, 187-07 Henderson Ave., Hollis,
NY 11423/718-217-3600)—Depending on
how you use the word, Jaundice can describe
either a physical condition where the skin, eyes and
urine become abnormally yellow, or an emotional
condition where envy creates a disposition of
prejudice and bitterness. This may not be appropriate
though, since Lucy’s Fur Coat is neither bitter nor
particularly yellow. As for its urine, you'll have to ask
someone else. For the most part, Jaundice is a foot-
stompin’, head-noddin’ hcnfrock disc full of poppy
breaks and great backup vocals. The record has a
loose, spirited feel, leaving us with the impression
that the band members probably have a great time
in the studio. The live feel of the recordings is a
pretty good indication that Lucy’s Fur Coat can
deliver the goods in concert as well. While the band
doesn't really pull off anything groundbreaking, it
has the kind oFsound that should appeal to Sonic
Templeera Cult fans. Rifforama guitars and
pounding 4/4 rhythms are the keys here. All Lucy’s
Fur Coat needs is the approval of Beavis And Butt-
head along with a killer video (hey, it worked for
Tool), and the bounties of stardom may well shower
down from the skies (but ain’t that the story with a lot
of bands). As for Lucy, we can only guess where she
is, but if someone finds her fur coat (the yellow one,
of course), please return it to the usual address.

”Prison Sex”
(Zoo, 6363 Sunset Blvd., Los Angeles, CA
90028)—With the astounding critical success of
Tool’s last video, “Sober,” it's not surprising that
“Prison Sex” finds a return to the same peculiar
wire-frame animation found in Nightmare Before
Christmas. While “Prison Sex” is every bit as
disturbing and unsettling as ”Sober,” it is not nearly
as graphic as its title might suggest. The clip focuses
mainly on a small, marbleized figurine with one
wandering eye and a cracked face scouring the
walls of his cell (which is actually a drawer in a
gigantic room of drawers}, looking for an escape.
The simmering undercurrent of violence and
orpression in the video begins to boil to the surface
almost at the onset. A large, humanoid creature,
clad from head to toe in black leather, captures,
methodically dissects and examines the smaller,
helpless figurine. It probes the creature’s eyeless
socket, gently breaks its cracked face and tears
pages out of its diary. Although one might believe
the use of animated subjects would desensitize the
viewer to the action taking place, we can assure
you that “Prison Sex” is a brilliantly effective
exposition on brutality and exploitation.

If Aerosmith can go underground to resurface
as a new and viable beast, Motley Crije has a
chance again with “Hooligan’s Holiday,” a
whopping indication that the band has plenty of
life left, if not a brand new one.
