to

Buy

After all the long months of the war and the subse-

quent entrance of the post-war period, coinmen at last

see before them the beginning of what appears to be the

first cracks in the prices of used machines.

This, according to statements made time and time again
by many coinmen in the industry, is something all have
awaited.

Now that it is here, few seem to know what to do about
it.

It was well known, and completely expected by all in

the industry, that the time would arrive when there
would, of economic necessity, arise an entirely new price

field. This is but the beginning of the readjustment
period of which this publication wrote some many weeks
ago. It should, certainly, be no surprise to the trade.

Now’s the time for the intelligent operator to buy.

This is the time to plug up every open location in his

territory while the prices of used machines are dropping.
Now, while he can get them reasonably, he should arrange
to place a machine in every open location so that he will

forestall the entrance of too much new blood competition
against him.

Not only should he plug up these holes, but he should
see to it that every location he takes on is signed to a

contract of at least two or three years duration, so that

he can depend on that location remaining his for at least

this period of time. And, furthermore, he should place
his equipment in the spot on a 70%-30% commission basis

—or any other basis which is most suitable to the
peculiarities of his own territory—but a commission basis

which will assure him a decent profit on his investment.

This he should do NOW—while he can. There is no
doubt that after some dropping down— used equipment
will level off in price and will go up to a new basic mark
—at which it will probably remain for sometime to come.

There are a great many reasons being advanced for

the general slump now current. Collections are off all

over the country

What is now being felt, leading economists state, is the
result (the backwash) of the many major strikes, and
the loss of savings and wages which these strikes caused
the average working man.

The sudden dropping of the OPA and its weak return,

which has been ballyhooed as sure to start a period of

inflation and this, too, has caused many to watch their

ready cash so as not to be caught short.

The puzzling lack of production and the many short-
ages have worried a great many people and they have

adopted an extremely careful and cautious attitude.

The fact that new machines were expected to roll off

coin machine production lines and haven’t done so—in

any great numbers. This has upset a great many plans
of leading coinmen thruout the nation and has caused
them to wonder about the future.

Many coinmen have spread themselves out very, very
thin from a financial standpoint because of many outside
investments and advance deposits made to obtain equip-
ment. They are now drawing into themselves and be-
coming very cautious about further purchases.

This is, therefore, the time for the intelligent operators
to buy—to cover themselves—to make sure that every
location they want in their territories will be theirs.

But, even most important, is the fact that this short
slump period has definitely demonstrated to the members
of this industry that unless their businesses are economic-
ally sound they will lose in every case.

Coinmen must arrange for a better commission basis

to offset such slumps should they again arise in the future
and to assure themselves a decent profit on their invest-

ment—come good times or bad times.
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HEW PRICES FOR

USED MACHINES
BY YEAR’S END
Ops Now Able to Obtain Machines

at Reasonable Prices to Cover

All Open Locations in

Their Territories
NEW YORK — Predictions are now
flying about that there will be an

entirely new price base for used ma-
chines by the year’s end.

This prediction was made some
months ago by The Cash Box but be-

came most apparent these past few
weeks as the marget began to show
wider and wider cracks.

The situation has boiled itself down
to a rush for the better used machines
with a great many coinmen attempt-
ing to buy whatever they can at this

time to fill up all, open locations in

their territories.

“Furthermore”, as one noted oper-

ator wrote The Cash Box, “this is the

chance that many of us old-timers

have been waiting for, to get the ma-
chines we need into all the spots we
want in our area before the new
blood can come in and compete with

us.

“There just isn’t going to be too

many new machines in our estimation

for sometime to come as yet and we
can get started in these spots with
used equipment to keep us going at

good pace until we get new equip-

ment again.”

This attitude on the part of many
noted coinmen is sure to once again

create a good buying rush and ma-
chines will again be transferred from
one point to another thruout the

nation—probably once again ending
up in the rural centers where a great

many machines are needed at this

time.

Most coinmen believe, tho, that the

new price base which will come into

effect at this time and will definitely

establish itself by the year’s end will

not remain permanent by any means.

