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Talking It Over

The “oscar” which The Cash Box an-

nually awards in behalf of the Automatic

Music Industry of America for the best

records and recording artists, has grown
tremendously in importance thruout the

entire music world.

It is a known fact that this award has

been of marvelous help to all the juke box
industry. It has been broadcast from coast

to coast on leading networks where artists

have built entire programs around it, as in

the case of Perry Como and Jo Stafford as

well as Dorothy Shay and others in 1947.

This is the first year, during this Third

Annual Poll of the Automatic Music Indus-

try of America to choose the best records

and artists of 1948, when The Cash Box
has at long last been able to design its

very own “oscar.”

During the first two voting years when
the awards were made, the “oscars” were
stock creations which, because of the early

post-war period, were the best that could

be obtained under the circumstances.

But, this year, the base and pillar of the

new 1948 “oscar” is of imported Italian

Verdi marble, the statuette itself is triple

plated in gold and the award plaque which
appears on the front marble pillar is also

plated in gold. All the plating is heavily

lacquered, after inscription, so that it will

retain its sparkling polish.

Even more important than the beauty of

the 1948 “oscar” being awarded by The
Cash Box in behalf of the Automatic Music
Industry of America, is the fact that this

is one of the most important events in the

history of the juke box industry.

This is the one time duidng the year
when the music machine operators give
thanks to the recording firms, artists and
publishers for bringing them the best money-
making tunes of the year. And, in turn,

it reflects with even greater glory on the

music operator himself for this fine and
unselfish expression on his part.

The voting is now well under way and
within a few more weeks will come to a

close. Those music ops who haven’t as yet

sent their votes in should use the enclosed

prepaid postcard and do so today.
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VIDEO-JUKE COMBOS
GRAB MUSIC OPS’

ATTENTION
More Music Ops Investigating Possibiiities of New Fieid.

Those Already Operating Combos Report Much Cheaper Meth-
od to Obtain High Front Money Guarantee Than Cash Loans or
BuyingFixtures.MfrsReport ‘

‘Outstandinginterest”fromOps.
When television receivers first entered into tavern locations a loud wail

was heard almost immediately afterwards from juke hox ops who found that
their collections dropped alarmingly. The same was also true in the case of
the amusement game ops who learned that the tavern owners, and other
retailers who had installed TV sets, were pulling the plugs of games when the
video sets were in operation.

Since then many juke hox ops have heen able to somewhat counteract
the video sets by featuring more speakers thruout their location so that the
music could be played at a lower tonal volume and could still be clearly heard
almost anywhere in the spot. Others featured wired music in their locations
which the owners used as background music when the TV sets weren’t in
operation. They pay a monthly fee for this type of music.

Not only did television effect the coin machine industry, but, it also cut
deeply employment of musicians. The fact remains that many small combi-
nations, bands and orchestras, have lost their jobs because of television repro-
ducing musical programs of America’s leading orchestras (and not only giving
the public who frequent these locations the finest music) but also the picture
of these leading orchestral stars.

All in all TV has had a very depressing effect where music is concerned.
But, in many locations, its effect began to die down and, gradually, juke boxes
have returned to their rightful position in the average location, tho the play
does not yet equal its former mark.

When the first suggestions were made to the music ops that they tie in
with television, there were loud cries. That was only natural, for the first
approach was to get the average music op to “sell” video receivers to his
locations. In the first place, he would be the one who would have to carry
the credit risk and, secondly, he would be hurting his own equipment by the
use of the television receiver.

Gradually, tho, the importance of the TV receivers grew greater. The
manufacturers began to recognize the fact that they would have to somehow
tie in with this new type of music to bring the importance of the professional
music operator back to his former status. And so the first ideas in video-
juke box combinations appeared on the market.

There were crude attempts to “speedily” bring the music operator to the
fore. But, as time went on, the combination television-juke box sets began
to take on a more distinguished appearance with the result that, today, many
leading music ops are beginning to closely investigate the possibilities which
these combos afford them for obtaining better play and greater profits.

