Ralph Bass of
Federal has cut his first sides on Little Willie Littlefield and Lil Greenwood
and is banking on their duet “Monday Morning Blues” to do great things for
the two artists and no harm to the Syd Nathan label whatsoever. . . . Tex Wil-
liams swapped his 10-gallon lid for Sen. Kefauver’s coonskin cap at a political
shindig in the Biltmore Hotel though the RCA-Victor artist made a point of
not endorsing anyone but was “Just Politickin’.” ... A great kickoff for Tommy
Conn’s Palace label is songwriter Harry Tobias’ testimonial that the finest
recording ever of his “At Your Command” is by John Laurenz on the new line.

been heaped on the organization by
leaders pf the industry.

One well known music leader stated,

“This is one of the most progressive

moves ever made by any group of

juke box operators.
“It means,” he stated, “that the

public in the Miami and Dade County
area will be getting finer music, bet-

ter tone, more beautifully attractive

machines, and all will enjoy finer re-

lationships in every regard.”

All believe that this same step will

be taken by other organizations

throughout the nation where worn-out
and old and battered equipment has
won anything but good will trom the

public as well as from location owners.

The resolution is couched in such
broad language that it definitely

marks a new goal for all music oper-

ators everywhere to follow.

There is also no doubt that with this

resolution more and more music
operators from other cities and coun-
ties in Florida, surrounding the Miami
area, will enter into the fold.

William Blatt stated, “In keeping

In fact, a few plants here are even
planning to expand their present
manufacturing facilities with addi-
tional new buildings.
One manufacturer stated:
“We are planning to add more

space onto our present factory. A new
defense materials contract wnich we
are anticipating will keep us busy
for about four years.

“We’ll need the additional space,”
he stated, “to handle the manufac-
ture of these defense materials as well
as our coin operated machines.”
Tho there hasn’t been much talk

about defense work for sometime the
manufacturers haven’t been idle.

Their World War II records have
won them much favor from the large,
prime contractors.

They have been called in on many
um'ts which they not only manufac-
tured during War II, but, which are
right up their alley right now.

What’s even more interesting is
that most of the work the plants here
are taking on is in the electronics
field.

The assemblers, engineers and, in
fact, the average factory’s entire per-
sonnel is well geared to this type of
work.

There surely isn’t anything as in-
tricate today in electronics engineer-
ing as some of the products being pro-
duced in this industry, is the general
belief.

The manufacturers should, be com-
mended for their efforts in this direc-
tion.

It seems that there’s .iust nothing
they can’t lick in electronics prob-
Tcms This has won much commenda-
tion for them. Both from Washington
ps well as from the large prime de-
fense work contractors.

Almost every factory in the coin
operated equinment business, in this
c’tv. is engaged in defense work of
one type or another.

Production lines are so arranged,
in most cases, that the average coin-
™an. who visits at one of the large
factories here, doesn’t even realize
that a o-ood nart of these lines are
on°'a "ed in an entirely different type
of work than the regular domestic
com onerated products of the manu-
facturers.

Por example, one plant, where only
coin onerated products are noticeable
when tbe visitor enters, has more than
half the rear part of the plant com-
pletely engaged in the production of
defpnse materials.

Yet, the average visitor doesn’t
even notice this work. He sees only
tbe coin operated machines coming
off the production lines closest to his
viewing angle.

In the meantime, regardless of all
the greater volume production at the
coin-plants here of new type coin
operated equipment, defense work
continues apace.

Most of the manufacturers are tak-
ing on more and more war work each
week.

Steel, Copper and Aluminum Metals

Still Tight, But Improved

WASHINGTON, D. C.—Henry H.
Fowler, Administrator of the National
Production Authority, Department of
Commerce, this week announced
higher allotments of controlled mate-
rials to manufacturers for the third
quarter of 1952.

He attributed this improvement to

Government material control meas-
ures since the beginning of the de-
fense program and cooperation on the
part of the industrial community in

the conservation of scarce materials.

Fowler pointed out that many ma-
terials will continue in tight supply,
altho some subsidiary metals may be
decontrolled as their supply improves.
“We must remember that the mobili-
zation program is only half complete,
and direct defense requirements for
materials are still growing,” he said.

Third quarter allotments for all

household durable goods will be above
current levels, and some will be sub-
stantially higher. In most categories
of the durable goods division Alumi-
num allotments will be increased from
30% to 45% of the base period con-
sumption from the 2nd quarter; and
copper allotments will be 15% higher
than given for the current quarter.

In the coin machine division, manu-
facturers of Automatic Merchandis-

ing Machines will be allowed the fol-

lowing percentage based on the base
period : Carbon Steel 55% ;

Alloy Steel

55%; Copper Brass 35%; Copper
Wire 40%; Aluminum 45%.

Manufacturers of amusement and
other coin operated machines will be
allowed the following: Carbon Steel

55%; Alloy Steel 55%; Copper Brass
35%; Copper Wire 40%; and Alumi-
num 45%.

Manufacturers of coin-operated
phonographs will be allowed Carbon
Steel 55%; Alloy Steel 55%; Copper
Brass 35%; Copper Wire 40%; and
Aluminum 45%.

Fowler, in releasing these allot-

ments, noted that “authorization to

many civilian industries will still be
below their pre-Korean rate of use of

the controlled materials, despite these
welcome increases in allotments.”

NPA also has set aside substantial
amounts of steel and aluminum and
some copper for distribution as sup-
plementary allotments to relieve in-

dividual hardship cases. NPA advised
manufacturers who find that their

third quarter allotments will work a
hardship to file supplementary appli-

cations immediately, as these applica-
tions will receive consideration in the
order of their arrival.

The operators are of the firm be-
lief that they have not violated any
laws by changing over to ten cent
play or changing their commission
structure in instances where new
equipment has been placed on location.

It is their opinion that due to the
fact that other types of entertainment
have been decontrolled, it was not
the intent of Congress to include auto-
matic phonographs under price re-

straint.

A staff of attorneys in Southern
California is continuing this fight in

behalf of the music operator until

a ruling has been handed down by the
United States Supreme Court. Opera-
tors all over the nation are watch-
ing the outcome.
