28 ,000,000

PLUGSMEEK
28,000,000 plugs per week are a lot of

plugs for one song.

Yet on America’s 550,000 juke boxes,

there are dozens of songs which are get-

ting that many right now.

Last week in this space, while we were

discussing the relationship between the

music publisher and the juke box operator,

we noted that if a song got into only 10%
of the nation’s juke boxes, that would
amount to 55,000 locations. And if those

records were played only once a day, it

would add up to 385,000 plugs in a week.

But those were minimum figures. It

must be remembered that a hit song gets

into approximately 75% of the boxes,

which means over 400,000 locations. And
while a smash may be played more than

100 times a day, let’s presume that it’s

played only 10 times. That adds up to

4,000,000 plays a day or 28,000,000 in a

week.

Fantastic?

It’s happened over and over again.

What does all this mean?

Obviously, it means a great deal, not

only to music publishers, but to everyone

else engaged in the music and record

businesses.

Where else can you get the number of

plugs which the gigantic network of juke

boxes located clear across the nation pro-

vides? Where else can you get that kind

of promotion? And where else do you have
a market that not only pays for its records

but at the same time creates further mar-
kets in which those records can be sold?

Although most people in the business

today realize the tremendous part played

by the juke box operators of America in

establishing a hit, many are taken aback

by such figures as these. Not that they think

they aren’t true. Obviously they are

—

and if anything, they are understated.

What these people almost always remark
is that they have never stopped to think

about them before, never realized that they

amounted to such large proportions.

But it is something to think about.

For these figures show conclusively that

the importance, value and necessity of the

juke box to the music business can never

be overstated. It provides a base of sales

and an avenue of promotion which is un-

paralled in the entertainment world.

Now the big question which each person

in the music business must ask himself is

“How can I fit into this picture? How
can I take advantage of this tremendous

outlet?”

The answer may be different for each

one but essentially it involves letting the

juke box operator know about your song,

record or artist. It means exposing what

you have to sell through a medium which

he uses.

In other words, if he doesn’t know about

it, he can’t buy it or program it.

The juke box market, as we’ve shown, is

a fantastic one not only in the amount of

plugs which it provides for records, hut

also in the amount of records which it

absorbs and pays for.

It is a market which you, as a member
of the music business, owe it to yourself to

cultivate to its fullest extent.

Leahy Appointed Musical Director

Of B.B.S.; Signs With Sheldon Music

For Publishing Rights

NEW YORK—In a deal involving

many angles of the record and pub-

lishing' businesses, B.B.S. this week
signed Joe Leahy, Tin Pan Alley ar-

ranger and conductor, to a three year

exclusive contract as musical director

for the company. Leahy in turn en-

tered into a publishing deal with Shel-

don Music, which will publish all

music written by him under a sub-

sidiary company to be known as S&L
Music.

Sheldon had subsidized Leahy in
making two masters of originals by
him and B.B.S. has bought them and
will issue them as his first release
for the firm. They are instrumentals
with choral backgrounds entitled “Fire
Alarm” and “Kopy Kat Kapers.” De-
tails of the sale were handled by
Goldie Goldmark, General Manager
for Sheldon and Walter Moody for
B.B.S.

Leahy’s contract with B.B.S. calls

for a minimum of 48 sides per year
in the capacity of musical director
and besides backing the artists on the
label, he will produce numerous orig-
inals and instrumentals.

This deal is another step in the
direction which music publishers have
taken lately to produce masters for
sale to record companies as a means
to widen copyright exposure. Most re-

cent successes were the dates sub-
sidized by Robbins and handled by
Charlie Grean who produced “Say It

With Your Heart” with Bob Carroll
which Derby subsequently bought,

and Bud Brandom’s initial success with

Joni James’ master of “Why Don’t

You Believe Me” which was issued

on the MGM label.

Capitol Net Up 25%

HOLLYWOOD — Net income of

Capitol Records, Inc., in the 12 months
ended March 31, 1953, was 25 per cent
higher than in the corresponding
period a year ago, President Glenn E.
Wallichs said in a letter to share-
holders.

Net income in the 12 months ended
March 31, last, after all charges in-

cluding provisions for Federal income
taxes, was $546,929. This was equal,
after preferred dividends paid, to

$1.12 a share on the 476,230 shares of
common stock outstanding.- For the
12-month period ended a year earlier,

net income totaled $435,257, equal to

83 cents a common share after pay-
ment of preferred dividends.

