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WASHINGTON, D. C.—The latest

attempt to push through legislation

that would force juke box operators

to pay a royalty in addition to that

already included in the price of the

record seemed to have failed last week
after the opponents of the bill gave
their testimony to Senator Alexander
Wiley who was holding a hearing for

the Subcommittee on Patents, Trade-

marks, and Copyrights of the Senate

Judiciary Committee on Monday, Oc-

tober 27. Proponents of the bill had
presented their views in July.

After hearing the testimony last

Monday, Senator Wiley summed up
the situation as follows:

1. The question here is whether or

not Congress should do what it didn’t

do in 1909 and extend the right of

property in this instance.

2. In view of all the economic cir-

cumstances, would it benefit the song-

writer; would it injure the juke box

operator; would it be of injury or

benefit to the public ?

3. You can’t get away from the idea

that the juke box makes a song a

more profitable business and that’s

an equity of considerable importance.

The general conclusion at the hear-

ings from these and other statements

which Senator Wiley made after tak-

ing the testimony was that he was

opposed to the legislation and would

so recommend in his report to the

full committee.

The juke box industry, working un-

der the extreme difficulties of lack of

strong organization and lack of ne-

cessary funds, nevertheless did a

masterful job in presenting its side

of the issue. And just as has been

the case in all the other times that

the industry has had to defend itself

from such proposed legislation, there

was more than just the legal aspect

to fight. For, to begin with, ASCAP
quickly presents its arguments in a

sentimental and emotional vein, which

before you hear the juke box oper-

ator’s side, would almost automatic-

ally put you on ASCAP’s side.

For after all, who doesn’t want to

see the poor songwriter get paid for

his work ? And when ASCAP portrays

the issue as between “the poor song-

writer” and “the fabulously wealthy
juke box industry,” how can you help

but choose the little guy ?

However, it’s only after the opera-

tors present their cause to Congress

(and it’s turning out to be a yearly

process), that each Congress, which

is after all quite objective about it

and has no axe to grind one way or

the other since it isn’t a partisan

issue, rejects the proposed legislation

as having no merit.

Certainly it’s clear then that from

any point of view—legal, moral,

ethical or economic—the operators

have the better argument.

The legislation’s proponents pre-

sented no new arguments at this hear-

ing and the operators’ representatives

had once more to answer all the old

misconceptions.

The most important one, and one

which ASCAP has been repeating for

a number of years, is that the exemp-

tion provided for juke boxes in the

1909 law was a fluke and that the

reason for it was that the juke box

industry was practically non-existent.

In refutation of this contention, it

was shown conclusively that there

were more companies manufacturing

automatic equipment in 1909 than
there are today and that phonographs
with huge horns which played music
over a large area were common in

all sorts of public places. What’s more
they were not the penny machines
with earphones, but machines strik-

ingly like those of today with the

same coin chute and charging a nickel

a play.

Second of all it has been the pro-

ponents’ contention that juke box
operators are getting a “free ride,”

that they don’t pay for the use of

music the way radio, TV and the

motion picture industry pays for it.

In answer to this, it was pointed out,

was that the juke box industry pays

$2,000,000 in royalties every year

(since approximately 50,000,000 re-

cords are sold to operators) and that

in helping to popularize records, they

are responsible for an additional $8,-

000,000 in royalties. That $2,000,000

which goes directly to the songwriters

and publishers is more than the entire

amount the huge motion picture in-

dustry pays to ASCAP.
Another point which ASCAP makes

year after year is that the juke box

industry is so wealthy that it can

afford to pay an additionaly royalty.

According to ASCAP’s figures, the

profit in the juke box industry is $30,-

000,000 a year. The opponents of the

bill say it’s so; the profits are $30,-

000,000. But there are 10,000 juke box

operators in the nation and when you

divide $30,000,000 by 10,000 you must
inexorably find that the average in-

come among juke box operators is

$3,000, certainly no great fortune.

And what’s more, of this $30,000,000,

ASCAP is proposing to take $12,000,-

000 in royalties (a sum by the way
equal to almost all its other income),

which would leave $18,000,000 to be

divided among 10,000 operators or an
average of $1,800 for the year. Surely

there seems to be something wrong
in ASCAP’s conception of what an
industry can afford to pay.

Several other points were brought
out which were of particular interest.

