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Europe’s top bandleader, Ted Heath, is currently visiting the United
States. Ted has made some of London Records’ best selling albums,
outstanding among which are the “Palladium Concerts Volume I

and II” and “Ted Heath Plays Fats Waller”. Heath started out with
Jack Hilton’s orchestra and from there went to Ambrose’s orchestra
where he was a trombonist. At the insistence of Glenn Miller, he
organized his own band in 1945. London is currently issuing two
new Heath albums, “Palladium Concert Volume III” and “Gershwin
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One of the most frequent questions asked

of the editorial staff of The Cash Box is

“How do you determine your picks?”

Almost everyone in the trade wants to

know on what basis we decide to pick a

record, what we look for, what criteria

we use.

Actually there is no secret about it. Many
many factors go into our selection of rec-

ords.

First of all we choose records on the basis

of commerciality. It’s not enough for a

record just to sound good. It must in our

opinion have the commercial appeal to be

played on juke boxes, programmed on the

air, and sold in the stores. That commer-
cial appeal may be determined by a spec-

tacular sound, a hot artist, an unusual pro-

motion or a multitude of other factors.

Each one plays a part in determining

whether a record has hit potential or

not.

We are also asked very often whether

we are not put under great pressure

to pick the records of people we individually

or collectively know in the music business,

friends of ours, etc.

The answer is yes, we are subject to a

great deal of pressure. But the further

answer is that we don’t succumb to it.

Naturally every man on our editorial staff

has friends in the business. We would be
very disappointed if they didn’t for they are

part of this industry and therefore close to

the people who run it. And while it’s nat-

ural to want to help your friends, there

are other considerations involved. The en-

tire growth of The Cash Box has been based

on service to our industry. We could hardly

serve it well or faithfully by passing on
misinformation to our readers. Moreover
as far as friends are concerned, the best

thing we could possibly do for them is be

honest. If we told them and our readers

that we thought they had a hit record when

we knew they didn’t, all it could do is hurt

them, cost them money and soon lose us

their friendship.

One other question which we are often

asked is : “Doesn’t advertising affect your

picks? Why is it that so often records that

are “disks” or “sleepers” have been adver-

tised in previous issues of the magazine or

are advertised in future issues?”

The answer to that one is simple too.

Advertising does NOT affect our picks. The
people who sell advertising on our magazine

have no voice whatsoever in the selection or

non-selection of records. Those depart-

ments are totally separated.

As for the fact that chosen records are

so often advertised, that seems quite natural

to us. A record that a lot of noise is being

made about naturally has a greater chance

of succeeding and therefore it follows that

it has a greater chance of being picked. No
one can ever overlook the value of pro-

motion in the creation of a hit. On the

other hand it seems obvious to us also that

record companies, artists, and publishers

who have their records picked will then try

to promote them and advertise them in

every way possible to get the greatest amount
of exposure and thus increase their chances
of fulfilling the record’s promise. This all

seems logical and clear to us. And while
the incidence of advertising of chosen rec-

ords is high, that is because of the nature

of the music business and not because the

advertising influences the picking.

We have tried to discuss here forthrightly

some of the questions that have been put to

us. We believe we have sincerely answered
those questions. And we are available at

all times to go into any further aspects of

the question that our readers may care to

discuss.

Stokowski conducts members of the NBC Symphony Orchestra
through a colorful and stirring treatment. The ballet suite is not as well

known as some of Menotti’s other works, having predated his famous operas,

“The Medium”; “The Consul,” “Amahl and the Night Visitors” and his most
recent success to be issued shortly on RCA Victor “The Saint of Bleeker Street.”

RESPIGHIN—Antal Dorati—Minneapolis Symphony Orchestra—Mercurv
Records MG 50046 (1-12" LP)

ROMAN FESTIVALS; CHURCH WINDOWS.

Antal Dorati’s performance of the “Roman Festivals” is an exciting work filled

with explosive colorations, dramatic somberness, exultation, tenderness, lovely

melodic strains and gayety. Respighi’s “Festivals” are pictured in all their

vivid tonal splashings. A stirring side. The “Church Windows” is a hauntingly
beautiful symphonic four-part work, filled with lovely themes, stirring, haunt-
ing and imposing. There have not been many Recordings of the Festivals and
even less of Church Windows. Dorati’s reading of the two works is excellent.

