For one thing, there seems to be

an attitude expressed here among cer-

tain manufacturers that distributors

are independently wealthy or have

some outside means of income. At
least one would assume that is the

only possible excuse a man could have

for running his business the way we
distributors are accused of acting.

In my case certainly, and in the case

of most of the distributors whom I

know, this just isn’t true. We are

not “just order takers” because we
simply can’t afford it. We’re caught

with salaries, overhead and inven-

tories. If we don’t move goods we
go broke. Does it sound as though

someone who is really “just an or-

der taker” could last very long under

those circumstances? The answer is

obviously “NO.” Any distributor who
has been in the business any length of

time is first and foremost a record

salesman or he wouldn’t be where he is.

As far as promotion is concerned

—

this is a vague and nebulous area to

try to pin down. In our case, at Mar-
nel, we have started as many hit rec-

ords as any other distributor in the

country. But the real point is this

—

the manufacturer should treat his dis-

tributor as a customer just as we treat

the retailers we do business with as

customers. We don’t ask them to do

our promotion for us and the manu-
facturer should be more than just a

supplier to us—he should make a defi-

nite effort to help with his own promo-
tion problems. We will do all that

we can. One factor is certain—we’re

not a cure-all—it has to be in the

grooves.

Merchandise should have a built-in

consumer demand. The successful

companies have always been the ones

that created both the product AND the

demand! Every record should have a

reason and a promotion campaign be-

hind it.

Unauthorized returns, in my onin-

ion, is one problem that can be blamed
in almost every case on the manufac-
turers. Until the consumer has walked
out of the store with that record

under his arm, there hasn’t been a

sale! This seems to have been for-

gotten in the business. Distributors’

purchases don’t constitute a sale. The
only “selling” that is done is done by
the retailer. It’s our job to supply
him and then to help in creating the
consumer demand. But without that
last factor—the consumer—there is

no sale. We don’t like to return goods
Who would? But when business is

bad, it’s bad for everybody right up
and down the line.

There are just a few other points

that I would like to make in behalf

of the record distributors.

I completely disagree with the feel-

ing expressed in The Cash Box edito-

rial that distributors “must get out

and prove to the manufacturer that

our current method of marketing is

the best.” If there are better methods

of mai'keting records and someone

knows what they are they should

come forward with them regardless of

what branch of the business they rep-

resent. We are all partners in the

disk industry, we don’t get a fee for

our promotional effoi’ts: whatever we
make comes out of profits and this is

tx’ue of all of us. If there are better

merchandising- methods than the ones

we are now using at Marnel, I, for one,

would give a great deal" to know what
they are. The extra income would
profit everyone.

Overnight millionaires, if there are

such people, have certainly not come
from the ranks of record distributors.

Our growth at Marnel (in ten years,

we have thx-ee times the space that we
first had when we opened in 1947),

has been in proportion to the gTowth

of the entire recording industx-y and

our own hax'd work. Does that sound

like we have been profiteering at any-

one’s expense?

An important point in working with

distx’ibutors is to pick someone you

can get along with through all kinds

of business conditions. We like the

manufacturers we represent, we’ve

done our best for every one of them
and we sincerely hope that they feel

the same way. We’re part of one big

team and it can only hurt all of us to

fight among ourselves rather than look

to better conditions for the business

as a whole.

Jerry Lee Lewis

I have in recent weeks been the
apparent center of a fantastic amount
of publicity, and of which none has
been good.

But there must be a little good
even in the worst people and accord-
ing to the press releases originating

• in London, I am the worst and am
not even deserving of one decent press
release.

Now this whole thing started be-
cause I tried and did tell the truth.
I told the story of my past life as I

thought it had been straightened out
and that I would not hurt anybody
in being man enough to tell the truth.

I confess that my life has been
stormy. I confess further that since
I have become a public figure I sin-
cerely wanted to be worthy of the
decent admiration of all the people
young and old that admired or liked
what talent (if any) I have. That is,

after all, all that I have in a profes-
sional way to offer.

If you don’t believe that the ac-
curacy of things can get mixed up
when you are in the public’s eye, then
I hope you never have to travel this
road I’m on.

There were some legal misunder-
standings in this matter that inad-
vertently made me look as though I

invented the word indecency. I feel
I, if nothing else, should be given
credit for the fact that I have at
least a little common sense and that
if I had not thought the legal aspects
of this matter were not completely
straight, I certainly would not have
made a move until they were.

