e Sholes Outlines

Victor Pop Plans

NEW YORK—At an informal meet-

ing’ held at the Warwick Hotel in

New York on Wednesday evening,

February 25, Steve Sholes, Manager,

Pop A&R at RCA Victor, described

in detail the operation of his depart-

ment. .

During his talk, Sholes emphasized

the continuing flexibility of the de-

partment, which is responsible for all

Pop product, singles and albums, the

Bluebird Kiddie line, RCA Camden,

and Sacred and Country/ Western re-

cordings. He pointed out that RCA
Victor Pop Musical Directors are

constantly seeking out fresh new
talent and tunes for both singles and

album product. “We want new voices

and new songs,” Sholes said. “To

get them, we’re open to all new ideas.

Any manager with an exciting but

still-untried artist will find our door

open. And any publisher with fresh

material will find a hearing for it.”

Sholes went on to report that the

“open-door” at RCA Victor has re-

cently produced’ one of the fastest-

rising kids making single records

today: Neil Sedaka. It has also re-

sulted in the purchase of many
masters by RCA Victor among which

is the newly-released “Dancing Part-

ners” by Jerry Sims, considered to be

one of RCA Victor’s great potential

hits. The policy of buying masters

will continue full-scale in the future.

As part of his talk, Sholes intro-

duced the members of his A&R team,

including Charlie Grean, Herman
Diaz, Chet Atkins, Bob Bollard, John
Comacho, Chick Crumpacker, Brad

McCuen, Fred Reynolds and Lee

Shapiro. He described each man’s

function, listing, in part, some of the

artists each is responsible for.

Grean will head the pop singles

department assisted by Lee Shapiro.

Herman Diaz will be in charge of

pop albums. Chet Atkins will handle

the country and western department

out of Nashville. He will also cut

all artists (even if not country and
western) who record in his territory.

McCuen heads up the Children’s rec-

ords for the RCA Victor Bluebird

line, Sacred recordings and Country

Albums. Fred Reynolds will take care

of “original cast” recordings. Bob
Bollard will handle “special effects”,

Ohick Crumpacker will concentrate on

the RCA Camden line, and John
Camacho heads up International re-

cording.

Sholes went on to explain the oper-

ations of independent producers, such

as Hugo and Luigi and A1 Nevins,

within the RCA Victor organization.

Sholes then gave a rundown of the

A&R operations in both Nashville and
Los Angeles, pointing out the advan-

tages of RCA Victor’s nation-wide

recording set-up.

Both album and singles product will

receive more intensive individual sup-

port in the future, Sholes reported.

“We want every record we release to

count,” he said. “To make sure this

happens, we have been streamlining

our release schedule. For example,

our sales department has already set-

up our Pop albums on a weekly, rather

than the conventional monthly, re-

lease basis so that each one will get

maximum attention.”

Sholes concluded by announcing
that he was leaving on March 1st

to spearhead the first in a planned-

series of country-wide trips. These
trips which will involve all Pop Music
Directors on a continuing basis will

have several purposes. One will be

to intensively seek out new talent.

Another will be to visit D.J.’s, while

a third will be to see and discuss Pop
A&R problems with RCA Victor field-

men and distributors.

At a question and answer session

between Sholes and the attending
press it was brought out that one of

Victor’s greatest discoveries, Elvis

Presley, was the result of a “tip” from
one of Victor’s fieldmen. This is one
of the facets of the new program
Sholes hopes to raise to greater ac-

tivity through the continuous country-

wide visits with fieldmen and dis-

tributors.

“We have 47 distributors, over two
hundred and fifty distributor sales-

men, working exclusively on RCA
Victor record products and 22 RCA
Victor fieldmen covering the coun-

try,” Sholes said. “Each man acts

as a scout for us. Each is always
actively looking for new talent and
new artists. And, perhaps most im-
portant, each one is out there promot-
ing our product.” This time out,

Sholes will visit Los Angeles, where
he will attend the opening of RCA
Victor’s new Hollywood studios, San
Francisco, Seattle, Portland and Chi-

cago. He will be followed by other

members of RCA Victor’s Pop A&R
team, who will visit other parts of the

country in the near-future.

Sholes also stated that six promo-
tion men have been added to the regu-
lar Victor staff to handle the Hugo
and Luigi productions.

