Seeco To Sell Direct To Dealers In 4 Cities
NEW YORK—Seeco Records has de-

cided to sell its product directly to

dealers in four cities, label topper
Sydney Siegel revealed last week.

Effective immediately, the label

will accept orders in its New Yoi’k
offices from dealers in Boston, San
Francisco, Minneapolis and Denver.

According to Siegel, the move was
made because of the nature of Seeco’s
specialized catalog, which consists of
400 LP’s mostly in the Latin field and
the unwillingness of indie distribs to

stock the label’s product “in depth,”
despite the fact that there are dealer
requests for certain merchandise.

"rhe label’s Mort Hillman said he
had received about two-hundred
dealer requests for various Seeco
LP’s which the local distrib did not
carry.

Seeco Distributing will handle all

orders from its New York headquar-
ters. In addition, agents, as yet un-
named, will represent Seeco in the
four cities, serving as promo men and
as contacts within the trade.

Hillman said that a mailing is in
the process which will inform the
dealers in the territories affected of
the label’s move. Hillman pointed out
that he had also advised distribs in
nearby towns that Seeco would not
sell direct in their territories.

Siegel said that there were no im-
mediate plans to bring the same pol-
icy into effect in other areas.

Hillman noted, however, that after
the label had “proven” the sales ap-
peal of its catalog, it would be willing
to go back to a distrib set-up in the
four cities if the distribs agreed to
purchase the catalog in depth and
afford it their full promotional ac-
tivities.

Strand Inks Muriel Angelas

NEW YORK—The signing of British
born singing star and actress Muriel
Angelus to an album recording con-
tract was announced last week by
Sidney Pastner, general manager of
Strand Records. Lark’s initial album
for Strand is designed as a tribute
to the late Oscar Hammerstein II,

Miss Angelus was brought to the
USA to star in the Rodgers and Hart
musical, “The Boys From Syracuse,”
in which she introduced “Falling In
Love With Love.”

Cabaret Permit Regulations

NEW YORK—With the Police De-

partment still investigating violations

of cabaret licenses and hundreds ap-

plying for them, city Mayor Wagner
indicated to comedian Joey Adams
last week an easing in the process of

issuing the permits.

According to Adams, the Mayor is

in favor of permanent fingerprinting

and more convenient places for the

issuance of permits. Adams said these

changes were expected to be put
in effect this week. The mayor was
out of town for the Thanksgiving
holiday.

Adams is president of the Ameri-
can Guild of Variety Artists, which
has raised objections to fingerprint-

ing every two years when licenses

must be renewed and their issuance

at the Police Division of Licenses at

26 Worth St. described by Adams as
an “awful hole which cannot accom-
modate the hundreds of applicants

there every workday now.”

The investigation into the issuance

of the permits was initiated by a

group, composed mostly of writers,

tagged the Citizens Emergency Com-
mittee, which called for an investiga-

tion after the recent death of come-
dian Richard M. (Lord) Buckley, who
was refused a permit because he con-

cealed a previous arrest and whose
death, the Committee said, was at-

tributed to the loss of the permit.

Harold L. Humes, a novelist who
heads the Committee, was jailed for

five hours last Wednesday (23) as

scofflaw, having not answered four-

teen traffic violations. He threatened

to sue the city over false arrest, claim-

ing he was not allowed to pay the

$145 fine imposed on him via a check.

Friends later paid the fine in cash

for his release.

On Saturday and Sunday (19 & 20),

the Police Department investigated

over 2,400 establishments and found
many violations in the realm of cab-

aret licenses, including violations of

state liquor and health laws. Viola-

tions had been found in such top

niteries as the Copacabana, El Moroc-
co and the Stork Club.

Promo Set With Toothbrush Firm
NEW YORK—A standardization of
disk speed to 33 RPM took a giant-
step forward last week with the an-
nouncement of RCA Victor’s Jan.
debut of its seven-inch Compact 33
disk. Label’s vice-president and gen-
eral manager George R. Marek made
the announcement.

At least 25 releases will bow the

disks, Marek revealed.
The Compact 33 will be released on

a regular basis in two forms: as a
Compact 33 Single and a Compact 33
Double. Both singles and doubles will
be inr-luded in the initial release. The
Compact 33 Single will contain two
tunes. The Compact 33 Double will in-

clude four tunes—two per side.

In launching the Compact 33, Vic-

tor plans a promotion with Dr. West’s,
world’s largest manufacturer of tooth-

brushes based on a Compact 33 record
which highlights complete excerpts
from new LP albums. Based on initial

orders alone, this will be the first 33

seven-inch record ever to be pressed
in quantities of a million.

“We are producing the seven-inch

33 single in an effort to broaden the

singles market,” said Marek. “The
present four-speed instruments offer

a potential for playing 33 singles

which did not exist years ago. The
introduction of the Compact 33 ena-

bles RCA Victor to offer recorded
music to the public in whatever form
it prefers.

“The Compact 33 is also expected
to attract the interest of the adult
market,” Marek continued. “With the

for those who like pop music but do
not wish to buy or cannot afford a
whole LP.

industry.

