The trade has long recognized the

Nashville area as a stronghold of

good material and good young tal-

ent. But in recent years, mainly the

last two years, Nashville has re*-

ceived considerable recognition as a

key locale in which to record non-

country artists. The expression

“the Nashville sound” has become
a familiar one in our trade and al-

though it cannot easily be de-

scribed, it is synonymous in our

Many leading pop artists wili

never record outside of Nashville,

And many key A & R people, in ar

effort to avoid an artist’s falling

into a rut with a specific sound,

take the artist to Nashville upor

occasion for a change-of-pace back-

drop and material.

As a result, Nashville has become

an increasingly important focal

point of popular music to such a

degree that each week’s new singles

almost always include a good num-

ber of Nashville recorded disks.

And never does a week go by wheu

Nashville recordings are not well

represented on the Top 100. e.g.

“Big Bad John,” “Sad Movies,”

and “Crying” in this week’s Top

10 .

In past years, many manufactur-

ers would consider the expense in-

volved in attending the Nashville

annual fest a waste because they

had no country artists. But today,

everyone realizes the importance

of Nashville and the record com-

pany turnout should be tremen-

dous based on conversation around

the trade.

POPULAR PICKS OF THE WEEK
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Towmt Sanos
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“I REMEMBER TOMMY”—Frank Sinatra—Re-
prise R-1003
Though the approach is different—but still guided
by Sy Oliver—the memory’s there in twelve out-
standing tracks. Sinatra recalls his early season-
ing vdth the T.D. band in such tunes as “I’m Get-
ting Sentimental Over You,” “Imagination,” “I’ll

Be Seeing You” and “The One I Love Belongs To
Somebody Else” (the latter two his new single
and probably the best tracks in the set). A beauti-
fully assembled package excellently annotated.
Another Sinatra special.

“WEST SIDE STORY”—Original Film Sound-
track—Columbia OL 5670
The long-awaited, much touted film remake of

the Broadway show opens this month and this
original cast album promises to be one of tbe
hottest items of the year. To those familiar with
the Broadway show (and there are many, for the
cast LP is still a chart item) this version offers

no comparison. The voices don’t measure up to the
original and there has been a loss of immediate
excitement in the transfer. Music order has been
changed and so have some lyrics

—“America” has
a completely different context here. However,
there’s a huge disk market unfamiliar of the
B’way cast that’ll want this package.

“MOMS MABLEY AT THE PLAYBOY CLUB”
—Chess LP 1460
The gravelly-voiced ageless comedienne is fea-
tured here in two “live” recorded sessions, mostly
at Philly’s Uptown Theatre (the scene of her last
disk triumph), plus a portion of one side at Chi’s
posh Playboy Club. Irregardless of location, she’s
still chock full of down-to-earth stories, anecdotes
and songs of universal comic appeal. Set for a
chart run.

“BABES IN TOYLAND”—Original Film Sound-
track—Vista BV 4022
The soon-to-bow Walt Disney remake of Victor
Herbert’s immortal operetta sports a cast that
includes stalwarts Ray Bolger and Ed Wynn as
well as romantic leads Tommy Sands and An-
nette. Most of the original Herbert melodies have
been kept fairly intact, tbe major work going into
lyric and script rewrites. A charming kiddie/
adult affair. Deck should reap benefits of flick

success.

“BY SPECIAL REQUEST”—Jackie Wilson—
Brunswick BL 754101
The ever-rocking songster equips himself with a
a sheaf of new arrangements for a survey of
several chestnuts, plus some new items. The big
beat dominates the backdrop of Jackie’s sensa-
tional teen warbling of “My Heart To Only You,”
“You Belong To My Heart,” “Stormy Weather”
and “Try A Little Tenderness” among others.
Will be a big outing for Wilson.

“BLESS YOU”—Tony Orlando—Epic LN 3808
The Epic hitmaker jumps off on his first album in
a lineup that includes the four sides from his two
hit decks, a few rock items of recent vintage and
one self-penned stanza. “Bless You” and “Half-
way to Paradise” were the hits. Among the others
are “Dream Lover” and “Some Kind-A Wonder-
ful.” The lad has an abundance of youthful en-
thusiasm and drives hard to hit his mark in every
track. Could make a chart stand.
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“KING OF KINGS AND 11 OTHER GREAT
MOVIE THEMES”—Clebanoff and his Orch.

—

Mercury MG 20640
The Mercury maestro leads his string-filled flock
through readings of a dozen recent and current
flick themes. Lead-off track is the just bowed
Rosza-penned, stately “King of Kings” prelude.
Others include “The Apartment,” “The Green
Leaves Of Summer,” “The Unforgiven” and
“Maria” (from “West Side Story”). Highly
marketable merchandise.

“AL JOLSON WITH OSCAR LEVANT AT THE
PIANO”—Decca DL 9095
A superb engineering achievement has succeeded
in giving this disk the appearance of one con-
tinuous performance. (Actually culled from 17
different Kraft Music Hall broadcasts.) Oscar
Levant is at the piano, Jolson sings some 22 ever-
greens, both gab, quip and participate in light
repartee. For the legions of Jolson fans, here is

a choice new setting for nostalgia.

“BUD DASHIEL & THE KINSMEN”—Warner
Bros. W 1429
New Kingston-like semi-folk trio formed with
one-half of Bud & Travis plus the Kinsmen duo,
bows in its initial WB LP date. The repertoire
includes folksongs of several countries as well as
pop staples in folk-like form, as is the group’s
current single noisemaker, “I Talk To The Trees”
(included here). Other fine selections are “Merci
Bon Dieu,” “Pom Pa Lorn,” “Cafe Y Panella” and
“Far Side Of The Hill.” Invigorating addition to
the market.

“PETE KING PERCUSSION CONCERT”—The
Pete King Chorale & Orch.—Kapp KL-1256
An exciting mixture of a tightly-knit vocal en-
semble over a vivid backdrop of percussion has
been constructed by maestro King. The group
responds with well-drilled precision in “The Trol-
ley Song,” “Would You Like To Take A Walk,”
“The Surrey With The Fringe On Top,” “Getting
To Know You” and 8 more. Most of the tunes are
naturally adaptable to special percussive effects,

and every advantage is taken, but in tasteful
doses. Good listening here.

“ALOHA FROM TERESA”—Teresa Brewer-
Coral CRL 757374
Teresa Brewer applies her exuberant, forceful
tones to a parade of Island tunes, some tradi-
tional, some new entries. With the Dick Jacobs-
directed ork strumming the steel, the thrush
drives through “My Little Grass Shack . .

“Now Is The Hour,” “Pineapple Princess” and
“Lovely Hula Hands.”

“TOMMY EDWARDS SINGS GOLDEN COUN-
TRY HITS”—MGM E3959
Tommy Edwards seems a knowing interpreter of
country songs here. His sweet, well-modulated
voice does sincere justice to the vivid imagery
found in these songs, such as “It Makes No Dif-
ference Now,” “Slipping Around,” “Half As
Much” and “My Heai’t Would Know.” Leroy
Holmes’ orchestrations are typical of the simple
good taste of the Nashville sound. Pleasant vocal
package.

