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INNOVATIONS 
Few gift purchases so mindfully 

measure the attention of the giver 
to the tastes of the recipient as do 
records. Music is a highly personal 
thing, and the bearer of gifts who 
hits the mark in his selection of a 

particular recording gains that 
much more gratitude from the in- 

dividual who receives the record. 

Despite the personalized nature 
of records and the fact that they are 
readily accessible and relatively in- 

expensive, gifts of records are not 
as widespread as they used to be. 
Among the rubs, it is generally 
agreed, is that today's discounting 
of disks has reached the point 
where records do not carry the 
prestige value they once possessed, 
particularly when it's gift -giving 

time. 
Gift buyers seem to be self-con- 

scious about being able to pick-up 
an album at a drastic reduction 
from the list price, and are likely to 

turn down an album as a gift idea 
because albums individually are so 

modestly priced. 

Last week, Kapp Records an- 

nounced that it had hit upon an 

idea that gives records more re- 

spectability as a gift -giving idea. 

The concept is simple, but, we be- 

lieve, highly effective. Package 

three albums with the same artist or 

a similar theme in an attractive 
gift -looking box and make new gift - 

giving friends of records. 

The Kapp move, designed for 

all -year -'round gift purchases, is 

too new to be assessed for success, 

of course, but the label can already 

be applauded for an action that 
shows that it's got its thinking 
"Kapp" on. 

In the meantime, it behooves 
labels to keep an objective eye on 
Kapp's idea and determine its pos- 
sibilities within the scope of their 
own operations. Distribs and deal- 
ers involved in the program owe it 
to themselves to give the merchan- 
dising innovation an opportunity to 
get a fair trial from the consumer. 

However pertinent the Kapp 
idea is to today's consumer feelings 
about records in a particular situa- 
tion, it is but a singular gesture in 
the varied possibilities in disk mer- 
chandising which demand more 
scrutiny by other labels. 

It is up to each label to survey its 
own product and market potential 
and take a merchandising course 
that suits its individual needs. One 
label may be in a strong position to 
offer value merchandising, giving 
the consumer an opportunity to get 
more for his money; another label 
may find it more worthwhile to 
stress a more intangible quality 
about its product, such as a no - 
other - label - has - this - kind - of - 
material - or - not - as - much - of - it 
approach. 

There's much that can be done 
to bring home to the consumer the 
point that records can be among the 
most satisfying purchases one can 
obtain in its price range-whether 
for one's own use or as a gift. 

It's up to each label to relay this 
fact in a manner that best speaks 
for its own personality.

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Kapp's "My Gift To You" Line Designed To Uplift 

Record Albums As Gift Items All Year 'Round 
NEW YORK-Kapp Records has em- 
barked on an ambitious campaign to 
give records a better chance to make 
gift lists. 

While the program makes its de- 
but during the current holiday sea- 
son, it was emphasized that it is de- 
signed to cash -in on all gift -giving 
occasions throughout the year. 

Called "My Gift To You," the 
idea centers around attractive gift - 
styled boxes containing three LP's 
each by a particular artist or tied -in 
with a similar theme. 

The reasoning behind the multi - 
disk format is that the purchases of 
individual albums for gift -giving pur- 
poses has lost much of its prestige, 
since LP's are generally available at 
large discounts. 

In addition, Kapp conducted re- 
search that uncovered the knowledge 
that the majority of gift purchases 
are in the $7 to $12 price range. 

Al Cahn, the label's vp and sales 
manager, is under the impression 
that 'both the industry and the con- 
sumer have been overlooking records 
as gift possibilities, and the new 
Kapp plan is designed to recreate 
interest on the part of the distribu- 
tor, retailer and consumer." 

Adds Cahn: "No longer will the 
consumer leave the record shop to go

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to a gift shop because no one has 
properly suggested to him that rec- 
ords beautifully packaged make won- 
derful gifts for birthdays, Valentine's 
Day, anniversaries, or any other oc- 
casion. The record dealer, for the first 
time, can have his own gift depart- 
ment." 

Cahn noted that distrib reaction 
to the program had been "excellent" 
even before the packages could be 
shown. 

There are seven initial packages in 
the "My Gift To You" series, each 
available in mono and stereo and in 
either blue (male) or red (female) 
colored boxes. 

Diskery is hopeful that the line 
will go over big with retail establish- 
ments other than disk -only shops. 

Kapp's ad -promo plans for the line 
include extensive trade -consumer ads 
and a number of dealer aids, includ- 
ing a large browser bin, streamers, 
counter displays, etc. Also available 
will be newspaper ad mats for coop 
insertion. 

