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6-year-eld Lorraine Cullen, Easter arrived this year with a two-fold delight: a giant-sized Easter Bonny and a copy of Elvis Presley’s latest soundtrack LP for RCA Victor, “Girl

py,” which is already a giant-sized LP chart seller. The Metro-Goldwyn-Mayer flick opens this month. On the singles front, Elvis has revived the oldie “Crying In The Chapel,”
his latest singles effort, a follow-up to his teen-dance novelty hit, “Do The Clam.” Lorraine's surprises, we learned, were the happy idea of Col. Tom Parker, Elvis’ manager.
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The barrage of British hits in the

U.S. has brought to these shores an

invasion of another sort, English mu-

sic trade folk who at first glance carry

impressive credentials.

The contents of their luggage are

not the usual paraphernalia of the or-

dinary tourist, but the current musical

creativity of their native country. Their

bags are heavy with songs and mas-

ters, ready to be showcased by their

bearers to their eager American coun-

terparts.

In a vast majority of cases, deals

have been worked out that have made

these welcome visitors—publishers,

songwriters, indie producers, etc.—

a

godsend to the American trade. Eng-

lish-made product received at the of-

fices of Cash Box for the past year has

had a remarkable success pattern,

with only a handful of “duds.”

Nevertheless, the time has come to

weigh business deals with our foreign

friends with greater scrutiny. The Brit-

ish Sound bonanza shows no signs of

abating at this point, but as the quan-

tity of the flow of such product in-

creases, its batting average is bound

to suffer.

The foremost British acts, of course,

are pretty much tied-up with American

labels. They do not represent the en-

tire spectrum of British talent trying to

make the grade in their own country.

The American trade, we feel, is on the

verge of receiving this fringe talent,

which may carry potential, but does

not yet have the sure-fire advantage of

being a chart factor in England.

These fringe “sounds” should not

be summarily dismissed, but American

tradesters who are confronted with

them must realize that the gamble of a

deal for them is much greater than

those with proven hit sounds. This

gamble falls down to the level of the

hundreds of deals made each week for

American-made songs and masters,

where Dame Fortune smiles all too in-

frequently.

It is certainly good business at this

time to leave the doors wide-open to

British tradesters. They represent per-

haps the greatest triumph here of for-

eign music in the history of records.

But, it is also evident that caution is

the order of the day. Each offer must

be weighed on its own merits. While

the place of origin is undeniably im-

portant, all hit disks rest finally on the

individual session itself. “Does it have

it in the grooves?” is the first question

that should arise when an offer comes

along. This query applies to the British

Sound just as it does to American-

made product. If the quality of the Brit-

ish Sound falls too far below par, it can

only mean a financial disadvantage to

both the American and British mar-

kets. Let's keep a good thing going!

Irwin J. Tarr, Victor’s manager of
merchandising and planning, described
the new system as one that makes
possible 80 minutes of stereo repro-
duction in a small compact cartridge.
“With only 400 feet of tape, the Lear
Jet cartridge can easily accommodate
the equivalent of one, or even two
stereo LP’s,” Tarr stated. Compared
with the earliest stereo tapes, this
8-track system offers eight times the
amount of music on the same amount
of tape.
The Lear Jet-developed instrument

includes a stereo tape cartridge player
and A.M radio. It is simple to operate
and requires no more space in an in-
strument panel than the conventional
car radio. When the cartridge is fully
inserted, the playing mechanism auto-
matically switches from radio to tape.
The car listener need only press a
selector button located just beneath
the radio dial to switch instantane-
ously to any of four stereo programs
on the tape. The cartridge is highly
adaptable for use not only in automo-
biles, but in airplanes, boats and
homes, as well.
According to Tarr, Victor plans to

begin releasing its catalog in this
cartridge system in the Fall.
James R. Gall, director of market-

ing in the stereo division of Lear,
revealed that later this year they will
manufacture and distribute integrated
instrument panel and accessory units
for autos, self-contained home units
and home deck attachments. All of
these units will accommodate the
8-track stereo tape system.

Other manufacturers of auto and
home equipment are also in the proc-
ess of developing units designed to
utilize the Lear cartridge system.

Jean Harlow, whose name was on the lips of

almost every motion picture fan of the last gen-
eration, is the subject of this interesting and
unusual outing from World Artists. Conducted
by Perry Botkin, Jr. the set contains the themes
from ten of the actress’ well-known films includ-
ing “China Seas” and “Gone,” from “Personal
Property.” Also included in the package are a
pair of original tunes by Bodkin, dedicated to
the late blonde bombshell. This one could click
very well, with added drive garnered from the
upcoming film biography of the star.

