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The jamboree atmosphere ignited

by the annual country music festivities

in Nashville was, needless to say, true

to form this year. Yet, there was some-

thing different—and, to crystal-ball a

bit, probably historic. It has been sug-

gested that the just-concluded event

was the scene of two conventions

—

one for country music, the other for

the pop Top 40 sound. Nashville was

'Top 40 City” this year, we heard

someone quip a few days after the

celebration.

The pop Top 40 debt to the Nash-

ville Sound hardly needs further rec-

ognition. The fascinating concept we
perceived in Nashville the other day

concerned the development of a coun-

try Top 40 format. Why not?

Perhaps this is not at all a question

of why-not than a matter of a natural

course for country music. To throw a

meaningful statistic out, there has

been a staggering growth of full-time

country music stations in recent years,

so that today about 300 radio stations

offer country music programming on

an exclusive basis. Many of these sta-

tions, it should be stressed, possess a

rather “cosmopolitan” programming

schedule, a sort of middle-of-the-road

approach to the Nashville Sound that

can incorporate sounds of a, let us say,

folk-pop or folk-rock nature. These

stations may well be sowing the seeds

of country Top 40 formats throughout

the nation (and the country sound,

certainly can be heard in all major rec-

ord markets and then some). There is,

by the way, a strong phrase that has

already been coined to denote these

outlets. It’s “country-politan.”

Assuming that the “country-politan”

radio sound is a wave of the near fu-

ture—which it seems to be, we would

offer an admonition that we recently

applied to the pop Top 40 format. The
“country-politan” sound must avoid

the pit-fall of tight programming sched-

ules that restrict up-and-coming art-

ists or general disk dates from airplay,

thereby stifling the growth of the

“country-politan” area. Hopefully, this

trend toward a “country-politan” ap-

proach will not exclude new and fresh

talent—or new and deserving country

music disks. A situation must not be

created that would have an adverse ef-

fect on the powerhouse growth of

country music in general.

If the recording and broadcasting

fields are on the brink of what could

amount to a new classification of pop

music, we welcome it. By taking intel-

ligent advantage of it, there will be an

exciting new way to reach the record

buyer.

Disks Deserve To Stay
In Book Postal Rate Class
M’ASHINGTON — One of the major
Congressional figures who has gone
on record to maintain the current
Postal Rates on recordings is Senator
Vance Hartke of Indiana (D). Both
the Columbia and Victor labels main-
tain pressing plants—employing some
6000 employees—in Senator Hartke’s
state.

As a member of the Senate Com-
mittee on Post Office and Civil Serv-
ice, Senator Hartke was asked to ad-
dress a luncheon of mail-order indus-
try executives last week.

to continue to be treated by the U.S.

EIA Tells FCC;
TV Nof Ready For Stereo

WASHINGTON—The Electronic In-
dustries Association has asked the
Federal Communications Commission
to drop or defer for an indefinite
period that agency’s inquiry into the
feasibility of adopting standards for
stereo sound in television broadcasting.

The association, in a request signed
by Jack Wayman, staff director of
EIA’s Consumer Products Division,
and Graham W. McGowan, the asso-
ciation’s general counsel, said there is

not enough interest in the industry to
warrant a further study of the ques-
tion at this time.

Accompanying the EIA request was
a report by the association’s Broadcast
Television Systems (BTS) Committee
which the association said explores
with all segments of the industry the
possibility of using stereo broadcast
sound for television. The BTS Commit-
tee’s report concluded that, based on
past experience, a study to develop
EIA recommendations would require
that an estimated 100 industry engi-
neers spend about 25 per cent of their
time on the project over a period of 18
months.
The BTS Committee, EIA said, has

determined that a number of questions

must be answered if the inquiry is to

be extended. Since the FCC issued its

notice of inquiry last November 12 an
ad hoc subcommittee of the BTS Com-
mittee has examined these problems:

(1) compatibility of sound and picture

with the potentialities of TV receivers

now in the homes of viewers, (2)

stereo reception characteristics, and
(-3) systems consideration.

The ad hoc group’s study indicated

that a project to develop stereo sound
standards for television would be

greater than that assigned to the

National Stereophonic Radio Commit-
tee, an industry committee established

by EIA in 1958 under FCC sanctions

to develop stereophonic sound stand-

ards for FM broadcasting.

