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The ties that bind the singles and al-

bum fields are stronger than ever. A

newer development in this area bears

strong witness to this fact.

The trade has seen, as outlined in a

previous Cash Box editorial, the at-

tempt by indie producers to load-up an

LP by their acts with first-rate sessions,

instead of letting a lone singles hit

carry the major burden of doing the

selling job. While a singles success is

certainly a strong lure in a sequel-to-a-

hit LP, there is a philosophy circulating

in the business that sees the logic of

giving consumers not one singles suc-

cess in an album, but two—or, possibly,

more.

The merchandising reasoning seems

sound: a two-hit album collection is a

guarantee, some labels feel, of a higher

chart position for the album, and the

higher the album goes, the greater is its

impact on the market. The impact of

an album with a recent and current hit

deck hopefully means more sales.

Thus, in providing a recent hit and

one that may well be climbing the

charts as the album is marketed, it ap-

pears that the now familiar pattern of

a speedy LP follow-up to a singles hit,

with the album usually named after the

45rpm success, will be augmented in

many instances by the inclusion of yet

another singles winner.

It is also interesting to note that the

label and/or producer themselves are

determining which side in the album is

the candidate for the new single, not

necessarily a deejay who “discovers”

the side and “forces” the label to offer

a singles version.

Under this dual-hit system, the single

now plays an even more important role

in the success of the sequel album, for

the success of the album now rides on

two singles making the grade on the

Top 100. Also, just as it is vital that a

singles release come through, the LP

must be up to snuff in containing

strong material for 45rpm release.

This all sounds like the trade is riding

a merry-go-round of sorts. In a sense it

is, for the prize can be two gold rings:

one for the singles and one for the

album.

MCA Earnings Show Rise,

Set Firm's 2d High Mark
NEW YORK—Earnings at MCA for
the three and nine month periods end-
ed Sept. 30 were reportedly the second
highest in the company’s history for
the same periods, according to a report
issued last week.

Merjada Music
CHICAGO—'Mercury Records has ac-
quired Merjoda Music, a BMI firm
which was established in 1963, jointly
by the corporation and writers John
Madara and Dave White. Eddie Mas-
cari, general manager of the record
company’s publishing entity, in an-
nouncing the buy-out of the two wri-
ters by Mercury, pointed out that the
catalog contains over 125 songs, a
number of which were chartmakers
over the past four years.

Mascari said that the acquisition of
Merjoda increases Mercury’s song-
catalog by about 20% overall. “Ex-
pansion of the pop catalog,” he said,

MGM Shows 37% Increase
In Fiscal '67 Earnings
NEW YORK—Showing earnings that
were the highest since 1946, MGM an-
nounced a 37% earning- increase for
the fiscal year ended Aug. 31, 1967.
The increase brought earning fig-

ures to $14,029,000 against the previ-
ous year’s $10,221,000. Per share
earnings rose from $1.84 to 2.52. Rev-
enue in the fiscal year was $226,878,-
000, the best since the company’s
founding in 1924.
The record firm’s part was praised

by Metro-Goldwyn-Mayer president
Robert H. O’Brien, who also ascribed
gains to growth in the company’s ma-
jor activities in motion pictures, tele-
vision programs and other music
operations.

House Extends Copyr'ts
WASHINGTON—The House passed a
bill last week (6) extending- the term
of expiring copyrights until the end
of Dec. next year. The Senate had
previously approved the legislation.
The one-year extension was neces-

sary because the Senate was unable
to complete action during the present
session of Congress on the first gen-
eral revision of the copyright laws
since 1909. The over-all bill, already
passed by the House, is scheduled for
Senate action next year during- the
second session of the 90th Congress.

In introducing the joint resolution
for the interim extension. Senator
John L. McClellan (D., Ark.), Chair-
man of the Senate Subcommittee on
Trademarks, Patents and Copyrights,
explained that without it more than
57,000 copyrights would expire in-

cluding- those on such American class-
ics as: Irving Berlin’s “Alexander’s
Ragtime Band”; “I Wonder Who’s
Kissing- Her Now” by Frank R.
Adams, Will M. Hough, Joe E. Ho-
ward and Harold Orlob; Tell Taylor’s
“Down By The Old Millstream”; Jack
Norworth and Nora Bayes’ “Shine On
Harvest Moon”; Edward Madden and
Gus Edwards’ “By The Light Of The
Silvery Moon”; and Jack Norworth
and Albert von Tilzer’s “Take Me Out
To The Ball Game.”

Copyrights now run for twenty-
eight years and are renewable for
only one additional twenty-eight
year term. The pending general revi-
sion which has been 12 years in pre-
paration would increase the term to
the life of the author and fifty years
thereafter, bringing it in line with
copyright provisions of other coun-
tries of the Western world.
The general bill now before Senator

McClellan’s Subcommittee would re-
quire royalty payments for use in
jukeboxes which did not exist when
the present copyright law was written.

ASCAP Hails Extension
Stanley Adams, president of the

American Society of Composers, Au-
thors and Publishers, hailed passage
of the interim extension, stating- that
“Congress has acted constructively in
adopting Senator McClellan’s joint
resolution pending- passage of the
general revision of our country’s
obsolete copyright laws.”

Finkelstein On Tour
Meanwhile, Herman Finkelstein,

general counsel of ASCAP, has been
making a series of talks on copy-
right at various law schools through-
out the country, in addition to his
many duties with the performing-
rights organization which he repre-
sents.

