Unauthorized Duplkatiom

Menaee To Tape Cartrid^

Shadowing the progress being made in

tape cartridge sales is the menace of

pirated merchandise. The practice, ac-

cording to reports received by Cash Box,

has already reached alarming propor-

tions, resulting in the loss of millions of

dollars to record companies, artists and
music publishers.

Monetary damage, interestingly
enough, may prove to be the least dan-

ger to all concerned. There is the ques-

tion of shoddiness that generally per-

vades the unauthorized duplication of

tape cartridges. Such inferior quality

comes In many forms. Sound reproduc-

tion Is far below the level of cartridges

produced through normal channels; de-

ception is rampant with regard to label-

ling, with notices of artists and selec-

tions often having no relationshiptowhat

appears on the tape. All this, mind you,

is reaching the hands of many con-

sumers who may be getting their initial

exposure to the recently-established

tape cartridge field! Thus, a new indus-

try is confronted with overcoming prod-

uct that sets the lowest possible stand-

ard for its continued progress. The price

for such merchandise? A little below the

real thing!

Tape cartridge pirating is a remark-

ably cheap endeavor. Something like

$3000 for a tape duplicating machine
and a wrong-doer is just about in busi-

ness. In terms of pirating of tape

cartridges, this is going first-class, since

some pirated merchandise reaches the

consumer from such sources as inex-

pensive tape recorders designed for

home use.

At this time, most of the bogus tape

cartridge business involves 4-and-8-

track cartridges. Cassettes, however,

may soon be the next victims, especially

as the use of blank cassettes spreads.

This is a warning recently sounded by

Norman Racusin, vp and general man-
ager of RCA Victor Records, during his

keynote address at the NARM conven-
tion.

Success in combating this evil has
been limited. While some labels have
stated their intentions to vigorously

track down and bring suit against man-
ufacturers of pirated cartridges—and in

several cases have won injunctions

against them—there are, explains Abe
Somer, an attorney who has represented

labels in such litigation, literally hun-

dreds of phony cartridge duplicators

around.

In addition, Somer adds, there Is a

tendency among bogus duplicators to

avoid the use of company logos on la-

bels, thus getting around trademark
(unfair competition) violations. The
Federal Government has not enacted a

law making either disk and/or tape

duplicating a crime. Nor for that matter

have most of the states. Legislation

against trademark violation is, however,

widespread.

Obviously, Federal and state statutes,

with criminal sanctions, against boot-

legged and/or pirated disks & tapes is

sorely needed. New York State, in fact,

has received its first conviction under
its 2-year-old anti-bogus disk law. Even
this section of the state’s General Busi-

ness Law requires updating. It ignores

the tape field.

If the new tape cartridge field is to

prosper, the trade cannot ignore the

consequences of pirated cartridges.

In this regard, NARM, the wholesal-

ing organization, is to be congratulated

for its awareness of this “acute prob-

lem’’ in initiating a drive to have its

membership press for anti-bogus disk/

tape legislation in their home states.

Pre-opening controversy caused by
talk of nude scenes and four letter
words in the show spurred speculation
that “Hair” represented perhaps too
advanced a departure from accepted
musical formats for the uptown the-
atregoer. The reviewer accolades ac-
corded the show, the score, cast and
director Tom O’Horgan on opening
night, however, quickly dispelled thesa
fears and box-office lines in subsequent
days appear to insure a long run and
heightened interest in the show’s
music.

The com-
pany has earmarked a preliminary
exploitation budget of $250,000 for the
United States phase of the promotion
alone.

Conferences

During their London stay, Deutsch
and Diamond will confer with Albert
R. Broccoli, producer of the film as
well as of United Artists’ entire series
of James Bond picture successes.
These meetings will deal with inter-
national coordination of promotional
efforts on the film and its scores.
They will also meet with Noel

Rogers, managing director of United
Artists Music Ltd., to blueprint de-
tails of the promotional drive on the
film score. Deutsch, Diamond, and
Rogers will then move on to the Con-
tinent to confer at length with the
firm’s executives and professional staff
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in Paris, Frankfurt, and Milan for]
similar promotional planning sessions.!
The three will also be given briefings]
and progress reports on the prelimi-
nary phases of the drive in each coun-

try.

Diamond and Rogers are expected!
to take over a maior portion of the]
coordination with the European offi-

ces, now and especially following the
lifting of the restriction on score
usage as of September 1, when a host
of recordings of both singles and al-

bums. already committed in the U.S.
and Europe, are due to begin hitting
the market.

On To Japan
Deutsch and Diamond will return

to London on Saturday (11), after
which Deutsch will leave for Japan
for planned meetings with Tats Naga-
shima, head of Tayio Music Inc.,

United Artists Music’s wholly owned
Japanese subsidiary. Nagashima is

also one of Japan’s major promoters
of American talent for personal ap-
pearances and television in that coun-
try.

