Goddard Lieberson 
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Transamerica Buying Metromedia In $300 Mil Stock Deal 
NEW YORK-Metromedia, the giant 
communications, marketing and enter- 
tainment complex, will merge into 
Transamerica Corp. in an exchange -of - 
stock deal that amounts to $300,000,- 
000. 

As announced by John W. Kluge, 
board chairman and president of 
Metromedia, and John Beckett, presi- 
dent and chief executive officer of 
Transamerica, Transamerica will ex- 
change three-quarters of a share of 
its common stock for each outstanding 
share of Metromedia. Once Metro- 
media shareholders and the Federal 
Communications Commission (FCC) 
approve this preliminary agreement, 
Metromedia would operate as an in- 
dependent subsidiary of Transamerica. 

Music -Disk Interests 
With regard to Metromedia's hold- 

ings in the music business, move 
comes at a time when the company is 
busily expanding into music publish- 
ing and records. Former interest is 

well underway via the recent purchase 
of Tommy Valando's music publishing 
operation. Disk -wise, Metromedia is 
nearing the market with Metromedia 
Records, an affiliate helmed by Len 
Levy (see separate story on appoint- 
ment of Manny Kellern to head A&R). 
Transamerica, of course, has substan- 
tial music business entities in United 
Artists Records and Liberty Records 
and their music publishing operations. 
The Transamerica -Metromedia devel- 
opment is probably too embryonic for 
an evaluation as to whether or not 
both music -disk units will themselves 
encounter of merger of their own. UA 
Music, under Mike Stewart and Mur- 
ray Deutch, did absorb Liberty's mu- 
sic publishing operation, Metric, and 
Al Bennett became head of both UA 
Records and Liberty, with separate 
exec staffs for both labels. But, it was 
emphasized that Metromedia would 
be an autonomous division of Trans- 
america. 

NATRA Sets Wide -Ranging Changes 
NEW YORK -A month after the 
conclusion of its Convention in Miami, 
the National Association of Television 
and Radio Announcers (NATRA) is 
inaugurating sweeping changes for 
the organization. The announcement 
came from the two top adminisrative 
and executive heads of NATRA, E. 
Rodney Jones, president, and Del 
Shields, executive secretary. 

To the question of where is NATRA 
going from here, president E. R. 
Jones has stated: "There is no place 
for NATRA to go but up. Following 
our recent Convention, NATRA no 
longer has to qualify its existence. 
For the past three years since the 
emergence of the new breed, we have 
been too busy explaining and making 
more palatable our program to the 
critics of NATRA. The Convention 
posed a serious question to the indus- 
try which simply says . . . what are 

you planning to do about the black 
men and women who contribute so 
widely to the talent bank and profit 
margin of this industry." 

Jones went on to say: "Critics of 
NATRA have failed to understand the 
broad program and changes NATRA 
has brought about in this industry. It 
has been done on a miniscule budget, 
smaller than any other trade or simi- 
lar organization in this industry .. . 

smaller staff and with far more cum- 
bersome problems than any other or- 
ganization of its type. NATRA has 
virtually had to fight for every dollar 
that has been contributed and its op- 
eration has been under a microscope, 
probably because we are the only or- 
ganization in both the record and 
broadcasting industries with a ma- 
jority of blacks as members. But 
despite the defensiveness of our posi -

NEW YORK-Page 1 Records will 
take a page out of its original English 
source in gaining an increased foot- 
hold on the American disk scene. 

This is esentially a deeper reliance 
on indie production arrangements with 
American talent, reports Larry Page, 
who formed the company in England 
two years ago. When Page started 
the label he did 100% of the produc- 
tion chores, but in recent months he 
has been responsible for only about 
25% of the sessions. 

Indicative of this direction is a 
production deal with Bobby Feldman 
(of "Snoopy" fame) and the release, 
in about three weeks, of Feldman's 
efforts, "I Feel Free" by Brian's Idols. 
This marks Page l's first release of 
an American -produced master. 

Global Guarantee 
Page feels that his label is in a 

strong position to recruit indie pro- 
duction talent. This is based, he said, 
on his ability to guarantee an indie 
producer total world-wide coverage of

his product simultaneously with the 
American release. Even two years ago, 
Page blueprinted this approach, which 
he considers unique for the record 
business. He contends that even the 
major companies eschew such a policy, 
since their very bigness precludes such 
a practice. 

Through Noel Love, who heads the 
American operation via the facilities 
of Bell Records, American Page 1 

product can reach all foreign markets 
quickly. Aiding this speed is the use 
of Telex machines throughout the 
world, a method that closes the time 
gap. Love operates out of 1780 Broad- 
way, the building adjacent to Bell's 
New York headquarters. 

Over a two-year period, Page 1 has 
come up with 14 hits. The latest on 
the English charts is Vanity Fair's 
"I Live For The Sun." 

Page is paying increasing attention 
to middle-of-the-road sounds, as ex- 
emplified by his own Larry Page 
Orchestra, the Sentimental String 
Chorale and Pancho Gonzales. Latter 
artist is gaining heavy good -music 
radio station play in the U.S. with 
"Puppet on the English," Love notes. 

Irish Product 
Page is also looking into the Irish 

market for both contemporary and 
traditional sounds. For the former, 
there's Emmett Spiceland and Low- 
lands Low. For the more traditional 
Irish music, Page will probably make 
a deal with an American label for 
distribution, since he admits Page 1 
is not geared to handle this type of

NEW YORK-Metromedia Records 
has filled its first major exec staff 
function with the appointment of 
Manny Kellern as executive producer 
and manager of A&R. 

According to Len Levy, president 
of the recently -established disk arm 
of the Metromedia complex, Kellern 
will supervise A&R functions, includ- 
ing working with indie producers, 
actively seeking new artists and mas- 
ters, both domestic and foreign, enter- 
taining publishers, as well as person- 
ally producing some of the artists to 
be signed by the label.

NEW YORK-The recording philos- 
ophy of Stereo Dimension Records, 
the new retail label from Longines 
disk unit, is beginning to take shape. 

The first major association for the 
company since Loren Becker started 
the operation as president is the ap- 
pointment of Bobby Byrne as head of 
the A&R department and a SD artist 
in his own right. 

Byrne comes to SD from Command, 
where he and Becker worked as a 
team for the past three years, pro- 
ducing some 60 albums plus singles 
dates. Byrne, an oft -heard trumpeter 
in the 1940's and 50's, had been A&R 
director at Command since 1960. Byrne 
helmed his own orchestra after a stint 
with the Jimmy Dorsey band, taking 
over Tommy Dorsey's seat as first 
trombone at the age of 18. 

Indie Emphasis 
The fact that Byrne and Becker are 

reunited as an internal A&R factor 
at the company will not limit SD's 
interest in indie production sources, 
Becker pointed out. In fact, he added, 
indie production will be key deliverer 
of SD product. Becker emphasized that 
all kinds of pop sounds will appear 
on the label. 

Meanwhile, Byrne and Becker ex- 
pect to begin initial recording sessions 
in several weeks on an act yet to be 
announced. This will lead into several 
other LP sessions and the release of 
three or four LP's around Jan. 1. 

Two Price Level Labels 
Becker expects to release product 

on two labels, with SD acting as the 
umbrella company. One will be a regular -priced $4.79 line in the con- 
temporary groove and another will 
sell at $5.79 list. Label names are 
yet to be cleared.

RCA Round Table Confab Emphasizes 

Label's 1 -World Concept For Music 
NEW YORK-The direct -line -of -com- 
munications within RCA Records' 
operations in foreign markets-sym- 
bolizing the one -world -of -music con- 
cept-was underscored at the com- 
pany's first International Round -Table 
held here last week. 

The gathering, termed a "free and 
frank discussion" for execs of RCA's 
execs and foreign subsidiaries from 
Europe, Latin America and Australia, 
was called, according to Dario Soria, 
vp of the record international dept., 
in "recognition that intercommuni- 
cation among our companies is as im- 
portant as the direct communication 
established under the new set-up be- 
tween home office and each subsidi- 
ary." "The purpose was to initiate a 
cross-pollinization of ideas and tech- 
niques," he added. 

Within certain limits, it's presently 
RCA's pholosophy that disk markets 
abroad have the same relationship to 
the home office as do major market 
areas in the U.S. Earlier this year, 
RCA Records here took over the re- 
sponsibility of RCA -owned foreign 
disk operations. 

In Soria's view, this concept es- 
chews the "export-import" approach 
in foreign relations in favor of a 
singular outlook. "The business re- 
quires this change in order to be more 
competitive," Doria believes. While the 
Round Table is expected to be an an- 
nual affair (not necessarily New 
York), regional meetings will continue 
to play an important role in the 
operation. These are conducted as fre- 
quently as four times a year. 

Soria conducted the Round -Table. 
Robert W. Sarnoff, president and chief 
executive officer of RCA and Norman 
Racusin, vice president and general 
manager of RCA Records, welcomed 
the more than 50 participants at an 
opening lunch at "21" on Friday, Oct. 
4. The two-day Round -Table sessions 
were held October 5 and 6. 

Attending were the chief executives 
and other officials of RCA Record sub- 
sidiaries in Argentina, Australia, 
Brazil, Canada, Chile, Italy, Mexico, 
Spain and the United Kingdom as 
well as key departmental executives 
of the RCA record division. 

Disks Spread Name 
In opening the Round -Table discus- 

sions, Soria noted that phonograph 
records have introduced the RCA 
trademark to more homes in more 
countries than any other RCA product. 

In the exchange of ideas among the 
participants, heavy emphasis was 
placed on: (1) increased local record- 
ing by the subsidiaries: (2) expanding 
music publishing activities in each 
country to build a truly international 
music catalogue for RCA; (3) acceler- 
ated international introduction of 
Stereo 8; (4) a broader program of 
international promotion and publicity 
tours for artists from all countries; 
and (5) stepped -up product promotion 
in each market. Also discussed, at 

length, were popular and classical 
artists in the U.S. and abroad, sound 
and manufacturing, distribution, and 
record catalogues. 

Music Publishing Ties 
Music publishing, already well - 

established by the nine subsidiary or- 
ganizations in their own lands, took 
on new meaning at the Round -Table 
since the RCA record division, only 
a year ago, established its own Ameri- 
can music publishing subsidiaries, 
Sunbury Music Inc. (ASCAP), and 
Dunbar Music Inc. (BMI). These two 
firms are working closely in conjunc- 
tion with the foreign publishing oper- 
ations for joint exploitation and de- 
velopment of existing catalogs as well 
as building a truly international cata- 
log of music and creating ever - 
stronger operations in America and 
abroad. 

Stereo 8 was termed the most po- 
tent growth area in recorded enter- 
tainment, and it was agreed that its 
phenomenal success in the United 
States as well as its highly successful 
introduction in Italy would cause it 
to figure as an important adjunct to 
record sales for each of the other 
eight subsidiary companies in the im- 
mediate future. 

