You've come a long way, baby! 
We're referring to the fantastic 

strides the record manufacturer has 
made in the selling of his product as 
well as in the field of merchandising 
himself to the people who sell his 
product. And we must make a com- 
parison between the days when LP's 
were sold thru a slick book to a dealer 
and the sophisticated techniques in- 
troduced recently at the massive Col- 
umbia convention held in London. 

One major tool that showed the tre- 
mendous electronic age progress the 
industry has made is the attache case 
that Columbia is making available to 
its sales managers. The case features 
a pop-up video screen and plays a 25 
minute audio-visual cartridge that can 
pitch product in a most exciting man- 
ner to record buyers. This same small 
device can also show salesmen com- 
pany innovations and teach them how 
to sell a given item best. It also would 
be no surprise if this AV unit were 
located in the record department of 
some retail outlets aimed at the con- 
sumer, programming the dynamic 
Columbia product movie that was 
shown in London introducing the la- 
bel's new LP's for the fall and winter 
seasons. (We understand the 90 min- 
ute movie will be edited down to 45 
minutes making it available for sales- 
men to show their accounts the com- 
pany's new LP's). 

The film is another dramatic indi- 
cation of how competition has inten- 
sified in our industry. It has graduated 
from the flipping of pages in a slick 
book, to slide reproduction of album 
covers, to full length feature films that 
are later edited and used for TV com- 
mercials or are put to use as shorts 
in drive-in theatres, etc. Competition 
for the ever shrinking spots on radio 
playlists is causing the record indus- 
try to brain -storm to the Nth degree 
to find more avenues that will allow 
the industry to reach new heights. 

But there were other fascinating 
aspects of merchandising that we saw 
in London last week that the whole in- 
dustry will feel the impact of in the 
future. At one time, artist contracts 
were signed when the artist's former 

association with a previous label was 
concluded. Today, there seems to be 
no waiting period. When Clive Davis, 
Columbia's president, told the sales 
force "we'll have records from Neil 
Diamond and Lee Michaels in 1973," 
he showed where competition is head- 
ing. Negotiations for artists people be- 
lieve in will no longer wait for expira- 
tion dates of former contracts. And 
Davis was merchandising his company 
to dozens of artists, not on his label, 
who were invited to the CBS conven- 
tion to see how his company functions 
and meet the people behind the 
scenes. The fight for self-contained 
"original" artists who have a track 
record will be keener than ever. 

Merchandising of a still broader 
scope was constantly in evidence as 
Davis told his company's story to the 
people of the United Kingdom. CBS, 
although it has had its product re- 
leased abroad for many years under 
different labels, has only in the past 
few years made itself felt as under 
the CBS logo. And there is no doubt 
that the purpose of holding the entire 
convention in London this year was 
designed to show the endless invited 
guests from the Continent, who might 
not have thought of the CBS company 
as one of Europe's giants, that CBS 
is an entity that every corner of the 
world will have to take note of. 

Of course, it goes without saying 
that the stream of talent that per- 
formed at the four banquet evenings 
during the Convention, some 24 acts, 
had a powerful brainwashing effect on 
the Columbia sales people, dealers 
and press people in attendance. It is 
evident that Davis feels his people 
should understand what his artists are 
trying to say and as a result they will 
better be able to sell their product in 
a more effective manner. 

Yes, merchandising has come a 

long way and has become much more 
subtle and sophisticated in keeping 
with the growth of recorded music. 
The days of listening to a cut from a 

disk on a small stereo unit while turn 
ing pages in a slick book now seem 
so passe.

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RIAA On The First Half Courts Decide Music Issues: 
23% More Gold Recordings 
NEW YORK - Gold record awards 
certifications during the first half of 
1972 were up more than 23% over the 
corresponding period in 1971, ac- 
cording to the Recording Industry t Association of America. 

