Correcting Ills On An 
Individualized Basis 

More than 1300 tradesters who at- 
tended the recent NARM convention 
are now into their second work -week 
since the meetings and are hopefully 
aware that that $20 billion industry 
predicted by Larry Uttal in his keynote 
address will be more fancy than fact 
if the industry doesn't begin to act 
like it can command such volume or 
something close to it. 

The NARM meet reiterated and, for 
some, brought to light a steady flow 
of problems that, in a phrase that best 
suits the illnesses, is "eroding the 
confidence" of trade and consumer 
alike in terms of profitability and re- 
spect for the industry's wares. 

For tradesters who viewed the con- 
vention with seriousness of purpose 
(conventions always draw the hangers- 
on), their attendance at various 
speeches, seminars and rap sessions 
was a matter of digesting an endless 
stream of statistics and complaints, 
most of which, were presented in a 
frank manner. Pick an area in the 
business and a major problem arises, 
whether its pricing, piracy, the indie 
distributor and even what should be 
the bright prospects of quad sound 
and the video disk. Some offered solu- 

tions which were not necessarily to be 
taken as general answers to the in- 
dustry's ills. What may work for a few 
may not hold for the industry as a 

whole. For in individual circumstances 
the same solutions do not apply. 

But, everybody wants answers, and 
they're not easy to come by. There is, 
however, an underlying base to every- 
body's operation. And that is, to re- 
peat ourselves, profitability and con- 
sumer respect for the industry's prod- 
uct. 

Without these two components, 
there is no future, much less a worth- 
while present. We believe that most 
of the NARM talk was stimulating 
enough to provoke investigation into 
their own operations by all factors in 
the business represented at NARM. 
NARM conventions may not be the 
ultimate source of solutions to the in- 
dustry's ailments. Suffice to say that 
they raise questions and often can 
claim a good deal of rationale. If 
answers for everybody are not readily 
at hand, the individual may be able 
to uncover some solutions by a de- 
tailed shakedown of his own setup and 
how it relates to profits and consumer 
confidence.

Col. Sees More Youth Interest

Davis Cites Objectives 
NEW YORK - Taking classical mu- 
sic out of the non -youth atmosphere 
of the "concert hall" and into a less 
traditional showcase was a major 
theme of the Columbia Records - 
sponsored classical happening at Ra- 
dio City Music Hall starting at 12 
midnight OR Friday, Mar. 2.

Davis says, "that we took classical 
music out of the traditional institu- 
tions so that it doesn't have to be 
performed in one type of place, but 
can be equally exciting in any place 
that can guarantee the type of sound 
best suited for classical music." 

Davis made judgement on the 
sizable youth turn -out by declaring 
that "in the growing sophistication 
of rock music the transition to classic 
has been appreciable. We felt that if 
this was the case, and youth was not 
attending classical concerts in the 
numbers their interest seemed to in- 
dicate, we wanted to hold a concert 
at midnight at a place that could 
guarantee us a good sound. We also 
wanted to show that given a proper 
environment youth already interested 
in classics-we weren't interested in 
converting anyone to the classics- 
would turn out. And, of course, they 
did." 

The Columbia classical move is 
also indicative of the general up- 
swing in classical sales in recent 
years. Columbia had previously re- 
ported a 40% increase in classical 
sales for 1972. Other labels with 
strong classical commitments have 
also announced similar volume in- 
creases.

Jazz Composers Claim: Works 

'In Limbo"; No Logging Depth 
NEW YORK -A crusade to place 
jazz, particularly extended works in 
the area, into the general mainstream 
of music, has been undertaken by a 
number of jazz writer -performers. 

These jazzists, led by Herbie Mann, 
claim that jazz is "in limbo" with 
regard to its placement on the Ameri- 
can musical scene. In particular, they 
are seeking, from the standpoint of 
their membership in ASCAP, what 
they feel should be a more equitable 
distribution of performance fees, con- 
tending that ASCAP is not fully mon- 
itoring their music on jazz radio, 
with special emphasis on FM outlets. 

In a letter mailed to individuals 
who will be up for election to the 
ASCAP board this week, Leonard S. 
Mietus of Mietus Copyright Manage- 
ment, states: "While this office could 
single out several jazz composers, we 
will simply illustrate the case of one, 
namely ... Herbie Mann. Herbie has 
perhaps 250 compositions with AS - 
CAP, virtually 99% of them are re- 
corded. There are no less than 40 al- 
bums on the market featuring the top 
flutist-Herbie Mann. While Mann's 
works are performed on local and FM 
stations throughout the nation, the 
usual ASCAP statements indicates a 
pick-up of perhaps five or six titles 
under the monitoring system. Unless 
Herbie comes up with a monumental 
hit-like "Memphis Underground"- 
his earnings are incredibly low via 
ASCAP. Paradoxically, his earnings 
from Atlantic Records are incredibly

Machine Invented 
NEW YORK - An electrical engi- 
neer has received a patent for a mu- 
sic vending machine that utilizes 
master recordings at a central sta- 
tion. 

With the device, Patent 3,718,906, 
the customer puts in his money and 
selects a particular recording. He 
then receives a cassette recording of 
the work he has chosen. According to 
the inventor, Robert W. Lightner, 
several companies have expressed in- 
terest in the idea.

ASCAP, BMI 
Jazz Comment 

ASCAP had the following state- 
ment to make with regard to the 
place of jazz in its monitoring sys- 
tem: 

Various formats in terms of musi- 
cal content are used by radio sta- 
tions. The ASCAP survey system is 
designed to reflect the music used in 
all kinds of formats. The extent to 
which stations with any particular 
kind of format come into the sample 
is commensurate with income received 
by ASCAP from those stations; thus, 
the stations with a jazz format come 
into the sample in proportion to the 
money received by ASCAP for those 
stations. 

The survey in this form was ae- 
signed by an independent survey or- 
ganization-the Joel Dean Associ- 
ates. FM stations were included in the 
survey at the beginning and are 
presently included, and so are stations 
of any type of format including jazz. 
The survey is updated each year and, 
as a matter of fact, it is presently 
being reviewed as part of a continu- 
ing process. 

In regard to the special weighting 
given to symphonic works, this deter- 
mination was made some years ago 
and was based on the fact that sym- 
phonic works had less frequent access 
to public performances licensed by the 
Society than works in more popular 
idioms-including jazz and jazz - 
related fields. In addition, it is often 
difficult to distinguish precisely be- 
tween jazz and jazz -oriented pop and 
pop itself. This matter has been re- 
viewed several times and is not closed 
for future re-evaluation to determine 
whether some change is appropriate. 

BMI Comment 

According to a spokesman from 
BMI, extended jazz works receive 
multiple credits as long as they are 
performed in their entirety. "Jazz 
works have been evaluated with clas- 
sics as far back as I can remember," 
the spokesman added.

Post was formerly associated with 
NMC Corp. as vp, and Pasin has pre- 
viously been associated with Premier 
Albums and Radiant Cassette. Their 
firm is located at 1619 Broadway in 
New York. 

Cohn: Looking For The 
Communicators of Tomorrow 
HOLLYWOOD - With his first four 
albums in release and a hefty mer- 
chandising campaign under way, Lar- 
ry Cohn took a few minutes last 
week to reflect on the six months or 
so he has served as Playboy Records' 
exec vice president and the role he 
sees the company playing in today's 
crowded market. 

To the question, why another rec- 
ord company? Cohn replied, "Be- 
cause there's plenty of room for an- 
other creative force in this business, 
and because there's always a good 
deal of talent around-and I mean 
talent of a substantial nature. When 
it comes to talent, we're very much in 
the market, looking for the communi- 
cators of tomorrow." 

Four of them, represented in Play- 
boy's initial release, are an excep- 
tionally "communicative" singer/ - 
songwriter named Laurie Kaye Co- 
hen, soul brother Sam Russell, a 
shouter with jack -hammer drive 
named Sharon Cash, and a bunch of 
sturdy rockers known collectively as 
Brownstone. 

"It took us six months to put out 
this release," Cohn said, "but that's 
because we're not interested in just 
making master purchases when we 
can find artists to build, that is ar- 
tists who will be viable performers in 
future years. That's the real key to 
this business. 