They feel that prices will continue

to go down for a short time and will

then level off and come back to a

high point in keeping with the pro-
duction of new equipment.

As one coinman puts it, “If there
is a big volume production of new
equipment then used machines will
continue to go down. But, if the vol-
ume is no larger than it is at this

time, then prices are going back up
again and this time, I believe, they
will stay up for some many months
to come until all the industry is sure
that new machines are going to roll

off the factory production lines like
they used to before the war.”

In the main, the majority of coin-
men are more or less happy over the
break in the present used machines
market. They feel this is the time to
buy whatever they will require and
to take advantage of a great many
locations they have been looking at
for sometime' now.

All agree that the drop in col-
lections is only temporary and that
this will come back in the Fall. “But”,
say coin machine leaders, “this drop

was a good lesson to the average
operator. It convinced him that he
must go to a better commission basis
or he will not be able to exist when
the new machines are being shipped
into the trade in large numbers.”

It’s impossible”, one of these men
says, “to work on the old 50%/50%
basis with machines costing what
they do today and also with over-
head up the way it now is.

“It requires at least 50% of the
take for operational expenses. No
operator, even if he is averaging a
$20 gross on his machines, can ex-
pect to amortize his equipment and
continue in business on the basis of
a $5 per week net. It can’t be done.

“The operators who will . now
change to a better commission basis,

while they can, will be the operators
who will remain in business in the
years yet to come when many changes
are sure to come about in this in-
dustry.”

What is more important, therefore,
to every coin machine operator is the
fact that used machine prices are
cracking and that, as they go lower,
this gives the operator the oppor-
tunity to place equipment in open
locations on a new and better com-
mission basis and to thereby protect
himself from newcomer competition
as well as assure his livelihood for
the years yet to come.
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Cut Commission to

70%-30%
Came Ops Agree

NEW YORK — The Cash Box sug-

gestion, made sometime ago, that the

amusement machine operators, to

survive the high priced equipment

and greater overhead expense, must

get more money from their collections

—by speeding up the play of their

machines so that the differential

which the machine earns, against 30%

commission which should be paid to

the location owner, will give the

amusement machine op the one and

only “out” he has at this time—has

taken hold everywhere in the nation

from reports received by this pub-

lication.

Amusement machine ops agree that

they must quickly change their

present 50%/50% commission basis

to be able to overcome the cash

needed to pay for the pinballs, bowl-

ing games, arcade equipment and

other types of machines (with the

possible exception of one -balls, con-

soles and slots) and at the same time

be able to satisfy their location own-
ers with practically as much as they

ever previously earned from the ma-
chines in their spots.

The life of the average amusement
machine is so short that the operator

cannot base himself on any long

period trade-in valuation for his

equipment. He must work against

time to be able to receive the high-

est possible trade-in value for his

machine and yet, if he wants to show

a profit, be able to amortize the cost

of the machine within that period so

that whatever the trade-in comes to

can be construed as actual profit.

For example, prior to the war, the

life span of an average pin game was

only three months. With present

prices of pin games over $300— this

means that the operator must obtain

enough from the three month’s col-

lections to gross off the cost of the

machine. And since the average pin

game op claims that his operational

expense is around 40% these days

—

this means that the differential must

be made up in what he will receive

as trade-in value -if he is to show
any profit at all.

Therefore he must cut his com-

mission to 70%-30% so that he can

get more from the gross collections

than he is now receiving. But, before

he can cut the profits down to the

location owner, he must make sure

that he can return practically as

much as the location formerly ave-

raged from the machine to retain

sufficient interest in his equipment.

To do this he must speed up the

play. For example, the average pin

game player will accept the first 3

balls for 5c. If he comes out with a

winning score on the first three balls

—he can still play the next 2 for 5c

more—and come thru with a much

better score. If, in turn, he sees that

he has no chance for a winning score

with the first 3 balls at 5c—he can

stop right there and start a new game
—or, likewise, if he still believes that

there is a chance he may come thru

with a winner—he can continue.