The first combinations which were placed on location brought forth many
important facts. In almost every case they have allowed the operators to obtain
a very fine front money guarantee. One leading midwest operator reports
that he obtains $30.00 per week front money guarantee, and that he is able
to take this money out of the games and juke box which he is now able to
also get into the spots.

Others have worked out angles which are gradually building this new
field in importance for the music op. For example, some ops are removing
the coin chute from the video set and allowing the location owner to run it
without coin (especially in spots where video has been shown free from the
very beginning) but obtain at least $20.00 per week front money guarantee
from the location owner in return for this arrangement. This money is taken
out of the juke box and, if there is less in the collection, the owner makes ut»
the difference.

All the systems which have come into being since music ops have started
bringing coin operated TV to their locations have resulted in more and better
play for the juke boxes. The storekeepers are anxious to build up the collec-
tion so that no cash is turned over to the operator on the guarantee from their
own pocket. And this, most naturally, proves profitable to the operator.

Already new TV ideas, at much lowered prices, are being presented to" the
music operators. The newest to enter the field is a detached set which is
placed in any spot in the location, or even two or three such detached sets can
be used, and the audio is now worked thru the powerful juke box amplifica-
tion unit, so that the tone is better and the picture clearer.

With this TV set-up the patron sees the picture, but hears no sound, not
until he drops in a coin and presses down the strip marked “telecast.” This
coin works thru the regular wall boxes as well as the juke box, because of

this simplified system.
Also entering the field will he wall boxes with individual speakers. The

patron will be able to see the picture on the large screen television receiver,
but, he won t be able to hear any sound until he drops a coin into the wall
box located in his individual booth and hear the sound right from the speaker
contained in that individual wall box (or bar box) while he sees the picture
Itself on the large television receiver screen.

Another angle which is being developed is the use of smaller television
receiver sets which wUl be placed at each individual booth. In short, if one
player wants to see Army play Navy, and another wants to see Syracuse play
Northwestern, they can make their own choice and see the games they aremost mterested in at their own booths, with the speaker volume cut down to
limit It within their shortened hearing distance.

The natural development of better and still better coin operated televisione^pinent IS causing more and more professional music operators to enter
the field. They are finding that this division of their music operation is en-
hancing the earning power of what other equipment they are already operating.

Television receiver manufacturers are watching the automatic musicmdust^s entrance into their division of the music field. They realize that
the juke box industry is a potential market of such tremendous size that it
can help make them successful almost over night.

In short, to swing the 500,000 juke box locations or a large share oft^se locations oyer to television would result in sales exceeding anything
planned at this time. It also means a market which is ever changing, andwhich invites newer and better equipment constantly.

It^can be the making of any firm. It can also bring about an entirely new
appreciation of this very infant industrj and can mean its more rapid develop-ment and expansion for it will play to so much greater audiences in these
commercial locations than it can in individual homes.

WeU known eastern music ops, after months of operation, report that
tfiey have found the locations where they feature their combos very profitable.
Not only has take zoomed to new heights, but what is most important, thevhave tound that juke box play increased accordingly.

There is no longer any doubt that the professional automatic music
operator will gradually veer into the television field for, as this field grows in
music importance, the professional op will make it his business to continue to
sell tHe music on the very same locations where TV will be featured and must
of Ins own accord, tie in with whatever there is in music which may enhance
nis future growth and development.

There is no one better or more capable of commercially operating TV
than the automatic music op who has many years of music experience behind
lum, and who knows what the public wants and likes in each of his individual
locations, so that he can take over the programming and direction of anythin-
in music which enters into those locations.

.pother thing music operators point out is the fact that buying the
combination video-juke box sets is a lot cheaper than having to purchase anew neon sign or buy fixtures and furnishings to maintain and hold the loca-
tion and, at the same time, hope for a better front money guarantee whichmay range anywhere from $3 per week to $5 or even $8 per week.