In the 12 months ended March 31,

Kaye Offers To Combat Soviet Ban On American Jazz

NEW YORK—Terming as “Soviety
Stupidity” a recent edict by the Com-
munist East German regime sup-
pressing American “jazz” music, and
forbidding amateur Soviet Zone mu-
sicians to play at private or public
gatherings, bandleader Sammy Kaye
has pledged his own aid as well as
that of fellow bandleaders “to help
our nation make the most of this

psychological fear on the part of
Soviet Zone officials.”

Kaye’s pledge, made in a letter ad-
dressed to Dr. James B. Conant, U. S.

High Commissioner in Germany, fol-

lowed on the heels of the disclosure
by Conant that Soviet Zone officials

have imposed such bans upon its

youth, on the grounds that western

dance music is preparing them for

war and reducing “large numbers of

young people to idiocy.”

Calling upon the Commissioner to

give East Zone Germans a “steady

diet” of the kind of music its officials

fear, Kaye volunteered to donate re-

cordings “to beam into the East Zone"

and sheet music “of the type they

fear.” “I am certain,” Kaye observed,

“you have methods of seeing that

young musicians behind the Iron Cur-

tain will obtain such sheet music and

use it to best advantage.”

Kaye termed the edict “a classic

example of Soviet stupidity.” He noted

that in suppressing amateur musi-

cians East Zone officials are dealing

a blow to Soviet culture by cutting off

their future supply of professional

musicians.

He also expressed his doubts to the

Commissioner that Soviet Zone offi-

cials would succeed in exercising
thought control over professional mu-
sicians because “musicians are the
same the world over.”

Below is the letter in full which

Kaye sent to Conant:

Dr. James B. Conant

U. S. High Commissioner
Berlin, Germany

Dear Sir,

It is with great interest that I have
read of your survey which proves that
Soviet Zone authorities are suppress-
ing American “jazz” music, and have
forbidden amateur bands to play at
private or public gatherings. The rea-
son for this suppression, I gather,
is that Soviet authorities fear that
western dance music is poisoning the
minds of East Zone youth, preparing
them for war, and reducing them to

idiocy.

It is with even greater interest that

I have read that Soviet authorities

fear East Zone amateur musicians,

but not the professionals “who can be

more easily forced to hew to the party

line.”

Here is a classic example of Soviet

stupidity. First, they misinterpret

signs of pleasure on the part of their

youngsters as being a sign of mental

poisoning and preparation for war

!

So now it’s American music which has

been preparing them for war!

Second, they direct their suppres-

sive measures against amateur musi-

cians. Heaven help Soviet culture!

Now they are cutting off their future

supply of professional musicians by

telling their youth “thou shalt not
perform in public!”

Third, they believe they can con-
trol the sentiments and minds of pro-

fessional musicians. Well, musicians
are the same the world over. I doubt
very much that the Soviet govern-
ment can control the mind of a Rus-
sian musician any more than the
American government—or even a
bandleader like myself—can exercise
thought control over American musi-
cians.

As a bandleader I feel that there
is perhaps some way that not only
I, but all American bandleaders can
perform an important duty to our
nation in connection with this latest

Russian action.

As for myself, I am ready to donate
hundreds of recordings of exactly the
type of music the Eastern Zone offi-

cials fear, for you to beam into the

East Zone. If Soviet authorities fear

its effect, let’s give them a steady

diet of just that.

Second, I am ready to donate sheet

music of the type of music they fear.

I am certain you have methods of

seeing that young musicians behind

the Iron Curtain will obtain such sheet

music and use it to best advantage.

Third, I am anxious to do what-

ever else you believe that I, as a band-

leader and as an American citizen,

can do to help our nation make the

most of this psychological fear on the

part of Soviet Zone officials.

I look forward to hearing from you

on this matter.

Dedicate Rodger’s Memorial

With Touching Ceremony

MERIDIAN, MISS. — Country,
Western, Hillbilly and Folk Music,
had its greatest tribute paid to it by
the phenomenal turnout for the me-
morial dedication to the pioneer of

Western music, Jimmie Rodgers, on
May 26, 1953.