It was shown that by licensing

operators, ASCAP could virtually

decide who should remain an operator
and who should not. This could be
done in several ways by either charg-
ing one operator more than another,
putting one operator in a different

classification than another, or licens-

ing one operator on a different basis

than another. All these methods could

easily put competitive operators at

a distinct disadvantage in relation to

each other.

It was claimed the operators could

afford to pay now because they were

charging 10 cents a play. In refuta-

tion of this, it was shown that less

than 10% of the nation’s juke boxes

were on ten cent play and that many
operators who had tried it, had to

revert to 5 cent play. Moreover, while

all the operator’s other costs had risen

several times, the 5 cents he was col-

lecting per play was still the same
price he received in 1909.

The hearing wound up with rebut-

tals and re-rebuttals, but Senator

Wiley’s statement seems to sum up

the situation concisely, i. e., that the

important role which the juke box

plays in popularizing a tune certainly

makes that tune more profitable and

that is an equity of considerable im-

portance.
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Miller Completes Essex Deal

With European Columbia

PHILADELPHIA, PA.—Dave Mil-

ler, president of Essex Records, re-

turned from a month’s stay in Europe

this week with the announcement that

he had completed a deal with Euro-

pean Columbia of the EMI (Electrical

Musical Industries) group in which

he will have exclusive rights to the

records of several of that firm’s art-

ists and in turn they will have ex-

clusive rights to the records of sev-

eral Essex artists.

In addition EMI will act as dis-

tributors for Essex Records through-

out most of the entire world except

Canada, where Essex is distributed

by Quality Records.

Miller also made a deal with Ron-

nex Records of Belgium for the dis-

tribution of all Bill Haley records in

the Benelux countries.

Besides taking care of his record

interests, Miller also set up Euro-

pean offices for his publishing firm,

Eastwick Music. The main office was
set up in London. Upon Columbia’s

approval, they’ll record some of East-

wick’s tunes and Essex will do like-

wise with their tunes.

The first records that Essex will

release in this country under terms

of the deal are “Begorrah” by Ray
Martin, an instrumental; and Ed-

die Calvert’s “Oh Mine Papa”, a Ger-

man song that is sweeping Europe.

Sukin Named GPM

Of Frank Music

Reiss To Open Own Firm

NEW YORK—Mike Sukin has been

named general professional manager

of Frank Music, Frank Loesser’s firm,

replacing Herb Reiss, who had held

that position for a year and a half.

Reiss is leaving voluntarily to go into

business for himself.

Sukin, who has had wide experience

in the music field, was most recently

with Valando Music.

Reiss leaves while the firm is rid-

ing- a hit, “Rags To Riches” by Tony

Bennett.

From now on, the scores of two

new shows will be worked on. They

are “Kismet” and John Murray An-

derson’s “Almanac”. Reiss has lined

up a number of top records on the

plug tune from “Kismet” called

“Stranger In Paradise”. It has been

recorded by the Four Aces, Tony Ben-

nett, Vic Damone, Tony Martin and

Gordon MacRae. Another tune from

the show, “Baubles Bangles and

Beads” has been done by Georgia

Gibbs, Peggy Lee and Lu Ann Simms.

This leaves only the two-a-day Palace

Advances listed by Sacks as key
factors in the continued rise of the

industry’s sales volume included:

1. More music for less money for a

constantly expanding market.

2. Evolution of the record store

fi'om a library-type operation to a

modern super market that uses island

displays for pop singles and the

“built-in salespower” of album art

and liner material at the point-of-

sale.

3. A better product that, because of

improvement in both the science and

the artistry of recording, provides the

nation’s music buyers with better

sound.

Stressing that introduction of 45

rpm Extended Play recordings had
made it possible to offer consumers

added value, Sacks said:

“The spillover of urban population

into the suburbs and a marked rise

in our teen-age population—which is

expected to increase 60 per cent by
1965—provide us with an unparalleled

opportunity for new musical markets.

Variety, chain and department stores

are the key to these undeveloped mar-
kets.”

Terming the trend toward self-serv-

ice selling “a retailing revolution,”

he declared that consumers like “see-

and-touch-it-yourself shopping and

find it difficult to leave a retail store

without making a purchase.”

Introduction of high fidelity instru-

ments and records mean added musi-

cal enjoyment for record buyers,

Sacks said, adding:

“For the artist, hi-fi means a wider

audience. For the industry, it provides

powerful, new selling ammunition
that should do for the trade what the

automatic transmission system did

for the automobile field.”