ROMANTIC CHAMBER MUSIC OF RAVEL, DEBUSSY, SCHOENBERG—
Capitol Records P8304 (1-12" LP)—Hollywood String Quartet, Ann Mason
Stockton, harp; Concert Art Strings conducted by Felix Slatkin

INTRODUCTION AND ALLEGRO, RAVEL; DANSES SACREE ET PROFANE, DEBUSSY; TRANS-
FIGURED NIGHT, SCHOENBERG.

The three pieces, tho each enjoys its own distinctive qualities, are akin in the
delicate treatment each is accorded. They are tender, passionate pieces, filled

with warmth. However, while the Ravel “Introduction and Allegro” and
Debussy’s “Danses” are happy, Schoenberg’s “Transfigured Night” is a sad
piece, ever gently melancholy. It is a music that should only be performed
by smaller units to convey its intended feelings. Tho chamber music is for the
most part, limited in sale to the professional musician, the talented amateur,
or the listener who has strong preferences for a particular instrument, it

need not be the case with this release. It has a melodic and emotional charm
that should widen its market.

STARDUST; CRAZY CHRIS; AT A PERFUME COUNTER.

Tho all the Dave Brubeck albums are Dave and Paul, this latest Fantasy release

gives Paul Desmond equal billing. It has long been accepted in the trade that

Paul was more than just a part of the Quartet. Desmond has been more of

a partner, taking the ball from Brubeck for a long, intricate but always in-

teresting solo and then passing back to Dave for the latter’s exciting piano
work. The established selling power of the Brubeck Quartet insures this cool

release of a good reception. Bob Bates and Joe Dodge round out the foursome.
Both Brubeck and Desmond are given ample elbow room to display their

respective talents. Fans of the modern music will go for this release.

JOE DERISE SINGS—Bethlehem BCP 1039— (1-10" LP)
COMES LOVE; IT MIGHT AS WELL BE SPRING; MY ROMANCE; MAYBE; HOW HIGH THE
MOON; A FINE ROMANCE; MOUNTAIN GREENERY; HOW LONG HAS THIS BEEN GOING ON?

The buyer of intimate jazz stylings has a delectable bit of wax here. Joe
Derise has a completely relaxed, warm and confidential manner of sending his

song just to you. Not the greatest voice in the business, Derise nevertheless
has a good voice with a soft, pleasing quality. His choice of material is a

collection of eight standards, most of which the public is acquainted with.

This album will have pop jazz appeal. A commercial issue.

TOM CAT ON THE KEYS—Bob Zurke and his Delta Rhvthm Bovs—RCA
Victor LJM-1013 (1-12" LP)

a particular niche.

However as a sample of a definite period as
well as to transport the older generation back to their exuberant youth, it

could find its place on the retail racks.

(something he seldom does) some of his favorite selections. Between the
selections he injects more humor. A must for any record catalog. Borge fans
will be wild about it.

Under the supervision of New York dee jay Alan Freed, MGM issues an LP of
some wild rock ’n roll music featuring Sam (The Man) Taylor and his ork.

There is no doubt in anyone’s mind today that the rock ’n roll beat is an
integral part of pop music and it’s growing every day. It’s the big thing with
kids today, just as the band era of the 30’s and 40’s was with the kids then.

On this platter, Taylor sene’s out an octet of driving sides. Some are fast and
others slow, and on each band, the enthusiastic cheers of Freed are heard.
Youngsters will enjoy this disk. Should do very well. Taylor’s sax work is terrific.

Housed in an attractive and simple sleeve, label “X” offers a fine 12" LP of

mood music as presented by Russ Case and his orchestra. All the tunes are
the hits of Jerome Kern. But the wonderful thing about the LP is that the
listener gets 24 different songs for his money. Each of the 12 bands contains
two different Kern standards. A wonderful package of background music for

a party or gathering—easy to listen to and most enjoyable. Quantity plus

quality for the same price.