I did not want to hurt Jane Mitch-
am, nor did I want to hurt my family
and children. I went to court and did
not contest Jane’s divorce actions and
she was awarded §750.00 a month for
child support and alimony. Jane and
I parted from the courtroom as friends
and as a matter of fact, chatted be-
fore, during and after the trial with
no animosity whatsoever.

In the belief that for once my life

was straightened out, I invited my
mother and daddy and little sister to
make the trip to England. Unfor-
tunately, mother and daddy felt that
the trip would be too long and hard
for them and didn’t go but sister did
go along with Myra’s little brother
and mother.

I hope that if I am washed up as
an entertainer, it won’t be because
of this bad publicity, because I can
cry and wish all I want to, but I can’t
control the press or the sensational-
ism that these people will go to to get
a scandal started to sell papers. If

you don’t believe me, please ask any
of the other people that have been
victims of the same.

The trade presses—The Cash Box
and Billboard, etc.—have been won-
derful to me during all this, and I’d

like to say thanks to them. They of

all people would be best qualified to

print the facts about an entertainer

because news of the entertainment

world and entertainers is certainly

their business.

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Victor’s First Stereo Disk

Release

Intros Complete Stereo Phono Line, Tapes, etc.

NEW YORK—RCA Victor has in-

troduced a fifteen-model $129-$2,500

line of stereophonic disk phonographs,

which will play binaural as well as

monaural disks. In addition, the firm

announced the release of fifty-five

stereo disks for June (at $5.95 each),

several tape developments including

a convenient tape cartridge, and two

tape players to go along with the

cartridge.

At a press conference held in New
York, top RCA officials unveiled the

new products supported by special

dealer-distributor films and a convinc-

ing stereo demonstration employing

musical and sound-for-sound’s-sake

selections. Victor has designed a car-

tridge based on the industry-accepted

Westrex system, which accounts for

a separation in sound through sepa-

rate sound sources on each side of the

disk groove. The cartridge will not

only play stereo records stereophon-

ically, but accommodate them, as well

as regular monaural disks, for mo-
naural performances.

George Marek, Vice-President and

General Manager of the RCA Victor

Record Division, accounted for the

$5.95 stereo price tag by stating that

“stereo records are considerably more
expensive to make, requiring closer

inspection and involving a higher rate

of rejects in the factory.” In answer

to queries concerning the fate of con-

ventional long play disks, Marek ex-

pressed the view that “the monaural

disk is not obsolete, but, will, indeed,

offer more depth when played on a

stereophonic instrument. The fall

Victor release schedule calls for disks

to be issued on a one-for-one basis,

that is, for each monaural disk re-

leased, a stereo disk will accompany
it. That, of course, does not apply

to reissues, such as many by Toscan-

nini, which were recorded before the

stereophonic innovation.” Victor, in

the process of recording sessions first

on tape, has been cutting stereophon-

ically for about three years.

In the tape field, Victor has devel-

oped a special cartridge, plastic mag-
azines or packets seven inches long,

five inches wide and a half an inch

thick, which encloses either pre-re-

corded or blank tape, and eliminates

the need for threading each tape onto

the reel for rewinding after playing.

Victor has also cut tape speed from
the customary seven and a half inches
per second, to three and three quarter
inches per second, added two sound-
tracks (now four) to tape, and re-

duced tape width to one-quarter inch

instead of a half-inch. Such features
have reduced the price of Victor tapes
from a previous price-range of $8.95
—$18.95 to $4.95 to $8.95. For stereo-

phonic reproduction, the tape travels

for about an hour from the left spin-

dle to the right, using two of the
sound tracks. Then it reverses and
plays the other' half from right to
left, leaving the tape contents of the
cartridge rewound and ready for re-
playing'. For conventional single-

track recordings the tape reverses di-

rection four times, providing tw-o full

hours of music. The tape cartr’dge
requires a special deck on the tare
player or recorder,, and Victor is offer-
ing two such models, a semi-automatic
portable at $250 and a fully automatic
portable at $450. Free use of the

tape-cartridge design has been given
outright to the industry by Victor.

Thirty-two stereo-tape cartridges
are set for June release.