Spot Records Promo Tour

NASHVILLE, TENN. — Wayne
Shanks, Spot Records prexy, an-

nounced last week that Don Bradford
has just completed a four week tour

promoting his new release, “Some-
one’s Gotta Go” and “That Ain’t

Much.” The tour covered Charlotte,

N. C., Columbia, S. C., Atlanta, Ga.,

Chattanooga, Knoxville and Nash-
ville, Tenn., Cincinnati and Columbus,
Ohio, and Philadelphia. During the

tour, Bradford did stints on 18 TV
shows, 51 radio shows and partici-

pated in 14 record hops.

Roulette Records Announces
March Sales Program

NEW YORK — Roulette Records
will carry on in March with its sched-
ule of monthly sales programs, which
began in January with a Restocking
Plan and was followed last month
with a Fabulous February” program.
As outlined by Irv Jerome, Vice-

President in charge of sales, last week
the “Mammoth March” sales plan, is
based on only the purchases made of
the new monaural and stereo albums
being released during this month.

:

In
both instances, the free merchandise
will be selected from the March album
releases.

Jerome has issued quotas to all the
distributors, based on their March
album purchases, and any distributor
going over the quota figure will re-
ceive an additional bonus in the form
of any free merchandise of their
choice.

As in last month’s plan, the distrib-
utor s salesmen will again come in
for bonus prizes, if the distributor
goes over the stipulated quota.
The Roulette albums for the “Mam-

moth March” program consists of
twenty-three in all, twelve monaural
and eleven stereo sets. The albums
included are: “Pearl Bailey Sings
Porgy & Bess & Other Gershwin Melo-
dies”—Pearl is featured in the forth-
coming movie, “Porgy & Bess”; she
sings six songs from the picture and
six other Gershwin favorites; “Cha
Cha Italiana”—The Di Mara Sisters,
a collection of Italian and American
songs sung in Italian with a cha cha
heat; “At Home With The Barry Sis-
ters”—Their first for Roulette, a col-
lection of favorite Jewish melodies;
“Swingin’, Marchin’ & Whistlin’ ”

—

The Buddy Williams Orchestra. Well-
known marches performed in swingin’
dance tempo; “Rock ’N’ Roll Record
Hop”, A compilation of some of the
biggest rock ’n’ roll hits by the artists

who made the songs famous; “Emo-
tions Of Jose Duval”—A debut album
for a new voice.

The Birdland Series, Roulette’s jazz
line, will offer: “Memories Ad/Lib”

Also in the jazz vein from Rou-
lette’s subsidiary, Roost Records, will
come. “And I Thought About You”,
Featuring the voice of Johnny Hart-
man, his first for the label.

On Tico Records, there will be two
LP’s released: “Mi Amigo Maehito”,
Featuring Maehito and his Orchestra;
“Musica De Baile”—Authentic Cuban
dance music, recorded in Cuba.

Roulette plans a “strong” promo-
tional campaign to support the March
releases and the sales plan. It in-
cludes a special ordering sampler to
distributors to play for the dealers, a
preview album containing excerpts
from each of the new albums for disk
jockeys and radio stations, full dee-
jay coverage on specific albums,
mounted full-color easels on the al-

bum covers for the dealers; and an
advertising schedule for both trade
and consumer publications.

Jerome concluded, “I’m more than
pleased with the fact that over 90%
of our distributors went over their
assigned quotas in last month’s Fabu-
lous February plan. These distribu-
tors did so because they were aggres-
sive and realized the value of pass-
ing on the benefits of the plan to the
dealers. Our March release repre-
sents the strongest albums we have
ever produced, and it i s because of
this we have increased the quotas for
the month, but nevertheless, expect all

of our distributors to go over the fixed
quotas.”

Allen does the talking, explaining the music
which has been culled from recoi’dings as far
back as 1926 and up to the present. The most
prominent names in jazz evolution are repre-
sented, in what should prove to be a highly
cherished “souvenir” album. The old recordings
have been re-waxed in exceptionally fine sound.

“WILD BILL DAVIS SWINGS MY FAIR LADY”
—Everest LPBR 5014 & SDBR 1014 (Monaural
& Stereo)

The Broadway smash hit “My Fair Lady” is

again a vehicle for jazz sounds, this time emanat-
ing from the swinging organ of Davis and his

crew, comprised of Milt Hinton on Bass, Jo Jones
on Drums and Maurice Simon blowing Tenor Sax.
The original melodies are quite evident through-
out, with enough added improvisation to give
them a refreshing quality rarely heard from an
organ. Will please many jazzists.