Gerry Mulligan’s Concert Jazz Band, fresh from a three week tour of West-
ern Europe, returns to the Village Vanguard this week for a two week stand.
This will be the fourth time in six months that the Mulligan aggregation has
played the club. Opposite them will be the cerebral Bernard Peiflfer, who
alternated with Mulligan in their last previous Vanguard date. The initial im-
pact and growing success of the Mulligan Band is regarded as a healthy omen
and a trumpet call for the return of the big bands. But these same people were
heralding this cry when Quincy Jones scored on tour with the ill-fated “Plain
and Fancy.” Individual success can, but not necessarily mean a new trend.
So tread lightly.

Leave it to Martha G^ser to come up with the exciting information that her
Erroll Garner and pop singer Adam Wade are both alumni of Pittsburgh’s West-
inghouse High School. The angle is that Wade has recorded Garner’s composi-
tion of “Dreamy” for release by Coed Records. They’re all hoping for another
“Misty.”

Plans for Japan’s first festival of American modem jazz were revealed by
Monty Kay, producer of the four-city event. This initial festival, part of a series
of four which Kay will present in Japan during 1961, will premiere at Sankei
Hall in Tokyo on Jan. 2 and continue through Jan. 15 with performances in
Osaka, Kobe and Nagoya. The perfomiers will be Art Blakey and his Jazz
Messengers—with Lee Morgan, Bobby Timmons, Wayne Shorter and singer
Bill Henderson. Subsequent festivals are planned for March, May, and Sep-

tember. Artists for these dates will be announced at a later date. According to

Kay, extravagant attendance at these festivals is virtually assured based on
the fact that the Japanese people’s interest in modern jazz has reached con-

siderable proportions in the past few years. Kay quotes reports in Japan’s lead-

ing newspapers which point up the enthusiasm and respect for American jazz,

particularly among the country’s youth. Kay expounded the importance of

jazz as “the nations’ strongest link to mutual goodwill” and is urging the in-

auguration of an official governmental agency for the purpose of exporting

modem jazz artists. He quotes ANTA figures relating to entertainment sent

abroad pointing out that for the five year period 1954-59, out of 105 entertain-

ment units sent abroad, only six were in some way related to jazz and only

three of the six were representative of modern jazz. Kay said that his own pro-

motional activities abroad are aimed at accelerating an international cultural

exchange program that will fill the demand for modern jazz.

Kay has arranged to video tape the festival’s tour and is negotiating with

several TV networks for the sale of the film. Expressed purpose of this film,

said the producer, is to serve as documentary verification of the personal and

working relationships between the American jazzmen and their audience.

ment. The tracks are divided between solo dates
for Louis, Keely, Butera and the boys; among

“SOUTHERN FOLK HERITAGE SERIES”—Re-
corded in the field by Alan Lomax—Atlantic 1346
Alan Lomax’s extensive field recording activi-

seven volume Southern folk music series for At-
lantic. Tracing the lineage of American music
through “Sounds of the South,” “Blue Ridge
Mountain Music,” “Roots Of The Blues,” “White
Spirituals,” “American Folk Songs For Chil-

dren,” “Negro Church Music” and “The Blues
Roll On,” Lomax has produced what will prob-
ably be THE definitive volume of Southern field

recording. Each of the seven disks are available
individually or as one set.

“KAY STARR: JAZZ SINGER”—Capitol ST
1438
Kay Starr has always been recognized by jazz

musicians (especially traditionalists; she is Jack
Teagarden’s favorite) as a top purveyor of lyrics

in the jazz manner. Here, all her LP time is de-
voted to this pungent, swinging side of her mu-
sical personality. With Van Alexander backing
up ably, she belts out “I Never Knew,” “Hard
Hearted Hannah,” “Sunday” and “My Man.” Top
showcase for a brilliant artist.

“YOU GOTTA HAVE LOVE”—Eddy Arnold—

The country/folk artist, who has previously ex-

tended himself successfully into the pop realm,
is heard in an all pop program of romantic bal-

lads. He beautifully sings the musical love mes-

The bawdy, lusty Gay Nineties are recreated

through song and the appropriately brash voice
of Teresa Brewer. She sings such corn-fed, senti-

mental ditties as “I’ve Got Rings On My Fingers,”
“Shine On Harvest Moon,” “Be My Little Baby
Bumble Bee,” “There’s Yes! Yes! In Your Eyes”
and “When You Wore A Tulip” to ricky-tick or-

chestrations by Dick Jacobs plus a male chorus.

Far from “moanin’,” Ernestine Anderson has

“Stereo date designed to show off the versatil-
ity of bongos and their uses as flavorful accents
to lightly swinging tunes. The bongoists here are
Willie Rodriguez and Ray Barreto, no newcomers
to the label, and they provide just the right
rhythmic touches to “In My Solitude,” “Just A
Gigolo,” “Stormy Weather,” “And The Angels
Sing” and “Love Walked In.” Has the Grand
Award/Command commerciality.