“ONLY YOU”—Roy Hamilton—Epic LN 3807
A sincere and devoted artist, Roy Hamilton in
his albums maintains a high level of polished
artistry. Here he draws his repertoire from songs
mostly of the 60’s, several associated with Nat
King Cole. But all tracks are individual interpre-
tations. Sammy Lowe contributes very fine ar-
rangements for the date. Tunes include “Route
66,” “Mona Lisa,” “True Love,” “My Reverie” and
“Too Young.”

“RON HUSMANN”—Capitol ST 1624
Former “Tenderloin” lead bows his pop singing
talents in this first Capitol album. Twist is that
overdubbing allows a second voice to come in for
frequent comments, asides, duets, two-part har-
mony. It’s a neat trick, but Husmann’s warm,
friendly, legit voice is fine as it stands. Lots of
good swinging here, especially on “Easy Living,”
“Blue Prelude,” “Rambling Rose” and “Oh Lady
Be Good.”
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“ROBERT RYAN READS FROM THE NEW
TESTAMENT”—MGM E3970
Robert Ryan portrays John the Baptist in “King
of Kings.” Using this as a stepping stone, ac-

complished actor Ryan here is recorded in read-
ings from the New Testament, specifically, “The
Life Of Jesus.” “The Healings And Miracles Of
Jesus” and “The Teachings And Doctrines Of
Jesus.” Ryan’s rich voice is easy to listen to..

Could be of particular Christmas season interest.

“CURFEW SHALL NOT RING TONIGHT”—
Ray Boguslav—Monitor MF 359
Working with Theodore Bikel has benefited folk
singer-guitarist Ray Boguslav as evidenced in

this first solo album, waxed in campus concert, in

which a friendly relationship with the audience
is immediately established and maintained
throughout through personal warmth and friendly
good humor. His song bag has been collected

from all over the world and contains both very
popular tunes and some not so familiar. It is a
well paced program, sung capably and sincerely.

Selections include “La Malguena Salorosa,’’ “Pas-
tures Of Plenty” and “Viva La Quinze Brigada.”

“HOW TO PLAY THE 5-STRING BANJO”—
Pete Seeger—Folkways FI 8303
As interest in folk music flourishes, demand for
musical knowledge for individual participation
also grows. Pete Seeger, one of the most ac-
complished folk instrumentalists, offers his own
five-string guitar instructions. He uses a homey,
friendly approach, and almost casually guides
the student through his lessons. It begins with a
basic strum and ends with Spanish and South
American guitar techniques. An instruction
booklet is enclosed.

“SICK #2”—The Sickniks—Amy
Will Jordan takes on many guises and voices here
in this very “sick” album. The “Presidential Press
Conference” deck is included in an extended 8
minute version. The other tracks are somewhat
in this vein and include “Pop Goes The U.N.,” the
story of “Frankenstein” and another interna-
tional spoof, “Wadja Say, Mr. K?”

JAZZ PICKS OF THE WEEK

BOURBON STREET

“BOURBON STREET”—Pete Fountain, A1 Hirt
-Coral CRL 757389
The two current giants of Dixie are teamed on
four of the eight tracks here (Fountain and the
group go it alone on the other four) and whip up
an exciting Dixie jazz storm together. Tradi-
tional items comprise the repertoire: “Farewell
Blues,” “At The Jazz Band Ball,” “Jazz Me
Blues”; and they’re treated with warmth and
courtesy. Big date for Dixie fans. Deck has a
chart future.

“THE BEST OF THE DUKES OF DIXIELAND”—Audio Fidelity AFSD 5956
The label has culled a dozen tracks from its cata-
log of 11 previous Dukes albums and has in-
corporated them into this one solid survey of past
successes. At a $2.98 retail price it should prove
a big sales winner. Tracks include “South Ram-
part Street Parade,” “Eyes Of Texas,” “Georgia
Camp Meeting” and “Saints.”

“GERRY MULLIGAN PRESENTS A CONCERT
IN JAZZ”—The Concert Jazz Band—Verve
V-8415
As success for his Concert Jazz Band increases,
Mulligan gets more venturesome in his work.
Here his group (in its third album) attempts its
first try at lengthy concert-type pieces written
especially for it and incorporating a much more
adventurous modern outlook than in its club
repertoire. Success is written all over the date.
The group, now more than a year old, responds
diligently to the demands writers George Rus-
sell. Garv McFarland and Mnllio-an RmrvV.

“TRAV’LIN LIGHT”—Anita O’Day—Verve
V-2157
That this album is a sort of tribute to the late
Billie Holiday is obvious from the selections, but
that’s where the comparison ends. Though both
are among the greats in true jazz singing, stylist-
ically they’re miles apart. Here Anita’s rough-
hewn voice takes on its recently-acquired polish
and she directs hei’ boundless vocal energy on
carefully chosen paths through “Remember,”
“God Bless The Child,” “I Hear Music,” “Some
Other Spring” and 8 others. Johnny Mandel and
Russ Garcia have orchestrated admirably. She’s
a rarity among today’s crop of singers; jazz buffs
should respond.

“THELONIOUS MONK WITH JOHN COL-
TRANE”—Jazzland JLP 946S
When Monk and Coltrane get together there’s
fireworks. Add such figures as Coleman Hawkins,
Art Blakey, Shadow Wilson and Gigi Gryce and
you have a real head-on collision. Needless to say,
there are some very unsual moments in this rec-
ord. Generally, the package will appeal greatly
to the most modern of jazz fans. Sessions date
from 1957 (when Monk and Coltrane were
teamed at the Five Spot) and there will be his-
torical interest here too, especially for the late
Shadow Wilson’s parts.

“HUB CAP”—Freddie Hubbard—Blue Note 4073
A fiery and dedicated growing trumpet star,
Freddie Hubbard here shows to writing advan-
tage here too (he supplied four of the date’s six
tunes). The group he leads includes Julian
Priester, Jimmy Heath and is propelled by Philly
Joe Jones. Taking a cue from the title, “Hub
Cap” can mean the bigger circles in which Hub-
bard’s playing will be appreciated.

“KWAMINA”—The Billy Taylor Orc'h.—Mercury
MG 20654
The new Richard Adler (“Pajama Game,” “Damn
Yankees”) musical is set to open on B’way next
month. Billy Taylor jumps the original cast gun
with this swinging big band version of nine of
the tunes from the score. The band comprises
some of jazz’s biggest names and 'Taylor leads
them efficiently through the melodious score in
record time. Effervescent swinging music here.