Of interest in the label's general 
ad -display wording is that the Kapp 
name is not emphasized, making, 
rather, a general pitch for records 
as a gift idea. 

The first seven "My Gift To You" 
sets include: Jack Jones-"Call Me 

Irresponsible," "She Loves Me" and 
"Bewitched;" Roger Williams-"Ma- 
ria, "Fabulous Country and Western 
Hits" and "Academy Award Win- 
ners;" Chad Mitchell Trio-"Mighty 
Day On Campus," "At The Bitter 
End" and "Blowin' In The Wind;" 
a set consisting of-Louis Armstrong 
-"Hello, Dolly!;" Joe Harnell-"Fly 
Me To The Moon" and Hugo Winter- 
halter-"The Best Of '64;" Roger 
Voisin-"Music For Trumpet and Or- 
chestra;" The Do -Re -Mi Children's 
Chorus-"Do-Re-Mi," "Do -Re -Mi -Fa - 
So -La" and "On Top Of Spaghetti;"

CBS Heading For Record 
Sales, Earnings In '64 
NEW YORK-The Columbia Broad- 
casting System, parent company of 
Columbia Records, is well on its way 
to the best financial year in its his- 
tory. 

This year's nine -month earnings, 
it was announced last week, reached 
$33,393.508, compared with last year's 
total of $28,377,689. This record take 
involves a high for this year's 
third quarter, which saw an income 
of $10,345,725, up from the 1963 pe- 
riod showing of $9.007,672. 

Saes figure for the new nine -month 
period was $449,830,622, while last 
year's figure for Jan. -Sept. was $395,- 
145,909. 

In the CBS report, from chairman 
Bill Paley and president Frank Stan- 
ton, special attention was given to 
"My Fair Lady," which has given 
CBS a $10 million net for its invest- 
ment of $360,000 back in 1956. They 
said that the soundtrack LP had 
sold 500,000 copies before the flick 
opened last month. The stage cast 
version is passed the 5 million mark, 
with gross sales value of more than 
$25 million at the retail level. 

CBS sold the film rights to the 
stage classic for a record $5.5 million 
and 47.5% of WB's worldwide gross 
income over $20 million. 

Further good news for sharehold- 
ers was an increase in quarterly div- 
idends. A 30e dividend payable Dec. 
4 to holders of record Nov. 20, was 
announced. Directors also approved a 
stock dividend of 2%, payable to 
holders of record Nov. 20. With the 
25et quarterly dividends, the total 
this year amounts to $1.05 in cash, 
compared to 75e cash paid last year- 
end with a 3% stock dividend (the 
stock split two -for -one last Feb.).

they never sold before only because 
it is in the browser boxes and the 
exposure is there." 

In the brochure, titled "My 25 
Years in the Record Business," 
Nathan traces the source (and his 
estimation) of return privileges, rang- 
ing from the old 5% return deal dur- 
ing the days before the growth of the 
indies to the present 100% exchange 
privilege. The exec said that under 
the latter deal, dealers have large 
investments in disks that are ex- 
changeable but not selling. 

Nathan noted that many dealers 
have taken so well to the idea that 
they are allowing the label's sales 
personnel to choose for themselves 
the King product they think most 
saleable. 

This has led King to designate 
their salesman as servicemen, and

The set also includes a 60 -page 
book of articles and a number of pho- 
tos taken from Sir Winston's private 
collection. The Churchill albums and 
their recording were discussed at a 
question answer period following the 
announcement. Mr. Montague -Browne 
said that the albums were made from 
some 80 hours of speeches and read- 
ings of memoirs. Hugh Mendl who 
produced the album for British Dec- 

ca and Michael Barclay who engi 
neered the recordings, also con 
mented on the techniques involved in 

collating all the material into this 
super package. Mr. Montague -Browne 
said that in 1949, Sir Winston was 
given a tape recorded as a gift, and, 
being the historian and journalist 
that he is, thought that future his- 
torians would be interested in hear- 
ing important documents as they 
were presented by the author. 

The recording also features some 
of the speeches which Sir Winston 
delivered in the House of Commons. 
Since no camera, or recording is per- 
mitted in Commons, Sir Winston felt 
that recording some of his feelings 
made in his speeches when he was a 
member of Commons, would be of in- 
terest to future historians.