The mountaineers, Jim and Jesse McReynolds
spout the whimsical and witty tunes from the
bluegrass belt as easy as eating hushpuppies and
grits, picking the mandolin and guitar as they
offer such clever outings as “Stay A Little
Longer” and “Tell Her Lies And Feed Her
Candy.” This one should go well with the coun-
try buffs.

MILLION SELLERS POLKA STYLE—The New
Yorkers—Pan PLP 2101/PSP 9101

Delving deep into the dusty catalog of million
selling tunes, the New Yorkers have assembled
a series of golden sounds, covering a span of
almost forty years, and set them to the lively
polka rhythm. The bouncy quintet kicks off the
interesting session with “Don’t Let The Stars
Get In Your Eyes Polka,” intersperses the set
with way-backers like “Oh, Johnny Polka” and
closes up with the tongue-twister from the recent
Academy Award winning score of “Mary Pop-
pins.” A catchy outing by the group.

RISCOTHEQUE—SATURDAY NIGHT—Autry
Inman—Jubilee JGM 2055
Autry Inman, an up-and-coming personality

on the path of light patter unloads a bundle of
chuckles in this jocular Jubilee jewel, recorded
live at the Frontier Club in Kansas City. The
comic, whose humor is definitely directed toward
adult listeners, provokes plenty of smiles, tit-

ters and whole-hearted belly laughs as he picks
his way through the golf links, Army life in
Africa and a hare-raising tale about the prob-
lems of producing rabbits. This one should liven
up a dull party.

The Frederick H. Williams Chorale and Or-

chestra is presented in a stirring Regina package
of inspirational songs especially written for this
album by Williams himself. Conducted and ar-
ranged by Maury Laws, the chorale does splendid
interpretation of the poignant compositions which
are directed at inspiring faith in God and love
of country. Some of the rousing and meaningful
tracks include “Praying Hands” and “Proclaim
Liberty,” a heartfelt plea for freedom through-
out the world.

The Oscar Peterson Trio has received plaudits

for much of its work before, but this series of
original compositions by Peterson, and the superb
playing of the sketches may well have far out-
done the combo’s earlier efforts. The suite con-
sists of eight pieces describing various parts of
Canada, and each is a masterpiece; the whole
totalling one of the finest jazz outings to come
along in the outstanding Limelight collection.

This LP offers “A Taste Of Hamp” to satisfy
the palates of the most demanding jazz connois-
seurs. Gourmets of the swing era will find that
the vibist’s touch has lost none of its skill, and
fanciers of more modern music will be pleased
by the evidence that Hamp has kept well in touch
with changes in the current sound. In addition
to the instrumental artistry on this outing, Car-
men Costa and Sevuca add a lovely vocal touch,
and the latter’s guitar showing is grade-A. Tunes
include “What’s New” and “I Love You, Porgy.”

tion of the temple is his means of redemption,
as based on the classic poem of John Milton. This
three-disk set beautifully captures the perform-
ance by the Choir of St. Jacobi’s Church, and is

catchingly packaged with explanatory notes.

For 18-WeekTour
LOS ANGELES—RCA Victor record-

ing artist Harry Belafonte will open
up an extensive 18-week U.S.-Canada
concert tour on May 10 at the Place

des Arts Theater in Montreal.
The well-known calypso stylist,

who has already appeared in almost
every major city in the world, will

close out the Montreal stand on May
23 and two days later will open a

six-day stand at Chicago’s Opera
House. The next stop in the eight-

city tour will be at the O’Keefe Cen-
ter in Toronto from May 31 thru

June 19, followed by a month’s stand

at the Fisher Theater in Detroit, be-

ginning on June 2. On July 5 the

artist will make his first appearance
at the Circle Star Theater in San
Carlos, Calif., closing on July 24. Two
days later the tour recrosses the bor-

der for a six day stand at the Queen
Elizabeth Theater in Vancouver, B.C.

and on Aug. 1 it’s back to the States

for another six day stand in Seattle’s

New Opera House. Closing out the

tour, Belafonte will appear from Aug.
9 thru Sept. 4 at the Greek Theater
in Los Angeles, where he is reported
to have been the only artist ever to

appear for four consecutive weeks.
Produced by Phil Stein, with How-

ard Roberts as musical director, the
show will also feature Greek song-
stress Nana Mouskouri and folk-

comedy team, Sonny Terry and
Brownie McGhee.