The difficulty is greater, the BTS
Committee leport said, because cur-

lent television standards do not pro-

vide as much freedom in developing a

stereo signal that is compatible with
existing TV receivers for both sound
and picture as was the case for FM
broadcasting.

U.S. Folk History Theme

The
folks at Atco Kecords have special
reason to cheer the acceptance of the

novelty dance. It’s kept an “Alley
Cat” album by Bent Fabric, its crea-
tor, among the label’s top 20 sellers

for the past three years. Released in

1002 to take advantage of Fabric’s hit
singles of the same name, it did some
250,000 in sales during the ensuing 12
months. Selling at a rate of 50,000
copies for the past few years, Atco
believes the figure will be maintained,
thanks to a dance that seems to be
more than just another fly-by-night
rock step—and, of course, the “Alley
Cat” is not a teen-originated dance.
Atco, by the way, has been doing
more than just letting the dance’s suc-
cess take care of LP sales, but has
been promoting the album—with a
natural tie-in with the step—via deal-
er streamers, deejay promos, etc.

While it can’t point a finger at the
reason why, the label says that the LP
accounts for a greater percentage of

stereo sales (about 40%) than most
of its other pop sets.

Of South American Music

NEW YORK—There are twm acts at

Basin Street East these days that ap-

it’s a question of emotional person-
ality.

spirit (e.g. their big hit, “The Lonely

Bull”), they are as American as . . .

the Kaye Kayser band of yore. Latter

Big Band Era crew is brought to mind
because there’s a lot of Kayser-like

fun give-and-take among the sidemen,

especially a very comic trombonist.

Happy stylings are offered on such

fine ditties as “Hello, Dolly!,” “Never
On Sunday” and “All My Lovin.”

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SCANDINAVIA
STOCKHOLM
The Eurovision Song Contest continues to be more and more confusing

as far as Scandinavia and the future contests is concerned. During the

last week there have been some daily bulletins issued from the city of Bei’-

gen. Western Norway, where TV people from the Nordvision countries (Den-

mark, Finland, Norway and Sweden) have been meeting. Each bulletin has
been different, but finally, it seems as if Scandinavia will participate in the

future contests.
It started about a month ago when the first report about the Bergen meet-

ing i-ame. The Nordvision countries were not satisfied at all with the Euro-
vision Song Contests, and would discuss to withdraw from them for the

future. The spectacles were too commercial for non-commercial TV countries,

was one explanation. The Scandinavians wanted the rules to be changed for

the future to get more “cultural” songs and less of the type called “pop
music.” Also the juries should be changed and should be composed by music
specialists—composers, music critics, etc.—the Scandinavians claimed. Since

the majority of the Eurovision countries were unwilling to accept the Scan-
dinavian suggestions, Scandinavia had nothing to do in the future contests.

On Oct. 20th came a Bulletin from Bergen saying that “today the Nord-
vision countries have decided to say a preliminary ‘no thanks’ to future con-

tests.”

A new Bulletin of Oct. 21st said that while the Scandinavian TV people had
discussed the problem in Bergen, Danish TV had informed the Eurovision head-
quarter that Denmark was going to join the 1966 contest.

On Oct. 22nd came the last bulletin—so far, anyhow. It stated that since

the Eurovision countries were willing to at least discuss the Scandinavian sug-
gestions, Scandinavia will participate in the 1966 contest in Luxembourg in

Api'il.

At the moment it seems as Sweden will arrange its local song contest the
same way as last year, which means that a limited number of composers will

be asked to do one song each. There has already been protests against this

'system, saying that “the fact that a composer has a well known name and
reputation doesn’t mean he has a monopoly of making a good song; such a
song can very well come from someone who is unknown today, but perhaps a
famous name tomorrow.”

DENMARK
Latest releases from EMI here includes four singles on Tamla-Motown, and

several singles and LPs on various labels, such as Columbia, Odeon, Stateside,
Liberty, MGM, HMV, etc. The Swinging Blue Jeans, just on a tour here, are
also getting special promotion of the records.