A specialist in the field of copy-
right, Finkelstein addressed Professor
Arthur R. Miller’s class at the Univer-
sity of Michigan Law School on Oct.
30. He called attention to the great
increase in the use of music in public
performances sponsored by univer-
sities. He noted that admission fees
were charged for many of these per-
formances, and that a great number
of universities reward the co«mposer
for these uses. He pointed out, how-
ever, that the University of Michi-
gan was not one of them—a situation
which, it was hoped, would be correct-
ed in the near future.

address Professor Robert A. Gorman’s
class at the University of Pennsyl-
vania Law School. And the following-

Leading instrumentalists in the r&b field with a number of big pop
showings on the record, Jr. Walker and the All Stars show up strongly
with a group vocal on the Supremes’ oldie “Come See About Me.” Usual
outstanding sax sound for a big boost. Should see breakout sales action.

Flip: “Sweet Soul” (2:58) [Jobete, BMI-Fuqua, Bristol, Bullock]

KING CURTIS & KINGPINS (Atco 6534)
For What It’s Worth (2:33) [Cotillion, Ten East, Springalo, BMI-Stills]

Keeping in the down-home-delta bag that produced “Ode to Billie Joe,”
King Curtis and the Kingpins flare up with a slow-soul side that should
keep the string going. Melancholy, jazz sax showcase matched with a
lovely string team set the stage for a lively soft track with pop, blues
and even jazz appeal.

With the generation gap issue opened up through Victor Lundberg
and a number of answer records, Dick Clark is certain to be given plenty
of exposure as the “elder” spokesman of the teenagers. Presenting both
the good and the bad in an equally valid light, the “Open Letter” is one
of the best in reply to the current hit.

LOUIS ARMSTRONG (Brunswick 55350)
Rosie (2:37) [Shamley, ASCAP-Mercer, Warren]
Although Louis Armstrong fans may lament the type-casting that has

slotted him as an artist who is limited to “Marne,” “Cabaret” and “Dolly”
efforts, the grand old figure has a way with the material which promises
to keep his present popularity rolling along despite the narrow range of
his material.

The LP, probably the most contro-

versial ever to be released in the his-

tory of Mercury Record Corporation,

is based on an imaginary LSD “trip,”

featuring Dr. Leary as the “Guide.”

Leary, the former Harvard Univer-
sity clinical psychologist, is one of the

country’s foremost proponents of the

hallucinogenic drug. Mercury claims

that the ex-professor’s lecture, pre-
sented by his league foi- spiritual dis-

covery, comes off as exciting on record
as it does in the color motion picture,

produced by Benedict Pictures Corpo-
ration with special effects conceived by
UPA Pictures.

Irwin H. Steinberg, executive vice
president of Mercury, said he is

pleased that Mercury is releasing the
LP because it will help further the
public’s knowledge about the contro-
versial drug.

“In order to define one’s own values,
we have to be exposed to the changing-
values about us in that we should come
to a conclusion about values from
knowledge rather than from a lack
of it,” Steinberg explained. “This Tim-
othy Leary LP exposes us to an area
of knowledge regarding the thinking
of a segment of our national commu-
nity.”

Besides Leary as the “Guide,” the
motion picture and the Mercury
Soundtrack features Ralph Metzner
as the “Voyager” and Rosemary Wood-
ruff as the “Divine Connection.”

The soundtrack is bolstered by the
sound of the ancient Veena, a stringed
instrument found only in India. Play-
ing the instrument is Maryvonne Gier-
carz, an instructor at UCLA who re-
portedly is the only artist in the west-
ern world who can perform on the
Veena.

The film which takes the audience
via visual and audio means on the
trip, has been getting a lot of play
around the country, particularly on
college and university campuses.
The executive producer is Henry G.

Saperstein, who was assisted by asso-
ciate producer S. Richard Krown.

Radio Spots From MGM
Gaining Distrib Favor
NEW YORK—A new series of one-
minute-commercial radio announce-
ments has been completed by MGM
Records for use by distributors in bol-
stering sales of MGM and Verve prod-
uct. Use of these pre-packaged spot
announcements has been in force with
the distribs since September, and the
diskery reports enthusiastic reception
in promotion and sales departments
across the nation.

Twenty-five of the one-minute com-
mercials are included in the series,

among those added since the original

spots were made are spots for the

Cowsills and the Paupers.

MGM’s advertising department cre-

ates and records the spots using actors,

personalities, the artists themselves

and the music from key albums. The
spots are being produced by assistant

advertising manager Harvey Cowen,
with chief engineer David Greene
The disk company hit on the idea of

producing their own spots when the

company was in the midst of a strong

campaign pushing Verve underground
product this past summer. Too often,

the firm found disc jockeys spoke

throughout the entire minute of the

announcement with the music under
copy. The music was seldom heard in

the clear. Since the company was at-

tempting to reach an audience eager

for new musical sounds, ad manager
Jack Maher and producer Cowen pro-

posed the pre-produced spot idea to

MGM head Mort Nasatir, who gave a

quick go ahead. Sales reaction was im-

mediate, Metro Distributors, the lab-

el’s New York outlet, reported a

marked climb in sales of product by
Janis Ian (prior to her national break-

out), Richie Havens, Tim Hardin, the

Mothers of Invention, the James Cot-

ton Blues Band and others.