Deutsch will be accompanied on
the trip to the Orient by John Spald-
ing, controller of United Artists Mu-
sic Ltd. in England. The discussions
with Nagashima are again exepected
to focus on exploitation for “Chitty
Chitty Bang Bang,” but the agenda'
includes a number of other topics
covering such areas as new song ma-
terial from each country for release
in the other, signing of new compo-
sers, and the current situation with
regard to Japanese disking of UA
American songs.

Deutsch expects to return to his
New York headquarters Monday (20),
and shortly thereafter he will leave
for the West Coast for another round
of conferences on the campaign on
the score for “Chitty Chitty Bang
Bang.” The film is a musical film,
starring Dick Van Dyke, Sally Ann
Howes and Lionel Jeffries, and is

scheduled for premiere showings dur-
ing the 1968 Christmas season.

Flatt & Scruggs

Flatt & Scruggs and their Foggy
Mountain Boys have long been recog-
nized by folk as well as C&W fans as
being among the foremost exponentsi
of Bluegrass Music but have recently
risen to widespread national fame-
primarily as a result of Earl Scrugg’s
“Foggy Mountain Breakdown” being
used as the theme for the “Bonnie &
Clyde” flick. The tune, written by
Scruggs and featuring his nimble 5-

string banjo picking, was first re-
corded by the group in 1948 on the
Mercury label. They are recording
for Columbia, having numerous LP’s
and singles out on that label. There
Columbia “Foggy Mountain Break-
down” single was recently on Top 100.

Lester Flatt is the group’s rh^hmn
guitarist and lead vocalist while Earle
Scruggs takes care of the 5-string
banjo work so necessary to Bluegrass,
a form, of music that has been referred
to as being, “folk music in overdrive.”
Flatt & Scruggs met in 1945 while
both of them were members of Billy
Monroe’s Bluegrass Boys. They stayed
with that group for three years before
forming their own outfit in 1948. Earl
Scruggs’ 14-year old son, Randy, plays
lead guitar with the Foggy Mountain
Boys on their latest Col. LP, “The
Story Of Bonnie & Clyde.” They pro-
vided the theme for the “Beverly Hill-
billies” TV’er and are currently en-
gaged in making pa’s throughout the
United States and Canada.

Tom Rush began to perform while a
sophomore at Harvard. This was at

the beginning of the folk boom and he
rapidly built a solid reputation as an
excellent folk musician and singer both
throughout the eastern United States
and England.
On wax. Rush is represented by two

Prestige LP’s and three LP’s on
Elektra’s “Circle Game,” titled after

a song by Joni Mitchell. On this album.
Rush makes the transition from tradi-

tional singer to contemporary writer/
singer. Two of the compositions on the
“Circle Game” LP are Rush’s own:

Philadelphia Moves With Outdoor

Total Media For Pop Music Concerts

NEW YORK — Philadelphia Music
Festival will attempt a “total perform-
ance environment” in the John F.

Kennedy Stadium by utilizing a multi-
media approach to staging. David
Hadler, president of Kenin Associates
Productions, which has been selected

by the city of Philadelphia to promote
the festival, announced plans for the
summer pop concert series including
a new stage design, two lighting set-

ups, geodesic domes, and live closed
circuit color TV combined with live

headline acts. The Philadelphia con-
certs from July 3 through Sept. 2

represent perhaps the first attempt in

an outside situation to use the multi-
media approach which has proved suc-
cessful in discotheques and indoor con-
certs.

Pop music artists will appear on a
stage canopy structure designed by
Buckminster Fuller and originally
coimmissioned by the Museum of Mod-
ern Art of N.Y.C. in 1958 as an art
work. The stage will be 60 feet wide
and the canopy will be 45 feet high.
The original 2,400 gold anodized

aluminum tubes, which are bolted to-
gether in a “tinker toy” fashion to
make the structure, have been adapted
for use in the Philly Festival by de-
signer Charles Burnett in cooperation
with Geometries. Much of the actual
assembly work will be done by Phila-
delphia teens from ghetto areas em-
ployed for the summer by the Music
Festival.