Changing Market Patterns 
Changing market patterns in the 

United States, particularly the growth 
of rack merchandising and discount 
operations, were discussed and it was 
recognized that although these factors 
are not yet of major concern in the 
foreign lands, they would increase in- 
ternationally very swiftly in the com- 
ing years. 

Just as cross-pollinization of ideas 
and techniques as the basis for the 
Round -Table, so it was emphasized 
that cross-pollinization of talent was 
essential in view of the growing inter- 
nationalism of recorded entertainment. 
It was mutually decided that interna- 
tional artist promotion tours, involving 
long-range planning, well -coordinated 
exposure and greater liaison between 
the New York home office and the 
subsidiaries, would be stepped up so 
that locally known artists can become 
internationally recognized. 

The trend toward independent pro- 
duction was noted in each country, and 
during the discussion, it was brought 
out that RCA in each land will in- 
crease its association with independent 
talent. Independent agreements, it was

For Beethoven Package With Gilels 
CLEVELAND - The Cleveland Or- 
chestra was recently loaned to Angel 
Records by Columbia Records for a 
recording of the Beethoven piano con- 
certos. George Szell, who, during the 
past few years, has molded the Cleve- 
land aggregation into one of the ma- 
jor orchestras of the world, conducts 
on the recording. The celebrated Rus- 
sian pianist, Emil Gilels, is the soloist. 

The event was signalized by a spe- 
cial pre-release campaign honoring the 
orchestra's home town of Cleveland, to 
serve as a promotional springboard for 
the album's release nationally on Oct. 
21. 

Among the highlights of Angel's 
campaign in Cleveland were the formal 
presentation of the Beethoven set to 
Dr. Szell, in his office at Severence 
Hall, and to Mayor Carl B. Stokes, 
who accepted in behalf of the City of 
Cleveland. An album was also pre- 
sented to representatives of leading re- 
tail and radio outlets: Martin Perlich 
of Disc & Discount Records; Robert 
Conrad, vice president of WCLV-FM; 
and Pat Patrick, president of WCLV-

Co-ordinating the campaign for An- 
gel Records were Art Keith, the label's 
midwest district sales and promotion 
manager, and Allen McAllister, Angel 
sales representative in Cleveland.

For Three '69 Features 
NEW YORK-A&M Records film sub- 
sid, A&M Productions, will begin 
shooting on its first three properties 
in the spring, and has allocated a $10 
million plus budget to the features, 
which include the previously announced 
"God Speed The Night" and "A Case 
Of Need" plus the newly acquired 
"The Labor Story." 

"The Labor Story," based on an idea 
of Perry Leff, president of the produc- 
tion firm, will have a $4.5 million 
budget and is being dramatized by 
Walter Bernstein, who's co -producing 
with director Martin Ritt.

BIRTHMARKS of the recording in- 
dustry have been placed on display at 
the offices of the Recording Industry 
Association of America (RIAA) as the 
dedication of Dave Kapp on behalf of 
his entire family in hopes that plans 
will be developed for an industry 
museum and hall of fame. 

Currently on view are an early Edi- 
son cylinder phonograph, a supply of 
cylinder recordings, a framed clipping 
for the March 30, 1878 issue of Harp - 
er's Weekly describing the invention 
and a bust of Edison. 

At the opening of this "Birth of an 
Industry" display, Kapp stressed the 
importance of creating a museum de- 
voted to the artifacts of sound record- 
ing from its first tin -foil recordings to 
the hi-fi and stereo of today. He also 
noted that such a memorial would 
perpetuate the facets of both the busi- 
ness which contributed to advancement 
of recording arts and the people who 
have developed the industry. 

In urging the RIAA to create a 
museum and hall of fame, Kapp added: 
"The record industry, embracing as it 
does so wide a spectrum of entertain- 
ment, education and culture, is more 
than just music and more than any 
one phase of music. I think this indus- 
try has grown in size and scope be- 
yond anything that Edison envisioned 
when he first developed the phono- 
graph and the record." 

Artifact Losses 
One of the difficulties that would be 

encountered in establishing a complete 
display would be recovering many o: 
the artifacts related to the early day: 
of the business. Unless collected an( 
preserved, many of these artifacts wil 
be lost to posterity, as for example 
mechanical recording machine used it 
the 1930's which was operated by 
lead weight that caused the turntabl 
to rotate at a constant rate of 78 rpm 
The machine was in wide use througl 
the South since pulsing electric curren 
prohibited electric -powered recor( 
cutting. He said that many have beet 
cleared out as junk now and most o 

the machines have disappeared. 
A Hall of Fame would also sere 

to preserve the memory of industry 
giants such as Eldridge Johnson, wh 
founded the Victor Talking Machin 
Co.; Ted Wallerstein, who headed (a 
different times) both Columbia an' 
RCA Victor Records; Jack Kapç 
founder of Decca Records in the USA 
and the inventors who fathered devel 
opments, among them Emile Berlinei 
developer of the lateral cut disk; Dr 
Peter Goldmark, inventor of the long 
playing record. 

Talent would also be included in th 
institute. Suggested as charter figure 
would be: Bing Crosby, Gene Austir 
the Andrews Sisters, Enrico Carus( 
John McCormack, Elvis Presley an 
the Beatles. 

The "Birth" exhibit is to remain a 
the RIAA headquarters until a perm& 
nent home is built. 

Cash Box Gives 

Meaning To Meaningful News 
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Orpheus & Spinach Make $Million -Plus 
NEW YORK-In one year, two Bos- 
ton groups, Orpheus and Ultimate 
Spinach, both discovered and produced 
by indie -producer Alan Lorber, have 
sold in excess of one million two hun- 
dred thousand dollars worth of singles 
and LPs at retail level for MGM. This 
figure does not include international, 
tape or record club sales. 

The first Orpheus LP, "Orpheus," 
sold 60,000 copies. "Orpheus Ascend- 
ing," their second LP is out less than 
two months and has sold more than 

30,000 copies to date. An Orpheus 
single, "Can't Find The Time," sold 
more than 100,000 copies. The first Ul- 
timate Spinach LP sold 110,000 copies. 
The groups second album, also out 
under two months, has sold more than 
40,000. All the Orpheus and Ultimate 
Spinach product is on MGM.

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Pierre E. (Pete) Myers of WNEW- 
New York died on Friday morning, 
October 4, of a gunshot wound in his 
New York apartment. The 40 -year -old 
radio personality was apparently a 
suicide. Myers had been with WNEW 
since 1965. He had been on the air for 
the outlet between 1959 and 1963, but 
left to join WINS -New York, return- 
ing to WNEW in 1965. Born in San 
Francisco, Myers attended a variety 
of high schools in California. Upon 
graduation, he entered the U.S. Army, 
where he worked with the Armed 
Forces Network. Before becoming a 
radio performer, he studied at the 
Royal Academy of Dramatic Art in 
London. Myers' first job in radio was 
with KCBQ-San Diego, where he first 
evolved a middle-of-the-road approach 
to music and personality. In 1956, at 
WJW and WHK, both in Cleveland, he 
adopted the "Mad Daddy" pseudonym 
which set a pattern for subsequent 
radio personalities. Myers is survived 
by his wife, Lisa. 

WIOD-Miami, Fla., has donated 4,- 
200 records representing musical fa- 
vorites of the last 40 years to the Uni- 
versity of Miami School of Music, it 
has been revealed by James W. Wes- 
ley, Jr., general manager of WIOD. 
The records are of the 78 r.p.m. vari- 
ety, and are assuming increasing 
value as musical antiques. Dr. William 
Lee, dean of the School of Music, said 
the University had already started a 
record archive, containing phonogra- 
phic recordings "of rare vintage, col- 
lectors' items, records of historical 
value." The gift from WIOD will be 
included in this collection. WIOD's do- 
nation includes such tunes as Eddie 
Cantor's "The Old Piano Roll Blues," 
Al Jolson's "Back In Your Own Rack 
Yard," and "Nola," by Guy Lombardo 
and His Royal Canadians. Others of 
the old disks are recordings by Tommy 
and .Timmy Dorsey, l'err} Como, 
Frank Sinatra, Vaughn Monroe, and 
Bing Crosby. 

On September 21, this column re- 
ported the upswing in the song writ- 
ing career of Bob Swanson, afternoon 
air personality on KEX-Portland, Ore. 
Swanson had amassed the staggering 
total of $1.18 in royalties for the tune 
he penned in 1963. "Just In Case You 
Change Your Mind." Now, another 
song writing deejay, Dick Novak, who 
is the morning man at KPOJ-Port- 
land, Ore., has made the cash register 
ring to the merry tune of $43.18 in 
royalties for his composition, "I'll See 
You In Montreal," a song celebrating 
"Expo '67," the World's Fair in Mont- 
real. Novak relayed to Cash Box the 
information that Frank Chacksfield 
and London Records grabbed the tune, 
predicting a big summer hit and an- 
other "Meet Me In St. Louis." Al- 
though the song hasn't as yet yeached 
that super status, Novak claims his 
tune received over 2,000 performances 
in the first four weeks. He is currently 
eying his mail box for further royalty 
checks. 

Dan "fucker, program director at 
KOA-Denver, is requesting two mono 
promo copies of all "Best of" material 
that is anything but hard rock, R&B, 
and gut -bucket country. He is also 
asking for promo singles. 

Comedian Pat Paulsen's headlong 
dash towards the Presidency of the 
U.S. may have run into a roadblock. 
Morning newsman Peter Donnelly of 
WKQW-Spring Valley, N. Y.. has en- 
tered the race and has been campaign- 
ing on the air. Al Faust, operations 
manager of the outlet, complying with 
the equal time provision, plays a cut 
every morning from the "Pat Paulsen 
For President" album. Then he and 
Donnelly discuss the political stances 
of Paulsen and the WKQW newsman. 
Donnelly has dubbed his party the 
"People Power Party," but that ap- 

pellation is overshadowed by his hoped 
for Vice Presidential running mate- 
Kim Novak. Furthermore, if elected, 
Donnelly has promised to appoint Ra- 
quel Welch as Secretary of State. 

Gene Nelson of KSFO-San Francis- 
co has launched a campaign to ease 
the problems of the night people- 
those suffering citizens who are con- 
fronted with such conundrums as 
"when should they eat their bacon and 
eggs," "should they sleep before they 
go to work or when they come home," 
and "what to do during the day when 
they have the night off."

DIANA ROSS & THE SUPREMES 
COCOANUT GROVE, LOS ANGEL- 
ES-A double helping of Motown's 
monumental threesome, the first on 
Yom Kippur eve followed with a cele- 
brity and press post -opening on Wed- 
nesday (Oct. 2nd), unveiled an even 
more assured trio than witnessed and 
heard here a year ago. Approach and 
material hasn't changed radically but 
Ross, Wilson and Birdsong (newest ad- 
dition, replacing Ballard) have honed 
and buffed all edges to a razor-sharp 
a_ct. 

Ross is the luminescent star and 
Wilson and Birdsong refract, diffusing 
the blare of brilliance and occasionally 
sneaking by with a lively solo line or 
two. Wilson is featured in "Falling in 
Love With Love," a cut from their 
Rodgers and Hart LP, and Birdsong 
solo -chirps "You're Nobody Till Some- 
body Loves You," one of several stand- 
ards which get special material treat- 
ment. 