In the first six months of 1972, 
RIAA certified awards for 85 re- 
cordings, 54 albums and 31 singles. 
During the same period in 1971, cer- 
tifications were granted to 69 re- 
cordings, 47 albums and 22 singles. 

To obtain RIAA certification for a 
gold record award, a company must 
submit to an audit by an independent 
firm of certified public accountants. 
To qualify, a single must have a mini- 
mum sale of one million copies; an 

a album must have a minimum sale of 
$1 million at the manufacturer's level 
for the record and/or its counterparts 
on pre-recorded tape. 

Gold record awards were given to 
the following singles during the first 
half of 1972:

Macaulay's 
U.S. Lawyers 
Fed. Action 
NEW YORK-English writer Tony 
Macaulay's American counsel, Kurtz 
& Vassallo of New York, report that 
they will attempt to enforce the de- 
cision obtained in England by Justice 
Plowman, Vice Chancelor of the High 
Court, against A. Schroeder Music, 
in a companion case pending in Fed- 
eral Court in New York. 

Justice Plowman ruled that the 
exclusive writer's agreement made by 
Macaulay with the Schroeder organ- 
ization in 1966 be set aside as against 
public policy. The Court also held that 
there is an implied obligation on the 
part of the music publishers not to 
diminish song -writers' royalties by 
channeling receipts through affiliate 
organizations throughout the world. 

The Court found that it was "there- 
fore reasonable for the writer to as- 
sume (that a) fundamental breach 
had already taken place (and that) 
the publisher would continue to ac- 
count on an unfair royalty basis." 

Macaulay is the writer of such hits 
as "Love Grows Where My Rose- 
mary Goes" and "Last Night I Didn't 
Sleep At All."

3 Yr Sentence 
For Man In 
Pirate Case 
NEW YORK -A man in Memphis 
convicted of mail fraud and interstate 
transportation of counterfeit labels 
has been sentenced to three years in 
prison. 

The defendant, Robert Richard 
Schultz, also did business as Robert 
Richard and Robert Craig. He was 
convicted of shipping 780 pre- 
recorded tape cartridges bearing 
counterfeit labels from Orlando, Flor- 
ida, to Memphis. The mail fraud char- 
ges stemmed from his having caused 
the recipient of the tapes to mail a 
check for more than $2,000 for the 
bootleg merchandise. 

U.S. District Court Judge Robert 
M. McRae, Jr., said that Schultz has 
masterminded the interstate bootleg- 
ging operation. 

Schultz's arrest and prosecution 
followed the submission of informa- 
tion on his activities by the Recording 
Industry Association of America to 
Federal authorities.

NEW YORK - On July 26, Judge 
Robert C. Zampano of the United 
States District Court for Connecticut 
issued an injunction prohibiting 
unauthorized performances by The 
Contemporary Mission, Inc. and its 
members, of The Who's rock opera, 
Tommy.

CA/Buddah Win 
Court OK On 
Mag Concept 
NEW YORK - Current Audio, the 
new audio magazine being distributed 
by Buddah Records, has won a major 
court decision that upholds CA's 
rights to publish as a magazine con- 
cept. 

Judge Harry Frank of the State 
Supreme Court last week denied RCA 
Records a temporary and permanent 
injunction against the sale of the LP. 
RCA's answer to a CA/Buddah action 
to prevent RCA from attempting to 
stop the sale of the first issue of CA 
was based on its contention that it 
had exclusive rights to Elvis Presley's 
performances and image on re- 
cordings. CA's first issue contains a 
photo of Presley on the back -sleeve 
and excerpts from his New York 
press conference last June. 

Judge Frank stated that he did not 
regard Presley's remarks at the press 
conference as a "performance." ". 
it appears," Judge Frank decided, 
"that defendant's exclusive rights do 
not cover every utterance by Presley, 
and indeed it is questionable whether 
any such broad covenant could in any 
event be sustained .. ' 

Judge Frank, denying RCA's con- 
tention that CA was not a magazine 
but simply a record and, as such 
deserving of no greater protection 
than a commodity such as chewing 
gum and thus in violation of Presley's 
"right of publicity," stated: "The rec- 
ord which is a part of plaintiff's pub- 
lication is as much involved in the 
dissemination of information and 
matters of public interest as are . 

other recognized media and, as such, 
entitled to equivalent protection." 