Artist Roster Limits 

"With the majors seemingly get- 
ting bigger and merging into even 

larger conglomerates, I feel that many 
artists today are shying away from 
them and looking for more person- 
alized treatment elsewhere. And 
that's where we come in. Even 
though we're part of a very large 
company - a world-wide organiza- 
tion, in fact-I want to keep this 
part of it small and family sized. I 
don't want the artist roster ever to 
exceed two dozen, so I can give every 
artist we come up with a good shot. 

"We're putting that roster together 
now, with the purpose of creating an 
across-the-board label with artists in 
every category. Believe me, we're lis- 
tening to everything that comes in- 
and we're out there looking. By July 
we should have a regular release pat- 
tern of three LPs a month." 

Meanwhile Cohn, backed by the 
chief of Playboy's overall entertain- 
ment program, Sal Iannucci, is in the 
envious position of being able to 
draw on the international resources 
of the parent company. In Iannucci 
he also has the advantage of working 
with a man with record experience 
who can see, in Cohn's words, that 
"to commit to the record business, as 
Playboy has, is to commit to a lon- 
gevity situation. Like any other facet 
of the entertainment business, it 
takes time and money. You can't just 
build a record company in six months 
or a year."

Motown's Abner Says Label 

Committed To Indie Dist. 
HOLLYWOOD-During a period of 
widespread criticism leveled at inde- 
pendent distributors, E. G. Abner, II, 
president of Motown Records, has 
come out strongly in favor of inde- 
pendent distributors. Abner made his 
statement at a specially called meet- 
ing of Motown distributors in Los 
Angeles following the NARM con- 
vention held in that city. 

"Independent manufacturers and in- 
dependent distributors working in 
unison have helped build the great 
industry we have today. The inde- 
pendents opened up this industry to 
new creative talent and new entre- 
preneurs." Abner continued, "I don't 
think any of us want to go back to 
the days when four or five companies 
controlled the business and the total 
volume was less than one hundred 
million dollars." 

Warning 
Abner warned that an independent 

distributor today would survive only 
if he delivered a full range of top 
quality promotion and distribution 
services. But those distributors who 
will deliver top quality service are 
essential to the continued growth of 
the industry as a whole. 

Abner said, "Top quality distribu- 
tors helped build Motown and those 
are the distributors to whom we want 
to deliver the top quality product in 
which we are going to invest huge 
sums this year."

In Pirate Suit 
NEW YORK - The 10th Circuit 
U.S. Court of Appeals has reversed a 
Federal judge's order refusing a mo- 
tion by a group of labels to keep a 
pirate action under state court juris- 
diction and vacating a temporary in- 
junction. 

Last Nov., R. A. Ridges Distribu- 
ting, Inc. and Tape Head Co. of Salt 
Lake City sought to have the action 
transferred from a state court to a 
Federal District Court, and were suc- 
cessful. Upon appeal, the labels have 
won state jurisdiction in the case and 
have had re -instated a temporary in- 
junction against the defendents. 

Julian Abeles, 
Music Lawyer 
Dies At 80 
NEW YORK - Julian T. Abeles, the 
lawyer who dealt in music copyrights 
for 50 years, died here last week (6) 
in Presbyterian Hospital at the age of 
80. 

As a senior partner in the law firm 
of Abeles & Clark, Abeles had been 
active in recent years in the industry's 
fight against recording piracy as 
counsel the Harry Fox Agency, the 
music publisher representative, and 
the Music Publishers Association. 

In 1924, Abeles gained attention by 
winning a plagiarism suit by the 
writers and publishers of "Dardenel- 
la," who claimed that the Jerome 
Kern song, "Kalua," had copied the 
bass style of the hit. 

Abeles also represented The Big 3 
(Robbins -Feist -Miller) Music and E. 
B. Marks Music. He was also a mem- 
ber of the panel established by the 
Library of Congress to revise the 
Copyright Act, and was a trusteee of 
the Copyright Society of the U.S. 

Abeles is survived by his wife, 
Rose, and two granddaughters. 

Gaye, Smokey Robinson, Rare Earth, 
The Supremes, Eddie Kendricks, Da- 
vid Ruffin, Junior Walker, The Mira- 
cles, and others, Motown, according 
to Abner, expects to have the strong- 
est album and single lineup in the 
company's history. He also told the 
distributors, "those are the sure 
things on which we expect your max- 
imum effort. We also have some in- 
credible new talent which we expect 
you to help us break. If we can do 
those things together, we will all be 
strong." 

Abner indicated that there would 
be "no more free rides" for anybody 
associated with Motown. "We will re- 
lease only quality product," he said, 
"and we expect maximum effort for 
every release." 

Abner expressed concern about the 
trend toward larger companies and 
conglomerates in the industry wiping 
out competition and the opportunity 
for the small man. 

ABC Dunhill 
Consolidates 
Publishing Div. 
HOLLYWOOD - Eddie Lambert, 
general manager of ABC/Dunhill 
Publishing, has announced this week 
the immediate consolidation of all its 
publishing companies into one ASCAP 
and one BMI firm. 

In essence, the move will incorpo- 
rate all songs that were previously 
controlled by Trousdale Music Pub- 
lishers, Inc., Pamco Music, Inc., West - 
par Music Corp., and Porgie Music, 
Inc., into ABC/Dunhill Music, Inc. 
(BMI) Those songs that have been 
copyrighted through Wingate Music 
Corp. and Ampco Music, Inc., will 
now be incorporated into American 
Broadcasting Music Inc. (ASCAP) 

One of the major benefits seen by 
shifting into this new formation is 
the ease with which any song can be 
identified as falling under the um- 
brella of ABC/Dunhill Publishing. It 
will also clarify the total control and 
strength of the company. 

Jerry Blaine 

Dies At 62 
NEW YORK - Jerry Blaine, for 
many years a leading figure on the 
indie label scene, died of a heart at- 
tack at his home on Long Island, NY. 
on Sat. Mar. 3. He was 62. 

Blaine, a former bandleader, was 
president of the Jubilee/Josie group 
of labels, which fell under the tag of 
Jubilee Industries as his company 
diversified into such areas as record 
pressing. His company owned Mon- 
arch, a large west coast pressing 
plant which was eventually sold to 
Viewlex, Inc. 

Blaine also made his mark in the 
distribution area, being a pioneer in 
the setting up of a branch concept, 
Cosnat Distributing, for an indie la- 
bel. At one time, there were nine 
Cosnat offices around the country. 

The Jubilee label made its mark 
with a series of "Blooper" albums, 
consisting of "goofs" made by vari- 
ous radio and TV personalities. His 
company also sold millions of LP's by 
"blue" comedienne Rusty Warren. In 
the pop field, Jubilee/Josie registered 
with hits by Don Rondo, the Tokens, 
the Happenings, among others. Blaine 
retired from the business several 
years ago. 

Blaine is survived by his wife, 
Anne, his son, Steve, two daughters, 
his father, Harry Block, and two 
brothers, Ben and Elliot. A funeral 
service was held on Monday, Mar. 5, 
at the Nassau North Chapels in Great 
Neck, N.Y.

record of the year award (for "The 
First Time Ever I Saw Your Face," 
which also brought an award to writ- 
er Ewan MacColl as songof the 
year) and the award for st pop 
performance by a duo with Donny 
Hathaway (for "Where Is The 
Love?"). Atlantic's Aretha Franklin 
also was doubly honored: as top fe- 
male r&b vocalist (for the LP, 
"Young, Gifted And Black") and as 
best soul gospel performer (for the 
LP, "Amazing Grace"). 

The Temptations received two 
awards connected with their Gordy 
recording "Papa Was A Rolling 
Stone": best r&b vocal performance 
and best r&b instrumental per- 
formance. The work also brought 
writing honors to Barrett Strong and 
Norman Whitfield as the best r&b 
song of the year. 

Conductor Georg Solti won three 
awards in the classical category: His 
London recording of Mahler's Sym- 
phony 8 in E -flat Major (which gar- 
nered an engineering award for Gor- 
don Parry and Kenneth Wilkinson) 
was cited as the classical album of 
the year and as the best classical 
choral performance. Solti also won in 
the best classical performance by an 
orchestra category for his per- 
formance of Mahler's Symphony #7. 