The operator, on this basis of 10c

per play, tho starting out with a 5c

per play action, will be getting 50%
more from the machine (provided

play continues along the same basis)

and will be able to cut down on his

commission to the storekeeper so

that, in the average, the location will

be getting practically the same at

30% as he used to get at 50%.

The operator will be earning more
in every way. He will be taking in

more money, because of speeded play
action, and will be paying less so

that he has all the advantage of

amortizing his equipment in its short
life span and coming out ahead
with clean profit on the trade-in

valuation of the machine itself.

The trade is therefore all for The
Cash Box suggestion that play be
speeded up—the first 3 balls for 5c
on pin games; the first 5 balls for 5c
(instead of 9 balls for 5c) on bowl-
ing games, etc., down the line —
with the location cut down to the
new commission basis of 70% to the
operator and 30% to the storekeeper.
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Ops Urged to Immediately Set

Up Better Commish Basis to

Save Themselves
NEW YORK — Samuel (Curley)

Robinson, managing director of

AOLAC (Associated Operators of Los

Angeles County, Inc.) signaled the

first warning in the fact that he could

foresee a tremendous turnover in

operators unless they did something

immediately to cure the present sit-

uation.

He pointed to the fact that Brad-

street & Dun had predicted there

would be a 62% turnover in general

business. This, Robinson, explained,

would be mild in comparison to what

the percentage of turnover would be

in the coin machine industry if the

present commission arrangements

and other poor business methods are

continued by the operators.

For the past five years there has

been some turnover here and there

thruout the nation. At one time, dur-

ing the war period, it seemed that all

the small operators were going out of

the industry and that others were

gradually assimilating their routes.

But, in the main, this turnover wasn’t

as large as could be expected during

a war period. In fact, in many parts

of the country, there was very little

turnover to speak of—as for ex-

ample—AOLAC’s books show prac-

tically no turnover at all.

Yet, with collections in a slump

and with many ops stubborn enough

not to heed the warning signs which

have appeared time and time again

and are now appearing with even

greater regularity, there is sure to

be a terrific turnover of operators

throughout the nation unless better

commission arrangements are made
by the greater majority of operators

thruout the country.

It is indeed pleasant to hear from

leading operators’ organizations that

they have voted a 75%/25% com-
mission basis for all members. Others

have adopted the plan of 1% of the

gross installation cost as “front

money” and the balance on a 70%/
30% or 50%/50% basis. It is also

pleasing to hear from ops who are

obtaining a $15 per week flat guaran-

tee from their locations. Or even

from those who have jumped their

play to 10c, 2 for 15c or 3 for 25c.

But, these are not the average

operators. The average op seems to

think he can continue on his present

50%/50% commission basis and still

survive the higher cost of equipment,
' tremendously increased overhead and

the many extra miscellaneous ex-

penses with which he is confronted

these days.

The one and only answer for those

coin machine operators who want to

remain in this business—and want to

stay in it on a profitable basis today

and for tomorrow— is to immediately

change to a better and more profit-

able commission basis.

These are the suggestions which

have been made by various coin

leaders: 1) 70%-30% commission

basis; 2) 1% of the total installation

cost as “front money” and the bal-

ance on a 50%/50% or 70%/30%
basis; 3) $15 guarantee, the balance

to be divided on a 50%/50% basis;

4) “Front money”, either $5 or $8 or

$10 per machine and the balance on

50%/50% or 70%/30%; 5) 75%-25%
commission basis; 6) 10c per play, 2

for 15c or 3 for 25c and the com-
mission to be either 50%/50% or

70%/30%; or any other basis which

the operator can work out for him-

self to fit the conditions and peculi-

arities of his own territory.

And, in addition, to sign each loca-

tion to at least a two year location
1 agreement contract.
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''NEW YORK—The slump which

seems to have taken hold of the

industry is not actually a slump

at all.

There is no business in the na-

tion which is not, at this time, in

the throes of readjustment and,

therefore, suffering.