When I brought in my first television-phono combination,” one eastern
operator reports, “I told the location owner that he would have to guarantee
$30.00 front money each week. He didn’t even hesitate. As we figured it, it
was still cheaper for him than attempting to support the service cost and pay-
ments on a television receiver which he would have to buy.

“Ordinarily,” he states, “the average music operator is more than willin-
to spend some money to get a weekly guarantee from his location. He certainly
can’t spend any less than he would for a combination television-automatic
phono set and, at the same time, realize that the set is still his own while he
has a contract with a sure-fire front money guarantee each week bigger than
he would get even if he loaned the location cash.”

Capitol Records In

Pressing Agreement

HOLLYWOOD, CAL.—For the
third time in as many weeks, Capitol
Records today announced another
move into the international field when
President Glenn E. Wallichs revealed
the signing of a long term contract
between Capitol and English Decca,
one of Britain’s largest disc manufac-
turers and distributors. The contract,
which was approved October 25th by
English government agencies and was
signed by Wallichs and E. E. “Ted”
Lewis of English Decca, is effective

immediately and Capitol masters are
already being selected and packaged
for shipment to England this week.

The importance of the agreement
between the two firms is illustrated by
the fact that English Decca will open
up a broad new market for the Capitol
merchandise which is second in size

only to the United States. The popu-
lar type recordings with which Capitol
has been so successful are in great
demand throughout Britain, as are
many of the leading Capitol artists.

Until now, Capitol was the only major
American label not marketed in Eng-
land and had refused to enter the
market until the favorable terms of
this contract were available.

Prior to now, English Decca has, in
addition to its own “Decca” catalog,
handled the British manufacture and
distribution of American Decca. The
latter, however, is marketed under
the “Brunswick” label in the British
Isles. Wallichs stated that the rec-
ords to be pressed in England will
carry the Capitol trademark identical
with the Capitol label used in this
country.

In making the announcement, Wal-
lichs pointed out that the setup with
English Decca differs from Capitol’s
recently announced agreements with
Germany’s Telefunken and Mexico’s
Articulos Domesticos and Pan Ameri-
can De Discos, which involve recipro-
cal transfer of masters between the
foreign companies and Capitol. Capi-
tol will handle American manufacture
and distribution of these companies’
products and they in turn will make
and sell Capitol Records in their re-
spective countries. The contract with
English Decca covers manufacture
and distribution of Capitol records
throughout the British Isles and
Africa, but will not involve reciprocal
pressing of English records by Capitol
in the United States.

Park, New Jersey; on September 7th, and 8th, 17th, 22nd and 23rd, respectively.

So many requests have been made for copies of this talk that we have decided to print it.

Mr. Jennings was one of the first

to recognize the money making value

of a liberal machine. For years the

slot machine carried the name of “one

armed bandit” and had that name
coming to it because most every oper-

ator of machines had only one thought

in mind—and that was to get the

most money possible in the shortest

time.
This thinking paralleled the type of

reasoning that was used some hun-

dred years ago when thousands of

people left their homes and stampeded
westward in their quest for gold and
riches. Of these Forty-niners some of

them made a killing, others settled on
farming and still others decided that

they were mercantile people after all

and- set up a business. The vast ma-
jority either struggled home broke or

drank themselves to death.
Anytime that either a group of

people in industry or an individual

gets the idea that he can soak every-

one else and still get by, he is riding

for a big fall. The machine that we
are about to show you today is the

culmination of years .and years of

cmsading and campaigning by Mr.
Jennings to give the public a run for

its money.
As you know, this machine is called

the Live Jackpot. The reason that we
have called it the Live Jackpot is that
the basic jackpot of 500 coins is con-
stantly kept alive by the addition of

a given number of coins that the
player inserts into the machine. For
example, on a test location some weeks
ago, the Live Jackpot went for a
matter of 4 or 5 weeks before it was
hit. When it did come through, the
basic jackpot had built up to 1250
coins. Think what this means to the
average location.