Although Ernest Tubb was unable
to appear because of his illness, he
and Hank Snow saw a dream which
they had imagined and worked on for
many years, finally come to life. With
the spark of tribute started by the
two country artists and with the aid

of J. H. Skewes, J. R. Skewes and Mr.
Phillips of the Meridian Star news-
paper, and, with great assistance from
all the disk jockeys all over the coun-
try, the greatly successful memorial
for Jimmie Rodgers and the inaugu-
ration of National Hillbilly Day drew
more than 20,000 people.

The events of the day were high-
lighted by the heartfelt dedication of
monuments to Jimmie and Railroad-
men, and by the longer than three-
hour show dedicated to the country
artist, that took place in the evening
at the Junior College Stadium in this

city. Artist upon artist showed up to

pay his respects to the one man who
did more than probably any other for
the acceptance of country music.

During the afternoon ceremonies a
train with railroadmen who were visit-

ing and dignitaries at the event
pulled up to the Jimmie Rodgers Me-
morial Park where the locomotive was
unlatched and permanently fixed be-
hind a white marble monument The
monument was given to him by Ernest
Tubb and Hank Snow.

The unveiling of the glistening
monument was done by Jimmie Rod-
gers Snow and Justin Tubb, the sons
of the country artists whose idea it

was to pay such a tribute to the
Singing Brakeman. Jimmie Rodgers
Snow is the namesake of the pioneer-

ing warbler.

Dignitaries and political represent-

atives who knew or were associated

with the railroader, stood in the heat
of the afternoon and delivered

speeches fitting for the occasion. Jim-
mie’s wife, Governor Clement of Ten-
nessee, and Jimmy Davis spoke in

honor of the warbler. Probably the

most touching of all was the sincere
and most meaningful talk that Hank
Snow delivered about his feelings and
the effect that Jimmie had on the en-
tire American public and the creation
of a folk music field.

J. B. Elliott, RCA Victor’s vice-
president in charge of consumer prod-
ucts, speaking on behalf of the Victor
company, through which Jimmie ac-
quired his fame, presented a plaque
from the company and went on to
say that “Jimmie Rodgers’ enduring
fame and influence are all the more
striking because he was a pioneer.”
Four plaques were donated which

will be affixed to the base of the flag-
pole which stands in the Rodgers
Memorial Park. The one dedicated by
J. B. Elliott, another by Ralph Peer
who discovered the talented Rodgers,
a third from the Brotherhood of Rail-
road Trainmen, and a fourth from
Carroll Gartin, the Lieutenant Gov-
ernor of Mississippi.

Hillbilly stars from all parts of
the country attended the stellar event
in what is probably the greatest coun-
try show ever to be held in one loca-
tion. Ernest Tubb was greatly missed
at all the events, and only the strict
doctor’s orders prevented the singer
from attending. He has been ill since
last March when he made his trip to
Korea to entertain the men in the
Armed Forces.

A factor which brought a tear to
the eyes of many was the touching
epitaph inscribed upon the monu-
ment:

“His is the music of America;
He sang the songs of the people he

loved,

Of a young- nation growing strong.
His was an America of glistening

rails.

Thundering boxcars and rainswept
nights,

Of lonesome praries, great moun-
tains,

^nd a high blue sky.
He sang of the bayous and the cot-

ton fields.

.The wheated plains, of the little

towns,
The cities and of the winding rivers

of America.
We listened. We understood.

Boom Continues:

June 13, 1953

An old timer in the operating business,

one summer afternoon, once told the writer,

who was visiting him at the time, “A diver-

sified route saves operators from seasonal
headaches.”

Equipment diversification has always
been the seasonal saving factor for all

intelligent operators.

Perhaps, too, that’s the reason for the
continued boom, this good old summertime.

For years the average operator feared
the summertime. He looked to the summer
for his seasonal slump.

Some operators, in the days gone by,
even believed that they would be much
better off if they vacationed all summer
long.

But, ever since World War II, that theory
has been most completely dispelled. Few, if

any operators, today, believe that the sum-
mertime is the slumptime season.

The summer, because of diversification

of equipment, is just as booming a season,
these days, as in the spring, fall or winter.

Operators have learned that it isn’t the
season. People enjoy themselves even more
in the summer than in the spring fall or
winter.

But operators claimed, in days gone by,
that in the summer the people liked to get
out of doors and enjoy outdoor life.