Sacks told the RCA Victor execu-

tives that the company’s disk busi-

ness in 1953 is “up more than 15 per

cent and represents one of the best

years we’ve ever had.” But he em-
phasized that another substantial

gain should be in store for next year,

“if we can unlock the door to the na-

tion’s undeveloped markets and satis-

fy the universal hunger for musical

entertainment.”

Among those attending the staff

meeting were Howard Letts, assistant

general manager; L. W. Kanaga, gen-

eral sales and merchandise manager;
and George R. Marek, director of ar-

tists and repertoire.

CAMDEN, N. J.—An enlarged sec-
ond edition of the most comprehensive
educational record catalog ever com-
piled by the RCA Victor Division,
Radio Corporation of America, has
just been published, it was announced
this week by the company’s Educa-
tional Services Division.
The catalog is designed specifically

for use by teachers—not only those
specializing in music instruction, but
also home room teachers responsible
for various subjects—as a guide to
the use of records in the classroom.

It lists records designed for use in

two major phases of music education.
One part lists “educational” record-
ing created for the specific functions
of stimulating basic aptitudes and
physical responses, of creating aware-
ness of pitch and tone, phrasing, and
the broader aspects of form, and of
providing material for the study of
musical skills and techniques. The
other part is devoted to recorded ma-
terial which is not necessarily “func-
tional,” but which can provide esthe-
tic musical experience for the student.
In this section are included the major
classics, use of which can aid in the
general aim of education, such as de-
velopment of imagination, concentra-
tion, discrimination, and judgment.

Hollywood and work exclusively for
Capitol Records under a new four-
fold contract when his engagement at
the Hollywood Palladium ends Nov. 1,

it was announced by Alan W. Living-
ston, Capitol vice president in charge
of artists and repertoire.

With the current Palladium date,

May brings to a close nearly two
years of road engagements.

The Billy May Band will continue
to make records for regular release
under the Capitol contract, Livingston
revealed.

His future arrangements for Ray
Anthony, Livingston pointed out, will

be the only function for Capitol which

May has not performed in the past.

A 37-year-old native of Pittsburgh,

May first won national notice as

trumpeter and arranger for Charlie

Barnett and Glenn Miller. He came to

Hollywood in 1943, becoming a staff

arranger for NBC.

At the conclusion
of the hearing on the McCarran Bill

on Monday, October 26, John Schul-
man, of Hays, St. John, Abramson &
Schulman, attorneys for the propo-
nents, stated that in the event the Mc-
Carran Bill didn’t pass, his clients
will never stop trying, and will seek
to introduce a bill every year.

DETROIT, MICH.—Every firm in
our industry, regardless of whether it

employs 1 or thousands, has certain
problems to contend with. How would
you like to have 557,261 persons on
your staff at a yearly payroll of $2,-
678,665,000 ? It staggers imagination.
But—that’s the figures on the General
Motors Corporation. And sales vol-
ume! Based on a reported $8 billions
for the first 9 months, its yearly sales
total would reach close to $11 billions.

LONDON, ENGLAND— “Confec-
tionery” vendors are once again oper-
ating on British Railways, according
to the English coin machine magazine,
“The World’s Fair”. Operating com-
pany is the British Automatic Com-
pany. This company has announced it

intends to run an operation of cigar-
ette vendors, the first time since the
war. Says “The World’s Fair”: “To
get over price difficulties, a packet of
five cigarettes and a folder of book
matches will be vended for one shill-
ing. It has been no simple matter
bringing the machines into line with
prevailing economic conditions.”

NEW YORK—The Securities and
Exchange Commission issued a report
this week which showed net income of
all domestic manufacturing corpora-
tions in the second quarter of 1953
was at the highest level in two years.
Sales of manufacturers in the 2nd
quarter of this year reached a record
$68.7 billion, compared with $66 bil-
lion in the preceding quarter and $61.4
billion in the second quarter of last
year. All manufacturing corporations
had net income totaling $3 billion in
the quarter ended June 30, a gain of
6 per cent over the preceding quarter
when the total was $2.8 billion, and
15 per cent over the second quarter
of last year, which was $2.6 billion.