“It’s What’s in THE CASH BOX That Counts”
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NEW YORK—Dime play made the
front page of most of New York
papers this past week. It was on park-
ing meters—and had a most unusual
twist. Altho most cities started park-
ing meters off on a nickel for an hour’s
parking, New York installed its ma-
chines on a dime immediately. Last
week the newspapers discovered that
the price in a downtown area of the
city was changed very quietly to a
dime for a half hour’s parking. New
machines were installed without any
public announcement. The interesting

part of the changeover (to us) is that
machines on one side of the street

were operating at a dime for a half

hour, while on the other side of the
street, the old machines were only
charging a dime for a full hour. This
condition only existed until the me-
chanics could get around to changing
all of the meters. While we have no
opinion as to the merits of the change-
over, to us it seems that it will be of
considerable help to New York music
ops who are changing to dime play,
as it points out to the public, once
again, the necessity of change coin
operated equipment to bring in more
income.

WASHINGTON, D. C.—'When work-
ing people are employed, coin oper-
ated machines, the economic dispenser
of music and amusements, gets its

share of the expenditures of these peo-
ple. It is therefore of interest to us to
note a report by the Department of
Labor this week that factory hiring
rose sharply during March. According
to the department’s Bureau of Labor
Statistics, the rate was 36 per 1,000.
This was equal to the sharpest Febru-
ary to March rise in hiring since
World War II. The hiring rate of 36
per 1,000 was well over the 28 per
1,000 level of last March.

NEW YORK—-You should have
these problems. Recently a nationally
known company and a world-famous
bank became involved in what, to us,
was an amusing incident. The com-
pany was buying a plant from the
Federal Government, and had a certi-
fied check drawn on the bank that ran
into eight-digit figures. The bank de-
livered the check to the company

—

with the figures stamped by machine.
Trouble was, the machine could not go
beyond seven digits, so the first nu-
meral was carefully penned in by
hand. The company yelled blue mur-
der. The bank was in a spot, advising
that, once a certified check was drawn,
it couldn’t be destroyed until cashed.
The problem was solved when the
bank received special permission from
Federal banking authorities to destroy
it. In its place two smaller, seven-
digit checks for the same amount was
certified.

Thruout the country operators are discovering

that when they vary equipment on their routes

they assure themselves more consistent play.

For some years there was a strong tendency

among operators toward specialization in one

certain type of equipment. Tho this is still con-

tinuing to some extent, the average operator has

changed his course and is, today, conceding the

fact that varied equipment operations seem to

hold more promise for offsetting any seasonal

play loss.

Operator after operator has come to the reali-

zation that the location is most important in his

profit equation.

In short, by developing a location as a ‘play-

center,’ he is creating a more definite profit

source for himself. Because of this he cannot

specialize in just one type of machine in the loca-

tion. He must, instead, feature every type ma-
chine which the patrons of the location will enjoy.

The location being foremost in the profit equa-

tion simply means that the average operator has

found that he can feature music, games and
vendors and, thereby, make one collection while

enjoying intake from all types of machines.

Whether he lumps the intake from all the

equipment, or considers each machine its own
entity, depends on his own business methods.

Instead of two or three, or more operators
covering one good location, one operator, willing
to feature everything the location needs, not only
makes for better relationship with the location’s

owner, but, also brings efficiency and better profit

control to the location itself, as well as to the
operator.

In this way, by featuring varied equipment
operations, many operators believe they have
been able to progress at a faster and better pace
than when they specialized and featured only
one type machine.

It has been proved time and time again that,

whereas play on the games may fall down, music
can continue steady or may go up and, in most
cases, vendors continue to hold a relative steady
course all during the variable play periods.

An operator, therefore, who has all the equip-

ment in the location, usually finds he has a more
or less steady intake level. This, of itself, will

assure him more consistent profits at the end of

his fiscal period.

It is rather unusual, today, to find an operator

specializing in one type machine, whether this be

five-ball or in-line games, music, coffee or soft

drink vendors, bowlers, guns, cigarette machines,,

kiddie rides, or any other type of equipment.

The average operator’s route, it is generally

believed, can today contain all the aforementioned

machines and yet not tax the operator’s ingenuity.