Columbia Records Revises

Policy On Singles & Albums

NEW YORK—A broad new pro-

gram for selling popular singles and

albums was announced last week by

William P. Gallagher, Columbia Rec-

ords Director of Sales. The singles

program introduces new ordering pro-

cedures, changes in distributors’ guar-

antee pools and return policy and a

reorganized promotion apparatus for

swift, nationally-controlled drives on

promising records. The new album

formula allows dealers a ten-percent

return privilege quarterly and extends

this protection to all albums in the

Columbia line. The changes are ef-

fective June 1st.

Under the new plan the dealer’s

return privilege of five-percent on

single records purchases will be elim-

inated entirely. Columbia has also

doubled the number of records for

which a distributor is permitted to

authorize a manufacturer’s guaran-

tee locally where national protection

has not yet been indicated. Distrib-

utors can now furnish this guarantee

to as many as ten records at a time.

Singles ordering procedure has been

re-designed to eliminate allocation and

standing orders. Each new release

will be auditioned and rated by each

distributor and ordered in initial

quantity upon that evaluation. Initial

reports, orders, disk jockey and retail

reaction will be studied by Columbia’s

New York sales staff to determine

promotional treatment and guarantee

status.

In the past, dealers could exchange

only show albums, the top-selling 100

items in the CL line and 60 “Lp” ’s in

the ML catalog. Henceforth, any

“Lp” ’s may be applied under the

ten-percent return provision. Dealers

who have no use for the full allowance

at the end of a given quarter will re-

ceive a cash credit bonus in the

amount of half the unused portion of

their return allowance.

Mathis Has Busy Schedule

NEW YORK—Johnny Mathis has

been signed to make his first per-

sonal appearance in Canada this

month. The singer planes to Toronto,

Ontario, to headline at the El Morocco

from June 9 to 15, following wind-up

of current engagement at the Latin

Casino in Philadelphia, June 7.

Mathis’ line-up for 1958 is one of

the most impressive schedules set up

for any entertainer this year. Singer

closed at the Copacabana in Ne.v

York, May 21, after racking up a solid

gross, and played to SRO crowds at

the Latin Casino.

Following his Canadian stint,

Mathis has eight days scheduled fox-

recording dates in New York. The

next two months are booked with en-

gagements at the Copa Club in Pitts-

burgh, June 23-29, the Wildwood in

New Jersey, July 3-10, and the Sands,

Las Vegas, July 16-August 12.

Capitol Gets Restraint Against

Design “Pal Joey” Album
HOLLYWOOD — A temporary re-

straining order has been obtained by
Capitol Records, Inc., against the

“Pal Joey” album, released by Design
Records.

In its complaint, which names
Pickwick Sales Corp., the manufac-
turer of the Design album, Mortimer
Kline, the New York distributor, and
Macy’s, one of the dealers handling
the album, Canitol alleges that the

cover of the Design album is a dupli-

cate of the original soundtrack album
from the Columbia motion picture

which was released by Capitol.

It is alleged that the cover of the
Design album is so identical to the
Capitol cover as to lead the purchaser
to believe that the Design album con-
tains the same performances as were
in the motion picture and Capitol’s

original soundtrack album.

Busy Schedule For

Diahann Carroll

Capitol contends that the state-
ment on the Design album cover that
it consists of “songs from the Colum-
bia Pictures’ Production of Rodgers
and Hart’s “Pal Joey,” together with
the almost identical duplication of the
Capitol cover in design, layout and
color, constitutes a deliberate attempt
to trade on the success of Capitol’s
album and that the public will pur-
chase the Design record album in the
belief that they are getting the origi-

nal soundtrack recordings.
Capitol is also requesting damages,

an accounting for profits and an order
directing the destruction of all of the
Design albums including those in the

hands of dealers. The case is believed

to be one of the first times when the

question of duplicating a phonograph
record album cover has been raised.

McDaniel To Stage Live

Drive-In Shows

Mercury Records Drops

78 RPM Disks

CHICAGO — The Mercury Record
Corporation last week made known
its intentions of completely abolishing
production on 78 rpm records.

Irwin Steinberg, Mercury’s Vice
President and Treasurer, who made
the announcement, further explained
the company’s thinking behind such
a policy decision. “Mercury’s original
intention was to allow time to run its

course and let the 78 rpm slowly drift
into obscuritv. However, the close ob-
servation of the percentage ratio of 78
sales as contrasted against overall
volume, has supplied us with informa-
tion that led to the conclusion that
it was no longer practical to continue
on with dual production of single
records.”