“JIMMY SMITH’S HOUSE PARTY” — Blue
Note 4002

The title suggests informality, and that is just

the atmosphere created by organist Smith and
his ten guests. Smith’s dexterity with the Ham-
mond is easily apparent in his solo flights, but
more important, he provides a continuously in-

spiring backround for extensive solos by his

cohorts. Consequently, a swinging session evolves
that will interest a host of jazz buffs.

RAVEL: Bolero; BIZET: Carmen Suite—Virtuoso
Symphony of London conducted by Alfred Wal-

This deck comprises part of Audio Fidelity’s

The history of the games industry over the past

many years points up the fact that it has capitalized on

trends.

At this particular time, it’s the shuffleboard type

game which is attracting peak play from the public.

The new playing features, plus the fact that the

manufacturers are marketing them at a comparatively

low price, is giving operators the opportunity of a life-

time. So, how can they miss?

Originally introduced by Chicago Dynamic Indus-

tries, practically every game manufacturer is now pro-

ducing similar type shuffleboard games. Like the de-

velopment of the puck shuffle games, we look to this

shuffleboard trend continuing, with new models to fol-

low, each with more and different playing features—all

of which will boom the amusement machine industry

back to its top period of prosperity.

All thruout the years, when activity seemed to slow

up for a while, we have always contended that the in-

genuity of the manufacturers would result in introduc-

tion of games with playing features to attract the public.

Once again, with shuffleboard games flocking out to

the trade, this prediction is proven accurate.

The Cash Box has always stated that if the operator

makes money, then in turn, the distributor and the

manufacturer can also make money. We realize that

it’s the responsibility of the manufacturer to produce

the equipment which makes all this possible. But we

often wonder if the operator gives any thought to the

problems which beset the manufacturer in coming thru

with the machines he needs. Catering to a fickle public,

which €piickly tires of any new development, these firms

must constantly be ready to produce amusement ma-

chines with new “twists”, new “ideas” and new “ap-

peal.” To meet this challenge, these factories have large

staffs of engineers and inventors, who are continually

experimenting and developing games. It must cost

tremendous fortunes to carry out this function. Some

games go into production after tests, and then are not
j

accepted, or are mildly accepted. Some, after location

tests, are discarded. Others never see the light of day. •

At this time, the manufacturers have hit on a play ,

appeal which has caught the fancy of the player. But,

in addition, these new shuffleboard games are being

sold to operators at a very attractive price.

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Economist Claims:

LIBERAL DEPRECIATION NEEDED
Will Eventually Bring Gov’t Added Tax

Revenue, He Contends. Can Be Great

Help to All in Coin Machine Industry.

Coinmen From 8 States Attend

Nebraska Guild Convention

That the coin machine industry is

i faced with a problem of depreciation
! is old hat. We have written many an

editorial on the subject, stressing
the need for an equitable and stand-
ard method which could be utilized
thruout the industry for both music
and amusement machines.

The coin machine industry is not
the only one beset with this prob-
lem. In a series of articles, Sidney
Fish of The Journal of Commerce,
has been pointing out “New Liberal
Depi’eciation Held Needed.” Fish
writes: “Industrialists say they don’t
care what method is provided to as-
sure larger depreciation allowances.
The important thing is to do this:
Correct long-standing equities cre-
ated by inflation, and thus release
funds for a new big investment pro-
gram.”

Refuting the plea of the Govern-
ment that it could not afford to lose
tax revenue, Fish contends that it can
be demonstrated that the granting
of larger depreciation write-offs is

an incentive to larger investments
in capital goods. “These investments
set in motion a chain reaction which
soon results in increased tax reve-
nues,” he states. He shows statistic-
ally that any increase in activity gen-

erated by incentive-type depreciation
allowances increases tax revenue.

This condition would be true par-
ticularly in the coin machine indus-
try. Were operators able to depreci-
ate their equipment at a livelier
pace, they could replace their older
equipment moi'e rapidly. The more
purchases made by operators would
mean improvement of their routes,
thus increasing their earnings. The
more purchases made by operators
would mean increased eaimings of
distributors. The same goes for the
manufacturer of the equipment. The
manufacturers of the equipment
would have to purchase greater quan-
tities of materials and components
to use in the* manufacture of the
machines. All this would bring the
Government more money in the way
of income taxes. Therefore, in the
long run, everyone stands to gain

—

including Uncle Sam.

If the leaders of the coin machine
industry’s operators would make an
organized effort to present their case
to the proper Treasury officials, it

would add weight to those other in-
dustries already approaching this de-
partment, and it’s possible that some
favorable action may take place in
the near future.