“CHA CHAS FOR DANCING”—Hugo Montene-
gro—Time S/2018
Though the beat is kept consistent and insist-

ent, Montenegro’s arrangements have lots of sub-
tle and distinct variations in their rh3rthms.
Thrilling dance music and equally moving listen-
ing set. Tunes include “Perfidia,” “Having A

“SIDE BY SIDE”—The Barry Sisters—Roulette

In fantastically close harmony, the Barry Sis-
ters move “side by side” through a dozen pop
tunes, beginning with a brightly swinging
“Around The World,” down through “Why Don’t
You Do Right,” “Misty,” “Who’s Sorry Now” and
“It’s Alright With Me.”

Bikel allows a comparison between the songs
of old (before the revolution) and new Russia,
devoting a side of this disk to each. The old, a
collection of peasant, gypsy, Slavik, etc. songs,
might seem more familiar to American audiences
but it will take an expert ear to detect differ-

ences between these and the new songs, for they
retain the sentimentality and spirit of the earlier

culture. A well performed album that has a spe-
cial appeal to folklorists. Includes complete texts
and translations.

“JACKIE GLEASON PRESENTS LAZY LIVE-
LY LOVE”—Capitol SW 1439

Gleason conducts George Williams arrange-
ments of a dozen sturdy pops, alternating the
mood with a lush string ork and a swinging jazz
combo. Each ensemble is heard on alternate tracks
but each also complements the other with subtle
colorings. Above all, the dance beat, that all-im-

portant step to romance, is maintained through-
out. Tunes include “Limehouse Blues,” “Lover
Man,” “Brokenhearted,” “On The Street Where
You Live” and “Exactly Like You.” Substantial
musical program with the Gleason name behind it.

“GERSHWIN GOES LATIN”—Stanley Black,

His piano and Latin Rhythms—London LL 3184
The masterful Black Latin touch is put to a

dozen Gershwin durables here for a delightful

rhythmic venture. Program includes such tempt-
ing offerings as “S’Wonderful,” “Embraceable
You,” “Bidin’ My Time,” “But Not For Me” and
“A Foggy Day.” Black is immensely popular with
the Latin-ists.

and his Orchestra—Columbia CL 1514
The accent is on melody and a danceable beat

and Butterfield proves gifted in both endeavors.
The session, not unlike the brightly swinging Con-
niff and Jonah Jones hit albums, features the jazz
trumpeter leading his ork-chorus crew through
mainstays “It’s Easy To Remember,” “Narcissus,”
“The Donkey Serenade,” “Tuxedo Junction” and
“Sunrise Serenade.” Very commercial date.

“FOR YOU, FOR ME, FOR EVERMORE”—The
Anita Kerr Quartet—Decca DL 4061

Probably the most active vocal group on rec-
ords (they’re heard on innumerable sessions out
of Nashville), the Kerr Quartet emerges every so
often from the background to do a turn them-
selves. Here their smooth blend gently caresses
such stalwarts as “Till The End Of Time,” “Ev-
eryday,” “Twelfth Of Never” and others in this
love-forever idiom. Excellent vocal mood setter.

“BROADWAY IN BRASS”—Eric Johnson and
his Orchestra—^Westminster WP-6126
Although brass is the dominant characteristic

of the music, Johnson has also used large quan-
tities of percussion in setting this danceable mood
of music from the B’way stage. The selections are
outstanding—“They Say It’s Wonderful,” “To-
night,” “Bewitched, Bothered And Bewildered,”
“I Get A Kick Out Of You”—and “Smoke Gets In
Your Eyes.” Enjoyable instrumental package.

“LIKE ’ER RED HOT”—Various Artists—Duke
DLP 73
Duke has packaged a dozen previously released

singles by its stable of artists under one cover.
Artists include Bobby Bland, Clarence “Gate-
mouth” Brown, Johnny Ace, the Casuals, Little
Junior Parker and Paul Perryman, and they offer
their performances of “Pledging My Love,” “Far-
ther Up The Road,” “Slop Time,” “Tell Me Why”
and others. Should go well in R&B markets.
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“MOODS”—The Three Sounds—Blue Note 4044
The Three Sounds become more adventurous

here, doing unusual things to such tunes as “Love

“L’l Darlin’ ” and “Sandu.” The spirited cohesive-
ness in which they work continues to fascinate
audiences of their disks and this date should ex-
tend their popularity even further among the jazz
pui'ists.

Guitarist Farlow, though not a “commercial”
jazz name has demonstrated through numerous
LP’s that he is an artist of the highest quality
with uncompromising taste. He leads three groups
here in easy going, lightly swinging interpreta-
tions of eight Harold Arlen tunes, among them
“Blues In the Night,” “Between the Devil and
the Deep Blue Sea” and “Petticoat High.” Far-
low’s solos are in accord with the solo work here
of Frank Wess (flute & tenor) and Dick Hyman
(piano). Reliable pleasant listening.

“MUSIC FROM THE CONNECTION’ ’’—Howard
McGhee Quintet—Felsted FL 7512

Freddie Redd’s music for the avante garde, suc-
cessful off-Broadway play, “The Connection,” is

played here with aggressive spirit by the McGhee
group; which includes Tina Brooks, Milt Hinton,
Ossie Johnson and I. Ching. The music is emo-
tional and striking and solidly in the blues groove.
Will vie strongly with the original “cast” waxing.