“MELODIES OF THE MASTERS”—Capitol SA
8563, 64, 65, 66, 67, 68, 69
Here’s a perfect gift item for the beginning
classical music fan. It’s a compendium of seven
volumes, all grouped into the series “Melodies Of
The Masters,” each dealing with a different area
of classical music. The selections are either
originally short or edited versions of longer
pieces. Performances, culled from the vast Capi-
tol catalog, ax’e by such names as the Hollywood
Bowl Symphony, Royal Philharmonic, Leopold
Stokowski, Leonard Pennario, John Browning,
Pittsburgh Symphony and Laurindo Almeida.

“HOMAGE TO PERCY GRAINGER”—Eugene
List, piano—Vanguard VRS-1072
Here’s a classical disk that with proper exposure
can venture far into the pop field. It’s pianist
Eugene List’s tribute to Australian-bom com-
poser Percy Grainger who died early this year.
Most people became familiar with Grainger’s cap-
tivating and charming melodies in grade school
music appreciation courses (don’t laugh!) and
still remember many of them fondly. List’s piano
playing surpasses (far surpasses) our music
teacher’s simplified strokes and he executes the

HARM Questionnaire

Rack Jobbers Wili Obtain

Facts And Figures

NEW YORK—A questionnaire is be-

ing sent to rack-jobber members of the
National Association of Record Mer-
chandisers (NARM) in order to get
a detailed picture of the rack-jobbing
field.

Jules Malamud, NARM’s executive
secretary stated: “The growth of the
record rack merchandiser in the last

five years has been a phenomenal one.

One of the prime purposes in circulat-

ing the questionnaire will be to ac-

cumulate accurate, authenticated
figures of rack jobber business in

phonograph records. We feel that the
estimates that have been made up
until now will prove appreciably less

than the actual figures which we will

gather through the questionnaire. It

is our aim to have secured by the end
of 1961, a complete and accurate
statistical picture of record rack mer-
chandising in the United States. Re-
sults of this survey will be issued
early in 1962 via the trade publica-
tions, and will be evaluated by both
record merchandisers and manufac-
turers during the NARM 1961 con-
vention program in April.”
The rack jobbers will be asked to

give the exact number and type of
their phonograph record locations, and
the rate of increase of those locations
in the past year. It will then be pos-
sible to determine how many super-
markets, department stores, drug-
stores, service PX’s, phonograph
equipment outlets, discount outlets,

and variety stores are serviced by the
rack jobber. The rate at which the
number of each of these types of out-
lets are being added to those already
serviced by the rack jobber, will in-

dicate the trends in rack merchandis-
ing, and demonstrate the growth of
the rack jobber in these various out-
lets.

Included in the survey is a com-
plete breakdown of the type of record
product sold through the racks. The
breakdown is requested both in units
sold and in percentage of total busi-
ness for each type of phonograph
record product. Figures are requested
on percentage of total sales and in

units of singles, EP’s, kiddie records,

and album product sold on the racks.

The percentage of mono and stereo

will also be taken. A survey of the

type of LP unit sold will also be

taken, in which a percentage figure

is requested for Original Cast and
Sound Track LP’s, sound LP’s, comedy
LP’s, classical LP’s, and pop Albums.
The record merchandisers are in-

cluding a survey of the problems
which they face in their outlets.

When the prevalency of these prob-

lems is determined, the course which
NARM will take in solving them, will

be outlined.

Among the most vital poi’tions of

the survey, is the one which will re-

quest dollar gross figures for rack
sales. Thereby, a total industry figure

can be estimated, a figure useful to

labels, advertising agencies, statisti-

cal organizations, public relations

firms, etc.; and, of course, the rack
jobbers themselves.

NARM has guaranteed that the

questionnaire will be a completely

confidential one, the figures to be used
in a total, composite form only. No
individual company figures are mean-
ingful alone, but merely as part of

the entire rack jobber picture, the or-

ganization feels.

Richard Wolfe To A&R
Metronome Disks For
U.S. Market
NEW YORK—Europe’s Metronome
label is moving into the U.S. market,
and has just signed writer-arranger-
conductor Richard Wolfe to proiiuce
disks in New York.
Wolfe will scout for new talent and

material and cut disks mainly with the
U.S. markets in mind.

FCC Voids Miami License;

WASHINGTON—For the first time
in its 27-year history, the Federal
Communications Commission (FCC)
ordered the operator. of a TV station
—WPST, Channel-10 in Miami—to
end its control of the outlet.

Public Service Television would no
longer be the licensee of the TV sta-
tion as of Sam Nov. 20, and awarded
the station to L. B. Wilson, Inc.,

which will probably take-over WPST
on the day PST must quit.

The move was the result of a three-
year investigation in which PST and
two other broadcasting firms seeking
the WPST license were accuseif of
“Misconduct” by the FCC in bringing

pressure upon the agency itself to get

Another CASH BOX service te the trsde tt help
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Cash Box recently paid a visit to Fermata’s office in Sao Paulo City. Hen-
rique Lebendiger, president of that great publishing and record producing
organization, just returned from the trip to Argentina, where he went to super-
vise his organization’s business. We had indeed a great surprise. Fermata’s
offices are completely changed. The sheet music sales department was moved
to another building, a few steps from the Avenida Ipiranga, at Santa Efigenia
Street. The nurnber is 190, first floor. Lebendiger at the same time introduced
complete electrical machinery—the first in Brazil—for accountancy and cor-
respondence. With these improvements, Lebendiger expects new and more
profitable businsss.

The problem of record releases in Brazil is getting worse. Labels are releas-
ing too many records at a time. For instance, RCA Victor’s issue for October
is no less than ten LP’s. With a new price increase, it’s expected that sales will
decrease. There are almost two dozen of record companies here, and if they
release records in that scale, soon the retail stores will be filled with records
they won’t be able to sell.

Among the records released by RCA Victor, there’s one with Brazilian singer
Cauby Peixoto, who waxed a few years ago some records with Paul Weston’s
Orchestra, in the United States. Cauby has great popularity here, especially
with the teenage public. The album’s name is “Perdao Para Dois”—name of a
very popular song which was a great hit a few months ago by himself and
with another record, issued by Chantecler, with Leila Silva.

Odeon (EMI), has just issued ten albums. In this collection only one is local:

“Historias De Bichos” (Animal Storys) a gay record with Jose Vasconcelos
speaking to the Brazilian little boys and girls.

The nine others including: “All The Way’’ (Capitol) with Frank Sinatra;
“Amor, Romance . . . As Cordas Maravilhosas’’ (Love, Romance . . . The Won-
derful Strings) with Franck Pourcell and his famous orchestra; “Joias Da
Cangao Napolitana’’ (Italian Popular Songs) with Beniamino Gigli; “Over-
tures And Preludes Of Giuseppe Verdi,’’ from some famous Verdi’s Operas
like “Aida,” “La Forza Del Destino,” “Nabuco,” “La Traviata,” etc. Philhar-
monic Orchestra is conducted by Alceu Gagliera; “Tangos De Todos Os Tempos”
(Tangos From Everytime), with Tany Scala and his orchestra; “Romance”

—

with Lucho Gatica, the famous Latin singer; “Swinging On Broadway”—with
Jonah Jones Quartet, a reissue; and “Songs From Young Lovers” with Frank
Sinatra and Nelson Riddle Orchestra, another old album request again by the
Brazilian young people.