A second factor which greatly 
influenced the Board's decision was 
the emphasis put upon individual 
situations and individual problems. A 
general meeting, it was felt, would 
not serve to pinpoint these problems

In its musical comedy (or play) showcase, 
"Golden Boy" rarely makes any concession to 
outright Schubert Row charm, but attempts to 
face up to reality. This honest conept hasn't been 
mated with great melodic appeal by composer 
Charles Strouse on the order of his "Bye Bye 
Birdie" or "All American." It rests on meaning- 
ful lyrics by Lee Adams and the colorful orches- 
trations of Ralph Burns. Best numbers for Sam- 
my Davis are the boistrously cynical "Don't For- 
get 127th Street" and the resolute, spiritual -like 
"No More." Billy Daniels is excellent in his sev- 
eral numbers.

TOUR DE FARCE-The Smothers Brothers- 
Mercury SR 60948 

The Smothers Brothers have an unbroken chain 
of hit LP's on Mercury, and this sixth set very 
likely could be the biggest of them all. The laugh- 
able folk duo has come up with some of the most 
hilarious material to date on this set which is 
subtitled, "American History And Other Un- 
related Subjects." Tom Smothers' lectures on 
several historical characters evoke gales of 
laughter. Plenty of programmable tracks here. 
This could be a top ten LP in short order. 

THE FOLK ERA-Kingston Trio-Capitol STCL 
2180 

As much as any group on the scene today, the 
Kingston Trio is responsible for the contemporary 
folk musical revival. The group's precedent -mak- 
ing hits were cut on Capitol and this new deluxe 
3 -disk set from that label offers a handsome 
sampling of 32 of their biggest successes. High- 
lights of the set are such now-sturdies as "Tom 
Dooley," "A Worried Man" and "Where Have 
All The Flowers Gone." Package, which boasts 
a bio -type illustrated booklet, should make an 
excellent Christmas gift. 

YOU REALLY GOT ME-Kinks-Reprise 6143 
The Kinks, who are currently burning up the 

Top 100 with their best-selling single of "You 
Really Got Me," tag this, their premiere album 
outing after the biggie (for the obvious built- 
in sales acceptance) and include eleven other 
raunchy Mersey Beatish bluesey items. The four- 
some's many teenage admirers should really dig 
"Beautiful Delilah," "Long Tall Shorty" and 
'Stop Your Sobbing." Disk should skyrocket. 

NEW ORLEANS WONDERLAND - Andre 
Kostelanetz-Columbia CL 2250 

Andre Kostelanetz, who scored quite a success 
with his "N. Y. Wonderland" sets utilizes the 
same technique on this colorful salute to the 
Crescent City. The program here runs the gamut 
from jazz and blues to classical selections. The 
orkster effectively batons his large ork in top- 
drawer readings of "South Rampart Street Pa- 
rade," "Basin Street Blues" and "The Battle 
Of New Orleans." Album should reach the 
charts in no time flat. 

SONGS FOR LONESOME LOVERS - Ray 
Charles Singers-Command RS874SD 

The Ray Charles Singers should continue their 
current winning streak with this flavorful pack- 
age of mood ballads on Command. These choris- 
ters have been clicking in a big way both in 
the singles and LP areas, and their newest noise- 
maker, "One More Time," opens the program 
here. Other smoothies geared for relaxed listen- 
ing are "I'll Never Smile Again," "Dear Heart" 
and "I Wish You Love." Eye this one for rapid 
consumer acceptance. 

GOLDFINGER - Original Soundtrack - United 
Artists UAS 5117 

The last two James Bond Adventure films by 
United Artists have made an international hero 
of 007 and disk hits of the title themes. This 
third segment, with a score by John Barry and 
lyrics by Newley-Bricusse, should follow the 
same success path as its two predecessors. Shir- 
ley Bassey wails the vibrant main theme. Watch 
for a rapid sales rise when the flick goes into 
general release. Chart status should be forth- 
coming shortly. 
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A BIT OF LIVERPOOL-Supremes-Motown 623 
The Supremes, who recently returned from a triumphant tour of England, offer a first-rate 

tribute to their musical brothers from Blighty 
on this new Motown LP which boasts a varied 
sampling of recent Mersey Beat hits. The gals fare 
real well as they turn in bluesey readings of 
such favorites as "How Do You Do It," "A 
World Without Love" and "A Hard Day's Night." 
Sure-fire chart potential here. 

ITALIANO-Gene Pitney-Musicor MM2015 
Gene Pitney has become a vocal giant in Italy 

in recent years as a result of the in -Italian ver- 
sions of his American hits. Here is the songster 
singing a collection of Italian tunes with the same 
feelingful delivery that has made him a con- 
sistent hitmaker around the world. Included here 
are "Town Without Pity," "Half A Heartache" 
and "What Will Happen To Me."