Double Double-O-Seven

Bill To Spark LP Promo
NEW YORK—United Artists has ar-

ranged for the reissue of the first

two James Bond movies, “Dr. No”
and “From Russia With Love,”
which are to run on the same pro-

gram as a double feature. With this

twin-bill already booked in at 150
major locations, UA veep James R.

Velde predicts that this may be the

most extensive reissue bill in the
firm’s history. He went on to note
that there will be a stepped-up na-
tional advertising and publicity cam-
paign backing the release of these
movies, to augment the momentum

From the new generation of com-
posers we have Marcos and Paulo Sergio Valle’s “Samba De Verao” and
“Deus Brasileiro,” recorded by Doris Monteiro, and the Tamba Trio’s
presentation of thhe swinging “Reza,” composed by Edu Lobo. Of course,
not to be over-looked is Antonio Carlos Jobim’s most recent Brazilian hit,

“So Tinha De Ser Com Voce,” again by the Tamba Trio. Receiving the most
acclaim is the very beautiful “A Chuva” by Os Gatos.
The new organization of Discos RGE, under general supervision of Fer-

mata’s president, Enrique Lebendiger, has two efficient and competent top
execs, Marcos Nobili, who was already international promo manager of the
label, and Julio Nagib, well-known record producer, fromerly with Odeon and
RCA. The new team is promising a great impulse in the record production of
the company, which, in spite of the merging, is working independent from
Fermata Records. The label will be releasing “compacts,” double and single,
of all the hits of MPM (Bossa Nova Nova) on the albums previously released
by the label. Already prepared are “Zimbo Trio,” a sure hit that may bring
the records to the local charts again, and Wanda De Sah, presently in the
States, has “Seis Em Ponto’ and “Conjunto OK.” In the album field there
is a new LP ready for release, which has all the ingredients necessary to be
a winner. The package, “O Melhor Da Bossa,” contains 12 numbers by 12
different exclusive artists of the company, which include the Zimbo Trio, and
also Maysa, Manfredo Fest, Wanda De Sam, Seis Em Ponto, etc. It could be
another best seller like “0 Fino Da Bossa,” “Bossa No Paramount” and
“Zimbo Trio’ albums. Another intention of the reorganized RGE label is to
make a special and intense promotion of French music, through the repre-
sented label, Barclay of Paris, to try to put it in a parallel position with the
successful Italian music, which is holding a highly rated position for a long
time already.

Lebendiger is also happy with the two hit BNN numbers of his pubbery,
“0 Menino Das Laranjas,” which has appeared in more than one successful
recording and is much-requested in all public appearances and radio and TV
programs, and “Balanco Zona Sul,” which, in the last Bossa Nova Show
at the Paramount, was presented five times in different renditions, both vocal
and instrumental. The prexy is enthusiastic about the great impulse of the
Bossa Novissima, specially in Sao Paulo, where even the “carioca” artists
are finding constant opportunities to be presented in public and to take part
in Ty programs.

In spite of a fact-filled history of tremendous financial

)sses incurred, the location owner looking to make a
illing will always be around to deal with the glib, fast-

alking, quick-money promoters who make a living sell-

lg equipment direct to store owners.

Last week a tavern owner in Queens, N.Y. paid five

undred dollars for a juke box worth no more than fifty

ollars on the used equipment market, if that much. He
xpects to see his investment returned "in a matter of
nonths” and from that moment on, "it’s all gravy.” The
acation is actually good for about fifteen dollars weekly
roviding the equipment is comparatively new, the rec-
rds are changed every two weeks, and the service costs
re held to a minimum. This particular machine is far
'om new, he’s lucky if he sees one new record pro-
rammed a month, forget the service he’ll receive, and
ie parts aren’t readily available to repair the machine
nyway. But to read the circular which ‘pre-sold’ this
avern owner "on the merits of owning your own ma-
hine,” you begin to wonder why 500,000 storekeepers
i America prefer to stay in the storekeeping business
nd let the operator-specialist operate equipment.

This case in point was unquestionably multiplied one
undred times over last week. Since there will always be
location willing to fall for a deal which couldn’t work
ut in a lifetime, let’s forget the location. Let’s talk to
ie operator, the businessman who stands to lose more
nan anyone else.