Latest releases from NPA (Nordisk Polyphon Akts.) includes a local record-
ing of “Bon soir. Mademoiselle” with Hans Kurt on Polydor. A number of jazz
LP’s on Mercury—the Limelight Series—is also getting plenty of promotion,
so is Ace of Diamonds where 23 classical LPs just been released. “What’s New
Pussycat?” on United Artists looks like a coming top seller in Denmark, it is

reported to Cash Box.
The British group ‘The Pretty Things’ has just completed a tour in Denmark,

including Odense, Arhus, Copenhagen and Elsinore.

FINLAND
Latest local releases from Scandia-Musiikki Oy includes the singles “Musta-

laisen Soitto” (Zigeuner, Du Hast Mein Herz Gestohlen) /“Yksinainen Tahti”
(The Love of Gypsy) with Eino Gron. “Pieni Sydan”/“Rantam6kissa” with
Laila Kinnunen, and “Iso Lintu Merikotka”/“Autio Talo” with Pirkan Neidot,
all on the Scandia label. Except for “Pieni Sydan” which is not published in
Finland, Scandia is publisher of all listed titles.

NORWAY
Finn Eriksen, on the charts here the last 18 weeks with his Fontana recording

of “Lappland” has a new single at the market. The titles are “Nidelven,” a
local oldie b.w. “Exodus Song.”
A/S Nera reports an outstanding topseller with Barry McGuire and his

“Eve of Destruction” on RCA Victor. Coming up very strong, too, is “No Re-
sponse” with Hep Stars on Olga.
The dispute between Wenche Myhre and Arne Bendiksen A/S continues. The

company claims they have her under exclusive contract and has sued her for
doing records for other companies. Her manager and father, Kjell Myhre,
claims that they have never planned to stay with the same recording company
during her whole life and that after Jan. 1, 1966, she will be free to work for
any company she likes. In the meantime, her recording of “0, O, Sheriff” has
been confiscated as “a release of the record now would hurt the eventual nego-
tiations between the lark and Arne Bendiksen A/S.”

SWEDEN
Lennart Langenheim, A & R man of Pye at Philips-Sonor-a has recorded

“Dead Man’s Place”/“Six Days On The Road” with the new local country &
western group Oklahoma Boys. It is the first time a Swedish recording was
released at the Pye label. Among other news, Langenheim told Cash Box that
Buffy Sainte-Marie on Amadeo/Vanguard looks like a new top seller for the
company. A single and an LP is being released one of these days. Joan
Baez is another top selling name with her sixth LP just being out here. Dono-
van is also doing very good and a second LP with him is planned for release
soon.

Big buzz at Phonogram is about the extraordinary sales achieved by Cacho
Fontana’s recording of two poems devoted to Mother’s Day which this year-
meant important record sales. Fontana will offer the royalties from this re-
cording to the Children’s Hospital.

Roberto Lambertucci of Neumann Publishers infos that his company will
publish several tunes penned by Bob Dylan. Among them are “Mr. Tambou-
rine Man,” “You Were In My Mind,” “It Ain’t Me, Babe,” and of course “Like

A Rolling Stone.” Spanish lyrics will be adapted to the songs and it has been

informed that CBS will also release some records by Dylan. Neumann is also
handling the theme from “Zorba, The Greek,” which is currently riding the
charts.

As it may be seen,
Odeon is working on a strong series of international releases.

RCA sends word about the launching of the Dunhill label in Argentina. First
star is Barry McGuire, with his international success “Eve Of Destruction.”
The press department of RCA believes strongly in the success of this chanter
and reports that there will be more Dunhill releases soon, by P. F. Sloan and
the other artists included in its roster. Teen star Juan Ramon will soon fly to
El Salvador, for a series of appearances at the Commercial Fair of the Centro
American Common market which seems to be a very interesting event. He will
also jet to Europe in the beginning of 1966 for recordings and P.A.’s.

Disc Jockey is packing boxes full of records of Charles Aznavour’s latest
hit, “Avec,” which is at the same time the latest single by this artist. Also
selling strongly is his “Et Pourtant” and Dalida’s “Zorba’s Dance.” On the
local side there is a new single by teen star Pepito Perez: “Nieve” and “El
Ultimo Fosforo.” Tata Rodriguez Luque, unofficial topper of the label, is trav-
eling on these days to Europe to arrange several pending details regarding
representation contracts and operations of DJ in Europe.