An important part of the spot pro-

gram is the creation of soundtrack

spots which not only help sell abums
but Metro-Goldwyn-Mayer films as

well. Two of the most recent on one

minute commercials on “Far From the

Madding Crowd” and “Gone With the

Wind.” Played at the recent October

regional sales meetings, many of the

commercials were ordered on the spot

(especially those featuring the two
best-selling motion pictures).

The ads use current Madison Avenue
techniques, especially the use of hu-

mor and dramatic effects. A Mothers

of Invention commercial, produced by

Cowen and chief Mother, Frank Zappa,

for instance, was so successful that the

artist has been hired to record com-

mercials by a number of Madison Ave-

nue agencies.

exterior dress up mouldinged, glove

box lighted, wheel covered, bumble-
bee striped, rear window defoggered
auto tbe other day. Our salesman was
visibly disappointed as he wrote up
the order. “You left out power steer-

ing, red streaked tires, bumper
guards, the light package, the wood
grained steering wheel, tachometer,
fender mounted turn signal indicators
and the trailer towing package. And
the glove box lock.” We also forgot
about the tilt and telescope steering-

wheel, rear seat speaker, cruise con-
trol, dual exhausts, power windows
and anti-spin rear axles.

After visiting a dozen showrooms
in the past several weeks, perusing
most of the auto brochures, kicking
half a hundred tires, slamming an-
other fifty doors and looking under a
load of little red riding hoods, we
have come to one of several conclu-
sions.

The big wheels of the auto industry,
based on showroom sales pitches and
those attractive four color brochures,
are no longer punching away at the
merits of cartridge units as they were
a year or so ago. Only Plymouth, for
example, bothers to picture the player
.«s “a dealer installed option.”
Oldsmobile, Pontiac, Dodge and Mer-
cury brochures merely list it, prefer-
ring to devote their pictorial space to

wheel covers, headrests and super
wide oval tires, a big push item for
’68. Our order blank makes no men-
tion of cartridge units though it in-

cludes more than a dozen special
equipment items. In no showroom did
we see a cartridge display of any
kind. “Pilferage” was the reason one
salesman gave for having removed his

display.
According to cartridge and deck

manufacturers, there are now ap-
proximately 400,000 eight track and

track has virtually caught up to 4
track cartridge sales. Neglecting a
fact that Muntz has practically cor-

nered the 4 track market through his

company owned and franchised stores.

“Sure they’ll go to Music City for
eight track,” says Earl Muntz, “but
consumers will inevitably come to us
for four.” He estimates an aftermar-
ket potential of 90,000,000 cars.

EIA Approves Expansion

Plans For Consumer Show
WASHINGTON, D.C.—The Executive
committee of the products division of
the Electronic Industry Association
(EIA) has approved plans for an ex-
panded 1968 Consumer Electronics
Show to be held in N.Y.C. June 23-26.

Jac Wayman, vice president of the
division staff, deemed the ’67 show an
“unqualified success” and stated that
the committee has gone on to make
plans to make the coming show even
more meaningful.

In other show policy action, the ex-
ecutive committee widened the scope
of eligible exhibitors to include not
only domestic and foreign manufac-
turers of consumer electronic prod-
ucts, but also manufacturers of ac-
cessories normally sold by consumer
electronics retailers. This was done
to satisfy many requests from manu-
facturers of this type of equipment.
To accommodate a growing list of

exhibitor applicants and to satisfy
demands for more space from exhibi-
tors in the 1967 show, the committee
approved contracting for an addi-
tional 30,000 net saleable square feet
in the New York Hilton and Ameri-
cana Hotels, and in the adjacent War-
wick Hotel and City Squire Motor
Inn.

The additional area will bring the
show’s total net exhibit space up to
approximately 160,000 square feet,

and will house some 150 exhibitors,
already the largest trade show ever
held in public hotel space.
Management of the show will once

again be handled by the Charles
Snitow Organization.
The executive committee also ap-

proved at least one night opening for
the show to give more time for trade
show visitors to see the exhibits.

In further show policy direction, the
committee voted to repeat the success-
ful All-Industry Banquet at the Wal-
dorf-Astoria Hotel on the opening
night of the show.

Further, New York City and the
same hotels were chosen as the site

for the 1969 and 1970 Consumer Elec-
tronics Shows.
The CES trade show committee will

meet in New York City November
7-8 to finalize this direction of the
division’s executive committee. The
1968 CES exhibit floor plans are to be
sent to the industry in late November.

“Ninety-four of the 104 exhibitors
in the 1967 show have already con-
firmed space in the 1968 show,” Way-
man told the Committee. “Twenty-
six have requested additional space
and 33 new exhibitor requests have
been received,” he said.

A week later in Chicago, Gabe
saunters down the same velvet-lined
steps of the same chrome-covered bus,
with his world famous smile stretch-
ing the entire width of his face and
his hand outstretched ready to greet
all the Roundup people who’ll be on
hand to meet him. But the smile fades
and the outstretched hand goes un-
shaken—for there is no roundup of
Roundup reps. Well, old Gabe is a
genial enough kind of guy. He as-

sumes that they must have been de-
layed in traffic and will be there any
minute, so he decides to wait. After
an hour, Gabe is no longer so genial.
He packs up his bus and his band, the
Goodfellows, and heads for the hotel
with no Roundup guides. And he
smolders. Who does that label think
he is—some pipsqueak kid who’s still

wet behind the ears. With 20 million
records to his credit (including 3

RIAA goldies), he deserves better
treatment than this. But his geniality
soon takes over again, and he decides
to forget the matter. After all, he’ll

be seeing people from the label for
his whole three day stay in the Windy
City. He knows that his opening show
tonight will be packed with them.