The canopied structure will provide
rain protection for performers with-
out the usual supporting columns. Set
in the southend of the 100,000 seat
stadium, the stage will oifer a clear
view of the talent to the 55,000 seats
which will be used for each concert. In
addition to seeing the performers in
person, audiences will see close-ups of
the talent via closed circuit color TV
rear projections on a 20 by 30 foot
screen. The screen will be hung from
the structure. The television set-up is

being negotiated with TNT Communi-
cations which has covered major sports
events for theatrical closed-circuit sit-

uations.
Lights will be hung from the canopy,

and the reflection of high intensity
light from the polished structure will
hit the audience and nearby buildings
in changing patterns. Along with the
television and reflecting stage struc-
ture, a total lighting impact is being
planned through the Joshua Light
Show (currently at New York’s Fill-

more-East) and theatrical lighting
with a leading lighting designer. Geo-
desic domes surrounding the stage will
glow with changing lighting effects
including live and slide projections.

Plans call for a sound system de-
signed by Bill Hanley from Metford,
Massachusetts who designed and op-
erated systems for various Newport
Festivals, for President Johnson’s in-

auguration, and for Bill Graham’s
Fillmore-East in New York.
The Philadelphia Music Festival is

a unique undertaking supported by the
City of Philadelphia and local indus-
tries, including iC. Schmidt and Sons,
Inc. who are underwriting the entire
talent costs. All advance tickets will be
sold for one dollar making it possible
for virtually all Philadelphians to see
leading pop performers.

NEW YORK—Ed Peterson has been
named general manager of the record
division of Herb Paloff Assoc. Peter-
son’s first assignment with his new
affiliation will be to arrange a promo-
tion campaign for “Che-Wa-Wa” by
the Keith Phillips V IV.

Prior to joining Paloff, Peterson had
his own indie promotion operation and
had also been active in artist manage-
ment and booking.

weekends.”

Varied Singles

Five singles and an LP are currently

in release featuring material for easy
listening, pop, country and rock pro-

gramming. Future releases are now in

preparation from a vocal r&b group, a
rock combo and others. “We plan to

produce all categories of music,” Fitz-

gerald said, “and we’re going to pull

out all the stops to make HIA a major
contender in all facets of the industry.”

HIA is a highly diversified company

Wilson, Fitzgerald & Phillips

with interests in restaurant and inns,

institutional supplies, manufacturing,
financing, construction, printing and
data processing among other things.

The company became involved in rec-

ords because HIA’s chairman and
founder Kemmons Wilson has “retained

an interest in the entertainment busi-

ness,” and “has faith in Sam Phillips.”

“We have entertainment in many
Holiday Inns,” Wilson commented,
“and the economical way to provide

good entertainment at a lot of loca-

tions was to develop our own personal

management agency. The agency
brought us many young and very
talented performers with no recording
contracts, so the next logical step was
to go into recordino".”

Need The Know-How
“But we didn’t want to go into this

business, Wilson went on, “I know how
complex it is.” With Sam Phillips and
his team the company has the know-
how to make the venture pay. The par-

ent company can offer the record and
music company a hand with market
analysis data processing (thpugh
HIA’s General Data Corp.), printing

(Holiday Press), and in many other

areas. “We expect the music subsidi-

ary to be profitable” Wilson stated,

“and we plan to give it the necessary
backing to make our company attrac-

tive to artists, agents, distribs, dee-

jays — every person and agency in

every area of the business.”
Phillips came to HIA with back-

ground in founding the Sun and Phil-

lips record companies and three music
publishers. He discovered and first re-

corded Elvis Presley, Johnny Cash,
Roy Orbison, Jerry Lee Lewis and
many more. Though Phillips will re-

tain his interest in Sun, and his pub-
lishing firms, HIA will have all new
productions.

Company Headquarters

Fitzgerald said that the company
will soon be housed in new space at

Holiday City, a 75-acre home office

complex in Memphis, and that branch
offices will be established in the near
future for sales and promotion in the
east, midwest and west.
Other members of the staff already

working with Holiday Inn’s label are
Jud Phillips, director of sales and pro-
motion; Jud Phillips, Jr. handling
southern regional sales and promo;
and Mike Ladd, sales promo rep who
doubles in A&R production.

Hard Times For Hard Rock
Brewery has been forced to withdraw
its sponsorship due to a cutback in ad-
vertising and promotion expenditures.

In
commenting on the festival’s plight,

cals. These are vocals graced by near
matchless phrasing and, when needed,

a subtlety that is all too frequently

absent within the realm of the usual

supper club and nightclub entertain-

ers.

Ella, who later encored twice, was
somewhat passionately introduced by
TV personality Ed Sullivan, who first

pointed out a sprinkling of show biz

notables throughout the audience (A1
Hirt was among them) and then of-

fered a capsule history of the lark’s

rise to fame and her subsequent gal-
axial career.

It was a nostalgic performance
filled for the most part with those
smooth, swin^ng songs from the hey-
day of the big band era ... a bag
brimming with standards and ever-
greens all the way down the line.