Girls open in ethnic bob, levis and 
sweat shirts (Ross' shirt emblazoned 
with a plug for their latest, "Love 
Child") and it's a mild shocker for the 

sleek room. A quick change brings 
them back in tight fitting, sequined 
gowns with feather boas added for 
"Big Spender." 

Standout selections include a pair- 
ing of Beatle songs ("Yesterday" and 
"Michelle") a medley of "Thoroughly 
Modern Millie," "Mame" and "Second 
Hand Rose," Ross deadpanning the 
last with winning effect. There's the 
inevitable handful of former chart 
titles. Bob Cougar on congos, Napoleon 
Allen on guitar and the Freddy Martin 
band conducted by bassit Jimmy Gar- 
rett contribute towards a reasonable 
facsimile of a Motown disk session in 
motion. 

Finale, "Somewhere," tosses in a 
tolerance message which, coming out 
of nowhere, is the one out -of -tune mo- 
ment in the hour show. 

The Pickens Sisters in the early 
thirties, the Andrews in the late 30's 
into the 40's and the McGuires in the 
50's were supreme in their day. It's 
hard to envision a trio of distaff talent 
that could step up soon to equal this 
act. 

ERIC BURDON & THE ANIMALS 
FILLMORE EAST, N. Y. - Recent 
personnel changes have brought Eric 
Burdon and the Animals down slightly 
from the lofty pinnacle they inhabited 
when we saw them last year, but it 
seems only a matter of time and work 
before they hit their peak again. The 
Fillmore sound system, normally the 
best rock system in the city, was also 
off last Sat. (5) and that didn't help 
matters much. 

Had we never seen the group before, 
we would have been quite impressed. 
Every good group has a focal point, 
and Eric Burdon's voice and stage 
presence are as good a focal point as 
any group could wish for. Unlike 
many 'new' lead singers, Burdon's 
jumping, stomping, screaming and 
other mannerisms are totally believ- 
able. 

The newer hits, "San Franciscan 
Nights" and "Monterey" (the latter 
with an "Eleanor Rigby" opening) 
were performed well. The Animals 
have become known for their original 
material and revivals of old blues 
standards, so that we were surprised 
to find them doing "To Love Some- 
body," the Bee Gees hit, and "Col- 
oured Rain," a much performed tune 

introduced by Traffic. "Coloured Rain" 
gives the group a chance to delve 
heavily into improvisation (in an acid 
vien) and serves its purpose well. 

Highlight of the show (and, we sus- 
pect, of every Burdon show), was "Sky 
Pilot." The group provides its own 
light show (a war film) for the num- 
ber, and supplements it by filling the 
stage with smoke. Burdon and the 
group go all out making this number 
the big one, and wisely refrain from 
trying to top it with an encore. 

Sly and the Family Stone (reviewed 
recently) were in top form as Epic 
was recording the four show engage- 
ment. There was almost no delay be- 
tween numbers, a practice they should 
continue. 

Mercury's Linn County (reviewed 
last week) seemed like a different 
group from the one we caught at the 
Scene. Main difference was that their 
sound tended more towards acid than 
blues. We found out later that the rea- 
son for the change (we'd thought it 
was in our minds) was that the lead 
singer lost his voice during the first 
show Friday, and the group effectively 
covered up with a good display of in- 
strumental techniques. 

RICHIE 
PHILHARMONIC HALL, N. Y. - 

- Verve -Forecast singer and guitarist 
Richie Havens has achieved an ex- 
traordinary popularity during the past 
several months. His successful appear- 
ance on the "Johnny Carson Show" 
about six months ago gave him the 
national exposure he needed, and fame 
has been growing ever since. The au- 
dience at his October 4 concert at 
Manhattan's Philharmonic Hall was 
thoroughly familiar with much of his 
material and applauded many of his 
numbers after the first few bars. 

Havens is hard to categorize. He is 
not a pop singer, nor a soul singer, 
nor a folk singer, though elements of

these types of his music appear in 
his work. He has his own style. He is 
himself. 

His appeal is equally hard to pin- 
point. He is not flashy, and he never 
lets himself go. He has only one guitar 
style, flat picking, and his vocal range 
is by no means wide. But audiences 
never tire of his low-keyed delivery 
and always ask for encores. 

Havens has yet to have a hit single 
or album, but with his popularity as 
wide as it is now, this situation should 
be remedied in the near future. His 
latest Verve -Forecast single is "Just 
Above My Hobby Horse's Head." 

LITTLE BOY BLUES 
ELECTRIC CIRCUS, N. Y.-The Lit- 
tle Boy Blues were in their element 
at the highly -psychedelic Electric 
Circus as they opened a week-long 

' stand. With all the underground dance 
clubs springing up around the country, 
there is a definite need for good elec- 
tronic groups, and the Blues are more 
than qualified to fill it. Surprisingly, 
none of the songs in the set that we 
caught were from their new Fontana 

album, "In The Woodland Of Weir." 
Mark Coplon provides the vocal 

power, and sometimes a slightly -off- 
beat cowbell, Bill Mooney (drums), 
Peter Pollack (lead guitar) and Ray 
Levin (Bass) provide ample instru- 
mental support. Tunes on the set in- 
cluded "Stone Free," "There's Nothing 
Left To Say," "I Never Figured" and 
a long, mostly instrumental piece 
called "LSD." 

TONY BENNETT 
EMPIRE ROOM, WALDORF AS- 
TORIA - Close your eyes and Tony 
Bennett's catalog of Columbia Red- 
ords-played on a brilliant stereo 
phono-greets you. This has been the 
essence of the songster's act for a long 
time, and if one would wish for more 
lapses out of this consistency, he is 
also pleased by the artist's general 
ability to carry -on a time-honored 
approach with freshness. When Ben- 
nett likes a new song, it's 10 -to -1 that 
it's got evergreen potential. This is the 
case for the Mexican hit, "Yesterday 
I Heard the Rain." But, the performer 
presumably feels content to rely on 

songs that long ago proved their en- 
durance. So, once again we hear-and 
hear in a manner that confirms their 
greatness-songs like "One More for 
the Road," "Just in Time," "The 
Trolley Song," "It Had to Be You," 
"She's Funny That Way," "The Mo- 
ment of Truth," etc. upon etc. With 
orchestra backing that's up to the 
minute in swing band arrangements, 
Bennett is far from establishing a 
cozy nook for nostalgia. lie gives the 
songs the best "now" format possible. 
Yes, we've heard Bennett's songs be- 
fore-but it's rather nice to have them 
linger on. 

JACK JONES 
COPACABANA, N. Y. - For those 
who have missed all or several steps 
up Jack Jones' in -person career, the 
artist must have seemed 10 feet tall 
following his opening at the Copa last 
Thursday (10). The young RCA song- 
ster was that impressive. But, for 
patrons who have caught Jones at his 
varied New York engagements, the 
experience has been one of a progres- 
sively maturing artist. If he is not at 
some sort of peak now, that apex is 
not far away. The "now" Jones is 
blessed with enormous vocal finesse, a 
dry humor with a boyish cnarui a..0 a 
way with the warm gesture. His ma- 

terial covers a wide-ranging area of 
pop music, from the opening Lennon - 
McCartney "With a Little Help from 
My Friends" to "Light My Fire" to a 
new urbane Gordon Jenkins' ballad, 
"But I Loved You." The warm ges- 
ture: during a fine "Light ivty Fire" 
in its own right, Jones referred the 
definitive version to his fellow RCA 
performer, Jose Feliciano. Alter his 
appearances at his son's New York 
openings, dad Allan Jones finally takes 
a turn at a combined swinging -croon- 
ing version of "Donkey Serenade." 
But, it's Jack's night-and, as Allan 
noted. he couldn't be more delighted. 

JOAO GILBERTO 
RAINBOW GRILL, N. Y. - The ar- 
tistry of Brazilian guitarist/vocalist 
Joao Gilberto is very difficult to de- 
scribe. On the surface, he simply 
comes out on the softly -lighted stage 
of the Rainbow Grill, joining his ac- 
companists (on piano, drums, double 
bass and cowbell) and, picking up his 
guitar, starts singing in a soit, meiod- 
ic voice. Gilberto, if any can forget, 
was a top exponent of the Bossa -Nova 
in this country (and his native one as 
well) and is probably best known for 
"Desafinado," a tune he wrote and 
then recorded with sax man Stan Getz. 

Under the surface, Gilberto has the 
kind of magnetic stage personality 
which commands attention from any 
who regard music as a serious thing. 
Even the language barrier (all his 
songs are performed in Portuguese) 
cannot dull appreciation. Joao has 
just signed with Limelight, Mercury's 
avante -garde label, and should have an 
LP out shortly. 

Best song of the set was the artists 
rendition, in universal monosylables, 
of "The Trolley Song," with "Desa- 
finado' 'and "Corcovado" close seconds. 

RHINOCEROS 
THE SCENE, N.Y.-It's very seldom 
that we hear a group good enough, 
inventive enough, impressive enough 
to make us forget about being critics 
and make us start being audience in- 
stead. The critic is burdened with the 
tasks of analyzing, dissecting, noting 
titles and other trivialities. The listen- 
er is blessed with the ability to just 
enjoy. Rhinoceros is a group we en- 
joyed enjoying. 

As of this writing, the only solid 
facts we remember is that they have 
an Elektra LP due out shortly; that 
their drummer is Billy Mundi, form- 

erly with the Mothers; and that they 
are a good looking outfit which gives 
out with good sounding, hard -driving 
rock. There are five or six members, 
who seem to be constantly switching 
instruments, trying new -sounding com- 
binations out of the good old heavy - 
rock bag. There is nothing solely un- 
derground about Rhinoceros, (although 
underground people will go for them), 
they have all the ingredients to be the 
top rock find of 1968, in person and, 
hopefully, on disk, and there is little 
doubt in our minds that as of now they 
are heavy contenders. 

Lordly Manner 
With a majestic flour- 

ish, Wes Farrell calls for 
a hold on the playback 
of the new Everly Broth- 
ers recording "Lord of 
the Manor" which has 
begun to pick up national 
action. The WB -7 Arts 
single is Farrell's most 
recent Coral Rock pro- 
duction. At the session, 
Don Everly tunes up for 
another run through 
while brother Phil takes 
all the action in. 
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Major Joseph Robinson Appointed 
Atlantic Community Relations Dir. 
NEW YORK-Atlantic Records has 
designated Major Joseph Robinson as 
director of community relations for 
the label. In his new post he will work 
with civic groups and community or- 
ganizations in the New York area. 

Major Robinson has had wide exper- 
ience in the entertainment and news- 
paper fields over the past 20 years, 
and over the past few years he has 
worked for many governmental organ- 
izations. He is presently a member of

RCA Appoints Pleis 
Coast A&R Producer 
NEW YORK-Jack Pleis has been 
designated as a producer of popular 
A&R on the west coast by RCA Victor 
Records. The announcement was issued 
by Ernie Altschuler, RCA Records 
Division vice president and executive 
producer. 