Knight Wins 
Round In 
GFR Action 
NEW YORK - Terry Knight has 
won a motion to disqualify John L. 
Eastman and his law firm from rep- 
resenting Grand Funk Railroad in the 
multi -million dollar lawsuits between 
Knight and the group. 

In a decision reached by the New 
York Supreme Court, the honorable 
Wilfred A. Waltemade granted a mo- 
tion disqualifying Eastman and the 
law firm of Eastman & Eastman from 
appearing as lawyers for the members 
of Grand Funk Railroad. 

In reaching his decision, Justice 
Waltemade said "in view of the char- 
ges leveled against these attorneys in 
the complaint it is obvious that they 
ought to be called as witnesses in this 
action. 

"No mitigating circumstances have 
been presented which would warrant 
any deviation from the disciplinary 
rule ... of The Code of Professional 
Responsibility adopted by the New 
York State Bar Association." 

The rule states: "A lawyer shall 
not accept employment in contem- 
plated or pending litigation if he 
knows or it is obvious that he or a 
lawyer in his firm ought to be called 
as a witness...." 

Knight has sued GFR and Eastman 
over representation of the group.

SHOWER OF STARS-George Har- 
rison, Ringo Starr, Cat Stevens, Nils- 
son and more than a dozen different 
rock groups in the London area were 
guests of Columbia Records through- 
out their Convention held here last 
week. During many of the breaks of 
the banquet evening, while artists 
were setting up their instruments for 
the next set, Clive Davis, Columbia 
president, told the Columbia story to 
these artists and directed many of his 
comments specifically to them, sug- 
gesting (without saying so in so many 
words) that when contract renewal 
time comes around, "think Columbia." 
With the bidding for super stars fre- 
quently at a stand-off in the dollars 
department, it appears that compa- 
nies will be using all sorts. of other 
techniques to put their firms best 
foot forward in an effort to win top 
stars. 

Rights to the Stigwood production 
have been sold for every theatre - 
producing country in the world, and a 
motion picture version of "Superstar" 
is in preparation with filming on lo- 
cation in Israel. The Norman 
Jewison-Robert Stigwood production 
will be directed by Jewison. 

The Broadway production has an 
accumulative gross so far of $4,450,- 
546. The Los Angeles production 
opened June 2 at Universal City's 3,- 
800 seat amphitheatre in the hills 
above Hollywood, performing before 
the nation's largest legitimate theatre 
audience. Both Broadway and Los 
Angeles ventures, the only author- 
ized, full -staged productions in this 
country, were staged by director Tom 
O'Horgan. 

The original concert version of the 
opera began a three-week sell-out en- 
gagement at the John F. Kennedy 
Center for the Performing Arts in 
Washington, D.C. The company 
played there until July 23 and cel- 
ebrated its first anniversary on July 
12, the date of its sell-out opening 
engagement. 

Since that night, the company has 
played 454 performances in 155 cities 
across the United States, grossing $8,- 
241,000. Another concert version, 
mounted by the Stigwood Organiza- 
tion last fall, has played 100 cities in 
39 weeks for a total gross of $4,340,- 
245. 

Stigwood has set the long-awaited 
London opening for Aug. 9 at the 
West End's Palace Theatre. Jim Shar- 
man, who staged the Sydney produc- 
tion in Australia, has been assigned 
by Stigwood to repeat his chores for 
the London engagement. 