Repeat Winners 

Five musicians were honored in the 
same category this year as they were 
at the 14th annual presentatioli last 
year. Aretha Franklin (Atlantic) du- 
plicated her prior success in the fe- 
male r&b vocal category. Chess' 
Muddy Waters once again walked 
away with top honors in the ethnic 
category (this year for his "The 
London Muddy Waters Session). 
Columbia's Vladimir Horowitz once 
again was honored as best classical 
instrumental soloist and Duke Elling- 
ton duplicated his prowess in the big 
band jazz category. Composer Michel 
Legrand once again was honored as 
the writer of the best pop instrumen- 
tal work (this year for "Brian's 
Song"). 

Enterprise's Isaac Hayes, who was 
cited for last year's "Shaft" won an- 
other Grammy this year for his 
"Black Moses" LP as the best pop 
instrumental performance by an ar- 
ranger, composer and choral leader. 
Charley Pride (RCA) added to his 
Grammy awards from last year by 
being cited as the best male c&w 
vocalist. 

A total of 17 label groups were 
represented in the list of 47 Grammy 
awards. RCA led the pack with nine 
awards (one of which went to their 
custom label, Wooden Nickel) ; At- 
lantic garnered seven and the Colum- 
bia/Epic group received five (two for 
the mother label, and one each for 
Philadelphia International Monument, 
and Stax-affiliated Enterprise). 

London walked off with four 
awards while the Famous group 
(represented by one each for Dot, 
Blue Thumb and Paramount), Phono- 
gram (as represented by two for 
Mercury and one for Philips) and 
Gordy/Motown all were honored with 
three awards each. Warner Bros. re- 
ceived two Grammies as did Capitol 
(one of which honored Angel). Eight 
addition label groups each received 
one award: United Artists, Apple, 
A&M, CTI, Chess, Bell, Polydor and 
MCA (Uni). 

Balloting 

Winners of the Grammy are deter- 
mined each year on the basis of two 
rounds of balloting by the National 
Academy of Recording Arts and 
Sciences, whose more than 3,000 vot- 
ing members, all actively engaged in 
the creative aspects of recording, are 
distributed through six chapters in 
Atlanta, Chicago, Los Angeles, Mem- 
phis, Nashville, and New York. Tabu- 
lating is done in utmost secrecy by 
the independent accounting firm of 
Haskins & Sells.

"Der em gold in dem ghettos," and all you have to do to find it is to wail, 

"The World Is a Ghetto" and sell over a million copies as United Artists recording 
group War recently did. When reliable Webster defines the word ghetto as "a 
quarter of a city in which members of a minority group live because of social, 
legal, or economic pressure," this definition ironically enough applies to War's 
aegis Far Out Productions. It's originators Jerry Goldstein and Steve Gold formed 
the company when the two of them found out that they had become their own 
outre minority group. This is the story of how two disparate people, totally un- 
related and from different backgrounds, hap to form a minority group, somewhat 
motivated by economic pressure, and take two universal aversions "war" and 
"ghetto" and transform them into a money -making enterprise.. 

It all began when Jerry Goldstein was persuaded to leave New York by then 
newly formed Uni Records. Jerry didn't need to come west to prospect for gold 
since he had already garnered his share writing songs for Freddy Canon, Dee Dee 

Sharp, Chubby Checker, Dion, Jerry Butler, Pat Boone, Bobby Vee, the Belmonts, 
and the Monkees. He also produced the McCoys, the Angels, and Every Mothers 
Son. Nevertheless he sojourned to California and to Uni Records, whose motto at 
that time boasted "It's happening at Uni," unfortunately it never quite happened 
during Jerry's tenure. He produced a few of Uni's early hits like "In the Midnight 
Hour" and "The Flower Children," but Uni's rainbow at that time was predomi- 
nantly red and that's when Steve Gold entered the pernicious picture. 

Steve was a comedy writer turned accountant who was sent by MCA, figuratively, 
in a midnight hour with wreath in hand to close up Uni Records. When he arrived 
to play "coroner," as he calls it, Uni was experiencing it's first big shfccess "In- 
cense and Peppermints." This record had been a purchased master and not some- 
thing Jerry had produced. It was while Steve waited around, ledger in hand, to see 
what would happen that he met Jerry Goldstein. The two of them, as they recalled, 

NEW YORK-WILLIE MITCHELL: THE MIDAS TOUCH 
When Willie Mitchell's name is mentioned to the average Al Green fan- 

the fan who will wear out more than one copy of, "Look What You've Done 
For Me," "How Can You Mend A Broken Heart," or' "I'm Still In Love With You"- 
in many cases, the fan just responds with a kind of quizzical look, inquiringly, 
"Well, who the hell is Willie Mitchell"? Explaining that Willie Mitchell is a musician, 
a recording artist in his own right, writer and an arranger; also the vice president 
of Hi -Records usually will not prompt too much of a reaction. But, mention Willie 
Mitchell as the producer of Al Green records and the quizzical look suddenly turns 
to a rapturous smile. Anyone or anything closely associated with Al will make a 

fan fall out. 
Taking absolutely nothing away from Al Green who exploded onto the '70's 

musical arena as one helluva super -cool Black vocalist, and who also has had a 

tremendous impact on the total musical scene it is to Willie Mitchell that much 
credit must be given for putting together the sound and style that has hurdled 
Al Green into his ranking status as a super -soul star. 

Willie says, "Al is 'the Preacher', if he decided to pursue the profession, he 

would be right at home in a pulpit". Of his singing ability and talent, "Al is truly 
a great artist who can sing any song and anything in the world." This is exemplary 
of the respect and admiration Willie has for Al. On the other hand. Al feels the 
same admiration for Willie. Al seldom fails to let his audiences know that Willie 2 

Mitchell is his producer. 
Paying Ones dues 

For both of these men, success was not achieved easily. There was plenty of 
frustration, heartache and years of grinding it out at gigs throughout the country. 

For Willie Mitchell, in particular, things really began in 1959 when Joe Cuoghi 
and partners set up a label called Hi, Joe also brought Mitchell into the fold. A 

building in South Memphis, which had been a local movie house (and the engraved 
name 'Royal' is still visible on the front, although the marquee is gone) was con -

were in a state of ambiguity over what their functions were to be. Steve kept his 
hearse parked overtime while Jerry remained quiescent to see just what would 
resolve. They tallied, "Our first venture together was to leave." 

They first became poster moguls via their company, The Visual Thing. The in- 
ception of Far Out Productions can partially be attributed to some pretty pillow 
peddlers whose pillow talk spoke of Eric Burdon seeking representation. Shortly 
thereafter Eric Burdon and War (largely comprised of a rhythm section who backed 
Deacon Jones) emerged and helped launch Far Out. That was three gold albums 
ago. Eric became abeyant due to contracturai litigation and found a sort of 
amnesty in Far Out assuming other duties until his own "burdon" has been 
properly dealt with. His inauguration to the far-out minority was honed by legal 
pressure. During the interview, this poignant artist, responsible for over ten gold 
albums, sat disenchantedly mapping out a camping trip to Mexico, where he 
planned to go just to get away and spill the wine, until the whole consternating 
affair blows over. 

Another elite member of the minority is Murray Roman, the comedian, who 
possibly felt the pressure of being socially ahead of his time. He is now assisting 
the career of Far Out pactee Jimmy Weatherspoon, who will be announcing a 

record deal soon. Far Out's fourth mdmber is Terry McVay, who oversees all of 
the bookings for War. 

There's always at least one of those divergent patriarchs, either Steve or Jerry, 
who accompanies the group on the road to make sure things go smoothly and to 
see just who is War's audience. Steve opined it's everyone from Joe Namath to 
twelve -year -old teeny boppers. One thing is for sure, the group has a lot of fans 
proven by their new single, "The Cisco Kid," which preshipped a million copies. 

Goldstein and Gold (their last names alone demarcate their achievement in the 
record industry) have come a long way since their first company, The Visual Thing. 