But, those who continue on the

theory that this is, more or less,

the beginning of the end — are

simply afraid.

There is no reason to sell this

industry short. There is no reason

to fear the future.

This nation (and this industry)

have been thru too many harrow-

ing experiences to allow a period

of indecision (such as this is) to

throw a blanket of fear over its

future.

People are naturally upset.

They can’t see into the future.

The major strikes have hurt deep

into the pocketbooks of labor. The
sudden demise of OPA and its

current indecisive and weak re-

turn has also affected the average

person.

The further fact that certain

economists foresee the possibilities

of inflation has also had its effect

on many.

This is fear. This is loss of faith.

Loss of faith is this industry and
the great future it has before it.

This - is one business which has

progressed during depression, as

well as during boom times.

During the depression years in

the early thirties — this industry
saw its first real growth.

During the booming wartime

years it saw its first big financial

base grow up.

Therefore, from every stand-

point, whether it’s a depression or

a boom which the country is head-

ing for — this business will not

suffer.

There should be no fear in the

hearts and minds of the men who
comprise this industry.

There should only be courage,

intelligence, optimism and most
of all — FAITH.

Have the courage of your con-

victions. Intelligently adjust your
business to the times. Continue
optimistic amid all people. Have
FAITH.

The men who have faith will

lead this industry to ever greater

achievements. These men will

continue on now with all zest and
vigor to help bring those achieve-

ments about as soon as possible.

There’s a good, strong beat in

the instrumental part that rates some
attention. The backing, “Dreamy
Eyes,” is a typical Western torch

tune — both the vocal and instru-

mental performances can be classi-

fied as such. Recommended as good
material for locales where they're

partial to this kind of music.

• A top band, a sweet trumpet, and
a smooth vocal is a triple threat that’s

hard to beat on any disk, and that’s

just the combination offered on “This

Is Always.” Mr. James cooled off his

horn just enough so that his solo

fling is definitely on the mellow side.

The band backs him up in a neat

fashion and then comes to the front

for some instrumental treats of their

own. Finally, Buddy Di Vito gets the

floor to croon the lyrics. It’s good
stuff, all right. The flipover, “I’ve

Never Forgotten,” follows pretty

much the same trend with Ginnie

Powell knocking off the vocal honors.

Feature Pic of New Wurlitzer 1015. “Juke Box

is Here to Stay”, Writer Reports.

NEW 'YORK—The New York Sun-

day News, biggest Sunday circulation

newspaper in the world, published a

two page feature story written by

Robert Sylvester of their staff this

past Sunday (August 4, 1946) where-

in they told all about the juke box

business and the fact that the auto-

matic phono was responsible for the

phenomenal rise in sales of records.

Quoting such people as Eli Ober-

stein and many other notables in the

record manufacturing field the News
stated, “It’s almost supernatural!”

The writer also says, “The Wizard of

Menlo Park, N. J., was being overly

conservative for one of the few times

in his life. As supernatural as he

considered his brainchild, not even

he could have predicted that by 1945

that little gadget (the phonograph)

would have gathered an industry re-

sponsible for the following:

“1. The sale of over 120,000,000

records in a year when materials

were virtually unobtainable.

“2. Turning every erstwhile quiet

eatery into a poor man’s night club.

“3. Inducing otherwise sensible

folk to spend 4,640,000,000 nickels

—

or $232,000,000—in mechanical pho-

nographs.
“4. Earning from $225,000 to $500,-

000 each in a single year for singers

and entertainers who have become

record stars-.

“5. Fathering no less than 143 sep-

arate record manufacturing com-
panies.”-

The writer explains that all the

above figures are for 1945 and that he

expects this year’s figures to be much
higher.

He reports, “Since almost every

public bar and eatery has a juke box

today, it would be reasonable to as-

sume that there are millions of these

contrivances, each playing its set of

records from dawn till closing. Ac-

tually, there are not more than

400.000 juke boxes in the country.