Previously there was a constant
growling and a lot of remarks that a
jackpot went for a few days without
dropping. With this Live Jackpot,
players will go on hoping but will be
happier to see the time stretching on
and the Jackpot building up.
Right here is where I’m going to

get in dutch with some of you fellows
because there are still some who do
not believe in what I am going to say.
Folks—this machine is liberal—it

gives the player loads of amusement
and charges him no more than the
usual ampunt paid for a good show,
a prize fight or other forms of amuse-
ment. Anytime that you put out a
machine that costs the public more
than the price of amusement you are
harming the industry as a whole, the
territory in which you work and most
personal of all, your very own pocket-
book. The sooner that this industry
as a whole comes to believe that a
player should pay no more than the
price of amusement—the sooner this
type of machine is going to be ac-
cepted and tolerated.
As an example, there are two cities

some miles apart. In one of these
cities it is the practice of conducting
the business on the basis of the “one
armed bandit” style—the old 49ers
getting rich quick and disappearing.
In the other city, the player is paying
about the price of amusement because
the machines are paying back to the
player an average of 93 to 95% of
what they take in.

Our men have visited both of these
cities within the last few weeks and
I’d like to give you a little thumbnail
sketch of what is happening in both
of these cities. In the town that still

sticks to the cheating and Jesse
James method of business, places are

closing up, players are indifferent and
the operators are losing money.

In the other city, the play has re-

mained constant and in some spots,

increased—people are happy and the
operators are making as much or more
than they ever did, without a lot of
grumbling from the players.

This is not just an isolated tale of

two cities—this goes on all over the
world and the tragic part is that the
spots in which the Jesse James com-
binations are run and the cheating
continues to go on ; these are the very
locations that are being robbed of
countless dollars in the cash box.

Speaking of cheating reminds me of

a story by Alfred Dandurand that
you may have read in the October
issue of Everybody’s Digest . . .

A friend of mine once told me
that his grandmother had been a
diabetic patient for a long time.

Although on a strict diet, she would
not play the game. After numerous
violations, she was sent to the hos-
pital where she could not “cheat”
on her meals.
Owing to the crowded condition

of the hospital, the only available
room was in the maternity ward.
After she had been there a few
days, my friend, very young at the
time, paid her a visit and was loll-

ing in front of the door of his
grandmother’s room when a nurse
walked past.
“What are you doing here, little

boy?”
“I’m visiting my grandmother,”

he replied.
“Grandmother!” said she, in as-

tonishment. “What is she doing
here?”
. “Oh,” said the hoy, “she’s been
cheating again.”

You see this cheating business hangs
on to your reputation long after you
think that the act should be forgotten.
As many of you probably know, it

is our custom at Jennings to give
every new machine a thorough field

testing before it is put into produc-
tion and released to the public. Al-
though this is the first public exhibi-
tion of the Live Jackpot it has been
on location for many, many months.
The results have been electrifying.
The news got around that a Live

Jackpot machine was on test in a
night spot and people traveled for
sixty miles just to come in and play

it. When we asked the operator what
he thought about the machine he said
the only thing wrong with it was that
he was making the rest of his route
unhappy because they had been in to
see it and wanted Live Jackpot ma-
chines right away.

most value for your money.

It’s that way in this business too.

If you’re to keep up and make the

most of the business, the player is

entitled to a modern machine, the lo-

cation is entitled to have the best ma-
chine possible and you are entitled to

the biggest profits possible.

The Live Jackpot Challenger has
all of these things and if used cor-

rectly can give you the biggest earn-
ings that you have ever had. These
same locations that I mentioned be-

fore tell us that these machines earned
2 to 3 times the nearest other machine
in the same location. My friends,
when it hits the pocketbook, it begins
to get interesting.