True, and perhaps to an extreme, but, at

the same time, people still like entertain-
ment in the summertime, just as they do in
other seasons of the year.

And the industry has been able to furnish
the kind of entertainment which the public
likes, come wintertime or summertime, or
the seasons in between.

The kiddies today have their many varied
rides to choose from, and parents are just
as interested in seeing their kiddies enjoy
themselves on these rides in the summer
(perhaps even more so) than in the winter.

The amusement games located in many
roadside, arcade, and other outdoor spots,

attract just as much attention as ever in the
summertime.

The automatic phonographs play music
in summer, as well as in spring, fall or
winter. And many a person enjoys a cold
bottle of beer in the summertime listening
to the music from a juke box.

Of course there are seasonal arcades.
These open over the Memorial Weekend
and close after Labor Day. But, the sea-

sonal arcades are becoming fewer, as the
years go by.

A great many arcade owners now keep
open all year around. And find this to be
profitable.

Some arcade owners have seasonal ar-

cades, but, the majority depend on their all

around the season arcades and routes.

Some operators, too, own seasonal ar-

cades. But they don’t depend solely on
their arcades. They depend, more than
anything else, on their routes, that bring in
collections regardless of season.

So the boom now continues thruout the
summertime, just as it has during the other
seasons of the year.

For the past seven summer seasons there
has been no slump and, from all indica-
tions, there will never again be what used
to be termed, “the summer slump season,”
because the industry has disregarded sea-
sons, and has matched the year around play
action with the kind of equipment the
public prefers, come winter, fall, spring or
summer.

As this summertime hoom continues to
grow greater, clear across the nation, many
of the old timers in the industry simply
click their tongues inside their cheeks and
tell younger operators of “the old days.”

Perhaps, then, as the boom gets going,
the old timer, himself, is responsible for the
better summertime seasons, because of his
very own booming statement:

“A diversified route saves operators from
seasonal headaches.”

and McCarran Bills. Every Juke Box Operator Faces Double

Taxation On Recordings Should ASCAP Sponsored Bills

Win. Juke Box Ops and Associations Urged to Clear

Everything Thru M.O.A.

NEW YORK—Leaders in the Music Ma-
chine Industry received notification this

week from Senator Alexander Wiley, chair-

man of the sub-committee of the Judiciary,
that hearings on the McCarran and Dirksen
Bills were postponed from the June 5 date
to Wednesday, June 24.

These Bills ask that an amendment be
made to the “Copyright Act of 1909”, which
would mean that records played on auto-
matic phonographs would not be exempted
from paying royalties to such organizations
as ASCAP.

THIS WOULD SIMPLY MEAN THAT
THE NATION’S JUKE BOX OPERATORS
WOULD HAVE TO PAY A TAX ON TOP
OF AN ALREADY PAID TAX.

The juke box operator, as has been ex-

plained here time and again in the past,

would have to also pay directly to the col-

lective agency of the ASCAP music pub-
lishers and the ASCAP music composers
ONCE AGAIN royalty they pay to these

ASCAP music publishers and music com-
posers DIRECTLY, everytime they buy a

record featuring any of their copyrighted
tunes.

The juke box operator pays this royalty

to the record manufacturer who, in turn,

pays the composer and the publisher, be-

cause the royalty is ADDED ON TO THE
PRICE OF THE RECORD.
The greatest travesty on American jus-

tice in the McCarran and Dirksen Bills is

the fact that THERE IS NOT CONTAINED
IN THOSE BILLS JUST WHAT THE JUKE
BOX OPERATOR WOULD HAVE TO PAY
should either be passed into Federal Law.

In short, ASCAP could charge whatever
its heart desired, and get away with it, by
FEDERAL LAW.

Those who do not believe in “possibilities”

can look up the historical facts (which ap-

peared some years ago in The Cash Box )

regarding what happened to the Australian
juke box operators when the Performing
Rights Society of Great Britain (similar to

ASCAP) succeeded in winning such a victory.

At first, as these Australians reported, the
charge wasn’t “too bad”. But, each year
since then, it has GONE UP AND UP AND
UP to the point where, today, AUSTRALIAN
JUKE BOX OPERATORS ARE FIGHTING
FOR A BARE EXISTENCE.

Those are HISTORICAL FACTS for the
benefit of any juke box ops who may want
such facts.