McCARRAN BILL HEARING
JUKE BOX INDUSTRY PRESENTS STRONG CASE

AGAINST ASCAP-SPONSORED BILL

Record Manufacturers And Tavern Owners Assn. Also Oppose Bill

WASHINGTON, D. C.—Represent-
atives of all facets of the juke box
industry gathered in Washington last
Monday, October 27, once more to
defend themselves from proposed
ASCAP-sponsored legislation which
they claimed would destroy the juke
box business as we know it today.
They appeared before Senator Alex-

ander Wiley of the Sub-Committee on
Patents, Trademarks and Copyrights
of the Senate Judiciary Committee
which was holding hearings on Bill
S.1106, introduced by Senator Mc-
Carran, and calling for the elimina-
tion of the copyright exemption for
juke box play, which would mean that
juke box operators would have to pay
a royalty for all records played on
their machines in addition to the
royalty already included in the pur-
chase price of the record.

Witnesses from all sections of the
country appeared, just as they were
forced to do a year ago when similar
hearing were held on the Bryson Bill.
Although no new' arguments 'had been
advanced by ASCAP in their espousal
of the current legislation, the juke
box industry once more had to go
through the expense of bringing in
witnesses and gathering all the data
on the issue to present its case.
As a matter of fact, one of the

urgent appeals which Sidney H.
Levine, counsel for the Music Oper-
ators of America, made was that this
issue be disposed of once and for all
so that it would not be necessary
for the industry to go through the
expense of defending itself before
each new Congress. However, John
Schulman, representing the Song-
writers Protective Association, indi-
cated that if this legislation wasn’t
passed by this session of Congress,
further attempts would be continuedm future sessions.

Testimony against the bill was
given by those connected with various
ends of the juke box business and by
outside parties, such as Congressmen
who knew the industry intimately.
Among those who read statements

were Congressman George P. Miller
of California; Congressman William
E. Miller of New York; Clinton Pierce,
president of the Wisconsin Phono-
graph Operators Association; Mr. &
Mrs. Clem Weinandt, operators from
Menasha, Wisconsin; Arthur Hughes,
vice-president of S. H. Lynch Com-
pany, Inc., Dallas, Tex.; R. C. Rolfing,
president of The Rudolph Wurlitzer
Company; and Samuel Weinberger, of
the Southern Automatic Music Com-
pany.
The statement of George A. Miller,

president of the Music Operators of
America, was read by Clinton Pierce
because Miller was suddenly taken ill.

In addition a statement was read
by James Donavan in behalf of the
Tavern Owners Association in opposi-
tion to the bill and one was submitted

to the committee for John Griffin of
the Record Association of America.

Sidney Levine, the principle wit-
ness, was introduced by Hammond E.
Chaffetz who represented four manu-
facturers of juke boxes, The Rudolph
Wurlitzer Company, The J. P. See-
burg Corporation, The Rock-Ola Manu-
facturing Corporation, and AMI, Inc.

Chaffetz had previously stated the
manufacturers’ opposition to the bill

and their fear that it would destroy
the juke box industry.

Levine, speaking extemporaneously,
gave a most effective summation of
the operators’ cause. He not only an-
swered the arguments of the pro-
ponents, but he demonstrated precisely
why the legislation would have its

ruinous effect.

He showed that ASCAP had been
deluding itself in its conception of
the amount of money in the juke box
industry, for even ASCAP admits
that the profit of the juke box in-

dustry is $30,000,000 a year. When
you divide that by the 10,000 juke box
operators in the country, the average

income is $3,000, certainly nothing
like the fortunes which had been
claimed for the industry.
He showed furthermore that the

original copyright exemption of 1909
was passed with Congress full aware-
ness of what it was doing; that it was
not a fluke or an oversight; and that
the juke box industry was a thriving
one then and not merely in its in-

fancy.
Morover he demonstrated clearly

that the industry already pays $2,000,-
000 in royalties from the records that
it buys and is responsible for another
$8,000,000 in record royalties from
sales which are promoted because of
juke box play.

A point which appeared to have a
great effect was Levine’s contention
that even from a technically legal
point of view, which is the one the
proponents have been advancing, a
person who plays a juke box is not
part of a public performance for pro-
fit for he is playing for himself and
anyone else who happens to be pre-
sent is incidental. This is not true of

radio, television or motion pictures
where songs are designed to be heard
by audiences of thousands and some-
times even millions.

Finally Levine claimed that the pro-
posed law would place ASCAP in the
position of controlling the juke box
industry in that by making diffei’ent

deals with different operators, it could
decide who should continue in busi-
ness and who shouldn’t.