All coin operated machines are so closely

linked, mechanically and operationwise, that one
operator can handle them all,

Many in the industry, who travel the country

quite consistently, believe that the operator’^

route-backbone today is automatic music.

These men claim that almost all good routes,

especially the highly varied machines routes,

have a music operation as their backbone, and
all other equipment which is purchased, branches

out from this solid backbone.

These men claim, where certain types of equip-

ment may lose out in one area, music will con-

tinue, and will keep the operator in business,

until some other type equipment enters into his

operational picture.

Music operators have branched out consider-

ably these past few years, especially into the new
types of equipment: such as the bowlers, guns,

kiddie rides, and other amusements and vendors.

Many claim that because of this they have found
operators progressing better than they ever

did before, due to the fact that having already

attended a solid operating backbone with their

music route they were now enhancing their intake
with other equipment suitable to their territories.

This being the case, then the statements being
made by so many in the industry that varied
equipment operations are bringing about more
assured profits, can be considered completely
factual.

CHICAGO— Leaders here are
agreed that one of the very big reasons
why the amusements business has
speeded up so this second quarter is

due to the fact that more and more
operators nationwide have changed to
dime play.

Reports are to the effect that orders
have increased for all types of new
games and, what’s more, are continu-
ing upward.

The used machines market, at pres-
ent, leading distributors here report,
is also enjoying a tremendous business
upsurge.

The one big problem facing the sell-

ers of used machines is obtaining late
model games. There is a dearth of
these machines and distributors have
their roadmen combing the territory
seeking whatever they can get, while
they, themselves, are on long distance
phones calling various parts of the
country in an effort to obtain late
model used games.

The export market, too, has sud-
denly zoomed far ahead in business.

Every type game now leading the
field is interesting to all the trade.
There has been no slackening of de-
mand for in-line games, bowlers, five-

balls, kiddie rides, guns and the new
“big games.”
The good attention of the trade to

the amusements division of the indus-
try has brought about the belief that
this division is bound to lead the field

for ’55.

Many here now state that amuse-
ments are not only growing in popu-
larity thruout the country but, they
report, there is no doubt that amuse-
ments are on their way to set new
sales records for many firms, especially
since more and more amusement op-
erators are switching over to 10# play
action.

There is a belief here that if dime
play continues to grow thruout the
field as it has these past six months,
that amusements are going to be far
ahead of all other divisions of the
industry, namely: Music, Vending and
Service equipment; before the year of
’55 is over.

As has appeared before, “The only

way that any Senator or Congressman
knows what his constituents want him

to do is when these people who voted

for him write and tell him their views

regarding any pending legislation in

which he can be instrumental in de-

feating.”

Once again the cry is going out .to

all the industry, as open public hear-

ings on the four pending bills loom 1

ever closer, that away over a million

wires and letters should immediately

be rushed to Senators and Congress-

men.

price listed is lowest price quoted for the week; Second price listed is highest

price quoted.

Reports received indicate that, in some cases, purchasers become upset due
to the fact that they cannot, many times, buy equipment listed in the lower
price brackets. Sometimes sellers of machines listed at from $10.00 to $25.00

ask from $50.00 up to $75.00 and even more for these very same machines.
Purchasers of such equipment must realize that machines in the very low
priced categories are much worn to be priced at these low figures. To completely
recondition such machines, the reconditioner must add onto his price the cost

of transportation to obtain these machines, the labor, parts and supplies needed
to recondition the machines, plus the cost of cartons, crates and labor for

packing and shipping of the machines, in addition to a decent profit which
will, in most cases, raise the price of a $10.00 to $20.00 machine to anywhere
from $50.00 to $75.00 and up. In the case of arcade and kiddie ride machines
these may even be higher due to the fact that many of the parts have to be
made by hand or contracted for at some machinist shop, since manufacturers
of many of the old arcade machines and kiddie rides are no longer in business
and it is impossible to obtain parts for reconditioning. Purchasers of such
equipment should take these facts into consideration and, at the same time,
should also realize that many buyers today have their own repair and recon-
ditioning departments as well as experienced mechanics, such buyers will
purchase machines “as is”, at prices quoted by the trade at large, and recondi-
tion the machines themselves to meet their own operating standards.