According to Steinberg, the “straw
that broke the camel’s back,” was the
relatively poor showing of 78 rpm sales
on Mercurv’s current smash “Twilight
Time.” The total sales on the record,
which the label reports is approaching
the two million mark, were divided
thusly: 98.2 per cent on 45 rpm and
only 1.8 per cent on 78’s.

Mercury’s brass believes the switch-
over to exclusive 45 rcm production
will be met with enthusiasm from both
distributors and dealers. The move
will eliminate duo bookkeeping sys-
tems, will save greatly on needed stor-
age space, and will make it easier for
both dealers and distributors alike to

maintain more accurate knowledge of

stock control.

Carlton Stereos

In July

NEW YORK—Carlton Records will

initiate its catalog of stereo disks with
a July schedule of stereophonic albums.

A technical feature of the disks
will be “unlimited sound,” which the
firm believes accounts for more ac-

curate stereo reproduction. A pro-
motional and sales campaign is now
in the works, and will involve a mer-
chandising deal for distributors and
dealers.

NEW YORK—Rev Records has an-
nounced a change in Philadelphia dis-

tributors. Chi^s has been appointed
the Rev outlet there, replacing Uni-
versal.

Irwin Schuster, Rev Vice President
and Eastern Sales Manager, who ne-

gotiated with Harry Chipetz, Chips
owner, for handling of the line, stated

in New York that although future re-

leases were discussed, major emphasis
was placed on Chipetz throwing full

weight into promotion on Rev’s “Dear
53310761.”

signing of Sandv Stewart, young

Philadelphia lass who is known locally

through her radio and tv exposure, and

Irving Fields, well-known pianist.

Heath adds another fine ork entry to his ex-

tensive London output on twelve durables as-
sociated with the late entertainer. Heath and
the crew invest the likes of “April Showers,”
“Swanee,” “Back In Your Own Back Yard” and
“Sonny Boy” with an affable swing touch. Modern
band recollections of familiar tunes which the
Heath crowd will want.

“A TOUCH OF THE BLUES”—Lee Wiley With
Billy Butterfield .And His Orchestra—RCA Victor
LPM-1566 (1-12" LP)
On her second Victor effort Miss Wiley taste-

fully takes wistful cover with a collection of
melodies reflecting a touch of the blues. Backed
by the fine jazz membership of the Butterfield
ork ( A1 Cohn, sax; Nick Travis, trumpet; Milt
Hinton, bass), the artist’s rendezvous with ma-
terial like “A Hundred Years From Today,” “My
Melancholy Baby” and “Make Believe” are well-
met indeed.

“BLUES GROOVE”—Tiny Grimes With Coleman
Hawkins—Prestige 7138 (1-12" LP)

This session of generally swinging blues
touches has both jazzists in particularly expres-
sive form. Veteran guitarist Grimes romps most
effectively in the extended item, “Marchin’
Along,” and the Hawkins’ tenor is the delight
of “April In Paris” and “Blues Wail.” Quartet
backing follows the boys with zesty wit. Two jazz
swingers in fine form.

“JUST BEFORE DAWN”—Pat Healy—Or-
chestra Arranged And Conducted By Fred Katz
—World Pacific WPM-409 (1-12" LP)
An individual, finely phrased voice makes its

debut on World Pacific on a program of eleven
neglected gems. Backed by a lush, but effectively

arranged ork, Miss Healy intelligently picks up
from obscurity such items as Rodgers-Hammer-
steins’ “Boys and Girls,” Jerome Kern’s “You
Never Knew About Me,” “Nobody Else But Me,”
and Gershwin’s “Isn’t It A Pity?” Generally
wistful vocal colorings that ought to get around.

ADAM: Giselle—Royal Opera House Orchestra,
Covent Garden Under the Direction of Yuri
layer—Angel 3583 (2-12" LP)
The popular ballet score is presented in a two-

disk version, rather than the usual single disk
readings found in the catalogue. Russian maestro
Fayer, conductor of the famed Bolshoi Theatre
Ballet, brilliantly carries the orchestra through
the wonderful array of Adam melodies. Sparkling-

and record dealers here who saw and
heard the sample machine was over-
whelming in its favor, Chudd reported.
The attractiveness of the machine is

also in the proposed retail selling

price: between $100 and $125.
“This is one of the most amazing-

tape machines I’ve ever seen,” says
Chudd, “both in sound and price. And
it’s so simple to operate, it will ap-
peal to women as well as men.”
Chudd plans to have the machine

ready for marketing in the fall.