“PERCUSSIVE BIG BAND JAZZ”—Bobby
Christian—Audio Fidelity DFS 7005
Heading up a large studio ork, Bobby Christian

has supplied them with crisp, crackling arrange-
ments of twelve pop tunes. Such tracks as “Ev’ry-
thing’s Coming Up Roses,” “Glory Of Love,” “Wil-
low Weep For Me” and “Did I Remember” are
representative of Christian’s swinging scoring
with an added stereo percussion sidelight. Good
big band music for the sound enthusiasts.

“THE LONG ISLAND SOUND”—The Volpe
Quintet—K-P Records LP 1240
The Volpe Quintet, all Long Islanders, play

dance music in a relaxed, unhurried vein. Their
reliance is on the melody coupled with a consist-
ently danceable beat. Here, on their first date they
offer such sturdies as “You’re Devastating,” “The
Breeze And I,” “I’ve Told Ev’ry Little Star” and
“Together Wherever We Go.”

“A DATE TO DANCE”—Charles Turecamo and
his Society Orchestra—Winston 1000

Society dance music in the smooth, sugary Lom-
bardo manner is presented by Turecamo through
extended medleys of pop sturdies. Side one has
the full ork sound while side two brings it down
to a softer, bluer cocktail bar style. Both halves
maintain the light dance beat which adults will
appreciate. Selections include “By Myself,”

“A PORTRAIT OF DUKE ELLINGTON”—
Dizzy Gillespie and His Orchestra—Verve MG

One jazz great pays tribute to another but

throw sentimentality to the winds, for what
emerges is a dazzling modern ork date. Gillespie
helms an unidentified assemblage of musicians,
handling first solo himself, in all-Dix treatments

through a lineup of mostly Moer originals with
clever performances. Noteworthy tracks in the 10
tune set include “Azure Blues,” “Short Politician,”

“Moer Or Less” and “We’ll Be Together Again.”

MASCAGNI : “Cavalleria Rusticana”—Giuletta
Simionetta, Mario Del Monaco, Corbel MacNeil,

Simionato Del Monaco and Serafin, all of whom
have recorded the short one-act opera (complete
on three sides) before for other labels, combine
here for a thrilling stereo recording of the work.

Billy Vaughn

From singing with a vocal quartet
in 1952, Billy Vaughn has developed
into one of the most consistent hit
producing studio ork leaders in the
business. Among his many credits are
a platinum record (signifying 3 mil-
lion sales) for “Sail Along Silvery
Moon,” arranger-conductor on Pat
Boone’s platinum disk, for “Love Let-
ters In the Sand,” and The Cash Box
awards for “most programmed studio
orchestra.”
As a member of the Hilltoppers,

Vaughn wrote and recorded “Trying”
with the group. This record led to a
Dot contract, a hit record and a fol-
low-up hit, “P.S. I Love You.”
Then, as musical director at Dot,

Vaughn has had an important ar-
ranging-conducting hand in producing
many of the label’s hits with Pat
Boone, Gale Storm and others. His
own single, and especially album
products are continual chart makers.
He currently has “Look For A Star,”
“Theme From A Summer Place” and
“Theme From the Sundowners” on the
LP list, and “Theme From the Sun-
downers” on the Top 100.

Four Univ. of Washington frater-
nity broth#s, with a campus reputa-
tion as an able vocal quartet, received
a phone call one night last year ar-
ranging an audition for them at Se-
attle’s Colony Club.

An extraordinary general meeting of The Deoca Record Company Limited

was held in London last week. Presiding was the company’s chairman, E. R.
Lewis who announced that the profit and loss account showed a balance from
trading account am9unting to £3,714,547, an increase of £409,234 over the
previous year. In his subsequent review of the company’s operations Lewis
said, “Results on the record side of the business showed an improvement owing
to reductions in expenditure in various departments, greater production effi-

ciency due to research and large sums spent on the modernization of buildings
and plant. These more than off-set a fall in profits of our American subsidiary
due to an increase in costs of distribution and to particularly intense competi-
tion not to any reduction in turnover. The record trade is entering the most
active season of the year and we have never felt more confident. Daring the
summer months we suffered a slight drop in sales, mainly export, but the fall

in turnover has already been more than covered with last month’s figures show-
ing an exceptional increase over those of last year. While the sale of 45 r.p.m.
records has been more than maintained there has been quite an upsurge in
the demand for long-playing records. We anticipate this increase being main-
tained and unless something untoward should occur we are hopeful of an im-
provement in the full year’s trading.”
On the vexed question of purchase tax, Lewis said, “We are still handicapped

by purchase tax at an onerous rate and we can but hope that the new Chan-
cellor will take a different view of this tax—on learning and recreation—from
that of his predecessors. Perhaps he might consider transferring some part
of the burden to tape recorders that pour into the country from abroad with
no liability for purchase tax.”