Discovogue
is expecting a lot from its new exclusive recording artist Jackie Seven, who
is IT years old and who’s first EP is well received by Belgian rock ’n roll fans.
Titles on this EP are: “Viens Danser Le Twist,” “Sa Grande Passion,” “Blue
Jeans Rock” and “Le Rythme Du Rock.”

Young Flemish singer Kemy Ray just made his first record for the Will-
label, which is also the first Flemish production of this record company.
Titles: “Ik Wil Vanavond Met Je Dansen” (words by Johnny Hoes) and
“Telefoon Fox” (words by Eric Franssen). Another platter of which the Will-
label is expecting good sales: “El Toro Cha Cha” and “Loca Rumba” by The
Dore Sisters.

Among the new releases by L.C. Gramophone last week is a terrific LP by
Cliff Richard: “Twenty One Today” (Columbia), containing sixteen new songs.
In this album Cliff pays tribute to the four young men. The Shadows, who
have been all-important to him. And it is appropriate that The Shadows
should be heavily featui’ed on this birthday record, just as they have been
through his career. Also released by L.C. Gramophone: “Last Night” by The
Kar-Meys (Pathe) and “Cappucina” by Nat ‘King’ Cole (Capitol). Gramo-
phone’s bestsellers of this moment are “You Don’t Know” (Helen Shapiro) on
Columbia, “Kon-Tiki” (The Shadows) on Columbia and “Zarina” (Rex Gildo)
on Electrola.

Best-sold-single records of S.A. Fonior in the month of September were: 1.

“Pepito” (Los Machucambos) ; 2. “Brigitte Bardot” (Jorge Veiga); 3. “Wheels”
(The String-A-Longs) ; 4. “La Bamba” (Los Machucambos); 5. “II Faut
Savior” (Charles Aznavour). Best-sold EP was “II Faut Savoir” by Charles
Aznavour; best-sold LP: “Bravo Bobbejaan Schoepen” by Bobbejaan Schoepen.

Belinda Music-boss Edgard Plumart reporting the publishing company is

making a very great effort to launch American and French versions of “Let’s
Twist Again”/“Viens Danser Le Twist.” Moreover, Eddie Hodges’ record “I’m
Gonna Knock On Your Door” has a good start in Belgium in the Jukeboxes.
On the other side, “Runaway” (Del Shannon) is still pointed out as a smash
hit in the Walloon as well as the Flemish part of Belgium.

Italian star Betty Curtis, who won this year the “Festival Of San Remo”
as well as the “Festival Of Naples,” appeared in Flemish TV-program “Zet
De Klok Maar Stil” (“Stop The Clock”) with big success.

The “Grote Belgische Varieteprijs,” a yearly national contest for new
talent, sponsored on Radio Luxemburg by a wellknown German automobile
concern, started its new season. In the last four years many new recording
stars were discovered, but most of the time talent is picked out before the
finale. No real winner ever reached a high standard. Last year following tal-

ents were signed long before the finale took place: Jenny Rimini (on Philips
records). The Tramps (also Philips) and Chris Ellis, now vocalist with the
Francis Bay Orchestra.

With Latin music high in demand (“Brigitte Bardot” and “La Novia” now
top-sellers in Belgium), Eddy Ranada with “Los Ranadas” got their first disk
released in Holland on Tivoli, “Soulouwe.” With 4,000 records sold within two
weeks, it is expected that this record will reach the international market suc-
cessfully. Eddy Ranada lives in Brussels, but is Surinam-born. He is a real
Indian.

Socodisc/Brussels has been appointed Belgian distrib for the Reprise-label.

Fast Records signed following artists to an exclusive recording-pact: The
Bonanzas, The Peanuts, Rachel Robbins and Joske Harris. Producer L. .1. Van
Rymenant will record all of these artists for immediate release. President
Jean Meeusen expected to leave for a short trip to New York in November,
in order to contact his licensees, to sell his international material and to record
rhythm and blues-artists for Europe.

Australian W&G-record “Jezebel,” in Belgium under the Heliodor-label,
expected to be a hit.

Imperial’s successful Dutch teenager singer Harry Bliek, who recently blew

up a storm with his hit version of “Hello Mary Lou,” following up the former
“Mary Lou’-story, and backing same with his Dutch treat of “You Don’t
Know,” entitled “Doe Niet Zo.”

Bovema’s Columbia label will soon release two current American hits, high
on the list this week: “Di’eamlovers” by Bob Martin, backed by “When We Get
Married” as well as the number 5 topper “Bristol Stomp” by The Dovells.

In the new repertoire of Bovema’s MGM-label, led by Frank Visser, Bill

Giant’s “When I Grow Too Old To Dream” and “Better Let Her Go” will have
a fair chance of being solid sellers, according to Visser, who also expressed
his high hopes on Joni James youngest recording of “Somebody Else Is Taking
My Place.”

Cees Hundepool, label manager of Bovema’s Capitol label in Holland, has
released a new mono- and stereo-repertoire for the label in Holland, containing
The Four Freshmen-LP “The Freshmen Year,” June Christy’s “Off Beat” and
Carmon Dragon's “A World Of Music.”

A new series of EP’s, “Poll Winners’ Jazz,” has just been released on Fon-
tana. They feature top jazz musicians like Art Blakey, Lee Morgan, Benny
Golson, Miles Davis, .John Coltrane, Paul Desmond, Dave Brubeck and Bob
Brookmeyer (L.C. Phonogram).
Dutch teenage star Ria Valk has a new hit on Fontana single “De Sheriff

Van Arkansas Is Eeen Lady,” Dutch sung version of Caterina Valente’s big-

hit in Germany “Der Sheriff Von Arkansas 1st ’Ne Lady.”

De Spelbrekers have a new single record out, with “Een Riks Contant En
Een Riks Per Week” (“A Dollar Down And A Dollar A Week”) and “Als Ik
Opsta” (“Le Matin Je M’Eveille En Chantant”), originally a French chanson
by Guy Beart (Decca). Same label has British teenage star Billy Fury—still

very successful with “Halfway To Paradise”—with a brand new version of
oldie “Jealousy.” Caterina Valente is doing well in the Italian charts with
“Non Dimenticar,” out here on the Decca label (L.C. Phonogram).

Pick of L.C. Phonogram releases on the London label: “My Blue Heaven”
(Duane Eddy), “Mexico” (Bob Moore) and “Riders In The Sky” (Lawrence
Welk).

The Dutch Swing College Band came back from their very successful South
American tour. The boys did several radio- and TV-programs over there. DSC
records are released throughout the world on Philips.