Kai Winding, noted for a vibrant and hard -

Singers. The result is a rhythmic and ear -pleas- 
ing set of country tunes geared for universal I 

enjoyment. Lots of spins and sales should come , 
the orkster's way from "I Walk The Line," 
"Busted," "Detroit City" and "Bye Bye Love." 

TALKING STEEL GUITAR - Pete Drake - 
Smash SRS 67060 

Pete Drake's last album, "Forever," was a 
tremendous seller and this new session of easy- 
going countryish electric guitar stylings gives 
every indication of going a like success route. 
While backed by a swingin' combo and chorus, 
Drake dishes up some hauntingly plaintive rendi- 
tions of "Blue Guitar," "Ain't She Sweet" and 
"Funny How Time Slips Away." LP should 
skyrocket. 

"BEN FRANKLIN IN PARIS"-Original Cast- 
Capitol SVAS 2191 

Most of the critics thought that Ben Franklin 
on Broadway didn't quite come off. However, 
the Mark Sandrich, Jr. (music) and Sidney Mi- 
chaels (lyrics) score is always pleasing to the 
ear, sometimes very welcome, as in the cases of 
"Too Charming" "To Be Alone with You" and 
"How Laughable It Is" and "Look for Small 
Pleasures." Robert Preston does more vocalizing 
than in his speak -sing "Music Man" role. There's 
much to charm the musical comedy buff here. 

I'M ON THE OUTSIDE (LOOKING IN)-Little 
Anthony & Imperials-DCP DCS 6801 

Little Anthony and the Imperials tag this 
premier album on DCP after their current single 
blockbuster, "I'm On The Outside (Looking In),' 
the tune which returned them to the sales lime- 
light after a hiatus of several years.

WASHINGTON - Distrib sales of 
radio sets for the first nine months of 

Lrl 1964 were ahead of those for the 
similar period last year, while total 
radio production dropped slightly 
from 1963. Report is from the Elec- 
tronic Industries Association. 

In addition, EIA reported that dis- 
trib sales and production of radio 
sets were up substantially in Sept. 
over Sept., 1963. 

Distrib sales for the first nine 
months of this year amounted to 
6,980,405 units, compared to 6,616,451 
in the comparable 1963 period. 

Production for the first nine months 
was 13,821,995, compared to last 
year's 12,836,995. 

Sept. distrib sales were 1,297,571, 
compared to the Sept., 1963 showing 
of 1,113,464. 

Bullish Outlook Seen 
For U.S. Organ Sales 
NEW YORK-Organ music has been, 
for the past decades, one of the very 
staples of the disk industry. Some 
light was thrown on the subject of 
explaining the popularity of this 
variant's popularity last week in an 
address made by Stanley W. Soren- 
son, president of the Hammond Organ 
Company. 

In a talk before the Boston Society 
of Security Analysts, the exec noted 
that 3.2 million persons now were 
playing the organ, compared with 
825,000 in 1947. He further estimated 
that there were 35 million amateur 
musicians in the country today com- 
pared with 19 million in 1947.

These will include the use of 
trucks to replenish customer inven- 
tory in the hundreds and the dealer - 
skin wrapping of LP's to keep them 
fresh-lookrng for long periods of 
time. 

The consignment -deal has seen an 
adjustment in the price of each LP 
to $2.19. The label's previous deal was 
to buy -8 -get -1 -free, a policy that can- 
not work with the consignment -deal. 

Nathan conceded that at "some 
later date we will probably learn that 
it is not feasible for us to put this 
consignment deal in certain small 
shops who do not dispose of enough 
merchandise to make it worthwhile 
for to service them. It is far to early 
for us to determine which ones these 
are." 

Nathan declared that a 6 to 8 

month period will be required to have 
the consignment -deal policy in full 
swing.

Country Music Hall Of Fame 

NASHVILLE -1 r.x Ritter, vet coun- 
try artist and newly re-elected presi- 
dent of the Country Music Associa- 
tion, was recently named to the Coun- 
try Music Hall Of Fame (9). 

The honor was bestowed on Ritter 
at the premiere showing of MGM's 
"Your Cheatin' Heart" at the Loew's 
Theatre in Nashville during the Coun- 
try Music Festival. Mrs. Frances 
Preston, chairman of the CMA board, 
made the presentation. Mrs. Preston 
described Ritter as "a man whose 
personal inspiration, dedication to 
his God, his family, and his profession 
are continuing inspiration to his 
friends all over the world. 