CBS is releasing a new album by successful folk chanter Jorge Cafrune,
containing his version of Yupanqui’s “Coplas Del Payador Perseguido.” Also
from CBS is “Before And After,” the first LP by Chad and Jeremy, an “En-
tre Series” album with a selection of waxings by Hector Maure and singles
by Leo Dan, folk lark Maria Helena, teen artist Fabricio (born in Mexico,
now living in this country), a compact 33 by an instrumental group.

Surco is releasing several new albums of classical music containing works
by Buhon, Handel, Rameau, and Scarletti, played by Gustav Leonhardt. There
will be important news from this company soon, since Eduardo Iriberri, one of
its toppers, is returning soon from a several-week tour of Europe.

Jose Bragato, A&R director of Ala-Nicky Records, infos that this label has
inked Los Jazz Singers, and plans to release in the near future their first

single: “El Amor,” written by Joaquin Priet, and b/w “Cuando Llegue el Fin
del Mundo” penned by Alguero, one of the top composers of Spain. The diskery
is also releasing a single by The VIP’s with “Shame And Scandal In The
Family” and “Satisfaction.”

News about Prosadisc, the new organization formed by Jorge Cesar Esperon
to handle the labels represented previously under the “Tonodisc” trade mark.
Tonodisc will now cover local releases, while Prosadisc will distribute these and
also such foreign labels as Tamla-Motown, Westminister and Grand Award.

Edem Publishers have arranged with Chilean artists The Arrigada Brothers
the representation of all their works in Argentina. The records by these artists

will be released by Odeon Pops starting soon. The pubbery believes that these

boys have a strong future in this country and plan to launch a big promotional
plan in their behalf.

Julio Korn Publishers are working on the promotion of a new local tune

penned by Ortega and Novarro: “Macaneando.” Also on desk is Horacio
Ascheri’s latest, “Tristeza De Amor,” which is reportedly selling well already.

AUSTRALIA
For a long while now there has been a feeling in some sections of the

record industry that some type ot institutional promotion and advertising
campaign should be considered by the Association of Australian Record Manu-
facturers, on behalf of member companies of the Association. The thought is

that a campaign should be conducted for one month (November would have
been ideal) in an effort to boost the popularity and usage of records both from
an entertainment viewpoint, and from the giit-giving angle. A slogan should
be standardised (something along the lines; GIVE RECORDS—FOR LASTING
ENJOYMENT) for use in all advertising of records. There is a belief held by
some trade execs that the record inausi-ry in Australia doesn t make enougn
“noise” about the many unique virtues ot the phonograph record. Records
have the edge over all other lorms oi entertamnieuc in as much as the con-
sumer can enjoy the talents, in his own home and at his own leisure, of the
in.est artists iii tne world today; no other medium can boast this!! if such
a campaign is ever considered, publisher members of the Copyright Owners
Keproduction Society (CORS) should be invited to contribute to the costs,
since they would stand to benefit from such a venture.

I'ony iromeros, of Phono-Vox Records has advised Cash Box of the in-
tention ot his Company to enter the field ot local recording. Tony says they
have already signed five artists (Italians only, at the present) and their new
product is now being released. First artist on disc is the Italian girl. Franca
i/onati, who has a very solid professional background in music. Franca has
appeared on television in Italy, and was part of Rita Pavone’s show for over
a month. Since she has been in Australia, Franca has appeared on television,

at clubs and hotels. One of Franca’s releases features her with an Italian
version of “It Ain’t Necessarily So”, for which an Italian lyric was written
ny Tony Tromeros.

Festival Records have released the Col Joye version of “You’re The One”
c/w “Never Off My Mind;” this is Col’s first single release in ages. The
record was also released by King Records in Japan. Col Joye has recently
been signed to a starring role in a thirteen-week television series for the
Australian Broadcasting Commission.
Pan Pacific Promotions have added Tom Jones to the line-up for their

January ’66 “Caravan Of Stars” show which is set to tour major cities

throughout Australia and New Zealand; Herman’s Hermits are also in the
deal. Tom Jones was signed by Pan Pacific chief, Harry M. Miller during
Miller’s recent overseas trip.

Following the enormous success around Australia of the single “Eve Of
Destruction” by Barry McGuire, RCA have rush-released the album of the
same title by Barry McGuire. Interesting to note is that that there is no
publisher representation in Australia yet for “Eve Of Destruction”.