Unnn-fortunately, there ain’t one
Roundup head there for the opening
night—or for the second night—or for
the closing night. In fact, there hasn’t

been so much as a telephone message
from the company for three days. By
the time our hero packs his bag to

head for new pastures, he’s fit to be

tied. Visions of contract-burnings

dance in his head, and, as the chrome-
covered bus fades off in the distance,

he chuckles in evil glee thinking of

the heads that will roll and the execu-

tives that will be squirming as soon

as his manager is informed and de-
livers a fire-and-brimstone tongue-
lashing to the top brass.

Meanwhile, back at the Roundup
ranch, the entire staff is ignorant of
the fact that good old Gabe was even
headed for Chicago. Seems his man-
ager forgot to notify anyone at the
label of the singer’s itinerary for that
week. Well, he didn’t forget exactly.
He just assumed that everyone at the
label knew. Why not? Gabe is one of
their biggest acts—they should know!!

Seems that a whole situation could
have been averted were it not for a
little problem known as “communica-
tions breakdown,” that well-known
situation where everyone assumes
that everyone else knows what the
story is at any given moment. One
sample of such a breakdown has been
presented above. But, as we all know,
many other forms of communications
breakdown exist between artist and
label.

The fault, we believe, lies mainly
with the artists’ managers. And this

feeling is underscored by the fact that,

while some managers have almost no
difficulty with any of their artists’

labels, others seem to be plagued by
problems.

It appears that it would be a good
idea if the latter group check into

their own systems before laying the

blame for all their problems on record

companies. It might not cure all the

ills, but it certainly can’t hurt.

A LITTLE TRAVELING MUSIC,
PLEASE—Jimmy Bryant, whose lat-

est Imperial LP is titled “The Fastest
Guitar In The Country,” can certainly

lay claim to having the most unusual
guitar in the country. Or is it the
most unusual car in the country?
Dubbed the “Voxmobile,” the psyche-
delic vehicle in the photo above with
Jimmy, is a creation of famed custom
car designer George Barris, and can
attain speeds of up to 175 mph. The
machine has 32 guitar jack inputs for

its amplifiers, speakers and tweeters,
in addition to a Continental organ
mounted in the rear deck and a stereo
tape deck cartridge installation, fea-

turing six speakers and modulators.
Total power output on the $30,000
car is close to 1000 peak watts.

The Mechanical Copyright Protection Society, agency which collects for

publishers and composers royalties accruing from the use of songs on disks,

has run head on with record companies over a claim for an increased share

of the takings. With the expiration of the MCPS agreement with the record

companies, the Society has sought to up its members’ royalty percentage
from 6^4% to 10%. The diskeries have refused point blank to increase

“mechanicals” which they figure to be high at 614%. A leap to lOCf would
make them higher even than on the continent where they are currently 8%.
The percentage rate of mechanical copyright payments is statutory, and the

present rate of 614% has been operative for the past 30 years. But worked
out on the basis of retail cost, less the cost of sleeves, the 614% has yielded

an increasingly high return to MCPS with each successive rise in disk prices.

The record companies feel the Society has no grounds for seeking an increase.

In preparation for the crunch the major disk operations have drafted a

letter to individual publishers stating that they will be happy to record any
new material after January 1st at the existing rate. If, however, the pub-
lishers fail to respond to this and stick behind MCPS for a larger slice of

the wax pie, recording in this country could grind to a halt. The diskeries are

treating this as a serious problem, one which probably will require new legis-

lation before it is ironed out. At this point the disk producers are standing firm

in their decision to oppose any rise in “mechanicals” and, as one industr-y

leader put it, “This is no bluff.” MCPS is equally determined to secure a better

deal for its members even if it means a showdown with the record industry
which is united in its thinking.

To the ever-growing list of American labels featured in the British market
add Bell Records. Larry Uttal, who helms the label, expects to launch Bell

here next year, probably February. EMI will facilitate the banner.

Following the fall push on classical records which has seen the launch of

at least one important new logo. Virtuoso from the Pye stable, the impetus
of the drive for new business which, it is hoped, will be carried through into

the lucrative Christmas trade, is still being fed by the leading record com-
panies. EMI is switching the HMV label to a classics-only logo which means
a deployment of the pop acts currently signed to the banner. American ABC
catalog will switch from HMV to the Stateside label. Decision to pull HMV
out of the pop scene to concentrate on more serious music marks the coming
of a full circle for the label. It started out life as a vehicle for classical waxes.
In the future EMI will issue no more classical works on the Columbia label,

idea being to create a new and international image for classical HMV.
Meantime, Deutsche-Grammophone introduced into the U.K. its first classical

casettes. Initial issue comprises six works retailing at £.2.5.0. (|6.30) with
regular releases to follow.

Before leaving London for New York, Mrs. Isabella Wallich, Managing
Director of Delyse-Envoy Records, announced that her company will be join-

ing forces with the Universal Programme Corporation Ltd. in a new group
which will eventually involve seven companies and have their own fully

equipped studios in London known as the International Broadcasting Com-
pany Ltd. New distribution arrangements have been made for Delyse-Envoy
Records in the U.K. through Decca Selecta. All existing licensing arrangements
with EMI will continue and the EMI export division will continue to handle
Delyse and Envoy finished products. The new group of companies is a major
development in the recording scene in the U.K. and is heavily backed finan-

cially. The group has been formed for the purpose of attracting to this coun-
try large scale independent work which will benefit musicians, orchestras

and artists.