The high point of the show came dur-
ing the second encore when Ella Fitz-
gerald sang her own, and as yet un-
finished, tribute to the memory and
dream of the late Rev. Dr. Martin
Luther King, Jr. This was an eve-
ning’s entertainment that served up
something for just about everybody:
reminiscence, for an older generation;

Concerto No. 21 in C Major, K. 467

(138 783), is soloist with Herbert von
Karajan and the Berlin Philharmonic
in a recording of Brahms’ Piano Con-
certo No. 2 in B-flat Major, Op. 83.

This work of Brahms’ maturity, writ-

ten some twenty-three years after the

earlier piano concerto, adds another
album to the Brahms series conducted
by Karajan for DGG, which thus far
include the Four Symphonies, the

The Lucerne
Festival Strings perform under the
direction of Rudolf Baumgartner.

Simek play trumpet solos in a disk of
Baroque pieces by Morg.vian compos-
ers. Most of these are premiere re-

Monk’s “Underground,” “The Nash-
ville Strings Play Great Country Hits,”
“An Evening in Dublin” with Milo
O’Shea, “Gai-y Puckett & the Union
Gap,” Marty Robbins and “By the
Time I Get to Phoenix,” Mongo Santa-
maria’s “Soul Bag,” Ed Sullivan’s
Orchestra and Chorus with “Really
Big Hits!,” and Ethel Waters “On
Stage & Screen” featuring songs from
1925-1940.
The pair of Latin LP’s are to be

“America Tropical” featuring the
Caribbean Strings, and “Rancheras,
Songs of the Mexicans” with Jose

NEW YORK—Five albums are being
released by Crossroads Records for the
month of May.

Leading the list of new releases is

the recording of Corelli’s Concerti
Grossi, Op.

Crossroads’ collection of twentieth-
century music. On the first, which con-
tains Prokofiev’s “Symphony-Concerto

One of the phrases which has crept

into the jargon of the trad^becom-
ing mor^ widely used and accepted

with every passing day—is the term

“uptown country” or “modern coun-

try” or, if you will, „
Like the words “sputnik, beatnik,

“jell-o,” “kleenex,” etc., “country poli-

tan” has eased its way into English

usage and is slowly, but surely, gam-

ing that sizeable following necessary

for adopting new words or phrases

into the chosen realm of respectability

called the English language.

“But what of “countrypolitan?”

What is it, and what does it mean as

far as Country Music is concerned?

And how well will it fit into its role

in the overall destiny of Country

Music Is it Good, or is it Bad? Is

it a necessary step in the direction ot

progress, or is it a radical venture

that will have its day and then quickly

fade from the picture?

In our opinion, the derivation of

the modern country sound was

as necessary and inevitable, as re-

gards Nashville, as the invention of

the wheel was to Detroit and the

optical lens to Hollywood. Without

it the business would be forever mired

in stagnancy, with it there is room

for unlimited expansion. (Today Nash-

ville, tomorrow the World??)

However, countrypolitan music is

not, and should not be considered, the

be all and the end all of the Country

world. Like ye old wheel and ye old

optical lens are certainly vital parts

of the automobile and the movie

camera—perhaps even the most im-

portant parts—there are still other

ingredients to take into account.

There are drive shafts and combustion

systems, view finders and film travers-

ing systems, etc., etc.

So it is with Country Music—and

with all music for that matter. Just

as one monkey don’t make no show,

one musical path can’t possibly lead

to every doorway. While we strike

out to conquer new markets and en-

deavor to attract new adherents with

the uptown sound, we would be wise

not to forget nor to ignore those

loyal subjects who have remained

faithful to the other avenues of

Country Music for so long. To forget

the fans of the bluegrass sounds, or

the mountain sounds or the traditional

country sounds would be tantamount

to the automobile manufacturer for-

getting that many of his consumers
like convertibles or bucket seats or

windshield wipers.

It doesn’t seem to us that we will

ever see the day when there will be

no more bluegrass records, or no
more traditional country disks, be-

cause there are a good many knowl-

edgeable people in the trade who
realize that there is a market for

these musical categories, and will

continue to produce and manufacture
such product. However, there are also

many people in the forest who are

being blinded by the trees, or who
are being carried away by a wave of

current popularity. It is toward these

forgetful ones to whom we have di-

rected this reminder.
When building a house, one doesn’t

forget the foundation . . . and when
expanding country music, one hope-

fully doesn’t forget its foundation

—

the people.

The new union will go
into effect on May 11 with Connie
Smith topping the bill.

The 35-year-old country showcase
will continue to be broadcast live and
will be stocked with new sound equip-
ment, for a more accurate on-the-air
sound and a truer sound in the hall.

In addition, major renovations will be
made both in the Jamboree Hall itself

and in the dressing rooms, in order
to modernize and make the hall more
comfortable.