Pleis will report directly to Joseph 
Reisman, manager of popular A&R on 
the west coast, who said: "Jack's ex- 
perience and background which has 
covered a wide and varied spectrum in 
the music industry for more than a 
20 -year span gives us an extra plus for 
our production team in Hollywood. As 
an arranger, composer and conductor 
he has been directly associated with 
more than a dozen million -selling 
singles, and numerous albums. His 
understanding in working with artists, 
publishers, writers, and managers 
along with motion picture and tele- 
vision projects will mesh with and 
complement the producer activities of 
Darol Rice, Rick Jarrard, and John 
Florez."

distributing outlets for top to bottom 
meetings covering the entire promo- 
tional picture." 

The national men, in their meetings, 
will cover artist relations, publicity 
and other phases of local operations 
in addition to visiting stations, one 
stops, key retail accounts and rack 
jobbers. Stations in both major and 
secondary areas and in all facets of 
programming-good music, Top 40, 
FM, underground, jazz, R&B, C&W- 
will also be covered. 

Ed Levine & John Davies, repre- 
senting the United Artists label; Al 
Riley, representing Blue Note Solid 
State; and Ed Wright representing 
Veep and Minit will depart from the 
UA's New York offices, while Dennis 
Ganim, Liberty; John Antoon, Imper- 
ial; Ben Scotti, World Pacific and Pa- 
cific Jazz and Aki Aleong, Veep/Minit 
fan out across the country from their 
Los Angeles home base. 

Skaff stressed the importance of the 
trips to be of mutual benefit in that as 
well as the national men providing 
direction to the various local areas, 
extended time in these areas would 
provide them with an insight into lo- 
cal problems and acquaint them more 
fully with each of the markets visited, 
thereby enhancing product planning 
and promotion for future releases.

tion, NATRA can point with pride to 
the development of a new thrust in 
alerting the record and broadcasting 
industries to the need for fuller parti- 
cipation by black people." 

The question of Del Shields' position 
as executive secretary has been 
cleared. Shields will remain as the 
executive secretary of NATRA. How- 
ever, there will be a change in the 
overall administrative structure of 
NATRA. Shields, who has originated 
and presented most of the programs 
of NATRA, will continue in this ca- 
pacity. NATRA will also employ a 
field administrator who will work with 
the day to day problems, announce- 
ments of job availabilities and in gen- 
eral will serve as direct liaison be- 
tween the deejays and the NATRA ad- 
ministration. 
Mass Communications Specialists 

On the subject of deejays Shields 
has stated: "The time has come when 
NATRA must go on record to do 
away with, once and for all, the term 
'disk jockey.' We are daily dealing 
with communicating with people and 
therefore we view our position as a 
most responsible one as 'mass com- 
munications specialists.' It is not the 
disk jockey who sits behind the micro- 
phone daily and communicates with a 
vast listening audience; it is not a disk 
jockey who develops his stature in the 
community and becomes a spokesman 
and an influential figure. The man 
who does this is a mass communica- 
tions specialist." We must, therefore," 
says Shields, "assume a brand new 
posture in this industry. We must 
begin to formulate and put into effect 
the programs that have been on the 
boards for so long. With the addition 
of a field administrator this will af- 
ford me the freedom to further de- 
velop into reality these most impor- 
tant programs." 

Among the programs that NATRA 
is involved in are the following: 
Building Of A Communications Ctr. 

Because the current programs at- 
tempting to solve the present shortage 
of broadcasting personnel fall far 
short of the needs, NATRA feels that 
it must develop an immediate crash 
program to prepare persons to work 
in the industry. Therefore, the NAT - 
RA Institute of Broadcasting Science, 
as proposed at the recent Convention 
by NATRA's educational consultant, 
Dr. Earl C. Jackson, wants, within a 
matter of months, to begin preparing 
and feeding into the broadcasting in- 
dustry skilled mass communications 
specialists and for the record indus- 
try, trained personnel. NATRA's im- 
mediate goal for the school is to raise 
$250,000 with an ultimate goal of 
$750,000 needed to complete the full 
program. Shields says there is a close 
relationship between both industries in 
the respect that they are suffering from 
a lack of new recruits. The owners 
of black stations (R&B) have been 
particularly hard hit by a drain of 
their personnel who have been re- 
cruited by larger stations. The record 
industry unfortunately has done very 
little to set up specific programs to re- 
cruit new young people. Therefore, 
the NATRA Institute of Broadcasting 
Science will address itself equally to 
both industries. 
Black Representation On FCC? 

NATRA is concerned that there is 
no black representation on the FCC. 
NATRA will submit to the President a 
list of qualified black men who we feel 
should be given consideration for ap- 
pointment to the Commission. 
Black Investment In Broadcasting 
Properties 

With over 7,200 stations licensed 
by the Commission and only 7 black 
owned, and with the fact that these 
are well insulated and profit making 
investments, there is, NATRA con- 
tends, a sharp disparity between 7 
and 7.200. NATRA will also encour- 
age black investment in Broadcasting 
properties. 
Regionals 

The president of NATRA will em- 
bark on a series of visits to meet with 
regional chapters throughout the coun- 
try. With the addition of the field ad- 
ministrator, the regionals will have 
close communication with the New 

York office. He, in turn, will be solicit- 
ing 100% membership in all areas and 
help establish the regional president 
as the important key in his area. The 
president plans to call a meeting with 
the regional presidents shortly. 
Executive Advisory Board 

Since NATRA is functioning on a 
number of levels, the president will 
appoint an executive advisory board. 
The personnel on this board will be a 
cross section of top executives from 
the broadcasting, record manufactur- 
ing, financial, judicial, and political 
areas. He will turn to this board for 
recommendations, advice and counsel- 
ing to interpret the long range goals 
of NATRA. 
Executive Committee 

An executive committee will be ap- 
pointed. This will be a task force of 
specialists who will assist the presi- 
dent and the executive arm of NATRA 
to implement the programs of NATRA 
and to make available to the president 
and executive secretary an immediate 
source of professional help. 
NATRA Ethics 

NATRA is extremely concerned that 
black stations are not being more se- 
lective in the commercials being 
broadcasted. "The memories of station 
owners have become very short," 
NATRA states," in that they refuse to 
understand that many of the incendi- 
ary flames which sweep the ghettos 
are due to the frustration of blacks 
fighting the unfair credit practices 
of insensitve merchants, many of 
whom use the local black station to 
broadcast their message." NATRA 
will insist that the industry apply 
itself to establishing a strong and 
stringent code of ethics in the selec- 
tivity of the commercials being broad- 
easted. "This should be an effort on the 
part of all black oriented stations who 
would be willing to sign a pledge and 
also be willing to police themselves, 
and invite NATRA to assist them in 
setting up a standard." NATRA will 
also take a step further by asking 
the FCC to review, at the time of 
license renewal, the commercials 
broadcast on stations. NATRA does 
not believe that the "dollar down- 
dollar a week" is the sole income of 
stations when a review of the financial 
statements of these stations making 
them available shows that over the 
past year a gain of better than 20% 
has been realized. 
Attitudes 

Full utilization of qualified black 
people in both industries has moved 
along at a snail's pace, the association 
points out. NATRA fully endorses the 
new FCC Mandate [Docket No. 18244] 
which calls for the possible revocation 
of licenses by stations who discrimi- 
nate. NATRA feels that this require- 
ment could go a step further, for in 
the black stations few blacks are em- 
ployed on the policy making, adminis- 
trative, executive, or sales levels." 
"The black stations with their pious 
attitudes have maintained a strict 
segregated pattern behind the walls 
hidden from the community," NATRA 
says. "Not only should the FCC ask 
how many blacks are employed, but 
in what capacity and whether they are 
receiving equitable compensation." 

"Attention must also be directed to 
the middle management of our indus- 
try. It is not unusual to find presidents 
of companies pledging their resources 
to employ non -whites on a non-dis- 
criminatory basis. In many cases their 
pledges gain headlines. The problem 
develops when the president turns the 
direction of those programs to middle 
management. The blacks then find 
themselves faced with a new hurdle 
to climb. Middle management is where 
that large pool of new suburbanites 
who have finally achieved status and 
who are insecure themselves look upon 
the black man as a threat. Therefore, 
in 1968 the rampant discrimination 
and the hardening attitudes have been 
transferred from the backrooms to the 
wall to wall carpeted offices where ex- 
ecutives direct policy and it is to this 
group that heads of companies must 
sell, and it is this group that company 
directors must police and supervise in 
order that a program of fair employ- 
ment may be maintained."

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Neil Diamond: 'Work With Your Writers' 
NEW YORK-It took Neil Diamond 
eight years of steady writing to turn 
out his first hit song ("Solitary 
Man") . Looking back on it all, Dia- 
mond feels that with a little assistance 
from his publishers (he worked with 
three before teaming up with Jeff 
Barry and Ellie Greenwich to form 
his own firm) and other more experi- 
enced writers, he might have been able 
to achieve the same results in much 
leas time. 

Now, partnered with Dave Rosner 
and Tom Catalano in a new venture, 
the CDR Company, Diamond is, look- 
ing to test out his ideas. "As with 
most creative pursuits," said Diamond 
in a recent Cash Box interview, "writ- 
ing takes a certain amount of inborn 
talent. But that talent usually needs 
to be nurtured before it will reach 
maturity. I had to learn the technical 
tricks through a tedious trial and er- 
ror process, and the only indication I 
had that my songs weren't good was 
that they weren't being recorded. No- 
body said to me 'hey, this phrase is 
awful,change it and you might have 
a hit." 

CDR's publishing wing, Monday 
Morning Music, will be working with 
young writers, but, in an unusual 
move, will not be patting them to the 
firm until they have reached creative 
maturity. "In most cases, we won't be 
able to do much with a writer's early 
work. I know from experience that un- 
der those conditions a writer can be- 
come highly disenchanted and feel that 
an exclusive pact is a heavy burden 
which he wants to get out from under 
as soon as possible. Just giving a writ- 
er the freedom to seek other outlets 
will make him happier and his work 
better." 

Both Rosner, who helmed the April/ 
Blackwood Music creative department, 
and Catalano, former exec vp of the 

Crewe Group of Companies, have had 
plenty of experience in working with 
writers and will be actively participat- 
ing in the Monday Morning Music de- 
velopment process. Diamond will also 
be working with writers as his sched- 
ule permits. 

Catalano and Diamond co -produced 
the singer's first album for Uni, "Vel- 
vet Gloves And Spit," due for release 
next month. It's the first `real' album 
from the multi -million record seller 
and Uni is planning a heavy sales and 
promo campaign to alert consumers 
and dealers to that fact. Songs are all 
original and include the "Brooklyn 
Roads," "Two -Bit Manchild" and 
(current) "Sunday Sun" clicks. Of 
special interest to Neil is "The Pot 
Smoker's Song," which counterpoints 
a 'bubble -gum' pro -pot refrain with 
recitations by former addicts. "There 
are probably many people who can 
take certain drugs without forming a 
habit, but, on the other hand, there 
are also many psychologically off bal- 
ance kids who will wind up getting 
hooked. That's the side of the story 
being told in 'The Pot Smoker's Song,' 
and it's one that's long overdue." 