Other countries in which "Jesus 
Christ-Superstar" is now playing or 
already played, include Australia, 
Brazil, Denmark, West Germany, 
France, Sweden, Norway, Yugoslavia 
and Rhodesia. There are in prepara- 
tion at the present time, productions 
for Finland, Austria, Switzerland, 
Belgium, Argentina, Chile, Venezuela, 
New Zealand, Hong Kong, Holland 
and Italy. 

Meanwhile, the original Decca re- 
cording of "Jesus Christ-Superstar" 
has reached a world-wide sale of 
more than 4,500,000 copies, represen- 
ting $35,000,000 in American sales 
alone. The rock opera has lyrics by 
Tim Rice and music by Andrew 
Lloyd -Webber.

Describing a J. Geils set is like 
trying to explain a typhoon.

Peter Wolfe, out front on the vocals, 
scampering around the stage like a 
jack -rabbit, able to leap tall build- 
ings in a single bound (well, maybe 
two!) ; J. Geils himself, almost un- 
obtrusive visually for much of the set 
but playing the kind of guitar that 
is startling in its originality and. 
blinding in its intensity. And the 
other members of the band working 
it on out too. Beautiful. 

For the record, the group concen- 
trated on material from their two 
Atlantic albums, scoring heavily with 
"Looking For A Love," "Cruising 
For Love," "I Can't Do My Home- 
work," and the old Contours blasto 
"First I Look At The Purse."

Style & Technology Merge

vances have created room for new 
styles of playing, and new playing 
styles have created additional direc- 
tions for equipment designers. Since a 
successful synthesist must be current 
on both style and technology, the Arp 
Instrument Co., a leading synthesizer 
manufacturer, has been sponsoring 
free weekly seminars concerning cur- 
rent synthesizer trends. 

Kenneth Bichel is teaching the 
course, which deals in the principles 
behind all brands of synthesizers, in- 
cluding Moog, Buchla, Putney and 
E.M.S. as well as Arp. These princi- 
ples are applicable to those with or 
without knowledge of music theory. 
Giving his lectures and demonstra- 
tions from his electronically -equipped 
studio at 253 W. 72 St. (Telephone:

Instrument Among Instruments 

Bichel feels that the synthesizer is 
now finally receiving the acceptance it 
merits, although it has been in exis- 
tence for a number of years. "The 
synthesizer has become an instrument 
among instruments, which is its real- 
istic role," claims Bichel. "When syn- 
thesizers first came into the public 
eye, they were treated as novelty in- 
straments. They were thought of as 
things that could make wierd noises, 

so they were used to recreate the top 
pop hits of the time (such as "Hey 
Jude" and "Little Green Apples"), 
only with funny noises. There were 
only so many albums that could be 
made with weird -sounding versions of 
pop songs before the novelty wore 
off." 

"But as style caught up to technol- 
ogy," Bichel continued, "Many more 
creative musicians learned to channel 
their talents through synthesizers. 
When rock & rollers like Pete Town- 
shend (The Who), soul artists like 
Stevie Wonder, and jazzmen like Mike 
Mendell (Larry Coryell Group) began 
using synthesizers, they created orig- 
inal material which used the synthe- 
sizer as an integral part of their mu- 
sic rather than just a novelty sound 
on top." 

Portability 

And as more musicians began using 
electronic equipment, the technolo- 
gists began to further understand the 
musicians' needs, and subsequently 
designed equipment that was more 
portable and easier to play in person. 
One of the technologists largely re- 
ponsible for these developments is 
David Friend, the vice president of 
Arp, who conducts his affairs from 
the firm's Boston office. He has 
worked closely with Bichel, Kingsley 
and other synthesists over the past 
few years, modifying and innovating 
Arp's various designs. In addition to 
being instrumental in the color -coded 
tone circuits on Arp's early models, 
Friend has helped refine two recent 
Arp models, the Odyssey and the So- 
loist. Both weigh about 25 pounds 
and are as portable as electric pianos 
and organs, making them feasible for 
musicians on tour. The Odyssey has a 
tone patchboard for the technically - 
oriented player, while the Soloist has 
tones that can be achieved by the flick 
of a switch, which makes it viable for 
players who prefer not to bother with 
electronic circuitry, but still like to 
use synthesized sound. Also, the So- 
loist has a touch -sensitive keyboard 
which can achieve dynamics unavail- 
able on most organs and electric pi -