They have also since become masters of the audio thing. If indeed the world is a 

ghetto, and we are all coinhabitants, then the most desirable solution is to pro- 

duce records a la Far Out Productions and to saunter through it's domain with 
the jingle of coin in our pockets and the jangle of toe tapping soul in our hearts.

verted into a recording studio and in '59 the studio opened with one track facili- 
ties. It was also in May of the same year that Walt Maguire, then serving as 
London Records sales chief, announced to the trade that a rockabilly single, "I'm 
So Lonely" b/w "I'll Be Alright" by Jay B. Loyd, on Hi, was to be distributed by 
London, and the Hi label is still being distributed by London. Joe Cuoghi, (who 
died in '70) was responsible for the singing of Bill Black's Combo to the newly 
formed label. Bill was one of the original members of the combo that backed 
Elvis Presley. As Presley's fame grew, personal appearances began to diminish. 
Bill, a play -by -ear guitarist struck out on his own and Cuoghi recognized Black's 
talent. The Bill Black combo, produced by Cuoghi, came up with many instru- 
mental hits. The label did come up with three gold records in the beginning and 
then went cold as an iceberg. 

Meanwhile, Mitchell was getting his thing together. Willie began playing trumpet 
at age eight, and he studied music through school and later took advanced studies 
in theory, counterpoint and arranging. 

Aside from his trumpet artistry, Willie's talent allows him to handle a trombone, 
sax, mellophone and keyboards. When Willie and his Combo were not out on 
gigs or putting it together at a local nitespot, especially during the Sixties, Willie 
was doing his thing at countless recording sessions. Sessions that had him in 

Detroit, New York, Nashville or anywhere the Mitchell horn and style was needed. 
He was on many of the Bobby Bland sessions. He also cut the first Carla Thomas 
on Stax. But, it was the Hi studio that was his major concern. 

To put the record straight, tho, it was not all records and music for Mitchell. 
There was the period of time when Willie worked in a repair plant, repairing useful 
items such as, refrigerators, television sets, radios and what have you. The 8-6 
job was also sandwiched with a 8-4 gig. He would rush home, a neat -2 story 
brick house where he spent some 18 years of his life, greet his wife, Anne, their 
two daughters and a step -son; have his dinner and be off to the gig. Arriving home 
after 4 a. m. allowed him enough time for forty winks, and, presto, it was time to 
leave for the plant. (By the way Willie and Anne.are grandparents, two boys and 
they're both adored most of the time, says Willie. 

It is his limitless energy, his experiences, coupled with his talent and love for 
the studio that has made Mitchell one of the most knowledgeable record producers 
of today. He can and does put it all together, from the very inception of the idea 
for a record, right on through to the mother laquer and the final pressing. 

1968 was a turning point for Hi Records and Willie Mitchell. Willie rode into

NEW YORK - RCA Corp. has re- 
ported record sales for 1972, includ- 
ing a net profit increase of 23% over

Sales in the fourth quarter reached

share. 

Sales for the year came to $3.9 
billion, up 9% from $3.5 billion in 
1971.

CARNEGIE HALL, NYC - Anyone 
who still thinks Loggins & Messina is 
not an act for the masses should 
have seen the looks on the young 
little faces at the early concerts dur- 
ing the duo's two-day booking here. 
The audience for these shows were 
solidly high school freshman and 
younger. It is comforting to know 
that the power of music can force an 
act's singles onto the AM airwaves. 
And it is even more comforting to be 
able to appreciate such an obviously 
crowd -pleasing contingent on musi- 
cal merits alone. 

The show has to be one of the 
slickest around. Kenny Loggins 
opens with acoustic guitar and vo- 
cals, gently working the pace up for 
Jim Messina's entrance, then that of 
the rest of the band. The Buffalo 
Springfield alumnus is a perfect con- 
trast to the bearded Loggins-while 
Kenny jumps like a corn kernel in a 
popper, Jim rarely moves from his 
position. The show doesn't look half 
as visual as it sounds. And the move- 
ment in the seats is about as ani- 
mated as it can get without assuming 
orgiastic proportions. 

In the particular set we caught, 
they offered up extended versions of 
both "Angry Eyes" and "Vahevalla" 
as well as the shorter cuts from their 
two Columbia albums. The inevitable 
encore of "Your Mama Don't Dance" 
only showed they were tired around 
the edges. At the heart of the matter, 
Loggins & Messina are the eternal 
goodtime band that knows just how 
to keep it that way. 

Dunhill's Jim Croce took some time 
getting to the crowd. Or actually, they 
took some time getting into him. 
Opening for L&M is a mixed bless- 
ing-and only an act as persistently 
entertaining as Croce's can reap the 
benefits. 

Accompanied by the ever -improving 
back-up of Mauhry Muehlheisen, Jim 
eventually brought a positive reaction 
out of L&M-fixated young -uns with 
his hits "Operator" and "You Don't 
Mess Around With Jim" as well as 
songs from his new "Life & Times" 
LP like "Roller Derby Queen." He 
didn't receive a simple encore-he was 
forced back. 

And the children went home hum - 
min' songs from both acts. So don't 
sell them short. The kids are alright.

SANTA MONICA CIVIC - It's not 
everyday that a star is born, espe- 
cially in the opinions of weary 
judgemental critics, but last week 
this auspicious event took place and 
the crowd who had actually come to 
hear Blood, Sweat & Tears was 
"blinded by the light" of brilliance 
demonstrated by new Columbia artist 
Bruce Springsteen. There he was at 
the piano, confidently singing his me- 
lodic convictions, and it was the audi- 
ence who was scared. Scared because 
here was an artist who performed 
assuredly, who was sometimes whim- 
sical, sometimes strange, but overall 
quite remarkable, and they didn't 
know who he was. That was then. 
That same audience knows about 
Bruce now, and it's quite possible 
that Columbia sold close to 2,991 cop- 
ies of his album, the seating capaci- 
ty of the civic, after that per- 
formance. 

He sang a collection of tomorrow's 
hits including his new single, "Blind- 
ed by the Light" culled from his de- 
but LP. Tremendously exciting was 
his "Spirit in the Night," a song in a 
Van Morrison genre, which featured 

Clarence Clemmons on saxophone. C. 
C. is something to see. He makes 
that sax come alive. The song that 
clearly indicated that Bruce is a 
fresh, resplendent creative force is 
his Circus Song. Maybe because it's 
risable, maybe because its exager- 
ations read true, but mostly it's a 
fabulously imaginative piece. It's the 
kind of song that would make his 
contemporaries envious that they 
didn't think of it first, or ever for 
that matter. The question to ponder 
over Springsteen's future is where 
can you go when you're a super star 
from the start? 

Next came the headliners with 
their new lead singer, Jerry Fisher. 
These forerunners of the jazz/rock 
idiom are still pleasing audiences 
with "And When I Die" and "You 
Made Me So Very Happy" along with 
newer hallmarks like "I Can't Move 
No Moutains." Even with new per- 
sonnel in the nine man group, they 
manage to live up to the stature of 
their name. Nevertheless Bruce 
Springsteen was a hard act even for 
pros like B,S&T to have to follow.

SANTA MONICA CIVIC - Three 
evidently is not a lucky number even 
for Stevie Wonder, who has done 
quite well with "Superstition," but 
even his most loyal votaries must 
have found it a difficult wait sitting 
thru two preceding acts, both of 
which must have thought they were 
the headliners. Finnegan & Wood, a 
honky-tonk blues band (no label as 
yet) seem adept enough as musi- 
cians, but their material is plainly 
jejune. Their enthusiasm for what 
they were doing was inspiring, and 
at least they have a good time even 
if they presently don't seem to offer 
the same to an audience. 

The next act, after a too -long in- 
termission, was Azteca replete with 
17 musicians. This latin -oriented act 
is visually very exciting to watch, 

but most of their tunes sound like 
their Columbia hit "Ain't Got No 
Special Woman." Since that happens 
to be a particularly good tune, it 
makes listening to its other varia- 
tions still enjoyable. 

After they encored, and the audi- 
ence experienced still another resent- 
ful respite, Stevie and his back-up 
group Wonderlove came on stage. 
Stevie opened by reverbantly singing 
one, two, three, four (no other lyr- 
ics), which must have reminded the 
audience of nearly as many intermis- 
sions they had had or of how many 
hot dogs each consumed while wait- 
ing. Stevie was good, especially on 
"If You Really Love Me," but was 
performing before a sold -out crowd 
whose spirits truly had waned.

FOLK CITY, NYC-A crowded room 
full of press people curious enough 
to see what two Chapins, one "Duelin' 
Banjo" and a former record exec - 
turned performer would sound like as 
one act were genuinely pleased to 
discover Mt. Airy-about as smooth 
a contingent as has ever debuted here. 