He offers the following, “Within a

few months, there will be more. A lot

more. Juke box manufacturers esti-

mate”, he reports, “that by 1947 there

will be 1,000,000 additional machines

in operation. If they could get certain

necessary materials — notably wire

and slug rejectors—the new boxes

would be on the market now.”

He goes on to say, “The average

juke box contains 24 records.” And
then adds, “multiply the promised

1.400.000 juke boxes by 24 records

every two weeks and you get a rough

idea of what kind of a customer the

juke box is for the record manu-
facturers.”

He then tells all about Johnny
Mercer and Capitol Records, also

about Victor’s Perry Como, Decca’s

Bing Crosby, Columbia’s Frank Sin-

atra and all the other stars. He re-

ports that Crosby’s “White Christ-

mas” has sold over 2,5'00,000 records

so far and that his “Silent Night” is

nearing the 2,000,000 mark.
Pictures of Marlene Dietrich are

shown and the fact that she made
144 masters before she was satisfied

with one that recorded “See What
The Boys In The Back Room Will

Have”.

This is probably one of the most
outstanding double page feature

stories on the juke box and the
number of records it uses which has
ever yet been published. Tho some of

the figures presented are a bit high
—it does average off the thought that

the juke box is today the leading
buyer of records and the “sales force”

which sells all types of records for

home use by popularizing them thru

Suggests State Take

Over Slot Operating
Should Be Put in Town Halls

and Income Divided Between

City and State
BRATTLEBORO, VT. — An editorial
in the local newspaper (Reformer)
here suggested this past week that
the state of Vermont take over slot

machine operation, as it has the
liquor stores, and make this a state

controlled monoply.
The editorial states, “Slot machines

are, of course, illegal but some laws
are easier to enact than to enforce.
Diligent efforts keep them pretty
well cleaned out of resorts for pri-
vate profit here in Vermont but it is

rather difficult for the prosecutors to

marshal much support for a campaign
against non-profit orders where the
income goes to worthy purpose. All
of which leads to the idea that the
state should take a monopoly on the
contraptions just as it does with
liquor on the theory that if an evil

can’t be suppressed it should be oper-
ated for public benefit. Slot machines
could be put in town halls or some-
where and the income divided be-
tween town and state. Perhaps state
stores would be a better place as
experience shows that machines do
well where liquor is sold.”

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Soiotone Reports Big Interest in Latin AmericaPhono Op Teams Up With

Hardware Dealer to Sell

His Used Records

ST. LOUIS, MO. — One phonograph

operator who has solved the problem

of how to get rid of used records

profitably is George Marshall, who

operates a stbing of phonos and pin

games thruout the western suburbs of

St. Louis.

Conducting his large-scale music

business without a store and no point

at which to retail used records feas-

ibly, Marshall formerly threw away

the accumulation from his phonos as

soon as enough were on hand to be-

come a nuisance in his home.

Many, of course, he gave to loca-

tion owners to take home for their

friends to play on their own phono-

graphs, but the majority were simply

tossed in the ashpit or, through care-

less handling, broken in transit.

Naturally, Marshall was aware of

the fact that there is a substantial

demand for used records almost

anywhere — but without sufficient

facilities to find customers, he did not

feel the undertaking would be worth

the effort.
•

That was the story until a St. Louis

hardware dealer, Lloyd T. Smith

Hardware Company, in suburban

University City, came up with the

idea of luring in high school jitter-

bugs, and the “young trade” with a

stock of used records displayed here

and there in the store.

The hardware store, incidentally,

carries a large sporting goods depart-

ment with badminton, quoits, ping

pong equipment, etc., which Smith

felt quite salable if he could attract

enough younger customers.

Therefore, he got in touch with

Marshall, and asked whether it would
be possible for him to turn over his

entire stock of used records.

The hardware store now advertises

aggressively “1000 Used Records in

Stock.” Although the number, of

course, seldom achieves that amount,

there are usually several hundred in

the store, displayed in stacks of 50

or 60 records wherever there is clear

space on the counter and identified

by a sign. Smith’s son, himself a

rabid record fan, has installed a

record player, so that customers may
test out particular tunes before buy-

ing.