New Date For ASCAP Sponsored Bills

Now June 24. Juke Box Industry, Which

Needs Time To Prepare Defense, Will

Ask For Further Adjournment

WASHINGTON, D. C. — Senator
Alexander Wiley, chairman of the
sub-committee of the Judiciary, noti-

fied all concerned that all hearings
on the McCarran and Dirksen Bills,

both for the proponents and oppo-
nents,' had been postponed from the
date set originally as Friday, June 5,

to Wednesday, June 24.

At first only the hearings to be de-
voted to the opponents of the Bills

were notified of a postponement, with
the proponents presenting their case
at the June 5 date. However, later in

the week Senator Wiley informed all

the parties of the postponement to

June 24.

Leaders in the automatic phono-
graph industry had communicated

with Senator Wiley, asking for ad-
journment, explaining that they were
not in a position to properly present
its side of the case as testimony and
witnesses would have to be gathered
from all parts of the country.

Even the June 24 date doesn’t per-
mit the automatic phonograph indus-
try sufficient time to correlate its

defense, and we understand that they

will make a strong effort to have the

date set back further.

Cunliffe Airs Report National

Juke Box Average Only

Approximately $8.80 Average Gross

Makes This Statement Over Radio Stations

WENR, WGN and WCFL, Chicago

RAY CUNLIFFE

CHICAGO — Ray Cunliffe, presi-

dent of the Recorded Music Service

Association, the juke box operators’

organization, this city, aired a report

over three leading radio stations here

this past week that the national juke

box average intake “gross” remained

approximately at $8 per phonograph

per week.

Cunliffe explained, in talks with

disc jockeys Eddie Hubbard, WENR;
Linn Burton, WCFL; and Danny
O’Neil, WGN; that his statement was
to “refute any statement made by
anyone else that the juke box average
has gone up nationally.”

Called upon by a weekly tabloid

to speak over these stations, Cunliffe

took advantage of this opportunity

to refute the statements printed by
this same weekly tabloid, that the na-

tional average had gone up to $10.43

“after commissions.”

Like many others he was absolu-

tely positive in his statements that

this was not the case.

He explained, after his broadcasts,

that over 500 tavern owners here in

the Chicagoland area had not renewed
their semi-annual licenses and that

these were a terrible loss to the juke

box operators.

He also pointed out that one large

route here showed a loss of 20 per-

cent of its locations in the past 18

months.

He also explained that, like the

statements which have appeared in

The Cash Box, the reason he changed

his phonographs to dime play was
to “maintain his former average,”

and that all the other juke box ops

in this area had done the same thing

for the very same reason.

If they would have remained on 5c
play, Cunliffe pointed out, they would
be enduring terrible loss at this time
and, further, many of them would
now be out of business.

Cunliffe remains interested “only in

facts” and not in conjectures or any
statements which are based on “con-
jecture.”

In a recent issue of a trade journal called the

“Daily New Record,” there was a story about my
friend Morry Glick of Cleveland, Ohio. The story

told of the experiences Glick encountered in his

forty-five years of traveling and selling on the

road. When he started traveling, he visited the

trade in various parts of the country. Glick trav-

eled on almost every railroad from the east to the

west coast. About twenty years ago he gave up
riding the rails and traveled exclusively by auto.

Today he travels only by air. He still sells the

same people he started with forty-five years ago.

How many of you can remember the various

coin machine salesmen of twenty or thirty years ago who represented the

factories mostly located in Chicago. They would visit the operators, perhaps,

once or twice a year. It was a great event when the salesman from a factory

called on you. They always spent a day or two with you, and while it was a

business call, it was also social. It was on these visits you learned all the news

about various people all over the country. You also heard about new trends

and conditions in various sections of the country. When I think back to such

fellows as: Crabtree, Lipsiner, Baker, Smith, Bailie and many others, I don’t

think of them as salesmen but as friends. Today the tempo of our business is

different. Every manufacturer has his distributors in various sections of the

country, and it is only on rare occasions that an operator sees a factory repre-

sentative. The good will that was created years ago by factory salesmen is

today handled by distributors, who in many cases send out their salesmen to

cover their particular territory. I don’t believe the bond is as close between

the operator and distributor today as it was between the operator and factory

years ago. Yet, strange as it seems, the factories are doing a bigger job

through their distributor set-ups.