Levine’s written statement, which
was submitted to the committee, con-
tained the entire argument against
the bill and his talk befox’e Senator
Wiley merely emphasized the high-
lights.

At the end of the operators’ pre-
sentation, John Schulman asked to be
heard in rebuttal and once more
stated the proponents contention that
their property lights were being used
without pi’oper compensation.
At the end of the hearings, after

receiving all the evidence, Senator
Wiley stated that “you can’t get away
from the idea that the juke box makes
a song a more profitable business and
that’s an equity of considerable im-
poi’tance.”

The implication of his statement
was that he was opposed to the pro-
posed legislation.

Because of time limitations, several
witnesses who had traveled to Wash-
ington were not able to be heard but
merely submitted their statements.
These included: Edward B. MacManus,
an operator from the district of
Columbia; Arthur J. LaBeau, Rock-
Ola distributor from St. Paul, Minn.;
Albert S. Denvei', president of the
Music Operators Of New York; C. L.

Spear, an operator from Oakland,
Cal.; Les Montooth, president of the
Central States Music Guild; Chester
G. Birdwell, an operator fi’om Bed-
ford, Indiana; Martin C. Britz, an
operator from Great Falls, Montana;
Donald E. Calkins, an operator from
Knox, Indiana; Howai'd N. Ellis, an
operator from Omaha, Nebraska;
Harold P. Hanevor, an opei'ator from
Eleva, Wisconsin; William S. Hull-
inger, an opei'ator from Delphos,
Ohio; Walter D. Wiggins, an operator
fi-om McKinney, Texas; Gordon Stout,
an opei’ator from Pierre, South
Dakota; Paul Barrett, a songwriter
and music publisher from San Fran-
cisco; Clyde B. Brady, Wurlitzer dis-

tributor in Charlotte, North Carolina;
John H. Haley, an operator from
Canton, Mississippi; and Joseph A.
Conley, an operator from Muncie, In-
diana.

In all my coin machine experience, I had never
before known an operator who had been a rancher
and miner. This was an unusual experience. Un-
fortunately, I was not able to meet this particular
operator.

The office and record department is kept very neat. Thousands of records were
evenly stacked in bins. Label attached to each record make it available at a

second’s notice. This operation works on a 24 hour basis and service is available

any hour of the day or night. They cover a large territory in southern Nevada,
with their furthest location seventy miles away. Taxes on music are $30 per
year, which includes Federal, County and City. They are against the McCarran
Bill and have so written Senator McCarran. His office has replied: “The senator
will phone them soon.”

The Pattons look ahead to an exceptionally good year. The town is booming.
In five years it has increased its population 14,000, and it is now 39,000. In

ten years they expect it to be at least 100,000. The Pattons are going to grow
with this town!

About five years ago, this writer was acquainted with a prospector and
miner by the name of Charlie Mayer, of Tonopah, Nevada. We spent many
an enjoyable evening together. I just learned that old Charlie passed away
last year and that Ted Patton took care of all the burial expenses for Charlie

died broke. That is only one of the reasons why Ted Patton is so well thought
of in this town.

Ops Complain

About Game

Thefts

Old Drill And Wire

Methods Being

Used To Beat

Pinballs

CHICAGO—More and more com-
plaints have been reaching here from
operators of pinball games that they
have been faced with old bell style

drill and piano wire thefts which have
been beating their machines on loca-

tions.

Some of these ops are of the belief

that drill-proof steel inside strips

should be used and also that such
drill-proof metal be used to cover
the inside top of the backboard.

They explain that the methods used
by these thieves, right on locations,

is to drill into the side of the game,
insert a piano wire and work the
scores up as high as is possible. After
which they used colored filler material
to cover the tiny drill hole.

Where operators have cured this

method by use of plastic caps and
metal stripping inside the game
cabinet, the top has been drilled on
the backboard, a wire inserted, and
the arm on the counter pushed to

run up more replays.

Front doors have been broken in

and impressions taken of the stolen
lock, so that all the route of the oper-
ator can be opened by a master key,
made to fit the tumbler combination.
In some cases operators use heavy
metal hinges with large padlocks
covering the front door.

One operator here has oi’iginated a
loud buzzer which is extremely noisy
if the front door is tampered with
in any fashion. This device is in-

geniously arranged so that, after each

collection, if any tampering is dis-

cernible, the operator can move the
contact by a simple single screw to

another position inside the cabinet
so that even if a wire is inserted, in

an effort to break the contact so the
buzzer won’t sound, the thief won’t
know where the contact is located.