Ray Brown, poll-winning jazz bass
man and bassist with the Oscar
Peterson Trio, as teacher of bass;

Herb Ellis, guitarist with the Oscar
Peterson Trio, as teacher of guitar;

Jimmy Giuffre, leader of the Jimmy
Giuffre Three which recently ap-
peared in the Broadway revue, “The
Next President,” as teacher of
clarinet;

Milt Jackson, recording artist and
member of the Modern Jazz Quar-
tet, as teacher of vibraharp;

Lee Konitz, award winning jazz saxo-
phonist and leader of his own jazz
group, as teacher of saxophone;

Oscar Peterson, Canadian born pianist
and star of “Jazz at the Philhar-
monic”, as teacher of piano;

Max Roach, colleague of Charlie
Parker, jazz poll winner, and leader
of his own group, as teacher of

drums

;

Bill Russo, composer who is currently
composing a major work for the
New York Philharmonic at the re-

quest of Leonard Bernstein and

whose arrangements for Stan Ken-
ton helped usher in a new era for
band arranging, as teacher of jazz
composition;

WSM Prexy DeWitt A Delegate To
Convention Of Astronomers And
Scientists To Be Held In Moscow
NASHVILLE—John H. DeWitt, Jr.,

president of WSM, Nashville, is one

of the 100 U.S. astronomers and sci-

entists who will represent the nation
at the August 12-20 convention in
Moscow of the International Astro-
nomical Union. With DeWitt will go
another WSM delegate, Dr. Carl Sey-
fert, Vanderbilt University astrono-
mer and the Nashville TV Station’s
weather telecaster.

DeWitt, WSM president since 1947
made nation-wide news early in 1946
when, as a Signal Corps Lieutenant-
colonel, he supervised the U.S. Army’s
first-time radar contact with the moon.
The official report of the 1946 success
emphasized the future “possibility of
radio control from the earth’s surface
of space ships venturing thousands
of miles from the earth, and the radio

reporting of astronomical data elec-

tronically computed aboard such ves-

sels.”

Son of a noted Tennessee jurist and
historian, DeWitt early showed his

main interests. At 18, while attending
Vanderbilt University, he helped build

WSM’s first 1,000-watt transmitter

and after four years’ work and study
in the Bell Telephone Company’s New
York laboratories, joined the Nashville
station in 1932 as chief engineer.

In the establishment a few years

ago of Vanderbilt University’s new
astronomical observatory atop a hill

outside of Nashville, DeWitt’s engi-

neering and astronomical experience

played an important role.

Accompanied by Mrs. DeWitt, the

WSM radio-TV president will make
a 10-day stay in Western European
countries before flying on to Moscow.

NEW YORK—Dun & Bradstreet,
recognized as the leading authority in

the nation on business failures, just
released a study of failures from
1920 thru 1957. Some of its findings
are very interesting. “The greatest
danger for business failures are in

the first years”, states the report. “A
full 59 per cent of all failures are
among businesses in the age bracket
under five years; more than 38 per
cent fall within their first three
years. Once a firm gets past the five

year mark, the chances that it will

survive a long time are excellent.”

The report makes another observa-
tion: “What were the causes under-
lying the failures last year?” is the
question. The answer: “A thumping
50.8 per cent of all these failures can
be traced to lack of experience in the
line, lack of managerial experience
or unbalanced experience. An addi-

tional 41.4 per cent of the bankrupt-
cies can be traced to incompetence.
The ‘apparent causes’ may have been
inadequate sales, heavy operating ex-

penses, competitive weakness, poor
locations, etc.—but the real causes of

the bankruptcies were lack of experi-
ence and incompetence.”

PITTSBURGH, PA. — Any opti-

mistic reports are welcome these
days, particularly when it comes
from a basic industry. “Steel produc-
tion is expected to reach its highest
point so far this year sometime in

June”, says Iron Age, magazine for
the steel industry. “The best guess in

this steel center (Pittsburgh) is that
the weekly rate may climb to as high
as 65 per cent of capacity before the
end of the month.” Continuing its re-

port, the publication states that the
consensus is that activity in July will

be down somewhat from June, due to

plants shutting down for summer va-
cations, but “may show a strong pick-
up by the end of August.”