Jupiter Recordings Ltd. has secured the services of Sir Alec Guinness, who
makes one of his rare appearances on disk for this enterprising independent
label with two Spoken Word recordings. One a 10" LP entitled “An Anthology
of Christian Poetry and Prose” is entirely made up of material selected by
Sir Alec and contains poems by T. S. Elliot, John Betjeman and Christopher
Smart. The EP, “A Leaden Treasury of Poesie,” is, as the title suggests, in
less serious vein and may perhaps best be described as a collection of Victorian
favorites which, in their time, brought a tear to the eye but today, are more
likely to provoke a smile. Both these recordings will be much appreciated by
Sir Alec’s many followers on both sides of the Atlantic. Released here on
Jupiter in December the company is in touch with Moses Asch of Folkways
of America for its stateside release on that label. Folkways has already agreed
to release some of Jupiter’s earlier Spoken Word recordings for the American
market. These include the Jupiter “Anthology of 20th Century Poetry” and
“The Junior Anthology of English Verse”—the latter is primarily intended for
schools.
An A & R manager with a flair for waxing chart toppers is EMI’s Norrie

Paramor. In the last 14 weeks, three of his artists have made the No. 1 slot

—

Cliff Richard with “Please Don’t Tease,” The Shadows with “Apache” and
Ricky Valance with “Tell Laura I Love Her.” With new disks by all these
artists, Norrie told “The Cash Box” that he hopes to keep the Columbia label
in the charts for many weeks to come. The latest titles “I Love You” by Cliff

Richard, “Movin’ Away” by Rick Valance and “Man of Mystery” by The
Shadows. Sure of a Christmas hit with Nina & Frederik’s “Little Donkey,”
Norrie’s plans for the New Year include a new release for Ruby Murray, one
title has already been chosen “Goodbye Is The Loneliest Word I Know.”
Always on the lookout for new talent Wally Ridley, A & R manager for the

HMV label, has just completed three new singles by three new boys. Nelson
Keene follows his successful “Image Of A Girl” with “Teenage Troubles,” Mike
Sugar and The Crestas make their bow with “Deep Feeling” composed by Mike
and his guitar player Richard Harding and “Blinded With Love” is the title

chosen for the first disk by Dean Shannon.
EMI has announced that Frank Chalmers, formerly of Rank Records Ltd.,

will be joining the Record and International Division of EMI in the near
future. His new post will be in the popular repertoire section of the interna-
tional and administrative department at Hayes. As reported in The Cash Box
of October 29, Chalmers has recently been working as an independent con-
sultant for the record industry.
Another ex-member of The Rank Organization’s record division, Patrick

A. L. Skinner, has announced the formation of his own firm handling public
relations, sales promotion and marketing. Skinner was in charge of publicity
and public relations for the Top Rank label from its inception in January
1959 until the recent transfer to EMI. He told The Cash Box that in addition
to handling public relations for industrial and commercial concerns in Britain
and the Middle East he is planning to form a record production company with
the object of making specialized recordings of cultural, artistic and educational
interest to the American market. In popular recording he is interested in as-
sisting American companies with marketing advice and business representation.

SCANDINAVIA

Levytukku Oy wili start two new labels with domestic recordings soon, Man-
hattan, now on sale, and Broadway which will appear early in 1961. The com-
pany already has Triola. but according to Harry Bergstrom, the a&r. man, the
company has too many artists under contract to release them all on one label.

Levytukku Oy releases Fontana in Finland.
Harry Orvomaa of Scandia-Musiikki Oy reported that there has been a Paul

Anka Fan Club officially started in Finland. Some 5,000 members have already
reported they re interested. Next among the fan clubs might be an Elvis Pres-
ley Fan Club. Orvomaa said that his company has established itself among the
leading record companies and music publishing houses in Finland. “Now we are
most interested in getting in touch with some American company who would
be interested in releasing our Finnish songs and/or records in the United
States.”
Johan Vikstedt of Oy Discophon AB (RCA and Warner Bros.) told The Cash

Box that “It’s Now Or Never” with Elvis Presley have sold more than 10,000
records in Finland, and the Christmas sales figures is yet to come. Vikstedt also
said that RCA recently made a jazz LP with a Yugoslavian pianist. Bora Rako-
vic. Unfortunately, the doctors want Vikstedt to spend a month in a hospital
for an ulceration of the stomach, which, he said, happened at the wrong season
of the year.

Capitol will release an LP from Finland with among others Tuula-Anneli
Rantanen singing some Finnish songs. The title will be “A Visit To Finland”
and the record will be released in the U.S. in March or April 1961.
There will be a Song Festival arranged by the Eurovision TV countries to

which Finland also belongs, in 1961. The final Festival will take place in Cannes
in March 1961. TV companies will soon announce local song festivals in each
country.
Hans Westerberg of Oy R. E. Westerberg AB, one half of EMI in Finland,

said that his company has recorded “Seven Songs By Sibelius” sung by Tom
Krause from the Opera in Berlin. Within short time, some more songs will be
recorded and then the company expects to release an LP which will be released
all over the world. Seija Lampila, singer on RCA in Finland, now on tour in
Germany.

NORWAY

Philips released an LP with Scandinavian pop tunes from Norway, Sweden
and Denmark. “Scandinavian Family Favourites” is the title and among the
artists is pianist Ivar Johnsen and an orchestra directed by Willy Johansen
and a choir.

Little Grethe, a teenage girl contracted to Iversen & Frogh As (EMI in

Norway) will now be recording as Grethe. dropping “little.”

Jan Hoilund has recorded the German song “Seemann” (Seaman) in Nor-
wegian for Iversen & Frogh AS.