The directors of Electrical & Musical Industries Ltd. (EMI) have announced 1

trading results for the year ended June 30, 1961. Total Group Sales were £82,- ^

440,000 an increase of £13,740,000 on the year 1959/60. The Group Trading
Profit, before depreciation of £7,836,000, was also £905,000 up on the previous
year. The group profit margin however was lower, mainly due to the restrictive
policies of the Governments of the U.K. and Australia which adversely affected
the domestic appliance and radio and TV businesses. The turnover of the rec-
ord business on the other hand has gone up all over the world. To sum it up it

has been a poor year for electrical products but a good one for records.

Social event of the week was the party hosted by EMI to celebrate the 21st
birthday of Britain’s top male star Cliff Richard. A dual presentation was made
by EMI Chairman Sir Joseph Lockwood of a camera and a silver LP to com-
memorate the sale of a quarter million LPs. Taking into account his LP’s,
EP’s, and singles pressed in the U.K. only, it can be said that the total sales
during his three years with EMI represent over 6,000,000 singles. Tributes
were also paid to Cliff’s backing group. The Shadows, by R. Dawes, of EMI
International. Recording stars in their own right, they have three silver disks
to their credit and a fourth in the offing for their current hit “Kon Tiki.” Each
member was presented with a pair of “silver disk” cuff links. Later in the
week Cliff and The Shadows left for an extensive tour of Australia, New
Zealand and Malaya.

Deutsche Grammophon (GB) Ltd. hosted a party last week for ace Hun-
garian pianist Andor Foldes—in London for concerts at the Royal Festival
Hall. An exclusive D.G.G. artist. Foldes is recording all 32 Beethoven Sonatas.
Of the 12 already completed an LP comprising the 101 and 109 will be released
here in December.

Another notable release in the classical field comes from EMI with 2 LP’s
on the Columbia label of the complete Brandenburg Concertos recorded by Otto
Klemperer and the Philharmonia Orchestra.

Celebrated French conductor Pierre Monteux, newly appointed director of
the London Symphony Orchestra, this month makes his British TV debut in
the first of the BBCs new “International Concert Hall” programmes. The con-
cert also features Czech pianist Rudolf Firkunsy.

Chita Rivera, currently starring in the London Production of “Bye Bye
Birdie,” cutting tracks for her first solo LP, “Chita” to be issued by Philips.
Her co-star from the “Birdie” show, pop singer Marty Wilde has found time to
pen “Tomorrow’s Clown,” which he waxed for Philips A & R manager Johnny
Franz, and is published by Leeds. Backing is “The Hellions Song” from the
film of the same name in which Marty is featured published by Chappells.
Comedian Tony Fayne just completed his first LP for Philips entitled “British
Institutions”—libel suits expected from The Royal Navy, The Foreign Office
and British Railways!

Fontana A & R manager Jack Baverstock just back from France and Hol-
land and discussions concerning British releases in those territories. The label
is currently riding high with Cleo Laine’s “You’ll Answer To Me” at No. 6
with Tony Orlando’s “Bless You” in hot pursuit.

With three offers in hand, Lonnie Donegan and manager Cyril Berlin were
recently in New York to negotiate a new stateside label. Following his suc-
cess of “Does Your Chewing Gum” Felstead are releasing his million selling
“Rock Island Line.” Donegan is also likely to sign a contract for a coast to
coast Canadian tour in May 1962.

Harry Walters is leaving EMI to take up an appointment as European rep-
resentative for Cameo Records. His duties will include liaison with licensees
and the acquisition of material and artistes for American release. Walters told
Cash Box that he may also make LP recordings here. He has been with EMI
for five years, the last 18 months were spent with the international division.

The latest Cameo release over here is “Farmer John” by Carl and The Com-
mandos who make their British debut on the Columbia label. The backing
“Cleanin’ Up” is their own composition.

The McGuire Sisters just arrived in town for their British cabaret debut at
Bernard Delfont’s “Talk Of The Town.” They will also top the bill on Val Par-
nail’s “Sunday Night At The London Palladium” on October 22. To coincide
with their visit, Decca released a single “I Do, I Do, I Do” and an LP “Just
For Old Time’s Sake”—both on the Coral label.

Deejay Pete Murray, currently in New York taping interviews to be screened
here by I.T.V.

Lou Bolton, dynamic manager for Ivory Joe Hunter, called at the Cash Box
office to extoll the praises of EMI’s promotional activities on the star’s behalf.

His current Capitol release “I’m Hooked” is to be followed on October 27 with
“May The Best Man Win.”

Sammy Davis Jr’s fabulously successful season at The Prince of Wales
Theatre just came to a triumphant close. When the curtain finally fell on the
last performance, it was well past midnight. During his show, Sammy was
joined on stage by many British stars including Anthony Newley, Alma Cogan,
Joyce and Lionel Blair and The Dagenham (jirl Pipers. The P.O.W. Theatre
now houses the London production of “Do Re Me.” starring Max Bygraves,
who collected enough good notices following the opening night to keep the

show running for some considerable time.

Petula Clark returned to Paris after waxing her latest single for Pye “My
Friend The Sea” backed with a Lionel Bart number “With All My Love” for

October 24 release.

Don Black, manager for Matt Monro, just back from New York where the

star continues to pack them in at the Round Table. Don reports offers for fur-

ther cabaret engagements plus films and a Broadway show for 1962.

Geoffrey Everitt, William Hood and Roy Berry, directors of Ivy Music, cur-

rently in Bermuda arrive in New York on October 28 to study the American
music scene and negotiate an exchange of material.

EMI hosted a reception for Dion in London for a short promotional visit in

connection with his stateside hit “Runaround Sue” released here on Top Rank.
TV appearances have also been lined up. Decca released a cover version of

“Runaround Sue” by newcomer Doug Sheldon and confidently expect him to

join the label’s current chart entrants Eden Kane, Billy Fury and Karl Denver.

Topping the Decca releases comes the latest Presley double from the Ameri-
can charts “His Latest Flame” and “Little Sister” on RCA. The same label

gives us Floyd Cramer’s “Your Last Goodbye” and Sam Cooke’s “Feel It.”

Firm’s initial show featured Dion, Johnny Tillot-
son, The Belmonts and Ronnie Lane. The show went into Moncton, N.B., St.
John’s, N.B., and Halifax, N.S. on Oct. 6-7-8, respectively. The largest draw-
ing was reported in Halifax where deejay Sandy Hoyt emceed the show. After
this successful showing. Richards announced another show for the Maritimes
area. This time the show will star Ral Donner, Tony Orlando, Ray Stevens,
Janie Grant, The Bachelors plus Bobby Vinton and his Ork. They will work
in Sydney, N.S. on Oct. 25 and in Fredricton, N.B. on Oct. 26.

John Williams of Columbia really excited over the sales on “Big Bad John”
by Jimmy Dean. The disk, which broke last week in every big market, is No. 7
in Canada’s Top Ten after only one week of action.