Ritter, who in addition to his sing- 
ing career, starred not only on radio 
and TV, but also in the flicks and live 
theatre. His records include such hits 
as "Hillbilly Heaven," "Deck Of 
Cards," "Jealous Heart," "Bo Weevil," 
and others. These were all released 
on Capitol Records which Ritter joined 
two decades ago as the label's first 
country artist. As a "singing cowboy" 
in the tradition of Gene Autry, Ritter 

has made some 80 films for various 
picture companies. 

As president of the Country Music 
Association during the past twelve 
months, Ritter has spearheaded the 
drive to acquaint advertisers and ad- 
vertising agencies with the sales 
power of country music. In imple- 
menting this campaign to increase 
the use of country music and its 
artists on radio and television, Ritter 
and his co-workers in the CMA have 
presented country music shows to ad- 
vertising and broadcasting executives 
in key metropolitan centers. 

The country Music Hall of Fame 
was founded by the CMA in 1961. 
Selections are made by a committee of 
100 of the foremost figures in the field 
-each with at least 10 years experi- 
ence in country music. The only other 
living member of the Hall of Fame is 
Roy Acuff. Other members are the 
late Jimmie Rodgers, Fred Rose and 
Hank Williams.

The jury, with German jazz - 
critic Joachim Ernst Behrendt as president, consisted of members from West- 
ern European countries, USA (Joe Napoli), but also from many Eastern 
European countries like Russia, Hungary, Poland and Czechoslovakia. Ten 
years ago, Rita Reys was selected by American jazz -critics as the best Euro- 
pean female jazz -singer; four years ago, Rita won the Jazz Festival at Juan 
Les Pins; this year she triumphed over 9 other female jazz -vocalists in 
Eastern Europe. Rita Reys is recording for Philips exclusively since 1954. 
.She ranks among the best -sold popular Philips -artists in Holland (greatest 
hit: "Desafinado"). A special LP -album will soon appear, entitled "Ten Years 
Rita Reys."

The German singles industry, which must depend on radio play and juke box 

1,31 action, now has a brand new outlet as the major and smaller cities are getting 
{ hot on the idea of the Discoteque. Of course, you know that a "Discoteque"is 

a night club that plays records for its guests instead of a "live"band and the 
idea is becoming more and more popular here. The idea which started in Ber- 
lin and Vienna has spread all over the country and over 250 clubs of this sort 
are now operating. Although many of the teen oriented clubs in Berlin and 
Munich pride themselves on a "no German records allowed" policy and con- 
tinually push out Italian, French, British and U.S. hits, most of the clubs push 
the new German language hits as well. The younger set are flocking to these 
clubs as most of them have very reasonable prices due to the "no live enter- 
tainment" savings and still provide the guest with the finest music in the 
world for dancing. The record buying public often hit the clubs to find out 
about the newest releases and then visit the record shops to buy their favor- 
ites. Not only the club owners profit from these clubs but they also serve as a 
shot in the arm for the slacking singles business here. The larger cities in 
Germany already are loaded with between 10 and 30 such clubs and even the 
small towns find that this type of club is inexpensive to operate and brings in 
top profits. This new style of night club which is the rage all over the conti- 
nent will be a great partner for the record industry and a free promotional 
tool which can reap tremendous profits for all parties concerned. 

John Jack Finsterwald of German Vogue is back from the USA where he 
set up new publishing connections for the Vogue publishing interests newly 
established in Germany. Jerry Moss of A&M records visited Cologne for meet- 
ings with Vogue's international dept. head Larry Yaskiel. Larry also reports 
chat the firm has signed up Everest records for distribution in this territory. 
Business for the firm is better than ever before and distribution chief Paulus 
says that Xmas sales should set new records for the firm. Larry Yaskiel is also 
heading for London this month to record Dionne Warwick and The Searchers 
in German along with new A&R man Friedel Berlipp. 