Catching the big sales in the world of singles for Australian Record Com-
pany are, “Early Morning Rain” by Peter, Paul & Mary; “What Colour Is

A Man” with Bobby Vinton; “Action” by Freddy Cannon; and two from Bob
Dylan in “Like A Rolling Stone” and “Positively 4tb Street.”
New single for Go Records by M.P.D. Limited is a beat revival of the old

Paul Anka hit of a few years back, “Lonely Boy,” the coupling is “The Wild
Side of Life.” The company scored well with their first release “Little Boy
Sad.”
The move to catch the Xmas market is now gaining momentum and all

labels are ready on-the-job with their Christmas wares. Most action to date
seems to centre on re-issues of Xmas material from previous years; so far
there has been much new seasonal material produced for this year’s market.
We doubt very much whether there will be a great deal of straight Xmas
product released this year. In fact, each successive year has seen less and
less output of new Xmas records. Most labels prefer to push their standard
year-round sellers, and concentrate on existing Xmas material.

One of our leading music publishers recently suggested “there is good
reason to believe that most of the locally produced pop successes at the

moment are based on a sex symbol ratber than the quality or listenable value
of such a record. This means that club performers and quality records by,

shall we say, more mature artists have no hope in the parades if they are of

local origin, but overseas records in the same category are in good shape.

Midani and his staff made one of the most attractive

demonstrations ever done by a record company.
The next day. Wallichs hosted a press conference, where among other in-

teresting themes he expounded, we were informed that the main object of his

trip was to meet the Capitol Records staff of Mexico City. They decided to

organize a company in Mexico City' first of all because of the great affection

they have for this country and secondly' because of the great future they see in

Mexico, not only in the record business, but in other aspects as well.

When asked if they are planning to promote Mexican artists in foreign

countries, Wallichs declared that they' already are exporting Mexican material

to Japan, Argentina. Chile, Brazil, Venezuela and Peru. The main plans of

Capitol Records de Mexico, S.A. are to record Mexican music with new elements

and may'be with a modern touch to make it more exportable.

He also announced the future arrival of Ray Anthony, who will record some
themes here in Mexico, as well as Billy May and Dave Cavanaugh, who will re-

cord with Lucho Gatica.
He stated that Capitol Records has, in the United States, 116 artists, and

many others in the countries where the label has distribution. The Capitol artist

who has sold the most records, he stated, has been Nat King Cole, without

counting the Beatles, who are EMI artists.

As to the question of how many foreign executives Capitol Records de Mexico
has, Midani answered it personally, declaring that the only foreign executive

was himself and that the rest of the 6 executives were Mexicans.
David L. Crump, general sales manager of RCA Victor, resigned his job after

Some time ago, the government gave him
a village in recognition for all the songs he has composed, dedicated to cities or

places of that country, like “Madrid,” “Granada,” “Murcia,” “Valencia” and

many others. Paco Michel has his own folk show and Los Yorsys are still doing

a successful performance series in night clubs, TV and now in movies. Tino

Contreras has formed his own jazz group.
RCA released the first series of LP’s recorded in Brazil, on the Elenco label.

The albums are “El Bossa Nova,” featuring Roberto Menascal; “Vinicius” with

Odette Lara; “Bossa Nova” with Silvia Telles; “Caymmi visita a Tom;” “Dick

Farney” and “Rosinha de Valenca.”

Young blood —
New talent—

Modern Methods

Many veteran members of the coin machine industry,
still working on the route or involved in the manufacture
or distribution of coin operated equipment, can legiti-

mately be referred to as “pioneers”—a complimentary
but sometimes uncomfortable term. It means they had
opened markets where no markets were, seeded the
land, brought in the crops, weathered storm and sorrow
and finally prospered. But it can also mean that time is

passing and that old rules are becoming outmoded—that a new generation can approach the industry with
young fire and imagination.

It is pleasant to be able to pass a life’s work onto
someone close and trusted, knowing that what was cre-

ated will be carried on, expanded and guarded. And, time
being what it is, many friends have gone into the shad-
ows. “There’ll never be another like him.” Probably not.

Probably there couldn’t be. But if he has left someone to

carry on, there may be a whole new standard of excel-

lence.