Following the announcement of RCA’s split with Decca Record comes news
of their music publishing subsidiary, Sunbury Music, to be headed by Jack
Heath. Heath was formerly Manager, Creative Services (Acting)—a position

now absorbed into the duties of Terry Oates who joined RCA in August this

year from Chappells. The aim of Sunbury Music is to acquire foreign catalogs
and also develop new British songwriters.

Ember Records Speciality label made its debut on November 1st with items
from the Lupine label of Detroit, Starday in Nashville, and Capitol in Holly-
wood. First issue comprised albums by King Curtis, Eddie Floyd and Glen
Campbell. A spokesman for the new label said the new line will present for
English specialist buyers many of America’s leading blues, r & b, soul and
country artists previously unobtainable here. Albums, retailing at 32 /7d

(!p4.55) comprise at least 16 tracks.

A new company, UNA Management Ltd. has been set up by Mafalda Hall,

Michel Boyer and Malcolm Thomson. Aim of new company is to develop and
promote talent within all aspects of show business. It also plans to set up a
service for American artists visiting Britain arranging hotel accommodation,
TV bookings, tours etc. In this respect Malcolm Thomson is currently in the
States negotiating with agents and managers for the European representation
of their artists.

Big Sice Of Chart Pie For Pye MIDCM '68 Coming On Strong; See

3000 Pinticipants From 40 Nations
LONDON—-Pye Records is currently
dominating the British charts with
six records in the Top 20, including
the chart-topping “Baby, Now That
I’ve Found You,” by the Foundations
(published by Welbeck/Schroeder)

.

All six disks are by British artists

and producers and all but one are
British writers. In addition to “Baby,”
Pye has on the charts “Autumn Al-
manac,” by the Kinks (produced by
Ray Davies and published by Carlin)

;

“You’ve Not Changed,” by Sandie
Shaw (produced by Eve Taylor and
published by Carnaby); “There Is A
Mountain,” by Donovan (produced by
Mickie Most and published by Dono-
van) ;

“If The Whole World Stopped
Loving,” by Val Doonican (produced
by Val Doonican and published by Im-
mediate)

;
and “Let The Heartaches

Begin,” by Long John Baldry, which
like the chart-topping “Baby,” was

written and produced by Pye A&R
manager Tony Macauley and pub-
lished by Schroeder.

The success of these six records adds
up to Pye’s biggest chart bonanza this

year. Although the company has en-

joyed an above average number of

chart successes in recent months, both
on its label and those it represents
overseas (Warner Bros. / Reprise,
A&M, etc.), this is the first time en-
tries have been by native talent on
the parent label and marketed by 100
per cent direct distribution.

Pye’s managing director, Louis Ben-
jamin, expects that the Long John
Baldry single will not only be a No. 1

record but the biggest No. 1 record

since Lonnie Donegan’s “My Old Man’s
A Dustman” six years ago and the

In addition to a number of live performances, Mayall
and his group were guest stars at the first color recording of TV magazine
“Fenklup.” On the occasion of the national “Bluesbreakers Week,” Phonogram
released on Decca a special LP—“So Many Roads”—and the group’s latest

single “Suspicions.”

Since November 1st, N. Y. Phonogram is handling three new labels: Scepter-
Wand and Laurie. A new record of Dionne Warwick will be one of the first

productions to be released on the Scepter-Wand label.

During his stay in that country, Adolfo
Pino attended the Rio Song Festival and held talks with Brazilian RCA execs.
Odeon is preparing the second LP by teen star Yaco Monti to be released in

a few weeks. The album will include the song presented by Yaco at the recent
Buenos Aires Song Festival, “Esta Dormida,” and several other tunes with
reportedly strong potential. Other new albums are Engelbert Humperdinck’s
“Release Me,” another by the Animals and a Coleccion Musical budget-priced
LP by folk chanter Hernan Figueroa Reyes.

Microfon’s Mario Kaminsky infos that the label has inked young singer
Danielo who has already cut his first single with the Malvicino group: “Deses-
peradamente Vivir.” There is also a single by tropical music group Sonora
Kalingo with two boo-ga-loo rhythmed tunes: “Good Luck Soldier” and “Opus
III,” and two tango singles by Lalo Martel (“Giron Porteho”) and Nestor
Fabian (“Cuando se Pianta la Vida”).
Phonogram’s Press Dept, reports that folk chanter Horacio Guarany, cur-

rently in Uruguay, will appear on Channel 9 as soon as he returns to

Buenos Aires. Another strong folk star, Julia Elena Davalos, is appearing on
Channel 11 in daily TV program “Telemusica” produced by Raul Matas. An-
other report states that Brazilian chanter Ronnie Von will probably be con-
tracted for TV appearances next month; his “A Praca” sold strongly some
months ago. The diskery is releasing a cover of “Aranjuez Mon Amour” by
Vincent Morocco and a folk album by Los Fronterizos: “Mundialmente.”

Disc Jockey reports a strong promotional campaign in behalf of its record-
ings by group Icasto Seis featuring folk music with modern teen rhythm for-
mat. There is an LP tagged “New Pampa” and a single with two tunes culled
from it. The diskery is also working on the International side with the albums
cut by Jacques Brel, Hugues Aufray, Dalida, Aznavour and other French artists

from Barclay, and recently marketed by Luque’s label with special deluxe
packing.