Ashley further stated that the per-
formances would be styled after the
Grand Ole Opry, and that emceeing
duties would be headed up by host Gus
Thomas, as well as other WWVA dee-
jays.

Announcing the news at a luncheon
in New York last week (29), Emil
Mogul, president of Basic Communi-
cations, Inc., owner of WWVA Radio
and the Jamboree, also intimated
that plans were in the works to build

Wheeling into a major music area,

complete with recording studios, pub-
lishing houses, booking agencies and
associated businesses.

compassion for the inmates and can
appi’eciate the psychological effect of
imprisonment. He frequently takes his
show to penal institutions to perform
before the prisoners, whom he terms
“all brothers of mine.” Following his
appearance at Folsom Prison, Johnny
Cash said the audience was the most
appreciative he had ever seen.

The British record business is wall used to matters of contrasts—witness

the often incredible reversals of the public’s taste in music—but one contrast

which is likely to cause its share of comment is the instant success of a costly

album pack launched by Pye Records. This pack, featuring two LP’s by
Donovan, plus poems, a booklet, etc., is retailing at £3. 17. 6. ($9.30). Pye re-

ports an advance of 15,000 on the pack titled “Gift From A Flower To A
Garden.” This has been achieved in a climate of freeze and squeeze where the

big buying emphasis has been put on low-priced lined and budget properties.

But the hefty increase in purchase tax, which rocketed disk prices, seems not

to have deterred the customers from this two-in-one package which carries

a price tag above the new, inflated norm.

Don Black, Britain’s Oscar-winning lyricist, currently has a schedule of

more than 20 numbers to pen for a variety of major feature films. More than
a dozen of them will be for a musical which Columbia is to make tentatively

titled “Goodbye Summer” and which will star Lulu, the singer who took
Black’s “To Sir With Love” to the No. 1 spot in America. At this moment
Black is collaborating with Elmer Bernstein on songs for Paramount’s
“Where’s Jack” starring Tommy Steele and Stanley Baker. The foremost
British lyricist has just completed “Sinful Davey” for the film of the same
name which Ken Thorne scored. Number is to be waxed by Esther Ofarim.

Constantly alert to any new wrinkle that will sell records, EMI is figuring
to tap the jet set market with a specially compiled range of albums under the
new banner, “Worldwide.” The diskery plans an initial issue of nine albums.
LP’s will mirror the music of various countries, particularly the nations with
a high tourist trade. EMI has linked with a number of state tourist offices and
airlines for promotion purposes. Meantime, with the summer traffic in mind,
MGM is launching a special Latin American month in July. At least 10 new
albums and a half-dozen re-issues.

The well-tried theory of “making the headlines work for you” by rushing
out waxes with news value or likely to tap current interest in news events is

being tried by Pye Records disk chief Les Cocks who has just cut a couple of
sides with one Frank Clarke. Clarke is a Cambridge dustman (trash collector)
who made the front page because Prince Charles, at present studying at Cam-
bridge University, was disturbed by his singing as he collected the garbage.

Irish writers Shay O’Donoghue and Aiden Magennis have issued a
writ against writers Phil Coulter and Bill Martin alleging infringement of
copyright. Through Segway Music the Irishmen say that “Congratulations”
has the same chord sequences as their composition “Far Away From You.”
The latter number was recorded by Doc Carroll and the Royal Blues who took
it high in the Irish charts. Meantime, it’s reported that 280 versions of “(Con-
gratulations” have now been recorded and more are in the pipeline.

MGM Records, which was swift to pick up top British deejays as vocalists,
has now swelled its jockey ranks to four with the signing of Kenny Everitt.
Unfortunately, Everitt has just been axed by BBC Radio for whom he has
been helming a prime time Sunday show. Deejays now in the MGM fold are
Tony Blackburn, Jimmy Young, Tony Brandon and Everitt.

RCA, which has severed its representation links with Decca Records to be-
come the eighth American company to go independent, has scheduled the
Monkees’ album “The Birds, The Bees, The Monkees” as its first LP release.
Issue is set for June.

from Tom Jones is past the 200,000 mark while the German version from Peter
Alexander on Ariola is also nearing that mark. “Congratulations” from Cliff

Richard is over the 150,000 sales mark and is still climbing. It all sounds great
but what about the old 30,000 seller that’s now going at a 3 or 4,000 clip?
Germany has its problems in the singles market, have no doubt about it.