Neil has limited his touring activi- 
ties to weekends so that he can con- 
centrate on his latest pursuit, acting. 
Neil's ambitions are being taken seri- 
ously by Hollywood and he is on the 
verge of signing a multi -picture deal 
with a major studio. He's also inter- 
ested in the production end of the 
movie business and is currently nego- 
tiating for several properties. "I've 
had plenty of chances to do movies be- 
fore, but they were all `quickies.' I've 
been studying acting lately because 
when I make my debut, I want it to 
be very good. I've just turned down 
third lead in a major project (starring 
Sandy Dennis) because I felt the role 
wasn't right for me."

HOLLYWOOD-Echoes Of The Pipers' Tunes 
At the age of twenty-nine Francis 

Albert Sinatra was probably the most 
celebrated living American not listed 
in the 1946-47 edition of Who's Who 
in America. E. J. Kahn, Jr. noted in 
his three part New Yorker profile at 
that time that "Sinatra" was the root 
for the most extravagant vocabulary 
ever constructed around one man. 
Readers of the public press were run- 
ning into "Sinatrance," "Sinatritis," 
"Sinatraceptive," "Sinatramania," 
"Sinatraphile," "Sonatra," and dozens 
more. Walter Winchell thought "Sin- 
atra'd" was the past tense of a verb 
meaning "to cut up into several 
financial pieces" but to Dorothy Kil- 
gallen it was a synonym for "mob- 
bed." 

It seems strange that this American 
phenomenon who has managed to span 
one score and eight as 1 -one of 
the arch romantics of our time 2-a 
national institution and 3-a durable 
hit recording artist, has not been re- 
warded with an exhaustive bio by now. 
Only one volume (that by Kahn based 
on the New Yorker articles) has been 
published-more than twenty years 
ago. At that it was a slight volume, 
just 125 pages thick. 

N t k H It Rinehart and Win - ex wee o , 

ston will release the first full-length 
hard cover study of Sinatra. Ap- 
proaching "the voice" as the only 
Autobiographical Singer among pop 
artists, as a man who has fused his 
recording personality with his off - 
mike life, the book delineates seven 
stages in Sinatra's development as 
the arch romantic. 

Beginning as The Vulnerable Tough, 
Sinatra stood forth in the 40's before 
it was fashionable to fight for racial 
tolerance, as The Battler. When his 
star magestically rose after one of 

the more dismal falls in show busi- 
ness, The Bleeder became The Talent- 
ed Bastard, carving out a new career 
as a movie star. In the hey -day of 
the Rat Pack or Clan, as he appeared 
to pursue a self-destructive destiny, 
he was The Swinger. Later the play- 
boy turned his attention to more seri- 
ous matters: Il Padrone, who has 
never forsaken his role as protector 
of his children, and even his ex-wives, 
now dedicated his artistry to the un- 
derprivileged children of the world. 
Today, approaching his fifty-third 
birthday, he is Chairman of the Board, 
not merely the supreme stylist of our 
time, but the head of a multi -million 
dollar enterprise and "the most pow- 
erful American of Italian descent," 
as the New York Times typed him. 

Frank Sinatra Arnold Shaw 
"Sinatra: 20th Century Romantic," 

to be published on Oct. 24, was author- 
ed by Arnold Shaw whose credentials 
include a novel on the music biz "The 
Money Song," a bio on Belafonte, 
and articles on music in such mags 
as Esquire, Readers' Digest, Harpers, 
Saturday Review. Shaw has also lec- 
tured on pop music at the New School 
and Fairleigh Dickinson U. and on 
composition at Juillard. 

Shaw tells us he first became in- 
terested in writing about Sinatra back 

in '52 when he saw him "bombing" 
at the N. Y. Paramount where he had 
originally overwhelmed the bobby-sox- 
ers. As professional manager of E. 
B. Marks, one of the nation's largest 
and eldest song -publishing houses (a 
contract he walked out on in 1966 to 
devote his full time to writing and 
composing) Shaw moved in Sinatra's 
world of pop records and songs. He 
was able to talk at length and in 
leisurely fashion with many of the 
singer's associates, to attend Sinatra 
sessions. Shaw re -wrote the entire 
manuscript four times in a seven year 
period and estimates that he used 
more than 2000 sheets of paper. Two 
of the versions were hand-written and 
two typewritten. He played Sinatra 
records so many times that he had 
to replace every Sinatra LP in his 
collection. 

Incidentally, Shaw has recently 
completed another manuscript which'll 
be published by MacMillan in Decem- 
ber. It's an analytical study of the 
development of pop music from the 
late 40's to the present. It's titled 
"The Rock Revolution."

Dubbings Electronics Sets Pace 
For I nd ie Cassette Duplicators 
COPIAGUE, N. Y.-The bywords at 
Dubbing Electronics-said to be the 
world's largest indie duplicator of 
cassettes-are "planning, technical ex- 
cellence and automation." This is the 
philosophy set forth by Paul C. Smith, 
Jr., president of the company. 

"A year and a half ago," Smith 
said, "we predicted that virtually ev- 
eryone in the music business would be 
committed to cassettes within 12 
months. Even before our prediction 
materialized, we were tooling up for 
the increasing load, expanding produc- 
tion capacity through automation and 
increasing our work force from 46 to 
176. When the recording industry real- 
ized that cassettes were here to stay, 
we were ready. Today, Dubbings pro- 
duces in excess of 30 million feet of 
tape per week." 

Highlighting the impact automation 
has made on Dubbings' production ca- 
pacity, Smith pointed out that the 
plant is almost completely conveyor- 
ized with winding, splicing, editing, 
labeling and shrink-wrapping proc- 
esses now fully automated. Heart of 
the system is the exclusive "Dubbings 
Duplicator," a machine developed by 
the company's founders which permits 
high-speed recording of 14 tapes off a 
single master. Dubbings has recently 
tripled its tooling for the production 
of high quality cassette housings and 
is now using high frequency sound to 
seal cassettes. 

In its comparatively short history, 
Dubbings has forged a reputation as 
a leader in the technology of its in- 
dustry.

"By 
applying our technical and production 
know-how, we expect Dubbings to 
continue as the major supplier of pre- 
recorded tapes for the expanding cas- 
sette market," Smith said.

Born in Sherman, Texas, on Aug. 
12, 1929, Buck Owens was plinking on 
his mother's piano at Pentecostal 
Church as soon as he could reach the 
keyboard. By the time he was 13 the 
family had moved to Phoenix, Ariz., 
and the boy's musical ability was so 
apparent that his parents bought him 
a mandolin. 

Buck had to leave school when he 
was still in his teens and get a job. 
For several years he hauled fruit and 
produce between Arizona and Cali- 
fornia's San Joaquin Valley. By the 
time he was 21 the artist played suf- 
ficient guitar to get a job with a band 
in a Bakersfield club. Later Owens 
joined Bill Wood's band in Parkers - 
field, played on the "Chuck Wagon" 
TV show there. 

Buck, who writes most of his own 
compositions, soon came to the atten- 
tion of Capitol Records which inked 
him to an exclusive recording contract. 
Over the years he has had a host of

When Loretta Lynn first came to 
Nashville, on a promo tour in behalf 
of her bow on Zero Records, she vis- 
ited the offices of the Wilburn Bros. 
The fellas, Doyle & Teddy, liked what 
they heard and arranged to have her 
records distributed on a wider scale 
here and signed her to their Wil-Helm 
Agency. 

The lark started her singing career 
in Custer, Wash., where she had moved 
from her home state of Kentucky. She 
started her own band there and while 
working a long club date was discov- 
ered by Zero execs. Her initial outings 
on the label, including "I'm A Honky 
Tonk Girl," received so much deejay 
acceptance that Decca officials grabbed 
up her contract. On Decca she imme- 
diately clicked with "I Walked Away 
From The Wreck."

Teddy and Doyle Wilburn have been 
one of the top country groups for 
many years. But accidents and luck 
have played little or no part in the 
Wilburn Brothers success story. The 
boys came by their talent through a 
combination of heredity, environment 
and hard work. Born into a musical 
family, their earliest years were high- 
lighted by hours of practice on instru- 
ments that were purchased for them 
despite extreme financial hardships. 

Only a year apart in age, the two 
went through school together, worked 
together and socialized together. 
Along with their sister Jerry, they 
worked out a family act, playing 
C&W shows throughout the midwest. 
Finally Jerry left the act to be mar- 
ried, and the group was completely 
dissolved when Teddy and Doyle were 
booked into a long-time stand with 
the U.S. Army. After shucking their 
khaki uniforms, they decided to re- 
turn to country music, where they 
joined the Webb Pierce Show and 
back on the Grand Ole Opry, where 
they had received a rousing recep- 
tion two years earlier. 

The Compton Brothers, Tom, Bill 
and Harry, were born near St. Louis 
and began performing professionally 
in their youth (Tom was twelve, Bill 
was eleven and Harry was seven). 
They got their first big break when 
they were invited to appear on Red 
Foley's "Ozark Jubilee" in Springfield, 
Missouri. 

The Compton Brothers' career was 
postponed for a few years while Tom 
and Bill were in the service and Harry 
was finishing high school. In 1964, the 
Brothers got together again, and in 
August of that year, they won a five - 
state Country Music talent contest 
promoted by WBMD-Radio in Balti- 
more. First prize was $500.00 and a 
Columbia recording contract. The 
Brothers moved to Dot from Columbia 
and began to be noticed with their 
recordings of such songs as "Country 
Music" and "Pickin' Up The Mail." 
Dot recently released the Brothers' 
first album, "Off The Top Of The 
Compton Brothers."

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Country Music In The Western Market 
Country Music is alive and grow- 

ing by leaps and bounds on the West 
Coast! 

Last Spring three Los Angeles area 
Country Music stations staged con- 
certs on the same night . . . the re- 
sult: All of them made money and 
collectively probably drew the highest 
gate for Country Music in a single 
night anywhere in the world. 

Country Music out West suffered 
in the late fifties and early sixties, 
like everywhere else. But, it has come 
alive since 1965 with the banner of 
Country Music being waved by such 
newly recognized talents as Glen 
Campbell, Roger Miller, Merle Hag- 
gard, Roy Clark, Billy Mize, Bonnie 
Owens, Tommy Collins, Kaye Adams, 
Jody Miller, Jimmy Bryant, Molly 
Bee, Jerry Wallace, Jerry Inman, 
James Burton, and, of course, Buck 
Owens. They join the well -establish- 
ed Country Music stars such as 
Johnny Bond, Cliffie Stone, Eddie 
Dean, Jimmy Wakely, Sheb Wooley, 
Tex Williams, Ernie Ford, and Rex 
Allen. 

The West Coast doesn't claim to 
be the force responsible for the in- 
creased popularity of Country Music 
(which I believe will finally, after 
all these years, establish itself in a 
position of respect by the mass public 
which it justly deserves) but it has 
done its fair share. 