anos. (Most electric keyboards are 
volume controlled by a foot pedal 
rather than by how hard each key is 
struck by each finger, as is the case 
with traditional pianos and the So- 
loist. With a touch sensitive key- 
board, the fingers can create different 
volume dynamics rather than one 
overall sound level.) The Odyssey and 
the Soloist are priced around $1,000, 
an accessible price for most rock 
groups. 

Friend stresses that "when you say 
synthesizer, it shouldn't apply to any 
certain instrument. Even voices can 
be synthesized. On the first cut of his 
recent `Music Of My Mind' album, 
Stevie Wonder says `Arp' with his 
voice processed through a ring modu- 
lator." Recently touring with the Rol- 
ling Stones, Wonder devoted a seg- 
ment of his live set to a jam between 
his synthesized voice and keyboard. 

Educational use 

Friend maintains that in addition to 
pop music, a large market for synthe- 
sizers lies in the educational field. The 
majority of colleges and universities 
throughout the country now feature 
electronic music courses, and a large 
percentage of these schools have pur- 
chased synthesizers for their courses. 

The popularity increase can be 
reflected in straight sales figures. 
Last year, Arp sold about $900,000 
worth of equipment, with the second 
half of the year responsible for the 
bulk of the sales. After the first six 
months of this year, which are pre- 
sumably the slower half, Arp has to- 
talled $700,000 in product sale, which 
projects to a sizeable yearly increase. 
With the upward sales trend and the 
availability of production line models 
of the Odyssey and Soloist, Arp plans 
to become a public firm in September, 
a move that no synthesizer company 
has achieved to date. 

Arps have been used on over 50 
current albums, including Elton 
John's "Honky Chateau" LP on Uni, 
which tops the Cash Box album 
charts this week. Other performers 
who own and use Arps include the 
Beach Boys, N.Y. Rock Ensemble, 
Herbie Hancock, the Rascals, Grateful

Fantasy Aligns 
With GRT Tapes 
SUNNYVALE, CALIF. - Saul 
Zaentz, president of Fantasy Records, 
and Tom Bonetti, GRT Music Tapes 
president, have entered into an exclu- 
sive tape duplication agreement for 
the U.S. and Canada. Fantasy will 
continue to supply its own distribu- 
tors country -wide, while GRT will act 
as a master distributor, selling to its 
present distribution network. 

Fantasy formerly placed its tape 
rights with Ampex, but the new ar- 
rangement, according to Zaentz, will 
maximize Fantasy's exposure and 
profits.

NEW YORK-RICK SPRINGFIELD: FROM DOWN UNDER TO ALL THE WAY UP 

You interview some people because you really want to talk to them, others be- 

cause people you have confidence in ask you to, promising a good story and 
interesting conversation. Only a few Insights pieces stem out of sheer curiosity. 
This happens to be one of them. It also has a most happy ending. 

Maybe you've seen the cover to Rick Springfield's Capitol LP. I did, and I wasn't 
sure I wanted to talk to someone who looked like he wanted instant recognition 
as David Cassidy's successor to the throne of teenybopdom. Undeniably gorgeous, 
he looked to be about fifteen or so, chomping at the bit to be turned loose on 

a superhall filled with screaming admiring girls, under the watchful eye of their 
moms. Listening to the record, I was pretty sure I was a bit hasty in limiting his 
appeal to the pre -pubescent. And after talking to Rick Springfield at some length, 
I was positive something quite different was about to happen, challenging all our 
preconceptions about star -making and talent "management" in the pejorative 
sense. 