The musical world, in addition to 
looking for another Beatles, is also 
seeking another Lovin' Spoonful. This 
group comes as close as they care to. 
The overall vocal sound of the band, 
and their at -ease feel with their 
country -rock genre proves something 
special now and indicates an "extra - 
special" for some time to come. 

Bob Hinkle is on lead vocals and 
guitar, with occasional trips to the 
mandolin and autoharp. A former 
exec at Ampex Records (for whom 
he also recorded a fine solo LP), he 
is the group member with the most 
outward thrust of a voice. In the more 
traditionally mellow department is 
the lead of Tom Chapin, seen weekly 
as the host on a very heavy ABC 
children's show, "Make A Wash." 
Tom sticks to guitar, and has assumed 
many of the lead vocals which Bob 
took on the group's debut LP for 
Thimble (distributed by Audio Fidel- 
ity). This brother of Harry Chapin 
could well prove the focal point of the 

quartet-a position which will be a 
friendly fight to the finish because 
of the strong individual talents in- 
volved. 

Tom's brother Steve is the comedi- 
an of the group. His harmonies, both 
straight and falsetto, complete the 
group's highly identifiable vocal 
sound. His bass playing is as purpose- 
ful, and he also doubles on piano. 

Last, but certainly not least-over 
in the quiet corner-is Eric Weiss- 
berg. In the course of the evening, he 
impressed everyone on fiddle, banjo, 
electric guitar and pedal steel. The 
famed bass player from just about 
any important folk revival disk ses- 
sion you care to name has since gone 
on to "Duelin' Banjos" fame. He 
doesn't talk or sing cause he doesn't 
have to. 

In addition to their hit -sounding 
single "Grizzly Bear," and other 
strong performers from their LP, 
they displayed two new and unique 
originals: "Willie" is a strong coun- 
try reggae, while "Peanut Butter" 
came off like a cross between an early 
Motown winner and a high school 
cheer. 

Mt. Airy is indeed a musical peak 
of a band.

Lightnin' Hopkins 
CARNEGIE HALL, NYC - Some- 
one in the audience was heard com- 
paring this bill to a cream cheese 
sandwich on pimpernickel. But any- 
one who doubted that Warner's Bon- 
nie Raitt deserved to share the same 
stage with two of the world's 
greatest living bluesmen is now a 
pessimist -turned -believer. Despite a 
problematic sound system which sim- 
ply could not work for her, Ms. Raitt 
established herself as a supertalent. 
If superstardom does not follow suit 
for her, we shall put the latter term 
in a corner and never speak to it 
again. 

While it has long been established 
as axiomatic that whites can sing the 
blues, too many of them hit the stage 
like they have to construct a copious 
geometric proof of the theorem. They 
simple try too hard, imitate beyond 
any sense of originality or put on 
airs that reek for miles. Bonnie Raitt 
may do Sippy Wallace tunes, but 
she'll do them as Ms. Raitt. She may 
impress you with her bottleneck, but 
it's hers and not some memory of 
days gone by. Accompanied by Free- 
bo on bass, John Hall on guitar and 
one hell of a blind pianist, Lou Terri - 
ciano on magical 88's, Bonnie per- 
formed songs from her two LPs to 
thunderous applause and lovingly 
rapt attention. 

The sight of Texas bluesman 
Lightnin' Hopkins is a rare treat in- 
deed for New York audiences. While 
the sound system worked for him, a 
back-up duo he must have found in 
some playground on the way to the 
hall did not. Those who could get 
into takin' their Lightnin' as it comes 
were totally satisfied. He opened the 
show with his unique electric/rural 
blues and could have played all 
night. 

Muddy Waters has been playing 
New York quite heavily of late. It 
looked like this was about to show in 
his set, for the electricity just wasn't 
there for the first two numbers. But 
suddenly, the harp player got the 
feelin'. Muddy quickly picked it up, 
zipping it over to the drummer so 
that the rest of the guys could join 
in. The Chess artist was recently 
honored with a Grammy in the "eth- 
nic" category-but considering how 
much blues is now in the soul of rock 
fans, we wonder if he shouldn't be 
considered just plain "music."

Buddah Realigns Promo Dept. 
NEW YORK - Buddah Records has 
made a major realignment of its 
promo division, leading to promotions 
and staff additions. 

Neil Bogart and Art Kass, co -pres- 
idents of the Buddah group, an- 
nounced the appointment of Buck 
Reingold to the position of national 
promotion co-ordinator. Reingold has 
been with Buddah for the past four 
years, joining as New York promo- 
tion director and subsequently becom- 
ing east coast promotion director. 

Under the new promo set-up, the 
country will be divided into four op- 
erating arenas: the West, under Stan 
Najolia; the South, under Wade Conk- 
lin; the Midwest, under Bruce Bird; 
and the North East, under Joe 
Bilello.

The staff will be guided 
by R&B promo director Johnny Lloyd, 
based in Atlanta. Richard Smith, 
working out of Detroit has been 
named regional director for the Mid- 
west, with Charlie Knox, handling 
local promo in the Chicago area. Tom 
Young has been appointed to cover 
the Texas region. Additional appoint- 
ments will be made within the next 
four weeks. 

Album promo for the Buddah Group 
will continue under the direction of 
Larry Harris in New York and Mike 
Berns in L.A., co-ordinating and 
covering these activities throughout 
the country. 

Reingold's position becomes effec- 
tive immediately, with Kathi Turo 
named as Reingold's assistant. In 
commenting on the new set-up, 
Reingold stated "Our basic game 
plan will be one of intense co-ordina- 
tion, passing on national information 
to our operating directors, regional 
and local promotion men, who in turn 
will be able to supply current in- 
formation to their radio station out- 
lets." 

Reingold continued, "We have a 
promotion staff of 17 people working 
exclusively for the Buddah Group, 
and that number will be increased 
to 21 within the next four weeks. 
Furthermore, there are additional 
promotion representatives assigned to 
cover the individual labels distributed 
by the Buddah Group, and we are 
also receiving strong support from 
the local promo men engaged by our 
independent distributors." 

The artists relations department is 
headed by Ron Weisner, vice presi- 
dent, and assisted by Fran Bivona. 
Each of the promo reps will continue 
to coordinate all appearances with 
Weisner as well as Buddah's pub- 
licity department.

Warning Issued 
On Use Of 
Glenn Miller Name 
NEW YORK-The Glenn Miller Es- 
tate has issued a warning against the 
use of the name of the late bandlead- 
er, in connection with a musical or- 
ganization, without its expressed 
consent. 

David Mackay, exec of the estate 
and attorney for Glenn Miller Pro- 
ductions, Inc., issued the warning, 
following attempts to identify the 
name of Glenn Miller with a pro- 
posed new orchestra. 

The most recent concerns a report 
of the revival of the Glenn Miller 
Army Air Force Band. This was 
originally organized during World 
War II by the bandleader, and was 
regarded as the most popular service 
musical organization at the time. 

Starting last Nov., newspaper ac- 
counts have stated that Harold (Doc) 
Winter was planning to revive the 
band, and that he has obtained rights 
to the name from the Miller Estate. 
According to Mackay, such permis- 
sion has not been granted. 

"All common law rights to the 
Glenn Miller name are vested in the 
Glenn Miller Estate," said Mackay, 
"and the rights to any use of the 
Glenn Miller name in connection with 
an orchestra and its activities is the 
sole and exclusive property of Glenn 
Miller Productions, Inc. 

"The production company has been 
licensed by the Glenn Miller Estate 
and, in turn, has registered in the 
U.S. Patent Office the name of Glenn 
Miller as its exclusive service mark. 
Violation of the exclusive rights of 
Glenn Miller Productions, Inc., may 
result in injunctive relief, accounting 
for profits and treble damages." 

Mackay also pointed out that there 
is only one musical organization at 
the present time, which is legally au- 
thorized to carry the name. It is the 
Glenn Miller Orchestra, currently led 
by Buddy De Franco.

Remember Your 'Psych 1' Course? 

Five -Year Study At Texas U. Reveals 
Dimensions Of Radio Programming 
NEW YORK - Psychologically - 
oriented research into the effects of 
music is rarely designed from radio's 
viewpoint. One of the few studies in 
this area was recently completed at 
Texas Women's University under the 
guidance of Dr. Tom Turicchi. The 
findings of the five-year proiect, re- 
cently published in the CHUM Re- 
port, come under the heading "psy- 
chographics"-the audience's psy- 
chological impressions of and reac- 
tion to various aspects of radio pro- 
gramming. 