Under the reciprocal agreement,

the hardware dealer pays the oper-

ator 8c each for the used records and

retails them out in his store at 15c

for run-of-the-mill recordings. He
sells the better discs at 25c.

LOS ANGELES, CAL.—F. E. Wilson,

president of the Soiotone Corp., this

city, on his return to this office from
a distributor “good will” tour thru-

out the southwest and midwest, in-

cluding stops at Houston and Gal-

veston, Tex., Oklahoma City, Kansas
City, Lincoln and Omaha, Neb. and
Sioux City, la., reported that he

found his desk flooded with inquiries

from many Latin American countries
asking for complete details regarding
the new Soiotone timed music system.

Among the countries represented
were: Mexico, Puerto Rico, and over
a dozen other Central and South
American countries.

“This is the law”, the item con-

tinues, “and has been in force since

July 12, and to avoid penalty, you
must secure your license on or before

August 5. See the City Clerk, Room
301, City Building.”

42 Juke and Pin Permits

Bring in $1,050
BELLAIRE, O.—The license depart-

ment here reported that it has re-

ceived 42 permits representing a sum
of $1,050. This is on the new coin

machine licensing ordinance just

passed here.

Observers here stated that this city

would have received much more
revenue if it had not inserted a clause

in the new ordinance limiting the

location to one of each type machine.
Investigations are first made on all

permits. Issuance of 28 permits for

juke boxes were registered and appli-

cations for 13 pinball machines were
turned over to the police here for in-

vestigation of the locations.

Prior to issuing a permit it is

necessary for the police to check the

location.

American Legion Sees Fight

Over Repeal of Wisconsin's

Anti-Slot Law

RACINE, WIS. — With the Wisconsin
department of the American Legion
meeting here this past week (Aug.
1 to 5) a fight was predicted over
asking the Legion to step in and help
repeal the anti-gambling laws passed
here last winter.

The third district conference of the

Legion, held recently at Stoughton,
went on record to wipe off the books
the anti-slot machine laws. A reso-

lution to carry out that purpose has
been passed on to the interim reso-

lution committee of the state Legion.

That committee, as a matter of

routine, has assigned the resolution

to the convention resolutions com-
mittee. It stated that since a matter
of Legion policy is involved, subse-
quent action may be necessary by
the convention legislative committee.
The resolution to kill the state

anti-gambling law is therefore ex-
pected to receive some opposition.

Prior to the passage of Chapter 374
making slot machines illegal, numer-
ous Legion posts operated slots.

Revenues from the slots helped posts

to purchase and maintain clubhouses.
So far as is known the desirability

of permitting slots has never come
up before the state convention.

Tax Business Good

NEW YORK—Reports from cities all

over the nation are to the effect that

the “tax business is good” as far as

returns already in from coin machine
firms who have been paying Uncle
Sam’s various taxes on slots, alleys,

jukes and pin games.
For example, from Johnstown, Pa.,

Ronald F. McCormick, head of the
Internal Revenue Office there said

that he could not estimate the total

volume of business, but reported it

as “good”.

As far as Minnesota is concerned
(as reported in this past week’s issue

of The Cash Box) returns were rather
surprising with over 5,000 slots and
more than 10,000 pin games buying
tax stamps.

From California to Maine—Uncle
Sam’s tax collectors report the total

volume of business being “very good”.

Complete returns won’t be in for

sometime yet to come. The results, it

is generally believed, may prove very
surprising to the industry.

Many leading coinmen claim that

there are more machines operating
now than at anytime during the war-
time period—tho not as yet equal to

the pre-war era.

It is believed among coinmen that
if machines start rolling off pro-
duction lines this late Fall, as a great
many feel they will, that by the end
of the year the total of equipment on
location will equal, if not exceed,
what was being operated around the
time the war started in ’41.

At the same time many are also
of the belief that by mid ’47 there