The bond between the operator and factory has been broken. What the

factories will do some day to bring back the feeling and closeness we once had

is problematical. Perhaps they do not need it today. My opinion is that it’s

still good policy for the factories to have the good will of the operator, and

as I see it, I hope that someday in the future they will create factory repre-

sentatives who will call on operators, bringing with them the good wishes of

the factories for the continued growth of the coin machine industry.

Phono Ops Deny Nat’l Average Has Increased

Claim Present National Average Has Actually Fallen Below $8

Weekly Gross Mark on Juke Boxes in Many Areas Due to Big

Drop in Tavern Business. Reason for 10^ Play Was to Try and

Hold $8 Average, Ops State. Boil at “Report” Nat’l Average

Up to $10.43 Per Week After Commissions Paid. Want to

Know What 3^ is for When Only Nickels and Dimes Used?

CHICAGO — Checking with each

other, juke box operators can’t seem

to find anyone of the members of the

phonograph industry here, who gave

any report to any survey regarding

the fact that the “national gross av-

erage” of juke boxes has gone “up”

to $10.43 per week “after commis-

sions.”

This report was made to the in-

dustry a few weeks ago by a tabloid

paper and has brought many juke box

ops in thi - area to the boiling point.

In the first place, these ops claim

that over 509 taverns did not even

renew their licenses just a few weeks
ago, another tremendous drop in the

tavern locations.

Furthermore, they state, the entire

nation knows that the taverns are

enduring a fierce drop in business

generally, not only in this area but,

according to reports of tavern trade

papers, all over the country.

The reason for the switch to dime
play in this area, noted ops here claim,

was in an effort to “hold to the $8

national weekly average.”

They also want to know, “What’s
the 3c for? We deal in nickels and

dimes. “Where in the world,” they

ask, “does the 3c come in?”

Even after taxes and depreciation

and all overhead expense, there is no

such thing as a 43c mark, these op-

erators state.

They are completely ignoring this

repoi’t and have asked that The Cash
Box rectify it by pointing out the

“facts” in the case of the juke box
industry at this time.

Questions have been asked of out

of state operators regarding whether
any of these men made statements in

regard to increased national gross

averages. Reports are being awaited

to see whether such reports were made
by any of the juke box operators from
other areas.

In fact, as one noted operator here

commented, the reason for the visits

the Chicago operators have been re-

ceiving from leading juke box or-

ganizations from all over the coun-

try is to study dime play here in an
effoi't to curb the drop in the present

$8 per week gross average due to the

big drop of business in taverns and
other locations all over the nation,

which, this man claims, is even much
worse than it is in the Chicagoland

area.

the McCarran and Dirksen Bills until June 24. Originally was set to start

As op-
ponets of these Bills (the juke box industry) were totally unprepared, they
asked for a postponement and it was granted. A few days later. Senator Alex-
ander Wiley notified the proponents (ASCAP) that the hearings for both sides

had been postponed until Wednesday, June 24. From the sudden speed in which
the hearings were called it appears that the proponents of these bills wanted
to catch this industry unprepared and almost did. They will tell why they be-

lieve the nation’s juke box owners must pay them “more” royalties. Those
juke box people who don’t think it can happen—had best change their minds

—

but quick. Not only CAN IT HAPPEN but, what’s also important, it can happen
so fast, all can be caught UNPREPARED. This is definitely the time for unity.

Printed statements by a tabloid weekly, which delves in the juke box biz along
with a variety of other businesses, that the national average went up to $10.43
per week (after commissions) has caused juke box leaders to become absolutely
vehement in refuting this already printed statement. Ray Cunliffe, prexy of
the juke box ops assn here, claims that the national “gross” average is still ap-
proximately $8 per week. He openly stated this over the air on three top radio
stations: WGN, WCFL and WENR, this past week. The battle is joined as of
June 24: ASCAP vs. Juke Box Industry. George A, Miller head of MOA (and,
by the way, MOA was created by The Cash Box in The Cash Box’ suite at the
Bismarck Hotel here in Chicago a few years back, for the sole and exclusive
purpose of acting as a watchdog for harmful national legislation) praised The
Cash, Box, this past week, right to the skies, for its fearless and valiant fight to

protect the industry and to carefully analyze and explain just what such Bills

(as ASCAP’s latest sponsored Senatorial Bills) can mean to the future welfare
of the juke box industry, as well as to the livelihood of each and every in-