One western outfit has sent men
out who have proven to operators that
they can break into and practically
clean out games. The business of this
firm is selling kits, which consist of

plastic covers for the contacts un-

derneath the playing board. The bent

edge of the contact leaf is broken off

and the plastic cover is then glued

on over the contact so that even if a

wire is inserted it cannot make con-

tact.

Angry operators from many parts

of the country have been trying al-

most every ingenious method to over-

come this old time stunt of drilling

into the cabinet and using a fine wire

to run up the replays, it is reported.

LAST QUARTER THE BEST
Leaders Believe ’53 Will Wind Up One Of The

Industry’s Best Years With Manufacturers

Carrying Backlog Over Into ’54

CHICAGO—The belief is now cur-
rent here that the fourth and last
quarter will be the best the industry
has enjoyed this year of 1953.

This, according to those who are
supposed to know, will mean that
1953 will wind up in a blaze of sales
and production glory, the like of which
may be very hard to equal in the
year so come.

In fact, some are of the belief
here that manufacturers will carry
large backlogs of orders over into
1954, and that this will give them
a very fine start for the new year.

But, most important, is the fact
that every one of the manufactories
here is busier than ever before and,
further all are continuing every pos-
sible effort to obtain even more help
than they now employ, because of
plans which the factories are reported
to have for ’54.

There is no doubt, as some here
state, that even though manufacturers
will carry over backlogs of orders
into 1954, they have also prepared
for the introduction of new products
to greet the new year, and they will
try, with all possible diligence, to start
the new year off just as big as 1953
started.

In the meantime, with factory after
factory busily engaged in a search
for skilled labor, and all working
overtime to get out as much produc-
tion as possible, the general effect will

be to continue boom business deep
into 1954.
There are few here, at this time,

who foresee any slowdown, regardless
of what other industries may be re-
porting. Most of those questioned are
of the viewpoint that, should other
industries slaken off and let go of
skilled labor, the coin machine fac-
tories will gobble up whatever they
need.
The operators, they believe, will

find themselves enjoying better play
than ever and during what formerly
were the slow hours.
They base this reasoning on past

history that when workers have time
to waste, they usually waste such
time in their neighborhood spots, and
this means that machines will be get-
ting bigger and faster play action.

In short, from almost every stand-
point, the belief here is that 1954
promises to be a very fine year.

Should any general business slide-
off come about, as some of the na-
tion’s economists have predicted, the

industry will benefit because of the

play action the operators will get,

while workers waiting to return to

production lines enjoy themselves in

their favorite locations.

Some here pointed out that, in

former years, as the last quarter

came into being, there was always a

big drop off of orders for almost all

type of equipment.

But, as these same people now
state, there is so much advance busi-

ness already taken this month of

October that, even if no further or-

ders were accepted, and this is abso-

lutely improbable, the manufacturers

would still run right into 1954 with

big backlogs of 1953 business.

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One of the most historical days in the music machine industry came off on
Monday, October 26, when the leauers of our industry appeared before the Sub-
Committee of the Judiciary in Washington, D. C. to present their opposition to
the McCarran Bill (S1106). The meeting- lasted one day, and we can say with-
out any hesitation that the witnesses for the Juke Box Industry presented our
case with great efficiency, backed by statistical and factual arguments. (See
feature story elsewhere in this issue). Statements were read into the records
as presented by representatives of the Juke Box Industry in all its phases,
including operators, distributors and manufacturers, as well as those from
Hammond Chaffetz, attorney for the manufacturers’ association, and Sidney
Levine, attorney for the operators of the nation. In addition, opposition to
the Bill was voiced by the Tavern Owners Association, and the manufacturers
of records. The statement of Sidney Levine won the acclamation of everyone
in the industry. Not only was it the result of great study of the ASCAP his-
tory of previous backed legislation, but it was correlated in what can only be
described as the greatest, most brilliant argument ever presented for the benefit'
of the Juke Box Industry. (We have a copy of Levine’s statement in our New
York office, and suggest that operators visit us to read it. It’ll be well worth
your time.) The full committee of the Sub-Committee of the Judiciary will
now study the statements of both sides and either “table” the Bill, or submit
it to the full committee with their recommendations. The actual results will
not be known for some time—but we here at The Cash Box have a feeling of
optimism.