FARMINGDALE, L. I., N. Y.—
Operators with locations in many
Long Island areas were given rea-
son for rejoicing this past week. Re-
public Aviation Corp. received an
order from the Air Force for $347
million for aircraft, with another
$300 million expected for 1959. This
area was hit hard some months ago
when Republic was forced to curtail
its working force. Now the payroll
has grown from 10,000 last October
to 13,400, with another 1,100 sched-
uled for jobs before the month is

over. Total will reach some 16,000
when production reaches its peak. In
addition, about 3800 vendors and sub-
contractors in the same area will be
utilized.

The fact is, almost everyone of these

people were very frank, open and hon-

est in their answers. Many didn’t

care whether their own and firm

names were used.

“As long as it will help all the indus-

try,” some stated, “these surveys are

more than worthwhile to all of us.”

“I’d like to know,” one operator

advised, “whether I’m all alone in buy-

ing new and used machines or whether
others believe in the future of the in-

dustry and the fact that business is

bound to get better right along, just

as I believe.”

This operator can rest assured that

he is most definitely not alone in his

faith and belief in the future of the

industry.

Almost everyone of the reports in-

dicated that operators are continuing

to buy new and used machines at a

very fine rate.

In fact, by averaging all purchases,

it can be stated that the average opera-

tor purchased an average of $8,000

worth of new machines and $1,500

worth of used equipment.

Here are some interesting figures.

The above is just a cross section of

the reports picked at random to give
some idea of what purchases were
being made when the “Confidential
Survey” was mailed in mid-May of
this year.

Since then, of course, with the open-
ing of the outdoor and resort season,
and as many operators indicated,
they have purchased much more equip-
ment to handle these locations.

In the meantime, almost every
operator advised that he believed his
purchases would rise with the forth-
coming Summer and Fall seasons as
business itself would be taking a turn
for the better.

PARIS, FRANCE — During the
Paris Fair, which has just ended, and
which featured displays of half-a-

dozen makes of phonographs, Euro-
pean coin-machine manufacturers,

distributors and operators got to-

gether to discuss the problems that will

face the industry when the European
Common Market gets under way. The
meetings were held under the aegis of

the European Pool of Manufacturers.

The venue was the restaurant of the

Paris Fair, with its many coin-ma-

chine exhibits. In addition to the full

get-together, there were separate meet-

ings of operators, distributors and
manufacturers.

Countries represented in the 25

delegates included Belgium (with a

full turnout of their national presi-

dent, vice-president, secretary and
treasurer), France, Holland, and Italy.

Germany, and Britain had, in the

main, failed to respond.

M. Jacques Marchant, Paris manu-
facturer, was host and chairman. The
social events, which included a late-

night trip, with champagne supper,

in a flexiglass boat on the Seine, were
extremely well organized.

Among the matters gone into by

the various groups were:

The study of the many models of

juke boxes now current in Europe;

The possibilities of standardization

of equipment and components;

The examination of prices and their

relation to local tariffs and other

charges

;

Performing and other fees.

There was some criticism of the

way invitations had been extended for

the meeting, as it was felt that all in-

terested had not been reached. In

view of this it was resolved to hold

the next meeting during the big coin-

machine fair that is to be held in

Frankfurt later in the year, and it

was decided that every effort would be

made to obtain better representation

from Britain, Germany and other

countries.

In one of the most revealing of the

speeches, Albert Bouzanquet, Secre-

tary General of the “National Syndi-

cate of Manufacturers of Automatic
Electro-Phones,” said:

“It is because this year the Paris

Fair is held under the sign of the

Common Market, that we have had

the idea of bringing together, on this

occasion, traders and operators of

juke boxes with the aim of promoting

better collaboration, while at the same
time examining the turning to account
of the principles and directions hence-
forth imposed on us by the Common
Market.

“Definition of the European Com-
mon Market is simple : It is the coming
into play, in stages, of competition in

national markets which up to now
have been nationally protected.

“Thus it will be seen that a veri-
table revolution is about to take
place in an economic system which
has hitherto been looked upon as ‘un-
touchable’ if not ‘sacred.’

“This radical and somewhat brutal
change in industrial and commercial
conceptions and established practices
necessarily calls for a profound re-
form of economic institutions, at the
same time as a very great effort to-
wards adaptation in the fields of
production and of distribution.
“No hesitation must be shown,

therefore, in upsetting the present
conservatism, and in turning attention
resolutely towards the future, with a
desire to reach the objective, which
can be summarized as the abolition of
protectionist measures and more free
competition.