Danish singer Birthe Wilke to Oslo, where she appears at Chait Noir in the
Saturday night show “Ti Pa Top” (The Top Ten). Other artists in same pro-
gram are Lome Lesley from England and Norwegian singer, Inger Jacobsen.

SWEDEN

A new record label has debuted here. The name is Megafon and it has been
founded by Leif Beskow and Lars-Gunnar Andersson in Gothenburg. The
distribution is handled by Knappupp AB in Sundbyberg. The two first releases
include “Songs from Vienna” sung by the crew from Gothenburg’s Grand
Theatre and “Master Johansgatan 12” which includes original Swedish jazz.

Among artists contracted to Megafon are Sonia Hedenbratt, Lars Ekman and
Jan Johansson.
The Swedish Broadcasting-TV Company has announced the rules for the

local song contest for the Eurovision Song Festival, which will take place in

Cannes on March 18, 1961. Swedish composers are invited to send their con-
tributions to STIM (Swedish performance rights society) before January 1,

1961. A jury of representants for various music organizations will choose among
the songs and five songs will be presented in radio and TV for a bigger jury
which will decide which song shall be the Swedish contribution for Cannes. The
rules says that no song sent to the competition shall be published or recorded
before February 15, 1961. Since there were a lot of complaints around this

year’s Swedish song contributed to the festival in London, it had been rumored
here that the Swedish radio planned to stay out of the Eurovision Song Festi-

val next year, but now they seem to have decided to join the same. However,
most of the rules around the competition have been changed.

Felix Stahl of Stockholms Musikproduktion reports that he will be Swedish
publisher for the new French song, “C’est Ecrit Dans Le Ciel” (It’s Written
In The Stars), which in Bob Azzam’s French Barclay recording has been a top
seller at the continent and now is hitting the American continent. Gosta Ry-
brant has written the Swedish lyric titled “Det Har Stjarnorna Sagt” (The
Stars Have Told) . .

Gunnar Bergstrom of Scandinavian Record Co. reports that his label Sonet
expects a lot from the Italian song, “H Nostro Concerto,” which is recorded
with Umberto Bindi in Italy and released at Sonet here. Scandinavian Record
Co. has become Swedish distrib for the new French label Bel Air. Six EP’s
have already been released.

Singer, writer, composer, etc., Ake Wassing, who was responsible for sev-
eral hit songs here a few years ago, has written a second biographical novel,

which has been very well received by the critics. Wassing is considered one of
the top names among Swedish authors today.

(Sailor), in Swedish titled “Sjoman.” Thory Bernhards, who recorded the
Swedish version, might reach the top in the Swedish Hit Parade with her
recording.

Head of the

new English affiliate will be Hanne and Lone Wilhelm Hansen and Norrie
Paramor. German record producer Nils Nobach recently visited Copenhagen for

biz talks with composer-publisher Gustav Winckler. The Danish song “To Lys
Pa Et Rord” ("Two Candles on a Table) has been recorded in Italian, titled

“Un Ora Con Te,” by Giorgio Rocco on an EP titled “Bravo” for Triola.

He does not intend to return to the
U.S. for at least 2 years in order to conduct guest engagements in Europe and
to further his European reputation as a director. Since his residence in Europe,
he has conducted 2 concerts in Germany in Berlin and Hamburg. Dorati has
recently been made Honorary President of the Philharmonia Hungarica Or-
chestra with whom he recorded for Mercury Records. The orchestra is com-
posed of musicians who are Hungarian refugees of the recent uprising there.
This orchestra is now permanently established in Marl, Germany. A press party
was recently held in Hamburg for Dorati with Ricky Steinberg, central Euro-
pean mgr. for Mercury, the senior staff from Electrola records and the Ameri-
can Consul-General in attendance.

Peter Each from Peer Music writes that as of January 1, Peer in Germany
will take over the “Catalog of Publications and Catalog of Works for Rent.”
This catalog includes the majority of works from Charles E. Ives—U.S.A.,
Silvestre Revueltas—Mexico, H. Villa-Lobos—Brazil, Manuel M. Ponce—Mex-
ico, Gail Kubik—U.S.A., Augustin Lara—Mexico and D. Santa Cruz—Chile.

Publisher Hans Sikorski is busy pushing his top hit “Einen Ring Mit Zwei

Annie is also
heading for the states for her second appearance on the Perry Como show.
The teenage Danish duo Jan & Kjeld have a new single on the market here

called “A Man Can Dream Whatever He Wants.” Music is by Charly (Banjo
Boy) Niessen and lyrics were handled by Salzburg D.J. Joe Balke.
Anita O’Day is planning her second European tour in 1961 reports her man-

ager-drummer John Poole from Los Angeles. Anita appeared with Benny
Goodman on her last tour here.
Metronome is presenting a full program of Christmas music for this season

including standards by Nina & Frederik, Ernie England, Erich Storz, Mahalia
Jackson and Vic Barrel.
Gerry Mulligan and his big band played to sold out houses all over Germany.
Radio Luxemburg D. J. Camillo Felgin, who hit the charts with his recording

of “Sag Warum” a few months ago for Electrola, has turned out his first Poly-
dor singles. Camillo will now record for all labels and will not sign an exclu-
sive contract with any firm.
Pardon My Slip: “Never on Sunday” is published here by Melodie Der Welt

and not Francis, Day and Hunter. Melodie Der Welt also handles “H Nostro
Concerto,” “Chain Gang,” “Image of a Girl” and Francis Day and Hunter are
the publishers of “Pineapple Princess” and “Ramona.” They both work out of
the same house in Frankfurt, Germany.