Wray Rutledge, national promo man for Quality, sent D.J.’s an unusual
package containing a large whiskey flavored coffee chocolate bar, a key ring,
an Irish coin, and a copy of “Irish Cha Cha” by The A1 Martin Seven on the
Reo label. With this kind of promotion the disk has a good chance of breaking.

The Paul Anka Show co-starring Dick Clark, Chubby Checker, Linda Scott,
Duane Eddy, Clarence Henry, The Shirelles, and The Jive Five, drew more
than 11,000 Montrealers for two shows on Oct. 15. On Oct. 8, the show fared
badly on its only other Canadian date in Toronto.

It’s remarkable, at times, to notice how well an artist or a particular record
will sell solidly in one market, yet do only “so-so” in close-by markets. For
example, “I’m Gonna Knock On Your Door” by Eddie Hodges and “Wheels” by
The String-A-Longs were the two biggest records in the Province of Quebec
during the last year. In the rest of Canada and south of the border these disks
were hits but these markets were left far behind in comparing proportional
sales with Quebec. The same goes for the current London smash, “Pepito” by
The Muchucambos. In fact, this Spanish disk could not possibly be put on the
English Top Ten since more than nine-tenths of the sales came from Quebec,
where 85% of the province is French. Another oddity is the fact that most of

Anka’s disks usually sell better in Quebec than any other Canadian market.
This is amazing since he was born in Ontario. The fact that his show fared
better in Montreal than in Toronto helps to prove this point.

Thanks to “Buck” Lacombe for his letter concerning Dominique Michel.

Lacombe, who is part owner of Venus Records, informed Cash Box that Venus
Records has an exclusive with songstress Dominique Michel. Venus granted
permission to Apex for the recording of “Jus d’Orange Et Cafe” only. Lacombe
adds that Dominique recently recorded an in person album at the Casa Loma
for Venus.

The exposure of the French song, “Non Je Ne Regrette Rien” recorded by
Edith Piaf is nearly fantastic. The recording has been on the charts for over
six months. The popularity of the tune is so great that nearly every French
singer has it in their repertoire. A night rarely goes by without it being per-

formed in every French night club that has a show. Television and radio

artists have also kept the hit alive. And so Edith Piaf, after all this time, is

still on the charts with “Regrette Rien” in the No. 7 slot. Miss Piaf, whose
name is an institution in Canada, continues to be the best female album seller.

Even her past singles are steady catalog items.

Records to watch closely in Canada during the next two weeks include:

Rydell on Cameo, “Tower Of Strength” by Gene McDaniels on Liberty, “What

“Madrid en Primavera” and “Fronteras”, both controlled by Ediciones
Quiroga of Spain, will be published by Fermata in Argentina, and probably
other South American countries. The same publisher announces also he’ll pub-
lish “Dans Le Creux de ta Main” (En el Hueco de tu Mano), first prize of the
recent Mediterranean Song Festival.
News from RCA: Horacio Salgan will record a full LP devoted to tunes

composed by Enrique Cadicamo and Juan Carlos Cobian. Some of the titles

will be “Nostalgias,” “Dolor Milonguero,” “Nieblas del Riachuelo” and
“Muneca Cruel.”

Ariel Records reports very good sales of Steve Lawrence’s recordings,
“Footsteps” and “Why.” A new single by the same artist, “Going Steady”,
will soon be released.
Dany Delmin, one of Disc Jockey’s top stars, has recently returned from a

successful trip to the United States and Canada. His next records will be
“Un petit Becot” (Canadian hit) and “Que Pizza Napolitana”, penned by him-
self.

Sicamericana is busy with the movement caused by its three current hits
and two “best bets,” informs Alberto Taylor Zapiola, promotion man of the
label. The hits are “Wheels” by Billy Vaughn, “Unica” by Siro San Roman,
and “Total Para Que” by Los Pilares.

The Belinda Music group of companies has moved into larger and more mod-
ern ottices in the new wing of Macdonell House in Pitt Street, Sydney. Since
the new suite is on the same floor as the old Belinda offices there will be no
change of address. The opening of the new offices was celebrated recently with
a special trade party. Belinda’s expansion over the past eighteen months has
been rapid and the latest development is the formation of a new company
known as B^day Music (Australia) Pty. Ltd., this is a jointly owned venture
with Brook Benton, the popular American recording star who is well known in
Australia through his successful records. First property being handled by
Benday in Australia is Benton’s “Frankie And Johnny” copyright.

Belinda is now building up a catalog of Australian light music and one of
the recent acquisitions is “Still Waters,” an orchestral score by Clifford Phillips
which won the “Advertiser” competition for Australian writers in Adelaide
recently. This work is now being performed on ABC programs here on radio
and recently had its premiere performance with a large orchestra at a Hobart
concert.
A new album release on EMI’s London label is Ricky Nelson’s “Rick Is 21”

package which carries his two latest hits “Hello Mary Lou” and “Travellin’
Man.”
Jim Cuff, rnerchandising manager for RCA Records of Australia, reports

that results with the first local releases of the “Stereo Action” range of albums
has been “fabulous” and sales interest appears to be growing all the while.
Jim also reports that the trade is very excited about Harry ^lafonte’s “Jump
UP Calypso” album which has just been released. It looks like another strong
LP for Belafonte and RCA.

Great local interest is developing in the Australian and New Zealand con-
cert tour of Cliff Richard and The Shadows. Cliff is currently doing well here
with his single “A Girl Like You” while The Shadows are making the charts
with their latest single release “Kon Tiki.” Several local artists have been
added to the bill to tour with Cliff and The Shadows.

Australian Record Company has advised Cash Box of some company moves
which involve both the New South Wales and Victorian offices. Colin Caterson
has been promoted from New South Wales sales manager to the newly created
post of manager of creative services for Australian Record Company Ltd.
Caterson moved to A.R.C. from Hugh Berry Company Advertising Agency in
1958 as Advertising Manager and in 1959 was appointed NSW Sales Manager.
In his new post, Colin will be responsible for advertising and other creative
duties right across ARC’s activities.
ARC has also announced the appointment of sales supervisors for its New

South Wales and Victorian sales organizations. Ron Calcutt, who takes over
the new post in NSW, started with ARC in 1958 as a country sales rep. Im-
mediately prior to his new appointment Ron was handling specialty selling for
arc’s labels throughout New South Wales.
Jack Gribble moves up to Victorian sales supervisor and has appointed two

Jack Gribble has
been five years with ARC, first as a suburban sales rep and during the past
twelve months as senior salesman covering the city area of Melbourne.
These new sales appointments have been made in line with ARC’s growth

in the record industry. August last they added the UA label to its Coronet (US
Columbia) and Warner Bros, catalog firm and since then released material from
its other new labels^—Hickory, Vee Jay, Sue and the Class /Checker/Argo group.
The Festival group released—on its Ampar label—one of America’s hottest

singles “Hit The Road Jack” by Ray Charles, this one should be the most suc-
cessful single that Charles has ever had in this country. Charles has only had
minor success with his past singles, but “Hit The Road Jack” stands a real

chance of being a big one for this artist who is one of the most consistent disk
attractions in the U.S.
Also from Festival comes a new single by popular Noeleen Batley. Top side

is “Ice Cream Man,” a new song written by Helen Grover, who is on the staff

of Belinda Music. 'The coupling is “Over In That Happy Land.” The Batley/
Grover combination scored pretty well with Noeleen’s first single release “Bare-
foot Boy” and “Ice Cream Man” is being tipped for even greater sales.