A&R man Gerhard Mendelson reports that he has recorded Leslie Gore for 
Philips in German. Leslie will present the German tune written by Charly

A Nationwide Dilemma 

THE 
GAMBLING 
DEFINITION 

Whenever a question is followed with an answer that 
does not apply in every instance, confusion and indeci- 
sion usually result in areas where the answer must be 
provided. When the question must first be interpreted 
and the answer ultimately based on conditions prevail- 
ing in a particular area, the overall result is a multitude 
of answers each applying respectively to an area but in 
total no single answer suffices for the general situation. 
This is what happens when the Federal Government con- 
dones gambling per se but leaves it to the States who in 
turn permit the counties to accept or reject the means 
whereby gambling activities may be made available to 
the citizen. This procedure confuses the citizen who 
leaves a race track without breaking the law but finds 
that the race track principle cannot be engaged in else- 
where in his community. It also has a serious and detri- 
mental effect on business people who provide amuse- 
ment that cannot be classified as gambling but oftentimes 
is. and on people who make a living catering to the gam- 
bling urge but find that their market is an indecisive one, 
from the standpoint of legality. 

While the pinball machine is indeed a part of Ameri- 
cana, so to speak, and is welcomed in many sections of

Ul\ ITY FOR LEGISLATION 

If the operators, distributors, manu- 
facturers and location owners were 
ever unified throughout the country, 
this combination would represent such 
a powerful force politically, finan- 
cially, and morally, that this business 
would stop being kicked around-stop 
being the scapegoat for every politi- 
cian, newspaper and reformer-stop 
being pushed to such low levels that 
an operator of a pin game, amuse- 
ment game, or juke box, is ashamed 
to admit being in the business. It is 
very doubtful that this business will 
ever become unified because at all lev- 
els, every one in the coin machine 
business fights every one else. Loca- 
tion owners are jealous of other loca- 
tion owners-operators take each oth- 
ers' locations and continually bicker- 
distributors go beyond the ethics of 
good business in order to get those 
"sales. The manufacturers do speak 
to each other if they meet on the 
street, in a hotel or restaurant, but 
even this is confined to a brief "How 
do you do? And unquestionably, the 
first to be organized, and organized 
permanently and solidly, should be 
these same manufacturers, because if 
the manufacturers do not organize 
and have a meeting of minds and 
work toward a common interest, they 
and all of us are apt to face a very 
uncertain future. 

The first and most important proj- 
ect that should be undertaken by an 
organized manufacturers' association 
is to open more territory for flipper 
games, amusement games, baseball 
games, bowlers, guns, etc. All of the 
manufacturers should get together 
and form a framework of a strong or- 
ganization that would later include 
distributor organizations, operator or- 
ganizations, with the operators organ- 
izing their locations 
entire setup. All amusement game 
manufacturers should join the parent 
organization. There should be no rug- 
ged individuals, no dissenters what- 
soever. 

The very first thing that should be 
done after organizing is to draft a 
standard legalizing law for flipper 
and amusement games that would 
spell out the description of a per se 
100^, amusement game, excluding 
anything that remotely might be used 
for gambling purposes. Every State in 
the Union needs revenue and the le- 
galizing law must be presented to the 
several States as a license or revenue - raising measure. This license law 
should require as high a license as the 
traffic will bear, nothing like a $10.00 
or $20.00 -a -year license, but a mini- 
mum of $50.00. Everyone in this busi- 
ness knows there is nothing immoral, 
demoralizing, or corrupting in the playing of amusement flipper games, 
baseball games, electronic guns, bowl- ing games, etc., yet many of our large cities and States have barred this equipment as being nuisances. This is where the manufacturers' association 
will take over as a public relations bu- reau and try to implant the truth to the politicians and public. An amuse- ment game is nothing more than a toy that serves the same purpose as any 

other amusement device, such as a 
movie, a play, a novel, or a magazine. 
It presents to the person playing pure 
escape from the harsh realities of life. 
Many people enjoy coin - operated 
games with their intricate designs and 
challenges and the thrill of beating 
the game; and winning that elusive 
free play is therapeutic tonic, indeed. 

As for the highly exaggerated old 
hue and cry about children putting 
their lunch money in amusement 
games, it is a far, far better thing for 
children to play pinball games than 
it is for them to attend the sex movies 
of today, read the lurid pornographic 
magazines and books that are infest- 
ing the newsstands and drug stores, 
run the streets, smoke cigarettes, and 
indulge in many things that lead to 
delinquency. Pin games and amuse- 
ment games are tops, so naturally 
they appeal to youngsters. So if some 
youngster is tempted to go hungry 
and put his lunch money in a pin 
game, the elimination of this pin 
game is not going to make that 
youngster a better person. This very 
same youth, being weak in the first 
place, would also spend his lunch 
money on candy, comic books, or 
whatever may tempt him. 