What it took one man a lifetime to learn about the

facets of his business, his son can learn through four

years of college—the basics of management, busi-

ness economics, labor relations, political science

—

plus on-the-job training on the route, in the distributor

organization or in the factory. Armed with the refinement
of specialized training given him, he will be better pre-

pared to go into the business world and be able to step

over stones that were once considered mountains. But
how many young people are interested in our industry?

The modern coin machine business is roughly 35 to

40 years old, and its colorful, leaping growth might be
compared to aviation, an industry itself only sixty years
old. The first pilots flew rickety machines, wore loud

scarfs, walked on wings and flew night runs with flash-

lights. Now there are highly trained and specialized men
with machines to match taking their places. And they are

respected.

The evolution of the pilot from cavalier to college

graduate meant all the difference. As he matured, so

did his public image. People grew more confident in him,

gave him more business and the young began to think of

a career. They trained for it.

Public relations is one of the sorest points of our in-

dustry. Overdramatized incidents have brought over-

acted responses from legislative bodies, mistrust from
the consumer public and breathless copy from local

newspapers. There were very few friends to offer a cool,

careful and informed voice to reply to all the excited

ones. The young can and do provide this voice. But we
need more.
We are one of the only industries in the country which

tends to discourage young people from coming into it

because of its public image. But this is the most defeat-

ing of mistakes, since it is the young—perhaps only the

young—who can correct that image.

If the pioneer on his land wore and worked in buckskin

so that his son might wear silk, then don’t encourage the

second generation to turn its nose down on the business

which earned that silk simply because the original rough-

shod image hasn't quite worn off as quickly as we’d like.

To advise the young against entering our industry is

really to say that what a man has devoted most of his life

to was not worth it, that the whole thing was a mistake, a

self-destructive sacrifice. And that is an attitude that can

waste all the hard work that has gone before and pos-

sibly ruin one of the most exciting new industries in the

world.

If a son, son-in-law or trusted young employee is inter-

ested in the business, encourage him, talk to him, find

out what he knows and what he needs to know. Answer
his questions, because he may have the answer to a

question that has been on your mind for some time:

“What will I leave behind?”

CHICAGO—J. Cameron Gordon, pres-
ident of the Seeburg Corp., is citing
the new performance rights society
COPPS, enacted last May in conjunc-
tion with the firm’s extensive music
producing program (see Cash Box
May 22, 1965) as “potentially one of
the greatest media for new musical
talent on the recording scene today.”
Gordon said that music licensed under
COPPS (Coin-Operated Phonograph
Performance Society), played exclu-

sively on music machines, “could turn

out to be the testing ground, not only

for new music, but for new musical

artists as well,” and added that, “mu-

sic operators could be the star-makers
of tomorrow.”
The agency already represents over

4,000 musical copyrights, according to

Gordon, who says it intends to expand
to even greater size.

CANNON TO OPS;
YOU'RE MISSING OUT
NEW YORK—“The fault is complete-
ly ours. Obviously we have been
guilty of isolating ourselves.” So said
MOA troubleshooter Bill Cannon in an
open letter to the coin machine trade
press last week.
Cannon formed a committee at last

October’s MOA convention to work as
a liaison group between operators and
record companies. A strong advocate

of careful juke box programming,
Cannon has been concerned about the

success of the “little LP,” feeling that

a communication gap between compa-
nies and operators has stunted the

growth of the six-cut albums.

Just returned from the Country
Music Association convention in Nash-
ville, Cannon placed the blame for the

vacuum on operators, who, he said,

have not taken advantage of “the

open reception they will receive from
the . . . music, recording, recoi-d dis-

tribution and broadcasting industries

. . . in their localities. MOA will con-

tinue to communicate with the record

companies, and others, nationally.”

Cannon’s emphasis on the little LP
is based on the collections, which,

though they may now be small com-

pared to current hit revenues, are al-

most all profit, since the only over-

head on the albums is their cost from
the companies that produce them.

“The little LP is not a perishable

item—it becomes a part of the opera-

tor’s library and can be used again.

Also it is the only comprehensive

source of stereo material with which

to take advantage of the great public

interest in stereo and . . . the huge
investment in stereo machines.”

Cannon urges support for the sup-

pliers by purchasing the albums and

are normally held. This adapter, com-
pany sources said, doubles the capac-
ity of quarters. It can be removed
when the half dollar shortage has
been resolved. The adapter fits all