Beatriz Lupo of Relay Publishers infos that they have contracted the new
Engelbert Humperdinck top item “The Last Waltz” and also the recent U.S.
hit, “The Letter.” Both are receiving strong promo treatment and Spanish
lyrics are being prepared.

Mauricio Brenner of Fermata Publishers feels happy with the renewed pro-
motion received by the fourteen tangos included in his original “14 With The
Tango” project. Besides the instrumental version of the tunes, recorded re-

cently by Alberto Di Paulo and his orchestra, there is an increasing number
of artists recording them on other labels. One of the latest additions has been
Walter who cut two of the tangos for an album that has been already released
by RCA.

Enrique Iriberri of Surco infos that he expects good results from the new
French Vogue releases marketed recently by his diskery. Lists include the
first album by Jacques Dutronc, one by Francoise Hardy and one by Antoine.
There is a growing interest in this market towards French music which means
that Surco’s record may reach interesting sales figures in the near future.
CBS’ news this week include a single by local group the Boogaloos carrying

“There Is A Mountain;” an EP by French orkster Caravelli with four film
themes; the new single by folk chantress Amelita Baltar, “Corazon, Corazon;”
and another one by Los In, “Here’s A Heart.”

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Well, Germany’s done it again! The Hessen Radio in Frankfurt which is

responsible for the German entry in the “Song For Europe” contest is going
a new way. Instead of a contest of any sort, and instead of having several top
writers submit material as in the past, they have commissioned Horst “A Walk
In The Black Forest” Jankowski to write the tune which will be entered. Ger-
many has never finished in the upper half of this contest with one exception
(4th place) and this is how they hope to end the situation.

Let’s look at the possitive and negative sides of the situation. First of all,

negatively speaking, this method closes out a system of competition. Horst,
who is a tremendous musical genius as a pianist and choir director, has never
in his life written a top hit in Germany or anywhere else. (“Walk In The
Black Forest” is a folk song written hundreds of years ago.) The successful
English system was to find a top artist and have top writers try for a song
for that artist with the winner given the entry. This is exactly the reverse.

Now the positive side. First of all, Horst was the writer of the winning
song in the Bi’azilian contest last year “Frag Der Wind.” The song wasn’t
a hit, but it won the festival. Secondly, Udo Jurgens got his start as both an
artist and writer by doing exactly the same job for Austria and took a top
position 3 years in a row including first place in his last attempt. There are
pros and cons but can a composer today write a hit song without knowing who
he is writing it for? Bert Kaempfert, Germany’s top export artist and writer,

turned the job down. Oh well let’s hope for the best. The artist for the contest
has not been chosen yet.

Caterina Valente has been chosen to M.C. 39 TV shows in South America
presenting German artists and other shows produced in Germany. German TV
director Michael Pfleghar had to turn down an offer to produce a new TVer
with the Beatles in India because of too much work in the U.S.A. Michael is

now at work on his first Frank Sinatra show production.

Erroll Garner is touring Germany and is set for a stack of TVers along with
his concert work.

Polydor’s Roy Black is set for his first Golden Record for a million sales

on his hit “Ganz in Weiss” (“All In White”). His new LP called “Roy Black
11” has had advanced orders of 50,000 before release. A TV spectacular is

also in the work for the artist.

Frank Sinatra, Jr., will do his first German recording for Teldec this month.

Sammy Davis, Jr., is singing for Israel in the Berlin Philharmonic. The top
entertainer will make his first German appearance in the benefit concert on
the 18th of November at 11 P.M. All donors who send a large sum for the
charity will receive 2 free tickets. The rest of the tickets are being sold for
$2.50 up to $25.00.

Deutsche Grammophon is recording a new version of “The Three Penny
Opera” with Peter Ustinov in the top role. Other top stars from Germany are
also in the production.

Sam & Dave, Arthur Conley and Lee Dorsey are heading the bill for a big
“soul” show to be presented in Munich, Frankfurt and TV here this month.
It’s the first “soul” package to play Germany.

The large mail order house and department store Neckermann is producing
a new LP series to sell for about 85 cents (DM 3.50), and this at a time when
the major recording firms are readying a price increase across the board for
their product.

A new pop magazine hit the market this month. The “Pep” will cover pop,
beat, jazz and fashion. The 12 page paper is not being sold, but will be given
to guests at discoteques, clothing stores, department stores, nightclubs, music
stores, etc. The owner of the store pays about 4 cents a copy for the paper
and his name is printed on the front page. The first issue had ads from
Electrola, Polydor, Cornet Liberty and Vogue. The paper has a first printing
of 100,000 and will come out monthly.

Deutsche Grammophon has joined with the Time Life magazines
for a mail order shot. Success in foreign markets led to the first tiy in Ger-
many. Reader’s Digest does the same for Teldec product here. Deutsche
Grammophon also sent a list of their department heads. Richard Bush is

director for Germany, with Oskar Drechsler the Polydor production boss,
Heinz Holle handling distribution, and Peter Erdmann the business manage-
ment post.

The Hansa Records group reports that Drafi Deutscher is now in Paris doing
his third record in French. Elisa Gabbai is set for TV in Madrid where she
is now. Marion has her first English record out on the Page 1 label in England
with the butter side composed by Day Davies of the Kinks.

That’s it for this week in Germany.