One of the main problems has been the lack of the German industry to break
through new artists in the past several years. Very few have made the grade.
Cornet, a young label with old hands on deck to keep things rolling, have
pushed through hits with Roland W. and Peter Orloff, and Philips reports
terrific sales on Alexandra with her new single and LP, but that’s about the end
of the report on newcomers in the past several years and that’s not a whole
lot to crow about.
The exposure problem is one of the most difficult barriers. The director of the

popular “Beat Club” Michael Leckebusch has now simply refused to have any
German groups on his show. He says that although over 5,000 groups have tried
for appearances, the few that have made it have lead to more problems than
they were worth as one area was angry because a group from another area was
represented. Mike even features the English hit parade on his show instead of a
German chart.
The fight for “La La La” by Massiel is still not over. Vogue has delivered over

100,000 copies of the Spanish version while Polydor has pushed out a German
version by the same artist.

'Two excellent numbers on this first EP: firstly,

the French treatment of Sandy Posey’s “Single Girl” (“Je Suis Une Fille

Toute Simple”—Salvet Publishing) ; secondly, “Quand ce jour la,” an original
copyright published by Jeune Musique.
Marcel Marouani, Sugar Music Manager, just took under contract famous

author-composer Maurice Fanon. First result of the deal is a Fanon LP, just
released by Barclay, with twelve songs published by Sugar music. Next month,
Marouani will vacate his office on the Rue Ballu to relocate on the Champs
Elysees.
RCA Victor is launching a new promotion for its LP collection “Arc En

Ciel” (19 Francs 95). A card is put in every album. You have to send it back
with your name and address and you may win another LP album of the col-
lection. This month RCA did in this collection several very interesting jazz re-
leases, namely a re-issue of the Sessions Hugues Panassie featuring Sidney
Bechet, Tommy Ladnier, James P. Johnson, Cozy Cole, Milton Mezzrow. This
release is very interesting because of the great comeback of New Orleans
jazz in France since last year.
With the great success of Georgette Plana’s “Riquita,” a forty year old

song, the new Vogue collection “Florilege de la Chanson Frangaise” (dedicated
to old French songs) is off with a fantastic start. In three months Vogue
launched six LP albums in this collection. The second Georgette Plana re-
lease “Zaza” shows great promise of becoming a hit.

AZ artist Anne Izola left the firm to form with two friends a vocal group
through Mercury. They took the name of Formule 3. The four songs of their
first EP are original copyrights published by Tutti.
QUICKIES: CBS artists Les Compagnons de la Chanson are leaving France

May 2nd for a three week tour in Israel . . . Philips just released a new LP
album by Catherine Sauvage: “Le Bonheur” . . . French TV will not re-
transmit the Antibes Festival de La Rose d’Or . . . Juliette Greco just re-
corded “Deshabillez Moi” and “Le Pays S’Endort” in German, Italian and
English.

Canada

The Compo Co. Ltd. have announced the appointment of Jack Williams to
branch manager of Acklands, their Alberta distributor. Williams was formerly
resident sales and promotion man for the company in Edmonton. This post
has been taken over by Gene Chow. Wayne Langton, the previous Alberta
branch manager for Acklands, has moved to Vancouver to head the record
division for RCA Victor.

Gordon Lightfoot’s first United Artist LP entitled “Gordon Lightfoot” has
exceeded a 100,000 copies in sales which puts it in line for a gold record in
Canada. The presentation will take place in Montreal, May 6th. Another U.A.
artist in line for a gold record in Canada is Bobby Goldsboro for his current
recording of “Honey.” Compo reports this is the fastest selling single in a
one week period in the history of the company. Arrangements are currently
being made for Goldsboro to receive his gold disc in Montreal, May 9th.

Due to the tremendous re-action in the U.K. on Decca’s “Rock Around The
Clock” by Bill Haley and his Comets and Buddy Holly’s “Peggy Sue” and
“Rave On,” Compo are re-activating the singles. They are presently released
on their gold record series.

Vivian Hicks has been appointed administrator for RCA Victor’s recently
formed publishing companies. Dunbar will publish through BMI and Sunbury
will publish through CAPAC. Offices are being set up in RCA Victor’s new
record division headquarters in Montreal at 3333 Cavendish Rd. To date ex-
ecutives have not been named.

Bill Henning, manager of the newly-formed World Records an independent,
ethnic label, has just completed arrangements for the label to be distributed
by Capitol records. The initial release of eight LP’s in compatible stereo will
retail at the suggested list price of $3.98. World Records are being exported into
the U.S. through various distributors.

Warner Bros./ 7 Arts have launched the first release on the Tetogrammaton
label which is partly owned by Bill Cosby. The initial release “Hey, Hey, Hey
by Fat Albert is receiving instant air-play.

Ed Kagor of the Morecharte Association in Hollywood is personal manager
to Canadian singer Bob Drake and was in Toronto doing a promotional tour
with Drake. At that time Drake’s first record was introduced “In Love Again.”
The disc is released on the Quality label in Canada and on the Nocture label
in the U.S. CKLW in Windsor which is the headquarters for Detroit’s big pop
outlet has started to spin it.