In 1965, the Academy of Country 
and Western Music was established 
in Hollywood. The purpose of this 
organization was to promote Country 
Music on the West Coast. In no way 
did it want to detract from the 
position of the CMA of Nashville. 

If anything, I feel the two organiza- 
tions complement each other. We're 
all in Country Music and what is 
good for Country Music benefits all of 
us in Country Music. 

The Academy of Country and West- 
ern Music was established in Septem- 
ber of 1965 with about 12 members. 
The organization has grown to 350 
members, and is open for member- 
ship to anyone in the world associated 
with Country Music. Its Awards 
Show, held each year in March, will 
rival the most lavish shows in Holly- 
wood and New York. 

The President for the 1968-69 year 
is Johnny Bond, vice-president is 
Billy Mize, secretary is Mary Ule- 
man, Chairman is Herb Eiseman and 
treasurer is Bill Ward. 

Look at the results of Country Mu- 
sic Radio Stations in the Western 
United States. 

One of the first successful Country 
Music stations was KAYO in Seattle. 
According to Pulse Inc. for April 
and May of 1968, KAYO has a solid 
weekly listening audience of 168,000 
listeners. The station has the respect 
of the community and advertising 
agency people from coast to coast. 

In Sacramento, giant 50,000 watt 
KRAK is well established in the mar- 
ket with a solid 3rd and 4th place 
in the 19 county market in total

listeners, according to Pulse. 
The Metropolitan Los Angeles area 

has four stations playing Country 
Music exclusively, KBBQ, KFOX, 
KIEV, and KWOW. All are 100% 
Country Music. 

According to the latest figures of 
Pulse, Inc. in Los Angeles, the "Los 
Angeles Country Combination" of 
KFOX-KBBQ has the largest Country 
Music audience in the world. Over 
1,000,000 persons per week in the 
Los Angeles area listen to these sta- 
tions. Combined, they represent the 
fifth station in the market in some 
time periods ... the total market has 
almost 60 radio stations! In a recent 
Pulse survey in Las Vegas, KVEG 
is a solid 2nd and 3rd in total audi- 
ence ... and KVEG is a daytimer. 

Other stations in the Western states 
playing Country Music are: KVEG, 
KENO, and KTOO in Las Vegas; 
KUZZ and KPMC in Bakersfield; 
KEAP, KMAK, and KFRE in Fresno; 
KCKC in San Bernardino; KSAY in 
San Francisco; KSON in San Diego; 
KEEN in San Jose; and KLAK in 
Denver. 

Nationally, Country Music was giv- 
en a big boost by Dean Martin and 
Joey Bishop on national television. 

Others . who in the past were 
not associated with Country Music 

. are Lee Hazlewood, Snuff Garrett, 
Jimmy Bowen, Frankie Laine, Trini 
Lopez and Nancy Sinatra. They are 
recording, producing and in so doing 
. . . helping Country Music. 

I believe . . . and I'll expect the 
letters for this . . . we are foolish 
if we turn our backs on these people 
normally associated in the Pop Field. 
Country Music helps them . but 
they are also helping Country Music. 
As Bob Wills' new album says, "Time 
Changes Everything."

Expands In Nashville 
NASHVILLE-The signing of RCA 
Victor recording artist Nat Stuckey 
to an exclusive management contract 
and the moving of his offices from 
New York City to Nashville, signal 
for Dick Heard a new phase and 
growth in the Dick Heard Artist 
Management company. 

"I feel that the future of modern 
country music," said Heard, "lies in 
the future of such young, vital and 
dynamic artists as I represent: Van 
Trevor, Lynda K. Lance, Nat Stuckey 
and Johnny Dollar." 

Johnny Dollar, formerly with Date 
Records, has recently signed an im- 
portant new contract with the RCA 
distributed Chart label. His initial 
single entitled "Big Rig Rolling Man" 
was released recently. 

Van Trevor who, on the Date label, 
had such hits as the ASCAP-award- 
winning "You've Been So Good To 
Me" and "Take Me Along With You," 
has recently signed with a new, all - 
country label, Royal American. His 
initial release for the label will be 
entitled "Things That Matter," which, 
according to Heard, will be a mile- 
stone in his career. "In the future Van 
will also be recording duets with 
Lynda K. Lance for the label," Heard 
added. 

After spending five months touring 
Vietnam and the Far East, Lynda K. 
Lance has recently moved from Penn- 
sylvania to Music City. She also has 
been signed to Royal American and 
has just completed her first recording 
session for the label. 

"I feel a great deal of my success 
during the past year was the result 
of the hospitality and cooperation ex- 
tended to me by Joe Taylor of the 
Joe Taylor Artist Agency, which 
handles bookings for Nat, Van and 
Lynda, and by Smiley Wilson of the 
Wil-Helm Agency, which handles 
Johnny Dollar's bookings," Heard 
commented.

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This Is The Way Country Grows At Imperial 
In 1965, there was one Country art- 

ist on the Imperial label. 
Fortunately, he was Slim Whitman, 

who even then was one of the giants 
of Country music. 

That year, Al Bennett, president of 
Imperial Records, undertook the build- 
ing of a strong, thoroughly sound 
Country division and it was at that 
time Al asked me to join the company. 
My job was to build the Country di- 
vision. 

With his help and encouragement, I 
went to work. We agreed that growth 
was not going to be an overnight af- 
fair. It wasn't our objective to walk 
down the street in Nashville and pick 
every third person carrying a guitar 
case and say, "You're a recording art- 
ist now." We wanted-and still want- 
only people of true star quality who 
have three basic qualities-excitement, 
originality and simplicity of delivery. 
I believe that each record is a story. 
I treat it as such and I only ask that 
the arrangement be simple and does 
not get in the way of telling of the 
story. 

We hand picked artists so they 
would all have different styles. We 
wanted individuals, not carbon copies 
of other stars. 

Building was a slow and careful 
process. The first artist we selected 
was Buddy Cagle, and with his initial 
release on the Imperial label, "Tonight 
I'm Coming Home," he reached the top 
twenty on the charts. We were con- 
vinced then that we were on the right 
track. 

Next to join us was Jimmy Bryant. 
He was received with similar approval 
by disc jockeys and the record buying 
public alike. 

Then the roster really began to 
grow. First came Johnny Carver who 
recently hit with "Your Lily White 
Hands." Then, Glen Garrison whose 
initial release, "Green to Blue," got 
heavy air play. It wasn't his "I'll Be 
Your Baby Tonight" that Glen received 
the national recognition he deserved. 
His newest for Imperial, "That Lucky 
Old Sun," unveils a new concept in 
Country music. This is the first release 
of a country single on stereo. 

In addition to these top names, we're 
proud to have two famous sons of fam- 
ous fathers, Rex Allen, Jr., who is now 
serving in the army, and Roger Sov- 
ine, son of Red Sovine whose "Little 
Rosa" is a Country classic. 

It took us two years to find the right 
girl, but when Penny DeHaven came 
along, we knew she was the one we 
had been looking for. 

Next came pianist Larry Butler 
whom we believe is among the most 
inventive instrumentalists of the dec- 
ade, and who is one of the most re- 
spected musicians in Nashville. Dur- 
ing the last year and a half, Larry has 
recorded four albums-two already re- 

leased, one ready for release, and one 
that should be set soon. 

Topping off the roster are the twc 
giants of Imperial and Liberty, Snit - 
Whitman and Jerry Wallace who be. 
tween them have sold in the neighbor. 
hood of eight million records. 

At Imperial, one of the things that 
disturbs us most is to hear a Country 
artist say, I hope my record goes 
Pop." In the Country division, we 
aren't interested in recording Pop. Ir 
fact, we don't even want to put out 
middle-of-the-road release. We're it 
business of cutting Country rcords 
Modern, but Country. We are abreast 
or ahead of the trends, but still re. 
cording Country music for the people 
who want Country music. People like 
the farmer in the Ozarks or the doctor 
in New York, or the lawyer in De: 
Moines who need to relax after a harc 
days work. They want to hear song: 
that have simplicity both musically 
and lyrically. They're our public, 
varied public from very walk of life 
and from every part of the Country- 
alike only in their love of Country 
music. They're the ones we're workinl 
for. 

To maintain this pure Country 
flavor, we record 98 percent of our 
sessions in Nashville. They have thi 
Nashville sound. As a West Coast pro 
ducer of Country music, I've tried to 

analyze that sound. What it seems tr 
boil down to, is this: the musicans love 
to make records, and they have pridi 
in the finished product. I've never beet 
so thrilled as when I produced my firs 
Nashville recording session. I'd neve 
seen such cooperation and such inten 
sity on the part of everyone concerned 

Our marketing concept is simple 
From the president of the company, tl 
the sales manager, to the promotiot 
manager, to the distributor, to th. 
dealer we try to impart the same spiri 
of cooperation, the same intensity, th. 
same pride that the recording mus 
icans have. When you present record: 
on this basis, you just can't help sel 
ling them. To achieve this, at eacl 
step, the person on the higher stel 
conditions the person on the next stet 
down, and so on down the line. And 
we have to admit it has been working 

We have grown a good hundree 
per cent since 1965. But, we'r. 
not finished. We're constantly search 
ing for refreshing new talent. Whet 
we find it, we'll give it the same care 
help and consideration we've shows 
our established artists. Next year we 

fully expect our roster to be larger 
and our percentage of the Country 
market greater than ever before. 

And even that will be just another 
beginning.

known as Music City, U.S.A. The she- 
bang has already begun, with the open- 
ing of the Pro -Celebrity Golf Tourna- 
ment on Saturday (12), but the party 
won't get going into high gear until 
registration begins on Thurs. (17). 
After that the 1968 Deejay Conven- 
tion will be officially under way. 

Every year, all of us involved in 
the country picture boast that "this 
year will be bigger and better than 
ever," and, as it turns out, every year 
it has been getting bigger and better 
than ever. This year promises to be no 
exception. Bigness and betternes will 
be the keynote, whether it be during 
business hours or during fun time. 
Needless to say, there'll be plenty of 
both for all concerned. 

The veterans of country convention 
time have a fair idea of what this one 
will be like (just take last year's and 
multiply it a few times), but the new- 
comers-and there'll be plenty of 'em 
-will find a whole new world in front 
of them. No matter how many cam- 
paigns a man has been through on the 
convention front, he ain't seen nothin' 
until he's been in the Nashville thea- 
tre of operations. From the opening 
gun, the town is a hubbub of activity, 
with a constant tide of people flowing 
from the Andrew Jackson Hotel to 
the Hermitage to the Capitol Park 
Inn. Thousands of country devotees, 
oldtimers and newly -converted, will 
make pilgrimages to the mecca of 
country music, the Grand Ole Opry, 
where the biggest guns in the C&W 
lineup will be appearing. 

Every major label, and a goodly 
portion of the smaller record firms, 
will be staging dances, parties, recep- 
tions, breakfasts, lunches, dinners, 
brunches and barbecues; meetings, 
greetings, hootenannys and jambo- 
rees. For a soild four days, conversa- 
tions will be carried on with country 
guitars playing the background music.