First off, Rick Springfield looks to be much older than his picture. The well -over 

six foot Australian could easily pass for an "honest to goodness" rock star in any 
"respectable" band. He's 22 and at times of deep thought, he gives the im- 

pression of a year or two more-a quite acceptable age for any of your "pro- 
gressive" luminaries. Let's face it, out-and-out sex appeal is not limited to the 
AM super -idols. Alvin Lee, Jagger, Clapton and countless others are attractive 
to the FM -oriented record buyer for their physical as well as their musical endow- 
ments. And although it's been suggested that Rick cross his eyes, grow a beard 

and try to cultivate warts so that he could broaden his appeal, Springfield chooses 
to stay natural and believes his music will prove he's not just another pretty 
face. "I hope people won't be small-minded enough to be put off by a cover .. . 

HOLLYWOOD-TWELVE YEARS IN THE LIFE OF DONNY TROIANO 
Domenic Troiano is not now, and may never be, a household word. But he 

doesn't much care. What is important is that, after 12 years of guerilla warfare 
in the rock 'n' roll jungles, the 26 -year -old guitarist -composer -singer has finally 
achieved a good measure of mental and financial security. Eight months ago he 
joined the popular James Gang (replacing Joe Walsh), and a few weeks ago 
Mercury released Don's debut album as a solo artist. 

Today things are going extremely well for Troiano who, a year ago, swore 
he'd never join another rock band "as long as I live." The decision was prompted 
by the break-up of Bush, a group that (in one form or another) Don had been an 
integral part of for more than six years. "When Bush broke -up," Troiano recalls, 
"I guess I was about as down mentally as I've ever been. I think what got to me 
more than anything was having to watch musicians who were that good, who 
were that dedicated, getting blown out. The only thing that enabled me to keep 
myself together was my personal philosophy. For me the whole trip boils down 
to this: there's the music business and the music itself. If you're in it primarily 
for the money, then when things go sour you can bum yourself out completely. 
But if your first and foremost concern is the music itself, then somehow you 
manage to keep yourself together." He laughed: "I'm sure that sounds very high- 
flown and idealistic, but if I didn't really believe it, I would have switched to 
some other profession a long time ago." 

Domenico Michaele Antonio "Mimo" Troiano was born in Modugno, Italy, 
but he and his family emigrated to Toronto when Don was three. As a teeny -bop - 
per in the late 1950s he "... was crazy about Little Richard, Chuck Berry and 
Jerry Lee Lewis. I used to listen to all the r&b coming over the radio from 
Buffalo. Remember The Hound? ... George Lorenz . .. That cat and his music

I am my music and that's that . . . But I guess I've always had a hang-up of 
wanting everyone to like me." 

That's a tall order, especially as musical snobbery pervades the current state of 
public and press opinion. But the more you listen to his first LP, the more you 
become convinced that here is at long last a talent to challenge our most deep - 
running prejudices. There's a lot of different music to Rick Springfield and just 
about all of it leads you to expect nothing but big things from him. 

Let's start off with the obvious. Rick sings, but basically he is a musician who 
writes all his own material and plays everything from guitar and banjo to piano 
and harpsichord. Now, without even listening, you've got to know that this wide 
range of talent is going to turn this industry around. There has never been a 

teenage idol known for anything but looking good and vocalizing the most basic 
of heartthrobbing lovesongs. Springfield played all the instruments on his LP. 

Well. He has written lyrics that seem to be simple enough, but almost always 
deal with at least two ideas simultaneously when scrutinized. Kind of the musical 
analog to "Animal Farm," his story can be read on all levels, from fairy tale to 
literary/historical documentary. We have never been asked to do this before. 
Are we up to the task? 