New Records 

Dr. Turicchi's study utilized a group 
of MOR listeners, ages ' 25-49, and 
determined that this audience prefers 
cover versions to the original hits, 
even where the first recording went 
Top 20. In general, new records were 
not a tune -out: overall response was 
more positive to new than to estab- 
lished records. Initially, a repetition 
yielded more positive responses to a 
given record; but there is a point of 
diminishing returns for this re- 
sponse, with tuneout resulting much 
beyond that point. Where story rec- 
ords were the object of the response, 
that point occurred much sooner: lis- 
teners eventually memorized the 
story lines and found themselves 
bored by the record after an initial 
favorable response to the introduc- 
tion. 

The study also showed that listener 
response was very keenly attuned to 
the positioning of a specific record. 

AFM Statement 
Seeks To Limit 
Prime Time Re -Runs 
NEW YORK - The American Feder- 
ation of Musicians' general counsel 
Henry Kaiser has filed a statement 
with the F.C.C. supporting a propos- 
al to limit the amount of prime time 
that network -owned and affiliated 
television stations may devote to 
reruns, and to require specific iden- 
tification of rerun material. 

The action taken by the 315,- 
000 -member union deplores the use of 
excessive TV reruns. It points out 
that the escalation of reruns specifi- 
cally and adversely affects muscians 
as well as all other artists involved 
in television production. The loss of 
employment, the Federation state- 
ment notes, is "incalculable," but "the 
loss of growth in creative talent is 
perhaps even more incalculable and 
more significant . . . Quality enter- 
tainment cannot be achieved by repe- 
titious reruns of limited artistic ex- 
pressions." 

Finally, the AFM statement 
denounces reruns for jeopardizing 
the "vitality and growth of the tele- 
vision industry."

Blend and shadings of music in and 
out of commercial sets, news and 
jock raps revealed different responses 
to the same record, depending on 
what occured before and after the 
music. A given record played in an 
environment of commercials, news and 
jock raps revealed different responses 
depending on what occurred before 
and after the music. Records played 
in an environment of commercials, 
news and jock talk showed a greater 
response than a string of back to 
back disks. Up -tempo records tended 
to lose their positive edge when more 
than three were played back to back. 
A similar reaction to back-to-back 
slow records was observed. A mix of 
slow, medium and fast tunes elicited 
the best overall response. 

Jingles 

Short jingles were found to be neg- 
atively received: listeners could not 
remember the call letters. Long 
jingles, those with music and voice, 
had a better test effect. Listeners re- 
tained the call letters without a tune - 
out factor resulting from excess mu- 
sic of length. 

Music Effects 

The Texas study also revealed elev- 
en specific responses to music in gen- 
eral. Effects of music in the positive 
direction included its ability to in- 
crease metabolic rates, accelerate 
breathing (and hence decrease its 
regularity), speed up voluntary ac- 
tivities (such as typing or writing), 
increase the extent of muscular 
reflexes employed in writing, drawing 
and related activities. Music also fa- 
cilitated attention to other stimuli. 

In the negative direction, music 
generally tended to delay fatigue 
(and consequently increased muscular 
endurance), reduced normal suggesti- 
bility and lowered the threshold for 
external stimuli (allowing them to be 
perceived at lower levels). Music had 
variable effects on muscular energy, 
pulse, blood pressure and the electri- 
cal conductivity of the body. Other 
studies have shown that music has 
variable effects on nervous tension. 

With more studies such as this 
one, station managers may soon be 
looking for program directors with 
Ph. D's in psychology.

Govt. Cuts Am. Indian KTDB Funds 
RAMAH, N. M. - The future of the 
nation's first American Indian owned 
and operated radio station, KTDB, is 
in jeopardy, due to decisions by both 
the Bureau Of Indian Affairs and the 
Office of Economic Opportunity to 
terminate grants to the organization. 

The concept behind KTDB began to 
take shape in 1970, as a means of 
bringing residents of the Ramah Na- 
vajo in closer touch with a new high 
school constructed in the area. The 
only prior communication within the 
region was one 17 -family party line 
phone. KTDB began on -air operations 
late last April. According to Stephen 
Corman, spokesman for the station, 
"For many people, KTDB has replaced 
the telephone and newspapers as a 
way of communicating." Half of the 
programming on the volunteer -staffed 

station is broadcast in Navajo. 

Ramah Isolated 

Ramah lies 60 miles southeast of 
the main Navajo reservation in the 
northwest part of New Mexico, effec- 
tively isolating the 1400 inhabitants 
from most government programs. 
The average family income is under 
$2,000. 

KTDB is now forced to solicit pub- 
lic donations which are tax deducti- 
ble. Contributors are urged to con- 
tact the station through Box 18, in 
Ramah, New Mexico 87321.

Steve Marriott contributes all 
the originals (save for one where The Pie wrote 
the music). They are nicely balanced by mate- 
rial from Ike & Tina, Edwin Starr and Ray 
Charles. The Blackberries are well -integrated as 
a supporting vocal trio-their solos are the 
album's best moments. 

BYRDS-Gene Clark, Chris Hillman, David 
Crosby, Roger McGuinn, Michael Clarke- 
Asylum SD 5058 

"Byrds" is the title of the album which 
brings five of the greatest historians of folk- 
rock back together for a class reunion. While 
McGuinn went on to carry the banner of "The 
Byrds," the other four members went their 
separate ways until this session became a 

Clarke, McGuinn, Hillman and Crosby 
have contributed new material to complement 
tunes by Joni Mitchell, and Neil Young.

With their first for 
Columbia, perhaps now the time is right to 
simply knight it "Mother Earthmusic" and 
spread the good word from there. Tracy Nelson 
still ranks as one of the world's greatest vocal- 
ists, capable of melding together country and 
blues styles; her reformed band is her best yet.

The group that hit big with "Listen To The

It is one of the finest things 
Ted Templeman has ever produced; it marks 
one of the highpoints in synthesizer rock as 
well, for here the arp becomes as much a part 
of the ensemble as the guitars-it is not some 
tagged -on gimmicky afterthought. Many strong 
tracks-best of the lot would be "China 
Grove," "Natural Thing" and "Ukiah." Strings 
on "Dark Eyed Cajun Woman" are reminiscent 
of B. B. King's "Hummingbird."

MY SECOND ALBUM-Donna Fargo-Dot DOS

The combination of Donna's original materi- 
al and vocal style together with Stan Silver's 
production brought this new face simultaneous 
pop and country fame with her first LP. Now 
working on her third big single, "Superman," 
her second LP takes off from there. In addition 
to her own tunes, she delivers "You Don't 
Mess Around With Jim" and a fine version of 
Lobo's "I'd Love You To Want Me." And for 
those who think Donna can't move you with a 
sad song, there's a believable singing suicide 
note in "Forever Is As Far As I Could Go." 
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COSMIC WHEELS-Donovan-Epic KE 32156 
His first LP in almost three years. That is 

event enough. But here, on two tracks in par- 
ticular, we get a hard rock Donovan-a funky 
version of the world's best known troubadour. 
The title track and "The Music Makers" rep- 
resent the kind of change in direction that is 
both pleasantly surprising and very commer- 
cial. "I Like You" and "Appearances" are both 
quite beautiful love songs. And the cuteness 
that is also a part of Donovan shows up on

The two sides of Donny's new single release, 
"The Twelfth Of Never" and "Life Is Just What 
You Make It" lead off side one. Sonny James' 
hit, "Young Love" is given a strongly commer- 
cial reading on the second side: it's a natural 
for the young Osmond who has done and is 
still doing so well with oldies. But the new 
material here is not to be overlooked: Sedaga 
& Greenfield's "Other Side Of Me" and "Sun- 
shine Rose," and the various contributions by 
Donny's brothers, especially "Do You Want 
Me?" One of Donny's best. 