“If consideration is given to the
fact that the Common Market Treaty
takes into account the special position
of each of the associate countries, and
that it also provides for a certain num-
ber of measures of protection which
should allow for the necessary adap-
tations, there is every reason to hope
that the integration in the new econ-
omy will take place without too much
damage.

“It appears to us, however, in the
first instance, that the Common Mar-
ket must be entered, and that the prin-
ciples must be accepted, in a spirit of
resolute community.”
After outlining the advantages of a

Common Market, the speaker said that
the following questions awaited solu-
tion :

(a) To find out the country or the
countries, and also the sectors, in
which our activity can manifest itself

with success.
(b) To rationalize the methods of

production and distribution, to perfect
techniques, to standardize manufac-
tures.

(c) To practice a policy of invest-
ment, because to try to make financial
cuts would become a reason for failure.
“The part we are going to play is too

important and too serious for us to
neglect the slightest advantage,” he
said.

“Therefore, during the course of
our discussions today, and in each of
the specialized meetings, we ought
to make a frontal attack on the vari-
ous problems with which we are now
faced. On that question then, as was
stressed very recently by Mr. Jacques
Marchant, we ought to specify that
these meetings will be perfectly at lib-

erty to examine and to propose the
solutions needed in organizing the au-
tomatic machines of the European com-
munity.

“It appears to us that, in the first

place, it is advisable to define what is

represented in United Europe, by the
manufacture, distribution, sale, and
exploitation, not only of juke boxes
but also of other automatic machines.
“Our studies should also be applied

to the reasons for the disparities in

prices which exist among the various
countries: disnarities inherent in the
cost of manufacture and distribution,
which arise mainly from the rates of

raw materials, from the price of labor

and from social and fiscal charges.

“These determining elements of the

economic set-up should be examined
first because they are really the crux
of the problem.”

tirely new idea for the use of its mu-
sic systems. It is being used as a
means of making recorded announce-
ments in airports, railroad, bus sta-
tions and food chain stores.

“Airplane, railroad and bus depar-
ture times and destinations now are
being spelled out for them in clear-cut
announcements which are completely
understandable by all for whom they
are intended,” stated Tom Herrick
of Seeburg. “Going the way of all

things are the gravelly and indistinct
pronouncements to which travelers
have been subjected these past many
years. This favorable development is

due entirely to the rapidly expanding
use of the push-button method of re-
corded announcements pioneered and
manufactured by The Seeburg Cor-
poration and distributed under the
‘Seeburg Seleet-O-Matic Recorded
Announcement System’ trade mark.”
Outgrowth of the idea was origi-

nated by Frank J. Todd, superinten-
dent of Aircraft Radio Communica-
tions for United Air Lines at Denver,
Colorado, it was stated. Each “Se-
lect-O-Matic” holds up to 200 pre-
recorded announcements recorded by
Denver radio announcer, Joseph B. J.

Scherer. These are housed vertically
in the “Select-O-Matic.” and cata-
logued under number and letter com-

binations. As denarture time nears,
a passenger service agent merely
pushes the correct letter-number com-
bination to select the desired an-
nouncement and the machine carries
on from there. If a series of an-
nouncements are to be made, the dis-
patcher or desk clerk selects the an-
nouncements and they are then played
in the exact order in which they have
been called.

“Use of Seeburg recorded voice
announcements is expanding rapidly,”
advised Herrick, “and equipment is

now installed in virtually every part
of the United States. Airports uti-
lizing the service include Vancouver
(Canada), Seattle-Tacoma, Portland,
Oakland, San Francisco, Las Vegas,
Reno, Denver, Dallas, Chicago, De-
troit (Willow Run), Wayne County
(Michigan), and Pittsburgh.
“Greyhound bus terminals using

the recorded announcements include:
San Francisco, Sacramento, Los An-
geles, Salt Lake City, Minneapolis,
Houston, San Antonio, Dallas, Chicago,
Indianapolis, Cincinnati, Cleveland,
Philadelphia, Washington, Baltimore,
Richmond, Atlanta, Jacksonville and
Miami.
“The system also is in use in the

Union Station (Toronto), the Illi-

nois Central Station (Chicago), and
is being tested by the New York Cen-
tral in Syracuse and Rochester,” con-