Peter Kraus has booked French teenage idol Sascha Distel for his new TV
show. Brunswick is releasing the sound track from the new Kirk Douglas film,
“Spartcaus.”

It’s time now for the “Carnival” or Pre-Lenten season to begin. All record
firms have come out with LP’s for the occasion. This occasion which is cele-
brated in America only in New Orleans with its Mardi Gras, is marked by
festivities all over Germany.
RCA will press a single of Elvis Presley’s two German songs from his “GI

Blues” LP. The LP is doing top business here now, and since his “It’s Now Or
Never” is nearing the 1/2 million mark here, RCA officials are looking for big
business with the first German Presley record.

Vico Torriani has released a new single in an attempt to capture the popu-(
larity of his “Kalkutta Liegt Am Ganges” which is still in the top 10 here.
The two sides are “Bambonella Aus Turin,” an Italian styled number, and
“Das Gibt’s Nur In Paris” another French goodie.
Ralph Maria Siegel, publisher, composer, lyricist and record company owner

has premiered his newest contribution to the German music world. It’s a new
musical comedy called “Herr Kayser Und Die Nachtigall” (Mr. Kayser and
the Nightingale”). The show opened in Weisbaden Gei’many to a full house
and excellent reviews. Lyrics were handled by Robert Gilbert and Per Schwen-

zen and Siegel who has turned out
about 2500 pop lyrics, 22 operettas

and numerous compositions, did the

music for the show. The musical com-
edy is something new for Germany,
and could open up a complete new
field for films and LP’s. More about
this in future columns.

This means all recording will be banned, with the at-
tendant inconvenience, disruption, financial loss, etc. to the world of music.

Wonder what Barclay and Bel-Air think about this. . . . They recorded it under
the first-chosen title.

En route from Rome to New York, Bobby Darin, Atlantic’s singing wonder,
stopped over at Orly Field for an hour. This gave Gillian Hills time to give
him a little miniature Eiffel Tower as a souvenir. Nicole and Eddie Barclay
threw a little reception-cocktail to celebrate the signing . of their exclusive
contract with singer-composer Leo Ferre. Among the songs recorded at his
first session for Barclay a new version on “Paname.”
New issues on the Palette label distributed here by Bel-Air: “Dans le Soleil

Du Matin,” Greek music by Makadopoulos ; “Voulez-vous cha cha” by the Al-
binos (Norman Maine recorded the same for Fontana). Gagniere, of RCA, an-
nounced another Latin-American favorite, “Cha Cha Cha in Blue” as Lou
Lallaloo’s first disk. The firm is also marketing a 12-inch LP recital by the
late Leonard Warren, including among other tunes the fatal “En face du
destin.” Lou Bennet’s album for RCA is doing fine.

The new Philips series, “Discotheque Classique,” seems to be a compro-
mise between the deluxe Soria series (RCA) and the Vogue-Mode “pocket”
series, because Philips markets at a lower price than 12-inch classics, this de-
luxe edition of music never before recorded, handsomely illustrated with fa-
mous reproduction. First release—a violin concerto by Vieuxtemps played by
Zino Francescatti.
Maya Casablanca is readying a new recording session and Jose Toledo, com-

poser of the score of “Os Bandeirantes,” has just waxed the music from the
film for Philips. Pathe-Marconi reports that Jackie Gleason will soon be in
Paris. He will stay in Europe for 3 months recording film music and making
records.
News from the publishing front: Mr. Dulac of Pigalle Publications an-

nounces the imminent release of that comic favorite, “Nuttin’ for Christmas”
under the French title, “Que Dalle Pour Noel” cut by a new group “Les Futes-
Ruses” (EMI). He says Caterina Valente has another hit with “Rosalie Musst
Nicht Weinen,” voted No. 1 on Radio-Luxembourg. French version by Salvet
is called “Rosalie Pourquoi Pleurs-tu. Les Trumpet Boys have just waxed
“Rockin’ Goose” and Purcell will feature “Needs of Love” on his next platter.
In addition, “Save the Last Dance for Me” (in French, “Garde moi la derniere
danse”) will be issued in versions by Les Trumpet Boys (Philips), Les Alcar-
sons, Le Joyeux Leon (Philips) and by Jacques Dany (Fontana). Dalida (Bar-
clay) will cut her interpretation later.