W&G Records recently issued the second in its range of “4 On 1 Super
Discs,” which carry four complete tracks and retail at the regular single price

of 10/. The new one features Freddy Scott (of Joy Records in USA) with “I

Gotta Stand Tall”; “Lost The Right”; “When The Wind Changes,” and “Baby
You’re A Long Time Dead.” Other new issues from W&G include “Sailor Man”
by Bobby Bare and the comedy album “The Weird And The Beard” by Dale
Stevens and Jack Clements, both are drawn from the Fraternity label in

America.
Popular American group The Four Lads are due in Australia shortly for a

series of television appearances, their visit should revive interest in their

many records that have been issued here over the years.

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DENMARK

As yet, there is no change in the dispute between the musicians and the
record companies. Negotiations are going on and people here expect the situ-
ation to be solved within the near future. Since October 1, there have been no
recordings made in Denmark since the record companies have not accepted
new conditions the musicians want.
Radio Merkur, the so called pirate radio station, will soon cover whole Den-

mark since a second ship will operate from Store Baelt. The first ship operates
from Oresund (The Sound) between Denmark and Sweden. In the meantime,
the Danish government is looking for new ways to stop the activity of these
stations, among others. All telephone contacts between Copenhagen and the
ships has been stopped by Gunnar Pedersen, director general for Post and
Telegraph Co. in Denmark, who explained that “the telephone and radio activ-
ity with the illegal stations is so heavy that it hurts the normal communica-
tions with other ships.”

So called avantgarde jazz is the last cry here. Nam June Paik, a Korean
pianist recently presented his idea of the music. He used two old pianos, a
couple of tape recorders played with different speeds, two loudspeakers, a tele-

phone, a slate with color crayons and some wine glasses. The result is some-
thing very strange, but none of the critics took it seriously.
Two new record artists have appeared here. Jorgen Sixhoj, who sings and

plays the bass, and Leif Slot, who plays the harmonica.

FINLAND

American recording star, Jay Epae (Mercury) to Finland for a program on
the commercial Tes-TV October 25. Swedish singer Mona Grain was presented
in a program of her own on Tes-TV recently. Government noncommercial TV
presented a program with Danish EMI artist Gitte on October 5, and Danish-
Italian singer Dario Campeotto will be seen November 30 and Umberto Marcato
November 2.

“Granada” with Frank Sinatra on a single on the label Reprise just bowed
on the Finnish market, is doing very well and has all possibilities of becoming
a big hit, reports Paavo Einio of Scandia-Musiikki Oy.

NORWAY

The film “The Alamo” opened in Oslo on October 9. Philips is expecting a lot

from the sale of “The Ballad Of Alamo” with Marty Robbins, and the company
has started a special drive for the record in connection with the film.

Triola has presented a new Norwegian group. The Key Brothers, singing
“Marianna” and “Fjerne Land” on their debut record. The latter song is the
German “Weisses Land.” The American i-ecord “Sad Movies (Make Me Cry)”
with Sue Thompson was released on Triola here last week.

SWEDEN

Jay Epae and Fabian to Stockholm yesterday (October 14), being top stars
of “Biggest show in Sweden” tonight.

Singer Bertil Englund, formerly with Sonet, has signed contract with EMI.
Dag Haeggqvist, head of Gazell Records, reports that Ernie Englund made

a recording upon special request from Germany. The two numbers are “Autumn
Serenade” and “Freie Abend.” Also Colpix in the U.S. will release the two
numbers.
SBC-TV (Swedish Broadcasting Co.-TV) has started a weekly Hit Parade

program in which 400 teenagers vote for the records they like best of all. A
selection of records was played, and the youths pressed a button if they liked

what they heard. 15 records were played, and most votes were given to “I’m
Going To Knock On Your Door” with Eddie Hodges on Cadence, followed by
“Violetta” with Norwegian singer Ray Adams on Fontana with “Hello Mary
Lou” with Ricky Nelson on California as third. The next records in the list were
“Putti Putti” (Jay Epae/Mercury), “Alpens Ros” (Swedish—The Violents/
Sonet), “Moody River” (Pat Boone/Dot), “A Girl Like You” (Cliff Richard/
(Columbia), “En Tuff Brud I Lyxf6rpackning”/“Soria Moria” (Swedish/Nor-
wegian—Lill-Babs/Kausell and Ray Adams/Fontana—these two shared the
eight spot) and finally “Du Har Bara Lekt Med Mej” (“Foolin’ Around”—Siv
Malmquist/Metronome).

We ran into F. Machin, assistant director general of EMI in Paris, a few

days ago, and he was able to tell us about some of the changes about to take
place in EMI’s French organization. Minchin, himself, has been appointed
director general of EMI in Milan and his place in Paris will be taken by
Rouzies, who used to manage Pathe’s plant at Thonon. De Roquefeuille, for-
merly with Philips where he maintained the liaison between customers factory
and the sales set-up, will become Pathe’s general sales chief-—a real promotion.
Roger Marouani, former label chief at MGM will take over Pathe’s “pop” sales
section. We recall that Minchin served as assistant director-general in Milan
during 1960 and that his new post also represents a real promotion, although
he did not mention that. These modifications, ali’eady in effect, will become
official at the end of December. Valoussiere continues as Pathe Director of
Sales.

Paul Beuscher Music Publishers currently promoting a marvelous tune for
Edith Piaf, “Les Amants,” music by Charles Dumont who has recorded the
song with Piaf on the Columbia label. Jean-Claude Pascale has also waxed
“Les Amants” for His Master’s Voice. And following the trend of rock ’n roll

in France, the same publishing firm has a French version (words by Hubert
Ithier) of “D in Love” that Cliff Richard created. It’s called “Trois en amour”
and Richard Anthony as well as Les Chats Sauvages have waxed this rockin’
rock. Les Chats . . . have also recorded “Theme for a Dream” (French title:

“C’est pas serieux”) which might become one of the best of the French-re-
corded rocks. Several instrumental versions are also available, including one
by Caravelli et ses violons magiques (Versailles). “Lamp of Love” has become
“Yeh, Yeh, Yeh” in French and Les Chats Sauvages have added this tune too
to their recorded series.

Colette Dereal’s contract with Deutsche-Grammophon has expired and nego-
tiations are underway for its renewal. The contract of the Compagnons de la

Chanson has also reached its end and everyone is guessing as far as its renewal
is concerned.