There is nothing wrong having an 
amusement game near a school, or in 
the school for that matter; but if it 
is good public relations not to have 
amusement games near a school, then 
they should be removed. It is healthy 
and wonderful, indeed, for amusement 
manufacturers to compete with each 
other with intensity in trying to make 
better and more appealing equipment, 
but all manufacturers have to get to- 
gether as one happy family, combine 
their resources of brains, energy and 
money, and try to achieve some of the 
goals I have outlined, the main goal, 
of course, being an all-out effort to 
open up the entire country to the op- 
eration of coin -operation amusement 
games. Of course, the manufacturers 
can have a meeting of minds on many 
other problems such as not producing 
a single, two- or four -player game all 
at the same time, which naturally 
hurts the operators. There are so 
many problems that could be dis- 
cussed which would be beneficial to 
the public if the manufacturers would 
get together for monthly meetings. 
And we don't mean meetings between 
some employee, or some relative, but 
we mean a meeting at the highest 
level. At these meetings at various 
times, certain distributors and opera- 
tors could be invited to voice their 
complaints. All of this would make 
for a better business. 

Because this writer has been pri- 
marily an operator and distributor of 
bingos, one -ball games and other such 
equipment, it may seem the height of 
hypocrisy to some people for the 
writer to advance the cause of amuse- 
ment and flipper games, but it just so 
happens that the writer is just as in- 
terested in amusement equipment as 
any other type of coin machines. In 
the following article I cover the so- 
called gambling phase of the business.

THE MORALITY OF GAMBLING

Just as there is nothing immoral, or corrupting, about the operation of a flipper pinball game, a baseball game, gun, bowling, or any type of amuse- ment game that has no gambling fea- tures, this statement can, also, apply 
to a bingo game, console, or slot ma- chine, provided this type of equipment runs in a territory that permits said equipment to run 100', legally li- censed and controlled. If per se gam- bling houses, such as Belmont Park, Hialeah, Arlington Park, The Fair Grounds, and Santa Anita, are per- mitted to run legally, there is no reason why other forms of risk en- 
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tertainment, especially coin -operated 
games and machines, cannot also run legally and unmolested. Any form of gambling is intrinsically evil, but so are alcoholic beverages, cigarettes, rich food and everything else we in- dulge in to excess rather than moder- ation. Regulatory laws instead of pro- hibitory laws are the only answer to the gambling problem. Many brilliant minds have advocated the legalization 
of all forms of gambling, but I do not think that all-out legalization would be workable or acceptable in all cities and States.

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thing, there is going to be a sup- 
ply, and our lawmakers should have 
learned by now that the more strin- 
gent laws that are passed against 
gambling the lower type of persons 
there will be supplying that demand 
for gambling, which never ceases. 
Gambling goes on and on, and it has 
to hide out and go under cover, but it 
finds a way. It develops guilt feelings 
but suppresses them with bravado. 
Usually our laws seek to suppress 
gambling as a source of graft, a 
breeder of gangsters, and a tool of 
syndicates, but sometimes we find that 
the hidden menace lurking behind 
bribed officials is worse than the pat- 
ent problem rightly licensed, regu- 
lated and controlled. 

Because of the opposition of the 
press, and certain religious elements, 
the States, cities and counties that 
would legalize any kind of gambling, 
especially coin -machines, will be few 
and far between, but as our Govern- 
ment at all levels is becoming more 
and more socialized, and there is more 
and more demand for revenue, law- 
makers at all levels will seek new 
sources of revenue, and one of the 
sources could be, in some instances, 
legalization of some form of gambling. 
It could be bingo, or bingo games-it 
could be various card games-or it 
could be lotteries, and I point out the 
New Hampshire Lottery as a begin- 
ning. Because all-out legalized gam- 
bling on a national scale will probably 
never came to pass, the coin -machine 
industry should at this time make a 
tremendous effort to legalize those 
amusement coin - machines not as- 
sociated with gambling, this type of 
equipment being prohibited because of 
hypocrisy and misunderstanding. If a 
State, city, county, or town legalizes 
flipper and amusement games under a 
license, then there should be no at- 
tempt by any manufacturer, operator, 
or anyone else, to bring gambling 
equipment into a territory legalized 
strictly for amusement games. 