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Editorial

r Pricing Ourselves
When seven amusement machine manufacturers

gather together to tell the trade how it can make more
money with coin-operated games (which was the case

at the recent MOA seminar), it would have been surpris-

ing had not the loan-bonus subject come up somewhere
along the line. What was surprising was the frequency

with which the subject did emerge into the discussion,

the vehiment condemnation of it all round, but, to be

truthful, no solid suggestions for a cure. Once again, like

the weather, everyone seems to be talking about it but

nobody can do anything about it. Luckily, there’s one
basic falacy in this thinking — nobody created the

weather but we did create the loan-bonus cancer and,

at least theoretically, we can cure it.

At the seminar, there was a suggestion that a loan-

bonus price ceiling might be drawn at the local associa-

tion level. If, and we say if, the members adhere to it,

what about the non-members? Would it not, in fact, en-

courage renegades from other territories, operators won-
dered, with some basis for fear.

For the record, a number of our operators have been
working quite well with the loan-bonus sales technique
for contracting and keeping locations. But it must be
established that these select operators are inflating a

dangerous financial bubble, yielding less and less net

income as they continue to hike the price of a location

higher and higher. Lower net income requires an enorm-
ous volume of locations to meet the nut. They might
think they’re outclassing their competition but in reality,

they’re pricing themselves into a great big house of cards
(or should we say paper).

The essential horror of this madcap situation is that

good hard money is passing out of our industry each day

. . . the gross might be up but the profit ain’t. Fellas,

admit it—you’ve got a tiger by the tail and the business

is bleeding. But in the same way we created this situa-

tion, we can check it— little by little. How? This might be

a way.

Back Into Business
A crisp, clean new piece of music or amusement

equipment serves as one of the best sales tools the op-

erator has at hand for gaining or keeping a location. We
don’t necessarily mean factory-fresh—just different

enough to excite the location owner’s interest. But too,

too often, the new piece is presented to the spot plus

a whopping loan, advance against collections, gift etc.

where in reality the machine should be enough. This may
sound naive to some of you but never forget for one mo-
ment that good looking equipment, changed often

enough to prevent staleness, adds a great deal of

sparkle to a location and serves as one of the strongest

drawing cards for coaxing customers in off the street to

buy food and drink. The location owner knows this but

he’s not about to let you know how badly he needs your

machines. He’s got a good thing working for him in the

operator’s readiness to come across with the green in

addition to the machine.
The trick is simply to pop the new machine out, dis-

cuss its entertainment value, its subtile but compelling
power to get folks into the place and its “enormous cost’’

to you, the operator who must have a better commission
agreement to amortize the investment. This is especially

necessary when you introduce not only a brand new
machine, but a brand new machine idea—such as audio-

viz units, soccer tables. Let him know you simply MUST
get a better shake for your services.

This thing can and must be broken. But it can only be

done a step at a time. Every operator must take a stand

sometime so why not now. Take advantage of new equip-

ment to step out in the right direction. Too many opera-

tors are drifting in a financial twilight zone between the

bank and the sheriff ... not enough money is flowing

within the industry to keep us sailing on an even keel.

Remember that ancient Chinese horror called “death by

a thousand cuts’’? Think about the thousands of wounds
we opened voluntarily with exhorbitant loans and gifts

and try sealing them off . . . location by location. The
trade will be healthier for it.

NATIONAL COIN POOL TOURNAMENT?
Ben Spaulding Outlines Plan To Start

National Pool Tourney With Support Of

Industry And Association Personnel

PH0E:NIX. ARIZ. — During the
Amusement Game Seminar held at

the recent MOA Convention and
Trade Show in Chicago, Ben Spauld-
ing of Spaulding Sales, Phoenix, Ari-
zona, took the floor at the beginning
of the question and answer period
and explained the mechanics of an
annual pool tournament staged in

Arizona for the past three years
which has been termed as a huge suc-
cess by the industry personnel in-

volved.

Spaulding is the originator and
planner of the annual event and talked
with several key MOA personnel about
the possibility of staging the tourna-
ment on a national level in coopera-
tion with state and local associations
while coming under the supervision
of Music Operators of America.

A tournament on this level is long
overdue for the industry and with en-
thusiastic ops like Ben Spaulding
around to push the idea into reality,

it could very well become one of the
big events of 1968.

Here’s how Spaulding mapped out
the plan for their tourney in Phoenix.
The first and most important thing
was to gain the support of local op-
erators and some of their key loca-

tions.

In the case of a national tourney,
support would have to come from the
local or state association with the
backing of local area operators.

Next, comes the question of money.
In the Phoenix tourney, Spaulding
solicited funds for prizes, (three cate-
gories), expenses, (hotel site for

championship playoffs) from partici-
pating operators. In the Phoenix
tourney there were thirty-two (32)
operators who contributed $10.00
apiece towards the expenses.

Locations, were the site of the pre-
liminary play-offs, where winners for
the three classes. A, B, & C, were se-
lected by elimination. (It must be
strongly noted here that locations
which owned their own pool tables
were not allowed to participate in the
event. Some men in the industry, espe-
cially those in Arizona, feel that this

tournament, if conducted on a na-
tional level would minimize direct
selling to locations. A policy which is

becoming more and more of a problem
for operators.)

Spaulding feels it was to the best
advantage to divide the event into
three classes because he feels there
were about three levels of skill in-

volved in the past tourneys. Class A,
covered the players who shoot pool
for a living, hustlers and those who
have attained a skill level of profes-
sional. Class B, consisted of players
just below the first class, players
who play several times a week but are
not good enough to compete with the
pros. Finally, Class C, which would
take in the novice pool player, or
those who could be classified as be-
ginners.
When the preliminaries were fin-

ished and class winners selected, the
Championship Play-offs were to be
held in a rented hotel ballroom or
catering hall.