Canada’s first eight track recording facilities are partly in operation at
Toronto’s RCA Victor studios and Hallmark studios. Both studios have their
eight track machines in operations but are without their eight track boards.
Both studios hope to have their complete equipment in full operation by
mid-May. Sound Canada studios in Toronto and Stereo sound in Montreal
have eight track equipment on order.

Decca’s Irish Rovers currently breaking into the international market
with their “Unicom” wind up the first half of their tour with Apr. 29th-May 11
appearance at Toronto Imperial Room at the Royal York Hotel. From Toronto
they continue onto Chicago for a one nighter.

The winning song from the Eurovision Song Contest was released in Holland

on the Philips label. Young Spanish singer Massiel recorded tha song “La La La”
in Spanish and English. Both versions were on the single which was rush-

released. Massiel visited Holland on April 20th to promote the record on
Saturday night TV-show.

N.V. Phonogram started a heavy promotion campaign on the American
group Blue Cheer. Their single “Summertime Blues” was released here recently

and the first LP will follow in short time.

Three singles on the American Decca label have serious chances for a place

on the charts: “She’s Together” by Little Richard, “The Unicorn” by the Irish

Rovers and “For Your Precious Love” by Jackie Wilson.
The two “Diary Of A Band” LP’s by John Mayall’s Bluesbreakers were re-

leased in a box. After only the first week of release, “The Diary Of A Band”
is already on the LP’s Bestseller List (Decca).
Deram’s new group the Honeybus is clicking in Holland with their tremendous

record “I Can’t Let Maggie Go.”
The international Havoc release “Ups And Downs” by the Eddysons entered

the Dutch charts one week after its issue. The record was played by the group
in the NCRV-TV show “Twien” on April 23. The group can be seen in Belgium
May 29.

The first French song to enter the Dutch charts in 1968 is “C’Est Cinq Heures,
Paris S’Enveille” (It’s Five O’clock, Paris Awakens) by Jacques Dutronc on
French Vogue. Negram-Delta released the LP of the same name by the singer,

who is expected to be a regular guest in 1968’s top 20.

A new Warner Bros. /Reprise release includes the LP s by Bill Cosby
“Hoorah For The Salvation Army Band,” Sarny Davis “Greatest Hits,”

and singles by Miriam Makeba “Ha Po Zamani” a duet of Dean Martin and
Nancy Sinatra, and a newie by the Voice.
Negram-Delta released this week the new LP of Cyril Stapleton on Pye:

“Come Dance With Me,” including such items as “The (ilory Of Love,” “Some-
thing Stupid,” “De Nada,” “Married” and “Tijuana Taxi.”
The American RCA LP “From Cookie With Love” by Dutch singer Cockie Kay

was released on the Cornet last week. On the LP are recorded 12 original compo-
sitions produced by Ted Power.

Deutsche Vogue has released the single “Memory Of Martin Luther King”
by Peter Tetteroo, which was originally recorded for TSR Records. In May, the
Belgian Radio & Television will do a special feature on the record.

On April 21, Count Basie & his Orchestra as well as CBS’ Georgie Fame gave
two concerts for an S.R.O. House, at the Rotterdam Concertgebouw “De Doelen”
CBS organized a press conference for Georgie, at the moment doing very well
with his “The Ballad Of Bonnie & Clyde.” Highlighting the event, CBS
just issued Georgie Fame’s latest album, entitled “The Third Face Of Georgie
Fame,” featuring “The Ballad Of Bonnie & Clyde.”
New CBS additions to the single field include the popular Les Compagnons

De La Chanson with their version of “Love Is Blue” and “If I Were A Rich
Man,” also a new single by Joe Dassin, “La Bande A Bonnot,” and the French
version of “Everlasting Love” hit single by the Love Affair, and the first single

by the British group the Groop, “Woman You’re Breaking My Heart.”
Further, recent additions to the CBS popular LP field include the re-issue of

the Brothers Four’s “Greatest Hits,” as well as the Stereo Version of Marty
Robbins’ “The Song Of Robbins” and the first album by the famous French
Jazz Trio HLP, consisting of Jean Luc Ponty, violin; Eddy Louiss, organ; and
Daniel Humair, drums.

Soul singer Davy Jones, who’s presently recording for the Dutch Philips
label, recorded two singles to be released in Holland, France, Germany, Italy,
England and probably U.S.A. All four songs have been chosen from the
Cotillion-East and Pronto catalogs which are handled by Arena-Holland.

This week, Basart Records International released two singles including the
American soul group the Showstoppers with “Ain’t Nothin’ But A Houseparty.”
The group is presently riding high in the English Top Twenty and are eleven
now.