Musical 
notes will ride on every breath of air, 
and those notes will be strictly coun- 
try, whether they be `live' or recorded. 
The greatest living names in the in- 

dustry will be providing an entertain- 
ment schedule that has to be seen to 
be believed. But the greatest part of 
all is that every name there will be- 
come a great name. Everyone who 
attends is a star in his own right, be 
he a singer, writer, publisher, manu- 
facturer, dejay or fan (even column- 
ists feel important). As the man said, 
"country music is not a stage, it's a 
living room and we're having a 
party ..." 

That's the scene at Nashville. That's 
what's happening, chief. Music City 
will once again become the grand- 
daddy of all living rooms. And every 
conventioneer is a specially invited 
guest ... more than that, he's a mem- 
ber of the family. It's a birthday 
party for WSM's Grand Ole Opry, 
that 42 -year old backbone of country 
music which seems to grow younger 
each year. 

However, like at most swinging 
parties, people come and make the 
most of the affair in the way of 
enjoying themselves, but rarely do 
they stop to realize that somewhere 
someone must have planned the 
affair. And the more enjoyable a 
party is, the more the planning that 
must go into it. Well, believe it or 
not, there are people who have de- 
voted a good many hours and days 
over the past few weeks to nothing 
else but party preparations. 

Certainly all of the hospitality 
suites and luncheons and dinners and 
dances have been put together by 
scores of varied and sundry inde- 
pendent companies, but what about 
the overall planning, the people who 
gave unhesitatingly of their time to 
make sure that the entire four days 
was one continuous and smooth -flow- 
ing affair? These efforts certainly 
rate a mention. So please, all you 
people at the CMA, and all you folks 
at WSM and all the rest of you who've 
run your nerves down to a frazzle for 
our benefit, stand up and take a bow. 
Even before we get there we can see 
that a hearty round of applause is in 
order. 

Speaking of thanks and of planning, 
we at Cash Box must also extend our 
sincere thanks to all those folks at the 
various labels and talent agencies, not 
to mention, once again, the CMA, for 
their invaluable aid in putting this 
special issue together.

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Canada: A Burgeoning Breeding Ground For Country Talent 
TORONTO - The Canadian country 
scene has made impressive gains over 
the past few years. At one time there 
were only a couple of majors specu- 
lating with country releases and as 
many independents. Today, all the 
majors and practically every inde- 
pendent are involving themselves in 
what is turning out to be a very lucra- 
tive market. Record companies are 
still somewhat hesitant to give full 
credit to the power of country records. 
Most will admit to about 11% of 
their business being country. What 
seems to be hidden is the country re- 
leases that have gone pop. Conse- 
quently these sales are tabulated as 
being pop. We would now seem to 
be entering the era of "progressive 
country sound." Artists like Glen 
Campbell, Jeannie C. Riley, Bobbie 
Gentry, O. C. Smith and others, are 
considered top country artists in Can- 
ada but are even more important to 
the pop charts. 

Canadian country artists have also 
followed this trend. Tommy Hunter 
and Debbie Lori Kaye, and Lynn 

Jones are typical examples. Domestic 
productions are gaining in popularity 
on Canadian country charts and some 
of these are products of the new 
sound, or modern approach. George 
Taylor's Rodeo productions have ex- 
perienced an exceptional increase over 
the past two years. Taylor hasn't re- 
lied as much on radio exposure as 
other companies. He has been suc- 
cessful through exposure of his albums 
with rack jobbers and one stops. Arc 
Records are another wholly Canadian 
company, who have chalked up im- 
pressive sales, purely througn ex- 
posure of product through rack job- 
bers and one stops. This exposure, 
of course, has helped the artist with 
his appearances. 

The majority of Canadian country 
artists are still utilizing the facilities 
of U.S. recording studios. These have 
offered top technicians and the best 
in back-up talent. Canadian studios 
are now beginning to come into their 
own. Canada con now offer sound 
studios comparable to any in the world 
and the technical knowledge to pro -

the market. The use of experienced 
sidemen is now becoming more pre- 
valent. Toronto has four studios with 
eight track operational. Montreal has 
several studios and two superb eight 
'rack complexes. Canada's west coast 
is also gaining in the confidences of 
Western Canadian country artists. 

One might take a look at the figures 
supplied by the Dominion Bureau of 
Statistics with regard to our output 
and potential. According to 1967 fig- 
ures, there are 3,240,000 homes with 
record players. In spite of this there 
were 26,424,565 albums and 16,961,524 
singles manufactured for domestic 
and export sale. This represents a 
dollar value of $40,509,715.00 (net). 
Take 12% of that figure and we have 
a fairly good picture of country ac- 
tion in Canada. This isn't a healthy 
figure. Country acts that do appear 
throughout the country are usually 
well received. Unlike the pop field, 
country acts are not "visions of mar- 
queeism." They are almost always 
welcomed back. The unfortunate prob- 
lem with Canada is our geographical 
situation. Most of the touring country 
acts concentrate on the larger centers 
-Montreal, Toronto, and Vancouver. 
The grass roots areas, where record 
buyers, are prevalent, are usually 
only treated to a road show of several 
acts. These shows have proven im- 

mensely successful and the resultar 
record sales have been most impre: 
sive. Country acts appearing on a reg 
ular basis in major centers accaur 
for a large portion of r -coi d sale. 
RCA Victor, who have a very stron 
promotion minded sales crew, wi 
readily admit that country recor 
sales of name artists who appea 
regularly throughout the country, al 
exceptionally high. Unfortunatel 
most record companies do not preset 
their country releases as a specialize 
commodity. The promotion man wh 
is enthusiastic about a No. 85 itei 
on the Cash Box 100 is the same prt 
motion man who will call at the cour 
try station with a potentially stron 
country item, sans the enthusiasn 
That 12% figure could turn into 
20% sales boom without too muc 
effort. The overall music scene h2

Jimmy Dickens Sets 
Food Chain Operation 
NASHVILLE-The latest of the pop- 
ular country personalities to make a 
move into the business of foodstuffs 
is Little Jimmy Dickens who has an- 
nounced the formation of Little Jimmy 
Dickens Fast Foods, Inc. The company, 
headquartered in Nashville, will fran- 
chise fast food outlets all over the 
U.S. with initial outlets set for Nash- 
ville and Alabama. 

The first location has been set to 
open in Nashville within 60 days, and 
will feature six basic food items, in- 
cluding chicken and barbeque, on the 
"Mighty Menu." 

The corporation, which is expected 
to be worth well over 11 million 
dollars after stock issues, is headed 
up by board chairman G. T. Scott, 
president Bill Weber and vice presi- 
dent Paul Shockley. The latter two 
are veteran restaurant men, who in- 
itially set up the Dickens system. 

Dickens will be used extensively in 
commercials and advertising, as weil 
as in personal appearances at new 
locations.

Although Dot Records garnered con- 
siderable success with Mac Wiseman 
earlier, the company didn't seriously 
enter the country -western field until 
the signing of Bonnie Guitar, who has 
never been off the national charts. 
However, it was little more than a 
year ago, following the establishment 
of Paramount Pictures Music Division, 
that Dot began "tooling up" in earnest. 
Arnold D. Burk was appointed Para- 
mount Pictures vice-president, in 
charge of music operations, and 
president of Dot Records. In turn, 
Burk named industry veteran Richard 
H. Peirce Dot's general manager, 
and more recently, executive vice- 
president. 

Nashville Expansion 
Heartened by Dot's initial country - 

western progress, management was 
determined to make further strides. 
The logical move was to appoint a 
divisional man to expand overall ac- 
tivity in Nashville. Henry Hurt was 
chosen as the firm's Music City rep- 
resentative and, the move has since 
proven fruitful. Under the direction 
of Hurt, the Nashville office has since 
scouted and signed a wealth of talent- 
ed country -western performers. These 
artists include The Compton Brothers, 
Ray Griff, Peggy Little, Tommy Over- 
street, X. Lincoln, Zach Hilton and 
Darrell Statler. All have received 
heavy air play, chart response and sub- 
sequent record sales. Hurt also re- 
ports enormous growth in Paramount's 
burgeoning music catalog. No less 
than seventy-five copyrights have been 
added to Famous and Ensign Music 
during the past year. A quartet of 
talented composers were also signed 
in Nashville; Skip Gibbs, Zach Hilton, 
Tommy Overstreet and Jerry Hadli. 

Aco»isition and Development 
In addition to Dot's own develop- 

ment of talent, such as Bonnie Guitar's 
discovery and production of chart- 
h»sfers Lonnie Coleman and Bruce 
Mullen, label required top-drawer 
"star power" to succeed in their quest 
for real recognition in the industry. 
Toward this end, in May, 1968, an 
agreement was finalized with Singin' 
T Productions vice-president Jim Hal- 
sey. As a result of the association, 
stich notable entertainers as Hank 
Thompson, Mary Taylor, Roy Clark 
and strong newcomer Curtis Potter, 
are now heard exclusively on Dot. In- 
itial album releases by Clark ("Urban, 
Suburban/ The Fantastic Guitar of 
Roy Clark") and Thompson ("Sings 
The Gold Standards") released since, 
met with instant approval, prompting 
two newly distributed follow-ups. They 
are: Thompson's "On Tap, In The Can, 
Or In The Bottle" and Clark's "Do You 
Believe This?" Both albums are pre - 
sold via huge singles. 

In late August, 1968, Dot country 
went into further orbit. It announced 
a production deal with Tree Music's 
Jack Stapp and Buddy Killen, calling 
for an array of product to be pro- 
duced in Nashville. This latest ar- 
rangement once and for all has estab- 
lished Dot as a major factor, country - 
wise. Killen has produced records in 
Nashville for the past seven years 
including several dozen for Joe Tex

And All." Presently he is recording 
five artists for Dot, all of whom have 
achieved prior hit record status.

Family TV Package 
Airs In Nashville 
NEW YORK - Kitty Wells and 
Johnny Wright are the co -hosts of a 
new half-hour television series which 
features the entire Wright Family. 
The program debuted Saturday after- 
noon (5) on WSM-TV in Nashville, in 
the first of a projected fortnightly 
showcasing on that station. 

The queen of country music, her 
husband Johnny Wright, and their 
family - Bobby Wright. a featured 
star of the "McHale's Navy" televi- 
sion series, Ruby Wright, and Carol 
Sue Wright-have put together three 
of the shows, with 10 more bluprinted 
for taping during the balance of Oc- 
tober. Thirteen more are expected to 
be cut before the end of the year. 

A featured performer in the series, 
bringing comedy relief to the pro- 
ceedings, is a character known as 
"Hippie A. Clown," who cavorts across 
the sets from time to time during 
each episode. There are no immediate 
plans to feature other guests. Boyce 
Hawkins, WSM staffer, will handle 
the announcing on the show. 

The show is to be syndicated in 
key markets throughout the country 
during the next few months. Negoti- 
ations for at least half a dozen of 
these have been virtually wrapped up. 