His reception in his native land implies that it can be done, that you can 
please the masses as well as initially befuddle the critics, and then cause them 
to change their sometimes limited view of things. He's won just about every 
Australian poll imaginable: from the readers' own Go Set and TV Week awards 
("best Australian guitarist," '71 and '72) to the country's National Broadcasting 
Award (where DJs voted him the best songwriter of this year). And Rick credits 
the confidence of Disc magazine's Australian -born critic, Michele Driscoll with 
bringing him to the attention of the industry in England and here. 

Springfield is no newcomer to the scene, however. He has put in 41/2 solid 
years with groups of all sizes and shapes and has in the course of things played 
everything from blues and Led Zep-type boogie to the cabaret circuit in as un- 

likely a place as Viet Nam. The Australians hailed him in his most recent group, 
Zoot (who had a number of hard -sounding, inventive top charters locally) and 
they have hailed him solo even more vociferously. But in line with getting "every- 
one" to like him, he's moved his base of operations to Hollywood to get at the

influenced me a lot. But at that time rock 'n' roll w -s where it was at in Toronto. 
The first group I ever saw in person was Johnny Rhythm & the Suedes, a local 
band whose lead guitarist was a young kid named Robbie Robertson." 

At 14 Don started working out on guitar, and two years later he "turned pro" 
as a member of a hot Toronto group called Robbie Lane & the Desciples. A 

year later Rompin' Ronnie Hawkins (the undisputed "King" of Canadian rock 'n' 
roll) invited Robbie and the other Desciples to work for him, following the 
departure of his original "Hawks," who eventually gained fame as the Band. For 
17 -year -old Don Troiano it was a heavy move. "There I was, lead guitarist for a 

dude I had lined up to see three years earlier. I didn't make much-$125 a 

week-but I learned a lot from Hawkins, and I grew up pretty damn fast in the 
eight months we were with him." 

In late 1964, after leaving Hawkins, Don gravitated to a little club called the 
Blue Note, the focal point of Toronto's r&b scene. There he met and worked 
with drummer Whitey Glan, bassist Don Elliot, organist Joe Chirowski and singer 
George Oliver. A year later, after backing -up such artists as the Supremes, The 
Righteous Brothers, Stevie Wonder and others who made it to the Blue Note, 
Don and his colleagues split to try things on their own as the Five Rogues. 

But getting work was tough. The Rogues were into r&b while the Top -40 - 
oriented bands had a virtual lock on most ears. For five months they backed 
popular Toronto -based vocalist David Clayton -Thomas, gaining a measure of 
exposure they would have otherwise been denied (which Don describes as "a 
valuable, but basically, interim trip"). 

Then in early '66 things started to happen for the group. The man responsible 
was Randy Markowitz, a slick, dynamic and media -wise entrepreneur who became 

their manager. The group's name was changed to the Mandala, Markowitz 
engineered an amazing hype campaign, the band caught fire in Canada and, 

before the year was out, they were under contract to Chess Records, a label the 

group felt was perfect for their r&b-oriented music. 
But things quickly went sour. "It was a frustrating experience," Troiano recalls. 

"Marshall Chess had seen us and dug us for what we were doing, but we wound 
up being released through KR Records, a label his father had set up with 
Koppelman-Rubin in an attempt to crack the white market. Koppelman and

Rubin tried to put us on a teeny -bop trip musically, we resisted, noses were put 
out of joint and the up -shot was the release of two singles, one cut our way, one 
theirs, which went nowhere. We decided to get out of our contract." 

Finally, a then -heavy L.A. deejay who flipped over the group, hyped them to 
Atlantic, who bought the album from Decca and released it in July of '68. It died. 
A year later the Mand:la broke up, and Don had to start all over again. After 
resting in Toronto for a while, letting psychic wounds heal, Don, Roy Kenner 
(the vocalist -writer who had replaced Georgie Oliver and who is himself now a 

member of the James Gang), drummer Whitey Glan and bassist Prakash John 
split for Phoenix where they stayed on a friend's ranch. They started writing 
and playing and decided to give it another shot as a group. Calling themselves 
Bush, the long-time friends came to the attention of Red Foster, who signed them 
to a management contract. Again, things looked promising. An album was re- 

corded for Dunhill, Bush toured with Three Dog Night and, as usual, the group 
received a good deal of critical praise. But Bush failed to happen commercially, 
and trips were going down on the business end that Don, still somewhat bitter, 
is reluctant to talk about in detail. 