NEITHER ONE OF US-Gladys Knight & The 
Pips-Soul S 737L 

The female -fronted quartet has since signed 
with another label, but they're at this very 
minute hotter than ever as a Motown act with 
the album's title song in the Top 10. The 
ballad doesn't set the mood for this LP-no 
one tune here does. This is a very expansive 
package, traceable to the fact that no less 
than seven arrangers contributed to the nine 
cuts here. Best bet for a follow-up single is 
Bill Withers' "Who Is He (And What Is She To 
You)," already a well-known song from his 
"Still Bill" LP. Lyrics on "And This Is Love" 
smack of standardom as well. 

A WIZARD/A TRUE STAR-Todd Rundgren- 
Bearsville BR 2133 

Todd Rundgren is a merry-go-round on 
speed. You can't stand there looking at it if 
you want to keep your body in working order- 
the best you can do is think yourself onto one 
of the horses and take the ride right along with 
him. Each side is longer than twenty-five min- 
utes, and if you're not wiped out by the produc- 
tion, you have appendages on either side of 
your head that have only been passing for ears 
all this time. Best bet for a single would be 
"La La Means I Love You" (The Delphonics 
oldie from his soul medley) or the eastern 
dance -influenced "Zen Archer." Randy Breck- 
er's horn is amazing here. The self-proclaimed 
"new renaissance man" does it again! 

THE SINGER-Liza Minnelli-Columbia KC 
32149 

That "Z" lady has recorded another strong 
LP for the label, her first straight studio effort 
for Columbia. The program is filled to the brim 
with current hits. Those that work best are the 
ballads and Latin -flavored numbers. Her ver- 
sion of Stevie Wonder's "You Are The Sunshine 
Of My Life" will give the original a run for its 
money on MORs, and her treatment of "Oh 
Babe, What Would You Say?" comes across 
like a showstopper that could well have been in 
"Cabaret." Snuff Garrett produced the session 
with arrangements by Al Capps and Marvin 
Hamlisch. 

NEWCOMER PICKS 
MT. AIRY-Thimble TLP-2 

The label, distributed by Audio Fidelity, is 
already mak ng noise with the single pulled 
from this strong LP of unpretentious country 
rock-"Grizzly Bear." That particular 
Youngbloods gem is joined by a number of 
originals by band -member Bob Hinkle as well 
as songs associated with Kim Weston and 
Tracy Nelson/Mother Earth ("Take Me In Your 
Arms"), Nilsson ("She Sang Hymns Out Of 
Tune"), the Band ("Rag Mama Rag") and 
Flatt & Scruggs ("Foggy Mountain Break- 
down"). Group members alone are grounds for 
a hit-including Harry's brother Tom ("Make A

the top 10 of the CB R&B and also the top 100 singles chart with a single he 
produced, called, "Soul Serenade" written by Ousley Dixon. The Mitchell albums, 
produced by Joe Cuoghi, "It's Sunrise Serenade and a follow up, "Hold It" also 
began to stimulate considerable interest in the Mitchell style and sound. It was 
the year for another significant event. Willie and his band had a gig in Midland, 
Texas and a singer named Al Green was on the same show. Willie said, "I was 
sitting at the bar when my band was rehearsing the Al Green tunes. Gracious God 
of Glory, this man singing is a super star." When Al was introduced to Willie, 
Mitchell said, "Al, I'll make you a star in 18 months," Al replied, "I can't wait 
that long." Willie finally convinced Al to return to Memphis, but it took a couple 
of big bills to clear up Al's bills at the hotel. When they got into Memphis, Al said 
that he needed about $1600 to clear up his obligations in Grand Rapids. Willie 
gave him the stake and he didn't hear from AI for several months. Finally, Al 

called Willie and told him he was ready. Willie and Al locked themselves in a 

room with a piano and spent weeks and long hours in developing material. Willie 
taught Al a whole new delivery style. The Mitchell musical style is often times 
called "old fashioned" and his comment to this is, "I want my music to go up 
and down. I believe in the bottom and I believe in the top. I want it to ride and 
lope." 

Mitchell also admits that Gamble -Huff and Thom Bell are driving him crazy, but 
Willie says, "you can believe I'm giving them some sleepness nights." Mitchell 
has been coming through with a hit on no later than the third record with each 
artist he is producing. Aside from Al Green, the Hi artist he's producing include, 
Otis Clay, Syl Johnson and Quiet Elegance. One of the outstanding discoveries 
about this sincere and compassionate man is the fact that he is totally positive 
and totally together. 

Today, Mitchell is on the recording scene with a title theme single of, "Last 
Tango In Paris". He has a Memphis -tight studio band and his brother James is 

also contributing string arrangements. The single proves he has not lost his re- 

cording flair.

The man has a midas touch. don drossell 

HOLLYWOOD-TOMMY LEONETTI: A HIT WEATHER OR NOT-Weather conditions 
in southern California served as an inspiration recently for Albert Hammond, who 

co-authored with Mike Hazelwood, "It Never Rains in Southern California." Ham- 

mond and Hazelwood, who then resided in England, admit to writing about the 

legendary haven without ever having seen it. Now Tommy Leonetti (you remember 
this cum laude from the Sinatra school) has a brand new Columbia single called 
"Wasn't It Nice in New York City" written by Britisher Christian Gold, who likewise 

has never heretofore seen New York. This climatic chant appeals this time to 

those who favor romantic rains, the antithesis to the other song. 

Tommy, who sings his own five -part harmony on the record, also co -produced 

it with Dave Bloxham (Scott English, the Greyhound) for U.K. Productions. 

Tommy, the original Pin Ball Wizard, found the tune at Screen Gems Music in 

England, requested a demo, and filed it away in his combination lock brief case. 

He had been in the United Kingdom doing television and cutting some big or- 

chestrated 35 -piece sessions he had planned to sell independently. When the 

product was finished he took it to Dick Asher and Mike Smith at CBS in London. 
They listened politely but rather insouciantly, finally explaining that they are 

basically committed to rock sounds. As a coup, Tommy played the publishers 
demo, "Wasn't It Nice in New York City," and acknowledged that this tune was 

really where his head was at. One listen and "Wasn't It Nice" became a rhetorical 
question. 

Tommy hosted his own television show in Australia and had the international 
hit "Kum Ba Yah" not too long ago, but this Columbia single definitely indicates 
a resurge in his career. He told Cash Box that he would be doing the Tonight 
Show, Mike Douglas, and Mery Griffin to promote the new record. ron baron 

PASSING REMARKS-New Alice Cooper album, "Billion Dollar Babies" is going 

to make believers of all who think the group is all gimmick and little talent. It's 
their finest album to date, and it's very solid, too. This is the one we've all been 

waiting for . . . New Procol Harum LP released this week, and it's a winner .. . 

Keyboard freaks will really get off on the first solo Rick Wakeman album on A&M. 
Rick is the keyboard man for Yes, and his album, "The Six Wives Of Henry 
VIII" is a reflection of Wakeman's talents on piano, organ, moog, and every 
other keyboard instrument imaginable . . .

Album in- 
cludes their past singles, "Top Of The City" 
and "Darling" along with Michael Brown's

Country Artist of the Week: 
EARL RICHARDS 

THE ACE OF MUSIC-Earl Richards has been in the music business all of 
his life and has many different music business accomplishments to his credit. 

His father, grandfather, great-grandfather, and great-greatit-grandfather 
were all musicians and singers. 

In Amarillo, Texas, where he was born, his dad started teaching him to 
sing and play the guitar about the time he learned to walk and when he was 
eleven his dad's friend, country music great, Bob Wills, heard him sing and 
play the guitar, and Wills signed him to an exclusive week end contract. 

On completion of his education he became one of the original members of 
Buddy Holly and the Crickets until the fatal plane crash which ended the 
career of most of the group. He then became a much sought after back up 
singer for nearly all country artists who recorded in Nashville. He was also 
a recording artist on the United label with hits to his credit such as "House 
Of Blue Lights", "Shake 'Em Up And Let 'Em Roll", "Sunshine", and "Down 
Along The Cove". 

As a writer Earl has had songs recorded by the Everly Brothers, Brenda 
Lee, Lawrence Welk, Vicki Carr, Tom Jones, and others. 

Richards had the unique distinction of starring in three full length all color 
motion pictures before he recorded his first country song. 

Today Earl Richards has added the title of "executive" to his artistic ac- 
complishments. He is now part owner and executive producer of Ace Of Hearts 
Records where he has his hot chart climbing single, "Margie, Who's Watching 
The Baby", which he and his associate Gene Kennedy produced.