More flashes from the editors—Phil Boutet (Editions Eddie Barclay) is

happy, too, these days. Edith Piaf has recorded his firm’s “Je Ne Regrette
Rien,” for which he has high hopes. . . . Mr. Ferly of EMI says it’s true what
they say about the success of Broussolle and Calvet’s “Allez Savoir Pourquoi.”
The tune, recorded and used as an entrance theme by Les Compagnons De La
Chanson, has been chosen by the television producers as the theme song for
an important variety show. Bourvil and the ensemble J.M.S. have cut “Je Suis
Ce Que Tu Veux.” Artisa Editions, a new-comer to the publishing field, handles
“Faut Rigoler” recorded by Henri Salvador (Barclay) and Jacques Helian
(Festival). Nice success for a new firm! Salvador has also waxed “Donne,
Donne Toujours” and Helian’s orchestra plays “Nabuchodonosor,” a Glansberg-
Delanoe composition on the Festival label.

New locations have always been the goal of opera-

tors for obvious reasons. A certain percentage of

locations must, through necessity, fall by the way-

side in the course of each operating year. New type

locations, however, are something else again. The
success of one machine in one new type location has

all kinds of meaning. Should the location, for in-

stance, be a hit with the public, it will lead to the con-

struction of more outlets in other sections of a terri-

tory.

An article in The Cash Box last week attempted to

show, pictorially, several of these new type locations

which have recently sprung up in the New York met-

ropolitan area. The locations offer fine foods at

normally high prices, works of art hung as though
in an art gallery, coin machines geared for 25^ and
50?^ play, and crowds of people who, in most in-

stances, never played a coin-operated amusement
machine before. While the decor and the entree re-

semble anything but an arcade, the locations are

supporting up to five machines and a juke box and
show every sign of being successful.

It serves as an example of what can happen when
the long arms of creative merchandising extend fur-

ther than the standard tavern location in search of

new customers.

A 2 X 4 store off Broadway in the heart of New
York has installed two big ball bowlers and after

eight weeks the crowds keep ’em operating day and
night. The players are, for the most part, under the

legal tavern age as set down by ABC. Most of them
therefore have never played the machines before.

The location offers the games plus hamburgers--

nothing else.

A shopping center in Long Island recently or-

dered five new big ball bowlers. The order was the

result of the super market’s success in another area

with similar equipment. Shopping center patrons

are generally not the same type as the tavern patron.

Furthermore, women and children are a large seg-

ment of this group.

It appears as if necessity, being the mother of in-

vention, has opened the doors to coin machines in

many new type locations. The pattern could con-

tinue with many fine establishments already success-

ful in business but not locations for equipment,
opening their doors in a move similar to the New
York smart spots previously mentioned which
opened for business with equipment a part of the

location from the outset. Any success will be closely

observed by other location owners. A bright spot in

the overall picture is the appearance of a new crop

of players who are showing enthusiasm for the coin

machine. It is a very healthy sign, and one that

should be capitalized on.

CHICAGO—A huge throng from vari-

Three hundred operators joined the
industry in search of fast money and
today after ten years, about 60 ops
remain—all professional coinmen,”
was the way Stoutz put it during a
personal call last week to the New
York offices of The Cash Box. Eric
De Stoutz was on his way to Chicago
where he will visit with the factories.

Eric settled one question quickly

—

the subject of vending machine po-

tential in Switzerland. “There is no

immediate sign of vending on a full

scale automatic cafeteria becoming

popular because most Swiss firms

offer employees two hours for lunch

and they go home to enjoy it!” Until

the industrial plants follow the USA
style, vending units will have to suf-

fice with vending novelty and quick

sale items.

The bowling alley interest has

caught on in Switzerland and it ap-

pears as if it might continue as

strongly as it has in the USA. If it

should De Stoutz looks for success

with his ChiCoin bowlers. Two or

three new bowling centers have been

erected and instruction is provided

until such time as the public begins

to catch on to the participant sport,

unaided.

“If it catches, we’ll have a good

thing in the bowlers. Right now, the

average age of the tavern-goer is a

little too old for coin machine equip-

ment.”

De Stoutz leaves for Europe De-

cember 2nd, sailing back, as he did

across the Atlantic, much in the man-
ner of his own easy-going nature.

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NYS Sept. Employment Up
NEW YORK — Employment in the
State during September was at an
all-time high for the month. The
7,268,000 estimate, which included
farm workers and the self-employed,
was virtually unchanged from August
but was 57,000 above the year-ago
level.

Several factors marked the overall
picture of high employment in the
State: An estimated 5.2 per cent of
the State’s labor force was job-hunt-
ing in September compared to 4.6 per
cent a year earlier. The Commissioner
explained that the economy had not
been expanding at a fast enough rate
to absorb all of the estimated 100,000
persons who entered the labor market
since September, 1959.
Manufacturing employment de-

clined slightly from the September,
1959 level. The year-to-year drop
would have been greater had it not
been for the 1959 strike which idled
some 25,000 steel workers.
Three of the State’s major labor

market areas and nine smaller ones
had six per cent or more unemploy-
ment.

St. Lawrence Seaway Closes

CLEVELAND—The 1960 shipping
season on the Great Lakes has just
about come to a close, reports from
Cleveland indicate.
Of the 230 vessels in the American

bulk fleet, only 69 were in operation
Nov. 15.

Sixty-two ships have gone into lay
up since the last monthly report, an
indication of general business condi-
tions in lakes shipping.
On the same day last year 220 of

241 boats in the bulk fleet were in
operation as part of a heavy push to
make up time lost by the steel strike.