It might be said that Jackie Seven is the last but not the least of the new
wave of rock singers for her recordings to date prove that this 18-year-old
Belgian girl has what it takes to make the front ranks of the rock crowd. And
Bel-Air’s rockin’ Pirates are catching on like wild fire, especially when it comes
to The Twist. Achir Chemouny of Acir-Automatic confirms this news which
juke-box plays of the Pirates serve to prove.

Tino Rossi has kept a faithful following all these years and his records prove
it. His latest waxing is excellent—it’s “Guitar Tango” for Pathe. Jerry Mengo,
whose A&R man is G. Cote, has also recorded this tune. Mengo and Tony
Mureno (Barclay) have made available their versions of Brel’s famous “Le
moribund.” Thanks to Connie Francis’ recording of “Jealous of You,” the
French adaptation entitled “Rien” is also becoming popular. And speaking of
Connie, let it be said that her success in last week’s “Musicorama” series at
the Olympia was magnificent—but really something! “Rien,” in addition to
this original on MGM, has been waxed by Pierre Sellin (Fontana), Sarlek
(Philips), Marino Marini (Durim-Vogue) and Luis Pena (Ducretet).
During the visit of the Iranian royal couple to Paris, Nana Mouskouri, Fon-

tana’s Greek singer, was presented personally to Farah Diba. Tutti Editions
published “Dans le creux de ta main” which was the No. 1 song at the Bar-
celona Mediterranean Song Festival where Robert Jeantal and Jacqueline Nero
represented France.

Seignette Polydor will have John William record “La terre promise” while
Maya Casablanca takes care of the female version of the tune. Caravelli and
his violinists have waxed this one for Philips and the venture is the first joint

Philips-Polydor operation on file.

The only French girl singer chosen by the U.S. jazzmen for their Olympia
concert on October 10 was Nicole Croisille.

The radio feature called “La Note du Disquaire,” reports that the best-sell-

The riGW SGason is underway, but no new trends ai'e in evidence to |^*ive the

season its big' kickoff. Record firms here are continuing to issue new versions
of old standard material with a new sound and sometimes a new text. Name
artists such as Gus Gackus, Cateriiia Valente, Kreddy, etc. continue to turn
out hits for their fans and novelty numbers such as “Pepito” and “Zucker-
puppe” are also popular items on the charts. Although the record industry
predicts a strong comeback for teenbeat material, the few strong rock nuni-
bers that are now on the market have failed to make the charts. One other
trend is strongly in evidence. The middle hits are .just no longer there. It used
to be that a fairly weak record could still count on sales of 10,000 and more
and a fairly strong number would sell 20 to 40,000 with no trouble. A top hit
then sold about 100,000. These days, a top hit can reach the million mark, but
the weak and fairly strong numbers are selling under 15,000. It’s strictly a
hit or miss proposition in the record industry here today and recoi’d firms ai'e
concentrating stronger than ever on top artists and “plug” items.

Gerig Music is hard at work pushing both sides of the new Will Braudes
record, the song “Von Tahiti Nach Hawaii” by The Blue Capris and “Uberall”
by Fred Bertelmann all on Polydor. Peter Lach reports that his Capriccio
Music Firm is .just startin.g its operation in Hamburg and already have waxings
by The Blue Diamonds, Ria Valk, Der Flotte .lohnny, Maria Zamora all on
Philips or Fontana.

Radio Luxemhurg reports that its Germany hit parade coincides closely
with the Cash Box listings. On the top is Freddy with “La Paloma,” in second
place is Nana Mouskouri with “Weisse Rosen Aus Athen,” in 3rd slot is
“Hello Mary Lou” by Ricky Nelson and the 4th place number is “Der Mann
Im Mond” from Gus Backus.

Pardon My Slip: Metronome records reports that it’s still handling the Pres-
tige line of records from the states and the New Jazz label of Prestige instead
of Bernhard Mikulski Import as recently reported. Mr. Mikulski is handling
the Bluesville and Swingsville lines of the firm.

NEW LINES, NEW DISTRIBUTORS, NEW CUSTOMERS

The
Changing

Scene

Last week’s editorial preached the merits of di-

versification on the part of the coin machine op-

erator, hut the message could have heen aimed at

almost any husinessman in this country today.

Keeping the thinking within the hounds of our own
l)usiness however, we need not point only to the op-

erator. What about the distributor who stands still

in this era of fierce competition for the sale? Can

he expect to progress within his present structure

or must he look to additional lines, new customers,

new types of equipment, in order to stay on top.

It’s interesting to note that during the first nine

months of this year twenty-five major distributor

changes were made either by the wholesalers them-

selves or by the respective factories. The change is

usually always for the hest—and the best that can

happen of course is increased sales. New appoint-

ments have continued to occur at almost a daily

rate and the distributor gaining additional lines can

expect increased traffic, an opportunity for added

sales to his regular operator-customers, and a gen-

eral increase in overall business. Just as we have

pointed out that a properly conducted export divi-

sion will eventually bring about increased income,

a new line will cause interest, stimulate sales and

bring about the necessary traffic—a “must” for in-

creased sales.

It’s interesting to note that many of our whole-

salers with a quarter of a century and more in the

business are still in search of new lines with an eye

to expansion or possibly as a means of rounding

out a present distributor set-up. Just this week sev-

eral new appointments were made involving major

lines and leading distributors. In most instances

new lines require intense effort in order to get off

the ground. The continuing effort must be made

and in this business that means new lines, expansion

into new areas, and the constant development of

new customers. Because of the changing scene and

competitive picture most distributors must look to

all avenues of opportunity for increased business.

No one can afford to rest on his laurels in this day

a '1-* ^ Aoo 10 o vft rrm n* O'nA ill



Coin Machine Council To Dissolve

CHICAGO—A proposed plan of dis-

tribution of assets has been offered

by the Coin Machine Council after the

recent decision to dissolve the organ-

ization.

NEW YORK—Standard Financial
Corporation has acquired Security In-
dustrial Loan Association of Rich-
mond, Va., in exchange for Standard
Financial prior preferred stock,
Theodore H. Silbert, Standard Finan-
cial president, announced last week.

Security Industrial, organized in
1954 to do business as an industrial
loan association, under the general su-
pervision of the Banking Department
of the Virginia State Corporate Com-
mission, operates principally in the
home mortgage field. It is one of the
largest Industrial loan associations in
Virginia with loans in excess of $5
million.
Earnings of Standard Financial

Corporation for the nine months
ended September 30, 1961 increased
38% over the same period last year
from $900,283 to $1,245,000.
Per share earnings for the nine

months period this year are based on
2,068,167 shares outstanding, or 57(^
per share, as compared with 1,726,969
shares outstanding, or 54^ per share
on September 30, 1960. Silbert said
that common share earnings were
the highest for a nine month period
in the company’s history.
This was before amortization of ex-