Dave Gottlieb, the head of D. Gott- 
lieb & Co., has been criticized from 
some sources for his aggressive at- 
tempts at pointing out the difference 
and trying to divorce amusement pin - 
balls from those that may be possibly 
used to award prizes on. This writer, 
although a distributor and operator of 
bingo type games, has never at any 
time condemned Mr. Gottlieb for his 
efforts on behalf of his own business 
and livelihood. There is no question 
but that bingo games and one ball 
games, and the resultant exaggerated 
publicity over the operation of same, 
have closed quite a bit of territory 
throughout the country. But it is also 
true that much of the prosperity 
brought to this industry for many 
years resulted from the operation of 
one balls, bingos, and other such 
games. There are quite a few manu- 
facturers, and many operators and distributors whose fortunes were 
based on the early manufacture, dis- 
tribution and operation of one balls, 
bingos and other games that were 

used for a little bit more than In 
amusement, and it is for sure th 
many operators purchased flip 
games, phonographs, venders a 
other legal Equipment from the profi 
made from 'the aforementioned libe 
games. 

I point out to you very forcibly the 
operation of bingo games is at an ab- 
solute minimum in the United States 
at this time, yet no one can say there 
is any great prosperity among am 
ment game or phonograph operato 
at this time. As there have been so 
bad publicity in the past on ho 

amusement games and bingos, the i

The title song of Rodgers & 
Hart's teen -cast musical, "Babes In 
Arms," states, in part, that "we're 
only Babes in Arms, but we are 
Babes in Armour ... " 

The song applied to a group of 
talented youngsters who wanted to 
earn money on their own, but tele- 
vision today has begun to recognize 
that teen talent wears a strong suit 
of armour when it comes to the 
rating wars. 

It takes untaxing recollection to 
trace the immediate cause for tele- 
vision's discovery of the powerful 
appeal of young performers on 
video. It began last Jan. when the 
Beatles were presented on the Ed 
Sullivan TV'er and sparked tre- 
mendous ratings for the venerable 
talent showcase. The rest is Hooper - 
Nielsen history, so that at the mo- 
ment, TV producers are looking 
high and low to cast star teen at- 
tractions on top presentations. The 
Sullivan stanza has become a virtual 
haven for teenage performers (and 
fans ! ). ABC -TV's "Shindig," really 
an offspring of last season's "Hoot- 
enanny," but casting more out-and- 
out rock 'n roll acts, is to be ex- 
panded to 60 minutes after a suc- 
cessful go with a half-hour format. 

To paraphrase a recent hit, the 
TV industry is, obviously, on to 
something good. It's a grand con- 
cession-if that's the correct word- 
that teen talent not only captures a 

significant teenage public (and all 
its growing purchasing power), but 
makes the grade with a goodly por- 
tion of adult viewers as well. It jus- 
tifies an old music industry judg- 
ment that many adults - though 
sometimes unwilling to admit it- 
enjoy much of the rock 'n roll 
music and its dance steps. 

Whatever the proof of the pud- 
ding may be, the record business 
can view the teen talent bonanza on 
TV as a boon to - increased disk 
sales. It will take, however, some 
doing to realize maximum sales in- 
creases. One of the -prime tasks of 
music firms is to tie-in teen talent 
appearances on TV with new or cur- 
rent disk releases. This requires 
contact with TV producers who de- 
sire the casting of young disk per- 
formers and the continuation of a 
healthy rapport between the music 
and TV industries. 

There is also something to be 
said for the task of giving many 
teen acts a better stage presence 
than they possess, thus casting 
them in a thoroughly professional 
light. 

Both music and TV parties must 
recognize the mutual gains that will 
come about in the most effective 
presentation of teen acts. If teeners 
can be helpful in TV's rating wars, 
it's time for the record business to 
see to it that sales figures show cor- 
responding gains.

NEW YORK - Colpix/Dimension 
Records and most of its top echelon 
execs-including some new appointees 
-will move their base of operations 
from New York to Hollywood as of 
Dec. 1, it was announced last week by 
Bob Yorke, vp and general manager 
of the label and its subsid, Dimension 
Records. Music publishing activities, 
headed by Don Kirshner, will con- 
tinue to be based in Gotham. 

Orrin Keepnews has joined the label 
as merchandising manager and Ben 
Hurwitz has been named general sales 
manager. 

Lenny Adelman moves over from a 
long tenure at Columbia Pictures, the 
parent company, to become comp- 
troller of Colpix/Dimension. Ray 
Lawrence, associated with the disk 
set-up in various capacities, has been 
named field sales manager. Bernie 
Freedman will continue as production 
manager. Stu Phillips continues as 
west coast A&R head. All the fore- 
going execs, including Yorke, will 
move to Hollywood, where the opera- 
tion will work out of the former Re- 
prise Records building at 1347

Remaining in New York is Jack 
Lewis, who directs A&R activities in 
the east.