In the event the tournament
reaches a national level, which we

strongly urge and believe in, it could
very possibly be intermingled into
the program of events for the Annual
MOA Show.

However, in the Phoenix tourney,
the Championship Play-offs turned
out to be a huge affair and there was
standing room only. The winners of
each class was awarded trophies and
a cash prize while second and third
place finishers were awarded prizes of
a lesser value.

Spaulding’s ideas about a national
tourney are designed along the same
lines of his Arizona tournament. The
only difference would be whose hands
the details would lie in. It is Spauld-
ing’s hope that several interested men
around the country will get together
with him and, as a group, go to MOA
and attempt to gain their support in

the planning of the National Coin
Table Pool Tournament.
There are many merits derived

from a tournament of this nature.
Press coverage, the interest stimu-
lated among people in the trade, a
surefire way to increase pool table
sales is the national tourney, actu-
ally we could name several ideas and
promotions that could evolve from
such a tournament.

With men like Spaulding working
with our associations toward the com-
mon goal, the national tourney seems
only a step away from reality. Get
with it . . . either call your local or
state association or; Music Operators
of America or; Ben Spaulding at

summer months. Len tells a story
about his younger son, Stu, while he
was working for Dave Lowy’s arcades.
“Dave says Stu is one of the most
fabulous workers he’s ever seen.’’ “I
can’t seem to understand that because
Stu isn’t exactly fond of the coin ma-
chine business.’’

As general sales manager of U.S.
Billiards, Len has a big job in promot-
ing their products. His research has
opened up many new markets for pool
tables and his constant vigor has been
noted many times over as evidence of
his creative promotion campaigns that
has helped enormously in generating
sales on a distributor level. Schneller
was an instrumental figure in doing
the marketing and reasearch for the
U.S. Coin-A-Copy, the only non-pool
device manufactured by U.S. Billiards.

Schneller feels the only way opera-
tors can discourage direct sales of pool
tables is for them to constantly rotate
equipment. “So many operators will

get a good location and throw a pool
table in then forget all about it until
it comes time to collect the coins.”
“He’s leaving it up to the location
owner to take care of the equipment.
Naturally, location owners get smart
to the idea that they can obtain their
own table and throw the operators
out in the street.” This is bad business
and the operator must wake up to the
fact that they must keep these loca-

tions happy and the only way to do
that is make the changes . . . thru
upgrading and rotating the equipment.
Don’t give the locations the time to

think about buying their own equip-
ment.” “New equipment earns more
money.” “Few operators realize they
can actually save money by buying-
new equipment. Take a table that has
been used for two years, an operator
can remove the coin mechanism and
sell it as a used home table around
Christmas time for only a few hundred
dollars less than he paid for it. This
problem of direct selling can virtually
be eliminated if the operators will pro-
vide the locations with a few changes
every now and then . . . give them good
equipment. One of the best opportu-
nities to rotate tables is when repairs
have to be made. An operator should
never repair or service a table in the
location . . . take it back to the shop
and work on it and give the location
another piece of equipment . . . prefer-
ably a newer one.”
“Manufacturers are making better

and better tables as time passes,
they’re making tables with more ways
to play and we’re constantly coming
up with improved engineering designs
that make people want to play.” “Bars
and taverns are the most lucrative
locations, they are known by both men
and women. The old prohibitive atmo-

sphere that lingered about the early
pool halls is no longer a factor as far
as who plays pool today. You can walk
into the best of hotels and airports
and play a game of pool today. An-
other interesting note that contributes
to the popularity of the game and one
that stimulates play is the fact that
pool is a spectator sport. People will

watch someone else play and say, ‘that

looks like fun, I think I’ll give it a
try.”

When the Cash Box reporter asked
Schneller what he thought the most
troublesome problem facing today’s
operator was, he replied, “Getting the
proper help. Mechanics, collectors . . .

there’s no new help coming into the
business. I think if operators would
explore the idea of hiring women col-

lectors, they would profit from it.

Women work cheaper and they are as
honest, if not more so, than men. They
can also learn to make minor repairs
. . . small and easy replacements.’’

The one big question we had in mind
for Schneller was related to the pos-
sibility and value of a National Coin
Table Pool Tournament. Len is all for
it as was indicated when he said, “It
could be the greatest thing in this

business if properly handled. If enough
operators in enough areas would start
tourneys and get the interest started
within the trade, I’m sure this thing
could be reality. It would require a
great deal of planning and the support
of our associations, but it can be done
and if it ever is done . . . operators
will never regret it because with tour-
neys based on the best out of seven
theory . . . coin boxes will be overflow-

^

ing. Its been proven already that the
public will accept it . . . its the Amer-
ican way of life . . . competitive spirit

. . . everyone wants to be a winner,
its a part of the whole scene.”

Anyone ever heard of an “also pool
table”? Well, neither had we until
we attended the factory seminar out
at the MCA Show where we heard
Lenny Schneller, general sales manag-
er for A1 Simon’s U.S. Billiards, tell

an amusing story about how some
operators consider the pool table busi-
ness as an “also business.” It was quite
an amusing story, but the affable
Schneller had a moral to convey to his
listeners: ‘'Don’t be afraid the pool
table business is going to die.”

Schneller is the subject of this
week’s Cash Box Profile. Len has one
of the most well-rounded and experi-
enced backgrounds of any man in the
business.