Shirley Bassey is returning to Italy May 16 and will make her debut in Milan
at the Lirico theatre, thence to Viareggio for appearances at La Bussola, and
finally in Rome at the Sistina. Shirley will also take part as star guest in
several different TV shows. Coinciding with Shirley’s arrival, Curci is

issuing her latest LP entitled “And We Were Lovers.”

An interesting release by Cemed-Carosello is the latest recording of Domenico
Modungno, “Cosa Sono Le Nuole” (drawn from the leit-motiv of the film
“Capriccio All’Italiana”) and “Notte Chiara,” composed by Modungno himself.

“Un Anno” is the title of a new song recorded by one of the most famous and
popular Italian groups, Equipe 84 (Ricordi). The tune has been recently released
on a single the flip side of which is “H Ristorante Di Alice.” Both these songs
will be shortly introduced by Equipe 84 through several TV shows.

for the Prosadis label in France. On the publishing side, there is strong backing
for “Viento, Dille a la Lluvia,” the new single recorded by Los Gatos and re-

leased by RCA which means a tune of strong international value.

Phonogram feels happy with the success of Paul Mauriat’s “Love Is Blue”
which shows that the French orkster has established himself as a strong name
in this market. Several of his albums are also running strongly, which makes
the feeling even more optimistic.

Editorial: On Guard

There’s no getting around the fact that the recent

wave of riots which struck many of our metropolitan areas

has dealt a serious economic blow to the coin machine
business, and at the very heart of the trade—the street

location. Scores of good spots were ransacked, their

machines raped and their earning power obliterated

while operators wait for the insurance adjuster to make
up his mind and the location to rebuild.

We hope most of the operators hit during the week of

chaos were adequately insured against this sort of sense-

less pillage. Unfortunately, there’s no insurance against

the loss of a ravaged location that will never again open
its doors. And when we consider that taverns located in

these “riot” areas are normally among the highest money
earners, the loss in long term revenue is staggering.

There are no platitudes to be made here. Nothing
really happened that anyone can honestly say he hadn’t

expected somewhere along the line. Certainly, this

doesn’t diminish the seriousness of this collective van-

dalism, but it does once again serve to warn operators in

such “hot” areas to protect their investments as best

they can.

Protecting your investment doesn’t mean altering your

route routine. It doesn’t mean refusing to bring in new
machines at scheduled intervals to good locations just

because they happan to be in a bad neighborhood. It

doesn’t mean you don’t rotate records and games, supply

parts and make collections as often as before. In short,

don’t let the conduct of insensible idiots influence the

normal conduct of your profitable business.

This editorial is brief and hopefully to the point.

Three things can be done:

1. Secure all equipment as best you can. An adequate
supply of bar locks, burglar alarms, etc. is available and
must be employed.

2. If you haven’t done so already, look, search out in-

surance firms who grant coverage against such madness.

3. Establish good relations with the owners and cus-

tomers of locations in riot-prone areas.

4. Join with other small businessmen in the search for

more effective anti-riot legislation. Let your voice be

heard in the community and your letter reach the proper

law makers.

There’s a hot summer coming up. Let’s do our level

best to prevent and/or insure ourselves against disaster.

NEW YORK—A brand new line of six-pocket coin tables, with a totally new
design, has been introduced to the industry by the Irving Kaye Co. The line,

available in four sizes to fit all locations, is dubbed ‘Thunderbird’ and according
to the firm’s general manager Howard Kaye, has been in development since
last fall.

The ‘Thunderbird’ series is distinguished by its black oak Formica cabinet,
new reinforced “swing-away” legs and a flat-sided structural design. The flat

sides, according to Kaye, afford route servicemen extreme ease in handling and
installation. “Shipping is the safest yet because the level sides minimize the
possibility of a table tipping over during transport and while being dollied
into the location,” Kaye stated.

In addition to the attention to balance, the ‘Thunderbird’ tables offer new
steel leg levelers and casters which can withstand five-times the weight of
standard models, Kaye advised. The tables also sport tbe “fastest cushions in

the industry, with machine screws and a spline anchoring them to the top
frame to prevent them from ever moving out of position,” he added.
Thunderbird tables also offer a slide-out ramp, an extra thick lock cam, sepa-

rate cash box and a brand new heavy duty slate cloth. In addition, every part of
the ball drawer which comes in contact with the balls is structured of heavy
gauge steel to prevent warping.

Sizes are: T’Bird I (83 x 46), T’Bird II (91 x 48), T’Bird III (96 x 53) and
T’Bird IV (108 x 58). Both T’Bird I and II have already been shipped to Kaye
distributors.