Meanwhile, Miss Wells and the rest 
of the Wright Family were to return 
to the Grand Ole Opry on Saturday 
(12), after an absence of several 
years due to a heavy schedule of 
personal appearance commitments 
both in this country and abroad. 

As Nashville neared Country Con- 
vention time, the timing of new re- 
leases from Decca Records by three 
of the Wrights seemed particularly 
appropriate. Kitty Wells' newest re- 
lease is "Happiness Hill," coupled 
with "You're No Angel Yourself."

Another Columbia country perform- 
er who recently has gained a lot of 
pop exposure is Ray Price. Price earn- 
ed the applause of the pop audience 
with his current Columbia album, 
"Take Me As I Am," in which he 
tempers the country sound with an 
urbane sophistication. 

Marty Robbins, whose many Colum- 
bia albums and singles have won him 
a large and enthusiastic following 
among country music devotees, is also 
an important figure on the pop scene. 
His recent best-selling LP, "By the

dramatically that country music had 
an important place on the pop scene 
was Bob Dylan's trip to Nashville, 
where he recorded "John Wesley 
Harding" with local musicians. The 
album won an RIAA gold record 
award, signifying sales in excess of 
one million dollars, soon after its re- 
lease, helping to prove that country 
music was fast becoming a part of the 
pop scene. 

The Byrds have often interpreted 
C&W music; "Sweetheart of the 
Rode," their most recent Columbia 
LP Ind a strong seller, is urbanized 
country. In addition to the Dylan 
songs, "You Ain't Going Nowhere" 
and "Nothing Was Delivered," the al- 
bum features such C&W songs as 
"Pretty Boy Floyd," "The Christian 
Life" and "I Am a Pilgrim." 

"Goin' to Memphis," with Paul Re- 
vere and the Raiders featuring Mark 
Lindsay, was a best-seller and proved, 
once again, that the country sound in- 
deed has a strong city following. This 
interest has been further demonstrat- 
ed by the success of such country -in- 
fluenced performers as Moby Grape, 
whose two Columbia albums, "Moby 
Grape" and "Wow," feature C&W 
songs and have both been chart items; 
Pozo Seco, whose "Shades of Time" 
has strains of the country sound; and 
Burl Ives, whose interest in Country 
music is legendary and whose recent 
Columbia album "The Times They 
Are A-Changin' " features contempo- 
rary country songs like "Little Green 
Apples" and "Gentle on My Mind." 

NASHVILLE-Chart Records celebra- 
ted its fourth anniversary in March 
and is aready one of the hottest of the 
independent country labels, enjoying 
its hottest sales pace, and being repre- 
sented on the national charts with 
more disks in 1968 than in any pre- 
vious year. 

Topping the list for the label is 
Lynn Anderson, who hit high in the 
charts with three singles in a row dur- 
ing the year, while also making an im- 
pressive showing on the album lists. 
Among the hot disks with which she 
has struck paydirt have been "Prom- 
ises, Promises" and "Big Girls Don't 
Cry," both of which prompted follow- 
up LP's which also were chart runners, 
and "No Another Time." 

In addition, the label has been suc- 
cessful with such items as "Truck- 
drivin' Cat With Nine Wives" by Jim 
Nesbitt and 'Take Time To Know 
Him" by Maxine Brown. 

The year 1968 was also one of ex- 
pansion for Chart, which strengthen- 
ed its recording roster with the sign- 
ing of such names as Johnny Dollar, 
Connie Eaton, Kenny Vernon, Dianne 
Leigh, Hargus (Pig) Robbins, Lloyd 
Green, Vance Dolan and Anthony Arm- 
strong Jones. The signings have 
brought the amount of names on the 
label's list to a sizeable figure of 21 
acts. 

Further moves at the Chart offices 
have seen Cliff Williamson being 
named as vice president of all the 
firm's related companies, as well as 
being named to the A&R staff. In this 
capacity, his first move was the sign- 
ing of Connie Eaton and the produc- 
ing of her first noisemaking single,

There is 
also a visitor from the States, Joe Teijeira from Capitol, who discussed 
record business matters with local deejays and trade people, and W. J. 
Richmond, President of the Gramophone Company in Pakistan. The week was 
full of activity for Odeon since the diskery offered a party celebrating its 
49th anniversary at the Hotel Presidente giving golden records to artists 
Alfredo de Angelis and Ramona Galarza, and other awards to artists Los 
Wawanco, Miguel Calo, Atahualpa Yupanqui, Los Hermanos Abrodos and the 
same Yaco Monti. 

Betty Lupo from Relay infos that her pubbery, associated with RCA., has 
acquired the rights to "My Way Of Life," the Frank Sinatra new single, 
as well as to "Un Giorno Come un Altro," the tune sung in Spanish by Sergio 
Endrigo. The diskery has enjoyed a very good year, and the lists of 1968 
have been showing a strong percentage of tunes controlled by it.

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EDITORIAL: What About the other 99? 

If every music and games operator gave the same 

amount of attention to the "secure locations" on his 

route as he does to those in the process of being jumped 

by a competitor, there just wouldn't be any "jumpable 
spots" around. In other words, all the phone calls, per- 

sonal visits and entreating promises given to the pro- 

prietor who just informed you he's accepting a better 

deal from a competitor would have been better spent 

beforehand. Satisfied customers, for the most part, 

simply aren't interested in a pitch from a stranger, even, 

mind you, when the promise of more money is offered. 

Basically, there are some things that money just can't 

buy and legitimate good will at the location is one. 

Steady, sincere location service is probably the most 

important reason any location owner builds up loyalty 

to his operator. Good records, clean games and speedy 

response to a breakdown can and do mean more to the 

fellow who depends upon your equipment to entertain 

his clientele than a higher split of the cash bin. 

Operators, like the sheepherd in the parable of the 

lost sheep, rejoice more over the salvation of one slip- 

ping location than over the 99 "loyal spots" who aren't 

giving any trouble. Not yet, anyway. Don't confuse com- 

placence with contentment. Those quiet spots can often 

erupt when a competitor's location solicitor walks in, 

buys a drink and goes about the matter-of-fact process 

of wiping the dirt off the rails of your pool table and, 

smiling at the owner, asks what the board of health 

might have to say about it. He'll check the title strips on 

the Box and amuseingly point out that the music is just 
great ... why some of the tunes were even big hits two 

or three years ago! "Isn't it nice to see a jukebox using 

nothing but oldies!" He'll check the condition of the 

shuffle alley and remark that it was one of the best 

pieces such -and -such factory turned out back in 1961. 

Then he'll sit down and lay the real butter on the bread 

and it won't be long before your phone starts ringing off 

the cradle. That's when you go into action, isn't it? But 

really, isn't it just a bit too late? 

Point is simple so there's no need rehashing it over 

and over. Service, service, service ... three words that 

sum up the all-pervading reason why locations are 

happy with their operators. The routemen are, of course, 

the front line troops responsible to a great extent for 

keeping the waters calm. But the operator must play his 

active part by putting himself in the customer's shoes. 

What would he want? Attention! 

The best analogy in the world to bring this point home 

is the case of the new auto purchase. Picture the cheer- 

ful salesman as he spiels off the terrific deal you're get- 

ting on your new car and the warantee that promises 

carefree, trouble -free driving pleasure backed up by a 

superb team of mechanical whizards. But ... when that 

trouble -free driving turns out to be a collection of 

rattles, knocks, faulty headlights and a shimmy in the 

front end, what's billed as "service with a smile" can 

often turn into a frustrating and miserable confrontation 

with faceless and nasty mechanics who couldn't repair 

a yo-yo. And you have little recourse to justice other 

than dressing your new car with lemons and parking in 

front of the showroom. 

But location owners have recourse to justice, just by 

saying "yes" when the competitor's solicitor comes 

around. 

Remember, keeping all the spots on the route happy 

isn't just a matter of calming the waves. It's a matter of 

route policy that keeps the waters perpetually smooth. 

Policy that demands polite and efficient treatment of 

the proprietor by the routemen, by good-looking, well 

working machines rotated often enough to forestall 

"sameness" and a by regularly scheduled "how's it go- 

ing" calls to each of your locations. Phonecalls to loca- 

tions after a machine repair is completed, just to see if 

everything's working smoothly, should be a matter of 

rigid policy. It's efficient business and it builds solid 

good will. 

As Peanuts might say, "happiness is a secure loca- 

tion". But security is a full time job. Spend some of that 

tremendous effort getting locations or getting them 

back toward keeping your established spots really 

secure, so when Joe Blow comes by with a melt -in -your - 

mouth sales pitch, your locations will say: "Thanks, but 

I'm perfectly satisfied with the operator I've got." And 

that's music to anybody's ears. 
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Gottlieb Releases New Single -Player; 

Attractive Appearance; ScoringA'Plenty 

CHICAGO-"Guaranteed to add plen- 
ty of pep to amusement operators' 
fall collection," says Alvin Gottlieb, 
of his factory's spanking new single - 
player pingame dubbed the "Domino." 
And the popular home game of dom- 
inos sets the theme in the glamorous 
new pintable, both in artistic design 
and scoring procedure. 

A strong and exciting skill -factor, 
which the Gottlieb designers have 
engineered into the Domino pinball, 
should insure its popularity at the 
location. In addition to Gottlieb's fa- 
mous "scientifically engineered flip- 
pers," a generous number of bonus - 
styled features grace the table's 
playfield. Domino artwork on the 
playfield, which is lit from beneath 
as the player strikes the rollovers, 
bulls -eye targets and roto -targets, 
advance along in the course of the 
game. When the last "domino" is lit 
on the playfield, the kick -out holes 
and bottom rollovers make scoring 
really come alive.

World Records Set

Mike Allison, managing director at 
Pleasurama, organized the slot con- 
test. Records were set by Valerie 
Brett who made 35,950 pulls on the 
fruit machine in a continuous period 
covering 36 hours from 10.00 A.M. 
on Sept. 14th to 10:00 P.M. the follow- 
ing day. She was awarded the world's 
record for a woman. Peter Willmore 
yanked out 37,388 pulls in his 41 hours 
at the machine and established a new 
men's record. Rules stated that con- 
testants had to pull the handles for 55 
minutes of every hour and keep up 
an average of eleven pulls per minute. 

The unusual event drew quite a bit 
of publicity via the mass media. Much 
advertising prior to the bargain week- 
end insured a capacity crowd at 
Pleasurama and Allison and his assist- 
ant Keith Burke termed the event a 
great success.

Designed to accept one 
specific coin, each module in the line 
uses basically the same rejector unit 
which is programmed during assembly 
to accept either nickles, dimes, quar- 
ters or tokens. 

Each unit is self-contained, re- 
quiring no additional tooling, sheet 
metal work, die castings or scavenger 
systems. The rejector units on each 
module in the line are basically the 
same. "They never need lubrication 
because they have few movable parts. 
Impervious to water and extreme tem- 
perature, the polycarbonate rejector 
units-unlike metal rejector units- 
won't rust or corrode," they contend.