He will discuss, however, one particular trip that went down. "During that 
year, 1970, I wrote a song called 'I Can Hear You Callin,' which wound up as the 
B-side of the Dog's single 'Joy To The World' and was also on their album 
'Naturally'. Now, that single sold over 3 million copies, I think, and God only 
knows how the album did. But I still haven't seen a cent. Not a cent. This situa- 
tion is part of the whole trip that went down while we were with Reb, and my 
lawyer is still working on it. But I should point out that Three Dog are in no way 
involved themselves." 

In July of '71, with Bush's dissolution and his decision never to join another 
group seemingly -irrevocable, Don decided to cut his own album. The project 
proved to be both therapeutic and satisfying. "I wrote the songs, arranged the 
album, chose the musicians and co -produced with Kieth Olsen, who, by the way, 
is a genius. A lot of good friends helped make it possible for me to cut this 
album . . . people like Joe Gottfried, the other guys from Bush and Kieth, to 
name a few ... and I'm basically pleased with the way it turned out. A lot of the 
songs are drawn from my past experiences, but it is far from being strictly auto- 
biographical. It was fun to make, and if it sells, well, that will be an added 
bonus". 

After turning down an offer to join Edgar Winter's band last fall, Don finally 
accepted an offer to become part of the James Gang. He joined in late December 
and, at his suggestion, his old friend Roy Kenner was added a couple of weeks 
later. 

Yes, things look very good for Donny Troiano. He's part of a stable, established 
rock act, his solo album is getting some attention and last week Mercury released 
his first single. It's entitled "The Wear and The Tear on My Mind," and the 
running time is two minutes and 49 seconds.

vast American audience. ("You can't do things in half -measure.") Both his 
"Speak To The Sky" single and his Capitol LP are bulleted and starred all over 
the place; yet he doesn't plan to go on the road here until January or so. By 

then, he hopes to have lined up a band (bass, guitr, drums, organ) that he 

can really relate to. And right now, the teen mags are after him in a big way.

His management's confidence in Rick extends to allowing him to talk freely 
with interviewers without their presence or th -t of a Capitol representative within 
earshot. So if this is "image -building," it's a kind we've never run across before. 
Without publicists and backers breathing down his neck or whispering in his ear, 
Springfield can and does come off a very genuine, very sincere individual. One 

who enjoys not being asked about his favorite color, food or his ideal girl. There 
is a bit of the boyish in him, but it's of a most contemplative sort. 

"Why are so many of my songs sad? Well really, they're all a 'nice' sad. I can 

enjoy being sad-does that sound strange? I mean, when I am sad, I can 

easily get into a writing mood. When I'm happy, I'd much rather go bicycle riding 
or something. The writing part of me is newest-up until Zoot, I was always 
the youngest in the groups I played in and so never really got a chance to 
develop my own ideas. Now I can be myself and I'm learning to really appreciate 
that." 

There are plans besides music in his future. Acting seems a likely choice. 

Although that's pretty far off and he's taking acting lessons now so that he can 

have something to offer besides his name when the time comes. And he insists 

that if and when he joins the faces of the screen, it will be in a variety of roles 

and not in pictures "built around" him, as has been the case with the previous 

pop idols who have taken on Hollywood in a big way. "But music is what I want 

to think about right now." 
We don't mean to put down Cassidy, The Osmonds, Bobby Sherman and other 

idols of the ultra -youth set. They do what they do amazingly well. It's just that 

Rick Springfield seems to be a different kind of idol. We'll have to define a new 

category just for him. He's gonna mess up some minds in more ways than one.