Bill Walker Suit 
Against FargoiSilver 
NASHVILLE - Producer/arranger 
Bill Walker has filed a $500,000 law 
suit in circuit court against Donna 
Fargo and her husband Stan Silver. 
The suit, filed by Walker in Nashville 
Friday March 2, alleges that Walker 
was contacted by Silver in 1971 to 
help in the production of recordings 
which resulted in the million selling 
records, "Happiest Girl In The Whole 
U.S.A.", and "Funny Face," plus oth- 
ers that credit and recognition was 
not given his work and the agreed on 
royalties were not paid. 

According to Walker, he, on Sil- 
ver's request, and because of Silver's 
claim to inexperience in the country 
field of music, secured the recording 
studios and necessary personnel, 
chose the musicians, and in fact per- 
sonally conducted and supervised each 
and all the sessions. 

Walker further claims that when 
the masters, or recordings, were sold 
to Dot Records, it was the agreement 
between Stan Silver and himself that 
Walker would share equal credits as 
co -producer of the material and that 
he would be given credit on the rec- 
ord label. 

However, when Donna Fargo's rec- 
ords were released Silver was listed 
as sole producer, one result of which 
was the fact Silver was presented an 
award by the Country Music Associa- 
tion as "Producer Of The Year". 
Walker claims this has deprived him 
of the enhancement to his reputation 
that would have existed if he had 
been recognized as the producer of 
"Happiest Girl In The Whole U.S.A.", 
and "Funny Face". 

Bill Walker, a native of Australia, 
has worked on the International level 
as a producer, arranger and conducter 
for a period of some 15 years having 
been in charge of RCA's South Afri- 
can operations, Teal Records, and his 
produced recordings by Bobby Roy, 
Ferlin Husky, Stu Phillips, Roy Rog- 
ers, Wanda Jackson, Connie Eaton, 
and others.

Hank Williams, Jr.-MGM-SE-4862 

Hank, Jr.'s past collections have always 
been solid, tasteful country packages which 
have always pleased programmers and listen- 
ers alike. This latest collection has that same 
appeal. Through ten tracks, Hank, Jr. success- 
fully portrays seven ballads, an uptempo blues 
piece and two cute country fun songs in his 
fine tradition. Highlights appearing on this 
package include the happy "One Out Of Three 
Ain't Bad", "I Love You A Thousand Ways" 
and both title cuts. "Country Music-Those 
Tear Jerking Songs" is hysterical and alone is 
worth the price of admission. This one looks 
like another smash for Hank Williams, Jr.

George has been proclaimed country musics 
international ambassador and rightfully so for 
no other country artist has done more to intro- 
duce the musical form to the world than he 
has. This album is a full circle demonstration 
performed in George's own inimitable style. 
Included in the wonderful collection are Leon- 
ard Cohen's "Suzanne", Gordon Lightfoot's 
"Christian Island", "Green Green Grass Of

It's easier for the tech- 
nician, and for the operator, a far more 
effective money-maker on the wall." VP 
Bricklin confirms reports have been re- 
ceived from all over the country, on the 
Par -3 -Golf game, chalking up $100 a 
week gross or better for operators. "And 
it's going to get better," says Bricklin,

EDITORIAL 
Labels Singles & Operations 

This may seem like a rather trivial subject to deal 
with-the record industry's present study on the 
"benefits" of going back to the small center hole in 
the 45 single-but we think it's worth exploring since 
it's kind of symptomatic of the whole relationship (or 
the lack of it) that exists between record people and 
jukebox people. 

We're certain the label executives will take the 
operator's need of the wide hole in the 45 into con- 
sideration, should they in fact go back to pressing 
disks with the smaller "LP" sized hole . . . whether 
that may require pressing them in such a manner that 
the thing can be easily punched out or some such 
consideration to the trade whose machines require 
the larger center hole, for obvious technical reasons. 
We, of course, hope they stay as they are, tho many 
label people feel more singles could be sold to con- 
sumers if they didn't have to "fiddle around" with 
that big spindle on their expensive stereo rigs just 
to play a 45. 

Point is, the record trade should really bow to the 
needs and wishes of the folks who buy most of the 
singles. According to MONY's Ben Chicofsky, the op- 
erator buys more than 50% of them these days. So, 
if true (and many in both trades agree with Ben on 
the trade's percentage), why not leave things as they 
are? 

Chicofsky's thoughts on record people and jukebox 
operators (see separate story this issue) range from 
mild to strident. He sees this new move as only one 
more symptom of the record trade's relative disregard 
of the operator, and wishes that the days of old would 
return when record salesmen would make personal 
calls to the route headquarters. He feels they'd peddle 
more of their wares that way. 

Point is, the center hole incident does in fact once 
more show record and jukebox people in separate 
camps. Getting together should be a primary thought 
for both parties.

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MONY's Chicofsky Chides Labels; Blackpool Coin Show Well Attended 
Says Op's Power Is "Understated" 
NEW YORK - Ben Chicofsky, man- 
aging director of Music Operators of 
New York (MONY), took the record 
industry to task last week for, as he 
put it, "their growing apathy about 
45 rpm singles in general and in the 
jukebox operator and his needs in 
particular." 

Citing the jukebox singles mailing 
program (which he considers only 
half a loaf), the simultaneous inclu- 
sion of single tunes on LP's, and 
such recent developments as a study 
by labels to return to the small cen- 
ter hole in singles, Chicofsky won- 
ders whether record people spend five 
minutes a week thinking about the 
jukebox business and what its mem- 
bers may need. 

"Years ago, major labels, and 
many record distributors, had sales 
representatives pay personal calls on 
larger operators to show off their 
new product. Today you've got a 
handful of labels mailing out some of 
their new singles to a limited list of 
operators, Chicofsky stated. "We 
should have every label on a mailing 
program and for those major record 
companies who have staff, we should 
see a return to the days when opera- 
tors and their route record buyers 
were called on periodically to discuss 
new product." 

Chicofsky continued: "music people 
say the single today only represents 
between 5% and 10% of the overall 
dollar intake. That may very well be, 
but have they forgotten that it's the 
single that launches the act and the 
followup LP they rely on for profit? 
And on that note, do they truly real- 
ize that the operating business is 
buying well over 50% of those singles 
and programming them on machines 
which also serve as individual `radio 
stations' pushing the act and the tune 
every time it's played in a location ? 
Maybe the 70 million or so singles 
our industry buys, and then plays for 
the public, pale in comparison to the 
dollars generated by LP's and tapes, 
but even putting the promotional 
value of singles aside, labels can 
make more money from the jukebox 
trade if they bother to create or in- 
crease a merchandising program to 
coax operators into buying more 
than the three per week national av- 
erage. 

"And there's one more misconcep- 
tion I'd like to correct," he stated. 
"Record people think operators only 
buy hits off the chart. Certainly the 
chart singles dominate a weekly pur- 
chase list, but our industry requires 
far more than chart material. There 
are simply not enough hits around to 
adequately program a machine. We 
need lots of filler stuff, and more

CHICAGO - Donald G. Newman, as- 
sistant to the director of government 
affairs of NAMA, is being assigned 
as secretary of seven NAMA char- 
tered state councils in addition to his 
present responsibilities, according to 
Dick Schreiber, president.

"Today, both singles in general 
and jukeboxes in particular are 
grossly underestimated in the role 
they play in music sales. There are 
many in the record business, tho, who 
take advantage of opportunities to 
communicate with operators. We put 
out a journal for our annual associa- 
tion convention each year and dozens 
and dozens of artists take out photo 
ads. They're smart enough to know 
the power we as operators have in 
creating a hit record. There are also 
several labels who still realize our 
power and they're the ones who are 
selling singles in large volume, retail 
and operator, which in return helps 
sell the LP's. 

"So, record manufacturers get 
wise. Smarten up and don't kill the 
goose that lays the golden egg," he 
declared. 

BLACKPOOL, ENGLAND - The 
1972 "Blackpool Coin Machine Ex- 
hibition" took place at the Golden 
Mile Centre Feb. 28 -Mar. 2nd. This 
show, which caters predominantly to 
the Scottish, Irish and English oper- 
ating market, normally enjoys excel- 
lent attendance (comparable to the 
MOA Expo in the USA) and this 
year was no exception.
